The rent-supplement project
sponsored by the Prestonsburg Ministerial
Association, which is scheduled for com-
pletion in February, will add another 75
units. Some of the rent-supplement units
already are occupied.

Bids opened Tuesday will be taken

Thirty of the 78 units in the new complex
will be for the elderly, and these will be of
one-story design.

Commonwealth’s home office in Louisville
were: Homer D. Parker, Commonwealth
Life president; John C. Grubb, vice
president in charge of the combination
agencies; William H. Davies Jr., vice
president in charge of the eastern territory
in which Big Sandy is located, and their
wives.

In pointing out the magnitude of the
agency’s achievement, President Parker
explained that, if Big Sandy were ranked as
a life insurance company instead of one
agency within a company, it would rank in
approximately 600th place out of about
1,800 life companies in the United States.
This means that the agency is larger than
approximately 1,200 companies.

The Big Sandy agency has the largest
accounts in the company for all lines of
individual life insurance. It also has the
largest amount of fire and casualty in-
surance premium in force of any Com-
monwealth agency.

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As a New Year Begins . ..

This week, as a new General
Assembly convenes for the
enacting of new laws, all over
Kentucky new county and city
officials begin terms of office, or
old officials begin new terms
which are, in the purview of
government, to see that existing
laws are enforced.

In fact, it may be true that there
are enough laws already on the
statute books — if they were en-
forced. We recognize the im-
portance of the job the Legislature
will undertake during the next
sixty days, but at this particular
time the work of those office-
holders at the local level during
the days and months of their terms
of office seems more important. It
is much easier to say, ‘'This is the
law’’ than to breathe life into the
pages of the dry statute book
through judicial and enforcement
effort.

Kentucky’s liquor laws,
although not perfect, are
adequate, if really enforced. The
Legislature could improve on
them, but in any form they mean
little if sheriffs, policemen, judges
and others turn violator by
violating the oath they take,
pledging themselves to honor,
protect and enforce.

The state may need more
stringent legislation to meet the
needs of all its citizens who live
under the terror of an atmosphere
which may become so polluted
that human life will cease to exist.
Stronger laws may be needed to
protect its streams and lands from
the growing pollution that
promises to convert Kentucky into
a cesspool. But the laws that

already exist are not without effect
except when officials charged with
their administration and en-
forcement neglect their plain duty.

In whatever branch of govern-
ment men function they are
subjected to strong pressures. The
answer to the problems these
pressures create lies in the answer
to this question: ‘“What is the right
thing to do?”’

Is it right to strengthen the hand
of Labor or the hand of Capital?
What of the consideration the
great mass of people deserve?

Is it right to permit a man to sell
whiskey in violation of the law? Is
it right to permit one tfo sell and to
punish another for the same of-
fense? The drunken driver — shall
he be given another chance to
crawl beneath the wheel in a
drunken stupor, or a state of wild
exhilaration, and make of his own
auvtomobile and of every other he
meets a potential death-trap?

These are only a few questions to
be asked.

Floyd county has come a long
way. Its murder rate is one of the
lowest in all Kentucky. It is no
longer ’“‘the bloodiest soil in the
Western Hemisphere’* that one
official said it was, twenty-five
years ago. But it has a long way to
go, and the road up certainly is not
that of favoritism and per-
missiveness.

For all these officials we wish
more than a mere ““good luck” —
we wish for them a full share of
old-fashioned conscience, com-
monsense and a will to do the job,
however unpleasant that job may
sometimes be.
