When the brakes of her auto failed on the
mountain, Mrs. Jarvis Allen told her two
~ sons, Phillip and David, and their friend,
Grant Wise, that the car was out of control,
and advised them to lie down. She suc-
ceeded in negotiating the sharp curves as
the auto gathered speed in its downhill run,
and thinks she would have made safe entry
onto the bridge spanning the river at CIiff,
despite the sharp, right-hand curve at that
point, but at that moment she reached that
point an auto driven by Thomas Goble
emerged from the bridge into the curve.

The two autos collided, and railing

guarding the drop from US 23 at the end of
the bridge onto railway tracks below was
torn away.

Mrs. Allen suffered a fractured leg and
multiple lacerations and bruises. Her son
David has a broken left arm and right hand
and was badly cut about his head. He lost
several teeth.

I Asked To Probe
Jawkeye’ Plant Fire

The investigation of the blaze which
destroyed a newspaper and printing plant
operated by the 979 Community Action
Council at Teaberry, on Mud Creek, early
last Saturday morning, was interrupted
this week by the illness of State Detective
Chester D. Potter, but the FBI is expected
to join in the probe, it was said here.

Howard Thorkelson, chief attorney for
the Mountain Legal Rights Association
here, said he has asked FBI assistance. The
request was made because the machinery
was owned by the Federal government or
bought through federal grant.

Detective Potter said Tuesday that ‘“not
much has been established,” except that
residents of the community said the
building housing the plant ‘‘was burning all
around’’ when they discovered the blaze.

The fire was discovered at about 2:30
a.m. ‘“‘Any time a fire occurs at that hour
it’s suspicious,” Potter said. He added that
he did not know if'it was a case of arson and
that his investigation was an attempt to
determine the origin of the fire.

Palmer Frasure, supervisor in the Mud
Creek area of VISTA, said the building was
leased by the Community Action Council
and was also used as a meeting-place of the
council and other groups.

The press, which reportedly cost $25,000,
was used to publish ‘‘The Hawkeye,” a
community newspaper, and for com-
mercial printing. Profits from printing for
private individuals and firms, Frasure
said, went to the community or into
equipment. Equipment damage was placed
at about $30,000.

Held Probable

Statistics released by the Attendance
Department of the Floyd county school
system shows that in the first five months
of the current school year every high school
in the county except Wheelwright’s has lost
students—and Wheelwright merely held its -
own.

At the same time, some of the larger
elementary schools showed enrollment
losses. The net loss was 136 in all schools—
124 in the high schools and 29 in the grades,
with educable and trainable classes gaining
M.

Superintendent of Schools Charles Clark
said that an overall loss for the school year
is expected to be about 225 and that this will
require a further cutback in the number of
teachers to be employed for the next term.

“It is highly unlikely,” Clark said, “that
we will be able to employ a single new
teacher for our system. If enough teachers
do not retire at the end of this year to take
care of our loss in enroliment, we’ll again
be faced with some cut-off of the teaching
force.”

An Invitation to Anarchy

The Postmaster General of the United States made a shocking
statement, the other day, when he said that this nation, regarded as
the greatest in all human history, could do nothing about striking
postal workers who had disobeyed a federal court injunction.

““You can’t jail a hundred thousand,’’ he was quoted as saying.

Such an admission is an invitation to anarchy.

We do not argue the right of the postal workers to strike. Others
do—why not they? But the ordinary citizen, one or a hundred or a
hundred thousand of him, has no right to defy the courts of the

land.

If they do in this case, why not in all others? And if defiance of
court orders becomes acceptable, or above punishment, what
foundation remains for any structure of law and order?

Free men have in the excercise of their freedom a responsibility to
the welfare of the whole. Long ago, Plato foresaw the danger of an
excess of freedom. Without law and order, no man is free. And the
admission that the United States of America cannot handle a con-
tempt of court case because the number of those in contempt is great
would indicate that the orderly processes of government are almost

defenseless.

The United States contained a great number of aliens and
prisoners of war during World War [|. Barbed wire and armed
guards held them prisoner. There is plenty of barbed wire yet

around the country.
Finally, we ask:

If the United States cannot enforce a court order, why ask for it in

the first place?

