The onetime Floyd coal mining center,
considered a model of community pride
and industry despite its loss of its once-
booming coal industry, beat out Thelma,
Johnson county, site of a multi-million-
dollar rehabilitation center now under
construction, and Davey’s Run, Carter
county, for the top award in its division. Its.
community development group was
awarded a $150 cash prize and road signs
which proclaim the community’s part in
the development program.

Grayson won the village division of the
contest, with Salyersville second, and
Cranston was the winner in the farm
community classification, followed by Flat
Gap and Burgett.

Weeksbury won the top award in its
classification for the second time because
of its concerted and successful efforts
which removed from it all appearance of a
“ghost town.”” Those participating in the
community effort — 215 persons who pay
$l-a-year club membership dues and any
others who wish to have a part — during the
year have painted or whitewashed the
community center and playground, added
furnishings to both, staged cleanup drives,
cooperated with other nearby communities
in effecting extension of central water
supplies, razed and sold four old mine
buildings, organized packs of Cub,
Brownie, Cadet and Junior Scouts and have
under organization senior Boy and Girl
Scout groups.

KAI Action Says
Material Faulty,
Damages Sought

Kentucky Appalachian Industries, Inc.
(KAI) of Prestonsburg last Wednesday
filed suit in eircuit court here for $118,171
damages allegedly incurred when
materials purchased from a New York firm
failed to measure up to standards required
in filling a U. 8. government order for wet-
weather parkas.

The action, filed against Tan-Tex In-
dustries Corp., says that during 1969 and
1970 KAI purchased from the New York
firm a large quantity of coated fabric to be
used in filling the government order. It also
claims that Tan-Tex warranted that the
product complied with provisions and
specifications of the U. S. government and
was suitable for the purpose for which it
was intended, but that the warranties and
representations were not true.

(At one time KAIreported that a layoff of
employees was the result of defective
materials purchased to fill a U.S. govern-
ment order.)

The First National Bank here also was
named in the suit ag KAI asked that it be
restrained from sending to Tan-Tex monies
now in its possession.

Low Court
Jury System
Is Dropped

Stumbo Acts After
High Court Ruling

@ * ° kK &
Voiding Injunction
County Judge Hemry Stumbo has an-

nounced his intention of dispensing with the
jury system recently initiated in the Floyd
quarterly court. _

Trial of quarterly court cases has been
held in one-week sessions the last two
months, with jurors’ names drawn from the
jury drum for each entire term. Juries
were seated at the request of defendants,
who paid jurors for their services.

The result has been a heavy rate of
convictions and stiffer penalties for those
convicted.

Judge Stumbo’s decision to dispense with
juries after an Appellate Court decision
was made a few days ago in the case which
resulted in regular jury panels here, fo
start with. This decision dissolved the in-
junction issued on petition of Clyde Black-
‘burn, Landon Charles and Clarence Martin,
who demanded that the court comply with
the law and empanel juries by drawing
from a jury drum, as is done in eircuit
court.

Judge Stumbo said the calling of jurors
has been working a hardship on citizens,
many of whom come here, are not seated
for jury service and so are not paid. Those
who served were paid $1.50 per frial but
could not draw more than $3 a day,
regardless of the number of cases they
heard. He added that he had hoped to in-
clude jury pay in the county budget but that
the Appellate Court decision forestalled
this move. .

The injunction was dissolved by Chief
Justice Edward P. Hill primarily on the
grounds that “‘appellees have a remedy by
appeal,” leaving the case to'be tried on its
merits and thus moving toward a decision

Ruling Holds Sherift
Advance Fees lllegal

The sheriff of Floyd county, or any other
Kentucky county, may not demand and
collect in advance a fee for arresting a
person charged in a warrant, the office of
Attorney General John B. Breckinridge has
held.

The opinion was given by Charles W.
Runyon, assistant attorney general, to
Everett Collins, of Weeksbury, who
questioned the legality of the $7 charge
made by Sheriff Frank Leslie for this
service.

Asked for comment on the opinion,
Sheriff Leslie pointed out that the charge is
a plain economic necessity. He said the
fiscal court has allowed him only $75 a
month for the operation of two
automobiles—far below the amount needed
to cover operation expenses—and that he is
required to serve all legal papers in
juvenile and insanity cases without charge.
Except for one car, deputies operate their
cars at their own expense, depending solely

on fees to provide their salaries and cover
expenses.

