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Termination 
Of Program 
Is lni tia ted 
Deadline for Call 
For Another Hearing 
Is Set for July 15 

The first step toward termination of tile 
grant which finances tile Floyd County 
Comprehensive Health Services Program 
was officially taken last week by the Office 
of Health Affairs when it served notice of 
intent to terminate. 

The notice was contained in a letter sent 
County Judge Henry Stumbo, Big Sandy 
Area CAP board of directors chairman, and 
Mrs. Eleanor Robinson, chairman of tile 
comprehensive health board, by carl A. 
Smitil, acting director of tile Office of 
Health Affairs. 

The termination action ls proposed, 
Smith wrote, "for violation of the terms and 
conditions of tile grant and for improper 
and ineffective use of grant funds." 

Health Affairs notified the two board 
chairmen that they may schedule a hearing 
regarding tile proposed grant termination 
if the request is received in Washington not ' 
later than July 15. If no such request is 
filed, the Office of Health Affairs will deem 
inaction a waiver of rights and consent to 
OEO's deciding whether to terminate tile 
grant. 

Judge Stumbo said Tuesday he did not 
know if a request for another hearing will 

\ be filed but tilat a decision will be made 
soon. The feeling bas been expressed 
locally tilat further hearings are useless. 

The actual termination of the grant may 
not be effected for some time as OEO 
regulations provide for a series of steps to 
be taken, but while this is being done tile 
pilot health program is, to all intents and 
purposes, dead. All funds are now frozen, 
pending a final decision.

To Hear Emma Bridge Needs Told 
A determined drive for a modern, con­

crete span at Emma to take the place of tile 
50-year-<Jld "swinging bridge" across tile 
Big Sandy river there has resulted in a 
decision by Commissioner of Highways W. 
E. King to hold a hearing on the issue at the 
Emma Methodist Church, July 21. 

The drive for a new bridge is being 
headed by Miss Flo Weddington, who also 
has contacted Kentucky's Congressional 
delegation in Washington for help. 

The rickety span that now connects tile 
village of Emma with US 23 on tile other 
side of the river collapsed, more than 40 
years ago, beneath tile weight of a wagon 
and team, resulting in tile death of a boy. It 
has never since been considered safe, 
particularly tor heavy traffic, but Is being 
used, tilough condemoed. Stock for Em-

ma 's grocery store has on occasion been 
carted across the rickety span in a 
wheelbarrow as grocery company truck 
drivers wisely refused to risk a crossing. 

There are, it is claimed, approximately 
400 acres of land suitable to industrial 
development on the Emma side of the 
river. But the site is isolated, it also is 
argued, without a modern bridge. Emma 
has its church and postoffice, and tile 
bridge is the only access to these. The same 
situation holds for school children who 
reside in Emma but must cross the river to 
reach a school. 

Four hundred persons signed a petition 
requesting action on a new bridge. Miss 
Weddington hopes that at least that many 
will be on hand when Commissioner King 
hears the Emma Bridge Story, July 21. 

Jenny Wiley State Park Camping 
To Be Discussed at Conference 

A meeting of rnterested agenCies and 
individuals with state park officials, and 
perhaps with Governor Nunn, to discuss 
measures to improve and develop camping 
and otiler facilities and services in Jenny 
Wtley State Park has been scheduled for 1 
p.m. today (Thursday) in tile Park Con­
ference Room, Frankfort. 

Lakeshore camping has been eliminated 
at Dewey Lake, with the exception of 
possibly three designated sites in tile lower 
section of tile impoundment. Camping on 
Stratton Branch also has been stopped, and 
the only central camp area is Goble 
Branch, where primitive conditions exist. 

Persons interested in Dewey Lake aod 
Jenny Wiley State Park say the drop in the 
number of visitors tllis year is alarming. 
From this source it was learned that the 
visitor total for tile first five months of 1971 
is down by more than 100,000 from the total 
for tile same period last year 

A cold spring and heavy rainfall later in 
tile year may be responsible for part of tllis 
loss, they concede, but the feeling also is 
expressed that poor and limited camping 
facilities and other factors must bear tileir 
part of the blame. 

'l'!le lJ'. S. Corps of Engineers last year 
acquired all private lands on Goble Branch, 
near tile former Girl Scout camp on the 
lakeshore, for a camping facility. This area 
was leased to the state for that purpose but 
indecision about whether the state should 
develop and operate tile facility or lease it 
to a private individual or firm has stalled 
development. 

These are among tile items scheduled for 
discussion at Frankfort. 

Anotiler aim of the Frankfort conference 
will be to establish cooperation between tile 
various counties and towns, removing any 
divisive point that would retard the area, or 
any part of it. 

The Frankfort meeting was arranged by 
tile Big Sandy A...,a Development Council 
and Carter Hooks, administrative assistant 
to Governor Nunn.

Mullins Jailed 
After His Sister 
Seriously Shot 

Johnnie Mullins, Printer mineworker 
who had been sought by state and county 
officers since the serious wounding of his 
sister, Ada Mullins, 30, last Thursday night, 
surrendered here Monday morning to 
Sheriff Frank Leslie. 

The warrant charging Mullins witil 
shootiog and wounding with intent to kill 
provided no bond for him but he was per­
mitted to seek a bondsman here and while 
so engaged outside the courthouse was 
arrested by city police at the request of 
Commonwealth's Attorney Harold J. 
Stwnbo. 

