Poor Housing Poses
Threat; Association
Seeks State Help

The curtain fell Saturday night on the
Jenny Wiley Summer Music Theatre with
the final performance of “Jenny Wiley!”,
and there were those who now wonder if
future productions will be staged there.

~ The season has been the most successful
in the history of the theatre, but unless a
solution of the problem of housing players
and members of the production staff is
reached the future of the theatre may be
jeopardized.

Mitch Douglas, director of productions,
said the housing problem has been serious
for three years but became critical this
year. From 12to 15 boys, for instance, lived
in dressing rooms at the amphitheatre,
while others used tents. A dozen or more
young women occupied a four-room house
which had, Douglas said, faulty plumbing,
no drinkable water and a septic tank which
backed its contents into the bathtub.

To meet the situation the Drama
Association has petitioned the state for
help, asking the construction of a 40 to 90-
foot, two-story, dormitory-type building to
house 100 persons, ‘‘Huck Francis,
association vice-president, said. Con-
struction would be done wholly at state
expense or in conjunction with the Drama
Association. The structure also might be
used after the theatre season as a men’s
dormitory for Prestonsburg Community
College.,

A Stratton Branch site has been approved
for the proposed dorm, but a final decision
on its construction rests with the Depart-
ment of Parks.

Harold Cooley, drama association
president, said attendance increased 30 per
cent this year! But it also was pointed out

Court Opinion
In Floyd Case
Being Sought

A Court of Appeals ruling on the legality
of the issuance of a temporary restraining
order by a circuit clerk in the absence of the
circuit judge is being asked by Appalachian
Volunteers and other in a continuance of
their litigation with Charles Clark,
superintendent of Floyd schools.

The order in question was issued two
years ago to restrain certain Mud Creek
residents, AV’s and VISTA members from
entering on school property following an
altercation at the Board of Education
building here. The order was issued by
Circuit Clerk Frank DeRossett in the ab-
sence of Circuit Judge Hollie Conley.

The case was appealed to the U, S. Circuit
Court of Appeals and then fo the U. S.
Supreme Court. Both courts returned it to
the lower state court for decision, Last June
the restraining order was dissolved on
motion of W. W. Burchett, attorney for Mr.
Clark, who pointed out that absence of AV's
and VISTA’s from the county made the
restraining order no longer necessary.

Plaintiffs in the exparte action asked
Judge Conley, however, for an opinion on
the constitutionality of the issuance of a
restaining order by the circuit clerk, and
when he declined to make a ruling turned to
the Appellate Court for a decision.

Virginia and other stales who have been
turned down may g¢ benefits after all.

Richardson, in an attempt to eliminate the
Xray as the medical test that determines
whether a man has black lung or not.

The plaintiffs, one of whom is Russell
Johnson, 43, of Beaver, claim to be totally
disabled by black lung, They were denied
benefits, either because their X-rays did
inot show black lung, or, even if it did, a
breathing test provided by Social Security
failed to proved they were disabled.
Several of these men have results from
blood gas tests—-which experts outside of
Social Security feel are far superior to X-
rays when it comes to detecting black lung-
that show them to be disabled by black
lung.

The youngest disabled miner in the
group, Ray Hubbard, 39, Manchester
Kentucky, charges that Social Security’s X-
rays and breathing tests are phoney and
have nothing to do with whether a miner is
disabled by black lung: *“I'd start in
Baltimore ( Social Security’'s headquarters)
and clean it up as I come down. They're
paying the ones that they don't have to pay
too long...When you're ready to die, you'll
get your black lung! It’s funny how you ¢an
go to see a doctor of your own choice and
get a good report, an honest report, and
then take a one-shot X-ray or a crackerbox
breathing test from some Social Security
doctor and get nothing."” Typical of many of
the plaintiffs, Hubbard, who started mining
in his teens was forced to quit several years
ago because of his health—yet Social
Security turned him down on the basis of
one X-ray.

The doctor “‘of choice” for many of the

The Times was over-optimistic when the board of directors of the
Floyd County Comprehensive Health Services Program agreed fo
resign and permit an interim committee to function while the
program was being reorganized along OEO-suggested lines. We
hailed the action as perhaps the end of what we termed "‘hostilities.”

But the hostilities aren‘t past. The board made concessions that
were not inconsiderable when its members voted to remove them-
selves from the picture so that program reorganization could be
effected and the poor of the county could benefit from this health:
service. Then the uncompromising spirit of bitterness on the part of
some of the consumer group resulted in the filing of a protest with

- OEO and (or) the Office of Health Affairs.

