Two Prater Creek men who allege that 
mining of coal on their lands has created 
heavy damage filed suit in circuit court 
Tuesday, asking a total of $57,500 damages 
of the Greer-Ellison Coal Company. 

The plaintiffs, Green and John Kidd, 
allege that mining operations began on 
their lands on Hunts Branch of Prater 
Creek and on Camp Branch in 1968 and 
continued till June of last year.

Dr. Henry A. Campbell, Jr., Director of 
Prestonsburg Community College, an­
nounced last week that the Southern 
Association of Colleges and Schools has 
reaffirmed the academic accreditation of 
Prestonsburg Community College. 

Prestonsburg Community College 
became a part of the University of Ken­
tucky Community College System when the 
system was established in July, 1964. The 
faculty, staff, and students, of Prestons­
burg went through the self-study evaluation 
in the 1968-'69 academic year, They were 
visited by the evaluation team in 
November, 1969 and received final ac­
creditation in December, 1971.

All 12 of the community colleges which, 
along with the Lexington TJchnical In­
stitute, make up the University of Kentucky 
system were granted full accreditation 
individually as units of the University. 

"We feel this is the finest possible 
evidence that we are on the right road with 
the community college system," Dr. Otis A.

30 May Lose Jobs 
In County; 2 Posts 
Filled Within Week 

Only two changes of state jobholders I s 
as of this week been made in this county as 
a result of the transition from a Republican 
to a Democratic state administration- but 
more are on the way. 

A.M. Howard, of Allen, who is recognized 
as the Ford administration's chief 
patronage representative in ths county, 
predicted Tuesday that around 30 em­
ployees will be replaced: 

Changes already made involved the 
resignation of Robert Copeland as 
superintendent of Jenny Wiley Sta_te Park 
and the naming of John P. Combs to suc­
ceed him, and the replacement of Estill 
Newsome as state road foreman in this 
county by the appointment of Shelley 
Woods, of Emma, to the post. 

Mr. Howard said state employees not 
protected by the state Merit System will be 
affected first - possibly by the end of the 
week. He added that on those who were 
employed under the Merit System "we will 
be very cautious. These will be removed 
only on proof - at least two affidavits -
that the action is justified." 

Meanwhile, Governor Ford has on his 
hands in the person of Ralph E. Howe a 
state commissioner of personnel whom he 
has vowed to replace. Howe, who is still 
hanging onto his job, is critical of some of 
the replacements made in state offices at 
Frankfort. 

Woods, the new state road foreman in this 
county, returns to a post he held eight years 
during the Combs and Breathitt ad­
ministrations. A highway veteran of about 
35 years' experience, he also has served as 
road foreman for Floyd county. 

Welfare Group 
Gains Promise 
From Governor 

The Kentucky Welfare Rights 
Organization whose delegation to Frank­
fort last week was led by Frank Daniels, of 
Minnie, received from Governor Wendell 
H. Ford a promise that "at an early date ..• 
we'll sit down and talk about those 
problems that you have and see what we 
can do." 

Ford's brief appearance broke the ten­
sion that had built up in the delegation 
during two earlier meetings with lesser 
state officials. 

The KWRO recommendation that new 
and liberalized federal food stamp 
regulations be put into effect immediately 
cannot be met, the delegation was told by 
Garnett Johnson, acting commissioner of 
the Department of Economic Security, 
because the 1971-'72 budget contained no 
money to pay for it. Johnson said March 1 is 
the earliest possible date for the new 
regulations, which are expected to mcrease 
food-stamp eligibility by about 35 per cent, 
to get into operation in Kentucky, and that 
this depends upon final approval for using 
$133,000 of federal emergency employment 
funds.

seems to be most happy. Traveling in 
flocks, it appears most active during . 
blizzards. Darting to and fro among tangles 
of briar and vine and alighting to feed on 
the sere seed crowns of wind-tossed weeds, 
it animates and brings a note of cheer to an 
otherwise bleak and lifeless landscape. 

