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No Solution 
To Mystery 
Yet Found 
Probers Continuing 
Quiz of 'Witnesses' 
In Conley Slaying 

The slaying of James Clayton Conley, 3~ 
year-old Hindman man, on Steele's Creek, 
near Wayland, June 7, remained an un­
solved mystery this week, but investigators 
were hopeful that an arrest in the case will 
eventually be made. 

State Police Detectives Chester D. Potter 
and B. J. Music, Commonwealth's Attorney 
Harold J. Stumbo and Sheriff Frank Leslie 
are leading the probe into the murder, and 
most of these returned Tuesday to the 
upper Right Beaver Creek section to 
conti':lue the questioning of persons who, 
they think, can shed some light on the 
puzzling case. 

Detective Potter said he is pleased with 
the progress made to date, and others in­
volved in the investigation are agreed that 
the murder will not remain an unsolved 
mystery. 

Some tangible clues are in the possession 
of the authorities. They decline to discuss 
these, except to mention that a red car is 
suspect, since red paint was found on a junk 
car at the roadside, near where Conley's 
body was found, and glass found there fits 
into the broken parking lens of the car. 
Evidence is at hand, officers say, that the 
car was undamaged prior to Tuesday night, 
June 6, when Conley is believed to have 
been slain. 

Those questioned about the case are loath 
to talk. "They're scared," Com­
monwealth's Attorney Stumbo said. "But 
we are going to keep at them till we learn 
the truth about this killing." 

Also involved in the investigation is the 
earlier shotgun slaying of deputy Sheriff 
Lawrence Conley at Garrett. A shotgun is 
undergoing State Police laboratory tests. 
Investigators have expressed the belief 
that the two slayings have a connection. 

One report says that James Clayton 
Conley had openly said that he knew all 
about the Lawrence Conley killing. 

James Clayton Conley was seen by 
several persons in Garrett, Tuesday night, 
June 6. His body with seven bullet wounds 
in his head, was found around 4:30p.m. the 
following day on a dead-end unsurfaced 
road which leads off the Wayland-8izemore 
road, near the foot of the. mountain in the 
hea.; of Steele's Creek.

Must Yet Await

Rural Highway Commissioner Otto 
Ingram told County Judge Henry Stumbo

US 23 with the Prater Creek road and 
eliminating the present Banner bridge, is in 
the planning stage.

ARH Withdraws 
Black Lung Bid; 
Opposition Told 

Citing recent controversy over the 
possibility of Appalachian Regional 
Hospitals undertaking a black lung 
program in the Appalachian region, ARH 
last week withdrew its preliminary 
proposal to the Appalachian Regional 
Commission for $1.2 million in federal 
grants to develop the project. 

At the same time Chalrner H. Frazier, 
administrator of the Highlands Regional 
Health Center which is due for opening near 
Auxier in October, said Highlands will open 
its cardio-pulmonary funtion laboratory 
next month and by August 1 will be ready to 
do work in the black lung program. 

"We are hoping to do research in the 
black lung program through the Ap­
palachian Regional Commission," he 
added. 

Mr. Frazier said the Kentucky Program 
Development Office, representing ARC, is 
now in the process of evaluating individual 
hospitals to determine their place in such a 
program.

Severance Tax 
Compliance Good 

State Revenue Commissioner John M. 
Ross says "less than 100" Kentucky coal 
operators failed to send in reports or taxes 
during April, the first month of collections 
under the new coal severance tax. 

Ross said the really important factor in 
the new tax is compliance. 

"It (compliance) was pretty good," he 
said. "Not as good as we'd like, but as good 
as expected. We've already sent out 
delinquency forms. The severance tax has 
been made a priority in the Revenue 
Department." 

The tax yielded $2,451,939 during its first 
month. 

At that rate the tax would give Kentucky 
about $30 million per year, well under the 
official estimates of $40 million the first 
year and $44 million the second. 

But April is expected to prove a relatively 
poor month in tax collections for several 
reasons.

Under the management of John G. 
Chiles, Morgan's son-in-law, Morgan Row 
served as a stagecoach station, a public 
tavern and gambling house, and an inn. It 
came to be known as Chiles Tavern, and its 
operation proved so purfitable that a fifth 
unit was added during the 1830's. 

It was this unit of Morgan Row, at the 
north end of the street, that the Harrod­
sburg Historical Society purchased in 1964. 
Of the other units, two have been combined 
to house the Harrodsburg public library 
and two others are headquarters for 
private businesses-a law office and a real 
estate office. 

