No official estimate of the damage was 
available but the loss, it is believed, will run 
into several thousands of dollars. The loss 
was insured. 

A torch made of rags soaked in kerosene 
or gasoline was found on the charred desk 
of Ronald Hager, school principal, and this 
is believed to have triggered the blaze 
which reportedly was accompanied by an 
explosion. 

Windows of the office at the front of the 
• building had been broken, and the torch 

presumably was tossed inside after some 
type of imflammable had been sprinkled 
inside. Firemen said they smalled kerosene 
around the windows. 

School officials were puzzled by the 
terrific heat created during the few 
minutes the fire raged. The fire was 
discovered by Prestonsburg policemen and 
within a matter of minutes had been ex­
tinguished by firemen . The clock in the 
office had stopped at 10:55. 

The heat was so great that the dial of the 
office safe partially melted. Believed 
ruined beyond repair were the office clock, 

.. public address system, desk chairs and 
· some school records. Permanent records, 
however, were in the safe. The educational 
TV system installed at the school last year

Dewey Drawdown 
To Begin Nov. 6 

Plans for the annual drawdown of four 
lakes in eastern Kentucky and western 
Virginia, in preparation for the flood 
season, were announced last week by the 
Army Corps of Engineers. 

Major 0. K. Hill, acting District 
Engineer, said lake levels would be lowered 
at Dewey, Grayson and Fishtrap Lakes in 
Kentucky, and at John W. Flannagan 
Reservoir in Virginia. 

All are in the Big Sandy River basin 
except Grayson Lake which is in the Little 
Sandy basin. 

Major Hill explained that Corps:.Operated 
lakes serve a variety of purposes including 
flood control, recreation, fish and wildlife 
enhancement, low-flow augmentation and, 
at some projects, water supply. 

The lakes, he said, are raised during the 
summer to increase recreation benefits, 
and then are lowered in the fall to provide 
increased storage space for anticipated 
heavy runoff. 

Hill gave the following drawdown 
schedule. 

Dewey Lake will be lowered five feet, 
beginning November 6; Grayson, eight 
feet, drawdown has already begun; 
Fishtrap, 32 feet, drawdown has begun; 
Flannagan will be lowered 16 feet and 
drawdown has begun. 

The winter pool of each lake is expected 
to be reached about December 1. All lakes 
will be returned to summer level next 
spring. 

The suit accuses the company of wilful 
and gross negligence in maintaining a 
hazardous condition on the highway at the 
mouth of Katy Friend. Road construction is 
being done there. It was claimed that the 
condition of the roadway caused the victim 
to lose control of his car and to throw it 
against a tank truck owned by the defen­
dant.

The claim for damages 
grows out of the operation by Adams of a 
rock, gravel and asphalt plant on property 
adjacent to the Frazier land and residence. 

Plaintiffs allege their home has been 
damaged $15,000 by blasting done by the 
company, $5,000 by dust which penetrated 
the residence, and $25,000 by refusal of 
defendant to provide drainage for two 
streams which naturally flow through their 
land and are backed up in time of rainfall 
by the fill made by the company. 

In addition to the total of $45,000 com­
pensatory damages asked, plaintiffs seek 
$25,000 punitive damages.

Board Raises 
Garth School 
Cost Estimate 

The Floyd County Board of Education 
last Saturday accepted the apparent low 
bid of $318,300 submitted by the Daniel 
Engineering and Construction Co., Ver­
sailles, Ky., on construction of the lun­
chroom<lassroom addition to the Betsy 
Layne elementary school. 

The new construction, which will include 
six classrooms, a limchroom and a library, 
will replace a building which was destroyed 
by fire. Five firms offered bids ranging 
from the apparent low to a high of 
$362,225.84. 

On a future construction project, the 
addition to the Garth Vocational School, the 
board of education authorized the 
superintendent to notify the Division of 
Buildings and Grounds that the board 
desires a revision of the estimate on the 
work from $250,500 to $335,400. A parking 
area and additional fixtures and equipment 
will be made possible by a revision in the 
cost estimate, it was said. Advertising for 
bids will await completion of plans by 
George Lee Shannon, architect. 

Also approved by the board was a change 
order providing for the purchase and in­
stallation of air-conditioning equipment for 
the new Martin school addition. 

After the Prestonsburg elementary 
school's PTA has proposed to supply 
volunteer labor for installation, the board 
voted to ask for bids on fluorescent lights 
for the school to take the place of old and 
inadequate incandescent lighting. 
Preswnably, the installation work will be 
done by electrician-members of the PTA. 
The cost of the lights is estimated in excess 
of $5,000. 

