How much 1<1oyd county will receive 
from federal revenue sharing remains in 
the unknown quantity category, but 
whatever the amount is it may be expended 
on two projects. 

County Judge Henry Stumbo said last 
eek he will recommend to the fiscal court 

that the funds be spent on getting the 
county's solid waste disposal system 
working and on repairs of the courthouse 
which continues to suffer rain damage from 
leaky roof. 

Repair of the courthouse must be done, 
he said, and he considers the waste disposal 
system a top priority. A suit has been filed 
by the fiscal court against Akers & Akers, 
contractors on construction of the cour­
thouse, in an effort to fix the responsibility 
of the sub-contractors on the roofing job, 
but the case has not been heard in circuit 
court and the condition of the roof won't 
wait. 

Spindletop's solid waste disposal study 
has been completed, but its final report to 
• e fiscal court will not be made till Dec. 8. 
Advertising of waste collection franchises 
may be expected soon after that date. 

Full details of the waste collection plan 
will not be known until Spindletop's report 
is made. Joseph E. McCauley, executive 
director of the Big Sandy Area Develop­
ment District, said last week that Pike 
county's pilot waste disposal program has 
been fully developed by Spindletop and that 
bids have already been asked on fran­
chising collection services. He said the Pike 
system should be in operation within a 
month.

A Floyd county man who is credited with 
being the one individual most responsible 
for prodding the U. S. Corps of Engineers 
into action in an attempt to save Fishtrap 
Reservoir in Pike county from death by 
siltation says Dewey Lake is also doomed 
unless immediate action is taken. 

Bradis Goble, of Sugar Loaf, Jiear here, 
retired ranger for the Corps of Engineers, 
said this of the lake: 

"I'm really worried about Dewey, 
because of the new strip mines moving into 
the John Creek reservoir area. What has 
happened to Fishtrap will surely happen to 
Dewey unless immediate action is taken." 

The Courier-Journal in a recent feature 
by David Stevens, staff writer, claimed 
that in the Big Sandy nver basin Pound 
Reservoir is already dead of acid-water 
pollution, Fishtrap is dying of coal-laden 
silt, and that both John Flannagan and 
Dewey face potential trouble.

The Corps of Engineers has tightened up 
on mining in the Fishtrap watershed and 
has gone into U. S. district court against 
one coal company. But one of its spokesmen 
has admitted that the plight of the lake may 
be hopeless. 

Meanwhile, in the Johns Creek watfr­
sbed, upstream from Dew<.) La ~. 
numerous surface mines are operating. A 
Jenny Wiley State Park Manager said, 
more than a year ago, that he personally 
counted 60 such mines in the Johns Creek 
watershed. 

A Corps of Engineers spokesman told The 
Times, a few months ago, that there was 
no evidence of Dewey Lake silting. If there 
has been any serious study of the situation 
there, it has not been publicized. The 
stream and the lake created by its dam­
ming are murky to muddy without heavy 
rainfall. 

Goble, the retired ranger, bought for the 
Corps of Engineers most of the land 
acquired for Fish trap Reservoir. He said 
that when he returned to the lake as a 
ranger two years ago he found mine roads 
to mines on almost every hill. 

"It's the most degraded lake in the 
country," he said of Fishtrap. 

The dams creating the four lakes were 
built as flood control projects at a cost of 
$83 million .

Court Action 
Stays Change 
In Old Road 

Highway construction work which would 
in any way change the old county road on 
Katy Friend Branch of Middle Creek, in the 
vicinity of the junction of the new four-lane 
US 23 and the Mountain Parkway (KY 114) 
at the mouth of Katy Friend was halted 
Friday morning by restraining order 
granted by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley. 

The temporary injunction was asked by 
heirs of the Hiram Harris estate, whose 
land holdings are on the east side of Katy 
Friend and which have been served by the 
old county road. Two other property­
owners, Wayne McCarty and Donald 
Stambaugh, joined in the suit. 

Named as defendants in the action are 
the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the 
Department of Highways, Dr. Geroge P. 
Archer, Edward C. Music, Archer-Music 
Enterprises, Inc., Tommy Ruth and the 
Kentucky Road Oiling Company, con­
tl'a'Ctt>l on US '23 construction. 

