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Road Funds 
Of $122,700 
In Budget 
New County Budget 
Calls for Spending 
$384,827 This Year 

Floyd county's budget for the 
year beginning June 30 envisions 
expenditure of $384,827-$38,379 m 
than last year. 

Added to anticipated receipts is an 
item of $15,000, the surplus from the 
preceding fiscal year. 

The road fund got a boost this year of 
$8,100 as the total allocated for county 
highways was set at $122,700. General 
government, which includes the courts 
and official salaries, also gets a raise­
from the $154,198 actually expended last 
year to $174,608 for the next 12 months. 

In all nine principal budget categories 
only one, forestry, was unchanged. Its 
$2,900 appropriation remains at $2,900. 
And one had a reduction-the $21,000 
budgeted for protection to person and 
property is $1,160 less than the amount 
spent during the preceding year. Others 
had increases: Health and sanitation, 
$2,500, up $100; hospitals, charities and 
corrections, $8,700, up $175; libraries and 
other educational activities, $2,500, up 
$350; debt service, $16,000 as compared to 
$11,615 last fiscal year; miscellaneous, 
$33,919, up by $6,019. 

Expenditure increases involved some 
official salaries and services. Among 
these are the following: 

The trial commissioner for the county 
judge's office, $7,200, an increase of 
$2,400; jury fund, $5,000, up $2,500; 
assistant county attorney, $1,200, up 
$400; county clerk's fees, $6,700, up 
$2,500; board of supervisor • $100, an 
increase of $25; county treasurer, $2,400, 
an increase of $600; magistrates' salaries, 
$14,400, up from $9,600; ourthouse 
janitor, $3,600, up $1200; utilit es, $30,000, 
up $400; circuit clerk, $1,500, up $200; 
grand jury reporting, $1,000, up $450; 
election commissioners per di m, $1,000, 
up $570; election officers, $4,500, an in­
crease of $500; tabulators, $120, an in­
crease of $90; rentals of polling places, 
$9,000, which is $1,200 more than last 
year; printing and advertising, $6,000, up 
$1,800; jailer, $18,000, up $1,

The Floyd fiscal court last Thursday 
virtually killed the 10-ton coal truck load 
limit which it had earlier imposed on the 
Sugar Loaf road.

Duff then moved the appointment by the 
board of Campbell to fill the vacancy and 
the chairman. Stumbo. temporarily 
\'acated his place a!? chairman in order to 
second the Duff motion. Then the vote 
was taken. with Dr. Hall casting a 
df~senting vote.

walked out of the meeting. That left the 
board without a quorum. and the meeting 
abrupt~-y adjourned.

effective July 1. Sam Hale as county 
detective is the only county police officer 
at this time. 

The order provides a work·year of 2,080 
hours, requires each such officer to have 
a high school education or its equivalent, 
and provides that each officer complete 
within a year a basic training course of 
at' least 400 hours and an in-service 
training course of 40 hours each year.

Appeal Seen 
In RECC Case, 
Plaintiffs Say 

There is a possibility that the election 
of three members of the board of 
directors of the Big Sandy Rural Electric 
Cooperative may be delayed beyond the 
scheduled July 19 date set for the voting. 

This became apparent Saturday when 
Ronald Frasure, Russell Blackburn and 
Billy Reffett announced that they will ask 
the Court of Appeals to reverse the 
decision made last Thursday by Circuit 
Judge W. D. Sparks, denying them a 
place on the ballot. 

Judge Sparks ruled that the ballot 
should stand as printed, bearing only the 
names of three incumbent members, 
Bradis Goble, John Ed hepherd and 
Hauley Scott. 

The suit filed June 18 by Frasure, Scott 
and Blackburn alleged that they were not 
given proper opportunity to have their 
names placed in nomination for the 
election and accused the nominatng 
committee of meeting at 5 p.m. instead of 
its usual 7 p.m. meeting time in order to 
thwart their candidacies. 

