Floyd cOWlty learned last month the 
Importance of having one of its residents 
on the Kentucky Railroad Commission. 

But for the fact that Robert (Bob)­
f)amron, chairman of the commission, is 
from this county and is vitally interested 
iD it, approximately six miles of C. & 0. 
nsain-line tracks on Left Beaver Creek 
would in all probability have been 
abandoned and removed. 

Early in December, the railway 
company filed with the Rallroad Com­
mission for permission to abandon all its 
Left Beaver Creek line from Hi Hat to Its 
terminal in the Wheelwright-Melvin 
area . The company proposed tbe action 
on the grounds that coal production in the 
area had ended and that the railway was 
nOt needed. Removal of the tracks would 
have saved C. & 0 . taxes paid annually 
on that section of line, plus the cost of 
maintenance. 

Mr. Damron contended that rail 
abandonment would be fatal to the area 
and that future coal needs will make the 
hne of value not only to the railway 
company but to industry and the people. 

Damron said that when the issue came 
up for decision Dec. 12 the protest of the 
Floyd fiscal court against the proposed 
action arrived in· the proverbial nick of 
time. "The telegram from the court was 
very helpful," he said. He was joined in 
rejecting the C. & 0 . proposal by the only 
other surviving member of the com­
mission, Shelby McCallum, of Benton. 
Commissioner Chester Rigsby died last 
year. 

Damron said the final result of the 
company's proposal was a compromise. 
"We agreed," he said, "to allow C. &. 0 . 
to remove its spur tracks at Jack's 
Creek. Wheelwright and Melvin, but 
these cover less than two miJes, are in 
poor condition and have not been in use 
for some tirne."

Fuel Crisis Not All Bad 
As Coal Upsurge Seen 

Congressman Perkins listens as member of group surrounding 
him speaks of something more cheerful than black lung. 

More than 700 persons crowded the 
circuit court room here Wednesday and 
heard renewed demands from U. S. 
Representative Carl D. Perkins for 
another federal review of black lung 
benefit application denials in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

the denials were "only skimmed over." A 
bill now pending in Congress, sponsored 
by Perkins, would clarify the 1972 bill 
but, according to the congressman, new 
opposition to the bill has arisen. 

The fuel crisis has the coal industry 
jumping and the gasoline and oil business 
Jumpy. 

But all is not perfect even with coal, 
and the troubles Eastern Kentucky is 
having with shortages of gasoline and 
other oil products is far from as bad as 
that experienced in the larger population 
centers. 

Coal prices are soaring, and it's a 
matter of getting the production. Stan· 
ding in the way are materials shor· 
tages-roof bolts, mine timbers, diesel 
fuel lubricants and coal cars. 

In this county one leading operator said 
the rail car shortage that affects the 
Kentucky River section is no problem 
here. The supply here at this time is 
adequate, and no more. In the Kentucky 
River field Harry La Viers, president of 
the South-East Coal Co., said his mines 
can count on no rqore than three-days-a­
week operation because the L. & N. 
Railway cannot supply enough cars 

Eastern Kentucky coal apparently has 
balmier days ahead for a long time, but 
ita production can't be expected to soar 
overnight. New underground mines 
aren't put into operation quickly, and 
~·re expensive. 

"1be question for us," one operator 

said. "is, Where is there a place for us to 
mine, and where is the money? ' " 

A mining plant capable of producing 
and processing a half a million tons of 
t'oal a year would cost 510 million, this 
source said. That sort of investment 
requires some assurance, in advance, 
that the coal will have a market after the 
investment is made. 

A coal gassification plant for Eastern 
Kentucky- in Floyd county. if local 
wishes were granted-is being urged. 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins is pushing 
the area for such a plant without men­
tioning any specific county, and he 
contends Pres1dent Nixon has failed to 
allocate enough money to get under way 
and hurry along the crash program that 
is needed. 

