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86 To Lose Jobs

At Care Center

Stai Says Veto
Of Bill Factor
In Agency Move

Richard T. Stai, executive director of

, the Mountain Comprehensive Care

Center, announced Tuesday a layoff of 86
of the 302 persons now employed, ef-
fective January 31.

“This cutback in staff,” Mr. Stai
emphasized, ‘‘does not mean a cutback in
available services and programs. Our
present staff is geared for growth and
expansion, District 11 still has numerous
unmet needs in the areas of mental
health, mental retardation and drug and
alcohol services.

“We have been operating for several
months with an optimism that has
allowed us to continue building a staff for
the future . . . for researching community
needs, for developing community
awareness, and for planning for
developing programs and services to
answer unmet needs.”

He explained that Mountain Com-
prehensive Care Center will continue to
deliver equitable services and programs,
even with the cutback in personnel, since
the number of staff members who have
been laid off parallels the number that
have been hired in such areas as
statistical research, staff development,
public  information, community
education, and others which essentially
are supportive or developmental in
nature.

Several factors have been involved in
the agency’s decision to retrench, ac-
cording to Stai. He identified the primary
factor as the loss of a reasonable ex-
pectancy of federal support as a result of
the recent veto of the Community Mental
Health Centers Renewal Bill.

““This veto,” he explained, ‘‘means a
delay of at least several months before
we can expect funds allocated by the bill
to become available to us. If the bill does
not pass at all, it can mean a loss of as
much as $500,000 in staffing grants alone.

Vance Is Named

After Pike Man
IsWounded Here

The after-midnight shooting here Jan.
13 of the son of a Pike county official
which had been described the result of ‘“‘a
friendly fight’’ and which had been kept
from official action, became more than
that with the issuance last Thursday of a
first degree assault warrant for the man
who allegedly fired the shot.

The warrant was issued by the county
judge's office to Pike County Attorney
Herbert Deskins on the basis of the af-
fidavit of Earl Edward Roop, 26, of
Pikeville, who said he saw Jim Bob
Vance, of May's Branch here, shoot
James Franklin Blair, son of Pike County
Clerk John Paul Blair, at the Vance
home.

Shot in his mouth, Blair was first taken
to the Highlands Medical Center here,
then to Central Baptist Hospital,
Lexington. His condition was later
described there as ‘‘satisfactory.”

Prestonsburg Policeman Keith Lawson
and State Trooper Elmo Allen in-
vestigated the shooting, shortly after
Blair was wounded. Lawson said the
wounded man at that time declined to
press charges.

Is Coal ‘Down Under’ Hssillean
Future Floyd Hope

When the last strippable coal is gone
from Floyd county, where conventional
deep mining already is drawing toward
the end except for small-scale “truck
mine’’ operations—what then?

Some have asked this question, looking
‘““down the road’’ 10 years or so. They
have spoken of gashed hillsides, polluted
and silt-filled streams, the natural
wealth of the county gone, and have
asked, pessimistically, about the future,
if any, for the county.

But what may be the needed ray of
hope is seen in neighboring Martin
county.

There, the conventional drift-mouth
method of boring horizontally back into
the hill or of stripping away the hilltops to
get at the rich veins of coal supply only a
part of the picture. Big companies are
investing millions in “‘slope’” mining in
Martin county, going deep below the
water level for coal.

The Times learned this week that
Mapco, Inc., whose plans for develop-
ment of 14,000 acres of Martin county
coal were announced recently, will be
doing slope mining. Other mines there
are already going down for coal.

And in those ventures may lie hope for
a ‘“whole new ball game” in the coal
business for Floyd county. There are
those who say the known rich deposits of
coal to be reached by slope or shaft
mining will be tapped in this county
when, and if, the new methods are
necessary.

That there are huge coal deposits
beneath the surface in this county is
known to every driller for oil and gas, one
report says.

This coal does not lie in consistent
seams as are found on the hillsides, one
familiar with shaft mining said recently.
It lies, rather, in basins which may be
small or holding millions of tons of coal.

