3 Jailed After
3-Month Probe
Of Drug Traffic

An investigation into illegal drug
traffic in the area, begun by state police
and narcotics officers in January, began
paying off during the past week as two
Floyd county men and a juvenile were
arrested on charges of trafficking in
marijuana.

Mike Halbert, of Martin, was arrested
Thursday night on Rock Fork, near
Garrett, on a warrant which was issued
after Halbert had allegedly sold
marijuana to a police officer some two
weeks earlier. Halbert, who was charged
with possession of marijuana as well as
trafficking, was released on $1,000 bond.

Monday afternoon, Quentin Henry
Scott was arrested at his home at Garrett
on a trafficking charge. Scott, who had
prior charges of trafficking in LSD as
well as marijuana, was released on $1,500
bond. A juvenile was arrested the same
day in the Garrett vicinity. Monday’s
arrests also came after the accused
allegedly sold marijuana to police of-
ficers.

State Police Detective Danny Stumbo,
who, along with state narcotics officers
made the arrests, said the months-long
investigation in the area had resulted in
eight drug arrests in Johnson county and
he added that additional arrests were
expected in Floyd county.

Prior to the initiation of the in-
vestigation, a circuit court grand jury
had expressed alarm at the prevalance of
drugs, especially in Floyd schools, and
had emphasized the need for such a
probe by law enforcement officials.

Fiscal Court Votes
Franchise Protection

The Floyd fiscal court at its Wednes-
day meeting voted to make mandatory
the use of services of franchised
collectors of solid waste in the county.

The action was taken to forestall a
situation such as has arisen in Johnson
county where competition from in-
dependent collectors was threatening
last week to close the county landfill at

Meally. The Floyd court’s order provides

that all individuals and business firms
must ‘‘abide by the garbage pichkup
service provided by the franchise holder,
or they must bury their own garbage on
their ownproperty.”

The collection service is operating in
Magisterial Districts 1 and 2 under a
franchise held by Floyd County
Sanitation, In¢. The service will be begun
in District 3 later by the same firm.
Collection in District 4 is scheduled to

start not later than July 1. Okie Lawson
holds the franchise in that district.

The fiscal court, which is working in
cooperation with the city of Martin in
acquiring easements for the long-delayed
Beaver Creek Channel Improvement
Project in and near Martin, authorized
condemnation proceedings against the
Chessie System (C.& 0.) for easement
over 16.8 acres of the company’s land at
Martin and for temporary easement over
an additional 12.63 acres there.

The railway company had asked
$10,000 for the easements, officials said.

A hearing announced at 4 p.m. during
the court meeting without prior ad-
vertising was attended by seven persons
in addition to court members. The meet-
ing was held for discussion of recrea-
tion and housing elements of Commun-
ity Development Block Grant program.

Workman Kin
Says He Was

Bobby Workman, the former Floyd
county man who is under indictment in
the slaying of James Chaffins, has not
been a fugitive and there was never any
need for a federal warrant to be issued
for his arrest, his sister, Mrs. Betty
Daniels, of Stanville, declared this week.

Mrs. Daniels claims that Com-
monwealth’s Attorney Harold J. Stumbo
knew of Workman's whereabouts, that
her brother is at the same Ypsilanti,
Mich. address he has had while employed
there.

The Stanville woman said this week
that her brother appeared before
Michigan authorities when he learned
extradition to Kentucky had been asked.
The murder warrant, however, had not
been received at that time. Later, she
said, when the warrant was received he
and his attorney appeared before a Judge
Thompson in Ann Arbor and he was
released on his own recognizance of
$100,000 bond.

A polygraph test made by Marcy
Consulting Service in Dearborn indicated
that Workman had no knowledge of the
murder, Mrs, Daniels said.

Commonwealth’s Attorney Stumbo
said recently he had asked that the
polygraph test be made at Frankfort
where both the defendant and the
Commonwealth could be represented but
that this request was rejected. Work-
man'’s sister said her brother declined to
come to Kentucky for the test because he
knew he would be jailed and would have
no opportunity to prepare his defense.

Stumbo said he had guaranteed Work-
man immunity from arrest if he would
return to this state for the test.

Jury Verdict Lowers
Airport Land Values

Blockhouse Bottom Land which was
taken by condemnation for Combs
Airport by the Prestonsburg-Paintsville
Airport Board was valued 10 years ago
by a jury at $258,000.

Needs To Be Area-Wide

FRANKFORT, Ky.—A legislative
advisory committee on the distribution of
the coal tax last week approved 10
projects totaling $311,750.

The committee also heard one of its
members call for more state assistance
in recruiting industrial sites to Eastern
Kentucky.

This prompted chairman We J.
Reynolds, D-Allen, to suggest that a
permanent commission for area-wide
planning should be created to help
Eastern Kentucky develop.

Of 10 projects in eight counties ap-
-proved, a proposal to buy a 225-acre site
in McCreary county drew special praise.

McCreary County Judge R. H. An-
derson said the site contains 52 acres
which will be developed for industry. The
four legislators present—Sen. Kelsey
Friend, D-Pikeville, was absent—
unanimously approved $48,750 for the
project.

‘“‘Congratulations . . . this is what we
have been waiting to see,” Reynolds
said. He indicated such steps toward
industrial development are what the
legislators had in mind when they passed
the coal revenue sharing bills.

Other Eastern, Southeastern and South
Central Kentucky projects approved by
the committee were:

Bell County, $25,000 for a recreational
area, '

Breathitt county, $5,000 for a
recreational area.

Harlan county, $30,000 for solid waste
facilities at an industrial site.

Pulaski county, $4,000 for two
recreational area projects.

