County Judge Henry Stumbo, Jailer 
Lawrence Hale and Second District 
Constable Bob Hackworth were named 
defendants Friday in a suit filed by Dicky 
Martin, of Garrett, who asked damages 
for his arrest and imprisonment and also 
a writ of habeas corpus to effect his 
release from jail. 

The action is an outgrowth of dif­
ficulties over a road across Martin's 
land, near Garrett. Martin was charged 
April 17 with blocking a public road . At 
his hearing May 13 he was fined $1 and 
ordered to remove the obstructions. 
Apparently failing to comply with the 
court order, he was held in contempt of 
court and jailed, May 20. 

Martin in his court action against the 
officials contends that the court order did 
not mention any individual as the one to 
remove the obstructions. His suit also 
claims that the road was given to the 
county by his grandfather, Tom Y. 
Martin, but that the county returned it to 
his grandfather when the right-of-way for 
nearby KY 80 was bought. 

Martin says that his grandparents in 
1952 entered into an agreement per­
mitting George E. Evans to widen the 
road for coal-hauling purposes but when 
the tipple (Old No. 6 at West Garrett) 
ceased to operate terms of the agreement 
returned that part of the land to the 
owners and the road to its lo-foot width.

Next Sunday, the Floyd County Emergency and Rescue Squad 
will begin its 18th year of service to the people of Floyd county 
and to all others whose need has, or will, come to Its attention. 

This Is a group of 46 volunteers who serve without pay, for ho 
hope of individual recognition, political power or material gain 
of any sort. It begn with the county's darkest tragedy, the Floyd 
county school bus wreck. It has never since that time ceased to 
function, despite times of discouragement. 

Four days after Its 18th "blrthday"--on June 4, 5, 6 and 7-the 
Squad will stage its annual radio auction as one of Its efforts to 
raise the funds necessary for its continued operation. At other 
times during the year these volunteers will be spending Sundays 
and holidays, not with their families but at highway In­
tersections, conducting "roadblocks" for the same purpose. 
Later In the year, ltwUI sponsor a motorcycle hill-climb. 

These are important events for this organization. All who 
appreciate the selfless work of these men should help make each 
of them successful. 

But the truth Is, these men should not have to do this additional 
work In order to continue a ·work which this county cannot afford 
to lose. Floyd county should finance their work. 

SomehOYI, the fiscal court should be able to draw on some 
fund-revenue-sharing, severance tax or general-to the extent 
of $10,000 a year, and spare this group of dedicated men the 
unpleasant task of periodically "passing the hat." 

This amount, mind you, would not be for salaries. The men do 
not want pay. They give of their time and efforts, simply because 
they have a desire to do so. But they have five vehicles, and boats, 
and radio equipment, and a building to maintain; telephone 
bills to pay, gasoline to be paid for, meals for workers to be 
bought. Through their efforts and the support of a appreciative 
public the Squad has bought this equipment and paid for Its 
building and carried on Its work. That Is a notable ac­
complishment, In itself. 

Now that this group has come all this way and has maintained 
Its enthusiasm for service to others, It strikes us that the officials 
of this county could not spend $10,000 a year in any better way 
than to give it In support of the Rescue Squad.

Board Mem her Writes What Is an 
Of Allen Central Situation "Original Plant"? 

When Allen Central High School 
became a reality some three years ago, 
speculation began to circulate as to who 
was going to be the basketball coach. 
Gene Frasure won the final nod, based 
upon a number of factors, including his 
youth, past experience and ability to 
produce a winner. Gene Frasure 
received my support as a member of the 
Floyd CoWlty Board of Education for the 
past three years. During this period of 
time, we have endured much criticism 
from various persons. Many of those 
critical of the coaching didn't think 
Coach Frasure was doing a good job and 
that he had lost interest in coaching. This 
speculation, of course, is a matter of 
opinion. 

As a member of the Floyd CoWlty 
Board of Education, I serve as a 
representative of the people of my 
district. Decisions made by me are, in 
my judgment, first in the best interest of 
the school children. 

