City Mgr. Says

The city of Prestonsburg is scheduled
to receive $38,000 soon for the foundig and
operation of an animal shelter, and this
week city Manager Curtis Clark ap-
pealed to residents of the county for their
interest and help in effecting proper use
of the money.

The fund is the result of a bequest
made by a London, Ky. woman.

The city manager pointed out that for a
successful program to afford humane
treatment of small animals, such as dogs
and cats, to be implemented a shelter
must be build, a veterinarian and per-
sonnel employed for operation of the
shelter. He also pointed out that a man-
ager and a board of directors must be
appointed. These must be capable of
organizing the undertaking.

“Won't you call the City Clerk’s office
(886-2335) and give your name and ad-
dress, no matter where you live in the
county, if you can or will help in this
project?” Clark asked in an ad-
vertisement seeking public cooperation.

He said that as soon as a sufficient
number of persons show an interest in the
operation of such a shelter for stray,
unwanted or sick animals a public

meeting for the planning of the project

will be called.

Engineers’ Recreation Area

Next time you see a station wagon
loaded with fishing gear, picnic baskets,
children ‘and a dog heading in the
direction of Dewey Lake and Jenny Wiley
State Park, it may not be stopping at the
state park at all. Because, nowadays, a
large recreation area, constructed by the
U. S. Army Corps of Engineers directly
below the base of Dewey Dam, is at-
tracting huge crowds all by itself.

The park was opened in 1972 after an
access road to the area was constructed,
and visitors to the area have multiplied
steadily as more and more recreational
facilities and equipment have been ad-
ded. Before construction of the access
road, the only way to reach or leave the
area of the present park was by
descending—and, much worse, ascen-
ding—165 of the steepest steps to be found
anywhere,

Now, a black top road winds gently
down a hill to 25 acres of beautifully
landscaped bottomland and a play and
relaxation area that offers, as Dean
Murray, Dewey Reservoir manager said,
‘““‘some kind of attraction for just about
everyone.”’ A full-size, two-goal
basketball court, baseball diamond,

and $15,000 worth of playground equip-
ment offer the more active visitor plenty
opportunity to work off some energy
while the relaxation seeker can take
advantage of the 50 picnic tables and
grills provided by the Corps and eat
barbecued hamburgers or hot dogs or,
maybe, a ‘‘store-bought’’ chicken box to
the sound of the lake’s tailwaters rushing
through the nearby spillway. For the
fisherman, a cross-section of about every
variety of stream and lake fish in the area
can be caught in the spillway or farther
downstream in Johns's Creek. As Mr.
Murray said, ‘Dad can fish, Mom can
sunbathe, and the kids can play, all in the
same general area.”

Marked, blacktop parking spaces are
provided for 48 vehicles. Murray said,
‘“We’ve started adding new spaces, due
to the demand.”

You'd be surprised
at the number of cars we get from places
like Kermit, Logan and Huntington, W.
Va. and Grundy, Virginia.”

Although he could offer no cost
estimate on the area, Murray pointed out
that the building which houses the
bathroom facilities and the associated
sewage treatment cost the Corps $50,000
alone. “Add to that the playground
equipment, the dusk-till-dawn lights,

Water, (Gas
Ordinance
Annulled

City Council Voids

Rebate to Consumer
In Effect Since 65

Principal business of last Thursday’s
City Council meeting was the repeal of
the 1965 ordinance governing water, gas
and sewer service.

Repeal of the ordinance was asked by
Bill Harvey Howard, superintendent of
the Municipal Water, Gas and Sewer
System, who pointed out that the or-
dinance requires a rebate of 75 pct. of the
water bill and 30 pet. on gas to a con-
sumer who constructs his own line until
the consumer is reimbursed for his or her
construction cost.

Mr. Howard said the city has neither
gas nor water to provide service to new
customers outside the city limits, that
such service improves the property of the
consumer and that repeal of the rebate is
justified. He pointed out as a hypothetical
example of what the city might be
required to do under the ordinance as it
stood, that the city limits extend to the
top of the mountain at the head of
Trimble Branch and if only one home
were built at the top of the mountain and
connecting line provided by the owner,
the city would be obligated to supply
water at only 25 per cent the rate nor-
mally charged until the owner’s cost of
line construction was recovered.

The repeal of the ordinance mainly
affects areas outside Prestonsburg and it
does not affect consumers who have
already contracted and received services
under provisions of the old ordinance.

City Attorney Joe Hobson said a new
ordinance will be drafted soon.

The water and gas system office
moved recenty from the Blaine Hall
building on Lake Drive to the Fire
Department building in the Mayo Ad-
dition. The move was made after Mr.
Hall had announced plans to use the room
occupied by the office for his own pur-
poses. The office in the Fire Department
building was remodeled by CEP em-
ployees using materials purchased by the
water and gas system, and central heat
and air-conditioning have been added.

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Let Men Work at This Job

As the state of Kentucky and federal agencies undertake an
attack on unemployment through public financing of jobs, they
should seriously consider, as County Judge Henry Stumbo
suggested recently, to return to the work-methods which require
men and not chemicals and machines.

We would encourage such consideration when the clearing of
highway rights-of-way is undertaken.

