Martin Man Slain; 
Second Woman Held 
After Husband Shot 

Two Floyd county women were jailed 
here Monday and were charged with 
shooting their husbands. 

Mrs. Mary Sue Couch Flanery, 23, is 
held on a murder charge in the fatal 
shooting of her husband, Kirby Lee 
Flanery, 23, Monday afternoon at their 
mobile home on Buck's Branch, near 
Martin. 

Mrs. Naomi Martin, 38, was jailed 
Monday night after her husband, 
Clarence Martin, had been shot at the 
Martin home at Drift. Martin's condition 
is stable and he is expected to recover, 
County Attorney James R. Allen was told 
Tuesday morning. 

Flanery, who was a C. & 0. brakeman, 
was shot one time in his head. A .38-
calibre revolver from which the shot 
apparently was fired was recovered by 
Sheriff Joe W. Lewis, who brought Mrs. 
Flanery to jail. The sheriff said the 
victim lay on the floor, beside a bed, and 
that the revolver was on the opposite side 
of the bed. 

The couple and their two children, age 
2 and 3, were the only persons present at 
the time of the shooting, Sheriff Lewis 
was told. He said Mrs. Flanery after the 
shooting called a relative of her husband, 
who then called the sheriff's office. 

Mrs. Flanery was highly nervous and 
could not make a coherent statement, 
Monday afternoon. 

Mrs. Martin claimed her husband was 
wounded accidentally. A bullet from a 
.38-calibre revolver entered his chest and 
ranged downward. He was taken to the 
UK Medical Center, Lexington, and it

Floyd Woman Among 
Five Suing HEW Head 

Three residents of the Middle Creek 
section of the county are under $5,000 
bond each after their arrests on charges 
of kidnapping. 

The charges against Earl Ray Slone, 
Richard Hale and Kenneth Ray Webb 
were filed by a high-school-age girl of the 
same area last Wednesday, three days 
after the alleged offense was committed. 
In separate affidavits she accused the 
defendants of "committing the ;;ffense of 
kidnapping by unlawfully forcing her into 
a car and restraining her with intent to 
rape and terrorize her." 

Three persons were arrested within the 
week on liquor charges. Jeff Marshall, 
Jr., of Sizemore, was charged with trans­
porting and possession for the purpose of 
sale after he had been arrested last 
Friday in the Water Gap vicinity by 
Commonwealth's Detective Doug Lewis. 
Twenty cases of beer were confiscated.

Plaintiffs allege that · they have been 
subjected to inordinate delays in their 
attempts to get reviews of the initial 
denial of their applications, that such 
delays have caused them irreparable 
injury and that HEW's failure to act 
violates the Due Process clause of the 
Fifth Amendment to the U. S. Con­
stitution. 

August, and her application was denied 
three months later. She again was denied 
last December 4, and 15 days later she 
requested a hearing. HEW apparently 
has since that time been silent. She 
claims to have no income, no medical 
card, is technically ineligible for food 
stamps because she lives in the 
household of her brother. She claims, 
however, that she receives no benefit 
from such residence and because of her 
financial condition is unable to get the 
treatment and medicines her heart and 
diabetic conditions require. She says her 
physical condition has grown worse 
because of infrequent or inadequate 
treatment and that she must borrow 
money each month to pay for the 
necessities of life. 

The plaintiffs claim action on their 
requests for hearings have been delayed 
from six to ten months. 

Water System 
To Serve David; 
Park Work Seen 

Announcing the approval last Friday of 
$3,331,425 in construction work for 
Eastern Kentucky under HUD com­
munity projects, Congressman Carl D. 
Perkins said $483,000 of this total will be 
for water district expansion and for the 
building of a recreation complex in Floyd 
county. 

Of the total earmarked for this county, 
$300,000 will go to the Beaver Elkhorn 
Water District to extend water service 
from the mouth of Brush Creek on Right 
Beaver Creek to the town of David. This 
would include service to homes and 
businesses between those two points, 
along the left fork of Middle Creek and 
between Buckeye and David. 

