Said 'Best Ever' 
In Prestonsburg 

"The best year ever" is Prestonsburg 
Mayor William 0. Goebel's description of 
business at downtown stores during the 
current Christmas shopping season. 

Mayor Goebel, who also operates a 
Prestonsburg clothing store, said, "Not 
only is our store-recording heavier sales 
than ever before, but· every other 
business in town is up as well." 

Although the unusually heavy shopping 
seems to be part of a national kend, 
much of Prestongt,urg s lrucceu this 
season was attributed to the two, near 
parking lots which opened here in 
November. The two lots accomodate 174 
vehicles in addition to the city's two older 
mWlicipal parking areas which carry a 
192-vehicle capacity. Mayor Goebel 
pointed out that the most distant of the 
new lots from downtown, the lot adjacent 
to the Prestonsburg elementary school, 
is but a short, two-minute walk to the 
center of the downtown shopping district.

Next to Clay cOWlty, wh,ch was in­
volved in the original coal severance 
allocation suit, Floyd county was tbe 
heaviest loser as a result of last week's 
Court of Appeals decision hOldlDJ that 
the severance tax is to go to tlie county in 
which the coal seam lies and not to the 
COWlty where the coal is loaded or where 
the mine opening Is. 

Floyd county lost $159,292, which drew 
its coal tax rebate figure down from 
$1,!39,305 to $1,080,013. 

Clay COWlty lost $253,719. Other losen 
were Martin trounty, $38,318, Perry, 
$142,049, and Hopkins, $70,341. 

Six of the 11 cOWlties affected gained 
severance funds. Blqeat winner w~s 
Leslie, the COWlty which instituted the 
court action, with $293,130. Knott COUAty 
.gained $196,515 and wound up with a total 
of $1,178,544. Other counties benelittinl 
from the court decision and the amount 
each gained: ·

The Kentucky Department of Foreatry 
announced last Wednesday that pines In 
the vicinity of the Girl Scout camp, near 
Dewey Dam, had been found infected by 
the beetles. 

Earlier in the year, the beetles had 
been identified in neighboring Martin 
county but at that time none had been 
found in Floyd. 

Arthur Leach, of the Forestry 
Department, said the insects, which 
completely kill the tree, a.,..IINI.., 
attack first trees which are not fully 
developed or are not vigorous. He in· 
dicated that prompt removal of infectect 
trees is the best procedure for protecdon 
of remaining stands of timber. 

If infected trees are large enMft, they 
may be cut down and sawed into lumber, 
minimizing the landowner's lOis 
Otherwise, he suggested that t ..... 
should be cut down and burned.

Carroll Creates Advisory Team 
To Help Industrial Development 

FRANKFORT, Ky.-Gov. Julian 
Carroll has announced the creation of a 
new group to help communities with 
industrial development. 

The group, the Kentucky Industrial 
Development Advisory Team, is part of 
Gov. Carroll's effort to encourage 
community improvement programs. 

Kentucky's Secretary for Development 
William L. Short explained the idea at a 
recent meeting of the Kentucky In­
dustrial Development Council <KIDCl. It 
had been approved earlier by the 
council's executive committee. The team 
will be a joint effort of KIDC and the state 
Commerce Department, coordinated by 
Jim Nutter, executive assistant to 
Commerce Commissioner Larry 
Townsend. 

"The basic concept is very simple," 
Short said, "But it will present many 
advantages to communities which have 
industrial development problems, or 
which need professional guidance in 
conducting industrial development 
_programs. 

"In reality," Short said, "we are 
talking about not one team, but many­
each composed of development 
professionals familiar with the com­
munity or problem involved." 

A typical team would be composed of a 
representative of the railroad or 
railroads which serve a community, 
representatives of major utilities which 
supply it, financial representatives of the 
banks which are major suppliers of 
capital in the community's region and 
other professional industrial developers. 
These will be people who know the area 
and its problems and advantages and 
who are also familiar with the needs of 
prospective industries. 

He said the advisory team in each case 
will be made up of members of KIDC. 

Nutter said that three communities 
have already expressed interest in 
working with the team as soon as it is 
organized. He added that to take ad­
vantage of its services, community 
leaders will only need to contact him and 
he will arrange a meeting with the ap­
propriate state and private officials. 

Short said the team was created "in 
response to communities' desire for 
contact with officials who are themselves 
in touch with industries directly and who 
know the needs and desires of in­
dustries." The team will be available to 
solve specific problems and to par­
ticipate in planning sessions with the 
local people involved in promoting in­
dustrial growth. The team also should 
"fill the gap between local organizations 
and those professional industrial 
developers dealing with industries in­
terested in locating in Kentucky," he 
said. He said the team will also work · • 
concert with the state's 15 Area 
Development Districts. 

Typical areas in which the team will be 
able to help communities would be 
selection and development of industrial 
sites, industrial financing, designing and 
building new plants, improvement of 
community facilities, organization of 
industrial development communities and 
the handling of industrial prospects, 
according to Short. 

"The team will try to improve the 
overall industrial potential of a com-

Volunteer Services 
Office Is Created 

Frankfort, Ky.-An office of volunteer 
services, to aid in the promotion of 
volunteerism throughout Kentucky, was 
implemented this week in the Executive 
Department of Finance and Ad­
ministration. 

Allowing for the establishment of the 
four-member volunteer agency, Gov. 
Carroll accepted a $45,000 grant from 
ACTION, the federal agency for 
volunteer programs. 

But, Gov. Carroll emphasized that this 
is not the beginning of volunteerism in 
Kentucky. "Thousands of people 
throughout Kentucky· have been 
volunteering their time and services for 
many years, for many causes. But we 
believe there are thousands more who 
would volunteer, if they knew where to go 
and what to do to improve the society 
around them," he said. 

The year-long groundwork and plan­
ning for the agency was done by its new 

. director, Norma W. Johnson. The former 
state volunteer coordinator for the 
Department for Hwnan Resources and 
the Department of Economic Security, as 
well as chief volunteer coordinator for 
the Department for Mental Health, Mrs. 
Johnson has had lengthy experience in 
such volunteer-oriented organizations as 
the March of Dimes, the United Fund, the 
American Cancer Society, the Red Cross 
and the Girl Scouts and Boy Scouts. 

