Wins Court 
Pay Award 
High Court Rules 
State Must Honor 
Agreed Settlement 

Reversing the Franklin circuit court, 
the state Supreme Court last Friday held 
that the state must honor the $127,100 
settlement it had reached with Ed Music, 
of Prestonsburg, and the Cum berland 
Chair Lift, Inc. for expenses incurred in 
equipment and labor when chair-lift 
installation was begun in early 1974 at 
Cumberland Falls. 

The project was instituted under a 
contract awarded the Prestonsburg­
based firm by Parks Commissioner 
Ewart Johnaon and Finance Com­
missioner Charles Pryor during the 
administration of Gov. Wendell H. Ford. 

Under heavy fire from en-
vironmentalists after the firm had 
materials on the ground, clearing and 
other work done, Governor Ford can­
celled the contract on the grounds that 
the chair-lift was in violation of the state 
Wild Rivers Act. 

Cumberland Chair Lift sued the state, 
and five days before Governor Ford left 
Frankfort to become U. S. Senator an 
out-of-court settlement was reached, 
providing the payment of the firm's 
expenses in the amount of $127,100. 

When Gov. Julian Carroll took office as 
Ford's successor he stopped payment on 
the check issued to Cumberland Chair 
Lift and sued to set aside the agreed 
judgment. The Franklin circuit court set 
it aside, but last week's Supreme Court 
decision held that the state must abide 
by terms of the settlement. 

The Supreme Court opinion noted that 
the lower court did not find any fraud or 
bad faith in the contract matter. It ad­
ded: 

"It (also) must be remembered that 
the agreed judgement did not accomplish

The Prestonsburg field office, Division 
of Reclamation, will Jose 10 counties 
from its supervision in the announced 
plans of the state to "more evenly 
distribute the work-load among area 
offices" and to help handle the increased 
mining in Eastern Kentucky. 

The Prestonsburg office reportedly 
will have the supervision of only four 
counties-Floyd, Martin, Magoffin and 
Johnson. The counties previously served 
by the office here and to be cut off to 
comprise an area to be supervised by a 
new office at Grayson and Boyd, 
Greenup, Carter, Lewis, Lawrence, 
Rowan, Elliott, Morgan, Menifee and 
Powell. Wolfe, another county in this 
district, is being cut into the Hazard 
district. 

Nevard Wells, supervisor of the 
Prestonsburg office, said Monday that he 
has had no official word on division plans 
but that he expects the assignmeflt ot

The other bid offered, 
that of the Debcon Construction Co., 
Ashland, asked $420,600 for the job. 

The Martin school renovation wm 
include a complete plumbing overhaul, a 
new heating system, a new electrical 
system, lowered ceilings, tile floors, new 
metal doors and interior painting.

When the Weeksbury school was closed 
about two years ago, the board of 
education directed that eighth-grade 
pupils there attend the Osborne 
Elementary School, but at Saturday's 
meeting it approved the teaching of the 
eighth grade at the nearer Melvin school.

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Hall Out, 
Sanitation 
Post Open 
Fiscal Court Splits 
On His Successor; 
Treasurer Named 

The Floyd fiscal court succeeded at its 
meeting Monday in terminating the 
employment of its county sanitation 
inspector, Charles Hall, effective May 15, 
but two subsequent attempts to name a 
successor failed . 

First of all, Hall's dismissal was by a 
split vote, with Magistrates Bill Wells 
and Dewey Roberts and County Judge 
Henry Stumbo voting for the move, 
Magistrates Kenneth Roberts and Leroy 
Akers voting against it. Then, when 
Magistrate Dewey Roberts proposed the 
hiring of Paul D. Tackett as Hall 's 
successor, his motion failed to receive a 
second. The motion of Magistrate Wells 
to employ Jack Scott was later defeated, 
Wells and Magistrate Akers voting for 
his motion and the Magistrates Roberts 
and Judge Stumbo opposing. 

