Move To Purchase 
Sanitation Firms 
Stalled at Meet 

Contract for additional road-surfacing 
work amounting to $46,584.86 was 
awarded Monday by the Floyd fiscal 
court to the East Kentucky Paving Corp., 
Grayson, which in May contracted to do 
the major surfacing work in the county. 

The first contract covering nine miles 
of county roads and streets in four towns 
was awarded on the firm's low bid of 
$303,236. Monday's contract extends 
surfacing beyond the points established 
in the first. The projects and bids on each 
are: 

One mile of the Left Fork of Abbott 
Creek road, $17,339.96; .6 mile of streets 
in Emma, $11,365.30; .32 mile of the 
Frasure's Creek road, $12,454.80; .3 mile 
of the Stumbo and Yates road at Harold, 
$5,424.80. 

All of the projects except the Frasure's 
Creek road require 112-inch blacktop 
surface on a 15-foot-wide roadbed. Three 
inches of blacktop on an 18-foot road was 
awarded for Frasure's Creek. 

Although more money was involved in 
the road contract, the subject of solid 
waste disposal and the two collection 
systems now operating consumed more 
of the court's time than any other. 
Magistrate Kenneth Roberts moved that 
the county buy both Floyd Sanitation 
which serves Magisterial Districts 1, 2

The 1100 acres of Dewey Lake are 
believed to be the most heavily travelled 
of all Kentucky waters. 

At its two docks are no less than 400 
boats ranging from fishing boats to 60-
foot houseboats of the luxury class. 

Add to these the craft towed to the 
impoundment, mostly on week-ends, 
from this and other counties of the state 
and neighboring West Virginia, and the 
lake at a given time may have two boats 
for every acre of its xpanse. 

The boating situation there is one of 
deep concern to both federal and state 
representatives.

Although the bridge which they were 
building across the Big Sandy River at 
Graves Shoals, Lawrence county, has 
been halted, little more than half com­
plete, since April by federal agencies, 
chances are that Harry Hale Ranier, of 
Prestonsburg, and Richard Cooper, of 
Ohio, will be permitted to finish the work 
they have begun.

Company Offer 
Would Prohibit 
Blasts in Area 

The first hearing on a strip-mine 
permit application ever scheduled 
outside Frankfort ended here Monday 
morning on a quiet note as a settlement 
was reached between attorneys for the B 
& H Elkhorn Coal Company and Everett 
Akers and others who protested the 
mining operation. 

The coal company's proposal provided 
that no blasting shall be done on the 12-
acre tract involved and that the TV tower 
erected by Akers at the top of the 
mountain overlooking Finance Hollow 
rriay not be disturbed or damaged in any 
way. 

The actual mining area involves two 
acres of coal owned by the coal company 
in the vicinity of the tower, one guy cable 
of which is anchored on the two acres. 
The remaining 10 acres of the tract is in 
the main a haul road. 

The company must submit a new 
mining plan which is subject to approv­
al by Akers, the surface owner. If his 
approval is withheld, the mat ter could 
go again to a hearing as._, to the 
"reasonableness" of the plan . 

B & H Elkhorn had contracted with 
Triple Elkhorn Coal Company to do the 
mining, and the tract in question is being 
re-permitted to B & H instead of Triple 
Elkhorn. The two acres actually lie on 
the Prater Creek side of the mountain 
between Finance Hollow and the Clark 
Branch area on Beaver Creek. 

Akers, a former state representative 
from this county and owner of the Akers 
Television Service at Martin, said of the 
settlement, "This is a victory of sorts­
the first step, but still a step."

The meeting, which will begin at 9:30

Carroll Names Allen and Reed 
To Floyd Coal Severance Board 

Floyd county's Coal Severance 
Economic Aid Board was completed last 
week with the appointment by Governor 
Carroll of the two members which the 
governor is to name in each of the state's 
45 coal-producing counties. 

Gov. Carroll named Richard E. Allen, 
of Wheelwright, and Jimmy Reed, of 
Drift. A third member, Superintendent of 
Schools Pete Grigsby, Jr., was named by 
the Floyd County Board of Education. 
The other members, ex-office, are 
County Judge Henry Stumbo and Mayor 
William 0. Goebel, Jr., of Prestonsburg. 

The 1976-'77 state budget, recom­
mended by the governor and approved by 
the Kentucky General Assembly, allotted 
$5 million to the fund which is ad­
ministered by a five-member board in 
each of the coal-producing counties. This 
two-year, $10 million fund goes only to 
the coal counties. The Coal Severance 
Economic Aid Boards will determine the 
uses of the money in their counties. 

The formula that governs the 
distribution of this direct "flow-through" 
money is: Each county receives an 
amount equal to no more than the total of 
the severance tax returned from that 
county, up to a maximum of $10,000; 80 
per cent of the remainder to be 
distributed to each county by an 
allocation based on the percentage of the 
total severance tax paid. The county's 
poverty level, as in~icated ~y p_er c_apita 
income, will determme the d1str~but10n of 
the remaining 20 per cent. 

A total of $47 million returns to the 
counties from which the severance tax 
was produced in Gov. Carroll's current 
budget. 

