18-Y ear-Old Youth 
Claimed in Wreck, 
Moore Is Charged 

A warrant alleging reckless homicide 
was issued Monday from the county 
judge's office for Forrest Moore, of 
Henry's Branch near Maytown, 29, 
driver of an auto which collided with a 
truck at Betsy Layne early Friday night 
and fatally injured 18-year old Harold 
Paul Curry, of Banner. 

State Trooper Don Weedman said 
Moore was dr1ving his auto south in a 
northbound lane of the highway when it 
smashed into a pickup truck driven by 
young Curry. The tragedy occurred at 
the southern limits of Betsy Layne at 7:40 
p.m. 

Young Curry died two hours later at 
the Methodist Hospital, Pikeville, of 
internal injuries. Moore suffered a 
broken arm and lacerations. He 
remained hospitalized Tuesday. 

At first Moore was charged with drunk 
driving. 

The victim was driving toward his 
home at Banner after working at the 
Stumbo Service Station at Harold. He 
was a student at Mayo Vocational School 
at Paintsville. His father, Forrest S. 
Curry, formerly was principal of the 
John M. Stumbo School at Grethel and 
presently is assistant principal of Betsy 
Layne schools. He was a member of 
Calvary Baptist Church at Betsy Layne. 

Surviving, in addition to his parents, 
Forrest S. and Claudia Ann Wakeland 
Curry, are two sisters, Mrs. Vera Lynn 
Warnock, Jeffersonville, 0., and Mrs. 
Jennifer Ann Martin, Lexington, and one 
brother, Forrest S. Curry, II, of Banner. 

Funeral rites were conducted at 1 p.m. 
Tuesday from Calvary Baptist Church, 
the Rev. Cohen Campbell officiating. 
Burial was made in Davidson Memorial 
Gardens under direction of the Menon 
Funeral Chapel.

Newsome Says 
Wife Murdered, 
Money Missing 

Dennis Newsome, husband of Mrs. 
Audrey Ann Newsome, Teaberry post­
mistress, who was found dead of a 
gunshot wound 'at her home, the night of 
Oct. 11, said Monday that he is convinced 
that his wife was murdered. 

He made the statement in conflict with 
early findings made by State Trooper 
Danny Stumbo to the effect that Mrs. 
Newsome died of a self-inflicted wound.

Newsome disputed the trooper's 
statement that the .32-20 calibre bullet 
removed from a wall of the room in 
which the body was found had passed 
through his wife's body. He maintains 
that the missile, fired at close range, 
could not have passed through the body 
and imbedded itself deeply in the wall, as 
did the bullet removed by Stumbo and 
sent to the State Police laboratory for 
testing. He also said a Martin mortician 
expressed the belief that only fragments 
of the bullet which killed his wife 
emerged.

Holdings of four companies headed by 
Harry Hale Ranier, of Prestonsburg, 
have been sold to a Houston. Texas firm 
for a reported $30 million, it was an· 
nounced this week. 

Involved in the sale to zapata Fuels, 
Inc., of Houston, are Triple Elkhorn 
Mining Co and Ridgeway Fuel Corp., 
both of Prestonsburg, B & H Elkhorn 
Coal Co., Lexington, and R & C 
Processing Co , Paintsville. 

The coal properties will be operated by 
Zapata Elkhorn, Inc., a wholly owned 
subsidiary of Zapata Fuels. 

Most of the mines acquired are surface 
operations, but Zapata may soon begin 
deep mining, it was said. The mining 
operations of the companies are in the 
Martin-Allen, Betsy Layne and Sugar 
Loaf sections of this county, and the 
preparation plant is located near Patrick 
in Lawrence county. 

The Texas company in the transaction 
acquired approximately 14,000 acres of 
coal lands, and R. A. Rankin, Jr., its 
corporate relations director, sa1d its 
operations are expected to have an an­
nual production of 1.4 million tons.

Despite the grammar, the quote bears 

truth. Gold, continuing to rise in its 
monetary value, bears many forms. It 
can be golden burley tobacco curing in a 
barn or black coal glistening in the sun, 
corn ready to be harvested, Swift's silver 
a waiting a finder-<Jr 1t can be gold. 

What is thought, but not yet proven, to 
be a gold ingot was found recently in an 
old house in Eastern Kentucky. And if it 
is indeed gold, one area coin handler 
indicates the ingot is worth "a fabulous 
figure ." 

A recent article in The Floyd County 
Times, Prestonsburg, reports that what 
appears to be a $20 gold ingot was 
discovered by a bulldozer operator. The 
finder sold the ingot to Donald D. Horn, of 
Prestonsburg, for $125. Horn said he 
bought the ingot "to have it made into 
jewelry for my wife." 

It isn't often that treasure seekers find 
that which they seek, and when they do it 
is not always in the expected form. What 
the Floyd countian thought would make 
find jewelry turns out to be too valuable 
for even that purpose. 

According to the story in the news­
paper, the ingot found is exactly like an 
ingot shown in the 1965 edition of "Guife 
Book of United States Coins." The ob­
verse side is inscribed: 

Parsons& C. 
As sayers 

CoL 
1860 

Twenty Dols 
Mrs. Abigail Allen Grant, who is 

familiar with old coins, expressed a 
belief that no hoax is involved in the 
ingot, but said it would be necessary to 
have professional opinion to find out if 
the ingot is pure gold. Horn cleaned the 
ingot and is convinced that he owns a 
solid, pure gold ingot. 

In listing the ingot in the 1965 coin 
guide, the publication noted that in­
formation about the John Parsons and 
Company mint is sparse, but the mint 
was located near Tarryall, Colo. and 
operated the summer of 1861.

In the 1860's Floyd county still was 
somewhat landlocked and conducted 
business chieny by the Big Sandy River. 
There were roads leading to the county 
seat of Prestonsburg and other means of 
access, but the Sept. 21 newspaper ac­
c'ount of the ingot discovery admitted 
that much of Eastern Kentucky was then 
"isolated." 

The question is: How did the gold ingot 
get to the old house in eastern Kentucky? 

The article said that a Civil war soldier 
could have brought it home with him. 

The ingot might remain a mystery and 
become as legendary as the silver mine 
workings of Jonathan Swift. 

Considering the scarcity of such 
market ingots, increasing its value to 
collectors, not to consider its value for 
gold's sake, it is a "real" find. 

For those who dream of finding hidden 
treasure, gold, silver, platinum and the 
like. nothing is impossible. Do not, 
however, let such a guest take away 
other treasures. A new England couple 
who moved to the area in Wolfe county 
that now is part of Daniel Boone National 
Forest, spent their lives digging and 
searching for Swift's silver mine. 

