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Miners Voice 
Regrets Mter 
Man Attacked 

Voting on Contract 

Marred by Violence 
At :Martin School 

The orderly polling of United Mine­
workers on the proposed contract sud­
denly erupted into violence at Martin 
Elementary School last Saturday af­
ternoon when a Frankfort news 
photographer was beaten, his equipment 
smashed and a newswriter threatened. 

Fred M. Johnson, 30, Frankfort video 
cameraman, was bruised about the head 
and face when struck by two men 
reportedly swinging one or more school 
desks. He also was hit on the back of his 
head by blows of a fist, it was said. 

T. G. :\loore, of the Associated Press' 
Frankfort bureau, said he was 
threatened. A third newsman, 
photographer Woodson Emmons, of the 
Frankfort State Journal, was not 
threatened. 

Moore later said that after the incident 
10 to 15 miners came to his car and 
apologized to him and his two associates. 
.!\toore said one of the group told him, 
"That's why the union has got a bad 
name." 

A woman who said she was the wife of 
one of the miners who participated in the 
voting at the school later telephoned the 
Associated Press and listed four men as 
responsible for the incident. She also 
called The Times, saying that county 
officials should make an effort to identify 
those responsible so that not all the men 
would be blamed. 

"It's a shame that good miners and 
good people have to take the rap for what 
three or four did," she said. 

Although she said she could not identify 
herseU for obvious reasons, she said that 
those responsible are troublemakers, 
and have been heard making threats. 

·'The ones who did this go from place to 
place and don't \\ork long, willing to 
depend on food stamps," she said. 

The photographer did not file any 
charges, and there \\as no indication 
here that the incident will be investigated 
further 

The mc1dent occurred durmg, or Im­
mediately after, the voting by members 
of Locals 9845 and 1373 on the contract. 

Moore filed this account of the in­
cident: 

Voting began at the school at 4 p.m., 
and up to 200 miners were gathered 
outside the school at one point. Some of 
the miners complained that some mine 
supervisory personnel were being 
allowed to vote. 

At about 5 p.m., Johnson was standing 
near one of the doors where miners were 
coming out after voting, and one 
suggested that he photograph and in­
terview the supervisory personnel.

Some 7fs' Remain, But ... 

New School Calendar May 
End Classwork by June 5 

If a school calendar amended by the 
Floyd County Board of Education is 
approved by the State Department of 
Education, and no more teaching time is 
lost, and if time usually lost to the annual 
KEA session can be saved, Floyd county 
pupils will get out of school June 5. 

The calendar, as amended, was an­
nounced by Supt. of Schools E. P. 
Grigsby, Jr. following last Tuesday's 
meeting of the school board. It provides 
for 

-Five ' disa~;ter days" a lowed by 
Governor Carroll. 

-Five "calamity days" allowed by the 
State Department of Education . 

-Cancellation of two days' spring 
vacation. 

-Elimination of the one day normally 
given to the Floyd County Teachers 
Association meeting and two days for the 
annual KEA convention. 

That would recover 15 days of the time 
lost to snow and ice. But approval by 
KEA of the cancellation of the two days 
given for its session must be received if 
the calendar is to stand unchanged. The 
Floyd teachers group has already agreed 
to save the day's time alloted for its 

meeting this week <Tuesday) and is 
having the meeting at night to avoid loss 
of a day. 

The board also voted to put into effect 
"extended days" for classroom work, 
beginning March 20 and continuing 
through April 28. Through this period one 
hour and 12 minutes per day will be 
added for instructional (classroom ) 
work, and six days would be recovered, 
making 21 m all-1f all goes well. 

Saturday classes are a remote 
po stbl11ty. t 1e board authorized Supt. 
Grigsby to order Saturday class sessions 
"only as a last resort," citing the shor­
tage of electric power, the cost of 
operating school buses an extra day and 
the cost of utilities and other items that 
would be involved. 

Extension of runs of school buses on 
rural roads is being made as these roads 
improve, Grigsby said, "If parents will 
get their children to the buses until we 
can make the runs as usual , we will get 
the full bus service restored as soon as 
possible," he said. 

Jenny Wiley Trail Beckons Hikers 

The board authorized the superin­
tendent to write Commissioner of Labor 
Yocum, protesting Yocum's proposed 
increase in the minimum wage scale for 
this area. Supt. Grigsby said the board 
feels that the increase is mflationary and 
will adversely affect building programs. 

He said one contracting firm has 
estimated that the minimum wage in­
crease will double the cost of school 
construction. Although about a 7(}-mile section of the 

200-mile-long Jenny Wiley Trail is yet to 
be completed, hikers are expected to 
begin taking advantage of the ridgetop 
route in large numbers with the arrival of 
warmer weather, according to Bryan 
Mattingly, trail director for the FIVCO 
Area Development District. 

Mattingly said hikers in the northern 
section of the trail which extends 97 miles 
from South Portsmouth, 0. to Wrigley in 
Elliott county, have already utilized the 
trail on several organized hikes, and he 
pointed out the need for hiking en­
thusiasts in this section to become 
familiar with the unique outdoor ex­
perience that the trail offers. A Jenny 
Wiley Trail Conference was organized in 
the northern trail area in 1975 when plans 
for the project were first outlined, and 
Mattingly told of plans to form a similar 
group in the southern area. The 23-mile 
southern leg of the trail extends from the 
Goble Branch camping area at Jenny 
Wiley State Park to a point near Ivyton, 
at the head of Middle Creek. 

The trail follows the Pottsville 
Escarpment, one of the most prominent 
geological features of Eastern Kentucky, 
which roughly separates the Cum berland 
Plateau from the Knobs and Bluegrass 
regions. lt is along the crest of this 
almost unbroken ridge that the Jenny 
Wiley Trail winds its way, offering the 
hiker nearly continuous views of 
surrounding hills and valleys. The route 
is also that generally accepted as the one 
taken in the capture by Indians of Jenny 
Wiley, 187 years ago. 

The Jenny Wiley Trail, which is unique 
in long-distance hiking trail development 
because it passes over private land for 
most of its 200 miles, offers the hiker 
three-sided shelter huts to provide over­
night sleeping areas, complete with 
protected water supplies. Two of these 
shelters have been built between 
Prestonsburg and Ivyton to accomodate 
area hikers. 

The original concept of a long-distance 
hiking trail was first voiced in the late 
1960's by David Salisbury, FIVCO ADD

7 Floyd Towns 
Get Snow Funds 

Gov. Julian Carroll has allocated 
$622,501.95 to cities and towns across the 
state to help them recoup their expenses 
in snow and ice removal after the 
January and February snows, and seven 
Floyd county communities will receive 
$2,291.80 for their efforts, it was an­
nounced last week. 

The money comes from the $2 million 
allocated last month by the General 
Assembly. The governor announced in 
February that he was allocating 
$1,121,931.40 to counties under a formula 
which took into account both road 
mileage and population . He had 
previously granted each county up to 
$10,000 for snow removal exp nses, and 
reimbursement out of that pot had to be 
for verified expenses only. 

The remainder of the $2 mtllion 
General Assembly allocation is being 
distributed to agencies which incurred 
extraordinary expenses related to ser­
ving human needs during the winter 
storms.

Court Moves 
To Reduce Use 
Of Electricity 

The Floyd fiscal court moved at its 
special meeting last Tuesday to curb the 
use of electric energy consumption as the 
coal strike continues and l]landatory cuts 
in power use are being contemplated. 

The court directed that all county of­
ficials and employees reassess the 
lighting and energy consumption in their 
offices and work areas, and asked that 
they take " prompt action to reduce 
lightmg and heating to the maximum 
extent that will not interfere with their 
safety and job performances." 

Another fiscal 'Court order pertaining to 
the Auxier television system was 
rescinded The first order rescinded was 
that of Nov. 28 which gave the system 60 
days from Dec. 11 m which to make 
specified improvements . At that time, 
Jan . 28, the TV system was directed to 
connect Auxier Heights and Ford Gap~ 
customers with three major network 
stations and one Kentucky station, if 
available, by Feb. 28. 

Now, County Attorney Arnold Turner is 
asked to review the franchise and to 
report to the court March 14 on his fin­
dings. He also is asked to make 
recommendations at that time as to the 
status of TV franchises and on ap­
propriate action.

There was an air of "watchful waiting" 
this v.eek after a vote of United Mine 
Workers in all coal-producmg areas of 
the nation had rejected a proposed 
contract by a near 2 to 1 margin and 
President Carter had followed that action 
Monday by invoking the Taft-Hartley 
Act. 

Many mmers frankly said the Taft­
Hartley procedure will mean nothing to 
them, but there remained the possibility 
that mdependent coal production may 
pick up under government production. 

State Police at Pikeville reported that 
the only picketing in the area Tuesday 
was that of the Triple Elkhorn Coal 
Company m this county. 

The only real mcident of the week was 
a mmor one in Pike county where a truck 
belonging to Chester Newsome, 
president of Local 8100 at Drift, was 
overturned by angry union members at a 
meeting in Ptke. 

It was not clear what prompted the 
incident, although it appeared to be an 
internal dispute. Union members at the 
scene would only say " a strong March 
wind" had suddenly come up and turned 
the truck. 

As for the union 's next step, nobody 
seemed to know . Jul ius Mullins, 
secretary-treasurer of the l MW 's 
D1strict 30, said "I just don 't know what's 
going to happen . We'll get a recom­
mendation from the internatiOnal head­
quarters, probably tomorrow, and we'll

Floyd Escapee 

Amos Gibson, 24, who was under 22-
year prison sentence for the part he 
played in the sla)ing of ah uncle of 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley, escaped 
Feb. 27 from a state forestry camp in 
Harlan county to which he and other 
prisoners had been assigned, state and 
county officers have been notified. 

Escaping with him was Harvey Frank 
Goldsmith, of Louisville, who was ser­
ving a 2(}-year term for storehouse­
breaking and possession of burglary 
tools. Goldsmith was said to have lived at 
one time on Quicksand Creek, Knott 
county. 

Both were listed as armed and 
dangerous. Gibson \\as described as 5 
feet, 6 inches tall and weighing 180 
pounds. 

