Floyd Man
12-Yr. Term

Gary Castle Trial
On Robbery Charge
Near End, Tuesday

Gary Castle was convicted late
Tuesday on two counts. On the
charge of first-degree assault
(shooting and wounding) the
jury set his pen term at 17 years,
and the robbery conviction drew
an 11-year sentence.

A circuit court jury in the third day of
the trial of Don Stephen Gearheart,
charged with the slaying of Conley at
Eastern, returned a guilty verdict last
Wednesday after about four hours'
deliberation and set his prison term at 12
years,

The defendant this week filed motion
and grounds for a new trial.

Except for officers testifying as to their
findings after the shootings, all witnesses
but one admitted they were friends of the
defendant.

Their testimony was to the effect that,
following an argument between Conley
and Gearheart over the labor situation
prevailing at that time when a “‘wildcat"
mine strike, Arnold Jones fired a shot
from a rifle before Conley pulled away
from the service station in his truck, and
that Gearheart then took possession of
the rifle and walked onto KY 80. Some
testified that he had walked back into the
service station when a shot was fired
from the truck, then wentoutside to fire a
single shot from the rifle,

Jan Hicks, owner of the rifle, and the
only witness who did nol say he was a
friend of the defendant, testified that
Gearheart took ‘‘dead aim’ before the
shot was fired from the truck and that

New Allen Water Board
Steps into Arid Situation

A new board of waler commissioners
was inducted to office Monday evening at
Allen, and the five members im-
mediately stepped into what was
described as a distressing situation.

With little or no water service in Old
Allen and surrounding areas—May
Village, Dwale, Gas Fork and Hinton
Hollow—also affected, the com-
missioners immediately began trying to
decide which direction to go. They have
the choice of investing more money in the
old system or of buying water, wholesale,
from Prestonsburg or the Beaver
Elkhorn Water District.

Meetings of the commissioners are
expected to continue almost nightly
through the week.

The commissioners and the areas to
which they have been assigned are:

Tom Porter, chairman, Old Allen and
Gas Fork; Dr. Robert D. Marshall and
Bill Smith, New Allen and May Village;
Jimmy Sword, Dwale; Bill Woods, Jr.,
the lower section between New Allen and
Emma.

Dr. Marshall said not only house-
holders have felt the pinch as faucets
dried up or the little water coming
through was muddy. Professional and
business people are feeling the shortage,
and the Allen Elementary School has
been dismissed for a week at noon,

The area was getting water for a few
days from the Beaver Elkhorn district,

but that supply was cut off, and it was not
clear why.

Bill Harvey Howard, superintendent of
the Prestonsburg water system, said,
““We're selling them all they can use. We
have not discontinued any service—
we're trying to help.”

But homes on higher elevations, above
the Prestonsburg system tank, are not
getting water, he said, because it
depends on gravity flow, He said the

Mining Venture Fate
May Rest on Courts

A simmering dispute over a coal
company'sright to operate a coal mine in
the corporate limits of Prestonsburg is
expected to hil the courts soon after the
city zoning commission takes official
action in the case next Monday evening.

The Co-Op Mining Company began
opening an old mine at what is locally
known as the Ball Alley Curve, on old US
23 here, and it claims it has already in-
vested some $170,000 in the project. The
work was begun after Donald L. Horn
hid appeared for the company at City
Hall where he said he outlined his
company’s plans. He says he was told by
Joe P. Tackett, Jr., building inspector, to
proceed with the project. But Tackett
says he was confused aboul the location
of the operation and would not have
approved it, had he known it was to be in
the city limits.

The Ball Alley Curve area is zoned R-2
(limited to residential building).

The mine now is producing a reported
250-300 tons a day. Since its opening two
orders to “‘cease and desist’’ have been
served, without result, The application of
the company for rezoning was set for
hearing but the hearing was postponed
till May 1.

Now, city officials expect the zoning
commission to stand firm against the
industrial rezoning that would be
necessary for continued mine operation.

Officials of the coal company say they
are prepared to wage a legal battle, if
necessary. One pointed out that the coal
under lease was conveyed by Broad
Form deed—an instrument which en-
titles the holder to many rights, including
the right to mine and rights of ingress
and egress.

Court action already has been
threatened against Co-Op after its failure
to obey the stop orders served.

“'We can’t allow that,"”” Mayor Harold
W. Cooley said.

The company has the necessary state
permit for mining, and says it will
present no safety hazards at the site. It
proposes construction of a wall and
paving to make the site attractive rather
than unsightly.

Prestonsburg has no ordinance
prohibiting the mining of coal within its
limits, and Mayor Cooley said'it is
doubtful if a law restricting coal mining
only would be unconstitutional. He in-
dicated that study of a statule to govern
extraction of minerals of all kinds will be
made.

Joe E. Ousley, one of the company's
stockholders, said city officials should
favor the zoning change to permit the
mine to operate, since the operation is
now employing eight miners from whom
the city would benefil in employees’ lax.

And when the Shrine circus came to
Prestonsburg recently the company
announced that a royalty of 25 cents on
every ton of coal mined at the Bald Alley
location will go to the Shriners’ hospital
for crippled children at Lexington.

Drastic Action
Held Necessary

To Whip Deficit

Supt. of Schools E. P. Grigshy, Jr. and
the Floyd County Board of Education
have begun possibly the toughest task of
their experience—an across-the-board
reduction of staff, ranging from Lhe
classroom to administrative offices.

The manpower cutback was mandated,
the superintendent said, by the Stale
Board of Education and il is intended to
balance the school board budget which
this year was $356,600 in the red. The
effort to save money and balance the
budget within the next two-three years,
he added, will include “a general belt-
tightening”—not only a reduetion in
personnel but savings, wherever
possible, in fuel, particularly electric
power, purchases of materials and
supplies.

The superintendent and John M.
Stumbeo, chairman of the board, met with
the state board recently on the budget.
‘“They were very sympathetic but
businesslike and suggested the staff
reductions,” Grigsby said.

The first step in the economy program
was taken at the April board meeting
here when the superintendent was
directed to notify all non-tenure teachers
that they may nol be rehired for the next
school term. "'That does not mean that
they definitely will not, but that they may
not, be hired,” Grigsby explained.

“"As bad as I hate to say this, it means
that there will be no new teaching jobs
for young, aspiring teachers," he added.
*‘If a teacher retired, the board and I are
thinking about not replacing them."

He explained that some school
programs will be "‘minimized"’ but that
an attempt will be made to keep as many
as possible, with the number of in-
structors reduced.

