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P'burg Loses Bid 
On Flood Problem 
Corps Says Cost 
In 4 Areas Here 
Are 'Excessive' 

Prestonsburg's hopes of enlisting 
Corps of Engineers assistance toward 
additional flood control projects were 
dashed recently on completion of the 
Corps' reconnaissance report on the flood 
problem here. 

In a letter to Mayor Harold W. Cooley 
Co. George A. Bieber, district engineer, 
wrote: '' ... the approved report concluded 
that construction of additional flood 
control projects for the Levisa Fork at 
Prestonsburg are infeasible .. .I regret 
that the Huntington District cannot 
participate in additional flood control 
projects at Prestonsbw-g at this time." 

The study was begun late last year. It 
centered on four areas subject to flood­
Lancer, West Prestonsbw-g, the area 
between Branham street and May 
Branch here and the area downstream 
from May Branch. 

Colonel Bieber told Mayor Cooley that 
the study shows that the minimal cost for 
providing protection for Lancer, West 
Prestonsbw-g and the area downstream 
from May Branch to the 1()()-year flood 
frequency level "vastly exceeded the 
allowable costs." 

An alternative to cut off the backwater 
flooding through the low areas between 
Branham Street and May Branch (an 
area which includes Prestonsburg High 
School) was the least costly, and more 
nearly matched the anticipated benefits, 
he wrote, but this also was dismissed 
because of excessive cost. 

The Corps of Engineers recommended 
that residual and future flood problems 
be met by a comprehensive program of 
flood plain management, emphasizing 
land-use control and regulation along the

In Bypro Wreck 

One of nine fatalities reported in 
Kentucky traffic accidents over the 
week-end was recorded in this county 
late Satw-day afternoon when Danny 
Amburgy, 20, of Bypro, was fatally in­
jw-ed in the wreck of his auto on KY 122, 
half a mile east of Bypro. 

State Trooper J. A. Rederick, who 
investigated the wreck, said Amburgy's 
car left the highway, hit a rock in the 
ditch and tw-ned, end over end, throwing 
the driver onto the highway. He said the 
victim was partially paralyzed but 
conversed with him following the wreck 
and indicated he was "all right." He died 
at the McDowell Appalachina Regional 
Hospital, possibly an hour later. 

The victim was a son of Lawrence and 
Artie Thornsbury Amburgy, of Bypro. 
Besides his parents, he leaves six 
brothers and five sisters, Franklin D., of 
Halo, Ezra, of New Lebannon, 0 ., James 
Clifford, Wurtland, Mich., Martin, of 
Pineville, Kenneth Paul, of Searcy, Ark., 
David, of Bypro, Mrs. Loretta Keibler, 
Warren, Mich., Mrs. Emogene Elder, 
Mrs. Shirlene Skaggs and Miss Marcella 
Amburgy, all of Brandenbw-g, and Miss 
Judith Ann Amburgy, of Bypro. 

Funeral services were conducted at 10 
a.m. Tuesday from Joppa Regular 
Baptist Church, and burial was made in 
the Buckingham cemetery under 
direction of the Merion Funeral Chapel.

The evidence is 
clear that the situation existing at the 
place of the accident presented such a 
severe and immediate danger to the lives 
of the traveling public that the mere 
placing of signs by the defendant was 
inadequate to conform to its duty of 
ordinary care under the cir­
cumstances .. .''

Decision Could Help 
The recent state Supreme Court decision to the effect that 

fiscal courts are not required In every instance to award a 
contract to the lowest bidder should be helpful, on occasion. 

The opinion, which originated In Warren county, pointed out 
that advertisements for bids include "the best" as well as "the 
lowest" as qualifications of successful bidders, and that the 
ability of a bidder to fulfill the contract should be considered. 

Floyd county has had some experience with low bidders which 
may not have been the best. Most counties have. It Is especially 
Important that a contractor be able to complete a project on 
schedule when more than one phase of construction Is con­
templated, with a second or third phase awaiting completion of 
the first. If a successful conclusion of the Initial project Is not 
made on schedule, the delay on the next could, and often 
does, result In higher construction costs because of higher 
costs of labor and materials. 

It Is true that the court decision could open the way to 
cronyism, with fiscal courts awarding contracts to "friends," 
although their bids are high. But there Is a law to cover that, too. 

Coal Roads Plan Isn't Helpful 
(An editorial in The Courier Journal) 

The idea of a national severance tax to pay the long-range cost of building and 
repairing roads used heavily to haul coal has merit, under certain conditions. But 
the U.S. Department of Transportation's companion idea, to finance the most 
immediate needs with funds designated to reclaim abandoned strip mines, is 
absurd. 

That's partly because it would be a case of robbing Peter to pay Paul. But it's 
mostly because money spent on coal roads, especiaJly in Kentucky, will be 
wasted until reasonable weight limits are enforced. After years of promises (and 
official buck-passing), roads in Eastern Kentucky are still being ground to rubble 
by illegal loads. Even the legal loads are preposterously high. A plan to upgrade 
these roads before solving the weight problem approaches the situation back­
wards. 

That goes even for Senator Walter Huddleston's more sensible proposal, shot 
down Monday in the Senate, to spend $200 million in highway revenues over two 
years. This made sense as a stopgap until a plan can be devised to let the coal 
industry pay its own cost of doing business. 

