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School Board Moves
On Asbestos Problem

Block Outlines
Findings by Lab
On 8 Air Tests

The Floyd County Board of Education
wants to remove from Prestonsburg
High School all the asbestos from both its
ceilings and air, but this will not be done
immediately,

The board moved directly from a
hearing-type session last Tuesday night
with members of the Parents for Better
Schools and state and federal represen-
tatives to an executive session at which it
initiated the move to correct the situation
at the school. But Supt. E. P. Grigsby, Jr,
said it faces problems which must be
solved before actual work can be begun.

The biggest problems, he said, are
those of finding a competent contractor
to do the job, and the funds to pay for the
work.

There are only about two dozen such
contractors in the United States, and it is
not known at this time how many of
these, if any, can be persuaded to bid on
the work. A New Jersey firm which
recently performed a similar operation
on Spindletop, Lexington, is committed
to other projects until late this year.

Financing the underlainng also will
require time. The board has a budget
deficil, and the superintendent said he
has already contacted Governor Carroll
and Kentucky’s Congressional delegation
to ascertain if help can be given by state

Flood Insurance
Set Here Nov. 15
Held Important

A flood insurance meeting for Floyd
communities willbe'held at 9a.m., in‘the
Colirthouse Annex conference room here.

Primary purposes of the meeting are to
inform the communities of the nature
and purpose of the flood insurance study,
to solicit community input, to determine
the flood prone areas of each community
which will be included in the study, and to
establish a procedure of coordination
between the Federal Insurance Ad-
ministration, the communities and the
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

“It is important that elected officials
as well as planning, engineering, and
building department staff be in at-
tendance at this meeting to assist in the
delineation of the study area.” Glenn C.
Woodman, Jr., regional director for
HUD, wrote community leaders.

The meeting is significant in that it is
the initial step that will bring the com-
munities into the “‘regular phase” of the
National Flood Insurance Program.

Community participation at the
meeting may consist of an explanation of
all flood hazard information available in
the community. This would normally
include historical data about past
flooding, plans to alleviate potential
flooding areas, and such other data and
information as is considered ap-
propriate.

Damages Asked

Ohio-Kentucky Utilities, Inc. last
Wednesday filed suit in circuit court here
against the state and its departments of
transportation and highways, seeking to
recover a total of $140,027 because of KY
B0 construction which involves the
company's property.

One part of the action is to recover
$65,027.13, the balance which Ohio-
Kentucky claims is due on a contract
entered into with the state in 1977 which
provided that the company would be paid
$97,811 for the relocation of its lines
because of KY 80 construction. The state
paid $32,783.87 of this total but later
refused tq pay another installment of
$13,501.33 on additional work, the suit
alleges. The gas company claims it does
not have sufficient funds to complete the
work unless the state complies with the
contract and pays for the work as it is
completed.

Six Homes Listed for Survey
By Ky. Heritage Commission

The Kentucky Heritage Commission
has scheduled a field survey of historic
buildings in Floyd county to begin
tomorrow (Thursday).

Purpose of the survey is to locate,
document and evaluate all buildings,
sites, districts and structures in the
county which meril preservation for
historic, architectural or cultural
reasons. The Floyd county survey will be
the first comprehensive survey project
for a county in the Big Sandy area and
the 21st countywide survey initiated by
the professional staff of the Heritage
Commission.

Volunteer survey efforts have resulted
in the documentation of six buildings in
Floyd county for inclusion in the survey
of historic sites in Kentucky, They are:

1. Garfield Place, Second Avenue,
Prestonsbhurg.

2. The Bedstead (home of Henry P.
Sealf), Mare Creek road, Stanville.

3. The A C. Carter House, South Arnold
Ave., Prestonsburg.

4. The Betle Henritze birthplace, near
Betsy Layne.

5. The Solomon DeRossett House,
(home of Mrs, Winnie F. Johns), First
Avenue, Prestonsburg.

6. The Samuel May House, in the
vicinity of Prestonsburg Community
College.

Garfield Place is already listed in the
National Register of Historic Places. The
survey carried out by the Heritage
Commission staff members, Kenneth
Gibbs and Lee Walker, will allow the
Commission to determine if other
historic properties are worthy of
nomination to the Register and (o the
Survey of Historic Sites in Kentucky.

Free Breathing Clinic Opens

A breathing clinic giving free treat-
ment to Black Lung beneficiaries is now
in full operation at McDowell Ap-
palachian Regional Hospital, thanks to

recent funds allotted by the Department

of Labor specifically for such clinics.

While breathing clinics have been

available in the county for some time;
this is the first time since a miners’
fund supplied through the UMA was

. tlepleted a.couple of vears ago-that treat

ment has been available at no ¢ost,

Respiratory treatment is available to
anyone now receiving Black Lung
benefits, explained Craig Tschudi,
representative of the Cardinal Medical
Corporation, Louisville, which is
assisting in implementing the program.
Cards are being issued to eligible in-
dividuals to facilitate the procedure, but
they are not necessary for admittance for
treatment at this time.

*‘One of the main things we want to
stress,” Don Hoover, director of the
clinie, said, *‘is that no one will lose his
Black Lung benefits by coming here for
treatment.”

Dr. Mary L. Hall explained that many
miners who need breathing assistance
are not coming for these treatments

because they fear loss of their Black
Lung benefits. The treatments will make
victims of the disease fee] better and
breathe easier, she said, but Black Lung
cannot be cured, so there can be no loss of
benefits.

“Those benefits are important, so it's

, easy to understand their concern, but

they wun'l lose anything by coming
dere,"’ Hoover said.

In' [aet, anyone suffering from the
distress of Black Lung has a lot to gain
from coming for regular trealment at the
clinic: better health, longer life.

“The actual damage that is going to be
done (to the lungs) is done over the first
year after contracting the disease,'' Dr.
Hall explained. ““The ones who get worse
are those who don't learn to take care of
themselves.”

The staff at the clinic is eager to leach
patients how to take care of themselves
at home as well as to help them with the
treatment available at the clinic. Dr.
Hall, Hoover, and Peggy Faulkner and
Susie Hopkins, both respiratory
technicians, agree that with the com-
bination of self-help and clinic help,

Asbestos Here May Hit Smokers

A statement made by Dr. J. Bradford
Block, the Kentucky Department of
Labor's medical ‘consultant, at last
week’'s meeting of the Floyd County
Board of Education, may have far-
reaching results in the county school
system,

Dr. Block pointed out that persons who
smoke are 40 times more susceptible to
the effects of asbestos than those who do
not.

Seon afterward, in the executive
session of the board, Dr. Mary L. Hall, a
board member, suggested that in light of
these [acts, smoking should be stopped at
theschools. The board as a whole agreed.

The action of the board, it was ex-
plained, is simply to comply with the

Kentucky statute which prohibits
smoking by students while they are at
school but does permit school employees
and visitors to smoke in designated
areas.

Supt. E, P. Grigsby, Jr. said copies of
the order are to be sent to all schools in
the county. He said the board is con-
cerned mainly with the high schools,
since it is convinced that few elementary
students smoke.

Smeking by students has, generally,
been permitted, and some have held that
the practice permits use of marijuana on
school grounds, since it is difficult to
determine if students are smoking
tobacco or ‘‘grass."”

Residents Fear
Fill for Bridge
A Flood Threat

Garrett residents are not satisfied with
statements of Department of Highways
engineers who claim that a huge fill near
the confluence of Rock Fork and Beaver
Creek which is being made Lo supporl one
section of the four-lane KY 80 bridge
would cause only insignificant changes in
water levels during periods of flooding.
And they are supported in their
argument by a strong ally in
Congressman Carl D, Perkins who spent
Thursday and Friday at Garrett making
an assessment of the situation.

Al Perkins' recommendation, work on
the fill was halted by Gov. Julian Carroll,
who is scheduled to conduct a personal
inspection of the site today (Wednesday)
after he and Senator Ford dedicate
another bridge at Banner.

Citizens heard the engineers’ con-
clusions at a recent meeting at Garrett
with state Transportation Secretary
Calvin Grayson which was called shortly
after preliminary work on the fill began.
At that time a petition was circulated
protesting the fill which, many residents
believe, will greatly increase the severity
of flooding in the area by doing away with
the.bottom which, through the years, has
served as an overflow basin in times of
high water.

The fill, as planned, would extend
approximately 300 ft. from the hillside
almost to the edge of Beaver Creek and a
stoneretaining wall would support the 17-
foot high fill.

“It’s like having a big dam right across
thecreek, " said Roy Martin, whose home
and dry cleaning business are located
opposite the fill. Martin said local
residents feel that in times of flond, water
would' be prevented from ovm'ﬂbwiug
into the bottom and, instead, would be

Chamber of Commerce Studies
Improvement of ‘Inner City’

Shopping centers or malls, large and
small, continue to spring up throughout
this section, all apparent indicators of a
thriving local economy. But malls can
mean trouble for downtown businesses, a
fact which Prestonsburg merchants have
been aware of for some time, and now, it
apperars, they may be taking steps to
combat the business drain.

A special meeting of the Prestonsburg-
Floyd County Area Chamber of Com-
merce held Monday at May Lodge was
directed at establishing a preliminary
plan of action for renovation,
beautification and a general
revitalization of the downtown Prestons-
burg shopping area,

Charles Wharton, Chamber president,
explained that while the final im-
plementation of any type of plan must
depend on the initiative of individual
merchants, ‘‘we (the Chamber) are
trying to act as a vehicle through which
some sort of action may be mounted.”
Wharton said that a committee had
already been appointed to address
problems which downtown merchants
may encounter.

Although the idea of downtown
renovation has been discussed for years

among Prestonsburg citizens with no
concrete action toward that end being
taken, 4 recent trip to the Logan county
seat of Russellville by a group of
Prestonsburg officials and merchants
apparently served as the primary im-
petus toward a renewal of interestin ‘‘the
inner city'' here.

The trip to Russellville resulted from a
suggestion by Prestonsburg banker, H.
D. Fitzpatrick, Jr., that the Logan county
community's downtown renovation
might serve as a model for local mer-
chants. Fitzpatriek had driven through
Russellville on a recent business trip and
was impressed with the changes he saw
in the town’s business district.

Fitzpatrick, who said the Prest
group was ‘“‘treated like royally'" by
Russellville officials and community
representatives, pointed out that the
town, which had lost a great deal of local
business to the nearby city of Bowling
Green as well as Nashville, Tenn., hired
an architectual firm to help in renovation
design, and proceeded to implement a
large scale revitalization program for
the business section. Money came almost
exclusively from local sources, he said,
and included restoration of siore fronts,
construction of a fountain and small park
on a city square arrangement, add:ltlol‘l 0!
parking facilities and a geuenl
beautification of the community.

The work has proved well worth it to
the Russellville residents as the town
now reports having regained 92 per cent
of business from the local population, and
Fitzpatrick pointed to the attitude of the
town's residents as the most vital

ingredient in the success of the project.

“Everyone we met was proud of their
town and spoke of the work they had
accomplished with great enthusiasm,"
Fitzpatrick said. “If you're gﬁing to

make anything out of any city, you've got

to adopt the proper attitude,” he added.

For Feeding State Prisoners

Gov. Julian Carroll said last week that
the cost of feeding or “dieting’’ state
prisoners accused of misdemeanors will
no longer be deducted from net court
revenue payments to cities and counties.

Fees of $4.75 per prisoner per day lor
dieting misdemeanor prisoners had been
deducted from payments to many local
governments after July 1 of this year.
The 1978 session of the General Assembly
authorized the deductions and provided
no direct appropriation to do otherwise.
A February letter from the Altorney
General's office, in an informal opinion,
advised that the deductions were legally
permissible.

But in a formal opinion from the office
of the Attorney General, issued August
22, the office reversed its earlier position
and concluded that dieting fees should
not be deducted.

the legislature regarding the deduction of
dieting fees.”

“When Lhe committee recommended
compliance with the latest Altorney
General's opinion,"" he said, "I directed
the Department of Finance to stop
deducting dieting fees and to refund any
such fees previously deducted from base
courl revenues,"

Letters have been sent from Finance
Secretary Roy Stevens to all county
judge-executives and mayors affected by
the change, the governor said,

Some 298 cities and 16 counties will
receive reimbursement for dieting fees
previously deducted from their net court
revenue payments.

