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Water Shortage 
Ends in County 

A water shortage which began Dec. 7 
with heavy rainfall and flooding of 
streams was almost ended Sunday when 
service was restored to hundreds of 
customers of two water district systems 
in the county. 

The Beaver ·Elkhorn Water District 
succeeded in restoring service Sunday, 
except for interruptions at Martin where 
Corps of Engineers personnel at Dewey 
Dam continued to keep a 1,000-gallon 
tanker filled for emergency use at Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital. 

Service from the Pikeville system to 
the Sandy Valley Water District along 
the Big Sandy in the southern end of the 
county was partially restored Saturday, 
but the Mud Creek Water District, which 
gets from Sandy Valley any excess water 
it has left after getting its supply from 
Pikeville, remained "bone-dry" at that 
time. 

The protracted service interruptions in 
the Beaver Creek sections of this county 
were laid to line breaks. Water ceased to 
flow into the Sandy Valley system 
because of a pump failure, but those in 
this county who are supplied water from 
Pikeville ay the cause lies deeper. 

Jack Branham, chairman of the Sandy 
Valley Water District, said that while 
both that district and Mud Creek's were 
without water Pikeville had a full supply. 
"Car washes were operating in Pikeville 
while we were without water," he said. 

Because a crack appeared in the 
structure built to house the new water 
intake at Pikeville and litigation is

Warrants Name 
Three in Sales, 
One on Felony 

Warrants were issued last Friday for 
three persons charged with selling 
marijuana and other controlled sub­
stances as a result of undercover work 
done in the county by a State Police of­
ficer. 

One of the three, listed as Donna 
Reffith, was named in two counts. One 
was a felony warrant charging her with 
the sale of 14 barbiturates known as 
synolgos which she allegedly had 
procured on a prescription. In another 
warrant she was charged with selling 25 
valium tablets. 

Other warrants named Bryan Click for 
the alleged sale of six grams of 
marijuana, and Glenn Slone, sale of 
marijuana. 

None of the three has been arrested. 
The Reffith woman is reported to be out 
of the state, a member of the armed 
forces . 

"This is just a drop in the bucket," 
County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. said. 
"We hope to make this a continuing 
operation " 

He said the only guilty pleas he will 
accept will be after the defendants ac­
cept the maximum penalty. The felony 
charge on conviction would mean a pen 
term. Conviction on a charge of selling 
marijuana carries a penalty of 12 months 
in jail and a $500 fine . 

Constable Paul Stilton raided the 
premises of Tony Blevins (or Ratliff) on 
Little Mud ...,Tuesday and confiscated 16 
cases and 30 cans of beer. A warrant was 
issued for Blevins. Constable Stilton 
procurred a search warrant after seeing 
a sale made at Blevins' trailer. 

Red Cross Continues Service 
Although Phone Bills Unpaid 

Although Floyd county was spared the 
extensive damage and widespread 
human hardship which came to many 
counties as a result of recent flooding, the 
Floyd County Chapter of the American 
Red Cross, in responding to the needs of 
surrounding counties, served as the 
primary organization in disaster relief 
operations for this area. 

Implementing a flood disaster plan 
devised by the Floyd Chapter and ser· 
ving as a distribution point for a deluge of 
state and national Red Cross supplies 
which came into the area, local Red 
Cross officials and dozens of volunteers 
made eaasier the plight of hundreds of 
residents in Johnson, Martin and 
Magoffin counties. 

Between $30-$40,000 was spent by the 
Red Cross at shelters here and in 
Johnson county and it was not so long ago 
that the organization spent a total of 
$548,414 in l'' loyd county alone when 
disastrous flooding in April, 1977 ravaged 
this and mos t other Southeastern Ken· 
tucky counties. 

Despite the service to residents of this 
area, however, local contributions, the 
life blood of the organization, have been 
few, and now, according to Shelby Willis, 
executive director of the Red Cross 
chapter here, "if we don't get any more 
money, we'll have to fo ld." 

Mrs. Willis, who said the chapter owed 
a three months telephone bill, summed 
up the financial :status of the Red Cross 
organization in this coun ty simply­
"We're in the hole." 

Jim Landrum, disaster director for the 
South Florida Division of the Red Cross, 
who was here last week helping in taking 
assistance applications, commended the 
Floyd chapter for the "fantastic job" it 
did in implementing its disaster plan. 
Landrum said that since the '77 flood 
"the Red Cross organization has been 
strengthened 200 per cent," and he 
voiced the opinion that the flood crisis 
improved the chapter by stressing the 
importance of a strong local

Turner pointed out that the health 
officials may institute circuit court ac­
tion to enjoin the board of education but 
that if they go to court they must be able 
to show that there is probable risk of 
sickness as a result of the presence of 
asbestos in the school and also that the 
situation is in violation of health 
regulations. 

The Floyd fiscal court last Tuesday 
adopted the suggestion of County Judge· 
Executive Yvonne S. Jones that it ap­
propriate from old severance tax funds 
on hand $35,000 to meet the same amount 
allowed by Governor Carroll from his 
emergency fund to help the Floyd County 
Board of Education rid Prestonsburg 
High School of it:; asbestos problem. 

But, as suggested by Judge Stumbo, 
the court provided that if the board of 
education fails to act on removal of the 
as bestos at once as an emergency the 
$35,000 allocation of funds will be with­
drawn. 

The board recently voted to delay the 
work until the end of the school term 
instead of letting a contract for the work 
to be done next month, and if that order 
stands it may automatically cancel the 
court's contribution toward the cost of 
the project.

Despite Threat 
Of Funds Loss; 
Lawsuit Talked 

Faced with the possible loss of half the 
funds needed lo do the job and with a 
lawsuit if the work isn't done im­
mediately, Superintendent of Schools E. 
P Grigsby, Jr stood fast this week on the 
Floyd County Board of Education's 
recent decision to postpone removal of 
asbestos from Prestonsburg High School 
until the end of the current school term. 

"Whether we get the funds or not, we 
will remove the asbestos," Mr. Grigsby 
said in response to a questwn about his 
reaction to the order of the Floyd fiscal 
court last week in appropnating $35,000 
for the asbestos removal but stipulating 
that the grant would be withdrawn if the 
work isn't done immediately. 

