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Engineer Says Stripmine 
Permit May Cost $50,000 

"Depressed" i. the way George Lee 
de cribed hi· fcehngs at the clo e of a 
seminar here on stripmme permit pro­
cedure yesterday. Lee, who i chief 
engmeer for the Elkhorn Coal Corpora­
tion, at Wayland, wa · one of 205 
engmecrs, coal operators and govern­
ment officials who attended the two-day 
conference, designed to help coal 
operators cope v.ith government regula­
tions affecting the indu try. 

Coal operator have generally favored 
the . tate's takmg over pnmar)o re pon­
•blltty for enforcmg the stripmme law, on 

the under tanding that 'tate official 
m1ght be more com·er. ant with local con­
ditiOns than federal offic1al and .mo 
flexible in mterpreting the law. 

''But the state regs are going to be as 
strict as the federal," Lee lamented. 
"They won't allo" any flexibility for 
pecific local condition " 
Lee e.stimate_ the co t of preparing a 

stripmine permit application is around 
$50,000 be~ause of the extensive technical 
surveys required. Even allowing for a 
gradual reduction in cost.s as coal com· 
panie accumulate the data they need. 
and for the federal as ·tstance program 
available to mall operator·, the industry 
will be "badly hurt." Lee said, and the 
·mall operator will be unable to urvive. 

"The coal will be mined, but it will have 
to be done by the large outfit·. It will be 
costly. and the consumer will pay." Lee 
predicted . 

The federal Small Operators Assi lance 
Program offer grants to operators min· 
ing fewer than 100,000 tons of coal annual· 
ly, cov£>ring the co. t of all pre-mining 
·un·ey except core drilling ''The grants 

won't prevent ~orne operators from goinf 
out of bu ines ,'' conceded John Rosen­
berg, director of the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund. a legal ·er­
vices agency prominent in the d<'bate 
over environmental law here. "But if the 

mall opt>rator can't nune in a v.ay that 
protect. the environment, he ought to be 
out of the busmess." 

1oreovcr, if meeting the requirements 
of the law means increas<'d costs to coal 
consumers, Rosenb<'rg argued, "better 
that the costs of mining be spread widely 
than that thev be borne b\ local com­
munitie. in en-vironmental damage."

Paul Gearheart, president of Tel-Com 
Inc., submitted to the commission an ap­
plication for a rate increase for customers 
receiving service from his company's 
Marlin tower, in view of plans to add 
channel 17 <Atlanta) to the system . 
Gearheart asked for a $10 monthly 
rate- up a dollar-to be effective when 
the new channel is on the line, about 
September 1. 

When plans presently under way to con­
nect customers served by · the Prater 
Creek tower to the Martin tower are com­
plete, those customers will also receive 
channel 17 and would be subject to the $10 
rate, Gearheart said. A hearing on Tel­
Com's rate hike request has been 
scheduled for the next meeting of the 
cable TV commission, March 7, at 5:30 
p.m. 

Meanwhile, a delegation of 
Wheelwright residents presented a peti­
tion, which they said bore some 300 
signatures, requesting a revocation of 
Tel-Com's franchise on account of what 
they claimed to be totally unacceptable 
TV reception in that section. 

Gearheart said that sets tested in the 
area were all found to be receiving a 
signal of acceptable strength. While some 
commissioners questioned the validity of 
the signal metering in view of widespread 
dissatisfaction with picture quality in 
the area , Gearheart defended the meter­
ing as the only objective measure of TV 
reception. 

The commission gave the operator 30 
days in which to bring service in the area 
up to the standards required by the fran ­
chise ordinance, standards which 
Gearheart claims he is already maintain­
ing. Reception difficulties are in many in­
stances due to atmospheric conditions, he 
argued, or to tampering with the cable . 

A recent inspection of Wheelwright 
revealed 37 unauthorized hookups there, 
which interfere with reception for 
authorized customers, Gearheart said . 
County Attorney Arnold Turner , Jr., pro­
mised his cooperation in prosecuting per­
sons found to be illegally tapping the 
system. 

The commission approved a transfer of 
the franchise presently held by Phil 
Hamilton, covering sections of Middle 
Creek and Left and Right Beaver Creeks, 
to Tel-Com, after Hamilton explained that 
he was negotiating the sale of his system 
to Gearheart. 

