Torrential rain which fell in some
paris of Floyd county late Thursday
night caused considerable damage o
properiy, primarily in the McDowell
section, as the result of flash flooding
which was fell in a wide area of
Eastern Kentucky, West Virginia and
Southern Ohio.

Although residents throughout the
counly experienced particularly
violent thunderstorms Thursday night,

the duration and intensity of accompa-
nying rains apparently varied widely
from place to place with a reported 45
inches falling in the Frazier's Creek
section at McDowell within little more
than an hour.

McDowell high school and grade
school, which are located a shorl
distance up Frazier's Creek, were par-
ticularly hard hil as the creek
overflowed ils banks a short time after

the storm began al about 10:30 p.m.
The silt-laden water entered all
buildings associated with the schools
excepl for the high school gymnasium
and two or three trailer classroom
structures which rested on elevated
foundations. Although the water level
rose to about three feet in one lowlying
structure, levels of six inches to a fool
were common in most buildings. A

Council Gives ‘Last Straw’ Help
As Shelter Treasury Is Bare

“If we get nothing from the city
tonight, we'll no longer be a function-
ing organizalion,’' Floyd County
Humane Society President, Eva
Belcher told the Preslonsburg city
council Monday. At the same time,
Mrs. Belcher made it clear that the
continued existence of the animal
shelter which the Humane Sociely con-
ducts here depends primarily on fun-
ding by the Floyd fiscal court,

Earlier this year, the city council
contributed $6000 toward the operation
of the shelter and another $2500 some
months later, realized through sale of
part of the property on which the facili-
ty stands. The fiscal court has been
paying $350 a month toward the dog
warden's salary and was expected to
budget further funds for the shelter in
July. The court now pleads, however,
that it has no monies available for that
purpose.

Operation of the facility costs some
$25,000 annually, outstanding bills total
$1454, and the shelter's cash assets
stand currently at $7.81, the council
was told. $400 would pay the shelter’s
two employees another two weeks,
Mrs. Belcher said, by which time the
Humane Society would again press the
fiscal court to come up with its share of
the operating costs.

The six council members present
split evenly on a motion by Billy Ray
Collins to contribute the needed
$400—with Carolyn Ford and Cloyd
Johnson joining Collins in the motion
and Tommy Rose, Dixon Nunnery and
Dick Clark oppoesing it—and Mayor
Harold Cooley broke the tie with an af-
firmative vote.

Some of those opposed argued thal
the city has no further funds for the
shelter and that allowing it to close
might be the most effective way of con-
vincing county officials of the shelier’s
importance lo the county.

Mrs, Belcher said the fiscal court
would soon be offered a contract with
the Humane Saociely. “If they do not ac-
cept the contraet, we will not provide

the services. We cannot go on withoul
support,” she said. An appeal for
private dongtions is also being launohs
ed, she said: '

Should other measures fail, the
Humane Society would also censider
filing suit against the county, Mrs.
Belcher added, on the basis of a state
statute requiring that the county pro-
vide an animal pound and holding in-
dividual magistrates liable for
damages caused by stray animals in
the absence of such a pound.

In the absence of Councilmen Estill
Lee Carter and Paul Phillip Hughes,
the council voted unanimously to place
Police Chief Keith Lawson on perma-
nent status. Discussion of Lawson’s

e F'loyd Schools Lose $205,000
As State Budget Cut, Report

Although the Floyd County Board of
Education has shed most of its finan-
cial woes after winding up the fiscal
vear with a healthy balance, Supt, of
Schools Pete Grigshy, Jr. said Monday
that all is not clear sailing.

This view was taken after his office

@ had assessed the effect of the recent

executive order issued by Governor
Brown to keep expenditures within the
confines of a sharply restricted slale
budget.

His order affecting the budgets of
colleges, universilies and public
schools has resulted in a loss to the
Floyd counly school system during the
fiscal year beginning July 1 of $205,000,
Grigsby said.

“And thal may not be all we will
lose,”” he added. It means that we
have a fight on our hands to keep

within our budgel which was adopted
before the cul in funds."”

Inflation, increasing pupil trans-
portation vosls, emergency silua-
tions—all these are viewed as pro-
blems!

“The Legislature allocated the funds
for education, and we anticipated thal
they would be available but the gover-
nor made the reduclions which he fell
he had to make, and there's nothing we
can do but tighten our belts,” Grigsby
said.

Grigsby listed the following losses
from last year's income as resulling
from the executive order:

—$124,500 in student fee money.

—$51,000 for special vocational
education units.

—$25,000 from power equalization.

~$5,000 from Title IVB funds.

Federal Co-chairman Al Smith identified coal operators as the “big key ' to
the region’s economy and spoke of the ““parinership’’ being fostered between
the ARC leadership and Energy Secretary William B. Sturgill.

Smith's remarks came in the course of an informal response Lo a litany of
requests reciled by areaofficials during a May Lodge luncheon last Wednes

day.

Smith and ARC Executive-Director Henry Krevor, on a tour of the
Bluegrass, Big Sandy and Kentucky River Area Development districts, were
accompanied by Wilburn Pratt, commissioner of the Department for Local
Governmen! (DLG). DLG administers the state's ARC program and has
been allocated more than $10 million this year for development projeets in

easlern Kentucky.

Among local leaders present 1o press Lheir causes, Chalmer Frazier, ex:
ecutive secrelary of the Floyd County Chamber of Commerce, argued for
construction of KY 3, and Paintsville businessman J. B. Wells spoke for com-
pletion of US 23 as a four-lane highway. Prestonsburg Mayor Harold Cooley
and Grady Conley, of Salyersville, urged diversifying the economy as a

14 Months After Its Opening,
Animal Shelter Near Closing

The Floyd County Animal Shelter,
now 14 months in operation, may soon
close its doors. :

Its trouble is money, or the lack
thereof. As of this week, it had $51 on
hand, with bills mounting and payrolls
to meet—and with the hope of any new
source of income slim.

So it is that the dream of a small
group, composed mainly of young peo-
ple, may end. Five years ago, when a
Middlesboro woman left-a bequest of
$25,000 to the county for an animal
shelter, contingent on publie support,
the Floyd County Humane Society was
organized. Its leaders won the finan-
cial backing that was required, and a
maodern animal shelter was built on the
Middile Creek road.

The hope that the county was well on
the way to solving ils dog problem was
bright.

But there are the salaries of a dog
warden and his assistant (in this case,
his wife) to meet. The dogs and cats
taken to the shelter must be fed. Opera-
tion of the dog warden’s truck has
become costlier.

Meanwhile, financial support has
faltered. The Floyd fiscal court pledg-

NLRB To Hear
Miners’ Petition
For Union Vote

Apparently, the United Mine
Workers of America are moving to
make good on their plans for further
unionization of the Eastern Kenlucky
coal field.

Workers al three non-union mines
were reported this week as having
signed petitions asking for a union
vote. These include the L.T. Rulh Coal
Company in Martin county, the C&B
Coal Co. at David in this county and the
Call and Ramsey Coal Co. al Mela,
Pike county.

