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P’burg Utilities Buy
o T'wo Water Districts

Transfer of ownership of two county
water districts to the Prestonsburg
Water System has been effected within
the past two weeks and negotiations
with two additional systems may fur-
ther increase the number of customers
receiving water from the city.

Commissioners of the Abbott-Little
Paint Water District and the Bull
Creek Walter Districl signed with the
City of Prestonsburg and City Utilities
Commission on Oct. 8 and Oct. 10,
respectively, transferring operation of
the two systems to the city. For the
Abbott-Little Paint system, which
serves 220 customers, the city will pay
off $157,000 of a Farmers Home Ad-
ministration (FmHA) loan as well as
assuming bond obligations incurred by
the district in original construction
costs, The 200-customer Bull Creek
district was purchased on the same
basis but with a $224,000 total for the
FmHA loan. City Utilities Superinten-
dent Bill H. Howard stressed thal final
approval of the transactions will be
made, Dec. 3, “'provided the govern-
men! agencies involved and the Public
Service Commission are in agree-
ment.” Howard said such approval
was fully expected since FmHA had
already sanctioned the purchases by
the City.

Howard said Prestonsburg was also
in the “‘talking stage’ with the Allen

Water System and the older Parkway
Water District, which serves
customers in the Middle Creek section,
although “‘nothing definite”” has been
decided.

Although the two systems purchased
will be owned entirely by the city,
separate books will be kept for each
distriet and the rates established by
the systems will be maintained until
the amounts of indebtedness are paid
off, according to Howard. After the
money is paid back, he explained,
customer rates would conform to the
City Utilities Commission’s out-of-town
rates, “which is actually cheaper than
either Abbott-Little Paint’s or Bull
Creek’s rates,” Howard pointed out.

Purchase of the two districts comes
as the City nears advertising of bids for
initiation of work on a $4.2 million pro-
ject to double the capacity of the
Prestonsburg water system. Howard
said the city may advertise “by
November or December” for bids on
the work which would allow extension
of water service to points as far distant
as Mare Creek in this county. Howard
said completion of the proposed pro-
ject, along with the new acquisition of
the recently purchased water systems,
would require the addition of four or
five more employees by the city
system.

Rooms at the lodge should not be
held for *‘rich people in executive jets”
to the exclusion of tourists, the ADD of-
ficial said. “'Jenny Wiley is doing its
part to kill tourism in eastern Ken-
tucky,” he charged.

While the park manager was
unavailable for comment on the
charges, a lodge staffer said she was
not aware that any rooms there were
held on lease.

Review of a request by Eastern Ken-
tucky Emergency Medical Services
Inc., for $225,000 in ARC funds promp-
ted questions from Floyd County Plan-
ner Dick Leslie and Prestonsburg
Mayor Harold Cooley aboul the pur-
poses of the grant.

Hunter Resident Wounded
In Gunfight with Trooper

Woodrow Shepherd, 23, of Hunter, is
in the McDowell Appalachian Regional
Hospital with a wound in his left eye
after he and State Trooper James
Stephens engaged in a reported ex-
change of gunfire on Scheolhouse
Branch, near Hunler, early Tuesday
morning. His condition was reported as
“stable.”

The shooting occurred at 3:45 a.m.,
the Pikeville State Police poslt
reported. The only information
available was from thal source.
Quoting from Trooper Stephens’ report
of the incident, State Trooper Cantrell
gave this version of the incident:

Trooper Stephens had received a
complaint that an argumen! belween
Shepherd and his father had developed
and Stephens was driving up the
branch toward the scene of the dispute
when he noticed thal a car was follow-
ing him. Stopping his cruiser, he went
back and asked the other driver if he
could help him, The driver, identified
as Shepherd, replied, “T'll help you!"
and fired two shols from a 357

Magnum al the trooper.

The trooper, according to this report,
took cover in front of the Shepherd
vehicle, then fired six shots, four of
which struck the hood of the Shepherd
vehicle, the others said to have gone
astray.

Capt. Morgan Elkins, commander of
the Pikeville State Police post, said
Shepherd apparently was wounded
when fragments of a bullet ricochetled
and broke a portion of the windshield of
the Shepherd vehicle. It was not known
at the time of the report if Shepherd’s
wound was caused by bullet
fragments or by shallered glass from
the windshield.

Warrants charging Shepherd with
criminal attempt lo commil murder
and with first-degree wanton en-
dangerment were later issued, State
Police said.

There was no other known wilness to
the shooling, it was said. The Times
later contacted a relative of the wound-
ed man but was given no other infor-
mation about the shooling.

Report, Three Years Later . . .

Pupils Gainon 3 R’s

Three yvears after standardized com-
prehensive tests of basic skills were
first given pupils in four grades of
Floyd county schools, new tests were
given this year, the results are in—and
they are encouraging, school officials
say.

Elementary school pupils still lag
behind state and nalional averages,
but in four subjects Grade 10 pupils
(high school sophomores) of this coun-
ty equalled or bettered the national
average. The tests for pupils in this
county showed, however, thal in no
study subject did they equal the Ken-
tucky average.

The returns from tests thal are al
hand show the percentage of Floyd
students with average or better-than-
average scores and compares these
percentages fo those of other Kentucky
students and to students of the same
grades nationally, The lesting has been
initiated to answer the need for more
stress on the basics of education

Oddly enough, results of the testing
in the county this year show that
averages of Floyd high school
sophomores are highest in two of the
Three R’s—Reading and Arithmetic

Iy réading comprehensioin only 65 per-
cenl of these students made average or
better scores in 1977. This year, they
were up lo 77 per cent, which is exactly
the national average. In language me-
chanics, the Floyd sophomore average
rose from 68 per cent in 1977 lo 78 per
cent this year, which is one percentage
point above the national figure in that
subject. In 1977 the pupil average in
math computation was 61 per cent but
for 1980 it is 80 per cenl—three points
above the national norm, yel still three
points behind the average for the state,
Floyd county sophomores also equall-
ed the national average of 77 per cent
this year in science, a subject in which
no test was given in 1977.

Although elementary students in the
county are still behind the state and na-
tional averages, every grade tested
has shown marked improvement over
the three-year period, test scores show.

The testing program identifies
students who are most in need of
assistance in the basic skill areas of
reading, wriling, spelling, language
arts, mathematics and in learning
skills. It also tests the areas of social

or K-Mart Here

Developers of a K-Mart store, to be
built at the junction of U.S. 23 and the
Mountain Parkway, may sell tax-free
industrial revenue bonds to finance the
project, according lo a decision made
last week by the state Industrial
Revenue bond Oversight Commiltlee.

Over the objections of Prestonsburg
attorney William G. Francis, represen-
ting businesses here opposed to the
new slore, the commillee approved, by
6 votes to 1, an application by Floyd
fiscal court to issue $2.8 million in
bonds for the store

Francis argued that the new law,
permitling local governments o issue
the bonds for construetion of private
business buildings, was designed nol to
build department stores bul lo
slimulate long-term economic develop-
ment.

While William P. MeKenzie, of Chat-
tanooga, Tenn., developer of the

K-Mart here and a similar store in
Paintsville, said that the department
store chain connot afford conventional
financing, Francis said the Prestons-
burg businesses he represenls have
secured conventional loans and are
still doing so.

