Of the 48 indictments reported to Ctr· 
cuit Judge Hollie Conley by the grand 
jury at its adjournment last Wcdnes 
day, exactly half accuse defendants of 
"theft by deceptton," which L usually 
synon)mous with the offense formerly 
labelled "cold check." 

So numerous were these charges that 
the grand jury in iLc; final report sug­
gested that persons guilty of the of­
fense "should be dealth with justly but 
firmly." 

Again the grand jury came and went 
without a murder case to investigate. 
One indictment, however, named a 
Left Beaver Creek man on an attemp· 
ted murder count. The defendant, 
Woodrow Shepherd himself was 
wounded when the trooper returned the 
fire but made no charge against the of­
ficer. 

Two first-degree wanton endanger· 
ment charges involved use of weapons. 
King Solomon Osborne was charged 
with shooting at Ronald Vance, and 
William E . Buffalo was accused of 
shooting a schoolchild in the head with 
a pellet gun. 

Six persons were named in indict· 
ments alleging arson Five of the in· 
dictments stemmed from severe fire 
damage to an unoccupied house owned 
by Grant D. 1'\ewsome. Accused of se­

Maurice Ray C.ollins was accused of 
first degree arson after he allegedly 
had thrown a contamer of ignited 
ga aline at a d'>'elling, last June 8.

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2 Communities' 
Housing Plans 
Eyed by Board 

Public housing projects, including a 
lOO·family facility proposed for Martin 
and a 68-family facility planned for 
\\'arco, were among the applications 
for federal funds reviewed by the 
board of the Big Sandy Area Develop· 
ment District Monday. 

The Martin facility, to be built on a 
2l·acre site created by highway fill 
south\\ est of the city. awaits transfer 
of the site from the Transportation 
Department to the Department for 
Local Government. The plan, which 
appeared likely to lapse before being 
revived by Mayor Larry B. Hall earlier 
this year, calls for 24 one-bedroom, 40 
two-bedroom, and 26 three-bedroom 
family units. with an additional10 units 
set aside for the elderly. 

The $2.1 million project intended for 
\\arco near Maytown, will mclude 36 
two-bedroom, 18 three-bedroom, and 14 
four-bedroom units . 

About 20 projects seeking a total of 
$1.2 million in Area Development Fund 
monies have been received , it was 
reported. The fund contains only 
$515,000, however , and ADD staffers 
have urged that a good part of that be 
set aside for emergencies 

Among the applicants for the money: 
the Floyd, Johnson, Martin and Magof­
fin fiscal courts, seeking $200,000 
toward the proposed Big Sandy 
regional airport; Our Lady of the Way 
Hospital, at Martin, $40,000 for an 
emergency connection with the 
Beaver- Elkhorn water system: Floyd 
fiscal court , $35,000 to build golf course 
greens at the F loyd County Park and 
$30.000 for a tractor-mower at the 
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Highland Terrace 
Dedication Set 

Formal dedication of the Highland 
Terrace apartment complex at the 
mouth of May's Branch, here, will be 
held this Sunday at 2 p.m. Con­
gressman Carl D. Perkins and other of­
ficials will participate in the ceremony 
which is open to the public 

The four-story structure which was 
developed and built at a cost of $2.8 
million, provides 80 single units for 
elderly and handicapped housing.

Forest Fires Sweep 
90,000-Acre Area 

The firs t significant rainfa in a 
month began as a drizzle Frida •, and 
continued through the weekend, at last 
putttng a halt to a week of devastating 
forest fires which burned approximate­
ly 90,000 acres of F loyd county 
woodland. 

"We're in pretty good shape no\\." 
said Distnct Forester Arthur Leach as 
he revie\\ed the recent burning, the 
wors t smce 1963 in the Eastern 
Fon•stry District which includes Pike, 
Martin, Magoffin, Joh n on and 
Lawrence counties as well as F loyd. 
"!';o new fires have been reported since 
Friday," he added 

Leach e~t imated that 150·175,000 
a cres had burned in the six-county 
area since around Wednesday, ~ov 6, 
when the d1strict office here began to 
be deluged with reports of fires in a 
wide area of Floyd county and the 
district as a whole " In terms of 
damage," IA>ach said, " this has been 
just about as had as it was in 196:! ex­
cept that last week's burning blew up a 
good dent faster.' Fires burned over a 
15 day period in '63, the forestry of­
ficwl pointed out, while the biggest 

part of the recent damage was suffered 
m little more than a week. Leach said a 
total of 182 fires were reported in the 
district since ~ov. 1, with Floyd county 
being hardest hit. 

Althoug h fire was widespread 
elsewhere in the county, Leach said the 
west(•rn section of the county. in the 
Salt Lick , Bru h CrN·k, Turkey Creek 
and Stone Coal areas, constituted the 
largest continuous fire area 

The situation in the area was eased, 
to a large extent, aft(•r increased per· 
sonnel mkuding highway workmen 
and added employees of the state Divi­

sion of Heclamation were called in Sun· 
day, Nov. 9, to supplement the fire· 
fightmg efforts of exhausted forestry 
and reclamation workers, volunteers 
and local fin· and r~cue groups, and 
by last Wednesday, Leach said, •·we'd 
gamed a who! lot."

At times, 
motorists lend to travel when they are 
really too tired to drive. "This is 
especially true of the trip home from 
grandmother's because many people 
have a deadline to get back and they 
wait until the last minute to leave,''

Sixty percent of the fires which have 
plagued Floyd and surrounding areas 
111 recent days were ca11sed by illegal 
hunters, Leach said "Hunters setting 
fires to run deer out of cover, or squir· 
rei hunters setting fires at the base of 
den trees." he explained ... Real sports· 
men." he added Perhaps more 
frightening than the activity of out! a\\ 
hunters is the fact that about 30 per· 
cent of the blazes were deliberately 
set. according to determinations by the 
forestrv office here. No arrests have 
yet been made although the dil'ision 
has "substantial" evidence in two or 
thrE'e cases, LE'ach said i':o more than 
10 percent of the fires originated from 
illegal trash or debris burning. accor· 
ding to Leach. ''We've had excellent 
cooperation from the public in this 
respect," he commE'nted. 

Exact figures on woodland and pro· 
perty losses will be available in coming 
weeks as what Leach referred to as 
"quite a bit of paper work" is com· 
pleted by forestry personnel.