Q: Should an Intelligence Quota (1. Q.)
score be used as a guideline to determine
the potential of a person?

A: No! No! No! Because many people
believe the answer to be yes, often mentally
retarded individuals have not been helped
to progress to their maximum. An in-
telligence test only tests the level at which a
person generally is functioning at the time
be takes the test. It does not accurately
indicate the potential ability of the person
taking the test. In fact, as a child grows
older, he develops physically, so he may
perform better in that area. He also learns
from his many experiences so that he is
able to do and understand much more.
However, from experience with children of
all ability levels, there are indications that
generally a child will learn at the same rate
and will stay in about the same relative
position in comparison to children his own
age in his group. This indicates that as he
grows older a mentally retarded child willl
learn at the same rate, which is slower than
children who have a higher I. Q. Thus, as a
child grows older, it is possible for him to
test at higher and higher levels but he will
test in the same relative position to other
children his age and in his group. They, too,
will test at higher and higher levels.

Q: What kind of intelligence tests are
there?

A: Psychologists most frequently use two
particular tests. These are called the
Stanford Binet and the Wechsler. They are
frequently used in settings where in-
telligence levels are being tested including
schools and mental health centers. To be
really very effective, a person taking these
tests must be able to read and hear well.
Therefore, there are many other special
tests designed to be used regardless of the
handicap of the person being tested. In fact,
there is one test which does not require
either the person giving the test or the
person taking the test to say a word; both
the questions and answers are acted out.
Such tests are useful when testing one in-
dividual at a time.

Tests which can be given to groups of
people are needed by factories, the military
and schools. Therefore, group tests were
developed. The first well recognized group
tests were developed during World War 1.
These were called the Army Alpha and
Army Beta, The Alpha was used with
people who could read while the Beta was
used with non-readers. These tests have
been and still are models for the many tests
used today to test people in groups.

ASK KEA TO DROP SANCTIONS

The Kentucky School Boards Association
unanimously adopted a resolution
“urgently recommending’ the Kentucky
Education Association withdraw its
request for an investigation to determine if
sanctions should be imposed on the Ken-
tucky school system. A preliminary in-
vestigation already has been conducted by
the National Education Association, as part
of KEA’s campaign for an increase in
teachers’ salaries, removal of the property-
tax ceiling and other benefits. The request
for the investigation came in the wake of
the recent teachers’ strike which closed
Kentucky schools. Sanctions would attempt
to rally a teacher and business hoycott of
the state.

ROAD DAMAGE HIGH

The Kentucky Highway Department this
week described Kentucky’s 1969-1970
winter as one of the roughest on roads in
recent years, with repair and maintenance
costs estimated as high as $20 million
compared to the normal $2.5million and the
extraordinary $5 million. Bruce Hadley, the
department’s director of public affairs,
said preliminary surveys show damage to
road surfaces alone will reach $7.5 million
and ‘‘some of our engineers have little
doubt the total figure will go up to $20
million when everything is included.”
DEADLINE SET

School districts planning Saturday
classes to make up school days lost because
of severe winter weather and the teachers’
strike must notify Wendell Butler, state
superintendent of public instruction, by
April 1. The state Board of Education,
which made this announcement, plans to
act on these requests at its next meeting,
April 7-8. Butler said he would recommend
such requests be granted.

“TRAVELING DELUXE”

In late summer, 1969, the newspapers
carried an item about the continuing
decline of passenger ftraffic on the
railroads. One line in western Kentucky
announced that it had averaged only twelve
persons per trip across the state north and
south over a period of several months. And
I recall all too vividly how I have had to
stand up for the whole trip on that same
line, for all the seats were taken on a long
train.

Though through trains were supposed to
be deluxe traveling, and people who were
supposed to be up in the world bragged
about riding them, the folkish trains were
the ones that stopped at every crossroads,
to pick up or discharge passengers and to
leave or get a few milk cans. On this sort of
train you could see a big slice of America
and could soon understand some of the
customs that had grown up around frain
travel. Automobiles were few in all the area
that I had come to know pretty well; roads
were exceedingly poor until far down
toward our present time. To get from A to
B, the quickest way was by train, provided

the railroads had penetrated to B. Other--

wise you might have to go by boat, a much
slower conveyance but a bit more poetical.
In general, boat travel was well on its way
out by the time cars became at all common.
Only a few areas still had to depend on the
romantic steamboats.