Runyon cited an earlier Pulaski county
case in which David B. Sebree, assistant in
the attorney general’s office, had held that
the sheriff is entitled to a fee for service of
process or arrest in a misdemeanor action
only when a judgment is found against the
defendant—and then the county pays the
sheriff’s fees from costs levied against the
defendant.

In this case it was pointed out that KRS
64.090 provides that the sheriff may collect
$6 for this service, the fee to be paid by the
plaintiff, which is the Commonwealth of
Kentucky, not the prosecuting witness.
Sebree noted that the Legislature in
passing this act may have intended the fee
to be paid by the prosecuting witness,
adding that it would be logical to assume
that it did—but there, he emphasized, are
the explicit words of the statute forbidding
such collection.

As a result of the population loss snown
by the 1970 census, Floyd county is certain
to lose one seat in the Kentucky House of
Representatives before next year’s elec-
tions roll around.

The county now has two legislative
districts, but its current population, which
on the basis of preliminary census returns
is 34,751—6,891 less than 10 years ago— will
justify only one. A population of about
30,000 is required for a legislative district,
and Floyd county barely managed to
squeeze past this criteria 10 years ago and
qualify for two representatives.

The same law population figures
recorded by the latest census also will
result in a shifting of boundary lines of the
29th senatorial district which now is
composed of Floyd, Knott and Martin
counties. The population requirement per
district will rise from about 70,000 to 78,000,
and, since the three counties now com-
prising the 29th have a population of
slightly less than 60,000 another county will
probably be added to it.

Governor Nunn already has indicated he
will call a special General Assembly
session to do the work of red:stricting that
the census makes necessary. This will
probably be delayed till January, after the
1970 census figures become official. If, for
any reason, redistricting is not done before
the May, 1971 primary, state represen-
tatives and senators would be required to
run, statewide. This happened in Illinois in
recent years.

Although the special redistricting session
is not expected before January, the
Legislation Research Commission last
week authorized its staff to begin studying
the population figures. Rep. W. J.
Reynolds, of Allen, a member of the LRG,
said the study is being made with a view to
recommending district changes necessary
to comply with the .Supreine Court’s one,

Turnkey Is Slain
At Pike-Co. Jail
As Three Escape

One of three men sought since Sunday
night when they fled the Pike county jail
after the slaying of a deputy jailer was
captured Monday night on Chloe Creek,
near Pikeville, and a widespread manhunt
for his companions continued Tuesday.

Eugene McCoy, 22, was arrested by state
troopers and Pike county officers and
returned to jail. Still in hiding are Willie
Lee Little, 19, of Dorton, and Richard Lewis
Bridgeman, 22, of Collins, Pike county.

The escape was made after Glenn Moore,
32, jail turnkey, was slain and the jail keys
taken from his person.

Moore, a native of Shelbiana, was shot in
the face with a single revolver bullet as he
was returning to the jail a frusty from a
work detail. Authorities did not say which
of the three men fired the shot, but the
shooting was witnessed by the trusty and
two other prisoners, it was said. Time of the
slaying was placed at 10:45 p.m. The bullet
struck Moore in his upper lip, passed
through his head and snapped the spinal
cord, the report received here says.

The murder weapon apparently was
smuggled into the jail, earlier in the day.

Eugene McCoy was being held in jail,
facing a charge of attacking Mary I
Spillman, former Pikeville College teacher.
Little had two months of a jail term to serve
for breaking and entering, and Bridgeman
had served about six weeks of a six-month
term for petty larceny.

Moore is survived by four brothers and
one sister. He was a son of the late Sherman
and Louise Moore.

Bituminous resurfacing is planned for 4.6
miles of the Jack’s Creek Road; 7.4 miles of
the Emma-Endicott-Thomas road; 7.5
miles of Martin-West Prestonsburg road,
and 1.2 mile of KY 7 (Buckingham road).

Funds for Rural Secondary projects
come from two cents of the seven-cent-per-
gallon motor fuel tax.

The Emma-Endicott-Thomas road
work is being done to provide a detour for
US 23 traffic while that route is being
rebuilt between Allen and Pikeville.

one day in 1954? When studied from an
unbiased point of view, the statements from
the authority of one day’s experience in
1954 become ridiculous.

Each day
on my way to the University I pass through
a section of Lexington thickly populated
with taverns. Often in the afternoons (I
haven't been here 17 years), one can see
senseless men on the street throwing bricks
or bottles at each other, and men and
women slapping each other in the face, not
because of concern for the condition of the
other, but because they have imbibed to the
point of abandon. Here there is a killing a
day (average for the year), usually for
money or the result of a drunken argument.