A bullet from a .31kalibre revolver en· 
tered Miss Mullins' left side and emerged 
from the right. Although the wound was 
considered serious, her condition was said 
Monday to be favorable. She is at the 
Prestonsburg General Hospital. 

Authorities were told that Miss Mullins 
and a sister had had a dispute witil Mullins' 
wife at a Martin hospital, a day or two 
preceding the shooting, and tilat when 
Mullins came upon his sister, near the 
home of Willie Martin at Printer, he drew a 
revolver, reminded her that she had 
threatened his wife and that he intended to 
kill her. Witnesses listed on the warrant 
were Elizabeth Harris, Menda Mullins, 
State Detective Chester D. Potter and 
Willie Martin. 

Preliminary hearing of the case will be 
held this week by County Judge Henry 
Stumbo. 

Federal Judge 
Denies Motion 
In Martin Case 

U. S. District Judge B. T. Moynihan 
denied Monday a motion filed by Martin 
plaintiffs which asked that Special Judge 
Fanning be enjoined from enforcing an 
injunction forbidding picketing at tile 
Martin school and to enjoin Superintendent 
Charles Clark from stopping group action 
by injunction. 

The federal judge acted following a full­
dress hearing on the motion at Lexington. 
He, in effect, held that it is not within the 
province of a federal court to act in the case 
while it Is pending in a state court. 

Judge Moynihan entertained a motion 
from W. W. Burchett, attorney for tile 
Floyd County Board of Education, to 
dismiss the entire action taken by \be 
Martin group but delayed making a 
decision. Included in the federal court 
action was the allegation that tilere was 
collusion between Superintendent Clark 
and Judge Fanning and that they have 
acted in bad faith and in denial of plaintiffs' 
rights.

Staff, Facilities 
To Be Expanded 
With New Funds 

Announcement made in Washington 
Monday by Congressman Carl D. Perkins 
tilat a one-year grant of $522,611 has been 
made to the 20tll Region's Mental Health­
Mental Retardation Board here clears the 
way for improvements and expanded 
services which have been in tile planning 
for months, Richard Stai, director of 
Mountain Mental Health Services, said. 

Congressman Perkins said the grant 
comes from the Heal til Services and Mental 
Healtil Administration of the Department 
of Health, Education and Welfare. 

The grant will make possible an increase 
in tile supportative staff, especially in the 
area of children's services, Mr. Stai said. It 
also will mean a fulltime ctinic and day­
care service in the northern (lower) section 
of the county, plus a more effective trans­
portation system. 

A multi-purpose building will be erected 
in this county to house regional business 
offices, a center for tile retarded and a day­
care program. 

Staff expansion would include addition of 
workers in the field of retardation, another 
psychologist and an additional psy­
chiatrist. 

Mental Healtil Services also will soon 
benefit from a 22-bed psychiatric unit in the 
new Methodist Hospital at Pikeville. 

Plans which will now begin to be 
developed are expected in the next two 
years to double tile staff serving tills county 
and to effect a greatly increased service 
capacity for tile program. 

Girl's Admission 
Fails To Satisfy 
In Death Probe 

Although a 12-year-<Jld girl testified at the 
examlng trial here last Wednesday of Lynn 
Glen Collins that she, not Collins, fired the 
shots which killed Virgil Lee Tackett the 
preceding Saturday at Justell, Collins was 
held under $10,000 bond for his appearance 
at the next grand jury session. 

The case became a tangle of conflicting 
testimony as the girl, Mary Lou Muncey, 
step-daughter of the victim, admitted what 
Collins and her sister, Helen, had at first 
claimed-that she killed Tackett. Later, 
Helen Muncey told authorities tilat Collins, 
who was her fiance, fired tile shots, but at 
tile examining trial she again testified that 
her sister did the shooting. 

Another sister, Glema Kendrick, said, 
however, that her young sister ran down 
tile road prior to the shooting, which took 
place inside tile Tackett home. The widow 
of Tackett said she saw Collins shoot her 
husband as the latter advanced on Collins 
witil a knife. An open knife was found by 
officers on the floor, beside Tackett's body. 

Explaining her part in tile case, tile 12-
year-<Jld girl said Collins and her step­
fatiler were on the floor, struggling for 
possession of the revolver, and tilat when 
she saw her step-father was about to gain 
possession of tile weapon she reached 
down, snatched the gun and it was ac­
cidentally discharged. She said tilat as she 
held it anotiler shot was accidentally fired. 

Commonwealth's Attorney Harold 
Stumbo said juvenile proceedings will be 
instituted against the girl. He added that he 
expects to prosecute tile case against 
Collins.

uPermissible mine equipment would cost 
$100,000, and that's why small operators 
are quitting when they mine out the little 
block of coal tiley are already mining." 

So said Floyd county small-mine 
operator here recently in a discussion of tile 
insurmountable problems posed by tile 
Federal Mine Health and Safety Act. 

"We fellows who work these small seams 
that tile big boys don't want just haven't 
got that kind of money, and we don't make 
that kind of money," he added. 

These are underground mines tilat are on 
their way out. Strip and auger mines have 
few of the problems these small operators 
face. 

Everett C. Brown, district supervisor for 
the Kentucky Departnlent of Mines and 
Minerals at Pikeville, is quoted as 
predictin~ that tile small-mine segment of 
Eastern Kentucky's coal industry is on tile 
way to collapse. 