One man, County Judge Henry Stumbo, appears to be the target of

this protest. He must not be a member of the interim committee, it is

contended.

If Judge Stumbo is to be barred from the committee, would any
other representative of the Floyd fiscal court and county govern-
ment be acceptable—or would such a person also be suspect in the

eyes of the consumer group?
Another question:

. If Judge Stumbo or other official representative of the county is
. unacceptable as a committee member, then should the county bear
the expense of providing quarters for the program and assume
responsibility in any way whatsoever for the whole undertaking?
- The Times wants to see this program continued. It enthusiastically
- received the news of the board’s action toward compromise. We
aren’t interested in any power struggle. Those who truly need these
health services aren’f, either. They are not over-wrought about who
has control, or who gets a job, or who wins the battle—they want
medical care and treatment. Just that.
So it is that we have little patience remaining with those who would
keep the fight going. If what has been offered is unacceptable, we
suggest that we all try to forget the whole thing and go looking for

something else fo fight about.

ARH To Operate
Morgan Hospital -

Morgan county’s 50-bed hospital, now
under construction, will be operated by
Appalachian Regional Hospitals, Inc., a
non-profit health care system serving
communities in Kentucky, Virginia and

West Virginia, it hagdveen announced.

Signing of an agreement, under which
ARH leased the hospital building and
equipment for 99 years, was announced by
Morgan County Judge Gene Allen in behalf
of the county fiscal court.

ARH will take possession upon com-
pletion of the $1,480,000 facility, which is
expected in September, 1972. Meanwhile,
ARH will: supervise the installation of
equipment and recruit an administrative
staff.

Because the hospital is non-profit, all the
revenues from operations will be applied to
operating expenses and to improvements in
buildings, equipment and services.

“I think the people of Morgan county are
fortunate in getting Appalachian Regional
Hospitals to operate our hospital for us,”
Judge Allen said. “‘Our hospital and its
patients will benefit from the extensive
resources and technical knowledge of the
ARH system and its professional per-
sonnel.”

ARH, founded in 1963, operates nine
community hospitals, including one at
McDowell in this county, with a total of 1042
beds, and related health care services in
Kentucky, Virginia and West Virginia. It
also maintains nine home health care
agencies and two clinics and is building
extended care facilities, doctors’ office
buildings and emergency care centers,
including coronary care units.

Appalachian Regional Hospitals has 2900
employes, and more than 330 physicians
and dentists serve on its medical staffs.
Last year its hospitals served 42,804 in-
patients and 76,148 emergency patients.

T. P. Hipkens, president of ARH, said:

“We are grateful for the opportunity to
serve the people of Morgan county and
neighboring areas. We shall strive to
deliver the high quality of health eare of
which they are deserving.”

The hospital, with 25 acute-care beds and
25 extended-care beds, is designed to serve
an area with 30,000 residents, all within 30
to 40 minutes’ driving time. The area
embraces all of Morgan county and parts of
Elliott, Johnson, Magoffin, Wolfe, Menifee
and Rowan counties,

Fontaine Banks, Jr., special assistant to
ARH President Hipkens, said that initially
the hospital would employ approximately
89 persons and would have a payroll of at
least $250,000 a year. g v

The $1,480,667 cost of the new hospital
was under written by a Hill-Burton grant of
$591,667, a grant of $464,000 from the Ap-
palachian Regional Commission, and
$425,000 in a county bond issue.

The Boy Scouts of America have been
awarded a $700,000 Public Service Careers
contract to train 200 disadvantaged persons
as Scout officials to work with scout troops
in economically depressed areas.

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THE DRAFT

Colonel Taylor L. Davidson

Frankfort, Ky.—Since the “‘draft lottery”
of Aug. 5, local boards and State
Headquarters have received numerous
telephone calls about ‘“lottery” numbers.
Some of the questions asked are of state
wide interest and the others pertain to the
individual. Quite frankly we do not have the
answers to all of the questions. However,
“You and the Draft’’ would like to share
three questions and our answers.

Perhaps the question most frequently
asked is, What young men received a
“lottery” number from the Aug. 5
drawing?”’ The answer to this is all
Selective Service registrants born in the
year 1952 received their Random Sequence
Number (RSN) from this “lottery,”

We have received many inquiries from
registrants who have received their
Random Sequence Number from the first
(1969) or second (197) lottery wanting to
know if they would get a new “lottery”
number, This too is easy to answer.