Because of their evident love of wild, 
wintry weather, American Indians dubbed 
these cpeerfullittle birds, "Children of the 
Storm." According to Peter Kalm's 
"Travels in North America," some tribes 
of Indians welcomed these gentle winter 
visitors around their wigwams but, as 
country boys did many years later, 
sometimes trapped and ate them. 

The method of trapping was to take a 
wide flat board and prop it up at one end 
with a short stick to which a long string was 
attached. Cornmeal or bran was sprinkled 
under the board as bait. Then the trapper, 
with the other end of the string in hand, 
would secrete himself some distance away. 
When the birds flew down to eat, the stick 
would be jerked away permitting the board 
to fall and crush the little victims un­
derneath. 

The birds were then plucked, impaled on 
a long stick, broiled over a fire, and eaten. 
Fortunately, this is a practice no longer 
tolerated in rural society. 

In times past, country people believed the 
snowbird to be a year·'round resident. They 
thought that, in swnmer, the bird changed 
its plumage and became some sort of a 
sparrow. 

But ornithologists say this isn't so. When 
warm weather approaches, the Junco 
which has been around since mid-October 
wings its way back north, mostly to Canada 
and the northern tier of states, to breed and 
rear its young. It has, however, been found 
in swnmer nesting in the higher elevations 
of the Appalachian and Great Smoky 
Mountains. 

As a songster, the Junco does not com­
pare too favorably with most other birds. 
What most hear from it as it flashes 
through and over the snow is a faint "'tsip," 
"'tsip," but it does have a song. Like that of 
a chickadee, its melody is a low, sweet trill 
as cheery and unpretentious as the bird 
itself. 

In recent years Junco flocks have thin-

The story rs that of Congressman Reuss' request for the Corps of 
nqineers to supply the subcommit1ee which he heads a complete 

report this month on reported pollution of Fishtrap and Carr Creek 
rp.;;er ows. 

P 1rtrc.n of the story which are of special interest to us are these: 
1 eral Refuse Act of 1899 prohibits "refuse discharges or 

d p 51 s into navigable waterways ... and into tributaries thereto." 
2 The subcommittee headed by Reuss has given the Corps of 
n 'n€'ers and five other federal agencies till the end of March to 

p oct• ce a survey of pollution caused by strip-mining in Kentucky 
and eight other states. 

The Times finds this report interesting not only because it may 
le d to the salvatron of Fishtrap, a new lake, and of Carr Creek, orie 
yet to be formed, but also because it conceivably could save Floyd 
cou!'l1y s Dewey Lake where the threat of siltation has always 
cx•s ed and where strip-mining in the headwaters of Johns Creek 
mu t nevitably feed acidic water into the lake. 

It IS important to act now to save the new Pike county lake and to 
take action designed to insure Knott county's new lake against 
certain destruction. The United States has an investment of $67 
mi1l1 n in these two reservoirs, and it does seem reasonable to 
suppose that it would be interested in protecting such an investment. 

Dewey Lake is not a new impoundment, but the federal govern­
ment has 1nvested heavily in it- initially, $10 million, and since its 
1mp mdment many thousands of dollars more. In addition to this, 
the ate of Kentucky has invested millions in Jenny Wiley State 
Park, all of the attractions of which are basically dependent upon the 
l•te and beauty of the lake itself. 

Trcn why should not both governments, as stewards of the 
peopl 's tax monies and the environmental and other resources of 
the country, apply the Refuse Act to this impoundment? (The Big 
Sandy River is a navigable stream, and Johns Creek is its largest 
tributdry.) The situation, admittedly, has been permitted to grow 
More grave than it should, but there remains some truth in the adage 
whKh runs to the effect that it's never too late to mend. 

The1 e are remedies, and The Times is glad that at least one 
Corgressional group has at last decided to write a prescription.