The historical society has restored its 
unit as nearly as possilbe to the condition it 
knew in the 1800's, and it now serves as a 
civic center and a museum open to the 
public, and the society's headquarters. 

Legends abound concerning the doings at 
Chiles Tavern. One is of a long-running 
poker game that lasted for 40 years· without 
a break. Players would come and go, but 
there'd always be someone waiting to take 
a place at the table. 

Another tale has it that Chiles was always 
so tired out by the day's activities-dances, 
political celebrations, stagecoach service­
that he neve!) counted the day's receipts, 
just swept them into his hat. 

Apart from its colorful past, Morgan Row 
is interesting from an architectural 
standpoint. It contains the earliest built-in 
sideboard on display in Kentucky; original 
Carpenter lucks (found only in bits and 
pieces in Mercer and adjoining counties l 
on the original nine-panel doors; original 
mantels; hand-waxed. original random­
width ash flours; hand-wrought iron 
lighting fixtures; unusual copper gutter 
boxes, and Kentucky pattern brick hearths. 

In addition, many interesting displays 
are housed in the museum portion of the

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'Round and 'Round It Goes ... 
Robert Combs, president of the Western Kentucky Gas Company, 

blames the current shortage of natural gas on industry to the extent 
that industry reacted to air poiiiJtion criticism by environmentalists. 
This reaction, he points out, resulted in industry turning to the 
"cleaner" gas for fuel--and thus began a chain of events that comes, 
full-circle, back to the point where it all started. 

The heavy demand on natural gas and dwindling production have 
reduced the supply till new customers are warned they will not be 
served by gas suppliers. But fuel is necessary. Even if electricity is 
used, coal must be used to generate power. So the emphasis goes 
back to coal. 

At least one gas company, the Columbia System, is preparing to go 
into the coal business in West Virginia. Does this mean strip-mining? 
The company may be able to convert coal into gas and so avoid the 
air-pollution liability. But what of the water pollution and other 
environmental damage the strip-mining will do? 

Full-circle-from coal to gas to coal. And it comes out here. 

Home Rule and Its Responsibilities 
In adopting "Home Rule" legislation the General Assembly at 

its 1972 session made it possible for fiscal courts of the state's 120 
counties to enact regulations of their own to meet their counties' own 
needs. And thereby shouldered onto the magistrates and county 
judges of the state are responsibilities that they may not want but 
which remain a duty not to be ignored. 

"Home Rule" leqislation gives local government many powers 
which are circumscribed only by the Constitution; if regulations or 
laws enacted by fiscal courts are within the Constitution, they will 
stand. It provides a means of bringing legislation down to the needs 
of a particular county -- something the Legislature could not do, 
since its legislation necessarily must broadly apply to every county. 

How wide the powers of county government under the new law 
are may not be fully known until fiscal courts begin flexing their 
muscles and get the law and what they undertake under it tested in 
the Court of Appeals. Tl'tis is what the Act itself says of such powers: 

"The fiscal court of any county is hereby authorized and em­
powered to exercise all the rights, powers, franchises and privileges, 
including the power to levy taxes, not in conflict with the constitution 
and statutes of this state now or hearafter enacted, which the fiscal 
court shall deem requisite for the health, education, safety, welfare 
and convenience of the inhabitants of the county and for the effective 
administration of the county government to the same extent as if the 
General Assembly had expressly granted and delegated to the fiscal 
court all the authority that is within the power of the General 
Assembly to grant to the fiscal court of said counties ... The powers 
granted to counties by this Act shall be in addition to all other powers 
granted to counties by other procedures of law." 

Thus is delegated much authority to the local governing body-­
and to whom much is given, much is required. The job may be un­
pleasant, sometimes, but there is a way now to get it done without 
looking to Frankfort and muttering, "There ought to be a law."

The Legend of Jenny Wiley 
Is Part of Big Sandy History 

By Helen Price Stacy 
Visitors to Prestonsburg's Jenny Wiley 

State Resort Park, who come from 
throughout the United States, as well as 
from Canada and other COWltries, are the 
park's best promoters. They return home 
and tell others about May Lodge on an 
Eastern Kentucky mountain overlooking 
beautiful Dewey Lake; about the great 
forests surrounding the coves and glens, 
and the flowers that are a galaxy of color in 
nearby woodlands; about the genuine spirit 
of hospitality that abounds, llnd about the 
park's summer musical telling the story of 
a local frontier heroine, Jenny Wiley. 