An order was entered declaring that an 
emergency exists at the Wheelwright 
football field because of defective lighting, 
and the purchase and installation of new 
lights will be done without the usual bid­
ding. The board approved the lease of the 
old and unused Science building at 
Maytown tO the Maytown Baptist Chapel at 
the rate of $1 per year. Superintendent 
Clark, as is his custom in leasing unused 
school property to churches at token rental, 
paid the dollar. The church will be 
responsible for insurance and main­
tenance. The $25 bid of Bill Ramey for the 
abandoned Dickeytown school building was 
accepted. 

Other items of business: 
Approved the new teachers' salary 

schedule (see seaprate story); transferred 
Otha Hopkins from the Martin school to 
Maytown, employed Yvonne Mosley as her 
replacement at Martin; employed Linda 
Kay Setser as temporary replacement in 
Prestonsburg high school for Betty Dale;

Oct 21 Patriotic March Here 
Answer to TV 'Protesters' 

Three years ago this month Marcella 
Bailey, of Langley, sat before her television 
and mused over some of the unpatriotic 
upheave! on the evening news: . 

And she decided to do somethmg about 1t. 
"It always made me really mad," said 

Mrs. Bailey. "The television always 
presented the bad image of kids-kids 
rebelling and marching against the war, 
never the kids who are really patriotic to 
their country. 

"So I asked myself 'As a housewife what 
can I do?' There had to be something I 
could do in my own way." 

Once the inspiration was there, the 
method of accomplishment was not long in 
coming-an annual Red, White and Blue 
Parade in Prestonsburg the Saturday 
before Veterans' Day to honor patriotic 
citizens as well as veterans. 

Mrs. Bailey, a veteran's daughter and 
wife (her father having served in World 
War I, her husband in World War II) is 
looking forward to Oct. 21, the date of the 
third annual Red, White and Blue Parade. 

"To start off the festivities, we have a 
flag-raising ceremony at 11 a.m., followed 
by a Bible reading and prayer," Mrs. 
Bailey said. "And then the parade!" 
·Floyd, Johnson, Knot and Pike counties 

will have floats and units in the parade 
which will be headed by a young boy 
carrying an open Bible. 

"We need God above everything else," 
explained Mrs . Bailey. "God first, then 
country." 

Speaking of the country, the second 
parade attraction is a high school girl 
dressed as the Statue of Liberty-the first 
representation of America that a foreigner 
sees when entering the country through 
New York. 

And after that, Uncle Sam himself. 

Behind Madame Liberty and Uncle Sam 
come the veterans.

"And 
we hope some day to involve veterans on a 
nationwide scale." 

The idea of the parade becoming a 
nationwide affair is not as far-fetched as it 
may seem. Ten thousand people attended 
the first parade in 1970 and festivities. An 
estimated 25,000 were on hand last year. 

Its prominence has grown even more 
through the efforts of Mrs. Bailey. Earlier 
in the year, she contacted both President 
Nixon and ex-astronaut John Glenn. Both 
were unable to attend, but replied with 
praise and encouragement. 

"President Nixon and Glenn were 
committed on the date of the parade, but 
both sent really nice and commending 
letters," said Mrs. Bailey. "And the 
President is -sending a representative." 

Other national recognition is also 
evident. Armed service bases in neigh­
boring states, that were not notified of this 
year's parade, have asked to be included in 
future years and letters of approval are 
received nationwide. 

But the parade is not all-there's more. 
"We have a real outstanding beauty 

pageant," said Mrs. Bailey, "crowning 
both a Miss Red, White and Blue and a 
Junior Miss Red, White and Blue."

Signs of a strange Indian 
custom can be found along 
Paint Creek in Morgan and 
Johnson counties. 

Lost for the most part in an 
unfathomable past, the history .kinWxvJ.y<Wsfi!k:wiml polluti<m.Jl>da\: 
of the Paint Creek Indians in-
cludes legends of ancient tribal 
ceremonies and rites. Here, for 
some unknown reason, the 
Indians peeled great sections of 
bark from trees along the creek, 
and used red and black pigment 
to paint pictures on the bark and 
tree trunks. 

In Johnson county's Barn 
Rock section, a West Virginia 
native who researches Indian 
lore as a hobby has reported the 
remains of a sizable Indian 
village. 