Pointing out that the highway depart­
ment plans called for an access by which all 
the plaintiffs could reach the Mountain 
Parkway, the complaint asking a 
restraining order contends that Tommy 
Ruth and the Kentucky Road Oiling 
Company, acting under purported orders of 
the Department of Highways and at the 
instance and direction of Dr. Archer and 
Mr. Music, are attempting to alter the old 
road in such a way that plaintiffs will have 
no access to the Mountain Parkway and 
that their property will, in effect, be taken 
without any compensation. They also allege 
that the "sole and real" purpose for the 
attempt to alter the road is to improve 
property· owned by Archer, Music and 
Ruth. 

Plaintiffs also point out that the old 
county road has been in use more than 50 
years and that the Floyd fiscal court has 
never entered an order authorizing its 
closing or alteration. Some of the road has

attractiveness, await warmer days before it again is used. 

A structure which may be distinctly Appalachian, it is found in some sections uf 
Eastern Kentucky on the grounds of family cemeteries. 

Fairly common in parts of Knott and Letcher counties, these buildings are usually 
constructed in rectangular fashion of wood, are roofed but open at the sides. The 
meeting place and cemetery are enclosed by a wooden fence. 

In a sense "all-weather," they may be used for funeral services for a deceased 
family member, despite foul weather, but their use is mainly seasonal-usually when 
the winds that blow through the latticework are balmy. 

Their primary purpose seems to be to serve as a location for the yearly me !II' ,rial 
service commonly held by some families. At these ceremonies, family members and 
kin gather, many travelling from places like Ohio, Michigan, and Indiana, to hurH•r all 
those buried on the grounds, some dead 50 years or longer.

A aew law affecting mobDe borne parks 
1r11 passed and had an eftective date of 
Julf 1, 72. The law ttlelf I. general in 
outline so the law speclfles that the specitic 
nplations for the enforcement of the law 
II left to the agency responsible for en­
forcement. 

The point Ia that it takes some time for 
the regulations to be approved. As of this 
date, Nov. 6, 72, I assume that only a ten­
tative draft of the regulations are 
avaUable to the public, as on my inquiry to 
the office of Gov. WendeD Ford, only a 
tentative draft (MRP-1, RE: Mobile Home

I formally applied for a building permit 
at Pikevllle Health Dept. on Sept. 28, 72. 
Since I could not get any satisfaction on 
when or If my application would be acted 
upon, I wrote a letter of protest to Gov. 
Ford on Oct. 23. 

My application wbicb could have been 
mailed from Pikeville office to Frankfort 
on Oct. 4, 72 was received in Frankfort Oct. 
11, 72. The Plumbing Program bad ap­
proved my application by Oct. 13 and the 
Dlv. of Sanitary Eng. by Oct. 25. By Oct. 30, 
72 (the date of the Governor's letter to me) 
the Dlv. of Environmental Services could 
advlae the Governor that my plans did not 
meet regulations due to failure to meet new 
lot sizes of the "Reviaed Regulations" of 
Oct. i, 72. Above information is from the 
Governor's letter. As of Nov. 6, my 
·disapproved application has not been 
returned to Pikeville. I stlll do not have the 
revised regulations of Oct. 1, 72, which wae 
mentioned by the Governor, only a ten­
taUve draft with no effective date. 

Presumably the law, as far as mobile 
borne parks are concerned, bas been 
bogged down Iince July 1, 72. As of the date 
my application was in local office Sept. 28 
to Oct. f, the people (Norman Hedrick and 
Bruce Franclaco) of the local Health Dept. 
did not know the effective date of the new 
law. Now the local Dept. will tell you the 
effective date Ia July 1, 72, but the Governor 
advlae8 by the Frankfort Office, sa)'B the 
effective date is Oct. 1, 72. 

If the effective date is Oct. 1, ae the 
Governor advises, then why w my ap­
plication dated Sept. 28, 72 being disap­
proved due to not meeting new i'egulations? 
Why bas all the mobile Home Park ap­
plications for this area been disapproved 
since July 1, 72, a total of 15 for this local 
area in the last three weeks. 