Judge Sparks held that the plaintiffs 
had failed "to exhaust the remedies they 
could have used" in learning the correct 
procedures for seeking the offices. 

Blackburn asked a place on the ballot 
to oppose Goble in the co-op's District 5; 
Frasure sought to oppose Shepherd in 
District 6, and Reffett would have op· 
posed Scott in District 7. 

Testimony in the case was heard in a 
two-day trial held at Louisa. 

Bill Wells, RECC manager, said 
evidence was also presented at the 
hearing that the plaintiffs, Blackburn 
and Reffitt, failed to appear at the

Phase II Action, 
Heating System 
Get Early Okeh 

Actions of the Floyd County Board of 
Education at its Saturday meeting 
moved toward new construction and 
improvement projects which will involve 
the expenditure of an estimated 
$1 ,245, 000. 

One of these is the changed version of 
Phase II of the new Allen Central High 
School development program. 
Preliminary plans prepared by Forrest 
McCloskey and Associates, Lexington 
architects, were approved by the board. 
The plans call for a multi-purpose room 
<gymnasium-auditorium land an indoor, 
all-seasons, YMCA-size swimming pool. 
County Superintendent of Schools 
Charles Clark said it is hoped that the 
pool may be used for a summertime 
swimming program for all schools of the 
county. Cost of Phase II is estimated at 
$1,160,000, which is $40,000 less 
than the estimate on the original plan. 

The board also approved the 
superintendent's selection of the firm of 
Adams, Frazier & Anderson, Inc. to plan 
replacement of the antiquated heating 
system at Prestonsburg elementay with 
modern heating. It also approved the 
firm's early plans for this replacement to 
take the form of a gas-heated hot water 
system in the school which will cost about 
$85,000. 

The board directed the planners to 
complete final plans as quickly as 
possible so that bids may be asked and 
work begun in time for completion of the 
work by winter. Work on week-ends and 
at night is proposed on the project in 
order to avoid disturbing operation of the 
school during early months of the coming 
term. 

The board asked the fiscal court to set 
the school tax rate per $100 valuation, as 
follows: General fund, 51.3 cents; special 
gym tax, 7.6 cents; bank shares, 38 
cents; poll tax, $2. Only the general fund 
rate was changed from that of last year, 
and that by .4 cent. 
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Draft Center 
Here To Serve 
Three Counties 

A regional Selective Service center is 
being established here, but it will serve 
only three counties instead of the four 
originally planned for the consolidation. 

The fourth county, Pike, which was 
planned to be moved to the center here, 
will remain a separate draft board, it was 
announced last week. Johnson county's 
draft board moved here two weeks 
ago. Martin county's was moved earlier. 

Mrs. Martha Johnson will be manager 
of the Area 20 Site, the designation given 
the consolidated office here. Mrs. Carol 
Wolfe is her assistant. The two were in 
charge of Selective Service work here 
prior to consolidation. 

Because there has been no official 
word yet from state Selective Service 
headquarters Mrs. Johnson was unable 
to say if other workers will join the staff. 

Hugh Collett, executive director of the 
Pike County Chamber of Commerce, met 
earlier. it was said, with Col. Taylor L. 
Davidson. Kentucky director of Selective 
Service. in an effort to get the regional 
center located in Pikeville. He did not 
succeed in achieving that but did manage 
to keep the Pike county draft board 
there. 

Governor Ford apparently was asked 
to lend his support to Pike county. In a 
letter to Col. Davidson he wrote:-

"In reference to our conversation of 
June 21 concerning the realignment of 
the Selective Service System in Kentucky 

. I am convinced that we ought to 
amend our collation plan to provide an 
office' at Pikeville.'' 

Accused Man Free 
On $10,000 Bond 

Glenn Martin, accused slayer of 
Robert Griffith Sr., Estill business man, 
entered a plea of not guilty on his 
arraignment last Thursday in the Pike 
county quarterly court and waived the 
case to the grand jury. Martin is free 
under $10,000 bond. 