One such plant has been on the drawing 
board ror a mid-West location two or 
three years now. Planned initially is a 
p1lot plant- wh1ch slill1s not built-to use 
only five tons of coal a day After testing 
is d1 1e at this miniature plant, the plans 
call .. r a $750 mlllion mstallation which 
would use 25.000 tons of coal a dav-and 
that is eqwvalent to all the present B1g 
Sandy production 

In the last six months, however 
Standard Oil or Ohio has developed at 

Toledo , 0 . a different type of 
gass1fication plant which would consume 
only 900 tons a day 

On the trouble side remains the federal 
regulations applying to "gassy" mines 
whjch includes mines of this area, none of 
which are gassy, coal men say. And that 
adds $2 a ton to the cost of the fuel, aJI of 
whjch is passed on to the consumer. 

The "real pinch" on gasoline has not 
yet arrived in Eastern Kentucky but it's 
on its way, one major oil products 
distributor said Monday 

In spots it is already visible. Here, for 
instance, a large, modern Texaco station 
closed around mid·December and is now 
a used car site. A major Gulf station at 
Paintsville has been closed for several 
days and Ousley's Gulf Service here was 
out of gas Monday, with the fllling of its 
pumps seen no earlier than today 
\Wednesday>. 

Marvm Music, Gulf distributor, said he 
ts now allocated the same volume of 
gasoline that was sold during a 
corresponding period in 1972. He added 
that his company is hoping for a 7 percent 
allocation increase this year over 1972 
and that diesel oil has not yet been a 
problem. 
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Perkins ' Prestonsburg appearance 
was one of a series of meetings in dealing 
with the personal complaints of miners 
against Social Security administration 
practices and black lung benefit denials 
in particular. Other such meetings were 
also held last week in Perry and Letcher 
counties, Pikeville and Elkhorn City. 

The Seventh District Democrat 
charged that a review of denied ap­
plications assigned to the Social Security 
Administration by a 1972 law was con· 
ducted in what he termed ''a haphazard 
way," and he vowed to ''keep working 
until you working people have justice." 

Perkins pointed out that prior to 
passage of the 1972 bill, which set 
guidelines for black lung benefit 
eligibility, 80 percent of all Kentucky 
black lung benefit applications were 
being denied, and although the bill has 
forced some review of applications, he 
pointed out that ''We have denials In this 
distnct of several thousand. We've 
helped this Situation a lot but we have a 
long way to go." 

Under the 1972 bill the Social Security 
offices were to do a complete review of 
all denied applications. but Perkins said 

Perkins' primary goal is a complete 
review of applications and he hopes that 
through his efforts to meet benefit ap­
plicants individually, he may be able to 
demonstrate to Social Security officials 
the pressing need for such a review. "I 
want the Social Security peo{)le to know 
the severity or the situation, .. he said. 
Perkins estimated that 6,000 to 8,000 
miners in the seventh district alone may 
be affected by a review of applications. 

It was estimated that about 400 of those 
attending the hearing actually registered 
complaints through Perkins concerning 
problems connected with black lung 
disabilities benefits. "I had people who 
could hardly breathe," said Perkins. 
"Most of them are eligible for assistance, 
but either through direct denials or m­
direct lack of communication they have 
not received any benefits," he said. 

According to Perkins, "there is only 
one way to correct this-that's on the 
federal level-federal mandate." 

Congressman Perkins was apparently 
pleased w1th the turnout at the court­
house. His own estimates of the crowd 
were "a minimum of 750 people-maybe 
1,000," he said. "l expected about half 
that.''

Board Counters 
With Increase 
In Assessment 

A suit protesting assessment of a new 
building here for taxes has resulted, 
temporarily at least, in an 1 ncrease rather 
than a drop in the assessment figure . 

The action was filed in Floyd county 
court by Proctor Brown against Thomas 
R. Lemaster, Harry R. Burie and Edgllle 
"Shag" Branham, members of the 
Equalization Board here, Brown con· 
tending that the $250,000 assessment of 
the Hovatter building which he pur­
chased IS exorbitant in view of the fact 
that he bought the property for $151,000. 