With the help of other interested citizens

Is Mine Victim

lenn Dennis Moore, 47, of Hueysville,
was fatally crushed inside the No. 1 mine
ol tne National Mires Corp. at Raven,
Knott county, last Thursday morning by
the battery-powered tractor which he
was operating. Massive chest injuries
resulted in his death.

Moore and others were en route to a
work area inside the mine when they met
another tractor, As Moore drew to the
side, he apparently misjudged the
distance and was caught between the
tractor and the mine rib, Willard Stanley,
supervisor of the Martin district office,
Kentucky Department of Mines and
Minerals, said.

Moore was dead on arrival at Our Lady
of the Way Hospital, Martin. Other oc-
cupants of the tractor which he operated
were uninjured.

Snow Slows
Court Work
Second Week

The eight-inch snowfall of Jan. 12 and
another of almost half that depth which
came Monday before all of the first snow
was gone slowed traffic and business
activities, kept closed all Floyd county
schools, closed some public offices and
cut deep into the work of the current term
of circuit court.

Jurors failed to show up for duty
Monday, and those who appeared Tues-
day were dismissed till today (Wednes-
day) by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley.

The first murder trial of the term, that
of Greenbury Tackett who is accused of
the slaying of Charles Hall, has been
scheduled for Jan. 27. It is the only
murder case currently docketed for trial
this month.

In three court sessions, Jan. 14, Jan. 15
and Jan. 20, six convictions were
recorded. These are:

Milford Blackburn, plea of guilty to a
charge of knowingly receiving stolen
property, one-year pen term, grand
larceny charge dismissed; Cora Slone,
possessing alcoholic beverages for the
purpose of sale, plea of guilty, $100 fine
and 30 days in jail; Larry Wright, trans-

Dynamite apparently tossed through a window of an
apartment on Riverside Drive here caused extensive damage
to one section of the dwelling and narrowly missed injuring
five persons who occupied another room.

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j Contract Gives

Basic Wage Rise
Of 62¢ an Hour

The longest strike in the history of
Kentucky West Virginia Gas Company
ended Saturday night when members of
Local Union 3-510, Oil, Chemical and
Atomic Workers, ratified a settlement of
differences which had been accepted by
company representatives on the
preceding Thursday.

The 95-day strike, which idled 297 union
members, was ended through ac-
ceptance of a federal mediator’s
recommendation of settlement made at a
meeting last Thursday at May Lodge.
Normally, federal mediators restrict
their activities in wage contract
negotiations simply to getting the parties
around the bargaining table, but in this
instance the mediator offered a
suggested settlement after he had
decided the parties apparently were not
nearing a settlement of their differences,

During the negotiations the company
had offered a 57-cents-an-hour wage
increase. The union asked 72 cents. The
mediator recommended an increase of 62
cents. Also provided, effective Oct. 186,
1975, is a cost of living adjustment, plus a
2 per cent increase, with a guaranteed
minimum increase of 6 per cent.

The new contract will expire October
15, 1976.

Other improvements reported in the
contract include these:

Vacations, mileage increased from 10
to 14 cents, meal allowances, sickness
and death in family benefits, hospital
insurance, increased shift differential of
4 cents (14c, evening; 20c, morning),
creation of seven new jobs (one bulldozer
operator and six regular laborers) before
Oct. 15, this year.

The new contract also provides for the
refund by the company on March 1 to
union employees all contributions which
they made to the pension plan, with in-
terest. Kentucky West Virginia now pays
for all pension benefits, and the refund
will reimburse workers for amounts they
paid into the plan while they and the
company shared in contributions, it was
explained.

During the work-stoppage numerous
gas installations were dynamited and the
company offered rewards for in-
formation leading to the arrest and
conviction of those responsible, but it did
not directly accuse employees or any
other group.

The union denied having had any part
in the dynamitings and its officials in-
sisted workers had been instructed not to
take part in any action of the sort.

During the duration of the strike
operation of compressor stations and
other company activities was carried on
by supervisory (non-union) personnel.

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Jobs for Fewer
Than 20 Is Seen
In Floyd Funds

Virgil Osborne, director of the Eastern
Kentucky Concentrated Employment
Program, announced last week that the
agency has been granted $1,525,222 for
the development of jobs for the unem-
ployed in 22 Eastern Kentucky counties,
including Floyd.