Rep. Glenn Freeman, D-Harlan,
requested help in attracting industries to
Eastern Kentucky.

“We need somebody to assist us—
particularly in Harlan county—with
locating industrial prospects,” he said.

At Freeman’s suggestion the com-
mittee decided to meet with Commerce
Department and other state planning
officials immediately after its May 6
meeting,

Freeman said he has been frustrated in
his efforts to give local officials help in
this area. ‘I am at a loss who to go see,”
he told the committee.

Reynolds then broadened the
discussion, expressing concern that there
is no uniform policy on how the retdrned
coal money is to be used.

“It’s (planning and development) got
to be done on an area basis,” Reynolds
said. “You have to have some kind of
commission to plan,” he added.

Reynolds, who is retiring after serving
in the House since 1964, suggested this is
something the next session of the General
Assembly take up.

He said the advisory committee should
review how coal money returned to
counties is utilized and have specific
recommendations for a prelegislative
conference in December.

Reynolds said afterwards the com-
mission is just a possibility he suggested
and any specific proposal should be
reviewed. He said that problems in

Eastern Kentucky are not strictly local in
nature, but can be solved only on a
regional basis.

Asked about whether the state’s 15
area development districts (ADDs)
aren’t designed to do this function; he
said this is what they were intended to do
and that any proposal may involve a
modificationof the ADDs.

The coal producing counties receive
half of the severance tax revenues above
the budget estimate.

The committee again expressed its
concern that all recreational projects
funded in whole or in part with the
revenue coal sharing funds be open to the
geneal public. It made approval of
projects subject to this condition.

At its last meeting it asked the
Executive Department for Finance and
Administration, which must give final
okay to all of the projects, to make that
part of the regulations. Department
officials said the proposed regulation has
been drafted and is presently awaiting
approval of Commissioner William
Scent.

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A Burden All Would Share

One of the succinct remarks credited fo the late President
Truman runs to the effect that if you can’t stand the heat, stay
out of the kitchen.

Well, the heat’s on the Kentucky delegation in Congress. Coal
trucks this week are running Washington streets, their drivers
and others protesting the recently voted strip-mine law.

Both Kentucky senators and all the House members from the
state, with the lone exception of Louisville’s Gene Snyder, voted
for the federal control bill. Now, it would appear the word has
come down to the strip-miners that if they can weaken a suf-
ficient number of congressmen to give a veto a chance,
President Ford again will veto the bill.

We trust the representatives of Kentucky who are in
Washington will stand fast. They have showed, time and again,
their friendship for the coal industry. They do not want to destroy
it. Instead, they want it to flourish. But they want to strike a
needed balance between coal production and preservation of the
land and water. They know that what they do now will affect the
lives of people even after the coal is gone.

Arnold Miller, president of the United Mine Workers of
America, has courageously thrown his support in favor of the
legislation. Other UMW leaders, including District 30 President
Squire Feltner, have taken the same position.

Opponents of the legislation contend the cost of reclamation as
required by the federal act would close most surface operations.
It is nothing new to hear the gloomiest predictions of ruin at the
hands of the law.

We have a feeling that the enterprise and the ingenuity of the
coal industry will be challenged by this law but that the
challenge can and will be met,that greater responsibility will be
exercised, that better reclamation will be practised, and that the
cost of it all will be added to the price of coal.

This would mean that the general public would share the load.
And why not share the burden now? Why wait a few years and
then pay the piper by having our tax dollars spent on
reclamation at public expense of thousands of spoilbanks left
orphan and unwanted by anybody?

Likes Committee System
But Opposes Secrecy

Here on Right Beaver we read in the
Courier-Journal that the coach at Allen
Central High School has resigned, and a
few days later we read where he denied
any such resignation.

Now we have a secret committee,
meeting secretly, to screen applications
for the coaching job at Allen Central,
with plans to recommend chosen ap-
plicants to the Board of Education and
superintendent; one to be hired.

I, personally, think the committee idea
to be a' worthwhile one. However, 1
believe that members of that committee
should be chosen by all the people at a
mass meeting for that specific school
district.

For example, if it is to be Allen Central
High School, have all the people in-
terested in that school meet to choose a
committee, This same method could be
used for the recommendation of
teachers, principals, supervisors,
superintendents and other personnel.
This way would definitely allow the
Board of Education a means of showing
their wish to follow the need and desires
of all the people. And who better knows
than parents whose children observe
school personnel, day in and day out, and
the kind of teaching and leadership they
want.

The idea of a secret committee cer-
tainly doesn’t appeal to me, and I doubt
seriously to the majority of our citizens.

There would be drawbacks to this
method, of course, but, since the County
Board has sanctioned this method in this
one instance, it is hoped this method of
choosing school personnel is not dropped,
but will be explored as a possible means
of an open, organized method of putting
the responsibility of schools and
education back into the hands of the
people where I think it belongs.

The preliminary engineering was
authorized last October while Wendell
Ford was still governor. The KY 80
project was one which Ford had vowed to
get started during his administration and
he had unsuccessfully sought Ap-
palachian Regional Commission help on
it.

employment by the board in a capacity
other than that of coach for the coming
term, if he desires such employment.

Noting that Title I funds availabe to the
Floyd county school system will be
reduced during the 1975-'76 school year
by $300,000, the board instructed
Superintendent Charles Clark to notify
all non-tenure teachers by May 15 that
they may not be rehired for next year.
Most of the 17 present Title I teachers
will not be re-employed in their present
capacities because of the lack of funds,
but they are under continuing contract
because they have four or more years’
experience, and are expected to take the
teaching places of some non-tenure
teachers. The latter, however, must be
given notice of such possibility before
May 15.