Since, many persons have expressed 
their lack of confidence in Coach 
·Frasure's ability to produce a winning 
team and wanted a change, we felt after 
careful consideration that the committee 
system would be the best way to cope 
with the situation. The committee to 
select a new coach was made up of five 
members from each community of 
Wayland, Garrett, Maytown and Martin, 
with one extra member, making a 21-
member committee. This committee was 
chosen because of their interest in sports 
and as fairly as we could, to prevent a 
slanted committee in any one direction. 

The committee was given full authority 
to make its own guidelines in the selection 
of a coach, provided the applicant met all 
the requirements stipulated by the State 
Department of Education. We agreed to 
accept the committees recommendation 
in hiring a coach for the coming season.

One Who Has Been There 
Views Refugee Problem 

I hear a lot of chatter lately about 
Vietnamese orphans. A frequent question 
is "Why are we bringing them to 
America? Who wants them anyway? 
Why not spend the money on our own 
orphans and other Welfare Programs?" 

The answer is simple and chilling­
either we get them out, or they die. You 
see, they really are not orphans-they 
are the unwanted children of Ameri­
can servicemen and Vietnamese 
prostitutes-or bar girls, if you want to 
be polite. If they have to stay under the 
CommWlist government, they will be 
enemy aliens and they will be murdered. 

I'm afraid the kids are going to have a 
rough time even after they finally get 
processed out of the refugee camps and 
into the United States. We Americans 
always love humanity but sometimes we 
can't stand people. I suspect that some of 
the babies with Vietnamese mothers and 
black American serviceman fathers may 
run into racial intolerance. An in­
teresting fact along these same lines is 
that the Communists are propagandizing 
to the world that we are kidnapping these 
babies and bringing them to the U.S. to 
use as slaves and concubines. 

I went to Vietnam in 1968, working for 
the State Department, Agency for In­
ternational Development. I worked as a 
consultant surgeon taking care of 
wounded Vietnamese civilians, and we 
saw a lot of the orphans. Now that the 
United States has thousands of these 
WlfortWlates in refugee camps in Guam 
and the Phillipines, I have been asked to 
fly over there and work with them again. 
They need doctors who speak a little of 
the language and understand the 
customs. 

I don't think I'll go back, tho. I did my 
part as a medical missionary there in 
1988 and again in Brazil in 1974. Right 
now, I'm probably needed more right 
here at home.

THE utmost confusion seems to be 
clouding the definition of an original 
print, and this confusion seems to be 
cause~ by the use of the term, "original." 
This writer wishes to clear this matter up 
with the following acknowledgement. 

I shall begin with the statement that a 
print is not Wlique; that is, it is not one of 
a kind. There are indeed a varying 
quantity pulled from each plate, 
woodblock or stone on which the picture 
is drawn. Each impression, however, is 
an original work of art, or multiple­
original to be more exact. It is original 
because the artist's intent from the very 
outset is to create an etching, woodcut or 
lithograph, and when he plans the making 
of his print he has foreknowledge of what 
is to be transferred from plate, block or 
stone to paper. If he is an experienced 
craftsman, he will expect in advance the 
surprised pleasant or unpleasant, which 
not infrequently await him. He will know 
that the choice of paper, the method of 
inking the plate, the pressure exerted on 
the press, the very temperature of the day, 
will all combine to please or confound 
him. The genuine artist will make many 
changes and corrections, until he arrives 
at that point where he is moved to mark 
on the proof, "bon a tirer" (ready to 
print). All of the materials used are 
simply tools to achieve this end in the 
same sense that canvas, brushes and 
color contribute to the ultimate making 
of a painting. The result is a direct, 
autographic statement of the artist's 
intent. It results in an original work of 
art. 

The most distinguished example of 
printmaking is produced when the artist 
has not been satisfied to duplicate a 
sketch or wash-drawing. Those prints, as 
are reproductions, which simply repeat 
or imitate are rarely the outstanding 
examples which are treasured by 
collectors. The artist chooses the graphic 
medium because its idiosyncrasies 
permit him to achieve specific, 
calculated results. One needs only to 
consider the color lithographs of Bon­
nard, Vuillard, and Lautrec or the aqua­
tints and lithographs of Picasso, to find 
effects rendered unobtainable by the 
usual techniques of painting or drawing. 
Were this not true, it is hardly likely that 
the making of prints should have held 
such allure for great artists these many 
centuries. 