The current method of killing bushes, weeds and other
vegetation by the spraying of herbicides not only removes from

_employment several thousand men who need jobs but it also
makes of the Kentucky slogan, ‘'Keep Kentucky Green,’”” a sad

farce.

Besides the esthetic damage done to otherwise inviting
roadsides, it is known that certain herbicides are fatal to birds
and perhaps other wildlife with which they come in direct con-
tact. Some species of birds are already threatened with ex-
tinction by chemicals which destroy the reproductive process.
And there is a growing suspicion that the damage to human
health and life from the promiscuous use of herbicides and in-
secticides is greater than is yet known or admitted.

It is not only the highway crews that do damage in this way.
Rights-of-way for communications and fuel lines are cleared in

similar fashion.

It's a cheap method, for the moment. What the cost may be
later will perhaps not be known till later.

The roadside clearing crews were referred to, when they were
used several years ago, and not without some contempt, as
“weed-cutters.”” But it was honorable work, and they killed
nothing they didn’t set out to kill. No bird-song was stilled and no

roadside browned by chemicals.

In neighboring Johnson county last
week Paintsville Mayor John Chandler
resigned, and in Martin county the
sheriff was removed from office by order
of the county judge.

Mayor Chandler announced his
decision to quit the office following a
lengthy discussion of a one per cent
occupational tax which Chandler had
proposed as a possible answer to the
city's financial problems.

After Chandler had pointed out that a
study of salaries paid city employees in
the region showed that Paintsville's were
the lowest paid in the area, the City
Council voted a 10 per cent pay raise, but
there was no motion on the occupational
tax. After the pay increase was voted,
Mayor Chandler announced his
resignation, effective at the close of the
meeting, adding that he would not “run a
city with a deficit budget.”

Later, the occupational tax squeezed
through by a 3-2 vote, but Chandler's
resignation stood. Mayor Pro-tem Jim
Tom Newman was acting as mayor last
week.

In Martin county Sheriff Sam Moore
was ousted last Tuesday by County Judge
Ray Fields after Moore had failed to post
bond as required by state law. Judge
Fields said the law requires sheriffs to
post bond by June 1, and that he had
contacted the attorney general’s office
which told him there was no alternative
to ouster. .

Sheriff Moore was expected to appeal
the judge's action.

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Coal Firm Agrees
To Pay Damages

Frankfort, Ky.—Two coal firms have
agreed to pay $2,000 each and undertake
water pollution control measures as a
result of action taken by the Kentucky
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection.

In an agreed order, Chapparal Coal
Corporation, of Virgie, agreed to pay
$2,000 as damages to the state. Chapparal
further agreed to a constant monitoring
program to insure no more water
damage, including designating a person
to check all disposal pumps, lines,
processes and emergency ponds at least
twice during each work shift. Under the
terms of the agreement, no water will be
discharged prior to being diverted into
ponds or other devices for treatment.

The department had charged Chap-
parel Coal Corporation with violating
state water quality standards and with
failing to notify the department of spills
that contaminated a nearby stream, as
required by law. The department said
that on two occasions last November and
December coal fines from a coal
preparation plant operated by Chapparal
spilled into Levisa Fork and blackened
that stream. The agreed order
recognized that the firm has undertaken
extensive water pollution abatement
control measures.

South-East Coal Company, of Irvin,
was the second firm to agree to pay
damage to the state. The company was
charged with violating state water
quality standards and failing to notify the
department of a spill of contaminated
water. The department maintained the
spill, which occurred in late January,
contaminated the Kentucky River and
caused downstream water treatment
plants to cease operation until the con-
taminated water had passed. The
company has also agreed to begin a 24-
hour monitoring program designed to
preveﬂt future spills.

Frankfort, Ky., June 9—Almost all of
Kentucky'’s larger lakes are reporting
fair to good bluegill fishing, and white
bass are active in the jumps in several
locations. The lake-by-lake rundown,
according to the Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources:

Rough River: Black bass good on
artificial nightcrawlers around rocky
points and deep banks; bluegill good
in timbered coves; clear to murky,
falling, 1'z feet above pool and 77
degrees.

Cave Run: Bluegill fair in timbered
coves: black bass slow on surface lures
around submerged cover; below dam,
crappie fair; clear, stable at three feet
below pool and 74 degrees.

Laurel: Bluegill good in timbered
coves; black bass slow on spinner baits
and artificial nightcrawlers in inlets and
bays; clear, stable and 78 degrees.

Dewey: Bluegill good in inlets and
bays; black bass fair on artificial
nightcrawlers along deep banks; murky
to muddy, stable and 78 degrees.

Barren: Bluegill good to excellent
along rock banks and in timbered coves;
black bass fair on spinner baits and ar-
tificial nightcrawlers off points and rock
banks; clear to murky, stable and 76
degrees.

Nolin: Bluegill fair to excellent (best in
upper lake) in timbered coves; black
bass slow to fair on deep runners around
points; below dam, bluegill fair; clear,
stable and 78 degrees.

Barkley: Black bass good on surface
and medium runners in inlets and bays;
crappie fair over drop-offs and around
stick-ups; below dam, catfish and white
bass fair; clear to murky, stable and 78
degrees.