The water district expansion is also to 
benefit from an Appalachian Regional 
Commission grant of $286,000. 

The remaining $183,200 of the HUD 
grant approved for this county is in­
tended for a recreation complex which 
was not definitely identified. County 
officials have talked for several months 
the construction of such a central facility 
in the vicinity of Allen, and plans for the 
work have been drawn, but nobody here 
could say that this is the project for 
which the HUD funds are intended. 

County Judge Henry Stumbo and 
County Attorney James R. Allen have 
been negotiating for the acquisition of a 
site for the big recreation project on land 
owned near Allen by a coal company and 
have been encouraged by the reaction of 
George E. Evans, Jr., of Wayland and

Lake Dragged Sunday 
As Drowning Feared 

A woman's report to park rangers that 
she saw a girl dive into Dewey Lake in 
the Stratton Branch beach area Sunday 
afternoon and that she did not see her 
surface resulted in a five-hour search of 
the area by the Floyd County Emergency 
and Rescue Squad. 

Dragging operations were followed by 
a search made by scuba divers.

At June 24 Meet 

A work session on solid waste disposal 
was held last Tuesday at the courthouse 
here, with representatives of the Division 
of Solid Waste, Department of Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection, conferring with the four 
magistrates, and the county planner, 
Claude Swiney. 

Ideas were exchanged in an attempt to 
provide adequate landfill facilities for 
Floyd County citizens. Proposed landfill 
locations and capital construction costs 
and operating expenses were discussed. 

Efforts are being made to locate more 
landfill locations soon. 

It is estimated that if no other landfill is 
placed in operation and only the present 
Turkey Creek site is used, this location 
will be filled beyond further use with in a 
year.

"We simply don't have the 
money to hire qualified people to operate 
and maintain it," the mayor said.

FRANKFORT, Ky.-Where there's 
smoke, there's-not necessarily fire. The 
smoke could be coming from a portable 
smoke generator used by the division of 
air pollution in the Kentucky Department 
for Natural Resources and En· 
vironmental Protection. 

The division uses the generator to train 
investigators to read smoke in order to 
determine violations of air pollution 
regulations. Smoke readings are judged 
by the Ringelmann chart, developed by 
Maximilian Ringelmann, professor of 
agricultural engineering at I 'Institute 
National Agronomique in Paris in the 
late lBOOs. 

Some scientists argue today whether 

the Ringelmann chart provides a 
technically valid measure of quantitative 
emissions, but its adoption as a legal 
criterion by hundreds of U.S. and foreign 
air pollution control agencies is evidence 
of its virtual success. For instance, the U. 
S. Bureau of Mines adopted the 
Ringlemann chart in 1910 to evaluate 
different visual shades of smoke. 

The generator's stack can yield certain 
quantities of black or white smoke on 
command. However, reading smoke 
from a real stack is more difficult, due to 
the varying shades of industrial smoke. 

For this reason, equivalent opacity was 
devised. With this method, the smoke's 
rating is determined by how much 

background the inspector can see when 
he looks through the smoke. A 
recognizable object or a homogeneous 
background behind the smoke gives him 
a reference point. 

Smoke is rated in five stages, each one 
cutting out 20 per cent more of the view 
than the previous one. Therefore, a 
Ringelmann No. 3 rating cuts off 60 per 
cent visibility, putting the stack's 
operation in trouble with the air pollution 
division. Three of their regulations 
prohibit smoke that dense. 

Air pollution regulations in Ken­
tucky forbid any rating above a Ringel­
mann No. 2, and, in some areas, the Rin­
gelmann No. 1 exceeds allowable limits.

Catlettsburg-U. S. District Judge H. 
David Hermansdorfer last Thursday 
approved condemnation of 2fY7.52 acres in 
Lawrence county for the Yatesville Lake 
Project on Blaine Creek. 