Mrs. Johnson explained that when 
someone with a project contacts her 
office, the agency then contacts various 
agencies in that county seeking volun­
teers for the project. 

"The job of the agency is not to gather 
the volunteers themselves, but to 
promote the ideal of volunteerism," Gov. 
Carroll stated. The agency is planning a 
billboard advertising campaign to 
promote volunteerism, with the theme 
"In the Spirit of '76-Volunteer of Ken­
tucky." The agency's Frankfort post 
office box nwnber, 1776, further carries 
the patriotic theme. 

A network of volunteer liaisons with 
the agency in each county and a volun­
teer preparedness series on KET are two 
plans for a statewide organizational 
system being considered by the agency. 
But definite plans cannot as yet be 
determined, according to Mrs. Johnson, 
because a lJ. S. Senate Committee is still 
studying the nationwide volunteer 
program details.

Frankfort, Ky., Dec. 12-Illegal deer 
hunting is becoming a rather expensive 
pasttime around Kentucky, as more and 
more judges are levying maximum or 
near maximum fines on convicted 
poachers. 

A check with the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources' regional 
supervisors reveals that the maximum 
fine for illegal deer hunting ($500 plus 
court costs, in addition to confiscation of 
firearms, lights and other devices used to 
commit the illegal act) is being applied 
with increasing frequency around the 
state. 

In a recent case, Allen County Judge A. 
R. Oliver ass!lssed fines totaling more 
than $1200 from three Tompkinsville

men. In addition, Judge Oliver gave the 
three 90-day suspended sentences, placed 
them on probation for two years and took 
away their hunting licenses for one year. 
The court also confiscated three rifles, 
two spotlights, two knives and three 
boxes of ammunition. 

The three were convicted of hunting at 
night with a light and of illegally killing a 
doe. 

Reports of stiff fines for deer poaching 
have also come from Franklin, Scott, 
Rowan, Pulaski, Whitley, Carlisle, Casey 
and Mercer counties, among others. In 
almost all cases, the firearms used in the 
commission of the offenses have been 
confiscated by the courts. Illegal 
poaching is ''the single most serious 
threat" to Kentucky's deer population, 
according to Arnold Mitchell, com­
missioner of the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. Mitchell says he 
would like to thank those judges who 
have imposed heavy fines on game law 
violators and states that he believes 
vigorous prosecution by the courts will 
help alleviate poaching, an activity 
which has increased greatly in the last 
few years. 

The most common method of deer 
poaching is "jacklighting"-using a 
spotlight or automobile headlights to 
blind the deer until it can be shot. Ac­
cording to state law, shining a light on a 
roadway or into a field or forest while 
having a firearm in possession is illegal, 
even if a deer or other game is not shot 
at. 

Rural residents are urged to report any 
suspected poaching incidents to the 
nearest conservation officer or other law 
enforcement officials. "Not only are 
poachers in effect stealing property that 
belongs to all the people of the com­
monwealth," Mitchell says, "but they 
also present a definite safety hazard to 
livestock and even human life, since they 
often use high-powered rifles at night, 
when they can't see what is beyond their 
target."

The Partnership Should Continue 
The Army Corps of Engineers has had in its possession for two 

months, or longer, a petition asking that it construct one or more 
small dams in the upper reaches of Dewey Lake to catch some of 
the heavy load of silt that is pouring down into the impoundment 
from mining operations farther upstream. 

The Corps should heed this plea. 
The state of Kentucky should also become a partner with the 

Corps in this work which could conceivably lengthen the life of 
one of Kentucky's most beautiful lakes.

Boyd Wastewater Treatment 
System, a First for Nation 

The Appalachian Regional Com­
mis~ion annoWlced last Thursday the 
initial installation of a home wastewater 
treatment system that will eventually 
serve 47 families in Boyd county. 

A total of 38 such tmits will be installed 
in homes in the small area of Boyd 
county known as Upper Chadwick Creek, 
approximately five miles from the 
Huntington, W. Va . airport. This project 
represents the first large scale ap­
plication of a home wastewater system in 
a rural area that can ftmction as a per­
manent installation. The project will also 
establish for the first time in the United 
States a rural sanitary system using 
individual home treatment plants which 
will be owned, operated and maintained 
by a public sanitary district. 

Ground-breaking ceremonies for the 
commencement of this. project will be 
held December 22, at 1 p.m. at the project 
site on Chadwick Creek. Congressman 
Carl D. Perkins and other congressional 
leaders have been invited to participate 
in the ceremonies, and Appalachian 
officials will be in attendance. 

Donald W. Whitehead, cochairman of 
the Commission, said, "The project is 
designed to demonstrate the practicality 
of home wastewater treatment in rural 
homes where municipal facilities arc 
not practica'l due to high costs, low 
population ·or difficult terrain." 

These units promote the oxidation and 
aerobic decomposition of sewage solids 

thirty times faster than conventional 
septic tanks. 

The home units can be purchased and 
installed for less than $2,000 per home as 
compared with $5,000 to $8,000 per home 
for municipal sewers in this area. In­
stallation costs will be paid by the 
project, with homeowners paying only 
for the electricity used by ·their unit . In 
addition, some units will incorporate 
recycling equipment capable of 
producing clear, odorfree, disinfected 
water for toilet use. Such reuse can result 
in a 45 percent savings of fresh water and 
an equivalent reduction in effluent 
discharge. 

Harry Teter, Jr. , executive director of 
the Commission, noted that the project 
will demonstrate to the states and 
municipalities the excellent results 
which can be achieved using home 
wastewater systems as an alternative to 
municipal facilities . The project 
represents a first for the Appalachian 
Regional Commission.

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experience next year the financial 
windfall of last because of the coal 
production slump and the sharp drop in 
coal prices. 

One bright spot is viewed by County 
Judge Henry Stumbo, if the Court of 
Appeals holds valid the 10-cents-per-ton 
tax levied by a few counties on coal 
loaded over ramps within their borders. 
Judge Stumbo said Perry county is 
already collecting the tax. 

In the court action decided last week, 
Leslie county claimed that part of its 
severance tax rebate was allocated 
improperly to Clay county. Leslie County 
pointed out that many coal seams are 
within its boWldaries , but that Clay 
county was collecting the tax, because 
the mine openings are there . 