David D. Allen, of Prestonsburg, was 
named county treasurer for a period of 
four years, succeeding W. J. May, who 
retired, effective May 1. The treasurer's 
salary was increased from $300 to $400 a 
month. Mr. Allen executed $125,000 bond. 

The court unanimously voted a 5 per 
cent salary increase for the magistrates, 
retroactive to Jan. 1, this year. The order 
pointed out that the increase is in com­
pliance with state law. 

The court authorized County Clerk C. 
"Ollie" Robinson to advertise for bids on 
road-drainage materials, bids to be 
opened May 24. Materials sought include 
50 railroad tank cars, each 6% to 71h feet 
in diameter and 31 to 32 feet in length and 
290 2Q-foot pieces of treated galvanized 
pipe, diameters ranging from 36 to 15 
inches.

A Job for Government· 
A recent television program featured the plight of a small Ohio 

town and its residents as the federal governme·nt demanded that 
its heavy pollution of a nearby stream from the septic tanks in 
use there be stopped by the construction of sewers and sewage 
treatmentfacilities at a cost of three millions of dollars, or more. 

The people propose to defy the government order. They admit 
the need of cleanup but point out that their share of the cost will 
run around $1200 per property-owner. And, they say, these 
property-owners are mainly retired people or individuals with 
low fixed incomes who cannot bear the financial burden. 

The situation is not peculiar to this Ohio town; it exists across 
the United States. 

Along the Big Sandy River, for instance, county-seat towns 
with greater resources have complied, or are complying, with 
federal and state demands for sewerage and sewage treatment. 
But scores of other communities along the river have no 
facilities of the sort and are either using septic tanks or are 
pouring th~ir untreated sewage directly into the river. This 
means that the meeting of environmental standards by the few 
larger towns in the valley fails to provide the water quality that 
must be attained if the much-publicized water standards are to 
mean anything. 

But these small communities are in the same position as that 
of the Ohio town-only, they not yet have been told they must do 
something to correct the situation. When they are told to con­
struct sewer systems and build sewage treatment plants, what 
answer can they make? And if they are not told to do so, why 
require larger communities to spend millions in compliance with 
what has become an "alleged" national cleanup? 

Construction of new water systems is annually compounding 
the violations against the environment. The population growth in 
this and other area portends more stream pollution than ever. 

What is the answer? The federal government, or the state, 
may issue orders, make demands, threaten and even crack down 
on homeowners. But if small towns and their inhabitants cannot 
by any stretch of the imagination raise the money required for 
compliance, what is to be done? 

Government must pick up the tab. More government spending. 
No other way. For the taxpayers of the country to bear the load 
for all these scattered villages and towns across the land isn't 
fair, you say? Perhaps-but what is the alternative? 

If tax monies are not so spent, a bad situation will grow worse 
wijh population growth. The alternative, then, could be rivers of 
filth, sewage-saturated soil and a stinking, disease-laden at­
mosphere. 

Don't Blame the Teachers 
(Wall Street Journal) 

The New York State Board of Regents recently voted to require all students in 
the state to pass ninth grade level reading and mathematics examinations as a 
condition for receiving a high school diploma. While that may not sound very 
stringent, the new regulations represent a significant tightening up of current 
requirements. . . .I 

New York City, for example, demands only an etghth grade readmg level! an_d y 
even that is largely pro forma. Moreover, the city's Board of Higher Education Is 
bitterly divided over a proposal that opponents brand as _heartless: Nam~ly, 
restricting admissions to the city university by imposing etghth grade readmg 
requirements. . . 

The state regulations are symptomatic of an apparent generpl t~ghtemng up on 
educational requirements around the country. Many school d1str1cts are for the 
first time beginning to ask why Johnny can't read, ~rite or sp~ll, and so~e 
districts are talking about holding teachers responsible for failure of their 
students to meet reading and mathematical skills standards. 

The general trend can be welcomed, but while it is fair enough to hold teachers 
to certain performance standards-assuming t~at _suc_h standards _can be 
devised-blaming them for broad educational def1ctenc1es IS clearly unfair. They 
themselves often are victims of social attitudes that demand that non­
achievement be rewarded equally with achievement and that trouble-makers 
and malingerers pay no penalty for disrupting classes. 