Each county board is required to hold 
meetings open to the general public for 
the purpose of taking recommendations 
for projects financed out of the Coal 
Severance Economic Aid Fund.

Two UK Extension Food Specialists 
Give New Tomato-Canning Directions 

What is the right way to can tomatoes? 
In the face of recent conflicting 

directions on canning tomatoes, two UK 
Extension food specialists have come up 
with new preservation recom­
mendations. 

To be on the safe side, Dr. Fudeko 
Maruyama and Sue Burrier advise 
acidifying all tomatoes by adding bottled 
lemon juice, vinegar, or citric acid. This 
heads off any possibility of botulism 
poisoning. 

Their directions: Add 4 teaspoons of 
bottled lemon juice to each quart of 
tomatoes or juice, or 2 tablespoons of 5 
percent vinegar, or half teaspoon of citric 
acid. Use half these amounts for pints. 
Then process as usual in your boiling­
water-bath canner. 

Citric acid will have the least effect on 
the flavor of the tomatoes. 

These recommendations are based on 
a study they have just completed of 106 
jars of 1975 home-canned tomatoes 
collected from all parts of the state. 

Upon analysis, they found that 10 
percent of the tomatoes were low-acid, 
and this was not limited to the known low­
acid hybrid varieties. Also, the home 
canner was not always sur.e what variety 
of tomato was in that jar, a situation that 
probably happens often.

Scientifically speaking, the lower the 
pH value of a food, the higher its acid 
content. Low acidity can permit the 
growth of highly-dangerous organisms 
such as Clostridium botulinum, the cause 
of botulism. High acidity prevents such 
growth. Adding the recommended 
amounts of lemon juice, vinegar or citric 
acid effectively lowers the pH value of 
tomatoes, making it safe to process them 
in a boiling-water-bath canner. 

Alert to the recent confusion over the 
right way to can tomatoes, many people 
have resorted to processing them in a 
pressure canner, using 5 pounds of 
pressure for 10 minutes. 

Actually, this is no safer than the 
water-bath method, according to the UK 
Extension food specialists, if the pH 
value of the tomatoes is too high 
(meaning the acid content is too low). To 
be safe, you would still need to acidify the 
tomatoes as recommended for the 
boiling-water-bath method. 

Until they have conducted further 
research on canning tomatoes in a 
pressure canner, Dr. Maruyama and 
Mrs. Burrier cannot endorse this method 
of putting tomatoes by-unless you add 
the correct amount of one of the three 
acidifying agents described above. 

NEVER use the open-kettled method 
for canning tomatoes, they add. There's 
too much danger of contamination as you 
transfer tomatoes from kettle to jar. 
NEVER can tomatoes that are dead-ripe, 
either, or that have any spoiled or soft 
spots. Save them for fresh eating. When 
tomatoes are too ripe, their acid content 
drops.

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range from $500 to $1500 per acre. The 
amount was increased to $3,000 by the 
General Assembly this year . 

John Witt, commissioner of the Bureau 
of Natural Resources, said the state is 
spending on the Floyd county land and 
acreage in the other counties only the 
money that was forfeited. ''In most cases 
that is not enough to reclaim according to 
the law." He added that the bonds for­
feited provide only 20 to 30 per cent of the 
cost of the contract for reclamation, so a 
"do-the-best-you-can" policy was 
adopted after a legal opinion was handed 
down to the effect that the state cannot 
spend more on reclamation than the 
amount of the bond forfeited on each 
tract.

It 's that time of year again- high water 
temperatures. banks washed to the 
extent that e water along the shoreline 
is often muddy and "too many" pleasure 
boaters combine to make many fisher­
men feel It's almost more trou.ble than 
it's worth to wet a line in most of the big 
lakes. 

Well. as we've sa1d before. good stnngs 
of both pan and game fish can be caught 
during these hot summer months in the 
major lakes by fishermen who know how 
and who are willing to put forth a little 
extra effort. For example, casting at 
night or in early morning, before the lake 
is churned up, can be very productive for 
black bass. and fishing worms or crickets 
along deep walls. weed beds or other 
likely bluegill "hang-outs" account for 
many a fine summer supper, but there 
are alternatives to fishing in the main 
bodies of the major lakes and one is to 
move down - in fact, to move below the 
dam - and fish the tailwaters. 

And if you think tailwater fishing is 
merely "second best," think again, and 
check that Kentucky record fish list, 
because you'll quickly see that three of 
the current records were tailwater 
catches. 

First, there's a 100-pound blue catfish, 
caught by the late J. E. Copeland, 
Benton, from below Kentucky La ke Dam 
on August 21, 1970. Then on September 10, 
1972, Jim Mattingly, of Somerset 
beached the record 14-pound, 6-ounce 
rainbow trout from the tailwaters of 
Cumberland Lake, and finally, the most 
recent state record which came out of 
tailwaters was the 37-pound. 8-ounce 
white perch caught April 25, 1976 by 
Ernest E. ]\Iorgan, of Henderson from 
below Kentucky Dam. 