This couple lived in the forest in a 
crude house with few conveniences and 
lived a simple life. Most of the daytime 
and some of the night hours were spent 
outdoors, digging and thinking. They 
were surrounded by trees and shrubs, 
wildflowers and nature's bounty and 
endless beauty. They never found the 
treasure hidden to the world since the 
1760's, but they found an intensely 
satisfying way of life that in itself was a 
treasure of infinite worth.

Three Strikes, and You're Out 
One wonders why all the concern about changing the state 

constitution and the almost total lack of interest in Kentucky law 
that must be changed if all the millions being spent on crime 
prevention are to have any effect. 

The laws governing juvenile crime are particularly inef­
fective, not to say frustrating, to enforcement and court officials. 
For example: 

In this county a seventeen-year-old youth, now in jail, has had 
more than 40 charges lodged against him, with possibly another 
eight to be filed-and yet the law apparently is helpless in its 
purported role of protecting society against him. 

Officers say they are tired of hunting down and arresting and 
jailing juveniles and of then seeing them turned free under 
existing law. Victims of their atrocities are more disgusted, if 
possible, than the officers. 

Young offenders deserve a second chance. They should not be 
labelled criminals for a single crime. But the law should bear 
down hard on repeaters, those who thumb their noses at the law 
and persist in making of crime a career. 

Three strikes and you're out in a baseball game. Three of· 
tenses and the juvenile should be out of the protective embrace of 
this namby-pamby law. After that, he or she should be treated as 
an adult criminal.

En­
vironmental disasters are not prevented 
because of a Jack of enforcement an or 
unwillingness to spend money for 
corrective measures. 

Often the lack of enforcement is due to 
agency boondoggles, impotent ad­
ministration, and-or political graft. 
Reservoir siltation is an excellent 
example. Every lake is destined to 
become a mud flat, but some, because of 
location or man's interference, receive 
so much silt they become dry land long 
before their time.

The life of a manmade lake generally 
varies between 50 and 250 years, ac­
cording to the Corps of Engineers. Some 
lakes, such as Fishtrap and Dewey in 
Kentucky have had their life expectancy 
reduced by one-half and it is estimated 
that if no corrective measures are taken, 
they will become swamp land within 20 
years. The reason is siltation, primarily 
from strip mining. Both lakes, and 
dozens like them all over the U.S., are 
continually muddy. 

The obvious solution is to ban strip 
mining, but ~cause that is not presently 
feasible for various reasons, the next 
best solutions involve trying to remove 
present siltation and preventing fut~e 
deposition. Both processes are very 
expensive and represent additional costs 
to all os us, not to mention the intangible 
cost to the ecosystem. Degraded lakes 
can be dredged of accumulated silt, but 
the problem of disposal is nearly as great 
as the expense involved. The equipment 
alone used to desilt only a portion of the 
Imperial Dam on the Colorado River cost 
one and one-half million dollars. 

To stop siltation before it reaches the 
main lake, secondary upriver dams can 
be built. Water can be periodically 
released from a secondary dam to flush 
out the main body of water. This is also 
an expensive operation, running into 
millions of dollars. 
·Another example of lax enforcement 

was · the Buffalo Creek, West Virginia 
disaster in 1972. An earthen dam, 
carelessly built with unstable mine spoil 
deposited over the years, broke d~ing a 
rainy period, killing more than 75 people 
and rendering five thousand s~vivors 
homeless. The lake was 50 feet deep and 
nearly one-half mile long. 

This tragedy was localized in time and 
place, the accumulative effect of past 
ills. It was also preventable because the 
U.S. Geological s~vey had warned of the 
danger from unstable spoil dams , 
especially Buffalo Creek, but the Bureau 
of Mines denied responsibility for the 
tragedy because although mine spoil was 
within their scope of responsibility, dams 
were not! Of co~se, proper mining Jaw 
enforcement would have prevented the 
catastrophe, but costs would have been 
added to the mining process and utility 
companies would have had to petition for 
higher rates. The people in New York 
would have protested.

Current 
federal&uidelinel apeclfy that eiTOI'I be 
reduced to IS per cent. 

The federal aovernment, which 
provides approximately 12 per cent of 
AFDC pro&ram fundi, has been 
threateninl since lf1S to wltbbolcl a 
portion of its support Wtlesa states 
continue to reduce errors. 

The January-June aamplin& ,indicates 
that 55 per cent of the errors were client­
based. Of the client erron which reaulted 
in overpayment or incorrect elJCibillty, 
Huecker said, almost ~ per cent in­
volved misrepresentation, 26.9 per cent 
involved failure to report changes, and 
28.1 per cent involved information 
reported iilcorrectly. 

The total error rate in Jefferson county 
(23.5 per cent> continues to be more than 
double the rate in the rest of the state. 
Almost half of the erron involving 
ineligibility and overpayment In that 
county are caused by client 
misrepresentation. 

"Metropolitan areas nationally have 
had difficulty in controlling error rates 
because of population density, the 
mobility of clients, erratic: part-time 
employment opportmities, and more 
changes in individual case cir­
cumstances which are difficult to foUow 
and verify," said Conn. "OUr staff in 
Jefferson county is maldng an impact on 
the problems."

Ky. Economy b"trange 
Statistics Revealed 

Kentucky's economy remains strong, 
according to figures released last week 
by the Department for Human 
Resources. 

Unemployment in September dropped 
0.5 percent to 4.1 per cent from the 
Au&ust figure of 4.6 per cent. 'lbe Sep­
tember rate was the second lowest for the 
year, with May's figure of 3.7 percent 
remaining the lowest. 

Robert MacDonald, chief labor analyst 
for the state said, '"lbe number of 
Kentuckians working increased in 
September by 21,900 workers with the 
unemployed rolls decreasing by 5,900. 
This compares favorably with Sep­
tember of 1976, when there were an 
additional 7,500 unemployed." 

According to MacDonald, the down­
ward trend may be attributed to in­
creased hiring by all of Kentucky's 
major Industries. Government em­
ployment was the only major employer 
to show a decrease last month. 

MacDonald said the 4.1 per cent fi&ure 
places Kentucky 2.5 percent below the 
national rate of 6.6 percent during the 
same period. 

Although the state Wtemployment rate 
is low, there are more than 25,000 people 
looking for work, some for the fint time 
and others trying to re-enter the labor 
force.