He and his brother, James, were 
charged with the slaying on Salt Lick 
Creek, near Hueysville, about 18 months 
ago, of Ollie James Conley. The trial was 
transferred to Magoffin circuit court on 
change of venue, and the brothers en­
tered pleas of guilty.

The embattled United Mine Workers 
union weakened by a record strike and 
beset with internal strife-still faces 
serious difficulties even if miners return 
to work soon, a former UMW official 
says. 

Squire Feltner, former president of the 
union's District 30, said in an in­
terview last week that the UMW's recent 
trend toward local autonomy-and the 
resulting turmoil in the coalfields-is 
weakening the union dangerously. 

"You can't have an effective 
organization with 100,000 different 
policies," Feltner pid. "You've got to 
have leaders who set policy, and the 
rank-and-file has got to follow that 
policy. But the way it is now, everyone 
wants to be a chief and nobody wants to 
be an Indian. 

"I'll tell you one thing: If this union 
wants to survive as a labor organization, 
it's gonna have to unite and support the 
leadership it has. But, of course, that's 
the furthest thing from some of their 
minds." 

Feltner himself was an apparent 
victim of the increasingly-restive UMW 
membership last spring, when he suf­
fered an upset defeat in a reelection bid, 
losing by 96 votes to Robert Carter, of 
Jenkins. 

Now retired and living on his union 
pension, Feltner blames many of the 
UMW's current problems on the "union 
democracy'' reforms instituted by 
national president Arnold Miller when he 
was first elected in 1972. 

Prior to that time, the UMW had a 
tradition of authoritarian central lead­
ership-a carryo~er from the days of 
John L. Lewis, the union's first president, 
who ruled the UMW with an iron fist. 

Feltner said the long years of top­
heavy control had left the rank-and-file 
unprepared to deal with the greater 
autonomy Miller gave them. 

"We're choking to death on this 
democracy now," he said. "This union is 
just not ready for autonomy. The way it 
is, if a district official doesn't say yes to 
everybody, t.hey'll just vote him out. I 
think you're gonna see a lot of one-term 
officials from now on." 

Still, Feltner condemned the recent 
move by more militant strikers to initiate 
recall proceedings against Miller-which 
is ironic, since Feltner opposed Miller's 
re-election bid last spring and has long 
been perceived as a Miller foe. 

"I have never been a Miller man, and I 
never will be," he said. "I've opposed 
him in the past. But this (the recall ef­
fort) is no way to run an organization like 
this. Recall isn't the right way to go about 
it. If we're dissatisfied, there's gonna be 
another election-we can take care of 
that then, in five years. 

"A lot of this hollerin' comes from West 
Virginia," he added, "Miller managed to 
get elected this time because of the 
majority he got in West Virginia. They all 
voted for him and now they're hollerin' 
recall. 

"What they should be doing is giving 
Miller their support. Any time we're in a 
situation like this, the president needs the 
solid support of the Wlion membership so 
he can do his best bargaining." 

Feltner declined to comment on the 
proposed contract between the UMW and 
the Bituminous Coal Operators 
Association, saying, "I'm not active any 
more and I really haven't studied it 
enough to comment." 

But he did express misgivings about a 
controversial provision of the pact that 
would allow coal operators to discipline 
miners who lead unauthorized walkouts. 

"I just don't agree with the operators 
being able to punish wildcat striken," 
Feltner said. "I think our UMW con­
stitution ought to have a clause to deal 
with local strikes in defiance of the union 
leadership. Until 1971, we had a clause 
like that." 

Part of the problem, he said, is that

1mion miners have a tendency to honor 
any and all picket lines, however shaky 
their legitimacy. That, he said, leads to 
abuse: 

"No union miner ever has or ever will 
cross a picket line. So the way it is now, 
it's nothing for two or three men to keep 
800 or more from working. That's got to 
change. Somewhere along the line, we've 
got to decide what constitutes a 
legitimate picket line. Is it a guy with a 
flat tire at the portal? Is it a sign nailed 
up with nobody holding it? Or is it just a 
threat on the telephone? 

"}hat situation has got to be 
straightened out, no doubt about it. But 
it's an internal problem for the union 
itself to solve, not the operators." 

However I Feltner seemed in 
agreement with another controversial 
provision ot the contract: the clause that 
would set a range of health care 
deductibles averaging several hundred 
dollars a year before a miner could begin 
drawing from the Wlion's health fund. 

"I'll get a lot of criticism for saying 
this, but I don't care," he said. "I think if 
we'd had some kind of little deductible 
years ago, it would have saved many 
millions and millions of dollars to the 
fund. I've had friends and known people 
who would go to the doctor for every little 
problem, where if they'd had to pay some 
they might have waited a few days or not 
gone at all. 

"A lot of people have been taking the 
fund for a ride. Nobody has been thinking 
about keeping it soWtd and solvent-they 
just let it go broke."

Needed: A Tranquailizer Fund 
Although four -lane work on US 23 from Catlettsburg to Paints­

ville has already been begun, apparently the "missing link" 
between Paintsville and Prestonsburg where the four-lane 
section on south begins will lie untouched another five to ten 
years. 

This means that the thousands of motorists travelling this 
Prestonsburg-to-Paintsville sector with its miles of almost 
vertical cliffs and overhanging rock and earth will continue to 
run a deadly gauntlet. 

But there is some relief possible before the years of waiting for 
a safer route end. Damage suits may be filed now with some 
hope of collecting from the Commonwealth. At least one such 
court action has resulted in a decision for the complaining 
driver. 

Remember that. The state is not inviolate. It cannot leave this 
section of US 23 as it is, threatening the safety of every person 
who accepts the invitation to travel it that is implied by its being 
open to traffic, without being responsible for what happens to 
motorists through no fault of their own. 

Mere road signs-"Falling Rock" or even "Danger"-do not 
exonerate the state, it has recently been held. It is obvious that 
the state of Kentucky does not expect such warnings to turn 
motorists around for a cross-country trip by some other route, or 
that it expects them to turn back, go home and forego the trip. 

The spring thaws will drop those rocks and earth which have 
been frozen in place during the winter. Coal miners have a word 
for it-it's "bad roof" the public will be passing under along that 
road. 

The Times is aware that terracing those cliffs and clearing 
them of loose rock involve money, a lot of it. It is not blind to the 
financing problems the state may have with the proposed new 
US 23 between these two towns. But it cannot see any 
ju~tification for continued delay when lives are at stake and 
while new roads are planned for work next year, or the year 
after, 'not five or ten years hence. 

Meanwhile, it has been waggishly suggested, Governor Carroll 
should amend his budget bill to include a special Tranquilizer 
Fund for the benefit of all who must travel the present route 
while nothing is being done.

Moore approached the assailants, 
urging them to leave Johnson alone and 
to allow the trio to take the equipment 
and leave. But one of the men started 
toward Moore with a desk top, 
threatening him and driving him back. 

By that time, a crowd was gathering 
and the assailants eased off. 

Moore and Johnson retreated to 
Moore's car. 

Emmons had remained across the 
street taking pictures. 

As they were getting into the car, the 
group of miners approached and 
apologized. 

Johnson said he had permission of the 
presidents of both union locals to 
photograph the miners and that he also 
obtained permission of everyone he 
talked to.

"WHEREAS, twenty years have 
elapsed since Floyd County School Bus 
Number 'n plunged into the Big Sandy 
River on February 28, 1958; and 

"WHEREAS, the memory of this 
tragedy lingers stUI in the hearts and 
memories of those who lost their loved 
ones on that fateful day, and. 

"WHEREAS, those responsible for the 

well-being and safety of school children 
must be ever vigilant in their duty and 
every mindful of their great respon­
sibility ; and 

"WHEREAS, Kentuckians all share 
the deep loss of those twenty-six precious 
passengers and their driver aboard 
School Bus Number 27; 

"NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved 
by the Senate of the General Assembly of 
the Commonwealth of Kentucky: 

"That when the Senate .adjourns this 
day, Tuesday, February 28, 1978, it does 
so in honor and memory of the twenty­
seven loved ones who lost their lives 
aboard FloydCowlty School Bus Number

Mattingly, a native of Pike county and 
a long-time backpacking enthusiast, has 
begun spending a good deal of time here 
in the past few weeks in an effort to 
stimulate interest in the trail among 
outdoorsmen of this section. "We really 
need to organize a Jenny Wiley Trail 
Conference for this area in order to in­
volve local people and encourage local 
use of the trail," Mattingly said. He 
added that he will organize a hike within 
the next few weeks to familiarize local 
hikers with the route and with what the 
trail has to offer. He said that, although 
he has not hiked the length of the 
southern section of the trail, the route 
between Jenny Wiley State Park and 
Ivyton is said to be the most beautiful leg 
of the trail. 

Floyd county hikers can enter the trail 
at the Goble Branch campground, and 
Mattingly suggested that hikers leave an 
outline of projected locations and a time 
schedule for the hike with park officials 
or a friend. "This way," Mattingly ex­
plained, " if the hiker is way off his time 
schedule, then efforts can be made to 
locate the h1ker and make sure there's no 
problem."

The great naturalist John Burroughs 
once wrote: "He who marvels at the 
beauty of the world in summer will find 
equal cause for wonder and admiration 
in winter." And this is true. While a 
season of simplicity, winter is not without 
its beauty. Snow softens harsh lines and 
clothes all immobile objects in royal 
cloaks of ermine. There's the magic of 
the winter moon. At no other time of the 
year does it appear so large, glow with 
such wonderful purity, or reach such 
sufficiency of illumination. Although 
stern, dark, and foreboding, the wooded 
hills are not without attraction. With 
naked branches of trees etched in sharp 
relief against the sky, these hills appear 
in brooding phantasy which is enough to 
cause the nature lover to pause and gasp 
in meditative wonder. 

Unmuffled by vegetation, sounds are 
sharper in winter. The boom of the 
hunter's gun or the musical ring of the 
woodsman's axe can be heard from much 
greater distances. And while the bird 
symphonies are gone from the woods, 
much music remains. Rigid and tense 
and bare, twigs on the trees become like 
strings on a violin. With the wind serving 
as a bow, they play strains as stirring to 
the imagination as the music of Strauss, 
Mendelssohn, or Saint Saens. 