How did overstaffing take place?
‘‘Because,'’ the superintendent ex-
plained, ‘‘school systems are required
under the Minimum Foundation to have

While not highly visible to the general public, Medical Records performs
services vital to quality health care. Responsible for recording patient medical
information, as well as collecting statistics, maintaining census reports, and
coding records, the work demands attention to detail and a knowledge of medical
terminology. Physicians dictate information directly to Medical Records from
centralized dictating stations throughout the medical center or directly from
their offices for automatic recording. These tapes are then transcribed and

recorded as permanent records.

In addition, the Medical Records Department maintains the hospital's medical
library, recently reorganized and gearing up for expansion. The department has
access to the University of Kentucky medical library, and is presently awaiting
the results of a grant application which would set up a consortium of several
medical libraries in the region. If awarded, this would expand the libraries of
each hospital within the consortium as well as setting up a regular system of

exchange among the members.

Flood Insurance Problems
Still Hang on, Deskins Finds

Floyd countians are not particularly
concerned at the moment about the
problem of flood insurance, since it's
available to all who want it, but knotty
questions lie ahead.

One of these is the matter of flood plain
management, which will require zoning
commissions and the fiscal court to adopt
specific land-use regulations, and that is
a task no official relishes.

State Rep. Herbie Deskins, of
Pikeville, has discovered another, and it,
he says, applies to all the Big Sandy
watershed. This is the future amount and
cost of the insurance.

Representative Deskins rsaid, after
returning from Washington where he
conferred with Richard W. Krimm, an
administrator of the National Flood
Insurance Program, that the cost of
maximum flood insurance coverage may
double in this area within the next few
years.

That apparently would come when the
counties and towns of the area move
from the ‘‘emergency’” phase, where
they are now, to the '‘regular phase’
which will be required later.

The history of flood insurance is that it
is enmeshed in a prolixity of regulations
and verbiage that is difficult to un-
derstand. It is not clear if any increase in
rates is intended. It may be that the in-
surance will cost more only because the
amount of coverage can be doubled when
the “‘regular” phase becomes effective.

Under the existing emergency
program coverage is limited to $35,000
for a home and $10,000 for its contents;
$100,000 for a business building and the
same amount for its contents.

Homeowners are particularly un-
comfortable with the limit of $10,000 for
home contents. “Why, you can't even
refurnish a kitchen of a small house for
that,"” Deskins commented.

Deskins, whose legislative district lies
mostly in Pike county but includes some
voting precinets in the southern section
of this county, admitted he knew nothing
about flood insurance and that delving
into its ramifications could be an
exasperating experience. ‘““You really
haveto get down in the regulations . . . —
and then it would take 15 lawyers and 14
accountants to figure out what the
language means."

U.S. Shoe Plant Reopens

The Prestonsburg Shoe Company (US
Shoe) has reopened its plant doors here
after an early January closing that was
feared to be final.

Two departments employing 95 are at
work at the plant, cutting and fitting
parts which are trucked to the company's
Maysville plant for completion.

Roy Cardwell, temporary manager
came out of retirement for the present
operation here, said reopening of the
plant has been termed ‘‘temporary,’ but
added that ‘‘we're hoping it's per-
manent." =

Tom Crabtree, former plant manager
who still resides here, divides his time
hetween the Prestonsburg plant and the
company factory at Vevay, Indiana.

When in full production the Prestons-
burg Shoe Company employed 335
workers, mostly women,

Only last week Congressman Carl D.
Perkins announced that the U.S.
Department of Labor will make trade
allowance assistance available to those
laid off at the plant here after last Oct, 29.

They will be eligible for about 70 percent
of their average pay per week for a
period of 52 weeks; will be given special
assistance in finding new jobs; will
receive [ree training,also transportation
help if they train a distance away from
home. An allowance will be paid them for
transportation while looking for work,
and relocation help will be available if
they have to move.

Wheelwright was the first Floyd county
community to take compliance action
and be eligible for the insurance.
Prestonsburg followed in January, 1975,
and the remainder of the county later.

When the destructive 1977 flood came,
one insurance man said only three
buildings in Pikeville were protected. In
flood-ravaged Martin few, if any, then
had the insurance. Since that time,
however, flood insurance has become
popular.

When Prestonsburg first complied, it
was permitted to establish a rough ap-
proximation of the 100-year flood plain.
Later, the Corps of Engineers announced
plans to do a study for the establishing of
definite flood boundaries.

When that flood plain is officially
marked and Phase 2 is effective, no
structure whose floor level is below the
flood stage will be built, and financing of
such structures through use of federal
funds or by a financial institution han-
dling federal monies will be forbidden.

The Floyd County Health Department
will conduct the following free clinics:

Tomeorrow (Thursday) the health
department’'s mobile van will be
stationed at the Garrett Elementary
School where a glaucoma clinic will be
held from 10 am. to 2 p.m. Being
screened for Glaucoma is very important
since it can detect this disease that can
painlessly and silently cause blindness. It
is recommended that all persons age 35
and older have a glaucoma check-up
every two years.

An outpost clinic will be conducted at
the Beaver Valley Clinic at Martin, May
1, from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. The community
health nurse will be offering the following
medical services: Immunizations, TB
skin tests, diabetes screening, blood
pressures, and pap smears. All persons
in the Martin area are urged to take
advantage of these services.

Improvement
Plan at Clark
Wins PTA OK

The Clark School PTA at its April 18
meeling unanimously approved the site
development plans prepared and
presented by senior landscape ar-
chitecture students from The University
of Kentucky.

The plans include play areas for young
and older children; an obstacle course
for use in physical education and play; a
new parking and bus loading area;
basketball and volley ball courts; an
environmental studies area including an
outdoor classroom and nature trail with
overlooks on the hillside behind the
school and alongthecreek; a greenhouse;
a ftrack around the football field;
bleachers for football and baseball; a
utility building for storing athletic
equipment, and restrooms. The proposal
includes recommendations for tree
plantings throughout, which serve as
barriers and dividers between areas and
enhance the overall appearance of the
site.

The proposed plans seek to meet the
needs of the school for adequate athletic
and play areas as well as providing
students the opportunity to explore and
learn in the natural surroundings of the
school. The plans also provide for
community needs for recreational and
park facilities in after-school hours and
on weekends, Efforts to economize have
been made wherever possible.
example, it is suggested that part of the
bleachers and the outdoor classroom be
made from discarded railroad ties,
which are placed into the hillsides. The
project also depends on continued use of
volunteers and help from the county with
site preparation. The overall develop-
ment costs have been estimated at $55-
$60,000. So far the PTA has raised ap-
proximately $4,5000 from donations and
sponsored events such as horseshows,
and it hopes for matching funds from the
Board of Education. The plans have also
been submitted to the Economic Aid
Board for funding from severance tax
monies.