Senator Huddleston had sound reason for his feeling that the Department of 
Transportation timed release of its report, already a year late, to help defeat his 
coal-road-aid amendment to the federal-aid highway bill. But the amendment 
was in bad shape anyway. 

Despite a provision that the aid would be denied to states that failed to enforce 
weight limits, senators who voted against the Huddleston amendment were 
aware of Kentucky's past record in that area and were accordingly skeptical. 
Nor does the prospect of using federal highway trust fund money to subsidize a 
regional industry appeal to many congressmen from outside the coal states. 

So the coal industry and, even more sadly, the citizens of Eastern Kentucky 
who'd like to drive on decent roads for a change, are likely to be stuck with what 
they've got, while it lasts. The proposal to rob the reclamation fund undoubtedly 
will fail, since it's illegal in the first place and wouldn't provide enough money to 
do much good in the second. 

The proposal for a coal-road tax, while it may provide an ultimate solution, 
evidently isn't going to get serious consideration in Congress for three or four 
years, if ever. Eastern Kentucky, for a long time to come, seems to be stuck in 
the ruts the coal industry and politicians have dug.

surance Program. 

The levee across Trimble Branch and 
near the river at Arnold Avenue held 
damage to main Prestonsburg during the 
elsewhere-destructive April, 1977 flood to 
1ero and is considered adequate. The top 
ofthelevee,thereportsays,corresponds 
to a 155-year frequency level. 

"A flood of the magnitude of the April, 
1977 flood could be expected to occur on 
the average once every 120 years under 
present conditions," the Corps report 
says. The 1977 flood reached to within one 
foot of the top of the fill, but in 1957 only 
heroic efforts, including sandbagging, 
kept the water from spilling over the top. 

The report estimates that this flood 
protection project, which was completed 
in 1959, saved the main section of 
Prestonsburg $1,310,000damage from the 
1977 flood. If there had been neither the 
flood protection project nor upstream 
reservoirs, the damage would have been 
$7,500,000 it is estimated. 

But the flood protection project does 
not save other areas from damage. The 
estimated damage resulting from the 
April, 1977 flood, for instance, was 
$306,000 at Lancer, $234,000 in the area 
downstream from May Branch and 
$182,500 between Branham Street and 
May Branch. 

The report set the cost of raising the 
existing' 'floodwall'' three feet to the 155· 
year frequency level at $800,000, and the 
construction of a levee to the same level 
for the Branham Street to May Branch 
area and the area downstream from May 
Branch at $1,040,000. 

Noting that the upstream reservoir 
system is very effective in reducing 
serious flooding in these areas, the report 
said that the residential area of West 
Prestonsburg was excluded from further 
consideration, "since it is a separate 
area and because of its limited size and 
the control afforded by the reservoir 
system." 

But for the upstream reservoir 
system-Fishtrap, Flannagan and Pound 
lakes-, the engineers estimate that the 
April, 1977 flooding would have been 11 
feet higher here, which means that only 
homes and businesses on hillside 
locations would have escaped flooding. 

A fourth reservoir in the Haysi, Va. 
area is under study. 

The reconnaissance report concluded: 
"Reimbursement of $5,000 for the cost 

of reconnaissance-level studies is hereby 
requested."

MORE WILL RIDE RAILS 
The U.S. Department of Tran­

sportation's Federal Railroad Ad­
ministration predicts that 14.8 million 
people will ride the upgraded Northeast 
Railroad Corridor when the pooject is 
complete around 1981. This is an increase 
of 53 percent over the 1977 ridership 
along the corridor.

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(An attorney general's opinion is not 
binding as a judicial order, and the status 
of the ex-sheriff could be tested in a 
formal court action. Sheriff Doug Lewis 
said Monday that he had not at that time 
seen the attorney general's opinion. He 
also said his father has no connection 
with the sheriff's office.) 

In addition, the opinion said members 
of the Floyd fiscal court could be 
potentially liable in connection with any 
civil rights actions filed against the ex­
sheriff, resulting from unlawful oc­
cupancy of the county office of deputy 
sheriff and the city office of deputy 
marshal. 

"In such situation, the fiscal court 
should take positive action by ap­
propriate resolution, disavowing any 
recognition of the ex-sheriff as a deputy 
sheriff of the county," Runyan recom­
mended, "and specifically prohibiting 
the ex-sheriffs use of county vehicles 
and assistance of county employees." 

The county attorney also asked the 
Attorney General if employees and 
deputies of county officials, the sheriff, 
county court clerk and county attorney 
are subject to control of the fiscal court 
as to their nwnbers and salaries. Runyan 
replied that the court is responsible for 
establishing the nwnber of deputies of 
the sheriff and county clerk and the 
fixing of their salaries in counties of less 
than 75,000 po ulation. He added that the 
nwnber of the deputies of a constitutional 
officer may not be changed during his 
term of office, although their salaries 
may be changed each year under the 
procedure outlined by statute. 

Answering another question posed by 
the county attorney, the assistant at­
torney general said that police in cities of 
the sixth class have the powers of a 
sheriff for the suppression of any riot, 
disturbance of the peace or resistance to 
law or authority. "This simply means," 
he wrote, ''that the marshal or his deputy 
would have the power to arrest anywhere 
in the county, provided it involved the 
suppression of any riot, disturbance of 
the peace or resistance to law or 
a lthori ty." 