This brings the total that local
governments are receiving in net court
revenues to about $5.4 million per year,
as compared to $2 million originally

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Black Lung can be made stable and not
worsen,

Bert Hall, of Topmost, and Taulbie
Slone, of Beaver, both veterans of more
than 30 years in the mines, nodded in
agreement. ‘[ try to do what the doctor
tells me, I do pretty good,” Hall said.

Dr. Hall agrees. "‘These two men have
Black Lung, but they'll not die of a lung
disease. They might get shot in the
head,'" she said, smiling, ‘‘but they'll not
die of Black Lung. They take care of
themselves.”

““There are patients who come in who
have a hard time climbing stairs. After
they go through the treatment and are
taught correct breathing methods, it
makes a big difference,” Dr. Hall con-
tinued.

The complete treatment is simple and
requires only about 35 minutes, ac-
cording to Miss Faulkner. A heated
aerosol is inhaled to open up the bron-
chial fubes to the Ilungs, making
breathing easier. Then, medication may
be given in mist form to make it reach
the lungs more easily. At the same time,
monitoring devices determine how well
an individual's lungs are working for
him, in gauging the air pressure of the
exhaled breath. Another step in the
procedure massages the lungs and
literally shakes coal dust and mucus
loose from the walls of the lungs to make
it possible to expel the deposits in
breathing and-or coughing, bringing
considerable relief. It is these deposits on
the lining of the lungs that stiffen the
lungs and make it difficult for Black
Lung victims to draw breath.

"It helps. It sure does,” commented
Hall, who was in for treatment.

The clinic team is enthusiastic about
the benefits of the treatment. ‘When you
see the results, it's very gratifying
work," said Hoover.

A continuing problem of transportation
to the clinic was discussed by the team.
Tschudi and Hoover expressed the hope
that transportation might be provided in
the future, perhaps through local groups.

Although there are other breathing
clinies in the county, McDowell's is the
only one funded at present by the
Department of Labor for free treatment
to Black Lung beneficiaries: Other such
clinics in the Eastern Kentucky area
include Hindman, Hyden, Hazard,
Whitesburg and Barbourville, according
to Tschudi.

Mifrers who need to be evaluated as to
their eligibility for Black Lung benefits
should go to their Social Security office
and fill out a form that is sent to the
Department of Labor, Tschudi said. The
Department of Labor then will contact
the applicant, telling him where the
nearest evaluation center is. The
evaluation is also free,

At McDowell, Dr. Hall is in charge of
evaluations.

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Grigsby said the board of education got
a better bargain than it at first thought
when it acquired the new site out of the
flood plain. The acreage was originally
listed at 17 acres. This was level land,
created mainly by a landfill made during

 US 23 construction. The board recently

learned that the site acquired contains
not only the 17 level acres but also 60
more on the adjacent hillside.

The board voted its participation in a
statewide unemployment insurance plan
offered by the Kentucky School Boards
Association, A state law which will
become effective next Jan. 1 will require
county boards to pay unemployment
insurance, and the county system's
participation in the group insurance will
cut the rate from 2.7 per cent to 1 per
cent, it was explained.

Grigsby said the $260,000 gained by the
Floyd school system as a result of the
“‘power equalization"” plan enacted by
the last General Assembly will be ‘‘eaten
up’' by bonus (vocational) units,
unemployment insurance and trans-
portation costs for kindergarten pupils—
all dumped into the laps of county
boards.

Three policy changes were voted by the
board of education:

1. Minimum age of school bus drivers
reduced from 20 to 19. (The state of
Georgia, which hasa minimum age of 18,
has the best school transportation record
among the states.)

2. Charges for all athletic trips, field
trips and extra-curricular activities
involving school buses to be billed to the
individual schools from the central office
here after it has paid the expenses. The
charge will be 40 cents a mile, plus the
‘‘going rate’’ for the driver. This change
is expected to save the board $15,000 to
$20,000 a year.

3. At the recommendation of the
superintendent the board approved
admission of teachers without charge to
the Pre-Season basketball tournament.

with that arrangement,”" Martin said, It
has also been suggested that a series of
culverts be run through the fill to ac-
comodate floodwater.

Fire Department Appeal

The Auxier Volunteer Fire Department
wishes to take this opportunity to thank
the people of Auxier and surrounding
communities for their support of our
recent fund-raising project, and
especially the ladies who worked so
faithfully during the photographing
session.

The board of education directed its
architect, Marvin Crider, Jr., to explore
the cost of the undertaking, to contact a
reputable contractor, and torepo .o the
board at its December meeting,

Supt. Grigsby said neither the OSHA
or MESA reports on the asbestos
situation have showed that the board of
education has violated any health codes.

“'We are not under any legal mandate,
but we want to do everything possible to
protect children from any possible
harm," he added.

Meanwhile, the band room at the
school, where the highest level of
asbestos was found in the air, has been
closed. Grigsby has also directed
custodians at the school to use water on
the floors and not to sweep, stirring up
dust, and that a solvent will be used on
the floors as soon as it can be procured.
An educational program led by William
Hughes and Gene Wright, principal and
assistant principal, respectively, also
has been begun to instruct pupils and
enlist their cooperation.

The open session of the board meeting
last Tuesday, which was attended by
approximately 75 persons, was featured
by the discussion of the situation by Dr.
J. Bradford Block, medical consultant
for the Kentucky Department of Labor.

Dr. Block said that the problem in the
school, which has been confirmed by
Kettering Laboratories, Cincinnati, 0., is
not unique but at this time is concerning
other schools and dormitories and at
least one hospital. He commended both
the board of education and the Parents
for Better Education for facing up to the
situation.

“Nearly all buildings constructed in
the 1950s, particularly those between 1954
and 1958, used this stuff,” he said,
referring to the asbestos in the school. He
added that he had suggested that
Governor Carroll name a task force to
study the asbestos problem in public
buildings across the state. Prestonsburg
High School was built in 1955.

Block told the board that all eight air
samples taken at the school a week
earlier contained asbestos fibers of the
size that can be inhaled and cause
asbestiosis, a non-cancerous scarring of
the lungs that makes breathing more
difficult, as well as lung cancer.

The highest reading of 1.08 fibers per
cubic centimeter of air was found in the
band room. The maximum allowable
federal standard is 2. The lowest was .11,
from one of three tests made in a
hallway.

Referring to what is considered a safe
level of asbestos fibers in the air, Dr.
Block emphasized the point that this
level was set for industrial workers. He
added:

“But these (students) are not adults,
and we do not know the safe level for
children or teenagers. There is no way to
know that these levels aren’t harmful to
children. You don’t give a child an adult
dose of aspirin for a fever, and we don't
know the safe dose of asbestos for a child,
if there is one."

Besides, he said, the allowable
maximum level under federal law was
established before asbestos was iden-
tified as a cancer-causing substance. He
also pointed out that the tests here were
made while students were in their
classrooms, and that the percentages
could have been higher if the hallways
had been in use. The number of asbestos
fibers in the air isn't that important, Dr.
Block said. ““The only thing of im-
portance is that it is there and that it is
asbestos.

Block said Eastern State Hospital at
Lexington has discovered an asbestos
problem in one of its buildings and that as
many as three dozen schools around the
state have sent in air samples for
analysis,

“Prestonsburg is unique only in that
parents want something done and school
personnel are committed to doing
something,"" he added. He said there is no
alternative lo removing the asbestos.
“To do otherwise," he commented,
“would be like putting a Band-Aid on a
broken leg.”

Supt. Grigsby later said that the work
of removing the asbestos must be done by
a qualified contractor. Otherwise, he
said, the problem could be compounded
by the lact that asbestos would still be

present while students, parents and
school officials rested in the belief that it
had been removed. E

Mrs. Ruby Catherine Clifton, head of
the parents’ organization which
spearheaded the drive for school im-
provement and called for air sampling,
and Mrs. Ann Latta, also of the
organization, have asked for an ap-
pointment with Governor Carroll. They
have suggested that Supt, Grigsby and
Dr. J.D, Adams, board member from
this division of the county, be among the
conferees.

Earl Compton, director of the Floyd
County Health Department, told the
gathering that he notified the State
Department of Health a year ago of the
presence of asbestos in the school, Mr.
Hughes, principal of the school, reported
on improvements made there and noted
that conditions are much improved, with
some yel to be done, including
replacement of two urinals and several
mirrors. One janitor remains to be
employed, he said.

Also represented at the meeting were
the Environmental Protection Ad-
ministration (EPA), Atlanta, and the
state’s Division of Buildings and
Grounds, EPA had no recommendations.

Although no other schools in the county
are known to have an asbestos problem,
Supt. Grigsby said they will be checked
as a precautionary measure,

Reflect Autumn Brilliance

Want to see a rock? Rocks, those
symbols of strength, grandeur and
power, are everywhere, and during these
days of brilliant autumn splendor they
are beautiful to behold.

In the mountains of Bell county,
Chained Rock holds autumn within its
huge links. Overlooking Pineville and an
area that encompasses Middlesboro and
forested Cumberland peaks, Chained
Rock on a late afternoon in fall is
varicolored like the West's Painted
Desert. At dusk, when the sun casts a red
glow that tells far-away seamen that all
is well for the next day, the rock high on
the mountain becomes tinted with rosy
hues that move on its surface, sunspots
changing from rose to subtle pink to pale
yellow and sienna.

Johnson county's Barnrock, like
Chained Rock, is located in a region that
is vibrant with color in autumn. Useful
for everything from a church service to a
place to keep hogs and in old days bears,
the long arched rock absorbs golds, reds,
rusts and soft tints from the maples,
willows, sumacs and pines. As Chained
Rock is in the Pine Mounlain State Park
region, Barnrock is not far from Jenny
Wiley State Park in adjoining Floyd
county.

Many counties have a ‘‘High Rock"
from where hikers and picnickers can
view the changing seasons. Menifee
county, like the Red River Gorge nearby,
is a land of cliff and canyon with trees

clinging to crannies like the toehold o
eagles. Donathan Rock, the highest spot
overlooking Frenchburg, is resplendent
in its fall setting. At one time everyone
hiked to Donathan Rock to view the
countryside, and returning visitors still
climb to the rock. Like a sandy beach
soaking up color from nature, Donathan
Rock is painted by the everchanging
color of leaves from different trees that
have grown around it. George Me-

Despite Carrington Rock's mag-
nificent lecation, it is as dry as a
desert in autumn. During the Civil War a
force of soldiers got trapped atop the
rock and were without water and food.
They prayed for enough waler to sustain
them until they could be rescued. Im-
mediately, water began to flow from the
rock and continued its flow until help
came,

In Morgan county a rock of a different
kind is attracting visitors who want to get
out in the warmth and beauty of the
season. On Ky. 191 in Caney Valley, is a
massive manshaped granite memorial to
Elder Daniel Williams and Elder Daniel
Duff. Inscribed at the top is, “Dedicated
to the Glory of God,” and beneath are
names of Kentucky's governor,
statesmen and others who have helped
with the memorial and the surroundiing
Memory Hill Park. The park is work of
the Rev. Wardie Craft, his wife Hazel and
his brother, Ernest Craft, of Caney.

Memory Hill Park already has eight
log cabins, six completed, that are being
furnished as early-day museums, in-
cluding a church, school, home and mill.

When autumn sun starts its downward
trip it washes the granite's polished
surface in gold plate. According to
Craft’s inscription, Elder Williams is the
uncle of Confederate President Jefferson
Davis, came to Kentucky with Daniel
Boone in May 1977, fought in the
Revolution, helped organize some of the
region's first churches and the Burning
Spring Association of Baptists in 1813 and
built the first cabin in West Liberty in
about 1804. Elder Daniel Duff, known in
history as Parson Dugg, performed
marriages for early settlers and helped
organize Oven Fork and Quicksand
churches. He was the son of Shadrack
and Deborah Dixon Duff from Scotland.

Rocks are valuable in symbol and in
reality. Small ones make pocket ‘worry
stones'’ to help ease lension;
overhanging ones provide animal shelter
and even early-day churches, court-
houses and homes; high ones are meccas
for hikers who want to see and feel the
awesome wonder of nature and still
others are links with history through
early scouts who carved initials on them
and were life-giving in battle.

Find an outstanding rock in the region,
hike to its summit and view Lhe country,
for soon the sun that gilds its surface with
warmth and color will take back its
bounty until another autumn.

Pier 66’s

John Allen

Executive of the Year

Incredible as it may seem, there is only
one John (Jack) Allen, president and
general manager of Pier 66 Hotel and
Marina.