Commt>nling on a Courier-Journal 
story published Monday morning, the 
superintendent said he had ltttle 
criticism of it except to say that the delay 
in removing the asbestos, referred to in 
the story, did not exist. "The December 6 
<.1ecis10n by th board Na th first 
made." 

"We are now asking contractors' bids 
and we will award a contract to the best 
and lowest," he said. He also pointed to 
factors which might be overlooked-the 
weather which may cost school time, the 
length of the asbestos removal job and 
the fact that the school system has been 
told by state education officials that it 
will be difficult to get credit this year for 
calamity and emergency days. 

"We had to start school early this year 
because we had to include 25 days to 
allow for time that might be missed," he 
added. 

PBS (People for Better Schools> 
members stuck, however, to the claim 
the work has been delayed, pomting out 
that Supt. Grigsby had considered the 
work at the school an emergency of such 
gravity that the superintendent called on 
Big Sandy ADD, Governor Carroll and, 
later, the Floyd County Economic Aid 
Board for grants totalling $70,000 to meet 
the emergency.

The 'chool board':; decisiOn to delay 
removal of the asbestos was condemned 
last week by two health officials who say 
the asbestos problem at the school 
demands Immediate attention .

WOOD FURNITURE- Take all 
wooden furniture outdoors .. Remove as. 
many of the drawers and glides as 
possible. Do not force the drawers from 
the front. Remove the back and push 
them out. 

After moving parts of the furniture 
have been removed, clean off all mud 
and dirt, using a hose stream if 
necessary. Store indoors to dry out 
slowly. Do not leave in the sun as wood 
will warp and twist out of shape. 

REMOVING WHITE SPOTS-
Furniture that has not been submerged 
may have developed hite spots or a 
whitish film or cloudiness from damp­
ness. If the whole surface is affected, try 
rubbing with a cloth wrung out of a 
mixture of lf2 cup of household ammonia 
and 1/2 cup of water. Wipe dry at once and 
polish with wax or furniture polish. For 
smaller areas or spots on varnished 
surfaces, rub with a cloth moistened with 
camphorated oil or oil of peppermint. A 
drop or two of ammonia on a damp cloth 
may do the work. Rub dry with a soft 
cloth and then polish. Cigarette ashes or 
salt dampened with liquid polishing wax, 
sewing machine oil or salad oil, rubbed in 
with the finger tips are often effective in 
removing white spots. If all efforts to 
remove blemishes are ineffective, it may 
hP. necessary to refinish the furniture. 

MILDEW-Brush any loose dirt from 
upholstered furniture and shampoo the 
fabric . Work quickly. If there is mildew 
on the fabric, wipe it with a cloth wrung 
out of dilute alcohol (1 cup denatured 
alcohol to 1 cup of water). Dry the fur­
niture thoroughly. Shellacked or var­
nished woods can be washed with a 
furniture wash made as follows : 3 
tablespoons boiled linseed oil, 1 
tablespoon tupentine, 1 tablespoon 
vinegar, and I quart of warm water. Mix 
thoroughly. Wring a soft cloth out of this 
solution and wash a small area at a time. 
Dry and polish immediately with soft 
cloth, rubbing with grain of wood. Clean 
entire surface with this method. 

If furniture has been wet for a long 
time, the stuffing may have mildewed or 
started to decay. It may need to be sent to 
a sterilization company for fumigating.

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Commonplace But Dangerous 
Train wrecks are losing their news value, they happen so often. 
But their frequency does not lessen their seriousness, and it is 

gratifying to know that the Floyd fiscal court has expressed 
officially an interest in the condition of railway tracks, the 
speeds at which trains are operated over suspect tracks and the 
reported blocking of rail crossings by trains. 

It Is obvious that railroads have In recent years neglected 
track maintenance. There was a time when railway tracks were 
carefully and regularly inspected, and section crews were kept 
busy making repairs. A return to this practice would seem 
practical. 

Besides the damages incurred and the normal dangers to 
crewmen and those living along railway lines, high speeds of 
trains running over defective tracks present another peril to 
entire countrysides, these days. Quite often, these trains trans­
port chemicals which can become a deadly cargo in the event of 
a derailment. 

The court is within its rights, too, when It Inquires into the 
blockage of crossings by trains. The closing of these crossings to 
traffic is limited by law to only a few minutes. The public is 
entitled to consideration. Behind those trains at standstill over 
crossings could be an ambulance carrying a desperately sick 
person to a hospital, or a fire truck needed at a fire, or a pollee 
cruiser needed for the protection of lives-not to mention those of 
us who simply would like to enjoy the privilege of going our 
several ways.

Workers Strike 

Picketing of the Brown Produce 
Company was begun Monday morning by 
striking employees, members of Local 
Union 21, Bakery and Food Workers, 
AFL-CIO, after management and the 
union had failed to reach a wage 
agreement. 

John Forrest Brown, secretary· 
treasurer of the company, said wage 
increases asked in three categories of 
employment averaging about 40 per cent, 
plus fringe benefits, have been asked by 
the workers. 

"We have offered what is within the 
federal guidelines, with fringe benefits, 
and have offered to bring in a federal 
mediator," Brown said. 

He added that Brown Produce may 
legally employ replacert"ent personnel 
and that it is now in the procPss of 
doing that. 

Operation of the business continued 
this week, with supervisory and sales 
personnel and new employees handling 
the duties of striking workmen. Those on 
strike, representing 13 members of the 
local, confined their activities to. peaceful 
picketing. This number, it was said, does 
not include others who will be eligible to 
union membership after their 
probationary period has ended. 

Altogether, Brown Produce employs 
about 40 persons. Among its 
food service customers are schools and 
hospitals over an extensive area.

County Attorney Arnold Turner Jr. 
said the success of such a suit would turn 
on the health board showing that the 
asbestos m the school is likely to cause 
illness and vmlates a state law or 
regulation.

The conditions there were among the 
worst he has encountered, Natale told 
Superintendent Grigsby. Natale 
recommended that the asbestos be 
removed immediately. 