A resolution recommending that the 
fiscal court require cable operator Paul 
Butcher to extend service to residents in 
the Abbott Mountain and Little Paint sec­
tions was passed unanimously. The area 
is not presently included within the fran­
chise boundaries of any system.

The pi~turesque barn shown above is the old Mayo Dairy struc­
ture whtch stood on the property now occupied by Riverview 
Manor Nursing Home which is pictured below. The "before and 
after" scene is a striking contrast of the old and new. 

In 1940 J.D. Mayo bought the old boarding house which was 
ori~inally built ~or the ~ureka Mining Co., based int the present 
Brtarwood sectiOn, until the company went out ot ousmess m 
1924. The contractors who built the boarding house were Ballard 
Carter, grandfather of Nancy Carter Webb, and Jeff Brown, 
father of L~vada Damron. ~inter Homes Corp. , of Huntington, 
W.Va.~ furm~hed the materials. Mayo dismantled the boarding 
house m sections to construct the barn and at one time 150 cows 
wer~ . milked da.ily in order to serve numerous Prestonburg 
fam1hes and busmesses. The land on which the barn was located 
belonged to the Mayo family since 1813. 

The old boards were dismantled for the last time with the 
beginning of construction of Riverview Manor in 1976-77. The 
ultr~-modern health care facility, first of its kind in this area, is 
eqmpped to house 116 residents, 56 persons for skilled care and 60 
for inte::~ediate care. With a staff of 75 in varied departments, 
the facility generates approximately $600 000 in salaries an-

Rep . Bill Wt•inberg, D-Hindman, has In­

troduced a bill <House bill 2121 m the Ken­
tucky General Assembly which would 
make sweeping changes m the state's 
highway: maintenance program. 

Wemberg's plan calls for local govern­
ments, ratht>r than the state, to receive 
more money and more responsibility: for 
maintaining Kentucky's roads . 

"We need to put more authority m the 
hands of local government," Weinberg 
sa1d "They are closer to people than state 
gover nment. they know the road needs 
better and , most importantly 111 this time 
of a financial squeeze. the local govern­
ments could get the mamtenance work 
done at a much less cost than state 
government." 

Weinberg said giving more responsibili­
ty to local officials would also mean that 
citizens would know who is responsible for 
what roads and "they \\Ouldn't be gelling 
the runaround .. 

House Bill 212 would reorgan1ze the 
road system throughout Kentucky into a 
pr imary road system and a secondary 
road system 

The primary system would include any 
road which passes through three or more 
counties and the secondary system would 
consist of roads and streets now classified 
as state secondary, rural secondary, 
unclassified, or county roads. 

Local governments would be responsi­
ble for maintaining all roads and streets 
in the secondary system which are withm 
their boundanes . 

This new division of authority would 
clear up a lot of confusion which Weinberg 
says has been cau..<;ed by the Jack of coor­
dination between the state and county 
maintenance operations. 

"We need to cut out the waste and 

duplication which comes lrorn having a 
county and tate garage m every cot:nt}-," 
Weinberg said. "People don't care 
whether they're on a state or county 
road they just \\-ant them properly main 
tained" 

"The legi lat1on I've introduced can be 
a maJor start tO\\ard correcting some of 
the problems we have had," Weinberg 
sa1d. " The introdution of thi bill should 
begm a dialogue w1th the Department of 
TransportatiOn toward a more cost effi­
cient use of state maintenance money. It 
represents an area where the state can 
recognize sigmficant cost savmgs hy 
reorganizing thc1r method of road 
maintenance." 

If House Bill 212 1s enacted. Wcmberg 
said Eastern Kentuck) will really he ahle 
to begin dealing with the problem· of 1ts 
up-hollow roads . 

"Kentucky's secondary roads are in­
adequate, especially in Eastern Ken· 
tucky,'' Weinberg said. "They are marie· 
quate for getting coal out and they art! m· 
adequate for getting people from their 
homes to these fine superhighways that 
have been built." 

" As I've said before. 1t doesn't tio .,ny 
good to build the superhighways if pc"ple 
can 't get to them ," Weinberg sa1d .

The Battle of Middle Creek 
As battles go, the Battle of Middh.• Cr eek, near here, wasn't 

mu('h, but on its outcome hinged control of the Big Sandy valley 
and lines of communication to both the north and south for oppos­
ing armies in the Civil War. The following account of the battle 
between the forces of General James A. Garfie ld <later Presi­
dent Garfie ld ), of the North , and the South 's General Humphrey 
Marsha ll is printed from the Mt. Sterling <Ky.) Advocate .-Ed. 