A National Labor Relations Board
(NLRB) said a hearing on the C & B
employees' petition has been schedul-
ed here tomorrow (Thursday).

If more than 50 per cent of the
employees of a mine vote o join the
union, the UMW becomes the bargain-
ing agent. Pelitions for elections must
contain ‘signatures of al least 30 per
cent of the employees.

J.B. Trout, Pikeville, international
executive board member for district
50, UMW, said, “Usually, you wanl bet-
ter than 50 per cent before vou gointo
an election. If you can’t get more than
30 per cenl you might as well quit."”

It is said that the only UMW work-
ings in Martin counly are several small
strip-mining operations working under
contract for the Island Creek Coal
Company. Larger mines of the county,
the state’s No. 2 coal-producing county,
are independent.

Officials of larger mines credil much
of the county’s record production of 13
million tons of coal last year to its non-
union status,

ed $12,000 a year to help meetl
operating expenses— ‘'as long as possi-
ble."" Now, with a lightler state budget,
county officials say $12,000 isn’t possi-
ble. Last year, according lo the
Humane Society the counly con-
tributed $6,000 and the dog warden’s
salary (aboul $4,200). This year, il says
money may not be available. The City
of Prestonsburg, described by Humane
Society officials *‘as more than
helpful," provided $6,000.

“1t was on that $6,000 that we got by,
the first six months,” said Mrs. John
Burke, Jr., who with her husband has
been a moving force in the effort to
care for homeless animals and at the
same time reduce the number of strays
on streets and roadsides,

The animal shelter’s expenses run
between §$1,600 and $1,800 a month, Ex-
cept for the funds hoped for from city
and county governments, the only in-
come lies in two sources—25¢ for each
dog license sold and about $15 for each
unclaimed dog that is “adopted out.”

The Society has made appeals for
help from citizens, A few $5 contribu-
tions have been received. It recently
staged a benefil supper—*and loads of
food was left, untouched," the net gain
negligible.

What to do? “We'll go back lo Lhe
fiscal court, Sept. 3. hoping they can
find a way to help, but we're nol sure
the animal shelter can last that long,™
says Mrs, Burke,

As a last resorl, the Society has been
told, it could invoke the state law which
requires every county to maintain
some type of animal shelter,

Interior's Office of Surface Mining
(OSM ), which is undertaking the pro-
jeet under a cooperative agreement
with Kentucky. "“This project is a large
step along the path to correcting such
abuses."

David C. Short, OSM’s Region 1l
Director in Knoxville, Tennessee, said
the Peter Branch subwatershed is one
of the major contributors to sedimenta-
tion of the Tug Fork from the Kentucky
side. That sedimentation, in turn, is a
major factor in flooding problems in
the valley.

“Virtually the entire hollow included
in this project has been disturbed in the
process of mining four different coal
seams, by means of surface, auger and
underground mining,” Short said. The
surface mining was done in the 1960's

contribute substantial amounts of sedi-
ment to Peter Branch, Blackberry
Creek and, ultimately, Tug fork,"”
short said. ‘Al least sixty-five homes
located near or on Peter Branch are
very vulnerable Lo flooding, in addition
to many others which are affected
downstream on Blackberry Creek and
the Tug Fork," Short said.

The project approved by Andrus to-
day covers the first two parts of a four-
phase program designed to stabilize
the watershed. The first two phases are
expecled to take about two years,

Phase 1 will seek to stabilize the
slopes and control sedimentation on
approximately 280 acres al the head of
the hollow. Part of the early work will
be to use personnel under the Young
Adull Conservation Corps program to
build sedimentation check-dams in the
hollow.

Then, following exlensive design and
engineering work, temporary sedi-
ment control structures will be buill an
both forks of Peter Branch and the
area graded for drainage and water
diversion. Significant sources of acid
mine drainage will be sealed, sediment
will be cleansed out of the creek bed
and the stream channel restored. All
unstable outslopes will be revegetated.

Phase 11 will involve a study of the
remaining approximate 770 acres in
the watershed lo identify and evaluate
other major problem areas. Reclama-
Ltion on that part of the watershed will
be undertaken later (Phases IIl and
1V), under a separate cooperalive
agreement.

“In the Martin County projecl, many
of the outslopes in the Bent Branch sub-
watershed are unstable as a result of
mining activity in the early 1970°s,"
short said. *'Substantial amounts of
sediment from those outslopes are
washed into Bent Branch and subse-
quently Rockhouse Fork, significantly
worsening flooding problems there,"”
he added.

“Five homes near the mouth of Bent
Branch frequenlly are threatened by
flooding and many other homes
downstream along the valley bottom
are also affected,” Short said.

Some residences were aiso flooded
on the Bill Hall Branch of Frazier's
Creek and considerable loss was
reported by Sam Hall whose house was
flooded after two drain pipes in front of
his home were knocked loose by the
water and deflected much of the flow
directly onlo his property. Mos! of the
Hall family's furnishings were remov-
ed to an upper story of the house
although the water all but covered
Hall's Cadillac and ruined the family
swimming pool,

Light damage was also reported
along some sections of Mud Creek in
Thursday night's storm which ravaged
the Martin county community of Beau-
ty and caused extensive property loss
in the mountainous areas of adjacent
slates.

Prestonsburg city council Monday,
urging the council to adopt a stronger
resolution in favor of the Floyd site.

In the absence of Councilmen Estill
Lee Carter and Paul Phillip Hughes;
the council unanimously adopted the
resolution, recommending thal the
state consider the Mayo Hollow site
“independent of any other sites
presently under consideration' for the
airport.

Of the miider resolution, for which he
argued before the airport board, Allen
said he did nol intend it as a threat to
the Martin county site but merely to
ensure that, were that site rejected, the
Floyd site would not then be overlook-
ed.

There has been recenl speculation
that, in view of the Department of
Transportation's “'freeze’’ on design
funds for the new KY 3—a highway
which would serve the proposed Martin
counly airport site—the chances for
state approval of that site are con-

‘siderably diminished.

While the Martin location is best
suited to serve coal ‘interests, Allen
argued, the Floyd site is the more ac-
cessible lo the majority of the region's
people.

Perry said a majority on the airport
board felt that, since the Marlin site
has already been selected by the
board, $40,000 has been spent on the
selection process, preliminary design
work has been done on the site, monies
are on hand for continued design work,
a master plan has been prepared, and
an application for construction monies
has been submitted to the Federal

Aviation Authority, there is “‘no reason °

to change course’ at this point.

The airport board has $70,000 on
hand, to be matched by the state in the
same amount, for design work on the
Martin county site, and a decision on
that site is expected soon from the
Departmenl of Transportation's
aeronaulics division, Perry said. FAA
requires state approval of the site
before it will grant construction
monies for the projecl.

The airport is expected to cost $4.8
million, of which 80 percenl is being
sought from the federal government,
10 percent [rom the state, and 10 per-
cent from local sources.