The oversighl commillee was
crealed earlier this year lo rule on ap-
plications for the revenue bonds which,
because they are tax-free, carry lower
inlerest rates than those for conven-
tional loans. The eight-member panel
is attached to the state Development
Cabinel.

Kentucky has had industrial revenue
bonds for many years, bul their use
was limited until the 1980 General
Assembly passed a law expanding
eligibility as a way of spurring
economic development, Local govern-
ments must support bond applications,
but they are nol liable for any defaults,
state officials point out.

Defence Would
Remove Martin,
Others in Case

Attorneys for Raymond Little, held
on charges of slaying two in a Knotl
county courtroom last year, say their
client cannot receive a fair trial as long
as Hindman attorney Cordell Martin is
participating in the prosecution

Little, of Dry Creek in Knotl county,
is accused of shooting Estill Thorns-
berry and his son, Major, in the Knoll
district courtroom, Seplember 24 last
year. Little's wife, Socie, is charged
with conspiracy in the killings.

Al the time of the shooting, the men
were in the courlroom awaiting trial of
a $391 damage suit brought by Little
againsl the father and son, who were
accused of damaging Little’s pickup
truck by gunfire.

In a motion filed last week in Pike
circuit court, where the murder caseis
scheduled to be tried November 10, Lit-
tle’s attorneys asked that Martin,
privately retained by the dead men's
widows to assist the prosecution, be
removed from the case and that a
special prosecutor be appointed by the
state attorney-general for the trial,
They also seek the removal from the
case of Martin's daughter, Kay Doyle,
assistant commonwealth's allorney in
Knott county, and of Pike Circuil Court
Judge Reed Anderson, and postpone-
ment of the trial to a later date.

Prestonsburg attorney Gary E,
Johnson, representing Lillle, argues
that Martin "'has, in effect, directed"
the prosecution to date and is bent on
securing the death penalty in the case.
Felony prosecutions are the
prerogative of the Commonwealth, not
of private counsel hired by an aggriev-
ed party. he contends.

Defense attorneys also argue that
Martin has a “personal bias" in the
case, arising from his having
represented the Thornsberrys at the
time of their death, and a monetary in-
terest in the outcome of the trial,
claiming he represents the slain men's
widows in a $1.4 million eivil suit
against Little.

In response o a motion to exclude
him from the criminal case a year ago,
Martin argued to the satisfaction of
Knott District Judge J. Robert Morgan

He listed as reasons
for these improvements the emphasis
placed upon curriculum by the Board
of Education; the commitment of
faculty members of individual schools
to teaching the basic skills needed by
student and the implementation of pro-
grams for exceplional students

“To meet the national or slate
average scores in all grades will take a
long period of time as well as dedica-
tion and hard work by students,
parents, faculty members, ad-
ministrators and Board of Education,”
he added.

For the past two years Floyd county
teachers and administrators have
developed and implemented a
mathematics skills continuum, or
listing, which identifies the basic
mathematic skills that each student in
kindergarten through Grade 8 should
master and which has improved stu-
dent achievement in mathematics, he
pointed out. During 1980-'82, school
personnel will develop a language arts
skills listing which will improve
achievement by students in reading,
writing, grammar and oral com-
munication.

Individual students’ test scores and
information are confidential but
parents may obtain their children’s
test scores from the school principal.

Study in Floyd

Grants totalling $355,000 have been
made by the U.S. Department of
Energy to the state of Kentucky for the
study of methane gas extraction from
coal mines in Floyd, Perry and
Henderson counties and at a fourth
mine in either Kentucky, Tennessee or
Alabama.

Where in this county the gas extrac-
tion study will be made has not been
pinpointed, but Willard Stanley, chief
of the Department of Mines and
Minerals, said monday the experimen-
tal work will of necessity be in mines
that are beneath the water table, since
that is where methane gas is found.
The gas is present in any seam below
that level.

At the Kentucky Coal Association’s
annual meeting in Lexington last Fri-
day David Drake, Kentucky's deputy
energy secretary, said, “We'll look at
the guality and quantity of gas coming
out (of the coal seams) and its com-
mercial feasibility.”

Mr. Stanley said that in Buchanan
counly, Va. there is a basin of coal 1600
feet below the surface that ‘'bleeds" 20
million cubic feet of gas a day from one
mine—enough to fuel the city of Lex-
ington, Thal coal seam extends into
this counly, it is said

But Floyd has only one or two mines
that are below the water table, accor
ding to the Martin office of the Depart-
ment of Mines and Minerals. Neighbor-
ing Martin county has several

The extraction of methane gas does
not affect the quality of the coal but can
make mining safer, Drake said
Methane is a major cause of deep-mine
explosions.

Says Fire Department
May Have To Quit

Thanks—With Questions
1 wish to take this time to thank all in

Probably all volunteer organizations . Floyd county who have helped to make

to solicit funds from the public and try-

ing fo keep operating, The Maylown.

Volunteer Fire Department is no ex-
ception. This year has been especially
hard. While our donations have re-
mained the same, or decreased, our
eperating expenses have increased. In
past years operaling expenses were
approximately $2400. They are now
about $3000, or more. Insurance on
trucks are about $1000 a year. Our
telephone, which is required, increased
103 percent in September and will be
approximately $1069 a year. Gasoline
at about $1.30 per gallon will now be
quite high for two large trucks and a
van. This is in addition to the regular
utilities.

Our donations from the area
residents average about $150 to $200 a
month, most of this donated by the
elderly who are on a fixed income. This
year we received $673 from the state
and $500 from the Division of Forestry
which is used to buy equipment. We do
not receive anything from the county.
Since we organized in the spring of 1973
we have received $2500.00 (in 1974)
from the county and $5000 from coal
severance taxes. We have asked the
fiscal court several times for funds but
were either denied or told the county
was ‘‘broke.”

Effective last June 1, our depart-
ment received an insurance rating
from the Insurance Services Office of
Kentucky. This should mean a con-
siderable savings on fire insurance
premiums for those living within three
road miles of the fire station. This will
cover even more people with the new
Kentucky 80. Bul I am afraid this will
be short-lived if things don’t change.
We are nearly out of debt but the
public’s indifference toward our
organization's operation hurts. We
have always been blessed with a good
group of men willing to go the last mile
to help in civic activilies in our area.
But in the last few months some of our
best men, and some who have been
with our department since its beginn-
ing or shortly thereafter, have prac-
tically quit attending meetings and
taking part in other activities of our
department.

We need more men and more money
and only the public can give that. All of
our men have always worked hard at
different projects to pay for our trucks
and equipment but raising funds in any
way is becoming more difficult. Our
department is one of the best-equipped
and best-trained in the area and it's
very sad to have to quit, but without
men and money [ can see this in the
next few months. We feel that we have
served the area very well and even
though we may have to quit we are pro-

-ud to have been a small part of it.

New Day Care
Center Funded
By ARC Grant

Prestonsburg may have a new day
care center as early as next fall as a
result of the award last week of a
$75,000 Appalachian Regional Commis-
sion grant to Floyd Countly
Developmental Child Care, Inc.