Victim Of Crib Death 
I wish to thank all those who offered 

me their sympathy and concern at the 
recent death of my child, Eric Todd 
Miller. For those of you who may be in· 
terestcd m details of Todd's death, I 
would like to share with you the follow· 
ing information: 

On October 30th, I recetvcd a letter 
from the Department of Human 
Resources in Frankfort. Part of thai 
letter states the following: 

"Examination findings showed that 
Eric Todd was well cared for and well 
nourrshed. No infection was found that 
might be a hazard to other members of 
your family The result of the exam ina· 
lion indicated that Eric Todd died of 
Sudden Infant Death Syndrome 
fSIDSJ, a disease commonlv called 
"Crrb Death." SIDS is not suffocation 
or choking · nor is it due to neglect. It is 
a disease. It is the sudden death of an 
infant which is unexpected by histor>. 
It IS the most common, single cause of 
death in infants between four weeks 
and one year of age. Death usually oc· 
curs during a sleep penod and there is 
no evidence that babies suffer or cry 
out in distress. To date. medical 
researchers are unable to determme 
what cau es this disease but are learn· 
ing more about it each year."

Only One Feared Moth Found 
State foresters are puzzled over the 

results of their summer gypsy moth 
survey. Only one of the voracious in­
sects has been found in Kentucky. 

That is great news for owners of 
forestland 111 the commonw('a]th 
because the in ·eels' favorite food are 
oak and hickory trees, said Richard 
Dorset, fore. I pest control specialist 
for the state Department for ~atural 
Resources and Environmental Protcc· 
lion. 

The news, however, is puzzling 
because gyp y moths have been found 
in every stale surrounding Kentucky. 
Illinois, Virginia, West Virginia, Ohio 
and North Carolina have reported 
small isolated Infestations of the 
moths, Dorset said. One infestation 
was within 50 miles of Kentucky, he 
reported. 

The moths tra\·el by "hitchhiking" 
rides on trucks. buses and travel 
trailers, he said. Kentucky has 7.5 
million acres of very susceptible oak 
and hickory forests and an extensive 
park system which could lure the in­
sects here. he said.

Every week, for 
more than 40 years, Jack has made butter. ~ot a whole lot-maybe two 
pounds a week on average but that adds up to better than two tons over the 
years. 

And every pound has been churned by hand on the same churn, in fact, 
with which he began his butter-making career as a lad of 10. 

1'\ot that efforts haven't been made to coax him into the technological age. 
A Middle Creek neighbor, R1chard Shepherd, gave him an electric churn 
about a year ago, but it is gathering dust. "I just enjoy churning with my old 
stick," Jack explains

Squirrels, six da ily and 12 in posst>s­
sion : rabbits, four and eight; quai l, 
eight and 16 and grouse, four· and eight. 
There is no possession limit on rac­
coon, hut there is a dail) limit of one 
raccoon per person or three maximum 
for a party or three or more hunters .

Women Urged To Share Info, Skills 
Eli Whitney did not invent thl' ('Olton 

gin Catherine Ltttldicld Greenr did. 
;\lore than 375 Kentucky women 

revised their mental history books 
Tuesday night aftl'r hearing about 
Greene and other early Amencan 
women. The speaker was Sharon Lord, 
nationally-known author and private 
consultant on women's issues . She was 
a featured speaker during a com­
munications skills conference spon­
sored by the Kentucky Commission on 
\\'omen a! Lexington's Transyl\'ania 
College. 

Lord said "Kitty" Greene mventcd 
the cotton gin but, because married 
women in those days were denied ll'gal 
identity and the right to sign ccntracts, 
shr could not obtain a patent in her O\\n 
name She asked Whitney to get the pa­
tent . The rest is history- inaccurate 
histor). according to Lord. 

Many more accounts of women 's 
contributions to the de\'elopment of 
American ha\'e onl) recently come to 
light through pri •a te papers and jour 
nals, she said. H0\1 ever, she added, 
those accounts have not yet made ll in­
to history books 

"Because women have no understan­
ding of who we have been, we don't 
know who we can be;" she said. 

Lord's theme emphasized effective 
use of women's personal power . 
Carolyn Bratt. a member of the 
University of Kentucky law faculty and 

the executive board of the commission 
on women, focused her speech on 
women's "net working ," the sharing of 
information and skills to help support 
each other. 

"Women have had informal but ef­
fective means of helping each other 
and providing emotional support to 
each other for centuries," said Bratt. 
"The challenge is to bring our ex­
preience in net working into our new 
roles, that new situations in which we 
find ourselves." 

Molly Cone of the women's commis­
sion told conference participants more 
than 250 women who wanted to attend 
had to be turned a\\ay because of space 
limitations. 

"The response to this conference 
tells us Kentucky women are eager to 
know about networking," she said. 

Participants attended several 
workshops on aspects of networking. 
Subjects included goal-setting, com· 
petition and conflict in the work situa­
tion , and mentors and role models. 

A wine and cheese reception was pro­
vided by the Bank of Lexington , which 
co-sponsored the conference. Other co­
sponsors included Transylvania 
University, Ashland Oil Inc., and the 
University of Kentucky office of com­
munity education . 

The event was endorsed by almost 40 
women's organizations in the 
Bluegrass area .

Doors Make Fireplace 
Mor~ EnN'KY Efficient 

A warm glow from a fireplace 1s cozy 
and romantic. but a fireplace is not an 
energy efficit•nt way of heating your 
home 

To get the most energ) efficiency 
from your fireplace, use it in early fall 
or late spnng when you aren't using 
the furnanl'e to heat your home. 

About 10 percent of the energy from 
the wood·burning enters the room, the 
remaining 90 percent i:s lost through 
the chimney. An air-tight wood­
burning or coal-burning stove is a more 
energy-efficient alternative you may 
want to consider. 

If you insist, however, on using your 
fireplace on cold. winter evening:s, cut 
down on fireplace costs by using glass 
doors. 

Leave the glas · doors open when you 
are in the room enjoying the fireplace. 
When you leave the room, close the 
doors so that warm air from the fur­
nance is not drawn up the chimney. 

Also, when using the furnance and 
fireplace together make sure to turn 
down the thermostat. The room that 
has the fireplace will be very warm, 
but the other rooms will cool down 
kicking on the thermostat. 