Even though my town had, for many
years, a total of 22 passenger trains daily, I
early learned where each one came from
and where it was going. And, sooner or
later, I had ridden every one of them once
or more; some of them became so0 familiar
that I believe that I could have merely
looked out the window and told ap-
proximately where I was, for the road to
Louisville or the one to Paris, Tennessee,
where I used to change cars for the Jackson
Purchase area, where I had grown up.

Meeting the train became a sort of in-
stitution. People who rarely or never had
taken such a trip often drove or walked
down to the depot to see No. 7 or No. 8 go
by.

And nothing can equal the look on
the faces of the people who were getting
ready to board such a train or the look on

monsters.

One of the past institutions is and has
been for a while the so-called news butch.
His newspapers, his baskets of fruits and
candies and popcorn and chewing gum,
where are they now? I have seen small
travelers literally make themselves sick
from eating quantities of the candies that
used to be sold on the train: little colored
balls of candy in a glass pistol container,
strips of garter-like cocoanut candy that
sometimes must have been lying around
toughening and hardening for several
weeks, and, in later days, candy bars of
various kinds.

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FRANKFORT, KY.—Now comes that
time of the year when one may expect
strange illnesses, emergency trips, use of
accumulated overtime and vacations fo
come with mounting frequency—especially
among the male population, but also to a
lesser degree among those of the opposite
sex.

There’s a good reason: It's fishing time
again, and all days that can be so utilized,
will be during the next couple of months.
It’ll be coincidental that one suddenly is
called away on business to western Kem=
tucky where black bass are being caught by
jig fishermen.

It'll be noted that any accumulated
overtime will be used predominently
while white bass are moving in some of the
lakes, and it will be noted that more
vacation days are requisitioned while the
croppie catches are large.

This fishing fever is something that oc-
curs each spring, and the fisherman will
use every legal means at his disposal to get
a few days off to take part in a fishing jaunt
that he has planned all winter long.

So it is not unusual for the bank teller fo
be called out of town for a few days; or for
the farmer to delay sowing his tobacco bed
because it’s merely cloudy, or for the
housewife to put off housecleaning for a few
days. g

After all, there’ll be plenty of time to do
these menial tasks, whereas when the fish
are moving, they just can’t be put off.

For the next eight to ten weeks there’ll be
plenty of fishing. Already the white bass
and croppie are moving. This is unusually
early for them but the warm rains ap-
parently have warmed the water faster
than is usual at this time.

And with the warmer water the fish
react. Hence, the early good catches this
year.

Just to whet the fishing appetite a bit,
let’s point out that white bass already have
begun to move into the tributaries of the
major lakes and are being caught in good
numbers in the creeks of Lake Cum-
berland, Dale Hollow, Barkley, Rough
River and some other lakes.

Some waters have not warmed to the
point where the whites are moving, but this
should come within a few days. And more
and more crappie are being caught.

est Rise in Crime

Is in Area of Thievery

Slightly more than nine per cent of all
year becurréd ‘in the five “county area
patroled ‘by troopers at Pikeville Post 9.

Post' 9 covers Magoffin, Johnson, Martin,
Floyd and Pike counties, and is under
command of Lt. Douglas L. Sword.

A total of 9,683 felonies and
misdemeanors were reported to state
troopers last year. Of that number, Post 9
reported 889 offenses, or 167 above their

_crimes reported "tb"tge ‘State 'Police last
ear oecurred ‘in “th

1968 total.

Heading the list of crimes in the five-
county area were breaking and entering
(207 cases), illegal liquor possession (143)
and auto theft (96). Stolen vehicle
recoveries totaled 79 for an approximate
value of $81,670.

- Crimes showing the greatest jump in
frequency over 1968 were grand larceny

(up 30), breaking and entering (up 17) and

auto theft (up 16).

Pikeville-based troopers reported the
highest number of murders and non-
negligent manslaughters (30), disturbing
the peace offenses (10) and illegal liquor
possession (143).