I am
saying that, compared to some other areas
of the State, Floyd county has relatively
fewer problems of the nature of those in-
volving drinking. .

any part thereof?

Tidbits of Kentucky Folklore . . .

“Landmarks”

By GORDON WILSON, Ph.D.

It is a bit sad to contemplate how rapidly
well-known landmarks of one time and
place may dissappear within a few
decades. When I stop to ask the way to
some place not reached by a numbered
highway, I often get some folkish directions
that smack of old, old times. ‘“Go up this
road about a mile, turn right at the old
Jones Place, and go three more miles.”
Unfortunately, I do not know about the old
Jones Place, and I have to have the
directions explained all over again.
Everybody in that area knows about the old
Jones Place; why, it was settled away back
just after the Revolutionary War, and the
Jones family has always been prominent in
the church, in politics, and in neighborhood
affairs. I regret that I just did not know
about the family and the fine old house. I'll
remember the next time and be able to tell
someone else who has a hard time finding
his way around.

Old deeds amuse me, especially those in
this part of the state, where the land is not
laid off in townships. Down Fidelity way,
we knew directions by fences, for we had
sections and quarter sections and town-
ships. Even there, however, some funny
wording appeared and still appears in
deeds and other such papers: “Beginning
at a stump of a chestnut tree,”” no longer
there, and so on. One of my ancestors, away
back in the 1700’s, got his Revolutionary
War land grant in Middle Tennessee, Ac-
cording to the family tradition, he per-
sonally aided the surveyors as they marked
off his 640 acres, a square mile, but this
farm did not follow any of the figures found
in a geometry book: It had eleven corners.
You see, when the owner found the sur-
veyors were getting into rather rocky or
unproductive land, he suggested that they
establish a new line, to take in better soil.
And the surveyors followed his suggestion;
whether there were later lawsuits about
those zigzag boundary lines I did not learn.
I hope the modern surveyors can find their
way around from the blackjack tree, which
died in the early 1800s, and be sure that any
purchaser of my ancestral acres gets all
the land he is entitled to.

To me as I have watched Bowling Green
grow from a small county-seat town into a
rather large city, the passing of landmarks
has been a sort of sad procession, always

A hike out that way
might bring a good view of a red fox or
almost any number of small animals,
Unlike Jamshyd, in Omar’s poem, the
times are reversed, so that mansions rise
where not too long ago the lion and the
lizard or their American counterparts
roamed. Where is the old Smith house now?

An elderly man came back to my town
some forty years ago, the first time he had
been here since Civil war times. He
suggested to his son that they take a walk,
for he wanted to taste the fine water from a
spring he knew well when he was a soldier
here. Unerringly he walked right to it, some
two hundred yards from the house in which
I have lived for better than a half century. I
knew the spring, too, but would have a hard
time finding it now; as a landmark it has
gone underground, like so many of the
creeks in which Isaak Walton used to fish,
back in the days of the Stuarts. Those
landmarks and my less-well-known ones
have been covered up or shunted into
sewers, even the spring that caused the
first settlement of Bowling Green, which
did last down into my time but has now
flowed above ground for forty years or
more.

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Rural Med Scholarship Fund
Passes Million-Dollar Mark

A million-dollar milestone was reached
recently at the 24th annual meeting of the
Rural Kentucky Medical Scholarship Fund.
The Scholarship Board approved 33 new
and renewal loans amounting te $65,500.
The Fund, since its beginning, using the

\ revolving funds available, has now loaned
% over one million dollars.

. Established in 1946 for the purpose of
providing a better distribution of
physicians in rural Kentucky, the Fund now

161 physicians in practice in 86 coun-
ties, with 13 serving in ‘‘critical’” counties.

Loans are available to residents of
Kentucky who have been admitted to an
accredited medical school, and who will
agree to practice in rural Kentucky for one
year for each loan received. Currently, the
Fund will lend $2,500 to applicants who will
agree to practice in counties listed as
“critically in need of physicians”’, or in the
Kentucky Public Health Service in an
approved area. One year’s loan is waived
for each year of practice.

) Regular loans of up to $1,500 per year at
an interest rate of 2 per cent to maturity
. permit practice in more than 100 rural
_counties in the state. Should a student later
decide to practice in a “critical’ eounty,
one year’s loan will be forgiven for each
ﬁcar of practice. One-half a year’s loan for
h year of practice in a ‘‘semi-critical”’
area will be forgiven.