In Pike county, for instance, tile number 
of state-licensed mines of tills type has 
dropped from a high of 750 two years ago to 
292. Brown's views were expressed in a 
Courier-Journal story written by Kyle 
Vance. Excerpts from tllat story follow: 

"I've been here 30 years and mine con~ 
di lions are the worst I've ever seen, in good 
times or bad," Brown said. "The small­
mine industry is gradually coming to a 
close. A few are trying to hang on, but tiley 
are dropping off like flies, and this is just 
tile beginning." 

In one recent week, be said, aban­
donment notices were filed by 14 mines 
witil more than 20 underground employes. 

Coal employment in the county has 
dropped about 2,000 in one year, he added­
from 6,000 last year to 4,000 this year. 

Brown said tilat in almost every instance 
the operators blame federal inspections 
which turn up violations-"some of them 
not serious at all"-for their closing. 

"For tile least little tiling, tiley get a fine, 
and sometimes a very stiff fine," he said. 
"It's just breaking their backs." 

He gave as an example tile Mars Mining 
Co. at Elkhorn City, the county's oldest 
mining operation witil 50 years of 
production and 100 years of reserves. It 
employed 60 persons, including 45 miners. 

"Our state inspectors said tile mine was 
in tile best shape ever.'" Brown said. "Mars

Steel, Coal Companies Join 
In $20 Million Pellet P.roject 

Plans for an experimental project costing 
approximately $20 million to test a new 
coke pellet manufacturing process 
designed to eliminate gas and dust 
emissions were announced last week by a 
spokesman for a five~ompany group un­
dertaking the demonstration-scale 
research project. 

The group, made up of Bethlehem Steel 
Corporation, Consolidation Coal Company, 
Granite City Steel Corporation, already has 
spent $7 million since 1960 in experimental 
work in developing the new coke pellet 
manufacturing process. The $20 million is 
an additional expenditure and does not 
include the $7 million already spent to 
conduct research on the project through 
bench laboratory and initial pilot plant 
phases to its present stage of development. 

The $20 million, it was explained, will 
include construction of a 500-ton-per-day

demonstration plant, and operation of the 
plant and full-scale blast furnace tests. 

The coke pellet manufacturing process is 
a closed system in that emissions are not 
given off into the air as with the slot-type 
ovens currently in use. 

In essence, the coal is heated and 
pelletized, in some cases using pitch 
recovered from the gas stream to help bind 
together the coke particles which make up 
the pellet. All surplus gas from the process 
is cleaned for use in steel plants, power 
generation, or elsewhere. 

To date, the experimental coke pellet 
manufacturing process has been testedOil a 
15-to :ro-ton-per-<lay pelletizing pilot plant, 
and indications are that the process will 
prove technologically successful, com­
petitive in cost, and capable of eliminating 
the emissions now associated with slot-type 
ovens. 

The new demonstration plant to be built 
will be capable of producing 500 tons of coke 
per day in order to manufacture in a 
reasonable period of time 100,000 tons of the 
product-enough to evaluate a full-scale 
production research operation conducted in 
a modern blast furnace. 

H the new coke pellet process is suc­
cessfully developed, it is expected that it 
will not only eventually solve the air 
pollution problem, but that it will also 
stretch the rapidly dwindling supplies of 
scarce low-volatile coal. Unlike slot-type 
coke ovens, the new process is expected to 
use a single high-volatile coal.

Reclamation - a Study 

In Patience 
Patience is not always an unmitigated virtue. 
This is a fact which is emphasized, if not proved, by the longsuf­

fering of Kentucky's Division of Reclamation in its relations with 
Vols Coal, Inc., the Eastern Kentucky coal company which proposes 
to strip-mine, with permission of the Division of Reclamation, a 
tract of land upstream on Hurricane Creek from the University of 
Kentucky's Robinson Forest in Breathitt county. 

The latest entry into the record of the dillydallying between this 
company and the state agency was made last Friday when the 
Division suspended all surface-mining permits issued to Vols. 
Which, past events lead us to believe, means only that there will be a 
break in operations. 

For this is how patient the Division of Reclamation has been prior 
to the date of this last suspension: 

On Jan. 21, 1970 a notice of non-compliance was issued against Vols 
for failure to carry out drainage plans. 

On Feb. 10, 1970, a notice was issued for dumping too much spoil 
over outslopes and for excessive bench widths. Thirteen days later, a 
notice was issued for failure to impound water adequately, too much 
spoil over outslopes, inadequate silt basins and for excessive bench 
widths. And the next day, Feb. 24, the Division suspended all 
operations for a variety of alleged offenses. 

Later, operations were permitted to be resumed, and again Vols 
was in violation. On June 10 notice of non-compliance was issued. On 
July 1 Vols again was cited. On July 15 another citation was issued, 
and this was followed on Aug. 12 with another. 

And again Reclamation suspended all operations under permit. 
But Vols was back in business soon, and on Oct. 6 the company was 
cited for failure to backgrade on schedule. On Oct. 20 the company 
was cited for failure to construct silt dams in a drainway, and on 
Nov. 25 another citation alleged blasting of spoil and rocks and 
debris off the permitted area. 

The list is too long. Other citations are dated 1971-Jan. 5, Jan. 18, 
Feb. 10, March l, April 30, and May 12. 

Within a period of 18 months Vols has received 18 non-compliance 
notices and has had two suspension orders served on it. 