Once a RSN has been assigned it is never
changed, unless there is convincing
evidence that the RSN is incorrect. This
occurs when a young man gives an in-
correct date of birth or the clerk inad-
vertently records the wrong number. It is
human to err—in instances where a
registrant has been given an incorrect

RSN, they will be promptly corrected.

To reduce the frequency of such errors all
local boards in Kentucky will shortly be
mailing to their 1952-born registrants a
short letter. It will inform them of their
RSN as determined by the order their date
of birth was drawn in the “lottery.” All
registrants receiving the letter should
check to see if their date of birth is
correctly shown, If it is not correct, “You
and the Draft” urges you to promptly take
your birth certificate to the local board in
order that the error can be corrected. If you
are in another city, this can be done by

_ mail.

Some callers in the present prime age
group (1951) want to know when they will
become less vulnerable to the “draft.” Any
registrant born in 1951 who is in Class I-A at
the end of 1971 and whose RSN has not been
reached in his local board, will be moved
into a reduced priority selection group in
1972. This is the second priority selection
group in 1972 will go into a lower grouping
(the third priority selection group). Less
vulnerability to the ““draft” does not apply
to any registrant in the prime age group
(1951) or in an extended priority status or
who is a deferment.

The Senate failed to act on the joint
committee recommendation resolving
differences in the House and Senate actions
to extend the “‘draft” before their summer
recess. What priority they will give to this
when they reconvene in September is not
known, However, the System has authority
to register, classify and deliver registrants
to the Armed Forces Examining and En-
trance Stations (AFEES) for physical
examination.

Young men in Kentucky born in 1952 with
a low RSN will soon receive an Order to
Report for Physical Examination. This will
enable us to have a sufficient available
manpower pool to fill our monthly call after
Jan. 1, 1972, if the authority to induct is
passed.

“You and the Draft’’ repeats its pledge to
keep its registrants fully informed so that
each young man will be treated with
fairness and equity.

Duck and Goose Seasons Set

Frankfort, Ky.—The Kentucky waterfowl
hunting seasons have been fixed by the Fish
and Wildlife Resources Commission,
establishing a slightly longer duck
schedule, while the goose season remains
relatively unchanged.

Set within the framework presented by
the U. S. Department of Interior, the goose
season statewide will open Nov. 15 and
extend through Jan. 23, with a daily and
possession limit of five. The daily limit may
consist of two Canadas or two whitefronted
or one of each. The limit of five may be
filled by blue or snow geese.

The possession limit, also of five, may
include, however, four Canadas or two
whitefronted aggregate plus a snow goose
or a blue. At no time may a hunter have in
his possession more than two whitefronted.
Shooting hours are from one-half hour
before sunrise until sunset.

Season for the Ballard Wildlife
Management area is Dec. 1-Jan. 22, with
statewide regulations applying except that
the shooting hours will end at 12 noon.

The statewide duck season opens Nov. 28
and extends through Jan. 16. For Ballard
Management area the season is Dec. 1-Jan.
15. Bag and possession limits this year are
unchanged from last season. The daily
limit of four may consist of four mallards or
four black ducks, but no more than two
wood ducks. The hunter may have no more
than four wood ducks in his possession limit
of eight at any time, and never more than
one redhead or one canvasback.

At once we
followed him back to the spring, and each
one, regardless of the germ theory of
disease, tock a deep draught from the
gourd. And then we talked about gourds all
the rest of the way, and while we cooked our
supper over the open fire, and even after we
had put up our tents and lain down for the
night. By pooling our memories, we made
out enough uses for gourds to justify their
being ranked as one of the leading crops in
our area. Of course, all the younger
generation will wonder why such tender

memories could cling to an object so crude
and elemental as a gourd, but some others,
not so young any longer, will understand.

The gourd used as a dipper will be a good
enough place to start. Much as the tin
dipper is now used, and much as the health
authorities would like to give it up, there
was a time when the much-battered and
abused tin dipper did not exist. Unless you
wished to kneel down and take your drink,
you had to dip it up in a gourd grown and
cut for that very purpose. The bitter of the
gourd gave a tang to the water that we
never get now, better than the taste of
chloride of lime by far and probably as
deadly to germs, if any really existed in
those days when we were younger and the
constellations were nearer. A gourd dipper
just fits a spring or a well but not a tap. If
water must be drawn up from a well for a
gourd to dip into, let it be drawn in a
wooden bucket like the one in Wordworth’s
famous song. If you can think of in-
congruities, imagine a sign in a railroad
car reading thus: “Common drinking
gourd prohibited by law.”