One thing, however, seems very clear and 
simple to me: Unless legal trucks with 
legal weights are used soon, a terrible 
accident is in the offing in the Hazard­
Hindman-Whitesburg area. Today, 
tomorrow, the next day, next week, sooner 
or later, an out-of-<:ontrol overloaded truck 
is going to smash into a school bus and kill 
or maim a lot of children. The night before 
the Applachian Group To Save The Land 
And People blocked the trucks at Stillhouse 
Branch (10-17-70), the brakes failed on an 
overloaded truck which then caromed 
across Ky. 80 (the driver broke both legs). 
It was Friday night and if a school bus 
taking children to a game had been passing 
it would have been an even sadder scene. 
(Ask the driver if breaking both legs was 
fun). 

lucrative strip mine business (as high 
dividends of all corporations operating in 
the area show) to afford justice to the 
drivers who now, every day, risk their lives 
driving dangerously overloaded trucks 
either uninsW"ed or insW"ed at exorbitant 
rates. In all laboring fields workers are 
paid by the hoW"; it is only fair that the 
drivers be treated the same way. If this is 
done the drivers will be the first to profit 
from enforcement of the law rather than 
being the main victims of the irrespon­
sibility and greed of the strip mine in­
dustry. They will carry more loads, thus 
earning overtime; more drivers will be 
hired; they will be sober in their work.

But what of 
the drivers who are just ordinary people, 
trying to support their families? The an­
swer here is for the mine operators to play 
fair and pay drivers by the trip and not by 
the load.

For those who own or are buying their 
own trucks, the dealers who knowingly 
have filed illegal licenses (large trucks 
cannot be legally licensed for highway use; 
that is why they advertise them as "Off 
Highway Trucks.") will have to give the 
owners a generous trade for legal size 
trucks.

In the talons of the right f 
clutching an olive branch, which s long 
been used as a mystic symbol o peace. 
Ever since old Father Noah sent f th the 
dove to investigate the aftermat of the 
flood, when it returned with the le of an 
olive tree in its mouth, the olive br ch has 
been regarded as a symbol o peace. 
Usually it is pictured in the mo h of a 
dove, both being symbols of ce. To 
"extend the olive branch" has lo been a 
way of offering peace to any son or 
nation. 

The olive tree, originally foun in Asia 
Minor, flourishes in warm, dry imates. 
The tree was first introduced Fran­
ciscan monks to California, whe it has 
been extensively cultivated, bot for its 
ripe fruit and the oil obtained fro ressing 
the pulp. In ancient times, pri sts and 
prophets used olive oil to anoint gs and 
other imJ>?rtant personages for special 
work. It 1s also used by mini ers for 
anointing the sick. To anoint wit olive oil 
became a spiritual symbol and this line 
appears in the 23rd Psalm: "Thou nointest 
my head with oil; my cup runn over." 

Olives grow to great age an produce 
fruit for many centuries. It is id that 
there are gnarled, old olive trees ill living 
in the Garden of Gethsemane w ch were 
there in the time of Christ. The w d of the 
olive tree has a rare, golden-yell w color 
streaked with darker lines. Lea es fro~ 
the olive were used to crown the ctorious 
soldiers of Rome and Greece. 

"THE FLOWER OF TH HOLY 
GHOST." In Central America here is 
found one of the strangest plants o earth. It 
is a rare kind of orchid and has blossom 
like that of the tulip. Its bloom so has a 
sweet and powerful perfume. side the 
blossom, there appears the perf t form of 
a dove, sitting right at the very h t of the 
flower. The dove seems to hover ere in a 
most reverent attitude, with i slender 
wings drooping listlessly at its si s and its 
head bent forward as if bowed · prayer. 
The delicate bill is flushed with eep car­
mine and bends down until it to ches the 
snowy breast. This flower is re ded as 
sacred by the people; it is o of the 
strangest mystic plants found in nature and 
its form and remarkable image the dove 
is one of the sublime mysteries of nature. 
No scientific logic can explain t strange 
symbolism; the form of the bird eannot be 
attributed to mere chance but it does in­
deed seem designed especially by the Great 
Architect of the Universe. 

THE SACRED LOTUS. The whi lotus of 
the Nile has long been regarded as a sacred 
flower by many Orientals. People of Tibet 
adorn their temples with the fl er; the 
Holy Mother is depicted as holding a lotus 
blossom in her right hand. 