The park is only a short distance from 
Presto~burg, where there are many 
places of historical interest. In and aro~d 
Floyd county and its frings counties there IS 

enough history to supply endless stories for 
reporters, novelists and feature writers­
not to mention composers and lyricists like 
those who put together the exciting 
musical, "Jenny Wiley!" It tells a story 
that is a Floyd county saga. 

Floyd county was established · in 1799 
from Fleming, Montgomery and Mason 
COWlties, but its history of Indian life and 
pioneer settlement goes back many years 
into the past. 

In his book"Kentucky's Last Frontier," 
Floyd County Historian Henry P. Scalf, of 
Stanville, records that John Spurlock was 
the earliest settler on the site of Prestons­
burg, but the MoWld Builders, part of an 
ancient civilization whose background is all 

but lost to man now, lived in the Big Sandy 
River region. To the Shawnees, the Big 
Sandy was Mich-e-cho-be-ka-sepe, or 
"River of Great Mystery." 

Early white residents of the Big Sandy 
were the Spurlocks, Leslies, Sellards and 
Harmans. The Sellards family traveled a 
long trail from Ireland, reaching America 
in 1732, going to Pennsylvania, then to 
Virginia's Shenandoah Valley and a few 
Y,#!ars later to Walker's Creek in Kentucky, 
where they established homes. The family 
of one of those early settlers, Hezekiah 
Sellards, included five children. One 
daughter, Virginia, was courted by Thomas 
Wiley, but not without objection from her 
father. (Her sister's Elizabeth's courtship 
with Englishman John Borders, after the 
surrender of Cornwallis, had Hezekiah's 
complete approval.) Virginia (Jenny) and 
Thomas were married and built a cabin on 
Walker's Creek, as did John and Elizabeth. 

The story of Jenny Wiley was performed 
as a musical for the first time last year on 
the amphitheater stage in Jenny Wiley 
State Resort Park. This year, "Jenny 
Wiley!" shares the season with four other 
musicals to be presented from JWle 20 
through August 26. 

As legend goes, on a dark, rainy day in 
October 1787, when yoWlg Mrs. Wiley was 
seated at her loom in the cabin, Indians 
attacked. Scalps of three of Jenny's 
children and that of a yoWlger brother were 
taken before her eyes. But the Wiley 
massacre was a tragic mistake-the 
Cherokees thought they were attacking the 
cabin of their bitter enemy, Mathias 
Harman. 

Attention, Miners! "Mrs. Wiley endured Jotal slavery for 
months," wrote Henry Scalf. "Her captors 
brought her to Little Mud Lick in Johnson 
coWlty and set up a permanent camp." 
While in this camp the hardy pioneer 
woman learned that Harman had 
established a blockhouse at the mouth of 
Johns Creek. And then Jenny Wiley began 
to plot her escape. There's more to tell­
and "Jenny Wiley!" tells it well.

Pike, Lawrence 
To See Drilling 
By Columbia 

In its continuing search for 
natural gas in the Appalachian 
area, Columbia Gas Tran­
smission Corporation­
Charleston Group plans to 
spend more than $6.6 million to 
drill approximately 60 wells this 
year in West Virginia, Virginia 
and Kentucky. 

Last year, the company 
completed 35 wells in the three 
states at a cost of more than $2.4 
million. 

John R. Henning, manager of 
production and storage, said the 
company also plans to step up 
gas production by encouraging 
drilling by independent 
producers, assigning by en­
couraging drilling by in­
dependent producers, assigning 
some acreage to independent 
producers and other operators 
and participating in joint 
ventures. 

He said the company is 
planning to drill27 wells in West 
Virginia, 12 in Kentucky and 21 
in Virginia. West Virginia's 
share of the program will be 
$3,018,400, Kentucky's $1,619,000 
and Virginia's $1,987,900. 

In Kentucky drilling is 
planned in Lawrence and Pike 
counties; in West Virginia, 
Jackson, Kanawha, Mingo, 
McDowell, Wyoming, Raleigh 
and Wood counties; in Virginia, 
Buchanan and Dickenson. 

Henning said some of the 
wells have already been drilled 
and some are under way. In 
addition to the drilling 
program, . Columbia Gas 
Transmission plans to install 
25.5 miles of field lines to gather 
gas produced by the wells. The 
lines will cost $529,000. 

The cost of drilling a well to 
an average depth of 4,000 feet in 
the Appalachian area may be 
about $80,000, Henning said. 
From 10 to 14 days are required. 