Barn Rock itself, located on 
the Lonzo Skaggs farm, is 63 
feet long and 37 feet wide. 

Skaggs once used the space 
beneath the rock for a rnillhouse 
and black smith shop. 

At one time or another, the 
rock shelter has served as a 
school house, church, pig lot 
and as a place for curing 
tobacco .. 

Scientists have long puzzled 
over the origin of the 
mysterious mounds which dot 
the Eastern United States. Now, 
archeologists believe Ashland's 
Central Park mounds are the 
remains of the Mound Builders' 
civilization. 

Similar earthen structures 
once dotted the Ashland area, 
lending credence to the belief 
that here once was a large 
settlement or 1pn c:UY. The 
mounds are approximately 15 
feet in diameter and four feet 
high. 

The psychic Edgar Cayce 
once said the Mound Builders 
were natives of AUantis who left 
that ill-fated continent during 
its last days and came to 
America by way of Yucatan. 

The state is now listing and 
researching these features of 
Kentucky's Indian heritage.

Sleeping 
and Breathing 
Sleeping can be a hazardous 

activity. Especially for certain 
patients with severe lung 
disease who take sleeping pills. 

The chief function of our lungs 
is to deliver oxygen and remove 
carbon dioxide from the blood. 
When we sleep, though, our 
breathing changes. The oxygen 
level in our blood drops. Carbon 
dioxide increases. This tilt in 
the balance of gases in the blood 
happens to everyone during 
sleep. But people with severe 
respiratory disease already 
have this imbalance of blood 
gases even when they are 
awake. Does sleeping cause an 
even greater tilt? 

Until recently, no one had 
explored this question. But Dr. 
Benjamin Interiano of the 
University of Rochester 
Medical Center conducted 1 

experiments with patients with 
severe lung disease as well as 
those with heart disease and 
others with obesity problems. 
The comparisons during sleep 
were surprising. 

Dr. Interiano found that 
during sleep obese patients had 
drastic drops in oxygen levels, 
allnjjlt'fqur times greater than 
that W normal sutijei!tst.f!lroJ' 
for patients with congestive 
heart failure were abnost as 
great. Both could profit from 
oxygen therapy at night. But 
among patients with severe 
respiratory disease, changes iii 
blood gas levels during sleed 
were not much different from 
normal subjects. 

Nobody knows why, but Dr. 
lnteriano speculates that an 
unknown protective mechanism 
prevents further imbalance of 
blood gases in respiratory 
patients while they are asleep. 
Curiously enough, the 
protective mechanism can be 
blocked by taking sleeping 
pills. Some effect from the pills 
causes a precipitous drop in 
oxygen levels and a rise in 
carbon dioxide. With such 
patients, taking the pills may 
cauae serious complications.

This is another old saying that inspired a 
wonderful spiritual commentary for me:

Nearing Opening Stage Here Attention, Miners! 
Decentralization of all educational 

processes in the Eastern Kentucky counties 
which comprise Region 11 is scheduled to 
begin next Monday, Charles Clark, 
superintendent of Floyd county schools, 
and chairman of the Region 11 board of 
~ectors, said this week. 

The region is one of 17 established in 
conformance with a plan by Supt. of Public 
Instruction Lyman Ginger to form the 
Regional Organization for providing 
Educational Services (ROPES) in Ap­
palachian counties with the help of Ap­
palachian Regional Commission funds . 

Dr. Ginger has envisioned ROPES and its 
regional offices as a means of facilitating 
the operation of all facets of public 
education under local offices, bringing 
education closer to the people it is intended 
to serve. Supt. Clark described the effort as 
"moving the educational mountain to the 
public Mahomet." 

Superintendents of the 11 counties 
initially form the board of control but later 
laymen, representatives of community 
colleges and vocational schools will be 
added: Each of the 17 regions will have an 
educational generalist as director and a 
vocational specialist as assistant director.

Seven Convictions 
In District Court 
Cited by Attorney 

Eugene E. Siler, Jr., U. S. attorney for 
the Eastern District of Kentucky, disclosed 
last week the following convictions in 
federal court at Pikeville during the week: 

Richard Ruey Adkins, Rockhouse, 
charged with operating an illegal moon­
shine distillery, two years; Vickie Jo 
Napier, Huntington, W. Va., transporting 
stolen car in interstate commerce, one year 
and one day (suspended), three years 
probation; Wade Shepherd, Magoffin 
county, operating illegal moonshine 
distillery, one year and one day, 
(suspended), three years probation; Jesse 
Pittman, Booneville, possession of firearm 
by convicted felon, two years to begin at 
expiration of state sentence; Ike Webb, 
Neon, illegal possession of explosives, one 
year (suspended), two years probation; 
Chester Honeycutt, Neon, illegal possession 
of explosives, one year (suspended), two 
years probation; Ira Lester, Little Beaver 
Coal Co., FedsCreek, Ky., illegal storing of 
explosives, $250 fine, plus court costs. 