What is the current effective law? 
Nobody, not even the Governor, bas cited 
any proof of the effective date, only a 
tentative draft. The effective date cited by 
the local office, July 1, ~ tqeaaoqabl~ 
since the regulation cOI'ild ''not bave been 
written by then. 18 the disapproval of a 
permit to be baaed on the date of filing an 
application on some otber baeia? If the 
State Health Dept. holds your application 
for four months, can the authorities then 
say, "Look, this application doesn't me.et 
the current regulaUons?" 

I have been advised by two master 
plumbers that it takes sometimes three 
months and more to get a construction 
permit for a ~obile borne park. These 
plumbers, needless to say, are reluctant to 
get involved in 8UCh massive red tape. 
Conatruction of mobile home parks is 
bogged down here in tbese mountains at the 
very time that the State is dislocating 
people by road building. The State Hiahway 
Dept. is seeking to find housing for those 
diaplaced. The State Health Dept. is bogged 
down in its own red tape.

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County Judges 
Told of Program 
For State Aid 

Coal-Laden Silt Condemns 
Lake to Possible Early Death 

From the start of the disaster unem­
ployment compensation program in 1969, 
the Department of Labor has provided 
more than $30 million in benefits to over 
175,000 workers made temporily jobless in 
major disasters such as floods, storms and 
earthquakes. The disasters have occurred 
in 26 States, the Virgin Islands and Puerto 
Rico. The program is operated through the 
State unemployment insurance agencies. 

State Highway Commissioner <llarles 
Pryor says 16 interstate highway projects 
around Kentucky will be delayed because 
of Congress' failure to enact a new highway 
law. The department had hoped to get $38 
million in federal funds for the projects, 
and planned to begin work before the end of 
the fiscal year. Congress, however, did not 
extend the highway program into the next 
fiscal year. 

Deputy Highway Commissioner Otto 
Ingram said last week the Department of 
Highways' new Municipal Aid Program 
(MAP) would offer previously unavailable 
funds for road and street improvements in 
the state's unincorporated urban areas and 
would give some relief to the presently 
over-burdened County Road Aid Program. 

Speaking at the annual meeting of the 
Kentucky County Judges' Association in 
Louisville, Ingram pointed up Governor 
Wendell Ford's 1971 gubernatorial cam­
paign promise to lend state aid to Ken­
tucky's urban areas. He said the im­
plementation of the MAP by the Depart­
ment of Highways was a major step toward 
fulfilling that promise. 

Ingram said MAP would channel funds 
into unincorporated urban areas with a 
population of 2,500 or more. Population 
figures, he said, must be based on the 1970 
statistics of the U.S. Bureau of the Census. 

In these areas, "county fiscal courts will 
have the same status as municipal of­
ficials," he continued. The fiscal courts will 
be responsible for administering the 
program under the Department's super­
vision. 

Referring to counties with limited 
sources of revenue, Ingram said, "Many 
counties have been compelled to take some 
of their small town and village streets into 
their County Road Aid Program, simply 
because no other provision had been made 
for them. The Municipal Aid Program may 
allow you to eliminate some of these streets 
since they are eligible for attention from 
the new program." 

"In many counties," he continued, "these 
village streets have been a substantial 
charge on the County Road Aid Program. I 
hope that county government can now be 
relieved of this cost. This will strengthen 
your ability to deal with those road 
problems which are truly county respon­
sibilities." 

The current County Road Aid Program is 
limited in its effectiveness, due to its fixed 
annual fund appropriation, the rate of in­
flation and the tendency for the number of 
miles under the Program to increase each 
year. Ingram said in an earlier interview 
that the County Road Aid Program has 
steadily been able to do less work per mile 
for these reasons.

Coal dust deposits will, if unimpeded, 
reduce the life of Fishtrap Reservoir in 
Pike county from a normal 100 to 1,000 
years to a mere 34 years, it was testified in 
U.S. district court at Pikeville last week in 
the trial of the U. S. government's case 
against the Kentland-Elkhorn Coal Com­
pany. 

At the end of 34 years, testimony in­
troduced by the U. S. Corps of Engineers 
claimed, the $56 million reservoir will be 
"the finest baseball park in Pike comtty." 

The court sessions saw the presentation 
of U.S. Corps of Engineers' slides showing 
what happens when black solids are 
dumped into creeks and rivers. 

A study by the U. S. Engineers on the 
sedimentation in the Fishtrap reservoir 
formed the bulk of the government 
evidence in the case. 