Although the shooting of Griffith took 
place in this county, he died at the 
Methodist Hospital, Pikeville, and the 
warrant charging him with murder was 
issued by the Pike court. Under new 
Kentucky statutes his trial will be held in 
the county where the warrant against 
him was issued.

Allen, Survivors of 1943 Raid 
To Hold Anniversary Reunion 

Prestonsburg Attorney Jarvis Allen is 
cancelling all local appointments for 
August 17. For he will be in Denver, Colo. 
at that time, keeping rendezvous with 
those yet living who were with him on the 
afternoon in 1943 when their Flying 
Fortress was shot down over Belgium. 

August 17 is the 30th anniversary of 
that World War II event, and Allen and 
those who survive, seven in all, plan to 
mark the day with a reunion at the 
Denver home of their co-pilot, Carl 
Smith. 

It all began afte~ the Prestonsburg 
man had heard a rumor that a Carl Smith 
was employed by United Air Lines in 
Denver. Last Christmas, he sent a card. 
The former lieutenant and his wife got in 
touch with Allen and began a roundup of 
addresses of other survivors of the 
Fortress, "Frisco Jenny," which they 
rode through a flak-filled sky, climaxing 
a daylight bomber raid over Germany. 

The reunion will bring together: 
T-Sgt. Jarvis Allen, engineer; Lieut. 

Smith, co-pilot; T-Sgt. Victor Ciganek, 
Long Island, N. Y., radio operator; T­
Sgt. Gerald Tucker, waist gunner, now a 
Montana rancher; -T-Sgt. Albert 
Diminno, Las Vegas, Nev., assistant 
engineer; T-Sgt. Rudolph Thigpin, ball 
turret gunner, and T-Sgt. Edward 
Winslow, of California, bombardier. 

Thigpin may thank a kindly fate for 
being alive, Mr. Allen said. He had been 
wounded on an earlier bombing raid and 
was in a hospital Aug. 17, a day when 
American bomber forces had perhaps 
their heaviest losses in any single day of 
the war. His replacement, Starr Tucker, 
was killed. Richard Martin, the regular 
navigator for "Frisco Jenny," was 
assigned to another plane that day and 
was killed. His replacement, a Lt. 
Carlen, was killed on Allen's plane. The 
pilot, Lt. Jack Hargis, died when the 
bomber exploded, and another 
crewmember, Leland Judy, tail gun­
ner,of Cuyahoga Falls, 0., died after the 
war . 

All who survived the flight were taken 
pri!ioner except Allen, Diminno and 
Judy. 

The Floyd countian escapE;<~ capture 
through the assistance of the French 
Underground and other Allied sym­
pathizers, making his way across France 
and across the Pyrenees into neutral 
Spain. 

The full story of the Flying Jenny's 
crew is of saga proportions. These seven 
who will meet in Denver next month will 
have plenty to talk about and many notes 
to compare.

The Paintsville improvement plan, The 
Paintsville Herald reports, has on two 
occasions been presented to business 
people and residents, and to date has won 
enthusiastic response, although it 
remains in the preliminary stages. 

Included the Pafntsville plan are 
changed traffic patterns, off-street 
parking areas, elimination of street 
parking in much of the central business 
district, remodeled store fronts and 
canopied sidewalks, "green" areas for 
shoppers and visitors, conversion of a mid­
town service station into a rest area and 
information center, and possible con­
struction of 11 new bridge connecting the 
downtown area with Route 23, north of 
the present bridge. 

Funding would have to come from a 
variety of sources, possibly including 
revenue sharing, allocations under the 
proposed Better Communities Act of the 
Federal level, and, in the remodelng and 
canopy structures, from businesses and 
property owners. 

"I hope to gain additional information 
on the Better Communities Act in a 
meeting next week at Louisville," Mayor 
Chandler said. "It appears that this 
particular federal program, if adopted, 
could be a major factor in what we've 
proposed to do to improve our downtown 
area, and we need more information 
before we can take much positive ac­
tion." 