In its answer and counter-claim the 
board pointed out that the originaJ 
assessment was $349,000 and that the 
board heard the complaint of Brown and 
lowered the assessment to $247.730. 
Having pointed out that fact, the board 
then asked that the Brown complaint be 
dismissed and that the assessment figure 
be restored to the orlginaJ $349,000 

Edgille Branham, clerk of the board, in 
a partial report of the board's act1on, told 
how the board arrived at the $247,730 
assessment. The lots on which the 
building was erected were valued at 
$31,250, and the 7,216 square feet of floor 
space in the structure were assessed at 
S30 per square feet, or $216,480. 

Harry Gordon Allen, Floyd tax com­
missioner at the llme lhe litigation 
developed, filed a statement showing 
that his assessment of the property for 
1974 taxation was $150,000. He added that 
the building was not completed till late 
1973.

A Challenging Job Ahead 
To say that the new city administration which will take office 

next Monday faces a big iob is merely to confirm what the new 
mayor and city councilmen already know. But the fact may have 
escaped many of us who are not directly connected with city 
government. 

Prestonsburg has been, since the day when Bert Combs 
became governor of Kentucky, a shining example of community 
development and progress. The late Dr. George P. Archer as 
mayor, those who worked with him, and the consistent 
cooperation of Congressman Carl D. Perkins, plus a friendly 
state administration-all these combined to provide a com­
munity-state-federal effort that brought undeniable results. 

The means of continued progress and constructive effort 
remains. The need also remains with us. Our neighbors, Paints­
ville and Pikeville, are on the move. Prestonsburg has been 
regarded as the potential business center of the Big Sandy alley, 
but it cannot attain this coveted status by standing still. It could 
become the rim rather than the hub. 

The new city administration, we understand, is committed to 
I he elimination of unnecessary expense to taxpayers, to ending 
needless spending. It will find a ready public response to this 
policy.

But the economies, desirable as they are, should not stall fhe 
forward movement that has put Prestonsburg in an enviable 
position, these recent years, among the county-seat towns of the 
valley.

Prestonsburg cannot afford to mark timet standing still while 
its neighbors are on the move. Which means, this new ad­
ministration has a big job on its hands.

Here are things children are learning 
in homes. on the streets, and even in 
school: 

1. Let them have plenty of money to 
spend as they like. 2. Let them choose 
any companions they might desire. 3. 
Allow them to return home late at night. 
4. Let them attend sex movies, dances, 
play slot machines. 5. Teach them to 
expect pay for all help at home, and for 
all service to others No charity. 6 . .Let 
them spend Sunday hours on the streets 
instead of attending Sunday school and 
church. 7. Do not teach them the Bible in 
the home or try to win them to Chnst. 8. 
By your example show them that church 
attendance is Wlimportant. Never let 
them hear you pray. 9, Never pun1sh 
them for lying, stealing, profanity, 
spitefulness or disobedience. 

These things on this list are children­
killers. Also church-killers, Satan's tools 
for closing churches. A few weeks ago I 
was asked by a person who professes to 
be a Christ ian, what right my wife had in 
havmg a Christ ian girls club and a Ladies 
Christian Fellowshtp, a church Sunday 
school. r was told these things are not in 
the Bible. This caller said, "l'm a retired 
preacher." 

No wonder God retired him! God only 
retires hearers, not doers, of the word. I 
searched the Bible and could nol find the 

name of this man's church in it, nor could 
I find his name listed as a preacher: so 
from his point of view. I must take it that 
he is not a preacher. J find the 
requirements for pastors, and other 
church workers. But there is no real 
outline as to how the church js to 
train people. Lead them to Christ. 
The Bible gives us C'..od's plan for 
salvation. It also states the Eord adds to 
the church daily those to be saved-not 
just on Saturday, if you are a sabbath­
keeper, or at one service on Sunday 
rooming. ll said, daily God added to tbe 
church. I have a question to be asked of 
some Christians, you believe and claim 
you want sinners saved, et you put 
things in their paths to stop them. I . •. ve 
been told I am not saved because I was 
not baptized on SWlday between the 
hours of 9:30 and 10:30 p.tn. in a white 
robe. Another said, I'm not saved 
because I was not baptized by a Jew io a 
r1ver running north. This lfst could go on 
for many pages. 