Floyd county's share of this total is
$124,367, which would employ fewer than
20 persons for a year. ‘A mere drop in
the bucket,”” County Judge Henry
Stumbo said recently in commenting on
the funds allocated this county.

The funds are authorized under Title
VI of the Comprehensive Employment
and Training Act to create public service
jobs in each county with local govern-
mental units and non-profit agencies.
These jobs are to be filled by individuals
who have (1) exhausted their unem-
ployment insurance benefits, (2) who are
unemployed persons and not eligible for
unemployment benefits and have
fulltime prior work experience and (3)
persons who have been unemployed for
15 weeks or longer. Vietnam era veterans
who are in one of these groups will
receive priority consideration for jobs.

Persons who meet anyone of these
conditions are encouraged to contact the
Eastern Kentucky Concentrated Em-
ployment Program office at Archer
Park, Prestonsburg, or the County
Judges’ offices at Prestonsburg, Paints-
ville, Salyersyille and Inez, or the Bureau
for Manpower Services office at North
Lake Drive, Prestonsburg for further
information.

Nationally, $787 million has been
allocated for 100,000 jobs, made possible
by the Emergency Jobs and Unem-
ployment Assistance Act of 1974, which
was signed by President Ford on New
Year’s eve.

According to Dr. Willard, who has been
in contact with the various ADD direc-
tors and has met with Gov. Carroll, one
aim of the employment program, in
addition to providing emergency relief to
the jobless, is to develop jobs that lead to
capital improvement in the local
districts.

This is much like the WPA (Works
Progress Administration) program
utilized during the Depression of the
early 1930’s. The projects may include
activities such as development of
community parks, renovation of public
buildings, beautification programs,
environmental clean-up and reduction of
drainage problems—projects which will
have lasting effects, according to Dr.
Willard. :

“It was one of those colder than usual
December morns. The clock said it was
time to get up though it was still dark
outside and the warm bed was hard to
leave. Outside the ground was almost
covered with snow and the flakes were
still floating down.

“Usually it is invigorating to walk
down the driveway in the darkness to get
the morning paper but not so that mor-
ning. The frozen driveway and the
blowing snow made it an unwelcome
chore. What was worse I felt on that
particular day no feeling of inspiration or
anticipation about the duties waiting for
the day. It was one of those days of
sagging spirits.

“Then it happened! As I reached into
the box for the paper there came a
surprising sound of a bird from the
nearby bushes. I never saw the bird in
the darkness nor could I identify him by
his song. Not to recognize the bird made
no difference to me but what made a big
difference was the cheerful cheeps of the
singing bird.

‘“Back in the house out of the cold and
snow I could not forget the bird and his
song. Not even the beautiful Psalms
which I use in personal devotion could
make me forget the bird. What could
prompt any bird to sing in such biting
cold and darkness? The more I reflected
upon the bird the more his song seemed
to be a special message for me.

“It was certain the bird had what 1
needed. His song was surely an ex-
pression of faith. It was still dark but his
faith assured him light was not far away.
The more snow that fell the more difficult
it would be for the bird to find food for the
day but he was still singing. He had no
super markets, no pantry, no
refrigerator, no deep freezer, not even a
nearby delicatessen from which he could
select provisions for the meal of his
choice. For the bird it was a day to day
search for food, snow or no snow. Yet he
faced a difficult day without fear,
complaint or self-pity but with a happy
song.”

FOR THE BICENTENNIAL

This Jenny Wiley Trail idea which
Floyd county’s David Salisbury has
clung to, and which now seems a
possibility, strikes me as a good one. It
would be nice to have it opened for the
Bicentennial Year, 1976.

Another former Floyd countian, whom
we appear to have lost to the gr-r-eat
state of Texas, has an equally good idea
for the Bicentennial He writes:

“‘Should the Big Sandy region desire to
get involved, I refer to the rafting in-
dustry as described by O. D. Rice. His
sketches and descriptions are such that it
would not be too difficult to build suech a
raft if the timber and labor were
available. For the Bicentennial trip. it
could start at Pikeville and stop at all
towns on its way to Catlettsburg.”