The social studies textbooks recom-
mended by the Textbook Selection
Committee for the county’s elementary
schools were approved by the board.

Approval also was given of a new
mining technology class next school year
at the Garth Vocational School.

The board declared that an emergency
exists at Prestonsburg High School
where cracks in the unused smokestack
present a safety hazard, and bids will be
asked on the work of dismantling and
removing it. The smokestack is no longer
in use because the school has shifted
from coal-burning furnaces to natural
gas.

Resignation of Freddy Hall as Mc-

Montgomery Tells Park Plans

By PATRICIA MELLEN

FRANKFORT, Ky.—Twenty-five
years ago, Bruce Montgomery was hired
to manage Kentucky Dam Village State
Park. In January, Gov. Julian Carroll
appointed the Danville businessman as
commissioner of the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Parks.

Montgomery returns to the parks
system with the benefit of early training
in wildlife conservation and parks
management and with the experience of
a successful business career. Both will be
put to work, said Montgomery.

The new commissioner feels equal
concern for the protection of the parks’
natural environment and for the
responsible management of the multi-
million dollar parks system.

“Our parks have a two-fold purpose,”
he said. ‘‘They provide recreational
opportunity for Kentuckians and they're
a Kentucky showcase. They show out-of-
state visitors what Kentucky has to offer.
If you travel from Jenny Wiley to Ken-
tucky Dam, you go from mountains to
our delta country,”” he continued.
““There’s a tremendous variety of
scenery available there.”

He agrees with Gov. Carroll that state
parks must be considered one of Ken-
tucky’'s natural resources. ‘‘Our
obligation is to improve this resource,”
he said, “I want to reduce the carnival
effect in the parks and make them more
natural. I want to develop the natural
phenomena they were created for.

“With our parks, we have an op-
portunity to leave something for future
generations,” he added.

Montgomery plans an emphasis on the
development of outdoor recreation.
“We’ll spend money on naturalists, the
nature centers and on trails,”” he added.
“We don’t need junk—there’s enough
natural beauty and recreational op-
portunities in these parks to attract
people without it.”

Montgomery has directed that the
department move to expand its outdoor
recreation programs. At one park the
department has begun a model trail

project, which he would like to expand
throughout the system.

“I'd like to make the parks more ac-
cessible to the handicapped,” he ex-
plained. Trail planners have included
provision for gentle paths which can
accommodate the handicapped, he said,
and he is investigating the possibility of
placing braille markers at points of in-
terest on these trails.

His emphasis on preserving the natural
atmosphere of the parks will be balanced
with fiscal responsibility, Montgomery
said. ‘‘I would not be a responsible public
official not to act in a business-like
manner.”’

Parks management and ad-
ministration is not simple business,
asserted the commissioner, whose
business interests have included real
estate, insurance and farming. ‘“The
ideal background for someone who wants
tobea park superintendent is to be a city
manager,” he said. ‘A park has
problems like a small town—it has
buildings, and people, roads to maintain,
and water and sewer plants.

“We're going to try to extend our
season where it's fiscally feasible,”” he
said. The department’s promotion of
special-event winter week-ends has
helped keep occupancy high in the off-
season, he noted.

“We're hoping to keep more parks
open longer,” he said, ‘“‘if it's good
business.”

The extended seasons help local
economies, he added, noting that an
extended season brings more business to
private enterprise in park areas.

Montgomery cited a recently com-
pleted study of the economic impact of
three Eastern Kentucky Parks. “It
proves what I've known all along, that
parks are a real benefit to the economy.”

Comprehensive Care Center’ serving
Floyd, Johnson, Martin, Magoffin and
Pike counties. Careful attention is given
to meals for recipients who may be
suffering from diabetes or convalescing
from recent hospitalization. All meals
are prepared without salt, eliminating
the possibility of delivering a salted meal
to one for whom salt is forbidden.

Most recipients have come into the
program because they have heard about
it through word-of-mouth, from church
representatives, the Mountain Com-
prehensive Care Center, the local Social
Security office or because they have been
referred to the program by the Depart-
ment for Human Resources (DHR).

Those benefitting from the program
pay for the meals, but the price is
determined on an adjusted monthly
income scale after all shelter costs (rent
and utilities) and legitimate medical
expenses have been deducted. The
charge is for raw food and does not in-
clude the cost of paper products, salaries
or car allowance. In addition to local
funding and community donations, DHR,
through its Bureau for Social Services,
supplies federal money under the Title VI
program. It is this pooling of state and
private resources that has been making
the Meals-on-Wheels such a success.

Volunteers often accompany those who
deliver the food. In many cases, these
people are the only contact the recipients
have with others. Director Price gave
specific instances where this social outlet
has given meaning to the program. Price
said, ‘“The problem of sight is a major
problem for the elderly. One of our
recipients is nearly blind. She is 79 years
old and is using two of her other senses—
touch and sound—to give one of our
employees piano lessons.”

Price continued, ‘“We serve one gen-
tleman who is totally blind. The volun-
teer and employee assist him in reading
his mail. This recipient does
proofreading of braille materials for the
Association for the Blind."”

Recipients of the program, which went
into full operation on Jan. 1, range in age
from 22 to 86, with the average age being
68. Of the total being served, 54 per cent
live alone.

At Our Lady of the Way, Martin, and at
the Appalachian Regional Hospital,
McDowell, other drivers and volunteer
visitors—like those in Prestonsburg—
also prepare meals and go through
towns, delivering cheer and comfort to
the lonely, the elderly, the ill. Recipients
like Maude Fitzpatrick, Vernon Rice,
recovering from a stroke and heart
condition, Alice Meade, bedridden and a
diabetic, James Estep and others wait
for the cheerful greeting and the warm
handshake. The experience says by deed
and the unspoken word, '‘‘We care;
Meals-on-Wheels cares.”