It should be obvious that originals are 
not to be confused with photomechanical 
reproductions, as such that are so 
frequently flooding Floyd county and 
other areas of the country today. The 
decision to make a facsimile of an 
existing painting, sketch or watercolor 
generally comes when the work has been 
completed. Then a photographer and a 
printer combine their talents to produce 
a replica of the original. Often the artist 
of the work, if alive, has little to say in the 
matter. The quality of the pigment, the 
texture of the surface on which the artists 
worked, must be simulated. (Good) 
reproductions fill an unguided need for 
decoration, for illustration, or as Charlie 
the Tuna sez, "I got good taste". I am 
thankful I fall in neither of these last 
categories.

Columbia Gas Transmission 
Proposes Shale Development. 

A long-range research program to 
determine if significant natural gas 
production can be achieved from ex­
tensive abale beds in the Appalachian 
Basin is being proposed by a subsidiary 
of the Columbia Gas System. 

An $8.5 million program to be carried 
out by Columbia Gas Tranami11ion 
Corporation baa been outlined to the 
House Subcommittee on Conservation, 
Energy and Natural Resources by 
Deymour Orlofaky, President of the 
Columbia System's supply companies. 

The program will be undertaken upon 
approval from thl! Fe-deral Power 
Commi11ion for recovery of the program 
coats by Columbia Gas Tranami11in, 
Orlofaky said. 

He said Columbia plana to drill 50 test 
wells in four different ge-ographic 
locations over a three-year period to 
determine the extent of producible 
natural gas reserves in the Devonian 
shale formations of tbe Appalachian 
Basin, to test new methods of stimulating 
production from such formations, and to 
determine the wellhead price required to 
make such ~uctiopt commercially 
feasible. 

Preliminary evaluation of the abale 
formations has led Columbia to estimate 
that potential reserves totaling several 
hundred trillion cubic feet may be 
recoverable from the shale beds 
provided the technique can be developed 
and proper economic incentives ob· 
tained. Orlofaky noted that current 
proved natural gas reserves in the United 
States total 237 trillion cubic feet. 

Columbia also has submitted a 
proposal ~ the federal Energy Research 
and Development Administration on a 
separate joint $3.3 million program to 
test the application of ma11ive hydraulic 
fracturing the the Appalachian shale, he 
reported. This would be a three•weiL 
project to be carried out in West Virginia 
if the proposal is accepted by ERDA. 

Almost all natural gas production in 
the Appalachian Basin is currenUy from 
permeable sandstone formations, 
Orlofsll:y said, with a small portion 
coming from some sbale beds wnen L;;;:, 
natural fracturing baa occurred. 

The shale research pi"'JJ'8l11 is part 
the Columbia System's overall effort to 
increase gas production in the Ap· 
palachian Basin, Orlolaky noted.

Gas has been produced from some 
Devonian shales for more than 80 years, 
Orlofaky said, but production rates are 
low because the rock formations have 
low permeability. For this rea_,n little 
organized effort baa been made to 
evaluate these formations, he said, and 
there have been few efforts to develop 
and apply modern well stimulation 
trettments. 

In Columbia's operating territory the 
Devonian shale beds underlie parts of 
Ohio, Pennsylvania, West Virginia, 
Kentucky, Virginia and New York, and 
are found in parts of six other adjacent 
states.

Since January of this year, 82 persons 
have participated in the Standard First­
Aid: Multi-Media course offered by the 
Community Services Office at Prestons­
burg Community College with the 
cooperation of the American Red Cross 
and, most especially, the Floyd County 
Emergency and Rescue Squad.

Coal Severance Tax 
Funds May Yet Help 
Finance Annex Here 

If the Attorney General's office is 
correct in its opinion that regulations 
restricting how coal-producing counties 
may spend their share of the coal 
severance tax is illegal, County Judge 
Henry Stumbo's contention that some of 
these funds should go into the con­
struction of a courthouse annex here will 
be upheld. 