Kentucky: White bass good in the
jumps and by still fishing at night along
rip-rap; black bass fair to good on sur-
face to deep runners in inlets and bays;
below dam, catfish fair; clear, stable and
80 degrees.

Herrington: Bluegill good drift fishing
along deep banks; white bass fair in the
jumps on plunker and fly combination;
clear, stable at three feet above pool and
78 degrees.

Dale Hollow: White bass good in the
jumps and fair night fishing off deep
banks; clear, stable at one foot below
pool and 82 degrees.

Cumberland: Crappie fair to good over
submerged cover; white bass fair in the
jumps and by night fishing off deep
points and banks; below dam, trout fair;
clear, falling, 30 feet below timberline
and 77 degrees.

Fishtrap: Bluegill slow in inlets and
bays; crappie slow around stick-ups;
clear, stable and 79 degrees.

Grayson: Crappie fair to good along
deep banks and over submerged cover;
bluegill fair in inlets and bays and off
shallow banks; clear, stable and 77
degrees.

Green: Bluegill fair in timbered coves;
black bass slow on artificial nightcrawl-
ers off deep banks and around submer-
ged cover; below dam, trout fair; clear,
stable and 76 degrees.

Buckhorn: Bluegill good off deep
banks; crappie fair over submerged
cover, murky to muddy, stable and 71
degrees,

ARC Allocates $305,000 Fund
To Halt Strip-Mine Siltation

After a year’s delay because of a
technical problem, the Appalachian
Regional Commission (ARC) in
Washington last week approved a
$305,000 grant to build a series of six
settling basins along the branches of
Troublesome Creek in Knott and Perry
counties to stop the silt caused by runoff
from abandoned strip-mines.

An additional $103,000in state and local
matching money and services will give
the conservation districts, under the
direction of William D. Gorman, of
Hazard, the tools to do the job.

This program will be the first the state
has undertaken using funds authorized
for strip-mine reclamation by the ARC.
Ironically it was a technicality in that
section of the law that has delayed final
approval for more than a year.

In April of 1974, U. S. Rep. Carl
Perkins' office issued a press release
saying the ARC had approved a $730,000
project to clean up Troublesome Creek.
But that included nearly $300,000 in
federal money to reclaim the abandoned
mines causing the silt runoff.

And under the wording of the ARC law,
reclamation on privately owned lands
was not permitted. So the application had
to be redrawn, with the state and the
conservation districts taking the
responsibility themselves for
revegetation of the orphan lands.

Dr. David Maneval, ARC’s science
adviser, acknowledged that without
reclamation of the abandoned mine
areas, construction of the settlement
basins would be futile, for silt would
continue to run off the hills until the
basins filled with debris.

Six basins, covering three to five acres
each, are planned, according to Gerald
Hart, soil conservationist in Hazard. The
idea is to stop the water that runs off the
hills, let the sediment settle to the bottom
and then release the cleaner water from
the basin into the creek, he said.

One possible site is near where the city
of Hindman plans to build a water
storage reservoir. Another is above
Robinson Forest in Breathitt county.

Most of the affected landowners
already have given the conservation
districts rights to use their property for
the basins, Hart said.

The Kentucky Department for Natural
Resources and environmental Protection
and the U. S. Interior Department's
Bureau of Mines will monitor the project.

Attending the ROPES board of directors meeting were, from
left, Charles Clark, chairman of the board and superintendent of
Floyd county schools; Dr. John Claunch, president of the Ken-
tucky Council on Economic Education, and Reo Johns, executive

director of ROPES.

Directors and staff members of
ROPES Region 11, meeting here May 30,
presented a plaque to retiring board
member George L. Ramey in ap-
preciation of his services. Mr. Ramey
has represented the Department of
Education on the ROPES board since its
establishment in 1972, Dr, Curtis Phipps,
director of the Division of Guidance
Services, Department of Education, will
replace Mr. Ramey.

Reo Johns, executive director,
discussed regional workshops, including
the Alcohol and Drug Abuse Education
workshop to be held at Prestonsburg
Community College, June 25 and 26;
the Due Process and Discipline
workshop to be held July 18 at a location
to be announced later, and the cabinet
meeting to be held in the ROPES office
on June 4.

Board members also heard reports on
regional program activities by Region 11
staff members, Bronelle Skaggs, Shirley
Beard and Larry Jervis.

Arnold Guess, deputy director of the
Division of Administration and Finance,
State Department of Education, ap-
peared before the board to discuss the
equalization bill. Guess told the board
that the bill will provide for equalization
of leeway money, a shift from local to
state taxes on real estate, and full state
funding of the foundation program. In
addition, Guess told the Board, the bill
would eliminate the required local effort
and repeal the House bill commonly
called ‘‘the rollback bill’”’. He stressed
that the equalization bill would not in-
crease state control of education.
Although the bill has met with opposition
in some sections of the state, the ROPES
board voted unanimously to endorse it.