Asst. U.S. Atty. R. Burl McCoy moved 
to take the land in a suit filed Tuesday in 
U. S. District Court in Lexington. The 
condemnation involves four parcels of 
land owned by more than a dozen people. 

Ail affidavit signed by Army Secretary 
Howard H. Callaway said the land was 
necessary to complete the multi-million 
dollar flood control project. He said three 
parcels of the land are needed by Dec. 1 
and the fourth parcel by March 31, 1976. 

The order signed by Judge Hermans­
dorfer gives the Army the right to take 
possession of the land. McCoy said 
$50,500 has been deposited in the court 
registry to pay for the land. 

The condemnation involves only the 
surface rights. Easements for public 
roads and highways, public utilities, 
railroads and pipelines will not be 
bothered. The condemnation also does 
not involve oil, gas and mineral rights.

"You get a line and I'll get a 

pole, We'll go down to the 
crawdad hole ... " 

A lot of Kentucky fishermen 
are going down to the era wdad 
hole these days, although not 
for the purposes implied in this 
old favorite folk song. Instead, 
they are after soft craws, an 
effective bait for a variety of 
fish. 

Soft craws, in case you don't 
know, are crawfish which have 
just molted. After they shed 
their hard exoskeleton, 
crawfish are particularly 
palatable, since their new skin 
has not had a chance to 
toughen up. Also, they are not 
very active during this stage, 
making them easy for fish (or 
fishermen) to catch. 

The easiest way to collect a 
bunch of craws for bait is to 
take a Jan tern down to a nearby 
creek at night, which is when 
the crawfish are most active. 
After you grab a few, you'll 
soon be able to tell the dif· 
ference between the light­
colored soft craws and the 
darker hard ones. 

The best way to keep 
crawfish is in a styrofoam 
cooler or bait bucket. Put a 
batch of cl,'aws in the bottom of 
the cooler and cover them with 
damp cloths or paper towels. 
Then put on another layer of 
crawfish and more damp 
towels, repeating this process 
until you have enough bait for 
your fishing trip. 

Don't put the crawfish in 
water-they'll either drown or 
harden. In either case they 
won't make very good bait. But 
if kept dampened and in a cool 
place, the craws will remain in 
the soft stageJor several days. 

To use the crawfish, hook 
them with a No. 2·0 aberdeen 
hook and use either no weight 
at all or a small slip sinker. 
Fish them on the bottom 
around rocky banks, points or 
other areas of the lake where 
there are both native crawfish 
populations and good structure 
for game fish. 

Although most soft craw 
fishermen are after black bass, 
they also will .fish for white 
perch and catfish. When a fish 
picks up the craw, let him run 
with it. Sometimes a bass will 
run a short distance with the 
bait, then stop. When he starts 
again, set the hook hard. 

Soft craws are also effective 
bait in streams. Let them drift 
through riffles or fish them 
along rock ledges to catch both 
bass and channel catfish. 
Another good place to fish soft 
craws is just below the locks on 
rivers such as the Kentucky. 

Right now we're at the peak 
time for collecting soft craws. 
By the middle of July, most 
crawfish will have shed their 
old skins and the newones will 
ha ~ e hardened. 

Summer Youth 
Program Funded 

FRANKFORT, Ky.-An 
additional $1.6 million in 
Kentucky's Summer Youth 
Program funds was announced 
Wednesday by Gov. Julian M. 
Carroll. It will provide more 
jobs for the young unemployed 
in 89 counties. The allocation 
results from the jobs bill signed 
recently by President Ford. 

The grant brings to $4.6 
million the total amount a11oted 
to these counties for summer 
youth jobs, said C. Leslie 
Dawson, secretary of the 
Department for Human 
Resouces <DHR). 

Summer Youth Program 
workers are hired through 
DHR's Bureau for Manpower 
Services offices according to 
current federal poverty income 
criteria. Participants must be 
at least 14 and not past their 
21st birthday by June 1. Pay is 
$2.10 an hour and individuals 
cannot work more than 40 
hours per week or more than 
240 total hours over the sum­
mer. 