Leslie county said it was due to the 
rebate because its natural resources are 
being depleted and that the severance 
tax was designed to compensate the 
counties for that reason. 

Clay coWlty argued that because it 
roads and bridges are used to transport 
the coal, the state rebate should be used 
to repair them. 

Franklin circuit court agreed with 
Leslie county-a ruling upheld by the 
Kentucky Court of Appeals. 

The ruling won't affect the previously 
annoWlced state severance tax rebate of 
$27.3 million to the 45 coal-producing 
counties. Only the allocation of the rebate 
to 11 counties will be affected. 

The Kentucky General Assembly 
passed a bill two years ago, providing 
rebates to coal-producing counties. The 
rebate was based on the amount of taxes , 
collected on coal in each county. 

Coal is taxed at 30 cents per ton, or 4 
per cent of the sale price, whichever is 
greater. The state estimates the amount 
of revenue it expects from the coal tax 
in each county and rebates half the 
amount received above the estimate. 

Since the county rebate law was 
limited to fiscal years 1974-1975 and 1975-
1976, it is now dead. However, the coal­
producing counties are expected to push 
for a new rebate bill during the upcoming 
General Assembly . 

The dispute between Leslie and Clay 
counties caused state officials to recheck 
how coal companies report their 
production and severance tax payments. 
In the rechecking, errors were uncovered 
which affected rebate amoWlts to all but 
eight of the counties. 

Those counties have been notified of 
the differences in the original rebate 
amounts and the corrected ones.

Gov. Julian Carroll allocated ~million 
from surplus f~mds to education earlier 
this year, the bulk of it to help pay the 
higher energy costs. 

Electrical costs were responsible ~r 
$2.6 million of the increaM while 18J 
costs increased approximately $1 
million. Coal prt~ -were tiOO, 
than costs for the previoul year. 

'lbe increase is the lar8tllt annual 
. increaee since 1963. Total fuel coats for 

school year 1972-'73 jumped ap­
ptoxim*lely $1.6 miDion over tbQfe of the 
prevtoutl year when schoOls etperiencecl 
an increase in electrical c"ts of $U 
million. 

Cost increa181 that year' were at­
tributed to a threatened coal strike which 
caused a rush to atockpile coal in ord• to 
endiD'8 a potentially longstrib, resultlftl 
in inflationary prices. 

Officials of both the Department of 
Education and Kentucky's new 
Department of Energy were unable to 
pinpoint reasons for the dramatic up­
surge in eneJ'Iy coats for the past year. 

Jim Melton, director of the Bureau of 
Administration and Finance in the 
education department, did say, however, 
that on a percentage basis such a radical 
increase in energy costs ll not expected 
in the future.

Although the trees may seem dead as 
the proverbial door nail, their roots are 
awake and breathe through the pores of 
half-frozen ground. Winter trees have 
infinite patience; they pine not, they do 
not weep and mourn for the departed 
glory of the long-gone summer. In their 
lost-world trance, they sigh in the win­
ter. wind; they dream of another spring, 
when their fingers will gently stir in the 
first balmy breeze of April. Their naked 
runks and limbs lay bare the secrets of

that built in their branches, and of the 
bulky summer nests of squirrels tucked 
away in their leafy boughs. 

Now that the trees are naked from top 
twig to rooted toe , one may see the 
grinning "cat faces" on many of the 
barren boles. The secret doorway to 
homes for denizens of the forest may now 
be discovered. One may also better 
observe the bark and the features of each 
tree. Here there is the firm, smooth bark 
of a beech; there is the straggling bark of 
the shagbark hickory, and over there is 
the granite-gray bark of the white oak, 
and beyond we see the corky bark of the 
sweet gum; and along the streams, we 
see the blue bark of the hornbeam , which 
some call "the blue beech." All these are 
starkly revealed in the tree's winter 
nakedness. 

The great oaks standing naked on the 
hilltop shriek and sway in the furious 
storms of winter . They often bend far 
over but never break. They fight against 
the wintry blasts and gain a new strength 
for next season's growth . 

I like to look at the naked boles of trees 
gracing the mountainside. They stand 
like stenciled columns of gray and black 
and brown . The stalwart oaks go deeper 
into winter trance than the other trees. 
They are the last trees to wake up in 
spring. It takes the howling March winds 
to wake up the oaks. It hits them with a 
mighty onslaught; it shakes them like a 
great Dane shaking a poodle. At last the 
great oaks awake with a roar and scream 
of defiance of the March wind. It shakes 
them and wakes them out of their drowsy 
trance and bids them put forth new 
leaves for another spring. 

So the trees of winter are in their 
Sabbath of rest ; they hold secret beauty, 
which only the spring will reveal. The 
embryo leaves and flowers are already 
formed and lie concealed in the winter 
bud. They are ready to burst out when 
spring comes. And what a miracle it is to 
see the quick unfolding of the life lying 
dormant in the bud ! Almost overnight 
the naked trees burst out with new-born 
leaves and soon clothe themselves in new 
gowns of shimmering green .

The Court of Appeals heard oral 
arguments Monday on a suit designed to 
settle a controversy over the allocation of 
coal severance tax rebates. 

The court took the case under ad­
visement and Chief Justice Scott Reed 
said he expected a "prompt" decision. 

Basically, the arguments were the 
same as those prosented in Franklin 
circuit court in mid-October, when Judge 
Squire Williams ruled that coal 
severance tax rebates should go to 
counties in which coal seams are located. 

His ruling was in line with an opinion 
on the matter issued by Atty. Gen. Ed W. 
Hancock. 

At issue is whether the rebates should 
go to counties where coal seams are 
located or those in which the mineral is 
taken out of the ground. 

The case involves Clay and Leslie 
counties. but the suit was filed by the 
state against both in an attempt to settle 
the controversr. Clay county appealed 
after Williams ruled in favor of Leslie. 

John D. White, attorney for Clay 
county, said he felt it was the intent of the 
legislature to return coal tax funds to 
those counties whose roads and bridges 
are used to haul the mineral. 

He said it is impossible to determine 
how much the tax on the coal will be until 
it is brought out of the mine and weighed. 

"The county that receives the burden 
of transportation of debris should be 
entitled to the funds," White said. 