A recent federal government study has shown that teachers are _all too often 
victims of attacks, vandalism, muggings and assorted other physical assaults 
that have turned many schools into battlegrounds. Few people, no matter_h_ow 
well prepared or motivated, can teach under such disruptive and demorahzmg 
conditions. . 

The decline in the educational level in large part mirrors the failure of soc1ety 
to cope with broader social problems. But it is not ~nough simply to leave it at 
that Teachers and administrators cannot work miracles, nor should they be 
exp~cted to succeed where parents, clergymen and policemen ~ave f~iled. . . 

The way to preserve an acceptable educational level1s by tmposmg rea~t~tic 
standards offering each student the opportunity to attain them and penahzmg 
those who do not have an inclination toward attainment. 
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renovation of the Floyd County 
Emergency & Rescue Squad, a public 
hearing on the proposed expenditure was 
set at the courthouse at 10 a.m., May 24.

justice to the innocent publishes notes to 
the effect that the person listed in the 
preceding week's edition as having fallen 
afoul of the law is not the person of the 
same name who resides at such-and-such 
postoffice. This similarity of names 
causes headaches for all concerned. But 
if you think this is peculiar to our county, 
consider the following which my friend, 
Homer Salisbury, culled from a recent 
newspaper and sent to me: 

"Officials of the Associated Press have 
notified editors throughout the country 
that the followiRg is no joke and even 
true : Richard Nixon was arrested in 
Pittsburgh by a policeman named 
George Washington. (Nixon was charged 
with possession of suspected marijuana, 
police said, which might prove to be after 
further examination, of course, nothing 
more than a bunch of dried marigolds.) 
Oh, one more thing. At the time of the 
arrest, Washington's usual partner, 
officer Benjamin Franklin, was home 
sick." 

WE BECOME 'ACCLIMATED' 
A few years ago, an Army veteran who 

had spent months in India during World 
War II told a group of us about walking 
the streets of Calcutta and of his horror 
at seeing a man dying of starvation 
outside a restaurant where the more 
fortunate dined. He spoke of seeing men 
step over the starving as they lay in 
extremis on Calcutta sidewalks. 

This veteran had some sleepless hours 
before beholding what at the time 
seemed to him the utter heartlessness of 
men. But the time came when he was not 
so chocked. As he walked the streets, day 
after day, and saw not one but many 
beggars dying while others skirted them 
or stepped gingerly over them, emotional 
scar upon emotional scar formed a 
callous, and he lost his sense of pity. Oh, 
well, they're going to starve, whatever I 
feel or do, so . . . He became "ac­
climated." 

The same thing is happening to a lot of 
people, these days, in another sphere. 
You and I are not nearly so rudely 
shocked today by those short, ugly words 
that turn up in print as we were, say, five 
years ago. We've had such a steady diet 
that we're becoming acclimated. The 
violence on television, in the movies, the 
pornography-hour after hour, day after 
day, and drop by drop wears away the 
stone or forms one. 

It would be less of a tragedy if all this 
didn't begin even in textbooks, feeding 
the young mind on pure filth and 
suggestions of violence.

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Carter County's Ambulance Service, 
A Model in Rural Emergency Care

the patch of their hillside home, the 
Burnetts are two of the ambulance service's 
biggest fans. 

Grayson, Ky.-Gaining critical 
seconds, a Carter county ambulance, 
sirens blaring, picks up speed . 

If headed for the Appalachian foothills 
that cover Carter county, the ambulance 
will soon slow to a tedious crawl. There, 
the road dips, climbs and curves; 
narrowing and becoming steeper as the 
vehicle penetrates the mountains. 
Those magnificent mountains become 
menacing barriers between life-saving 
medical care and trauma. 

The destination may be a home on an 
unmarked muddy, rutted hillside lane 
where a man lies in a coma from a heart 
attack; or where a woman is about to 
give birth or where a child has a frac­
tured skull. 