Obviously then, tailwater fishing can 
be productive for the "big ones," but 
perhaps more important. it also offers 
just plain good, easy fishing for a variety 
of species and can be enjoyed as 
"serious" fishing or as a family outing. 

"Bait" fish are attracted to the current 
which is nearly always found below the 
large dams and where there are bait fish, 
there are also those fish - such as white 
bass. crappie and catfish (and 
sometimes trout l - which feed upon the 
bait. Other species frequently taken 
include white perch, rockfish, sauger , 
bluegill and even black bass. 

In most tailwaters, the anglers fish 
from the bank, casting artificial lures or 
still fishing live or cut baits. Generally 
the tailwater areas offer ample parking 
space and rest rooms and some have 
picnic tables. camping sites and boat 
launching facilities. 

One may drive to within a shor t 
distance of the water's edge (an im­
portant factor when it's a family trip l 
and fish from the shore or riprap area. 
Children should be required to wear life­
jackets, even when fishing from shore, 
(as should adults who aren't quite as 
steady as they'd like to be.) 

All in all, tailwater fishing is one of my 
favorites during the hot summer and if 
you haven't yet given it a try, there's no 
better time than now.

Bean iseases 
Discussed

This is the question tha. is puzzlemg 
the home gardener who is tr ing to grow 
beans. 

This spring the weather has een very 
favorable for root rot, bean m iac and 
bacterial blight. 

The most common bean disease t.llat is 
affecting the white half runners ar root 
rot CRhizoctonia > and bean mosiac . 

The fungi which decays the lo er 
stems and roots of green beans a 
present in almost all soils in which bean 
are grown. This fungi shows up when 
weather becomes unfavorable for the 
best growth of bean plants. 

The tap root and lower stems are af­
fected by the fungus and show reddish 
lesions which later turn brown to black. 

The red colored taproot may decay, 
shrivel and die. The way the stem decays 
does cause confuswn, making it look like 
worms have bored through the stems. 

In controlling root rot you need to 
rotate 4 to 5 years between bean crops 
which is helpful and the longer the better. 
Plant after the soil has warmed in order 
to produce rapid, vigorous growth. Cool 
soils do increase the incidence of root 
rots. Shallow plantings may be helpful. 
Seed treated with captan can reduce 
seedling rots ( 1 teaspoon per pound of 
seed >, spray the furrow, where seeds are 
going to be planted with captan before 
covering the seeds ( 1 teaspoon per 20 feet 
of row as dust or mix in water>. 

Most bean varieties are susceptible to 
root rots under certain conditions but 
some more so that other white half 
runners and Kentucky Wonder Pole 
Beans among the most susceptible with 
vine type beans more susceptible than 
the bush varieties. 

Bean viruses are causing serious 
problems. More than one virus disease 
may be involved. Symptoms are dif­
ferent from root rot with vine tips and 
new leaves crinkling, downward cupping 
of leaves , yellow mottling, and a dead 
area appearing along the veins of in­
fected leaves. You can tell by pulling the 
plant and looking at the roots. The above 
symptoms would indicate bean mosiac. 

Bean yellow mosiac virus is carried to 
beans by aphids from nearby white and 
alsike clover or other related legumes. 
White and alsike clover should be 
destroyed in fence rows and near the 
garden . Control of aphids may help keep 
the disease from spreading . Use 
Malathion at the rate of l 1·2 tablespoons 
per gallon of water. 

In general, bush beans are more 
tolerant to the virus disease than Ken­
tucky Wonder Pole and White Half 
Runner Beans. Later plantings of these 
beans may escape he disease. 

Bacterial blight is a brown or tan dead 
area on the beans, with a yellow border. 
To prevent this, the gardener needs to 
use disease-free seed, avoid saving seed 
from one growing season to the next, can 
spray with copper sulfate using 3 
teaspoons plus 4 teaspoons of hydrated 
lime mixed to one gallon of water.

Rep. Carl D. Perkins has announced 
the amount of revenue sharing fl.mds that 
each eligible unit of government in the 
Seventh Congressional District received 
in the April-May-June quarter of fiscal 
1976. 

This payment is the 16th regular 
payment of shared funds since the 
Revenue Sharing program was started in 
1972. The U. S. Treasury Department's 
Office of Revenue Sharing has paid $27.6 
billion dollars directly to local govern­
ments since then, for projects decided to 
be high priority on the local level. 

Kentucky received a total of $25,746,433 
this quarter, for a grand total of 
$435,754,441 since 1972. 

A community or county gets funds 
based on its population, income of the 
people in the area, and taxes paid by 
local citizens. 

Following are units of government in 
this area, and the amounts they 
received: 

Floyd county received $86,501 this 
quarter, for a total of $1,494,739 since the 
program began; Martin received $2,185 
this quarter, for a total of $30,184. 

Prestonsburg received $27,466, for a 
total of $450,955; Wayland, $1,124, for a 
total of $14,863 . 

Wheelwright, $1,989, for a total of 
$23,990 .