What Is a District Judge? 
In Floyd County, the District Judge wi II do the work 

now being done by five City Police Judges, four 
Magistrates, County Judge, Judge Pro-Tem, Trial 
Commissioner and Juvenile Judge. Floyd County will still 
have a County Judge (now known as County Judge 
Executive) and Magistrates, but their duties will be 
limited to fiscal matters, making up the budget and 
supervising the spending of the county tax money. 

The District Judge will preside over all civil cases 
where the amount involved is $1500, or less, all juvenile 
matters, and the violation of all state laws and city and 
county ordinances, except offenses punishable by 
penitentiary confinement or death. 

In addition to the other duties, the District Judge will 
also preside over a new court, known as the Court of Small 
Claims (matters under $500). 

It is estimated that 68 of every 100 persons having 
business before the courts will come first to the District 
Court. 

The office of District Judge will require a person with 
not only a law degree, but also with considerable ad­
ministrative ability. It will require a person with good 
health, good nerve and a willingness to work long hours. 
How the office is operated for the first time may set the 
pattern of justice in Floyd County for a long time to come. 

Believing that I am qualified for the job, I respectfully 
urge you to vote for me in the November election. If I am 
elected, the fact that my residence is next door to the court 
house (and jail) will somewhat ease the problem of having 
your District Judge ava i table after hours.

You bought an outfit at a department 

store and charged it. When you received 
the bill, the store had charged you a 
different price than appeared on the tag 
at the store. What do you do? 

Under the Fair Credit Billing Act there 
is a procedure you can follow to clear up 
billing errors which m the past may have 
taken months or years to correct. The 
Fair Credit Billing Act not only sets up a 
procedure for clearing up these disputes, 
but it also limits the time a company may 
take to respond to your complaint. If the 
company does not follow the required 
procedure for solving your billing 
disputes, it can lose the amount of money 
involved in the dispute, or you may under 
certain circumstances sue the company. 

A billing error exists if you are charged 
for something you didn't buy; or charged 
the wrong price for something; or 
charged for goods you didn't receive; or 
charged for an item that you can not 
decipher from the billing statement as to 
what it refers to; or charged for 
something you or the person you 
designated did not accept; or charged for 
goods or services which were not 
delivered according to the agreement 
with the company; or not properly 
credited for goods you returned; or 
charged incorrectly due to an arithmetic 
mistake; or not receiving a billing 
statement as it was not delivered to the 
correct address. 

If you discover any of the above billing 
errors on your statement, you should 
follow this recommended procedure to 
clear up these billing mistakes. First, 
you need to write the company within 
sixty days of the receipt of the erroneous 
bill. A phone call will not be sufficient to 
notify the company of the error. Write to 
the company at the address that should 
be listed on the bill, or on the notice you 
received when you opened the account. 

In the letter you should include your 
name and account number and explain to 
the company what you believe to be the 
billing error. Be sure to keep a copy of 
this letter for your files. You may want to 
send the letter by registered or certified 
ma1l if the dispute involves a large sum 
of money, to be sure the company 
received it. The receipt for the registered 
or certified mail will also give you proof 
that you sent the letter within the 
required sixty days. 

The company must then send an 
acknowledgment of your letter of the 
billing dispute within thirty days. A 
correction of the bill may be explained in 
this letter. If not, the company has two 
billing periods, or a maximum of ninety 
days, to inform you of its decision of how 
to correct the error. Your statement 
must then either be corrected, or an 
investigation must be conducted with 
your being given notice explaining why 
the company feels there is no billing 
error. In either case, you can ask the 
company to send you evidence of the 
charge it claims is correct, such as the 
charge slip, or the sales tag of the 
merchandise. 

If the company determines there has 
been no billing error, it may require you 
to pay the minimum payment amount of 
the bill which you did not pay because of 
the pending dispute. The company can 
not make you pay the outstanding 
balance all at once even though no billing 
error was found to exist. 

If you have a problem or complaint 
involving credit and the law, you can 
write the Truth-In-Lending Division of 
the Federal Trade Commission in 
Washington, D. C. 20580, or contact the 
Office of the Attorney General, Con­
sumer Protection Division, Frankfort, 
Kentucky <10601. The office has found that 
it can most effectively deal with written 
complaints and encourages you to write 
when you have a complaint. However, if 
you have an emergency situation or just 
need some information, you can call the 
toll-free consumer hotline at 1-800-372-
2960.

Airport Board 
To Ask $25,000 
For Combs Field 

Wh1le sites for a new regional airport 
are being explored, the existing facility 
at Combs Airport between Prestonsburg 
and Pamtsville needs extensive work to 
bring it to an acceptable level of safety, 
the Big Sandy Area Development 
Distnct board of directors was told 
Monday mght. 

The report of Big Sandy ADD's airport 
comm1ttee came at the board's regular 
month!) meeting at Jenny Wiley State 
Park, and the committee's chairman, 
Dr John Turner, told the group, "We 
can't take care of the traffic." 

Dr Turner said hou es and mobile 
m h -. e been built in recent years in 

great numbers in the bottoms adjacent to 
the air f1eld and he added that there had 
already been a number of "close calls" 
on takeoffs and landings Turner said the 
field needs to be fenced, graded and 
drarned. "Even if a large regional air­
port is built, I still think Combs field 
would serve a useful purpose," he added. 

In reaction to the report of the airport 
committee, the board approved a motion 
to apply for a $25,000 state grant to 
provide for the needed renovations. 

Roger Recktenwald, Big Sandy ADD 
~ planner, introduced two representatives 

1 of the National Demonstration Water 
' Project, Columbus, 0., who are here for 

the week to make a preliminary 
assessment of area water problems. The 
project provides assistance in the 
management of water systems and the 
organization's personnel may in the 
future be contracted to take over 
management of water systems. 

In connection with the discussion of 
water problems and projects to be ap­
proved for ARC funding, the board 
moved to emphasize water as ADD's 
primary concern in Floyd, Pike, John­
son, Martin and Magoffin counties 

Featured speaker at the meet was 
state Department of Transportation 
Secretary Calvin Grayson. Outlining his 
philosophy and that of his department, 
Gray on said he considered the contact 
of the Department of Transportation with 
the state's Area Development Districts 
as a workmg relationship of great im· 
portance "The combined strength of five 
counties working as a unit is far more 
valuable and influential than the action 
of individual counties," Grayson pointed 
out 

Grayson said the present thinking of 
tht:' state in relation to road building is to 
please both landowners and the 
travelling public. "No longer is 
engineering being done from an ivory 
tower," Grayson commented. He also 
sard that the state is following a program 
of road planning even though funds may 
not be available at the time. In this way, 
Grayson pointed out, "we're ready to go 
when the funds become available." 