Summer, the counterpart of winter, 
appeals to the sentiment and the senses. 
But cast in a more austere mold, winter 
appeals to the intellect-more to the head 
than the heart. Psychologists say severe 
studies and disciplines come easier in 
winter and one is less inclined to be 
tolerant or cater to his own weaknesses. 

Despite .its keening wi-nds, piercing 
cold, frostbite and other accompanying 
inconveniences, there is much more that 
can be said for this brumal season. 
Without it we could never truly ap­
preciate or so truly enjoy the glories of 
the other more gentle and seductive 
phases of the year. At no other time of the 
year does the home seem so snug or the 
rocker more comfortable. Slumber is 
more profound and restful and food 
appeals more to the palate. 

The pomp and pageantry of spring, 
summer and autumn are swept away, 
leaving only essential elements such as 
day and night. But beauty remains as 
evidenced by the poet's words ... "It's 
all around our paths, if but our watchful 
eyes can trace it amidst familiar things 
and through their lowly guise."

Rezoning May 
Solve Problem 
Of P'burg Mme 

For a time this week a mining 
operation in the corporate limits of 
Prestonsbw-g was threatened with an 
order by the city to halt fw-ther work, but 
it was indicated at a meeting of the 
Zoning Commission with owners of the 
mine and city officials Monday night that 
rezoning may be possible and the work 
permitted to continue. 

There is no ordinance prohibiting 
mining in the city limits, as had been 
reported, but the mine location is 
presently zoned as residential. 

Owner of the mining operation, it was 
decided Monday night, will be permitted 
to file a petition with the Zoning Com­
mission for rezoning of the area . 

The operator, the Co-Op Mining Co., 
has invested approximately $147,000 in 
machinery and in the work of reopening a 
mine that was already on the property, 
which is located across Old US 23, op­
posite Evelyn's Drive-In at Ball Alley 
Cw-ve here. Work had been under way 
five weeks when its right to operate was 
questioned. 

The company said it proposes to build a 
20-foot·high fence around the side of the 
mining area, to plan beautification of the 
area and make of it a possible attraction 
to tourists who want to see "a real coal 
mine." The owners added that they are 
willing to post a $5,000 cash bond to in­
sure their compliance with any 
reasonable requirements the city may 
impose.

Part of Coal Severance Monies 
To Be Used for Coal Haul Roads 

State Senator Jim Hammond said last 
Thursday that Governor Carroll has 
agreed to let the state severance tax on 
coal remain at four and one-half percent 
and to permit part of the resultmg money 
to be used for coal haul roads. 

Hammond made the statement after 
senators from the coal regions met with 
Carroll to discuss his severance tax 
program. Hammond said he was 
speaking for himself and Sens. Bert Ed 
Pollitte, D-Harlan, and Kelsey Friend, D­
Pikeville. 

Hammond indicated that, in addition to 
the money for maintaining coal haul 
roads in both coal-producing counties 
and "coal impact" counties-those which 
do not mine coal, but suffer an adverse 
impact from the hauling of coal-Carroll 
has basically agreed to several other 
changes in the severance tax package. 

Hammond emphasized Carroll still 
plans to discuss some of those changes 
with House members from the coal 
region and others from the coal counties 
before finalizing them. 

According to Hammond, Carroll has 
agreed to ask the legislature not to lower 
the severance tax from four and one-half 
to four and one-quarter percent-as he 
previously proposed. 

Hammond sa1d about $18 million from 
that revenue is needed in the biennium to 
pay for Carroll's $240 million energy road 
package. 

Any leftover, Hammond said, Carroll 
has agreed to earmark for coal haul 
roads in coal and coal impact counties. 
He said no exact formula has been 
worked out yet, but that he and Sens. 
Friend and John "Eck" Rose, D­
Winchester, would work with the ad­
ministration to draft one. 

Hammond also said the legislators and 
the administration are exploring the 
possibility of enacting legislation to issue 
overweight coal truck operators who 
travel these roads permits for the 
overweight portions of their loads. 

Cost of the annual permit would be 
figured on the amount of overweight coal 
the trucks carried in a year, Hammond 
said. Money left over from the ad­
mmistration of these permits would go 
into the coal haul roads impact fund. 

Carroll has proposed reducing the 
severance tax from four and one-half 
percent to four and one-quarter percent 
to compensate for his plan to change the 
tax from a severance tax to a severance 
and processing tax. His plan would bring 
in a projected $33.9 million in the bien­
nium. 

Hammond said Carroll still plans to 
change the tax to a processing tax, but 
that transportation costs would be 
exempt under the revised proposal. 

Some of the other changes, Hammond 
disclosed are along the lines of some of 
the compromises which sources within 
the Kentucky Coal County Coalition 
previously said they have been 
diScussing w1th Carroll. 

One key change involves a "lockin 
formula" so that the funding for the 
various severance tax programs will 

grow in the 1980- '82 biennium if coal tax 
receipts grow. Currently they are fllllded 
by specific appropriations. 

Hammond said under the plan the coal 
county senators agreed to the funding in 
the 1980-'82 biennium will use the per­
centage of the tax revenues represented 
by the appropriations for these programs 
in the 1976-'78 biennium. For example, if 
a program received $10 million in 1976-
'78, and that $10 million represented five 
percent of the total coal tax receipts that 
biennium, then the appropriation in 1980-
'82 would be five percent of whatever the 
tax receipts were in that biennium. 

Hammond also released a 
memorandum Carroll wrote to the coal 
legislators last Saturday in which he 
agreed to some other changes including: 

-Expanding the definition of campital 
projects under the coal severance 
economic aid program. 

-Expanding school projects Wlder this 
$5 million-a-year program. 

-Expanding the membership of the 
local boards determining how economic 
aid is spent to include the county judge­
executives. a member of the fiscal court 
in each county, the mayors of the two 
largest Cities, one representative of the 
school board of boards and four members 
appointed by the governor. <That 
membership composition, Hammond 
said, represents a revision which has 
occurred since Carroll first sent the 
memo.) 

-Creating a legislative advisory 
commission so counties could appeal 
decisions on the release of money from 
Frankfort. 

-Letting the fiscal courts in the coal 
counties determine priorities for 40 
percent of the $13 million they are getting 
annually under the energy road fund. 

(The fiscal courts would still recom­
mend how the remaining 60 percent 
should be spent, but the state Depart­
ment of Transportation would have final 
say in the matter. l 

-Setting up an automatic approval 
process for projects up to $50,000 on the 
coal severance economic aid flllld.

A~SWER: 
You can search the Bible from 

cover to cover and no place can you 
find a Scriptural basis for the 
change mentioned in the question. 
The very opposite is true. Jesus said 
in Matthew 5:17, 18, "Think not that 
I have come to abolish the law and 
the prophets : I have come not to 
abolish them but to fulfill them. For 
truly, I say to you, till heaven and 
earth pass away, not an iota, not a 
dot, will pass from the law until all is 
accomplished" RSV . Jesus 
associated himself very closely to 
the Sabbath. In Luke 6:5 we hear 
Him say, "The Son of Man is Lord of 
the Sabbath" "And he came to 
Nazareth, where he had been 
brought up; and he went to the 
Synagogue, as his custom was, on 
the sabbath day." Luke 4 :16. Jesus 
therefore never changed the day of 
worship but rather reinforced it. 

;'~;or did the apostles change the 
day of worship. Paul is recorded to 
have worshipped on the Sabbath for 
over eighteen months at Corinth. 
Acts 18: 4, 11. Whereas there are only 
eight references to first day 
meetings in the New Testament 
there are over eighty references to 
meetings on the seventh. Paul 
towards the end of his ministry says, 
"Neither against the law of the Jews 
... have I offended at all ." Acts 25 :8. 
He hardly could have made this 
statement if he had been trying to 
change the day of worship. As late as 
the last decade of the first century 
John the Revelator still refers to the 

Sabbath as the Lord 's Day. 
Revelation 1: 10. 
It was not until long after the 

death of the apostles that Sunday 
worship crept in along with other 
pagan practices. The practice was 
isolated at first and ultimately 
spread to the other churches. It 
seems to have started in Rome and 
her power persuaded others to 
follow. However the observance of 
the seventh day was not completely 
eradicated . The seventh day Sab­
bath was observed even as late as 
the eleventh century by the Irish 
Celtic church. Many believe that the 
true St. Patrick was a Sabbath 
keeper. The Waldensian peoples of 
the Alps observed the Sabbath for 
centuries after the death of Christ. 

This change is not surprising to 
those students of the prophecies. 
Daniel foretells this very occurance 
in Daniel 7 :25, " He shall speak 
words against the Most High, and 
shall wear out the saints of the :\fost 
High, and shall think to change the 
times and the law ... " Yet God was 
not to leave the issue here. For John 
in RevelatiOn 14 : 12 tells of a revival 
of God's true Sabbath, " Here is a 
call for the endurance of the saints, 
those who keep the commandments 
of God and the faith of Jesus" RSV. 
God's people will again call at­
tention to this essential truth in the 
last days and indeed they are.

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Senator Allen Lands 
Action for Education 

The chairmen of the Hou e and SenatP 
Education committees feel confident that 
measures adopted by the 19i8 General 
Assembly will bring ad,·ancements to the 
e~ucation of Kentucky's children that 
wtll long be remembered. 

"We have attempted thts session to 
deal with the ubstantive matters con­
cerning education in Kentucky at all 
levels," Rep. Jody Richards, D-Bowling 
Green, chairman of the House Education 
commtttee said of the progress being 
made by his committee. 

"My feeling is," he continued "that 
sometimes in the past we have left these 
substantive matters to the Ap· 
propriations and Revenue committee, 
but this session we have attempted to 
make the decUon · in these matters." 
~ichards, a second term legislator, 

satd that he is pleased with the progress 
of his committee, citing bills that range 
from HB 181 whtch allocates medical, 

• dental and law school admissions by 
Congressional Districts; to mandating a 
personal leave day for teachers. Many 
bills he explained are housekeeping bills 
to eliminate redundant and useless 
educational statutes. 

I feel that the 1978 session of the 
General Assembly will be noted in years 
to come for its record of ac· 
complishments in the field of education," 
Richards said. 