For the Lost City of Atlantis

*“There occurred violent floods and
earthquakes and in a single day and night
of destruction, all the warlike men in a
body sank into the earth, and the island of
Atlantis in like manner disappeared inta
the depths of the sea.”—Plato

Ever since Plato wrote about the lost
civilization of Atlantis in 355 B.C,, the
mystery surrounding its disappearance
has captured the imagination of men.
Captain Jacques Cousteau and his son
Phillippe have now entered the search
for the elusive island and their quest is
the subject of a t(wo-part special,
‘‘Calypso’s Search For Atlantis."

Airing Monday and Tuesday, May |
and 2 at 8:00 p.m. (ET), 7:00 p.m. (CT)
and back-to-back on Saturday, May 6
beginning at 7:0 p.m. (ET), 6:00 p.m
(CT) on KET, the programs follow the
Cousteau's systematic investigation of
the Atlantis legend. Philippe journeys to
sites which have previously been
associated with the story such as Easter
Island, Coco Island and Bimini. Jacques
Cousteau centers his efforts in the
Aegean Sea off the coast of Greece,

The Minoan civilization flourished on
the islands in the Aegean until the fif-
teenth century B.C., when it went into a
sudden and dramatic decline. It is this
fact, plus the evidence of interesting
natural phenomena which coincided with
the demise of the culture, that prompted
Cousteau and his crew to begin searching
inthe waters of Crete and smaller islands
for the remnants of the Minoans—and
possibly the lost civilization of Atlantis.

On an island near Crete called Dia, the
Calypso’'s crew begins one of the most
extensive underwater excavations ever
attempted, After peeling away many
layers of successive strata divers find
artifacts that clearly belong to the
Minoan epoch.

On the nearby island of Pseria
Cousteau and his crew find immense
underwater deposits of buried artifacts-
again of the Minoan culture. After ex-
ploring the island, Cousteau and ar-
cheologists from the Greek government
decide that the island civilization was
once destroyed by a tremendous tidal
wave,

On another island of Santorini, ap-

proximately 75 miles north of Crete,

Cousteau talks with the world’s foremost
volcanologist, Haroun Tazieff, about a
volcanic explosion that took place there
about 1450 B.C. According to Tazieff, the
eruption that took place at the time might

have been the largest explosion of
any kind that the world has ever
known

Were the people of Atlantis Minoans?
Did they live on Pseria, which was
destroyed by a lidal wave, or was the day
and night of destruction that Plalo talked
about really a volcanic eruption”
Cousteau concludes that there are
powerful arguments that any of the
Aegean islands could have been Atlantis,
but now, as always, the disappearance of
Atlantis is still a mystery,

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Says Stiffer Penalti_e_é Needed

For Prostitution of Children

While law enforcement officers still
cling to the notion that prostitution is a
victimless crime, the fact is that
thousands of young children—boys and
girls—are being brutalized and
traumatized at the hands of their paying
customers and their pimps, according to
an article by Nathan M. Adams in the
May Reader’s Digest,

‘‘Last December in Boston, police
broke up a child molestation-prostitution
ring that trafficked in young boys, some
only nine years old," Adams writes. ‘‘Los
Angeles police... say there are more than
3000 juveniles under 14 being sexually
exploited in that city alone.”

Former Washington, D.C., police chief
Maurice Cullinane says: ‘‘Time after
time, I have asked (judges and
prosecutors) to increase fines and award
jail time, but they consider dealing with
prostitution a nuisance. Well, they
don’t live in affected neigh-
borhoods. It's not their daughter who
is on the street. They don't see how these
girls are scarred, physically and
emotionally. Believe me, there’s nothing
‘victimless' about prostitution.™

The prostitutes’ ranks are swollen
every year by runaways. A Washington
study found that seven out of ten
runaway girls become involved in some
form of prostitution. Afraid, alone and
usually broke, the girls are picked up by
pimps, who shortly turn them out on the
street. A pimp with a large stable of girls
can earn up to $1 million a year—of that,
the girls see practically nothing.

Young male prostitutes can bring in
evenmore. "'In Los Angeles, Investigator
Lloyd H. Martin, head of the
police department’s Sexually
Exploited Child Unit, says that some
under-age male prostitutes earn up to
$1000 per day for their pimps," Adams
writes,

Organized crime, quick to recognize a
fast profit, has entered into ancillary
services: ‘‘trick pads” and ‘‘tourist
homes."” Massage parlors exist in San
Francisco, Los Angeles, Atlanta and New
York, among other cities.

Prostitution can be curbed, the author
believes, provided Congress, state and
local governments take certain forceful
steps. Among them: making it easier to
convict pimps and panderers and in-
creasing penalties for pimping. City
governments can invoke and enforce
building-code and health-code laws to
close down establishments that cater to
the prostitution trade. And runaways
must be shown that there are alternatives
to moving in with a pimp—youth shelters
must be made available and their ser-
vices publicized.

BARREN: Black bass excellent with
some limits on the upper lake on spinner
baits and dollflies with pork rind trailers
and fair to good on the lower lake on
artificial nightcrawlers and crank baits
off deep rocky points and banks; crappie
good and improving at the first riffle on
the upper lake and over submerged
cover; in lailwaters, trout fair to good,
white bass fair; clear to murky, rising
slowly, nine feet below summer pool and
60 degrees.

LAUREL: Crappie good around stick
ups; black bass good on surface lures and
spinner baits in inlets and bays and
timbered coves; clear, stable, two feet
below power pool and 57 degrees,

DEWEY: Crappie fair to good over
submerged cover and creek channel
drop-offs; black bass fair still fishing
nighterawlers at run-ins in inlets and
bays; clear to murky, rising slowly, four
feet below summer pool and 58 degrees.

BUCKHORN: Crappie fair and im-
proving over submerged cover; black
bass fair on medium runners off deep
mud banks; in tailwaters, trout good with
some limits; clear to murky, stable,
eight feet below summer pool and 62
degrees.