Says We're Too Passive 
As a former resident ot Floyd county 

who has been gone for over 26 years, I 
made a recent visit to Floyd county. 
Even though I receive the Floyd County 
Times each week it was a pleasure to see 
some of the changes made. It was also a 
disappointment to see some of the things 
that were not being done. 

After living up North where people, 
generally, are more aggressive I was 
made more aware of how passive the 
southern people are. Their general 
concept is to live and let live, which is not 
all bad. 

After traveling in the Wayland, 
Eastern, Middle Creek, Harold, Betsy 
Layne, Bucks Branch and Prestonsburg 
area I was appalled at the road con­
ditions. 

The elected officials of the county, 
from the one with the most power to the 
one with the least power, has been taking 
Floyd Countians for a ride. They have 
been accepting their salaries, paid by the 
taxpayers, and except for a few "favors" 
here and there have been negligent of 
their duties. 

The roads in the-Wayland, Harold, Mud 
Creek, Middle Creek areas are just 
deplorable. It is a miracle more people 
have not been killed than the ones at 
Wayland, and the school buses will soon 
be traveling the same dangerous roads. 
What have the elected officials been 
doing to earn their money? 

The new school at Eastern has a sewer 
leak that the residents of that area are 
forced to tolerate. The stench is un­
bearable, and the school officials will do 
nothing about it. The county officials will 
do nothing about the sewer that empties 
into the drainage ditch, there, even 
though they promise great things at 
election time.

the Dewey Lake situation: 
"Game fish reproduction success was 

fair, bw as in previous years harvestable 
size game fish (black bass and crappie) 
are conspicuously absent." 

Meanwhile, the state did no restocking 
at Dewey except for 1553 tiger musky 
added to the lake as an experiment. Few 
musky have been ca~ht at the lake since 
that time. 

Cave Run Lake last year had 2,536 fish 
per acre which weighed 142 pounds, as 
compared to the 211.88 pounds which 
Dewey's 4,750 weighed. Five legal size 
bass per acre were found at Cave Run. 

The growth of tiger musky in that 
impoundment was traced over a three­
year period from 12.4 inches the first 
year, 23.5 inches the second and 30.6 
inches the third. 

At Grayson Lake there were 2,317 fish 
per acre which weighed 152.08 pounds. 
Reproduction of black bass there 
declined slightly but the number of 
harvestable bass held good. 

Fishtrap had 2,419 fish per acre and 
they weighed 172.5 powtds. "A favorable 
increase," the report noted. 

State stocking last year in other lakes 
of the area included 3, 700 channel catfish 
in Carr Fork, near Hindman, 8,054 musky 
in Cave Run and 3,0871argemouth bass in 
Grayson.

Consumer groups have urged the 
Kentucky Public Service Commission 
(PSC) to develop new regulations to help 
hardship cases pay utility bills. 

The groups advocated partial payment 
plans for high utilities bills, adequate 
notice of service iermination, and 
hearing rights. 

Utilities companies appearing at a 
hearing last week countered by saying 
they followed PSC regulations pertaining 
to notice of service cutoffs and provided 
budget payment plans for those who 
qualify. 

The hearing was an outgrowth of 
unusually high heating bills that resulted 
from the severe weather last winter. 

Some witnesses asserted that other 
factors that made it difficult or im­
possible for some people to pay their 
utility bills during the severe winter 
were illnesses, labor strikes, fixed in­
comes and increased living costs. 

Jeri White, representing the Central 
Kentucky Legal Services of Lexington, 
said, "Utility bills were outrageous in 
many cases." 

In situations where the monthly Social 
SE!curity check, the only source of in­
come, was $177.50, the utility bill ex­
ceeded $200, White said. "Some of these 
bills were exorbitant-$200 to $300." 

"There was no way on their income 
that they could pay their bills and they 
were threatened with cutoffs," she ex· 
plained. "Many had attempted to 
negotiate payments, but the companies 
were refusing to accept partial 
payments." 

As a result, she contended, service was 
shut off. 

Arthur Kling, of Louisville, 
representing the Kentucky Association of 
Older Persons, said the situation was 
particularly difficult for elderly people 
on fixed incomes. He urged the PSC to 
develop a plan that would "ameliorate 
some of the hardship" of those affected 
by high utilities bills. 

Gail S. Huecker, commissioner of the 
Bureau of Social Insurance in the Ken­
tucky Department for Hwnan Resour­
ces, said the state is implementing a $9.5 
million emergency fuel program to help 
qualified people with their utilities bills. 
The program is scheduled to go into 
effect in December. 

Assistant Attorney General Glenda 
Beard said the government should take 
the responsibility for these hardship 
cases. "I don't think the utilities com­
panies should get into the welfare 
business." She indicated that's what 
would happen if the companies at­
tempted to determine hardship cases to 
qualify for a special payment plan. 

Additionally, she said, the cost of such 
special plans would have to be borne by 
''the working people."

Kentucky Utilities, Louisville Gas and 
Electric and Kentucky Power Co., 
testified they already had budget 
payment plans in effect . and cutoff 
policies that conform to PSC regulations. 