Incredible, because to look at a run-
down of Allen’s daily and weekly ac-
tivities is toassume it would take at least
three men to carry them out.

But Allen, 62, and full of zest (he's in
the office six daysa week from7 a.m.to 6
p.m. and on call 24 hours a day), takes it
all in his stride.

An ex-military man, he believes it’s
just a matter of being organized, par-
celing one's time carefully—and being
surrounded by good people on- whom you
can depend.

Perhaps it's this attitude toward his
career in the hospitality business that
contributed to Allen’s recently being
named Fort Lauderdale area Executive
of the Year by the National Secretarial
Association.

That attitude and a long string of civic
activities like being president of the
Greater Fort Lauderdale Restaurant
Association, 1959; advisor on hotel
curriculum for Broward Community
College, 1960-65; president of the Fort
Lauderdale Hotel Association, 1961-62
and president of the Greater Fort
Lauderdale Chamber of Commerce in
1964,

That's only part of the list, since he's
also the director of the Florida State
Chamber of Commerce since 1965; BCC
trustee since 1974; member of advisory
board of Fort Lauderdale University
since 1973; director of Ocean First
National Bank since 1970; president of
Fort Lauderdale Executives Association,
1977, member of the Fort Lauderdale
Shrine Club and member of Trinity
Lutheran Church since 1956.

Sitting in his meticulously appointed,
but far from posh office overlooking the
Pier 66 courtyard, Allen speaks warmly
and with unfeigned humility about the
coveted Best Executive award, the
traveling statuette of which stands,
Oscar-like, on his desk.

I sat at that banquet and listened to
the chairman read the essay and it didn't
dawn on me that it was me they were
talking about,

*‘Surprise is beyond how I felt, and I
had no idea my secretary had nominated
me."

Allen’s secretary, Mildred Hooper,
says she wouldn't have dreamed of not
nominating him.

“After all,”” smiles the cheery and
ultra-organized Miss Hooper, a certified
professional secretary who's been with
Pier 66 for 17, years, ‘*Mr. Allen is a man
who loves to get involved with the
community."'

‘*He's so outgoing, and he’s done so
much for tourism here...and the
hospitality industry."

Miss Hooper explains all secretaries
nominating their bosses were required to
write short essays detailing why they
believed their employers qualified as
Executive of the Year,

No names or company names were
used, to avoid unduly prejudicing the
panel of local judges.

Sister Mercy, executive director of
Holy Cross Hospital and a member of the
judges’ panel, says, “What impressed
the judges the most was the fact that he
has helped his organization—Pier 66—
grow so much over the years.

“He’'s not only a very capable
businessman, but he's so willing to give
of his time to the community."

A longtime friend and Chamber of
Commerce associate, Dr. Robert
Helmholdt, says of Allen, ''He’s one of
thefinest, most honest business people in
town.

“You can run out of good adjectives in
trying to describe him. He's very
talented and forthright, and I believe he
has a very simpatico feeling toward his
employees—a down-to-earth attitude.”

Dr. Hugh Adams, president of Broward
Community College, has this to say:

“l think Jack represents the finest in
the hospitality industry. He's very able in
his field, a constructive person—always
pleasant, always competent. He's
assisted the college many times by
serving on various advisory com-
mittees."

Former Fort Lauderdale Mayor F. P,
(Pete) Clements, characterizes his old
friend as *“‘a very generous individual
who's contributed a lot toward making
Fort Lauderdale the city is today.”

Associated since 1957 with Pier 66
(“when we were still an unknown
restaurant and Phillips 66 service
station™), Allen was named president
and general manager in early 1977.

A native of Prestonsburg, Ky., Allen
got into the restaurant business by going
to school and working as a bushoy at
Berea College in Kentucky, which now
specializes in hotel management.

After college, Allen worked for five
years at the Gibson Hotel in Cincinnati in

r
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the purchasing and catering depart-
ments,

World War II interrupted his career,
and Allen was sent to the South Pacific
for 31 vears in the bomb disposal
division of the U.S. Army.

He says of this city, "'I believe in Fort
Lauderdale and always have. ! don't
think wild horses could get me out of
here. 1 visited here in 1945, and again in
1951, and I saw then the great potential of
this area,”

He and his wife, Eva, have reared Lheir
family here. One of their children, James
Kevin, still lives at home.

Their other two children are Mrs. Sam
(Shirley Ann) Huskisson of Plantation,
and another son, Jonathan, stationed in
the US. Army in Tacoma, Washington.

Physically fit, Allen makes it a point to
jog regularly and to play golf whenever
possible. Fishing, too, is a favorite
diversion.

But his real love is ballroom dancing,
which he and Eva do, ‘‘at least once a
week."'

Allen says he and his wife particularly
enjoy Latin American-style dancing,
**No, we haven't won any dance contests
vet,' he grins, "but we're trying."”

Plans for retirement? It's not in the
cards anytime soon for Allen.

He's enjoying himself and his job—
though it can be demanding at times—far
too much to give it up.

A 17-14 season against a strong
schedule would be appreciated al most
high schools in the 15th Region.

Most people would
really be happy with a basketball team
that came within one game of the
regional tournament. But if the high
school happens to McDowell, well then,
that is a whole different ball game.

MeDowell's Lady Devils have played
inevery girls’ 16th Regional Tournament
since basketball for high school girls was
rekindled in 1974.

Perhaps the prestige
McDowell established in the early
seasons of girls basketball is one reason
Coach Johnny Ray Turner, entering his
fourth year as girls coach, is expecling
only a ‘‘decent’’ season, in spite of having
everyone back from last year's squad.

“I expect to have a decent season. The
girls need to play better defense, Overall,
they look like they have played some but
it's hard to tell until the actual game
competition gets underway," Turner
noted cautiously,

Another reason for Turner’s hesitance
about talking about returning to the
regional tourney after a year’s absence is
the competition in Floyd county.

“There is good balance this year,
Prestonsburg has most everyone back
from last year and should be strong.
Betsy Layne lost several through
graduation, but I look for them to be
strong by the end of the season. Allen
Central has everyone back and should be
good. It is very comptetitive in the 58th
District,”” Turner said.

By the end of last season, MeDowell
had one of the better guard combinations
in the region in Rene DeRossett (5-6 sr.)
and Melinda Hopkins (5-6 s0.), Rene’ led
the team in scoring and controls the ball
the majority of the time on offense.
Melinda showed a great deal of poise asa
starting freshman and complements
Rene' in the backcourt. Michelle Moore
(5-2 s0.) was the top reserve guard last
season and saw playing time in im-
portant situations.

At forward, Brenda Hamilton (5-6 sr.)
and Teri Hamilton (5-8sr.) return, giving
the Lady Devils good rebounding and
scoring threats at the corners. A pair of
returning reserve forwards Marcia
Reynolds (5-6 jr.) and Sherry Tackett (5-
5 so.) give McDowell good depth at the
forward positions.

McDowell's most apparent weakness is
a back-up for center Delores Martin (6’
jr.), Delores averaged double figures in
scoring and rebounding last season and is
one of the better centers in the region. If
she gets in foul trouble, the Lady Devils
chould be hurting.

Turner is pleased with the schedule
and is proud that some of the top teams in
the area are on the schedule such as
Pikeville, Boyd County and Knott County
Central.

This could be the season McDowell
bounces back into the role of contender
for the 15th Regional Title. There are still
some areas that need improvement but
the potential is there. Johnny Ray Turner
is waiting and hoping.

“Last year, I played quite a few people
during the season. This year that should
help us. There are eleven players on the
squad that should play a great deal,'
Wheelwright's second year coach Kenny
Newman said hopefully.

In Newman's first year at
Wheelwright, the Trojans finished with a
9-14record.

Some are capable of playing two
or three positions,” added Newman. "‘We
feel very comfortable with our depth
situation."

This year with all the
returnees [ don’t think it is quite as
necessary, but it is still nice for the kids
to play in front of a crowd and get use to
the atmosphere of game conditions
again,"' Newman said,

Newman prepared for this season last
vear by playing almest everyone who
suited up for the varsity games. This
year he is counting on the club to come
through with the experience and talent.

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Jockey Joseph Makes
Saddle Comeback

(Exerpted from The Detroit Observer)

In midsummer of 1977, Tommy Joseph
decided there had to be easier ways to
earn a living than riding race horses, so
he hung up his tack and took out a license
as an assistant trainer.

Within a year, the native of Prestons-
burg was back in silks riding thorough-
breds. He decided that his career as a
throughbred trainer could wait a while,

“It's a tough business,” allowed the 20-
year-old Joseph. *‘There’s no easy way to
make a living in horse racing, or maybe
anything else these days."

Since his saddle comeback at Com-
modore Downs recently, Tommy has
been doing well. *I rode 110 horses over
there at Erie and won 11 races, and now
this is my first winner here since 1 came
back last week, ' he said, referring to his
recent hard-earned victory astride Harry
Henigman's homebred three-year-old
Tudor Honeymoon.

*It’s good to be back and get a chance
to ride again for people like Harry. You
know, by biggest winner was Ronbar,
who won the Dowling Handicap here for
Harry five vears ago. [ see where Ronbar
ran for $3,200 a couple of weeks ago and
won while I was still at Commodore."

When he quit riding in 1977, Joseph
started out working with Lrainer Jim
Orik, then woundup with John Foggiano
at Hazel Park last spring, but Tommy
soon found that it would be hard te put
together the kind of a stable he needed to
be successful without a lot more ex-
perience. *“That's when 1 started to jog
and condition myself to ride again,”
Joseph said. “I hadn’t put on much
weight—only six or seven pounds—so it
was just a case of getting myself fit."

As a native Kentuckian, Tommy got
pointed toward a jockey career early in
his life. His uncle, Lee Cecil, used to ride,
and he still gallops horses at the Ken-
tucky tracks. Joseph broke in with Mark
Leach, a former Detroit auto dealer who
turned to thoroughbred breeding in
Kentucky and he worked his way through
the Kentucky and Ohio circuits before
arriving in Detroit.

Joseph is the son of Raymond and
Betty Joseph, of Prestonsburg.

INFANT DEATHS IN D.C. HIGH

WASHINGTON — The District of
Columbia has been chided by a federal
agency for failing to curtail drastically
the city's high infant mortality rate.

The General Accounting Office, an
investigative arm of congress, cited
lack of coordination among agencies in
the nation’s capital and inadequate
health care planning as reasons for the
problem.

The GAO notes that the district’s infant
mortality rate was 25 per 1,000 live births
in 1976, well above the U.S. average of
15.2 per 1,000.

HEALTH NOTES Hazard Owes

By JANET E. HICKS
Health Educator

Glaucoma is the second leading cause
of blindness, affecting one out of every 50
Americans over age 35. In Kentucky
there are more than 26,000 victims of this
eye disease that damages nerve fibers, a
major link in the process of seeing,

Blurred vision and headaches,
frequent need of change of glasses, poor
adjustment ot the dark, halos around
lights and loss of side vision are all signs
that suggest glaucoma. Pressure and
pain in the eye are key symptons of the
disease.

The best way to prevent needless
blindness from glaucoma is to be tested
for the disease. You may be screened for
glaucoma at the Floyd County Health
Department, Thursday, November 9. If
higher than normal pressure is found in
your eyes, you will be referred to an eye
physician who can give further tests and
diagnose the problem.

If you are 35 years of age or older it
would be well worth the effort to come to
the health department to be screened,
free of charge, for glaucoma.

The regularly scheduled Wayland
outpost clinic will be conducted in the
basement of the Wayland Methodist
Church Monday, Nov. 13, from 10 a.m. to
2 p.m.

Big Gas Bill

Thecity of Hazard has its fuel troubles,
well ahead of winter.

It owes its supplier of natural gas,
Kentucky West Virginia Gas Co.,
$194,149, a bill that's long overdue, and its
source of supply could be cut off if the bill
isn't paid.

L. E. Roberts, vice-president and
general manager of the gas company,
declined to say [flatly that Hazard's gas
supply will be cut off if the bill is not paid
but did say, “We musl consider the
possibility of discontinuing service if
they cannot make satisfactory
arrangements about their gas bill."

Mayor William D. Gorman, of Hazard,
was concerned but remained hopeful
about the situation. He said the city's
plight has been discussed with two
Hazard banks, one of which is headed by
his brother, L. D. Gorman, and he is
hopeful the city can borrow enough to
handle the arrearage.