That opinion and those of the two 
health officials notwithstanding, school 
officials deny that they are gambling 
with students' lives or well-being. 

In fact, they contend, they were simply 
responding to the wishes of a majority of 
students and faculty at the high school in 
voting unanimously on Dec. 6 for the 
delay. 

The board acted after receiving 
petitions requesting that the asbestos be 
left in place until after the end of the 
school year. The petitions were signed by 
29 of 37 faculty members at the school 
and about 500 of the 785 students. 

Block, however, took strong issue with 
that reasoning. 

"I think it makes a considerable 
amount of difference," he said. "We may 
be talking about years in terms of life 
expectancy. What is the loss of a few 
days of school compared to that?" 

"The longer people are exposed to 
asbestos, the greater are the chances of 
damage to their health. I don't think the 
students understand the risk they face." 

The cancer-causing properties of 
asbestos have received widespread at­
tention only in recent years, and the 
federal government warned in April that 
as many as 5.6 million people who have 
worked with asbestos since World War II 
may die as a result. 

Asbestos is known to cause three major 
diseases: two types of cancer and 
asbestosis, a non-cancerous scarring of 
the lungs that makes breathing 
progressively more difficult. 

The air samples taken at the high 
school in late October showed asbestos 
levels in the air to be well below the 
maximum allowable under federal 
regulations, and board members and 
Grigsby cited that fact in support of the 
decision to delay removal. 

But Block said the figures are 
misleading. 

The existing federal standard is for 
adults, not adolescents, Block said, and 
no study has been made to determine 
how much exposure to asbestos younger 
people can tolerate without ill effects. 

Furthermore, Block said, a proposal 
under consideration would lower the 
federal standard to a point that would be 
exceeded by some of the readings taken 
at the school. 

John M. Stumbo, school board 
chairman, said the concerns expressed 
by Holbrook and Block wouldn't change 
his mind because two physicians on the 
school board supported delaying the 
asbestos removal.

Delivery of the "goodies" represented 
the successful end of another Operation 
Santa Claus, a project which for the past 
eight years has provided thousands of 
children from underprivileged families 
in the county with a brighter Christmas 
than would otherwise be possible. 

The various local organizations and 
individuals who have made Operation 
Santa Claus possible over the years 
began the work of fund-raising and 
wrapping packages a week before 
Thanksgiving. A total of $8,000 which was

Each year more than 15,000 children in 
Kentucky are injured while playing with 
toys, according to the state Department 
of Human Resources. 

Many of these injuries involve a child's 
most precious possession, his eyes. 

The Kentucky Academy of Eye 
Physicians and Surgeons reports that its 
members, ophthalmologists, 
traditionally treat more young patients 
than usual during the holidays. 

"Kids get so wound up around 
Christmas that they're more apt to have 
accidents," said Dr. Craig H. Douglas, a 
pediatric ophthalmologist, a physician 
who specialized in the diagnosis and 
treatment of child eye diseases. 

"Just about any toy can become 
dangerous if an angry or keyed-up child 
throws it at another child," he said. 

Generally speaking, the most 
dangerous toys are those with projec­
tiles, parts that shoot something, such as 
a B-B gun, a sling shot or a rocket. High 
velocity isn't necessary, even ping pong 
balls can result in damage. 

Other potentially hazardous toys in­
clude those with sharp metal edges or 
points. Children will run, fall and injure 
themselves with the toy. 

Most of the eye injuries resulting from 
toys are corneal abrasions. These are 
scrapes or punctures to the cornea, the 
transparent part of the eyeball that 
covers the iris and pupil. 

Permanent visual loss usually does not 
result from these injuries; however, a 
severe injury can cause the loss of an 
eye. 

If your child injures his eye, contact 
your family ophthalmologist or 
pediatrician. You may also take him to 
the emergency room of the nearest 
hospital. 

The child should be prevented from 
rubbing the eye. If necessary, a make­
shift shield can be constructed from 
cardboard or plastic and placed over the 
eye until a physician can examine the 
child. 

Dr . Douglas advises parents to 
supervise play periods more closely 
during the holidays.

Daley and his assistant, Kathy 
Marhn, outhned some of the 
po 1ble directions that the 
program m1ght take. Under 
the program, the project 
"ould make available to h1gh 
chools curriculum packs that 

their classrooms. fo~or exam· 
their classrooms, for exam· 
pie, a teacher of an art class 
nught plan a three-day unit on 
Appalachian art or folk art, 
using the resources provided 
by the Appalachian Learning 
Lab at Alice Uoyd. 

The N.E.H. grant that the 
lab 1s seeking would be for a 
three-year period. 

During the first year, the lab 
would concentrate on 
establishing communication 
with the high schools, locating 
those schools interested m 
participating m the program, 
and conducting workshops to 
finalize planning. Martin 
explained that small teaching 
units could be introduced in 
almost every high school 
class. Guest speakers, video 
tapes, recordings, slide shows, 
transcripts, and books dealing 
with the Appalachian area 
would be provided by the 
Learning Lab at Alice Uoyd to 
these schools. 

In the second year of the 
program, the lab would 
concentrate on actual in· 
struction and gathering 
feedback from teachers and 
students about the ef· 
fectiveness of the program. 

The third year of the 
program would see the 
opening up of the use of 
materials to schools and 
people outside the area. 

''We hope that this type of 
program would offer a relief to 
the high school teacher who is 
burdened with a heavy 
teaching load, "said Daley. 

"It is difficult for young 
people to appreciate con· 
ditions of their own past 
Without some direct contact 
with this material," he con· 
tinued. "These resources are 
available and we would like to 
see local teachers make use of 
these resources so the young 
people can appreciate 

mountam literature and hfe " 
he said. The program that 
Alice Lloyd is seeking would 
be a pilot program that would 
eventually be extended to 
other coun lies 

The Oral History ProJect 
has collected over 450 tran 
scripts from local Citizens in 
the Floyd county area. Junwr 
college students at AI ice Lloyd 
were responsible for con 
dueling those interviews and 
recording the recollections of 
Floyd county citizens. These 
students. Mr. Daley said, 
experienced an important 
educational experience and 
also performed an important 
community service. The Lab 
has also collected several 
hundred photos of the 
area that are shelved 
m the Lab's photographic 
archives. 