Garfield ordered Colonel !\1onroe of the 
22nd Kentucky to take the ridge to the left 
of where Captain Williams' men were bat­
llmg it out. At the same time Garfield 
ordered 200 Kentuckians and Ohians 
under :'llajor Burke of the 14th up the right 
hand ridge to prevent a flanking move­
ment. Realizmg what the Federals were 
up to. the confederates opened up with a 
six-pounder . ·The cannon were badly 
managed as the balls passed "high over 
head. doing no damage.'" Nevertheless 
,he odds were sllll "against our boys . as 
the enem) were rap1dly deploymg along 
the top of the ndge, and had commenced 
descending the pomt. for the purpose of 
surrounding them .. 

The battle hung in the balance. Garfield 
\\as visibh worried and ordered "several 
volleys from hts entire reserve at the cen­
tral point between his advanced 
detachments.· :\Iomentarily. such action 
"silenced the fire in that quarter. Shortly 
after :'llajor Pardee started with a strong 
body to sustain Williams .. Volley after 
volley sent its thunder crashing away 
among the htlls as the white smoke curled 
in long wreaths from the glistening bar­
reb and rose an offering to Heaven. 
Thicker and thtcker swarmed the rebels 
on the mountain top Sharper and quicker 
grew the musketry. and the General's 
resources were exhausted. He feared his 
gallant boys were about to be crushed, 
and he was powerless to sustain them." 

In Garfield's words, "' My reserve was 
no\\ reduced to a mere handful, and the 
agony of the moment was ternble ; the 
whole hill was enshrouded in such a 
volume of smoke as rolls from the mouth 
of a volcano, thousands of gun flashes 
leaped like lightning from the cloud. 
E1·er~ mmute the fight grew hotter. In my 
agony of an~nety I prayed to God for the 
reinforcements to appear. 

"The enem) 's art iller:., \.\ h1ch hitherto 
had remamed almost inactive, was no\\ 
taken up the nght hand branch of the 
creek . ana brought to bear on the gallant 
fellows on the hillside, who were driving 
the enemy from their position, inch by 
mch, notwithstanding the disparity of 
numbers . All agreed that the cannon were 
mismanaged. '' the shells fell wide of the 
mark : and one actually fell among their 
own men. producing the wildest confu­
SIOn ." 

From a detailed letter of Archibald 
:\leans. we can follow the footsteps of the 
reinforcements . "On Thursday morning a 
detail of 30 men from each company in 
each regiment was made for the purpose 
of finding the Rebels .. That night about 
ten o 'clock a messenger arrived from Col­
onel Garfield calling for one thousand 
reinforcements- the men ordered to get 
ready then ." Ho,~ever. the same weather 
that soaked the men at Abbott's Mountain 
forced a postponement of the relief col­
umn :\'evertheless . "before daylight all 
of our available force !about 1400! were 
across Paint Creek. and on the march.-1 
need sa) that we had a hard march." In­
deed, t\\ ice "we were detained over an 
hour to cons truct bridges across 
s treams. tearing down fences for a 
quarte r of a mtle to build them . It was ap­
proxlmatel~ 1 ·3o p.m. when we arrived at 
Abbott Hill . but there were no signs of the 
advance force 

"We were resting and speculating about 
\\htre the r ebels wf're , and where 
men the 1100 we had sent out the dav 
be fore-when sudden!~ the report of ~ 
ca nnon resounded through the hills . . The 
1\ hole of our force sprang to their feet. 
and s tarted .. m the direction of the report. 

I found the ftring was on thl' opposite 
s1de of the creek and I could see a large 
bod:-- of men on Ridges nos. 2 and 3- and 
111 the head of the ravine between those 
Lwu ndges . These were Rebels . Here 
\\as the hardt>s t and hottest part of the 
battle 

battle on the scale of Shihloh, Antietam, 
Gettysburg, or Chickamuga, the Battle of 
Middle Creek was nevertheless the big-
gest battle in Eastern Kentucky. · 

The Confederates admitted to 11 d«:>ad 
and H wounded: the Federals to three 
kill€'d and 18 wounded . After this collision, 
both arm1es retreated to their respective 
bases . Through the remainder of the war 
Union troops would be stationed at 
LoUisa, Ashland, Catlettsburg, Maysville 
and sometimes in Grayson or Paintsville, 
as a check against Confederate attempts 
to dominate the region. 