In moving the city council resolution
in support of the Mayo Hollow site,
Councilman Tommy Rose argued that
endorsement of the site by the council
and the Floyd fiscal court could assist
State Rep. Greg Stumbo and State Sen.
Benny Ray Bailey in convincing Gov,
John Y. Brown of the merits of the air-
port location in this county.

blem wilh unemploymenl insurance
claims “‘off the chart" so far for 1980,
said Human Resources Secrelary
Grady Stumbo.

Stumbo, speaking to the Interim
Joint Committee on Labor and In-
dustry Tuesday afternoon, said there
were five major causes of the problem:

. inflation, the economic climate, an in-

crease in benefits, the taxable base
slaying the same and the large amounl
of negative-balance employers.

Employers must pay into a trusl
fund which pays benefits of 55 percent
of the average weekly wage statewide
($217 per week) to workers when they
are unemployed, When the benefits are
increased, as they were by the 1978
General Assembly from 50 to 55 per-
cent, without raising the tax base (that
part of the worker’'s salary which is
taxed) more money will be going oul
than is coming in. A deficil is created,
Stumbo explained.

Another problem is the negative-
balance employer, one who puts less in
the fund than his employees are taking
out. Of 65,000 employers in the state,
10,000 are negative-balance employers,
he added.

At the present time, one out of five
employees covered has made applica-
tion for unemployment insurance
benefits in the past 12 months. In Ken-
tucky 97 percent of all employees are
insured.

In January, the trust fund held $148
million but was down in July lo $98
million. If the fund is less than $100
million by the first of the year, a $30
million increase passed by the 1980
General Assembly will be put into ef-
fect, Stumbo said. It is an actual in-
crease from 2.7 to 3.2 percent on the
first $6,000 the employee earns.

If a deficit still occurs, according to
Stumbo, the state will be forced to bor-
row from the Natlional Trust fund for
the first time. Although no interest is
charged and there is no mechanism to
pay back the loan, it only would be put-
ting off the problem, said Stumbo.

- Certain wives whose hushands are
histed as MIAs or were POWSs for ninety
days or more will lose eligibility for
valuable Velerans Administration
education benefils if they don't act
within the next six months.

Eligibility for the VA Survivors’ and
Dependents’ Education program ex-
pires for this select group Dec. 24, 1980,
or ten years [rom the date the listing
was made, whichever is later, accor-
ding to Lee Caudill, direclor of the VA
regional office in Louisville

The program, which is also open to
children of POW-MIAs, provides Lui-
lion assistance for the spouses and
children of veterans who died or suf-
fered lotal and permanent disability
resulling from their military service

Caudill said since 19561, VA has spent
some $1.7 billion to educate and train
some 409,000 eligibles including 193
wives and children of POW-MIAs.

Educalion payments are available
for up to 45 months of schooling or the
equivalent in part-time training at the
following monthly rates; $311 for full-
time students; $233 for three-quarter
time; and $156 for half-time

Tuition cost only—limited to
$156—will be paid lo less than half-lime
students and $78 for one-quarter-lime
or less. .

The work started bright and early Saturday morning with a
few “‘hard core’ apple butter makers showing up as early as
@® 6 o'clock to make preparations for the day’s labor, and by
noon, the business of peeling, slicing, cooking, stirring and
canning was under way in assembly line fashion. The day
marked the first work toward this year's stock of apple but-
ter which is sold each year at Johnson county's Apple Day by
the East Point Community Development Club. From now till
- Apple Day in October, club members and residents from the
Cast Point-Little Paint area will work each Saturday toward
a goal of about 2,000 quarts of the traditional delicacy. In
photos, workers peel and slice the apples while outside the
club building men take shifts stirring the butter in copper
keltles.

National Mines
Employee Wins
Reinstatement

The National Mines Corporation, of
Wayland, has been declared in default
following a complaint filed by a worker
discharged by the company nearly lwo
years ago. The miner, Jackie Ray
Hammonds, of Allen, charged that he
was fired because of his union ac-
tivities and his concern for safety al
the company's Mine No. 33 in Knott
county, near the Floyd county line.

The default decision was handed
down by Judge William Fauver, of the
Federal Mine Safety and Health
Review Commission, by virtue of Na-
tional Mines’ failure to respond ade-
quately to a series of questions submit-
ted to the company by the miner’s al-
torneys.

In his complaint, Hammonds said
that, shortly before beginning work on
the midnight shift al the mine on
November 7, 1978, he was instructed by
a supervisor to operate a roof-belting
machine but refused to do so unless he
was provided with suitable gloves
Heavy leather gloves, which permit
the operator to handle hot drill bils
safely, are generally used by roof-
bolters.

According to Hammonds, he was of-
fered two pairs of gloves—a pair of
regular work gloves and a pair of
welder’s gloves—both of which he con-
sidered unsafe. The miner, who
customarily operated a tractor at the
mine, also claimed that he was neither
trained nor qualified for the
“extremely hazardous' and technical
roof-bolting job.

On his refusal lo operate the roof-
bolting machine, Hammonds was serv-
ed a notice of discharge by the mine’s
manager of industrial relations.

Hammonds charged that Johnny Col-
lins, the mine superintendent who
ordered him to operate the mine-
bolting machine, had threatened him
the week before, following Hammonds'
filing of two grievances against Na-
tional Mines for alleged violations of
the UMWA contract with the company.

Hammonds said he was an active
union member and had made
“numerous complaints’ aboul unsafe
conditions in the mine. In August, 1978,
he and his brother filed a grievance,
alleging that they had been improperly
taken off their jobs, and in Oclober
Hammonds and three other miners fil-
ed another grievance alleging that
supervisors were performing
classified work—both said to be in
violation of the union contract.

Hammonds charged that he had been
subject to harrassment because of his
complaints about safety and because of

his “‘firm union beliefs."” Superinten-x

dent Collins said to him, one week
before the roof-bolting incident, “1'll
see to it that you don’t’ work,” Ham-
monds alleged.

National Mines' atlorneys denied
any discrimination in the firing of
Hammonds.

An arbitralor, called in to determine
if Hammonds was discharged for just
cause, concluded that the roof-bolting
machine could be operated safely with
either of the two pairs of gloves offered
by the company and denied the miner's
grievance.

Hammonds' attorneys argued that
the arbitrator had not considered the
issues of whether his client had been
dismissed on account of his union ac-
tivities and safety complaints or
whether his lack of training made
operation of the roof-bolting machine
unsafe for him.

Judge Fauver ruled on Augusit 14
that, in response to 18 inler-
rogatories—writlen questions submit-
ted to National Mines by Hammonds'
atlorneys—the company had supplied
seven documents answering only five
of the questions submitted. The judge,
concluding that National Mines had
been given “more than a fair oppor-
tunity to comply" with the requests for
information, adjudged the company in
default. National Mines *“is deemed fo
have waived its right to a hearing’’ and
Hammonds’ allegations *'shall be
deemed to be true,” according lo the
decision.

‘Hammonds' attorneys seek, besides
a ruling that the miner was
discriminated against, reinstalement
to his former position with back pay
and interest, adjustment of his seniori-
ty rights, and an expunging from his
personnel file of all references to the
present case. National Mines will have
seven days lo respond to the proposed
decision and order.