The grant supplements a $99,500
loan previously secured from the
Farmers Home Administration, and
$25,000 raised locally. It will enable
construction of a building on Highland
Avenue at Short Street, to replace the
group’s existing operation on Arnold
Avenue,

" “Approval of the grant, which was an-
neunced by state Local Government
Commissioner Wilburn Pratt, marks a
significant victory in the 14-year strug-
gle for child care services here led by
Cleda Wells, director of the group.
Mrs. Wells recalled this week that, in
1966, “‘there was nothing, absolutely
nothing, for preschoolers in this area.”

An early ARC grant for a pilot day
day care project here was designed to
encourage the center to become finan-
cially independent in five years. It was
standing on its own feet in three years.
Finding a permanent home for the
center remained a problem, however,
until the Floyd fiscal court committed
funds toward purchase of the Highland
Avenue site last year.

Unlike some other day care centers,
the Prestonsburg center was nol crip-
pled by this year's cutbacks in Depart-
ment for Human Resources funding,
Mrs, Wells said, since no more than a
third of its 34 places was funded with
DHR “‘purchase of care'’ contracts.

The new centler will house about 60
three-to-five-year-olds in a single-
story, residential-type structure
designed, according to architect Paul
Hoffmann, to be “essentially a child's
building.” Special consideration has
been given in the design to facilitate
participation of handicapped children
in the center’s activities.

Even as funding for the present pro-
ject fell into place, Mrs. Wells was
planning for further development—ex-
pansion of the center for the care of in-
fants,

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Stanley’s Devotion to Safety
odn Mines Was Born of Tragedy

A miner’s child who grew up years
ago has memories only another coal
miner's daughter or son could under-
stand.

Coal dust lining his father's eyes.
Coal dirt imbedded in his hands. The
round aluminum dinner buckel packed
with extra food and water in case of a
cave-in. Mine clothes washed over and

ver but never coming clean.

And the knowledge that some day
strangers may knock on the door with
news that one more coal miner won't
be coming home.,

For Mines and Minerals Commis-
sioner Willard Stanley that knock on
the door came one night 50 years ago.
His father Jesse had been killed in a
roof fall at the Semet-Solvary mine at
Alleghany. The 10-year-old-boy, his
mother, brother and two sisters moved

om the Pike county coal camp to a
farm in Floyd county.

During the half century following his
father's death, Stanley has been a
miner, coal operator and a safely
director for both coal companies and
the state,

Death in the coal mines could never
be far from his mind. His uncle died
in a haulage accident. His brother-in-
law died in a shop accident. While
working as a coal miner, Stanley
himself almost died in a roof fall

Stanley has also been “on the other
side of the door.”” He has had o bring
bad news to a miner’s family.

All those years Stanley was learning
how and why accidents happen in the
coal mines. He kept a mental list of
what he would do if ever in a pesition
really to change things. Last year he
got the chance. He was appointed com-
missioner of the state Mines and
Minerals Department, the agency
responsible for miner (raining and
safety

Stanley is not a fatalist. He believes
miners don't have to die.

He has worked to gain for Kentucky
the best accident rating in 1980 of all
the major coal-producing states. Ken-
tucky’s incident rate per 200,000
manhours is 8.33 compared to the na-
tional average of 13.66. The rate is 13.56
for Alabama; 13.14 for Illinois; 19.59
for Ohio; 16.88 for Pennsylvania; and
13.08 for Wesl Virginia.

It is evident Willard Stanley cares
passionately about the safety of Ken-
tucky's coal miners.

He can recite the mine (fatality
statistics “‘by heart,”. Last year 33
miners died. So far this year 17 miners
have been killed, Six died in roof falls.
One miner died in a surface accident at
an underground mine, Two died in
electrical accidents. One died in a
machinery accident. One died in a
haulage accident. One died in a bell-
haulage accident. Five surface miners
died.

But Stanley does not look upon miner
deaths and injuries as a box score or
just more statistics. The responsibility
for the lives and safety of 31,147 men
and women in underground mining and
27,054 surface miners weighs heavily
on him.

When a coal miner dies, Stanley
takes it personally. He goes to the
department computer o find clues to
what caused the death. He looks al how
much training the miner had, when the
mine was last inspected and other data

Often, human error is a factor. A
miner's thoughts ‘‘stray from the
things he knows will kill him,"” said
Stanley. A coal mine is jealous of a
miner’s attention, he added.

Often a death can be traced to a
specific cause with the aim of preven-
ting more tragedies.

For example, miners sometimes
play Russian roulette with their
safety—going past permanent roof
supports to get a last bit of coal rather
than stopping for placement of addi-
tional supports. Roof falls claim 60 per-
cent of lives lost in underground mines.

Stanley has tackled this problem by

miner training, education and cer-
tification; explosives and blasting; and
oil and gas

Commissioner Stanley said he feels
good about the work that's been done
since he took office in December. The
commissioner said he had a list of ob- 0
jectives in mind and ideas on how lo
reach each goal.

Federal Grant Given
State To Aid 55 mph
Speed Enforcement

Kentucky State Police have received
a $564,430 federal highway safety grant
for enforcement of the 55 mph speed
limit, according to state Department of
Transportation officials.

The purpose of the project is to
reduce speed-related accidents in Ken-
tucky, which made up 36 percent of all
fatal accidents from 1977 - 1979.

As part of the Selective Traffic En-
forcement Program called “55 Please™
which began in March 1980, the stale
police will concentrate on reducing
speeds of all drivers on all highways in
the state,

The project will include a public in-
formation program as well as increas-
ed patrols in high-accident locations.
Monthly newspaper information, radio
spots, bumper stickers and brochures
will be used to educate the public on
driving 55 mph, CB assistance, radar
and safe driving.

Two state planes will be used for ad-
ditional patrol of state highways.

The state police will match the
federal ~funds with an additional
$285,680.

The two
non-profit citizen’s groups received &
grant from the U.S. Department of
Energy's Office of Conservalion and
Solar Applications to conduct the
seminars.

“The goal of this program is to boosl
solar commercialization,” said David
Ross Stevens, director of the Kentucky
projects. ‘‘We are hoping to trigger an
explosion at the grassroots levelin the
use of current solar energy techniques
It's the one sure way of reaching Presi-
dent Carter's staled goal of receiving
20 percent of our energy f{rom
renewable sources by year 2000."

Getting to the Bottom of a Bay - Bounty

Sailing from Jamestown in 1608, Cap-
tain John Smith described il in his log
as “..a faire Bay compassed but for
the mouth with fruitful and
delightsome land.'® Three hundred
years later, critic-journalist H. L.. Men-
cken dubbed il a “greal, big outdoor
protein factory.” Novelist James A.
Michener viewed il as a “sequestered
paradise...the river of rivers in which
the fish of fish abound.”* One wag aptly
termed it “the world’s best fishin’
hole."”

It." of course, is the Chesapeake
Bay, a 200-mile long body of water,
covering 4,400 square miles, embraced
by 7,325 miles of meandering shoreline
From its rich walers fishermen haul an
estimated 600 million pounds of
shellfish and finfish annually, making
the Bay one of the larges! producers of
seafood in the United States.

The Chesapeake is also an enigma.
The enigma is this:

The Bay contains enormous quan-
tities of sediment, the resull of erosion
and land runoff. These particles all but
block sunlight from penefrating the
Bay's muddy, brownish-green walers.