The type of wood you use also affects 
the energy efficiency of your fireplace 
-and hard woods and dry woods are 
best. You will get more Btu use from 
these types. Avoid using wet or green 
wood. 

Glass fireplace doors are available 
almost anywhere in a wide range of 
cost:; depending on construction and 
size 

Food $'s May !'lot 
Buy Enough ~utrition 
Americans spend an average of $1,200 
per person for food each year, but they 
may not be buying their money's worth 
in nutrition. 

Americans have changed both where 
and how they spend their food dollars 
during the last 15 years. They are 
eating out more, and spending a 
greater share of the food budget at the 
restaurant than they did in 1965 

Of weekly food expenditures, 
averaging $23 per person, $17 or 73 per­
cent goes for grocieries, and $6 or 27 
percent for meals and snacks away 
from home. In 1965, Americans spent 
an average 17 percent of their food 
budgets for restaurant meals. 

The groceries they bring home have 
changed as well. A recent USDA 
survey shows Americans are buying 
less milk, dairy products, breads and 
cereals, eggs, fats and oils, sugar and 
candy, and vegetables~specially 
potatoes. They are buying more beef, 
poultry, fish. nuts. fruit, soft drinks. 
desserts and alcohol, especially beer 
and wine. 

The supermarket food dollar now 
consists of 38 cents for meat, poultry, 
fish and egges; 20 cents for fruits and 
vegetables; 12 cents for dairy pro­
ducts: 12 cents for breads and cerals; 
seven cents for sugar, candy, soft 
drinks and desserts; four cents for 
beer and wine, and the remaining 
seven cents for fats, oils and other 
foods. 

!'Jot all the changes in eating and 
buying habits have brought nutritional 
benefits. Studies continue to show peo­
ple in this country are not as well 
nourished as they might be. Americans 
still consume too many calories, and 
too much fat, cholesterol, salt and 
alcohol. 

Sugar and alcohol consumption has 
increased dramatically since 1965. 
Amencans are drinking 38 percent 
more alcoholic beverages, mostly beer 
and wine. And although they buy less 
sugar and candy, they actually con­
sume , more sugar-largely in soft 
drinks, punches and desserts. 

Use of soft drinks and desserts has 
jumped a whopping 155 percent in 15 
years. Per capita consumption of soft 
drinks is now 33.8 gallons per year, and 
that amount contains 34.4 pounds of 
sugar. That is the equivalent of each 
American drinking a 12-ounce can of 
soda every day, and consuming more 
than three tablespoons of sugar in that 
12-ounce can. 

As Americans b1.1y more beer, wine, 
soft drinks and desserts, they may 
short-<:hange themselves on nutrition. 
Alcohol and soft drinks provide 
calories, but few nutrients . Buying 
more of the~e takes away from money 
available for nutritious foods .

Combine all ingredients except 
popcorn in a heavy saucepan and 
bring to a boil.

It's Time 
To Think 
Turkey 
Early settlers didn't know too much 
about the technology of nutrition, 
but the1r experience at home in 
Europe taught them that turkey, 
both domestic and wild, was a tasty 
staple food. 

Miles Standish couldn't have 
~ cared less that myosin is the chief 

protein of meat and that it breaks 
down into a whole series of amino 
acids u ed by the body as cell­
building blocks as part of overall 
good nutrition. He and other settlers 
found that turkeys were plentiful 
and they soon became a major 
source of food. 

The medical profession has 
become increasingly concerned 
about the tendency of overweight 
people to develop coronary 
disease. 

Turkey is a natural for maintain­
ing a high-protein, low-calorie meal 
sequence. The breast meat of roasted 
turkey ranks higher in protein than 
any of the other cooked meats. 

More important, turkey meat 
contain significantly Jess fat than 
most popular cuts of red meat. 

Turkey yields significantly higher 
amounts of the important B vi­
tamins, maein and riboflavin, than 
most other cooked meats. It also 
serves as an important source of 
calcium, iron, vitamin A and 
ascorbic acid, as well as a generous 
portion of myosin, meat's chief 
protein. 

Nutrition tests conducted at 
ornell University show that a 

turkey sandwich, made with a 
two-ounce portion of turkey, two 
slices of enriched white bread, one 
small leaf of lettuce and two 
teaspoons of mayonnaise and served 
with an eight-ounce glass of milk, 
furnishes the following percentages 
of the daily recommended food 
allowances for a 25-year-old male

Iron 

45% Thiamine 20% 
16% Riboflavin 49% 
43% Niacin 27% 
33% 

The percentages recommended 
per day would be slightly higher for 
children and slightly lower for older 
persons. 

ow Much to Buy 
The kind of turkey you choose for 

r holiday feast-whole or parts, 
stuffed or unstuffed, fresh or 
frozen--depends largely on personal 
preference and the size of your 
family 

These days, all turkey is tender 
because tenderness depends on the 
age of the bird and most turkeys are 
marketed young-anywhere from 
hree to eight months. 

The only question when you shop 
is how much turkey to buy to have 
enough on hand for a fine dinner but 
not so much that you're faced with 
days and days of leftovers. Here's 
help:

Larger turkeys have more meat in 
proportion to bone. So, if you buy 
unstuffed turkeys 12 pounds or less, 
allow about one pound per serving 
(ready-to-cook weight). 

For medium or heavy birds over 
12 pounds, allow 3/4 pound per 
serving. 1f you buy frozen stuffed 
turkeys, allow about I l/2 pounds 
per serving. 

Turkeys should be stored in their 
shipping containers. 

To Thaw The Turkey 
Leave the turkey in its original 

bag and use one of the following 
three methods: 

• No hurry-place on a tray in 
the refrigerator: 3 to 4 days. 

• Faster place it on a tray at 
room temperature in a closed 

To Roast The Turkey 
Remove plastic bag, remove the 

neck and the giblets from cavities, 
rinse turkey and pat dry. Cook neck 
and giblets for broth • and for 
flavoring dressing and giblet 
gravy. 

Fasten down the legs by tying or 
tucking under skin band and skewer 
the neck skin to back. Twist wings 
akimbo under bird. 

Brush the skin of the bird 
thoroughly with cooking fat. Rub 
the inside cavity with a mixture of 
salt, pepper, poultry seasoning and 
onion salt. This permeates the meat 
during cooking. 