Offenses showing some decline in 1969
were illegal liquor sales (down 27), illegal
liquor possession (down 10), gambling and
arson (both down 4).
~Arrests in the Post 9 area rose to 698, or
204 more than 1968. Most arrests were for
illegal liquor possession (110), unlawful

assembly (102), breaking and entering (77)
and auto theft (71).

The reported annual increase in crimes
handled by State Police remained static at
27 per cent but arrests continued to climb—
increasing by 36 per cent in 1969 over the 25
per cent rise in 1968.

The comporative index of crimes in the
district follows, the number of crimes in
1968 appearing first, followed by the
number last year:

Arson, 6 and 2; aggravated assault, 9 and
13; other assault cases, 22 and 34; breaking
and entering, 190 and 207; conversion, 3 and
1; desertion from armed forces, 9 and 30;
disorderly conduct, 2 and 13; disturbing the
peace, 7 and 10; escapes, 4 and 3;
fraudulent checks, 7 and 18; gambling, 5
and 1; grand larceny, 31 and 61; leaving
scene of accident, 0 and 1; liquer
possession, 153 and 143; liquor sale, 41 and
14; liquor transport, 8 and 11; involuntagy
manslaughter, 4 and 4; murder and
manslaughter, 27 and 30; narcotics law
violations, 0 and 2; petit larceny, 14 and 23;
rape, 5 and 5; robbery, 7 and 12; sex crimes
other than rape, 5 and 6; shooting, 8 and 15;
possession of stolen property, 2 and 5;
receiving stolen property, 6 and 6; unlawful
assembly, 1 and 1; vehicle theft, 80 and 96;
carrying concealed deadly weapon, 8 and
21; drawing a deadly weapon, 7 and 9.

Nature Trails

Many wild flower lovers regard the
trilliums of our state as the most beautiful
and glamorous of the early spring wild
flowers. They are truly a treat for all who
love beauty.

The two leading kinds common to our
section are the Great White Trillium,
(Trillium Grandiflorum), and the Red
Trillium (Trillium Erectum). These two
are often found growing together and they
form large colonies along the cool, moist
banks of streams, often along the base of
sandstone cliffs, or in rich, wooded coves of
hillsides. Once I found the red trillium
covering the earth to the extent of several
acres, and the showy, red flowers lent a
colorful aspect to the barren woods of early
spring.

These two trilliums begin blooming about
the middle of April, and the blooming
period lasts usually a month or longer,

Our cool, mountain streams and rich,
shaded ravines seem to be the ideal habitat
of the trilliums, and in the brooks and coves
of Appalachia they thrive best and produce
a gorgeous display of blossoms. Their
name, “trillium,” comes from the Latin,
“tres,” meaning three, In their develop-
ment, trilliums follow exactly the law of
three: The plants have three leaves formed
in a whorl around the stalk; the leaves are
large and broadly ovate, net-veined and
grow at the base of the flower stalk. Each
plant produces a single flower with three
petals, three greenish sepals, a three-celled
ovary and twice-three stamens.

Some botanists place the trilliums in a

family of their own, the Trillium Family,
Trilliaceae, but most others assign them to
the Lily Family, Lilliaceae, as they have
nany features that are common to the
llies. Both of these trilliums can be suc-
cessfully transplanted in rich, moist,
moderately acid soils; they thrive best in
ceol, shady areas.

THE GREAT WHITE TRILLIUM. This is
the finest, largest and showiest of the
trilliums; the white blooms gleam like
three-rayed stars against the dusky, brown-
leaf hillsides. The three petals are at first
sheer white but in about ten days they turn
to a light shade of rose-pind. The petals are
crimped or crisped around the margin. The
flowers are produced at the top of a slender
pedicel that usually stands erect to display
the blooms. The leaves are large, dark
green and slightly petioled. The plants
come up from a fleshy, tuberous rootstock,
and in good soil they always.look vigorous
and robust. The three white petals of the
flower are much larger than the three
green sepals which subtend them. Like the
famous shamrock o Ireland, with its three
leaves, the ftrilliums have been used
sometimes to represent the three-fold
nature of Deity.