The ten critical counties selected for 1970-

'71, on the basis of information supplied in
April by the Kentucky Medical Association
and the State Board of Health, are Jackson,
Carter, Butler, Knott, Crittenden, Lee,
Powell, Lewis, Meade and MecCreary.
Semi-critical areas selected are: Rock-
castle, Lincoln, Bracken-Robertson,
Garrard, Magoffin-Breathitt, Clay-Owsley,
Metcalfe-Clinton-Cumberland, Estill,
Edmonson and Owen-Gallatin.

The Fund also has provided for Establish
Practice loans as an assistance to
physicians who will agree to establish

ractice in a “‘critical” or “semi-critical”
unty. The Board will loan $2,000,
payable at the rate of $1,000 per year, The
Fund will forgive $1,000 of this amount for
each year of practice in a “critical”’ county,
and one-half of this amount for each year of
practice in a ‘‘semi-critical” area.

School System
Adds 2 Nurses

Charles Clark, superintendent of Floyd
county schools, announced Monday the
addition of two registered nurses to
upgrade the health of school children in the
school system.

These nurses are under the ad-
ministration of the Floyd County Board of
Education, the superintendent, and the
Title I director. Medical supervision by
contract will be supplied by the Floyd
County Health Department.

Superintendent Clark commented, “We
are very pleased to add this service to our
Title I Program. I should quickly point out
that these services are of a categorical
nature and specifically designed to serve
eligible Title I participants, which number
approximately 4,500 children. It is not the
intent of these positions to supplant any
existing program, but to further identify
health problems that may impair the
learning abilities of our children. These
nurses will help us point out to parents the
health problems of children that need
immediate attention, and assist the parent
in obtaining the services.”

Specifically, the functions of the nurses
will be to carry out all screening
procedures relative to t.b., vision, hearing,
immunization, dental, and malnutrition of
Title I participants. The two registered
nurses are Mrs. Elemita Allen and Miss
Judy Davis.

Their general functions will be to coor-
dinate all programs in school relating to
health and to act as a liaison between the
school system, health department and the
practicing medical community.

Elimination of entire legislative districts,
lopping off of one or more counties from one
district and adding them to others—these
are sensitive matters, politically, and they
will make the coming special session no
humdrum affair. At one point the Kentucky
Constitution and the U. S. Supreme Court
are at odds, and a test case may be filed to
get the skein unravelled. The state con-
stitution forbids the erossing of county lines
to make up a district. The Supreme Court,
on the other hand, has held that this must
be done, taking part of a county, or even a
part of a precinct, in order to bring the
apportionment within the one-man, one-
vote requirement.

The new census will not cost Kentucky a
Congressional seat, but it will probably
make necessary the addition of one or more
counties to the Seventh district. Mason
county was dropped from the Seventh after
the 1960 census. Now it may return. No loss
in the Congressional delegation is assured
because the state as a whole has a
population increase, according to the new
census, of about 4 per cent. But the Seventh
district lost 46,225 population in the 10-year
census interim, and that’s why redistrict-
ing will be necessary for this district as well
as for others where sharp losses and gains
in population were recorded.

Congressional redistricting will probably
wait till the regular General Assembly
session in 1972,

Telephone Manager
Advises What To Do

On Annoyance Calls

If you get an abusive or obscene
telephone call, what should you do?

The best action to take, once you have
determined that it is an annoyance call, is
simply to hang up the telephone receiver,
advises Bill Gibson, local manager of South
Central Bell Telephone Company. This
usually deprives the caller of the thing he
wants—an audience.

Should the caller call back, hang up as
soon as you recognize the voice. Don’t talk,
or ask the caller’s identity ; if you do, it will
only encourage him.

Experience has shown that annoying
calls come from almost anyone—not just
from strangers, but from close acquain-
tanees, neighbors or fellow employees. But
they don’t come from that source often,
Many come from a relatively small group
of people—unsupervised youngsters,
misguided or frustrated people and
sometimes, the mentally ill. Generally, too,
these calls are placed by random. If the
customer who receives such a call gives the
caller no satisfaction, he will usually give
up after one or two attempts.

If the calls continue over a fairly long
period of time, the person receiving them
should call the telephone business office
where employees can advise and assist in
courses of action to get the calls stopped,
Mr. Gibson said.

Calls that involve serious threats of
bodily harm or damage to property should
be reported immediately to the police, the
telephone manager pointed out. The
telephone company will cooperate to the
fullest with the police in the matter if such
assistance is needed.

Government bodies at the local, state and
national level have shown increasing
concern with regard to the problem of
abusive calls, and all states now have laws
making such calls a criminal offense. It is
also a federal offense to make such calls
across state lines.