Will Vols ever learn how to avoid citations and suspensions? Can it 
operate in such terrain without violating regulations? How long will 
the Division wait to determine what can, or cannot, be done? 

The forbearance of the Division bobs up from another quarter. 
When it was argued by conservationists that surface mining of the 
tract upstream from the Robinson Forest would turn acid waters 
and sedimentation into Hurricane Creek, perhaps the last pure 
water in Kentucky, the coal company proposed to route the water 
into one or more other streams. And the Division calmly heard such , ' . . 
a proposal-as if routing add water into another stream is protec-
tion for the pub I ic! 

Perhaps it is such placid concern with the troubles of the mining 
industry that has prompted the state to seek the development of a 
portable device to neutralize acid waters at their source, which is 
where the mining is done. This portable unit is envisioned as one 
which could be moved from mine to mine for the treatment of the 
water. 

This, presumably, would be a tree service to the operator-for the 
public protection, of course, but at public expense. 

Come to think of it, the most patient of all is not the Division of 
Reclamation. It's the public.

could manage to survive in spring if left to 
the elements; in fact, they could eat "high 
on the hog" if they could find some poke for 
a salle!. 

Most times, they take the sallet straight, 
but this, they agree, might be a bit strong to 
the uninitiated. So the good cooks mix in a 
bit of dandelion, some sow thistle, sour 
dock, mustard tops and, if it's late in the 
season, turnip greens. 

Green pickers have always presented a 
beautiful picture. Seeing a group of women 
with split oak baskets or flour sacks under 
their arms--sometimes an old metal dish· 
pan-and leading a little one or two by the 
hand as they walk to the fields to pick 
greens is not at all unpleasant. 

In olden days the scene was a common 
one in spring when families sometimes 
raced to see which could be first to have a 
~<mess of creasies." Creasies, it is said, 
grow only on new ground, but later in 
spring when tender green shoots of poke 
begin to punch through earth, poke can be 
seen growing in abundance . 

A few mountain women were asked how 
they cooked a mess of poke. One said after 
the greens were carefully washed she 
boiled them in a kettle of water about 10 
minutes. Then she lifted the greens with a 
fork from the kettle to a black iron skillet in 
which was a tablespoon or two of bacon 
drippings. 

"Even better than bacon drippings," she 
offered, "is saving leftover scraps 
of fried ham fat to put in the skillet 
with the poke." A few minutes simmering 
in the skillet and they're ready for the 
table. 

Another said she cooked them direct in 
the skillet and when tender, she heaped the 
poke onto a deep platter or into a bowl and 
laced the greens liberally with vinegar. 
Another said she was sorry to say that since 
living in a city for 45 years she had acquired 
the habit of slicing boiled eggs to "fancy" 
up a dish of greens, 

The word 11fancy" is unknown in con­
nection with a plate of true mountain poke 
salle!. Maybe the word would be used to 
describe a woman's dress, but other than 
bam fat or bacon, and sometimes vinegar, 

· poke salle! comes to the table unadorned 
and unadulterated. To round out the true 
hill cuisine would be a pone of cornbread, 
green onions and buttermilk. 

Some people shy away from gathering 
poke because if the plant is old and tough 
and the leaves big, they're not "good for 
you." Hill children grow up knowing not to 
eat pokeberries-they can use the purple 
julce as body paint and even as ink, but not 
as something edible. But lots of nature has 
its taboos . . . and most hill people know 
them, even to what mushrooms to gather 
from the woodland. 

Some of the greens that along with poke 
hav~ kept mountain people healthy and 
well fed are speckled John, lamb's­
quarters, field sorrel, wild lettuce, sour 
dock, dandelion, sow thistle, violet, plan­
'.ain and white top. "I always mix field 
daisy in my greens," said a Morgan county 
woman, adding "before the flowers come 
on." 

Healthful, nutritious and delicious poke 
salle! is not all the Harlan festival has to 
offer. There 's lots of mountain string 
music, high school band music and en­
tertainment. 

Organic food supreme! Gourmet greens! 
Mountain cuisine! 

On June 25 when the aroma of poke 
cooking in the pot wafts through the Ken­
tucky mountains, Harlan is the place to be. 
In the mountain counties folks picked poke 
greens early this spring and have them 
preserved for the Poke Salle! Festival when 
the tender, transparent shoots of wild 
greens become ambrosia of the hills.

A federal grand jury at Pikeville 
returned a 24-count indictment last week 
against Charles Finley and the Finley Coal 
Co., whose coal mine exploded Dec. 30, 
killing 38 men. 

Atty. Gen. John N. Mitchell said the in· 
dictment was based on the results of a post­
disaster investigation by the U. S. 
Department of Interior's much-criticized 

( Bureau of Mines. 
"Willful" violations of the law by the 

company and Charles Finley, the govern· 
ment charged, took place from June 19, 
1970, to Dec. 30, the day of the disaster near 
Hyden in Lealie county. 

Charles Finley was named as chief 
operating official of the mining firm. His 
brother, Stanley, although a partner in the 
operation, was not mentioned in the in· 
dictment. 

Most of the indictment dealt with con­
ditions on Dec. 30 and Dec. 22, when the 
company was engaged in blasting 
operations. 

Key counts appeared to be those related 
I \ to alleged illegal explosives and alleged 

illegal blasting practices that were said by 
the Bureau of Mines to have occurred Dec. 
30. 