Not all gourds have a dipper-like bowl.
Gourds grow in all sorts of interesting
shapes. There are the dancing gourds
beloved of our boyhood. And there are nest-
egg gourds, formerly regarded as
necessary on the farm. I do not know
whether they are stylish in the hen-house
now. Probably they have been replaced by
these glass contraptions that we used to see
displayed by the washtubful in front of
every store. And gourds, hard and dry,
form excellent containers for all sorts of
kitchen things. One such gourd, flat like a
pumpkin and holding two gallons or more,
used to be the egg-container in a farmhouse
that I knew. This old gourd had come all the
way from North Carolina in a covered
wagon and had served all these years in
this useful way. Other gourds were used to
dip up home-made soap, and others to held
salt and sugar and garden seeds. “The
calabash,” says an authority of seventy-
five years ago, “is the sine qua non of a
South Sea Islander’'s household equip-
ment.” In a very similar way the humble
gourd served its time, until routed by germ-
theories and a desire for cleanliness,
Kitchen cabinets are well enough to hold
food, but gourds were necessary when
everybody ate victuals and thrived, too.

Dies in 85'rh Year

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Funeral services for Dr. Mary Inglis
Spilman, 84, retired Pikeville College
teacher who devoted more than half a
century to the college and the area it
serves, were held at 11 a.m. Friday at the
First Presbyterlan Church, Pikeville.

The Rev. Walter C. Scott officiated.
Burial was in Johnson Memorial Park.

Dr. Spilman died at 3:50 a.m, Aug. 17 at
the Mountain Manor Nursing Home,
Pikeville, after a long illness.

It was Dr. Spilman’s wish that, in lieu of
flowers, contributions be made to the
Pikeville College building fund for its new
science building or to the First
Presbyterian Church of Pikeville.

Dr. Robert S. Cope, president of the
college, in commenting on her death, said.

“Dr. Spilman’s life was dedicated to only
that which was good, and she saw only the
good in each of us, She touched many lives,
and grace without any pressure was one of
her many fine qualities. Seldom does any of
us have a chance to touch all of humanity.
Dr. Spilman came as close as anyone I have
ever known.”

Dr. Spilman had been residing at the
Mountain Manor Nursing Home, Pikeville,
since September, 1970.

Affectionately known as ‘‘Miss Spilman”’
to thousands of Pikeville College graduates
and students, she received an honorary
degree of doctor of letters from Pikeville
College in 1955 in recognition of her ser-
vices to the college. She had long been the
only honorary member of the Pikeville
College Alumni Association,

The Mary I. Spilman Apartments for
faculty members, on the college campus,

were dedicated in her honor in 1964.

Dr. Spilman came to Pikeville College in
1918 and witnessed its growth from a small
high school, with one student taking college
work, to an accredited four-year college

;uetol:] a yearly enrollment approaching
In early years her teaching covered a
wide range—Latin, mathematics, Bible,
and her major subjects in college, biology
and German. Later she headed the
college’s biology department.

Although she retired from Pikeville’s
faculty in 1958, she did not interrupt her
service to the school, moving to its Alumni
Office as Director of Alumni Affairs. In this
post she carried on a worldwide
correspondence with many of her former
students.

Dr. Spilman was born at Nokomis, Ill.,
May 7, 1887, and was the daughter of the
Rev. Thomas Edward Spilman and Rose
Margaret Inglis Spilman. Her father was a
pioneer Presbyterian minister in
Nebraska, and Dr. Spilman was a lifelong
Presbyterian.

She was a great-granddaughter of Nancy
Rice Spilman, who anticipated the modern
kindergarten, and a distant cousin of
Jonathan Edwards Spilman, composer of
the music for “‘Flow Gently, Sweet Afton.”