Eating of the fruit was supposed to send 
the eater into a sort of dream state in 
which the cares of life we tot~lly 
forgotten. In his epic, the Odysse , Homer, 
the Greek poet, tells about the Lo -Eaters 
and their state of dreamy for tfulness. 
The lotus belongs to the Wat -Nymph 
Family, which includes our highl fragrant 
and exotic water lilies. The fl ers are 
usually white or pink, but metimes 
yellow, and very showy. 

In ancient Egypt, the most i portant 
guests at social functions were honored 
with a garland of lotus blossoms laced on 
the head, in such a manner as to t one of 
the blossoms come down on the rehead. 

THE OAK. This tree was named 
QUETCUS by the ancient Rom s, who 
regarded it as a symbol of rugged trength 
and kingly power. The oak was nerated 
by the ancient Gauls, who used its eaves in 
their religious rites. The Druids, ho were 
members of a Celtic religious rder of 
Ancient Britian, worshipped the ak as a 
symbol of majesty. When they fo an oak 
with the fairy green mistletoe gr wing on 
its boughs, they regarded this as a gift of 
the gods and removed it carefully ~Y means 
of a golden sickle. The mistletoe\from the 
oak was steeped to make mediciries as an 
antidote for infections and to inj;ure fer­
tility. This was no doubt the first fertility

THREE PLANTS ONCE USED AS 

EMBLEMS OF THE VIRGIN MARY. 
These three were the White Lily, the Rose 
and the Marigold. The Rose of Jericho was 
once called St. Mary's Rose. According to 
legend, these roses sprang up at every spot 
where Mary and Joseph stopped to rest on 
their flight to Egypt. One of the rarest , 
most delicate of all perfumes is called 
"attar of roses;" it is made from oil 
distilled from the bloom of roses. 

The white lily was dedicated to the Virgin 
Mary as a symbol of her innocence and 
purity. A vase holding three white lilies is 
often used to commemorate the visit of 
Mary to Elizabeth, mother of John, the 
Baptist. 

The marigold was once consecrated to 
Mary and bears her name, Mary - Gold. 
The golden rays of the flower are said to 
symbolize rays of glory. 

THE GOLDEN SUNFLOWER. This 
gorgeous flower, which turns its head to 
follow the sun in its path across the sky, 
was once consecrated to St. John, the 
Evangelist, and author of the Book of

In the Rheims cathedral, 
there appears on a stained glass window 
the figures of St. John and the Virgin Mary 
standing beside the cross, with their heads 
crowned with a garland of sunflowers. 

MYSTIC TREES AND THE CROSS. The 
wood of Christ's cross was said to have 
been taken from the quaking aspen, whose 
leaves have trembled ever since to com­
memorate the Crucifixion. others claim 
the cross was made of heavy dogwood, 
which made it too burdensome to bear, so 
that Christ sank down under the weight. 
Ever since his Crucifixion, the dogwood has 
been a crooked, mis-shapen tree but its 
blossoms portray the Crucifixion with four 
bracts in the form of a cross, with splotches 
of crimson often appearing on them.

Corporation, or other lending agencies or lending corporations, and to incur 
indebtedness from time to time by the assumption of the indebtdness of third 
parties to United States of America or others, the aggregate amount of such 
loans, together with the aggregate amount of loans heretofore made to the 
Cooperative, not to exceed $25,000,000. 

II. The granting of authorization to the Board of Directors of the Cooperative, to 
cause the proper officers, on behaU of the Cooperative from time to time 
without further authorization of the members, to exec~te, seal and deUve; 
notes, bonds or other evidence of Indebtedness to evidence secure and refund 
such loans and indebtedness, all upon such terms as the 'Board of Directors 
shall determine. 