Drilling is continuing on the 
company's deep test well in 
Mingo county at a depth of more 
than 12,000 feet. It is expected 
the well will penetrate to the 
"basement," a granite layer 
found at depths ranging from 
5,000 to 25,000 feet. The total 
depth of this well is expected to 
be around 17,000 feet, but it 
could be as much as 20,000 feet. 

By the time the drilling bit 
reaches its objective, the cost is 
expected to go over $2 million. 
Data produced by drilling and 
seismographic studies justifies 
deep drilling for additional gM 
reserves, Henning said. The 
drilling of the Mingo county well 
is part of an overall program by 
the Columbia Gas System to 
find large reserves in the Ap­
palachian area. 

Columbia Gas Transmission­
Charleston Group has 3,966 
producing gas wells. These 
wells and the gas purchased 
from local producers' wells 
provide the company and its 
affiliates with about 14 per cent 
of the gas they need. The other 
86 per cent is purchased from 
suppliers in the Southwest.

To Enforce Law 
On Highway Use 

The launching of a program to 
insure that owners of large 
trucks, truck-tractors and buses 
are complying with Federal 
highway use tax laws was 
announced last week by Robert 
J. Dath, district director of 
Internal Revenue for Kentucky. 

Lists of registered truck and 
bus owners will be compared 
with federal highway use tax 
returns to assure that returns 
are being filed and that all 
taxable vehicles are being 
correctly reported, Mr. Dath 
said. Revenue collected by the 
federal government from the 
highway use tax is returned to 
Kentucky and other states to 
help pay the costs of the in­
terstate highway system now 
under construction. 

The tax is imposed on certain 
trucks, truck-tractors, and 
buses that use the public high­
ways. The amount of tax 
depends on a combination of the 
number of axles and weights of 
the vehicles. Generally, the tax 
applies to single unit trucks 
weighing 13,000 pounds or more 
and truck-tractors weighing 
5,500 pounds or more. 

The highway use tax year 
runs from July 1 through the 
following June 30. Owners of 
trucks in use on public high­
ways during July, the IRS said, 
have to file a return by August 
31. Returns also are required 
for vehicles first used on public 
highways after July. 

Mr. Dath said that increasing 
numbers of farmers are 
becoming subject to the tax 
because of the growing use of 
larger vehicles in the 
agricultural industry. 

IRS Publication 349, "Federal 
Use Tax on Trucks, Truck­
Tractors and Buses," furnishes 
detailed information and may 
be obtained by mail or in person 
from IRS offices in Kentucky.

At the request of the ARC, ARH had 
provided the federal agency with a $1.2 
million estimate of the facilities and 
programs required to meet black lung 
needs in the ARH service area.

ARH's application to the ARC would have 
established four cardio-pulmonary centers 
in West Virginia and Eastern Kentucky, 
similar to an existing facility at ARH's 
Beckley, West Virginia community 
hospital.

Only 60 Minutes Drive 

from Dowtown Lexington 

the code was last published in 19ii1. 
The revised code provides for school 

health coordinators to plan, promote and 
carry out school health service programs. 
The school health coordinator then 
develops programs to meet his school's 
needs, Chadwell says. Already five school 
districts have hired fulltime employees as 
coordinators. Other school systems have 
nurses or health and physical education 
teachers to do the job. 

A new section of the code requires school 
districts to include health instruction in the 
curriculum. Instruction should stress 
"timely and local health problems" such as 
alcoholism, drug abuse, personal hygiene, 
accident prevention, family living, en­
vironmental health, nutrition and venera! 
disease. 

Another new section makes school 
districts responsible for requiring pupils 
who participate in strenuous athletic ac­
tivity to be medically examined at the 
beginning of each school year of par­
ticipation or more often if necessary. 

On the othet hand, the old recom­
mendation for fifth and ninth grade pupils 
to undergo complete physical examinations 
has been eliminated. State-approved 
programs of continuous health supervision 
in the schools make elimination of the 
examinations possible, Chadwell says. 

Pupils aren't the only ones affected by 
the School Health Code. Teachers, 
custodians and cafeteria workers are 
required by the code to be medically 
examined upon employment and to be 
tested for tuberculosis each year 
thereafter. "Other school employees" have 
now been added to the list of those required 
to get annual tuberculosis skin tests, 
available at local health departments, and 
be physically examined upon employment. 

Bus drivers' physical examinations are 
now required in accordance with State 
Board of Education regulations pertaining 
to pupil transportation. Formerly, bus 
drivers' examinations met less stringent 
standards of the Division of Tran­
sportation. 