The U.S. court for the Eastern District of 
Kentucky, Pikeville Division, ordinarily 
has jurisdiction over cases arising in Floyd, 
Pike, Letcher, Magoffin, Johnson, Martin 
and Knott counties. 

A federal jury at Pikeville last Friday 
returned a verdict of guilty against two 
men charged with trafficking in stolen 
explosives. The two, Charles Ott Stafford, 
also known as Harold French Stamper, and 
Thomas Shepard, allegedly were dealing in 
large quantities of explosives stolen from 
powder magazines at various mines in the 
Kentucky and West Virginia area. 

Both men were also convicted of tran­
sporting explosives in interstate commerce 
after having been convicted of a felony. 
Shepard had previously been convicted of 
interstate theft and Stafford had been 
convicted of transporting a stolen 
automobile across state lines. 

A third defendant is still at large. These 
convictions grew out of a stolen explosives 
ring involving $150,000 worth of stolen 
goods. Stafford and Shepard face prison 
terms of up to 50 years each.

Are you aware of the fact that the present Board of 
Education has accepted the recommendations made by 
the Kentucky Dept. of Education during the facilities 

survey in May, 1971? ••• 
The Recommendations related to Division No.5 are on Page 72, Section E, en­
titled, "Priorities For Capital Outlay Expenditures," and I quote: 

"1. Construction of Phase II at Beaver Creek High School ... " 

"3. Rehabilitation of existing facilities at Garrett, Wayland, and Maytown 
for elementary use on an INTERIM Basis. Eventual construction of a single 
center to consolidate these three schools should be considered." 

"6. Addition of classrooms at Charles Clark Elementary should increase 
pupil capacity to approximately 700. This should relieve crowding at Prestons­
burg and facilitate consolidation of small substandard facilities." 

"8. Construction of an elementary school in the same general area at Beaver 
High School to consolidate Garrett, Wayland, Lackey, and part of Maytown 
pupils in a single center." 

STATEMENTS BY ED OUSLEY REGARDING THE ABOVE RECOM­
MENDATIONS: 

No. 1. I am in favor of Phase II but think it should also include an athletic •! 
field for football, track, etc. 

Nos. 3 and 8. I believe in the rehabilitation of Garrett, Maytown and Wayland 
elementary systems, but on a permanent rather than INTERIM Basis. I do not 
believe in the consolidation of these institutions. It is my opinion that it would 
cost the taxpayers less money for rehabilitation and would allow these com­
munities to keep their neighborhood elementary program. I do not believe that 
transporting 6-yr.-old children from the head of Steele's Creek, Stone Coal or 
Rock Fork to Eastern is feasible. 

No. 6. I do not believe in the expansion of Charles Clark Elementary. We 
have an excellent neighborhood school. Increasing the enrollment increases the 
problem and you lose the teacher-pupil contact so vital to a child's education.

'A Serious National Problem' 

Dr. Allen To Speak Three Mines Listed 
For Daily Inspection 

The district office of the U. S. Bureau of 
Mines at Pikeville, announced last week 
that it has initiated its Winter Alert 
Program which will extend from October 1 
through March 31 next year.

The National Education Association 
(NEA) released a report last week labeling 
the unemployment of a record 111,000 
schoolteachers "a serious national 
problem." And in Kentucky the state's 
director of teacher education and cer­
tification revealed that the number of 
unemployed teachers has almost doubled 
from last year. 

Dr. Sidney Simandle said in Frankfort 
that more than 1000 Kentucky teachers, 
including recent college graduates as well 
as teachers who have moved into the state, 
have reported they are still seeking em­
ployment. 

At the same time Simandle noted that 
"we still have great shortages in such areas 
as elementary education, special 
education, mathematics, science, and 
industrial arts-but these unemployed 
teachers are not trained to teach in these 
areas." 