U. S. Attorney John Compton, in 
cooperation with the Corps, filed the suit 
last month in Lexington, charging the 
company has violated the 1899 Refuse Act. 

The study of the Fishtrap situation, 
begun in May by a team of Corps biologists, 
charges that the company has been 
discharging "black particulate effluent" 
coal dust and coal particles into the Big 
Creek, a tributary of the Levisa Fork, 
which flows into the reservoir at Millard. 

This discharge, according to the suit, has 
destroyed wildlife and damaged the 
ecological balance of the reservoir formed 
by the Fishtrap Dam. 

The study concludes that the damage is 
caused by degredation of land situated in 
the dratnage area between the dam station 

Atty. General Holds 
KEA May Inspect 
Local Dist.. Budgets 

The state's top legal officer has ruled that 
the Kentucky Education Association 
(KEA) has a right to inspect and purchase 
copies of local school district budgets filed 
in Frankfort with the State Department of 
Education. 

"If an interested citizen has a legal right 
to inspect the 'Close Estimate or Working 
Budget' of his local school district, we 
believe that the KEA has a right to inspect 
said document for every district in Ken­
tucky," said the Attorney General's opinion 
written by Assistant Attorney General Carl 
Miller. 

The opinion, hailed by KEA officials as a 
victory in the continuing battle for public 
access to public records, was sought by 
KEA attorney John J. Slattery, Jr., after 
State Department of Educ.ation officials 
attempted to impose conditions under 
which KEA would first have to ask local 
school superintendents for copies of such 
budgets. 

Slattery told Miller that Department 
officials stated the local request policy 
should be followed "to establish better 
communications" between the local 
district and KEA. 

To this, Miller responded, "Whether or 
not the suggested procedure has any merit 
functionally, there is no legal reason for 
making it mandatory. The State Board of 
Education is the custodian of public 
records and is legally obligated to grant 
inspection or furnish copies." 

"From the practical standpoint," con­
tinued Miller, "it is eminently more con­
venient for the KEA to get copies of all of 
the district Close Estimates from the State 
Board of Education, and this is especially 
true in view of the fact that some local 
boards of education will refuse to furnish a 
copy of their Close Estimate."

and the lake. The degredation takes the 
form of both extensive surface and deep 
mining. 

Kimble said the study is not an in­
dictment of surface mining but "the recent 
increase in surface and auger mining ac­
tivity in the area has increased 
devastation." 

The study states that coal from the 
operations is not transferred from one level 
to another by conventional conveyor 
equipment, but is "literally dumped over 
the slope and allowed to slide on the ground 
surface to the next lower bench level." 

Other factors causing land degredation 
include unstablized haul roads, almost total 
lack of any reclamation effort, lack of any 
timber clearing plan and the lack of an 
erosion control plan, according to the 
study. 

"After this case, we'll move upstream 
against every company in the watershed," 
Kimble said, adding that just about every 
other company on the Levisa Fork operates 
in the same manner as the Mouthcard 
company. 

Two other companies in the Fishtrap 
watershed have already been referred to 
the U. S. attorney's office for the same 
violation, he said. 

Federal Judge H. David Hermansdorfer 

said last Wednesday that it will take 
several days to research evidence given in 
the case, and that he will render a decision 
based on the findings of his research. 

The judge said that the evidence in the 
case was "not overwhelming and leaves a 
lot to be desired" but that the case was not 
necessarily "open and shut." 

Jim Page, an engineer and group vice­
president of Pittston Corp., the parent 
company of the accused company, testified 
that coal waste material around the 
railroad, tipple and head house would be 
carried into ditches and, in turn, carried 
into settling ponds. 

Page added that the ponds are designed 
with overflow pipes to prevent heavy rains 
from flooding the ponds and coal waste 
getting into the creek, which would, in turn, 
flow into Fish trap Reservoir. 

Page's testimony ended the three~ay 
case in which the government was at­
tempting to prove that irreparable damage 
had been incurred to the Fishtrap Reser­
voir, built in 1968. 

Kentland-Elkhorn's attorney asked for a 
six-week delay in order to present more 
evidence. Judge Hermansdorfer turned 
down the request, saying that if irreparable 
damage was found, more evidence would 
be allowed at that time.