Direct costs of planning are relatively 
minor, Chandler said, with the planning 
firm speculatng on full payment only if 
the plans are successfully funded. 

Mayor Archer proposed the mall here 
to protect the established business 
district from possible competition later 
from a shopping center possibley located 
outside the city limits.

Lot of Dirt in the Water 
The Regional Comprehensive Water and Sewer Plan prepared 

for the B. ' Sandy Area Development District made a number of 
lnterestlr.:J suggestions (see The Times edition of July 4). 

Onft of these called for "definite action" to eliminate damage 
being done to Dewey and Flshtrap reservoirs by siltation from 
upstream ~trip-mining oper atlons. Said the report: 

"Rigid regulations should be adopted to protect the water­
sheds because of the asset these reservoirs are to the Big Sandy 
Area Development District." 

The pasitlon thus taken looks on the reservoirs not only as of 
great value In flood control but also as the means of maintaining a 
steady flow d water In the Big Sandy on which communities 
d~ as a source of water. 

A statement made In June, 1966 In a "Study of Strip and Sur­
face Mining In Appalachia" by the Secretary of the Interior must 
also have had Influence on writers of the report. 

It reads: 
•iJn areas undisturbed by strip-mining within the Appalachian 

region, the average sediment loads transported by the larger 
streams range from about 20 tons to 3,000 tons per square m lie of 
watershed. Data on sediment loads In streams draining strip­
mined areas are scarce. Studies were made, however, In parts of 
Beaver Creek Basin, Kentucky from February, 1956 to the end of 
1959 by the U. S. Geological Survey in collaboratlon.wlth other 
government agencies and the Commonwealth of Kentucky. The 
results Indicated that the annual sediment yield from the strip­
mined part of the basin, as measured at a downstream location, 
equalled about 30,000 tons per square mile, or 10 times the 
maximum amount from undistrubed lands." . 

Read it again: "Thirty thousand tons per square mile ... 10 
times the maximum amount from undisturbed lands." 

If this was the sediment load in the 1956-1959 period, what Is it 
now? Ar*t If the Beaver Creek basin was so affected, what Is the 
story on Johns Creek and at Dewey lake which has no current to 
pun the sediment load on downstream? 

Strangely enough, there Is no specific sedimentation date 
available for Dewey lake. Not until recently did the COrps of 
Engineers Install measuring devices there. Yet a representative 
of the Corps blandly assured this newspaper, some months ago, 
that there was no evidence of a sedimentation problem there. 

No, one more question: 
Will the Big Sandy Area Development District attempt to do 

anythfng about a situation which affects Dewey lake and the 
thousands who would be affeded by lessening of Its capacity for 
water storage--or will it carefully file the report away?

Mud Cr. Water 
Problem Solved 
Ending Shortage 

The problem of maaequate water 
supply and pressure in the Mud Creek 
Water District no longer exists, The 
Times learned this week. 

Until recently it was virtually im­
possible to fill any of the several ground 
elevation reservoirs serving Mud Creek 
because the Sandy Valley Water District, 
which supplies the Mud Creek district 
with water purchased from the Pikeville 
municipal system, was not getting suf­
ficient water. 

That situation was cured, Jack 
Branham, of the Sandy Valley district, 
said this week when the Pikeville system 
added sufficient water storage capacity. 
The result was an adequate supply for 
both Sandy Valley and Mud Creek. 

The Public Service Commission had 
suggested a booster pump station on 
Sandy Valley's 12-inch supply line near 
Blair Town, but Sandy Valley district 
officials had argued that if enough water 
were made available to it and Mud Creek, 
both of which are at a lower elevation 
than Pikeville's supply, gravity would 
solve the problem. And it did, they say. 

'Gas' Can Explodes, 
Tot Badly Burned 

Hayden Winslow Milligan, two-year­
old son of Mr. and Mrs. H. K. Milligan, of 
the Briarwood Addition here, remained 
in critical condition Tuesday morning at 
St. Joseph's Hospital, Lexington, after 
suffering extensive burns Monday in a 
gasoline fire. 