Here's one for you to think over, if you 
believe these lies, here's one for you: you 
are not saved unless yot1ave a written 
letter from Jesus and ha e been baptized 
by me. Remember God in the saving 
buslaess, not you or a cht.trch building. [f 
you want people to be saved, help wipe 
out lhe church membership pa(!e in 
Floyd county. Every {lay I meet people 
and try to talk with ttll:!m about Jesus . 
They say to me, ··Never mind. 1 am a 
church member .. , If I aliked if they are a 
Christian, some say. no. l'm a Baptist, 
Methodist. Church of God, etc.

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Proposed Bill Would Extend 
State Police Jurisdiction 

Frankfort, Ky.-A special invitation 
might be issued to the Bureau of State 
Police during the 1974 session of the 
General Assembly. 

State Sen . Carroll Hubbard (D. 
Mayfield) has prepared it, the Interim 
Committee on State Government has 
endorsed it, and w•thin WC'eks the state 
legislature wlll consider inviting state 
policemen to en(orce the law "anywhere 
within the boundaries of the Com· 
monwealth." 

The invitation, in the form of a bill 
authored and prefiled by Sen. Hubbard 
on Nov . 21, would permit state police to 
enforce criminal and traffic laws within 
cities of the first five classes Ccities 
having a population over 1,000) . 

According to the present statute, 
"Neither the commissioner nor any 
officer of the Department shall exercise 
(full police power> withm the limits of 
any incorporated city of the first five 
classes," except :

-When in "hot pursuit" of an offender 
or supposed offender. or searching for a 
suspect wanted for a crime committed 
outside the corporate limits of a city. 

-When interviewmg or seeking to 
interview a witness to a crime under 
stale police investigation. 

- When requested to act by the chief 
executive officer of the city or its police 
chief, or when ordered by the Governor. 

State police records show that troopers 
have alreadv been enforcing the law, by 
invitation of local authorltes. in most 
cities of the first five classes. Those 
communities which have not invited 
troopers in are: 

Louisville CCirst class>; Ashland and 
Covington <second class I; Bellevue. 
Catlettsburg, Fl. Wright, Ludlow. Park 
Hills and Southgate (fourth class>: and, 
Alexandria, Lynnview, St. Regis Park, 
Villa Hills and Wilder (fifth class). 

Capt . William G. Mullins, legal counsel 
for the state pollee, said that while Lhe 
number of cities asking for state police 
help is one the increase, there are also 
instances when a community may ask 
them to leave. 

The question of overlapping 
jurisdiction also arises. When does the 
responsibility of local police end and that 
of :-tate police begin? 

The general rule is that if a stale 
trooper is first on the scene, local police 
assist him. "If the local police arrive 
there first, then we (stale police) assist 
them," Mullins said. 

Mullins also pointed out that state 
police officers can enforce only state and 
federal laws, whereas city or county 
police can enforce local as well as state 
and federal laws. 

''A misdemeanor might occur right in 
front of one of our men,'' Mullins said. 
"but if that officer doesn't have 
jurisdiction in that city, he is in the same 
pos1tion as any other citizen and cannot 
make an arrest. If the offense is a felony. 
he can, as any other citiz.en, make a 
citizen's arrest." 

When the General Assembly convenes 
in January, opposition to Sen. Hubbard's 
bill may go over some of the same ground 
covered by detractors to the original bill 
in 1948. 

Back then, many citizens feared that a 
state police force with wide jurisdictional 
powers would put too much power in the 
hands of state government. Writing into 
that bill a restriction on state police 
entering cities of the first five classes 
was just enough of a compromise to get 
the blll approved. 

Ron Johnson. commissioner of the 
Bureau of State Police, emphasized that 
a bill providing for statewide jurisdiction 
is "theoretically an excellent idea." 

"There should be provisions made, 
however. stating the exact respon· 
sibillties which state police, in 
cooperation with local police. would 
exercise in local jurisdictions," Johnson 
said . 