These are excellent ideas that have
been put together for this section of the
nation—a pioneer farm, the trail followed
by a pioneer heroine, the return to the
days when the river was the artery of
traffic. No snappy slogans, nothing to sell
to the unwary. Just a plain return to days
which I like to think of as better than
these.

Escarpment, the geological “‘breakline’
between the Central Kentucky Bluegrass
region and the eastern mountains, from
the old Indian village of Shannoah at
South Portsmouth to Indian Fields, near
the present-day Winchester. The trail,
which follows the narrow crest of the
ridge unbroken from near Olive Hill all
the way to the Ohio River without ever
crossing a stream, runs all the way from
the Ohio south through middle Ten-
nessee. Because of its gentle slopes and a
total lack of flooding, early Indian groups
used the trail frequently as they moved
into and out of Kentucky and to points to
the north and south.

After the difficult job of tracing the
length of the trail is completed, the task
of developing the old path into a com-
fortable hiking trail will require the
efforts of large numbers of area hikers.
In addition, legal assistance will be
required as trail easements and rights-
of-way are acquired. After the trail is
made passable for the horseman as well
as hiker, it is hoped that overnight
shelters can be erected.

A trail commission is being formed to
attend to details of the development of
the attraction and it is hoped that in-
terested hikers and horsemen in each
county will take part in the work.

available through grants already funded
but dependent upon a percentage of local
match dollars.

“Either of these factors could have
occurred alone without resulting in an
action as severe as this layoff,” Stai said,
“but they all came at once, they created
a situation that has necessitated im-
mediate and decisive action in order to
safeguard the future of our program.

The layoffs mark the beginning of a
stringent plan for effective manpower
utilization in direct service delivery
areas and for an internal restructuring of
programs and services which will allow
the remaining staff to continue delivery
of an equitable program with the lowest
possible expenditure, Stai said. “In
addition, steps have been taken to initiate
a salary rollback of from 3 to 10 percent
for remaining personnel with yearly
salaries of $10,500 or above.”

A Tough Bullet To Bite

The federal legislation which makes it possible for citizens
to get flood insurance is not an unmixed blessing. It creates
problems, the most vexing of which must be answered by local
governments.

For instance:

If a city or county is to benefit from flood insurance, it must be
in compliance with provisions of the Flood Insurance Act not
later than July 1, this year. And compliance means that the
cooperating division of government (city or county) must agree
to flood plain boundaries and zoning to prevent future con-
struction within the flood plain area—that is, on a site which
within the last 100 years has been subjected to flooding.

On the face of it, this would halt all building in Prestonsburg,
for example, except at the level of Highland Avenue or above—
that, or the building of structures on lots filled in above the flood
level. In other parts of the county, most bottom lands could not
qualify as building sites. Hillside lots would be at a premium.

If these flood plain regulations are to prevail, there might
develop the idea that Floyd county should forget flood insurance
and continue as it has in the past, taking its losses but free to
continue building development as the owners of the land please.

But the same law that makes flood insurance possible makes
construction almost impossible without it. After the July 1
deadline, the builder in a flood prone area who does not have
flood insurance cannot borrow from any federal agency or any
“bank handling federal funds or whose deposits are guaranteed by
the federal government. This would leaveé constfruction pretty
well confined only to those who have the cash to pay for the work,
without borrowing.

Fiscal courts and city councils face a disturbing situation. If
they proceed to qualify for flood insurance by adopting land use
and control measures that are prerequisites to the program,
restrict building except by permit and otherwise comply with the
demands of the law, they face the wrath of hundreds of lan-
downers who, the Broad Form deed to the contrary, insist that
the land is theirs to use as they please and as free American
citizens.

And if representatives of local government do not qualify for
flood insurance, they face inevitable criticism from those who
would develop their land, build homes or other structures when
the would-be builders find that money for building may not be
borrowed.