Conservation Corps Plans Told

By KEN HAMPTON
Federal officials recently announced
that around 8,500 youths of both sexas,
ages 15 through 18, will get eight-week
summer jobs starting in mid-June

"working on conservation projects under

the 1975 Youth Conservation Corps
(YCC) program. The youths working out
of YCC camps located on federal, state,
and territorial lands across the country
will be paid $12 per day, this amount
adjusted when food and quarters are
provided.

Young people from, the 50 states,
District of Columbus, American Samoa,
Guam, Puerto Rico, Virgin Islands, and
Trust Territories are eligible if they meet
the age requiremens, have no history of
serious criminal or anti-social behavior,
have a social security number, and
possess work permits.in states where
these are required.

Each residential YCC camp will house
from 24 to 50 young people. Some camps
will be co-educational, others will be all-
male or all-female, There will also be
non-residential projects, where the
youths live at home and commute to
work.

The program is financed by $10 million
in federal funds, $3 million of which goes
to states as matching grants to conduct
YCC projects on non-federal lands and
waters. The federal camps will be
located on lands managed by the U. S.

Big Sandy CAP
Gets $7,500 Grant

Gov. Julian M. Carroll and C. Leslie
Dawson, secretary of the Department for
Human Resources (DHR), have an-
nounced the allocation of federal funds
for two Eastern Kentucky Community
Action Agencies to continue programs
presently in operation and general
agency maintenance expenses.

The agencies awarded grants are the
Big Sandy Area Community Action
Program, Paintsville, $7,500 and the
Northeast Kentucky Area Development
Council, Olive Hill, $21,000.

Community Action Agencies are local
administrative units that operate on a
regional basis and deliver services
geared to the needs of the people in the
areas served. In addition to Head Start
programs, local CAA’s provide
emergency food and medical services,
energy crisis funds and develop
programs to aid all members of the
community.

The funds are awarded under the
Economic Opportunity Act.

Forest Service, Bureau of Indian Affairs,
Bureau of Land Management, Bureau of
Reclamation, U. S. Fish and Wildlife
Service, or National Park Service.

Corps tasks, as in previous years, will
include improving wildlife camp sites
and recreation areas, clearing trails,
planting trees, and other projects
designed to enhance environmental
quality. Such improvements largely
offset the costs of the program.

Fishtrap Roads,
Silting of Lake
Pose Problems

Pikeville, Ky.—Replacement roads the
Army Corps of Engineers built for
residents near its Fishtrap dam and
reservoir east of Pikeville are falling
apart and the Army is considering
relocating 140 families at a possible cost
of $3 million.

Huntington, W. Va. District Engineer
Col. Scott B. Smith said last Friday a
meeting was scheduled the following day
at the Grapevine Elementary School to
discuss alternative solutions to the road
problem.

Additionally, Smith revealed that the
dam is silting up at a rate six-and-a-half
times faster than Army engineers an-
ticipated. Sediment control measures,
which could involve purchase of mineral
rights, were also discussed at the
meeting.

The valley communities affected in-
clude land owners in Upper Pompey
Branch, Jonican Branch, Hurricane
Creek, Millers Creek and Island Creek.
All are located on the north side of the
dam and reservoir. Residents of those
areas have difficulty getting to Pikeville
and nearby schools.

County Judge Pro-Tem Joseph W.
Justice charged that replacement roads
built under contract to the Army ac-
cording to Corps specifications were
poorly constructed. Many of the
mountain roads are unpaved and built on
an incline of 15 or 20 degrees, making
them easy victims of erosion from spring
rains. In some cases the road slips away
from the mountain, and in other locations
the mountain slips onto the road, Justice
said.

The Army plans to offer three basic

. alternatives to the land owners at today’s

meeting, and listen to their desires. The
problem has developed over five or six
years, and could take years to correct.
Both Smith and Justice said housing is
extremely scarce in Pike County,
complicating any attempt to relocate the
families.

Justice said he favors the relocation
alternative, because “ . . . if they
reconstruct the roads, the county may
not have funds to maintain them. In the
mountains it could cost $1,000 a mile per
year,” he said. Smith said the area af-
fected by the road problem is about 10
miles by four miles.

Other alternatives include construction
of new roads and attempts to repair the
existing road network. Repair would
include realignment and ditch cleaning.

“It would have been cheaper for the

+Army to buy out the familes at the time

the dam was built in the 1960s,” Justice
said. He admitted the Pike Fiscal Court
approved the road system when it was
presented to the county several years
ago.

“But there are no engineers on the
fiscal court. We trusted the expertise of
the Corps,” Justice said.

Smith would give few details on the
sedimentation problem. He also said he
did not have figures on the cost of
relocating 140 families, but Justice said
he had heard the figure is about $3
million.

East Kentucky

Agencies Receive
Federal Funds

Gov. Julian Carroll and C. Leslie
Dawson, secretary of the Department for
Human Resources (DHR), have an-
nounced the allocation of federal funds to
two Eastern Kentucky agencies for
housing renovation in five counties.

The Eastern Kentucky Housing
Development Corporation at Whitesburg
was awarded $750,000, and the Big
Sandy Community Action Program
headquartered in Paintsville received
$19,000. The funds are awarded under the
Economic Opportunity Act.

The Big Sandy Community Action
Agenev (CAA) will use the funds for
general agency maintenance expenses
and to continue programs already in
operation.

The funds for the Whitesburg Cor-
poration will finance a 12-month program
for rural housing development and
repair. Some new homes will be built and
older homes in need of repair will be
renovated for low-income families. The
elderly will receive priority.