The 1974 Kentucky statute governing 
severance funds provides that the coal­
producing counties may spend the money 
"for any kind of road work and for many 
other facilities, such as building and 
renovation projects," Asst. Atty. Gen. 
Charles Runyon recently wrote County 
Judge C. B. Embry, Jr., of Ohio county, 

apparently wants to use a part of his 
severance funds on roads. 

"I don't know why they (the Finance 
Department) have the idea of limiting 
it," Runyon said.

His assistant, Luther Safriet, 
had been considered a sureshot choice as 
his successor, but Safriet notified the 
State Department of Education, a month 
ago, that he would retire at the end of the 
school term.

Now, with the opening of the new 
Mountain Comprehensive Care Center 
Building on First Avenue in Prestons­
burg, the services of the HELP-LINE 
have been expanded into a walk-in HELP 
CENTER. In addition to the 24-hour 
telephone service (1-800-422-1060) these 
same services of counseling, information 

and referral are available the same 24 
hours on a person-to-person, face-to-face, 
walk-in basis at the HELP CENTER of 
the new ~istrict building. 

These services include a SID 
(Situation-Identification-Disposition) 
facility for intoxicated person, too 
confused and too intoxicated to be 
returned home, or to be placed in jail in 
the event of a legal offense, or not in­
toxicated enough to need emergency 
medical attention. Overnight ac­
commodations for a period not to exceed 
48 hours are available for men and 
women who need this service. 

During normal business hours all of 
these informatin, counseling and referral 
services are available in the five counties 
at the local offices of Mountain Com­
prehensive Care Center. The SID facility, 
however, is available only at the district 
building in Prestonsburg.

ASC County Committees 
May Determine Needs 

Washington-Authority to determine 
the need for and eligibility under the 
Emergency Conservation Measures 
<ECM) Program has been delegated to 
the Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation (ASC) county committees, 
the U. S. Department of Agriculture 
announced today. 

Subject to availability of funds, an ASC 
county committee in consultation with 
the State ASC committee may, without 
prior approval from Washington, im­
plement the ECM program under which 
eligible farmers may receive federal 
financial assistance to alleviate con­
ditions resulting from natural disasters 
and to restore agricultural lands to 
productive capacity. Formerly the 
designation of areas for ECM aid was 
made by the Secretary of Agnculture. 

Also, effective immediately with new 
disasters eligiblity for ECM assistance 
will be determined on an individual 
basis, considering the type and extent of 

·damage and the farmer's capability to 
rehabilitate the damaged farmland. 

Department officials expect that these 
two procedural changes--{!elegation of 
program needs determination to county 
committees and the determination of 
eligibility on an individual basis-will 
expedite program assistance on a more 
timely basis. The changes will enable a 
farmer suffering severe damage to his 
farmland to receive program aid even 
though damage in his county is not 
widespread. 

County committees, in determing 
eligibility, are to decide if the damage: is 
unsual in character and is not the type 
which would recur frequently; 
materially affects the productive 
capacity of the farmland; if not treated, 
will impair or endanger the land; will be 
so costly to correct that the farmer 
cannot do it without federal assistance. 

A farmer qualifying the ECM 
assistance may receive up to 80 percent 
of the cost for performing the following 
types of measures: 

Removing Debris From Farmland. 
Grading, Shaping, or Releveling 

Severely Damaged Farmland. 
Restoring Permanent Fences. 
Restoring Conservation Structures and 

Other Similar Installations. 
Emergency Wind Erosion Control and 

Drought Measures are also available 
under the program in areas where 
drought conditions develop.

Five years ago no college in Ken­

tucky-the leading coal mining state in 
the nation-awarded associate degrees 
in mining. But mining education has 
boomed. Today, three colleges in the 
state have two-year programs in mining 
or reclamation and another begins next 
semester. 

The Pikeville Community College 
program is aimed primarily at teaching 
underground mining techniques. 