Also appearing before the board were:

1. Joe Billy Mansfield, commissioner of
the Kentucky High School Athletic
Association. Mr. Mansfield, speaking in
support of regional basketball: elinics,
told the board that the Association is
trying to alleviate the shortage of good

referees by holding training programs
for officials. These training programs
will be conducted in each region by the
assigning secretary or someone else who
has been trained to conduct them and will
consist of five three-hour sessions. Mans-
field stressed that the training sessions
will teach not only the mechanics of
officiating, but the means of judgement.

2. Ted Cook, director of the Adult Basic
Education Unit, State Department of
Education. Mr. Cook discussed the
possibility of a regional adult basic
education program to supplement adult
programs already in operation in the
Region. The regional program would
differ from those presently operated in
the region by employing teachers to
teach adults in their own homes. Per-
sonnel involved in the program will be a
regional consultant and two teachers for
each school district. The board
authorized the ROPES staff to make
application to have this program funded
for the region.

3. Dr. John Claunch, president of the
Kentucky Council on Economic
Education. Dr. Claunch told the Board,
“If we continue to allow the same rate of
increase in the governments involvement
in redistributing money, 67 pct. of every
dollar will go into the government's
pocket and control in 25 years.” Dr.
Claunch advocated economic education
as a means of preventing this. He
stressed that it is better to have the whole
school concerned about economic
education than to have one organized
course.

In other action, the board voted
unanimously to adopt a resolution
commending Governor Carrol for his
interest in education and his increase in
the amount of funds available for
secondary and elementary education and
approved Herald Whittaker, superin-
tendent-elect of Magoffin county schools,
to replace retiring superintendent, Creed
Arnett,

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Unemployment Increase

Less than Earlier

FRANKFORT, Ky.—Although
unemployment in Kentucky continues to
rise, therate of increase is not as large as
it has been in previous months.

April's unemployment rate was 7.6 per
cent of the labor force, compared lo 7.4
per cent in March. There are 108,800
unemployed. Kentuckians, according to
Bob MacDonald, chief statistician for the
Bureau for Manpower Services,
Department for Human Resources
(DHR).

Compared with April of last year,
unemployment has increased by 52,000
and the rate of unemployment has grown
from 4.4 per cent in April of 1974 to 7.6
this year.

April's rate of 7.6 per cent compares to
the national, non-seasonally unadjusted
rate of 8.6 per cent, leaving Kentucky one
per cent below the national rate.

MacDonald attributed the continued
increase in unemployment to an increase
in the number of people being laid off,

A Wayward Son of the Hills

There was no other boy in the Pine
Grove rural school like Timmie Jones.
He entered the school when he was eight
and during his sojourn of four years
scarcely a day passed that he did not
cause a minor disturbance or uproar in
the school.

He was frail of stature, with high
cheekbones, small, deep-setl eyes and a
long, narrow forehead. He would always
say and do the unusual. The teacher
would constantly keep reminding:
“Timmie, sit down, Timmie, quit that
whispering . . . Timmie, throw that apple
outside.”

In order to keep Timmie quiet while a
class was reciting, the teacher would
sometimes ask him to demonstrate the
correct posture that a pupil should have
at his desk. Timmie liked to do things like
that and would set up as straight as a
Prussian soldier at his desk for a long
period of time. When he happened to
relax, the teacher would say, ‘‘You are
slumping, Timmie." Whereupon, he
would resume his rigid position.

After the afternoon recess on Friday,
the remainder of the day was used for the
children torecite poetry, tell stories or do
other things. Timmie did other things.
The teacher would sometimes ask him to
demonstrate the_ actions of Dick
Segrave's mule after it had been released
from a hard day's work. To those who are
not wise in the ways of mules, I might
explain that the first thing that a mule
does when it is released from working in
the afternoon is to lie down and roll in the
dirt. If the animal happens to turn
completely over in the rolling process, he
is said to be worth a hundred dollars.

When Timmie went into his act, it was
the highlight of the entertainment of the
evening. They would sweep off a clean
place on the floor. Timmie would begin
the preliminary movements that a mule
makes in lying down. Finally he would
stretch prostrate on the floor and begin to
roll and kick and toss his head from side
to side. Although he used all his energy,
he could not turn completly over despite
his best efforts. However, with one last
desperate effort and a mighty heave he
did turn completely over. Some boy would
then call out, ‘‘Boys, he's worth a hun-
dred dollars.’ This was the signal for a
broad grin to spread over Timmie's face
as he slowly rose from the floor in a state
of exhaustion.

This was during the period that the
rural people called Hoover Times. Most
people were hard put to obtain the
necessities of life, Timmie's father, as did
many others, had a hard time keeping
the wolf from the door. As a last resort,
the Red Cross came to the rescue, From
that day on there was always a soft spot
in Timmie's heart for the Red Cross.

It did not help matters economically
that Timmie had learned to smoke and
chew by the time he was weaned. There
were two things that he could not do
without—Strater's Natural Lead for
chewing and Prince Albert for smoking.
From the tin of Prince Albert he rolled
his own. The finished cigarette was
shaped like a chicken's bill at the end.
When Timmie graduated from Prince
Albert to Camels it became increasingly
more difficult to secure the necessary
funds. His father had taken temporary
employment in Olive Hill, some six miles
away. One day Timmie told his mother
that he was going to town to visit his
father, He had been gone about three
hours when his mother looked out the
window and saw him running toward the
house at top speed. He fell in the front
door, completely exhausted. He said,
‘“Ma grab the baby and run. Pap is dying
with a heart attact.” After his mother
was out of sight, he gathered up three
chickens and headed for the store to
replace his supply of smoking tobacco.