Workers will be placed in a 
variety of public service 
assignments with public and 
private non-profit 
organizations. The program is 
designed to help young people 
by providing them with 
meaningful work experience, 
financial assistance, coun­
seling and the opportunity to 
explore careers; the program 
also provides the community 
with needed public service. 

The counties are under the 
governor's prime sponsorship 
for manpower programs. 
Kentucky's other prime 
sponsors are the Eastern 
Kentucky Concentrated 
Employment Program (EK­
CEPl and the areas of Louis­
ville-Jefferson County, 
Lexington-Fayette County and 
Kenton County.

Mediation Is Answer 
For Many Customers 

BY ED W. HANCOCK 
<Attorney General) 

Last year the Attorney General's 
Division of Consumer Protection 
received over 3,000 written consumer 
complaints. What happens to those 
complaints once we receive them? 

First, we examine each complaint to 
determine if there are any indications 
that a company is engaging in false, 
misleading or deceptive practices. 

If those indications do exist, we initiate 
an investigation. If the investigation 
reveals that a company is engaging in 
false, misleading or deceptive practices, 
and if it is in the public interest, the office 
will bring legal action against that 
company. 

Most complaints received by the 
Division of Consumer Protection do not 
indicate false, misleading or deceptive 
acts or practices. Many seem to be 
simple misunderstandings between 
consumers and businesses. In these 
cases, we notify the business of the 
consumer complaint and request an 
explanation from the business of its 
position on the matter. The Division of 
Consumer Protection then attempts to 
mediate and, where possible, bring both 
consumer and business to a mutual 
agreement. Most of the consumer 
complaints we receive are settled at this 
stage. 

It's important for consumers to un­
derstand the limitations placed upon the 
Attorney General's Division of Consumer 
Protection. We can do only what the law 
gives us power to do. If a complaint does 
not involve false, misleading or decep­
tive practices, and if a dispute cannot be 
resolved by mediation, the division may 
have to refer a consumer to another 
agency or to a private attorney. The 
Division of Consumer Protection cannot 
act as an individual's private attorney. 

If you would like to know more about 
the Attorney General's Division of 
Consumer Protection, of if you have a 
consumer complaint, write to the Attor­
ney General's Division of Consumer 
Protection, The Capitol, Room 34, Frank­
fort, Ky.

Consumer 
Comments

If you order record albums of today's 
top tunes, don't order \Dltil you know 
which tunes you are getting and which 
artists recorded them. 

One consumer wrote that he ordered an 
album, but when he received it, he found 
that instead of the original recording by 
the original artist, it was recorded by 
someone he'd never heard of. He con­
sidered it a poor imitation and luckily 
was able to sell it to someone "less 
discriminating." 

One way of dealing with this problem is 
for the consumer to be aware of the 
existence of soundalikes. Soundallkes are 
recordings by artists other than the well­
known or original artist. Some "soun­
dalike," some don't. If you order albums, 
be sure you know exactly what you're 
getting. 

This problem is one of many which 
involve misunderstandings of what the 
actual product or service will be. It's an 
old problem that has an even older 
solution: stop, look, listen. Stop and think 
before sending off an order. Look at the 
advertisement and contract carefully. 
Read every line. Listen to the media ads 
and the salesperson carefully. 

"Let the buyer beware" is still a 
necessary warning for the ~arketplace. 
When you cross the consumer street, 
stop, look and listen.

Ford Suggests 
ARC Relocation 

Well, it's time to have It aaain. 
Only this time, HAVE IT! Today 
doctors can save one In two per­
sons when cancer Is detected in 
time and treated promptly.

A recommendation to relocate the 
Appalachian Regional Commission was 
advanced J\Dle 24 by Sen. Wendell Ford. 
It was among four suggestions trans­
mitted by letter to Sen. Jennings Ran­
dolph, chairman of the Committee on 
Public Works. 