That was the intent of the legislature, 
he said, when it established the coal 
producing counties development fund. 

Two years ago, the General Assembly

1 coal producing counties based on the 

amount of taxes collected on coal in each 
county.

Coal is taxed at 30 cents per ton or 4 per 
cent of the sale price, whichever is 
greater. The state estimates the amount 
of revenue it expects from the coal tax in 
each county and returns as rebates half 
of the amount above the estimate. 

White argued that the lower court was 
wrong because it assumed the tax on coal 
was a property tax. 

"It is the business of coal production 
that is taxed," he said. 

"The moment it (the coal) is taken off 
the wall it is no longer taxable in Leslie 
county," White maintained.

Robert c·. Muncey, attorney for Leslie 
county, said his county would not be 
eligible for any severance tax rebates if 
the appeals court overturns Williams· 
ruling. 

He said all the coal mined in Leslie is 
brought out of the ground inadjacent 
counties. 

Muncey said the legislature intended 
that "taxes should be considered 
collectable in the county where the 
natural resource was being depleted. 

"The purpose of this act was to give 
back to the counties certain amounts of 
these revenues because their economic 
base was being depleted," he said. 

It would be unfair, he said, to "deprive 
a county of its economic base merely 
because it (the coal> comes out in 
another county." 

He said the coal is taxed regardless of 
whether it is brought out of the ground. 

"I submit that if a coal mine decided to 
leave coal scattered around, the 
Department of Revenue would still 
consider that coal taxable." 

State Finance Commissioner William 
Scent filed the suit Oct. 2 to obtain a final 
ruling on the matter. He said the state 
had nothing at stake and will pay out the 
same amount of money regardless of the 
outcome of the suit. 

Scent said 11 counties will be affected 
by the outcome of the suit, including 
Clay, Leslie, Floyd, Harlan, Hopkins, 
Johnson, Knott, Letcher, Martin, Perry 
and Webster.

'76 Ag Conservation 
Program Announced 

The U. S. Department of Agriculture 
<USDA) last week announced an $85 
million 1976 Agricultural Conservation 
Program <ACP) designed to encourage 
the application of enduring soil and water 
conservation practices on the nation's 
farms. The objective is to obtain needed 
conservation on farmlands beyond that 
which the farmer would accomplish with 
his own resources. · 

The 1976 ACP will share with farmers a 
percent of the total cost for carrying out 
an approved soil, water, or woodland 
conservation practice. (The cost shared 
is usually around 50 percent. ) The 
Agricultural Stabilization and Con­
servation Service <ASCS) is the agency 
responsible for administering the 
program, which is done through the local 
farmer-elected county committee. 

The 1976 ACP will be very similar to 
the program administered during 1975, 
which included both annual and long­
term contracts. Eligible practices will be 
those eligible for the 1975 ACP. The 
general policies and regulations ap­
plicable for the 1975 program will also be 
required in administering the 1976 
program . 

Program details will be available soon 
from the local county ASCS office. 

The Veterans Administration treated 
about one million patients in its 171 
hospitals last year.

FRANKFORT, Ky.-The approach of 
Tuesday's swearing-in ceremonies for 
Gov. Julian Carroll brought to the minds 
of some former Kentucky governors 
their own inauguration days. 

What they recalled most in recent 
interviews was a great feeling of 
responsibility after being sworn in. 

Carroll's immediate predecessor, ,Sen. 
Wendell Ford, said he remembered "one 
thing most vividly" about the private 
ceremony in which he took the oath. 

"Only your closest friends and family 
are there, and when it was over, quite 
suddenly the responsibility of office 
really falls on your shoulders," Ford 
said. 

Former Gov. Louis B. Nunn said "the 
most significant thing about the 
inauguration is taking the public oath of 
office. 

"Suddenly you realize the respon­
sibility is on you, and a great task is 
before you," he said. "It's a very solemn 
occasion. Probably what I remember 
most about the day was the job that was 
ahead of me." 

Edward T. Breathitt became governor 
only days after the assassination of 
President Kennedy, which he said 
subdued but couldn't extinguish the joy of 
the occasion. 

"Any man being sworn in as governor 
of Kentucky has reached a high point in 
his life," he said. "After a hard cam­
paign against worthy opponents, there is 
a feeling both of challenge and ac­
complishment." 

Bert T. Combs, who became governor 
in 1959, said that when inauguration day

He said a governor 
taking office "feels a terrific respon­
sibility ... and then he thinks, 'I've got a 
big job to do.' " 

Former Gov. Earl Clements said he 
didn't remember much about the 
ceremonies. 

As soon as he was sworn in and made 
his speech, Clements said, "I went to the 
office and went to work." 

The former governors, asked what

they thought Carrol's chief challenges 
would be, ranked the state budget among 
the foremost. 

"The budget is where a governor keeps 
his promises . and its proper preparation 
is the most important thing a governor 
can do," said Ford. "It puts you in a 
sound financial condition and enables 
you to keep your commitments."

Kentucky's sportsmen know that the 
ultimate reward of any outdoor trip 
should be the delicious meals provided by 
fish and game, although some are 
discouraged because their fish always 
taste strong or their birds or animals 
"gamey." 

The experienced outdoorsman knows 
that unpleasant tastes in wild meat or 
fish are often caused by improper han­
dling. With proper care, both game and 
fish can provide some excellent eating, 
but handled improperly, they can taste 
terrible. 

The first rule for proper handling is to 
clean and dress both fish and game as 
soon as possible. If there is not time for a 
complete cleaning, game should be 
eviscerated and kept as cool as possible 
until it can be dressed out completely 
Fish should be kept alive until they are 
cleaned, but any dead fish should have 
the intestines and gills removed at once. 
A fish with unclouded eyes, red gills and 
firm flesh is still suitable for the skillet. 

Small pan fish, such as bluegill and 
crappie, are usually prepared by scaling 
and removing the head and intestines. Be 
sure to remove completely the kidneys­
located along the backbone in the upper 
rib cage. If not removed, they can taint 
the flavor of the fish. 

Larger fish, such as bass, are best If 
they are filleted since this process 
removes both the skin and bones,leaving 
only strips of fine white meat. The skin is 
otten the source of strong flavors, and it 
should be removed from any large fish. 