"A lot of times you can only get so far, 
and then you have to go the rest of the 
way on foot. H they need to go to a 
hospital, you have to pack them out," 
said Charles Seagraves, Carter county 
ambulance driver. 

Seagraves' emergency runs are filled 
with reminders as he passes houses, 
intersections, ditches and "hollers" 
where he has found people near death or 
sometimes already dead. "Ninety per 
cent of the time I know the people. 
They're close friends or relatives." he 
said. 

For Seagraves and the ambulance 
attendants he works with, growing up in 
Carter county and knowing many of the 
people who call for help make what they 
do more than just a job. 

Willie Burnett, who lives at the base of 
a steep hill about seven miles from 
Grayson, is alive today because of the 
Carter county emergency squad. Two 
years ago he lay deathlike on the floor 
following a severe heart attack. His wife 
of 42 years made a frantic call for help 
late at night- trying to slay calm, but 
afraid i"t was already too late. Minutes 
later, two trained ambulance drivers 
rushed in, began proper first aid and 
carried him to the ambulance for the ride 
to the hospital. 

Three weeks later, Burnett dropped by 
the Carter county Judge's office, 
bringing many thanks and blessings, 
saying, "I am alive because of what 
those boys did for me." 

Before the 1970s, a county-run 
emergency service was unheard of, said 
Mary McCoy, Carter county treasurer. 
In this rural county which does not have a 
hospital, two funeral homes used to send 
hearses to pick up the injured and sick 
and take them to hospitals in Morehead 
or Ashland. In 1971 they announced they 
could no longer afford to do it. 

Mrs. McCoy, then newly appointed 
county treasurer, was put in charge. In 
five years, using state Department for 
Human Resources, federal and local 
money, she has developed one of the best 
rural emergency systems in the state. 

"It gets in your blood and you can't 
leave it," said Mrs. McCoy, who has 
taken emergency medical service 
training and gone on ambulance runs 
herself. 

"We started with nothing," she said 
proudly. ''Now our ambulances are fully­
equipped and we have 12 trained 
drivers ." 

To receive slate and federal funds, 
ambulances and driver must meet 
specific requirements and the drivers 
must take intensive training courses. 
Mrs. McCoy works closely with the state 
Department for Human Resources' 
Emergency Medical Services branch 
whose staff helps her keep up with the 
regulations. Plans for emergency ser­
vices are approved by the state and 
federal governments. 

Roland Dallaire, manager of the state 
Emergency Medical Services branch, 
pointed to the uniqueness of rural 
emergency care systems. In the city, an 
ambulance run might take 20 minutes, 
but in the country it could take hours, or 
even most of a day, to get the victim to a 
hospital which has the equipment, 
facilities and staff to provide specialized 
care, he said. 

But whether the area is rural or urban, 
it takes a lot of determination and a 
community that cares to get a good 
system off the ground. 

Mrs. McCoy firmly believes that 
"county officials, if they really care 
about their people, can provide an 
ambulance service. It's hard but they 
can do it."

Worship at Church 
Here Reminiscent 
Of Days of 1776 

Special '76 services were held at the 
First Presbyterian Church here Sunday 
morning, with two-thirds of the 
congregation dressed in the period of 
about the year 1776. The Rev. William 
Thomas, pastor of the church, read a 
large portion of the sermon delivered by 
the Rev. John Witherspoon, "The 
Dominion of Providence over the 
Passions of Men," on the fast day or­
dered by the continental Congress for 
May 17, 1776. Rev. Witherspoon was 
pre~ident of New Jersey College (later, 
Princeton) when he delivered this ser­
mon in Philadelphja, and was later the 
only clergyman t6 sign the Declaration of 
Independence. Only male deacons and 
the minister sat at the communion table. 
Women elders were excluded. The 
congregation ·sang "Amazing Grace" by 
John Newton, circa 1779, and "Broad is 
the Road," by Isaac Watts 1785 following 
the "lining" of the words and tune by 
James Radcliff. The co111munion\ was 
observed in colonial fashion, the 
congregation seated on the front pews.