IRS Rules David 
School Tax Exempt 

The Internal Revenue Service has 
issued a ruling recognizing the tax­
exempt status of the David School, Inc. , a 
private school located at David that has 
announced a racially nondiscriminatory 
policy in admission of students to all 
activities of the school, Paul 
Niederecker, district director for Ken­
tucky said recently. 

The ruling has been issued under the 
statement of position announced by the 
IRS on July 10, 1970, concerning the tax 
exempt status of private schools. In that 
statement the IRS concluded that it could 
not longer legally justify recognition of 
exempt status to private schools that 
practice racial discrimination. Nor can it 
allow gifts to such schools to be treated 
as charitable deductions for income tax 
purposes. The IRS position is applicable 
to all private schools throughout the 
United States.

What To Do in July Health Notes

Summer begins on June 21, but reaches 

its full maturity in July which, in the 
north temperate zone, is likely to be the 
hottest month of the year . The heat, 
however, is not so oppressive as it is later 
in August when the humidity is nearly 
always higher. 

Under the burning sun and voracious 
insect attacks, the foliage of tree and 
shrub begins to lose the freshness of 
June, but flowers thrive and many of 
them reach their prime in this month. 
The roses have not completely gone and 
poppies, dahlias, sweet peas, nastur­
tiums and marigolds come into full 
bloom. The rain crow, or yellow-billed 
cuckoo, calls dismally from the woods, 
and the air is full of the hum of jarflies 
and the dry rasp of grasshoppers . 

All in all, July is a season of abundant 
life and a good month in which to do 
many things-things like visiting the old 
swimming hole or eating watermelons, 
green beans and ripe tomatoes. Un­
fortunately, it's also a time for doing 
some work in the garden and lawn, UK 
Extension horticulturists point out. 

In the garden, July means harvest 
season for many vegetables. Take ad­
vantage of this situation by having fresh 
vegetables on the table every day and by 
canning, drying, or freezing the surplus 
for austere times to come. In most parts 
of the state, beans and corn can be 
planted in July with the expectation of a 
harvest well before frost. Seed kale about 
July 15, and sow cabbage, cauliflower 
and broccoli for transplanting the fall 
crop. Also keep up the dusting and 
spraying routine to control insects and 
plant diseases. The Mexican bean beetle 
really comes into its own in July and, 
unless kept under control with Sevin or 
malathion, can swiftly consume a bean 
patch. 

On the lawn and in the flower garden, 
prune climbing roses and remove flowers 
from annual bedding plants after they 
have begun to fade. This will result in 
plants with greater vigor and blooms of 
greater profusion. Repot house plants 
and place outdoors in protected areas to 
encourage vigorous growth for the winter 
months. Sink the pots in soil to prevent 
drying out. 

If the weather in July is dry, soak the 
lawn thoroughly at regular intervals and 
raise the cutting blade of the power­
mower to at least three inches. Start 
some perennials-columbine, foxglove, 
campanula-from seed, and kill red 
spiders on evergreens with a malathion 
spray. 

For those with a sense of history and a 
love of country, July is a month in which 
to celebrate and to observe Independence 
Day on July 4. It is also a time to be 
thankful for the privilege of being born 
American and of living in the best and 
most fruitful country on earth. 

July is the month of Julius and was so 
named because it had the honor of being 
the birth month of that great but ill-fated 
Roman soldier and statesman, Julius

Caesar. Historians say the earliest 
Roman calendar gave it the name,

days, but out of pride he added an extra 
day to give it the same length as the 
longest months. 

The special flower of July is the water 
lily and its gem, the ruby. Like all other 
months, July is a good month and still 
another thing to do is enjoy it. Other 
Julys will come, of course, but as the 
philosopher said, not this July.

LAUREL: Crappie good over sub­
merged cover; black bass fair on spinner 
baits and artificial nightcrawlers around 
rocky points; clear, stable at pool and 80 
degrees. 

DEWEY: Crappie fair over submerged 
cover and around stick ups; bluegill fair 
in inlets and bays; clear to murky, stable 
at pool and 81 degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Bluegill fair to good 
along shallow banks; white bass fair in 
the jumps early and late in the day; in 
tailwaters, trout slow; clear to murky, 
stable at pool and 83 degrees. 

BARREN: Bluegill fair to good along 
deep banks; black bass slow to fair at 
night on artificial nightcrawlers off 
rocky points; clear to murky, falling 
slowly, ten inches above pool and 82 
degrees.

Attorney General 
From time to time, the Consumer 

Protection Division receives complaints 
about the shrinkage, discoloration, 
fading, damage or destruction of items of 
wearing apparel made from natural and 
synthetic materials. These complaints 
usually come after the clothes are 
washed or dry cleaned. When this hap­
pens, consumers tend to blame the 
persons who cleaned or sold them the 
clothes or material. These parties, in 
turn, point at the manufacturer as the 
party responsible for seeing that proper 
care instructions are included with the 
materials from which the clothes were 
made. Indeed, with so many synthetic 
and exotic fabrics on the market today, 
and with so many of these coming into 
the country from overseas, this clothing 
or fabric care information is very im­
portant. The consumer and the cleaning 
establishment can only follow the 
directions given by the manufacturer. 