Several county judges from the five 
counties told Grayson that major high­
way projects were no longer their pri­
maryconcern, considering the poor condi· 
!Jon of much of the area's secondary and 
"back" roads. County Judge Henry 
Stwnbo pointed out that the problem of 
secondary road maintenance is more 
efficiently accomplished when a work 
program such as Floyd county's is 
employed. He referred to the fact that 
Floyd docs its own road work and is 
reimbursed by the state rather than 
dependmg entirely on the state to provide 
the funds and work crews.

the nation . A well-trained community 
physician is usually the first one to spot 
early cancer because he or she is most 
likely to see a patient first. Also, when 
one physician performs a checkup on a 
regular basis, he or she is able to detect 
any slight changes in the body that may 
warrant further attentiOn.

I know that 1! is important for 
her to eat well. What should I do?" 

Al\SWER line : A high protein diet will 
help your v. ife respond to her treatment 
and regain her health .

Treatment" which is full of tempting 
special rectpes and ways to make the 
idea of eating more attractive. it is 
available to you free of charge at your 
local American Cancer Society Unit. 

An engineer writes: "About ~ight 
years ago I quit smoking cigarettes. I 
had smoked a pack each day. I am 
healthy, but I worry that I might still be 
affected by my smoking. What do you 
thmk ?" 

ANSWER line : Each year that you 
have been off cigarettes means a year 
that your body has been reversing the 
effects of the cigarette habit. By the time 
you reach the tenth anniversary of the 
day that you quit, you should be as safe 
from illness from a smoking-related 
disease as a nonsmoker your age. There 
are great benefits to quitting, and unless 
a smoker already has an Irreversible 
disease, ending cigarettes means an 
immediate start to better health .

Winter No Wonderland 
For Poor and Elderly 

Winter brings frosty air, lacework 
snowflakes, festive holidays-and 
hardships. For the poor and the elder!y, 
the joys of winter can be buried under an 
avalanche of problems. Sometimes, 
survival itself is at stake. 

The Kentucky Department for Human 
Resources <DHR> is working to ease the 
winter burdens of some of the state's low­
income citizens. The department's 
Bureau for Social Services Tecently 
obtained more than $3 million for 
projects to make their homes easier, 
safer and cheaper to heat. 

Most of the work is being done through 
the state's 21 communi_ty action agencies 
(CAAs) which are regional, non·profit 
service organizations. The CAAs with a 
federal grant, are hiring unemployed or 
under-employed people to do the 
"weatherization," which includes home 
repairs and improvements designed to 
minimize heat loss. 

Crews will be installing insulation and 
weatherstripping, caulking, replacing 
broken windows and sealing loose-fitting 
windows and doors with plastic, 
repairing roof leaks and, when 
necessary, repairing and adjusting 
heating systems At this time, im 
provements cannot exceed $250 per 
house 

Many of Kentucky's poor and elderly 
suffered severe physical and financial 
hardships last winter," said DHR 
Secretary Peter Conn. "By making their 

homes more energy-efficient, we will 
help them reduce cold-weather illnesses 
and lower their fuel expenses. We 
estimate that weatherization will stretch 
some families' income during the winter 
months by as much as 20 per cent." 

Persons eligible for this service include 
individuals and families whose incomes 
fall within guidelines set by the federal 
government. A family of two whose in­
come does not come from farming must 
make less than $4,912 annually. The 
income of a four-member "non-farm" 
family must not exceed $7,312. The limit 
for a family of six is $9,712. Maximums 
for farm families are slightly lower. 

A person or family who rents and pays 
utilities is eligible to apply for 
weatherization assistance if the landlord 
agrees to the improvements and agrees 
not to raise the rental fees or eject the 
tenant for a specified period after the 
improvements are made. There are 
similar requirements for landlords who 
pay the heating bills. 

Persons wanting application forms or 
additional information about this service 
should contact the nearest community 
action agency or their county social 
services office.

Proves It,s All Right 
To Raise a Little Cane 

Coal may be Floyd county's major money-making 
product, but surely the most delectable is its sorghum 
molasses. Although not a big producer of the "fruit of the 
cane," this fall's output in the county appears a I ittle 
greater than usual and one of the operations which has 
become a yearly event is the 'lasses m iII at the head of Salt 
Lick near Handshoe. At top left, the cane is shown going 
into the mill. The raw juice drips into a receptacle in 
middle photo, above, and at top right, Ollie Howard skims 
the foam off of the boiling syrup. At lower left, a 
galvanized trash can with spout serves to fill Mason jars 
with the finished product. In middle photo, below, Ebb 
Gibson is shown feeding in more cane in to the mill's 
crusher, and the waste product of the work, a mountain of 
crushed cane stalks, is pictured at lower right. 

Wildlife Group Asks 
Whale Hunting Ban * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * ** ~ 

The National Wildlife Federation has 
asked President Carter to support a ban 
on hunting the endangered bowhead 
whale, a source of food for Alaska's 
aboriginal tribes. 

The ban, which would take effect in 
1978, was voted by the International 
Whaling Commission at its June meeting 
in Canberra, Australia. 

"Further taking of the bowhead could 
drive the population beyond the point of 
recovery, which would have an even 
more adverse impact on the Eskimo 
culture than would a temporary 
cessation of all hunting," said Thomas L. 
Kimball, executive vice president of the 
National Wildlife Federation, in a letter 
to President Carter. The President is 
expected to decide early in October 
whether the U.S. will enforce the 
proposed ban. 

"While we are generally supportive of 
native subsistence rights," Kimball said, 
"we believe the best scientific data 
available clearly indicate a need to 
totally protect the remaining brood stock 
of bowhead whales, at least tem­
porarily."

The Kentucky State Police are calling 
on citizens band radio operators for help 
in keeping roadways safe. 

In an effort with the Associated Public 
Safety Communications Officers <AP­
COl, thousands of cards are being 
printed and distributed to C. B. clubs and 
related organizations advising motorists 
on how they can assist. 

The instructions on the cards tell the 
C.B.'ers what information is needed by 
the State Police. For example, in an 
accident situation the call should include 
any injuries, whether an ambulance has 
been called, if the road is blocked, and 
the exact location or " 10-20." 

Information should be relayed to a 
local C. B. base station, and the nearest 
State Police post will be telephoned since 
all the patrol cars do not have citizens 
band equipment. 

The same procedure should be followed 
for any unusual incident to be reported . . 
. from cattle in the road to discovering a 
crime. 