"In the initial stages of this ses. ion the 
Senate Education committee has been 
charged with reviewing interim com· 
mittee work, particularly the Statute 
Review Subcommittee," explains Sen. 
Nelson Allen, D-Russell, chairman of the 
committee. 

Allen said the committee found that 
many statutes did not comply with 
federal regulations necessitatmg the 
filing of many housekeeping bills. 

The Kentucky Con titution in Section 
183, provides that the General Assembly 
shall provide an effective education in 
the Commonwealth, Allen explained. "It 
is my opinion that this Governor's budget 
for elementary and secondary education 
is more akin to the Constitution than any 
other I have ever seen," Allen aid. 

"He was obviously sensitive to the 
~ , needs of Kentucky's children," Allen 

added. 
Research by the Department of 

Education in 19i6 showed that 55,000 
children were absent daily from school 
because of culture deprivation and the 
inability to purchase the required 
educational materials for a specific class 
in a high school curriculum, Allen said. 
"The removal of all tudent fees should 
eliminate this problem to large 

, degree," Allen explained. 
Allen said he supported the Governor's 

proposed continuation of the power 
equalization concept; however, he added 

that he d1d anticipate an interim study of 
po\\er equalizatiOn and how it affects the 
affluent rmd the non-affluent o;chool. 

"I am in total agreement with ad­
mini tering diagnostic testing in 
elementary education.'' Allen said. 
"Re earch wtll show that if there is 
learnmg difficulty-the time to use 
remedial assistance is at the elementary 
level wher" susceptibility is at its highest 
pomt. Allen continued. 

In the remaining three weeks of the 
session Allen anticipates the committee 
Will review House Bills, specifically 
revenue bills, since they must originate 
m the House. 

enator Allen applauded the work of 
the Senate commtttee, sa)'ing "I feel that 
those people serving on the Education 
committee are some of the mo5t learned 
and dedicated cholars erving in the 
Senate. Attendance is most always one 
hundred percent."

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State Probe 
Of Derailments 

At the request of Gov. Julian Carroll, 
t he s tat e Depar tment for Natural 
Resourc es and Environmental 
Protection and Department of Trans­
portation have scheduled a jomt mqwry 
March 29 to evaluate the causes of 
r ailroad accidents and associated 
hazardous material spills. 

In a le tter earher thts month, Carroll 
asked Transportation Secretary Calvin 
Grayson and Natura l Hesources 
Secretary Robert Bell to hold the fact­
finding inquiry with railroad spokesmen, 
usen: of the rail lines and federal, state 
and local government officials. 

"I cannot help but take note of the 
increasing number of train derailments 
m our state which involve accidental 
spillage or discharge of toxic materials 
and other hazardous substances," 
Carroll s tated in his letter. 

" I am deeply concerned that these 
mcidents may re ult in loss of life, 
serious public health problems or 
property damage," Carroll wrote. "I am 
anxious to know the total dimensions of 
this problem and what steps the Com­
monwealth of Kentucky should take in 
order to either prevent or minimize the 
harmful effects.'' 

The governor's letter followed railway 
spills in Jefferson, Franklin and Grayson 
counties in Kentucky but was delivered 
three weeks before the recent propane 
gas explosion at Waverly, Tenn. which 
killed 11 and a chlorine gas leak 
yesterday which took the lives of eight 
others at Youngstown, Fla. Both railway 
accidents caused scores of serious in· 
juries. 

The March 29 meeting is scheduled for 
9 a.m. at the Capital Plaza Tower 
auditorium here. 

Road Repairs Worst 
Aftermath of Winter

facing.

Courses are available now so training 
can be completed by the time weather 
permits work to begin. A tran portation 
engineer will be present to answer 
technical questions and conduct field 
sessions.

"Although its supporters label it as 
only a meet-and-confer bill, the com­
mittee substitute for S.B. 88 is a 
collective bargaining bill, and if enacted, 
it will result in citizens losing their 
control of their schools." 

This is how Dr. J. E . Johnson, a leading 
school boards spokesman and chairman 
of the Bourbon County Board of 
Education, described S.B. 88, which has 
already passed the Kentucky Senate. 
Johnson, who is president of the Ken­
tucky School Boards Association, says he 
is concerned that the public may be 
misled into believing S.B. 88 is just 
"watered-down meet -and-confer " 
legislation. 

S.B. 88 is flying under the flag of 
"meet-and-confer," Johnson says, "but a 
glance at the bill will show its real 
nature." The bill is titled "An Act 
relating to collective bargaining, ar­
bitration and grievance procedures 
between boards of education and 
associations representing certificated 
personnel.'' It requires school boards and 
teacher associations, if either party 
requests, to "bargain with each other 
policy matters relating to compensation, 
salary schedules, tenns and conditions of 
employment, transfer or personnel and 
negotiation of an agreement." 

The Bill also provides arbitration, 
mediation and fact-finding provisions. It 
contains a no-strike clause, but critics 
say it would not be effective since no 
mandatory penalties for illegal strikes 
are provided. Experience in other states 
indicates that often amnesty for striking 
teachers is a part of the conditions for 
ending a strike. 

Johnson says there are two primary 
dangers from any legislation requiring 
collective bargaining between school 
boards and employee groups: 

"First, mandated bargaining ties the 
hands of the elected school board 
members in setting the direction of the 
schools. The school board exists to give 
parents, taxpayers and all citizens a real 
voice in their schools. When a private 
organization which is not accountable to 
the public exercises veto power on school 
board actions through a binding 

· collective bargaining contract, the 
people are the real losers since their 
control of the schools is reduced." 

"Second, our schools, and our children, 
cannot afford the costs associated with 
collective bargaining. Experience and 
research in other states show that it costs 
thousands of dollars each year for a 
school district to effectively participate 
in the bargaining process. That does not 
count the tremendous administrative 
time which bargaining consumes. And it 
does not even begin to count the cost of 
implementing the teacher benefits 
contained in most contracts. Kentucky 
schools cannot afford man aatory 
bargaining. It could mean that districts 
would be forced to cut services to pupils, 
since it is against the law to operate 
under a deficit budget," Johnson says. 
The school boards association maintains 
that bargaining required by law is much 
more severe and encourages more 
militant positions by teacher unions, than 
where a school board voluntarily agrees 
to meet with teachers' organizations. 

Johnson emphasizes that neither he 
nor the school boards association are

against teachers. "We have always 
supported improved salanes and 
benefits for teachers," he notes 
"Teachers have made tremendous 
progress in salaries over the last twp 
years, and they stand to do even better 
the next two years . Under the Governor's 
proposed state budget, a Rank I teacher 
with 10 years experience would receive 
$15,290 in 1978-'79, and $16,990 in 1979-'110 
That's not bad for 91 4 months work m 
fact, it's more than many other Ken­
tuckians make . I believe teachers 
deserve good pay, but they should not 
demand mandated collective bargaining 
on top of large increases in salary and 
benefits." 

James Melton, KSBA Executive 
Director, says the opposition of school 
boards to a law requiring bargaining 
certainly does not mean they are anti· 
union. The KSBA position is that public 
sector employment is basically different 
than private sector employment. 

"There is not a profit motive in 
government services such as education, 
and the employer cannot just raise the 
price of services to the public. If there is 
a strike," :\I elton maintains , "the public 
cannot go elsewhere for essential ser­
vices ."

words written by the Editor of the Floyd 
County Times one year ago, 1-'ebruary 
1977. 

The Way of the Cross Outreach's first 
anniversary was high-lighted by the 
"Vicki Jamison Cru ade" Feb. 6, 1978. 

Would you for a few moments 
remmisce with me, over the past year and 
allow me to share With you 10 the birth 
and growth of this new work? 

In looking through what I call "My 
:\I emory Book'', so many memories filled 
my mind which brought both joy and 
tears mixed together and to them all, I 
had to say, "To God Be The Glory"! 

The Way of the Cross Outreach was 
born in the hearts of a very small group 
of people, and as the group began 
growing, in a Cottage Prayer group in the 
home of Phyllis Ranier, the need for 
expanding and reaching out came. 
Immediately we began praying and 
asking our Heavenly Father for His 
leadership in a place to worship. 

May I quote again from Mr. Allen these 
words-"The second floor of a South 
Lake Drive bwlding here which formerly 
was occupied by a store and offices has 
become the Center for a religious work 
Y.h1ch is described as a ''Church and yet 
more than a place for Worship''. The idea 
has attracted the attention of members of 
traditional denominations. Professional 
people are lending their assistance. The 
second floor of the building was made 
available without cost by its owner, H. D. 
Fitzpatrick, Jr." 

:\tay I take this lime to say, "Thank 
you ~lr. Fitzpatrick and son for the 
kindness you have shown to this new 
work in our town of Prestonsburg". 

We started out with a full schedule 
from Monday through Sunday. Activity 
was the word, so here we were, all new at 
this new work like a bee hive trying to fill 
every moment with some type of work. 
Our first schedule went somewhat like 
this Monday 7:30 Youth Outreach - Tues­
day 7:30 Chain Prayer· Wednesday 7:30 
Prayer & Share· Thursday 7:30 Deeper 
Life Teaching and Prophecy by Wade 
:\1oore · Friday 7:30 Chain Prayer . 
Saturday 7 30 Chain Prayer - Sunday 
10:00 a.m. Sunday School, :\1orning 
Worship 11:00 a.m. and Sunday 
Evangelistic Service 7:30 p.m. 

Well, without saying anymore about 
the above schedule, we found by trial and 
error that one must be flexible and 
Willing to change v.;hen change is 
necessary and sometimes drop back a 
fey. teps and take another look at what is 
going on and always be open to orop an 
1dea 1f t 1sn't workable and pick up 
another one and see what works best for 
what you are aiming. 

What was our Aim? To help reach our 
town for Jesus Christ. To reach the 
unloved and the lonely that pass us day 
by day. 

What was the "Way of the Cross 
Outreach"? A non-denominational work 
to reach young people with problems and 
adults who need help. This work was not 
designed to take away from any church, 
but to work with and for the food of our 
society both physically, mentally and 
Spiritually. 

What do we believe? 
1. The Bible is the inspired and only 

infalliable and authoritative Word of 
God. 