CUMBERLAND: Black bass fair
casting nighterawlers on the upper lake
and casting spinner baits and surface
lures and jigging minnows on the lower
lake in the heads of inlets and bays.
crappie fair drifting minnows on the
upper lake and jigging minnows on the
lower lake over submerged cover; in
headwaters, white bass fair on Rock-
castle River and slow on Laurel River
and Main Cumberland; in tailwaters,
sauger and trout fair to good; clear to
murky tomuddy, rising slowly, eight feet
below the timberline and 55 degrees.

HERRINGTON: Black bass fair on
crank baits off deep banks; crappie fair
around stick ups; in headwaters, white
bass slow; clear to murky, stable, eight
feet below summer pool and 59 degrees.

NOLIN: Crappie fair over creek
channel drop-offs; black bass slow on
crank baits off shallow banks; in
tailwaters, walleye good to excellent
with some limits on dollflies and min-
nows; clear, rising slowly, three feet
below summer pool and 60 degrees.

ROUGH RIVER: Black bass slow to
fair on medium runners off points;

crappie slow to fair casting do-jigs and |

still fishing minnows around stick ups; in
tailwaters, trout fair; clear to murky,
rising slowly, one foot below summer
pool and 60 degrees,

FISHTRAP: Crappiein inlets and bays
and around stick ups; bluegill slow in
inlets and bays around stick ups; in
tailwaters, trout fair; clear (rash in
lake), rising slowly, 14 feet below
summer pool and 68 degrees.

DALE HOLLOW: Crappie fair over
submerged cover; black bass and
walleye slow still and drift fishing big
minnows over medium mud banks;
clear, stable, 4% feet below summer pool
and 61 degrees.

GREEN: Black bass slow to fair on
crank and spinner baits off points and
over drop-offs; crappie slow over sub-
merged cover; in headwaters, white bass
slow; in tailwaters, trout fair. clear to
murky, rising slowly at summer pool and
56 degrees.

KENTUCKY: Crappie slow and im-
proving over submerged cover; black
bass slow on crank and spinner baits off
points and in inlets and bays; in
tailwaters, catfish good; clear to murky,
stable, one foot below summer pool and
62 degrees.

BARKLEY: Crappie slow and im-
proving along brush line in inlets and
bays and over submerged cover; black
bass slow on crank and spinner baits off
points and in inlets and bays; in
tailwaters, crappie and white bass slow;
clear to murky, stable, one foot below
summer pool and 62 degrees.

CAVE RUN: Musky slow to fair
casting crank and spinner baits off
shallow banks; black bass slow to fair on
spinner baits and artificial nightcrawlers
around stick ups; in tailwaters, crappie
slow; clear to murky, rising slowly, 1'%
feet below summer pool and 59 degrees.

Gravey' song. The album also contains
two other roll with the flow zanies,
namely, ‘‘Big Dupree' and ‘‘Yard With
the Rusty Cars."' The sounds come down
to earth a little more as Bare mellows it
out with “Too Many Nights Alone.”

Now for some rock 'n roll.

Another solo artist springs from a
great group—Randy Bachman from
Bachman Turner Overdrive. The album,
“Survivor”', with all songs written by
Bachman tells the story of rising to
stardom and then being caught up in the
circles of change. The dream begins as a
child with a guitar, a phonograph and a
desire to be a star in the song, *‘Just A
Kid." A band is formed, grabbing gigs
anywhere, and playing music out of their
style just to gain a little green ('‘One
Hand Clapping’’). These first two songs
resemble the early Beach Boys with the
high toned background vocals and in-
termittant deep ‘bow-bow-bow.’ The lead
voice is echoed slightly as with the early
Elvis material. Each effect reflects the
time and style at this point in the story.
The band moves up a level from
hometown star to flunky front band
where they feel the rush ('‘Lost in the
Shuffle'’). The music style progresses as
the band adapts to current trends and is
allowed to move into their own, Success
moves them quickly up the professional
level with labels, managers, road work
and encores. Each member begins to
grasp for realities including a stable
romantic relationship (*'Is the Night Too
Cold for Dancing?'’). The musical style
shifts again to aid the storyteller with
soft music, romantic lyrics and the
prominent organ solos so familiar to
waltzes of the late 60's and early 70's.
Progress continues and with stardom in
sight, the band's sound is coming
together. Competition and pressure
increases, and that stable relationship is
more heavily depended on (*“You Moved
Me'). An upbeat in the tempo, a little
more heavy guitar, introduction of the
synthesized, and a little smile from lady
luck makes the break—stardom (‘T Am
A Star')., The band reaches its peak,
burns out, and gives up center stage, but
stays in the wing.

Big Sandy ADD
Told Wage Rate
Bar to Building

The extent to which increased area
wage scale guidelines will hinder new
construction in this section was the
primary topic of discussion at the April
17 meeting of the Big Sandy Area
Development District board of directors,

State-established wage scales, which
control all construction where state or
federal funding is involved, have nearly
doubled under new area guidelines and
skilled rates have increased by as much
as $8.50 per hour in a number o©
classifications, figures reviewed by
board revealed. According to t
guidelines, bidders and contractors mus
pay the wages set in the state-established
scales on state and federally-funded
projects, which includes nearly alll
construction programs for cities and
counties, )

Pikeville Mayor William Hambley told™
the board that the higher costs resulting
from the increased wage scale would
mean a sharp reduction in the size and
number of construction projects in the |
ADD district. In order to stay within®
available fund limits under the new wage
scale, Hambley said, a 100-unit housing
project would have to be cut to 70, Citing
Pikeville's experience, he said nine of
eleven contractors planning to bid on a
city high-rise project dropped out after ¢
the wage scale requirements were in-
creased. He said a swimming pool for
Pikeville, funded and estimated to cost
$160,000, was bid under the higher wage
guidelines at $195,000,

The board approved a motion by Pike
County Judge Wayne T. Rutherford to
take “‘any necessary action" to revise
wage scale guidelines to conform more
closely with local standards,

The meeting was featured by an
unexpected visit from Kentucky Com-
merce Commissioner Terry McBrayer
who spoke to the group about his
department’s continuing efforts to bring :
diversified industry to Eastern Ken-
tucky. McBrayer, considered by many to
be a front-runner for the Democratic
gubernatorial nomination, pointed to
difficult terrain, lack of suitable sites and
transportation problems as hindering the
location of industry. McBrayer pointed to 6
tourism as a good bet for the area, calling
it “‘the cleanest and the only smokeless
industry."”” He said the legislature’s
recent decision to create a special
department of tourism was a significant
step forward.