Commissioner Mary Ray Oaken, who 
conducted the hearing, said the com­
mission will receive written rebuttal 
statements until Sept. 18, after which the 
commission will take the matter under 
consideration.

Pike Coal Firm 
To Perform Work 
On Agreement 

A Pike county coal company has 
agreed to perform several remedial 
measures at its Mill Branch site after 
meeting wiith representatives of the 
state's Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection. 

The firm, Mill Branch Mining Co., was 
ordered Aug. 11 to halt its operation after 
being cited for several alleged violations 
of the state's strip mining laws. 
Department officials were concerned 
that imminent environmental harm 
could result from the firm's operation. 
The company had been cited for 
''causing potential earth slides, main­
taining inadequate silt control and 
overloading the bench area with spoil 
materials" along with other alleged 
violations. 

After meeting with department of· 
ficials last week, company represen· 
tatives agreed to take the necessary 
steps to correct the problems in ex· 
change for permission to resume mining. 
The company had made "good faith 
efforts" to comply with the Aug. 11 order, 
according to the agreed order signed by 
representatives of the department and 
the company. 

Under conditions of the signed order, 
the company agreed: 

-To construct temporary silt struc­
tures below all slide areas and 
periodically clean them. 

-stabilize all slide areas by grading, 
ditching, diversion or whatever feasible 
method is necessary. 

-Increase the capacity of the existing 
diversion ditch to at least two feet high 
where the ditch comes out from the 
hollow. 

-Remove all timber from the slide 
areas. 

-Clean all silt structures on the site 
and maintain them to insure continued 
effectiveness. 

-Bring all grading and backfilling to a 
current status. 

-"Grade down" the hollow fill and 
"toe it out" properly. 
-seed and mulch all slide areas on the 

site after the slides have been properly 
"worked down." 

-Take whatever precautions are 
necessary to not disturb the gas pipeline 
'on the site. 

The company was given 30 days from 
the date of the signing of the order to 
comply with the stipulations.

Kentucky May Sue 
Over Radial Tires 

Frankfort, Ky.-The state of Kentucky 
is considering filing suit against the 
Firestone Tire and Rubber Co. to recover 
damages for residents who have bought 
defective steel belted radial tires 
manufactured by the company. 

The state attorney general's office is 
weighing the option of filing suit against 
the company, which has been tuHler fire 
for problems with its 500 series steel 
belted radial tires. 

Rick Wyatt, an assistant attorney 
general with the Kentucky Conswner 
Protection Division, said the possibility 
of filing suit in the state would make 
Kentucky the first to file formal legal 
action against Firestone in connection 
with the problems with the tires. 

He emphasized no formal decision had 
been reached by the attorney general's 
office on the possibility of taking the legal 
action. 

"But it's one of the things we have 
under discussion at the present time," 
Wyatt said in an interview. "We are 
going to review the matter and see what 
action, if any, the federal government 
plans to take .against Firestone in con­
nection with the 500 Grappler and other 
tires under question." 

Firestone is under investigation 
becaUSP. of conswner complaints of 
problems with the steel belted radials. 

The National Highway Traffic and 
Safety Administration had asked the 
states to report to them on the number of 
individual consumer complaints 
regarding the tires in question. 

The state of Kentucky put out a call for 
such responses and by this Wednesday's 
deadline, about 400 complaints were 
made to the Consumer Protection 
Division in a three-week period.

Sub-Committee Decides 
Interim Mine Issues 

Virtually all of the state's proposed 
interim surface mining regulations were 
given final approval this week by the 
Administrative Regulations Revie 
Subcommittee. The three-member panel 
is responsible for interpreting legislative 
intent. 

The regulations, which deal with 
surface mining and the surface effects of 
tmderground mining, are permanent 
regulations for the interim regulatory 
program of the federal surface mining 
law. The actual permanent program 
regulations may not be adopted until 
1980. 

Little or no controversy surrounded 
most of the regulations, "But some of 
them were fiercely debated," according 
to Eugene Mooney, secretary of the 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection. 

Only two of the 44 regulations before 
the panel were deferred until the next 
meeting, scheduled for Sept. 6. 

The two, concerning prime farmland 
and operations affecting two acres or 
less, could have several interpretations, 
according to the subcommittee, and so 
will have to be clarified. The prime 
farmland regulation falls under the 
surface mining heading and the other one 
concerns the surface effects of deep 
mines. 

Officials from the department the state 
agency charged with enforcing the 
regulations, were pleased with the 
outcome of Wednesday's hearing. "The 
few things which were changed 
<amendments to some of the regulations> 
during the hearing do not bother us and 
we're pleased with the total package," 
Mooney said . 

include as much information as new ones 
wilL" 

However," the secretary said, "they 
till have to meet all of the performance 
quirements." 
He added that new tmderground mines 

must meet the full permitting 
requirements. 

The department was requiring 
operators of existing deep mines to in· 
clude detailed maps of their operations 
and plans for activities that affect the 
environment. These items were deleted 
from the regulation but several other 
requirements were left intact. 

The operators of existing mines will 
have to give area maps, location of the 
operation, ownership of the mine and 
other detailed information. 

If existing operations plan on ex­
panding, they will have to file the same 
kind of permit as it is required for new 
mines. 