The city bought the old Hazard Gas
Corp. in 1974, and Roberts said there
have been varying delinquencies since
April 1977,

The debt was about $203,000 at the end
of last year, according to Roberts, and
after Kentucky West Virginia filed suit
earlier this vear to collect, the city anted

about Sept. 20, and the suit was dropped.

But the city failed to make the payment
and the company filed suit again this
week in Perry circuit court, seeking the
outstanding balance of $194,149, plus 7
percent interest.

Gorman, who has been in office only
since January, said part of the
delinquency originated when Kentucky
West Virginia raised its rates in 1976 and
the city did not pass along the full amount
of the increase to its customers.

In addition, he said, the gas company
purchased by the city was built 30 to 40
years ago and was discovered to be
losing through pipeline leaks about half
of the gas purchased from Kentucky
West Virginia.

The city then obtained funds to rebuild
the gas company, and Gorman said the
work should be completed by January.
What the city ought to save with the help
of the rebuilt system should easily pay off
any loan obtained to pay the delinquent
bill, Gorman said.

Califano to Perkins in a letter dated
November 3 in which Califano stated that
these actions were being taken as a resull
of the appeals Perkins had made to the
secretary that the Social Security Ad-
ministration was not following Lthe law in
administering the Black Lung Benefits
Reform Act of 1977

Califano told Perkins that the Social
Security Administration was proceeding
immediately to review cases using the
revised procedures. Not only will this
review process apply to cases not vet
reviewed by the Social Security Ad-
ministration but also to cases which have
already been disapproved and referred
to the Department of Labor.

The new procedures as oullined by
Califano:

—EVIDENCE ON FILE. HEW is
limited to a determination ‘‘based on the
evidence on file.”" However, we believe
the statute should be interpreted broadly
to include any information the Depart-
ment may have in Title [I or SSI
disability files.

—EMPLOYMENT IN A MINE. By
expanding the scope of what is con-

ployment circumstances which should
giverise to a finding of disability in cases
where there has not been such finding
before. '

—EVIDENCE SUBMITTED AFTER
JUNE 30, 1973. HEW, for the most part,
has jurisdiction over claims filed prior to
July 1, 1973. While pursuant to court
orders, SSA has been considering
evidence filed after that date, we believe
greater probative value should be given
to such evidence. For example, an x-ray
taken in 1974 or 1975 may have probative
value for eligibility in 1973, since one does
not contract miners' disease after
leaving the mines.

—OTHER EVIDENCE. Under the 1977
amendments, in any case where there is
OTHER EVIDENCE that a miner has a
pulmonary or respiratory impairment,
SSA must, with some exceptions accept
certain x-ray interpretation. The scope of
“other evidence' will be expanded to
include evidence which has not before
been considered in delermining
eligibility.

David L. Davies of Harlan has been
named Kentucky Teacher of the Year,
Superintendent of Public Instruction Dr
James B. Graham announced this week.
Davies is the first man to receive the
award in Kentucky

The forty-three yvear old Davies has
taught English in the Harlan City School
system for (wenty years, He also directs
the Harlan Boys Choir which he founded
in 1965

“My greatest achievements have been
and will continue to be the day-by-day
progress of my students,” Davies said.
"One truly becomes a teacher only when
there is a deep concern for the proper
physical, mental and emotional
development of the children."

Winning the state award automatically
makes Davies a nominee for the national
teacher of the year title, The national
award is sponsored by the Council of
Chief State School Officers, En-
cyclopedia Britannica and the Ladies’
Home Journal.

Besides teaching, Davies also coaches
the junior high school football and
baskethall teams. He was instrumental
in starting a little league program in
Harlan, and he is choir director and
Sunday school teacher for the United
Methodist Church in Harlan.

Improvements Don’t Always Pay

Many homeowners make
home improvements to add to
the value of their house. But
not all home improvements
increase a home’s value and
many don’t pay for themselves
once you decide to sell.

“Don’t always expect the
value of your home to go up by
the exact dollar amount you
spend on* home im-
provements,”” warns Glenda
Herman, Extension specialist
in housing. “Even the im-
provements that cost the most
usually return only 50 to 75
percent of your costs."

This is partly because it costs
more to remodel an existing
home than to put the same
improvements into a new
house as it is built.

Home improvements on
existing homes can be a worth-
while investment, however,
especially if they make the
house more comfortable and
convenient for you to live in.
Cut costs by doing some of the
work yourself.

Don't over-improve your
home as compared to the
neighborhood you live in,

Officer Slayings Increase

FBI Director William H.
Webster announced last week
that 48 local, county, and state
law enforcement officers were
killed feloniously in the United
States and Puerto Rico during
the first six months of 1978.
Thirty-five officers were slain
during the same period in 1977,

““Thisincrease in the number
of officers slain is grim
evidence of the danger faced
by law enforcement officers
despite efforts to strengthen
training programs and adopt
more effective safety
measures,” Mr. Webster said.

During the first six months of
1978, 26 officers were killed in
the Southern states; 8 each in
the North Central and Western
states; 5 in the Northeastern
States; and 1 in Puerto Rico

Ten officers were slain while
enforcing traffic laws. Seven
were killed while attempting to
thwart robberies or in the
pursuit of robbery suspects;
two while attempting to ap-
prehend burglary suspects;
and eight while attempting
arrests for crimes other than
robbery or burglary. Six of-
ficers were slain in unprovoked
or premediated ambush-type
attacks; an additional 6 while
handling or transporting
prisoners; five while handling
disturbance calls; and four
while investigating suspicious
persons,

Forty-seven of the 48 officers
were killed with firearms.
Handguns were used in 38 of
the slayings, and in nine of
these incidents assailants
killed officers with their own
service weapons.

Benjamin H. Cooke, special
agent in charge of the FBI for
the state of Kentucky, advised
that the records for Kentucky
show one police officer was
killed during the first six
months of 1978. Mr. Cooke
advised this death was the
shooting slaying of the chief of
police in Campton, June 16. Mr.
Cooke added that preliminary
figures for the calendar year

1977 showed 91 local, county
and state law-enforcement
officers were killed in the line
of duty. That figure
represented a dramatic
decline, Mr. Cooke stated, in
that not since 1969, when 86
officers were slain, have fewer
duty-related deaths been
reported. The first six months
figures for 1977 showed 19
officers were killed in the
southern states. The Kentucky
figures for the calendar years
1977 and 1976, show that two
and three officers were slain
each year, respectively.

It may pay to improve your
house if you live in an old
neighborhood where
remodeling and rehabilitation
of older homes is occuring.

Add central air conditioning,
a new or remodeled kitchen, a
bath, a bedroom or a family
room for a relatively high
return on the investment.

Adding a new lwo-car garage
also will add value to your
house and may be a good home
improvement. Converting a
garage into a room, however,
is not likely to pay off because
most home buyers prefer a
house with a garage and the
new room is usually located
inconveniently.

Keep your home up-to-date
and in good, salable condition
with practical improvements,
such as a new roof, new fur-
nace, new wiring, insulation
and storm windows or doors.
They will not add tremen-
dously to the value of your
house but will pay for them-
selves with the energy you
conserve.

Don't add unwise home
improvements like a new
study, outdoor living area,
impressive landscaping, a
basement rec. room, a
swimming pool, gaudy new
carpeting and drapes, poorly
located rooms or any im-
provement poorly done.

Kentucky deer hunters taking bucks
with exceptionally large antlers, or those
returning with a trophy from anywhere
on the continent, will now find it much
easier to enter the North American Big
Game Awards Program, a cooperative
effort of the National Rifle Association
and the Boone and Crockett Club.

In the past, hunlers have had trouble
finding someone qualified to measure
their trophy. Only individuals who have
passed a [our-day training course are
recognized as ''official measurers’ by
the awards program. Until recently,
there were none in Kentucky. Now there
are 12 around the state,

A training session, conducted by Jack
Reneauof the National Rifle Association,
was held early in October at the
department of fish and wildlife's Camp
Earl Wallace. Ten of the men who
qualified are biologists with the depart-
ment’'s game management division, one
is a conservation officer and the twelfth
is a professor at Eastern Kentucky
University.

“‘Scoring a big game animal is more
complicated than most of us realized,”
said John Phillips, one of the wildlife
biologists who completed the workshop,
“It takes about lwo hours to measure a
white-tailed deer’'s rack.” (The par-
ticipants learned the techniques involved
in measuring all North American big
game species. Every three vears,
awards are presented to lhe hunters
taking the five highes! scoring animals of
each big game species.)

Even if a deer does net qualify for a
national award, Kentucky hunters can
nevertheless enter their lrophies on a
statewide list to be compiled by game
biologists. They are looking for any buck
weighing over 215 pounds, any doe over
115 pounds (field dressed weights) or
racks with a beam length of one antler of
more than 20 inches,

Any hunter who takes a deer with these
minimum standards should get in touch
with the local conservation officer if he

Strike Ends

The 18-week-long strike at the
American Standard plant, near Paints-
ville, ended Sunday with the acceptance
by Local Union 7926, United Steel
Workers, of the company's latest con-
tract offer

Plastics and ceramics production
resumed Monday al the plant, and Dave
Chapman, the company's production
manager said, “We'll try to be back in
full production by the end of the week,"

The contract was approved by ap-
proximately two-thirds of the plant’s 500
workers, il was reported here,

Neither the company nor the union
would divulge terms of the new three-
year pact which will extend till June 30,
1981. Wages and benefits are involved.

Full resumption of work will depend,
Chapman said, on how fast needed parts
can reach the plant.

At one time American Standard plants
in Louisville and Buffalo also were on
strike. When the Louisville workers
agreed to a new contract, it was thought
the Paintsville strike also would end, but
the union rejected the contract offer
made at that time.

State Idle Rate
Down to 4.6%

Kentucky's unemployment rate
dropped from 5.3 percent in August 1o 4.6
percent in September, the lowest il has
been since June.

“*This current drop in unemployment
was due o youths leaving the labor force
and returning to the classroom, as well
as increased employment in manufac-
turing and government,”" Robert Mac-
Donald, chief labor market analyst for
the Department for Human Resources,
explained. MacDonald added that the
gain in government employment was in
state and local education.

The percentages represent an
unemployment decrease of 11,300 per-
sons, from 84,900 in August to 73,600 in
September. The highest unemployment
this year occurred last February, when
the rale was 6.8 percent and 101,300
persons were without jobs,

The 4.6 percent rate in Kentucky for
September marks the fourth time this
vear that unemployment dropped below 5
percent of the labor force.

The national unemployment rate was
5.7 percent in September, slightly lower
than the 5.8 percent in August.

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State Coal Production Depends on Roads, Rails

Kentucky’'s ability to “‘increase or to
maintain coal production is in direct
proportion to our ability to provide
adequate transportation,'” John W. Fish,
president of Kentuckians for Better
Transportation, said at a national trans-
portation study hearing last week in
Atlanta, Georgia.

The hearing, conducted jointly by the
U.S. Department of Transportation and
the Department of Energy, is to deter-
mine the constrainis affecting the
capacity of the transportation system to
move energy materials in 1985 and
beyvond.

Fish said that “‘unless dramatic steps
are laken immediately to solve the
gigantic problems whi¢éh now exist for
railroads and highways there will be a
tremendous backlog of needs in these
areas in 1985."

The increasing deterioration of the rail
mode, he noted, “puts a substantial
additional burden on our highways.”
Citing USDOT figures, Fish said that
Kentucky's. backlog of highway needs

relating to transportation of coal in 1975

was, at $2.3 billion, greater than any
other state and is growing.

(The $2.3 billion represents the cost of
bringing roads up to the standards of the
American Association of State Highway
and Transportation Officials—
AASHTO—and is a higher cost figure
than simply structurally improving
roads on their present alignment to
support use by coal trucks.)

Fish said KyDOT studies show that
approximately 6,800 miles of roads were
being used for the transportation of coal
in the fall of 1977, a 35 percent increase
over 1974.

“In spile of Kentucky’s efforts to meet
coal road needs through additional ap-
propriations, increased bending, and
special legislation,” he said, '‘Ken-
tucky's backlog of coal road needs is

greater today than in 1975."

Fish said that ‘‘without substantial
federal funding between now and 1985 our
state’s backlog of needs can only grow
larger through inflation and through
increased usage of coal roads.

“In Eastern Kentucky," Fish said,
"the highways and secondary roads that
feed Kentucky's Interstate highway
system and toll roads are congested with
coal trucks, have significant accident
rates, and are in many cases in varying
degrees of deterioration."