The Appalachian Learning 
Lab is responsible for two 
publications that deal w1th the 
Appalachian region . Students 
who have conducted in· 
terviews write articles from 
the oral recollections of 
citizens from this area and 
these are published m the 
lab's Mountain Memories. The 
lab also publishes a regional 
quarterly containing writings 
by local artists called Ap· 
palachian Heritage. In ad· 
dition to these resources, the 
Learning Lab also offers an 
Appalachian term at Alice 
Lloyd College in which 
students may take courses 
dealing with the life and 
history of Appalachia. 

"Appalachia's history 1s not 
a written one, but we feel that 
it is important that people be 
aware of their own heritage. 
We hope that this program 
will help young people, 
especially, to become aware 
of their history," said Mr. 
Daley in conclusion.

Survey Shows Forest Resources 
In Kentucky Gradually Increasing 

Kentucky 1 · known as the Bluegrass 
State, but more of tls land IS covered by 
forests than by any other type of 
ngetation. In all, Kentucky has over 12 
mtlhon acres of forest. 

This vast resource is the focus of a 
report by the U.S. Department of 
Agnculture's Forest Service based on a 
survey conducted during d73-75 m 
cooperatiOn wtth the Kentucky DivisiOn 
of Forestry. 

The survey ts the third inventory of 
Kentucky's forest resources. As in 
prcvwus surveys, much mstght was 
gained mto the present status, upcoming 
trends. and long-range outlook for the 
state's forested land, timber supphes, 
and ltmber products. And also as before, 
the survey shows that the forest resource 
is tncreasmg as well as changing. 

The increase, according to the survey, 
has been "small but steady ... since 1949 " 
The total forest area increased by three 
percent smce the prevtous survey in 1963, 
and by stx percent since the 1949 survey. 

The volume of timber m Kentucky has 
mcreased by 23 percent since 1963, with 
an average mcrease of 179.8 milhon cubic 
feet per year . Durmg this same penod 
timber removals averaged only 38 
percent of growth. The report shows that 
all species 111 Kentucky are growing 
faster than they are being cut. With no 
major mcrease in timber production on 
the horizon, foresters expect that the gap 
between growth and removals wtll 
contmue to widen through the year 2004.

Thirteen shelters including one at 
Prestonsburg High School, have housed 
over 1,000 people from the flood stricken 
areas. Initial Red Cross estimates show 
that more than 6,000 families have suf­
fered damage to their homes. Estimated 
cost of disaster damage to dwellings and 
small businesses will be made when 
more extensive surveys come in after 
flood waters recede. ·

If you rented a house or apartment 
from the Martin Housing Authority or 
any other Public Housing Agency <PHAJ 
during the period between March 16, 
1971, and September 26, 1975, you may be 
eligible to file a claim for a refund of part 
of your rent during that period if: 

1. The wife or husband of the head of 
the household was present and dependent 
upon the head of the household for sup­
port an d-{)r;

On July 7, 1978, the District Court of the 
District of Columbia entered a Stipulated 
Order providing that the defimtion of 
family income for purposes of computing 
maximum rentals for public housing, as 
contained in a HUD Circular, which 
excluded spouses from the $300 deduction 
for each dependent and excluded 
dependents from the $300 deduction for 
each secondary wage earner, was invalid 
and violated the United States Housing 
Act of 1937, as amended. The effect of this 
determination is that certain families 
who lived in public housing during the 
period from March 16, 1971 to September 
26, 1975, may have been charged too 
much rent. Therefore, the District Court 
ordered HUD to establish a one million 
dollar fund for the payment of claims 
which current or former tenants of public 
housing may submit for a refund of any 
overpayments. 

The District Court's Stipulated Order 
provides that, if valid claims exceed one 
million dollars, HUD has the option of 
having the Order dissolved in which case 
NTO and HUD may negotiate a modified 
settlement or proceed with further 
litigation. Thus, claimants should realize 
that the submittal of a claim determined 
valid by a PHA may result in full, partial , 
or no payment, depending on the total 
amount of valid claims submitted to 
HUD, or the final outcome of any further 
litigation. Any person wishing to receive 
a copy of the Stipulated Order or a claim 
form may do so by making their request 
known to a local PHA. 

Individuals wishing to submit a claim 
must fill in the claim form made a part of .

More than 30 proposals to improve 
housing in Kentucky's coal fields were 
revealed Tuesday by a conference which 
studied the problem December 4 and 5th 
at Carnahan House, University of 
Kentucky, Lexington. 

After an intensive two-day conference 
on Eastern Kentucky housing, par­
ticipants presented Federal and State 
officials with the suggestions for Im­
proving delivery of housing to Eastern 
Kentucky. 

Among the highlights were proposals 
to have HUD modify minimum property 
standards to accomodate the unique 
topography; to simplify application 
forms: to educate potential clients on 
government programs; to establish 
unified systems of water supply and 
sewage treatment; to ask Congress to 
provide tax incentives to coal mine 
owners who develop home sites; to have 
the Kentucky Housing Corporation 
dedicate a bond issue to the development 
of housing in Eastern Kentucky; to 
simplify the planning process for housing 
development; to establish, using 
government funds, a land bank to hold 
at:ea land until a planning process can be 
completed for development of housing; 
to establish a field office of HUD in 
Eastern Kentucky, or have HUD fund 
local community development agencies 
who would assist residents of the area in 
dealing with HUD programs; and to 
develop mountain tops as an alternative 
to bottom land which, for the most part, 
is in the flood plain. 

Conference participants, inc! uding 
bankers, coal miners, builders and 
private citizens, pooled their knowledge 
and experience to suggest positive steps 
which they feel can be taken to help a 16-
county target area in coal-rich but 
housing-poor Eastern Kentucky.

It was hatched between two and three 

years ago, one of the slowly increasing 
number whose shell did not break 
prematurely because of pesticide 
poisioning. 

It had not yet developed the snow-white 
head feathers which distinguish the 
American bald eagle from all other 
birds. It was very hkely on its way to its 
wintering grounds somewhere to the 
south but it will never arrive. 