The day after the battle "1000 new knap­
sacks. iiOO pairs of shoes, 40 stands of 
arms. and a large quantity of clothing'' 
was found in a house near the battlefield. 
Garfield reported the men "weary almost 
to death" and the troops slowly returned 
to their base at Paintsville where the 
Union soldiers established winter 
quarters . 

Memories remained both for the 
veterans and the inhabitants of the Big 
Sandy Valley . Garfield parlayed his vic­
tory into the Presidency , only t9 be 
assassinated . Lionel Allen Sheldon. 
leader of the relief column, became a 
Louisiana Congressman and later Ter­
r itorial Governor of New Mexico. The 
above account is based upon participants' 
letters. most of which appeared in Ohio 
newspapers . The map is based upon one 
Archibald Means included in his letter. 
half a week after the battle .

Some of the early wild flowers to look 
for are Epigae repens. the trailing ar­
butus, adder's tongue, trillium, 
chickweed, wild phlox, and wild 
geranium . History stales thallhe trailing 
arbutus was the first wildflower to greet 
the Pilgrims at Plymoulh after the terri­
ble hardships of their first winter on the 
New England coast. The tiny white or 
delicately pink-tinted arbutus flowers are 
enchantingly fragrant and one has to look 
closely to spot them among the leathery 
green leaves. This vining plant, a product 
of rocky woodland borders and hillsides .is 
also known as "gravel plant." A tea boil­
ed from its leaves was once extensively 
used in the treatment of kidney stones.

Adder's tongue with its pale-green, 
brown-spotted leaves is a fascinating wild 
flower to look for. Also known as trout lily 
and fawn lily, this curious little plant 
bears a solitary. nodding, pale-yellow 
flower and often appears in great colonies 
in moist woodlands, beside shady water· 
courses. and in swampy places. 

And there is no native wild flower that 
greets the springtime walker more hearti­
ly than the trillium. This stately plant 
which may vary in color from white to 
maroon. follows the· rule of three to 
perfection. In addition to three leaves ar.d 
petals, it boasts three sepals, six stamens, 
and three pistils. Even the red seed pod 
that follows the flower is slightly six angl­
ed. 

Then there is the slarry-€yed chickweed 
whose seed 1s the delight of the tiny chip­
ping sparrow when it returns from its 
winter home in the South; the lilac-purple 
phlox, and the wild geranium with its 
charms that never wane and a flower that 
seems touched with the spirit of open 
woods. 

The geranium also goes by the name. 
"Cranesbill," a name stemming from the 
beaklike appearance of its seed pod. Ger· 
anium is from the Greek word meaning 
crane. 

There are, of course, hundreds of other 
wild flowers that will be blooming in 
orderly successiOn as the season pro­
gre!>ses.

The pro­
cedure would involve a conference of 
state offic1als and representatives from 
the state's med1cal schools examming the 
governor and determining if he is tem­
porarily unable to take care of his duties 
for any reason The lieutenant govE'rnor 
would be authorized to carry out the 
governor's duties 1f 11 were found he could 
not. 

" I hope we never need to use this law ... 
Wemberg said. "But we do need to be 
prepared to face thP Situation if it does 
arise.

An Eastern Kentucky coa I operator\\ ho 
fired two miners after they talked about 
striking to gain higher wales must reh1re 
them and par them back wages. the Na­
tional Labor RE'Ialions Board ruled Satur­
da}. 

The NLRB. in upholding an earlier order 
by Administrative Law Judge Robert A. 
Giannasi, ruled against Paul and 
Marcella Salyer, of Salyersville, who 
operate the Coastline Coal Corp.. a 
Magoffin county strip-mining firm. 

They were ordered to re-instate two 
miners-Sanah Arneott and Charles 
Bailey -to their old mining jobs or to 
similar positions and pay them the wages 
they lost during the last two years. 

Both were fired by Salyer on Nov. 13. 
1977. The two charged in an unfair labor 
practice complaint that they v..ere 
dismissed for talkmg about the possibility 
of striking in order to gain a pay increase. 