Hammonds is represented in the
case by Stephen A. Sanders and Tony
Oppegard, of the Appalachian
Research and Defense Fund. National
Mines is represented by the Lexinglon
firm of Harbison, Kessinger, Lisle and
Bush,

Brown Names
Study Group
On Asbestos

The state of Kentucky moved last
week to join the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency in a work which
mainly inspired by the Prestonsburg
High School asbeslos controversy.,

A task force, originally created by
Governor Carroll, has been re-
established by Governor Brown to deal
with the asbestos problem in Kentucky
schools. Brown revived the task force
to coordinate state efforts with any
possible action by the federal agency.

Besides determining how many
schools in the state have used asbestos
insulation in their construction, the
task force will also help school officials
and architects determine corrective
measures to eliminate health hazards
caused by the suspecled cancer-
causing agent.

It was said, after the Prestonsburg
situation was cleared, that no other
Floyd county school presented an
asbestos problem.

Central Computer Aids Police

It's a hot Sunday afternoon in a small
Kentucky town

A local man, who has lived in town
for aboul five years, robs a small
grocery store and police begin sear
ching for him 4

Most people who know him can't
believe il. He seems like such a nice
man. He certainly hasn’t done
anything like that before.

He may nol have done anything
criminal in that lown before bul the
local police, by calling Frankfort, can
find outl il he has ever done anything
like that anywhere else in the state

The Ceniral Repository Unil of the
Kentucky State Police's Criminal
Justice Information Section has ap-
proximately 180,000 individual
eriminal records thal are available Lo
police departments and other authoriz
ed agencies.

The computerized records, which list
arrests as well as convictions, are
available to the proper agencies 24
hours a day, seven days a week.

They show a. person’s complele
criminal record in Kentucky and are
invaluable nol only to police depart-
ments but also to pretrial release of
ficers

When a person is charged with a
felony, the Administrative Office of the
Courts assigns a prelrial release of-
ficer Lo investigale the case, As part of
that investigalion, the officer must
contact the central repository. .

A criminal record could make a dif-

- ference in whether or nol the judge

allows the person lo be released on
bail. A record could also help deter-
mine the amount of Lhe bail,

John B. Lee, commander of the unit, °

estimates that 40 percent of the re-
guests his office receives are [rom
pretrial release offices. Other agencies
thal contact the unil include the Office
of Public Advocacy and com-
monwealth's attorneys

Lee said that 10 people work in the of-
fice during normal hours and thal per-
sonnel from the state police’s Iden-
tification Unit handle requests during
nights and on weekends

“We keep records on shoplifting as
mandated by law,” Lee said, “and
misdemeanors relating to drugs and
alcohol. They can becomg felonies on
subsequent charges.” g

Some police departments request
that certain misdemeanors, such as
carrying a concealed deadly weapon,
be filed because of their possible im-
portance in the future, he said

As in the hypothetical robbery case,
such information could prepare the
police for a potentially dangerous
situation and could possible save a life.

Program Questions Influence
Of TV on Political System

In the wake of the nationally televis-
ed political parly conventions, a publi¢
television special questions television's
powerful influence on today’s political
system.

The half-hour report, "‘TV
Democracy” from the “U.S. Chroni-
cle”” series, airs Sunday, August 31 at
10 p.m. on KET and is repeated Thurs-
day, September 4 at 9 p.m.

The program maintains that political

qampaigns and even the day-to-day

usiness of running the country have
undergone radical change due to the in-
fluence of television. The report ex-
amines this phenomenon of political
issues and events being squeezed
through Lhe “‘magic box’’ of television.

“TV Democracy'’ talks with a varie-
ty of experts, including CBS Newsman
Dan Rather, former cabinel secretary
James Schlesinger, FCC Chairman
Charles Ferris, Democratic Party

.?hairman John White, and Republican

Party Chairman Bill Brock. Their
comments describe a TV democracy in
which lelevision has gained influence,
sometimes decisive, over virtually
every aspect of the political system.

In reference to the energy crisis,
Schlesinger says, ‘“The inability (of
TV) to convey to Lthe American people
the fundamental nature of the energy
problem...is a reflection to the
weaknesses of the medium. The energy

roblem in the public's mind became
something like a war on the oil com-
panies. sinstead of what is a fundamen-
tal geological problem for all
mankind."

‘“I ean'l imagine any other
phenomenon that has more of an infla-
tionary impact,”” says Wall Street
businessman Nathaniel Samuels,
chairman of the Olivetti Corporation,
of television. ““It enables people to see

ow other people dress, how they

k..and this, I think...raises their
level of desire as to whal life can br-
ing."

Political analyst Richard Reeves
comments, “On lelevision, everybody
is the same size. The President of the
United States comes across the same
size as Mary Tyler Moore, comes
across the same size as Captain
Kangaroo...There is no sense of awe on
television.”

July Unemployed in Kentucky
At Highest Rate Since 1970

The economic recession continues Lo
adversely affect Kentucky's labor
force as the number of unemployed
Kentuckians reached the highest poini
since 1970 during July, according to
Department for Human Resources
statistics released loday.

Prior to 1979 the department com-
puled unemployment statistics dif-
ferently, said Robert MacDonald, Lthe
departmenl’s chief labor market
analyst. ""Therefore, the July figures
probably indicate the largest number
of unemployed workers in the stale
since the 1930 Depression,” he said.

Department labor market estimates
indicated there were 126,000
unemployed Kentuckians last month,
forcing the state’s unemployment rate
to rise 0.4 percentage points to equal
the federal July rate, 7.9 percent.

The number of employed Ken-
tuckians last month was 1,454,200. This
figure is 21,000 less than in June and
16,700 below the July 1979 level.

Usually unemployment in Kentucky
peaks in June because of the influx of
students and graduates in the labor
force, said Roberl MacDonald.
“Because the recession shows little
sign of slowing, I feel the stale's
unemployment may have not yet peak-
ed and may continue to rise for the next
couple of months,” MacDonald said.

It is highly probable that the stale's
unemployment rate will exceed the na-
tional unemployment rate in the mon-
ths to come, accerding to Macdonald.
“The present unemployment {igures
are running about even with the figures
of the 1975 recession."”

MacDonald attributes the increase in
unemployment within the state
primarily lo recession layoffs. The
recession has caused a lower demand
for goods, which leads to lower levels
of production and eventually layoffs,
plant closings and less money to be
spent by the public.

‘Al this point it looks like there are
many more layoffs to come within the
stale,"'he said.

Auxier Fire Department
Receives Forestry Check

Chief Howard Ferguson, of the Aux-
ier Volunteer Fire Department, was
presented last Friday a check for $325
by Arthur Leach, district forester,
Kentucky Division of Forestry.

The check was in payment of a mat-
ching fund grant that the fire depart-
men! received from the Division of
Forestry.

Home Resale Climbs

Existing home sales climbed an im-
pressive 17 percent in July lo a
seasonally adjusted annual rate of 2.9
million units, Dr. Jack Carlson, ex-
ecutive vice president and chief
economist of the National Association
of Realtors, reported today.