Yet plant life, which depends on
sunlight for photosynthesis, thrives in
the Chesapeake, Especially abundant
are microscopic, one-celled plants, cal-
ed phyloplankton, which provide food
for the Chesapeake's oysters, crabs,
clams and fish.

Why is the Chesapeake so productive
even though sunlight is limited? How
does it pull off this feat?

Now, scientists at the Smithsonian
Institution are trying to get to the bot-
tom of the Bay's bounty by examining
exactly how sunlight interacts with the
intricate network of water, sediment,
plants and animal life. They are being
aided in their investigation by a new,
portable instrument which permits
scientists for the first time to measure
the extremely low levels of light thal
somehow penelrate the turbid Bay
walers,

The findings will help scientists and
waler resource officials predict and
manage the effects of man's activities
along the Bay, ils five major rivers and
countless minor tributaries. They are
interested, for instance, in why rooted
grasses, which used to be prevalent in
the Bay, have died off, Is this condition
due to herbicides draining from
farmland or from light penetration?

Well beyond the Chesapeake Bay
region, the study should also prove
valuable to resource managers
elsewhere, because the Chesapeake
typifies a common and important
ecological.gystem—an estuary.

Like all estauries, the Bay is a partly
enclosed body of water, connected lo
the open sea, in which sea water is
diluted and infused with fresh water
and nutrients. Many coastal features in
North America are estuaries, in-
cluding the lower reaches of the Hud-
son and St. Lawrence Rivers, the
seaboard end of the Mississippi River
and Galveston Bay. The Chesapeake is
the largest estuary in North America
and one of the largest in the world.

“Many people are interested in
estuaries because they are so produc-
live," says Dr. David L. Correll, an
associate director and chemist at the

Smithsonian’s Chesapeake Bay Center
for Environmental Studies in
Edgewater, Md. “Bul very few studies
have been carried out on estuarine
light penetration. We are Lrying lo
determine whal hampers light
penetration and how plants use
available light so efficiently.”

The study is a blend of field and
laboratory research that has brought
together diverse talents from several
Smithsonian bureaus.

Correll, along with Dr. J. W. Pierce,
a geologist at the National Museum of
Natural History in Washington, D.C., is
analyzing the light-absorbing particles
that find their way into the Bay either
naturally or as a result of man's ac-
tivities. Correll is determining the
amount of dissolved organic material;
Pierce is investigating the amount,
size and type of all sediment particles
suspended in the water.

Dr. Maria A. Faust, a microbiologist
at the Chesapeake Bay Center, is in-
vesligating phytoplankton and their
relationships to other organisms in the
Bay.

““These simple, photosynthetic
organisms were the early pioneers of
life on Earth,” Faust says. “They had
millions of years to adapt to low levels
of light. As a result, many of them have
evolved special, light-gathering ac-
cessory pigments. These pigments
‘harvest' light for photosynthesis effi-
ciently in highly sedimented waters
when chlorophyll, the main photosyn-
thetic pigment, cannot do so."

For instance, chlorophyll absorbs
sunlight strongly in the blue and red
portions of the spectrum and the ac-
cessory pigments absorb in the green
region. Bul in the Chesapeake Bay,
where light penetration is minimal,
most of the light reaching plants is in
the green to orange section of the spec-
trum. This contrasts to oceans, where
most of the light is blue to green.

In her laboratory experiments,
Faust has found that phytoplankton
respond to green light conditions by
producing larger amounts of their ac-
cessory, light-harvesting pigments
Now she wants to confirm this for the
natural conditions existing in the Bay

To gather all the information re-
quired to resolve the various queslions,
the Smithsonian scientists assemble
aboard a specially outfilled research
boat every Tuesday, rain or shine,
throughout the vear, except when the
Bay is frozen. For three hours, they
cruise along the Rhode River, a sub-
estuary of the Bay, taking
measurements al five predelermined
sites

Aided by students, the researchers
collect water samples and measure
light penetration, temperature, salini-
ty, turbidity and electrical conductivi-
ty and the amount of dissolved oxygen
in the water (a measure of photosyn-
thesis).

The key to the entire study is a uni-
que, rugged, portable instrument—a
spectral radiometer—which measures
the amount of light in various portions
of the spectrum at different depths
The instrument was developed by Dr
William H. Klein and Bernard
Goldberg of the Smithsonian's Radia-
tion Biology Laboratory in Rockville,
Md., to meet the demands impaosed by
the Bay's murky walers,

Back in their respective
laboratories, the researchers analyze
water samples for sediment or the
amount of phytoplankton and their
pigments. The amount of each pigment
is later correlated with information on
light penetration, sediment composi-
tion, the types of phytoplankton and
other conditions measured in the Bay
waters,

Fausl's interest in phytoplankton is

not limited to their pigmenls, however.
In a series of experiments last year,
she discovered that phytoplankion con-
tribute to the naturai enrichment of the
Bay by secreting a variety of dissolved
organic compounds, Under certain
conditions these compounds are incor-
porated by Bay bacteria into their own
cells, eventually making their way
back to the food chain.

“In nature, nothing gels wasted,”
Faust observes of this process. ““What
we are seeing are dynamic forces at
work in the Bay."

The 8 million people who live within
the Chesapeake’s bountiful reach may
not be fully aware of these forces. But
the Smithsonian researchers are confi-
dent that when all the data are
in—aboul two more years—they will
have a better understanding of the
basic biological processes responsible
nol only for the Chesapeake's pro-
digious output, but for the productivity
of estuaries around the globe.

POLYESTER PRICES
CONTINUE TO RISE

Increased imports, environmental
restraints and stiff legislation have
plagued the U.S. textile industry in re-
cent vears. In combination with price
increase of Mideast oil and
petrochemical derivatives, the man-
made fiber industry, especially
polyester, is in trouble.

According to fiber producers, unless
the price of polyester is raised again
operations will remain in the red—a
situation most companies cannot
tolerate in today's tight economy. This
proposed increase follows on the heels
of an increase which was effeclive
September 1.

But the entire problem is not with the
cost of raw materials. The production
of one pound of polyester [iber requires
6.9 pounds of crude oil; the same
amount of nylon requires 12 pounds of
crude oil. Therefore, the crisis situa-
tion with polyester is not just because
of the skyrocketing costs of oil and
petrochemical derivatives. Polyester
is not being produced at full capacity
because of demand, making the
market a battleground among com-
panies.

Industry experts say there are 37
fiber plants in the United States cur-
rently producing polyester fiber. These
plants have a rated capacity of
4.200,000,000 pounds which breaks
down to 1,700,000,000 pounds of fila-
ment and 2,500,000,000 pounds of staple
fiber. Filament fibers are many yards
long, whereas staple fibers are cut to
less than a yard from filament fibers.
Polyester staple continues to do well
because of its strong competition with
cotton. This is because polyester staple
performs beltter than cotton in some
ways. Bul filament polyester has not
significantly grown in market demand
in over seven years.