If a roast-meat thermometer· is 
used, insert it into the thick part of 
thigh. 

Roasting the whole turkey may be 
accomplished in slightly varied ways. 
One of the most common is to roast 
the turkey unstuffed in an oven of 
325° F. on a rack in an open 
pan. 

Low oven temperatures assure 
higher yields of edible meat with 
better flavor and greater succulence. 
Low roasting temperatures assure 
excellent drippings, unburned or 
dried in the pan. 

Place the turkey breast side up on 
a rack at least I /2 inch high in a 
shallow open pan. 

If a V-rack is used, place the 
turkey breast down. Fat from the 
back tends to permeate the breast 
meat to keep It from drying. 

No initial searing or cover is 
required. However, some chefs 
prefer to cover the bird with 
aluminum foil. This helps to hold in 
the moisture. 

Although most conventional roast­
ing is done without water being 
added, some chefs find that a little 
water in the roasting pan, well below 
the rack which holds the turkey, 
helps to retain the moisture and 
makes the turkey cook more 
uniformly with Jess shrinkage of the 
legs and wings. 

Drippings from the bird do not hit 
onto a hot, dry pan and evaporate. 
They are protected by the shallow 
water for gravy and for helping to 
moisten the turkey meat. Care 
should be taken to assure that no 
part of the turkey is resting in the 
water, which should measure in the 
pan no more than I/ 4 inch in 
depth. 

The oven should be preheated to 
the desired cooking temperature. 

The turkey is done when the meat 
thermometer placed in the center of 
inside thigh muscle registers 185° F. 
If no thermometer is used, test by 
pressing the fleshy part of the 
drumstick with your fingers, protect­
ing them with cloth or paper. If the 
meat feels soft, the turkey is done. 
lf, upon moving the drumstick up 
and down, the leg joint gives readily, 
or breaks, the turkey is done. 

Remove your turkey from the 
oven and keep it on a warm platter 
until served. Where individual 
portions are served, the entire bird 
is carved and kept hot, servings 
being removed from the platter as 
called for. For larger groups, birds 
may be roasted, carved cold, 
portioned out by weight, reheated, 
and served with equally good 
results.

When she 1s blue. recognize the fact 
and accept il, and al o recognizt• tht> 
posith e progr~s she IS making It is 
beneficial for any patient and her rami· 
ly to balance reali ·m and hope. 

Of Sp('Cial importance in these early 
weeks folio"' ing a cancer diagnosis and 
surgery i. the family's willingness to 
be available Pat tents often feel that no 
one else know ju t what It's like. Be 
the1·e to share the feelings she choose 
to expre.,<;s. 

Some relati\'es, and they are well· 
mt-aning, tell the pallent to forget 
about their illness and not discuss it. 
No one who has cancer can simply 
forget it. Indeed, they don't want to 
Forgetting their cancer and never 
discussing it is telling others that this 
disease that has attacked them is 
unimportant, whl'n they know better. 

It Is much more realistic and honest 
to say, ''This ts a terrible thing that has 
happened to you. How can I help you?" 
This approach tells the patient she's 
important, that you care and that you 
accept the changes the disease has 
brought about and want to help her 
through them. 

Above all, touch the patient. The lov· 
ing human touch is often more comfor­
ting than medicine:s: a qutck hug, a 
lingering embrace, a kiss. just holding 
hand·. Cancer patients need these 
touches and enjoy them as much <or 
more) when they are sick that they did 
when they were well Your ability to 
ex pre, love even during the patient· 
anger and depre sion will do much to 
help her surmount negallve feeling::;. 

To sum up: remember that your 
mother 1s still the same person you've 
always loved She has a ne"' ex· 
perience with wh1ch he needs help It 
may take a long time, but under tan· 
ding and support can result in an even 
deeper relationship.

Tennis 
Injuries 
At least one-third of America's 40 
million tennis players h,ne exper­
ienced an nnoy ing, often debilitat­
mg, condition kno" n as tennis 
elbo" . Results from the most 
comprehensive study e\·cr conducted 
on tennis eltxm shed light on ¥.hat 
may cause tennis elbo" and ¥.hat 
methods may help treat and prevent 
it. 

The stud) found that players ¥.ith 
tennb elbow "ere older and heavier. 
had played longer and more 
frequently and were at higher skill 
level than those players "ho did not 
experience elbo" pain. Players 
experiencing elbow pain aJ-;o report­
ed a higher incidence of other 
tennis-related injuncs. 

The stud) also found that age and 
frequency of play were the most 
significant factors associated with 
tennis elbow. The incidence of clbo¥. 
pain was five time greater for 
individuals ¥.ho played daily than tt 
was for those ¥. ho played only once 
a month The incidence of tennis 
elbo¥. increases almost in a straight­
line fashion from ages 21 through 25 
to ages 51 through 55. 

"One of our major conclustons," 
says Dr. James Priest, co-author of 
the study, "is that tennis elbow 
appears to be a cumulative process 
associated with age, frequency of 
play and level of ability This 
contradicts the theories that it's an 
ailment of beginners and weekend 
players." 

The research ¥.as conducted by 
Pnest, associate dtrector of the 
Institute for Athletic Medicine at 
Fairview Hospital tn Mmneapolis; 
research consultant Susan Goodwin 
Gerberich, also of the Institute; and 
Vic Braden, in~ernationally known 
tennis professional and founder and 
president of the National Founda­
tion for T-ennis Re earch. The results 
were released to the medical 
community this spring in "The 
Physician and Sporbmedictne." 

More than 2,600 students at 
Braden's Tennis College in Califor­
nia completed questionnaires in 1976 
and I 977 which became the d~ta 
base for the study. Thirty-one 
percent of the men and women 
reported they had experienced or 
were currently experiencing elbow 
pain. 

When examined. the most com­
mon site of pain among the 
respondents was the outer bony 
prominence of the elbow, the classic 
location of tennis elbow syndrome. 

According to Priest, himself a 
tournament tennis player, there has 
been surprisingly little medical 
research conducted on tennis elbow 
and its treatment. With the recent 
surge in the popularity of tennis, the 
medical community, he says, has 
become more interested in tennis­
related tnjuries. 