THE RED TRILLIUM. This trillium
appears in bloom much too early for it to be
pollinated by the bees, so it produces a
rank, unpleasant odor that attracts the flies
for the work of pollination. Some call it The
Wake Robin, as it is said to bloom about the
time the robins wake up to do their best
spring carols. Usually, however, the robins

are singing merrily long before the red
trillium blooms. Some old botany books call
this trillium: “The Stinking Benjamin,”
because of its unpleasant “wet-dog odor.”
But its name, red trillium, is an apt one, as
the flowers are a deep, rich shade of red,
sometimes deep maroon. The plants also
produce several variations of color that are
very lovely; often in a colony of the red
ones, there will be found some that are light
lemon yellow, and these have a delicate
beauty of their own. White specimens of the
wake robin have also been found oc-
casionally. The three leaves are large, dark
green, rhombic in form and sessile, The
flower pedicel usually stands erect, hence
the name, TRILLIUM ERECTUM. The
ovary is three-celled and of a showy red-
dish-purple.

The red trillium and the large white ones
when found blooming together on the
barren slopes of early spring form a
delightful ensemble worth going to the
woods to see. It is a wild flower show that
comes only once each year.

THE ROAD TRILLIUM OR TOAD-
SHADE. This is a lovely little trillium that
is often passed by unseen, as it is much
smaller than the others and produces tiny
sessile flowers at the top of the three
leaves, which are spotted with brown. The
petals are small and reddish-purple. This
trillium is known to botanists as Trillium
Sessile, as the flowers do not have any
stalk. It is a dainty, small trillium and well
worth growing in the wild flower garden
with ample shade.

Is Theme for Week

“Seen Any Wildlife Lately?” was the
provocative theme of the 32nd annual ob-
servance of National Wildlife Week, March

J. B. Clarke, chairman of the Floyd
County Soil and Water Conservation
District, said the theme of this year’s ob-
servance ...is particularly important
because it asks each of us to reflect on our
nation’s vanishing wildlife heritage and
ponder the effect on our own lives.”

Increasing air and water pollution,
persistent pesticides, nonplanned high-
ways, and urban sprawl are steadily
gnawing away at our nation’s wildlife
resources. A staggering 89 American
wildlife species are on the brink of ex-
tinction.

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‘Purchase of S'(Ithool Buses
Through State Saves Millions

By LEWIS SHARPLEY

FRANKFORT, KY.—Boards of
education in Kentucky’s 120 counties have
saved at least $4 million and possibly as
much as $10 million by mass buying of
school buses through the State Division of
Purchases in the last nine years.

A law passed by the General Assembly in
1956 permits school boards to order their
buses through the state instead of at the
higher local price levels.

It was not until 1962 that the law was

- implemented, Louis A. Yandell, director of

Pupil Transportation for the Education
Department, said. In that year the state
took bids and placed a contract for 328
buses costing $1,492,595,11. For a few years

previous to 1962 some school boards had

made: smaller savings by ordering bus
chassis through the state.

“Practically all board-owned school
buses in Kentucky have been bought
through the state in the past three years,”
Yandell said.

In the nine-year period, the state has
bought 3983 buses for local school boards, at
a total cost of $20,949,854.50, or an average
of $5260 per bus.

Officials differ on the extent of the
savings.

““Conservatively, the amount saved
through mass buying was at least $1,000 per
bus back in 1962,”” Yandell said.

So far this year the boards have ordered
540 buses through the state. Most orders are
placed early in the year, to take advantage
of lower bids that are possible when plants
ordinarily slow down production, but more
buses will be ordered later this year.

While equipment and specifications vary,
purchasing officials say that the amount
saved on the price of the average bus is
easily from $2000 to $2500, sometimes
running as high as $4000.

“When this much can be saved on buses:
alone, there can be some realization of how
much more would be saved the taxpayers if
quantity buying were extended to other
school needs,”” N. B. McCubbin, state
director of purchases, commented.

He cited HB 204, which would permit
school districts, cities and counties to buy
all their supplies at state<discount levels.
The bill passed the House unanimously and
is now in the Senate.

As Pits for Waste

If a grant request scheduied to be made
April 1is granted by the U. S. Public Health
Service to finance testing of coal mines as
solid waste depositories, Eastern Kentucky
will have moved toward solution of one of
its most pressing problems.