The bureau's post-disaster investigation 
and report said the massive underground 
explosion spread through the mine when 
highly volatile coal dust ignited. The 
bureau suggested that proper dust­
abatement practices might have localized 
the blast. 

After the investigation, the bureau an· 
nounced its plans to assess the Finley Coal 
Co. $53,600 in civil penalties for a series of 
violations found by federal inspectors

Those persons who fish for catfish are 
just as devout in their pursuit as is the full­
fledged bass fisherman; or the fellow who 
catches white bass at night; or that 
fisherman who lives from year to year for 
the croppie runs. They all have their place 
and the catfish fisherman is just as skilled 
in his favorite endeavor as is the fellow who 
makes a speciality of catching black bass. 

The month of June is a prime time for 
catching c&tfish-all species. The cats are 
a bit later in spawning than other species 
and late May and early June, in the 
average year, is designated as the 
spawning season. They are also voracious

eaters while spawning and during this 
season they are caught in great nwnbers 
from the major lakes especially. 

All one needs to do to catch catfish from 
the major impoundments is to discover 
where they are spawning and drop to the 
fish below a luscious chunk of bait such as 
crushed shad, large minnows, night­
crawlers or cut shrimp. Pretty soon he'll 
get unmistakable action, especially with 
the channel and blue varieties, which often 
give as spirited a tussle as does an enraged 
black bass. 

The spawning areas usually are found on 
a hard surface, such as an old roadbed or 
washed-down gravelly bottom area. 
Prehaps the favorite spawning area, 
however, is man-made. That would be the 
rip rap bottoms laid in many lakes to 
prevent erosion. This rip rap will usually be 
found around bridges or near dams or on 
poinh where the engineers do not want the 
water to erode the soil. Find such a place 
and you '11 usually find catfish, especially at 
spawning time when they are spoiling for a 
fight. 

Usually a person thinks of catfish as a 
favorite in the fresh flowing water beiow ii 
dam. That is correct. In anver or stream u1 
any size or below the dams impounding the 
large Jakes good catchs of catfish can be 
harvested in the swift waters by fishing on 
or near the bottom. 

Small streams give up good catches of 
catfish too, and there they'll be caught all 
year long except in the dead of winter. And, 
of course, few are the youngsters who have 
not caught a long string of tiny mud cats 
from a neighboring pond. 

But even pond fishing for catfish has 
taken a different course now. Commercial 
pond operators purchase channels and 
place them in their ponds to be fished out by 
paying the public. This offers real good 
exciting fishing as the fisherman always 
knows when he has a strike. 

The skill comes, not in getting the fish to 
hit, but in properly handling it after it takes 
the bait. Probably a catfish is allowed to 
"run" further than any other of the fishes 
after he takes up the Jure. Like a bass it 
apparently fondles the bait before actually 
taking it and if a run starts and the 
fisherman attempts to set the hook right 
then, he's pretty apt to miss the fish. When 
it has run several yards, however, if the 
hook is set with a vigorous jerk on the pole, 
then the fisherman will in all probability 
land his fish. 

The story of catfish fishing could fill a 
book, and has. Everyone has his choice 
method of harvesting them. The trotline is 
a big weapon used against the catfish but 
that is another story. 

Meanwhile, if you seek the catfish with a 
pole and line, be cautious of the fish's 
"horns." These pin-pointed fins contain a 
bit of poison and the wound therefrom can 
be most painful for several days.

There was a copperhead arched lazily 
along z. row of fieldstone in the massive 
chlmney of The Old House, near Salyers­
\'llle in Magoffin county, so we kept our 
distance. The den of snakes keeps guard 
Over the weathered wood that is the Prater 
bouse, built early in 1800 by Archibald 
Prater. 

In bright swnmer sun the old wood 
gleams like silver, and bubbles in old glass 
panes turn molten as they reflect light. 
Surprisingly, the lawn is neatly kept with 
lhrubs clipped to boxwood roundness. Fruit 
trees near the yard fence continue to bloom 
In spring as they have for decades and in 
June and July apples hang heavy from 
gnarled branches. 

Misses FaMy and Alma Prater, great­
great granddaughters of the builder, see 
that the grounds are taken care of-and 
from their white cottage a short distance 
away they keep a close watch on the an­
cestral home of the Praters. 

lt is true that much of the interior 
remains as it was when the doors were 
locked and the last Prater moved out. But a 
den of snakes now resides in the historic 
house, parts of which are so old the date is 
lost in history. 
· "I'm on the sunny side of a hundred," 
laughed Miss Alma as she stepped lightly 
lbrough the yard, pointing out features of 
the house, the back of which is visible from 
Mountain Parkway. She pointed to a wash 
)lasln in the side yard near a log 
llffiOkehouse that had also served as the 
wash house. 
· The basin had been designed and made 
lly Prater at about the time he built the 
}louse. "You might like it as a souvenir to 
take home," said Miss Alma with a smile 
touching her face. 
: The foundation for the upper basin had 
belin made from a large rock, squared 
lierfectly by hand. Atop this was another 
rock that had been hewed and hollowed to 
lonn a bowl In the center. Prater put his 
:mountain ingenuity to good use by boring a 
".small hole out the side so the water could 
drain. 
, Prater was a soldier with the Virginia 
"Militia in the Revolutionary War. Miss 
.Alma indicated that her ancestor had come 
:to America from England, and historian 
Henry Scalf, of Stanville, writes in his book, 
"Kentucky's Last Frontier," that Prater 
and his brother Jonathan were natives of 
Pittsylvania county, Va. Archibald 

:married Sarah Fugate, daughter of Josiah 
"and Elizabeth Fugate, in Montgomery 
.county in about 1783. 