Dr. Spilman was a 1911 graduate of
Western College for Women at Oxford,

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miners bringing suit has been Dr. Donaid
L. Rasmussen, director of the Car-
diopulmonary Laboratory at the Ap-
palachian Regional Hospital, Beckley,
West Virginia. Dr. Rasmussen upheld the
plaintiffs charges against Social Security
recently when he testified before Kentucky
Congressman Carl D. Perkin's House
Labor subcommittee: *‘There is no
relationship between the severity of the
lung disease and the granting of awards.
Some miners with little or no impairment
are receiving payments, while many of the
most severely incapacited miners have
been excluded from benefits, Many, many
miners have been unjustly deprived of
compensation...The Social Security Ad-
ministration has employed only the sim-
plest and the least costly testing procedures
in its approach to this complicated
problem.”

Under Social Security’s current
regulations a miner must produce adequate
medical proof of disability from black lung.
But even though Social Security tells
the miner what doctor to see
and what tests he must get, the
administrators of the program
have done nothing to provide adequate
diagnostic laboratories and trained
technicians. Thus, in Eastern Ken-

tucky, Social Security has authorized
certain private institutions and doctors—
few who specialized in lung disorders
before the black lung program went into
effect-to give X-rays and breathing tests to
miners who claim to have black lung. Even
though more miners could qualify for
benefits if given a blood gas test instead,
only a handful of miners are given ths test
at government expense.

The plaintiffs maintain that Social
Security has discriminated against miners
from Eastern Kentucky who have black
lung. In the lawsuit they point out that while
the national black lung denial rate 58 per
cent of the claims that have been
processed-in Kentucky the denial rate is a

~ staggering 78 per cent of claims processed.
In other words, of the 21,600 Kentucky
miners who had filed for benefits as of the
beginning of May, 1971, more than 16,900
have been turned down. This is in stark
contrast to miner’s claims from Penn-
sylvania-where miners get free medical
tests provided by the state-and where
Social Security has only turned down 33 per
cent of the black lung claims.

In addition to the individual plaintiffs,
three Eastern Kentucky organizations
joined in the suit on behalf of their mem-
bers who have been denied black lung
benefits—the Clay County Disabled
Workers’ Association, the Harlan® County
Black Lung Association and the Eastern
Kentucky Welfare Rights Organization
(Floyd county). Mountain People’s Rights,
Hiedrick, Ky., filed the suit on behalf of the

Democrats Fill
Courtroom Here

At Ford Rally

Lieut. Gov. Wendell H. Ford found Floyd
county Democrats in a more receptive
mood last Friday night to his plea for
support of his candidacy for the Kentucky
governorship than they were in the
primary.

The circuit courtroom was filled to
capacity when he came here for his first
public appearance in the county since the
primary battle. He remarked that he didn't
do too badly here in August—*‘I got about
one of out of four,” he said.

Introduced by Allie Howard, of Allen,
Floyd campaign chairman, Mr. Ford
promised that if he is elected governor,
“Floyd county will no longer be fenced in."

One other definite promise he made. If
elected, the portrait of Ex-Governor Bert
Combs, which was removed from May
Lodge early in the administration of
Governor Nunn, will be returned there. “I
know where it is,” Ford added.

The lieutenant governor said he
recognizes the need for the reconstruction
of KK 80 from Allen to Hazard via Hindman
but made no definite commitment during
his speech. Earlier, he was quoted as
saying the route will be improved, if he is
elected.

At Jackson Saturday night he was joined
by his running-mate, Julian Carroll,
Democratic nominee for lieutenant
governor, and by Congressman Carl D.
Perkins and Ex-Governor Combs. The
latter spoke briefly, asking Democrats to
unite behind the nominees of the
Democratic party.

First Kentucky Fair
Was Held in 1816

Louisville, Ky.—An integral part of any
Kentucky Derby is a thorough discussion of
the race’s. history among all interested
parties. In fact, many Kentuckians may
remember earlier races easier than more
recent ones.

Unfortunately, the Kentucky State Fair
doesn’t seem to generate such nostalgic
conversation. A look at the State Fair’s
history, however, shows that a number of
interesting anecdotes have occurred.

The first state fair in Kentucky was held
in 1816, It was set up by and held on the
Georgetown Pike farm of Col. Lewis
Sanders near Lexington. The event
featured Sanders’ Merino sheep—his
hobby—the state’s first showing of Durham
cattle, and a political speech by Henry
Clay.

Due to fluctuating economic trends, fairs

were held somewhat sporadically through
the 1800’s. It wasn’t until 1902 that the state
legislature passed a bill making the fair
“official,” It has since been held annually,
except in 1904 when a financial suit
prevented allocation of funds.
""In the early years of the fair, citizens of
Louisville, Lexington and Owensboro
fought bitterly over which city would'be
granted the permanent fair site. In 1907 the
Louisvillians put up $110,000 more than
their Lexington rivals and were granted the
permanent contract.