Ill. The granting of authorization to the Board of Directors of the Cooperative to 
mortgage, by deed of trust or by mortgage, and upon such terms as the Board of 
Directors shall determine, all of the property of the Cooperative now owned or 
hereafter acquired, In order to secure such loans heretofore or hereafter made 
at any time or times and to secure such Indebtedness of third parties assumed 
by the Cooperative, all limited In aggregate amount as aforesaid. 

IV. Adjournment of the meeting.

Highway Dept. Asks Grant 
To Get Autos Off Roads 

The state Highway Department is 
launching a campaign to remove junked 
and abandoned cars which form an eyesore 
along Kentucky highways. 

Highway Commissioner Charles Pryor 
said his department is seeking some 
$300,000 from the federal government to 
finance the removal. 

Highway employes in each county would 
locate the junked cars awl pinpoint them on 
maps for removal. A center of operations 
then would be established from which work 
crews would be dispatched to pick up the 
cars. The cars would be stripped of their 
engines, crushed in a mobile crusher and 
the engines and crushed bodies sold as 
scrap. 

Experts say only about 25 per cent of the , 
126,000 cars removed from service in 
Kentucky each year reach salvage yards. 
The rest, about 94,000, are abandoned along 
streets and highways. Pryor said the 
abandoned hulks often are dangerous 
playgrounds for children, leak pollutants 
and shelter rodents as well as blight the 
beauty of the state's roads.

Changes in Area Population, 
Life Discussed by Speaker 

Eastern Kentucky's shifting population 
trends and changes in the life of the people 
of the area were discussed Monday evening 
at the meeting of the Big Sandy Area 
Development Council at the Paintsville 
Country Club by Ralph J. Ramsey, ex­
tension sociologist, UK Cooperative Ex­
tension Service . . 

Mr. Ramsey's talk followed the election 
of Ollie Arnett, of Salyersville, as chairman 
of the five-county area group, to succeed 
Russell Williamson, of Inez. 

He pointed out that outmigration from 
the area has decreased by 50 per cent over 
the last 10 years from that of the 1950-'60 
decade, and that the per capita income has 
practically doubled. Floyd county, for 
instance, in the 10 years, 1950-1960, had a 
per ~;:apita income of $909. That figure rose 
in the decade ending with 1970 to $1610. 

Mr. ~sey discussed other changes -
the doubling of the Floyd and Pike 
population in the '20's and the problems of 
"controlled" coal-camp life and mainly rail 
travel, as compared with the freedom of 
modern life with improved highways.

Of the present Floyd county population of 
about 36,000, he said, approximately 3500 
are 65 years of age or older. That is, 
roughly, 10 per cent of the population. In the 
1950's those 65 or older were only 8 per cent 
of the total. 

Although outmigration has slowed, the 
number of children under age 5 has 
decreased 6,000 from the 1950's, with 1000 
fewer pupils starting school each year in 
the area. This fact, he pointed out, gives 
educators and school administrators 
material for study as they plan buildings 
and future programs. 

The number of people per household is 
decreasing, in Floyd county down to 3.5 
from 4.3 in the preceding census period. 
Meanwhile, the number of one-member 
households has doubled - from 6 per cent 
in the 1950's to 11.6 per cent at present. The 
construction of homes has increased 
heavily. 

The speaker credited Prestonsburg 
Community College with a beneficial effect 
on Floyd county young people, pointing out 
that 42 per cent of them go on to college as 
compared with a neighboring county's 26 
per cent.

Ask Report on Dams 
By End of January 

The Army Corps of Engineers was asked 
lalt week by Congressman Henry Reuss 
(0-W'lS.), chairman of the HoUle sub­
committee on Conservation and Natural 
Resources, to provide a complete report by 
the end of this month on reported pollution 
of Fishtrap and Carr Creek reservoirs. 

It is reported that Fishtrap is being af­
fected by siltation and acid waters draining 
into it and that Carr Creek, not yet im· 
pounded, faces the same situation. Active 
and abandoned coal-mining operations in 
the areas surroWidtng the two r11erroirs 
are blamed. 