An addition to the code brought about by 
a new law gives local boards of educatiun 
responsibility for adequately controlling 
air pollutants as required by the Kentucky 
Air Pollution Control Commission. 
"Adequate control" includes prohibiting 
open burning of trash and solid waste, using 
incinerators designed to minimize air 
pollution, and controlling the level of fly ash 
and smoke emissions from boilers used for 
space heating at schools. 

Up-to-date immunization certificates 
must now be on file at schools for all pupils 
at all times. Previously, requirements for 
keeping immunization records were less 
strict. The new code indicates that the 
governing body of private and public 
schools shall enforce the provisions of the 
immunization section of the code in ac­
cordance with law.

Highway Official Says Gas Tax 
Increase Saved Some Programs

Frankfort, Ky.-Had the 1972 General 

Assembly rejected the two-cents-per-gallon 
gasoline tax hike, the state Highway 
Department now would be facing financial 
shortages and cutbacks in several road 
building and improvement programs, 
according to Deputy Commissioner Bob 
Bond. 

"Without the added two cents," said 
Bond, "we could not have done much more 
than match Interstate and Appalcahian 
road funds. We would have needed to call 
upon Governor Ford to call a special 
session of the legislature to provide some 
means of financing the road program." 

As an example of the inlpact of the tax 
increase, Bond said the Governor's recent 
$4-million highway resurfacing project 
"would not have been completed, along 
with other commitments, had the levy been 
turned down. 

"The two cents is a sound fiscal approach 
to financing our program," he said, 
"because such tax measures give a built-in 
growth for future years where bond issues 
would have increased debts." 

The original tax bill, as passed by the 
General Assembly, also contains a 
provision allowing one-half cent of the levy 
to be shared with urban areas, beginning 
July 1, 1973. 

"This legislation will not only help local 
governmental agencies to finance their 
programs, but it also helps this department 
because the cities are now able to take on 
more responsibility for maintaining their 
own streets," said Bond. 

Total funds available for sharing are 
expected to reach $9 million in fiscal 1974. 

Another measure inlportant to local 
government will allow the Highway 
Department to enter into agreements with 
municipalities in relocating utilities 
threatened by road construction. 

"These localities have a tremendous 
problem in coming up with the money to 
relocate utilities, and this legislation should 
helo,"· Bond said. 

While much highway legislation was 
passed by the 1972 General Assembly, some 
measures were rejected and Bond said 
these may be reintroduced in 1974. He 
specifically noted bills to standardize ac­
cident reporting forms and to allow the 
department to pay the costs of moving 
engineers and their families. 

''Our engineers feel this bill is very 
critical because, as our highway program 
shifts from place to place, it becomes very 
expensive for employes to relocate their 
families," said Bond. 

He said that, in terms of the state road 
program and other highway legislation, the 
1972 General Assembly responded 
favorably.

Frankfort, Ky .-Mrs. Gail Huecker, 

newly appointed commissioner of Ken­
tucky's Department of Economic Sec1D"ity, 
plans to · give more autonomy to the 
department; local offices in order to 
provide better service to clients. 

"Responsibility and authority haven't 

been delegated to the local offices" in the 
past, she said, with the result that the 
commissioner was making decisions that 
could have been made more quickly at the 
local level. She added, however, ''no 
changes will be made until they can be 
effectively made." 

Mrs. Huecker says she believes "ser-· 
vice" is the name of the game and she 
evidently feels the department's service to 
clients can be improved. 

"We have to look at what we are 
demanding from the client," she said. 
"There is no reason why a person should 
have to make two or more visits to the same 
agency.. The!» should be a closer link 
between (the) public assistance and em­
ployment (b1D"eaus of DES) to get the 
people back in the labor market. We have to 
let one arm know what the other is doing." 

The Department of Economic Sec1D"ity, 
created in 1948, provides a wide range of 
services, including old-age assistance, 
employment service, unemployment in­
surance, aid to dependent children and aid 
to the needy blind.

As a social worker, she is well aware that 
her profession is often criticized, but feels 
much of the criticism is undeserved. She 
claims that many of the people who 
criticize social workers are achially 
complaining about departmental 
b1D"eaucracy and most social service 
departments are not headed by social 
workers. 

She also said people are disgruntled with 
the concept of the welfare system because 
they do not understand it. "There are not 
many abusers," she said. "People can't 
realize that some have a lot more support 
(such as in81D"ance) than others, and don't 
have to fall back on welfare in crisis 
situations. 