Commenting on the problem, Dr. J. M. 
Dodson, Kentucky Education Association 
(KEA) executive secretary, said Ken­
tucky's number of unemployed teachers 
would not be as large as it is this year ifthe 
1972 General Assembly had funded a KEA-

"" backed law that would allow teachers to 
retire without financial penalty after 30 
years of teaching. 

"Many teachers were looking forward to 
the funding of the 30-year retirement law 
so they could retire early," Dodson said. 
"This would have opened up a number of 
teaching positions throughout the state." 

The 30-year retirement law was passed 
but not funded by the 1970 General 
Assembly. Governor Wendell Ford's 1972 
budget bill delayed funding of the law until 
the 1974 session of the legislature. 

In Washington, D. C., NEA president 
Catharine Barrett announced she has 
written President Nixon, Democratic 
presidential nominee Senator George 
McGovern, and members of Congress to 
use their influence "to help transform a 
serious national problem-the unem­
ployment of a record 111,000 school 
teachers-into an unprecedented op­
portunity for the nation's nearly 50 million 
public school students." 

Mrs. Barrett said the large supply of 
qualified teachers, many of whom now 
"must mark time while education 
deteriorates, can and should bP utili7o-l in 
bolstering and improving educatiior.. 

She added she is confident she speaks for 
NEA's 1.2 million members "in deploring 

• the waste of talent in a field closely ties to 
the well-being of our nation's children and 
to the welfare of all A nerica." 

"While qualified persons search un­
successfully for teaching jobs," she wrote, 
"the birthright of children-a good 
ed~~'"'ltion-remains in serious jeopardy. 
M .... y teaching and support positions have 
been eliminated. Subjects like art, music, 
and physical education, frequently the keys 
to academic or occupational success, have 
been casualties of 'economy measures.' In 
some schools the sizes of reading, 
mathematics, English, and other classes, 
including elementary school classes, are 
unmanageable.'' 

There would be no teacher surplus, Mrs. 
Barrett asserted, if all schools were 
brought up to even minimum acceptable 
standards of staffing and programs. In 
fact, she said, there would be a shortage 
this year of 660,000 teachers, a recent NEA 
survey indicated. 

Only with a much greater financial 
contribution by the federal government can 
there be substantial improvement of all the 
schools, she told federal leaders. NEA has 
proposed that the federal contribution be 
increased from the present 7 percent to one­
third of the education dollar by 1976. 

In Kentucky, said the State Department 
of Education's Dr. Sidney Simandle, there 
are some practical considerations that tend 
to qualify the seriousness of the problem 
and tl•t! pusstble solutions. 

For many years, he explained, Kentucky 
colleges and universities graduated more 
individuals trained to teach than were 
needed to fill available vacancies. 
However we ended up with a shortage each 
year because so many of these graduates 
went to some other state to teach, or into 
business and industry, because of the 
higher salaries available." 

Now, many outo{)f-state teaching jobs and 
business-industry opportunities have been

eliminated because of the recent economic 
downtown, Simandle said, "and these 
people are being placed in th Kentucky 
teaching job market." 

The problem is compounded, he said, 
because so many of these graduates with 
primary career goals in business and in­
dustry have college majors in such areas as 
psychology, sociology, and economics 
(wher.e there is practically no demand) or 
in history, social studies, or English (where 
there is a great oversupply). 

The NEA research report listed these 
assignments as most frequently mentioned 
as having an oversupply of applicants, in 
this order: social studies, English language 
arts, men teachers of health and physical 
education, elementary school teachers, 
foreign languages, women teachers of 
health and physical education, home 
economics, business education, and art. 

There is still a general low supply of 
applicants for some assignments, the 
report disclosed. These include special 
education; trade, industrial, vocational, 
and technical education; industrial arts; 
special assignments in remedial reading, 
speech correction, and the like; special 
assignments for the educationally disad­
vantc::ged; libraries, and mathematics. 

The NEA report also pointed out that 
fewer new positions than in the past are 
being added and that there is a lower turn­
over of experienced teachers. This has 
resulted, in many instances, in the em­
ployment of beginning teachers with more 
than the minimum requirements for a 
position. 

Dr. Ralph Allen, son of Mr. and Mrs.

DO WE HAVE AN ELECTRIC POWER

country's strongest electric utility system. 
We have entirely adequate generating 
capacity, including ample reserves, with 
more capacity under construction.

To Stock Big Trout 
In Lake Tailwaters 

Some of the largest rainbow trout ever 
stocked by the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources will be 
released next week. 

The agency reported that 600 adult 
rainbow trout weighing about three pounds 
each will be stocked in three streams and 
the tailwaters of Cumberland Lake. 