Fourth floor-Patient rooms (medical), 
examination rooms, coronary care unit. 

The 150-bed hospital is located on a 22-
acre site fronting on US 23, near Auxier, 
and is designed to serve a four-county area 
of approximately 100,000 population.

May Among 16 State Artists 
Represented in Capital Exhibit 

The works of 16 Kentucky artists, in­
cluding those of Prestonsburg's Russell 
May, went on exhibit last week at George 
Washington University, Washington, D. C., 
and after their stay in the nation's capital 
they will move to Frankfort for display and 
from there go on tour of Kentucky. 

U. S. Senator and Mrs. John Sherman 
Cooper were hosts last Tuesday night at the 
formal opening of the exhibit, which is 
being shown in Washington under auspices 
of the Appalachian Regional Hospitals, Inc. 

Fifteen of the 16 artists whose works are 
on display were honor guests at the 
reception. Paul Sawyier, whose fame has 
grown with the years, died in 1917. The 
Kentucky Society of Washington sponsored 
a private showing of the 60 paintings and 
drawings. 

In the program presented by Mrs. Cooper 
for the Washington exhibit Russell May's 
work is described: 

"The artist works in oils to execute his 
brilliant landscapes not without their subtle 
nuances of color. He employs sign-painter's 
brushes, house-painter's wide bristle 
brushes as well as regular artist's brushes 
and painting knives to create scenes of 
incredible, dreamlike beauty ... " 

Mr. May, who studied landscape painting 
under Gerhard Neswadba in Vienna this 
year-"the greatest experience of my 
life" -says of his art: 

"Some artists look for rust and rotting 
timbers in an old house, but I see the way a 
sunset leaves a gold edge on a small cabin 
roof or ... a mellow glow over a mountain 
countryside." 

Asked why Appalachian Regional 
Hospitals assumed the role of sponsor of 
Kentucky Heritage Artists, T. P. Hipkens, 
ARH president, replied with a question of 
his own : 

"What better way to mark ARH's loth 
year of service to Kentucky than to exhibit 
those reminders of the commonwealth's 
treasury of natural beauty and heritage?" 

Before going to Washington, the artists 
were honored at a recognition dinner Oct. 
10 in Lexington. Certificates of ap­
preciation presented to them by Governor 
Ford read, in part :

Fake Soliciting 
Warned Against By 
Ky. State Police 

Frankfort, Ky.-State police are warning 
the public to be cautious of anyone at­
tempting to sell them advertising space in 
an out-{)f-state publication identified as the 
State Peace Officers' Journal. 

The announcement came in the wake of 
recent reports by at least two Kentucky 
businessmen who said they were solicited 
under the guise that advertising in the 
journal would benefit state police. 

State Police Director Larry G. Boucher 
said both solicitations were made by 
telephone and, in one instance, the caller 
reportedly identified himself as being a 
Kentucky state trooper. He urged that 
anyone being contacted by a salesman for 
that publication contact the nearest state 
police post. 

"The Kentucky State Police have not 
authorized anyone to use their name in 
connection with the solicitation of any paid 
advertisements, nor do the state police 
derive any benefit from such activities," he 
said. 

Boucher said the offices of the State 
Peace Officers' Journal were thought to be 
located at Houston, Tex. although they also 
may be using a Washington, D. C. mailing 
address. 

This latest warning by state police was 
similar to another issued more than two 
years ago when almost identical tactics 
were used by salesmen to solicit ad­
vertising space for another Houston-based 
publication which was variously identified 
at that time as The Police Recorder or 
State Law Enforcement Officers' Recor­
der.

In Hiring and Firing 

The Fifth Circuit U.S. Court of Appeals 
has upheld a federal court decision that 
invalidated the use of a cutoff score on the 
National Teacher Examination as a 
standard for hiring and firing teachers. The 
court ruled on the basis that the Columbus 
School District's use of the score "was 
unlawful WJder the equal protection clause 
of the Fourteenth Amendment because it­
created a racial classification and was not 
shown to have a manifest relation to job 
performance." The court did not prohibit 
the use of tests or other criteria to improve 
the quality of the staff when the test has a 
valid fWJction and is applied fairly to all 
teachers.