A phone call alerted Prestonsburg 
firemen to the accident scene at about 
II :30 a.m. Monday and a fire truck with 
first-aid equipment was dispatched to the 
scene. The child was rushed to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center and after 
examination and emergency treatment 
there was taken to St. Joseph's. 

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Frank 
Vaughan said the blaze apparently 
resulted from the explosion of a plastic 
container of gasoline which was stored in 
the garage. He said the child's father told 
him that an older brother had only 
minutes before taken a lawn mower he 
had been using into the garage and 
Vaughan said it may have been the heat 
from the mower that ignited the gasoline. 

The child's condition was reported as 
critical but stable Tuesday and 
arrangments were being made to 
transfer him to the Shriner's Burn 
Treatment Center in Cincinnatti.

Retiring State Librarian Honored •

Double Discountsl Frankfort, Ky.-The state's highest 
honor, that of "Distinguished Citizen," 
was conferred on Miss Margaret Willis 
by Gov. Wendell H. Ford in recent 
ceremonies marking her retirement as 
state librarian. 

The designation came during a 
reception in the Capitol with Governor 
Ford presenting Miss Willis a silver 
coffee service. On it was inscribed, "The 
Governor's Distinguished Citizen 
Award." This marked the first such 
award presented by Ford since he has 
been Governor. 

Miss Willis served in the Louisville 
Free Public Library from 1943 through 
1954. She became coordinator of the State 
Library Extension Division in January, 
1955 and a year later was named acting 
director. In 1957 she was appointed 
director. 

After gaining departmental status in 
1962, the State Library system was headed 
by Miss Willis until her retirement. 

Ford, in a proclamation, cited a depth 
of understanding on the part of Miss 
Willis in acting on the needs of Ken­
tuckians who live in all sections of the 
state 

"She seized the rare opportunity to 
improve the lives of thousands of Ken­
tuckians, especially children, by ex­
tending library services throughout 
the Commonwealth," Ford said. 

He said her actions throughout several 
administrations were marked with "sin­
cerity and refinement" which made 
Kentucky a national leader in 
library programs.

Room to honor Miss Willis during the 
two-hour event sponsored by Friends of 
Kentucky libraries and the Kentucky 
Library Trustees Association. 

Charles Hines of Murray succeeds 
Miss Willis, who will remain for several 
months as a consultant to the system. 

A trip to the Greek Islands is also in the 
future for Miss Willis after the trustees 
announced she would go there as their 
guest.

"If our environment is to be beautiful, 
durable and safe, it must also be 
something else- it must be clean." 

At the same time Governor Ford was 
speaking in Clark county, the campaign 
was also being kicked off in Ballard, 
Bullitt and Caldwell counties. 

Prior to and after the Governor's 
speech, Jim Pyles and his crew went 
about the business of converting around 
150 junk automobiles into scrap metal.

Pyles, owner of Standard Metals of 
Junction City, has an agreement with the 
state to get one of his two car crushing 
machines on the scene whenever a 
minimum of 150 cars can be rounded up 
at a central staging area. The machines 
can crush approximately 50 cars per 
hour. 

The Division of special Programs in the 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection is charged 
with coordinating the campaign and 
getting every county in the state involved 
in it. Special Programs' Director E. T. 
Reed said the Common Wealth Clean-Up 
Campaign is utilizing all the manpower 
and equipment in the state that can be 
made available in order to get the job 
done. 

"We didn't have to begin organizing this 
campaign from scratch," said Reed, 
"because we had a pretty good existing 
framework to build on. The Make Ken­
tucky a Cleaner, Greener Land Com­
mittee, Inc., with members in almost 
every county, has been in existence since 
the early 60's. 

"The members of this committee have 
been dealing primarily with 
beautification projects such as painting 
community eyesores, planting trees and 
shrubs and picking up litter. 

"Now," continued Reed, "with the 
advent of the Common Wealth Clean-Up 
Campaign, the county judges will 
mobilize people in their counties to work 
with these existing clean-up and 
beautification organizations. 