.Johnson said he was also concerned 
about the question of adequate man­
power, if the legislature passes Sen. 
Hubbard's measure. 

"I would hope that leg1slators will give 
state police the added resources 
necessary to carry out any additional 
responsibilities wich they see fit to 
assign,'' Johnson said.

Thru Community Development 
Combs, Ky.- Whether it involves a 

bake sale, a spaghetti supper, or a trash 
collection. manv Eastern Kentuckians 
are pitching in and helping themselves In 
community development programs. 

The programs, which are admmistered 
by the Uni\·ersity of Kentucky' s 
Cooperative Extension Service, consist 
of local citizens working together lo solve 
community problems. 

Community development was in · 
novated by UK lo encourage self-help. No 
funds are supplied by outside sources. 
Citizens provide their own operating 
capital. 

Improvement efforts in Combs. where 
sewer lines are being installed, resulted 
in most residents giving $2 per month for 
a weekly trash collection. 

An old railroad passenger car was also 
refurbished and now ser\'es as the Combs 
Community Center. 

Before community development wa~ 
instituted, Combs relied on nearby 
Hazard for fire protection. The little 
communitv now has ils own fire truck 
and volunteer fire department. 

Other improvement:; in Combs include 
the erection of street signs, the clearing 
away of junked cars , and the destruchon 
of several dilapidated and abandoned 
buildings. 

Residents of the tiny town of Pactolcs 
have financed a $12,000 building and the 
community of Whitehouse has con· 
structed a greenhouse. 

The ciliz.ens of a former coal town 
purchased an abandoned building that 
once served as the company store, 
demolished it, then made a profit by 
selling the lumber. 

Community devclopment first began tn 
Northeastern Kentucky in 1961 when 
extension agents met with represcn· 
tatives of the Ashland Area Chamber of 
Commerce, the St>cond National Bank of 
Ashland and the Kentucky Power Co. 

As a result of that meetmg, tht> North· 
east Kentucky Rural Community 
Development Association <NEKH.CDA} 
was formed. The organization now en· 
compasses communities in l2 North · 
eastern Kentucky counties and affects 
some 34.000 people. 

NEKRCDA encourages civ1c 
development through the presentation of 
monetary awards to commumties for 
various improvements 

Extension agents are quick to admit 
that 100 per cent participation is rare 
sin<.•e some families will continue to 
dwnp their trash out the hack door. 

The success of community develop­
ment programs can be measured by the 
steady growth of NEKRCDA, whtch 
began with 23 clubs and now has 77 . 

As one extension agl'nt pointed out . 
"Community development programs 
provide double enl"ichmenl. As residents 
improve their town's appearance, they 
also become interested in their neighbor's 
welfare Isolation and apathy decrease 

or the 100.000 persons age 35 and over 
enrolled in elementary or high school m 
October l972, slightly more than half 
were women.

Following the holidays, Allen takes on 
an additional role as Greenup county's 
first state senator in 55 years. 

He and George Conley, now an official 
111 the professional American Basketball 
Association, are the only native Eastern 
Kentuckians to reach the major college 
basketball officiating ranks. Conley also 
served a term as senator in the Kentucky 
leg1slature. 

Basketball officiating has been a way 
ollife for the likable Allen since he began 
shooting balls at a peach basketball goal 
on Brush Creek in rural Floyd county, 
some 35 years ago. 

Whtle attending Maytown High School, 
Allen began his officiating career by 
arbitrating after school scrimmages for 
coach Gene Frasure and pursued the 
endeavor at Morehead State University 
to help defray college expenses. 

A hitch in the Navy in Hawaii failed to 
dampen Allen's enthusiasm as he worked 
numerous intramural service games 
before returning to Russell Central 
Junior High School as principal, a 
position he still holds 

"One of the toughest parts of my new 
assignment is leaving the youngsters in 
my school for 60 days," AlJen said . ''The 
majority of them sorta felt I wouldn't 
win.