The town of Wheelwright in this county has complied with the
flood insurance program, but its flood problem is not of major
proportions. The city of Paintsville has complied, but it has
petitioned the U. S. Corps of Engineers to revise its flood plain
boundaries for the community in view of the protection now
given by Fishtrap and other head-of-the-river reservoirs.

Floyd county, Prestonsburg, Martin and Allen daily draw
nearer the July 1 day of decision to comply, or not to comply,
with this program. In either case, it will be a tough bullet to bite.

‘The Dangerous Weed’

What are the effects of marijuana use on the user? Here’s what
Dr. Frances A. Davis said recently of its use in a report, entitled,
““The Dangerous Weed’’:

““Marihuana is probably the most dangerous drug with which
this country must contend. Consider the following:

1) Its early use is beguiling. It gives the illusion of feeling
good, so the user is unaware of the beginning loss of mental
functioning. In fact, marihuana impairs the user’s ability even to
judge the loss of his own mental abilities.

‘’2) After one to three years of continuous use, the ability to
think has become so impaired that pathological forms of thought
start to dominate the entire mental process.

’3) Chronic, heavy use leads to outright paranoia.

’4) Chronic, heavy use leads to mental and physical
deterioration that may be impossible to reverse.

’5) Use leads to deluded thoughts about the necessity to seduce
others into smoking marihuana. Most chronic users are active
pushers.

’6) As users move into government, the professions, and
medicine, they continue to act as pushers, seriously aggravating
the entire drug problem.

““The physiological effects of marihuana are
deleterious:

1) Precancerous changes in the lungs of human users.

*2) Changes in nucleic acid synthesis in the brain.

“3) Interference with the immunological mechanisms of the
body.

‘4) Ability to be transmitted through the placental barrier and
in breast milk.

*’5) Chromosome damage in hoth light and heavy human
users.

““6) Forty to sixty percent depression of the plasma
testosterone level and decreased sperm count.

““Cellular damage is found in those smoking one to three
marihuana cigarettes a week ; psychological changes have been
noted in those smoking less than one cigarette a week."”’

Now, the quesfion comes, “What will be the effect of such a

warning to those who use marijuana?”’

Users of alcohol have been told, over and over again, of lethal
liver damage, of the damage alcohol does to the brain, of the
excesses and crimes to which alcohol will drive the user.

Cigarette smokers have been warned with equal assiduity of
the dangers of cancer and heart disease.

But the use of both continues, unabated. Will those who dabble
with marijuana be as unhearing?

FRANKFORT, Ky.—John Stanley
Hoffman, the new secretary of the
Kentucky Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection, had a lot of ups and downs in
his early days of government work. That
could account for his desire to run the
department on an even keel and to avoid
labels which brand him pro-this and anti-
that.

Hoffman comes to the department with
long experience in government—
experience that covers the entire 38
years of his life. As a youngster he
electioneered for his father, J. Stanley
Hoffman, who served as a state senator
in 1946-54.

After graduation from Centre College,
Hoffman's interest in government was
rekindled in Washington, D. C., where he
studied law at George Washington
University.

After working as an elevator operator
in the House of Representatives office
buildings, he sold equipment for an offset
prmtmg press company untll he returned

to law school at the University of Ken-
tucky. In 1964, he began practicing law in
Henderson,

After one year, he ran for and won a
seat in the Kentucky House of
Representatives. Elected again in-1968,
he served as chairman of the powerful
Appropriations and Revenue Committee.

In 1965, Hoffman did not seek re-
election. Instead he ran for Henderson
County Judge and won. Hoffman’s
caution about being labeled pro or anti-
environment stems from anti-strip mine
action he helped develop when he was
Henderson County Judge. In 1970, the
Henderson Fiscal Court banned strip
mining in that county.

However, Hoffman says that action
doesn’t prejudice him against strip
mining or make him an environmental
extremist. ‘‘When the Henderson County
strip mine ban was enacted, I was the
head of a legislative body acting in the
interest of the citizens of the county who
were very much against strip mining in
that particular county.”

‘““‘However,”” he continued, ‘‘as
secretary of the Kentucky Department
for Natural Resources and En-

vironmental Protection, I will be the
head of a regulatory agency. What this
department must do is already set by
law. My job, simply, is to see that the
department enforces those laws."”