Opinions

Delbert Hudson, Carrollton chief of
police, asked who, other than the
coroner, has the duty to request an
autopsy of a person who died of
questionable causes. the coroner, in this
instance, refused to authorize a post-
mortem. The office of the Attorney
General held that, upon agreement of the
coroner, an autopsy may be conducted
when written consent has been given,
prior to his death, by the deceased or
when consent has been given by the in-
dividual in charge of the body’s legal
disposal. After the inquest, however, the
coroner’s duty is completed and an at-
tending physician can procure an
autopsy, again provided written consent
is acquired. Also, after the body has been
buried, the coroner, county judge or
justice of the peace—or city judge in first
or second class cities—can order the
body exhumed for purposes of a post-
mortem.

Bobby Hubbard, chairman of the
Russell Springs planning commission,
stated that city merchants have been
asked to discontinue the display of
merchandise on sidewalks in front of
their stores. Many have protested that
their property boundaries extend to
include half the existing sidewalk, and
Hubbard requested an opinion on what
constitutes public property in com-
mercial areas. It is the opinion of the
Attorney General’s office that a
“sidewalk’’ is a public thoroughfare,
which includes all the area from the
street’s curbing to the store front, and
that the city, therefore, has the right to
prohibit placing or storing merchandise
on it.

Bert A. Bennett, superintendent of
Covington public schools, requested an
opinion as to whether public school
students wishing to take moral in-
struction from the Catholic Church may
be released from school five days during
the year, rather than being released one
hour per week, as is usual for most
students. The office of the Attorney
General expressed the belief that
releasing pupils for moral instruction on
such an accumulated basis cannot be
authorized because the students would
miss a whole day of class and a sub-
stantial segment of instruction which
their fellow students would receive. This
would be substantially different from
being released one hour per week.

Jenny Wiley Park Is Ready—
Opens New Campgrounds

The campground is ready, grass is
green and water is reflecting blue sky
with patches of white clouds. Birds are
singing, buds swelling and flowers
blooming. Early morning quiet is broken
only by the muted hum of a faraway
plane and two bluejays arguing over
where to build a home.

This idyllic place is Jenny Wiley State
Resort Park, east of Prestonsburg in
Eastern Kentucky, and the park is ready
for spring visitors and campers.

“Preparation of the Jenny Wiley
campground, at a cost of approximately
$400,000, has been under way more than a
year,’’ stated Norman Allen in The Floyd
County Times. ‘‘Work involved 128 camp
pads, a water and sewage system, two
bath houses, camp store, grills, picnic
tables, a fully equipped central
playground and access roads.”

Beginning June 18, the park will offer
outdoor musical entertainment in the
amphitheater, with ‘‘Godspell” as the
first production, followed June 25 with
“Brigadoon” and subsequent summer
theater through Aug. 24. (“Godspell”
also will be performed Friday evenings
and Sunday afternoons during the
season).

The stage is located in a cove of trees,
native shrubs and wildflowers, but has
comfortable seating and modern con-
veniences.

May Lodge, as is the case in all resort
parks maintained by the Commonwealth,
is handsome, friendly and offers ex-
cellent food in delightful surroundings.
And there are hospitable workers and
personnel.

An important feature of Kentucky’s
parks in this time of bicentennial
celebrations is an aura of history. Here,
books tell the story of the pioneer
heroine, Jenny Wiley, and in the lounge
area are displayed permanent art works,
done by Ashland students, depicting her
capture by Indians and her later escape.

What could be nicer than a camp site,
or a room in a lodge or cottage so cen-
trally located as to provide fishing,
boating, swimming, golf and summer
theater.

Campton To Get
$773,600 Grant

Approval of a $773,600 grant to help
stimulate long-range economic growth
and create jobs in Wolfe county was
announced last week by Wilmer D.
Mizell, assistant secretary of Commerce
for Economic Development.

The city of Campton is the applicant for
the grant from the Economic Develop-
ment Administration. The project in-
volves the development of a new water-
supply system to serve the entire com-
miunity. It includes construction.of an
intake structure at Lake Campton, a
water-treatment plant and a water line
linking the treatment plant to the city’s
distribution system.

The project will provide an ample
supply of quality water for the com-
munity, including the Computer
Peripheral plant where some 250 persons
work. The project is expected to en-
courage other firms seeking locations for
new plants to establish operations at
Campton, city officials said.

The City of Campton will provide
$193,400 to complete the $967,000 total
cost of the project. The EDA grant in-
cludes a $96,700 bonus because Campton
and Wolfe county are participating in the
planning program of the multi-county
Kentucky River Economic Development
District. The district organization is
working to overcome regional problems
and to create jobs through the
development of local resources.

Julian Carroll recently
designated $30,000 from his contingency
fund to help the association continue its
program.

“Without such assistance the drama
association would be hardpressed to
continue its annual program,’’ stated The
Times.

From the Roar of a Shotgun
To the Quiet of Knott County

(From The Knott County News)

Hiram Bradley is an easy going store
owner and gun salesman from the Vest
section of Knott County. His wife, Pat, is
the Postmaster at Vest and helps run the
grocery and small scale department
store with her husband. Their thirteen
year old son, Chuck, is a Beckham
Combs Elementary School student and
an avid sports fan. It all sounds normal
and routine until you put a competition
shotgun in the hands of any one of them.
All three are crack shots in the ever-
growing sport of trap shooting.

Trap shooting is a real marksmanship
test based on hitting a flying trap (or clay
disc) as it sails through the air after
being flung from a machine. Over 100,000
Americans engage in trap shooting as
attested to by the swelling membership
rolls of the American Trap Association
(ATA) of which both Bradley and his son
are lifetime members.