Madisonville Community College of­
fers both mining and reclamation 
technology degrees . 

Morehead State University offers 
associate degrees in mining and 
reclamation technology, as well as a 
bachelor's degree in mining. Graduates 
of the two-year programs may obtain a 
bachelor's degree by completing two 
more years of study. 

Lees Junior College, which will enroll 
its first students in a mining technology 
program this fall, will emphasize surface 
mining. 

All four colleges started their 
programs to meet a need for trained 
mining experts-a need sparked by 
the coal boom. 

Recently, representatives of the four 
colleges and of the Kentucky Department 
for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection met for the first 
time to discuss their programs. 

One question came up frequently 
during the meeting. "Is there a con­
tinuing need for what we're offering?" 

The answer, as Birney Fish, executive 
assistant for energy and environmental 
technology in the state environmental 
protection agency, put it-"That 
depends." 

It depends on the continued demand for 
coal, the proposed federal strip mine bill 
and Kentucky's own mining Jaws and 
regulations. 

If the federal bill passes, Fish said, the 
need for specially trained mining per­
sonnel will be greatly increased. If it 
doesn't-as is now expected-the need 
may not be as great, unless the state or 
the coal industry itself demands special 
training for mhting. 

Regardless of the future demand for 
special training in mining, there is a need 
now. Coal firms and state government 
are hiring graduates of the mining 
programs and encouraging their em­
ployes to take the courses at night. 

So far, Pikeville has graduated about 
90 people from its mining technology 
program. About 160 are expected to begin 
the program next semester. 

Madisonville had 41 students enrolled 
in its reclamation program. Several of 
those are employees of the division of 
reclamation in the state environmental 
protection agency. 

The mining and reclamation programs 
have one thing in common-an emphasis 
on broad-based education and on-the-job 
training. A typical curriculum includes 
some form of mathematics, a course 
about mining or reclamation Jaws, 
safety, coal science fundamentals and 
reclamation fundamentals.

Graduates of the programs gain ex­
perience in operating mining equipment 
and working on a mine operation. The 
graduates of the Madisonville 
reclamation program also gain on-the­
job experience in reclamation work. 
They follow state reclamation inspect­
ors through their duties for at least four 
days-two days iri mountainous eastern 
Kentucky and two days in the flat 
western Kentucky coalfields. They also 
spend about 75 per cent of their time in 
the field and about 25 per cent in 
classrooms. 

At Madisonville and Morehead, 
students may participate in co-op 
programs. About half the students 
enrolled in the reclamation program at 
Madisonville are in the work-study 
program. They attend classes one 
semester and work for a mining firm the 
next . 

Mining or reclamation students have a 
wide range of backgrounds. Some are 
recent high school graduates. Some 
already hold college degrees in other 
fields and are leaving their old jobs to 
learn one that will allow them to be 
outdoors frequently. Some are employed 
by the state division of reclamation. 
Some come from other states. And 
a Canadian will begin the reclamation 
courses at Madisonville next semester.

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The Gorge - Nature's Garden 
PRESTONSBURG 

By JOHN VARNER 
<U.S. Forest Service Naturalist> 

A unique garden, splendid in spring 
flowers, lies in the complex forest and 
boldly rugged land of the Red River 
Gorge. Here more than 750 plant species 
bloom in the 25,600-acre Red River Gol'le 
Geological Area set up by the Forest 
Service for protection and preservation. 

While the Gorge offers the visitor 
something special during all four 
seasons, spring with its wildflowers 
surpasses all others. It is the time of 
abrupt transition from winter to sum­
mer. 

In early April the forest is, for the most 
part, bare of foliage, except evergreens 
and ferns, the hollies, laurels and 
rhododendrons. Mosses are green upon 
fallen logs and exposed boulders. A few 
ferns in sheltered places begin uncoiling 
their fiddle heads. 

By mid-April, many flowers have 
opened in the forest valley and among the 
great masses of tumbled boulders along 
the margins of the valley floor. 