On another occasion he slipped away
from the house with two frying chickens.
'in a short time his father missed him and
set out in pursuit. Timmie had stopped at
the Pine Grove school to play a game of
Round Town with the school children. It
was here that his father caught up with
him.

In order to make absolutely sure that
Timmie did not escape, his father had
brought along a rope plowline with which
totie him. Inthe meantime, the chickens,
feet tied, had flopped back some distance
under the schoolhouse floor. His father
tied the rope around Timmie's ankle and
sent him under the floor to retrieve the
chickens. Timmie called from under the
floor and said, ‘‘Give me a little more
slack, Pap.” He then untied the rope
from his ankle and looped it over a
nearby snag. He gathered the chickens
gently, holding them by the neck to
prevent their squawking, emerged from
beneath the opposite side of the floor and
resumed his journey to the store. His
father thought it was taking too long to
get the chickens.

As he
came into town, he passed the brickyard.
The people who worked there lived on a
hill overlooking the plant. The first man
he encountered purchased the beans
from him for one dollar. He instructed
him to deliver the beans to his house on
the hill. The next man he met, he sold the
beans to him. He kept on in this manner
until he had sold the beans six times to
six different people. After he had made
his last sale, he started on his homeward
journey but he still had the beans in his

possession. He said that he wanted to be
fair about the matter and treat all his
customers alike. So, on his return
journey, he dumped the beans from the
bridge into Tygart Creek. He gave his
mother one dollar and kept five for
himself.

It was at this time that a new group of
religious people came to the Pleasant
Hill community. Rural people called
them *“The Tongues,'  because they spoke
in unknown tongues at some period
during the services, They attracted huge
crowds and had many joiners. One night,
when the invitation was made, Timmie
came to the altar. It was their custom to
pray in unison but Timmie's high,
rasping voice could be hears above all
the rest as he repeatedlycalled upon the
Lord to bless the Red Cross.After all
others had ceased Timmie continued for
a moment and finally concluded by
saying, ‘‘Now, Lord, whatever you do, be
sure—don’t forget the Red Cross!"

Prestonsburg
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Waste—a Contemporary Problem  Mrs. Crabtree Celebrates 82nd Birthday

Frankfort, Ky.—Cavemen threw bones
and other leftovers in a pile outside their
caves. The Vikings, when on their ships,
simply dumped their refuse overboard.
Pilgrims slopped garbage out their back
doors. Today, people can’'t get rid of their
rubbish so easily.

What happens to garbage now depends
on whether it’'s a solid, liquid or gas
waste. A gas waste is easily definable,
but defining the difference between solid
and liqguid wastes is a problem.

At a recent public hearing on the new
solid waste regulation proposed by the
state, the question of clarifying the
definitions was posed to the solid waste
division in the Kentucky Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection.

The hearing covered a regulation
proposing several changes, including
landfill compliance schedules, permit
denial criteria, an additional information
requirement for permit renewal and
requirements for closng a landfill.

The most discussed change, however,
was a section on financial responsibility,
which requires permit applicants to post
bond with the state treasury for the
landfill operation.

After the meeting, Jim McDonald,
solid waste disposal specialist for the
Louisville and Jefferson County Health
Department, suggested some ways of
improving the proposed regulation.
McDonald, who arrived late, also cited
some of the problems with Jefferson
County’s Lees Lane landfill as
justification for more severe state land-
fill rules.

The state environmental protection
department has ordered theowner of
Lees Lane landfill to begin immediate
corrective actions, following an in-
vestigation into the causes of a
dangerous gas leak. Several families
living nearby were forced to evacuate
their homes.

McDonald also said that the proposed
definition of a landfill appears to be
ambiguous since it doesn’t specify what
types of material can be accepted in
sanitary landfills.

It's difficult to categorize many in-
dustrial wastes as either solid or liquid,
since some of them may combine to form
a goo. Therefore, McDonald recom-
mended a firmer definition of solid and
liquid wastes based on flow rates and
percentages of liquid.

Other types of landfills which Me-
Donald feels should be covered under the
solid waste regulation are industrial,
demolition, hazardous wastes and other
method landfills.

McDonald also suggested:

—Processing of applications for land-
fill permits through the local health
department, which may be more aware
of local problems;

—Increasing bonds for landfill
operators to a minimum of $2,500 per
landfill acre, instead of the proposed
$3,000 per landfill site plus $500 per acre;

—Requiring the bonds to be held for a
minimum of 10 years instead of the two-
year minimum proposed by the state;

—Requiring landfill preventions for
gas leaks and water drainage.

Veterans Must Act
Quickly To Receive
Educational Help

Veterans who plan to attend school for
the first time under the GI Bill this
summer or fall must act promptly if they
want advance payment of educational
checks.

The VA says a veteran who plans to
enter school should first make certain he
has a certificate of eligibility. These may
be obtained from the nearest VA office.