Ford questioned whether or not the 
present headquarters in Washington is 
"the best vantage point for un­
derstanding the needs of the Appalachian 
people and J'ellon." 

The Kentucky Senator did not name a 
specific location, but noted that it should 
be in Central Appalachia, and have 
access to a major airport and to in­
stitutions of hither learning. 

In his letter, Ford wrote: "Such a 
location would involve the Commission in 
the day-to-day experience of Ap­
palachian life; lt would provide an in­
timate perception of regional 
problems,and would allow the Com­
mission to draw upon the talent bank of 
educated and skilled Appalachians for Its 
staff needs." 

The purpose of his letter, Ford said, is 
to share ideas with the committee during 
mark-up sessions on the proposed ex­
tension of the Appalachian Regional 
Development Act. 

The three other suggestions Ford made 
related to the emphasis ARC should have 
on economic development, and the 
desirability to have a thorough 
evaluation of ARC activities to date. 

He said efforts to attract private en­
terprise to the region should turn to the 
logical choice-"energy related in­
dustries." 

"'lbe natural resource combination of 
coal and water seems especially 
favorable for metal processing, such as 
steel, copper and aluminum. Electric 
power generation is another industry for 
which Appalachia is well-suited," Ford 
advised. He also reminded the Com­
mittee of potentlals in coal gaslflcation 
and liquefaction. 

Ford recalled that in Ull5, the 
President's ARC, the present agency's 
planning body, advised that a favored 
method for regional economic 
development would emphasize con­
version and proecesslng of raw 
materials. 

In a related matter, the Owensboro 
Democrat called for area development 
districts, ARC's instrumentalities at the 
local level, to pursue the acquisition of 
indigenous new businesses and in­
dustries. 

He called tor lechnlcal assistance to 
prospective businessmen, by helping 
them obtain ventue capital, saying this 
would have a stabilizing effect on the 
economy. 

His fourth point, legislative oversight, 
would document where the Commission

Again 
and again they would come, but I simply 
pointed to the blood over the door: the 
mind.

My torments ceased; my 
mind had rest, as I committed all to God 
and THOUGHT on the BLOOD. The 
spotless Lamb of God has shed His most 
precious blood for you, to cleanse and 
cover and free and keep you, not only 
from sin and sickness, but in mind free 

from torments and distractions as well. 
The blood is your one safety; not a 

death-dealing, troubling, tormenting, 
fearful visitor could enter the room that 
night in Egypt where the blood was on the 
door. And dear, tormented soul, a 
thousand-fold more real and powerful 
than the blood of the little lamb is the 
precious blood of the Lamb of God. See 
by faith His blood sprinkled over the 
mind, the door to your being,and when 
these things appear and knock for at­
tention, throw up your hands, helpless 
souls and point them to the blood on the 
door. By faith put death between them 
and you. Consent to your death in the 
blood and take your place definitely and 
continually under its protection. 

Say to thoughts and all hindering 
visitors to the mind's distraction from 
God and peace. "I am dead to you, and 
you are dead to me." Say it in faith; say 
it over and over; say it persistently; 
believe that the blood IS on the door of 
your mind, and that it IS protecting you 
as God said it would.

Allergies on the Attack 
Allergies in children can be caused by 

many different culprits. Including, 
perhaps, hospitalization before the age of 
two. 

In a study of allergic children who were 
all 13 years of age, Dr. Douglas E. 
Johnstone, of the University of Rochester 
School of Medicine and Dentistry, found 
that five times as many al~rgic children 
had had early hospitalization compared to 
a group of nonallergic children. Dr. 
Johnstone believe that hospitalization, 
and especially anesthesia, at very young 
ages may play a part in the later 
development of allergies. 

There is not enough evidence on the 
subject. But many different situations 
and substances can trigger allergic at­
tacks. In a booklet, "What You Should 
Know About Allergy," published by the 
American Lung Association, a wide 
range of offenders are listed. Early 
hospitalization, however, is not yet 
among them. 