A good trick in dressing squirrels and 
rabbits is to soak the animals in cold 
water before skinning. This will keep 
loose hair from sticking to the meat. If

any hairs get on the meat, they should be 
removed at once, since this is another 
source of objectionable flavor. Also the 
meat should be inspected carefully and 
any bloody areas removed. 

After the fish, birds or animals are 
cleaned, they should be cooked as soon as 
possible. If they are to be stored for more 
than a day or so, they should be frozen. 
An excellent way to freeze both fish and 
small game is to cover the meat com­
pletely in a container of water and put the 
container in the freezer. This protects 
against both freezer burn and a!Jainst the 
meat picking up objectionabl., tastes or 
odors during storage. 

Larger cuts such as large fillets or cuts 
of venison should be wrapped in strong 
plastic or freezer paper and sealed 
tightly. In freezing any meat, it is im­
portant that the wrap be airtight.

One of the biggest jobs to face the 

legislature In yeara will confront 
members of the 1976 General Assembly. 

Kentucky voters approved by a narrow 
margin lait mOnth an amendment to the 
state Constitution that will completely 
restructure Kentucky's court system. It 
wiD be up to the legislature to see that the 
amendment is implemented properly. 

'Ibe amendment creates a new 14-
member Court of Appeals to review 
cases appealed from the lower courts. 
The present Court of Appeals will retain 
its seven members but will be renamed 
the Supreme Court. Its jurisdiction will 
be limited to certain criminal cases and 
such other matters as its rules may 
provide. 

One of the biggest changes will be a 
complete state takeover of the present 
county, quarterly, police and magistrate 
courts. These so-called lower courts will 
be replaced by a statewide system of 
district courts. 

The district courts aren't scheduled to 
be in operation until January, 1978. The 
rest of the system, however, goes into 
effect next year, and the legislature ~ust

make some hard decisions regardmg 
judges' salaries, eourt facilities and 
operational guidelines for the new 
system. 

Not all of the work is expected to be· 
completed during the General Assem­
bly's regular ~day session. Governor 
Julian M. Carroll already has announced 
plans to call a special session later in the 
year to finish the work. 

Meanwhile, two special advisory 
committees, one appointed by the 
governor and theother by the Legislative 
Research Commission, will make 
recommendations for implementing the 
amendment. The committees will in­
clude representatives from such groups 
as the Kentucky Bar Association, Ken­
tucky Municipal League , Kentucky 
Association of County Officials, 
associations of various court officials and 
other groups which may be affected by 
the amendment. 

For the first time the Public Bill Room 
in the basement of the Capitol is in 
operation to handle requests for prefiled 
bills as well as those which will be In­
troduced after the 1976 session is \Ul­
derway. 

Bills will be sold to the public at a cost 
of a penny per page. Copies will be 
mailed upon request for the same price, 
but with a minimum mailing charge of 
one dollar to cover postage and extra 
handling. Only requests which include a 
specific bill number or title will be 
honored. 

Copies of the Legislative Record also 
will be sold during the session for a dollar 

. each, or two dollars if sent through the 
mail. 

Records and bills may be picked up 
any time during the day in Room 78 of the 
Capitol. 

Eight new state senators and 31 new 
representatives will be in the General 
Assembly, when it convenes in Frank­
fort, Tuesday, January 6, 1976. 

Seven of the first-time senators and 21 
of the incoming representatives will be 
Democrats. There will be one new 
Republican senator and 10 new GOP 
representatives in the forthcoming 
session. 

Democrats will have a ao-to-8 majority 
in the Senate and a 78-to-22 margin in the 
House. . 

The number of women representatives 
will increase from three in 1974 to seven 
in 1976, while the number of women 
senators will remain at two. 

Most of the newcomers in both houses 
will fill seats of legislators who did not 
seek re-election.

tion a person can expect from a job or 
trade. 

Presently career education is not 
required in Kentucky's school system. 
However, pilot projects have been 
conducted for the last three years. The 
career education programs in Bowling 
Green and in Region 12 (Lee, Wolfe, 
Owsley, Breathitt, Perry, Letcher, Knott 
and Leslie counties) have received 
recognition as outstanding examples. 

Dr. Lyman V. Ginger, super'intendent 
of public instruction, said a state plan is 
needed if the Education Department 
intends to apply for any federal funds for 
career education programs. He told the 
cabinet that the legislative sub­
committee on career education has a bill 
ready for prefiling that will mandate 
career education.

Strip Mine Permits 
Double in Year 

The number of active permits to strip­
mine in Kentucky doubled from October, 
1974, to October, 1975. 

According to records of the division of 
reclamation in the Kentucky Department 
for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection, at the end of 
October, 1974 there were 1,043 active 
permits to strip-mine on 43,203 acres. At 
the end of this October, the number had 
risen to 2,171 active permits on 83,043 
acres. 

The number of noncompliance and 
suspension order issued this October also 
increased since last year. There were 47 
noncompliance notices issued in October, 
1974 and 131 issued this October. Also, 17 
suspension notices were issued in Oct­
ober, 1974 and 22 issued this October. 

According to division records, the 
number of active permits recorded this 
October decreased 31 per cent from the 
month before, when there were 3,159 
active permits.

l. BRYANT'S WATERFOWL. 
"Whither midst falling dew, 
While glow the heavens with the last 

steps of day, 
Far through their rosy depths dost thou 

pursue 
Thy solitary way." 
I have long been fascinated by this fine, 

old poem, "to a Waterfowl," wondering 
greatly what species of waterfowl Bryant 
saw and was inspired to write one of the 
greatest poems on courage and faith in 
the English language. This poem ranks 
with Tennyson's poem, "Crossing the 
Bar." The poem by Bryant shows faith in 
a Higher Power to guide both human and 
fowl. 

After a careful study of this poem, I 
have deduced the species of the fowl the 
poet saw "winging its way on the far 
distant horizon." 

I was beyond doubt, a whooping crane 
on northern migration! · 

The poem was written in 1816, when 
these cranes were numerous in the New 
England states and were often sighted 
flying high along the Atlantic coast. 
From a study of the poem we know the 
waterfowl was heading for some lake or 
lagoon to find a place to nest, "Where 
reeds soon shall bend o'er thy sheltered 
nest." 