The Goble and

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Oral History Project Begins 
Fifth Summer in This Area 

In Alice Lloyd College's Oral History Project students interview 
Appalachian residents about times gone by, helping to preserve 
the history of the region. 

Pippa Passes, Ky.-The Appalachian 
Oral History Project is now entering its 
fifth summer of work. For the past five 
summers participants in this program 
have been collecting the history and 
folklore of the surrounding counties. 
More than 1,100hours of taped interviews 
with Appalachian residents (termed 
"resident historians") have been 
collected by student workers since the 
program's beginning. More than 300 of 
these interviews have been transcribed. 

These interviews are used by many 
people, for a variety of purposes. 
Students are using them for research 
papers and class reports. Scholars are 
using them for books, theses and articles. 
Curriculum specialists are using them to 
develop curriculum packages. And 
media specialists are using them to 
develop composite tapes, film strips and 
video tapes. 

"Through all these means, the Oral 
History Project presents the people of the 

hills as they really are," says Mike 
Mullins, project director. "These 
materials represent a body of first-hand 
information from those folks who were 
there when it happened." 

Although the Oral History program is a 
very important research project, it is 
also an educational opportunity for ALC 
students. During the 1o-week summer 
program, students work collecting in­
terviews, transcribing tapes and doing 
office work. Through this program, 
students learn about their culture and 
heritage. 

The Oral History program is now 
accepting applications for student 
workers for the 1976 summer program.

Restored after Road Work 

Disrupted service to some 12 
customers of the Royalton Gas Company 
in Magoffin county has been restored 
following completion of road con­
struction on Highway 7, north of 
Royalton.

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Johnson Sheriff 
Adjudged Guilty 
On Seven Counts 

Johnson county Sheriff Ray Melvin 
was convicted Tuesday in U. S. district 
court at Callettsburg on seven of 11 
counts alleging violation of the Hobbs Act 
by accepting bribes from bootleggers in 
return for protection. 

Robert Stafford, former Johnson trial 
commissioner, who was indicted with 
Mel~in, was acquitted on all counts. 

Sentencing of Melvin was set by 
District Judge H. David Hermansdorfer 
at 10:30 a.m. today (Wednesday). The 
maximum penalty on each count is 
$20,000 and 10 years in prison. 

The 45-year-old Melvin did not testify 
in his own behalf, and he lost the 
testimony of the three character wit­
nesses allowed by Judge Hermansdorfer, 
since the judge held that Melvin's at­
torney had in cross-examination of 
prosecution witnesses used them to 
testify as to the sheriff's character. 

Melvin did not testify at his Johnson 
circuit court trial last September on a 
similar charge. The jury in that trial 
failed to agree. 

In the federal court trial the jury 
received the Melvin and Stafford cases at 
1:15 p.m. Monday and their deliberations 
covered a period of more than 12 hours 
before the verdict was announced, early 
Tuesday afternoon. 

Three prosecution witnesses-Herbie 
Gene Wheeler, George and Glenna 
Tackett-testified that they had given 
Melvin payoff money. Mrs. Tackett said 
she was "wired for sound" at the time of 
her meeting with the sheriff, and a tape 
purporting to be a recording of the 
conversation between her and Melvin 
was admitted as eyidence. 

This and other tapes were admitted as 
evidence only after their contents had 
been collaborated by the witnesses' 
testimony, earlier in the trial. 

One of the three character witnesses 
appearing for Stafford was Circuit Judge 
W. B. Hazelrigg, of Paintsville.

The recent cold snap hasn't 
done much to help Kentucky 's 
varied agricultural interests, 
but an even greater problem 
looms in the next few weeks, 
according to State Agriculture 
Commissioner Thomas Harris. 

"The next two weeks to three 
weeks are vitally important" 
for the state's tobacco , 
vegetable and grass crops, he 
said. "We need warm nights for 
everything we've planted 
recently to grow properly. 