The Federal Trade Commission 
requires that any textile product in the 
form of a finished article of wearing 
apparel must have a label or tag per­
manently attached to it which clearly 
discloses instructions for the care and 
maintenance of the article. The com­
mission also requires that any textile 
product in the form of piece goods, which 
is made for the purpose of immediate 
conversion by the consumer into a fin­
ished article of wearing apparel, must 
be accompanied by a label or tag which 
provides clear instructions for the car 
and maintenance of such goods and can,

Instructions for the care and main­
tenance of any article covered by the 
regulation must fully inform the pur­
chaser how to handle the regular care 
and maintenance necessary for the or­
dinary use and enjoyment of the article; 
for example, washing, drying, ironing, 
bleaching, dry-cleaning, and any other 
procedure regularly used to maintain or 
care for a particular article. They must 
warn the purchaser as to any regular 
care and maintenance procedures which 
may usually be considered as applying to 
such articles, but which, in fact, if ap­
plied, would substantially diminish the 
ordinary use and enjoyment of the ar­
ticle. The instructions m•Jst also be made 
readily accessible to the user and be 
provided in such a manner that they will 
remain legible for the useful life of the 
article. 

Exemptions to the regulation may be 
considered when the physical charac­
teristics of the article or its utility or 
appearance would be substantially 
impaired by a permanently attached 
label. If an exemption is granted, the 
clothing or fabric care information 
described above must accompany the 
article w.henever it is sold, but it does not 
have to be included on a label or tag 
permanently attached or affixed to the 
wearing apparel or material.

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State Police Make 
Job Training Survey 

Frankfort, Ky - In an attempt to 
reflect the actual requirements of a 
trooper 's job in their training program. 
the Kentucky State Police Personnel 
Department is conductmg a survey with 
the help of Civil Service officials from the 
Personnel Programs Division located in 
Atlanta . 

The purpose of the study is to develop a 
standardized entrance test that will meet 
the job requirements without being 
discriminatory. according to Lt. Ernest 
Bivens, public information officer for the 
state police. 

On Sept. 1, 1975, State Police Com­
missioner Truitt Ricks ordered a task 
analysis "so that we can evolve some 
measure of performance from our 
testing. " 

Sgt. Miles Hart, an instructor at the 
police academy, was in charge of in­
formation-gathering and method­
development with the project. Hart said, 
"We hope to develop a selection test that 
will yield a high correlation between 
selection scores, training test scores and 
on-the-job performance." 

Sixteen troopers, one from each post in 
the state, came to Frankfort to par­
ticipate in the analysis. Two different 
methods of evaluation are used in the 
study, the Position Analysis Question­
naire <P AQ) and the Critical Analysis 
<CA l . 

The PAQ, a standardized test, is 
designed to determine the time that 
should be devoted to each subject in 
training, based on the frequency of use 
for a particular skill by a trooper on the 
job. 

Each trooper participating in the study 
recounts, in writing, critical incidents or 
situations that he has encountered on the 
job in the CA phase of the testing. This, 
too, will be used as a guide in the 
development of the training program . 

Presently, the entrance exam is a 100-
question, multiple-choice test. As of now, 
no physical agility test is administered. 

"This <the physical agility test) is 
something we need because we can 
develop skills, but a trooper must have 
the ability to perform certain tasks," 
Hart said. 

He added, "If the study shows that 
changes in testing or training need to be 
made, I think they will probably be 
made, although the final decision is left 
to the commissioner."

Rescue Teams Plan Entrance 
Of Scotia Mine Wednesday 

The Scotia No. 1 mine near Oven Fork, 
Letcher county, in which 26 men, in­
cluding two Floyd countians, lost their 
lives in separate explosions, last March 
10 and 11 will be entered today <Wednes­
day) by three rescue teams headed by H. 
N. Kirkpatrick , chief of the Kentucky 
Department of Mines and Minerals. 

The Floyd victims, both claimed by the 
second blast, were Richard Sammons, 
55, of Branham Village, near here, and 
Grover Tussey, 45, of Allen. Both were 
federal mine inspectors. 

The mine has been sealed since March 
12- the day after the second explosion in 
as many days. The first blast, two days 
earlier , killed 15 men. 

The 11 victims of the second explosion 
went into the mine to shore up the roof so 
that a federal investigation of the first 
explosion could begin. 

The explosions were blamed on 
methane gas , which is both odorless and 
colorless. 

Kirkpatrick, 56, spent 35 years in the 
coal industry before becoming Ken­
tucky's top mining official . He said he 
worked 15 years as an underground 
miner. 

Despite the danger, Kirkpatrick said 
he plans to be in the mine along with 
rescue teams when the bodies of the 11 
men are recovered. 

" I will be one of the first ones in ," he 
said. " I 've been on recovery work 
several time. I went in 1969 in Mexico five 
miles underground. One hundred and 
seventy-five people were killed in that 
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explosion , and we were there about a 
week recovering the bodies." 

The recovery plan has been approved 
by Blue Diamond Cal Corp., which owns 
Scotia, the Scotia Employes Association, 
the federal Mining Enforcement and 
Safety Administration and the state 
Department of Mines and Minerals. 