State Police Public Affairs Officer, Lt. 
Ernest Bivens, said, "Of all the in­
formation we seek, the location is most 
important. Wasted minutes lost sear­
ching for an accident or crime location 
could aggravate the incident." 

Bivens added, " Our officers rely on 
C.B.'ers for information, and consider 
them interested citizens who want a 
better community and are willing to 
assist."

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Kentucky 
Afield 

By JOHN WILSON 
With the opening dates for several of 

Kentucky's hunting seasons just around 
the corner, sportsmen are busy with their 
pre-season preparations. · 

But there's one activity-a review of 
firearm safety-that should be on every 
hunter's check list, although it is often 
overlooked. 

Kentucky hunters are safe-last year, 
there were only four reported hunting 
accidents, two of them fatal, involving 
firearms . With over 300,000 licensed 
hunters in the commonwealth, that's an 
excellent safetv record. (For com­
parison, there were 135 boating fatalities 
during the Si:lme year). 

But four hunting accidents are still teo 
many, especially since not a one of the 
four should have happened or would have 
happened if those involved had observed 
the basic rules of firearm safety. 

Two of the accidents resulted in self­
inflicted wounds. In both cases, sloppy 
gun handling was the cause The other 
two (the fatal ones) also resulted from 
ignoring safety rules. One fatality in­
volved horseplay with a loaded gun, 
while the other was a "mistaken for 
game" accident in which the victim was 
dressed in camouflage clothing-with no 
hunter orange- while deer gun hunting. 

Virtually all hunting accidents can be 
prevented by observing a few simple. 
basic rules . First, treat every gun as if iC 
were loaded at all times-even guns you 
know are empty. This kind of respect for 
firearms helps develop instinctive safe 
gun handling habits . 

Second, be sure that all guns are 
unloaded when they are not actually in 
use or when hazardous conditions exist. 
Guns should never be kept loaded at 
home, in the hunting camp or in an 
automobile. In the field, unload firearms 
before climbing fences, jumping ditches 
or crossing patches of slick mud, snow or 
ice. And never assume that a gun is 
unloaded- always check both chamber 
and magazine for shells. 

Third, be sure of your target, and 
beyond. Don't shoot until you can see and 
positively identify the entire target. 
Never shoot at a movement or sound or 
something that "might be" a deer . 
Respect the range of modern firearms­
even a .22 caliber bullet will travel over a 
mile. And know where your hunting 
companions are at all times. 

Finally, remember that while only gun 
deer hunters are required by law to wear 
hunter orange, it is also an excellent idea 
for all hunters to wear garments of this 
color whenever circumstances permit. 
You wouldn 't wear it in a duck blind, or 
course, or while turkey hunting, but 
there's no reason why rabbit, quail or 
squirrel hunters shouldn 't take ad­
vantage of the extra margin of safety 
hunter orange affords. 

Obeying these few simple rules and 
applying a modicum of good, old 
fashioned common sense will eliminate 
almost all hunting accidents. Hunting is a 
safe sport, but we all need to stirve to 
make it even safer. Remember, the best 
safety record is no accidents at all.

Agreement To Restrict 
Stream Channelization 
May Set New Pattern 

After nearly six years of litigation, a 
compromise has been reached which will 
restrict the channelization of a North 
Carolina watershed by the U.S. Soil 
Conservation Service. 

Channelization-the straightening and 
ditching of small streams and rivers by 
dredgingLusually destroys wildlife 
habitat. 

The new agreement, approved by 
Judge John D. Larkins of the U.S. 
District Court for the Eastern District of 
North Carolina, restricts the con­
struction of artificial channels in the 
Chicod Creek, in the eastern part of that 
state. There, before the agreement, the 
Soil Conservation Service planned to 
dredge 66 miles of the watershed. 

Under the settlement, construction will 
be limited to a few areas designated as 
necessary for flood control and drainage. 
Along most of the waterway, only 
"clearing and snagging"-the removal 
of fallen timber and snags which unduly 
block water flow-will be permitted. 

The settlement fllrther specifies strict 
environmental controls, including the 
deposit of dredged material on only one 
side of the stream, construction of 
sediment basins, and establishment and 
maintenance of a buffer strip at least 15 
feet wide along both banks of all channels 
within the project.

Frankfort, Ky., Oct.17-Although poor 
weather reduced week-end angling ac­
tivity, black bass and crappie fishing is 
still fair to good on several lakes around 
the commonwealth.

Washmgton. October 5 The U. S. 
Department of Agriculture ( VSDA l 
recently annount•ed the 1978 Agricultural 
Consenation Program <ACPl the 
federally funded program which shares 
with the farmer and landowne•· the cost 
of carrying out specific conservation and 
pollution measures, The 1978 ACP. which 
i~ admmistered by the Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation Service 
(ASCS). will be funded at $190 million 
the level authorized by Congress. 

In addition to soil, water. and woodland 
conservatiOn, there will be an increased 
emphasis on rural pollution abatement­
particularly from non-point sources. 
Local county ASC committees will 
develop a priority system for the iden­
tification and proper solution to the 
farmers' conservation and pollution 
problems. USDA through the ACP will 
emphasize pro\·iding endming solutions 
to these problems. 

Previously, USDA assistance had 
provided between 50 and 75 percent of the 
cost of performing approved con­
servation practices. Under the 1978 ACP, 
federal assistance will range up to 90 
percent for the h1ghest priority 
problems. 

A set of national practices has been 
developed that represents a wide range 
of conservation and pollution problem 
solutions. State and county AC Programs 
will be based on the national practices. 
County programs are to be developed in 
the near future. When announced in the 
county. farmers may begin making 
applications for ACP. 

Practices under the 1978 ACP will fall 
into six categories: 

Prevention of soil loss from water and 
wind erosion: solutions to water con­
servation problems: solutions to water 
quality problems, conservation of soil 
and water through forestry; con­
servation of wildlife habitat: solutions 
for local soil on water conservation 
problems. 

Interested persons should contact their 
local county ASCS office for specific 
details concerning the federally funded 
Agricultural Conservation Program. 

All programs administered by ASCS 
are eligible for any qualified person, 
regardless of race, color, religion, sex, or 
national origin.

Coal Industry 
Needs Manpower 

"Kentucky s1ts on a wealth of coal. and 
it takes manpower to get the coal out of 
the ground." said Billy Howard, former 
Floyd man who is assistant superin­
tendent of the Kentucky Department of 
Education's Bureau of Vocational 
Educallon. 