2. There is one God, eternally existent 
in three persons. 

3. H1s Virgin birth, in His sinless life, in 
His miracles, in His vicarious and 
atoning death, in His bodily resurrection, 
in His ascension to the right hand of the 
Father, in His personal future return to 
this earth in power and glory to rule a 
thousand years 

4. In the blessed hope ·The Rapture or 
• Catch-away of the Church at Christ's 

coming. 
5. The only means of being cleansed 

from sin is through repentance and faith 
in the blood of Christ. 

6. Regeneration by the Holy Spirit 
essential for personal salvation. 

7. The redemptive work of Christ on the 
cross provides healing of the human body 
in answer to believing prayer. 

B. The Baptism of the Holy Spirit ac­
cording to Acts 2:4 given to those who 
ask. 

9. In the sanctifying work of the Holy 
Spirit by whose indwelling the Christian 
is enabled to live a holy life. 

10. In the Resurrection of both saved 
and the lost, the one to ever-lasting life.

A goodly number of ouls have ac· 
cepted Christ as this Outreach. :\tany 
have walked in for counseling and 
received help in time of trouble. Yes, 
many have been filled With the Holy 
Spirit accordmg to Acts 2:4. We have had 
the pnvilege of praying for those who 
v.;ere suffering 1n body and have heard 
their testimonies of the touch of the 
Master's Hand in healing. To this we say 
again, "To God Be The Glory"'

If you have been walking down 
the street or were in a filling station or 
the grocery store and you heard someone 
say, "Hello there, Did you know that 
Jesus loves you?", than that was 
Eugene. I'm sure you did not leave 
empty handed, for he someow happened 
to have a tract or booklet that was real 
good for you. Then leave with "Bless 
your heart." 

Bro. Eugene along with Bro. Steve 
Wilson make a great team as Jail 
Chaplains. They have been going on 
Sunday afternoons to the jail services 
with other young men from our group. 
Many good results have come from this 
ministry, "To God Be The Glory"! 

Thursday, December 1, 1977 came our 
first Gospel Concert featuring the 
"Happy Goodman Family".

To this Outreach had been given lovely 
g1fts and donations to which again we 
must say ''To God Be The Glory"! 
Carpet for our lovely little sanctuary, a 
piano, chairs, office equipment and 
many other lovely gifts. Thank you from 
each of us here at the Way of the Cross. 
:\fay you be given in return one·hundred 
fold! 

I am thinking very hard not to leave 
anyone out and yet I realize this is 
possible to do. If so, it is not intentional. 
So I say to every person who has ever 
walked through these doors, who has 
ever worshipped and shared with us , you 
are still in our memories and you still 
share a place in our hearts . To all those 
who are with us now, both young and 
adults, you are dearly loved and ap­
preciated. Without you there would not 
be the "Way of the Cross Outreach" . 

"Through many dangers, toils and 
snares, I have already come. 

'Twas Grace that brought me safe thus 
far, 

And Grace will lead me on." 
This verse of the beautiful old hymn 

"Amazing Grace" so portrays my life as 
a Child of God. Only in this past year do I 
w1sh to reflect any part of my life at the 
present time. The year of 1977 held more 
heartaches, pain and suffering of any 
time of my ministry. · 

I rejoice in my Lord, that the darkness 
was beginning to fade slowly at the en­
ding of the year, but yet I had a long way 
to go. God's lovely people continue to hold 
the ropes for me, and many became 
weary and were at their wits-end, and I 
surely blame no one because at times, I 
almost looked like a hopeless case. 
Thank God for all His special patience 
and love He had for me. 

I was slowly dying for one year and did 
not know what was happening to me. I 
was reaching out for helping hands and 
anything that spoke of life for me. Thank 
God for those who were there. 

Finally the day it actually dawned on 
me that I was dying, I really knew 
nothing about death other than what 
most people talk about, what the Bible 
said and the loss of our loved ones. It was 
a world, a place we go after death if we 
have been a born-again child of God. 

The day that it really dawned on me 
what was happening, I realized how 
human I was, I panicked. I cried out, 
"Oh, God not this" . Yes, it was "Can· 
cer"! I couldn't bring myself to even say 
the word. 

I did not want anyone to know the 
terrible pain both physically and men­
tally that I was going through. I sought 
for God's sustaining strength by day and 
night. I read His Word night and day, I 
claimed His promises for myself and 
each day soon turned to one long, dark 
night. 

That night, it seemed, would never 
pass. There is a saying-"lt's a long road 
that has no turn", another, "The darkest 
hour is just before dawn". Somewhere I 
knew my dawning would come either by 
death or by a miracle. It came, but not in 
the way that I or anyone else thought. 

I underwent surgery at St. Joseph 
Hospital, Lexington, Ky. August 22, 1977. 
I came through that with flying colors 
and within a matter of days, perhaps a 
week, I was back home. In two weeks I 
was back at the Way of the Cross. 

It was not easy for many reasons. I had 
fears to overcome, I had to learn many 
new ways of doing things, I had always 
done with much ease. So I found myself 
trying to keep up, falling behind, rising 
again, falling again. My spirit would soar 
upward and down again. I knew I was 
very little inspiration to anyone in this 
state I was in. Did I want to be like this? 
A thousand times, NO! 

I would resolve in my heart each day, I 
shall overcome! I tried, I cried, I felt self 
pity, I felt depression, I felt loneliness 
even in a crowd of people. People loved 
me, but I could not receive that love. I 
felt like a misfit. You name it, I had it. 

Every force of Hell assailed me in my 
weakened condition but some where, 
buried down deep in my soul, I knew that 
some time, somewhere I would, yet, rise 
to the mountain peaks and walk with 
'Hinds Feet'. 

Today, after a beautiful experience 
with the Lord, having been in the hospital 
a second time, I am a new person! All 
reports were negative. I said I am going 
for a good report and February 14, 1978, 
Valentine's Day, I was to truly know 
what the "Agape Love", GQd's Love was 
and is. I will never be the same again. My 
whole concept of life has changed. I have 
seen our Lord in all His splendor and 
glory and truly there is "Life after Life." 

You want to know more? Just ask me 
and I will be happy to tell you. 

Are you fearful, afraid to live, afraid to 
die? Then turn your life completely over 
to Jesus Christ and live. 

Remember the way of the cross leads 
home. Remember, God loves you and so 
do we. We welcome you to the "Way of 
the Cross Outreach".

Kentucky took a step forward on an 
Issue of national concern as the House 
Judiciary Statutes committee moved out 
a measure providing for relief in cases of 
spouse abuse. House Bill <HB> 499 
provides for procurement of a 
restraining order without the necessity of 
having previously filed for separation or 
divorce in abuse cases. The bill also 
allows for arrest by police officers at the 
scene if they have reason to believe an 
assault or related offense has occurred. 
Victims of abuse further are assured 
they will not sufFer from taking action 
since the law grants them the right to the 
residence or household. All legal actions 
under the proposed bill are to be handled 
in circuit court.

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Perkins Again 
Changes Story 
About Burglary 

Denztl Perkins has agatn changed hts 
story relatmg to the part played by him, 
Melvin Caldwell and John Britton 
Preston in the burglary of the Abbott 
Creek home of Btlly Frasure. 

When testtmony was heard Feb. 20 on 
Caldwell's motion for a new trial after he 
had been given a lG-year pen term in the 
burglary, Perkins renounced testimony 
which he gave at the trial and satd he was 
not at the scene but was at home with his 
parents in Magoffin county. He was 
jailed for perjury, since he had testified 
at the trial of Caldwell that he sat in a car 
while Caldwell and Preston entered 
Frasure's mobtle home and emerged 
with household items. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen said this week that Perkins asked 
the jailer for permission to talk with 
Allen, a few days after Perkins had been 
jailed, and that Perkins told him hts 
original version of the burglary, as told 
at the Caldwell trial, was true. He ex­
plained that he changed his story 
because he feared for his own safety and 
that of his parents. 

His parents, Allen said, also testified at 
the hearing on motion for new trial that 
their son was at home in :\tagoffin county 
on the date the Abbott break-in was 
committed. But the younger Perkins told 
the prosecutor that his parents merely 
were mistaken in the date, that it was the 
preceding Saturday when he was at 
home. 

Allen said he took two separate 
statements from Perkins and that the 
only difference in his latest story and the 
testimony given by him at the Caldwell 
trial was that only he, Caldwell and 
Preston were at the robbery scene and 
that the fourth person whom he men­
tioned at the trial did not exist. 

The prosecutor said he explained to 
Perkins that he could not promise him 
immunity from prosecution on the 
perjury charge now against him in return 
for cooperation as a witness. "In fact," 
Allen said, "I can't see how I can avoid 
prosecuting him."

31.1 Million Visit 
State Parks in '77 

A record 31 1 million persons visited 
Kentucky's network of state parks, 
shrines and museums in 1977, according 
to a state Department of Parks survey. 

In releasing the figures, parks com­
missioner Bruce Montgomery noted that 
Ken tuck~ 's 15 resort parks likewise 
reflected an increase In their occupancy 
rates-67.5 percent as opposed to 66 46 
percent m 1976. Greenbo Lake's camping 
area registered the htghest occupancy 
rate with 80.5 percent of that park's 
available sites being occupied during the 
Apnl through October season. 

In a breakdown on lodge, cottage and 
campmg attendance, the largest lodge, 
Lake Barkley in Western Kentucky, 
cla1med the largest number of guests 
over 31,000 But most campers chose 
sites at Kentucky Dam Village, over 
101,000. Campers also averaged a three­
day stay at Kentucky Dam, longer than 
at any other park. 

The ;'-;o 2 choice for campers was not 
another resort park but Fort Boones­
borough in Clark County, visited by 
nearly 86,000 campers last year. 

General Butler lodge and cottage 
guests averaged a longer stay at the 
Carrollton resort than at any other 
Kentucky park The park recorded an 
average 2.3 days for lodge guests and 3 1 
for cottage guests. Parks officials at­
tribute this higher average to the fact 
that a large number of tobacco buyers 
reside at the park during the tobacco 
market season. 

John James Audubon State Park at 
Henderson, normally considered a "day" 
park, also has five one-bedroom col· 
tages, where some 1,900 persons stayed 
in 1977. 