In other business at the meeting Judge
Rutherford outlined progress on Pike
county's coal gasification plant, in-
dustrial site and housing project which
he said would be ‘‘an entire new com-
munity” upon completion. Rutherford's
request for an allocation of $130,000 in
area development funds to_acquire an
additional 100 acres adjoining the in-
dustrial park was deferred for study.

The Merry, Mad Month of May

For, lo! the winter has passed, as it
says in the Holy Scriptures, and along
with a multitude of caterpillar-eating
warblers that follow the ever-burgeoning
leaf up from the south, the merry, mad
month of May is at hand. When Mai, the
goddess of spring, rules supreme over
our land, it is time to plant most warm
weather vegetable crops. Also time to
make successive plantings of green
beans, corn and other crops to insure a
continuous supply of fresh produce.

In order to have transplants ready by
mid-July for fall crops, sow seeds of
cabbage, cauliflower and broccoli by late
May. Set out sweet potato slips in late
May, check with your county Extension
agent for the most recent control
recommendations for common garden
insects and diseases and sidedress fer-
tilize your transplants about three weeks
after setting out in the garden.

The cold, frosts and freezes are usually
gone from the scene in May, but like
March, weatherwise the month is often
unpredictable. There have been many
instances of frosts in May (even in early
June) and as a matter of weather record,
there once was a heavy snowfall during
the month.

This happened during the night of May
19, 1894. According to information fur-
nished this writer by three men now in
their nineties, this snowfall covered most
of central Kentucky. Corn, potatoes,
beans and other garden crops were
flattened under the weight of the heavy
snow which ranged from four to 24 inches
in depth.

According to the old timers in-
terviewed, at bedtime on the evening of
May 18, the temperature was balmy with
a light drizzle of rain falling over the
landscape. Shortly after midnight,
however, sleepers were awakened by the
‘‘popping and cracking' of tree limbs
breaking under the weight of the snow.
Incidentally the great damage was done
to the timber, cattle and other livestock
being killed or hurt by falling trees,
branches, barns and sheds collapsing.

One of the men who vividly remembers
this big snow is 95-year-old D. B,
Snowden, of Lee county. Mr. Snowden
said the snowflakes were of the size of a
half dollar and that just about every road
in the county was blocked by uprooted
trees. Inout of the way forest lands today
crooked ‘‘horse trees” can be found. As
saplings, these trees were deformed by
the weight of the *"May snow'' that fell 84
years ago this month.

Snowden stated that the snow stayed on
the ground until about 10 a.m. and melted
off in a rush that caused every branch,
creek and river to overflow, After the
snow melted off, the field and garden
crops straightened up, swiftly recovered
and, as mentioned before, little damage

resulted except to forests, apple or-
chards, livestock and unsubstantial
outbuildings.

There was no blizzard or freeze ac-
companying this strange weather
aberration. It was just a quiet snowfall
that came at an oddtime of Lhe year.

We are not likely to have any snow this
month, but we could have a killing frost.
So it would be a good idea to have a
supply of paper boxes, hot caps, or some
other kinds of protective covers to put
over tender transplants such as eggplant,
pepper, tomato, etc., in case [rosts
threatens. It will be wise too, to place
paper or tar paper collars around these
transplants to ward off cutworms. Check
the plants for injurious insects—and
happy gardening.

Summer Grain Storage Tips

Farmers planning to store
grain through the summer can
take steps to insure that its
quality will be high at sale
time.

“Storing grain through the
summer requires careful
management if a high-quality
product is to be delivered to
market," notes Doug
Overhults, Extension
agricultural engineer at UK's
West Kentucky Substation,
Princeton. Overhults points out
a number of practices farmers
can follow to prevent
deterioration of corn er
soybeans in storage during
warmer months and suggests
that farmers plan in advance
what to do with their grain
should problems arise.

“If most of its storage life
was used up during the fall and
winter, grain may not make it
through the summer," he says,
noting that, for year-round
storage, the grain must be
clean and dry—and it must
have been in good shape going
into storage last fall. If it was
not damaged with mold or
moisture accumulation in
wintertime, he points out, then
it should be in good shape for
getting through the summer.

The specialist says that for

‘summer storage, corn should

be dried down to 13 percent
moisture content or lower, and
soybeans should be at or below
I1 percent. He also points out
that grain being readied for
summer storage should be
warmed to around 70 degrees
F, to prevent pockets of
moisture condensation which
could cause spoilage.
Overhults says this warming
process should take 10-15 hours
with a drying fan and 120-150
hours with a smaller aeration
system. He warns producers
not te stop the warming
process until it is complete,
explaining that this delay

air in the cool grain which can
cause spoilage.

“*Check your grain often
after it has been warmed—at
least once a week,' the
engineer says. '‘Look for
molded grain, smell for musty
odors, and check for elevated
moisture content or tem-
perature. If you discover
pockets of high moisture or
temperature, turn fans on
immediately to bring these
conditions down to desired
levels.” He advises that far-
mers take special care to look
for hot spots and insects.

“In general,"" he concludes,
“the farmer needs to poke,
smell, look and feel for any
changes that might have oc-
curred since the last time he
was in the bin.”

worked hard on the subjects he was in-
terested in,”" one reporter said. “It's
usually more difficult for first-time
legislators to know their way around but
he learned very quickly.™”

During the legislative session much of
Weinberg's time was spent working on
getting a greater share of the state’s coal
severance tax returned to the counties
where the coal is mined. And, in the last
week of the Legislature, a bill was passed
which will change Kentucky's severance
tax program.

“The new law will make a lot more
money available to coal-producing
counties to maintain their roads and to
spend on other projects they need,"
Weinberg said.

Beginning in the 1978-'80 biennium,
coal-producing counties will get 75
percent of the surplus severance tax
collected by the state. The money will be
used to repair and maintain roads in the
coal counties.

Starting in 1980, the coal counties will
receive 1-24th of all the severance tax
collected in the state.

Weinberg is a strong supporter of
allowing county fiscal courts more
authority to spend severance tax money
the state sends back to the coal counties.
And, partly as a result of his work, the
new law will allow fiscal courts full
power to select the roads where almost
half of the severance tax money will be
spent in each county. Previously, the
state’s Department of Transportation
made the decisions on where road repair
money would be spent. Also, for the first
time, county roads will be eligible to be
repaired with some of the severance tax
money.

Weinberg was also instrumental in
having the state’s tax on unmined
minerals reduced to one-half cent per
$100 of valuation. Reducing the tax to this
level has practically the same impact as
abolishing the tax.