After the meeting, Mooney said, "This 
successfully completes our attempts to 
have regulations on the books that will 
allow our reclamation program to move 
forward . This now gives us a solid base 
for our permanent program develop­
ment." 

The Sept. 6 meeting will begin at 10 
a .m. in Room 327 of the Capitol.

Down through the ages, 
comets have always inspired 
awe and fear in peoples of the 
world. They were formerly 
considered signs of impending 
catastrophies and the wrath 
of God. A comet appearing in 
1066 struck terror in the 
hearts of the Saxons and 
presaged the Norman 
conquest. The comet of 1811 
was thought to warn of the 
war of 1812 and the defeat of 
Napoleon. 

Now some scientists have 
about concluded that some of 
these ancient fears were . and 

for that matter, still are JUSt!· 

fled. They consider it possible 
that some of the terrible epi­
demics of the past originated 
and came from outer space in 
the tails of comets that 

·brushed the earth. 
Take for instance, the 

deadly influenza epidemic of 
1918·19 that spread so rapid· 
ly over the world. This dread· 
ful disease spread so swiftly 
that it still seems imp-ossible 
for,. the contagion to have 
been caused by hum an con­
tact. At that time people 
couldn't travel that far or 
that fast, Then, where did the 
common cold come from? 
Medical authorities say it was 
not mentioned in ancient 
literature unttl the 15th 

century. The theory is that 
the cold virus could have 
come from comet dust. 

Scientists know that 
prebiotic molecules exist and 
travel through space in the 
debris of comets. They specu­
late that it may be possible 
that in some strange form of 
alchemy resulting from comet 
travel around the sun, these 
prebiotics are changed into 
primitive type organisms or 
pathogens, which the diction­
ary defmes as disease causing 
virus. 

Keep in mind, this is only 
a matter of speculation based 
on a few facts. If, however, it 
would prove to be true, then 
the world may be in for some 
awful ttmes in the future. If 
such a disease should come, 
there would be at first, no 
remedy. 

Astronomers say there are 
500 comets whose courses 
have been measured. The 
I on ge st period belongs to 
Halley's Comet which comes 
back every 75 years. Its last 
appearance was in 1910, the 
year of Mark Twain's death. 
It is scheduled to reappear 
sometime in 1985. 

But don't be alarmed or 
apprehensive about the 
plagues that could originate 
in the tails of comets. This is 
only a matter of speculation 
based on a few flimsy facts. 
The comet is just another 
heavenly body like the stars, 
meteors, planets and such, 
and the untoward things that 
have happened when a comet 
was in evidence in the sky 
is considered me rely coinci· 
dental and nothing more.

A retired engineer writes: 
"I have bladder cancer. The 
fact that I smoked two 
packs of cigarettes a day all 
of my life seem!' to have 
played a role in my disease. 
Does the public realize this 
association?" 
ANSWERiine: While the 
association of cigarette 
smoking to cancers of the 
lung and the larynx (voice 
box) has been widely pub­
licized, a series of studies 
have shown a correlation 
between bladder cancer and 
the tobacco habit. Most 
recently Dr. Ernst L. Wynder 
and Robert Goldsmith of 
the American Health Found­
ation studied the lifestyles 
and occupations of bladder 
cancer patients, both 
smokers and non-smokers. 
Wynder and Goldsmith's 
work agreed with previous 
studies indicating that 48 
percent of male bladder 
cancers and 31 percent of 
female bladder cancers are 
associated with smoking 
cigarettes. While other 
factors influence the devel­
opment of bladder cancer, 
e.g., the occupational ex­
posure to certain chemicals, 
the tobacco influence is 
strong. Currently there are 
approximately 30,000 new 
cases of bladder cancer in 
the U.S. each year. 

A man in his late 40's writes: 
"I am due to have my first 
'procto'. How effective is 
this examination in finding 
cancer?" 

ANSWERiine: Very effective. 
"Procto" is an abbreviated 
name for a proctosigmoido­
scopic exam in which a 
lighted tube is passed through 
the rectum and lower colon 
enabling a physician to actu­
ally see. within the body for 
a distance of nearly 12 
inches. Nearly two-thirds of 
all colorectal cancer can be 
detected in this manner. 
It is wise for you to have a 
"procto" because the incid­
ence of colorectal cancer 
increases after age forty and 
this is an important way of 
finding it early. This is 
essential because approxi­
mately two out of every 
three colorectal cancer 
patients could be saved if 
the disease is found early 
and treated promptly. 

A bookkeeper asks: "What 
are the main cost factors in 
the treatment of cancer?" 
ANSWERiine: According to 
the U.S. Department of 
HeaJth, Education and 
Welfare, most of the cost in 
cancer treatment ill for hosp­
ital care. An estimated 96 
percent of newly diagnosed 
cancer patients are admitted 
to hospitals. Other costs 
include physicians' fees, 
drugs and home nursing, if 
needed. Hospital fees, how­
ever, are the main problem. 
An average 28-day hospital 
stay in a community hospital 
in 1975 cost over $4,000. 
Lost earning power and 
productivity are part of the 
cost of cancer, beyond the 
cost of treatment. That 
"indirect" cost of cancer 
is estimated at between 
15-25 billion dollars yearly.

submit evidence of age, 
identity, and U.S. citizenship or 
lawful admission status when 
applying for a social security 
number, Jim Kelly, Big Sandy 
Area Social Security manager, 
said. 