“‘There are serious needs for upgraded
and new haul routes to serve the in-
creased truck traffic or coal to river
terminals, to serve railroad tipples, and

tocontinue to serve truck traffic in mine-
to-market deliveries, both on short and
long-haul runs. There are serious needs
for bypass routes around many of our
cities and communities where truek
traffic congestion and the rapid and
continuous deterioration of city streets
has developed into an intolerable
situation for citizens."

Fish said, ‘‘building and maintaining
coal roads in Kentucky is a part of a
larger highway financing problem which
is national in scope. There is presently a
significant national problem in meeting
the financial obligations of maintaining
and reconstructing streels and highways.
In some areas, the situation is moving

towards crisis proportions. Nationally,
finding simply has not kept up with in-
flation."”

Fish noted that Kentucky already has
one of the highest severance taxes in the
nation. He said additional Laxes on coal,
at the state level, would adversely affect
the ability of our producers to compete on
the regional, national, and international
levels

Kentucky produced some 148 million
tons of coal in 1977 to account for more
thén one-fifth of the nation's total
production. Only about 18 per cent of this
was burned within the state. Kentucky's
proven reserves of coal are 25 billion
tons.

A Government
That Works
For Its Citizens

By DAVID COHEN

Immediately after Labor Day, the House will
face its first key test on whether it has learned
any lessons from California's Proposition 13
vote. The outcome of civil service reform will
tell us whether Congress is ready to respond to
citizens' frustration and anger toward govern-
ment by insisting on competent performance
by our public servants.

The Carter Administration's legislation
builds on the concept that citizens will receive
effective government service only if it is
impartially administered, provides incentives
and rewards for oulstanding performance,
permits managers to manage, and provides
employees with protection against political
abuse.

Government employees’ unions and veét-
erans’ groups are working overtime in the halls
of Congress to maintain the present inflexible
civil service, In candid moments, employees,
managers and civil service experts acknowl-
edge that the federal government is a bureau-
cratic maze which stifles the initiative of dedi-
cated government employees while often fail-
ing to protect their rights. The accumulation
of laws and regulations serves as a shield for
non-performance.

Government is complex enough without per-
mitting it to frustrate good managers by giving
them insufficient 'iuthoritv to supervise per-
sonnel effectively. Nor should it continue to
undermine dudnatcd civil servants by failure to
reward their outstanding performance. When
merit violations take place with impunity and
pay and promotions are made on the, basis of
longevity rather than performance, our system
clearly has to be changed.

If the House is concerned about the tax-
payers' revolt, it will face up to four key issues
in civil service reform;

(1) Establish a Senior Executive Service.
The SES would designate up to 9200 super-
grade executives without adding to the govern-
ment’s payroll. Entrance into the Service would
be voluntary for persons now at high levels.

Those who enter the Service would be eligible
for bonuses for superior performance and
would be removed for poor performance,
The opponents of change are trying to block
it with a proposal to limit the SES to three
departments on a two-vear trial basis.

(2) Add protections for whistleblowers.
An independent counsel would be authorized
to investigate allegations of improper reprisals
against those who blow the whistle on wrong-
doing within the government. This properly
reverses past practice when government
employees who revealed the existence of
unlawful and improper behavior by their
agencies too often became targets of agency
reprisals.

{3) Modify veterans' preference. The effect
of modifying veterans' preference will be to
open greater opportunities to qualified women,
minorities, and young people while assisting
those veterans most in need of help—the
Vietnam era and the disabled veteran.

(4) Oppose changing the Hatch Act. The
Hatch Act is an essential protection against
partisan political interference with the civil
service. In a system based on performance, it
becomes extraordinarily important to protect
civil servants against such political inter-
ference. The most aggressive opponents of civil
service reform are at the same' time trying to
promote changes in the Hatch Act. These are
unwise and irresponsible.

The choice for the House is: will it be respon-
sible in remedying many of the problems facing
our civil service system and show that it is
paying attention to voter dissatisfaction with
government performance, or will it continue
to cave in to the intense pressures from vet-
erans’ groups and government employees’
unions who have a stake in a status quo that
results in poor government performance?

Health Views
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LIKE FATHER, LIKE SON

The expression, “like
father, like son’ should be
extended to read, "like
father, like son, like mother,
like daughter, like pets."
The reason: Since they all
live and eat together, they
often pick up each other’s
mannerisms.

It's not unusual at all to
see a family group of
mother, father, children and
even a dog that look alike
and walk alike. Their weight
problem is the same because
they have the same intake
of foods; their posture be-
cause they emulate each
other. So even if their physi-
cal features are not similar,

they tend to look very
mu¢h the same—truly
“chips off the same old
block."

According to sociologists,
there is not much of a
generation gap at all, Child-
ren reflect their parents in
looks—yes, even in atti-
tudes, values and life styles.
And unfortunately, many of
these behavior patterns that
parents pass on to their
children are not conducive
to good health.

For example, many have
poor eating habits; some
have poor posture habits;
many smoke or drink; many
like junk foods; most are
out of physical condition;
and too many depend on
drugs and medications,
These are all illustrative of
parental example—setting
that also sets the stage for
health problems, especially
in later life.

Let’s look at posture. You
take your son to a nice
men's shop and try to pick
out a suit. The tailor tells
you, “‘he’s got round shoul-
ders or one shoulder is too
low,” Chances are, you or
your spouse have the same
problem. There's a hint of
heredity; sometimes it’s due
to a development problem;
sometimes it may even he
because of an undetected
injury, but very often it is
caused purely by habit and

life style.
Clothes don't look or fit
right when the shoulder

blades or scapulae near the
spine project like angel

wings. It's a problem for the
tailor or dressmaker. But it
should also cause concern
for the person who has it. It

indicates the muscles lack
the tone necessary to hold
the border against the rib '
cage. It indicates that the'
other museles of the shoul-
der girdle are weak and
incapable  of performing
strenuous activity.

What can be done? Well,
the thing not Lo do is say,
“he’s built like Uncle
Mike," and let it go at that.
The worst approach you can
take to symptoms of health
problems is ignore them,
justify them, or procrasti-
nate about them.

In the case of poor
posture, first, a doetor of
chiropractic should be seen
for advice, counsel, exami-
nation and treatment if
necessary to correct strue-

tural problems. Seeond,
more attention must be
given to posture. If the

condition dictates it, the
doctor of chiropractic may
recommend a series of
special exercises to build up
weak areas.

It should be remembered
that posture has a far-sweep-
ing effect on health., And in
the case of a child, it affects
growth. Correct posture
makes the person look bet-
ter, but it also makes him
feel better,

Sociologists  generally
agree that people involved
in patterns tend to adapt
beliefs and philosophies of
life that justify them. So
don't be fast to say, ‘‘bad
posture and obesity run in
our family.” It doesn’t
necessarily. According to
the American Chiropractic
Association, vou do have
reasonable control over
your body and health if you
are willing to do something
about it.

HAIR facrs & fallacies

GIVING DANDRUFF THE BRUSHOFF

By following a few simple
steps, vou mady avoid being
plagued by some common
hair problems.

White flakes known as
dandruff afflict most people
at some time or another, In
many cases, the scales can
be brushed away and stop-
ped from coming back with
more frequent and vigorous
shampooing.

Occasionally, dandruff
sympioms can become quite
severe. Besides itching and
flaking of the scalp, you
may experience redness and
inflammation. Persistent or
severe dandruff problems
should be tackled by a
dermatologist.

Flaking caused by hair
sprays resembles dandruff,
also, Hair spray may
produce a film on hair
shafts. Flaking is particular-
ly common if the spray
container is held too close
to the hair, producing a
heavy concentration rather
than a thin film.

Vigorous brushing with a
good hairbrush will get rid
of flakes, but brushing is
always good for hair. You
should have several good
hairbrushes: one for gentle
brushing, another for rid-
ding the scalp of dirt, Mlakes
and excess oil, and one for
styling.

Crime Decline Noted over U.S.

Crime in the United States continued to
decline during the first six months of
1978, Attorney General Griffin B. Bell
announced last week.

Uniform Crime Reports' figures
released by William H. Webster, director
of the Federal Bureau of Investigation,
showed a two percent decrease in the
number of Crime Index offenses reported
to law enforcement in the first half of this
year when compared to the same period
of 1977. Downward trends have appeared
in all cumulative quarterly comparisons
made since the first quarter of 1977,

Woodland Blazes
Numerous in Floyd
Over Past Weekend

Forest fires burned over a wide section
of the Kentucky Division of Forestry's
Eastern District through the weekend
with the highest concentration of this
county’s blazes being reported in the
upper Left Beaver section.

Although isolated fires burned in
several locations in the county, forestry
officials here said the area of most ac-
tivity was in the Wheelwright-Weeksbury
section with numerous blazes in con-
tiguous parts of Pike county, which is
also included in the gix-county Eastern
District.

According to ,Arthur Leach, district
forester, forest fire activity began
showing up around Oct. 26, and, with
near-drought conditions characterizing
area weather, increased in severity until
an extreme fire hazard alert was issued
Friday, Leach said 24 woodland blazes
had burned over approximately 1,000
acres of forest land in Floyd county in the
past two weeks.

Leach said even though rain was
predicted Tuesday, it may not be in
sufficient quantity to thoroughly dampen
the ground, “If it will just rain enough to
clear the air it will help a great deal,”
said Leach who pointed out that fire
spotting from the air had been extremely
difficult because of the dense smoke and
atmospheric haze which has ac-
companied recent weather.

Joe Dietz, chief of fire control with the
state Division of Forestry said a ban on
outdoor trash burning has been put into
effect throughout the state even though
the principal danger point at present is
Southeast Kentucky.

Source of the blazes is believed to be
the result of careless trash burning and
the activity of hunters. No arresis
have been made in connection with the
recent fires, according to District
Management Assistant Bill Phillips who
pointed out that often residents would
report having witnessed someone start a
fire .eithér.delibefately or irresponsibly
but then not follow through for fear of
becoming involved.

being made in the fight against crime,"”
Mr. Bell said. '*However, the volume of
violent crimes rose by a small margin,
emphasizing the need for persistence in
our crime prevention efforts.”

The Index crimes of violence, as a
group, increased one percent during the
six-month period. The number of forcible
rapes climbed five percent, and
aggravated assaults rose three percent.
Murder showed no change, while the
volume of robbery offenses fell two
percent.

All property crimes within the Index
decreased, resulting in an overall decline
of three percent in this category. Lar-
ceny-theft was down four percent, and
both burglary and motor yehicle theft
decreased one percent.

Cities with more than 50,000
inhabitants reported a decrease of two
percent of two percent in reported crime,
while the rural and suburban areas each
recorded declines of three percent. In
cities outside metropolitan areas, the
volume of Crime Index offenses
remained stable.

Geographically, the Western states
showed a [wo-percent increase in the
total Crime Index. All other regions
reported decreases: six percent in the
Northeastern states, five percent in the
North Central States, and one percent in
the Southern states.

No Benefits

The Kentucky Department of In-
surance last week warned that a com-
pany which formerly operated in the
slate has vanished, leaving at least one
family without hospital coverage.

“Our efforts Lo locate United Benefit
Association of Washington, D.C., have
failed," Gus Petro, the department’s
chief enforcement officer, said.

“‘This company disappeared, leaving a
Boyle county family with a $326 hospital
bill, plus they had paid monthly
premiums of $40.95 since obtaining the
plan a year ago," Pelro said.

"We have no way of knowing how
many other Kentuckians have this plan.
If they do, they had better get some other
coverage, because the plan is worthless,"
Petro emphasized.

He said the case first came to the
department’s attention when the
Ephiram McDowell Memorial Hospital
at Danville inquired about United Benefit
Assocation. ""They said they were unable
to locate the company at the Washington
address listed in the plan. We sought help
from the District of Columbia insurance
department, which was unable to locate
this company,” Petro said.

A young Boyle county farmer at-
tempted to use the contract to pay his
wife's expenses at the Danville hospital.
"“The benefit plan had been sold to him on
the basis that it provided special benefits
to farmers and was backed by the U.S.
government,” Petro explained.

Petro said other Kentuckians with
United Benefit Association contracts or
who may be able to give information
useful in his investigation of this com-
pany, should contact him at 1-800-373-
2967. This is a loll-free number.