It was shot and killed sometime during 
the weekend of Dec. 2-3, just over the 
Franklin County line in Henry County. It 
was discovered and reported to Franklin 
County Conservation Officer Buddy 
Howard on Dec. 4. 

It is probable that the killer did not 
know he shot a bald eagle-the bird 
which symbolizes this country, a bird 
which is listed by the U.S. Department of 
The Interior as an endangered species, a 
bird whose wintering population num­
bers only around 100 in the entire state of 
Kentucky. 

The killer probably thought it was 
"just a big ol' hawk," a tempting target 
against the skyline as it rested on its long 
migratory flight. 

But whatever he thought is no excuse­
not to the law (smce all hawks and owls 
are protected and may not be ki lied) and 
not to those of us who might be privileged 
to see an eagle in the winds once or twice 
in a lifetime. If the killer is any kind of an 
American, any kind of human being, his 
motives, whatever they were, should be 
no excuse to his own mind, should bring 
him no comfort. 

But it's doubtful that he is man enough 
to surrender himself to the authorilles 
and take his punishment- ·.van ton killers 
of wildlife seldom are. 

He is facing the possibility of up to a

year in jail and fines of up to $20,000. 
Right now he is the subject of an intense 
manhunt by state and federal wildlife 
agents, trained men who investigate such 
cases as thoroughly and as doggedly as if 
a human had been murdered. 

There are also rewards offered for his 
arrest and conviction- $500 from the 
National Wildlife Federation, $500 from 
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, $100 
from the League of Kentucky Sportsmen, 
$100 from the Frankfort Sportsmen Club 
and up to $2,500 of his own money (a 
portion of the fine for killing an eagle 
goes as reward). 

Other wildlife groups w1ll very likely 
offer rewards too, so the total could grow 
to over $4,000. Anyone having any in­
formation at all is urged to call the law 
enforcement division of the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildli fe 
Resources (502-564-3176), the Louisville 
office of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Resources (502-582-5989) or the 24-hour 
" hot line" of the U.S. Fish and Wildl ife 
Serv1ce m Nashville (615-251-5532). 

All information w1ll be kept strictly 
confidential. 

This ki !ling points out, as do the other 
two eagle killings in Kentucky during the 
last year, the old attitudes which view all 
bi rds of prey as "chicken hawks" to be 
shot on sight. Actually, there is no such 
species as a "chicken hawk," and all 
hawks al'ld owls are completely protected 
by federal and state laws-as are vir­
tually all other w1ldl!fe species unless 
there is a specific open hunting season.

Some people I race I he orgin of the 
Christmas tree to pre Chr1stmas limes 
to ceremonies of the anc1ent Egyptians 
and Druids Wh1le these people made 
abudant use of greens and trees m their 
ceremome , the cunnect10n to the 
modern tree is qmte remote. 

One legend traces the origin of the 
Christmas tree to St. Boniface in the 
8thcentry when he declared at Odin that a 
young f1r tree should be the hol> tree. 

Some historians trace the hghted 
Christmas tree back to Martm l.uthcr 
(1483-1546l. Briefly, the story goes that 
while strolling through the countr> s1de 
one Christmas Eve he was Impressed 
by snow-flocked evergreen trees 
parkling in the moonlight. !.,.fter 

returning home he tried to explain the 
experience to his family and attempted 
to reproduce the outdoor scene. To a 
small evergreen tree he attached lighted 
candles to simulate the reflection of the 
starlit heaven the h<'avcn that looked 
down over Bethlehem on the f1rst 
Chnstmas Eve. 

Some authorities trace its origin to the 
mystery plays of the 11th to 15th cen­
lruies. These often represented the 
creation of man and expulsion of Adam 
and Eve from paradise. The garden of 
Eden was represented by gaily decorated 
fir trees . Sometime during the 15th 
century, the church suspended the 
production of my tery plays in the 
church. The paradise trees v.ere then 
erected in homes and other places. 

At this time in history the people along 
Rhine river had the custom of lighting 
candles on December 25 to celebrate the 
birth of Christ. In many homes the 
candles were placed on a specially 
designed stand that had the form of a 
pyramid. It was often decorated with 
glass balls and brightly colored objects. 
Soon the two symbols blended into what 
we now know as the Christmas tree. Up 
until about 1700 the use of Christmas 
trees appears to have been confined to 
the Rhine River district of Germany.

W1th thiS m mmd, staff members of the 
Alcohol Program at Mountam Com­
prehensive Care <MCCC> offer some 
sensible entertaming t1ps that w1ll help 
make the holidays more enjoyable for 
all. By followmg these suggestions, hosts 
and guests ahke can avo1d awkward, 
embarasslng and potentially damagmg 
situations. 

When serving hquor or any food or 
drmk contamms hquor, do not coax the 
person who refuses He or she may be an 
alcoholic. You wdl place them at ease by 
accepting the1r dec1sion and making 
substitute offermgs. 

If you are a recovermg alcoholic, 
politely 1gnore coaxing. For you one 
drink 1s too many and a thousand is not 
enough. 

When you serve ptmch, eggnog, fruit 
cake or candy that contains liquor, tell 
your guests. The alcoholic must ~n~w 
that alcohol is present m order to avmd 1t. 
If you are an alcoholic and your host has 
failed to provide such mformation, ask 
before you eat or drink potent1al sources 
of alcohol. 

When entertainmg, always serve an 
alternative, non-aleoholJC beverage, 
providing an option for your guests. 
Liquor and only hquor places the 
alcoholic in an uncomfortable and 
potentially embarassing posJUon. Some 
will take a drink to avo1d humiliation. 

When you drink too much, do not drive. 
A conscientious host w1ll call a taxi or 
take an intoxicated peniOn home rathrer 
than let he or she drive. Recognizing 
when you yourself or your guest is too 
drunk to drive and acting accordingly 
can save lives. 