The complaint was expanded last year 
when Salyer aliPgedly offered to rehire 
Bailey if he would withdraw his complaint 
and decline to testify on behalf of Arnett'!> 
companion complaint. 

Both the dismissals and the offer to 
rehire Bailey violated federal labor laws. 
the t'\LRB ruled .

Most Take Part In KET 
School Reception Plan 

The KET School Reception Equipment 
Project has been utilized by 98 per cent of 
Kentucky's school districts, it was 
reported January 29 at a meeting of the 
KET Authority. 

Paul Smith, KET director of field ser· 
vices, told the Authority that three school 
dtstricts decided to participate in the pro· 
ject shortly before the January 31 
deadline, resulting in the final parltcipa­
tion figure of 98 per cent. 

The KET School Reception fund was 
established by the state legislature in 
1976-78 to pro\'ide matching funds for 
public schools to install antenna systems. 
television receivers and videocassette 
recorders. so that KET instruclional pro­
gramming might be used more effective­
ly in the classrooms. 

11 State Parks Offer

For Layne 
it must st•em like tht• millionth hour m the 
room that is filled with the smell of S\\eat 
and linament pumping the umpteenth ton 
of iron Layne has been a worker ince he 
arri\·ed at Pr<>stonsburg High four years 
ago to play football. 

"Dewey is the most mtense pia} ('r I've 
seen on the field and in training," said 
Prestonsburg's assistant football coach 
Tony Burchett, "He works hard , the year 
round, he's constantly trying to improve 
himself " 

"He's been a joy to work with and to 
coach." said Blackcat Coach Phillip 
Haywood. ''One reason 1t's easy to work 
w1th him is because he works so well by 
himself Whatever was needed for him to 
be a great football player he worked on it.

~easures Proposed 

The Department of Energy has propos­
ed nine measures for a standby federal 
emergene:; energy conservation plan In 
the event of a severe national fuel shor­
tage, the measures could be used m a 
state which did not meet the fuel conser· 
vation target set for each state by the 
President. 

The nine measures art> : the strict en 
forcemt>nt and possrbly, lowering of 
speed lim1ts : an emplo:rer program for 
reducing commuter usc of prrvate 
veh1clcs; a compressed workweek . an 
energy conservation pubhc information 
program. non -residential building 
tempera I ure restrictions (the current 
temperature restrict ion program expires 
in Apnl l ; a mmimum motor fuel pur­
chase reqUirement ; an odd·e1·en motor 
fuel purchase reqUirement : restrictiOns 
on weekend ust>ofrecrt>ational boats . and 
a vehicle sticker program to prohibi! use 
of a vehicle on one or more days per week 

Public hearings on the measure will be 
held in :\larch m six cities and written 
comments will be accepted until April 7. 

The measures will he published in the 
Federal Register on Fehruar) 7 

The vehicl(' stickpr measure, boat use 
restrictions, compres~ed workweek pro 
gram and portions of the employer pro­
gram for reducing commuter driving will 
be publisherl as a notice of proposed 
rulemaking. This means that public com­
ment is requrred before these measures 
could be used . 

The other measures will be published in 
an interim final rule. They could be im ­
posed h) the President even during the 
GO-day comment period, if necpssary. 

Seedlings Available 
For Spring Planting 

Seedlings for tree-planting are 
available from the Kentuck:r Division of 
Forestry through ASC signup. it was said 
here last week in response to an inquiry 
by The Times. 

Five varieties of pines are available a t 
$25 per thousand The charge for locust 
seedlings is $20 per thousand and $30 for 
yellow poplar. 

ASC will share 75 percent of the cost of 
planting and site preparation, including 
fencing of the planting site. 

Current law severely restricts the con­
ditions under which a bond may be issued 
and the type of facility_ eligible for this 
sort of financing, Towsend explained. 

The proposed bill would also provide for 
more flexible forms of financial packages 
for industria I construction projects. 
Townsend added . These would include 
loan agreement financing , lease­
sublease, conditional and installment sale 
financmg and other sophisticated financ­
ing techniques 

Townsend said additional legislation 
will be proposed to enhance the role of the 
Kentucky Development Finance Authori· 
ty. 

KDFA's financing capabilities would be 
expanded to include "umbrella" bonds 
which would enable two or more projects 
to be included in a single bond issue. 
KDFA would also be empowered to pro­
vide assistance to businesses seeking in­
formation on financing . 