*“Over the last two months,"'" Carlson
said, ‘'resale activily has grown 26 per-
cent, or by 600,000 units, since the
market bottomed oul at a sales rate of
2.3 million units in May."

All regions of the country, the con-
tinued, are participaling in the sales
expansion. However, the sunbelt areas
of the South and West are reporting a
larger increase than the Northeast and
North Central states, where the reces-
sion has struck hard.

“Considering the level of interest
rates and economic conditions, the
gain in resale activity is encouraging,”
he added. “‘However, we must keep in
mind that despite these recent im-
provements, existing home sales are
still 23 percent below the same period a
year earlier.

Proposes Tougher Checks
On Food Stamp Applicants

People applying for food stamps
could be asked lo provide more proof of
information on their applications
under, a rule proposed today by the
Department of Agriculture.

Currently, all persons applying for.

food stamps must document their in-
come, social security number, and cer-
tain medical and ulility expenses. Per-
sons who are not U.S, citizens must
prove that they are legal ailens who
have been admitted to this country for
permanent residence.

Stales are aiso permitted to require
all applicants to provide proof of their
liquid assets. In addition, States must
require proof of a number of other
eligibility factors, such as renl or
household composition, whenever the
information provided by an applicant
is questionable.

The proposed rule would give States
authority to conduct additional ver-
tification by allowing States to require
proof from every applicant of all
shelter expenses, all child care ex-
penses, and household size. The pro-
posed rule would allow States to
develop a profile of the types of food
stamp cases and eligility factors that
are most subject to error. Stales would
then be able to require verification of
all information and food stamp cases
that fit into these categories shown to
be “error prone.”

"The error-prone profile.can be an
important management tool,”” Assis-
tant Secretary Carol Tucker Foreman
said. “‘States should be able to use it to
target their verification efforts on the
information and cases most likely to
cause errors. This can help to promote
administrative efficiency while reduc-
ing errors al the same time,"”

Other changes in the new regulations
would expand the authority of States to
conduct home visits and contact per-
sons who may have information about
applicants, require verification of
household identity and residency in
every case, and permil more verifica-
tion of information provided by
destitute households seeking emergen-
cy food stamps.

sional efforts to Llighlen food stamp
managemen!. Starting on June 1, the
Departmenl required States lo obtain
social security numbers from ap-
plicants to facilitate cross-checks of in-
formation about applicants. Other
rules pul into effect at that lime re-
quired persons disqualified for food
stamp fraud to arrange to pay back the
value of the stamps they received
before being allowed to rejoin the pro-
gram. These changes were authorized
by legisiation proposed by Congress
last summer,

While the new proposal should help
reduce food stamp errors, Assislant
Secretary Foreman expressed concern
that the rules could have limited im-
pact in those States that lack the staff
to conduct sufficient verification. “We
are worried that some States do nol
have enough staff lo check oul infor-
mation on food stamp applications with
sufficient thoroughness,” she said
“'‘No maltler what the verification rules
are, the job cannot be done properly if
States are short on staff.”

The new rules appeared in the
Federal Register on Tuesday, Aug. 12.

Governor John Y. Brown, Jr. last
Tuesday urged his new Coal Policy
Council to provide the direction that
Kentucky’s coal industry must have Lo
maintain ils lead in national energy
production and move ahead with
development of a critically needed syn-
thetic fuels industry.

Brown spoke at the 32-member coun-
cil’'s organizational meeling al the
Kentucky Energy Center on Iron
Works Pike in Lexington. The Gover-
nor created the council last June 18 by
executive order.

“We have a lol of problems (in the
coal industry) that T want us to face up
to,”" Brown said. *‘1 think logether
we're going to come up with a direction
for Kentucky.”

The Governor said he wants Ken-
tucky to take the lead in solving
America's energy needs, so the nation
will no longer have to depend on
foreign oil. ‘At the same time, he said,
developing Kentucky coal means
developing Kentucky's economy.

“We need your help, your influence,
your aclive involvement,” Brown told
the group, which includes a broad
range of representatives from the coal
industry, banking, government, educa-
tion and business. ‘I think this council
can make a difference.’’ I

Brown said ways must be found to
produce and utilize Kentucky coal in a
responsible way, adding that “we're
not going to sell out the future for the
present.”

Two-Career Families Held as
Happy as One-Career Families

Dual career families in Kentucky are
as salisfied as single career families,
according to a 1979 random stalewide
survey conducted by the University of
Kentucky College of Agriculture and
Department of Sociology

Salisfaction with family, job, job op-
portunities, life accomplishments and
lifc itself were the different calegories
covered by the survey, enlitled ‘‘Labor
Force Parlicipation and Life Satis-
faction in Kentucky.”

With 47 percenl of the women in Ken-
tucky working in 1979, an increase of 11
percent in 10 years, and 55 percenl of
married couples both working, more
altention 15 being paid to the working
waonan

Job opportunities are opening up for
women, and the new survey shows
women, who work with working
husbands are more satisfied with their
life accomplishments without affecting
their satisfaction with family life.

Satisfaction with the family ranked
high with both men and women in Ken-
tucky. While 90 percent of the married
women said they were quite happy
with their family life, women in non-
metropolitan areas said they were hap-
pier with the family if they did not
work

Metropolitan and non-melropolitan
women also differed in the fact that
melropolitan women are more likely to
work outside the home, although not

necessarily by choice because women
in non-meltropolitan areas may nol
have the same job opportunities, the
survey showed. Job opportunity rank-
ed as a problem for women in both
calegories, even if job satisfaction was
high

According 1to the survey,
metropolitan women are more salis-
fied with life in general than the non-
metropolitan women.

In both categories there is a decline
in women working from 25 to 34 years

rand an increase from 35 to 44 years,

after they stopped having children
Two out of three women are working
between the ages of 18 and 24

The working pattern for men is fairly
stable in comparison, Of the men in
Kentucky, 90 percent work from 25 to
3 years, 83 percenl from 55 lo 64 years
(67 percenl for the non-metropolitan)
and less than 20 percen! of those more
than 64 years old.

Throughout the survey, the women
mosl salisfied with their jobs were the
8es who lived in the metropolitan area
and worked while Lheir husbands
stayed al home, although this number
was small.

“For the maost part, satisfaction with
various aspects of life does nol vary ac-
cording to the employment patlern of
the family." the study concluded.

Attorney General Sleven L. Beshear
announced lasl week that two pro-
moters of the Cirele of Gold, a chain
letter scheme in Western Kentucky,
have entered into an assurance of
voluntary compliance agreemen! [iled
in the Franklin Circuil Courl

John Lutz and Donald Rutledge, both
of Sebree (Webster Counly), had
received notices from the attorney
general in June alleging they were pro
moting the Circle of Gold chain letler
scheme in violation of the Kentucky
Consumer Protection Act, other state
and federal loltery laws, and postal
fraud statutes.

Lutz and Rutledge, the promoters, in
response Lo this action by the Altorney
General's Consumer Protection Divi-
sion, have agreed o cease and desist
from mailing chain and promotional
letters to consumers in furtherance of
the Circle of Gold or any other chain

letter or pyramid scheme.