To the consumer this means higher
prices of polyester goods in the market
place—probably within the next three
months. The increase will affect not on-
ly the cost of clothing but home fur-
nishing ilems and industrial and
automotive products as well,

There is a note of optimism. Some
apparel manufacturers are hinting
that they are turning to polyester knil
look-alikes to combal the high cost of
pure silk and linen fabrics. Bul the
question remains—will the production
of these knits be sufficeint and come
soon enough to divert the potential
polyester crisis?

People with
work that requires a great deal of
standing, such as beauticians, den-
tists, and salespeople, seem more
Pprone to varicose veins than those
with sedentary jobs.

Walk around or elevate
your feet from time to time.
! Among women, a contributing
cause of varicose veins is the use of
tight girdles and other clothing that
obstructs the bloodflow and in-
creases pressure on veins. Women
an help prevent varicose veins or
teduce severity by using these
garments as little as possible.
- If you have a mild case, be sure
o get adequate rest with your feet
and legs elevated and avoid
‘prolonged periods of standing. You
‘can also try wearing support hose.
‘Bicycling exercises while lying on
Jyour back, swimming, and walking
-are also recommended for people
swith mild varicose veins. Medical
treatments to relieve the pressure of
varicose veins include injections and
surgery.

Injection treatment is usually used
for small varicose veins lying very
near the surface of the skin. The
varicose veins are actually given a
hardening solution to block off the
part of the vein that is swollen. The
blood normally carried by that vessel
is re-routed through other veins.

Injections have some drawbacks.
Permanent results aren't guaranteed,
numerous injections may be needed,
and elastic pressure bandages have
to be worn for the duration of the
treatment.

Surgery to “'tie-off” or remove the
vein is quicker and the results are
more likely to be permanent. If the
patient is otherwise in good health,
the surgical risk is slight. However,
surgery does require a hospital stay
and is relatively expensive.

How well can a victim get along
without the veins that are injected,
tied-off, or removed? Varicose veins
are inefficient in returning blood to
the heart, and severcly damaged
veins can cause the blood to flow in
the opposite direction. Blocking or
removing

» Summer passed you by before you
had a chance to emjoy it

» Inflation eliminated this year’s
summer vacation.

» You vacationed in the sun, but
your beautiful tan is rapidly
fading.

Whichever of the above applies to
you, you can still enjoy that ultimate
of status symbols, the year<round
Deep Bronze Tan. You can get a
tan, preserve a tan, Or even prepare
for a tan in a tanning salon, a new
craze sweeping the continent.

You can also get skin cancer and:

third degree burns, or so says the
Food and Drug Administration.
Although the impulse is strong to
have a healthy brown skin tone that
makes you look like you spend every
weekend in Acapulco, the fear of
premature aging (and worse) is even
stronger. Further, ophthalmologists
warn about serious eye damage,
including scarring of the cornea,
from tanning booths.

The villain is ultraviolet radiation,
the same kind of radiation that
comes from the sun and causes your
skin to burn or tan when you are out
on the beach. This radiation is also
responsible for most of the 300,000
cases of skin cancer that develop in
this country each year.

If you tan yourself in a tanning
clinic or club, the best way to avoid
any damage is to make sure that the
lamps used emit only UVA light,
which contains the . longest
wavelengths and is the safest and
most effective for tanning.

How «can you tell which
wavelength of ultraviolet light you're
getting? Ask. Gcnerally. if you are

advised to stay a minute or less in.
the booth, it's because UVB light is

used. UVA tanning can go on for an
hour or more with no burning or ill
effect.

Up until just recently, the tanning
booths, clinics and even the sun-
lamps on the market all used
medium  length (UVB) and
shortwave (UVC) light. Last July,
the Swedish-owned Sunmakers com-
pany opened up tanning clinics in
New York which use UVA (long
wavelength) radiation, judged to be
the safest for tanning. Accarding to
Dr. Frederick Urbach, Professor and
Director of Temple
Center for Photobiology, unless you
tan under UVA for five or more
hours continuously, you won’t even
get red,

You'll still have to take
precautions, however. Eve coverings
(small hard plastic goggles) are
recommended and are provided by
most., if not all, salons. The FDA has
made this a requirement.

Limit yoursell to one hour, even
though they say vou car go for five
safely, and even though the long
waves won't give you any sense of
heat or discomfort. Five one hour or
ten half-hour sessions are recom-
mended to get palefaces started on
the road to bronze beauty.

Prices are $15 for a half hour, $30
for an hour, $125 for a year, and
$500 for a “lifetime."”

Running Into Trouble

An estimated 25 million joggers and
runners are using city sidewalks,
streets and highways nowadays.
Many are taking a chance of
running straight into trouble.

The great increase in  jogging
regularly for exercise concerns
safety officials. Accompanying the
jogging boom is growing annoyance
and often antagonism  from
motorists.

Almost one in five fatalities in
motor-vehicle accidents has resulted
from a collision between a vehicle
and a pedestrian. About 8,300
pedestrians are killed and about
100,000 are injured each year.

Whether these totals will increase
will depend, at least in part, on the

safety precautions joggers tlake.
Here are some tips for safe
running:

» Keep to the sidewalk when one
is available. Circling the block
several times may be monotonous,
but it provides the same exercise as
running in the street under far safer
conditions,

= Always -un against traffic when
using streets and highways. This
makes it easier for joggers to spot
oncoming cars and get off the road
if necessary.

* Avoid streets and highways
with heavy traffic. Motorists using
congested roads often are pre-
occupied by other cars and therefore
not alert to joggers and runners.

* Run in single file when jogging
with others, and never two, three or
four abreast.

» Anticipate dangers. A speeding
motorist, unlike a person afoot,
cannot stop on a dime. Assume all
responsibility, therefore, when cross-
ing at or between intersections.

* Wear light colored jogging or
running togs. Dark clothing does not
catch attention as soon or effectively
as light colored garments.

» Always show courtesy to motor-
ists. They control a potentially
dangerous weapon. Joggers who
retaliate for annoying behavior by
some drivers can help build up
hostile attitudes among motorists
toward all pedestrians.

New Drug Reduces
Transplant Rejection

Kidney transplants may 1ail less
frequently in the future because of
a new drug that helps to stop the
body’s rejection of donor organs.

Five studies reported at the Eighth
International Congress of the Trans-
plantation Society showed the one-
to two-year survival rate for kidney
transplants increased as much as 32
percent when an experimental drug,
ATGAM, was given beginning
cither at the first sign of rejection or
at the time of transplant.

Some

Some 4,000 kidney transplant
operations are performed in this
country each year. If an organ is
donated by someone not related to
the recipient, only 50 percent avoid
rejection. When the kidney is from
a close relative, the success rate is
about 80 percent.

In both types of Iransplants,
ATGAM helped patients participat-
ing in clinical tests to survive
rejeclion crises when used alone or
when added to the antirejection
drugs already being given, according
to A. Benedict Cosimi, M.D., chiel
of clinical transplant surgery, Mas-
sachusetts General - Hospital in
Boston.