Of particular interest to players, 
pros and phys1cians is the study's 
finding that alteration of strokes was 
the most ucccssful treatment for 

tennis elbo¥. symptoms. This provid­
ed relief for all the pla)'ers who tried 
it. 

"Based on this finding," says 
Priest, "persons experienc1ng tennis 
elbow might benefit by consulting a 
tennis instructor to learn how to 
alter the patnful stroke" 

Exercise was the second most 
successful treatment, helping 89 
percent of those who tried it, closely 
follo¥.ed tn effectiveness by supports 
or braces, aspirin and rest. Cortisone 
or steroid injections, heat and 
phenylbutalOne were successful for 
about three-quarters of the players 
who tried those methods. 

Of the 10 most common methods 
named. the use of cold applications 
or ultrasound appeared to be least 
effective. In all, the players iden­
tified 37 different treatments they 
had tried, ranging from the mundane 
{rest, aspirin) to the more exotic 
{acupuncture, alfalfa tablets). 

The study also found that 70 
percent of the players with tennis 
elbow had changed racquet:' since 
experiencing tennis elbow, with 69 
percent of that group reporting an 
improvement in their condition. 
Priest and his colleagues are current­
ly analyzing data on different types 
of racquets and their potential 
effects on clbo¥. pain. That informa­
tion will probably be available next 
year. 

"There is a real need for a study 
like' this," says Priest, "so many 
people are involved in tennis today 
and tennis elbow can have such an 
adverse effect on their daily lives­
not simply as tennis players, but as 
dentists, carpenters or homemakers. 
This study gives us statistically 
meaningful answers about many 
factors involved with tennis 
elbow." 

' The tennis elbow study was 
sponsored by the I nsti tu te for 
Athlettc Medicine; Orthopaedic 
Consultants, P.A.; Coordinated 
Management Systems, Inc, and the 
University of Minnesota Computer 
Center, all of Minneapolis, and by 
the National Foundation for Tennis 
Research tn California.

As it became apparent in 1973 that 
President !':ixon was in SPrwus trouble, 
someone from Mas!>achusetts printed 
and distributed bumper sticker. that 
read, "Don't blame me, I'm from 
Ma sachusl'lts!"

The l'OUntt·y got>s through thi great 
political spectacle of electing a Presi· 
dent once t>very four year:; A month or 
so before an election cver)'onc 
becomes interested in polit1cs, and 
speculation as to who is going to win 
becomes the major subJect of conver· 
sat ion As a professor of Governmcn!, I 
am not aHorded the luxury of an ()('· 
casional interest m political happen· 
ings: mstt-ad, I have tu pay at~enlion to 
politic:; on a day-to-day basts. II be· 
came clt-ar to most obst•rvers that the 
President was in serious trouble tn 
February, 1980, when the inflalton 
statistics went over 18 perccnt 

The Pr<'sidcnt 's political and 
economic strategists had told h1m in 
December, 1979 that by l<'ebruary. 
1980, the country would be in a mild 
recessiOn. The resulting un· 
employment caused by the rece..;s!on 
would slow the inflatton rate and brmg 
inflahon under control. The Presidt>nl 
could slowly expand the economy dur· 
ing thf' summer months and have 
everyone working by the r\ovember 
election. while keeping the inflation 
rate undt·r control II was a good plan. 
However, the President's advisers 
turned out to be wrong. 

The February, 1980 inflation 
statistics went skyrocketing through 
the roof and the Presidt•nt had to put 
the countrv into a recession as fast as 
possible in. order to get the country out 
of the recession by elt'ction day. HI' 
submitted a revised bal.mced budget in 
February, he drove up interest rates to 
over 20%, and he pushed un· 
employment up to 8.5%. The country 
went into one of th<• shortest recessiOns 
in history. The Prc.'itdcnt brought infla· 
lion down to 7%. but the plan was still 
three months behind schedule and he 
was faced with a 7.5% unemployment 
rate on election day. No Pre:sident 
should have 18% inflation, 20% interest 
rates, and 8.5% unemployment in an 
election ''Par and expect to win What 
thts meant was that he would be in 
political trouble in the big industrial 
states of the ~orlheasl States like ~ew 
York, :\tassachusetts, Michigan, New 
Jersey, and Penn'ylvania would 
become doubtful. States like Ohio and 
IIJinois would become nearly imposs1· 
ble The election showed the effects of 
unemployment in the i'\ortheast. The 
President lost Massachusetts by 3,000 
votes out of nearly two and one-half 
million caslm that state. 

The :\1idwest is a Hepublican an•a of 
the country, so the Pn·sidenl was not 
expected to do well \~est of the 
Mississippi. Nevertheless, there are 
some slates, such as Iowa, that a 
Democrat might carry. The Presi· 
dent's grain embargo agamst the 
Soviets as a response to thetr mvaswn 
of Afghanistan, without some olht·r 
form of compensation to the farmers, 
insured that the farming statc.'i would 
be lost bv Pre. ident Carter. 

The P~e idenl's most sohd political 
bast> was lht> South In 1976 th<.· South 
went for him as the homl' town bo). 
However, the Panama Canal Treaty, 
which affc<.·ted southern cities such as 

'ew Orleans, Mobile, Houston, Tan1· 
pa, and Miami, plus a general lack of 
concem for the South allowed Heagan, 
who was already popular in the South. 
to make inroad. on Carter's vote 

The Pn•. idcnt could not seem to 
please anyone. Ht• did not push hard 
enough on ci\'il rights to pl<.•ast• blacks 
and he did not drag his fe<>l enough to 
plea.t• thosl' who oppose civtl righb. 
}f(• did not allow Ia rili prin•s to go high 
enough to pleast· farntt•rs, and lw did 
not hold them low enough to stop infla 
twn. He d1d not n·spond to tht· So\'lets 
hard enough to plt•<t::;t• !host• who 
thought something should bt• dont• 
about Afghnni. Inn, yt•l "hat ht• dtd 
looked foolish to those who thought wt• 
should do not hmg. On ('\'er~ tssU<.' lw 
tried to "Spl1t lht• difft•relltl' and kt•t•p 
C\'Cnont• happy, hut wound up pleas· 
ing ;1o om· Hi. fence straddling and 
poor economic limtng eost hun the 
Prestd<·ncy .

pari> orgamlatlons Floyd County 
went Carter O\'cr·wtJelmlltgly in spite 
of rather than bl'cause of, the nallonal 
C~rter organi7.alwn. Heagan's victory 
showed President Carter's natwnal 
organi7.altop's inability to read thc 
thinking of Democrats Floyd Coun1 j 

voted for Carter by 71 .4%, second only 
to its s1ster county of Knott. The voted 
margin, 6,799 more for Carter than for 
Reagan. was the btggest in the 
Commonwealth. <LoUJS\'ille went 
heavily Democratic, but when you add 
in the rest of Jefferson County Carter 
camcd the county by only 176 votes l. 
Forty-three out of forty-four prl'cmcts 
in Floyd County went for Carter. 