Use of abandoned mines for this purpose
was first argued in the area by Ex-Mayor J.
B. Wells, of Paintsville, The Paintsville
Herald reported in a Page 1 story last week.
The idea was not feasible, some miners
argued, but Wells persisted, and now the U.
S. Public Health Service has become in-
terested.

Some mining men have contended that
storing of waste in mines would result in an
accumulation of methane gas that would
“blow off the top of a mountain.”” But others
have argued that circulation of air inside
the storage mine would prevent such a
development.

If the grant is made, the test project will
determine the merits, or faults, of the idea.

Reports The Herald:

Several mines were inspected as possible
test sites, and at least one was said to be
adequate to absorb Paintsville’s solid
waste for over a quarter of a century.

The research proposal will call for two
test methods of disposal, one involving
compaction of waste into packages, and the
second bulk waste disposal—simply
moving waste into the mine.

No health hazards are seen, although
those will be among the problems which the
test program will attempt to determine,
along with costs.

concerning waste disposal, and those
regulations in turn have set standards
practically impossible to meet in terrain
such as exists in Eastern Kentucky. Bur-
ning waste creates air pollution and must
be stopped, according to regulations, but
use of landfills as a disposal process is
prohibited where drainage would pollute
water. Since practically every available
valley in Eastern Kentucky, or similar hilly
areas, is basically a drainage basin, the use
of landfills appears out of the question, and
the result is a problem almost impossible to
resolve.

Should abandoned mines be feasible for
waste disposal, it would be a dramatic
solution and the Public Health Service
obviously would like to test the idea. Of-
ficials expressed considerable optimism
here last week that a grant would be for-
thcoming.

Latta, Burke Split
On Parochial Aid

Bill in Committee

FRANKFORT, Ky.—House and Senate
bills that would give state aid to parochial
school teachers were killed in committee
last week.

HB 198, which would permit the state to
supplement the salaries of certain teachers
in private and parochial schools was passed
over by the House Education Committee
for the third time since Jan, 23,

A companion measure, SB 128, lost on a 5-
to-2 roll call vote in the Senate Education
Committee. Sen. Romano Mazzoli, D-
Louisville, had proposed amending the bill
to provide $1,000 for teacher pay the first
year of the biennium and $1,500 the second
so that a court test could be set up.

“One objection I've heard to SB 128 is its
constitutionality, and others have con-
tended it was divisive and a threat to public
education,”” Mazzoli said. ‘““This would give
us an opportunity to test its con-
stitutionality by letting the courts decide
this.”

However, his amendment was never
voted on. Then a move to favorably report
the bill, which carried no funding provision,
failed with only Mazzoli and Sen. Francis
M. Burke, D-Pikeville, voting in favor of it.
Those opposed were Sens. Fred Bishop, R-
Madisonville; Thomas O. Harris, D-
Worthville; Clifford B. Latta, D-
Prestonsburg, and George M, Plummer, R-
Vanceburg.

Pi'estonsburg Soldier Tells How

Red Cross Helped His Return Home

A Floyd county soldier who made the long
trip home recently in a losing race with
death tells how the Red Cross helped him
get emergency leave without delay.

Returning to Vietnam after a furlough
home, Sp-5 Rick Smiley contacted the Red
Cross in Vietnam on March 27 to ascertain
the condition of his father, V. A. Smiley, in
Prestonsburg. The next morning, the reply
from Floyd Chapter, American Red Cross,
was in the soldier’s hands. Six hours later,
he was on his way home.

“Four other servicemen left on the same

flight—all on emergency leaves handled by -

the Red Cross,” Smiley said. ‘“Actually, the
Red Cross is our only contact with home
except by mail.”

The soldier did not arrive home before his
father’s passing, but only the time required
by travel delayed him.

The Red Cross, says Smiley, does not
restrict its services to emergencies. “Any

place you find a G. I. in Vietnam, the Red
Cross is there, too,”” he said here last week.

““Any fire base you go to, the Red Cross is
there. They are there, all set up—we call
their places ‘Happy Hootches'—it’s where
we get coffee, sandwiches, a friendly chat,
many of the things that many of us find
scarce,” he said.

“The Red Cross,” he added, ‘‘assigns its
people to a unit. They live under conditions
just as bad as we do—and they don’t get as
much pay for it.”