It was in 1781 that the Prater brothers 
:together with Clayton Cook, Ebenezer 
:Hanna and a small party braved the In­
: dians and dense woodland to explore the 
upper reaches of the Licking River. History 
. says they were turned back by Indians on 
·their first attempt to settle but a short time 
:later were successful. 

Not in the Old House but a part of family 
heirlooms are candlemolds, china and a 
sewing cabinet that date to colonial days 
and bad been a part of the belongings of 
Archibald and his bride Sarah. 

A small spinning wheel was made in 1845. 
An antique china cabinet holds small pieces 
that are highly prized by the two sisters. A 
lazy susan, not as old as some of the fur­

:niture, was 1J13de by their father Thomas 
·Prater in 1909. 
: In 1810 Archibald and his wife became 
. members of the new Burning Spring 
Church, which had just been organized by 
the Rev. Daniel Williams, pioneer settler in 
Morgan county in about 1800. 

The Old house still stands and, though 
· weathered and gray, its size and historical 
stature make it one of Eastern Kentucky's 
most valuable buildings. 

. Perhaps some day soon steps will be 
taken to properly preserve the ancient 

: boards and logs-even the smokehouse­
. and it can be a sho:wplace for this and 
future generations. It is a monument to 
Archibald Prater, his son John and others 
of the family who chose Eastern Kentucky 

. as their place of refuge. And it is the old 
homestead to Misses Alma and Fanny who 

· have ignored the slithering, crawly 
. residents near the chimney and have kept 
: within sight of The Old House.

had just spent $20,000 to get in compliance, 
but the federals (inspectors) came back 
last Monday with an imminent danger and 
witbdrawa] order. n 

Mines deemed to be dangerous in any 
respect are classified as being in "im· 
minent danger." Immediate withdrawal of 
men from the mine is then required. 

"Mars just told its men to go out and sign 
up for unemployment," Brown said. 

He said he recently surveyed some of the 
county's larger small mines to get a picture 
of how the safety law has affected 
production. He explained that compliance 
work takes men away from production, or 
slows down production in other ways. 

One company lost 60,396 tons of 
production in three months, even though 71 
employes were added and 20 more shifts 
were worked. 

Another, he said. lost 56,940 tons, though 
583 men worked 20 more shifts than a 
comparable three months before the safety 
law. A third one was down 74,984 tons, 
though it, too, had added to its work force, 
Brown said. 

"Each one of them said the safety law 
was directly to blame," Brown said. "Too 
many men have to spend too much time 
with piddling things in order to comply." 

Robert Holcomb, president of the newly 
formed Coal Operators and Associates, an 
organization seeking relief from the law for 
small miners, said some mine inspections 
are "plain laughable." 

"They (inspectors) don't just nitpick," he 
said, "but a lot of times they just don't 
know what the dickens they are doing. 

"They are turning in inspection reporta 
on abandoned mines and non~xistent 
mines, with names that nobody ever heard 
about. They closed one mine thathadn 't been 
in production for weeks, without going 
inside and without citing a violation." 

Brown charged that the law which is 
closing the mines "in the name of safety" 
actually is making some of them more 
dangerous.

What is said to have been the last Floyd 
county ambulance service transporting 
elderly patients for future payments by 
Medicare ended this phase of service last 
week. 

The W. H. McCormick Ambulance 
Service announced that in the future it will 
transport patients under Medicare only if 
families of the patients, or the patients 
themselves, pay the ambulance charge, 
then collect from Medicare, themselves. 

Bills submitted after the rendering of 
service have been so reduced that the 
ambulances cannot afford to continue 
lransporting patients unless they or their 
relatives make payment in advance, Mr. 
McCormick pointed out. "It's a matter of 
operating on a cash basis or being forced to 
quit altogether," he said. 

Instances cited pointed to sharp cuts 
made on bills submitted to Medicare and 
the Metropolitan Life Insurance Co., its 
agent. In one a bill of $10 for ambulance and 
$10 for oxygen was submitted. The total 
was reduced to $15 on the ground that $5 is 
the maximum allowed for oxygen. (The 
ambulance service points out that a tank of 
oxygen costs $5.60 and that the tank itself 
costs $22). 

Another statement for $126 for am­
bulance service from Prestonsburg to the 
UK Medical Center , Lexington, was 
disallowed completely because Social 
Security Administration regulations permit 
payment for ambulance service only to the 
nearest hospital with "appropriate 
facilities ," and such a hospital exists here. 

Three ambulance services-Duff's, in the 
Right Beaver Creek ar.ea, and Appalachian 
and McCormick here-were organized 
after funeral homes of the county ended 
their operation of ambulances. 

Now, the same action is proposed by the 
end of the year in a 10..,ounty area around 
Bowling Green. Reasons given there for the 
proposed suspension of service are: 

Wage arid hour law in maintaining 
qualified personnel for ambulance service 
24 hours a day. 

Changes in federal law pertaining to 
ambulance service. 

Increased demands for ambulance 
service. 

The emergency transportation act, which 
makes it mandatory by 1975 for am­
bulances to comply with the act. 