The 1947 appointment of J. O. Matlick,
the first full-time fair manager, did much
to strengthen the fair’s wobbly financial
legs and restore its former prestige.

Construction was begun in 1950 for new
facilities and was completed in 1956 at a
total cost of $16 million, Today it is valued
at more than $38 million,

Perhaps most memorable are those
incidents such as on opening day 1902, when
two freight train locomotives were
deliberately crashed head on at full speed.
Likewise, few old timers will forget the
summer of 1913 when a severe drought
almost ruined Kentucky crops—and any
chanee of having the event, It was held
nonetheless, but as one might guess, it
rained every day of the fair.

Despite the changes and differences
between early fairs and those of today,
striking similarities remain in both the
fairs and our times. In 1919 for instance, we
were, as now, watching the progress of
peace negotiations in Paris, extending the
right to wote through a constitutional
amendment, and worrying over an in-
flationary economy.

Today, although somewhat different in
appearance, the fair exists for basically the
same reasons that it did then—to provide
direct communieation between urban and
rural cultures, to provide a bridge to future
progress and to have a little fun while doing
it all.

Involved is the Surface Mining and
Reclamation Association, headquartered in
Pikeville with 50 members, and the
Bethlehem Steel Corp’s Beth-Elkhorn ¢oal
mining division which operates mines in
the two counties.

The ad from Pikeville indicates that land
pictured in their public relation promotions
has been stripped and ‘“‘restored to use and
beauty.” The information under the pic-
ture, taken at Fishtrap Lake in Pike
county, says that ‘‘many of our
(reclamation) successes go unnoticed.
Many people see reclaimed land and don’t
know it.”

The impact of the investigation, to be
done in the next few weeks by FTC staff
attorney Tom Grady, may not carry a great
amount of influence with the two concerns.
Their comments appeared not to indicate
any concern on their parts.

Robert Bartley, executive secretary of
the Pikeville organization, said he felt the
news article two weeks ago in which Sen.
Hart called for an investigation, was “just
another article.” Sen. Hart is chairman of
the subcommittee on antitrust and
monopoly Legislation.

“We’ll be glad to take them and show the
spot at Fishtrap where the pictures were
taken,” Mr. Bartley said. A spokesman at
the steel firm’s headquarters in Bethiehem,
Pa., said that company welcomed any
inquiry.

Mr. Bartley said that to date he had not
been contacted by anyone concerning the
matter and that the only thing he knew
about it was what he had read in the
newspapers.

Edward Downs, assistant to the head of
the FTC’s division of food and drug ad-
vertising activities (which includes ac-
tivities in all national advertising cam-
paigns) said, “We don’t want to condemn
anyone until we find out the facts.” He said
Mr. Grady will contact state and local
officials in the areas before going out for an
on-the-scene look.

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BUSIEST TIME OF YEAR
FOR SPORTSMEN

Frankfort, Ky —lhere’s no dearth of
- activity for sportsmen during the fall
months, If it's out-of-doors, then it occurs in
the fall, running right on into the dead of
winter.

Most fishermen will wish for the spring
days for their fishing exploits. That is
because fishing is good during this time but
also because there is nothing else to do.

But in the fall weeks he may hunt, he may
fish, he may shoot skeet or trap, or he may
- go on a combination hunting and fishing
trip. This variety of great outdoor activity
is what makes the fall months the most
glorious for the sportsman.

There’s the hunting season, which started
as of Aug. 21 with the beginning of the
squirrel season. This year the hunters of
the commonwealth will harvest well over a
million of these animals if the population is
on a par with the past five years.

A few days later comes the dove hunting
season, during which hundreds of
thousands of rounds of ammunition will be
fired in the direction of this fast-flying and
elusive bird. Dove season opens Sept. 1 and
continues solidly through October. There’s
a second season that opens Dec. 1 and
continues through Dec. 9.

Dove hunting brings out the very best in a
hunter and unless his eye is accurate he is
apt to do much shooting with not too much
return. However, this fast-firing sport holds
a deep fascination for a great number of
hunters.

There are two changes that the hunter
should note in dove hunting this season.
First, the bag limit has been reduced from
18 and 36 of last year to 12 and 24. Secondly,
the ending time for shooting this year will
be one-half hour before sunset. Last season
the closing time was at sunset. The half-day
shooting will begin at 12 noon prevailing
time in all areas.