Reuss contends that the reports, if true, 
"show that these active coal-mining 
operations are falltng to- comply with the 
Refuse Act of 18t9, whic:1 prohibits refuse 
discharges or deposits into navigable 
waterways . . . and into tributaries 
thereto." 

Fishtrap Reservoir, a $35-mllllon project 
completed in 1968, is reported bJ"lhe corps 
to be receiving heavy doeses · o~.:..-!!~ runoff 
from strip mines and road pro~ in the 
Pike county area. Fishing is said to have 
declined because of siltation, and pl~e 
boating in some sections of the reservoir 
has been curtalled. 

The Carr Fork Lake, a $:J2.mjllion Knott 
county project yet to be completed, is said 
to be receiving large amounts of acid 
pollution from nearby mines, and fears 
have been expressed about potential

Attorney for Eastern Kentucky to prevent 
damage to the reservoirs. 
2. 'The identity of the active mining 
op~~rations contributing to pollution and the 
extent of damage so far.

The Corps said last month that it is at­
tempting to get voluntary action to reduce 
erosion around Fishtrap Reservoir and that 
it has invited a U.S. attorney's represen­
tative to fly over the lake to see the damage 
and suggest possible legal remedies. 

The Reuss subcommittee last month 
called on the Corps and five other federal 
agencies to provide a survey of pollution 
caused by strip-miners in Kentucky and 
eight more. states. They were given until 
the end of March to produce the survey. 

Reuss, one of the leading congressional 
advocates of prosecution under the long­
neglected 1899 Refuse Act, also told the 
agencies to provide names of polluters to 
whom the act might be applied when the 
survey is completed.

During December 
Last month, 9,263 low-income persons in 

this county received food stamps valued at 
$229,141, Acting Commiaaioner of the 
Department of Economic Security Garnett 
Johnson announced this week. 

This record compares to 11,407 who 
received food stamps worth $284,194 during 
November. 

In December 1970, 7,285 persons in the 
county received food stamps at a cost of 
$180,222. 

Commissioner Johnson pointed out that 
Kentucky's Food Stamp Program, ad­
ministered by the Kentucky Department of 
Economic Security and the Department of 
Agriculture, safeguards the health of the 
nation's low-income familes through better 
nutrition. 

Families in the program exchange an 
amount of their own money, usually spent 
for food, to purchase food coupons. In 
addition, families receive bonus coupons to 
boost their buying power. 

Kentucky's 73-county Food Stamp 
Program has experienced tremendous 
growth during the past year. During 
December, 299,243low-income Kentuckians 
received food stamps valued at $7,457,207. 
In the same month, 1970, 259,993 persons 
received stamps worth $6,423,806. 

Gov. Wendell H. Ford delivered his State 
of the Commonwealth address to a joint 
session of the 1972 General Assembly. 
Governor Ford said his administration will 
seek to expand government services 
without adding disproportionate costs to 
the taxpayers. He said he will send his 
complete legislative package to the 
General Assembly later. 

Kentucky and Ohio signed a reciprocal 
agreement exempting persons living in one 
state and working in the other from paying 
income tax in the state uf employment. 
Thus Ke11tuckians working in Ohio will not 
have I• • pay ir.c .. me tax there and vice 
versa fur 0"i••aus W••rking in Kentucky. 

Gus Kalos, of Prestonsburg Community 
College, and Billie Osborne, of Betsy Layne 
high school, attended the Kentucky Music 
Education Conference at the University of 
Kentucky, Lexington, last week. They were 
among several hundred teachers and 
students who attended from across the 
state. 

The convention which ran three days, 
featured workshops, demonstrations, 
performances and discussions on various 
aspects of the school music program. The 
emphasis of the meeting was on growth in 
teaching music. All music areas (in­
strumental, choral, general and elemen­
tary music) were concerned. 

There are at least 100,000 alcoholics in 
Kentucky, with another 400,000 persons 
affected by an alcoholic family member, 
according to the Kentucky Department of 
Mental Health.

Homestead Act 
Filing Deadline 
Set at March 1 

The deadline for filing for property taX 
exemptions under the new Homestead Act 
is March 1, Tax Commissioner Harry 
Gordon Allen's office announced this week. 