"All of us benefit from these programs," 
she added. "You know, public schools are a 
welfare program." 

Although Mrs. Huecker is outspoken (she 
said Gov. Wendell Ford appointed her 
partly because "I've been very vocal in my 
criticism of the department"), she is also 
quite personable. She said she was a little 
awed by the attention she is getting by 
virtue of her position. 

"I couldn't believe it when my secretary 
asked me how I like my coffee," she 
laughed. "I'm used to getting my own 
coffee."

Generally speaking, doctors have always 
been considered intelligent persons, on the 
average. Lately, some folks are wondering, 
since there is among many of them now a 
wide disagreement as to when an individual 
is dead. 

God alone knows when one is spiritually 
dead (unsaved,) but a blind child can tell if 
a person is physically dead. He knows a 
patient is dead only when his condition is 
such that anyone in attendance would call 
the undertaker; moreover, he is not dead 
until then. Whether he or his family have 
signed permits to give his heart or other 
organs to someone needing a transplant has 
nothing to do with it. Sedated patients could 
unintentionally sign their lives away, and 
more than one member of the same family 
have been known to despise another in it. 

Pleas and laws favoring euthanasia 
(mercy killing,) may be signs that this era 
is nearing its close. The recent publicized 
case in Virginia, where one man sued 
surgeons who had removed his brother's 
heart without permit, should spur every 
thinking citizen to action. Our best doctors 
and physicians are opposing the new in­
terpretation that a person is dead when the 
brain ceases to function. Organs must be 
removed before the pulse and heartbeat 
cease. Murder is murder and it cannot be 
called by any other name, even if taking the 
life of one did save that of another in danger 
for want of a transplant. No doubt Congress 
Will soon pass a nationwide law permitting 
medics to determine what constitutes 
death, for apathy marks most opponents to 
evils today. Strange, there was no question 
as to what constitutes death until tran­
splants became possible. We all knew when 
somebody was dead. Now, they insist they 
are dead, once the brain stops functioning. 

A young preacher known to many in this 
county had a motor accident this spring, 
walked into the hospital for minor surgery. 
Something went wrong. He went into a 
coma, remained in the hospital for weeks. 
His aoctors told his wife (from Floyd 
county) he likely could not recover, and 
that if he did, he would always be a human 
"vegetable." Family and congregation 
prayed continuously for him. He now 
recognizes people, is recovering, for life is 
and should remain in the hands of the 
Master Physician.

Sometime back Abby 
reported the no-count son who carried his 
aged father in a basket to the river and 
drowned the old man, regarding it as a 
favor to him. Returning to the house, the 
grandson picked up the basket.

Be careful, 
Doctor, your turn could come some day! 
Here in Appalachia we are fortunate to 
have doctors who value human life.

We remember a paper which we once had 
to prepare in a graduate sociology class in 
college. The title of that paper was "The 
culture of My Community." 

The assignment, to us, was not difficult, 
for we were from East Point, Kentucky, an 
old community of which we were proud 
whose people's lives and undertakings had 
influenced many lives here and elsewhere. 

Several years have passed since we 
prepared the assignment, and we have 
never gotten around to paying tribute to 
some of those people who had such an 
immense influence in the growth and 
development of our community. 

Names, such as MUsic, Auxier, Hager, 
Greer, Johnson, Webb, Ramey, Robinson, 
Moles, Smith, Baldridge, Crider, Burke, 
George, and many more too numerous to 
mention, have all had a part in the growth 
and development of the quiet, peaceful, 
progressive community. 
~st Point, whose post office dates back 

to February 6, 1871 and which was in­
corporated as a town in 1890, once had a 
brick-yard, a tie yard, where crossties were 
shipped to markets elsewhere1• sawmills, a 
blacksmith shop, a water mill, an 
elementary school, several churches, 
several stores, a ticket office for the C & 0 
Railway Company, a doctor's office, the 
Masonic Lodge F &AM 657, one of the oldest 
lodges in the state, and a lodge hall oc­
cupied by the Redmen, as well as the post 
office. 

In addition to agriculture and timbering, 
the most outstanding occupation came to be 
coal mining as many citizens were em­
ployed by the North Easi Coal Company at 
Auxier and the Consolidation Coal Com­
pany at Van Lear, Kentucky. Also, the C&O 
Railway Company employed quite a large 
section crew for maintenance of the 
railway in the area. 