The hatchery-reared trout, measuring 
about 18-20 inches in length, are in the 
vicinity of three years old. 

Some 300 of the cold-water game fish are 
scheduled for release in the Cumberland 
River below Wolf Creek Dam. The other 300 
will be divided equally among Cane Creek 
in Laurel county and Beaver and Rock 
Creeks in McCreary county. 

The 600 trout will be trucked from the 
Wytheville, Virginia; federal fish hatch­
ery, where they have_ served as brood 
fish. 

TI1e Fish and Wildlife Department has 
stocked around 300,000 rainbow trout this 
year. Normally, however, the trout 
average around one-third pound each. 

When the stocking season ends next 
month, the Department's specially­
equipped, refrigerated trucks will have 
transported approximately 325,000 of the 
smaller-sized trout for release into various 
streams and impoundments around 
Kentucky.

Williams Suggests 
Historical Society 
Honor Vance, Henry 

"I challenge the Big Sandy Valley 
Historical Society to erect monuments to 
tw" <~f its most symbolic characters, Old 
Abner Vance and John Henry," said Big 
Sandy native, Dr. Cratis D. Williams, dean 
<~f the graduate school of Appalachian State 
University, at the fall meeting in Wayne, 
West Virginia, last week of the historical 
society. 

Dr. Williams explained why he chose the 
tw•1 heroes for monuments. Abner Vance, 
he said, was one of the staunch men of the 
church on the Abingdon, Virginia, frontier 
in the early 1800's. He was a fine preacher 
and hymn writer and passed the muse of 
sacred song down the western watersheds 
of Appalachia. Abner Vance was also a 
forefather of the Hatfields of West Virginia 
and Kentucky. 

And why John Henry? Because, 
Professor Williams said, John Henry is the 
beautiful folk and culture hero who grew 
out of the pioneer violence and struggle of 
the ·last century. Specifically, he evolved 
out of the tragic steel-driving and mining 
character of John Hardy, who ran into 
trouble and crime and was hanged in Welch 
West Virginia, in 1894. ' 

For background to his challenge Dr. 
Williams developed the thesis that Ap­
palachian culture rested on the matrix of 
its oral literature and language. Our oral 
literature, he said, began in Britain with its 
rich traditions in the arts, literature, 
dances and games. These traditions·were 
brought to America and have imbued us 
with the love of the arts and humanities to 
the present. 

By language he said, "I mean the older 
dialects of England and Scotland, the poetic 
speech ,,f our forefathers, and the very 
s11unds 11f our language, once British and 
n• 'W changed and m 1dified to make our rich 
and graphic English-American speech and 
vncabulary." 

Tli e next meeting of the historical society 
will be held in the First Presbyterian 
C: urch at Catlettsburg, N•1vember 4.

Final Black Lung Regulations 
To Help Many Denied Benefits

Final regulations for the implementation 
of the Black Lung Benefits Act of 1972 have 
been published, Daryl Ratliff, district 
manager, announced last week. 

The Black Lung Benefits Act of 1972 
amended the Black Lung Benefits program 
enacted as part of the Federal Coal Mine 
Health and Safety Act of 1969. 

The new regulations contain a number of 
changes made as a result of discussion 
with, and comments received from, in­
terested parties on proposed regulations 
previously issued on September 2. Included 
are changes to clarify the criteria for 
evaluating claims consistent with the 
JX"Ovisions and intent of the new law. Other 
changes were made to provide assurance 
that claimants' rights are fully protected in 
the administration of the program. 

Ratliff said that the new regulations will 
result in favorable action on many of the 
almost 10,000 claims that could not be paid 
under the old law or have been filed since 
the new law was passed. 

Processing of claims previously turned 
down has begun, Ratliff said, with 
payments already started on a first group 
of cases having enough evidence to show 
that they are eligible. Ratliff emphasized,

however, because of the very large number 
of claims that must be re-examined under 
the new law and regulations, it will take 
several months to get the necessary 
evidence on many of the previously denied 
claims. In most cases, benefits payable will 
be retroactive to the month in which the 
claim was first filed; in some, as far back 
as January 1970. 

These claims will be processed under the 
more liberal interim rules in the 
regulations for handling the backlog of 
claims that were denied under the old law 
and any new claims filed before July 1, 
1973. This is the date responsibility for new 
claims under the program shifts from the 
Social Secuirty Administration to the 
Department of Labor.