When the snows finally melted and the 
Pilgrims faced their spring planting, they 
did so with little knowledge and justifiable 
foreboding. Most were townpeople rather 
than farmers, and what little they knew 
about farming better suited Europe than 
the chilly climate and flinty soils of New 
England. Without help from the Indians, 
the Pilgrims might have had a crop failure 
with the disastrous concomitant result of a 
starved-out colony. 

And thus, says history, began the 
tradition of one of our most delightful 
holiday seasons. Even though this Pilgrim 
get-together with the Indians was not the 
first formal giving of thanks in the English 
colonies--one was held in a Virginia colony 
on Dec. 4, 1619-the New England feast is 
believed to be what President Lincoln had 
in mind when he proclaimed the last Thurs­
day in November as a national holiday of 
Thanksgiving.

Roy Perkins, president of Perkins En­

terprises, last Wednesday began moving 
into the Kentucky Carpet Company 
building here machinery for the 
manufacture of fibre-glass boats of the 
luxury type.

The boats to be built here, Perkins said, 
will range in length from 26 to 52 feet, will 
be of the cabin cruiser type, and will bear 
the brand name, "The Eldorado." The 
largest craft planned for production will 
range between $50,000 and $60,000 in cost. 
Each boat produced here will be custom­
built. 

The first boat to be built at the new plant 
will be used as a demonstrator on Dewey 
Lake, it was said.

Perkins pointed out that a Somerset 
manufacturer, James Sharp, has been 
producing three boats a day. Sharp, 
however, builds small, fishing craft as well 
as larger boats, he said.

Case in Texas Takes the Cake 
P&B (Taken from the San Angelo Standard, 

week of June 24, 1893) 
For genuinely unique events Texas leads 

the world. The latest surprise grows out of a 
conviction for murder and has no parallel 
in a court of record in the world-at least no 
mention of a similar state of affairs has 
been found. 

In December, 1882, Peter Meigs was tried 
for the murder of Mike Ferry. The trial 
occurred in Grimes County. On Dec. 9, 
Meigs was convicted of murder on cir­
cumstantial evidence and on Dec. 12 he was 
sentenced to life imprisonment. He is now 
serving his sentence in Huntsville. 

A short time ago Mike Ferry, the sup. 
posed·to-have-been murdered man, was 
convicted of felony in western Texas. He is 
doing time in Huntsville. Meigs, the man 
convicted of the murder of Ferry, and 
Ferry, the man whom Meigs was convicted 
of murdering, are both serving their sen· 
tences in the same prison and see each 
other frequently. 

The situation iii unique. There have been 
many cases where a supposed murdered 
man has turned up in time to save the neck 
of the man convicted of murdering, but in 
this case the matter is different. Ferry is a 
convict; was convicted of felony; he cannot 
testify in court; he cannot idenfify himself. 
So far as Mike Ferry is concerned Mike 
Ferry is a murdered man. So far as Peter 
Meigs is concerned, Peter Meigs is, in the 
eyes of the law, a murderer. And under the 
law the man whom he (Meigs) was con­
victed of murdering cannot go into court 
and swear that Meigs did not murder him. 
Ferry cannot prove he isn't dead, even if he 
is a very much alive man. And the state is 
supporting a living corpse, and whoever 
heard of a corpse eating, drinking and · 
wearing out clothing? There is a novel in 
this story. 

Mr. Walter L. Wilson has been retained to 
procure a pardon for Meigs-a pardon for a 
crime that Meigs never committed. In 
referring to this case Mr. Wilson said, "I 
am endeavoring to get a pardon for Meigs. 
Here is a man who is serving a life sentence 
for a crime that he never committed. 
Alongside him is the man who was sup. 
posed to have been murdered, convicted of 
a felony and therefore debarred from going 
into court and testifying that he was not 
murdered. The conviction of Meigs was 

The 

entirely on evidence that was cir· 
cumstantial. A writ of habeas corpus ad 
testificandum would lie were Ferry a 
witness and in custody to have profert 
made of him in court. But Ferry, being a 
convict, cannot testify himself. The only 
way for me to proceed in the matter is to 
have a witness go to Huntsville and identify 
Ferry as the Ferry who disappeared from 
Grimes County. And I can see no reason 
why Meigs shall not be released at an early 
date."