' 'The Common Wealth Clean-Up 
Campaign is underway in the four pilot 
counties and will continue from there," 
said Reed, "moving our heavy equip­
ment to nearby counties as they are 
ready to utilize it." 

"We have made a beginning in four 
counties, and this effort will continue 
until it has spread to all 120 counties," 
concluded Reed.

Every summer, all over the coun­
try many young people in search of 
summer jobs fall prey to the slick 
promoters of deception. 

"Fly-by-night" operations glide though 
small towns and large cities, gathering 
with them large numbers of unskilled 
young people, filling their heads with 
enterprising propaganda to cover the 
shoddiness of the saleable goods, the 
unethical operations of the business, and 
the general deceit surrounding an 
operation which uses the gullible in order 
to make the "fast buck." 

Certain precautions may be taken in 
order to avoid the users of the young: 
Check out a company's reputation, know 
the product, contact members of the 
local community about the idea ... and 
stay away from an operation that 
promises a dream without a logical and 
ethical means of obtaining it. 

Young ·people should report any 
possible unethical schemes to the At­
torney General's Consumer Protection 
Division, and warn their friends as well.

"We are seeking some additional 
portraits and paintings by fine Kentucky 
artists, as well as oil portraits or busts of 
early governors," he said. 

Busts and portraits of chief figures in 
the state's history, including Daniel 
Boone and Henry Clay, will be displayed 
in the Kentucky Hall of Fame, to be in the 
Old Capitol's former federal court room. 

A Kentucky Art Gallery in the old court 
of appeals room will feature creations by 
outstanding artists who worked in 
Kentucky. 

"We would like to get worthwhile 
paintings by such Kentucky artists as 
Matthew H. Jouett, Joseph Bush, Oliver 
Frazer, William Edward West, 
John Grimes. Frank Duveneck and 
Edward Troye," Floyd said. 

The completion date for the restoration 
and renovation of the Old Capitol and 
Annex buildings is the fall of 1974, he 
said. 

"I should like to emphasize that when 
the architects walk out of the completed 
buildings," Floyd said, "the museum will 
not be set up in final form and will not be 
ready to open the next day. It will take a 
considerable amount of time to lay ex­
tensive carpeting, hang innumerable 
paintings, set up exhibits in the annex 
and in general prepare in the buildings 
for exhibition. 

"I can't wait much longer for donations 
to trickle in." he emphasized. "We need 
to get certain things set as soon as 
possible so we know where we stand."

Perkins, Dent 
Slate Second 
'Lung' Hearing 

Congressmen Carl D. Perkins of 
Kentucky and John H. Dent of Penn­
sylvania announced that the second 
phase of the hearings on black lung 
legislation will begin July 11, in 
Washington. 

The first phase of the hearings was 
held at Allen Central High School at 1 

Eastern this county, June 23, when more 
than 1,000 miners and their families 
appeared to testify on eligibility 
problems. 

Representative Dent is chairman of the 
General Subcommittee on Labor , which 
will hold the hearings. Representative 
Perkins is chairman of the full Education 
and Labor Committee, and these com­
mittees produced the black lung 
legislation which now exists . 

James Yocum , Kentucky com· 
missioner of labor, will testify , July 11, 
followed by industry representatives . 
Governors Milton Shapp of Penn­
sylvania, Linwood Holton of Virginia, 
and Arch A. Moore of West Virginia have 
been invited to testify July 17. 

Congressman Perkins has introduced a 
bill which would continue federal ad­
ministration of the black lung program 
for two additional years, instead of 
turning it over to the states. 

"This program should be kept under 
Social Security, where it now is , for two 
more years, so that thousands and 
thousands of people who believe they 
have been unjustly denied benefits can 
have their cases reviewed, and get a 
determination, " Representative Perkins 
said. 

"We need two more years to get the 
program-which has helped so many 
people-in good shape to be turned over 
to the states, because the states just are 
not equipped to handle it now," Perkins 
added.