An Ordinance empowering the city of 
Martin with the right to remove aban­
doned motor vehicles from the streets 
and parking lots or said city and from the 
property owned by said city; also, em· 
powering said city to dispose or the 
abandoned motor vehicles pursuant to 
K.R.S. 189.751, as amended by the 
Kentucky General Assembly in 1972. 

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF MARTIN, FLOYD COUNTY, 
KENTUCKY. HEREBY ORDAINS AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION ONE: The city of Martin 
hereby makes it tmlawful for any person 
to leave a motor vehicle upon the city 
streets or parking lots or any property 
owned by the city under circumstances 
indicating abandonment, and sa1d person 
shall be fined not less than $25.00, nor 
more than $100.00, or imprisoned for not 
le'>S than three days nor more than 30 
days. A vehiCle left upon the city streets. 
parking lots, or property owned by the 
city for a period of five consecutive days 
l'hall be presumed to be abandoned. 

SECTION TWO: The city or .Martin, 
having jurisdiction over the abandoned 
vehicle, shall cause the vehicle to be 
removed and disposed, according to 
K.R.S. 189.751, (21, K.R.S, 376.275, and 

·K.R.S. Chapter 393. 
SECTION THREE: IC any suc h 

velucle, in the opinion of lhe city of 
Martin or its designated authorities, is 
unfit for future use, the city of Martin 
may d1spose of it immediately in such a 
manner as it deems appropriate.

Deep Drilling 
In Morgan Co. 

<From Thf' Elliott CountyNe\\sl 
Crescent Drilling Co. of Owensboro has 

moved a rotary drilling rig to the Matt 
Blanton farm on Coon Creek near Art­
ville to drill a deep test well for Monitor 
Petroleum Corp. of New York City, the 
first of a number of deep wells which 
Monitor plans to sink in Morgan and 
adjoining counties. 

Bink Strickland, Monitor's manager in 
this area, said his company plans to drill 
the Artville well to the basement pre­
Cambrian structure. estimated at about 
10,000 feet in that area. 

The Blanton farm formerly was known 
as the Pheobe Smith place and i~ about 
one mile cast of the old Artvllle postof­
fi~e. and located on the bead of CoQn 
Creek in westem Morgan county. No 
deep wells have been drilled in that area, 
and the Art ville well is being sunk to test 
the deeper structures in western Morgan 
county and eastern Menifee. 

Monitor commenced its operations in 
Eastern Kentucky in 1968, and drilled its 
first deep test at Stephens on Little Fork 
in ElliQU c.otml):.Jour years ago. Later, 
Monitor drilled a deep test In eastern 
Morgan county on the Freddy lson farm 
at Moon on Docks Creek, going to the 
Rose Run formation at a depth of 10,019 
feet. 

Meanwhile, Monitor has drilled a 
number of production wells in shallower 
formations 1n Elliott, Carter and 
Lawrence counties. 

Strickland said this week Monitor 
plans to sink two more deep wells, one to 
offset the Stephens well and the other lo 
offset the Moon well. 

Supply of Gas 
To Many Hangs 
On Court Case 

Slated for hearing in the Franklin 
circm t court Friday is a case on \\ h1cb 
depends future natural gas service to 
many residents of Floyd and other 
coun ties of the section. 

The litigat ion began with applications 
of householders for gas service from the 
K~ntucky West Virginia Gas Company 
and a Kentucky Public Service Com­
mission ruling to the effect that under 
Kentucky statute the company must 
supply service to any applicant if the 
company gas is on his or her land or if the 
applicant is within one·half air-mile of a 
well or gatherng line. 

The PSC filed in Franklin c1rcuit court 
for a mandamus to enforce its order. The 
gas company countered by Ciling for a 
restraining order. In procuring the 
temporary restraining order the com­
pany contended that the statute is un­
constitutional . It also claimed that if new 
customers are added the service the 
company has already contracted to 
render to other customers will be cur­
tailed. 

Friday's hearing is expected to decide 
if the order restraining the PSC is to 
stand or if it will be dismissed . 

Some new homes in Prestonsburg have 
been dt'nied service. and 100 or more 
applications in the area are reported to 
have been denied.