During his first week on the job,
Hoffman is spending most of his time
learning about the department, meeting
the agency personnel and discussing
their problems. The department includes
the divisions of air pollution, water
quality, solid waste, sanitary
engineering plumbing, forestry, con-
servation, reclamation and the special
programs of orphan lands, wild rivers,
noise pollution, pesticides and
beautification.

The recent big snow in eastern Ken-
tucky caused many people to give serious
thought to ‘‘doing something for the
birds". This often results in food scraps
or maybe some suet or bird seed being
put out while snow is on the ground. Most
of us want to attract birds to the neigh-
borhood. Who doesn't enjoy the flash of a
cardinal or the “‘scolding” of a blue jay
as something or someone invades his
domain, or hear the cheerful chirping of
a myriad of small birds on a cold, snowy
day?

We can do some simple things to at-
tract and keep the birds around our
homes. Birds have three basic needs;
food, water and shelter. Many plants can
be grown for food, including fruits,
berries, and seed-bearing plants, such as
sunflowers, sorghum, and many others.
If not near a natural water source, we
need to provide a constant source of
water. For shelter, evergreen shrubs and
trees give them a place to hide and wind
protection in winter, as well as a nesting
place in spring.

The purpose of this article is to en-
courage people to protect and enjoy our
feathered friends. Field offices of the Soil
Conservation Service, in each county
seat town, have supplies for free public
distribution, of a colorful little booklet
entitled “‘Invite Birds to Your Home". It
has some helpful suggestions for plan-
tings that will be beautiful as well as
useful for the birds. The Kentucky
Division of Forestry has a packet of tree
seedlings for wildlife food and shelter.
The packet includes 5 Chinese chestnut, 3
Autumn olive, several varieties of
hardwood and pines - 200 seedlings in all,
for $5.00. This is enough seedlings for
about a quarter acre of land and can be

Nature Trails

The Floyd County Times
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Winter Woods Teas and Tonics

In winter when the body’s resistance is
low and colds are more prevalent, is a
good time to fortify the system with
mineral-rich vitamins from nature’s
bounty. I will discuss three of the most
important teas for this purpose.

1.—SWEET BIRCH TEA. The twigs
and inner bark of the sweet birch may be
gathered and boiled to make an aromatic
beverage, one that is rich in starch,
sugars and vitamins. The inner bark is
reddish-pink and has a pleasant win-
tergreen flavor. It may also be eaten like

candy. The tea will need little

sweetening, perhaps a teaspoonful of
honey will serve for a quart of tea. The
bark of the roots is said to make the
richest tea. From the sweet birch, oil of
wintergreen for flavoring is produced. If
you should ever be lost in the woods, you
can survive for a long time on sweet
birch bark.

How to make sweet birch beer: In
early spring, when the sap begins to rise,
tap a large sweet birch and catch two or
three gallons of the sweet sap. Put this in
a closed vessel and add a handful or two
of shelled corn. In a few days you will
have a delicious, foamy beer. The sweet

Scheduled later at Carter Caves State
Resort Park near Olive Hill is a week-end
exhibit and demonstrations by Kentucky
Heritage Artists.

11-Month Toll
In County Is 10

A total of 1,918 traffic accidents were
investigated in the Kentucky State Police
Post 9 area from January 1 through
November 30 of last year, it was reported
recently by Captain Billie Lykins, com-
mander of Post 9.

As a result of these accidents in the
five-county area of Floyd, Pike, Johnson,
Magoffin and Martin, 1,160 persons were
injured and 30 killed. Ten of these
fatalities occurred in Floyd county, 12 in
‘Pike, three in Martin, three in Johnson
and two in Magoffin county.

During the month of November, 84
persons were arrested in the area served
by Post 9 for drunk driving. Floyd county
accounted for 27 of these, Pike, 29,
Magoffin, 21, Johnson, 4, and Martin
county, 3.