The 39-year-old Bradley began his now-
famous trapshooting career in 1963. He
mastered the sport in just one year and
has been named tothe ATA All American
team every year Since 1964. In 1968 he
was chosen captain of the All-American
team. Last year in August, Bradley

walked away with the North American
clay target championship—sort of the
“grand daddy of them all” for trap
shooters. On top of this honor he also
holds two national records: Most con-
secutive singles broken, 1,469; most 100
straights broken, 43.

The singles record indicates the
number of consecutive hits without
missing while the straights indicates the
number of times Bradley has 100 targets
in a row without missing.

Mrs. Bradley (beter known as Pat to
her friends) met her husband while a
student at Pikeville College and in the
latter days of their high school careers at
Hindman High School. After college the
Bradleys traveled fairly extensively
teaching school in Ohio, working in
Houston, Texas, and finally after his
shooting fame spread working with the
Garcia Arms Company in Chicago.

The Bradleys came back to Knott
county because, as he puts it, “life here is
slow and easy’’ . . . ““I saw all of the world
I wanted to see.” And so the man who has
made shooting films with Roy Rogers,
Prince Ranier of Monaco, and appeared
several times with Curt Gowdy on
American Sportsman wouldn’t trade it
all for the peace and quiet of Knott
county. “When I taught school,” Bradley
says, ‘it was my job. Shooting was my
hobby. Few people can make their hobby
their job—I've been lucky.”

The Bradley’s have built a new home
near the site of their Sutton’s Store which
they run and where Bradley sells and
repairs guns.

Thirteen-year-old ‘‘Chuck’” Bradley
seems to be following right in his father’s
footsteps. The younger Bradley has been
shooting since he was about 10 years old
and already he is a contender in the
Junior and sub-Junior ATA categories.
Even though he says he still gets ner-
vous, Chuck has walked away with
trophies all across the nation from Ohio
to the Carolinas including the difficult
Grand American Handicap Cham-
pionship. One of Chuck’s main goals this
year is to join his father on the All-
American Team. The team, both Juniors
and Men’s, will be announced in a few
weeks.

Pat Bradley hasn’t done as much
shooting this past year as she would like.
Illness prevented her from competing
often but even at that she managed to
take on all comers to win the Ladies Open
Trophy at the Kentucky State Trap
Shoot. Mrs. Bradley says she began to
shoot trap because of her husband’s
intense interest in the subject and has
since fell in love with the sport herself.

The Bradley's plan to add another
room to their home in Vest just to ac-
commodate the dozens of trophies
already there and the ones sure to come.

It takes real dedication to be a musky
fisherman. According to Dan Brewer,
manager of the Department of Fish and
Wildlife's Clark Hatchery, studies have
shown that even on good musky water, it

takes an average of 50 hours of fishing to .

catch one fish.

But musky anglers aren’t deterred by
long hours of fruitless casting. For them,
the thrill of hooking a fish that could
weight up to 50 pounds, one that strikes
as viciously as it fights, is worth the wait.

~Although musky can be caught year-

round, the most productive months are
March, April, October and November,
according to Brewer. Stream conditions
are important, with clear water and a
low flow offering the fisherman the best
chance of success. Lures should be large
and tackle heavy.

In Kentucky, musky can be found in the
Licking, Green and Kentucky River
drainage areas and in Kinniconick and
Tygarts creeks. In 1973, the Department
of Fish and Wildlife stocked ap-
proximately 4,000 in Grayson Lake, but
these fish have not yet reached the legal
30-inch size, Brewer said.

Since its completion, Cave Run Lake
has been stocked heavily with musky in
an attempt to establish lake fishing for
this *‘fresh-water barracuda.” Spawning
conditions are often unfavorable in lakes,
so Brewer expects that most musky
fishing in Kentucky’s lakes will be on a
“put, grow and take” basis, although he
hopes that there will be some spawning
success in Cave Run.

High, muddy waters often cause poor
spawning in native musky streams, so
the department also conducts what
Brewer calls ‘“‘maintenance’’ stocking in
many of the state’s musky streams.
Studies show that, because of poor
spawning, these streams have about half
the musky population they could support,
so they are stocked to fill the available
habitat.

Musky for these stocking programs are
raised from native brood stock at the
Clark Hatchery, near Morehead. Raising
musky under hatchery conditions can be
a tricky proposition, Brewer says.
Sometimes it is necessary to give the fish
hormone injections to induce spawning
and the eggs are then hatched artificially
under carefully controlled conditions.

This year, Brewer hopes to raise
between 12,000 and 16,000 musky. These
will be stocked as eight-inch
“fingerlings,”’ with 4,000 designated for
streams and the remainder for Cave Run
Lake.

In addition to the 30-inch size limit
there is a daily limit of five musky and a
possession limit of 10. But going over the
limit is something few musky fishermen
have to worry about. At 50 hours per fish,
a daily limit represents 250 hours, more
time than even the most dedicated angler
can manage to squeeze into a day’s
fishing.

Kentucky Fishing Report

Frankfort, Ky., April 7—Fishing has
improved statewide, thanks to the recent
sunny and mild days. The lake-by-lake
rundown, according to the Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources:

Green: Black bass fair casting
medium runners and still fishing
nightcrawlers in heads of inlets and
bays; bluegill fair in same areas; main
lake murky to muddy, tributaries clear;
falling, 15 feet above summer pool and 54
degrees.

Fishtrap: No activity;
muddy, tributaries clear;
summer pool and 50 degrees.