Always of interest to hikers along the 
Gorge's 40 miles of trails are the three 
species of trilliums which grow in rich 
woods on slopes. The one that gets the 
most attention is the large-flowered 
trillium <Trillium grandiflorum). This 
magnificent plant displays three leaves 
in a whorl and projecting from it is a 
snow white flower llh-21h inches across. 
Entire slopes are often painted with a 
two-week coat of white. As the flowers 
age, they become a pale pink. This 
beauty is not compacted into a few weeks 
in spring. In autumn, the fruit appears as 
a black berry nearly an inch in diameter. 

Growing with and coming to flower 
after the trilliums have past their peak Ia 
the false Solomon's-seal <Smilacina 
racemose). This spring beauty is 
sometimes called the "false Spikenard". 
This plant's flowers are in a cluster of 
delicate lacy white confusion. Dancing on 
the soft May breezes in a shaft of 
sunlight, the flowers of the false 
Solomon's-seal provide an unforgettable 
spring sight. 

Along with the false Solomon 's-seal can 
often be found the greenish-yellow bell­
shaped blooms of the Solomon's-seal 
<Polygonatum biflorum). 

Any flower which requires some 
searching to find, such as the wild ginger 
<Asarum canadense) is always in­
triguing to the visitor. The intense green 
kidney-shaped leaves can readily be 
found pushing their way above the brown 
leaves on the forest floor, or on the 
Gorge's ricky wooded slopes. Those not 
familiar with this most unusual plant 
may often overlook the blooms. They are 
hidden beneath the plant's leaves.

Consumer Comments 
American consumers have wasted no 

time in learning to say "Charge it." It 
has been estimated that half of 
America's families have at least one 
credit card. About 17 million families use 
three or more credit cards and 6 million 
families use nine or more cards. 

Credit cards are a convenience, but 
their misuse.can lead to problems. · 

Credit cards may be issued by banks, 
stores, airlines, oil companies or travel 
and entertainment organizations. They 
are honored at thousands of stores, 
restaurants, hotels and motels, gas 
stations, airlines and car rental agencies, 
among others. But don't assume that 
your card will be honored-ask first. 
Usually merchants who honor a card will 
show the card's symbol or insignia on 
their windows. 

Some credit cards, especially cards 
issued by a bank, limit the amount of 
purchases you may owe at one time. This 
credit limit is based on your credit rating 
and may range anywhere from $400 to 
$5,000. 

An exceptionally large purchase may 
be questioned an some merchants have 
what's called a "floor limit," where a 
purchase over a certain amount requires 
direct authorization from the bank 
issuing the card. 

Many consumers are afraid that their 
credit cards will be stolen and used by 
some Wlknown persons to buy new 
Cadillacs, mink coats and yachts. If you 
notify the issuer promptly of any loss or 
theft, your liability may be only $50 or so. 
But remember if you have five different 
credit cards and lose them all, your 
liability-at $50 per card-eould reach 
$250. 

To protect yourself, don't leave a credit 
card lying around. And periodically 
ch~ your cards to be sure that you have 
them all. Keep a separate list of the 
cards, their numbers and who to contact 
in case of loss or theft. 

As in any consumer transaction, check 
the receipt slip carefully before you sign, 
including the total cost. When you 
complete a purchase, be sure to take 
your credit card, along with your pur­
chase! Finally, keep your receipt and 
compare it with the statement that you 
receive. If there is a billig error, im­
mediately notify the card issuer by 
telephone and follow this up with written 
notification of the error. 

If you have a problem with your credit 
card or if you have any other type of 
consumer complaint, contact -the At­
torney General's Division of Consumer 
Protection.

Sports Afield 
By Ted Kesting 

"For the past year I've been firing a 
loaded question at seasoned anglers," 
says Homer Circle, "and they've fired 
back some of the goldangdest answers." 

Homer's question is: "Which fish is the 
greatest striker of surface lures?" 

The opinions offered varied with the 
angler and where he did his fishing. The 
votes went for largemouth bass, 
smallmouth bass, striped bass, white 
bass, bowfins, barracudas, bull bluegills 
and so on-each being the preference of 
one particular angler and for one par­
ticular reason. 