The certificate must be presented to
the school of the veteran's choice. The
school, if it accepts the veteran, will
forward it and the enrollment cer-
tification on the reverse side to the VA.

Officials explained if the agency
receives this information at least 30 days
before registration, veterans who train
half time or more may pick up their first
check when they register. The first check
will cover training allowances for the
first two months, or one month and a
portion of a month, depending on the
registration date.

Under current rates, a single veteran
in school full time receives $270 monthly.
Veterans with one dependent draw $321;
two dependents, $366, and with three or
more dependents, an additional $22 is
added for each dependent over two.

Half time rates are $135 monthly for a
single veteran; with one dependent, $160,
and for two dependents, $182. Veterans
with three or more dependents receive an
additional $11 monthly for each depen-
dent.

It's not your fault if you don’t un-
derstand no-fault insurance; it's a
complicated subject. But you had better
find out about it before July 1, 1975, when
Kentucky’s no-fault automobile in-
surance law goes into effect.

In the past, injured consumers waited
days, weeks, months and even years lo
receive compensation. As of July first,
under no-fault insurance you will no
longer have to prove the other driver is at
fault and then try to recover com-
pensation for your injuries fromhat
driver’'s insurance company.

The new law provides immediate
payment of consumers' out-of-pocket
losses up to $10,000. The benefits will be
paid by the company insuring the
automobile in which the injured person
was riding, no matter whose fault the
accident is.

If you are seriously injured (if your
medical and rehabilitation expenses
exceed $1,000 or if there has been per-
manent disfigurement or loss of body
member or function), you receive your
basic no-fault benefits and still have the
right to seek additional damages from a
negligent driver.

Kentucky's new no-fault law requires
you to have and carry basic auto liability
protection of $10,000-$20,000 for injuries
and $5,000 for property damage, plus a
minimum of $10,000 basic no-fault
benefits for each person. Get those
figures? If you didn't, or if you need a
further explanation of no-fault, contact
your insurance company or the Kentucky
Department of Insurance.

By the way, if you're a pedestrian and
think this doesn’t apply to you, you're
wrong. If you, as a pedestrian, are in-
jured in an automobile accident, the
company insuring the automobile makes
the payment. If the driver cannot be
identified or does not carry insurance,
your insurance company will pay.

If you already have an automobile
liability policy, it will automatically be
changed by your insurance company (o
include the basic no-fault persenal m]ury
coverage.

However, anyone may reject this plan
and maintain the present system of in-
jury compensation, including proving
fault. If you decide to reject no-fault,
your rejection must be in writing and on
a form you may obtain from your in-
surance company.

But if all members of your family do
accept no-fault protection, you will
receive a 10 per cent reduction in your
liability rates.

Remember, though, that no-fault in-
surance applies only to personal injury
and not to property damage or collision.
Wrecked vehicles will be handlded
exactly as they are handled today.

No Sales Tax
For Local Gov'ts

FRANKFORT, Ky.—Gov. Julian
Carroll today resubmitted to the Ken-
tucky General Assembly’'s Ad-
ministrative Regulation Review Sub-
committee an emergency regulation for
the Department of Revenue that exempts
from the Sales and Use Tax all purchases
made by cities, counties and all other
local governmental units.

The exemption includes utility service.

Gov. Carroll's primary reason for
approving the regulation granting the
blanket exemption to cities, counties and
other local government units is to afford
them some financial assistance, par-
ticularly badly needed now because of
the soaring costs of utilities. s

The governor is also concerned about
the competitive advantage over Ken-
tucky retailers heretofore enjoyed by
out-of-state retailers who can make tax
free sales of items of personal property to
these same units of local government.
This regulation will take away that out-
of-state disadvantage.

A similar regulation was submitted for
the legislative panel’s approval on Jan.
29 but two of the three members of the
subcommittee objected to a $500
limitation that was part of the proposal.

The current proposal has no such
limitation and the governor anticipates
the subcommittee’s approval.

Paths of Pione?r Jenny Wiley

No one would want to walk in the actual
footsteps of pioneer heroine Jenny Wiley,
for she experienced much cruelty and
heartache, but it may one day be possible
to retrace paths taken by Jenny during
her capture by and escape from Indians.

from Walkers Creek, Va. through much
of Eastern Kentucky. Three days after
starting, Jenny saw her youngest child
killed.

Always under close guard, Jenny
marched along Tug Fork, crossed the Big
Sandy near what is now Louisa,
then along a ridge to an Indian village on
the Ohio. Unwelcome there, the band
traveled to Big Blaine Creek, where her
baby was born. When the infant failed to
pass Indian tests, it too was killed.

Months later, Jenny found a moment to
slip away from her captors and, still
traveling under extreme hardship,
managed to make her way to freedom.

It was in offices of FIVECO Area
Development District that the project to
mark the Jenny Wiley Trail took shape.
Initiators knew that clearing the trail and
getting easements from private land
owners might seem insurmountable, but
as Jenny Wiley persevered to victory so
could modern man in his need to retrace

“. his heritage.

The late William Elsey Connelley, a
noted historian, did extensive research
on Jenny Wiley. He gave credence to her
endurance only because he knew the iron
will and fortitude of pioneers in efforts to
survive.