Substances we breathe can cause 
allergic reactions. Certain foods can 
cause allergic responses in some people. 

Objects we touch can trigger reactions. 
Bites from some animals, insects and fish 
can set off a response. So can cold, heat, 
and light. Then there are emotional 
factors such as tension, fear, hate and 
depression. The list doesn't end there, 
either. 

Once the offender has been pinpointed, 
there are several ways in which allergies 
can be treated. One way is by injections 
which make the person less sensitive to 
the offender. 

For a copy of the booklet and more 
information about allergy, contact The 
Kentucky Lung Association, the 
Christmas Seal people. It's a matter of 
life and breath.

Grant To Help 
Aging Services 

Announcement was made last week by 
the Aging Advisory Council of the Big 
Sandy Area Development District of a 
grant of $67,431 for the provision of 
services to the elderly in all five counties 
of the Big Sandy Area Development 
District. 

Link LeMaster, aging planner, said 
that, with the amount of money allocated 
and the number of services needed, plus 
the number of senior citizens (18,000, 
plus), the most feasible plan of action 
was to sub-contract to an agency which is 
already providing services and can 
expand to meet the needs of the elderly 
population. 

An advertisement for such an agency 
was published in area newspapers an 
only one response was received. It came 
from the Big Sandy Community Action 
Program. 

Joan Johnson presented the CAP 
proposal at the Aging Advisory Council 
meeting June 19 at Jenny Wiley State 
Park. In brief, CAP proposes to establish 
Title III centers in Magoffin, Martin and 
Pike counties, thus having a center in 
each of the five counties from which the 
program would operate.

That time is here again , so the Ken­
tucky Division American Red Cross is 
offering suggestions to keep fishermen 
from hooking themselves and others, or 
suffering more tragic accidents as they 
wade into the fishing season . 

To help prevent drownings and other 
accidents among the nation's fishermen, 
Mr. Robert Spangler, manager of the 
Kentucky Division, lists the following 
Red Cross recommendations for safety: 

1. All fishermen should know how to 
swim, know how to give first aid, and 
remember to carry a first aid kit with 
them on fishing trips. 

2. Fishing enthusiasts should listen to 
weather forecasts and not go on the 
water when threatening weather is 
forecast. 

3. Fishhoo~s can catch anglers as well 
as fish, so fishermen should carry 
needlenose pl1ers, wire cutters, and a 
pocketknife in tackle boxes. Always keep 
hooks in covered containers. 

4. When casting, anglers should make 
certain there is room to do so without 
hooking someone else. Always look 
before casting and use an overhead cast 
while in a boat with others. 

5. If you go on a fishing trip alone, leave 
word where you will be and when you 
plan to return. However, it is much safer 
to fish with a companion. 

6. Stay away from water where there 
are swimmers, water skiers, and skin 
and scuba divers . 

7. Along the shore, wade cautiously to 
avoid slipping on hidden rocks or step­
ping unexpectedly into deep water. 

8. Learn how to hold a fish properly 
while extracting a hook . Many species of 
fish have sharp teeth or fins that can 
cause painful hand wounds. 

9. If you snag yourself deeply with a 
hook, cut off the line, bandage the wound, 
and go immediately to the nearest doctor 
or hospital. Don't risk further injury 
trying to remove a deeply imbedded 
hook. 

10. When fishing in channels or rivers, 
never tie your boat to channel buoys, 
which are traffic markers and must be 
kept clear. 

11. Never stand up in a boat while 
fishing, and always have a properly 
approved personal flotation device for 
every person. 

12. While fishing from the bank in 
snake-infested country, watch where you 
step and sit and what you touch. Wear 
high boots, because most snake bites are 
below the midcalf. 

Mr. Spangler said that many of the Red 
Cross chapters throughout the Kentucky 
Division would be offering classes this 
summer in first aid and water safety. 
The Louisville Area Chapter will also be 
offering small craft classes to those 
interested. Information about classes 
may be obtained by contacting local Red 
Cross Chapters.