When on migration, whooping cranes 
fly high, as the poet says: 

"All day thy wings have fanned at that 
far height the cold, thin atmosphere." 
The crane was flying so high, "no 
fowler's eye could mark its flight." It 
was flying alone and one wonders how 
this bird had an almost magic power to 
inspire Bryant to write his great poem. 
Here is the main reason: When whooping 
cranes fly high in the sky, their bodies 
form a gleaming white "flying cross." 
The sight of a white cross gliding high in 
the sky touched the poet's heart deeply. 
The long legs of the crane were stretched 
straight behind, the long neck was thrust 
straight forward, while the seven-foot 
wing span stretched crosswise, forming a 
perfect "flying cross." 

Bryant was in the slough of despond 
when he sat down to rest and glanced up 
at the sky. Then he saw the gleaming 
white cross on the distant horizon. At the 
time he saw the waterfowl, Bryant was 
hiking to Plainfield, Mass. to try to find a 
place to open a law office. Think of his 
discouraged state of mind: he had no 
money, no clients, no place to practice 
law, and the world ahead loomed dark 
and foreboding.

Birds of American Literature 
upon the white flying cross-the 
whooping crane. He was so deeply 
touched, he watched until the bird faded 
from view on the distant horizon. His 
drooping spirits were lifted a mile high as 
he realized some mighty Unseen Power 
"was guiding through the boundless sky 
thy certain flight ... In the long way I 
must tread alone, He will guide my steps 
aright." This poem has perhaps inspired 
more discouraged hearts than any other 
in our language. 

Bryant tells how the waterfowl will 
"scream and rest .among thy fellows,"­
a sure sign it was a whooping crane. 

These great, white birds, a most as tall as 
a man, do not whoop, but send out loud 
bugling sounds, which Bryant called 
''screams." Note how deeply the sight of 
the bird touched him: "On my heart 
deeply hath sunk the lesson thou hast 
given and it shall not soon depart. There 
is a Power whose care teaches thy way 
along that pathless coast." 

Although whooping cranes were 
numerous in Bryant's time, they have 
become almost extinct and will soon be 
gone forever. But not so with Bryant's 
poem; it wil Jive down all the ages to 
come .

Salary Increases for Judges 
In New System Recommended 

The acting director of the Office of 
Judicial Planning recommended last 
week that salaries for members of 
Kentucky's highest court be increased 
from $31,500 to $45,000 per year. 

Under provisions of the Judicial 
Amendment voters approved in the Nov. 
4 election, members of the state's Court 
of Appeals-now the highest court­
become Supreme Court justices, Jan. 1. 

The amendment also creates a 14-
member intermediate Court of Appeals, 
and a network of district courts to 
replace police, magistrate and other 
lower courts over a two-year period. 

Boyle County Judge Henry Pennington 
said his budget recommendations would 
bring salaries for judges in Kentucky in 
line with salaries of judges in other 
states. 

He said the question of retirement 
systems for district judges remains an 
open issue. 

"We have sought feedback on this 
matter from a variety of sources, in­
cluding the judicial conference, and it 
can't be determined now if a district 
judge will operate under the judicial 
retirement system or the state 
retirement system," Pennington said. 

"It is my opinion that should the 
district judge be under the state 
retirement system, the $30,000 salary 
should be offered as compensation," he 
said.

He recommended that members of the 
Court of Appeals be paid $40,000 an­
nually, that circuit judges receive $35,000 
and that the new district judges receive 
$30,000. 

"Presently, a Court of Appeals justice 
in Kentucky receives a yearly salary of 
$31,500, a figure that ranks 41st nation­
wide," Pennington said. "A circuit judge 
in this state earns a salary of $26,000 a 
year, which ranks an even lower 44 
among the 50 states." 

Pennington said "it must be remem­
bered" that the proposed salaries will be 
the sole sources of income for the judges, 
because the judicial amendment 
prohibits judges from continuing "any 
form or private law practice. 

"The present judicial salaries simply 
aren't competitive with the earning 
potential of a hard-working attorney," he 
said. "In arriving· at these figures, we 
hope to attract the best and most 
qualified men and women to be the 
judicial officers of this state."

If his recommendations are approved 
by the 1976 General Assembly, only eight 
states would pay their Supreme Court 
justices more than Kentucky, and 
members of the appeals panel would 
make more than judges with similar 
duties in eight of 22 states with in­
termediate courts. 

Another recommendation was that 
Chief Justices of the Supreme Court and 
the Court of Appeals be paid $500 ad- · 
ditionally per year "to compensate for 
additional administrative duties." 

Pennington said the figures his ofrice 
suggested are in accordance with 
guidelines suggested by the National 
Center for State Courts in Denver, Colo., 
and other organizations. 

Pennington noted that district judges 
will not take office until 1978 and that the 
recommended $30,000 salary for them "is 
a reasonable figure because our 
legislature meets only every two years" 
and that there is no provision to give 
judges a cost-of-living pay increase. 

Gov. Julian Carroll had recommended 
that a special legislative session be 
called to deal with implementing the 
Judicial Amendment. 

He said the regular session should limit 
discussion to portions of the article to be 
implemented immediately. 

The amendment will require all judges 
to be lawyers. 

The Fair Labor Standards Act of 1938, 
as amended, establishes minimum wage, 
overtime pay, equal pay, recordkeeping 
and child labor standards, for most 
workers in America, according to the U.

An Old-Fashion Country Doctor 
By GEO. L. MOORE 

Dr. George Russell Logan lived in the 
smali village of Enterprise, six miles 
west of Olive Hill. He'practiced medicine 
here for more than fifty years. His office 
was located in an unpainted building, 
near his home. It had a swaying, concave 
roof that would leave one to believe it was 
about to collapse at any minute. All the 
medicine that he used was stored in this 
building. For some reason he did not 
have much faith in pills; most of his 
medicine was given in liquid form. 

Until he reached an advanced age, he 
spent very little time in the office. Most 
of the time you would find him on a big, 
bay horse, a black pill bag tucked under 
his arm, on an errand of mercy to some 
remote section of the county. No other 
doctor in this part of the country ever 

.ocovered so many miles on horseback. He 
covered a third of the western part of 
Elliott county as well as a good portion of 
southern Carter county. 