"But maybe more im­
portant," Harris said, "we need 
moisture. The entire state has 
been dry. The last few days 
we've had slightly less than an 
inch of rain, and that has 
helped," noted the commission, 
but, he said, that's still way 
short of the amount of moisture 
that we usually have at this 
tim'e of the year. 

"That's one of the most 
depressing things that we have 
right at the moment," said 
Harris, who calls this spring 
"the driest spring I've seen 
since 1930.11 

"We need a good, slow root­
soaker to get the hay crop and 
grass moving and put the 
moisture in the ground to help 
bring up the corn that's being 
planted, and to get in shape so 
we'll have moisture for trans­
planting tobacco." 

Additional rain fall also will 
help the pastures tremendously 
and it'll step up the hay crop, 11

Church membership in the 
United States, generally in 
decline since the intense social 
and political involvement in the 
19605, has begun to rise again, 
according to statistics released· 
last week. 

The 1976 edition of the 
Yearbook of American and 
Canadian Churches said total U. 
S. church membership now 
stands at 132,287,45Q-a gain of 
1,042,311, with 62.3 per cent of 
the population claiming 
membership. 

Yearbook figures come from 
both 1974 and 1975 because not 
all of the 223 religious bodies 
surveyed have completed their 
1975 membership compilations. 

"Church membership in the 
U.S. grew most dramatically in 
the 1950s, leveling off or even 
decreasing in ~orne religious 
groups in the 1960s," said 
Constant Jacquet Jr., yearbook 
editor. "By contrast, church 
membership in the 1970s has 
climbed slowly, although in­
creases have not kept up with 
growth in the U.S. population as 
a whole." 

Most significantly, the 1976 
yearbook suggests a leveling off 
in the trend toward mem­
bership loss of the large, 
mainline Protestant 
denominations which were 
considered theologically and 
politically liberal during the 
turmoil of the 1960s. 

It cited as a prime example 
the Episcopal Church, which 
lost some 225,000 members 
between 1970 and 1973. Between 
1973 and 1974, the last year for 
which figures were available, 
the church lost only 9,872

The Roman Catholic Church, 
with a membership of 48.7 
million, continues to be the 
nation's largest religious body.

The yearbook also reported 
that about 40 per cent of U.S. 
adults attend a church or 
synagogue in an average week, 
a figure unchanged since 1971. 

And it said members of 44 
Protestant denominations 
comprising 5 million of the 
nation's 71 million Protestants 
contributed $5.28 billion in 1974, 
an increase of 9.1 per cent but 
still lower than the 11 per cent 
drop.

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Mobile Home 'Lemon' Law To Become Effective Next Month By ROBERT F. STEPHENS 
(Attorney General) 

In 1975, the Attorney General's 
Division of Consumer Protection 
received more written consumer com­
plaints about mobile homes than any 
other product. To help consumers with 
this type problem, the Kentucky General 
Assembly passed a mobile home 
"lemon" law that will become effective 
this June. 

This mobile home "lemon" law was 

enacted to protect you from having to 
pay for or live in mobile homes which 
pose an imminent danger to your health, 
safety or right of occupancy because of 
improper workmanship or defective 
parts or materials. 

If a defect which would cost the owner 
more than four per cent of the purchase 
price to repair or replace cannot be made 
good after three attempts by the 

manufacturer, the mobile home may be 
declared a "lemon" and you may be 
entitled to a refund of the purchase price 
or a new mobile home. 

If you discover a defect within the 
first 12 months after delivery, you have 
certain legal rights . These rights must be 
exercised according to procedures 
established by this new law. 

First, the owner must write a letter to

living, your name and address and a 
statement saying you are exercising your 
legal rights under the Kentucky mobile 
home law. Send the letter by certified 
mail, return receipt requested, to the 
manufacturer and send a copy to the 

dealer who sold you the mobile home. All 
of this must be done within 10 days after 
discovering the defect. 

After the manufacturer receives your 
letter he must examine the mobile home 
wilhi~ 10 days and notify you in writing of 
his findings. 