Kirkpatrick said it will take at least 60 
days to reach the bodies because every 
precaution will be taken to prevent 
another explosion. 

If the recovery operation goes ac­
cording to plan, there will not be enough 
oxygen in the " two-southeast" section­
the site of both earlier blasts-for 
another explosion, he said. 

The bodies are located about three 
miles from the point where the recovery 
teams will enter the mine and are about 
1,400 feet below the surface, Kirkpatrick 
said. 

"We will enter the main portal-that 's 
where the men went to work," he said. 
"The main portal will be unsealed.We 
will proceed in with selfbreathing ap­
paratus and build air locks every 500 feet. 

"You can't tell how far we will go on 
the first day. It's going to take a little 
while to get started." 

He said the recovery teams will go in 
500 feet at a time, secure each area with 
plastic curtains and allow oxygen to 
enter only one section at a time.

Boulder Kills 
Martin Couple 

A 50-ton boulder which crashed from a 
mountainside near Inez early Sunday 
morning killed Ronald Horn, 27, and his 
wife, Connie, 26, in their sleep. 

Their children, Dennis, 8, and Rhonda, 
2, escaped with minor cuts and bruises. 

The huge rock, which broke from an 
overhanging cliff, smashed into the Horn 
residence, between l and 2 a.m. Sunday. 
Mr. Horn apparently was killed by falling 
framing of the house, but his wife was 
pinned beneath the boulder. Another 
boulder half the size of the first stopped 
15 feet short of the house. 

A work crew was scheduled Monday to 
go up the mountain to break the rock 
down. Explosives, bulldozers and air 
compressors were not used to avoid 
another rockslide. 

County Judge Ray Fields said the 
boulder broke loose from a larger rock at 
the top of the 1,000-foot mountainside and 
carved a 25-foot path down the side. 
Fields said the larger rock was not in 
danger of falling, and people who were 
evacuated began returning to their 
homes. KY 908 was reopened to traffic 
after being closed for some time. 

Ronnie Davis, a Martin county 
motorist who had stopped for gas , heard 
the rumbling noise and at first thought a 
nearby dam had burst. Upon further 
investigation he found the wrecked Horn 
home. 

The boulder hit the rear of the house 
and flipped over inside, a Kentucky State 
Police trooper said. The five-room 
wooden house was destroyed. 

The Horns' bodies were trapped in the 
wrecked house and were freed by neigh­
bors and others who brought their own 
power tools and equipment to help, the 
trooper said.

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Child Care Program 
Funding Renewed 

Gov. Julian Carroll has announced that 
the Appalachian Regional Commission 
(ARCl has approved a grant to continue 
funding for a child care program :servmg 
Floyd. Magoffin and Madison counties. 
The $75,696 grant will continue operation 
of the program , now entering its second 
year, from July 1, 1976, until June 30, 
1977. 

State Development Secretary William 
L. Short said that the Centerbased 
proJect serves 90 children two to six 
years old. The program offers day care, 
health screening and follow-up, nutrition 
benefits, social services and parent in­
volvement opportunities. 

Total cost of the second-year funding is 
$177,075. The U. S. Department of 
Agriculture will provide $13,929 in 
nutrition assistance while local sources, 
including fees charged for the services, 
will contribute an additional $87,450. 

The program, formerly entitled the 
Tri-County Infant and Pre-school 
Program, will now be known as the Tri­
County Developmental Child Care 
Program.

9 DAYS 8 NIGHTS

program and has subcontracted with 21 
community action agencies in Kentucky 
and the county judges in the four counties 
not served by a community action 
agency, to select work sites and super­
vise student workers.

All jobs are with public 
or private non-profit agencies and in­
volve work such as clerical, general 
maintenance, recreation, social services, 
teacher's aides and research assistants.

The program is for residents of Ken­
tucky attending institutions of higher 
education in the Commonwealth. To be 
considered for employment a student 
must apply for financial aid with the 
financial aid officer at the educational 
institution in which he or she is enrolled 
or has been accepted for enrollment this 
fall.

"Ontario offers, without question, the 
greatest variety of fishing to be found in 
any of the Canadian provinces,'' declares 
Robert O'Byrne, Travel Editor of Sports 
Afield. ''This huge province borders the 
northern shores of four of the Great 
Lakes. These waters offer excellent 
fishing for such species as northern pike , 
muskellunge, walleyes, smallmouth 
bass, largemouth bass, rainbow trout, 
splake and such exotics as kokanee, 
chinook and coho salmon. 

"Move north anywhere, and you run 
into countless lakes. Move far north to the 
shores of Hudson Bay and you will find a 
nwnber of immense rivers providing a 
true wilderness adventure in your quest 
for some of the fantastic brook and lake 
trout fishing they provide." 

O'Byrne selects some of the most 
popular species for special discussion 
and here, in condensed form is what he 
has to say: 

Conditions for smallmouth bass fishing 
are ideal at a nwnber of points in On­
tario. Georgian Bay forms an enormous 
part of the northeastern portion of Lake 
Huron. It has long been famous as one of 
the best areas, if not the best, for 
smallmouths on the North American 
continent. Another very good section is in 
Lake Erie in the region of Long Point. 
Smallmouth bass fishing is well known in 
the St. Lawrence River, but this region 
gets a lot of pressure from the New York 
as well as the Canadi-an side. 