In an interview during the recent 
"Kentucky Week" at the United States 
Office of Education in Washington, D. C., 
Howard said that additional manpower 
must be trained before the coal tndustry 
can meet President Jimmy Carter's goal 
of increasing coal production by two­
thirds by 1985. 

Vocational education is changing 
rapidly in Kentucky to meet the changing 
needs of Kentucky tndustries. "We are 
putting emphasis on the training of 
manpower to produce coal." Howard 
said. "In v1ew of the energy crisis, it is 
certainly a step in the right direction." 

A proposal is currently under con­
sideration that would allow the Bureau of 
Vocational Education to construct four 
mock. or simulated, mines above ground 
that would resemble actual coal mines. 
"We hope to train men on the kinds of 
equipment that they would use in the 
production of coal," Howard said. Mine 
safety is also an important element of the 
training. 

When asked how they get men in­
terested in working in the mines when 
traditionally the trend has been to leave 
the mines. Howard explained that the 
coal mines are where the good-paying 
jobs are, especially in eastern Kentucky. 

"It's a different kind of mining now, 
too. Big equipment has replaced the 
physical, back-breaking labor of past 
years," he said. 

Howard emphasized the close working 
relationship between vocational 
education and the coal industries of 
Kentucky. Kentucky coal mines have 
offered to supply the expensive equip­
ment that is needed to train miners in the 
ever-changing industry. Howard ex­
plained the plan as being "a cooperative 
Yenture of benefit to us both."

GAD Report Says 
Coal officials and others were quick to 

deny the accuracy this week of the 
statement by the General Accounting 
Office <GAOl that lax federal regulation 
of coal-waste disposal sites poses a 
serious threat to public safety in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

Among those denying the factual worth 
of the GAO statement was County Judge 
Rutherford, of Pike county. 

GAO pinpointed the Pikeville office of 
the !Vlining Enforcement and Safety 
Administration <MESAl as a weak link in 
the program. The office serves the 
Eastern Kentucky coal-field. 

The report claims that millions of tons 
of waste material from mining 
operatio ns have been piled 'across 
mountain hollows, forming dams that 
often are dangerous. Large piles of the 
waste also burn perpetually, or are 
dumped down mountainsides, the report 
continued. 

Among the Kentucky waste sites where 
GAO found potential for loss of life or 
injury if structural deterioration con­
tinued were: 

A refuse pile at Loftis Coal Co , Huddy, 
Pike county; a dam and pile at Eastern 
Coal Corp. preparation plant, Stone, Pike 
county; two refuse piles at Island Creek 
Coal Co., Price, Floyd county; two piles 
and a dam at Republic Steel Corp. sites, 
Pike county; a refuse pile at Kentland 
Elkhorn Coal Corp. preparation plant, 
Feds Creek, Pike county; refuse pile at 
Lynn Branch, Biggs, Pike county; dam 
and refuse pile at Pikeville Coal Co., 
Phelps, Pike county; diked ponds at 
Sovereign Coal Co. preparation plant, 
Pike county; a refuse pile and slurry 
pond, Beth-Elkhorn Coal Corp. 
preparation plant, Jenkins, Letcher 
county; refuse pile and dam at Martin 
County Coal Corp. preparation plant, 
Inez, Martin county. 

More First, Ninth 
r. Graders Held Back 

School teachers hold back more first 
graders and ninth graders each year 
than any other group of students at­
tending public schools, according to 
statistics supplied by the state Depart­
ment of Education. 

While 53,000 first graders were 
promoted to the second grade Iast spring, 
9,000 of their former classmates are 
repeating the first grade this year. 

Lee Tyler, director of pupil attendance 
for the Department of Education, said 
that many teachers feel that when a 
student needs to repeat a year, "It should 
be done in the lower grades when ad­
justment is easier. A lot of children are 
immature t first, or they haven't been to 
kindergarten ike some of their 
classmates," he said. 

Fewer youngsters were retained in the 
second through the sixth grades, but the 
rate of retention rose steadily among 
sixth, seventh, eighth and ninth graders. 
Retention rates peaked for ninth graders 
with 3,000 of 60,000 students being held 
back. 

"The seventh through the ninth grades 
mark a switch from elementary to high 
school for most students. It is a pretty big 
jump and some students have trouble 
keeping up." . 

The number retained usually declines 
for tenth, eleventh and twelfth grades. 
"By the time some students who have 
been retained reach the ninth or tenth 
grade, they're 16 and old enough to drop 
out of school," he said. "That's just what 
they do. The poor attenders and the poor 
students have already dropped out before 
they enter the upper grades," Tyler 
explained.

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ew ~Farm Bill Sets 
Normal (;'rop Acreage 

The new farm bill. The Food and 
Agriculture Act of 1977, wh1ch was signed 
by the President September 29, provides 
that ASC County Committees <COC; will 
establish a Normal Crop Acreage <NCAl 
for each farm, so reports Beverly G. 
Yeiser, Sr., State Director for the Ken­
tucky Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Serv1ce < ASCS l. 

According to Yeiser. COC's will make 
this determination based on the planted 
acreage reports farmers have been 
asked to make to their county ASCS of­
fice concerning all their crop and land 
use. "Smce the Normal Crop Acreage is 
based on the non-<:onser\'ing crops­
wheat, corn, gram sorghwn, barley, 
upland cotton, strawberries, soybeans. 
peppers, tomatoes, etc.-it is very Im­
portant that each producer who has not 
reported all his crop and land use for 1977 
to do so at onct>," says Yeiser. ''Each 
farmer's report is necessary if he ex· 
peels his NCA to be correct," adds 
Yeiser. Marketing quota crops, such as 
burley, dark fire- and air-cured tobac­
coes, will not be included in determining 
NCA's. 

Program benefits will be determined 
for future crop years from the NCA 
established by COC's from farmers' 1977 
plantings and land use. Such benefits 
include commodity loans. disaster 
payments, and deficiency payments 
when applicable. 

Yeiser reports, "There will be a 20 
percent set-aside for the 1978 wheat crop. 
This means that for farmers to be eligible 
for any program benefits, they must 
comply with the 20 percent set-aside 
requirement on the planted acreage of 
wheat." "The Department has not 
firmed up final decision relative to set­
aside for 1978 corn," adds Yeiser. 

All farm producers and operators are 
urged to contact their local county ASCS 
office immediately to report all their 1977 
crop and land use acreage. 

All programs administered by ASCS 
are eligible for any qualified person. 
regardless of race, color, religion, sex, or 
national origin.

Magoffin Man Returns Relic 

John Arnett, of Wellington. Ohio, shows Humphrey Marshall, of Atlanta, how to 
crank the machine gun that Arnett's great-grandfather stole from :\Iarshall's 
great-grandfather during the Civil War. 