Just as the lodge at Lake Barkley 

housed the largest number of guests of 
any park, so too, dad that park's 
restaurant feed more people. In fact, the 
Lake Barkley staff prepared 15.8 percent 
of all park meals served in 1977. 

And, most of the parks meals were 
probably served to Kentuckians who 
accounted for over 40 percent of the total 
parks attendance. Ohio guests accounted 
for nearly 17 percent of the total 60 
percent out-of-state attendance, followed 
by Indiana and Illinois and then 
remaining states and some foreign 
countries 

Understandable, the beaches at 
Kentucky's parks were more crowded in 
July than during any other month, 
e pecially at Kentucky Dam, where an 
estimated 271,000 persons came to swim 
and sun. 

f\Iuseum and shrine visitations were 
down in 1977 from the previous year, 
from over 438,000 in 1976 to just under 
391,000. Montgomery pointed out that 
Federal Hill at Bardstown, better known 
around the world as "My Old Kentucky 
Home," was closed for an extensive 
renovation for months, thus largely 
accounting for the decrease. 

However, the historic house still was 
visited by 140,000 people, more than all 
othr museums or shrines. 

Too, the Jefferson Davis monument at 
Fairview and Danville's Constitution 
Square are presently under renovation. 

Montgomery predicted that museum 
attendance would probably pick up 
substantially when all renovations are 
completed.

offered the public assistance withholding 
program (PAWl to households receiving 
monthly public assistance checks. A 
household choosing this system now gets 
a reduced check and the balance in food 
stamps each month. Most households on 
public assistance get a check and a card 
authorizing the purchase of food stamps. 

According to Gail Huecker, social 
insurance commission, PAW is being 
discontinued because there is not much 
demand for the service. Of some 94,000 
Kentucky households using food stamps, 
321 participate in PAW 

Huecker says the decrease in demand 
is due to the federal Supplemental 
Security Income <SSI> program, a part of 
Social Security. SSI replaced a state 
public assistance program, Sup­
plementation for the Aged, Blind and 
Disabled, in 1975. Kentuckians who were 
eligible for the state supplementation 
program began receiving benefits 
through SSI. Until April 1, PAW remains 
an option for Kentuckians receiving 
support from the Aid to Families with 
Dependent ChildrenCAFDC) program. 

According to Huecker, PAW costs the 
state $1,100 a month in postage charges 
plus administrative costs. ''The program 
is not cost-effective with so few house­
holds participating,'' she said. 

Households now participating in the 
public assistance withholding program 
will receive a letter of notification at 
least 60 days before PAW ends. The letter 
will explain that these households will 
begin receiving full public assistance 
checks and food stamp cards by mail 
after Aprill. The letter also will explam 
how these households may order food 
stamps by mail if they desire.

Club Speaker Says Recycling Waste Answer 
Wayland, Ky "The best solution to 

the solid waste problem IS recycling". So 
advised Don Wills, environmental 
engineer for Nat10nal Mines Corporation 
speaking recently before the Lackey­
Garrett-Wa yland Woman 's Club. 

Discussing the ubject " Con-
servation," he explained that it takes less 
energy to make aluminum from recycled 
matenal than from the original ore. He 
also pointed out that oftentimes the 
substance that is polluting the air, water 
or ground is a commodity that might be 
recycled: so, pollutiOn can often be 
considered as a substitute resource, as in 
the case of fly ash , which has many uses . 

After giving eye-opening statistics on 
the amount of solid waste in the nation 
and the stupendous amoun t of money 
spent annually to d1spose of it, Mr. Wills 
stressed the need for organized pickup of 
solid waste and a program for getting it 
to recycling centers. 

Wills, a graduate of the University of 
Kentucky and formerly employed by 
the state of Kentucky in the En· 
v ironmental Department, has been with 
National Mines for the past several years 
and is n registered professional engineer . 

The club's program on art, which was 
scheduled for January and which was 
postponed because of the severe weather, 
was combined at this meeting under the 
heading, "Art and Conservation," by 
Mack W. Martin , Floyd county 
elementary teacher. . 

On the first part of the subject Mr. 
Martin asked the question, " Why do we 
need art in the elementary schools?" 
Explaining that " children are naturally 
creative and unless we develop that, they 
may completely lose it before they get to 
high school," ~1r . .Martin summed up the 
most important reason.

In commemoration of International 
ytomen's Day, March 8, a group of Floyd 
county women have joined with others 
across the state in travelling to Frankfort 
to voice their support of three bills before 
the Kentucky legislature dealing with 
spouse abuse. The group hopes to provide 
testimony to the Judiciary Statutes 
Committee on a bill allocating funding 
for shelters throughout state, HB 750. 
This same committee analyzed and 
passed on to the House last week two bills 
concerning battered women, HB 499 (the 
Domestic Abuse Act) and HB 498 (the 
Abandonment bill). 

Testifying before the committee, 
Karen Jones, a staff attorney with 
Prestonsburg's legal services office 
CAPPALRED), outlined the key points of 
the Domestic Abuse Act. Miss Jones 
participated in drafting the legislation 
because her experience as a legal ser­
vices' attorney had convinced her that 
this was an important problem for her 
clients that was not being dealt with in 
the best possible manner. 

"From the cases in our office," Miss 
Jones said, "the problem seems 
prevalent in this county." 

In order to afford a battered wife more 
immediate protection, the Domestic 
Abuse Act allows an abused woman to 
obtain a temporary protection order 
without initiating a divorce proceeding. 
The proposed law further expands the 
ability of law-enforcement officers to 
effectively respond to complaints by 
allowing them to arrest on "probable 
cause" that abuse has occurred. And, to 
tlevelop a comprehensive approach to 
reducing violence in the home, the act 
provides for the collection of data on each 
incident. 

Because a woman may be in peril of 
her life, she is sometimes forced to flee 
the home without her children. She has 
not willfully abandoned them; rather, 
she has been forced to become separated 
from them. The Abandonment Amend­
ment prohibits the courts from con­
sidering the woman's departure, under 
these conditions, as an "abandonment" 
of her children. This bill was passed by 
the House on March 1 and will now move 
to the Senate for consideration. 

Responding to the problems facing 
battered women in custody disputes in 
rural areas, a group of Floyd county 
citizens has formed to help find some 
possible solutions. Eula Hall, a member 
of this group, strongly urged support of 
the proposed bills. She expressed con­
cern that HB 501, a bill requiring women 
to prosecute their assailants in order to 
receive assistance from the Department 
of Human Resources, would only make 
the situation for a battered woman more 
difficult.

Members of numerous agencies who 
come in contact with battered women 
throughout the county feel that legal 
action is not enough. "Many of the 
women come to us <legal services) as a 
last resort because of the lack of alter· 
natives available to them," Miss Jones 
explained, ''And, if they do return to their 
assailants, it is, generally, because they 
are dependent on the man for financial 
and emotional support " 

Shelters for women, as well as 
financial assistance and emotional 
support groups, would provide women in 
this area with more alternatives. The 
Shelter Bill, introduced recently, seeks to 
appropriate one million dollars for six 
shelters in Kentucky, particularly in the 
eastern portion of the state. These 
shelters would be developed by women 
who have been abused themselves and 
who have found successful ways to deal 
with the situation. 

Providing alternatives for battered 
women is also the major goal of the 
recently formed Floyd county group. 
Some members of this group met last 
Saturday with interested people from 
other counties to discuss the legislation 
and the possibility of trying to establish a 
shelter in this area.

I would never have dreamed he was a 
thief. Our acquaintance had been 
friendly and casual. "An entertainer 
turned salesman," was his approach to 
me. I prodded him about his background. 
He had ties with several distilleries, an 
account with a tobacco company. "At 
present," he said, "I'm an agent for a 
magazine." I let him come in. "There's 
no place in my life for liquor or tobacco," 
I told him. My body is the temple of the 
Holy Spirit," I told him. He was un­
disturbed by my convictions. He would 
hold his views. I could hold mine. I had 
reservations on many of his stories. Still, 
his experiences excited me. I invited him 
back, hoping to have a helpful influence 
on him. My wife reminded me that his 
return visit conflicted with prayer 
meeting. I should go but I had to stand by 
the invitation given this friend. "I don't 
trust him." she said and grew more 
concerned as he took up more time of our 
family life. 

My day was boring compared with 
evenings with him. His imagination was 
captivating. I would laugh myself sick at 
his experiences. His scrapes with the law 
were breath-taking. He was an "extra" 
in motion pictures. But he couldn't talk 
a bout this without including sex. I cut 
him off time and again. Then he began to 
affect my young son and daughter. They 
couldn't wait to hear his hair-raising 
tales. They would have stayed up all 
hours had we allowed it. This was hurting 
their studies. I began to worry about this 
fellow's presence in our home. Then it 
came. Several of my books turned up 
missing. I concluded the fellow might be 
a thief. It looked suspicious. I decided to 
check on him next door as he had been 
there also. Sure enough, he had taken 
things there, too. Most neighbors who 
knew him found something missing. No 
more Christian magazines in one home. 
The Bible missing in another. The family 
altar was missing in one home. I was 
surprised to hear that their Sunday and 
Mid-Week church hours had been spent 
with this guy. 

At last I realized my visitor was af­
flicted with kleptomania. Like a thief he 
had stolen my books, magazines, and 
time. But the chief things missing were 
my close friendship with Christ and the 
evenings spent talking with my family 
and friends. Some have lost things of real 
value, not trifles, but precious family 
things. Spiritual, social, and intellectual 
experiences have been taken, replaced 
by only a moment of crackpot 
amusement. This fellow is not at our 
home now, though if I could keep him in 
his place he would be hannless to have 
around. Kleptomaniacs are not always 
deliberately bad. But you must keep 
your eyes open or they will continually 
steal things from you. I still see him now 
and then at my neighbor's. He keeps 
them laughing or excited hour after hour. 
I have been trying to recall his name so 
you would be alerted about him and his 
subtle methods. It escapes me, but I will 
never forget his initials. They were "T. 
V." 