“It's foolish to try to levy a tax when
there's no realistic method for deter-
mining the value of what’s being taxed,”
Weinberg said.

Weinberg also sponsored a bill which
will tighten the laws dealing with ab-
sentee ballots. When this new law
becomes effective it will provide new
safeguards for people asking for ab-
sentee ballot applications. The law will
also impose stiffer penalties on persons
violating absentee ballot laws.

One of the disappointments Weinberg
experienced during the 1978 Legislature
was the failure of the ‘‘bottle bill"* which
he was supporting. The bill would have
imposed a five cent deposit on all
beverage containers sold in Kentucky.
Weinberg said he favored the bill
because it would have reduced litter and
encouraged the saving of natural
resources, The bill died, however, when
it failed to get reported out of the com-
mittee to which it was assigned.

Plant annuals and bulbous plants such as
dahlias and tuberous begonias. Weekly
plantings of gladioli after danger of frost has
passed will give cut flowers for an extended
periad of time.

Divide daffodils, chrysanthemums, Shasta
daisies, phlox and daylilies.

Don’t cut off spring bulb foliage until it has
died down. It is needed to make food for
next year's growth and flowering.

Look for chlorosis in roses, shrubs and
azaleas in clayey and sandy soils. Spray
leaves with foliar-strength iron chelates, then
water soil with it at a regular strength for
more lasting results,

Prune after fowering—forsythia,
deutzia, rhododendrons and azaleas.

spirea,

Prune flower clusters off the lilacs, but do
not remove any buds just below the clusters.

Cutworms are destructive to ecarly season
plantings of carnations, mums, dahlias, roses,
marigolds, gladioli and zinnias. Push 3-6 inch
high cardboard or plastic collars into the soil
about 1-2 inches around the new plants to
prevent cutworm damage.

Clip off dead blooms and seed pods from
perennials to produce blooms on the side
shoots.

Check with your University of Kentucky
County Extension Agent for the most up-to-
date insect control recommendation on
whiteflies, cankerworms, leaf miners, mites,
borers, scales, aphids, sawflies and tent cater-
pillars. Check on diseases such as anthrac-

nose, fireblight, azalea galls and juniper twig
blight.

Lawns

Fertilize bermudagrass or zoysiagrass lawns.
Fertilize bluegrass and fescue lawns if color
needs to be improved,

Vegetables

Plant tender vegetable transplants after
danger of frost is over about mid-month. Put
collars around the plants an inch or two into
the soil to deter cutworms or use a soil
insecticide,

Make successive plantings of green beans,
corn, etc. to insure a continuous supply of
fresh produce.

Sow seeds of cabbage, cauliflower and
broccoli by late May in order to have trans-
plants ready by mid-July for the fall crop.

Sidedress fertilize 3 weeks after transplant-
ing into the garden.

Set out sweet potato slips.

Check with your University of Kentucky
county extension agent for the most recent
control recommendations for common
garden insccts and diseases.

Fruits

Consult fruit spray schedules with the Uni-
versity of Kentucky County Extension
Agent in your county.

Start a series of sprays for the lesser peach
tree borer, The first spray should be early in
the month, the second about the 21st.

Program To Curb Theft,

The state Office of Crime
Prevention and the Depart-
ment of Education are em-
barking on a joint crime
prevention program aimed at
reducing vandalism and theft
in Kentucky schools, Justice
Secretary John L. Smith has
announced,

The venture is being kicked
off with a school vandalism and
theft questionnaire, which is
being mailed out to 500 Ken-
tucky school districts this
week. The Office of Crime
Prevention expects the initial
survey results to be compiled
within two weeks, Smith said.

The questionnaire asks
school superintendents to
pinpoint what type of van-
dalism takes place in their
schools, when it occurs, how
much money vandalism costs

the school district, how
frequently the vandalism
occurs, what types of theft
occur, when it occurs and the
cost of theft to the school
district.

Smith said that when the
Office of Crime Prevention
compiles the responses to the
questionnaires, they will begin
to develop ‘‘preventive

strategies to combat van-
dalism and theft in our
schools.”

Clothes Can Help
Tots Learn To Dress

The way clothes are made goes a long
way toward teaching a child to dress
himself, according to an Extension home
economist in the UK College of
Agriculture.

“A two-year-old child begins to show
independence by wanting to dress
without help’ says clothing specialist
Bette Jo Dedic. ""Al three, youngsters
probably will want clothes they can get
into ahd out of by themselves. But the age
at which children can handle their own
clothes depends on the individual, the
training the child receives and the way
clothes are made."

The specialist lists a number of
qualities mothers should look for in
buying clothes for children in this age
group. Among them are the following:

Front openings, with big buttons,
buttonholes and zippers—but as few as
possible. When placed where the child
can see them they are easier to handle.
Learning is easier if fastenings are of the
same type and in the same place, ac-
cording to Dedic; easy-to-tell fronts and
backs; ' necklines large or stretchy
enough to slip easily over the child's
head; suspenders fastened with large
buttons. Elastic or stretch waist bands in
pants or skirts. The specialist notes that
boxer shorts are easy for little children to

pull on and off; pockets easy to reach and
big enough to use; knits and stretch
materials that “‘give’".

CALL HANK for carpenter work,
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Rule;s for Wﬂd _Rivers_ Timber
Not Specific Enough, Claim

A proposed regulation drafted by the
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection that would set
requirements for selective cutting of
timber by landowners in Wild Rivers
areas last week drew criticism as nol
being specific enough, The criticism
came during a meeting of the state
Environmental Quality Commission.

Commission member Oscar Geralds,
of Lexington, said the regulation, which
would require landowners lo secure a
permit from the department before
cutting, does nol have guidelines that
specifly what constitutes selective cut-
ting. Geralds expressed concern that
what the department might consider
selective cutting would be clear cutting
to others.

Roy Hogg. of the department’s
Division of Water Resources, conceded
that determination of what could and
could not be cut would be a '‘judgment
type of thing” but that foresters in the
department would be relied on to help
with those judgments. He added that the
regulation refers to and is mindful of
legislation establishing the Wild Rivers
system and its requirement that these
areas be maintained as natural areas.

A public hearing on the regulation is
scheduled in Frankfort May 4.

The commission also heard from John
Smither, director of the natural
resources department's Division of Air
Pollution Control, who advocated repeal
of a regulation dealing with indirect
sources of air pollution. Such sources
cause air pollution through generation of
auto traffic.

He said that approximately 20 states
and cities had adopted such a regulation
but that the majority had repealed it, and
in areas where the regulation was still on
the books it was not being enforced.