These procedures are in­
tended to help protect the 
applicant's social security 
record, assure that it is 
complete and accurate, and to 
prevent anyone else from 
misusing or abusing the per­
son's social security number, 
Kelly said. 

Those over 18 must apply in 
person and present their birth

certificates and identification. 
The best evidence of a person's 
age and U.S. citizenship is a 
birth certificate, Kelly said. 
Local health departments have 
forms that can be used to ob­
tain certified birth certificates. 
A photocopy is not acceptable, 
Kelly emphasized. 

Evidence of identity should 
include documentation which 
shows the person's picture, 
signature, date of birth or age, 
or other identifying in­
formation. Some examples are 
driver's license, voter record, 
school record, draft card, etc. 

Applicants not born in the 
U.S. should submit evidence of 
their U.S. citizenship or their 

immigration documents 
showing they are lawfully 
admitted to the U.S. 

All documents submitted as 
evidence are subject to 
verification with the agency 
which issued them, Kelly said. 

A person should allow plenty 
of time to get the number. It 
takes three to four weeks to 
issue the number and deliver 
the card after all required 
evidence has been submitted, 
as the numbers are issued 
centrally from Baltimore, 
Maryland.

Knott Plane Crash 
Oaims Four Lives 

A Cincinnati physician, his wife and 
two teenage sons were killed last Sunday 
when their single-engine plane crashed 
into trees on a mountaintop near a small 
airfield here on the Knott-Letcher county 
border. 

The wreckage, found Tuesday night, 
was identified as that of a Cessna 195 that 
disappeared with four family members 
aboard on a Sunday flight from Cin­
cinnati, Ohio, to Hilton Head Island, S.C. 

Police identified two of the bodies at 
midday Wednesday. A dispatcher at the 
Hazard Kentucky State Police post said 
two more bodies remained in the 
wreckage. 

Police identified two of the dead as the 
pilot, Dr. Daniel J. Kindell III, 49, of 
Cincinnati, and his wife, so-year-old 
Dorothy Kindel. The Kindel's two sons, 
Douglas, 15, Wld David, 16, were alSo 
aboard the plane. Two daughters did not 
accompany them on the trip. · 

The wreckage was spotted Tuesday 
night by a helicopter, police said. 

"The plWle crashed right on a 
mountaintop Sunday night. The cockpit, 
containing the two bodies we have 
identified, was ripped off the rest of the 
plane. The fuselage, with the two other 
bodies, is still stuck a bout 50 feet up in a 
tree," state police dispatcher Lynn 
Caudill said last Wednesday. 

Police said Wednesday night they were 
attempting to cut down the tree in an 
effort to retrieve the plane and the two 
youth's bodies. 

Kindel, a dermatologist, also was a 
professor in the School of Medicine at the 
University of Cincinnati, The Kindel's 
owned a condominiwn home at Hilton 
Head. Kindel was a former Navy pilot in 
the Korean War.

WAIT, WAIT - The second album is 
delayed 10 months - WAIT, WAIT -All 
those stories and rumors - WAIT • The 
anticipation peaks! It's here! "Don't 
Look Back!'' Boston releases again! Can 
it overpower the sound of the first? No 
way it can surmount the impact of the 
first. So, to be fair, judge the album on its 
own quality - you see, "Don't Look 
Back." 

Tom Scholz with Brad Delp show 
progress in their writing style. The title 
cut, "Don't Look Back," lalllches the 
album then blends into the instruments] 
"Journey" and lands with "It's Easy." A 
~ouch of space conceptua1ism? Reflec­
tive, heart pouring lyrics fill the last cut 
on Side 1, "A Man I'll Never Be" - "I 
can't get any stronger, I can 't climb any 
higher; You'll never know just how hard 
I've tried; Cry a little longer, and hold a 
little tighter, Emotions can't be satisfied. 
You look up at me, and somewhere in 
your mind you see, A man I'll never be." 
He needs her and wants her but realizes 
he can never fulfill her dream. Is there a 
more clear wa~ to say it than with these 
lyrics, the voice of Brad Delp and the 
music of the group Boston. 

Scream the guitar, live it up, party! 
The second side blasts rock 'n roll again 
with "Feelin"' and "Party." Look over 
your shoulder a moment at the first two 
cuts on Side 2 of the first album and you'll 
find a similar pattern with "Rock and 
Roll Band" and "Smokin"'. "Smokin'" 
and "Party" both include a lengthy jam.

Kentucky's coa1 producing comties 
received almost $1.5 million this year in 
fees collected by the state from the 
surface mining of coa1, Eugene Mooney, 
secretary of the state's Department for 
.Nattn'al Resources and Environmental 
Protection, announced last week, Floyd 
county received $29,535. 

Under a program started in 1972, the 
counties split, 50-50, with the state the 
money collected from the issuance of 
strip mine permits. The amount a county 
receives is based on the number of 
permits issued and the number of acres 
affected. 

The program is not related to the 
severance tax program and the money 
the counties receive is over and above 
their severance tax returns. Also there 
are no conditions attached to the spen­
ding of the permit and acreage fees as 
there are with severance tax monies. The 
counties' share goes straight to their 
general accounts as does the state's. 