The Department of Insurance last year
ordered two similar companies to cease
their Kentucky operations. They were
Employee Security Benefit Association
of Bellvue, Wash., and National Business
Conference Employee Benefit
Association of Park Ridge, Ill.

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Teacher May Use
Paddle on Student

A teacher or school official may paddle
a student for such infractions as talking
in class, according to an opinion from the
Attorney General's office.

“Irrespective of whether one is an
opponent or proponent of corporal
punishment, the legal fact exists that
corporal punishment is alive and well
and constitutionally acceptable,”
Assistant’ Attorney General Roberl
Chenoweth wrote in an opinion to Mr. and
Mrs. Caroll Cunningham, of Shelbyville.
The Cunninghams had requested an
allorney general's opinion following an
incident in which their 15-year-old son
had refused lo acceplt a paddling as
punishment for talking in class.

Cheoweth acknowledged that the Of-
fice of the Altorney General had not
looked at the issue since the U.S.
Supreme Cour! reviewed and approved
using the paddle, He wrote that, while it
is not against the law for a teacher or
school official to paddle a youngster,
there should be consideration of
guidelines by the local school board
gmernmg the use of such punishment.

AN ORDINANCE Relating to the
Annual Budget and Amendment Thereof.

Whereas the County of Floyd has
received unantlicipated revenues from
Commonwealth of Kentucky cooperative
program.

IT IS ORDAINED BY THE FISCAL
COURT OF FLOYD COUNTY THAT:

SECTION ONE: The annual budget for
fiscal year 1978-79 is amended to:

(a) Increase receipts of the (General
Fund by $2,698.80 to include
unanticipated revenues from Com-
monwealth of Kentucky.

(b) Increase budget expeditures ac-
county number 300-3 by $2 689.80,

SECTION TWO: The sum added to
budget expenditure account (s) in
SECTION ONE is appropriated for
general governmental purposes.

Kentucky
Afield

The first phase of Kentucky's gun deer
season is almost upon us, and by now
hunters should have bought their deer
permits, studied this year's regulations,
obtained permission to hunt (written
permission if they use rifles) and scouted
their hunting area.

But in the midst of all these
preparations, deer hunters should leave
a little time to consider how their actions
in the field reflect upon all deer hunters
and upon the whole sport of hunting.

Apparently, many rural residents
dread the coming of the gun deer season.
Because of the misdeeds of a few slob
hunters who trespass, block gates, cut
fences, wantonly shoot livestock or even
endanger human life by careless gun
handling, more and more land is being
placed off limits to deer hunteers.

I live in a rural area myself, an area
with a high deer population which at-
tracts many hunters each year. And
every season | can count on at least one
or two telephone calls from neighbors
with problems—the most common one
being {respassing.

I also hear the many post-season
complaints and see, every year just
before the gun deer season opens, the
posted signs go up. These signs and these
complaints aren't symptoms of anti-
hunting sentiment—most of the people
involved are hunters themselves—but
they are serious indicators that hunters
need to give more consideration to those
on whose lands they hunt and to work
actively to eliminate the slob hunter from
their ranks.

It's a natural human reaction to con-
demn an entire group for the actions of a
few. And deer hunters, with their blaze
orange outfits and high-powered rifles,
are a highly visible group. The majority
are law abiding and considerate, but
they aren’t remembered or talked about.
The one who does gel noticed is the slob—
and the impression he leaves behind isn’t
a pretty one. I needn’t repeat the cliche
about the one bad apple, but it certainly
applies in this case.

It is an act of the grossest irrespon-
sibility to tolerate the slob hunter. Those
who witness his acts and do nothing about
it have hurt their own good name and
that of all hunters.

We all owe it to ourselves and to our
sport to report the slob either to the
landowner involved or to a conservation
officer. If heis a friend, let him know that
his actions will quickly make him an ex-
friend. If he is a sportsman’'s c¢lub
member, consider club action to revoke
his membership. Peer pressure of this
sort can be a very effective deterrent.

And above all, be a careful, con-
siderate and polite hunter yourself. You
are a guest on someone else’s property,
so conduct yourself with the same
decorum as if you had been invited into
the living room instead of onto the back
forty. A little common courtesy will pay
dividends in the future.

K;htucky Property Tax

Reported Among Lowest

(From the Interim Legislative Record)

A legislative commitiee is studying
state government spending and trying to
figure out the best way to hold the line on
the growing government bureaucracy.

A discussion on the subject was
triggered by a recenl report to the In-
terim Joint Committee on Ap-
propriations and Revenue which in-
dicated that Kentucky has one of the
lowest property tax rates of any state in
the country.

However, several legislators said it
was not the tax rate which is ob-
jectionable.

**Most people in my district don’l care
what the property tax rate is," said state
Sen. Danny Yocom, D-Louisville. “‘They
are concerned with the rising property
assessments they have to face."”

One of the commitiee's co-chairmen,
Rep. Joe Clarke, D-Danville, said the
Legislature could bring relief to people
with rising assessments by passing a hill
which would automatically lower tax
rates as property values increased.

“With this Lype of legislation we could
put the responsibility for raising the
money on local governments, Lthe ones
who want to spend the money,” Clarke
said.

Clarke said the Legislature could help
curb state spending by carefully
reviewing the budgets of the govern-
ment’s agencies in the interim leading to
the 1980 General Assembly

“We can find out where the budget can
be cut and then pass a budget thal holds
the line on spending,” Clarke said.

The legislators named several areas
where spending could be reduced, in-
cluding cutting back on employees and
reducing programs started with federal
money.

“Many of our state agencies could
operate more efficiently with fewer

employees,” said Sen. Robert Martin, D-_

Richomond. “Maybe we ought to be
thinking of setting a limit on the nuraber
of state employees.”

The federal government is at least
partly to blame for state spending
problems, according to Rep. James
Allen, D-Martin,

“The feds allocate money to get a
program started, people get used to the
service being offered, then the federal
government cuts off the money and the
state has to pick up the funding,”’ Allen
said.

In other action, the A&R Committee
received a report analyzing the state's
bonded indebtedness from Dr. Richard
Gift, a University of Kentucky
economist.

Gift said the majority of the state’s
debt is due to transportation (highways),
higher education, and state park bonds.
He said the state should make a distinc-

tion between revenue bonds, which ac- &

tually produce revenue, such as bonds to
build college dormitories which are paid
tor with student fees, and bonds which
are paid lor with governmen| funds, such
as those for a new state office building.

Gift said Kentucky's debt, which is
sometimes criticized for being excessive,
“1s not alarming if it is looked at from a

hard, fpancial viewpoint." However,
Gift said, “‘as a laxpayer, 1 would like to
see il lower.”

According to Gift, the state should have
a more detailed discussion of the tax
responsibility ‘when issuing revenue
bonds, which are frequently used to pay
for major projects. “‘We should be told
exactly how much of the bond will be paid
with tax money and how much of the
bond will be paid off by the project which
is being funded,” Gift said

“The people who were in the best
position lo know did know all along that
tolls were not going to pay for all the toll
roads that were buill by the state,'” Gift
said. "‘There could have been more
discussion because now tax money has
had to be used to pay the remainder of
the debt for those roads.™

Revenue bonds originally were in-
tended to be used to finance major public
improvements, but recently have been
used as a legal tool to circumventi the
state's $500,000 constitutional ceiling on
general obligation bonds.

Gift said it would make sense to make
that change because *‘this is a very ex-
pensive svstem we've got now."

However, Gift said he didn't think the
constitutional change is likely to happen
since ‘‘il seems like Kentuckians would
rather ighore their constitution than
change it."”

Previous column series touched on the
analysis of several disciplines, quoting
authorities. Educators feel answerable to
students and parents; public officials, to
superiors and constituents; lawyers, to
clientele; physicians, to patients and
family; the clergy, to congregations; all,
to society and God. WESTERN
RECORDER, (Jan. 25, 1978) had a great
editoral, 'A Denomination Needs Con-
stant Examination.” True of all faiths,
and of us individuals, too. Laity and
clergymen of every lype exist
somewhere. The Bible sets no double
standard for sheep and shepherd, though
a few biblical qualifications apply solely
to ordained personnel; however, chur-
ches have a right to expect pastors to be
exemplary, since they lead the flock.

Ministers make mistakes and fall short
like the rest of us, but the majority are
fine good men. Numbers serve one
church for years, as did Dr. J.S. Bell,
Hindman, for decades; Rev. Jaggers, 15
years, Prestonsburg; Rev. Grayson, 16,
Inez, now in the fourth vear at Maytown
Rev. Waugh, 13th at Allen; Rev. Larry
Baldridge, 10-12 at Pippa Passes; Rev. O.
P. Smith, 8, Maytown, 50 years ago; Rey.
Lee Caudill, 6, Lancer. Long tenure
speaks well for pastor and church, but
short ones do not necessarily reflect on
either. Circumstances alter cases. No
two are identical.

No one knows if present appraisal of
churches, leaders and members
originated in pulpit or pew. Myriad ar-
ticles and books show widespread oc-
currence, and that pastors usually blame
congregations, and vice versa. More
objectivity by both will pay high
dividends. Human-like, we all rush to
defend our profession, family, self. An
old adage says, ““There's a little bit of
good in the worst of us, and a little bit of
bad in the best."" So, when it comes to
placing blame, perhaps it is six for the
laity and a half-dozen for the clergy, in

punitive terms to assign guill, we need to
love, forgive, return good for evil, unite
to improve situations, and move for-
ward—a large order, good for all con-
cerned. Generally, when conflicts arise,
ministers suffer most, for they are in the
driver's seat. President Truman would
say, "'The buck ends here." The pastor is
held largely accountable, because no
organization surpasses its head. This
does not imply that “*parsons’’ cause all
difficulties or are always to blame for
lack of progress,

At the close of morning worship a
visitor asked the pastor how many
members were enrolled. ‘‘Two hun-
dred,” was the reply. “All active?”
inquired the stranger. ''Oh yes,"”" was the
response, half are for me and haif
against.”

Inventory is beneficial to -any
profession, and criticism is not confined
to the laity, Scores of charges in print
give the chief complaints by men of the
cloth, many of whom refrain from such,
think positively, exude love, enthusiasm,
optimism, consult leaders, maintain
democracy in church business affairs,
never denounce members or others
WESTERN RECORDER, (March 31,
1973), listed many criticisms the clergy
make: "Inadequate salaries, inadequate
trained leadership, immaturity and lack
of Christian growth among members,"
The Courier-Journal article quoted last
week gave the major objection as the
lack of love and respect once accorded
most cleries almost everywhere, Some
teachers and other professionals share
this feeling, which may or may not be
well founded, depending upon each
person and the community. Times have
changed drastically, not for the better in
countless ways,

Old standards are being swept away,
Publications tell how many pastors do
things few would have dared do for-
merly. That does not make them right. A
West Virginia pastor ran away with a
high school girl, saw no harm in it,
though reporis came that he had com-
mitted the same offense elsewhere. His
stunned church paid the family’s debts,
supported the wife and five children until
he returned six weeks later, to be trans-
ferred to North Carolina! Misconduect by
cleries of all faiths is becoming maore
common.

The clergymen also protest poor at-
tendance, especially at evening and
prayer services, business meetings; over
emphasis on numbers; limited
cooperation and gratitude; too few ac-
cepting offices and committee posts;
negligible concern for the lost; too few
visiling, witnessing; intermembership
friction. In a small church one faction sat
on the right and the other on the left, as
the minister and family agonized over
the lack of love and forgiveness.
Ministerial complaints equal those of-the
laity.