Pregnant women are advised against 
drinking. According to Alcohol Voltmteer 
Coordinator June Tipton, researchers 
have established a connection between 
heavy drinkiing during pregnancy and 
birth defects. Fetal alcohol syndrome, a 
definite pattern of physical, mental and 
behavioral abnormalities, occurs in 
significant num hers of children born to 
mothers who drank heavily during 
pregnancy.

t's Bird Feeding Time 
By ~\ YIX H KEII'UI\U 

c UK Colleteel lrkulture) 
Most of the hme Mother Nature 

provades enough food for her wild 
children, but sometimes late m tbe 
season or when snow blankets the earth, 
many resadent bard fand Ide extremely 
d1fflcult mdeed Unless they can fmd 
suffiCient fuel to stoke the~r tiny fur 
naces, many of the less hardy individuals 
may perish m and from the cold. 

A b1rd feeder set up m the backyard, on 
a wmdow sill, or on some other protected 
spot wJll help prevent this eventuality 
The person feedmg the b1rds w11l be.nefit 
too. He w1ll derive pleasure from do1ng a 
humane deed and will no doubt enjoy the 
lively bird company . He c~ learn to 
1denhfy birds, apprectate the1r beauty, 
and then have them arotmd to sing to h1tn 
and catch h1s bugs come spring. 

A b1rd feeder need not be an elaborate 
thmg and the more rust1c, the better It 
can be an open sJded box, a plastic milk 
jug with a hole cut in 1ts side a few inches 
above the bottom, or just about any other 
kind of a small container that can be 
easily stocked. It should be erected in a 
spot sheltered by a building, a tree, or 
some other object where it can be easily 
seen from a window from which the birds 
can be watched. 

Birds will eat just about anything that 
humans do but a combination of foods 
will attract the most species of birds. 
Members of the sparrow :amily like the 
cardinal, junco, and song sparrow are 
able to handle hard seeds and grams 

Stmfiower seed is a favorite of nearly 
all birds, especially chickadees, titmice, 
and nuthatches. They will also feed on a 
seed mixture and like woodpeckers and 
Carolina wrens, are also very found of 
suet. A large piece of suet placed in a 
mesh bag, such as stores get holding 
onions and other produce, and swung 
from a tree limb will stave off bird 
htmger for several weeks. 

een uch an mcadent some b rd feed 
say that unless m1xed w1th cornm al th 
sticky peanut butter may choke ome 
small b1rds to death 

Chopped nuts cracked walnuts 
popcorn, oatmeal, bread crwn meat 
scraps, raasms, and table scraps also 
make good btrd food 

Along w1th food, b1rds also need water 
m wmter, especaally when stream and 
ponds are frozen over. An earthen dash of 
warm water should be placed near the 
bird feeder each hme food 1s put out for 
the birds 

There 1s some quest JOn as to whether or 
not b1rd feeding is actually beneficial to 
bird hfe Those questioning the practice 
say that feeders cause b1rds to 
congregate and become less wary, thus 
making them easier targets for 
predators. As a b1rd feeder of many 
years duration, however, I have not 
found this to be true 

Another argument is that b1rds ac­
customed to being fed lose the incentive 
to forage for themselves and starve 1f the 
feeding stops. 

This argument IS not w1thout merit If 
you start a bird-feeding program this 
winter, be prepared to keep it up until 
sprmg. If you stop after several weeks of 
feeding, you may cause the death of 
several little songsters that would 
otherwise be around to enliven the spring 
when 1t "creeps north agam this year "

May had earlier annotmced 
his intention to resign before 
hts term expires Jan. 1, 1980, 
and many in the mdustry felt 
the annotmcement would be 
made at last month's meeting. 

The chairmanship passed to 
vice-chairman Brownell 
Combs JI, president of 
Spendthrift Farm's breeding 
operation and a member of the 
National Association of State 
Racing Commissioners' 
executive committee. 

May, 70, was appointed 
chairman in 1960 by then-Gov.

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Dr. Bailey Dies 
In Plane Crash 

Dr Harry L. Bailey, of Lexington, who 
wa · a native of Allen, was killed in a 
plane crash in eastern Tennessee 
Saturday night. 

University of Kentucky Assistant 
Basketball Coach Joseph Dean Jr., 24, 
and his w1fe. Ellen, 25, passengers in the 
plane, are in satisfactory condition at 
Bristol :\temorial Hospital in Br1stol, 
Tennessee. 

Dr. Bailey was the pilot of the plane. 
The physician and the Deans were flying 
to the Tri-City Airport in Blountville, 
Tenn .. near thP Virginia border, after 
attending the Kentucky-Indiana 
basketball game at Bloomington, In­
diana. 

The plane crashed at about 6:45p.m. in 
a hilly, wooded area about four miles 
from the airport, along Highway 126. The 
sky was overcast and there was a light 
drizzle and fog at the time of the ac­
cident. 

Sources at the scene said the Seneca, 
twin-engine plane nose-dived straight to 
the ground taking down about 15 trees in 
its path, and came to rest about 100 yards 
from the point of impact. 

Mrs. Dean apparently rolled out of the 
plane, and pulled her husband from the 
wreckage. The two made their way to a 
nearby home. 

There was no fire at the site of the 
crash. The plane's gas tank landed about 
300 yards from the rest of the plane. 

Dean was flying to Blountville to ob­
serve high school All-American 
basketball player Derrick Hord, a 
student at Tennessee High School in 
Bristol. Bailey, an orthopedic surgeon, 
cares for some members of the UK 
basketball team. 

A son of Mr. and Mrs. Harry Bailey, 
one-time residents of Allen, Dr. Bailey 
received his B. A. and M A degrees 
from Vanderbilt University and served in 
the U.S. Air Force from 1964-66. He was 
married to the former Betty Lois 
Scrivner and had three children.