Brown said the legislative proposals 
concerning KDF A and the issuance of 
bonds would '·put Kentucky ahead of the 
competition" for new industry. 

Townsend said the proposals were the 
administration's first steps toward 
achieving one of the main goals Brown an­
nounced in his guvernatorial cam­
paign- the creation of 100,000 new jobs for 
Kentuckians during the next four years.

Year's First Bills 
Passed By Senate 

The first bill to pa s both house· during 
tht• 1980 General As cmbly is a measure 
amending tate law to increase the annual 
expense allowance for sheriffs from $2, 100 
to $3,600. 

Hou ·c Bill 117 was passed by the Senate 
by a 35-o vote, last week. HB 117 will now 
be sent to Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. The 
governor can ·1gn 1t mto Jaw, veto the bill 
or allow it to become law w1thout hi 
s1gnature Sen Jon W Ackerson 
<R-Lom ville) said the $1,500 allowame 
increa e is already in effect under provi­
sion w current lav. but HB 117 1s a 
housekeeing measure. 

In other enate actiOn :\londay, four 
bills were passed including: 

-Senate Bill <SB> 45 with a committee 
amendment, wh1ch would amend current 
law to allow creation of emergency am­
bulance service districts within c1lies 
located in counties contammg a f1rst-class 
clly. The bill was spon ·ored by Sen. 
Eugene Stuart <R-Prospecll The bill 
originally v.ould allow creation of am­
bulance districts within all cities . 

Stuart said his bill wa in re ·ponse to a 
request from the city of And.orage in Jef­
ferson County Loui ville, the state's only 
fi rst-class city, is located in Jefferson 
Countv. 

-SB 109 with a committee substitute, 
which would require clarifying language 
in all industrial life insurance policies 
with the aim of protecting the client. If the 
bill becomes lav., it would require a provi · 
sion printed m red ink which states the in­
sured person must be notified of the cash 
surrender value upon default in any 
premium payment 

The bill is sponsored by Sen . Bill 
''Fibber" McGee m-Louisville>. Sen. 
McGee sa1d many people will pay on a 
policy for many years then get in a 
"financial bind" and cancel the policy. 
They should then be notified of the 
"built-up cash value'' in that policy, he 
said. 

-SB 7 with a committee substitute, 
v. hich would require the state Bureau of 
Highwa)S to inform property owners of 
the availability of a program to eradicate 
noxious weeds along rights of way. It 
would also require advertising of the pro­
gram m each county annually. 

Originally the b1ll required the bureau 
to eradicate Johnson grass , Canada 
thistles, multiflora roses , nodding thistles 
and giant foxtails on state rights of wa~ 
within a county upon request by the fisca l 
court. Sen . Joe Wright <D-Harned), the 
bill's sponsor, said the original bill had 
"cost problems." · 

-SB 40 with a committee amendment, 
which would require the state commi -
sioner of insurance to prescribe uniform · 
health m urance claim forms to be u ed 
by all health in. urers and state agencies 
that require health insurance cla1m forms 
for the1r records. It is sponsored by Sen. 
Benny Ray Bailey <D-Hindmanl. 

The committee amendment changed 
the effect1ve date ft·om July 1, 1981 to 11 
year later. en. Bailey spoke against the 
two-year delay and said it seems ex­
cessive Bailey voted against his bill as 
amended. He said the bill requiring 
uniform health insurance claim forms is 
needed because most ph)·sicians either 
have computers or plan to get computers. 
If the forms are not uniform, computer 
programming is necessary with each 
change of form, he said. 

Also on :\londay, the Senate tabled SB 
111 which would allow d1sabled voters to 
obtain regular abscptee ballots. The bill is 
cosponsored by Sen . David Karen 
m-Louisville) and Sen. Georgia Powers 
<D-Louisville). Sen. Karen said disabl('d 
or sick voters are now required to get a 
med1cal certificate each time they get an 
absentee ballot. This can be expt•nsive 
since it might average 15 per physician 's 
office VISit to get the certificate, he sa1d 

The senator sa1d he feels voters who are 
disabled or ill should be able to obtain an 
absentee ballot by sworn statement m the 
same way a person can if he or she will be 
out of town on election day. Senators 
voting to table the bill said there was a 
potential for election fra ud. The tabled 
bill cannot be reconsidered without a vote 
of 20 of the 38 senators.