Further, they will cease and desis!
from directly or indirectly represen-
ing that the Circle of Gold or any other
chain letter scheme is legal or that it
has been approved by the office of the
attorney general or any other law en-
forcement agency.

Beshear said his office had made ils
position clear from the beginning con
cerning the illegal nature of the chain
letter scheme. **My concern with the
Circle of Gold scheme has been thal
many Kentuckians would lose their
money by participating in this type of
illegal activity. Hopefully we have
been able to prevent this from occurr-
ing,"" Beshear said.

Kentucky law provides that the at-
torney general may accepl an
assurance of voluntary compliance
with respect to any violation of the Con-
sumer Prolection Act, Any case handl-
ed with an assurance may be reopened
at any time by the atlorney general
when he has reason lo believe thal
violalions of law are recurring.

Strengthens Work Requirement
For Food Stamp Recipients

Able-bodied food stamp recipienly
must actively search for jobs or be
dropped from the program, under
regulations proposed by the U.S.
Departments of Agriculture and
Labor

“Under the proposed rules, people
who fail Lo look for a job on their own or
who don’l report for Lhe inlerviews al
their state employment office will find
their household dropped from the food
stamp program for two months," said
Assistant Secretary of Agricullure
Carol Tucker Foreman.

Those who are exempt from the work
registration requirement are primari-
ly the elderly and disabled, those
already working, those responsible for
the care of dependents and those
already registered for work under the
unemployment insurance and work in-
centive programs.

The rules also require recipients who
register for work to be called in to their
state employmenl service, now iden-
tified as job service in many stales, for
an interview and job classification.

Foreman said under the existing pro-
gram, funding limitations have
prevented employment offices [rom
aclually’ calling in and interviewing
any more than the most employable of
the food stamp work registrants. Reci-
pients who have registered for work
but had few job skills have often not
had the benefit of employment office
services, Foreman said. Under the pro-
posed rules, USDA would more than
double the amount of funding lo the
U.S. Department of Labor, raising the
annual amount to $70 million so that
department can reach hard to place
recipients

State job service agencies would con-
tinue to refer registrants to potential
employers, under the proposed rule.
But food stamp job seekers would have
to supplement this service with their
own eight-week job search.

The proposed rules would establish
as a standard thal work registrants
contacl between eight to 24 potential
employers within the eight week
period, and also report for two follow-
up interviews with their employment
counselors, Foreman said. Re-
quirements for each persons's job
search would depend on their in-
dividual circumstances and the
availability of jobs in the community,
as assessed by the job service
counselor.

The stale job services would repori
to state welfare agencies the names of
food stamp job seekers who refuse to
comply with the inlerviews or job
search requirements, as well as those
who find jobs.

While the work registration and job
search regulations are expected to be
in effect by early 1980, the two govern-
ment agencies plan (o run an 18-month
demonstration project to test other
ways, such as job-finding clubs, to
malch food stamp applicants with jobs.
They will be seeking state welfare and
job service agencies to sponsor the
demonstration projects.

The proposed regulations complete
implementation of major food stamp
reforms enacted in 1977 and sel
uniform natipnal standards for work
registration and job search activities.

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Best Bets
On the

Barbecue
Grill

Take your family out to eat this

argain, Cheaper than a burger
¢hain, it's the old-fashioned bar-

up tasty family meals,

Cooking outdoors can reward your
pocketbook as well as your tas-
tebuds. Charcoal cooking is about SO
percent  more fuel-efficient than

1 meal over a gas range.

That may explain why three out of
. households in these fuel-
mscious  times have charcoal

ifortunately, few people have

mastered the simple cooking, clean-
ing and safety techniques that can
turn outdoor meals into hassle-free
feasts. Here, then, are some hints for
better barbecuing—f{rom laying the

» ¢leaning up after the last
i marshmallow.
o begin, set up your grill on an
area cleared of dried

apel flat

leaves and brush, at least three feet
away from buildings. Next, roll up
vour slegves and tuck in any loose
clothing. Barbecuing means cooking
with fire, and too many summer
accidents have flared up over
outdoor grills

Now you're ready to lay the fire.
Cover the bottom of the grill pan
.;'_’_ aluminum foil. This makes for
easy clean-up later. The shiny foil
also helps reflect heat toward the
food vou'll be grilling.

Next, pour out the charcoal. How
much do you need? If you'll be
cooking non-fatty foods (which
require fast grilling to retain their
juices), use more coals. For fattier
foods, use fewer coals. No matter
"h:z. food you grill, you'll never need

thore than one layer of charcoal
under the cooking area.

Before you light the fire, stack the
charcoal into a pyramid. This helps
air circulate, so the coals will catch
more quickly. After stacking the
¢oals, get out the starter. If you're
using an electric starter, make sure
it's properly grounded. If you use a
Ilquid starter, let it soak into the

oals  for about a minute before
ﬁ.gh::ng. Remember: Never use
gasoline or kerosene as a starler,
and never add starier once the coals
have caught. One final warning:

Don't use colored paper as a starter,
since the color contains dangerous
lead.

Your fire should be ready 30 to
40 minutes after lighting. The coals
will be covered with a gray ash in
daylight, or give off a bright red
glow at night. Spread out the coals
into a single layer, using long-
handled tongs.

If you can hold your hand over the
coals at cooking level for only two
seconds, your cooking temperature is
very high; if you can hold it for five
seconds, the temperature is low. To
raise the temperature, either lower
the grid, push the coals closer
together with the tongs, or tap ash
from the coals. To lower the
temperature, raise the grid or spread
the coals away from each other.

Now, you can don your apron and
spread your special barbecue sauce.
Remember always to use long-
handled utensils. As for the food you
cook, there are no limitations.
Burger, fish, fow! or franks—they all
make great grilling. One hint,
though: Always trim as much fat as
possible from the raw food. Dripping
fat causes flare-ups. You should
always keep a spray container of
water near the grill to douse an
unexpected flame. (Or station one of
the kids with a trusty water pistol
nearby to act as assistant fire
marshall).

When the food is ready, eat, enjoy
and don’t worry about the aftermeal
mess. Sooty clean-up chores are
easily avoided if you plan ahead. For
example, spray the grid and cooking
utensils with ‘a nonstick vegetable
coating to keep food from sticking.

The coating also makes for easier
handling of the food during
grilling.

For a final cleaning, shake dry
baking soda onto a moist sponge.
This scouring mixture takes off
grease and dried food particles. As
for cleaning the coals in the grill
pan, just fold up the corners of the
foil and toss out the package. Make
certain, of course, that the coals are
dead cold before disposing.

Now, cover your grill and store it
in a dry area. It will be in good
condition for the next hot day when
you have a yen to leave the kitchen
and head outside for some tasty
family fun,

New Labels on Appliances Help
Buyers Compare Energy Costs

According lo Atlorney General Steve
Beshear, consumers will now be able to
consider an appliance’s energy cost
when shopping.