In his own studies using kidneys
from relatives of recipients, Dr.
Cosimi found that the new kidneys
in nine of 11 transplant patients
treated with ATGAM at the first
sign of rejection were still function-
ing at two years. Of the 12 patients
who did not receive ATGAM, only

six had the same long-term
Success.
Four of the studies involved

unrelated donors. In the first, 71
percent of the patients who received
ATGAM for treatment of rejection
had the transplanted kidney one year
later. Fifty-two percent of those who
did not receive the drug rejected the
kidney within 12 months. These
results were attained by Mark A.
Haray, M.D., director of transplan-
tation, and Roman Nowygrod,
M.D., and Gerald Appel, M.D., of
the College of Physicians and
Surgeons, Columbia University,
New York City.

In another study, 21 patients who
started to reject their new kidneys
were treated with ATGAM: 90
percent withstood their body’s first
attempt to reject the transplant. Of
the 26 patients who did not receive
ATGAM, only 58 percent were able
to resist the initial rejection episode,
according to Ronald S. Filo, M.D.,
associate professor of surgery and
director of the transplantation
section, Edwin J. Smith, M.D., and
Stephen Leapman, M.D,, of Indiana
University Medical Center,
Indianapolis.

A year later, 71 percent of those
who received ATGAM still had the
transplant. Only 55 percent of those
treated conventionally retained the
kidney for that period.

Other studies showing improved
graft survival in certain groups of
patients were reported by Ronald H.
Kerman, Ph.D., Charles T. Van
Buren, M.D.; and Barry D. Kahan
of the University of Texas Medical
School, Houston, and Ismail Parsa,
M.D., Khalid M.H. Butt, M.D,
Marilyn Wertheim and Jay Butter-
man of Downstate Medical Center,
New York City. In these studies,
ATGAM was administered starting
at the time of transplant.

ATGAM is an experimental drug
produced by The Upjohn Company,
a worldwide manufacturer of phar-
maceuticals with headquarters in
Kalamazoo, Mich. An application to
market it has been submitted to the
U.S. Food and Drug Administration.
The generic name for ATGAM is
lymphocyte immune globulin, an-
tithymocyte globulin (equine)

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Ky. Moves Closer
Toward Primacy

The granting of partial approval o
Kentucky's proposed regulatory pro-
gram means that the state is well on its
way loward gaining primacy, or
primary responsibility for the control
of surface coal mining, Jackie Swigart,
secrelary of the state Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection, said.

The next step toward primacy is to
work with the federal Office of Surface
Mining Lo resolve issues cited as defi-
ciencies in Kentucky's plan, Swigart
said.

The department has 60 days from the
date the decision is announced in the
Federal Register—probably sometime
next week—to make revisions in the
disapproved items, to issue clarifying
policy statements, to submil legal opi-
nions demonstrating that those items
are adequate and that no deficiency ex-
ists, she explained.

U.S, Interior Secretary Cecil Andrus
announced partial approval of Ken-
tucky's surface-mining program at a
press conference with Gov. John Y.
Brown Jr. and Swigart in Brown’s of-
fice Monday, Oct. 13.

Andrus said the deficiencies noted
are ‘‘not insurmountable.”” Any
changes in state legislation on surface
mining “‘will be some minor adjust-
ment” that can probably wait until the
next regular session of the General
Assembly, he added.

Andrus said that, even if some pro-
blems remain after the resubmission
of Kentucky's program, it will still be
possible for Kentucky to attain
primacy. A program with minor
statutory deficiencies can be condi-
tionally approved, subject to the gover-
nor’s submitting the needed changes to
the General Assembly for considera-
tion at the next session, he said.

Describing partial approval as “an
interim step that all states go
through,” Andrus said, “We are very
very close to a point in time when we
will be granting outright primacy to
the state of Kentucky.”

Elmore Grim, commissioner of the
Bureau of Surface Mining Reclamation
and Enforcement, said answers have
already been provided to a number of
questions raised about Kentucky’s pro-
gram by OSM since the June 12 submit-
tal.

His office will be working with
Swigart and General Counsel Joshua

*'Although the deer poaching prob-
lem in Kentucky is far from resolved.
I do feel that the situation has improv-
ed somewhal during the past two
vears.” says Steve Yontz, assistant
law enforcement director for the
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources

The 1978 legislature can take a large
measure of the credit for this improve-
ment, It provided much stiffer
penaities for those convicted of
poaching: up to $1,000 fine plus court
¢osts, up to one year in jail and loss of
hunting privileges for up lo three
years, Courls can also confiscate all
equipmenl, including vehicles, used in
poaching cases

Judges around the state have also
helped greatly by demonstrating their
willingness to impose maximum or
near-maximum penalties, according to
Yontz As evidence of this, he cited one
case in which three men convicted of il-
legally killing five deer paid fines and
court costs totalling over
$16,000—probably the most severe
penalties ever handed down in Ken-
tucky for game law violations.

There have been several other in-
stances of $1,000 fines and one
automobile was confiscated, Yontz
says. In addilion, the huntling
privileges of approximately 40
violators were suspended in a year's
lime for deer poaching or other game
law violations.

“After a judge imposes a maximum
or near-maximum fine or two, we can
see a definite drop in poaching activity
in that district,”’ Yontz says. "Our
biologists tell us that Kentucky's deer
herd is growing, and | believe thalt we
can credil al least a part of that growth
to the increasing number of heavy
fines."'

However, Yonlz adds, if poaching
were curbed even more, the growth of
the deer herd would be more dramatic.

132 Eastern Kentucky Operators Ask Help

Officials of the Small Operator
Assistance Program haye mailed
malerials on the program to all eligible
coal operators in Western Kenlucky

The packels, mailed to each operator
listed as mining less than 100,000 tons
of coal per year, included information
on the program and applications [or
assistance program involvement. The
program is administered by the slate
Department for Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection

The federally funded program,
which is known as SOAP, is designed to
help small coal operators gather data
required for permil applications. The

funds provide for the gathering of

background data on ground and sur
face waters, stream life and geological
strata in the areas to be mined. Grant
payments are made directly (o the
engineering firms selected to gather
the environmental information, pro-
gram chief Steve Brown explained

Brown estimated the program’s ser-
vices save the average small operalor
between $20,000 and $35,000.

“Only eight of the 140 applications
we have received have come [from Lhe
western coal field,” he said. “This
mailing was done Lo notily small coal
operators in Western Kentucky Lbal
they can utilize the same assistance

that operators in Eastern Kentucky
have received,”

*Oclober is the start of the robbery
season in Kenlucky, " says LI, Norman
Brvant, director of the state Office of
Crime Prevention and recently ap-
pointed director of the National Crime
Prevention Institute in Louisville

Nearly one-third of all robberies
reported in the slate occur during the
last three months of the vear, Bryant
says

Of the 3.247 robberies reported in the
stale last year, 45 percent involved in-
dividuals being robbed and 22 percent
were robberies of hotels, motels and
lodges

Bryan! suggests that business
managers make sure lheir employees
know how to handle a robbery and
whal lo do alterward

“The time lo train employees in
handling a robbery is now.” Bryani
says. "Trained employees can avoid
causing a robber to use a weapon and
can help police caplure the robber
more guickly.”

Bryant says the office of crime
prevenlion is currently training police
departments around (he state in mak-
ing robbery surveys. These surveys
can show a business owner how suscep-
tible the business is lo robbery and
steps that can help prevent one from
occurring.

Trained police officers can also in-
struct employees how to deal with a
robbery when it occurs, how lo contact
police and how lo preserve evidence
alterward.