So, Jf the Reagan Presideney turns 
the nation sour, Floyd Countians may 
rightfully say, "Don't blame me, I'm 
from Floyd County!"

Diet: What's Safe, What Works? SAV-NO ACCOUN An estimated seventy million of us 
arc overweight. "Overweight" has 
been defined as being up to twenty 
percent over the recommended 
weight for your sex.. height. bone 
structure and age. Obesity is being 
twenty percent or more above the 
recommended weight. Obesity is 
often associated with such medical 
problems as high blood pressure. 
gout and high levels of blood fats. 

People overeat for reasons other 
than physiological hunger; very often 
the reasons for overeating are 
frustration, boredom, nervousness, 
or to receive pleasure through taste. 
Dieters should examine their reasons 
for overeating and be aware of their 
eating habits. 

Crash dieting is usually not 
effective for long-lasting weight 
reduction. Medical experts maintain 
that weight should be lost the same 
way it is gained· slowly, pound by 
pound. To maintain your weight, you 
must cat about fifteen calories per 
pound each day. Each pound of 
stored fat contains about three 
thousand, five hundred calories. To 
lose weight, you must cut your 
caloric intake so that the stored fat 
will be burned off by your body. 

Caloric needs change with age. If 
your diet and exercise habits rema.in 
the same after about age twenty five, 
you would still gain slightly as you 
grow older, since your body requires 
fewer calories to maintain its 
weight. 

Exercise with a diet will help to 
burn off stored fat. It will also help 
to tone muscles, often making you 
look and feel better while you are in 
the process of losing weight. Walk­
ing as an exercise can be a good part 
of a weight loss program, but it must 
be extra walking, above and beyond 
what walking you normally do in a 
day. When beginning any exercise 
program, it is advisable to begin 
slowly and gradually increase the 
amount of exercise you are getting. 
You should not feel exhausted 
following exercise. 

Two Pounds J;>er Week 
The American Medical Associa­

tion's (AMA) guide to losing weight 
stresses · not only weight conscious­
ness, but general health conscious­
ness, exercise, as well as nutrition 
and diet. The guide remarks that 
inactivity, as well as overeating, 
contributes to being over-weight. 

Each pound of fat con­
tains about 3,500 
calories. 

The AMA recommends weight loss 
of no more than two pounds per 
week. 

When starting a diet, always 
consult your doctor. Your doctor can 
help you to find a program suitable 
for you, and will determine what 
weight is best for you. He or she will 

' also point out any health problems 
which might constrict your exercise 
program or which might point to a 
specific weight loss plan which i~ 
suited to your body's needs and

To lose one pound per week, the 

daily caloric intake for this patient 
would have to be reduced to 1,750; 
to lose two pounds per week, it would 
need to be reduced to I ,250. 

Plan an adequate breakfast and 
lunch to help avoid snacking later in 
the day. A good diet is reduced in 
calories, but has sufficient nutrition 
supplied by the four basic food 
groups the milk group, meat 
group, bread and cereal group, and 
the fruit and vegetable group. 
Sensible snacking may help you to 
stay on a weight loss program. A cup 
of popcorn, unbuttercd and unsalted, 
only has ab·.)ut fifty calories and it 
is high in bulk and fiber. 

Raw vegetables are another low 
caloric snack; in addition to the 
traditional carrot and celery sticks, 
try zucchini slices, broccoli flower­
ets, bell pepper rings or cherry 
tomatoes. Devise your own low 
calorie dips to serve with them. Low 
calorie sofl drinks or unsweetened 
coffee or tea might help you get 
through to your next meal, or chew 
sugarless gum for a change of 
flavor. 

Support groups such as Weight 
Watchers, or dieting with a friend 
can be helpful to a dieter. Joining an 
organized exercise program can help 
you get the exercise to burn off a few 
additional calories, but you can 
certainly exercise at home, with 
similar results. 

Quick Loss 
Quick-weight loss programs are 

ketogenic diets. They are based on 
high-protein, low-carbohydrate in­
take. The body is deprived of 
carbohydrates on this type of diet. 
Carbohydrates are the body's nor­
mal main "fuel," and if deprived of 
carbohydrates the body must burn 
protein. One of the side effects of the 
burning of protein is rapid water 
loss. This accounts for the greatest 
part of the weight loss on a ketogenic 
diet. Weight loss on this type of diet 
very often proves to be only 
temporary. 

Low-calorie protein diets are 
usually based on the use of powdered 
or liquid protein products, or on 
protein capsules or tablets. Some of 
these products come with no direc­
tions for use; some suggest that the 
product replace one or two meals a 
day. Many dieters have been using 
these protein products as their only 
source of nourishment. If used this 
way in the recommended quantities, 
the caloric intake for one day is three 
hundred to five hundred calories. 
Nutritionists maintain that this is an 
amount which is insufficient for 
good health. 

The Food and Drug Administra­
tion has received reports of death 
and illness in which the use of 
protein products has been suspected 
of being a contributory factor. Users 
have complained tlf vomiting, diarr­
hea, faintness, cramps, constipation, 
fatigue and hair loss.

The FDA has proposed that 
protein supplements intended for usc 
in weight reduction should be 
required to have a warning on the 
label which would state that the 
product is only for usc with medical 
supervision and not for usc by 
infants, children, or pregnant or 
nursing women. Additionally, these 
diets could prove dangerous to 
people taking prescription medica­
tions, or those with kidney, liver or 
heart disease, or those with high 
blood pressure, and by the 
elderly. 