Training of personnel to operate am­
bulances and to move emergency patients.

Strip-Mining Makes 'Orphan Land,' 
But the Concentration of People 

LONDON (AP)-Boys at coeducational 
schools tend to gain from the girls' "more 
earnest approach,' ' but the girls tend to 
avoid mathematics and science courses.

Is Big Problem, Says Consultant 
By DEE GIANNINI 

FRANKFORT, KY.-"It will take per­
sonal sacrifice, time, money and possibly a 
statewide zoning program to reverse 
pollution processes," according to Dr. Brad 
Block, environmental and occupational 
health consultant for the state Department 
of Health . 

11Just as 'Rome wasn't built in a day/ our 
pollution problems haven't built up in a day 
either," Dr. Block said. 

A native Louisvillian, Dr. Block-a 
physician with a master's degree in en­
vironmental health-is probably the first 
such qualified person to be employed by 
any state as medical consultant for en­
vironmental health. 

His work consists largely of studying the 
effects of water, air and food pollutants on 
the hmnan body. 

"Kentucky already has engineering and 
technical expertise in the pollution field," 
he said. "My job is to help determine how 
much pollution control must be exercised to 
maintain a safe environment. 

"That means studying what effects 
pollution has on people from an 
epidemiological standpoint, studying what 
diseases may be the result of what man is 
doing to his environment." 

Dr. Block said that Kentucky has the 
same or similar environmental problems 
as most states, but added that Kentucky 
has several characteristics which facilitate 
water and land pollution. 

Kentucky, he noted, is blessed with a 
great amount of water-approximately 
13,000 miles of streams and rivers and some 
650 square miles of lake area, excluding 
small lakes scattered throughout the state. 

"Those bodies of water, several of which 
border other states, provide transportation 
and recreation for thousands of Ken­
tuckians and out-<>f-state tourists ," Block 
said. 

"In order to keep our waters from being 
open sewers , we must continue to work 
against pollution with the states bordering 
Kentucky's major waterways." 

The state's topography, in relation to 
population distribution, also causes 
pollution problems peculiar to Kentucky. 
Six counties, or five per cent of the total 
counties in the state, account for 38.6 per 
cent of the total population . 

"Such density of population generates 
waste-domestic, commercial and in­
dustrial. Also, industries tend to locate 
around established areas, boomeranging 
pollution problems," Dr. Block said . 

Strip mining represents another pollution 
problem to Kentucky, shared only by other 
mining states. "Kentucky's Eastern and 
Western hill country already bears the 
scars of strip !'~lining and certainly justifies 
the term orphan land,'' he added. ' 

But the biggest proolem in the fight 
against pollution, according to Dr. Block, is 
maintaining people's enthusiasm for a 
clean environment. 

"When people have to choose between 
clean air and a paycheck, the decision is not 
always in favor of clean air,'' he noted. 

"Industries unwilling to meet anti­
pollution standards should not be able to 
locate in our communities. The short-term 
economic gain is overshadowed by the long­
range pollution effect. 

"People must not only acknowledge that 
pollution has become a problem," he 
stated, "but also must be willing to make 
the personal sacrifices necessary to 
overcome the problem. 

"Most people think about industry 
cleaning up pollution and don't realize their 
individual pollution adds up," he said. "The 
use of car pools is an example of a personal 
sacrifice which cuts down the amount of air 
pollution."

Projecting into the future, Dr. Block said 
he foresees the day when a statewide 
zoning program would be established. 
Under such a program, land throughout the 
state would be put to its best uses, based 
upon economic and ecological factors. 
Fertile farmlands would not be sold out for 
housing subdivisions, apartment com­
plexes, shopping centers or industrial sites; 
industry would be located near accessible 
facilities but not close to residential areas. 

"Farmlands should not be used to grow 
houses," Block stressed. 

Such a plan would necessitate elaborate 
planning of all the state's natural resour­
ces, topographical features, watershed 
facilities and air flow patterns, he said. 

The program would help solve pollution 
problems by dispersing the population 
statewide, he noted. That would be ac­
complished by relocating industry, and 
thus people, who would follow the jobs. 

An added feature of block's plan would be 
the redistribution of wealth, as industrial 
taxes are pmnped back into local 
economies. 

"People wouldn't have to be uprooted 
from their rural homes since industry 
would go to the people. " 

At the moment, Dr. Block envisions a 
grouping of small community-cities 
springing up around a central industrial 
hub. No auto traffic would be operating 
within the hub but a system of rail tran­
sportation would radiate like spokes of a 
wagon wheel to the hub. Between the in­
dustrial hub and the outlying cities, there 
would be a buffer zone of parkland or small 
farms. 

"The Indians fought over Kentucky 
because of its gracious plenty," Dr. Block 
said. "We cannot, as the Indians did, 
migrate when the land has been laid 
waste-we must fight to preserve Ken­
tucky's gracious plenty."

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NEA Report Says Ky. Education 
'Legacy of Unkept Promise' 

MAKES EIGHTH GRANT TO COLLEGE_ 

Terming KentuckY education "a legacy 
of unkept p•omise,"· a National Education 
Association corrunittee has declared that 
"significant remedial legislation is im­
perative for 1972." 

Hudson L. Barksdale, chainnan of NEA's 
Commission on Professional Rights and 
Responsibilities (PR&R), says in the 
foreword of the 142-page report released 
May 'rl. 