If a hunter is not inclined toward either
squirrel or doves, he may spend many busy
afternoons on the skeet and trap ranges.
Early fall sees the ranges running full
steam ahead and many gunners sharpen
their eyes for the coming seasons in this
- manner, And there are a great number of
shooters who do not participate in hunting,
but obtain their satisfaction solely from the
ranges.

“Even if the outdoorsman does not wish to
hunt or shoot the ranges he can still keep
busy during autumn. Throughout October
the archery season for deer of either sex is
open in every county in the state. That'll
keep a great number of sportsmen in the
out-of-doors.

If none of thse pastimes is appealing,
then the sportsman may turn back to

g. There's good fishing to be had in
most of the lakes and streams during the
fall months. In fact, black bass fishing
rivals that of early spring in most im-
poundments. And the bluegill continue to
hit, as do the crappie and the catfish.

If none of these ventures are accepted

then the man who likes the out-of-doors can
find no better time than fall to wander over
the hills and valleys, along creek banks and
on the lakes for a picture of nature that is

West Liberty, Ky.—All too soon the stars
that had shone like gold and silver hatpins
stuck in the pincushion of sky were wearing
themselves out and soon would become cold
and pale in the lavender of morning.

bonnets are brought from a side room and
outside young couples pair off for the ex-
citing -walk through the woods toward
home.

“You'ens come,” calls Uncle Josh to his
departing guests.

“You'ens come,” answer the Jetts and
others.

The above is part of a 64-page booklet on
the art of square dancing, and while this
and other descriptions of old-time customs
in the hills of Kentucky and other moun-
tainous regions will not teach anyone how
to square dance, other parts of the book
will.

Last winter Richard Jett, principal at
Wolfe County High School, Campton, asked
me to collaborate with him on a book that
would be written in such a way that the
many different figures in square dancing
could be easily mastered. We believe we
have put together such a book.

For eight years Richard has been calling
week-end sguare dances on Hoedown
[sland in Natural Bridge State Resort Park
near Slade, Ky., just off Mountain Park-
way.

“Join your hands and circle south, get a
little sunshine in your mouth,” one verse
begins.

And if Richard were directing a circle of
Friday or Saturday night dancers in the big
set, he would then instruct them—if they
were beginners—to join hands and move
left or clockwise for about eight steps. Then
he’d call, *‘“The other way back on the same
old track,” and dancers would move a few
steps in the opposite direction.

In the book, which is called ‘“‘Square
Dancing in the Mountains of Eastern
Kentucky,” he even has “Do it again, you
didn’t do it right; hurry up now, don't take
all night.”

In my researching the history of
mountain dancing I discovered that the art
was more than 1000 years old. From their
beginnings in the Isles across the sea, the
dances traveled through parts of the
European continent, across the Atlantic to

the coastal settlements, then across
mountains to dark and remote hollows
where they stayed.

In England, mother country of some of
the figures, time brought changes to the
dances, but in parts of the Kentucky
mountains landlocked for many years,
square dancing continued as it had been
done 1000 years ago.

Relased this summer, the book already is
being used by recreation directors in
schools, parks and churches and is on sale
in gift shops in some of Kentucky's state
parks including Natural Bridge.

Idon’t claim fo be an authority on square
dancing. Back in bobby-socks days when I
wore my first pair of long stockings on my
first date at my first square dance, my
makeshift garters didn't work and I lost
both stockings about halfway through the
set. I also lost the date.

But I gained respect for the people in the
hills who could work all day in their fields
or cook long hours in big country kitchens,
then go to a neighbor’s home or one-room
school and dance as if they hadn't turned a
hand.

At White Oak in Morgan County the May
family used to have “workings” and all the
neighbor men for some distance would
gather to thresh wheat or cut hay while the
women and children worked in the kitchen
cooking chicken and dumplings and
making peach cobblers. Late in the
evening, the hard work done and supper
over, everyone enjoyed a square dance and
a taffy pull before they made their way
home.

The book has instructions for 45 dances,
including Kentucky Running Set and Big
Set figures, Appalachian Mountain dances,
Western Style square dances and some for
the “‘youngens,” like the Salty Dog Rag,
There are photographs of past dances at
Hoedown Island and contest winners.

Sept. 12-19 has been designated National
Square Dance Week, but the week-end
before—Labor Day week-end—the island at
Natural Bridge will be the setting for the
Sixth Annual Western-Style Square Dance
Festival.