Application forms and affidavits 
required for taxpayers 85 years of age or 
older were received at the tax com­
milsioner's office here this week. These 
wiD also be available at Floyd county banks 
and, possibly, at postoffices. 

It was emphasized by Mr. Allen's office 
that unless the taxpayer files by March 1 he 
or lhe would not receive the exemption, 
since no proof of age would be available to 
the tax commissioner. 

Under provisions of the Homestead 
Arnflndment, a person 65years old or older 
on or before Jan. 1, 1972, who owns, oc­
~. and maintains a single family 
resitence may, upon application and ap­
proVIIl for exemption, be exempted from 
$6,510 of the assessed fair cash value of hl8 
or h• residence. 

At least one spouse of a couple ownina, 
livinl in, and maintaining a single-family 
resict.llce must meet the 65 years of age 
requiJ'ement. If only one spouse is 65, the 
age ~equirement is met. 

Date of birth of applicants must be 
estabUshed by a substantiating document, 
and it is suggested that applicants bring 
with tbem to the tax commissioner's office 
proofl of age such as medical assistance 
card carrying an A or J prefu: to Social 
Security number; Medicare card issued by 
Social Security, birth certificate or birth 
registration, confirmation of baptismal 
records, school records, census records. 

Secondary sources of proof of age are 
insurance policies, marriage records, 
licenaes at least five years old, Bible 
records or other old records. 

Experts at the University of Kentucky 
say they have developed a breed of low­
nicotine burley tobacco which contains only 
about ~ per cent of the substance.

But hope springs eternal and each suc­
ceeding generation, as this one has, 
produced credulous persons who believed 
in the legend and who sought his historic 
bonanza. The mine is still being sought and 
it is hoped that some day, one way or 
another, the mystery of this mine will be 
solved and the shade of old John Swift laid 
to rest. 

Without wishing to dampen the spirits of 
contemporary Coronados who are still on 
the trail of Swift, the recent finding of an 
old newspaper article supports the con­
clusion formed by many that there actually 
was no such mine. The most persistent 
legend stems from the actions of a well­
organized band of counterfeiters that once 
infested this part of Kentucky and sections 
of North Carolina, Virginia and Tennessee. 

The article was written about 50 years 
ago by the late Johnny Williams who was 
probably better acquainted with the 
historical lore of Eastern Kentucky than 
any other man who has ever lived. A man of 
inquiring mind, education and WJusual 
intelligence, Williams was also a skeptical 
reporter with a genius for separating fact 
from fiction. He was reputed to be a 
reporter of integrity and presented only the 
facts that he could verify personally or by 
authentic docwnent. 

Williams wrote, in effect, that Swift was 
either a former pirate or an associate of 
pirates and came into this section around 
1760 bringing with him treasures from 
plundered ships on the Eastern seaboard. 
Here these treasures in silver plate, 
utensils, jewelry and the like were melted 
down and molded into bars or maybe into 
money. Returning East with the loot, he 
conveniently accounted for it with tales of a 
rich silver strike somewhere in the 
mountains. No one, however, could pin him 
down as to the exact location of the strike. 
He would have it one place one time and 
somewhere else the next, all of which ac­
counts for many communities claiming to 
possess the mine. 

Williams did a lot of investigating, 
searching out likely spots for the mine in 
Lee, Wolfe, Estill, and Powell counties. 
What he found gives added proof that the 
mine was only a irage. He wrote t1 at 
upon entering a cave in either Estill or 
Powell, he came upon three well-preserved 
skeletons, a large furnace, ·and several 
"iron money dies" in the dirt of the cave 
Ooor.

Frankfort, Ky. - Nearly 60 witnesses 
alternately complimented and attacked 
Kentucky's air pollution control plan before 
over 300persons at a recent all-day hearing 
in Frankfort . 