Names connected with the East Point 
post office are, William R. Hager, who 
established the office in 1871, Harmen D. 
Hager, Thomas J. Auxier, William J. 
Conley, Mollie Auxier, Calvin G. Hager, F 
~· Moles, Stonewall Johnson, Frank Moles, 
Laura M. Music, all deceased, and Harry 
H. and Priscilla Hager, retired. These 
people gave many decades of service to the 
people of this area.

"PaDoc," that bemg Dr. lt'rank M. Ramey, 
father of Mr. George L. Ramey, Director of 
Mayo State Vocational School who 
presently occupies the stately Ramey home 
at East Point. It is to Dr. Ramey that many 
of us owe gratitude for services rendered in 
earlier years. Nor can we forget his wife, 
Priscilla P. Ramey, whose outstanding 
church work guided us on right paths when 
we were young. 

Another individual in the field of 
medicine was Dr. Tobe Webb who interned 
and practiced at East Point for a short time 
before moving to the Beaver Creek section 
of Floyd county. 

Another early citizen who served the 
people of our _area well was Samuel M. 
Crider, area blacksmith, whose shop was 
located in East Point, but was later moved 
to the mouth of what we now refer to as 
Crider Branch. Mr. Crider worked in his 
shop and served his fellowmen until he 
neared ninty years of age. 

We have been told of the era before our 
day when a huge general store, operated by 
J.C.B. Auxier stood near the railroad and 
Big Sandy River at East Point where it was 
easily accessible to shipping and receiving 
of goods by steamboat and later by rail. 
Stores were also operated by Lin Spradlin 
and his daughter, Flossie Price, Calvin G. 
Hager, Stonewall Johnson, G. W. Price, 
Jim Smith, T. L. Burke, Frank and Isabelle 
Moles, W. J. Robinson, C. H. Burke, 
Bascom J. Robinson, John Price, and Joe 
Blackburn, all deceased, and by W. A. 
Baldridge, William Drider. Harry H. 
Hager, and W. L. Baldridge, all retired 
except the latter. · 

A dam which supplied water to a mill 
located where the East Point bridge now 
stands was operated by "Daddy" Johil 
Music who ground cornmeal for all the 
residents of his area. The dam served as 
the winter recreational area as it ·was used 
for ice skating, and East Point boasted of 
many excellent skaters. 

East Point was not deprived of legal 
counsel in the early days as Mr. William W. 
Greer was admitted to the bar at Paints­
ville and became widely known for his work 
in this area. He was elected as a member of 
the General Assembly from Johnson 
County in 1897. He had large land holdings 
and operated a wheat threshing machine 
and a cider mill on his farm on Bear 
Hollow. 

The churches of the area were the 
Methodist, Baptist, Church of Christ, and 
Church of God on Little Paint. Early church 
members whose work shall long be 
remembered are: Webster Greer, T. J. 
Music, Mr. and Mrs. Joe Dingus. Mrs. Dora 
Combs, Mrs. Lou Baldridge, G. W. Price, 
David Johnson, John D. Music, Mrs. 
Priscilla Ramey, Mr. and Mrs. Thomas L 
Burke, S. C. Honeycutt, Sally Badgett 
Hager, and Rebecca Hager Baldridge. Of 
course, many more have contributed 
greatly. 

Early educators wei'e Dr. Harmon 
Daniels, Professor John Burke, Joe Dingus, 
Sally B. Hager, Kelly Spears, C. H. Burke, 
Edgar Howell, S. Y. Allen, Verlie Johnson 
Whitten, and Ollie Adams. 

Many citizens contributed to all branches 
of the military in the Civil War, both World 
Wars, the Korean Conflict, and to the 
present day.

I will write about some very rare and 
unique species of birds that are in need of 
special conservation. While these do not 
seem to be in any immediate danger of 
extinction, they are reported as scarcer 
than usual over most of their range. 

THE RAVEN-If any bird deserves to be 
saved from extinction, it is the raven. This 
bird has been known from ancient times 
and has played a great role in both Biblical 
and modern literature. This big, ebony fowl 
was once plentiful in most of Northern 
Europe; it was known on the earth in 
Noah's day. In the eighth chapter of 
Genesis we read where Noah "opened the 
windows of the ark he had made and he sent 
forth a raven which went to and fro, until 
the waters were dried up from the earth." 

game in the air, dropping some object, 
which the others race after to catch in the 
air. They sometimes carry shellfish aloft 
and drop thew on rocks to burst the shells, 
so they can get the good meat. The raven is 
the largest of the perching birds. 