State police detectives under the
command of Lt. Chester Potter opened 43
criminal cases and made 31 criminal
arrests during November. Two stolen
vehicles and $9,180 in property were
recovered.

birch may be tapped in the same way one
taps the sugar maple. The lumber of this
tree is dark brown and highly valuable,
being sold on the market as
“mahogany.”

2.—SPICEBUSH (SPICEWOOD) TEA.
The twigs and bark of this small tree may
be gathered and boiled to make a
pleasant tasting and stimulating tea. The
tea has been much used as a remedy for
fevers, it is a good winter tonic against
flu and bad colds.

The spicebush is a shrubby tree, often
found growing in clumps along brooks or
in a damp mountain coves. It is highly
aromatic, and has a camphor-like smell.
The tea is good to fortify the body against
infections of colds and flu viruses. It is
mild and invigorating, and is better
sweetened with honey. Spicewood twigs
have long been used to cook with wild
meats, to impart a tasty flavor.

Spicebush bears red berries in the fall,
which make excellent flavor in cooking
many kinds of foods. The red berries
were formerly used in lieu of all-spice.

3.—SASSAFRAS TEA. The rule of
oldtimers was: Begin drinking sassafras
tea in February. The best tea is made
from bark peeled from the roots of red
sassafras, or a six-inch section of the root
may be boiled to make enough tea to
serve a family. There is an old rhyme
about sassafras tea:

“In early spring when the blood is
thick,

There’s nothing beats a sassafras stick

To tone up the liver and strengthen the
heart,

And to the system new life impart.”

In the early spring, as soon as the
sassafras tree put out new leaves, the
Indians browsed on the leaves and twigs,
in the manner of a cow browsing; they
claimed these served as a tonic and
conditioner after a hard winter. To make
the best tea, gather the roots and pound
them to a pulp. This makes a strong, red
tea, rich and aromatic.

To make a real good tonic for late
winter, boil the roots of sassafras to a
deep red color, then add a teaspoonful of
powdered yellowroot to each quart of tea.
This tonic beats any you might buy at the
drug store. '

One small cupful of shredded bark
from the roots of sassafras will make a
quart of flavorful tea. The flavor can be
improved by stirring the tea while boiling
with a fresh spicebush stick. Honey
makes the best sweetening. Another old
saying about sassafras tea was: ‘‘Drink
plenty of sassafras tea in early spring
and you won’t need a doctor the rest of
the year.”

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Gold Mining No Threat to King Coal in Ky.

By MARVA GAY

FRANKFORT, Ky.—Where coal is
king, there isn't much glory in mining for
rock, clay, limestone, asphalt, fluorspar
or even gold.

But people do mine for those minerals
in Kentucky. They do it because there’s
money in it.

According to Carl Millanti, permitting
chief of the stone, sand and gravel sec-
tion of the division of reclamation in the
Kentucky Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection, mining for rock, clay,
limestone, asphalt or fluorspar is a
profitable business in the state. Gold
mining isn’t profitable. No gold has been
found at the state’s only gold mine,
located in northeastern Kentucky.

Millanti, who oversees reclamation of
mining for miscellaneous minerals in
Kentucky, recently categorized general

differences between coal and other types
of mining in the state.

“Generally,” said Millanti, “‘people
who strip mine for miscellaneous
minerals must follow the same
reclamation rules as people who surface
mine for coal. They have to obtain per-
mits from us and use the same
reclamation techniques.”

*‘However,' added Millanti, ‘‘there are
some differences, simply because mining
for these miscellaneous minerals is
different from mining for coal.”

Permits for surface mining for
miscellaneous minerals—there are about
200—run for five years, instead of one
year as is the case for coal mining. And,
unlike coal miners, bonds aren’t man-
datory, though the department may
require them if it deems them necessary.

“The permits run for a longer time,
and there isn’t a mandatory bond
requirement,” said Millanti,”” because
these people can’t just pick up and move
like a coal mining operation might. They
usually have a whole plant, with a lot of
stationary equipment on the mining site.
They don’t just mine the mineral there;
they process it on the site, too. Generally,
we can figure one of these operations is
going to be there for a while. There’s one
operation near Elizabethtown that’s been
there for 60 year.”