Cumberland: Black bass fair casting
medium runners and still fishing
nightcrawlers in heads of inlets and
bays; crappie fair around willow bushes;
white bass fair in South Fork between
Yamacraw and Devils Jump; tributaries
clearing, main lake murky to muddy,
falling, three feet above summer pool
and 48 degrees.

Dale Hollow: White bass fair casting
spinners and trolling medium runners in
tributaries; clear to murky to muddy,
falling rapidly, five feet above summer
pool and 54 degrees.

Kentucky: Crappie fair to good around
shallow brush and over drop-offs; below
dam, no activity; murky to muddy,
falling, three feet above summer pool
and 53 degrees.

Nolin: Crappie fair in upper lake
around brushy banks; black bass slow on
live nightcrawlers in heads of inlets and
bays; white bass slow in Millerstown and
Broadford area; clear to murky to
muddy, falling slowly, 18 feet above
summer pool and 56 degrees.

Barkley: Crappie fair to good around
shallow brush and over drop-offs; below
dam, no activity; clear to murky to
muddy, falling, two feet above summer
pool and 52 degrees.

Rough River; Black bass fair on
spinner baits around shoreline cover;
below dam, trout and crappie slow;
murky to muddy, falling, two feet above
summer pool and 50 degrees.

Barren: White bass good on do-jigs in
Beaver Creek area and fair in Akersville

Federal Suits Allege
Negligence Against GM

The U. S. Department of Trans-
portation has filed two suits against
General Motors, alleging that in two
separate cases the company refused to
notify car owners of safety defects.

The government is seeking injunctive
relief and $400,000 in civil penalties in
each suit.

Faulty carburetor plugs in 1965 and
1966 Chevrolets and 1966 Buicks can
cause fires by working loose and pum-
ping gasoline directly onto the engine.
DOT investigators said, noting that over
1,000 such fires had been reported.

The government said the fire hazard is
in models equipped with Rochester
Quadrajet carburetors, manufactured
before March 28, 1966,

The safety question in the second suit
involves engine mounts in 1965 through
1968 models of Buick Electra 225’s and
Buick Wildcats and Cadillacs—except El
Dorados—made early in the 1970
production year.

The agency said its tests show that
engine mount failure in these cars can
result in sudden loss of vehicle control.

Sports
Afield

By Ted Kesting

“Expertly towing a trailer is
simply a matter of becoming
familiar with the performance
of the rig when accelerating,
braking, passing and
maneuvering—including in
reverse,” says Sports Afield’s
Recreational Vehicles. Editor,
Jack Seville. ‘‘Because of the
overall length of the two
vehicle plus trailer, and their
combined weight, you first
learn to swing wider on cor-
ners, allow more distance
between you and the car ahead,
and anticipate stops and
turns.”

Seville points out that
backing is the real bugaboo for
most drivers. With oversize
side-view mirrors properly
installed and adjusted, anyone
can learn to back a trailer
with a couple of hours of
practice. Try to find a large
and little-used parking area
where you can start, stop, back
and turn without interference.

First, get a friend to
carefully adjust the extended
mirrors on each side of the two
car while you sit in the driver’s
seat, They should be large
enugh and adjusted so you can
see the roadway, the painted
lane lines and the rear edge of
the trailer, as well as follow
traffic.

When turning you must
swing wider and allow plenty of
room for the trailer which will
not follow the tow car’s tracks
but will make new tracks in-
side the curve. Give other
traffic plenty of warning of
your intentions with your turn
signals, and make your turns
smoothly and deliberately. By
keeping an eye on traffic to the
rear you can be prepared for
and react to being passed by
other vehicles. Large over-
taking trucks will create air
turbulence that can be
disconcerting. If you are not
prepared, over-reacting with
the steering wheel can cause
the trailer to fishtail; panic
braking can cause the trailer to
jack-knife.

When you can see the
overtaking truck approaching
ease up on the accelerator and
as you feel the first nudge from
the air displaced by the passing
truck, increase your speed
slightly, holding your course
on a straight line,

In theory, if your trailer is
equipped with brakes, the
stopping distance should be the
same as for the car without
trailer. But don’t be misled by
theory. Because panic stops
are to be avoided and all
maneuvers should be
deliberated and smoothly
executed, you have to allow
more time and distance (up to
eight times as much).

Cross winds will cause the
trailer to sway. They are
particularly bothersome when
they are gusty. Don’t react by
jerking the steering wheel and
don’t hit the brakes. Keep the
tow car on a straight course
and the trailer will follow.

Never overload the trailer.
When adding equipment or
putting your gear aboard,
distribute the weight evenly,
keeping heavier items low and
centered near the trailer axle.
The object is to maintain 15
percent of the trailer’s total
weight on the tongue.

FRANKFORT, Ky.—Time to -go
fishin’.

After the uncertain weather conditions
of the past winter, fishermen are un-
derstandably anxious to get out to their
favorite lakes and streams. But in the
rush to get to where the ‘‘big ones’’ are,
anglers should not forget basic rules of
water safety.

Kentucky Water Enforcement Director
Doug Shoulders warns that the primary
cause of fishing fatalities is falling
overboard. The shock of the cold water,
plus the heavy weight of clothing and
boots, can cost lives.

Shoulders says it is advisable,
especially in the spring, to wear a U. S.
Coast Guard approved personal flotation
device. He notes that many of the newest
ones, which look like ordinary jackets,
are not bulky and are even suitable for
street wear.

“And you should wear one at all times
on the water,” he emphasized. “Just
having one stowed away neatly on board
is not good enough when you need it in-
stantly.”

Shoulders gives the followng rules as
safety musts for fishermen in boats.
Never ride in the bow seat, if your boat is
so equipped. You may, however, fish
from it when the boat is traveling no
greater than at idle speed. Riding on the
bow seat when the boat is underway is in
violation of Kentucky’s boating laws.