Homer's own choice is the northern 
pike. 

"I'm convinced," he says, "that it will 
attack a surface lure with more spec­
tacular variety than any other species. 
Even more than the tucWlare or dorado, 
two of South America's great jWlgle 
species and among my all-time 
favorites.'' 

When he wants surface-striking en­
tertainment he goes for pike with a lure 
and a method guaranteed to goad them 
into incredibly vicious attacks. You are 
invited to try this method the next time 
you are in pike country. 

The floating lure should be at least five 
inches long to reduce strikes from jWlior 
pike. It should also have a propeller on 
the head only. Further, by polishing the 
shaft and beads with steel wool you 
should be able to make that propeller 
spin by merely blowing on it. 

Then, and this is important, add 
enough wire to the shank of the tail hook 
to cause the lure to rest on the water with 
the tail end sinking at about a 2o-degree 
angle. Otherwise you will miss too many 
strikes because the pike will knock the 
lure into the air rather than engulfing it as 
he should. 

Here's the nub of the method. Look for 
cattails, pencil weeds, reeds and weedy 
clusters bordering deepening water. Cast 
the lure close to such cover and start it 
toward you the instant it touches down. 
Keep the nose spinner churning con­
tinuously. 

Here are the ways a pike will attack it: 
Head on, going away from you, and pop 

a 20-poWld line like grocery string. Again 
it will approach from behind the lure, 
stalk it with dorsal fin and tail sticking 
out of the water, sometimes refusing it 
and sinking from sight but other times 
suddenly smashing it ferociously. Also a 
pike will come from the side, from up to 
ten or more feet way, and thwack the lure 
with explosive force, throwing a massive 
shower of water into the air. 

However, the most memorable of all 
pike strikes is one where it suddenly 
spurts into the air, high over the lure, 
executes a beautiful jackknife and dives 
bare-toothed onto the lure as if to prevent 
it from escaping. An Wlforgettable sight.

operation and the state's reclamation 
agency squared off last week at a hearing 
in Frankfort. 

Attorneys for the Kentucky Depart­
ment for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection argued before 
hearing officer Allen Prewitt that Asher 
Coal & Lumber Company, of Hyden, had 
violated state reclamation laws by 
significantly affecting surface land and 
by operating a strip mine without a 
permit. 

Don Duff, attorney for Asher Coal & 
Lumber, countered that the mine was not 
a strip mine but a deep mine and that the 
state could not control the surface ac-

tivities of a deep mine until the en­
vironmental protection department 
adopts regulations covering those ac­
tivities. Further, the operators denied 
that the surface was significantly af­
fected by their operation. 

Elmer Sizemore, the inspector with the 
department's division of reclamation who 
issued a noncompliance order to the firm 
April 30, testified that surface land had 
been disturbed at two mine sites near 
U.S. 421 in Leslie county. He also said the 
firm had pushed spoil (rock, dirt and 
debris removed from a hillside when 
mining begins) over the mountain, 
causing what he termed a significant 
effect on the surface areas and a detri­
mental effect on the environment. 

Duff, however, said the firm had 
performed only the normal activities 
necessary to begin a deep mine­
including obtaining a license to deep 
mine from the Kentucky Department of 
Mines and Minerals. 

Duff contended the Asher firm had not 
engaged in strip mining and the state 
reclamation agency could not take action 
against a deep mine until regulations 
were adopted. He argued that the law 
governing surface effects of deep mining, 
which was passed by the 1974 Kentucky 
General Assembly, was so vague that the 
average person couldn't tell what was 
legal or illegal. Duff said his client and 
other miners would not be able to tell 
what they could do and what constituted 
a significant effect to the surface until 
regulations were passed. 

Those regulations are still being 
prepared by the environmental 
protection department. 

Department attorney Joe Zeluski 
contended, however, that the 1974 law 
was enforceable even without 
regulations. He maintained any 
reasonable person could determine what 
was a significant effect on the en­
vironment. 

Prewitt will submit findings of fact in 
the case and recommendations to JohnS. 
Hoffman, secretary of the environmental 
protection department.