Should the trail be cleared and marked
as envisioned, it would include Jenny
Wiley State Resort Park, near Prestons-
burg, though historians claim the pioneer
woman did not actually travel there. It
would, however, be appropriate to in-
clude the beautiful park named in her
honor.

Some day, hikers and horseback
travelers might make the state park a
place to rest and eat before continuing
the trail; in the summertime, travelers
might also camp for a fewy days, enjoy
fine food in May Lodge dining room and
a musical from the stage of the Jenny
Wiley Summer Music Theatre.

For today's travelers on Mountain
Parkway and other highways leading to
the park in Floyd county, the musical
“Godspell”’ opens June 18 and continues
through June 22, then plays each Friday
from June 27 through Aug. 15. Other
musicals are scheduled throughout the
season, with tickets and information
available from the theater, Box 22,
Prestonsburg, Ky. 41653.

Kentucky's big lakes can get rough in a
hurry when the wind comes up, and
sometimes fishermen are forced to stay
off the water because of unfavorable
weather. At other times, particularly on
holidays or long week-ends, it seems that
there are just too many pleasure boats
roaring around the lake to permit much
productive fishing.

But there’s no reason to just sit on the
dock and wish you could be out fishing.
Instead, try tailwaters—the streams just
below the dams. Many of these tailwaters
offer some good fishing either from the
bank or from a boat, and fishing pressure
is usually light.

Here is a brief rundown of the angling
opportunities below the dams at 15 of
Kentucky’'s major lakes and a descrip-
tion of some of the other facilities
available. So give tailwater fishing a
try—you’ll probably find it a most
satisfying alternative to lake fishing.

BUCKHORN— Trout, crappie, white
bass, bluegill and catfish harvested
spring through fall. The first three miles
are the most productive. Bank fishing
only. Parking area, camping and picnic
tables available. No launching ramp.

GREEN: Trout, white bass, crappie,
bluegill and catfish the year around.
Bank fishing best within two miles below
dam. Parking area and rest rooms
available. No launching ramp.

GRAYSON: Crapie and trout har-
vested sprin through fall. First mile most
productive. Parking area available. No
launching ramp.

CUMBERLAND: Trout, crappie, white
bass and bluegill the year around. Good
fishing for some 30 miles. Camping,
parking and launching ramp (for
johnboats and up to 20 HP outboards)
available.

ROUGH RIVER: Trout, white bass,
crappie, bluegill and catfish harvestes
spring through fall. Most productive
area, first four miles. Parking area and
camp sites available. No launching
ramp.

NOLIN: Trout, white bass, crappie the
Xear around. Most roductive area, first
| ile. Parking available, no launching
ramp.

BARREN: Trout, crappie, white bass,
black bass and bluegill, best spring
through fall. Parking, camping and
launching off gravel ramp ( best suited
for johnboat and 5 HP outboards).

CAVE RUN: Crappie, black bass,
bluegill, catfish and musky, best spring
through fall. Most productive area, first
mile. Parking but no launching ramp.

LAUREL: White bass, crappie, catfish
and black bass, best in spring. Accessible
only by boat from Lake Cumberland.

DEWEY : Bluegill, crappie and catfish,
best spring until fall. Most productive
wrea, first three miles. Parking, but no
launching ramp.

institution, even if an item is defective or-

““We have to pay for something we did
not receive!”’ a consumer from Paducah
wrote to our office. Under existing law,
he does.

He signed a contract, agreeing to pay
about $80 a month for a school course for
his son. The first payment was made to
the school and the subsequent payments
were payable to the finance company, to
whom the contract had been assigned
(sold).

According to the consumer, the son
was soon informed that the school was
closed and that all persons connected
with the school had left the Com-
monwealth. Not only that, but the finance
company was insisting on monthly
payments, even though the school no
longer existed and the son would never
receive one bit of instruction.

This is a classic example of the
problem of a legal doctrine called
“‘holder-in-due-course.’” Many con-
sumers have learned about it the hard
way, by purchasing goods or services or
credit, finding those goods or services
defective, yet having to pay the lending
institution anyway.

When consumers purchase goods or
services on credit, the note or contract
they sign with the seller is usually sold to a
lending institution such as a bank or
finance company.

In the vast majority of these cases, the
contract contains a ‘‘waiver of defense"
clause, which says that the consumer has
no defenses against paying the lending

if a service was not performed.

A lending institution which buys such a
contract then becomes a ‘‘holder-in-due-
course,” holding your contract and
requiring you to pay. Most consumers do
not understand the ‘‘holder-in-due-
course’’ doctrine and many suffer
because of it.

The Consumers’ Advisory Council is
considering legislation that would
change this situation. A public hearing
on the subject will be held Tuesday, June
17, in the Senate Chambers at the Capitol
Building Frankfort. If you are interested
in learning more about the ‘‘holder-in-
due-course’ doctrime, or if you wish to
present your views on the subject, please
come to the public hearing, beginning at
10 a.m.

In the meantime, remember that any
time you sign a contract that has the
words ‘“‘consumer waives any defenses’’
(or any similar language) anywhere on
the front or back of a contract, the
contract may be sold to a holder-in-due-
course, and you are, in effect, borrowing

‘money from a financial institution and

turning your cash over to the seller.