Oldtirners would say, "When Doc 
Logan cusses, the blue blazes fly." He 
was noted for his ability to use original 
and ~we-inspiring profanity that caused 
some of his patients to shrink like wilted 
violets and others to bristle with con­
temptuous indignation. Those who knew 
him well knew that his cursing was a 
vital part of his diagnosis. He said if he 
could make the patient mad, there was 
good hope of recovery. Whether or not he 
graduated from medical school I do not 
know. I am inclined to believe that he 
served a long apprenticeship with a good 
doctor. Whichever route he followed, he 
must have received excellent training. 
He was highly regarded and respected by 
all the M.D.'s in this part of the country. 

He was often consulted by the doctors 
in the hospitals in Louisville and 
Lexington. Sometimes he would come to 
my father's place to bird hunt. On such 
occasions he would usually spend the 
night. It was a pleasure to sit around the 
fireplace at night and listen to him tell 
about his experiences. He said that over 
a period of fifty years he had learned 
several tricks of the trade. He said that 

1 he had learned that under certain con­
ditions pills were useless, that they may 
contain the same medical ingredients as 
the liquid medicine but they did the 
patient no more good than shelled corn. 

He told about taking a patient who was 
seriously ill to a hospital in Louisville by 
train. He took up his usual vigil in a chair 
beside the cot in the baggage com­
partment of the train to watch his 
patient. He said that it was impossible to 
look after the patient properly. "I had to 
keep my eyes on the damn steers," he 
exJllained. They did, I am told, ship 
livestock by express in those days. 

Dr. Logan performed quite a bit of 
surgery, as did other country doctors of 
the period. I can recall that I looked on 
one Sunday afternoon while he removed 
a man's big toe. The operation took place 
on the front porch. The only helpers were 
two ladies with peach tree brushes to 
shoo away the flies. He must have know 
what he was doing, for the man made a 
speedy recovery and is still well and 
healthy today. 

He set numerous broken bones when 
legs and arms were broken. He did not 
hesitate to send the patient to the hospital 
if the case was too complicated for him to 
handle. All patients were sent to the 
hospital by train in those days. A word 
from Dr. Logan was all that was 
necessary to get a fast "through" 
passenger train to stop at a local point to 
pick up the patient. 

All the old settlers had absolute faith 
and confidence in Dr. Logan. They 
thought if other doctors failed, somehow 
Dr. Logan could perform a miracle. My 
father was one of those who thought that 
Dr. Logan was a miracle man. 

On one occasion, when I was working in 
the steel mills at New Boston, Ohio, I 
developed pneumonia. As I grew steadily 
worse, I did not seem to be responding to 
the treatment administered by the young 
M.D., just out of Ohio State Medical 
School. When my father carne to visit me, 
he insisted on calling Dr. Logan im­
mediately. Just as soon as he got the 
message at Enterprise, he was on his 
way. They met him by car at Ashland 
and in 30 minutes he was in New Boston. 
Immediately he summoned the young 
doctor to a conference. 

The first thing that he did, after the 
young doctor left, was to collect all the 
pills and flush them down the drain. They 
said that after he gave me the first 
medicine, he took up his vigil beside my 
bed. The first thing I can remember was 
his staring down at me at 3 in the mor­
ning. He said, ''Damn you, you are better 
if you die afore daylight." 

He stayed with me for a couple of days 
and said that I was out of danger. He 
later told me that the young M.D. was 
giving me the correct medicine but he 
should have used liquid medicine instead 
of pills. A couple of months later I had an 
occasion to see the young doctor again. 
He said, "That Dr. Logan was a rough, 
crude, old man but still he knew more 
about medicine than any man I have ever 
talked with." 

Dr. Logan went to downtown Ports­
mouth to purchase a new stethoscope 
while he was doctoring me. When the 
young clerk handed it to him, to the 
surprise of everyone he immediately 
tested it on the clerk. He handed it back 
to the clerk and said, "Son, don't you 
ever test these? You couldn't hear it 
thunder through this damn thing." He 
tried another and it was all right. 

Before Dr. Logan left for horne, I asked 
for his bill. He said, "Damn it, you may 
still die and if you die your bill is already 
paid, but if you get well, come around to 
see me in a month or so and I'll charge 
you enough to raise the top off of a log 
house."

Remember Forest Fire Towers? • CADILLAC$ 
By MARVA GAY 

An era is ending as forest fire towers 
are being replaced by small airplanes. 
The result-so far-is a savings of 
money, plus more accurate spotting of 
forest fires. 

Four years ago, 150 watch towers 
throughout the state were used by fire 
spotters during fall and spring forest fire 
seasons. Today, 80 of those towers are 
still used to spot fires. In two or three 
years-if things go according to plan-all 
will be replaced by airplanes. 

Today, the abandoned towers are still 
there, being kept up in case they are 
needed someday. Some may be 
dismantled in the future. A few in each of 
the state's nine forestry districts will be 
maintained with two-way radios for 
communications purposes. 

Small airplanes now are flown when 
weather conditions indicate the 
likelihood of fire. Last year, the division 
of forestry in the Kentucky Department 
for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection used four small 
airplanes to detect fires infour forestry 
districts. Two planes were under con­
tract and two were state-owned. The 
planes oversaw the western and nor­
theastern forestry districts, plus half of 
the central and south central districts. 

This year, the division will use seven 
planes-five under contract and two 
which are state-owned. Two will fly over 
the Green River forestry district, which 
is the largest in the state. Another will 
expand coverage into the eastern 
forestry district. 

The cost of using the airplanes in 1974 
was $5,785. According to Harry Nadler, 
director of the forestry division, the cost 
of fire detection in the areas covered by 
airplanes was a third of what it would 
have been if the traditional towers were 
used. 

Former Floyd Woman 
Honored as Teacher 

Mrs. Mary Collette, the former Mary 
Turner, daughter of James and Dolly 
Turner, of Garrett, has been selected as 
an Outstanding Secondary Educator of 
America. 

Criteria for selection include teaching 
ability, civic service, and profes.;ional 
recognition. 

Mrs. Collette, a graduate of Garrett 
High School and Berea College, has been 
teaching with the Marysville schools 
since 1965. She has been student council 
advisor at the junior high for nine years 
and she coached the cheerleaders from 
1965 to 1975. 