The manufacturer may decide there is 
no defect in your mobile home or that it is 
due to abuse by you, the action of a third

party or an act beyond the manufac­
turer's control. I( you disagree with his 
findings, you may have to bring a legal 
action to enforce your rights. If you 
should win in court, you will also be 
entitled to reasonable attorney's fees . 

If the manufacturer does discover a 
defect and agrees to promptly repair or 
replace it and grant a four month ex­
tension of the owner's r ights under this 
law the owner must make the mobile 
ho~e available for repair a t the home­
site within three days after receiving the 
notification that it can be fixed. 

If you do not do this, you cannot 
exercise any further rights under this 
law. In s ituations where the occupants 
must find other lodging during the repair 
period, the manufacturer must provide 
equivalent accommodations or ac­
commodations acceptable to the owner. 

When the manufacturer agrees wi th 
the consumer that the mobile home is a 
"lemon," then he shall supply the con­
sumer with a new mobile home of the 
same year and model or return the 
purchase price minus any loss in value 
due to abuse by the consumer or a third 
party. If given a new mobile home, it 
must be supplied at the home-site and 
warranted as though it were just being 
bought. 

Remember when buying a mobile 
home that any repairs made prior to 
delivery must be completely disclosed in 
writing by the dealer, manufacturer or 
wholesaler who made the repairs. This is 
done so you will know whether or not you 
have any immediate righ ts under this 
law. 

Also, the dealer selling the mobile 
home must furnish the name and address 
of the dealer , manufacturer and 
wholesaler, if any. This same in­
formation must be affixed to the mobile 
home in a conspicuous place and shown 
to the owner by the dealer. 

If you would like additional in­
formation on this law or if you have a 
consumer complaint, write the Attorney 
General's Division of Consumer 
Protection, Room 34, The Capitol , Frank­
fort , Ky. 40601. 

The office has found that it can most 
effectively deal with written complaints 
and encourages you to write when you 
have a complaint.

'Blitz' Inspections Planned 
For Underground Mines . 

By BRYAN WILKINS 
(In The Lexington Herald> 

WHITESBURG, Ky., April 29-The 
Mining Enforcement and Safety Ad­
ministration official in charge of all 
Eastern Kentucky mines said yesterday 
that "blitz" inspections of underground 
mines will be conducted in the area in the 
future. 

A blitz inspection brings several in­
spectors into all sections of a mine at one 
time, saturating the mine without notice 
to the operators or miners . 

Lawrence Dow Phillips, appeared for 
the second time before a federal panel 
investigating twin explosions at the 
Scotia mine here. The separate ex­
plosions killed 26 men. 

Phillips' remarks were in response to 
indications that federal coal mine safety 
laws were not enforced or completely 
followed at the Scqtia mine prior to the 
explosions last month. 

Phillips testified that " the results in 
the last few weeks <of hearing testimony) 
have changed my thinking. When this 
type (blitz ) is necessary it will be con­
ducted. " 

Phillips was responding to charges that 
a single coal mine inspector would be 
deceived into thinking air ventilation in 
ah underground site meets the law's 
requiremen ts, when in fact air may have 
been diverted into the section under 
inspection from other sections in the 
mine. 

A blitz would send a handful of in­
spectors into a mine to see if the air met 
requirements or if it was being 
regulated. 

Phillips said the air ventilation plan in 
the Scotia mine, which he approved, was 
adequate to meet requirements. 

Replying to questions from the panel 
pertaining to mine safety at Scotia, 
Phillips said all three mines at the site do 
not have a good compliance record.

Phillips cited one case where an in· 
spector found men working underneath 
an area where concrete was being poured 
after he had already issued a violation 
notice for the infraction. 

Phillips said a "willful violation" 
notice had been sent to the MESA office 
in Washington, D. C. , but that a special 
investigation of the matter was not 
completed yet.

The incident occurred last fall. 
Phillips cited another incident when, 

after a report that a mine ventiliation fan 
at the Scotia mine had stopped, the in­
spectors found the fan charts for the 
particular time period missing. This is 
still being investigated, Phillips said. 