In southern Ontario there are 26 
tributaries of the Great Lakes that have 
good runs of rainbow trout. Ten of the 
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best rivers are in the southern part of 
Georgian Bay in the region from Midland 
to Owen Sound. The best fishing is during 
the spring and fall spawning runs. 

There is good brook trout fishing in the 
Lake Nipigon region, but it is largely 
ignored in the hunt for other species. 
Another overlooked area is the northern 
shore of Lake Superior from Marathon to 
Wawa. This is wild country, and the only 
way to fish it would be to use a cabin 
cruiser as a base. From Thunder Bay 
down to Sault Ste. Marie, there are plenty 
of places to stay. Your final region for top 
action is the far north where a number of 
big rivers interconnecting numerous 
lakes flow into the James and Hudson 
bays. This is fly-in fishing. 

Muskies are never easy to catch, and, 
though Ontario has some pretty fair 
water for these battlers, you will have to 
put in time if you want to nail one. The 
Kawartha lakes are in a built-in area but 
their muskie fishing is as good as any in 
the province. Pigeon River and Pigeon 
Lake are especially good. Lake of the 
Woods as well as Georgian Bay and the 
French River are worth trying. In the 
Kenora District are the Vermilion Lakes, 
Lake Nipissiny and Eagle Lake which 
yielded a 62-pounder many years ago. 

Lake trout, northern pike and walleyes 
are found in virtually all of Ontario's 
waters from the Great Lakes in the south 
to the far north. Many of the remote 
areas are fly-in only.

The recent surge of anti-hunting 

sentiment and specific charges against 
hunters were examined in the last ar­
ticle . This article will attempt to express 
some hunter reactions to these sen­
timents and charges. 

The animal cruelty charge leveled at 
the hunting establishment generally 
results in a countercharge. Hunters cite 
various examples of accepted cruelty to 
animals to defend their taking of wild 
game. Raising cattle for the explicit 
purpose of eating the product has been 
cited, along with the inherent cruelty of 
slaughterhouses. Slaughterhouses 
commonly cut the jugular vein of cattle, 
then hang them upside down, still alive, 
on hooks before they are cut into steaks. 
Other domestic animal slaughter 
practices, especially in regard to lambs 
and hogs, have been cited by hunters as 
being publicly accepted, but cruel. They 
claim that their sport is no different and 
perhaps even more humane. 

The cruel praCtices of some animal 
trappers have also been criticized. 
Several states, including Kentucky, have 
recently had usually unsuccessful bills 
introduced to outlaw steel traps and 
cyanide guns, both common trapping 
practices. Designed to reduce animal 
suffering, rules have also been proposed 
regarding the frequency of trap 
visitations by the trapper. Although not 
usually considered trappers, coon 
hunters have been cited as inhumane 
because they sometimes let their dogs rip 
their quarry apart to aid in reinforcing 
the hunting instinct. Many organized 
sportsmen groups have also advocated 
stricter controls over these practices, 
although they usually stop short of en­
dorsing complete trapping bans. 

I believe that true sportsmen are 
sincere in their concern about this 

Red Cross Stresses 
Poolside Dangers 

Seconds of inattention at the side of a 
swimming pool can be fatal for a young 
child, Mr. Robert Phillips, Safety 
Programs Director for the Kentucky 
Division American Red Cross, cautioned 
today. 

Lack of adequate adult supervision and 
of fences and locked gates at pools were 
called the twin causes of deaths to young 
children in the water. The majority fell in 
or went in on purpose while adults were 
not looking on. 

A study of swimming pool deaths 
nationwide by the National Safety 
Council shows that 114 out of a total of 301 
were in the under-five age group. Most of 
these were in home pools. Only three 
deaths occurred when children climbed 
fences to reach the pools. 

The remaining casualties occurred 
with either no fence, access through a 
space in the fence or under it, or unlocked 
gate. Careful adult supervision could 
have forestalled many if not most of 
these deaths. 

"The great increase in numbers of 
backyard pools nationwide and here in 
Kentucky is ample reason to make us 
a ware of the hazards," Mr. Phillips said. 
Mr. Phillips recommended that pool 
owners take a water safety course of­
fered by their local chapter of the J;ted 
Cross as a means of becoming more 
knowledgeable about safety precautions 
to be utilized in and around the pool.

problem and that they grieve over 
domestic pets losing a leg in a steel trap 
just as much as nonhunters. 

Another argument against hun ting is 
that it upsets the natural balance bet­
ween producers, predators and prey. 
Hunters are quick to point out that they 
have helped restore the balance in many 
areas by reintroducing animals formerly 
present. Deer are frequently cited 
examples and hunters are proud that 
these animals are present in Kentucky, 
for example, in higher numbers than 
when Daniel Boone was a resident. 
Sportsmen also point to the fact that they 
have contributed more than $3 billion to 
fund state game and fish departments for 
the explicit purposes of prepetuating, 
protecting and promoting the fish and 
wildlife. These funds come from excise 
taxes on fishing tackle, ammunition, 
sporting arms, and archery equipment 
and from license fees for hun ting and 
fishing. 