A Civil War machine gun is once again on display at the Kentucky Military 
History musewn after an interim of 87 years . The gun was last on display at the 
musewn in 1890. 

John Arnett, of Wellington, Ohio, presented the gun to the musewn and the 
Kentucky Historical Society. The story is that Arnett's great-grandfather, Capt. 
Reuben Patrick, stole it from Confederate Gen. Hwnphrey Marshall in the spring 
of 1863. 

The gun was on display in the Old Arsenal until 1890 when Patrick decided to 
take it home to Salyersville for a Patrick family reunion. Arnett said the gun was 
displayed on the lawn of the Patrick home until1950 when he moved it to his home 
in Cleveland Heights, Ohio. For the past few years, Arnett has displayed it on his 
lawn and in his basement in Wellington. 

When Arnett made a trip to Salyersville and visited the Patrick family 
cemetery for the first time last year, he noticed the large monument of his great­
grandfather. "Looking at the monwnent made me decide to return the gun," 
Arnett said. 

The weapon was the first machine gun successfully used in combat during the 
early part of the Civil War. The seven-foot long cannon is hand-cranked and fed, 
and has a four foot barrel.

Specialized training for foster parents 
who will care for emotionally disturbed 
children will soon be a reality, thanks to a 
cooperative project ponsored by the 
Department for Human Resources 
<DHRl and the College of Social 
Professions at the University of Ken­
tucky. 

The first step in the project took place 
during ae workshop held Oct. 8 in Frank­
fort. DHR's Bureau for Social Services 
called together more than 100 social 
workers and foster parents to find out 
what kind of help each group wanted, in 
anticipation of having children with 
problems placed into foster care homes. 

In opening the program, Commissioner 
for Social Services Jack C. Lewis said 
that emotionally disturbed children 
"have been the forgotten youngsters. 
Before state government was 
reorganized On 1973), the Department of 
Mental Health stated they were not in a 
psychotic condition, and therefore not 
our concern, and the Child Welfare 
Department stated they couldn't take 
care of children with these severe 
problems. But now, the responsibility is 
clearly on the Department for Human 
Resources. \'ery few states are trying to 
do what we're going to do to take care of 
these children." 

Lewis said that an estimated 61,000 
children are, to some degree, "distur· 
bed," and only half of those children are 
being treated through private resources. 
"The othf'rs must be taken care of

"These children have problems and we 
all need every bit of help we can get in 
working with these youngsters. We all 
need training," Lew1s continued. He 
pointed out that it would be necessary to 
form a "network" for emot1onally 
disturbed youngsters-and that foster 
parents would be part of a treatment 
team for the children 

"Governor Julian M. Carroll has in­
structed the Department for Human 
Resources to make every effort to 
develop programs to meet the needs of 
our children with emotional and retar­
dation problems." Lewis said. 

UK's Dr. Vernon W1ehe sa1d that the 
first part of the training project would be 
to find out what parents and workers 
wanted from that training, "and that's 
what your're going to do today." 

Foster parents' comments about 
proposed training suggested: 

The need for more assistance from 
social workers when a foster child had 
school-related problems. 

Help in dealing with a child's natural 
parents <if there is contact between 
foster and natural parents), and with the 
child's feelings about his or her own 
parents; 

Information on child development, and 
a need for better interpretation of the 
foster care program to the general 
public, schools and to the foster parents' 
own friends. 

Social Workers said that they wanted to 
receive the same training the parents 
received. They also wanted: 

General information on behavior 
problems. and ways to treat those 
problems~ 

Training in understanding psychiatric 
or psychological diagnoses and in how to 
interpret those reports to foster parents; 

Information on parent effectiveness 
training and behavior modification 
principles which they could pass on to 
foster parents; 

Ways to support foster parents who are 
caring for emotionally. disturbed 
children; and 

Wayne to improve coordination among 
the various agencies and professionals 
involved in treating a child. 

Lewis says that Human Resources 
an licipates starting the first training 
classes in approximately three months. 
He also says that the classes will be held 
once a month, and will be erganized as 
regional sessions.

mm 1 1s for the first time enforcing 
regulations which require x-ray machine 
operators to be trained and certified. 

According to Don Hughes of the 
radiation control branch in DHR, "In the 
past. anyone could walk in off the street 
and be hired as an x-ray operator without 
traming or certification of any kind ." 

Hughes said radiation officials m 
human resources have been working 
smce March to 1mplement the new 
regulatiOns, which will eliminate the 
possibility of x-rays being improperly 
used by untrained individuals. 

"There will be no increase in the cost to 
patients as a result of the new 
regulations," Hughes said "X-ray 
machine operators will be able to con· 
tinue to work as long as they can pass the 
test required by next July." Those who 
cannot pass the test should not be 
operating the equipment anyway, he 
said.

If }OU have ever 11ondered as to what 
our forefathers att' 1n the earl~ 1ears of 
~ort:. American settlement. this may 
throw a bit of light on the. ubject. 

At first. of course. they atE' a lot of w1ld 
meat such as bear , dcer , lurke) and fish. 
Then they started raising hogs to prO\ 1de 
a better quallty and less monotonous l) pe 
of eating 

The standard cereal food \\as corn 
which. along with sweet potatoes. pep­
pers, pumpkins. squash, peanuts, sun 
flower seed , and cranberries. was in­
troduced to the settlers b) the Ind1ans. 
Following the mstructions of the redmPn. 
the corn was pounded mto meal and 
consumed main!~ as eornpone, hoecake 
and crackling bread. Later, when cows 
became common, corn meal mush and 
milk became staple foods. 

Although there were no nutJ'JtJOn ex­
perts in those days to tell the pioneers 
about vitamins, minerals and such, they 
well understood the need to eat quan­
titites of wild plums, wild apples and 
berries m season. They were eaten fresh 
and whenever possible. preserved for 
wmter use by drying or packing down in 
honey or maple syrup. 

Saurkraut was an Important source of 
vitamins for nearly every pioneer family 
during the winter months It was made 
by packing chopped up cabbages in salt 
and changing the brine from t1me to time 
as the cabbage fermented . Sweet corn, 
beans, pumpkins, squash and other 
vegetables were dried or pickled. 

Apple trees soon came to be grown on 
many farms. and this fruit was made into 
cider, dried and sulfured apples and 
apple butter. Apple pie came to be the 
almost universal dessert. but not all of it 
was the kind that made grandma 
famous. 