I wonder what has T.V. robbed from 
you. Time? Devotions? Good reading? 
Wholesome conversation? Church at­
tendance? Check your list and see. You 
may be surprised at what you find 
missing. This sly character reminds me 
of a wild horse. You have to sit tight with 
a firm hold on the reins or he will run 
away with you. If you don't control him 
he will control you. When you learn to 
treat T.V. like Paul treated his body he 
will be kept in his place. "I buffet my 
body, handle it roughly, discipline it by

'Ibe Aprllt7 deadline for filing federal 

inc:ome tax returu is rapklly ap­
proac:bbtg. Within the next few weeki 
consumers will be gatbering caneeUed 
checks and receipts in preparation for 
flUng their returns. Whether you decide 
to prepare your own tax return or to 
CCJDSUlt a tax preparation service, there 
are teveral points you must remember. 

Firat, whether or not you must file a 
tax return with the Internal Revenue 
Service URS> depends upon tbe amount 
of your income during the past year and 
your status as a taxpayer. 'Ibe tax forms 
mailed or provided to you by the IRS 
outUne the rules that determine if you file 
a return and what retum you must use. 
Even if you are not required by law to file 
a return, you should file a form to get a 
refund if income tax was withheld from 
your paycheck, or if you are eligible for 
the "esmed income credit.." 

Taxpayers can avoid additional costa 
in penalties and interest by provtding all 
the information requested on the ret\D'D 
and by paying the tax when It is due. A 
penalty of five to twenty five percent of 
your tax can be aiSeSied for the filing 
unless you can show a reasonable excuse 
for the delay. U you must file a late 
ret\D'D, be sure to attach a full ex­
planation for the delay with your return. 

Income tax law requires each ta•yer 
to keep cancelled checks, receipts or 
other records as long as their contents 
could be needed for evaluating your tax 
return. Records that subltantlate your 
incOme, deductions or credits on your 
return should be kept at least three yean 
from the date the return was due or filed, 
or two yean from tbe date you paid the 
tax, whichever occurs later. Some 
records, howe~er, especially those 
relating to real .estate, should be kept 
indefinitely. Copies of your completed 
tax returns should also be retained for 
your records. 

Also, it is very important that you sign 
and date your tax return or it will be 
rejected by the IRS. U you me a joint 
return, then both you and your spouse 
must sign the form. U you pay someone 
to prepare your return for you, then that 
person must also sign as the "preparer ." 
Persons who fill out your form for free to 
not have to sign your return. 

Finally, you must remember that 
regardless of who prepares the tax form 
or assists you in computing the tax owed, 
you are responsible for tbe accuracy of 
your return and for the payment of the 
correct tax. U an error is made by you or 
by the tax preparation service you hired, 
you are still held leplly obligated to pay 
the proper amount of tax and any penalty 
or interest that is assessed. 

The Internal Revenue Service baa 
estabtiabect a toll-fr8e telepllone R!I"Yic:e 
to answer consumer's federal tax 
questions. While the IRS does oc­
casionally monitor these calls, no record 
is maintained of the taxpayer's name, 
addresa, or social security number. In 
Kentucky, taxpayers can call 1-800-292-
6570 for information. Lexington residents 
can use a local city nwnber at 255-2333, 
and Louiavillians can call 584-1361. U you

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* Legislative Update * 
More than 110 balls were introduced 

mto the General As embly last week as 
legislators began speeding their ac­
tavities to beat the 6<kiay meetmg 
limatataon et by the tate Constitution. 

The House began the week tr~ing to 
take action on some 60 bills that had 
packed up in its orders of the day; 
however. the effort was surrendered 
when the chamber's voting machme 
broke down Friday. 

Also on I<'riday, the Senate approved 
Senate Bill <SB) 88, which would grant 
the right to collective bargaining to 
certified educators and administrators. 
More than two hours of debate preceded 
the 22-15 vote on that measure. 

Among the bills signed into law by Gov. 
Julian Carroll were three bills repealing 
obsolete statutes relating to public 
education. 

Senate Bill <SB> 23. sponsored by Sen. 
David Karem <D·Louisvillel, deletes the 
provision that the board of education of a 
district embracing a city of the first or 
second class may appoint as secretary its 
business manager or assistant 
superintendent for business affairs. 

SB 24, sponsored by Karem, deletes 
exceptions to the school district fiscal 
year. 

SB 29, sponsored by Karem, deletes the 
requirement that a teacher who closes 
school before the end of the school year 
must make a report to the superin­
tendent. 

House B11l <HB 184, introduced by Rep. 
Bobby Richardson CD-Glasgowl, in­
creases the daily per diem compensation 
to legislative employees. The measure 
provides a $5-a-day increase for clerks, 
sergeants-at-arms, doorkeepers and 
janitors and a $2-a-day increase for 
pages. The bill is retroactive to Jan. 3, 
1978. 

Among bills and resolutions passed in 
either the House or Senate were: 

HB 406, which passed the House 62-15, 
would require tobacco warehouses to 
extend rebates without discrimination or 
favor to larger customers. The bill also 
prohibits warehouses from giving free­
haul incentives. 

The House also adopted two bills 
relating to disaster procedures and 
damage claims. HB 2'.l7, sponsored by 
Rep. Herbert Deskins <D-Pikeville), 
would permit the governor, in the event 
of a declared emergency, to send police 
or National Guardsmen onto private 
property to remove hazardous debris or 
other dangerous objects. 

The House passed and sent to the 
governor SB 117, sponsored by Sen. 
Kelsey Friend CO-Pikeville), which 
permits disaster losses to be deducted 
from gross income for the computatton of 
state taxes . 

HB 59, sponsored by Rep. Mark Fitz­
gerald <D-Cynthiana), would remove 
the protective headgear requirement for 
motorcyclists. The House passed the 
measure 50-43. 

The Senate passed legislation creating 
a state office of medical services, 
strengtherning teachers' disciplinary 
authority and permitting the fer­
mentation of wine for home use. 

SB 109, sponsored by Sen. Danny 
Yocom (D-Louisvillel, would create an 
office of medical services in the 
Department for Human Resources. The 
bill, in its original form, called for 
creation of the position of surgeon 
general. But the measure later was 
amended to establish the office of 
medical services. The vote was 3G-7. 

SB 28, sponsored by Sen. David Karem 
<D-Louisville), would give school ad­
ministrators and teachers more 
authority to discipline students. It passed 
37-0. 

SB 236, also sponsored by Karem,• 
would permit the making of wine for 
home use in sections Qf the state where 
alcoholic beverages are sold legally. The 
senators were divided on the issue, 
voting to pass it by a narrow 18-16 
margin. 

In Committee 
A bill which would increase the Stl\te 

minimum wage from $160 to $2.00 on 
July 1 was passed out of the Senate Labor 
and Industry Committee this week. 
Sponsored by Rep. J. R. Gray <D­
Benton), HB 39 was approved by the 
House 85-1. The bill would probably be 
considered by the Senate late next week. 

The Senate Highways and Traffic 
Safety Committee approved HB 25, 
which Tegalizes the sale and use of 
mopeds-motorized bicycles-and 
establishes regulations covering the 
vehicle's use. The bill, sponsored by Rep. 
Sam Thomas <0-Bebanon), passed the 
House by a 62-32 vote. 

Sen. Tom Easterly <D-Frankfortl 
sponsored a bill requiring minimum 
competency testing in elementary and 
secondary schools which was approved 
by the Senate Education Committee. 
Easterly's bill is SB 108. 

The House Health and Welfare Com­
mittee reported favorably on a bill whach 
would establish a program to provide 
short-term crisis assistance to persons 
facing financial emergencies. Sponsored 
by Rep. Jerry Kleier <D-Louisville), HB 
15 would usually supply the aid for 30 
days, although the bill leaves actual 
termination of the assistance to the 
discretion of the human resources 
department. 

The House Elections and Constitutional 
Amendments Committee approved a 
joint resolution that would automatically 
rescind Kentucky's approval of the 
Equal Rights Amendment on March 24, 
1979, the deadline for the amendment's 
ratification. Rep. Dexter Wright <R­
Louisvillel, the resolution's sponsor, said 
House Joint Resolution 52 is a warning to 
the U.S. Congress not to extend the 
deadline. 

The Appropraation and Revenue 
Committee> are continuing hearings on 
Gov Juhun Carroll's 1978 '80 executive 

( Dela)ed from Last Week) 

budget proposal. This week, the com­
mittees heard requrests from tate 
agencies mcluding t!le Department for 
Human Rc ources <DHR> and the Ad­
mimstratave Office of the Courts <AOC). 

Among bills introduced were: 
-HB 700, sponsored by Rep Ron Cyrus 

<D-Greenup), creating a state-operated 
workmen's compensataon insurance 
program The bill carrie a $1 million 
appropriation for implementation during 
the 1978-'80 biennium. The bill was 
prompted by the rising costs of work­
men's compensation insurance in 
Kentucky. A similar bill, SB 325, "'as 
introduced in the Senate by Sen. Kelsey 
Friend <D·Pikeville>. 

-HB 625, sponsored by Rep. Jody 
Richards <D-Bowling Green), which 
establishes the Kentucky Higher 
Education Student Loan Corp. 
-sB 307, sponsored by Sen. Tom 

Garrett <D-Paducahl, which establishes 
a state Department of Energy, a cabinet 
level agency, that will reorganize the 
existing department of energy and in· 
elude the Kentucky Center for Energy 
Research and other related agencies. 

HB 616, sponsored by Rep. Mark 
Fitzgerald CO-Cynthiana), which 
establishes a trust fund for the Kentucky 
State Racing Commission. 

In a marathon five-hour session 
Friday, the Senate rejected an attempt to 
remove the so-called "Berry Bottle Bill'' 
from committee and adopted a watered­
down version of a measure permitting 
collective bargaining by teachers 

The Senate has defeated two separate 
discharge petitions in as many days, 
having narrowly rejected an effort by 
opponents of the Equal Rights Amend­
ments <ERA> to have their rescission 
resolution, Senate Joint Resolution 4, 
brought before the Senate. 

Anti-ERA forces collected 19 sup­
porting votes, one short of the required 
constitutional majority, in Thursday's 
vote to remove SJR 4 from committee, 
where the issue has simmered since Jan. 
12. 

Sen. Gene Huff <R-London) today 
moved for suspension of Senate rules to 
vote on the resolution. However, the vote 
on the rules suspension met the identical 
fate as Thursday's, failing 19-17. 