Smither, who described the regulation
as “a bit ahead of its time," said at-
tempts to solve indirect air pollution
through the regulation were '‘not really
appropriate’’ and that what is needed is
an attack on the vehicles themselves.

A public hearing on the repeal will be
held May 24.

Smither also reported that the division
currently is conducting an emissions
inventory as part of work on a revised
state air pollution control plan required
by the federal Clean Air Act. He said that
in particular, “non-attainment areas'’ or
areas where air quality does not meet
minimum state and federal standards
are the focus of the inventory. Twenty-
one areas in the state were designated as
such earlier this year.

In two non-attainment areas where
vehicular emissions are a large part of
the problem, Louisville and northern

Kentucky, Smither said that overall air
quality would not be improved until auto

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Almost Ezght Years Later

A lot can be said about Vernon Almond.

The Virginia native, who has been an
interesting part of Pike county since 1957,
is sober today and celebrating seven and
a half years of non-drinking.

The sweet-talking southern gentleman
loves these mountains. “This is my
home, it's friendly here. When I go to
Roanoke for a visit, I'm ready to come
back to Pikeville after the week-end!"'

A unit worker covering the midnight to
morning shift in Pike county'a Alcohol
Treatment Counseling (A.C.T.) Center,
Almond says he isn't indebted to
Roanoke, Virginia. ‘I did most of my
drinking here in Pikeville, and [ feel that
I owe them something,' smiles the
alcoholism counselor,

*Virginia has a lot of dignity and rigid
class systems,”” explains Almond,
describing hishome state, ‘'but that's not
putting Kentucky down. Money doesn't
get to people's heads here—I can walk
down Main Street to Hobbs' and have
coffee with doctors and lawyers."”

Almond characterizes his alcoholic
years as periodic drunks occurring no

more than three limes during the year,
His drinking spree usually lasted ten
days.

“Being a periodic drinker was in my
favor," remembers Almond. “*“Most New
Year's Eves, when everyone was
drinking, I stayed sober! After a drunk
1 got so nervous, depressed and em-
barrassed that it would be months before
I drank again. I'd have lo forget the
previous drunk before another one.”

“I began social drinking at parties," he
recalls, a little bashful, I even took
dancing lessons and then
wouldn’t dance al a party. With
a few drinks I had confidence to ask
ladies to dance. 1 learned stalling
hangovers by taking a drink the next
morning, then it became two drinks,
three and so forth."

During his salesman years when
working from commissions created
stressful anxieties, Almond relied on
evening drinking to unwind.

“l was different from the other
salesmen. When they invited me for a
drink before dinner I'd already have a

pint in my hotel room."

Through Almond's drinking years he
avoided any reading and media coverage
about alcoholism. *‘I started recognizing
my drinking problem when 1 hid booze
and was ashamed to let people know that
[ drank.”

Responding that alcoholism is a
disease, he totally agrees that he, like
other alcoholics, have a chronie,
progress iliness. **I don’t think anyone
would deliberately destroy himself
unless it is a disease. The alcoholic might
enjoy drinking the first few times but
after that he takes it lo live."

With enthusiasm, he details the Pike
County A.C.T. Program ‘'‘It's hard to
sober up by yourself. Alcoholics are
human and not to be put down. Here we
offer kindness, not criticism of the
problem drinker."

Finishing the early morning interview,
Almond says, 'l didn't slip around to
drink, and I'm not going to slip around
slaying sober. Some guys are ashamed to
goto a treatment facility or A.A. but not
to go out drinking!"

What To Do with Damaged Alfalfa Stands

Reseeding alfalfa fields is the only
chance to save stands that were severely
damaged by winter heaving, even though
seeding this late is a big gamble on the
weather, according to a forage crops
specialist.

“A lot of damage is showing up
throughout the state in new alfalfa
seedings made last fall, and some of last
spring’s seedings are in trouble,” says
Ken Evans, Extension specialist in the
UK College of Agriculture.

This has come as a surprise, adds the
specialist, because normally a heavy
snow cover as thick as last winter's
would have protected the plants. But it
didn't work that way.

Evans explains that the air was cold
enough some days to penetrate the snow
blanket and freeze the soil. Alternate
freezing and thawing heaved plants out
of the ground, shearing off roots so plants
couldn't get needed moisture.

The test of whether a damaged stand
will survive or not is how far the plants
have been heaved out of the ground,

“If they are pushed up two or three
inches, or enough that the mower will cut
off the crowns, they will die after cutting
even if they are alive now," says Evans.
“You may get one hay crop of sorts from
such fields, but no more."

He points out that a light discing and
reseeding as late as May 1 is worth a try
unless you want to give up growing
alfalfa this year and start all over by
seeding next fall. It's a weather gamble.

“‘Timely rains will beneeded to get late-
seeded alfalfa up to produce a
satisfactory stand,” says Evans. "The
later seed is planted, the poorer are the
chances to get enough moisture, and
insects are more of a problem."

Some winter-damaged alfalfa will
survive even though it doesn’t look good
now, says the forage specialist. He
recommends keeping a stand if there are
six Lo eight plants with green shoots per
square foot and if they aren’t pushed up
far enough for the - mower to cut off their
Crowns.

“‘The stunted alfalfa will grow slowly
until new root systems are developed, but

such stands will survive and can be
expected to produce two or three good
hay crops this year,” says Evans.

0ld alfalfa stands too damaged to keep
are very poor risks for reseeding because
of disease and insect problems, adds
Evans. He recommends planting corn in
these fields, if the land is capable of
growing corn, and then follow with a new
seeding of alfalfa next year.

a factor in the growth of aviation. The
number of registered private and
business aircraft is expected to leap from
about 20,000 this year to over 50,000 by the
end of the century.

““The slowing effects of the speed limit
have made air travel more attractive for
the business community as well as

of the state's airports will be unable to
keep in step with the growing demands
for auto parking and aircraft space.

Grayson congratulated the depart-
ment’s Division of Aeronautics and
Airport Zoning which has been successful
in obtaining large portions of federal
funds for airport development in the
past. But he also noted that the study
warns that other states have become
more competitive in seeking federal
money.

“That may mean that more local
funding will be necessary to support
airport expansion in Kentucky in the
future,” he said.

According to the study, Kentucky's
airports will need more than $332.5
million if they are going to meet service
demands projected to the year 2000.