Mrs. Marie Turner 
New Party Leader 

Mrs . Marie Turner, of Breathitt 
county, has been named to succeed 
Howard ''Sonny' ' Hunt Jr. as Democratic 
party chairman through next May-after 
the Democratic primary for governor. 

The unanimous vote came Saturday at 
a special meeting of the Democratic 
Central Executive Committee in the 
executive mansion. 

Mrs. Turner has been a political 
matriarch in eastern Kentucky for 
decades and has been on the state 
committee for 26 years. She had been 
serving as vice chairman, a position left 
vacant Sattn'day. 

After she was nominated, former state 
Rep. Norbert Blume, of Louisville, who 
was presiding temporarily, asked Mrs. 
Turner: "Would you accept, madam?"' 

" I see no other way out," she quipped. 
The controversial Hunt resigned last 

~onth, partly blaming a newspaper 
mvestigation of his personal finances. He 
also had been mder fire from anti­
administration Democrats for allegedly 
wo~king on behalf of Terry McBrayer, 
beheved to be the favorite of Gov. Julian 
Carroll for governor. 

The selection of Mrs. Turner as tem­
porary chairman resolves a potentia1 
issue that could have further divided the 
state Democrats. 

State Auditor George Atkins, an anti­
administration gubernatorial candidate 
for 1979, had suggested a neutral com­
mittee choose a permanent chairman. 
Atkins, who was present Saturday, 
raised no objection to Mrs. Turner's 
election. 

Mrs. Turner remarked earlier in the 
meeting that in the time she has spent at 
state Democratic headquarters since 
Aug. 1, she had seen no evidence that the 
party favored any candidate in the 
governor's primary next year. 

VA Ed. Benefits 
May Be Extended 

If a veteran's GI Bill educational 
benefits expired June 1, 1976 or since 
then, the veteran may be eligible for an 
e:rtension ~f his eligibility. Mrs. Mary G. 
Smders, director of the VA regional of­
fice in Louisville, says if health problems 
prevented the veteran from completing 
his education a new law may open the 
way for continuing training. 

If mental or physical disability caused 
an interruption or failure to enroll in 
training, and if the disability was not thE 
fault of the veteran, it is possible to ex­
tend the eligibility period for training 
ptn'poses. 

As part of the VA's program this 
summer to interest those veterans who 
have not used their GI Bill education 
benefits, Mrs. Sinders urged such 
veterans to contact the regional office at 
once if they would like to finish their 
education. 

A veteran has 10 years from the date of 
discharge to complete GI Bill training in 
colleges, high schools or business or 
trade schools. In Kentucky, about half of 
the eligible veterans have participated in 
an educational training program.

at colleges, schools, service 
organizations, or the Veterans Ad­
ministration.

Odds Are State Lottery 
Won't .Make You Rich 
For making money on a bet, your 

chances are much better in Las Vegas 
than in any state-run lottery. The Sep­
tember Reader's Digest reports that 
Prof. G. Robert Blakey of Cornell con· 
dueled a lottery study for the Law En­
forcement Assistance Administration 
and concluded: "From a purely 
economic point of view, no one but a fool 
would gamble with state -run 
operations.'' 

The unsuspecting public is fooled in 
other ways as well. State lotteries are 
proposed as a way of holding down taxes, 
and most bettors believe this is true. But, 
the article reports: " In fiscal 1976, on a 
gross take of $1.1 billion, they produced 
profits of $480 million .... That sum 
amounted to less than half of one percent 
of the $110 billion it took to run state and 
local governments in the lottery states." 

Nor do lotteries help stamp out 
organized crime by reducing illegal 
gambling, as some proponents claim. 
Former U.S. Attorney Jonathan L. 
Goldstein says: "The state lotteries 
begin to blur people's ethical and moral 
values. They make gambling respec­
table, and thus create new clienteles for 
organized crime to prey upon. You 
become addicted." 

As Consumers Union concluded in one 
report, lotteries are "a legal sucker bet."

table-range from a mild "spaciness" to 
psychosis, violence, coma and death. 

The National Institute of Drug Abuse 
has identified PCP as the country's new 
top-priority problem drug and estimates 
that about 7 million people in the U.S. 
have used it-three times the number for 
heroin and not far behind cocaine. 

Reactions to the drug vary widely. It 
may stimulate or depress the central 
nervous system, depending on the 
dosage. While first experiences with PCP 
are usually pleasurable, it has been 
!mown to kill kids who have used less 
than two joints. 

"If you can follow a cookbook recipe, 
you can make PCP," says Robert E. 
Willette, chief of the research technology 
branch of NIDA. While the basic 
chemicals are controlled substances, 
they are available from most large in­
dustrial supply houses, and the drug is 
cheap to produce. Thus teen-agers who 
cannot afford cocaine, for instance, may 
be able to buy a marijuana-PeP joint 
for about $2. The article points out that 
one joint is so potent ''that up to five 
youngsters can get a buzz out of it." 