Unigue is the pastor or church that
does not experience one or more sooner
or later, for every mortal is human as
can be. The following poem from an
ancient copy of MARANATHA may be
appropriate:

“We cleaned our little church today,
Wiped all the dust and dirt away; We
straightened papers, washed the floors,
Wiped off the lights and painted doors.
We brushed the dirt stains from the
books, And whisked the cobwebs from
the nooks. We polished windows so we'd
see, The newly greening shrub and tree.
The menfolk, too, raked up the yard,
They laughed and said it wasn't hard,
And, oh it felt so very good, To have the
place look as it should. We said, 'How
wonderful 'twould be, If we cleaned out
what we can't see—Such things as
grudges, hates, and lies, And musty
thoughts much worse than flies! If all
would let God's Spirit in, To cleanse each
heart from soiling sin; Ah, then our
church would really shine, Our
fellowship would be divine." "

PUBLIC NOTICE

The Floyd County Fiscal Court, at its
regular meeting, commencing at 1 p.m.,
Tuesday, Nov. 14, 1978, to be held at the
FCC Annex, Conference Room,
Prestonsburg, Ky. will consider for a
reading the following Ordinance:

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE
COUNTY .. OF FLOYD, COM-
MONWEALTH OF KENTUCKY.
PROVIDING FOR THE CON-
STRUCTION, OPERATION,
REGULATION AND CONTROL OF
CABLE TELEVISION SYSTEMS
WITHIN ITS TERRITORIAL LIMITS

1. SHORT TITLE. This Ordinance
shall be known and may be cited as the
"“Floyd County Cable Television Or-
dinance."

2. DEFINITIONS. For the purposes of
this Ordinance, the following lerms,
phrases and their derivations shall have
‘the meaning given herein, unless the
context clearly indicates that another
meaning is intended. When nol in-
consistent with the context, words used in
the present tense include the fulure,
words in the plural include the singular
number, and words in the singular
number include the plural number. The
word “‘shall’’ is always mandatory and
not merely directory.

(a) *‘Agency’’ means the person,
department, or agency designated by the
Franchise Authority, by resolution, to act
for it in administrative matters relating
to cable television.

(b) **Cable Television System' or
“CATV system' is any facility that in
whole or in part, receives directly, or
indirectly, over the air, and amplifies or
otherwise modifies the signals trans-
mitting programs broadcast by one or
more television or radio stations and
distributes such signals by wire or cable
to subsecribing members of the public
whao pay for such service.

() “Channel’ js a band of frequencies
6 megahertz wide in the electromagnetic
spectrum capable of carrying either one
audio-visual television signal and a few
non-video signals or a large number of
non-video singals, \

td» “Federal Communications
Commiission™, or “FCC'" is the present
federal agency of that name as con-
stituted by the Communications Act of
1934, or any successor agency created by
the United States Congress.

(e) “Franchise'’ is an authorization
granted by the Franchise Authority
which permits the construction,
operation and maintenance of a cable
television system within the Franchise
Area under the terms of this Ordinance.

(fy *“Franchise Area'’ means that
portion of the Franchise Entity for which
a franchise is granted under the
authority of this Oridnance. The Fran-
chise Area may or may not be coter-
minous with the Franchise Entity,

(g) "Franchise Authority'' is the
governing boady of the Franchise Entity,
the Floyd Fiscal Court.

th) “Franchise Entity'" is the County
of Floyd, Commonwealth of Kentucky, as
presently constituted and including any
area henceforth added thereto during the
terms of any franchise granted
hereunder,

(i) “Grantee’” is a holder of a cable
television franchise issued by the
Franchise Entity.

(j) “Gross Revenues'' means revenues
derived directly or indirectly by a
grantee from both regular subscriber
service.

(k) “Gross Subscriber Revenues’
means those revenues derived directly or
indirectly by a grantee from the sup-
plying of regular subscriber service; that
is, the installation fees, disconnect and
reconnect fees, and fees for regular cable
benefits including the transmission of
broadcast signals and access and
origination channels if utilized. It does
nol include revenues derived f{rom
auxiliary services or from any taxes
whether or not passed on to users, per
program or per channel chargers, leased
channel revenues advertising revenues,
or any other income derived from the
system. :

(1) *"Major Stockholder " is a beneficial
owner, directly or indirectly, of 10 per
cent or more of the issued and out-
standing voting stock of any corporation.

(m) “Persons’’ are any people, firms,
corporations, associations, or other
legally recognized entities.

(n) “"Public Street’ is the surface of
and the space above and below any
public  street, avenue, highway,
boulevard, concourse, driveway, bridge,
tunnel, park, parkway, waterway, dock,
bulkhead, wharf, pier, alley, right-of-
way, public utility easement, and any
other public ground or water within or
belonging to the Franchise En Lity.

f0) ""Regular Subscriber Service'' is
that service regularly provided to all
subscribers. It includes all broadeast
* ‘signal carriage, FCC-required access
channel carriage including origination
¢ programming, It does not intlude
specialized programming for which a
per-program or per-channel charge is
made. ;

(p) “'Subscriber’” means any person
receiving regular subscriber service,

3. FRANCHISE TO OPERATE
NECESSARY. It shall be unlawful to
‘commence or engage in the construction,
operation or maintenance of a cable
television system without a franchise
issued under this Ordinance.

4. TERM OF FRANCHISE.

(@) Any franchise granted by the
Franchise Authority shall be for a term
of fifteen (15) years following the date
such franchise is accepted by the
grantee.

th) The Franchise Authority may
terminate any franchise in the event
Grantee shall refuse, or neglect to
comply with any material requirement
or limitation contained in this Ordinance,

(¢l If the Franchise Authority is not
satisfied that compliance has been

station,

achieved, or thal good faith progress is
being made toward compliance, it shall
schedule a public hearing lo determine
whether the Franchise should be revoke.

5. LIMITATIONS OF FRANCHISE.

(a) Unless an exclusive [ranchise shall
be expressly granted. any franchise
granted under this Ordinance shall be
non-exclusive,

(b) A grantee shall, at all times during
the life of its franchise, be subject to the
lawful exercise of the Franchise Entity's
police power and such reasonable
regulations as the Franchise Authorily
may subsequently promulgate there-
under.

te) A franchise shall be a privilege
which is personal to the original grantee.
It shall not be sold, transferred, leased,
assigned, or disposed of, in whole or in
part, either by sale, merger, con:*
solidation or other without prior consent
of the Franchise Authority expressed by
resolution.

(d) Consent of the Franchise Authorily
shall not be arbitrarily refused.

6. LIABILITY AND INDEMN-
IFICATION.

{a) The grantee shall maintain,
throughout the term of lhe [ranchise,
liability insurance insuring the Fran-
chise Entity and the grantee with regard
to all damages caused by graniee or ils
agent in the minimum amounts set out in
the Ordinance.

7. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS -
CHANNEL CAPACITY. The CATV
system to be constructed by grantee shall
be installed. maintained and operated at
all time in full compliance with the
technical and channel capacity stan-
dards of the Federal Communications
Commission. The results of annual
performance tests conducted in ac-
cordance with Sec. 76.601 (¢), FCC Rules
(or such other sections of the Rules as
shall incorporate ils substance) shall be
retained for at least five (5) years and
available for inspection by the Fran-
chising Entity,

All cable systems shall be given sixty
(60) days to bring their system into full
compliance from the date a said system
is granted a franchise. Further said
system shall provide-a minimum of one
NBC, CBS and ABC network, and a KY
if available. A Performance
Bond of $5000.00 shall be required.

8. SAFETY REQUIREMENTS. A
grantee shall, at all times:

(a) Install and maintain its wires,
cables, fixtures, and any and all other
equipment in accordance with the
requirements of the National Electric
Safety Code.

(b) Keep and maintain in a safe,
suitable, substantial condition, and in
good order and repair, all structures,
lines, equipment, and connections in,
over, under, and upon the streets,
sidewalks, alleys, and public ways or
places of the Franchise Entity.

9. SERVICE STANDARDS @ -
BUSINESS OFFICE - RESOLUTION OF
COMPLAINTS. Throughout the life of ifs
franchise, a grantee shall:

ta) Maintain all parts of its system in
good condition and in accordance with
standards generally cbserved by the
cable television industry. -

(b) Maintain a conveniently-located
business office and service center to
which subscribers may telephone. This
subsection shall be deemed to have been
satisfied by providing a phone number
where subscribers may call during
normal business hours.

(¢) Dispatch personnel to investigate
all service complaints and equipment
malfunctions and strive to resolve such
complaints as promptly as possible.

(d) Maintain a complete list of all
complaints received and the measures
taken to resolve them in form to be ap-
proved by Agency.

te) Responsibility- for the ad-
ministration of any franchise granted
hereunder and for the resolution of all
complaints against a grantee regarding
the quality of service, equipment
malfunctions, and similar matters, is
hereby delegated to the Agency wheih is
empowered, among other things, to
adjust, settle, or compromise any con-
troversy arising from operations of the
grantee either on behalf of the Franchise
Entity, the grantee, or any subscribers,
in accordance with the best interest of
the public. A public hearing shall be
afforded for all concerned with an op-
portunity to be heard. Provided that any
person aggrieved by a4 decision of the
Agency may appeal the matter to the
Franchise Authority for hearing and
determination. No adjustment, set-
tlement, or compromise, whether in-
stituted by the Agency or by the Fran-
chise Authority shall be contrary to the
provisions of this ordinance or of the
franchise agreement.

10. CONSTRUCTION, A grantee shall
extend the installation of cables, and file
a map at the close of each calendar year,
showing the exacl areas of the Franchise
Entity being served by the cable
television system.

ta) Failure on the part of a grantee to
commence and diligently pursue each of
the foregoing requirements and lo
complete each of the matters set forth
herein, shall be grounds for termination,
Provided, However, that the Franchise
Authority may in its discretion extend
the time for the cominencement and
completion of construction and in-
stallation for additional periods in the
event the grantee, acting in good laith,
experience delays by reasons of cir-
cumstances beyond its control.

11 INDEMNITY BOND. Concurrently
with the acceplance of its franchise, a
grantee shall file with the Agency a bond
with an acceptable surety in the amount
of $5000.00, o' indemnify the Franchise
Enlity against any losses it may suffer in
theevent the grantee fails to comply with
one or more of the provisions of its
franchise.

12. FRANCHISE PAYMENTS. Any
person awarded a franchise under this
Ordinance shall pay to the Franchise
Entity, each year during the life of the
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franchise, a franchise fee in the amount

of three (3) pereent of its annual Gross

Subseriber Revenues excluding in-
stallation and service charges, derived
{from its operation of the franchise cable
television system within the Franchise
Area limits. The amount of any ap-
plication tee shall be a eredil against the
first years [ranchise fee.

A grantee shall lile with the Agency,
within ninety (90) days after the ex-
piration of any calendar year or portion
thereof during which its franchise is in
force, a financial statement,

13, RATES CHARGED TO SUB-
SCRIBERS. Any franchise issued
hereunder shall set forth the initial rates
which grantee may charge its sub-
seribers upon commencing service.
Thereafter, these rates shall be changed
when appropriate in accordance with the
provisions of this section,

Any rate established shall be
reasonable, just, and fair to the publie,
and shall provide the grantee a return
upen its investment reasonable sufficient
to: (a) assure confidence in grantee's

financial soundness; (b) support its
credit and atlract necessary capital
under efficient and economical

management; (¢) provide a return to
equity owners commensurate with
current returns on investments in other
enterprises having corresponding risks,

No rate established shall afford may
undue preference or advantage among
subscribers.

Changes in established rates shall be
made upon authorization of the Fran-
chise Agency. Should grantee desire to
change any rate or rates, it shall file a
petition with the Franchise Agency at
least ninety five (95) days prior to the
proposed date of change.

Upon receipt of a petition for rate
charge, the Franchise Agency shall
schedule and publish notice of a public
hearing on the matter to be held within
sixty (60) days from date of receipt of
petition. At the public hearing, all in-
terested parties shall be heard. Evidence
shall be taken and received on all of the
elements necessary to be considered in
the determining the reasonableness of
the proposed rates. Thereafter, the
Franchise Agency shall decide the
matter by a majority vote and render a
written decision approving, disapproving
or moditying the proposed rate changes.
The decision shall set forth complete
findings of fact and conclusions regar-
ding all of the basic elements considered
in determining the rates, as set forth
above.

Grantee, by written request within 10
days of any decision, or the Franchise
Authority on its own motion, shall review
any action of the Franchise "Agency
relating to rates, service, or actions
existing franchises. Said Authority shall
consider all evidence and findings of the
Franchise Agency, and may, at ils
discretion adopt the Franchise Agen-
eys' findings, remand said matter for
additional facts, findings and recon-
sideration, or receive additional
evidence. Said Franchise Authority may
then' modify or accept the Franchise
Agency's actions, and said actions shall
be final, subject to legal review.

Should the Franchise Agency desire to
review rates, or the Franchise Aughority
s0 Order the Franchise Agency, the
Franchise Agency shall schedule a public
hearing for that purpose at which
grantee and members of the public shall
be heard. Any decision by the Franchise
Agency to change rales after such
hearing shall be rendered in writing and
state the reasons therefor,

14, AMENDMENT OF ORDINANCE
AND FRANCHISES. The Franchise
Authority shall amend this Ordinance,
and any franchise issued hereunder,
upon its own motion or the application of
a grantee whenever amendment
necessary to enable a grantee to utilize
new developments in television or radio
signal transmission which would im-
prove and update cable television service
in the Franchise Area.