Feed My Lambs 
By Wll.:\1,\ Y 

A quote in the last column mentioned 
pastors who "roast" the1r members, 
bringing to mind a sermon from 
EVANGEL, Vol 14, Oct. 1976 "Feeding 
Sheep or Shootmg Goats?" The unnamed 
author sa1d: 

"We mmisters should be slow in our 
judgment of others. Let us remember 
that our job is to feed the sheep, not to 
cull out the goats. Professing a divine 
call to preach does not give one hcense to 
become harsh, intolerant of others who 
do not measure to h1s exactmg rule. 
Harsh, nagging crit1cism will drive souls 
farther from God. In the early days of my 
own experience in mission work out 
West, I assumed that a call to the 
mm1stry was princi1 ..tlly a call to 
straighten people out. I soon became 
alarmed and despondent over my lack of 
success. That I was diligent in my labors 
could not be doubted. My unbalanced 
efforts were a mixture of 90 per cent zeal 
and 10 per cent wisdom. I gave little 
thought to the sheep, for I was after the 
goats. It was a blessed day in thts boy­
preacher's life when the General 
Superintendent of heaven called him in 
for a consultation. I soon saw the dif­
ference between preaching TO people 
and preaching AT them, and began to 
understand why my efforts to straighten 
people out were so fruitless. I discovered 
that the chief business of the God-cal!ed 
preacher is to 'Feed my sheep,' We need 
to discover that not everyone is quite as 
far out of plwnb as we may have them 
chalked up. Elijah was jealous and 
zealous for the Lord, but when he com­
puted the nwn her of faithful of his day, 
he missed the correct count by 6,999' 
Some good people today have become so 
jealous for the Lord that they are blinded 
to the righteousness of all others besides 
themselves. 

"0 God, teach us the art of leadmg and 
feeding, and deliver us from the error of 
lmifing and driving. I once worked a 
mule that could hardly be driven through 
a 12-footgate by a mounted cowhand; but 
that same mule could be led into a 
narrow box stall with an ear of corn! 
Wtse pastors, there 1s a hint for you here. 
I do not advocate soft-pedal preaching, 
but when the unadulterated word of God 
is preached out of a charitable tender. 
and weeping heart, to show hearers a 
better way, it will show up compromise 
and sin more effectively than we can 
point it out ourselves. n Tim. 2: 23-24. 
May God deliver us from religious 
cannibalism, for he warned : But if ye 
bite and devour one another, take heed 
that ye be not consumed one of another. 
Feeding hurgry sheep is a fulltime job.' 
<Author unnamed.) 

Sharing that man's view, H.C. Brown 
Jr. in WESTERN RECORDER, 1-30-71, 
said : "Why do ministers treat their 
people in such ways? A good place to 
start looking for an answer is the pride of 
the preacher. Often a smaller than 
expected audience hurts his pride. A 
small crowd never bothered Jesus. 
Nicodemus, the woman at the well, the 
centurion, the rich young ruler." 

In W.R. 9-23-72, C. D. Matthews wrote: 
The Pulp1t Whipping Boy, "When a 
preacher makes a habit of analyzing, 
accusing, fussing, and blaming 
congregations, he's usually erecting in 
his peoples' minds great walls of 
hostility. Many of them fight back either 
by actively opposing his efforts or by 
boycotting his services. They know they 
don't have to endure hJs tongue lashings 
so they absent themselves. After all, who 
enjoys being brow-beaten, espec1ally 
when the blows fall in public with no 
adequate chance for a congregatiOn's 
rebuttal? ... A faculty colleague when 
returnmg from hearing a blisteringly 
accusative chapel preacher said, 'When I 
attend workship I resent being 
bludgeoned to the ground, for what 1 neea 
most is to be lifted to God."'

Red Cross caseworkers have opened 
eleven ( 11 ) servtce centers to provide 
emergenc) ass1stance to flood vtctims in 
seventeen (17 ) counties throughout the 
state. For many flood victims, this is 
their first encounter with the Red Cross 
assistance program . Red Cross case 
workers and indivtdual families work 
together to assess disaster caused needs, 
vouchers are prepared which flood 
victims use to purchase food, clothing, 
basic household furnishings, medical and 
health care supplies, occupational 
supplies and equipment for minor home 
repairs. Flood victims take these 
vouchers to the store of their choice. 
Local merchants then submit these 
vouchers to Red Cross for reim­
bursement Red Cross provides vouchers 
rather than actual goods to help the local 
economy recover from the effects of the 
disaster.

a fine way to add evergreen 
trees to your landscape.

The following are 
some things you can do to 
1mprove your chances: 

If posstble ielect the 
location and dig the hole 
before the gi'Ol.Rld freezes.

story that originated Christmas, c.om­
memorating the birth of our Lord, which 
took place in the S!lring, but has been 
observed in December, pt•rhaps beca\.15e 
of differences betv.ccn the Roman and 
Jewish calendars. Aside from Christ's 
resurrPction, the account of his birth is 
by far the grandest story ever heard; 
moreover, it is neither myth nor fairy 
tale but a genuine event that occurred 
almost two thou. and years ago . This 
astounding incident about which so much 
has been published for nearly two 
millenniwns was preconceived in the 
heavens, aeons before its reality There, 
the Holy Trinity foreordained that the 
Son would come to earth for the longest 
visit ever made, ( I Peter 1: 20, beca\.15e 
they foreknew everything.) The Son 
would live among men and die as a 
substitute to atone for all, paymg the sin 
debt of the world, so that through faith in 
him, and by the grace of the Father man 
might have eternal life IF he chose. 

Born in Bethlehem, heralded by an 
angelic host, worshipped by fearful 
shepherds, !>ought by King Herod who 
would have slain him, but protected by 
God, his star followed by the wise men, 
this infant is the central figure of the 
Bible. In fact, Jesus was the Word made 
flesh (John 1: 14). Many types of him 
appear in the Old and New Testaments. 
But no narrative of his life stirs the 
imaginatiOn and heart or thrills listeners 
to a larger degree than that of his hwnble 
birth, which had been promised by God 
through patriarchs, kings, and prophets, 
for centuries preceding that memorable 
night when song burst majestically forth 
from the firmament and a glorious light 
shone across the rocky h1lls of ancient 
Palestine. God formulated the plan to 
sacrifice his beloved Son to redeem 
hwnanity whose fall and wickedness he 
foresaw, and for whom his unbounding 
love surpasses all other. 