The Federal Trade Commission is
now requiring new energy labels on
seven types of major appliances pro-
duced after July 3. These yellow
stickers will help consumers com-
parison shop by letting them know
which models are the mosl energy effi-
cient.

A label which appears on a
refrigerator, freezer or water heater
will tell what that model's yearly
energy cost should be, It will also tell
how thal model compares with other
models of the same capacity.

A label on a dishwasher or clothes
washer will show two differenl costs
based on whether a gas or an electric
waler heater is used. :

Air conditioners will be labeled with
an energy efficiency rating, The higher
the number which appears on the

« sticker, the less energy that model will
require to operate. Furnaces will be re-
quired to be labeled with stickers

«which refer consumers to information

.sheets available from furnace dealers.

“The energy cost of each type of ap-
pliance is based on standard govern-
menl tests.

Since some appliances are sold
through catalog orders, the Federal
Trade Commission is also requiring
appliance manufacturers to publish
energy efficiency information in their
catalogs which list the kinds of ap-
pliances covered by the labeling law.

Those manufacturers who do not
publish this information and those who
do not place energy labels on their pro-
ducts are subject lo a maximum fine of
$100 for every unit which is offered for
sale. They may also be fined for
removing a slicker already placed on
an appliance.

Although energy consumption is im-
portant, it is not the only thing to con-
sider when shopping for a major ap-
pliance.. Here are some queslions
which you should ask yoursell before
you buy:

—How does the appliance’s warranty
compare with the warranties of other
brands? How long does il slay in ef-
fect?

~Has this appliance been approved
for safety by an independent lesling
group, such as Underwriters
Laboratory, or a government agency?

-Will this mode! fill my future
needs?

—Will'the salesman demonstrate the

_product so I may see il is in working

order and il is easy lo operale?

—Do I have enough space in my
home for this appliance?

~What kind of maintenance wiH this
appliance need?

In addition, you should check on vour
appliance store’s reputation by contac-
ting some of the business's previpus
customers or by asking your local con-
sumer protection agency

Read all agreements carefully and
retain copieg of everything you sign.
Remember to look for the new energy
labels so that you will be able to deter-
mine which appliance is your best
energy buy. If you have questions
aboul the new energy labels, or if you
have consumer problems which you
cannol resolve yourself, wrile: Office
of the Altorney General.

State Compiling
Accurate Coal
Reserve Estimates

Estimates of Kenlucky's total coal
reserves have (raditionally been as
variable as the weather, but a new
publication funded by the state Depart-
ment of Energy goes far toward ending
its speculation.

The Western Kenltucky Coal
Resources report says the Western
Kentucky coalfields had a tlotal
original resource of 42 billion short
tons, with about 2.3 billion tons having -
been mined and lost. The total remain-
ing recoverable reserves are
estimated to be about 16 billion tons in
the western coalfields. 3

““At current mining productive
levels,"” said stale Energy Secretary
William Sturgill, “the coal in these
fields alone van provide clean energy
in a variety of forms for hupdreds of
years lo come."

The exhaustive study is the resull of
five years of field and compilation
work by the University of Kentucky's
Institute for Mining and Minerais
Research and the Kentucky Geological
Survey. The report contains maps
and tables of the Western Kentucky
coalfields listed by coal bed, county,
reliability category, and overburden
class.

Last year, the coal industry in
Western Kentucky accounted for ap-
proximately 10,000 jobs, paid out $4.5
million in payroll and generated more
than $40 million in severance laxes to
the commonwealth.

The Western Kentucky Coal
Resources report is the first in an
energy resource series being produced
by IMMR and the KGS for the stale
Department of Energy. A comparable
study for the Eastern Kentucky
coalfields is underway. This work will
include an assessment of both the total
reserves of coal as well as their
chemical and physical nature.

Sturgill said, *“The combination of
this natural resource information with
the development of new coal conver-
sion and utilization technology is a key
element in Kentucky's drive to fully
develop its coal resources."

Last
year the town was called Adamsville.
Most other days, it's known as Salyers-
ville.

“This early settler, American
Revolutionary soldier Archibald
Prater, was born in 1755 in Virginia,'"
explains Connie Arnett Wireman who
is involved with Founders' Day pro-
jects, “We will have a booklet this year
on the Prater family—if I can gel it
finished."

Every one in this scenic counly is
making preparation in some way for
the big day. Many families, in addition
to the Adamses and Praters, are plann-
ing family reunions.

“We would like for everyone lo con-
sider this a Magoffin county reunion or
homecoming,” Wireman said.

Archibald Prater brought his family
to Kentucky soon after 1800, The family
started out in a crude cabin in the up-
per reaches of the Licking River. When
Indians came too close for comfort,
they moved on. They lived for a time in
the Nicholas-Fleming county area but
returned to Eastern Kentucky's upper
Licking River valley and built a fort
near the present Salyersville.

Many Prater generations lived in the
log house that later was covered with
weatherboarding. On sunny days the
hand-blown glass window panes
sparkled like gems, and on any day cir-
cuil riding ministers and travelers
found a refuge for tired bodies at the
Prater home,

Prater later moved to the other end
of the community, near the D.W. Gard-
ner house on KY 7. Today, Archibald

Says Duplication
Dogs Welfare System

Excessive paperwork and duplica-
tion of services are two areas of the
state’s welfare system that need revi-
sion, according to a report by the
Governor's Task Force on Welfare
Reform.

Dr. Lyman V. Ginger, director of the
task force, said a study by the group
found most welfare workers believe a
computerized information system
could greatly alleviate these two pro-
blems. Ginger submitted the task force
report to a legislative Interim Joint
Commiltee on Health and Welfare.

Some families reported they had as
many as four workers visiting their
homes. This duplication of services can
be aided by better cooperation and
coordination within and between many
of the departments that render the ser-
vices, the report said.

Prefer Work To Welfare

Most of the welfare recipients said
they would rather work than be on
welfare, Concerning the system, asitis
administered now, many of them fell
the time lapse between application and
aid received was too great.

The general public's response to the
survey showed the public believes
able-bodied persons should work and
the government should provide jobs for
them in the public sector if there are no
available jobs in the private arena. The
group cited strict screening and en
forcement of laws and regulations as
the most desirable method to improve
the system.

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The Real Dirt on Cleaning Products

Grime time is something we take
seriously, In our pursuit of cleanli-
ness, we pay twice as much as we
should for more products than we
need.

Of the two million chemicals in
use, thousands are used (many in
deadly combinations) in the products
we use to clean house. Yet, only 10
percent have been tested for the
carcinogenic, mutagenic, or other
perils they pose.

Every year household cleaners kill
thousands of children who swallow,
inhale or handle ordinary househeld
bleaches, dyes, polishes, waxes and
drain purges. Every year at least
35,000 serjous accidents befall the
rest of us who use them.

Environmental Hazards

Unlike soap, all detergents are
made from petroleum, a non-
renewable resource. Soap. by con-
trast, is made from lye and fats or
oils that are ever-renewing.