Ky. Receives Millions in Federal
Money for Mine Regulatory Program

The state has received more than §13
million in grants from the federal
Department of the Interior to be used
to help finance the interim state
surface-mining regulatory program,
Jackie Swigar!, secretary of the slale
Department for Nafural Resources
and Environmental Protection, said.

Interior Secretary Cecil D. Andrus
made the grant announcement, Oct. 13
during a press conference in Frankfort
with Swigart and Gov. John Y. Brown,
Jr.

The largest of the four granis pro-
vides $7.7 million in operating funds for
the Small Operators Assistance Pro-
gram, administered under the division
of permits of the state Bureau of Sur-
face Mining Reclamalion and Enforce-
ment.

The program assists coal operators
who mine less than 100,000 tons each
vear in collection and analyzing
geologic and hydrologic data required
by law.

A second grant, for $39 million, will
be used to enforce the fgderal Surface
Mining Control Act under Kentucky’s
interim program before Jan. 2, 1981.
The grant will be used to hire more
surface-mining inspectors, purchase
equipment needed by the enforcement
division and fund contractual services,
Swigarl said,

The division of abandoned lands in
the Bureau of Natural Resources will
receive a granl of $1,249888 to enable
an inventory of abandoned coal mine
lands in Kentucky to be included in a
national inventory. State employees
have been working to identify and com-
pile data on lands that have been aban-
doned after mining, coal refuse piles
and streams affected by mine
drainage.

The grant money comes from the
federal portion of fees collected from
coal operators. Data collected during
the inventory will be used to determine
priorities, budgets, schedules and ap-
propriate technologies for reclamation
of the abandoned lands, Swigart ex-
plained.

The fourth grant, for $240,000, will be
used for the development of Ken-
tucky's regulatory program. The pro-
gram proposal must be resubmitted
within 60 days after Andrus's decision
on partial approval of Kentucky's pro-

Heading the staie's largest deparl-
ment, Dr. Grady Stumbo, secretary for
the Department for Human Resources
has put leeth into the Human
Resotirces’ office of the ombutlsman to
get results on citizens complaints
about department programs and ser-
vices.

Michael Rankins, a former director
of the economic development and
employment division of the Urban
League of Lexington-Fayelte County
was appointed department ombuds-
man by Stumbo in December 1979
Stumbo nstructed department person-
nel that the office of ombudsman would
be ‘‘an open shop,” with access Lo all
records and informalion necessary to
complete an invesligation into com-
plaints.

Recently, Stumbo announced the ap-
pointment of the state's first. nursing

home ombudsman, Karen Eades.
Eades, formerly with the department’s
bureau for health services, is a
registered nurse.

Rankins oversees a staff of eight, in-
cluding the nursing home ombudsman
Also in his office is the guardianship
program, with four staff members who
acl as agenls for people who are wards
of the state. The guardianship staff is
expected to be expanded lo 28 persons
including staff support.

During the first six months of this
year the ombudsman office received
4,508 complaints. compared with 3,046
during the same period last year.

“We're the hub of the complaint pro
cedure,” said Rankins, As calls come
in they are assigned o one of his staff
personnel. Staff members are trained
in a specific area; but il necessary,
they ecan handle anything, Rankins
assured.

The complaint might require check-
ing with the local Human Resources of
fice in the caller’s county, or in the
case of a lost or stolen benefit check, a
review of the computer records for
verification, he explained

Complaints . concerning abuse in
juvenile facilities are handled by
Rankins or someone in the residential
services branch of the department, he
said.

Rankins rates past ombudsman ad-
ministrators as ‘‘fairly ineffective”
and said the dilference is the attitude
of Gov. John Y, Brown Jr. and Stumbo

“We're all a part of the team,”
Rankins said. As such, his office has
had more latitude in carrying out in-
vestigations. “We've turned over a few
stones since we've been here,”" he said
That aggressiveness, however, has
made some people in the department
nervous, he added.

In the past; complainls to the
ombudsman office mainly concerned
lost or stolen benefit checks, Rankins
said. Now he lravels slatewide in
vestigating a variety of complaints
concerning Human Resources pro-
grams and services.

Also on the road, but usually in a dif-
ferent direction, is Eades, Eades
assumed the role of nursing home
ombudsman about two months ago
The newly created position is aimed at
protecting the rights of the confined
persons—usually elderly—in long-term
care facilites

There are aboul 800 long-term care
facilities which are licensed by the
state and must conform to certain
regulations to retain their licenses.

“¥ou can't regulate how a person
feels toward another person,” Eades
said. “The staflfl of many nursing
homes becomes cold and indifferent to
the feelings of the patient."”

In the end, the patient is forgotlen by
relatives, stripped of their dignity and
lose hope for any improvement in their
lives, she said.

An investigation by Eades usually
begins with a phone call from someone
who 1s concerned with a friend,
relative or themselves. *“*Most are
scared of repercussions and hestitate
or refuse to give their pames,” she
said.

Usually the person is lonely and just
wants someone to talk to, said Eades.
1 listen to their problems, ask if there
is anything they want me to do and ry
to determine if the problem is urgent or
can wait.”

Nursing home administrators and
staff are not usually pleased when
Eades make one of her unannounced
visits. Sometimes, even when the visil
is kept highly confidential, the home is
prepared in advance and ready for her.

Speaking with each patienl in-
dividually, Eades tries to determine if
a problem does exist al the home

*“You can look into their eyes and see
when the spark of life has gone,” she

said. “They usually say everything's

fine and they're doing all right, but you
can see il in their eyes that il isn't."”
Eades places responsibility for the
indifference displayed by home ad-
ministrators and staff on the family for
not continuing Lo visil and be concern-
ed with their elder member's comlort,
with the community for treating the
elderly as rejecls; and lhe nursing
home owners themselves—who are
usually absentee owners—had have
little or no contact with the homes
excepl as business ventures.
Improvement in the system can
come with help in the form of stalewide
volunteers to drop in on the elderly and
look after their needs, Eades said
“The things you and 1 take for
granted, like a drink of water, are lefl
up to the staff to provide.

Halloween’s Ancient Origins

In ancient times, Celts celebrated
and honored their death with a festival
Nov. 1. Christians eventually par-
ticipaled in the festival and during the
9th century set Nov. 1 as a day lo
honor all saints—All Hallows Day,

When the Scots and Irish brought
their jack o'lanterns Lo the New World,
little did they know the import. In the
old countries it was common belief thal
fairies, elves, witches and warlocks
flew aboul (in the form of cats) on All
Hallows Eve.

Al those long-ago parlies in the
hovels of Europe and in the castles,
yvoungsters threw apple peelings over
their shoulders or gave names o nuts
and threw them into the fireplace to
determine which burned longesl, thus
identifying a true love or a future
mate.

Tassels from corn were placed over
the door in a neal row by young
women. Each tassel was given the
name of a sweetheart or intended hus-
band. The first man to enter directly
benetah his name would become the
husband of the girl who named it.

In the husband-wife game, the couple
would name two candles, then see
which burned longest Lo determine the
most faithful.