Chemical Diet Aids 
In 1979, the active ingred1cnt 

Phenylpropanolamine (PPA) was 
recommended to be placed in Food 
and Drug Administration (FDA) 
category #I, "generally recognized 
as safe and effective within pres­
cribed limits," as an aid in weight 
reduction. The announcement came 
from a special advisory panel to the 
Food and Drug Administration, the 
Advisory Review Panel, with regard 
to over the counter miscellaneous 
internal drug products. 

At about the same time, the FDA 
proposed withdrawal of its approval 
of amphetamines for use in weight 
reduction. The FDA based the 
proposal for the withdrawal of their 
approval on evidence showing that 
amphetamines are abused considera­
bly more than other drugs used in 
t~e treatment of obesity. The use of 
amphetamines has a potential risk of 
dependence as well as other harmful 
effects and there are other drugs 
available which are equally effective 
and have less risk. Amphetamines 
are, however, approved for two 
medical purposes, the treatment of 
hyperactivity in children and the 
treatment of narcolepsy, a rare 
disease causing excessive 
sleepfulness. 

The dangerous side effects of 
amphetamines, including central 
nervous system stimulation and the 
increasing of tolerance levels, are not 
produced by PPA. New Jersey, 
Maryland, and Wisconsin have 
banned the use of amphetamines in 
weight control and several state drug 
enforcement agencies have categor­
ized them as controlled 
substances. 

PPA Jeportedly controls appetite, 
giving dieters more willpower, 
enabling them to develop better 
eating habits. PPA products have 
been sold at drugstores and super­
markets under such trade names as 
Dexatrim and Prolamine. PPA, an 
appetite suppressant, is said to 
reduce the desire for food. Precisely 
how this happens is not known, but 
it is believed to act through the 
lateral hypothalmus gland, which 
controls the senses of smell and 
taste. 

One of the nation's leading 
marketers of non-prescription weight 
reduction aids voluntarily provided 
the panel with fifteen research 
studies on the effects of PPA in 
weight reduction programs. In one 
test of PPA, physicians gave the 
drug to one group of seventy-seven 
overweight patients and a placebo 
was given to a second group of 
seventy-seven patients. Both groups 
were advised to eat sensibly. The 
physicians and the subjects did not 
know whether the drug or the 
placebo had been prescribed. After 
four weeks, the weight loss was 
compared. The patients on PPA lost 
an average of one pound a week and 
the other patients lost an average of 
one half pound a week. Other studies 
done with animals showed that the 
intake of PPA caused weight 
reduction. 

Benzocaine is another drug that 
was also found to be "safe and 
effective" by the advisory panel to 
the FDA. It is a mild topical 
anesthetic which temporarily dulls 
the sense of taste. It is often supplied 
in the form of gum or candy. 

THE MEDICAL LETTER, a non 
profit publication which provides 
critical evaluation of drugs for 
physicians, maintains that PPA and 
benzocaine are not effective in 
weight reduction and ~hat PPA may 
be dangerous to some users . It 
reports that the advisory panel found 
the studies submitted were not 
identified by author and were 
defective in some areas, but the 
panel concluded that these same 
studies, taken as a whole, showed the 
effectiveness of PPA. 

PPA is not recommended for 
patients with hypertension, heart 
disease, diabetes or hyperthyroidism. 
It has also been shown to have 
detrimental effects for some patients 
when taken in conjunction with 
other drugs . THE MEDICAL 
LETTER asserts that .. the only 
satisfactory treatment for obesity is 
a life-long change in patterns of food 
intake and phys1cal activity ..

Charlt.•s Meyrick. federal railroad 
administration rail saft•ly official. told 
members of the state interim commit· 
tee on transportation today that rail ac· 
cidents in Kent uek~ have dccreast•d 
from 440 to 1978 to less than 250 
estimated for 1980 

Th1s was done. he said. with the 
assistance of federal inspectors in Ten· 
nessee and V1rginia . Kentucky has on­
ly three inspectors for nearly 3,000 
miles of rail. Individual railroads have

Reprints Book On 
Appalachian Lore 

By DR. LEONARD ROBERTS 
An important Appalachian book of 

folklore has been reprinted according 
to Dr. Leonard Roberts. director of the 
Pikeville College Press. Colorful as 
well as factual, the title is "Sang 

ranch Settlers: Folksongs and Tales 
fa Kentucky Mountain Family." 
Dr. Roberts' studied a mountain 

family of long standing in the counties 
of Harlan and Leslie in the 1950s. 
Travelling the region with pencil and 
tape recorder, he collected a large 
mass of oral tradition, including lives 
of hard work in the coal mines, farm­
ing, logging and sawmill operations up 
and down the branches of the Kentucky 
River. 

Sections of the material were put in 
der in the early 1960s and published 

in magazines and in books. Afterward 
Dr. Roberts presented the entire study 
to an editor of the American Folklore 
Society who found it an outstanding 
folk and cultural htstory of the region, 
and presented it to the University of 
Texas Press for publication as No. 61 of 
the Society's Memoir Series. It was 
released in 1974. 

Dr. Roberts presented 86 pages of in­
rviews and oral traditions from 
embers of the Couch family, telling 

of life in a rough and tumble section of 
eastern Kentucky and describing their 
home, work and play, and with tales 
and ballads performed by the old folk 
in a gnat smoke in the yard , or by a log 
burning session at night The men of 
the house tell of their hunting of bear, 
deer, foxes and all manner of fur­
bearing animals . The family is involv­
ed in school and church going, going 
yer the gap for salt in Virginia, mak-
g tools and coffms, and sleds and 

wagons, and a good many details are 
brought forth on moonshining: hiding 
it and selling it in mining towns and at 
roadside stands. 

The next section of the volume, the 
richest and most valuable for the oral 
historian, is entitled "Folksongs and 
Hymns." Here are 100 songs with 
music. mcluding some of the oldest 

glish ballads, many broadsides, and 
erican hymns and folksongs. Here 

re found not only Barbara Allen, but 
Lord Bateman, The Hangman, Rich 
and Rambling Boy, the Wagoner Lad, 
Wild Bill Jones, Glory Land, Climbing 
up Zion's Hill, and many jigs, dance 
pieces, humorous and satirical 
numbers. 