"While conducting this in-
vestigation ... members of the NEA Special 
Conunittee received the impression that 
many Kentucky citizens, including some 
legislators and leading civic officials, did 
not have a full enough awareness of the 
conditions and specific needs of the schools 
to ensure that knowledgeable and wise 
decisions could be made in the best 
educational interests of Kentucky's youth." 
Barksdale said the committee hoped the 
report would enlighten public opinion, 
stimulate public debate, and contribute a 
reliable body of fact on which to base public 
school decisiol\ making. 

The seven-member committee concluded 
that public school programs in the Com­
monwealth were both inadequate and 
inequal. "Despite massive gains in state 
scbool support during the 1960's" the report 
says, "Kentucky continues to lag behind 
most other states in public school financing 
and achievement levels, ranking thirty­
nine in the nation in per-pupil expenditure, 
forty~econd in instructional salaries, forty­
first in total current expenditure as a 
percent of personal income, forty«ven in 
student retention rate of high schools, and 
fortieth in the percent of Selective Service 
registrants passing preinduction mental 
tests." 

(The new edition of "How Kentucky 
Ranks, 1971" shows Kentucky currentiy 
ranks 44th in per-pupil expenditure, 44th in 
average salary of classroom teachers, and 
31st in total current expenditure as percent 
of personal income. The higher ranking for 
Kentucky in the latter category resulted not 
from any absolute increase of effort but 
from a decline in the effort level of other 
states.) 

Committee observations in a sampling of 
the poor, and low-expenditure, school 
districts indicated that Kentucky citizens 
"are getting just about what they are 
paying for: the bare rudiments of 
educational programing, crowded into 
dingy, incredibly dreary school buildings, 
many of which are structurally unsound, 
educationally obsolete, and which could 
most aptiy be described as custodial in­
stitutions for the very young." 

The report notes that although the most 
severe educational deficiencies were found 
in the impoverished rural school systems, 
particularly the Appalachian area in 
Eastern Kentucky, grave financial 

problems also confront schools in relatively 
affluent areas. 

Underfinancing is at the heart of Ken­
tucky's school problems, the PR&R 
committee noted. A total additional public 
school investment of $143 million would be 
necessary to bring the state's per-pupil 
expenditure up to the national average. 
"But Kentucky has so many long-neglected 
educational needs, and the inequalities 
among Kentucky school districts are so 
blatant, that an even greater initial ex­
penditure would be required to ensure 
adequacy of educational programs and 
facilities in all regions of the Com­
monwealth." 

Concerning inequalities, the report shows 
that median per-pupil expenditures are $95 
less in the low-ability districts than in the 

wealthier ones. And the poorest districts 
had a median student-retention rate in high 
schools of only 51.94 percent, contrasted to 
75.37 percent m the wealthier districts and 
a 76.6 percent average in the nation. 

Figures on underfinancing fail to tell the 
complete story, the committee em­
phasized, for "the full measure of this 
problem-as it involves the aspirations and 
life chances of Kentucky's youth and the 
professional lives of Kentucky's teachers­
is not susceptible to statistical analysis." 

The report is based mainly upon public 
hearings conducted by the committee last 
No.ll-13 in Louisville. William P. Haubner, 
PR&R senior staff associate, was examiner 
for the hearing, which featured an open 
forum procedure. Dr. Howard C. Seymour, 
superintendent of the Phoenix, Ariz., Union 
High School District, was chairman of the 
special investiga ling committee. The 
committee heard 57 individuals and groups, 
including state and local school and 
governing officials, officers of the Ken­
tucky Education Association (KEA), 
classroom teachers, representatives of 
citizens organizations, representatives of 
the Kentucky Chamber of Commerce, 
newspaper editors, students, school 
superintendents and local school board 
members, and other citizens. The hearing 
was preceded by two days of one~site visits 
to this and other counties by four teams of 
committee members and PR&R staff to 
schools in different parts of the state. 

The charges, made by KEA, were that 
Gov. Louie B. Nunn and the 1970 Kentucky 
General Assembly had "failed in their 
responsibility" to the schools-and the 
committee report points out that the fin­
dings "fully support the allegations of KEA 
concerning the inadequacy and inequality" 
of the public school programs. 

NEA undertook the investigation on the 
invitation of KEA in June 1970, following a 
siJ<~ay strike of more than 25,000 of the 
state's 32,000 teachers and administrators 
the previous February. 

The governor and general assembly 

Fergusoa's Fur1iture Co. 

declined to participate officiall~ in the 
hearing, although the governor did submit 
a written statement, which is included in 
the committee report, and two key 
legislators unexpectedly testified near the 
end of the hearing. In the conclusion of his 
statement Governor <Nunn asserts that 
"Kentuckians have demonstrated their 
recognition of the importance of education 
by continuing to dedicate to it a large share 
of available state funds, often at a sacrifice 
to other worthy programs." He adds that 
"we have sought and achieved measured 
progress ... progress tempered by the 
realization that our system can grow only 
at a rate which the people of this state can 
afford and will support." 

Seeeing fhe matter quite differently, the 
special committee declared: "In their 
failure to consider tax measures that would 
more effectively tap this wealth for the 
benefit of public education and other public 
services needs in Kentucky, the Governor 
and 1970 General Assembly abrogated their 
responsibility-not only to public 
education-but also to the social and 
economic welfare of the Commonwealtb."