The book will be available then, but for
those who might like to order one, the cost
of $2.50 covers postage and handling. Mail
to Richard Jett, Mountain Dance En-
terprises, West Liberty, Ky. 41472,

The book has a number of bonuses in-
cluding an article by Larry and Alicia
Adams, widely known Western style square
dance callers, of Indianapolis, who tell
about past visits to Hoedown Island.

There is a brief history of the park and
the trains of the old L&E, something about
ballads, and Richard’s first square dance
at the home of the Widow Carrie McIntosh
near the mouth of Puncheon Creek in
Breathitt County. Diagrams and in-
structions for the many dances are put
together in a way that makes square
daneing much easier for beginners.

Whatever you do, be sure that “You'éns
come” to the big Western-Style Dance
Festival at Natural Bridge on Friday night,
Saturday afternoon, Saturday night and
Sunday night of Labor Day week-end.
Special guests will be square-dance teams
from many states, old-time fiddler Santford
Kelly of Morgan County, and 10-year-old
fiddling virtuosec Mike King and his
grandfather from Oxford, Mich., formerly
of Primrose, Ky.

Work 6 Murders,
131 Liquor Cases

Among the 546 criminal cases in which
State Police personnel from Post 9,
Pikeville, were involved during the first six
months of this year, six were murder cases
and 131 were for liguor law violations.

The report released this week by Capt.
Billie Lykins, commander of the post,
covered the period from Jan. 1 to June 30.
Floyd, Pike, Johnson, Magoffin and Martin
counties are served by the post.

Intoxicating beverages confiscated in the
four counties during the six months ending
June 30 included 29,868 cans of beer, 191
pints of whiskey, 1,167 half-pints of
whiskey, 65 half-pints of gin, 4 pints of
vodka, 133 half-pints of vodka, 136 pints of
wine, 6 “‘fifths" of wine and 6 half-gallons of
“moonshine.”

Fifteen fatal accidents in which 17 were
killed were handled by troopers from the
post. A total of 431 traffic injuries were
investigated. In all, 820 accidents were
probed by the troopers.

Thirty-six stolen vehicles were recovered
during the period. Traffic and other
violations handled by the post totalled 4,357.

Indiana Authorities Here in Probe
Of Blast Death of Mrs. Newsom

Indiana authorities were scheduled to

return here Tuesday to resume their in-

vestigation of the June 20 explosion-fire at
Plymouth, Ind. in which Mrs. Dolly Belle
Newsome, 30, wife of Donald Newsome,
was fatally burned.

Representatives of the Indiana fire
marshal’s office and the state Arson
Division have been here on three previous
occasions and have questioned several

persons, including the victim’s husband..

Mrs. Newsome was burned over 80 per
cent of her body. Officers who sat in on the
questioning of witnesses said Donald
Newsome told them he and his wife went to

the home of her sister, Mrs. Sally Ray, to
spend the night and that her sister and
husband were not at home. His wife entered
the home first, according to this report, and
after switching on the light struck a
cigarette lighter as he was entering the
room. He said he heard the explosion but
saw no fire,

A half-filled gasoline can was found in the
room. The building was little damaged.

The home was insured.

Mrs. Newsome was a daughter of Ollie
and Molly Goodman Robinson, of Martin,
and her husband formerly resided on
Middle Creek.

Frankfort, Ky.—A major com-
munications link between Kentucky con-
sumers and the Citizens Commission on
Consumer Protection was realized last
week when the state agency installed a toll-
free telephone line.

Consumers across the state can now
register complaints with Executive
Director Robert L. Caummisar by dialing
1-800-372-2960,

The comnmission approved the hot line on
July 14, Caumnmisar said the purpose of the
line, which is funded solely by the con-
sumer agency, is to provide a quick remedy
for persons who feel they have been
shortchanged in the marketplace, either in
goods or services.

The normal means of communications
with the public since the commission’s
beginning in July 1970, has been by mail.
Caummisar added it sometimes takes mail
three days to reach his office and another
three days before the complainant would
receive a reply.

“We hope now to receive a complaint and
return an answer in one day,” he said.

Consumers are asked to register the
complaint first with the local firm or in-
dividual responsible for the problem.

*If there is no satisfaction at the lower
level, he should go to the parent company,”
he explained. “If no satisfaction is received
there, that is the time to give us a ring.”