The plan, prepared by the staff of the 
Kentucky Air Pollution Control Com­
mission (KAPCC), for approval at a Jan. 20 
meeting, contains regulations and 
proposals aimed at achieving national and 
state air quality goals. 

inadequate automotive emission controls 
especially for carbon monoxide, an in­
visible pollutant.

The proposed emission density regulation 
which the KAPCC has called a landuse 
regulation was also subject to cross-fire.

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Mter the commission approves the final 
plan, it goes to the federal Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) for approval. 
The 1970 amendments to the Clean Air Act 
require a plan from each state by Jan. 31. If 
EPA rejects the plan they could write their 
own or cut off grants to the Kentucky 
agency. EPA grants make up about 60 per 
cent of the KAPCC budget. 

In an interview following the hearing, 
Frank P. Partee, technical director of the 
KAPCC, said the staff will try to resolve 
conflicts between the citizen groups and 
industrial representatives before the Jan. 
20 meeting. 

Among citizen groups testifying were the 
Thoracic Society, League of Women 
Voters, Tuberculosis and Respiratory 
Disease Assn. and two members of the 
Jefferson County Air Pollution Control 
Board. Spokesmen for industry included 
the Kentucky Coal Assn., Associated In­
dustries of Kentucky, Du Pont, TVA, and 
automotive groups. 

Industry and citizens lined up on opposite 
sides on the issue of standards and 
timetables for attaining them. Several 
citizen representatives objected to what 
they called weakening of the 1970 ambient 
air quality standards for particulate matter 
and an extension of the timetables for 2t­
tainment of standards. The proposed 
particulate standards more closely con­
formed to the federal standards. 

However, industry objected to most 
Kentucky standards, especially those for 
sulfur oxide emissions, on the grounds that 
in their view they are more stringent than 
federal standards. Conformance with the 
federal requirements was urged. 

Several representatives of the electrical 
power and coal industries urged extension 
of the timetable for sulfur oxide controls 
and lessening of the emission standards for 
that pollutant. Coal spokesmen said there is 
not enough low sulfur coal in the state to 
supply the power industry, while the power 
industry said controls for sulfur removal 
from exhaust gases were not commercially 
available. 

Automotive representatives resisted the 
KAPCC's proposed controls on visible 
emissions from motor vehicle sources. 
Citizen groups objected to what they called 

Second Safest Year 
The state Department of Mines and 

Minerals says Kentucky's 1500 coal mines 
had their second safest year in history 
during 1971. 

Some 41 miners were killed during the 
year, the fourth lowest total since 1948, but 
coal production reached a record 126.7 
million tons. Thus one death occurred for 
each 3,090,244 tons mined, second only to 
1969 when one death occurred for each 
3,274,205 tons mined. The figures for 1971 
are only estimates, however, and ex?ct 
figures will be available next month. 

Mines and Minerals Commissioner 
Harreld N. Kirkpatrick attributed many of 
the deaths to carelessness and failure to 
follow safe mining practices. 

Along similar lines, citizens called new 
wording of Kentucky's air pollution laws 
too permissive. They suggested removing 
such words as "substantial" from a clause 
that prohibits "substantial danger to public 
health." Industry called the language 
restrictive.

And the woman who had 
suffered from severe bleeding for twelve 
years was healed because of her faith, faith 
which led her to touch the hem of His 
garment. Truly, He wants us to live by 
faith.

Endangered Animals 
Are Given Attention 

Sen. Walter S. Reichert, (R-Louisville), 
has introduced a bill to protect endangered 
species of animals and birds. 

The measure is aimed at wildlife 
threatened by extinction because their 
hides or feathers are valuable in the 
manufacture of hats, coats, handbags or 
shoes. 

It would prohibit the sale, transportation 
or importation in Kentucky of "any en­
dangered species or hides, skins or other 
parts thereof." 

The bill also would prohibit the sale of 
any article made wholly or in part from 
skins, hides, feathers or other parts of 
endangered species. 

It would add fines of up to $500 to the sale 
price of such articles ordered from other 
countries. 

Under the bill the state Department of 
Fish and Wildlife would be authorized to 
designate what wildlife actually is en­
dangered.