Ravens are highly valuable as 
scavengers. On the western plains they 
hunt for dead jack rabbits or other dead 
animals to eat; in the national parks, they 
hang around the camp sites and hotels to 
eat the refuse and garbage. Ravens never 
destroy crops like the crow sometimes 

day, while it slips languidly through the 
branches of shade trees, capturing the 
insects. Its warble is soft, easy flowing, 
pleasant to the ear. It somehow reminds me 
of the slow unwinding of a musical reel that 
never seems to get completely unwound. 
The warbling vireo is a fine little bird to 
have around the lawn or orchard; he 
protects the trees against many kinds of 
pests. I'm sorry to report that this bird 
seems headed for extinction unless it is 
given more adequate protection.

Farmer Certification 
Set-Aside Payments 

Farmer certification is the essential step 
preceding set-aside payments to producers 
participating in the U. S. Department of 
Agricultural 1972 set-eside programs for 
corn, according to Harry T. Hill, chairman 
of the county ASC committee. He urged 
farmers who have questions about cer­
tification to call or come by the Floyd 
county ASCS Office. "It's important that a 
farmer know exactly what he is certifying 
before he signs his name,'' said Mr. Hill. 

Farmers should certify the first two 
weeks in June to be eligible to receive their 
payment soon after July 1. Certification 
may be made as soon as possible after a 
farmer has his corn planted or if none will 
be planted and knows he is in compliance 
with the programs. 

As soon as a producer certifies, the 
county ASCS office begins processing the 
data for payment which will be made soon 
after July 1. While it speeds payment to get 
certification in early, producers should also 
remember that mistakes can be costly. 
Once certification is made no acreage 
adjustment can be made. A farmer has to 
be in compliance with program regulations 
when he certifies. "That's why we're urging 
producers to call or come by it they're not 
sure about what is required for cer­
tification," Mr. Hill said.

Bids on Carr Fork Reservoir 
Held $1.5 Million Too High 

Bids running as much as $1.5 million over 
the government estimate for the con­
struction of the long-awaited Carr Fork 
Lake in Knott county have been rejected by 
the Army Corps of Engineers. 

The rejection, and consequent read­
vertisement of work for the flood control 
and recreation project above Hazard will 
not mean, however, a setback for the 
project, according to W. H. Cheesman, 
head of the construction branch of the 
Louisville supply division of the Corps. He 
said that the dam still is expected to be 
completed in the summer or fall of 1974. 

The bids on the dam and spillway project 
were rejected after being opened May 23, 
but it was not learned such action had been 
taken until a notice to prospective bidders 
concerning the readvertisement of work 
was received in the mail last week. 

Cheesman said that all five bids sub­
mitted for the project had been rejected by 
the Corps on the basis of the lowest bid 
being $1.5 million over the government 
estimate. 

The new bid invitation carries a deadline 
of July 3 and bids will be opened about July 
12. Contract awards and construction 
usually follow about four to six weeks after 
the opening. Cheesman said he expected 
construction to start within 10 days after 
the low bidder receives notice to proceed. 

The lowest of the rejected bids was 
submitted by Oman Construction Co., Inc., 
Nashville, Tenn., for $3,699,432.05. Other 
bidders were: Codell Construction Co., 
Winchester, Ky., $3,813,601.50; G. B. and 
Y., Inc., London, Ky., $3,846,521.30; Peter 
Kiewit and Sons Co., Cleveland, Ohio, 
$3,911,705.00; and Farrell Construction Co., 
Memphis, Tenn., $4,287,329.00. 

The Carr Fork Lake project has been 
involved in controversy since ground was 
broken for the outlet works in April1966. At 
that time there was speculation that the 
reservoir might fail to do its intended job­
protect Hazard and other towns against 
flooding. The outlet works, including 
drainage and operational facilities were 
completed in 1968 at a cost of nearly $20 
million. Then work was stopped except for 
a road relocation program. 

During the early stages of development 
basin dwellers leveled complaints that they 
were being forced from their homes with 
nowhere to go because they did not know 
the locations of the new roads. But most of 
the fears and speculation were dispelled 
last March when it was announced that bids 
were being sought and that the dam and 
lake would be built as planned at a total 
cost of $32.8 million. 

It was also said at that time that the 
project was running about a year behind 
schedule but that it was considered 68 per 
cent complete because of construction of 
the outlet works and new roads and high­
ways. 

The location of the dam is 8.8 miles abo If 
the mouth of the Carr Fork, a tributary of 
the North Fork of the Kentucky River, and 
about 16 miles upstream of Hazard.