Millanti said enforcement of
regulations for miscellaneous mining
differs from that for coal mining, too.
“For the most part,” said Millanti, “‘it’s
probably easier. The inspectors look for
the same sorts of things as those who

inspect coal mines and they find
violations just like the coal mine in-
spectors do.”

“But,” continued Millanti, “we get

very good cooperation from miners of
miscellaneous minerals. They usually do
whatever we ask them to do. For in-
stance, if we ask that an operation be
screened from a highway by a row of
trees, they’ll probably do it, even though
it isn’t required.””

“In short,” said Millanti, “‘since the
state began regulating surface mining of
miscellaneous minerals in 1969, we've
had very little trouble getting the
operators to correct problems. I don’t
believe we’ve even had to initiate one
enforcement action to get a problem
corrected.”

The life of an inspector for the stone,
sand and gravel section also differs from
that of a coal inspector. When they're on
a strip mine site, they do the same types
of things a coal inspector does. But, the
miscellaneous inspectors spend more
time on the road and see more mines
than the coal inspectors.

“Because the mines we inspect are
scattered all over the state,” said
Millanti, “and we’'ve only got four in-
spectors, each one has to cover a large
area. So, our inspectors must spend
much time driving to the mines.”

“Still,” continued Millanti, ‘‘because
the mines we look at generally are much
smaller than coal mines, it doesn’t take
as long to check one out as it does to in-
spect a coal mine. One of our people can
probably check five or six mines a day,
compared to two or three for a coal in-
spector.”’

Inspectors for the stone, sand and
gravel section are located in Madison-
ville, Grayson, Carrollton and Windy in
Wayne County. The inspections super-
visor works out of Monticello and travels
the entire state.

Opinions from Offi“ce of ‘A.ttorhéy“ General

Laura Keller Schweri, of Lexington,
asked whethr or not she may change any
part of her name including her surname,
which is that of her husband. Originally,
any person of at least 18 years of age,
who was not a married woman, could
have his name changed in the county
court of the county in which he resided.
However, the law in which this
stipulation was included was changed in
1974 by deleting the phrase prohibiting
married women from changing their
names. Therefore, it is the opinion of the
Office of the Attorney General that such
amended legislation indicates that it is
intended that a married woman may
change her surname from that of her
husband’s back to her maiden name.

Sam Tucker, Louisville policeman,
recently requested an opinion on whether
the records of a person treated for
narcotic rehabilitation should remain
confidential after the patient’s death.
After a person has been found to be ad-
dicted and has been committed, his
records can in no way be used against
him. However, it is the opinion of the
Attorney General’s Office that the right
of privacy is personal and ceases to exist
after the person’s death. Therefore, the
disclosure of such records after a drug
user’s death, with the consent of a
representative of his estate, can be used
in a criminal proceeding against another,
for treatment records could be highly
relevant to the issues at trial.

E. Preston Young, attorney for the
Jefferson County Board of Education,
asked if a county board of education is
authorized to expend funds to send an
exceptional child to an out-of-state ‘in-
stitution—in this case St. Rita School for
the Deaf in Cincinnati—when no school
for this class of exceptionality is
provided within the district. It is the
opinion of the Attorney General’s Office
that school districts should not pay the
expenses of exceptional children at
boarding schools or schools not ac-
cessible by daily commuting, such as the
school in Cincinnati, which is more than
100 miles away. Moreover, the Kentucky
Constitution prohibits the appropriation
or use by any church, sectarian or
denominational school of any fund or tax
levied or raised for educational purposes.

Retirement System (TRS), have
requested an opinion as to whether a
person, having an account with both
retirement agencies, is entitled to
receive proportional benefits although he
might not be eligible in the latter system
due to an age requirement in the TRS
law. Retirement age under KERS is 55
years old, while a person must be 60 to
qualify for TRS. It is the opinion of the
Office of the Attorney General that once
an individual with joint accounts in the
various state retirement systems con-
solidates his accounts and is eligible to
retire in the system under which he is
presently covered, all other retirement
systems in which he has an account must
pay their proportional share of the

' benefits, even though he might not

otherwise be eligible due to his age.