Stand up in a boat only when neces-
sary. Water, oil and mud can produce
dangerously slick footing.

It is ill-advised to ride the bow, gun-
wales and transom.

Watch out for the peculiarities of
outboard motors. If you don’t have an
electric starter, try to crank the engine
from a seated position. Be sure the
engine is out of gear before starting the
motor.

Fishermen should be on the lookout for
stumps and other submerged objects,
especially in the spring, when the water
levels may fluctuate greatly. Use ex-
treme caution in getting to and from your
fishing spots.

Shoulders also suggests that boaters
make a safety check of all gear before
using their boats. ‘“‘See that your boat,
after its winter storage, is free of debris
and that the steerage linkage and other
controls are free and in working order,”
he said.

“Check your life preservers to see that
they are in good and serviceable con-
dition—with no dry rot or mildew.

“All boat owners should be mindful
that April 30 is the deadline for renewing
boat registrations,” Shoulders said. New
registrations may be obtained from the
Circuit Court Clerk in each county. Boat
owners with registrations from other
states do not have to obtain Kentucky
registration.

Shoulders also reminds all boat owners
that, according to Kentucky law,
registration papers must be on the boat
at all times.

“Kentucky has agreements of
reciprocity with other states. Aslong as a
boat is in compliance with another state’s
federally-approved registration and
numbering system, it shall be deemed to
be in compliance with Kentucky’s
registration requirements—for up to 60
days.

“There may be, however, certain
Kentucky regulations with regard to
safety equipment which out-of-state
boaters should know about before placing
their boats in Kentucky waters.”

Discusses Weapons Problem

FRANKFORT, Ky.—The growing
problem of students arming themselves
with knives and guns instead of know-
ledge was taken up by the State Board
of Education during its quarterly meet-
ing here recently.

Dr. Lyman V. Ginger, state superin-
tendent of public instruction, told the
board that he had received a complaint
about armed students from a Woodford
County woman. But he noted that ‘‘there
is no way the state Department of
Education can come into the county and
enforce the regulations.”

The board decided to advise all Ken-
tucky school superintendents of com-
plaints they had received and to remind
them of a state statute forbiding weapons
in the schools.

Ginger also told the gathering that a
current study on suspensions and ex-
pulsions, conducted jointly by the state
Department of Education and the
Department for Human Resources, had
encountered the weapons problem also.

““It is spreading into rural areas also
and is not just an inner city situation,” he
said.

Education personnel said most of-
ficials suspend a pupil for three days if he
or she is caught bringing arms into
school, although there is no consistent
action taken statewide.

In other action, a consulting firm
recommended a reorganization of the
Education Department’s services to the
blind, although members will await a
complete report before reaching a
decision.

The firm of Cresap, McCormick and
Paget, Inc. recommended either a full
bureau in the education department of a
merger of two present divisions in the
Bureau of Rehabilitation Services.

In addition, the firm proposed trans-
ferring the headquarters of the Library
for the Blind and Physically Han-
dicapped from Frankfort to Louisville,
where several similar facilities are
already located, including the Kentucky
School for the Blind.

The report also suggested that the
library be returned to the state Depart-
ment of Library and Archives, from
which it was withdrawn last July.

Also, Floyd County Supt. Charles Clark
and Leslie County Supt. Martha Levett
explained why their districts en-
countered budget deficits last year. Both
cited inflation and inadequate tax
collections. However, since Mrs. Lovett
took office two years ago, she has
reduced Leslie County’s deficit from
more than $100,000 to less than $30,000.

Other groups appearing before the
board included five representatives from
the Concerned Citizens for Covington
Schools, who protested the local
Covington board’s failure to renew Supt.
Bert Bennett’s contract. The state board
noted they had no jurisdiction in the case,
as local board members were legally
elected representatives and were em-
powered to take such action without prior
notice.

After hearing from Sup. Andrew Bird
of Anderson County, the board decided to
extend Western High School’s standard
accreditation for another year. Bird told
the board that Anderson County High
School in Lawrenceburg could not ac-
commodate the extra 200 or so pupils
should Western be phased out of the

system. He indicated that land
development in nearby Taylorsville
should bring more people to that area
and increase Western’s enroliment.

Before adjourning, the state board set
a May 13-14 date to discuss school ac-
creditation and the state plan for
vocational education. Another quarterly
meeting will be held June 17-18.

| Senator Backs

Tax Guarantee
From Severance

WASHINGTON—*‘If Eastern Ken-
tucky is going to supply a major portion
of the resources to meet this nation’s
energy crisis, then Eastern Kentucky has
a right to share substantially in the
wealth generated by that resource.’” So
said Senator Walter Dee Huddleston in
enunciating his philosophy on the
economic development of Eastern
Kentucky.

“The country needs our coal, and will
for the forseeable future,” he added. ‘I
think we should meet those needs—but I
also think that we should do so in a way
that when the coal boom is over we will
have something of value left.

““l1 believe that coal production,
properly handled, can provide the
resources on which the diversified
economy we are seeking can be
developed.”

Huddleston endorsed the proposal to
guarantee the return of a set percentage
of the coal severance tax to the coal-
producing counties, and also urged that
the new reclamation fund to be
established by national strip mine
legislation be spent primarily in the coal
counties.

Huddleston also said he is exploring the
possibility of using either the Ap-
palachian Regional Commission
program or the highway trust fund to
help repair Kentucky’s coal-haul roads.

“I believe in rural and small town
development,”” he said. ‘I believe in coal
production as a means to that end. And I
believe that more of the resources
resulting from such production belong to
the people and counties who produce the
coal.”