Propose Regulation Changes
For Water Quality Control

Frankfort, Ky.—Changes in five
regulations, proposed by the state water
pollution agency, were discussed at
recent public hearingsheld in Frankfort
by the division of water quality in the
Kentucky Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental Protec-
tion.

Only one of the regulations—the
minimum degree of treatment
regulation—is completely new. Two
regulations—the emergency episode and
the permit regulations—have been
modified. Two regulations which deal
with stream classification and treatment
technology and the water quality criteria
regulations remain basically unchanged.

The stream classification and treat-
ment technology regulation was the most
debated.

Dean Hill Rivkin, an attorney from the
Appalachian Research and Denense
Fund of Kentucky, Inc., argued that the
regulation isn’t in step with federal wa-
ter quality guidelines and state water
pollution laws. He said that water quality
standards should be applied on a broad
definitional concept of state authority.

The new regulation controlling
minimum degree of treatment sets out
operational definitions of secondary
sewage treatment and advanced sewage
treatment.

The new regulation defines secondary
treatment as the minimum allowed for
biodegradable wastes and defines it
arithmetically. The regulation also
requires persons currently permitted to
discharge biodegradable wastes to
reapply for a permit by Jan. 1, 1976.

A Disturbing Book

PSYCHOPATHS. By Alan Harrington.
Simon and Schuster. $7.95. As reviewed
by Leo Weddle, associate professor.
Division of Social Sciences, Prestonsburg
Community College.

American society has undergone a
frightening metamorphosis. No longer is
it safe haven for the “‘good guys''—law-
abiding, conscientious citizens who still
believe, in varying degrees, in the Golden
Rule, that “honesty is the best policy,”
and that good is preferable to evil. This,
at least, is the premise upon which Alan
Harrington predicates his book,
Psychopaths. He defines a psychopath as
one who suffers no sense of guilt for his
actions, and who is quick o sense
vulnerability in those around him. The
book is disturbing because Harrington
maintains that this kind of personality is
not a rarity, but is, in fact, becoming
more and more common in all segments
of society. He cites the area of politics,
for example, and suggests that this type
of personality is ideally suited to the
rigors of high level public office. One of
the case histories in the book is of a man
who is president of one of the country’s
most extensive business conglomerates,
whose lack of concern for, and his cruelty
toward, his associates, leads to illness
and suicide. Mr. Harrington contends
that the internal pressures of American
society have produced this new
generation of psychopaths, and that our
best defense lies in an awareness of this
social phenomenon.

Energy Office To Assist
Industries Facing Cut-Off

Frankfort, Ky.—The Kentucky Energy
Office will provide assistance in ob-
taining substitute fuel for those in-
dustries facing curtailments in natural
gas supplies, according to John
Stapleton, director of the energy office.

Last week’s announcement by
Columbia Gas of Kentucky stating that
no natural gas would be available to
industrial customers next winter was
“bad news but not unexpected because of
the experiences with shortages last
year,” Stapleton said.

“*As in previous situations,”” he con-
tinued, ‘““we will do everything we can to
minimize impact and avoid loss of jobs.”

Columbia Gas’s announcement came
as a result of notification by its wholesale
supplier, Columbia Gas Transmission
Corp., to anticipae a 28 per cent cur-
tailment in supplies beginning Nov. 1.
This is based on a normal winter and the
percentage could change with ab-
normally warm or cold weather.

It compares with an average 20 per
cent curtailment last winter, which
resulted in up to 85 per cent cutbacks for
large volume industrial users.

Columbia Gas has requested per-
mission from the Kentucky Public
Service Commission to immediately
reduce gas deliveries to all industrial
customers and to 110 commercial
customers throughout the state,

State energy officials are currently
surveying affected industries to make a
complete analysis of the impact of these
curtailments.

Stapleton noted that many firms had
already made previsions for curtailment

by installing standby systems using fuel
oil, coal or propane. However, for those
industries with no standby fuel supplies,
“there is still time to do something,” he
said.

Stapleton added that ‘‘there are other
alternatives and we don’t want these
industries to cut back on operations or
shut down.”

Last year Columbia Gas established an
pool in which gas was
borrowed from commercial users.
Stapleton said this measure was suc-
cessful last year, but may not be prac-
tical this coming winter, as its ef-
fectiveness would be limited because of
cutbacks to the commercial users.

The energy office will continue to

stress conservation measures to all users

of natural gas, Stapleton said, to possibly
alleviate more drastic cutbacks at a later
time.

Dr. Dee Ashley Akers, secretary of the
Kentucky Development Cabinet, said
that the state is attempting to avoid
future shortages by taking steps in three
time frames.

“For the short run we are providing
technical assistance and geological data
for exploratory drilling in Central
Kentucky; for the middle run we are
encouraging research exploration in
shale gas; and for the long run we are
participating in the future production of
synthetic gas from coal,” he said.

Akers noted that in the later category,
several projects ranging from the
production of low-BTU gas for local in-
dustries to the production of high quality,
high-BTU pipeline gas are currently
being studied for technical and economic
feasibility.