During her ten-year teaching career at 
Marysville, she has been active in 
several professional organizations in­
cluding the Marysville Education 
Association where she held the office of 
treasurer from 1969-1971, and served as 
her building representative in 1971 and 
again in 1974. She was recently installed 
as a member of the national honor 
society for teachers, Delta Kappa 
Gamma, at Ohio Wesely an University. 

Her husband, Jerry Collette, is also a 
teacher in the Marysville Schools. 

The Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration of the U. S Department 
of Labor sets and enforces job safety and 
health standards for workers and trains 
employees in proper occupational safety 
and health practices. 

Add to that the advantages the planes 
have in detecting forest fires and it is 
obvious why the forestry division is sold 
on them. Nadler said the pilots can detect 
fires more accurately than tower spot­
ters and they can more easily tell if the 
fire is a wild fire or a controlled fire. 
They also can direct crews to a fire 
better, especially in rugged areas. And, 
they can direct the crews to the fires 
quicker. 

"In short," said Nadler, "the airplanes 
are more economical than the watch 
towers and produce better results." 

Although the towers are being phased 
out, the tower watchers are not. They're 
being recycled into other jobs with the 
forestry division. Many will be used as 
radio dispatchers and in other seasonal 
positions.

Talked by Judges

When petite Deloris Witten, of Paints­
ville recently began cleaning a 30.6 rifle 
in preparation for the opening of the deer 
season, she aroused a good many 
chuckles from several of her male 
acquaintances, many of whom were also 
preparing for a bit of hunting.

Kentucky's county judges considered 
last week a proposal to file suit seeking to 
overturn the recently passed Judicial 
Amendment to the state Constitution. 

Meeting in Louisville, the Kentucky 
Association of Counties, which 
represents all elected county officials, 
spent most of meeting time lambasting 
and lamenting the new judicial amend­
ment which will drastically alter their 
jobs. 

Charging that public tax money was 
used to lobby for the judicial article on 
Kentucky Educational Television, Pike 
County Judge Wayne T. Rutherford said, 
"People were misled into voting for 
something they knew nothing about." 

The motion to seek legal redress for 
their complaints came from Perry 
County Judge Babe Noplis . 

The motion stated that the suit would 
be filed in federal court. 

The amendment, approved by Ken­
tucky voters in the November general 
election, reorganizes the traditional 
system of county justice, in operation 
since 1890. County judges would be 
relieved of all jurisdiction in criminal 
cases and that jurisdiction would be 
placed in the hands of an elected district 
judge. 

However, county judge posts would not 
be abolished and the county executives 
will remain in charge of all fiscal and 
administrative affairs. 

Although the county judges have been 
the most vocal opponents of the bill, 
magistrates, jailers, county attorneys, 
and circuit court clerks would also have 
altered duties. In some cases, posts 
would eventually be abolished. 

At the Louisville meeting, first one and 
then another of the judges rose to express 
their views that there will be widespread 
confusion in January as a result of the 
judicial amendment's passage. 

The first phase of the amendment will 
go into effect on Jan. 8.

Their help in such implementation was 
actively soJ,Jght yesterday in two 
speeches by state officials. 

Gov . Julian Carroll, in a luncheon 
speech to the county officials, said a 
special session of the legislature would 
be called before February 1917 to im­
plement the amendment. Carroll asked 
for help from the county officials in 
organizing the new judicial system. 

"We want your advice .. . suggestions 
as to the alternatives available to us to 
implement this," Carroll said. 

Terming the new judicial system a 
"drastic change in our constitutional 
framework," Carroll said "we must get 
over the shock and realize our obligation 
to implement it for the people. 

"We have some time on our hands to 
answer the questions and a void the 
pitfalls and I'm glad," he said. 

The governor said he was concerned as 
to how the state would pay for the in­
tegrated court system, which assumes 
administration of the courts in January. 

The total cost is to be borne by the 
· state. 

Presently, county and circuit courts, 
jails, and salaries of county employes are 
paid for from the fees collected by the 
counties. For example, $5 of each 
speeding ticket goes to the salary of the 
county attorney. 

In the future, all salaries and ad· 
ministrative costs of the judicial system 
will be paid by Frankfort. And all money 
which heretofore went to county coffers 
will now go to Frankfort. 

The county judges have expressed 
concern over the potential difficulty 
concerning getting some of the funds 
back from the state. 

The county officials also heard State 
Sen. William Sullivan, who asked their 
help in implementing the new system. 

"We want your input over the next year 
and one half to define the role of the 
county judge in the new system. We want 
to draw you into the process." 

After Carroll's speech, the county 
officials retired to their organizational 
meetings to discuss their approaches to 
particpating in the judicial system. 

A number of them indicated their 
support for the new system, but all 
agreed that they needed help and in­
formation on how to proceed.

Pines Recommended 
For Yule .Decorations 

The friendly sight of a natural tree and 
the scent of pine, fir or other evergreen 

·make the holiday season complete. 
When buying evergreens for Christmas 

trees and for decorations, keep in mind 
that some kinds are better than others . 

Pines are among the best for indoor 
use. They give an informal and graceful 
effect to decorated trees , wreaths , 
mantel and table pieces. Both Scotch and 
white pine are long lasting. 

Scotch pines are grown by the millions 
each year by commercial Christmas tree 
growers. They're carefully shaped and 
tended for five or six years before being 
sent to market for the holiday season . 
Stiff, green needles about two inches 
long, and two to a cluster, make this tree 
ideal for decorating. 

White pines are increasing in 
popularity as Christmas trees . Unlike 
Scotch pine, needles are soft , bfuish­
green, four to five inches long and five in 
a cluster. 

Balsam is a good Christmas tree . It 
holds its needles well and decorates 
easily. It's probably the most popular of 
all trees where available at a reasonable 
price. Needles are soft and aromatic . 

Fir needles stay on for a long time, 
making this species another good one for 
the holidays. Needles are soft , pliable 
and bluish-green. 

Norway and other spruces are not 
particularly good for Christmas trees 
and holiday decorations . They lose 
needles rapidly in indoor dry air and 
heat. They're best used outdoors for 
wreaths and other decorations .