Phillips said there have been 
"numerous willful violation notices sent 
to the office in Washington" from his 
district that are still awaiting action. 
Phillips said he had manpower shortages 
to oversee the 700 surface and un­
derground mines in his district. 

Apparently 81 violations were issued at 
the Scotia mine from the beginning of 
this year until the end of February. 
Phillips said this ''was a large number of 
citations." 

He said he felt the Scotia mine was 
improving at the time of the disasters , 
and that more frequent inspections found 
necessary at Scotia were having an ef­
fect.

Skid Testing on 
For State Roads 

Frankfort, Ky .- The Kentucky 
Department of Transportation's Division 
of Research is currently testing the 
state's primary road system to evaluate 
its skid resistant qualities. 

According to Transportation Secretary 
John C. Roberts, the research division 
has purchased a highly sophisticated 
truck and trailer unit specifically 
designed for the program. 

The $58,000 unit looks like any ordinary 
fOmpact camper attached to a pick-up 
truck. T~ inside of the truck is fitted 
with a control panel resembling that of a 
space capsule. 

Water is sprayed on the pavement in 
front of the trailer's wheels by nozzles 
controlled from the truck, and operators 
of the test vehicle then apply the trailer 
br:akes, gradually or all at once, locking 
the wheels. 

As the trailer skids, sensitive elec­
tronic equipment in the truck measures 
speed, distance and per cent of slippage 
for each wheel, plus traction on the 
pavement. 

When a problem area is discovered, 
signs are placed to warn motorists. 
EventpaNy, the situation will be 
corrected by resurfacing those sub­
standard areas with one of several new 
mixtures developed in the research lab.

The check or 
bond of the successful bidder will be 
retained until the contract and surety 
bond have been executed and approved, 
after which it will be returned. 

4. A performance and payment bond in 
the amount of 100 per cent of the contract 
price with a corporate surety approved 
by the Owner and the Engineer, will be 
required for the faithful performance of 
the contract, and the bidder shall state in 
the proposal the name and address of the 
surety or sureties who will sign this bond 
in case the contract is awarded to him.

Floyd Co. Grocer 
Loses Food Stamps 

Atlanta, Ga.-A Floyd county,. Ky. 
grocer, Charles E . Slone, has been 
removed from the federal food stamp 
program the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture's Food and Nutrition Service 
(FNS) reports. 

Robert L. Cunningham, in charge of 
the Prestonsburg field office of the Food 
and Nutrition Service/ said that Slone, 
formerly doing business as Slone's 
Market at Blue River, was disqualified 
from the prpgram for one year , starting 
April 20. He had been charged with 
redeeming food coupons accepted in 
violation of the food stamp program. 
Cunningham added that Slone has 
recently sold the market, and the new 
ownership has been authorized to accept 
food coupons. 

He explained that food stamps, by law, 
can be used only to buy-food. The only 
exceptions, he said, are garden seed and 
plants to be used to produce food . .

Kentucky Power Co. Files 
For General ate Increase 

Kentucky Power Company last Thurs­
day filed with the Public Service Com­
mission its request for approval of a 
general upward adjustment in all retail 
tariffs . 

Citing rate relief needed to offset 
<:rippling inflation experienced during 
the past few years, Waldo S. LaFon, 
executive vice president of Kentucky 
Power, said that the formal filing was a 
followup to the company's public an­
nouncement last month of its need and 
intent to seek an increase in revenues in 
the " very near future". 

Based on a test period of the full 
calendar year of 1975, (utilities are 
required to justify the need for rate relief 
based on actual operating figures over a 

· prior 12-month period) the company is 
asking for $17.1-million increase in an­
nual revenues. 

La Fon pointed out that when utilities 
seek rate relief the need is usually an 
immediate one because the amount of 
increase is always based on last year's 
actual )operating expenses and does not 
allow for consideration of the higher 
costs of doing business the year in which 
the request fJs filed.