These monies are also used to acquire 
land for wildlife vreservation and duck 
hunters alone have contributed an ad­
ditional $100 million for stamps (the right 
to hunt). This money is used for duck 
research, protection and habitat 
preservation. Ducks Unlimited, a sports­
men's group, has bought and preserved 
more than three million acres of prime 
waterfowl nesting and migrating habitat. 

Frankfort, Ky.-Gov. Julian Carroll 
has removed Kentucky's Office of Local 
Government from the Executive 
Department for Finance and Ad­
ministration and elevated it to the 
Department of Local Government. 

The new department will be headed by 
newly-appointed Commissioner Ralph 
Ed Graves, of Frankfort. It will be placed 
under the office of the Secretary of the 
Cabinet, Jackson White. 

"It is my personal conviction that this 
refinement of state government 
reorganization increases the visibility of 
local government's problems as it also 
grants greater perspective for resolving 
them through a better system of ser­
vice," Carroll said. 

The governor, by executive order , also 
established three new bureaus within the 
Executive Department for Finance and 
Administration and appointed their 
commissioners. The commissioners and 
their respective bureaus are: Joyce 
Morse, Frankfort, Administrative 
Services ; David Pritchett, Frankfort, 
Facilities Management ; and Robert C. 
Stone, Jr ., Frankfort, Computer Ser­
vices. 

Carroll announced the appointment of 
Gordon C. Duke, Frankfort, as deputy 
secretary of that department. 

All the newly appointed officials were 
sworn in today by Chief Justice Scott 
Reed.

Commission Discusses 
Oral History Project 
Grants to Colleges 

The Kentucky Bicentennial Oral 
History Commission 's executive com­
mittee discussed procedure for making 
grants to the state's oral history 
programs, amended grant application 
guidelines and approved an emergency 
grant for an eastern Kentucky oral 
history project at a recent meeting. 

The commission was authorized by the 
1976 General Assembly to record in­
terviews with prominent persons and 
knowledgeable Kentuckians about the 
history of the Commonwealth. The 
commission is the first of its kind in the 
nation. 

Russellville newspaper publisher AI 
Smith, the commission's chairman, said 
the executive committee should consider 
the commission's relationship with eight 
established programs at colleges and 
lllliversities in the state, asking, "Do we 
have a role to play" in their programs. 

Executive Secretary Charles Hinds, 
director of the state Department of 
Library and Archives, responded, "One 
of the (commission's) primary missions 
is to encourage them," referring to the 
institutions with oral history programs. 

One of the projects, at Lees Jllllior 
College in Jackson, applied for an 
emergency grant of $2,700. Since the 
grant would enable the program to 
continue during the summer, it was 
approved. 

But the emergency grant request 
forced the committee to consider 
amending its application guidelines. 
Commission Vice Chairman John Ed 
Pearce, of the SlUlday Courier-Journal 
and Times Magazine, felt the applica­
tion form was not specific enough about 
the intended use of the grant. 

This discussion led to questions about 
the commission requirements for a final 
project report in April of the year 
following the issuance of a grant. Since 
on-going projects could not write a 
"final" report, the commission decided 
to allow those programs to submit "in­
terim" reports on the sections of the 
project benefited by the grant. Other oral 
history programs will still be required to 
make a "final" report.

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State Sets Rules 
For Trailer Parks 

Frankfort, Ky .-Mobile home park 
operators must meet state requirements 
before constructing or expanding parks. 

State regulations require a minimum 
of 4,000 square feet per lot for each 
mobile home and compliance with ap­
plicable water, sewage, sanitation and 
plum bing regulations. 

William P . McElwain, commission of 
Bureau for Health Services, Department 
for Human Resources, said the larger 
areas between mobile homes will 
minimize the danger of fire spreading 
from one mobile home to another while 
stricter adherence to state plumbing 
standards will alleviate past problems 
with substandard plumbing and 
sewerage. 

"The regulations are in response to the 
public's expectation of high standards of 
sanitation and safety in all aspects of 
their environment," said McElwain. 
These regulations were adopted under 
the Mobile Home and Recreational 
Vehicle Act of 1972. 

Additional requirements include a 
minimum clistance of 20 feet between a 
mobile home and any street used for 
parking. 

McElwain said the parking distance 
requirements should help prevent ac­
cidents in which children dart out in front 
of cars. 

Park operators must submit con­
struction or expansion plans to the 
Department for Human Resources and 
obtain a construction permit before 
beginning construction. A $25 fee to cover 
processing and reviewing costs and an 
application must accompany the plans. 
After construction is completed and prior 
to occupancy, park owners must obtain a 
permit to operate from the Department. 

According to figures from the Human 
Resources' permit office, the state's 
mobile home parks have increased from 
1,552 in July 1970 to 1,907 in February 
1976. The number of spaces for the same 
period increased from 35,564 to 39,250.