In 1759, Israel Acrelius, writing about 
the apple pies baked by his fellow 
pioneers from Sweden, said they were 
made from apples "neither peeled nor 
freed from their cores. And the crust can 
scarcely be broken even if run over by a 
wagon wheel " 

According to the Chicago based In­
stitute of Food Technologists, our 
forefathers who, in Europe, boiled their 
meat, learned from the Indians that it 
was delicious when broiled over a bed of 
coals or roasted on a spit. The Indians 
taught the pioneers how to make 
spoonbread, hominy and how to put

Student's Health 
Makes Difference

Is your child having trouble keeping up 
his or her grades in school? 

The American Medical Association 
points out that there may be a physical 
reason for the poor record. 

Does the child squint, strain, rub his 
eyes or complain that they hurt, water or 
itch? Does he hold his book very close to 
his face when he reads? Has it been some 
time since his last eye examination? He 
may have defective vision. He may not 
be able to read the teacher's notes on the 
blackboard. 

Does he often ask you lo repeat a 
question or statements? Does he 
sometimes miss, or seem to miss, a point 
made in a movie or on television by the 
spoken word? Does he turn his head to 
one side as he listens? He may have 
defective hearing. It might be as simple 
as impacted wax in the ears, which can 
be removed by your physician in a simple 
office procedure. Of course, the inat­
tentive child may have no hearing 
problem at all. Children know we will 
repeat the question or instruction, thus 
encouraging a habit of not listening. 

Has he had an infection, disease or 
accident whose effects may be lingering 
on? Is there a possibility that poor 
nutrition may be holding him back? He 
may be eating considerable quantities of 
food and still be undernourished, if he 
eats improperly, or if his tastes in food 
are too limited. 

If your child isn't performing properly 
in his school work, ask yourself whether 
it is time for an examination to deter­
mine whether his problems are caused 
by a physical problem that might be 
corrected.

Revival of 1,ribal Language 
Aided by U. of L. Professor

Clair. associate professor of linguistics at 
the Umversity of Louisville, returned 

·from his summer in Washington state 
\\ ith a feeling of success. 

St. Cla1r was referring to his work with 
tve Yakima Indians of central 
\\'ashington. For the past three years he 
has been aiding the Yakima m an effort 
to revive their language. 

"Their language was going out," St. 
Clair said. ''It had reached the point 
where only the old people could speak it. 
But now. in a short time, they have 
reversed the process." 

The Yakima and four other Sahaptin 
River tribes in the Northwest are trying 
to strength en and preserve their 
knowledge of the tribes' history and 
culture, of which the language is a vital 
part. 

St. Clair serves as a language con­
sultant for the Warm Springs, Nez Perce. 
Colville and Umatilla tribes as well as 
the Yakima. But most of his time has 
been spent with the Yakima, and their 
success is generating national interest. 

St. Clair explained that when one 
culture and its language are imposed on 
another-as happened to the American 
Indians-the native language will likely 
go through a nwnber of changes. 

First, the people will be monolingual, 
but soon they will become bilingual 
because of the need to interact with the 
other culture. 

IS s1milar, and I had experience m ap· 
plied linguistics," St. Clair said. 

St Clair described himself as being 
part of a group which believes that "not 
only linguists can work with language." 

So, rat her than attempting to teach the 
language to the entire tribe himself, St. 
Clair concentrates on teaching educated 
members of the tnbe who can, in turn, 
teach the other members. 

St. Clair IS currently working on the 
Yakima dictionarj which was started by 
Rigsby. The dictionary translates 
English to Yakima. and St. Clair "'an Is to 
expand it and add a Yakima-to-English 
translation. 

St. Clair thinks an increased ac­
ceptance of "cultural pluralism"-wherc 
all groups respect the unique offerings of 
other cultures has helped spur interest 
among Indians in their own cultural 
historY. 

He said he has also observed a change 
in Indian attitudes which has led to self­
determination in other areas as well as 
language Instruction. lnd1an tribes have 
taken control of programs that were 
traditionally operated for them by the 
federal government. 

"Rather than retreatmg," said St. 
Clair, "Indians are now becoming more 
active for self-determination." 

He thinks this desire to take control of 
their lives and preserve their culture 
represents a positive change in how 
Indians view themselves and how others 
see them 

However. as the natives speak their "We wanted to help them develop a 
own language less and less often. it will positive self-concept," he said.

From this point, the language 
can enter a critical stage where the 
people lose control of it. 

It seems this goal has been reached 
w1th the Yakimas. And, while he still 
works with them as a part-time language 
consultant. St. Clair recognizes that they 
have reached the point where their 
language can survive without him. 

St. Clair said many people are in­
terested in what the Yakima have done 
because, in the past, few believed that a 
language could be revived from what 
linguists call the critical stage.

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UMW A Retirement 
}'unds To Receive 
U.S. Steel Settlement 

Miss Turner, Mr. Bartuka Wed 

The United Mine Workers of America 
tUMWAl Health and Retirement Funds 
recently reported that the Funds will 
receive a settlement of $9.7 million from 
United States Steel Corporation as 
royalty payments for coal purchased 
from other companies which had not 
previously paid royalties on that coal. 

The settlement is the result of a Funds' 
counterclaim against U.S. Steel. The 
Funds' claim charged that U.S. Steel, an 
employer Signatory to UMWA wage 
agreements, was required to pay 
royalties ranging between $1.18 and $1.55 
to the Funds for each ton of purchased 
coal for which royalties had not 
previously been paid, as specified in 
ArticleXX, Section (d) of the National 
Bitwninous Coal Wage Agreement of 
1974. U.S. Steel had been actively con· 
testing that section of the Agreement. 

In separate actions during the months 
of August and September. the Funds filed 
complaints against an additional 18 
employers allegedly delinquent in paying 
royalties on coal production. The 
amounts in question total more than 
$195,000. Of the 18 companies involved, 
four are construction companies, four 
are trucking companies and the 
remaining ten are coal companies. In 
addition to that $195,000, the Funds' 
regional auditors have discovered $1.3 
million owed to the Funds since the 
beginning of the fiscal year on July 1. 
Overall, more than $4 million is now 
pend ing in litigation as a result of suits 
filed by the Funds during the last three 
years . 

Litigation is the final step in the Funds' 
program of monitoring income to assure 
that all monies owed to the Funds are 
paid by signatory employers. When it 
appears that a company is delinquent in 
its royalty payments and the amount due 
is not forwarded promptly, it is standard 
procedure to institute legal proceedings. 
In all cases, it is general policy to enter 
litigation to recover all royalties due, 
plus interest, attorneys' fees and court 
costs.