Sen. John Berry <D-New Castle) ex­
perienced more difficulty with his 
discharge petition to remove from 
committee his "bottle bill" which 
prohibits the use of disposable cans and 
bottles by beverage companies. 

After a lengthy debate over the merits 
of the legislative committee system and 
the issue of beverage containers, the 
Senate defeated the petition, 15-22. 

More than two hours of discussion 
followed when the bill permitting 
collective bargaining by teachers was 
put before the Senators for their vote. 

In two days since Wednesday's post­
ponement of the vote, six amendments 
were filed. However, only two of those 
amendments passed, one making a 
$30,000 appropriation for the bill's im­
plementation and the other giving the 
superintendent of public instruction 
instead of the Department of Labor the 
authority to appoint mediators. 

Actually, the Senate adopted a sub­
stitute for SB 88. The original version 
required binding arbitration in contract 
negotiations between teachers and local 
school boards. 

Sen. Don Johnson <D-Louisvillel called 
the substitute a "simple meet and con­
fer" directive for teachers and school 
boards. The adopted version establishes 
procedures for such negotiations, 
providing teachers more input on the 
conduct of education business. 

Similar measures have passed the 
Senate in the past, but they have either 
been defeated by the House or vetoed by 
the GQvernor. 

In other action, the Senate passed a 
House bill and a House resolution and 
sent them to GQv. Carroll for his 
signature or veto. 

HB 282, introduced by Rep. Steven 
Beshear CO-Lexington), permits urban­
county governments to employ juvenile 
probation officers for the juvenile 
division of district courts. It passed the 
Senate 30-0. 

Also unanimously adopted by the 
Senate was House Joint Resolution 
<HJR> 5 designating Agnes O'Rear, of 
Frankfort, as a poet laureate of Ken­
tucky. Rep. Hank Hancock <D­
Frankfortl introduced HJR 5. 

The House voted down a bill that would 
raise penalties for second and sub­
sequent convictions for carrying a 
concealed weapon from a class A 
misdemeanor to a class D felony. 

House BilJ <HB 355), sponsored by Rep. 
Aubrey Williams (D-Louisville), had 
been tabled Wednesday when the House 
voted to table a floor amendment to the 
bill that would have outlawed the 
manufacture and sale of "Saturday night 
special" handguns. The House voted to 
reconsider the bill early in today's 
session. 

The bill began running into trouble 
when Rep. James "Jitter" Allen CO­
Martin) expressed his opposition 
because persons carrying guns in 
automobile glove compartments could be 
arrested and charged under the bill. 
Williams responded that the bill was not 
a gun control measure, but was intended 
to offer protection to policemen. 

The vote on the bill was 38·44. 
The House also approved Senate Bill 

<SB) 50, sponsored by Sen. Walter Baker 
CR-Glasgow), which requires the state 
Ia w librarian to furnish copies of 
statutes, annotations, court rules and 
administrative regulations to circuit and 
district judges. The vote was 78-6. 

The bill now goes to Gov. Julian Carroll 
for his signature or veto. 

A btll that would allow county govern­
ment in counties v.ith populations of 
30,000 to ch.-arge license fees on 

businesses, trades, occupataons and 
professions was approved by a 6G-17 
margin HB 393, sponsored by Rep. 
Elmer Dietz <0-Ludlow), will affect 
mamly northern Kentucky counties. 

The House approved HB 221, sponsored 
by Rep. J11nmy White <0-Barbourville), 
which requires that tate policemen who 
are disabled whtle on duty be retained on 
the state payroll The bill further 
requires that limited duties be assigned 
to officers who are able to perform the 
duties. The bill passed 85-1. 

A bill that clanfles the status of state 
Attorney General opinions as advisory 
rather than binding was passed 57-28. HB 
297 was sponsored by Rep. Gross Lindsay 
(D-Henderson>. 

HB 202, sponsored by Rep. Hank 
Hancock <D-Frankfortl was approved 83-
0 The bill extends retirement benefits to 
former state employees who held 
dangerous positions. The ball affects 
employees who retired before July 1, 
1976. 

A bill sponsored by Rep. Adrian Arnold 
<D-Mt. Sterling), HB 239, requires 
licensed funeral directors to supervise 
relocation of grave and cemeteries. The 
vote on the bill was 83-0. 

A bill that prohibits electioneering 
within 50 feet of the outside entrance of a 
polling place was approved 52-38. HB 187 
was sponsored by Rep. Frank Smith (D· 
Shepherdsville). 

Other bills approved by the House 
today include: 

-HB 263, sponsored by Rep. Bob Jones 
CO-Crestwood), which allows authorized 
local boards of health to grant variances 
as well as permits for on-site sewage 
disposal systems. The vote was 7l-5. 

-HB 362, sponsored by Rep. Bobby 
Richardson (D-Glasgow), requires that 
two attorneys be hearing officers in 
probation and parole hearings. The vote 
was 7G-15. 

-HB 369, sponsored by Rep. Ed 
Holloway (D-Middletown), which 
reclassifies the city of Douglass Hills in 
Jefferson County as a fourth class city 
rather than sixth class city. It passed 88-
o. 

-HB 435, sponsored by Rep. Carl Nett 
m-Louisville), which permits cities and 
counties to form joint parking 
authorities. The vote was 85-2. 

-sB 1, sponsored by Sen. Joe Wright 
m-Harned>, which exempts from state 
licensing non-residential nurseries and 
agents, dealers and sellers of trees 
representing non-residential nurseries 
The vote was 60-22. The bill now goes to 
Gov. Carroll. 

-sB 17, sponsored by Sen. David 
Karem <0-Louisville), which is a house­
cleaning measure removing obsolete 
statutes from state lawbooks on 
education. It was approved 86-0. It too 
goes to Gov. Carroll. 

-sa 19, also sponsored by Karem, is 
also a housecleaning bill directed at 
education statutes. It now goes to the 
Governor. 

- SB 33, also sponsored by Karem, is 
an education bill that raises the level for 
required competitive bidding by local 
boards of education from purchases of 
$2,500 to $3,500. The bill goes to Gov. 
Carroll now. 

-SB 37, also sponsored by Karem, is 
also an education statutes housecleaning 
measure. This now goes to Gov. Carroll. 

The Senate Health and Welfare 
Committee gave a favorable report to a 
bill that would legalize the use, 
manufacture and sale of Laetrile in 
Kentucky. Rep. Ron Cyrus CO-Greenup) 
said House Bill <HB) 70 would allow 
terminal cancer patients to remain in 
Kentucky to get treatments with the 
controversial substance. He said that 
interstate commerce and federal Food 
and Drug administration <FDA> 
restrictions have forced patients to leave 
Kentucky for treatment at Mexican 
Laetrile clinics. 

John Riley, a senior medical student at 
the University of Louisville, told the 
committee that no scientific testing has 
demonstrated Laetrile's effectiveness as 
a treatment for cancer. He said the bill 
could cause a medical crisis similar to 
the thalidomide scandal in Europe in the 
early 1960's. 

The bill was amended to call for state 
board of medical licensure restrictions 
on Laetrile clinics and to require labeling 
of containers of the substance to warn 
that Laetrile's effectiveness has not been 
scientifically established. 

The Senate Public Utilities and Trans­
portation Committee failed to adopt a bill 
that would revamp the Kentucky Public 
Service Commission <PSC>. The bill, 
sponsored by Sen. Tom Easterly <D· 
Franklin), proposed to make the com­
missioners' positions full time. They 
presently serve part time. The measure, 
as amended, also would reduce the 
number of commissioners from five to 
three. 

The House Elections and Constitutional 
Amendments Committee gave favorable 
reports to four bills concerning the 
conduct of elections in the state. One of 
these, HB 187, sponsored by Rep. Frank 
Smith CO-shepherdsville), statutorially 
prohibits electioneering within 50 feet of 
a voting booth, rather than within 50 feet 
of the entrance to a polling place.

First Statewide 
Purge of Voters 

Secretary of State Drexell R Davas has 
announced that the State Board of 
Elections, of whach he is chairman, \\Ill 

soon conduct its first tatewide purge of 
voters as required by Kentucky law. The 
name of any rega tcred voter \'<ho has not 
voted at lea t once during the Ia t four 
years wtll be purged. 

Davis emphasized that the legaslatavc 
mtent of the purge 1 not to penahze or 
harass registered voters The purpo e of 
the purge is to remO\ e mehgable voters 
from the votmg rolls. This should 
mmimaze the possabality of votmg 
irregularities. 

If a registered voter receives a notice 
that his name has been purged and he 
believes that he has, in fact, voted at 
least once since the November, 1973 
election, he has 30 days to protest his 
purgation to his County Board of Elec­
tions. If, after examining voting records, 
the County Board finds that the voter has 
voted at least once, the County Board will 
reinstate the voter. If the protest 1s 
denied and the voter wishes to vote, he 
can re-register to vote immediately and 
vote an the next election. 

Davis recognizes that there may have 
been a few clerical errors at the precinct, 
county or state level, whereby a voter 
may not have been given credit for 
voting. He hopes that any inconvenience 
to voter can be kept to a minimum by 
the ease with which voters may re­
register to vote.

• 'owhere can you find such good help 
since the understanding and courage for 
your problem comes from others in the 
same predicament. As a group, we get 
educated about the alcohol illness and 
begin learning how to cope with our­
:;elves so we can cope with the alcoholic's 
drinking. 

You have no power over the alcoholic. 
You can't make an individual stop 
drinking. Confiscating the bottle leads 
the drinker to earch for a smarter 
hiding place; nagging provides needed 
puni hment, for guilt the alcoholic feels, 
onsetting another drunk.

Energy Commission 
Reduces Rate Charged 
By Ky. W.Va. Gas Co. 

The Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission at its February meeting 
disposed of two remaining issues in a 
case involving a proposed $5.3 million 
annual wholesale natural gas rate in­
crease by Kentucky West Virginia Gas 
Company. The Commission's action will 
reduce the rate which was collected 
subject to refund for a 3-year period, and 
provides that refunds be made, with 
interest. 

The Commission opinion reverses in 
part and affirms in part an ad­
ministrative law judge's initial decision. 
The ruling involves the pricing of gas 
from leases acquired after October 7, 
1969, and the proposed rate of return.