The study was begun in February 1976.
Since then, 15 meetings have been held
regionally at which five alternative plans
for airport development were discussed.
The alternatives ranged from a ‘‘do-
nothing plan’' to the plan released here
recently which would provide scheduled
air service within 60 miles of virtually all
Kentuckians.

Grayson noted that the plan is ‘“‘an
ambitious one with high goals,” and
called attention to the fact it was one of
the first to be funded and completed
under provisions of the federal Airport
and Airways Development Act of 1970.

new state record—and il's a
whopper!

Porter Hash, Edmonton, was trolling a
deep running lure in Dale Hollow Lake
March 13 when he hooked and landed a
muskellunge that tipped the scales at an
even 43 pounds, one pound more than the
old record.

Apparently cold weather is the time to
catch big muskies. The 42-pounder which
held the record since 1973 was taken in
February, and the one before that (39
pounds, 14 ounces) was caught in
January 1969,

from a lake; the two previous record
muskies came from the Green River and
the Licking River. But lake fishing for
muskellunge is getting more and more
attention these days, particularly at
Cave Run Lake, which is becoming
known nationwide as one of the best
musky waters anywhere.

And the new state record will probably
make trophy musky fishermen take
another look at Dale Hollow, At least one
other large musky has been landed from
this lake in recent months, a 30-pounder
caught by Chuck Eiche, Louisville, in
December, 1977,

At 43 pounds, Hash’s musky is the sixth
largest fish on the state record list. The
leader is a 100-pound blue catfish (caught
below Kentucky Dam), followed by a 97-
pound flathead catfish, a 72-pound
spoonbill, a 54-pound, 14ouncecarp and a
44-pound, 4 ounce rockfish.

Kentucky can boast one world record
fish, the 11-pound, 15-ounce smallmouth
bass that David L. Hayes, Leitchfield,
caught in 1955—and this fish also came
from Dale Hollow,

The commonwealth’s largest
largemouth came from a small lake,
Greenbo, in Greenup county, Only 12
states can boast of heavier record
largemouth bass, while two states,
Mississippi and Texas, are tied with
Kentucky’s official state record of
13 pounds, 8 ounces.

If you calch an extra-large fish of any
species, it's worth checking to see if you
might have a new state record. The first
step is to have the fish weighed on an
“official’’ scale—that is, a scale certified
legal for trade. Usually a nearby grocery
store is the best place to find such a scale.

Have the weighing witnessed by at
least three people and get their
signatures. Record the length and girth,
then contact the local conservation officer
or write the Department of Fish and
Wildlife, Frankfort, Ky. 40601 for an
official entry blank. Have a photograph
made of the fish and keep it intact in a
freezer if there is any possibility of
confusion with a similar species
(largemouth bass and Kentucky bass, for
example) in case it becomes necessary
for a biologist to make a positive iden-
tification.

Even if it turns out that the fish isn’t a
state record, you still might be eligible
for one or more awards from various
outdoor organizations. Following the
procedure outlined will establish
the veracity of your catch for such
awards programs.

Beauty of Trees Threatened
By Caterpillars, Sawflies

It's that time of year again when trees
are beginning to turn nice and green, but
unfortunately all that nice greenery is
what caterpillars thrive on.

According to officials in the state
Division of Forestry, Kentuckians should
particularly beware of three defoliating
insects: the Virginia pine sawfly, the
Arkansas pine sawfly and the Eastern
tent caterpillar.

Probably the most abundant pest of the
three is the Eastern tent caterpillar
which feeds on the foliage of cherry,
apple, crabapple and other hardwood
trees in most of the Eastern United
States.

Forestry officials have estimated that
the amount of Eastern tent caterpillars
thriving in Kentucky will be slightly
higher than in previous years. Silken
webs or tents can already be spotted in
the branches of host trees throughout the
state.

The insect can completely defoliate
hardwood trees during April and May,
but tree mortality is rare, However, the
combination of hundreds of caterpillars,
silken tents measuring three or four feet
in diameter and naked branches can be
unsightly.

Several varieties of caterpillars can
cause these ‘‘tents.” If you have these
white tents scatiered on your fruit trees
but are not sure whether they are
Eastern tent caterpillars, these are
usually two inches long, hairy and have a
white strip down the back bordered by
reddish-brown patches and blue spots
on the sides.

The Virginia pine sawfly attacks
Virginia, Shortleaf, and Pitch Pines in
eastern and southcentral Kentucky.
Although the presence of this insect has
been detected in those regions, forestry
officials estimatethat the overall damage
will be light this spring.

This insect begins defoliating trees
during mid to late April when the larvae
i8 in the caterpillar stage and can strip a
tree within two weeks. However, they
feed entirely on one-year-old needles and
complete their development before the
new needles appear. In other words, if
these creatures thrive on your pines for
one year there is little to worry about. If
other conditions are favorable after the
insects are grown, the trees can produce
enough new foliage to survive.

It is time to worry, however, if the
trees have been heavily defoliated for
three or more consecutive years because
the pines are severely weakened and
highly susceptible to attack by other
insects and diseases.

If you've seen these green caterpillars?
with shiny, black heads and four gray or
black stripes running the length of their
bodies for the past three of more years on
your pine trees, it could be time to get rid
of them once and for all.

The characteristics of the Arkansas
pine sawfly are very similar to that of the
Virginian pine sawfly but they attack
loblolly pines in Western Kentucky
during April and May,

Forestry officials estimate that
defoliation by this insect will also be light
withonly a 10to 20 per cent loss of foliage
of loblolly pines expected this year.

caterpillar causes little damage when he
thrives on a tree for one season. But
loblolly pines that suffer attack for three
or more seasons can be susceptible to
other insects or diseases.

The insects are light green with red-
dish-brown heads and dark stripes which
run the length of their bodies.

Kentucky has become one of the [irst states in the nation lo have stale em-
ployees empowered to act as agents of the U.S. Consumer Product Safety
Commission. The commission is a regulatory agency which tries to keep harmful
products off the market.

Four employees of the Department for Human Resources' Bureau for Health
Services were sworn in as agents. The new agents will have authority to perform
regulatory functions that are covered by federal law but not by state statute. For
example, until now state employees were not allowed to put an embargo on
flammable fabrics or require preventive packaging for poisonous products.

Leslie Y. Pounds, director of the Atlanta Area Office of the Consumer Product
Safety Commission, said, “‘These appointments are a matter of more eyes for us.
Our commussion has a specific authority to empower state officials, but until this
vear we had not done so0." Pounds administered the oath to the four agents in
human resources Secretary Peter Conn’s office.