Efforts are being made in Congress to 
move PCP to a top-priority category of 
controlled substances, in the hope that 
judges, juries and prosecutors will ask 
for and deliver stiff penalties to dealers. 
In the meantime, national groups and 
school districts are developing 
educational programs to educate 
children to the drug's dangers. NIDA has 
begun a national blitz of TV an­
nouncements featuring Robert Blake, 
star of "Baretta," who warns kids: 
"PCP is no good. It's a rattlesnake and 
it'll kill you. Don't go near it."

Asst. Supt. Explains 
Age Requirements 

In response to numerous inquires from 
parents, Ronald Hager, assistant sup­
erintendent for instruction , Floyd county 
schools, this week issued the following 
statement: 

Next year (1979-80 school year), the 
compulsory school age as well as the 
kindergarten and first grade entry age 
changes throughout Kentucky. 
Presently, if a child is five years of age 
on or before January 1, parents may 
enroll the child in kindergarten. Next 
school year, the entry age for kin­
dergarten changes to September 1. This 
means that to be eligible for kin­
dergarten for the 1979- '80 school year a 
child must be five years of age on or 
before September 1. 

This year if a child is six years of age 
on or before January 1, parents may 
enroll the child in the first grade. Next 
year children will have to be six years of 
age on or before September 1, to be 
placed in the first grade. However, any 
child who has successfully completed 
public kindergarten dW'ing this school 
year shall be eligible for enrollment in 
the first grade for the school year 1979· 
'80, notwithstanding age requirements of 
House Bill No. 92.

September day are fleeting days. The 
longest day of the year was back in JLme 
and ever since the hours of daylight have 
grown shorter and shorter-a minute, 
two minutes, and more at a time.

SHORT ROWS

Gorden•ng Tips from Extens1on Specialists ot the 
Un1versity of Kentucky College of Agriculture 

Several homeowners with 
small orchards or a few fruit 
trees have wondered this 
spring why some of their 
apple and peach trees put 
forth only scanty bloom, or 
failed to bloom entirely. 

We II, according to UK 
fruit specialists, this may be 
the result of at least two 
factors . For one thing, the 
prolonged and extremely cold 
weather we had last winter 
may have killed the dormant 
fruit buds. Winter cold, how­
ever, rarely kills all hardy 
apple , pear, sour cherry, and 
plum buds, it could destroy 
some of those more sensitive 
to bitter cold. This, of course, 
would result in fewer blos­
soms. Peaches are most sensi­
tive to cold and their buds 
may be killed if temperatures 
reach 10 degrees below z:ero. 
Old time orchardists had a 
term for this failure to 
bloom, or scanty blooming. 
They said the bloom was 
" killed in the sap." 

Then something else may 
have caused this lack of fruit 
tree blooming. 

Occasionally certain fruit 
trees, particularly apple trees, 
bear heavily one year and 
1 argely fail to bloom the 
followtng year. UK fruit 
specialists call this condition 
"biennial bearing." They say 
that since the buds of most 
hardy fruits that open m the 
spring are formed during the 
previous summer, a very 
heavy crop like most fruit 
tree owners had last summer, 
often prevents bud forma-

t10n. 
Bienmal bearing is difficult 

to change or correct. But, the 
fruit spectahsts add, a return 
to normal annual fruit pro­
duction may be induced by 
early and heavy thinning of 
the fruit during the years 
when the trees are producing 
heavy crops. Orchardists hate 
to do this, but it is a good 
practice nevertheless. It may 
not only cause the trees to 
bear the following year, but 
may also protect tree limb 
breakage caused by overload­
ing. 

The fruit specialists recom­
mend that when thinning the 
fruit to correct biennial bear­
ing to leave one fruit per foot 
along the branches The 
thinnmg should be done, they 
say. within 30 days after 
blooming. 

Provtded several other con­
ditiOns are favorable, a fruit 
tree nonnally begins to bear 
fruit after it becomes old 
enough to blossom freely. 
Tree health, environment, 
and cultural practices used 
can all directly influence its 
ability to produce fruit. Ade-

. quate pollination is also 
essential to fruit production. 

If any of these conditions 
mentioned are not favorable, 
yields may be reduced, or the 
tree may not bear at all. A 
grower, however, can exercise 
control over most of them if 
he wiU take time to read up 
on the subject and consult 
with his local county agent 
who can provide fruit grow­
ing information. 

Pamphlet Advises Children: 
Don't Adopt Wildlife Babies 

A baby raccoon looks like the 
perfect pet to a child. The 
temptation to carry the animal 
home is often too great to 
resist. But wildlife babies do 
not make good pets, according 
to a new publication from the 
National Wildlife Federation. 

"Let It Be-Wild and Free" 
is a 12-page pamphlet available 
free of charge for the first copy 
and 25 cents for each additional 
copy. It is designed to teach 
children what to do if they find 
an apparently orphaned baby 
animal. 

The four-color pamphlet 
points out that while a wildlife 
pet can be cute and cuddly as a 
baby, the animal can grow up 
to be destructive and even 

dangerous . Catching and 
keeping a wild pet can also be a 
violation of wildlife con­
servation laws. 

What should a child do if he 
or she discovers an abandoned 
or injured baby bird? The 
pamphlet answers that 
question in detail, outlining 
ways to repair broken wings 
and legs, how to keep birds 
warm, and what to feed them. 
But, the pamphlets concludes, 
"NOBODY is as good a P,arent 
to a baby bird as the parent 
birds themselves."