15. APPLICATION PROCEDURES.
This Ordinance itself grants no authority
to operate a cable television system lo
any person. Such grants are only made
by the adoption of a separate ordinance
awarding a specific franchise to an
applicant who has complied with the
provisions of this Ordinance.

(a) Any person interested in obtaining
a franchise to operate a cable television
system in the Franchise Area shall
submit a written application lo the
Franchise Authority together with non-
refundable application fee of $200,00
which shall contain the following in-
formation:

(1) The Service Area in which Fran-
chise is, the name. address and form of
business of the application. If the ap-
plicant is a corporation, it shall also state
the names, addresses and occupations of
its officers, directors, and major
stockholders, and the names and ad-
dresses of any parent or subsidiary
companies. If applicanl is a corporation
controlled by another corporation, the
names, addresses and occupations of the
officers, directors and major
stockholders of the controlling cor-
poration shall also be stated. If the ap-
plicant js a partnership or other unin-
corporaled association, the name and
address of each member, whether active
or inactive, shall be set forth,-and if one
or more partners are corporations, the
names, addresses and occupations of
such corporations, the names, addresses
and occupations of such corporation’s
officers, directors and major
stockholders shall also be stated.

(2) A list of all other cable television
systems, if ‘any, in which the applicant
tor any partner or major stockholder of
applicant) has a subslantial interest,
stating the localion, approximate
number of homes served, and the name
and address of the local franchising
hody.

(31 A thorough description of the
proposed cable lelevision system to he
installed and operated or of an existing

‘pperation; the manner in which the
:‘éﬁﬁli‘earil proposes Lo construct, install,
maintain and operate the same, and the
Lextent and manner in which existing or
future poles or other facilities of public
atility companies will be used in the
‘proposed syslem, together with a map or
maps delineating proposed service areas
of the applicant proposes to serve less
‘than the entire Franchise Entity,

(4) A schedule of proposed rales and
¢harges to all classes of subseribers for
both installation and monthly services,
and a copy of the proposed service
agreemenl between the applicant and its
proposed subscribers, if available.

(5) A statemenl selling forth all
agreements and understandings,
whether wrilten, oral. or implied, bet-
ween lhe applicant and any other person
with respect to the proposed franchise or
the proposed cable television operation,
If a franchise should be granted to a
person posing as a front or represen-
talive of another undisclosed person,
such franchise shall be deemed void ab
initio and of no force and effect what-
soever,

(6) An estimale of the cost of con-
slructing the applicant's proposed
system and a financial statement
prepared in f[orm satisfactory to the
Franchise Authority showing Applicant's
financial status and its financial ability
to meet these proposed costs,

(7) A sworn statement acknowledging
the applicant's familiarity with and
eligibility under the provisions of this
Ordinance and the Rules of the FCC and
its intention to abide by the same.

(8) Any such supplementary in-
formation as the Franchise Authority
shall at any time demand in order to
reasonable determine whether the
requested franchise should be granted.

(b) No application for a franchise shall
be accepted by the Franchise Authority
until it has published its intentions to
award such a franchise or franchises and
solicited the filing of applications.

(¢) The Franchise Authority shall then,
specify a date, not less than fifteen (15)
days nor more than forty-five (45) days
following the expiration of the filing
period, upon which all bona [ide ap-
plicants (these paying the prescribed fee,
filing: complete ~applications and
responding to all proper inquires) shall
participate in a public hearing before the
Agency;: and specify a public place
where interested parties may inspect all
such bona fide applications.

(d) The Franchise Authority decision
on all applications shall be final and
conclusive.

15. THE AGENCY. The Agency herein
is the “CATV OFFICE OF THE FLOYD
COUNTY FISCAL COURT" and is
hereby created. The CATV Office shall
perform all duties and responsibilities
delegated to the ‘‘agency’ in this or in
any future Ordinance relating to the
construction, operation, regulation and
control of cable television systems within
the territorial limits of the Franchising
Authority.

The Agency shall consist of five
members, one position to be filled for
each magistorial Distriect by ap-
pointment of said magistrate for their
respective district. The fifth member
shall be appointed by the County Judge
Executive, lo serve as chairman. All
members shall be voting members and
serve for a term of one year.

Salaries shall be for duties performed
and set by the Franchising Authority.

16. RENEWAL PROCEDURES. A
franchise may be renewed by the
Franchise Authority for a period of up to
fifteen (15) years upon the written
request which shall be filed at least six
(6) but not more than eighteen (18)
months prior to the expriation of the
franchise. Upon receipt of a request for a
renewal of a franchise, the Franchise
Authority shall schedule a public hearing
on the matter, giving at least thirty (30)
days’ notice of such hearing and any
franchise medifications proposed by
either the grantee or the Franchise
Authority.

KET ‘Kentucky Now’ Program
To View Competency-Based Testing

KET will take a look at competency-
based testing in two segments of
‘Kentucky Now'' Thursday, November
16 at 8 p.m., with a repeat Sunday,
November 19, at 2:30 p.m.

Henderson County High School is
highlighted in one of the segments.
‘Kentucky Now'' traveled to Henderson
for two reasons, says reporter Don Levy.
School officials there were the first in the
state to test their students using a so-
called competency test. In addition, a
loeal controversy has brought the issue of
the skills of high school graduates into
sharp focus.

“I'm not grading the school,” says
Levy. The county led the Commonwealth
in introducing LOﬂ‘lpL‘lPﬂC\r -based tests—

tests to determine whether actual skills
such as reading, writing and arithmetic
have been mastered. The tests are given
to identify academic weaknesses in in-
dividual students. Once the weaknesses
are uncovered, the children receive
special help to improve those skills and
are then re-tested.

Competency tests will be used in all of
Kentucky's third, fifth, seventh and tenth
grades, beginning in April next year.

“Kentucky Now"' reporter Erna Wilkin
traveled to Nebraska during the spring of
1978 and took a battery of competency-
based tests. She reports on what the tests
require to determine whether Johnny or
Susie can read or write or figure.

Traffic Fmes, Roads Studled

(From the Interim Legislative Record)

Kentucky's increased (raffic fines and
the state’s road maintenance system are
getting close study by the Legislature’s
Joint Committee on Highways and
Traffic Safety.

The increased (raffic fines also have
been the subject of discussion by several
other interim commiltees meeting in the
Capitol. The fines were raised by $15
earlier this year. The additional revenue
is supposed to go to the Kentucky Law
Enforcement Foundation Program
(KLEFP) to pay for training pregrams
for local police officers in the state.

However, figuring out exactly how
much additional revenue has been raised
by the increased fines has been nearly
impossible. Methods of recording the
receipt of the traffic fine money have
contributed to this difficulty. The traffic
fines are lumped together with other
misdemeanor fines when they are
reported by the counties to the Ad-
ministrative Office of the Courts, thus
making it difficult to arrive at any
precise figure for the traffic fines only.

Strange Holes
Mystify Kansans

TORONTO, Kan. —The mysterious
holes of Walnut Creek bottom lands have
Woodson county residents puzzled and
their horses terrified.

“We can't figure oul why the horses
won't go near it,”" City Councilman Jim
Snavely said, ‘‘Maybe they know
something we don't."”

The "“holes’’ were discovered aboul a
month ago by high school student Jim
Smith while riding horseback in the
Walnut Creek bottom lands about twao
miles southwest of town.

There in the hard-packed silt were six
circular = depressions—forming a
hexagon—with a much larger circular
hole in the center.

The 485 residents of the town about 90
miles east of Wichita, Kan., don't know
what to make of them,

“It's got us stumped,’ Snavely said.
“No one is scared of anything, but it's
really weird."”

The center hole is exactly 13 feet in
diameter and 30 inches deep. At precise
interyals around the center hole, but
concentrated within an area 50 feet in
diameter, are six smaller depressions,
each 10 [eel in diameter and 18 inches
deep.

Each hole appears as if it were made
by a large ball, but each has grass and
weeds growing in it that do not differ
from the surrounding vegetation. No
evidence of digging in the area has been
found, and no tracts in the hard silt,
which is flooded once a year from creek
overflow, are evident.

‘It just looks like something awfully
big and awfully heavy sat there and
pushed the ground down,” Snavely said.
“We can't find where anyone was out
there with anything, and even if they
were, they'd have to leave some tracks.
But there just aren’t any.

"exorbitant"’ by Rep. Archie Romines,
D-Valley Station, 8 member of the High-
ways and Traffic Safety Committee.
Romines said the increased fines were
made even worse by increased court cost
which were raised fronr $19.50 to $27.50
with the implementation of Kentucky's
new court system, The two increases
have combined to cause a minimum
traffic fine of $52.50,

In other action, Rep. Bill Weinberg, D-
Hindman, told the subcommillee
studying highway maintenance and
construction that the state’s road
maintenance program ‘‘needs some
maintenance, maybe even a complete
overhaul."

Weinberg said Kentucky's main-
tenance system ‘“*has remained basically
unchanged for the past 30 years."

“‘New programs have been stacked on
top of each other as new sources of
money have appeared,” he said. “It's
time for a fresh look and a new
begining.""

Weinberg said Kentucky's roads are
inadequate, especially in eastern Ken-
tucky. *‘The roads are inadeguate for
getting coal out and they are inadequate
for getting people from their homes to the
fine superhighways that have been
built,”” he said.

“It doesn't do any good to build these
superhighways if people can’t get to
them,"” Weinberg said.

Weinberg told the commiltee there are

several major problems with the
maintenance operation. Among the
problems he mentioned are: delays in

construction caused by the absence of an
effective system for supplying equip-
ment and material for the work that
needs to be done; inadequate salaries
paid to employees; and the confusion
caused by the lack of coordination bet-
ween Lhe state and county maintenance
operations.

‘Taxpayers in Kentucky are insisting
that we get more for our money,”
Weinberg said. ““The key is making
better use of the dollars now available.
We have to have a system where
responsibilities are more clearly defined
between the state and individual coun-
ties."

Weinberg criticized what he called the
“duplication of effort’’ caused by having
two road maintenance crews in each
county—one working on state-owned
roads and the other working on county
roads.

“The people of Kentucky don’t care if
it's a county road or a state road,”
Weinberg said. "They just want the
roads to be properly maintained,"

In addition, Weinberg said, the state
has got to take steps lo improve main-
tenance of coal-haul roads. He suggested
the state could get help from the federal
government to maintain the roads.

“If the federal government wants to
make coal a major part of our national
energy plan, then they're going to have to
helpus,” Weinberg said. *'The state can't
handle the problem of the coal-haul roads
by itself.”

As part of its study of the state's road
maintenance system, the Highways and
Traffic Safety Committee conducted a
series of meetings in eastern Kentucky
earlier this month. The committee
visited London, Hazard, Prestonsburg,
Moorehead and Winchestter studying
road problems and taking with local
officials about the road maintenance
systems in their areas,

“New Approaches to High School
Learning and Discipline is the title of a
returning series designed lo provide a
survey of contemporary thought and
practice on improving studeni-teacher
relations on the secondary level. The
course combines lectures and role-
playing with student activilies as a
means of demonslrating how teachers
might create a climate for effective
learning and discipline, Credit for the
¢ourse can be obtained through EKU,
NKU, U of L, and the University of
Kentucky.

The entire interior design process is
covered in “‘Designing Home Interiors,"
a course offered by UK and U of L via
KET. The series begins with the concept
of total planning and progresses o
elements and principles of design, floor
plans, color psychology, floor coverings,
and the successful use of accessories.

“Writing for a Reason” is a college
freshman composition course that covers
basic writing skills such as choosing and
shaping a thesis; planning a com-
position; and composing effective sen-
tences, paragraphs, and essays.

According to Mike Clark, KET evening
programming specialist, the list of
colleges offering credit for these four
series is not necessarily complete. "'It's
very possible that additional schools will
offer credit for one or more of these
series,’” he says, “but we don't have any
more definite commitments at this
time.”

Clark adds that UK will be offering
credit in the spring for a series on the
plays of Shakespeare, to be aired by
KET. Also, EKU will continue to offer
credit for “‘Guten Tag in Deutschland,” a
program designed to enable the self-
learner to understand conversational
German.