Why is the story of this babe in the 
manger still the focal point of all life? Is 
it because babies are always adorable, o.r 
rather they all were 1dolized until evil 
minds started promoting abominable 
wholesale abortions? Is it beca\.15e this 
particular infant from the moment of his 
advent possessed some indescribable 
magnetic charm? Is it beca\.15e in youth 
he astonished the noted philosophers of 
that day in the temple by his learned 
questions and answers? Is it beca\.15e in 
young manhood he drew gigantic crowds 
wherever he went, whether preaching 
the sermon on the mount, praying on the 
hillside, trodding the shores of Galiee, or 
speaking from a boat nearby? Ah, no, 
none of those explains his unique in­
fluence and indelible imprint on the 
sands of time. It is olely because Jesus 
was and is the Son of the living God, half 
divine since he was conce1ved by the 
Holy Ghost; half hwnan through 1ary 
h1s mother; and 1t IS because in another 
sense he is wholly deified. 

While his power and knowledge then 
· were illimitable, and he could have done 

anything he wished, he never exploited 
this, through sometimes it became 
necessary to refer to same. About him 
more songs, poems, sermons, and books 
have been written, more stories told, 
more paintings executed than about any 
other individual in the annals of every 
era. After all, it is deity that provides 
hope and prompts faith.

Wheelwright basketball coach. 
Kenny Newman, resigned as head coach 
last week, j•Jst a little over a year after he 
returned to his alma mater from Martin 
county, Florida. Newman said he 
resigned because of health reasons. 

"I discussed the situation with my 
doctor. It was a decision I had to make­
there was no other choice than to resign. 
Health reasons are the only reason I 
resigned," Newman said. "I have had a 
severe problem with blood pressure for 
the past two years and it isn't getting 
better, so I simply arrived at the only 
possible conclusion.'' 

Newman will remain at Wheelwright in 
the capacity of social studies instructor 
for this year. His coaching duties will be 
handled by principal Jody Sword, who 
served as Newman's assistant coach this 
season. 

While he will stay at Wheelwright this 
school year. Newman said he had no 
immediate plans for the future. And about 
the possibility of returning to the 
coaching profession? 

"Right now I have no plans of retur­
ning. Eventually I might, but if my 
health condition persists and coaching is 
a detriment to the conditions, then I see 
no way of returning." 

"Over the last three weeks, I have been 
thinking about this decision and I really 
haven't given any thought to where I will 
teach next year or if J will return to 
coaching someday," Newman said. 

Newman's team won their first five 
games of this season including the 
championship of the Floyd County 
Preseason Tournament. When he 
became coach last season, Newman said 
among his goals were having a winning 
team and adding teams from the 
Lexington and Louisville area. He 
started achieving his goals early with the 
Trojans rated as one of "the teams to 
beat" in the 15th Region this season and 
with the addition of Louisville Shawnee 
on the schedule for a home game and an 
away game with Richmond Madison.

Head Red Cross

Barry Bingham, Sr. and Former 
Governor Bert T. Combs have agreed to 
co-chair the Red Cross Disaster Appeal 
to aid the victims of the Kentucky floods.

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Hicks Wounded 
.~s Ex -Officer 
Killed in Duel 

Charles tChrisl Hicks, native of the 
l\liddle Creek section of this county, was 
reported last week under 24-hour guard 
in Williamson <W. Va.l Memorial 
Hospital. with five bullet wounds in his 
body after he allegedly had shot and 
killed Ernest L. Ward, 66, former 
Matewan police chief. in a gunfight in­
side a Hatfield Bottom, Ky. trailer early 
last Sunday morning, Dec. 10. 

Condition of the 55-year-old Hicks, now 
a resident of Clarksville, Miss., was later 
reported "satisfactory" at the hospital. 

His adversary. who was a native of 
River, Johnson county, was shot four 
times and was dead at the scene of the 
shoot-out, the trailer home of David Starr 
in Hatfield Bottom, across the Tug River 
from Mingo county, West Virginia. 

Mingo authorities said the two men 
apparently duelled at a distance of about 
three feet, each firing .38-calibre 
revolvers. In all, nine shots reportedly 
were fired in the narrow confines of the 
mobile home. 

Htcks was able to be questioned by 
officers later Sunday. They quoted the 
wounded man as saying that he and Ward 
had been playing cards at the Silver 
Dollar, a Matewan bar, earlier in the 
night and that he was riding back with 
Ward to Hatfield Bottom where he had 
been visiting David Starr when Ward 
became angry and hit him on the head 
with a revolver. He said that when they 
reached the Starr trailer he laid his gun, 
which he had bought at the Silver Dollar, 
on the table but that Ward continued to be 
angry and they engaged in a scuffle. The 
officers quoted Hicks as saying he 
procured another gun and that Ward shot 
him in the arm as he walked back into the 
living room. 

Starr told officers he was ln bed when 
he heard Ward and Hicks in an 
argument, that he arose to see Ward 
beating Hicks and that he ran to the 
nearby mobile home of his father. At 
least one of the shots which struck Hicks 
was in his chest, it was said. Despite his 
wounds, Hicks walked to the home of 
Tom Starr to which his host had fled. 

Interim Coroner Gerald Chaffin, of 
Mingo county, directed that Ward's body 
be sent to Charleston for autopsy by the 
state medical examiner. 

Ward served as chief field deputy 
during the four-year term of Mongo 
Sheriff Steve Adkins 0964-1969) and later 
was chief of police of Matewan. He was 
prominent in Democratic politics in 
Mingo county. Ward was born at River, 
Ky., a son of Mrs. Sybil Huff Ward and 
the late William Ward. Besides his 
mother, he is sw-vived by his widow, Fay 
Sword Ward, one daughter and a sister. 
His funeral was held last Tuesday and he 
was buried at Huddy, P1ke county. 

Hicks was said here to be a wealthy 
Mississippi landowner.

Within an how- a repairman called 
and said my lme was hung up in the 
switchboard ... easily found and quickly 
corrected. 

There are many rumors going around 
that some of the workers take an hour for 
coffee, two hours for lunch, and whole 
afternoons to watch ballgames on TV at 
home. Then people wonder why it is so 
hard to get repairs or new phones. 
Everyone who has knowledge of such 
disservice should write the Federal 
Communications Commission and ask 
for an investigation. We are paying too 
high a price for the privilege of being 
ripped off with little or no service.