As one critic of these cures for the
wash day blues observed, “Several
years ago non-biodegradable deter-
gents were causing spectacular
foams in rivers and lakes. Then the
detergent industry made all their
products biodegradable and now it is
the phosphates which are creating
hell.”

Phosphates go right through our
sewage systems and cause accelerat-
ed growth of water plants and algae.
This causes a plant jungle in our
lakes. The decaying vegetation
consumes the oxygen supply, killing
the fish, and eventually takes over
the body of water. Plants die and pile
up, releasing more fertilizer into the
deadly cycle. As the fish die and the
dead plants accumulate, the lake
becomes a swamp.

Eventually, as all growing things
choke each other and die, the swamp
dries up into a desert. This is what
is killing Lake Erie. What a price to
pay for a brighter wash! In Lake
Erie, the detergent phosphate con-
tent of the sewage represents
one-half or more of the total
phosphate input, both natural and
manmade.

Phosphate-free or low-phosphate
laundry soaps may be better for our
environment, but their substitutes

" leave much to be desired.

One consumer study has demon-
strated that if a child's flame
retardant sleepwear is laundered in
detergént with a phosphate substi-
tute such as a sodium-carbonate, the
flame retardancy of the garments
may be seriously impaired. It can be
restored by re-washing in phosphate
detergent or rinsing. in a weak
vinegar solution.

Furthermore, non-phosphate de-
tergents are generally more alkaline
and thus potentially more poisonous.
This higher alkalinity, research
indicates, can cause problems of

Alternatives

Does a surface cleaner like Fantastic
get walls especially clean? No,
Baking soda for bathroom:tiles and
walls does the job as well It
disinfects, gives bathrooms a clean
smell and even removes soap and
scum from the shower.

Do you really need Top Job to
remove trouble spots at (5¢ per 50
sq. ft,) or Janitor in a Drum at 12¢?
No. Simply use diluted laundry
bleach. Wipe it on the surface with
a bowl brush, leave it on and most
of the dirt disappears.

Clothes Dryers

Most of us don't air our dirty
laundry in public but we should to
save money and to reduce germs.
According to Mary Pickett, Profes-
sor of Family Environment at Towa
State University, “Another thing
that has been shown to help control
bacteria is to hang the wash out in
the sunlight to dry.”

Oven Cleaners

The best possible way to keep your
oven clean? Prevent it [rom getting
badly soiled. The best way is to wipe
up spills and splashes before they
become baked on or charred. If a
spill occurs in a continuous-cleaning
oven, wipe up with a sponge or cloth.
In a continuous-cleaning oven, if a
stain seems to be taking a long time
to disappear, use a nylon brush and

a mild detergent solution,

Or, sprinkle spills generously with
salt while the oven is still hot. The
burned deposit should scrape off
with no trouble when the oven cools.
For thorough cleaning, set an open
shallow dish of full-strength ammon-
ja inside the cold oven. Close the
door and let it stand overnight. The
ammonia gas from the solution is
absorbed by the grease, which ends
up like soap. Do not use this method
on aluminum.

Window Cleaner

4 tablespoons ammonia, 2 table-
spoons vinegar, and 1 quart water,
followed by hot elbow grease with
crumpled, old newspapers for a
special sparkle.

Drain Cleaner

First, try a plunger. Then try %
cup washing soda followed by 2 cups
boiling water. For a stronger
treatment, combine a handful of
baking soda with 4 cup vinegar.
Close the drain and let it sit, then
flush with water. (Do this regularly
to prevent buildup.)

Surface Cleaner

(For surfaces other than varnish,
aluminum or asphalt tile): % cup
ammonia, % cup vinegar, | table-
spoon baking soda, and 1 quart
water. Pour into glass or plastic
bottle with a hand-squirter top.

severe injury to children who ingest
non-phosphate detergent

Sewage treatment engineers com-
plain that detergents cause more
problems than all other houschold
wastes. Because they are so power-
ful, they emulsifly other polluting
waste and flush it right through the
system into our water supply.

Household Hazards

In terms of their potential for
damage to the household environ-
ment, many of the products under
our sinks and over our washers
present us with serious dilemmas.
They must be powerful enough to be
effective; but because they're power-
ful they must be handled with
care.

But some products have such a
high risk potential, they cant be
handled with care.

Laundry boosters, for example,
could literally burn your house
down. As one consumer testing panel
reported, “The labels warn about
fire hazards.,.and sure enough,
when we exposed the spray from
Shout and Amway Aerosols to a lit
candle they spewed two-foot-long
flames."

At the very least, they could cost
you the loss of a wall or kitchen
counter. Small amounts of many
laundry boosters, even in diluted
form, left on aluminum, brass and

When used full strength, Lestoil
and Pine-Sol tend to remove paint.
If not rinsed off quickly, all
ammoniated liquids can strip some
kinds of wax from floors.

In faet, all cleaners can stain, dull
or pit surfaces they're supposed to
clean. All can damage yellow brass,
and most can damage aluminum and
semi-gloss paint. Some can mar tile,
glass, plastic and stainless steel.

Aerosol Cleaners

Eighty-five percent of aerosol
cleaning and cosmetic products on
the market now contain hydrocar-
bons. As a replacement for the
ozone-destructive fluorocarben
propellants which were banned in
December 1978, hydrocarbons make
aerosols potentially more combusti-
ble than ever. A 1974 study by the
Consumer Product Safety Commis-
sion concluded that the average
severity rating for aerosol-related
injuries was higher than the average
severity rating estimated for all
other consumer product injuries.

Bodily Harm

Most all-purpose cleaners can
cause eye irritation. Worse, il an
ammoniated all-purpose cleaner is
mixed with a chlorine bleach, the
two products produce a poisonous
chlorine gas that can cause nausea,
watery eyes or irritated lungs. Many
products are strong enough 1o
necessitate wearing rubber gloves to
prevent skin irritation.

Nitrosamines can be carcinogenic
at very low doses. According to one
expert, Dr. Samuel S. Epstein,
Professor of Pathology at Harvard
Medical School and Boston Chil-
drens Hospital, “The U.S. is playing
chemical roulette with these deter-
gent compounds. We may well be
jumping from the ecological frying
pan into a toxicological fire."

Cleaners like Top Job and Mr.
Clean turn in a top job as allergens,
too. Household chemicals are often
the unsuspected culprits, according
to Connecticut Clinical Ecologist Dr.
Marshall Mandell, in cases of
“treatment-resistant’” asthma in
children and adults. *“The chemically
susceptible child’s health greatly
improves when he is separated from
the chemical pollution of his
mother's housekeeping procedures,
which employ chlorinated cleansers
and bleaches, furniture and floor
polishes, room deodorizers, and
insect sprays.”

“If art gum erasers, soap-
and-water and elbow grease don’t
get all the smudges off the walls,”
says consumer reporter Cynthia
Adcock, “is it better to leave them
for the next paint job or to run for
an aerosol-foam wall cleaner with
expensive packaging, high advertis-
ing costs, and several chemicals that
have not been tested for their
long-term effect on humans?”

A little dirt never hurt anyone. It's
cleaning up that's doing us in.