For festival parties witch's cakes
were baked, and the insides of the
cakes were stuffed with tiny gifts. A
ring in a slice meant a wedding; a
miniature knife in a slice implied the
recipient would be forever separated
from a true love; a strand of wheat or
grains of corns tokened there would be
many children; a small bag of corn-
meal meant years of hard work; a bag
of sugar signified happiness and a life
of leisure, Bags containing nothing
meant old maids or bachelors.

In medieval times cats were feared
because they were supposedly favored
with nine lives. Yet for practical pur-
poses, cats were kept in abundance
about the castles or in the crowded
shacks of peasants. As varminl killers,
cats were honored; as hitch-hikers on
broomsticks traveling autumn sky
trails and as bearers of evil kami
(spirits)—especially at All Hallows
Eve—they were [eared.

If a black cat crossed your path, you
backtracked several steps. If your cal
washed her face, you looked for bad
company. If your family moved lo
another castle or took the house
plunder to another hut, you did not take
your cals with you. To do so was to take
bad luck along.

Urged At Halloween

Higk vay safety officials. advise
pedest jans to be especially careful
during the Halloween season this year

With the increased number ol
pedestrians during this lime ol year,
the chances of a pedestrian accident in-
creases. Of the pedestrian accidents
that occurred in Keptucky last year
between the hours of 4 p.m. and 9 p.m,
on Ocl. 30 and 31 (when many children
are trick-or-treating), three accidents
resulted in falalilies, according lo
Department of Transportlation
stalistics.

Adults as well as children should ex-
ercise extreme caution because many
motorists may nol be as.careful as they
should be, Bennie Maffel, lrans-
portation safety coordinator advises.

Pedestrians should be especially
alert for motorists who are celebraling
the season and may be under the in-
fluence of aleohol or drugs, he added

He advises thal trick-or-lrealers
cross only at the corners of streets,
never between parked cars, and
always use Lhe sidewalk if one is
available. “If sidewalks are nol
available, children should walk facing
traffic on the side of the road,”” Maffel
said

Maffel encourages parents lo accom-
pany children or a group of children on
their Halloween rounds. '‘Children
somelimes gel so exciled about (rick-
or-treating they are not thinking about
their own safety,” he said

He asks parents to dress their
children in light-colored costumes so
they will be easily visible to motorists
Halloweeners should also make sure
their costumes do not obstruct their
own views. ‘Il a child can nol see
clearly, he may walk in front of a car
or fall over something and injure
himself,"" Malfel said.

Even though it is templing to go a
few blocks further to get more candy,
Maffel advises trick-or-treaters (o slay
close to home. “They should restrict
themselves to local eommunities oif
the main highway for their own safe-
ty."”

California’s Thirsty City

‘California Dreams: Thirsty City," an important
television documentary about the historic and
controversial search for water to nourish the city of
Los An, !es will air nationally Wednesday, October 29
over P

Eddle Albert (pictured), narrates this one-hour film
which tells the still controversial story of how William
Mulholland, the first water commissioner of Los
Angeles, brought the water necessary for the city's
growth 250 miles from its point of origin in The Owens
Valley. The historic story is told through rare film
footage and revealing interviews, including one with
one of the inhabitants who was alive when Mulholland
made his first field trip to the Owens River.

‘California Dreams: Thirsty City' is a presentation
of KOCE, Channel 50, Huntington Beach. It is produced
and directed by Patrick Griffin with a script by Francis
Gladstone. The film marks United California Bank
Foundation's first underwriting of an educational
documentary for public television and they are also
funding a major statewide educational outreach
program. Special free classroom materials to be used
in conjunction with the film have been developed by
KOCE. Off-air video recording rights will be granted to
schools and many of the instructional materials will
also be available in public libraries throughout
California.

The importance of linking the historical documen-
tary to an educational outreach program was
underscored by Lloyd B. Dennis, President of the
Foundation.

"“The documentary itself will serve as a major
teaching aid, and should complement existing high
school and college California history programs. Taping
rights have been granted so that teachers may record
the program and use it with new teaching materials
developed especially to accompany this documen-
tary,” Dennis sad.

“There are no limits as to how the materials can
be used,”’ Dennis added. "The attached guides are in
the form of a stylized newspaper to stimulate
innovation and creativity.”

y Weinberg recalls how the initiative
fuyr the Task Force first began:

'In a malter of minutes there
must ‘have been 30 vehicles. The
truckers, led by Ancil Smith and Kelly
Draughn, of Knotl county, indicated
that they had formed an association of

kers to see if they could get
anything done about what they believ-
ed to be unnecessary harassment of the
* coal trucking industry in Kentucky.
_ They com@plained that they were losing
their (gucks, having lo pay
- unreasondble fines and in some cases

As a resull of the truckers' meeting
with Welch and Brandenburgh, and at
the recommendation of the delegation,
which consisted of several truckers
from Knoll, Letcher and Perry coun-
ties, and Representative Weinberg, a
recommendation was made lo Gover-
nor Brown from Sec. Welch and Com-
missioner Brandenburgh that he ap-
point a Task force on the Trans-
portation of Coal.

Appointed to the task force were Sen.
John M. Berry, Jr., D-New Castle; Sen,
William L. Sullivan, D-Henderson;
Rep. Bill Weinberg, D-Hindman; Rep.
Herbie Deskins, Jr., D-Pikeville; Rep.
Gregory D. Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg;
Stephen Reeder, deputy secretary of
the Department of Transportalion;
Lewis B. Hooper, of Barbourville,
representing the Administrative Office
of the Courts; Elmer Whilaker, of
Hazard, representing the coal in-
dustry; Jim Crawford, editor of The
Corbin Times; environmentalist Harry
Caudill, of Whitesburg; Kelly
Draughn, Knotl county; Phil Damron,
Floyd county; and William M. Cox,
Hopkins county, representing the coal
hauling industry; and Carolyn Connel,
Paris; and Lucille Walls, Greenville,
representing citizens-at-large.

The Task Force is lo prepare a
report to the Governor recommending
changes in legislation, court pro-
cedures or administrative procedures
which would correct the problems
which now exist in connection with the
transportation of coal. Included in its
study are the effects of coal delivery on
the conditions of reads, the effects of
weight limitations on coal delivery,
selective enforcement of weight limita-
tions, and the problem of lack of
uniform dispositions for violations of
weight limits.

In appointing the Task Force, Brown
said: “It is extreraely important that
we deliver coal to the market. At the
same time we must make certain our
road system is protected from wear
and tear of overweight coal trucks. Itis
a big problem but ene which we must
solve."

Weinberg hailed the Task Force as
an example of whal grass rools in-
itialive can accomplish and com-
plimented Governor Brown for being
responsive to what is a serious problem
in the eastern coal fields, He predicted
that the Task force will present a series
of legislative proposals for the next
session of the General Assembly which
will go a long way towards resolving
what is a very complicated and dif-
ficult problem in Kentucky.

Weinberg commented:

“It is indefensible for coal truckers
to haul coal in such a manner as to
spray chunks of coal on other motorists
and pedestrians in a way that en-
dangers their safety. It is equally in-
defensible for our system of laws and
regulations to, in effect, make
criminals out of small businessmen,
that is, truckers. We must and will find
a way which will allow coal truckers to
earn a livelihood and to effectively
deliver coal without endangering other
motorists' safety.”