The second section contains 60 
folktales and 40 riddles. Some of the 
finest texts of Old World tales are told 
by the mother of•seven Couches, such 

· Little Black Hunchety Hunch, The 
ull Strap, Irishmen and the Gun, 

Tailipoe, and funny animal tales such 
as: Rat or Mouse, I Up the Chimley. 
There are two tales not found in 
America before: Nip, Kink and Curly, 
and The One-Eyed Giant The first one 
about Nip has been found in eastern 

.Europe. and the One-Eyed Giant 
<from the Arabian Nights) has been 
found in oral tradition in Scotland.

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Seminar Talks of Turn 
To Sun for Future Energy 

"SOLAR E~ERGY is a rt>sourct> almost too good to be trut>," 
Oscar Bloch, president of Kentuck~· Solar Coalition, told the 
group of hom('O\\ nt>rs and build£>rs at .May Lodg£> seminar 
last Thur·sda). Tht> seminar·. one of a st>rit>s sponsored by 
Prestonsburg Community Collt>ge, was d£>signed to promote 
greater awareness of the pot£>ntial of solar energy for home 
heating and cooling. 

Wh1le many in the~c parts arc still 
\\ailing for the nation to switch to coal 
for its energy needs, there was a group 
m town last week tr) ing to sell the no· 
tion that the futurt• lies with the sun 

Much of the technology nel•ded to 
harnes the sun s energy i · already 
availahle, they argued, and now the 
cost of u ing fossil fuels for energ~ 
makes the switch to solar cnerg) 
economically _ensible, too 

ln fact, houses heated and cooll•d b~ 
fossil fuels will be\\ 1dely recognized as 
\\asteful anachronLms 10 vrars from 
now. some pred1cted a~d will be 
d1. credited as surely as the gas 
guzzling automobiles \\h1ch only a fe\\ 
years ago were an unquestioned 
feature of the Amencan life~tyle. 

At a May Lodge erninar sponsored 
last Thursday bj the U.S . and state 
Departments of Energy, Prestonsburg 
Commumty College, the Kentucky 
Solar Coalitwn, a c1tizen. ' group, and 
Appalachia Sr1ence m the Public In· 
terest, a non-profit research group, 
solar advocates told an audience of 
about 50 people of the potential of solar 
energ; for water and space heating. 
and even for generating electncit~ . 

Solar-powered homes of tht> future 
may actually put electricity mto the 
S) stem rather than dra\\ mg tt from the 
systt>m, one intimated 

Another spoke of the need for leg1sla­
t10n guaranteeing individuals aceess to 
the sun, giving tax credits for 
homeowners comerting to solar, and 
protecting consumers of the man) pro­
ducts now appearing in respon e to the 
new energ} consciOusness. 

Bob :\teyer, a local builder and a 
semmar spe2ker. though clearl) un­
comfortable with h1s new statu as an 
''expert'' on solar energy, has 
pioneered the u e of passive solar 
sy. terns m home construction here 
With Tony Bentlej, 1\leyer formed Ap· 
palachian Housing Industries t\\O·and­
a-half years ago, to build lo\\ -cost, 
energy-efficient homes 

The) have bUilt four home - in 
David, Auxier, and Blue River- using 
such pass1ve systems as double-glazed 
\\ indows facing south and stone 
masses mside to absorb heat by da)

Passive solar sy ·tcm cssentiall::,, 
des1gn and construction feature~ are

distinguished from active systems. 
which usc such hardware as copper 
plates, pumps and fans . Because Ken­
tucky has a relatively high number of 
cloudy days. a combination of the two 
systems IS generally recommended 
here. Some solar advocates, moreover. 
promote solar energy not as a com­
petitor with fossil and synthetic fuels 
but as one component of a balanced 
system using all available energy 
sources 

Building a low-cost home has proven 
more difficult than he had anticipated 
and market demand is still over\\' helm· 
ingly for conventionally heated homes, 
:\teyer conceded ~or IS he as com·inc· 
ed as some other seminar participants 
that the nation is about to make a 
senous bid for solar energy 

Other speakers boosted solar as a 
means to ach1evmg energy In­
dependence- much as coal is pro­
moted but also for merits to which the 
fossil fuel industries can lay scant 
cla1m. Using the sun for energy, they 
argued, decentralizes the energy in­
dustr). giving homeowners ne\\' con· 
trol over their lives and keeping energy 
dollars m the local community. What is 
more, it is clean And it results 111 no 
monthly bill. 

''When you depend on a centralized 
power source like Kentucky Power," 
said Larry Strange, a designer of com­
munity solar-use projects, "you're ex­
porting your money- for constructing 
a plant in a remote place, for hardware 
made in a d1stant state, for labor far 
removed from the local community." 

''Invest $20 million over the years in 
your own community and the money IS 
multiplied," Strange said. "Send it 
away to the power plant and it's 
gone. " 

Using solar energy makes no sense 
unless houses are energy-efficient, it 
was pointed out Solar houses need to 
be so designed as to demand half as 
much energy as houses commonly do, 
said David Ross Stevens, of the Ken­
tucky Solar Coalition . And Kathy Dahl, 
of Alternate Energy of Kentucky, Inc .. 
described a number of techniques for 
reducing heat lost through windows 
and hot water systems, which she 
described as two of the most common 
sources of heat loss in homes.

After a few years' experi· 
ence, a salary of about S25,· 
000 can be expected. Some 
landscape archttects can ex­
pect incomes of $100,000 a 
year or better (about two per· 
cent earn this much). Licens­
ing IS required in 38 states, in· 
duding Kentucky. 

One practitioner recently 
was quoted in a national pub­
lication: "There is no better 
way to learn landscape archi· 
tecture than by keenly ob­
serving nature." 

Also, professtonals agrey 
that a practitioner woull! 
need acceptable speaking and 
wntmg skills smce so much of 
the practice requires the "sell­
mg of its services to planning 
boards and others."

and Mr .. Otela S. Smiley. In an infonnal !letting these UK students are engrossed in a discu~on or landscape architecture. 

To earn a Bachelor of Sci· 
ence degree in Landscape 
Architecture requires a bit 
more than the average devo­
tion to academics.' At UK, for 
example, the student must 
have 132 credit hours with at 
least a 2.0 grade point stand. 
ing. The four-year program 
consists of two pre-profes­
sional years followed by two 
years of profes.sional training. 
The program at UK is fully 
accredited by the American 
Society of Landscape Archi­
tects.
