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Water District 
Books Are Held 

The board chairman has resigned, 
the general manager has been dismiss­
ed, records are impounded, and an in­
vestigation appears possible, following 
allegations that Beaver-Elkhorn Water 
District funds have been mismanaged. 

In explaining his resignation during 
last Wednesday's meeting of the water 
commission, chairman Gary Martin 
explained· that "some circumstances 
had arisen" relating to himself and 
general manager Bob Hackworth and 
that it would be in his and the water 
district's "best interests" if he stepped 
down. 

Martin claimed earlier he had 
received from Commonwealth's At­
torney James Allen a guarantee of im­
munity from prosecution in return for · 
his and Hackworth's resignations. 

In an April 16 letter to Judge­
Executive Bill Wells , Martin said he 
had been advised an investigation of 
the water district books was imder way 
and referred to the possibility he might 
be implicated. 

Martin said he and Allen had agreed 
that, in exchange for immunity, he 
would resign, not seek reappointment 
to the commission, would seek 
Hackworth's resignation and, in the 
event Hackworth refused to quit volun­
tarily, would vote for his dismissal. 

Martin mentioned only "controversy 
concerning $500 payments" made to 
himself and Hackworth as the reason 
for his resignation, but criticism sur­
facing in recent weeks suggests a pat­
tern of loose management and reputed 
links with entrenched political in­
terests on Right Beaver Creek as 

causes of dissatisfaction with the 
system's management. 

A recent audit of the water district 
books reportedly uncovered gaps in the 
agency's records and serious deficien­
cies in its internal accounting pro­
cedures. 

Martin this week maintained his in­
nocence of any wrongdoing and said 
his resignation was designed to put to 
rest any suspicion that the water com­
mission was controlled by outside • 
political forces. "No one tells me what · 
to do," he asserted. 

Martin described as justifiable 
payments for overtime work the $500 
apiece paid him and Hackworth in con­
nection with the relocation of a water 
line at Estill last August. 

National Mines reportedly con­
tracted with the water district for 
about $6000 to remove the line from 
property on which the mining company 
intended to erect a storage building. 
The disputed payments to the two men 
were for work "over and above our 
regular duties, " Martin explained. 

Actions taken at a December 4, 1980 
commission meeting have also come 
under scrutiny. They include a con­
troversial purchase by the commission 
of a Hueysville property and payment 
of Christmas bonuses to the water 
district 's three commissioners. 

The decisions were taken by com­
missioners Martin and Doug Marshall 
in the absence of the third commis­
sioner, James L. Reed, who resigned 
from the commission shortly 
thereafter.

Critics Assail Bell 
n· co nt Option Plan 

While Art Willett, South Central 
Bell's manager for this district, was 
busy promoting the phone company's 
proposed "discount option" here last 
week, the plan was being assailed by 
critics at a Public Service Commission 
hearing in Louisville. 

An optional "local measured ser­
vice" could mean smaller phone bills 
for some customers if it wins commis­
sion approval, Willett said. 

Customers who make few local calls 
now pay the same flat monthly rate for 
the service as those who make many 
calls, the phone company official 
noted. With local measured service , 
they could choose to save money by 
calling less, he said. 

Willett likened the option to the 
choice consumers now have to drive a 
smaller car or turn the thermostat 
down in order to save on gas and 
heatiog bills. "Measured service is the 
same idea;• he argued. "It can give 
you some control over your local phone 
bill." 

The option would be available for 
residential and business customers 
whose phone numbers begin with 886. 
Those who want unlimited local calling 
would still be able to choose the flat 
monthly rate, he said. 

While measured service might mean 
savings for some, however, it would 
also open the way for tncreased 
charges. To the extent that fees are 
pegged to usage the phone company 
stands to gain revenue as phone use in­
creases. 

It is not lost on South Central Bell 
that its customers are increasingly us-

ing the phone to shop and pay bills. 
Measured service will help company 
revenues keep abreast of this increas­
ed activity. 

Neither was the point lost on con­
sumers who attended last Friday's 
hearing in Louisville on the company's 
proposed $109 million rate increase. 

The proposal, which would raise the 
cost of basic phone service by at least 
74 percent for Bell's 800,000 Kentucky 
customers, has generated a lot of con­
troversy since it was announced in 
February. 

The planned introduction of local 
measured service was just one of the 
concerns voiced at the hearing. 

While Bell has proposed a $17.12 
basic monthly charge for a service 
allowing unlimited local calling, 
measured service would be offered at a 
25 percent discount and would include 
an allowance for 30-70 four-minute 
local calls, the precise number depen­
ding on the time of day the calls were 
plac~d . Customers would pay addi­
tional charges only if their calling ex­
ceeds the allowance. 

The cost of the additional calls would 
be calculated in much the same way as 
long-distance calls are now-according 
to frequency, length, distance and time 
of day. . 

Though Bell officials stressed that 
the measured service would be op­
tional. a number of speakers at Fri­
day's hearing expressed concern that 
the company would eventually make 
the plan mandatory.

Clark Parents 
Seek Solution 
To Pupil Load 

To parents and teachers at Clark 
Elementary who have worked long and 
hard to establish for the educational 
program there a reputation for ex­
cellence, the thought that their efforts 
may ultimately result in a reduction of 
the school's overall quality is a bitter 
pill to swallow. 

Considered by many as a particular­
ly "good place to send your kids," the 
school is being faced more and more 
with problems associated with over­
crowding as parents from Prestons­
burg and more distant sections of the 
county seek to enroll their children 
there. 

In recent years, the influx has 
swollen student ranks, taxing facilities 
and creating a disproportionate 
teacher-pupil ratio, and Clark parents 
and teachers are concerned. 

That concern was v)fced Monday 
night in a special meeting of the Clark 
Parent-Teachers Association with 
Assistant Schools Superintendent Ron 
Hager and board of education 
members Dr. James D. Adams and 
James A. Duff. 

The extent of Clark's problem was 
outlined in a recent letter sent to Floyd 
Schools Superintendent Pete Grigsby, 
Jr. by the P.T.A. which quoted district­
wide figures showing no other Floyd 
school with a recent increase of 
students equal to that of Clark. "This 
has created a crowding situation that is 
at the breaking point, and wllich has 
imposed an undue pressure on faculty 
and students," according to the letter. 

It was also pointed out that only 
Clark, which was already beyond its 
570-student capacity at the beginning 
of the 1980-'81 school year, experienced 
continuous student influx during the 
year, a'dding 28 more students between 
September and February. "This has 
created a situation which is obviously 
making it difficult for teachers to per­
form satisfactorily, and one which af­
fects the over;:~Il educational climate of 
our school of which we are all very pro­
ud and for which we are working so 
hard," the letter stated. 

Board member Dr. Adams, who ad­
mitted that "you're choked to death 
right now," addressed the problem by

Cen:ter Closing 
egal, Is Opinion 

The state Department for Human 
Resources is within its rights. in pulling 
out of the juvenile detention center 
here, according to a recent attorney­
general's opinion. 

State Senator Benny Ray Bailey had 
sought the opinion, citing a state law to 
the effect that, once the state had 
agreed to operate a detention facility 
for the county, the arrangement could 
not be terminated without the agree­
ment of the fiscal court. 

The fiscal court has not agreed to end 
the state contract, County-Executive 
Bill Wells has said. 

In his reply to Bailey, however, 
Charles W. Runyan, an assistant depu­
ty attorney-general, argued that the 
1978 agreement by which the county 
leased the second floor of the court­
house annex to the state for use as a 
detention facility provides for term ina-

tion of the lease "at any time upon 60 
days written notice." 

Official notice of the closing of the 
center had been given on March 18, 
Runyan noted, with the closing to take 
effect June 1_. 

It would be"an unreasonable con­
struction" to say that the legislature 
intended that once DHR took over the 
facility it would have to operate it 
" until and unless the Floyd Fiscal 
Court agreed to let it off the hook," 
Runyan opined . 

The practical effect of the lease ter­
mination, he added, is that "the con­
trol, operation and maintenance of the 
facility ... has been returned to the 
.Floyd Fiscal Court." 

State law provides that the fiscal 
court of each county shall provide 
detention facilities for juveniles until 
their cases are disposed of in district 
court. 

Shelter Reopening Is Work ·Aim 

While stray animals wander along roadsides to starve or be struck by 
passing vehicles, thl' Floyd County Humane Society's animal shelter re-
mains locked and t>mpty. · 

Although the Floyd County Humane Society's animal shelter closed last 
September after pnly 14 months of operation, the society still has its 
members, and they're still working to raise money. 

The society's ultimate aim is reopen the shelter, according to Lenora 
Miller, of Wayland, corresponding secretary for the group, and members 
have already managed to pay off old debts through money earned by the col­
lection of cans for recycling centers. Other fund-raising projects are plann­
ed, Mrs. Miller said, and the society hopes the public will respond . 

Keith and Millie Frysinger, the husband-wife team who managed the 
shelter during the last months of its operation, are still in the area, according 
to Mrs. Miller, and they're willing to come back to the shelter if it is reopen-
ed. . 

The shelter was forced to close . Mrs. Miller pointed out, when financial 
help could no longer be obtained from the county. "We could receive aid 
from the national society and other groups," she said, "but they won't help 
out as long as support is withheld by the county." 

In the 14 months of its operation, 600 dogs and cats were adopted by 
families through the shelter and many other animals abandoned to die or 
wander the roadsides were put to death humanely by a veterinarian who also 
conducted regular spay and neuter clinics from the shelter.

Strike Enters 
Sixth Week 

A negotiating session Monday bet­
ween Highlands Hospital and its strik­
ing employees proved fruitless and the 
talks have been called off until further 
noticed. 

The strike enters its sixth week today

1199, Hospital and Health Care 
Employees Union, walked out March 
25 in a dispute over pay, conditions, 
and their role in hospital management. 

Neither side made any new offer at 
Monday's bargaining session, it was 
reported, the union standing by its de­
mand for a substantial wage hike and 
the hospital offering the same 40.4 per­
cent increase over three years 
presented in its original contract offer. 

Russell Dean , assistant ad­
ministrator at the hospital, accused the 
strikers this week of violating last 
week's circuit court order limiting to 
five the number of pickets permitted at 
the hospital's main gate. Sometimes as 
many as 14 pickets have been observed 
in the area, he said . 

Tires on three hospital employees ' 
cars were slashed Monday night and 
plate glass doors at the hospital en­
trance were damaged by rocks, he 
said. 

Dean said negotiators are now 
awaiting a summons by the federal 
mediator before resuming contract 
talks . 

New Landfill 
.Date Is Set 
For May 18 

A date has finally been set for the 
start of Floyd county's new trash col­
lection system. 

Amid growing concern about the 
state of the county's existing land­
fills-two of them were shut down by 
angry neighbors earlier this 
month-Judge-Executive Bill Wells 
said Monday that the new landfill 
would be open .and the collection 
system operational on May 18. 

While the system will be mandatory 
for county residents, for a monthly fee 
of $6, the first two weeks' pickup will be 
free , Wells said. 

"This will give us a chance to work 
out the bugs in the system," he explain­
ed. 

Prestonsburg residents will still 
have their trash collected by the city 
sanitation crew, at the existing rates. 
The city, which presently pays $1150 
monthly for use of the county landfills, 
may be assessed a new rate after six 
months, depending on the volume of 
garbage generated here. 

The new system, which has been 
touted as an answer to the county's 
chronic solid waste problems, is said to 
be the only countywide system in the 
state. The cost of establishing it has 
been put at more than $2 million. 

A bond sale through the Kentucky 
Pollution Abatement Authority raised 
$1.5 million toward the cost. Another

OSM Seeks Comment 
On Revised Rules 

The lnterior Department's Office of 
Surface Mining <OSM) is seeking com­
ment on draft revised rules on ttie 
"state window" regulation and bon­
ding regulations for surface coal min­
ing operations. The draft revised rules 
were prepared as part of a sweeping 
review of OSM regulations ordered by 
Interior Secretary James Watt. 

In place of the "state window" con­
cept which required states to submit 
alternative approaches to OSM regula­
tions based on local agricultural or en­
vironmental conditions, OSM is pro­
posing to require that alternatives 
must be as effective as OSM regula­
tions in meeting the intent of the Sur­
face Mining Act. If the state can show 
that its proposal is "as effective," OSM 
can approve it. 

The act also requires a mining com­
pany to post a bond for reclamation 
purposes. If the land is not reclaimed, 
the bond would be forfeited and the 
money used for reclaiming the mined 
land. The draft revisions would amend 
the existing rules for performance 
bonds, including the form and amount 
of such bonds, the terms and condi­
tions, and the requirements for bond 
release. 

Notice of the availability of the draft 
rules was published in the April 17, 
1981, Federal Register. The draft rules 
are available at the addresses below.· 

"We have drafted these rules in 
response to many comments and sug­
gestions from Governors, state 
legislators, mining companies, en­
vironmental groups and individual 
citizens," said OSM Acting Director 
Andrew V. Bailey. . . 

"Before we enter into the formal pro­
cedure of proposing new rules, we want 
to give ev eryone the opportunity to 
review our initial draft, make com­
ments and propose changes, if they are 
needed," Bailey said. 

The Acting Director also noted the 
OSM personnel in its national head­
quarters will be available to discuss 
the proposed changes with the public · 
be ween now and May 8, 1981, when the 
comment period ends.

Reed declined this week to comment 

on the reasons for his resignation, but 
soon after his departure from the com­
mission he and Martin traded charges 
of misuse of public funds. 

"If we are going to open Pandora's 
box," Martin wrote the former com­
missioner December 18, "I think we 
should take the lid completely off." 

Martin this week described as "well 
justified" the decision to pay Beaver­
Elkhorn employees and commis­
sioners $150 each as a Christmas 
bonus. Some of the bonus money had 
been raised from the sale of scrap 
metal , it was explained at the 
December meeting, and the payments 
were said at that time to be "in con­
junction with our policy of rewarding 
employees with outstanding work 
records." 

Both he and Reed had since returned 
the money, Martin said, Reed because 
he considered the payment unethical 
and Martin because he "respected 
Reed's opinion." 

The December meeting also 
authorized Martin to buy a tract at 
Hueysville as the site for a permanent 
office and supply depot for the water 
district. No discussion of a purchase 
price is reflected in the minutes of the 
meeting, but the acre lot on KY 80 was 
reportedly sold to the commission by 
Claudia Roberts Jacobs in January for 
$30,000. 

Several critics of the sale, who said 
they wished to remain anonymous, 
said the purchase price was "three or 
four times" what the property was 
worth . 

One of those who questioned the pro­
priety of the sale-he said he feared 
reprisals if his name was used-said 
ownership of the tract had revolved in 
recent years among persons with close 
ties to the commission. 

According to county records, title to 
the property has changed hands six 
times in the past three years, Mrs. 
Jacobs buying it last June from her 
father, District 2 magistrate Kenneth 
Roberts, and from water commis­
sioner Doug Marshall. 

Martin defended the sale this week, 
describing the property as "a good 
commercial lot." A Bank Josephine 
appraiser valued the tract at $25,000, 
on the basis of which the bank loaned 
the commission $20,000 for the pur­
chase, he said. The remaining $10,000 
was paid out of the water commission's 
operating account, he said. 

Magistrate Roberts characterized 
the transaction as "a straightout, legal 
deal," adding that, prior to the sale, he 
had spent $10,000 on having the proper­
ty filled. Criticism of the sale was 
politically motivated, he charged. 

A flurry of internal accounting 
reforms early this year followed an 
audit of the water commission's books 
by Pikeville accountants Cooley, Hall, 
Hampton and Harris. 

The audit was reportedly undertaken 
after federal officials indicated that an 
unaudited financial statement submit­
ted by the commission in support of a 
$2.6 million Farmers Home Ad­
ministration grant application was un­
satisfactory. 

The commission is seeking the funds 
to finance an extension of water lines 
from Hi Hat to Weeksbury. In view of 
current uncertainty about the 
availability of federal funds, a smaller 
grant request, which would enable the 
commission to ac.tivate a third filter at 
the district's pumping station, is also 
being considered. 

At a commission m eeting in 
February this year, Martin conceded 
the water district had been operating 
without any internal control of pur­
chases or cash flow. A survey by the 
Big Sandy Area Development District 
last December indicated that the water 
agency did not have an a nnual budget. 

In line with the· auditors' recommen-. 
dations, the commission voted in 
February to establish a cash flow con­
trol system , including two-signature 
~hecking, ordered that no bills be paid 
without board approval or purchases 
made without a proper requisition, and 
abolished overtime pay. 

In response to doubts raised about 
the water district's solvency, Martin 
said this week that its current financial 
status is "very good." The water 
system has been able to meet its bond 
obligation!), makes a monthly average 
profit of $4000, and has $53,209 in the 
bank, he cla imed. 

Meanwhile, the status of Hackworth, 
the water system manager, remains 
unclear. When Martin recommended 
tha t he resign last week, Hackworth 
refused to do so. A subsequent motion 
by Martin to have the manager 
dismissed failed for want of a second. 
Raymond Meade, who replaced Reed 
on the commission in January, remain­
ed silent ; Marshall, the third commis­
s ioner , was absent . 
· In a special meeting Monday, Martin 
again recommended Hackworth's 
dismissa l, alleging that the pla~t 
manager was not qualified. Martm 
cited an October 7, 1980 letter from D. 
J . Linder, an officer of the certification 

board o~he state Department for 
Natural esources' division of water, 
to the ef ct that Hackworth was "not 
certifi~ as a water treatment plant 
operaror." 

Hackworth was then dismissed on a 
motion of Marshall, seconded by Mar­
tin. 

The fired · manager challenged the 
legality of the meeting, however, 
claiming that notice of the meeting had 
failed to specify its purpose as required 
by law in the case of special meetings. 

He threatened Tuesday to sue the 
commissioners, claiming his dismissal 
lacked proper grounds, was voted on at 
an irregular meeting, and had damag­
ed his reputation. 

At Monday's meeting, Marshall was 
named to replace Martin as chairman 
when his resignation becomes effective 
at the end of this month. Marshall said 
he would serve on the commission only 
until a new commissioner was ap­
pointed. 

The two voted to reduce from $90 to 
$15 the commissioners' salary, Mar­
shall arguing that the present salary is 
"far too high" in view of the commis­
sioners' duties. 

The commission then voted to con­
tract with Roger Recktenwald, of the 
Water Resources Assistance Corpora­
tion <WRAC), for field and financial 
management of the water district until 
a permanent administrator could be 
hired. Recktenwald said the contract 
would need the approval of the board of 
the Big Sandy Area Development 
District, with which WRAC is af­
filiated. 

Beaver-Elkhorn customers should 
not be unduly alarmed by this week's 
management upheaval, Recktenwald 
cautioned later, adding he did not an­
ticipate any interruption in the 
district's water service. 

Neither Judge-Executive Wells nor 
Commonwealth's Attorney Allen would 
say this week whether an investigation 
of the water district is planned. 

Allen acknowledged that he was in 
possession of the agency's records and 
said charges would be pressed if an in­
vestigation warranted them. He refus­
ed comment on claims that the water 
district chairman has been guaranteed 
immunity in the case. 

Wells confirmed that the recent audit 
had revealed "irregularities" in the 
system's bookkeeping but said it was 
not yet clear who was to blame for 
them. 

He was confident the water district 
could yet be "run like a business," he 
said, "not like some fly-by-night opera­
tion."

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asking the large group present at the 
meeting, "How large a grade school do 
you want?" Expressing the opinion 
that expansion of the school to accom­
modate 1,000 or more students would 
be "looking at a big problem," Adams 
suggested that the school limit the 
number of incoming students. When 
asked how such limitation would be af­
fected, Adams replied: "You take 650 
students and when you get to that point 
he (pointing to Clark Principal John K. 
Pitts l cuts it." Adams suggested that 
if such a strategy were adopted, 
children from the Middle Creek section 
nearest Clark be given first priority for 
enrollment. "You tell us how many 
kids you want to stop it at and we'll 
give you the authority," he said. 

Although there was no disagreement 
that such a strategy would certainly 
help alleviate Clark's present problem 
of unbridled growth, there was little 
enthusiasm expressed for turning 
away children who wished to attend the 
school. At least half the parents pre­
sent at Monday's meeting were from 
areas beyond the forks of Middle 
Creek, the unofficial limits to the Clark 
school residential area, and one parent 
responded to the suggestion of 
restricted enrollment by saying, "Why 
should my child be penalized because 
he doesn't live nearby?" 

When asked whether Clark would be 
able to add needed floor space and 
facilities if the decision were made to 
continue accepting the increasing 
number of students, Adams replied, 
"All I can tell you is, I don't know." 
Adams explained th?-t a paucity of 
funds for new construction and 
threatened future budget cuts made 
planning difficult. 

"We have a letter now that says 
$185,000,000 may be cut from the state 
budget, and you can imagine how that 
could affect us," he pointed out. 

Adams told the group tha t a 
modular-type classroom structure 
might be provided for the coming year, 
although he stressed Uiat the 
availability of such a unit could not be 
guaranteed. 

Assistant Superintendent Hager told 
the P.T.A. group, "You've created a 
school great for the kids, but you've got 
a problem just because of its quality." 
Hager, who was unable to offer much 
encouragement to the group, spoke· 
rather of a school system fettered by 
an inadequate tax base. Pointing out 
that the local tax dollar makes up only 
four percent of the county's school 
budget compared to an average of 20 
percent statewide, Hager said, "The 
local tax structure just does not give us 
what we need for materials." 

Hager spoke of the problems in 
teacher-pupil ratios which have 
resulted at Clark as a result of its stu­
dent body growth. He pointed out that 
while the maximum ratio recommend­
ed by the state is one teacher to 30 
children, some teachers at Clark have 
as many as 44 pupils. At present, he 
said, the teacher-pupil ratio does not 
affect accreditation, altho.ugh he add­
ed, "I expect to see it within a couple of 
years." 

When asked about the further in­
crease of students which may result 
from new settlement in the Cliff area, 
Hager suggested that the county school 
system might have to establish a type 
of middle school system to absorb 
sixth, seventh and eighth grades, 
thereby freeing up space at Clark and 
elsewhere. 

Delineation of school districts- and 
allowing children to be enrolled only in 
their district of residence- was men­
tioned at Monday's meet although the 
concept was not discussed at length. 

An additional alternative surfaced at 
the meet when a Clark parent' sug­
gested that if other county schools 
were brought up to the quality level of 
Clark, student distribution would 
become more balanced. 

"But who is responsible for raising 
the quality of the other schools?" one 
parent asked.

Move To Annex 
Mays Branch 
Goes Forward 

An ordinance which would annex 
Mays Branch to the city of Prestons­
burg received its first reading at a 
meeting of the city council here Mon­
day. 

If half the area's property owners 
and/or resident voters petition the 
council within 60 days, the issue may 
be placed on the ballot in November. In 
that event-which appears likely, 
given the opposition generated by the 
proposal in recent months-opposition 
by at least 75 percent of the area 's 
voters would be needed to halt enact­
ment of the ordinance. 

Ron Beaver, manager of Flanery 
and Dingus TV, appearing before the 
council in response to recent customer 
complaints, itemiz.ed recent im­
provements in the system and said fur­
ther sections are scheduled for 
rebuilding by the end of September. 

The Times learned this week that 
Flanery and Dingus, sold about 18 
months ago to. Midwest Corporation, is 
again up for sale. The West Virginia 
firm, which bought out the local 
operators about 18 months ago, has 
reportedly agreed in principle to sell 
its cable system in West Virginia, Ken­
tucky and Maryland to Cable .Enter­
tainment Inc. , a New York-based firm. 
Cable Entertainment operates TV 
systems in Ohio, Pennsylvania and 
Virginia. 

Final Agreement on the sale is said 
to be awaiting the necessary approval 
by local government agencies. 

The municipal parking lot will get a 
new boom gate , to cost about $5000, as 
the result of a council decision . A pro­
posal to widen the entrance to the lot is 
also being considered. 

Tabled for further study was a re­
quest by Sam Blankenship, president 
of United Federal Savings and Loan 
Association, to purchase a section of 
the municipal parking lot near the 
United Federal building.

In March civil penalties totaling 

$331,800 were levied by the state 
Department for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection against 

' three Kentucky coal companies for 
alleged violations of state surface­
mining and reclamation requirements. 

In orders filed with the department's 
Office of General Counsel, the largest 
penalty, $196,800 was assessed against 
Wesmon Coal Corp. of Bulan. A $6,000 
bond on the corporation's 5.9-acre min­
ing site in Perry county was also 
ordered forfeited. 

The corporation was accused of fail­
ing to maintain an access road, allow­
ing spoil material off the permitted 
site, removing all equipment from the 
site before operations were completed 
and failing to eliminate a highwall. 

Wesmon Coal Corp. was also barred 
from obtaining another coal-mining 
permit in Kentucky. 

A civil penalty of $110,000 was levied 
against Elwood Gibbson and Big Rock 
Coal Co. of Mallie. The penalty was 
assessed for alleged violations on its 
1.9-acre mining site in Leslie county. 

The company was accused of failing 
to maintain an access road, failing to 
establish vegetation on the mining site,

· "Strong chemicals can cause painful 
injury, burns and even total blindness 
if they come in contact with the eyes," 
warns Elinor Zollinger, executive 
director of the Kentucky Society to 
Prevent Blindness. 

Some common sense measures that 
can blunt the danger can easily be 
adopted. " Carefully read all package 
label instructions before using these 
products," Zollinger advised. "Many 
contain special warnings, and ac­
cidents can result if they are ignored. " 
When chemicals are propelled under 
pressure by a spray, the injury is likely 
to be even more severe. Be sure to 
check to see that the arrow on the noz­
zle is 'pointing away from you when us­
ing spray cans . 

"Don't use a chemical spray out of 
doors on a windy day ," Zollinger said. 
And, of course, never leave a chemical 
product within the reach of a child. 

If caustic chemicals do enter the eye, 
the Society advises this emergency 
treatment : hold the eyelids wide open 
and flood the eye with cool water im­
mediately , continuing for at least 15 
minutes . This can be done by either 
placing the head under a faucet or 
'pouring water from any clean continer 
into the eye. After completing this first 
aid procedure, seek medical attention. 

These and other first aid suggestions 
for eye emergencies are listed on a 
sticker that can be attached to the in­
side of a medicine cabinet. You can get 
one by sending a stamped, self­
addressed envelope to the Kentucky 
Society to Prevent Blindness, Box 132, 
Louisville, KY 40201.

The Environmental Contaminants 
Evaluation (ECE) program of the U. S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service monitors the 
effects of agricultural chemicals, in­
cluding forest herbicides. The last in­
stallment exami ned ECE in general 
and cited several examples of their 
research findings. This _installment 
continues that examination, stressing 
herbicidal effects on fish and wildlife. 

In coniferous forests , herbicides are 
being increasingly used to suppress 
competing hardwoods. Based on past 
and projected use, aquatic herbicide 
contamination could be severe and will 
require continued evaluation. Scien­
tists in the ECE program are currently 
monitoring the effects of these her­
bicides on fish. 

Grasshopper outbreaks, especially 
in the western states, during the past 
three years have prompted ranchers to 
request permission to use end'rin , a 
highly poisonous insecticide. However, 
ECE and U. S. Department of 
Agriculture scientists have discovered 
a parasite which, when used with 
malathion, a relatively safe insecticide 
as far as wildlife is concerned, can ef­
fectively control grasshopper out­
breaks . 

In the northwest, a variety of her­
bicides are extensively used to contr"ol 
weeds and brush, many of which are 
concentrated on streambed edges. 
Because herbicides could produce 
greater effects when used in combina­
tions than would be expected if they 
acted independently, some danger to 
fish and wildlife in and around these 
streams exists. ECE scientists are at­
tempting .to determine animal suscep­
tibility to different herbicidal combina­
tions and prevent the use' of hazardous 
ones. 

Herbicides are also used in no-till 
agriculture to reduce populations of 
weeds that provide wildlife food and 
cover. With the no-till method, the soil 
is harrowed , rather than plowed, 
before planted. Then herbicides are ap­
plied to suppress weed growth . 
Evidence of some harmful effects from 
these herbicides has been gathered by 
ECE researchers . 

Irriga"tion water from agricul tural 
lands is a source of chemical con­
taminants, mainly pesticides, fer­
tilizers and sediment, especially in 
western lakes and streams. Intensively 
irrigated areas, such as the Central 
and Imperial Valleys of California and 
the Columbia Basin of eastern 
Washington , are particularly 
vulnerable. Over 200,000 miles of water 
conveyance channels, millions of acre­
feet of water in storage reservoirs, and 
millions of irrigated acres drain into 
natura l waters in 17 western states. 
ECE scientists are evaluating the ef­
fects of contaminants present in these 
systems . Next : the 1981 EQ Index. 

The Environmental" Quality Index 
(EQil for 1980, an annual report on the 
quality of life in the U.S., was publish­
ed in the February-March, 1981 issue of 
"National Wildlife," a periodical of the 
National Wildlife Federation. The EQI 
subjectively summarized seven en­
vironmental categories : wild life, 
minerals (energy), air, water, forests, 
Jiving space, and soil. The first six . 
categories were summar ized in 
previous articles ; this installme~t ex­
amines soil. 

EQI summarized the 1980 soil section 
thus : "The U. S. is losing a million 
acres of farmland annually to develop­
ment, and despite some holding action 
in a few states, cropland protection re­
mains almost nonexistent in most of 
America." Over the past 50 years, the 
U. S. has paved over the equivalent of 
all the cropland in Ohio. Each year we 
Jose to urban sprawl, highways and 
other development , the equivalent of a 

. half-mile strip of land stretching from 
New York to Ca lifornia . In the next two 
decades, the nation may pave over 
another section of agricultural lands 
equal to the size of Indiana, primarily 
because the land is worth much more 

for use as shopping centers or suburbs.

This loss of farmland comes at the 
very time the U.S. has been expanding 
its ·exports (in dollars, about eight 
times as much as in 1969) . U. S. 
farmers provide about 60 percent of all 
the food and grain other countries im­
port. With the world's population at 
four and one-half billion people now, 
and probably six and one-half billion by 
2000, foreign demands on U. S. 
agriculture could reach staggering 
proportions. 

Much new cropland has been brought 
into production in recent years through 
swamp draining, land clearing, and 
desert irrigating. However, this is no 
great bargain because of the loss of 
forests and other ·valuable wildlife 
habitat. These lands are also more sub­
ject to serious erosion losses than 
prime acreage. The U.S. Soil Conser­
vation Service has estimated that 
about four billion tons of American top­
soil are annually' lost to erosion.

There is still no nationwide policy to 
protect prime farmlands, but recently 
the government has been including 
them in many of its environmental im­
pact assessments. Most states are at­
tempting to save rural lands, but only a 
few have adopted meaningful" develop­
ment controls. 

There is some good news about ero­
sion. Years of work are finally paying 
off as U. S. farmers have shifted from 
conventional plowing techniques that 
hasten erosion to those involving 
minimum tillage. Other soil conserva-. 
tion programs are a lso having an im­
pact. Next : fuels of the future.

Jobless Rate Dips 
Seasonal hiring in the construction, 

agricultural and service industries 
reduced Kentucky 's unemployment to 
less than 10 percent during March, 
preliminary labor force estimates 
show. · 

March unemplo yment was 
estimated to be 9.1 percent of the labor 
force, down from an adjusted rate of 
10.2 percent recorded in February, 
Department for Human Resources 
figures show. 

Mor·e than 18,000 persons found jobs 
during the month, according to Robert 
MacDona ld , chief labor market 
analyst for the Human Resources 
Department . 

State:wide, some 147,100 persons 
were out of wor~ during March, down 
from 165,000 in February. 

Agriculture accounted for the largest 
increase in employment, a dding 4,900 
workers in March . Employment in the 
service industry rose by 2,600 and con­
struction increased by 1,500 workers, 
MacDonald said. 

For the first quarter of 1981, Ken­
tucky 's unemployment averaged 
161,300, representing 9.9 percent of t he 
labor force. 

Approximately 1.6 million people 
were in the labor force during the 
quarter, some 44 percent of the state's 
total population. 

The March rate of 9.1 percent is the 
first time unemployment has been Jess 
than 10 percent this year, MacDonald 
said. 

"If past trends prevail , the rate 
should continue to dr{)p for the next two 
months ," he sa id . Nationally , 
unemployment was 7.7 percent of the 
labor force in March.

ORDINANCE NO. 5·81 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY 

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, AN­
NEXING AS A PART 01<, THE CITY 
OF PRESTONSBURG, A TRACT OF 
LAND IMMEDIATELY ADJACENT 
TO THE NORTHEAST LIMITS OF 
THE CITY LIMITS OF PRESTONS­
BURG, KENTUCKY. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1: That the City Council 
have first reading of an ordinance on 
April 'l:l, 1981, and publish the said or­
dinance according to Ia w, to annex as a 
part of the City of Prestonsburg a sec­
tioh of land immediately adjarent to 
the most northeasterl',llimits of the city 
limits of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, 
described as follows: 

"Beginning at a point in the current 
corporate limits, said point being on a 
knob on the north side of Mays Branch 
with latitude of 37d. 40' 59" + - and 
longitude of 82d. 45' 28" + - , so as to in­
clude in the corporate limits all land in 
the Mays Branch drainage boundary, 
not heretofore within the corporate 
limits. 

For a more particular reference to 
the section of land described, a map of 
said territory is filed with Hill 
Engineering, Prestonsburg, Kentucky. 

SECTION 2: If not less than sixty · 
(60) days after the enactment of this 
ordinance, if no petition has been 
received by the Mayor ~s set out in 
KRS 81A.420 (2), or within sixty (60) 
days of the certification ·of election 
results in which less than seventy-five 
percent (75%) of the qualified voters in 
the area oppose annexation, the City 
Council of the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky shall enact an ordinance an­
nexing to the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky the property · described in 
Section 1 of this ordinance. Upon enact­
ment of the ordinance, the territor.y 
shall become part of the City for all 
purposes. 

SECTION 3: All ordinances, or parts 
of ordinances, in conflict herewith are 
hereby expressly repealed to the ex­
tend of such conflict. 

SECTION 4: The City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky does 
hereby declare it desirable to annex 
the territory described here within this 
ordinance. 

SECTION 5: This ordinance shall be 
in full force and effect from the date of 
passage, after publication as required 
by law and the provisions of this or­

Yield Garden Cures 

Some of the best cures for pla nt woes 
a re as close as your kitchen shelf. They 
a re cheap, safe and effective remedies 
for many "garden variety" problems. 
Here are some of them gleaned fron: 
the May issue of Reader's Digest: 

TALCUM P OWDER. Rabbits don' t 
like it, so a dusting keeps them away. 
It's also effective in repelling flea 
beetles on torratoes, potatoes, peppers. 

VINEGAR. Some plants like an acid 
soil. If your azalea leaves turn yellow 
from too much lime, add 2 tablespoons 
of v inegar to a quart of water and pour 
a cupful or so around the base of the 
plant every two or three weeks until 
the yellow disappears. 

BUTTE RMILK. To get rid of nasty 
little mites, mix 1/2 cup of buttermilk, 
4 cups of wheat fl our and 5 gallons of 
water and strain through cheesecloth. 
Sprayed on a plant, the mixture 
destroys both mites and their eggs. 

FRUIT COCKTAIL. Fermented fruit 
cocktail <stand the opened can in the 
sun) is a lure for Japanese beetles. 
Place the can on bricks in a light­
colored pail , fi'll the pail with water to 
just below the top of the can, a nd put it 
about 25 feet from the pla nts you want 
to protect. The beetles, attracted by 
the potent aroma, will fa ll in the pail 
and drown. 

SOAP . T he s uds of lau ndry 
soap- naptha works best- effectively 
control fungus gnats that may thrive in 
the soil of your house plants. Pour 1/2 
to a cup around the top of the pots. A 
spray (1 teaspoon to a gallon of water ) 
of liquid dishwashing detergent gets 
rid of white fl ies.

The distance events were handled 
well by P'burg's Eric Herrin as he 
finished fourth in the mile and third in 
the two mile. Freshman whiz, John 
Anderson, grabbed fourth in the 880 as 
he continu)P to run down his old~r 
competitors. Anderson later turned m 
the fastest time on the fifth place mile 
relay team. 

At the Boyd County Invitational, 
PHS ran into 17 other teams, the ma­
jority of which were from the Lex­
ington and Huntington areas. Although 
outmanned by the larger schools , the 
Blackcats fin ished seventh . Coach 
Hughes said the team ran well and 
"even though we ran our freshman, we 
still managt-d seventh which speaks 
well for our team depth ." 

As usual, the Cats were led by the 
high flying act of Danny Cooley as he 
grabbed second with a leap of 6'2". 
Cooley r~ceived a lot of help from his 
friends as Gerald Frazier and Robert 
Majet finished fifth and sixth in the 
pole vault with a vault of 9'6" which 
ties the school record at PHS. Both 
athletes were using a new .pole that 
they had only practiced twice on. 

In addition to the above, PHS finish­
ed fourth in the shot put as Gibson 
threw 47'10" : The 880 relay team finish­
ed fifth, and the same group of runners 
finished four th in the 440 relay with a 
new school record.

Grant Awarded 
Evans Energy 

Evans Energy Co. Inc. of Lexington 
has been awarded a $27,123 grant from 
the Small Operators Assistance Pro­
gram, known as SOAP. 

The grant, announced by Jackie 
Swigart, secretary of the state Depart­
ment for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection, is from a 
federally funded program designed to 
help small coal operators gather data 
required for permit applications. 

Grant funds provide for the gather­
ing of background data on ground and 
surface waters, stream life and 
geological strata in the areas to be 
mined. Grant payments are made 
directly to the engineering firms 
selected to gather the environmental 
data, program manager Bob Trimble 
said. 

Work on the Floyd and Johnson coun­
ties site near Hear Hollow Creek will be 
done by Nesbitt Engineering of Lex­
ington and Tri-State Testing of 
Ashland. 

Kentucky coal operators mining 
100,000 tons or less of coal a year are 
eligible for assistance under the pro­
gram, Trimble said. Operators can ap­
ply for program aid if they apply for 
permits under the permanent 
regulatory program for surface min­
ing, he added. 

"The small coal operator is vital to 
the coal industry and to Kentucky's 
economy," he said. "Our program is 
designed to help ease their financial 
burden and help them keep going 
strong in the upcoming years." 

Trimble estimates SOAP services 
save the average small coal operator 
between $20,000 and $35,000. 

SOAP has provided more than $3 
million in services to Kentucky coal 
operators since its establishment in 
October 1979.

Synfuel Plants 
Pass Key Tests 

The nation's two largest experimen­
tal synthetic fuel plants, one in Ken­
tucky, the other in Texas, have com­
pleted key long-term continuous runs 
and nave accumulated between them 
more than 4500 hours of total coal pro 
cessing time. 

The plants are testing variations of 
an advanced generation of coal-to­
liquid fuel technology which resear­
chers project as being efficient and 
less costly than processes available to 
industry today. The joint 
government/industry-sponsored pro­
jects are part of the U.S. Department 
of Energy's synthetic. fuel research 
and development program. 

Outside Catlettsburg, operators have 
voluntarily shut down the coal feed into 
the H-Coal pilot plant after 451;z con­
secutive days of operation and with 
more than 1500 hours of time ac­
cumulated in processing coal. The 
month-and-a-half continuous run, 
begun on Feb. 17, indicates that 
mechanical problems encountered ear­
ly in the initial runs are well on their 
way to being solved. For example, the 
durability of valves designed to trans­
port the hot synthetic oil out of the 
high-pressure liquefaction vessel, 
which had been one of the earlier con­

cerns, has been increased substantial­
ly by using improved designs. 

The H-Coal pilot plant initially has 
processed finely ground eastern 
bituminous coal at the design rate of 
200 tons per day. Once engineers have 
completed their inspection of key com­
ponents, plans are to begin processing 
bituminous coal again, this time con­
centrating on achieving optimum syn­
thetic liquid production. The plant is 
designed to produce about 500 to 600 
barrels per day of refineable synthetic 
distillate. 

Later this year, operators will switch 
to a western sub-bituminous coal for a 
series of test runs. Following that, 
plans are to increase the c<>al feed rate 
to 600 tons of bituminous coal daily to 

· produce a heavier boiler fueL 
The H-Coal plant is being operated 

for DOE by a subsidiary of Ashland 
Oil. The process was developed by 
Hydrocarbon Research Inc., a sub­
sidiary of Dynalectron Corp. based in 
McLean, Virginia.

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Good Fishing vs~ Good Catching 
By JOB~ WILSON 

Good days to go fishing and good 
days to catch fish aren't necessarily 
the same. The clear, bright sunny 
weather that brings anglers out in 
droves are often the very days when 
most species of fish are least easy to be 
caught. 

On the other hand, cloudy, rainy 
weather can produce some of the big­
gest strings oi fish for anglers willing 
to brave the elements. . 

The amount of sunlight is probably 
the key. Fish's eyes have fixed pupils, 
which means that the only way they 
can regulate the amount of light enter­
ing their eyes is to move to a location 
where there is less light. 

So when bright sunshine hits clear 
water, don't expect to find fish in open, 
shall(lw water-they'll most likely be 
eithe1~ in deep water or in the 
shade-behind a stump, under a drift 
pile or on the shady side of a submerg­
ed boulder. 

But when the sun isn't shining direct· 
lyon the water, the fish will be free to 
move about, come into the shallows 
and generally feed more actively and 
agressively. 

Experienced anglers know that the 
very best fishing often occurs just 
before a cold front passes through. 
Look for several days of warm, stable 
weather, followed by slowly developing 
clouds and light, warm rain. That's the 
time to hit the lake. 

But if you wait until after the 
weather front passes through, you will 
be faced with a clear blue sky, cooler 
temperatures and winds out of the 
north or northeast. Under those condi­
tions, it's hard for even expert anglers 
to produce fish. 

Of course, we can 't always choose 
the days when we're able to go fishing , 
and poor fish-catching weather seems 
to conincide with holidays and vaca­
tions a lot more than random chance 
would indicate. 

So if you find yourself on the ' 'wrong 
side of the weather," remember that 

fish will likely be Cl) deep and (2) not 
very active. Fishing will be tough, but 
you can come home with enough for a 
fish fry if you go about it right. 

First, try to find some water with a 
little "color" to it. Clear water and 
bright sun are the worst possible com­
binations, so look for murky water, 
usually in the upper end of the lake or 
up a large tributary where a large , 
dingy stream flows into the lake. 

Second, go with lighter tackle and 
smaller lures, and fish slower and 
deeper than you might otherwise. 

Third, look for shady areas- try to 
visualize where shadows are being cast 
underwater and pay attention to the 
direction of sunlight. In the morning or 
afternoon , seek out the shady banks . 

Finally, get out early, stay later or 
fish at night. During the middle of the 
day, your time is often better spent 
playing cards or taking a nap. 

If you realize the big difference that 
weather and light conditions have on 
fish behavior , you will be able to adjust 
your fishing style to these conditions. 
For such flexible fishermen, the best 
time to go fishing is whenever they get 
the chance.

Facing up to Acne Problems 
Two firms which produce acne 
treatments now 'must face the music. 
As a result of false claims they tnade 
about their products' abilities to 
"cure" acne, the companie ' ads 
must carry the message, "No 
product cures acne"--one for three 
months, the other for twice that 
period of time. 

According to the Federal Trade 
Commission, AHC Pharmacal, Inc. 
falsely claimed that their products 
could cure acne, no matter how 
severe, and that their products were 
superior to all over-the-counter acne 
preparations currently on the 
shelves. The company marketed the 
Acne Control Regimen Kit contain­
ing a medicated oap, gel prepara­
tion and a booklet which sold for 
$13. 

The second company, Hayoun 
Cosmetique, falsely asserted that its 
product, the Hayoun Cosmetique 
Kit, comprised of four preparations 
which retailed for a whopping $40, 
not only cured acne, it also removed 
scars. 

Such cases are not at all unique. 
In past years, manufacturers of 
other acne products have been 
required to offer full refunds to 
customers in reparation for the false 
claims made. Advertisements for one 
product, the Home Acne Treatment 
Kit, produced by San-Mar Labor­
atories, Inc., promised customers 
that the product would cure acne, 
penetrate the pores of the skin and 
so eliminating the bacteria responsi­
ble for acne and flush said bacteria 
to the skin's surface for easy 
elimination.

In order to prevent future unsub­
stantiated claims from being made, 
the FTC now requires that two 
well-controlled, independently con­
ducted clinical studies be held before 
a product can be aid to treat acne 
effectively and before it can be 
described as superior to other 
preparations . Such experiments 
must be conducted by dermatologists 
experienced in the treatment of 
acne. 

Unfortunately, for the thousands 
upon thousands of teens and adults 
suffering from acne, there is no sure 
cure. It appears that acne is as much 
a part of adolescence and adulthood 
as the common cold. 

Prevention Best Cure 
Every mother, and mother-to-be, 
worries about diaper rash- and with 
good reason. Few babies escape this 
common problem completely, and it 
often makes the difference between 
a contented baby and a cranky 
one. 

A good starting point for preven­
tion is to understand some of the 

·causes of diaper rash. Bacteria in the 
air acts on urine in the diaper 
causing ammonia to form . An 
ammonia burn shows up as diapt<r 
rash. Loose stools can also irritate 
the diaper area and. cause a rash. 

Since prevention is always the best 
cure, pay special attention to the 
ways to help prevent diaper rash due 
to irritating diaper wetness. Keep 
your baby's skin clean and dry by 
changing wet or soiled diapers as 
soon as possible. The use of a cream 
every time you change baby will set 
up a wall of protection to help 
prevent diaper rash by waterproofing 
vour baby's bottom. 

This protection works in two ways. 
Emollients (skin softening agents) 
form a moisture barrier to keep the 
urine from passing from the diaper 
to the baby's skin. Lubrication eases 
irritating diaper friction. 

If your baby should develop diaper 
rash, consult your pediatrician. Only 
your doctor can determine exactly 
what is causing the diaper rash . You 
can help your baby to be more 
comfortable by keeping the diaper · 
area uncovered and exposed to the 
air for several hours each day. 

At other times, keep the irritated 
a rea covered with something sooth­
ing. Changing the diaper often and 
discontinuing the use of waterproof 
pants will help, too.

Responsible Hypertension Strategy 
<May is being observed nationally a 

High Blood Pressure Month .. In 
respon e to a request, Annette Ca h, 
R.N., Nurse Educator at Our Lady of 
the Way llo pi tal, wrote this article.) 

Have you ever been irritable, anx­
ious, forgetful, headachy, or tired? Do 
these symptoms reoccur more than 2 
or 3 times a week? If so, have you 
thought to have your blood pressure 
checked? These are some of the pro­
blems persons with hypertension have 
to deal with persistently when their 
hypertension is not diagnosed or when 
they do not comply with the medical 
treatment regime. 

Once the diagnosis is made, most 
physicians begin with a stair-step 
treatment plan which primarily con­
sists of a sodium-restricted, calorie­
restricted <;liet (if obese), regular exer­
cise program, mild sedation or tran­
quilizer (if anxoius), and advise as to 
changing stressful situations when the 
person can or changing their response 
to stressful situations. When this pro­
gram does not provide adequate con­
trol of the elevated blood pressure, the 

physician will add a diuretic for mild 
hypertension or a combination of a 
diuretic and a vasodilator for more 
severe forms. 

So what are some responsible 
responses to hypertension? The person 
could become aware of his responses to 
stressful situations and learn how to 
cultivate alternative actions . Many 
books deal with ways to handle stress, 
such as The Relaxation Response, The 
Stress Mess , Solution, I 'm 
O.K.-Your ' re O.K ., EST, and 
Breathing Techniques. Growth oppor­
tunities when acted upon tend to in­
crease self-esteem and may provide 
stamina for staying on a proper diet. 
Weighing one time every week pro­
vides further positive feedback. 

If medication is required, ask your 
pharmacist or physician for side ef­
fects to watch for, adverse reactions, 
and when to take the medicine (on a 
full or an empty stomach ) and possible 
interactions with common over-the­
counter medications, such as milk of 
magnesia , aspirin, cough syrup or an­
tacids.

State Troopers 
To Concentrate 
On Crime Work 

When the new state police commis­
sioner, Marion D. Campbell, took of· 
fice just two months ago, the first 
priority he set for himself and his 
troopers was "to strengthen and re­
emphasize criminal investigations." 

In the few weeks that bave elapsed 
since Campbell's appointment, seven 
teams, made up of six troopers each, 
all volunteers, have been organized, 
specially equipped and trained in the 
delicate, dangerous art of rescuing 
hostages unharmed and dealing with 
other high-risk situations, such as bar­
ricaded gunmen and airplane hi­
jackers, where the lives of innocent 
persons often are at stake. 

Now based at Bowling Green, Lon­
don, Frankfort, Madi.sonville, Dry 
Ridge, Pikeville and Ashland, the new 
special response teams have already 
been put on an around-the-clock alert 
status to go to the assistance of any 
other KSP units or local police agen­
cies, anywhere in Kentucky, .who re­
quest their help. 

"And when the call comes to move," 
Campbell added, "the teams will also 
have at their beck and call a cadre of 
still another 32 troopers, assigned two 
per each of our 16 posts, who recently 
completed a separate, but related, 
training program in hostage negotia­
tions." 

But, by far the biggest change made 
to date is a new "patrol policy" that 
does away with the old, historic divi­
sion of responsibilities within the state 
police which once kept most uniformed 
troopers busy writing traffic tickets all 
day, everyday, while a smaller, over­
worked force of detectives tried to keep 
up with a seemingly bottomless in­
basket of criminal complaints. 

What that means, said Campbell, is 
that the public is going to see the 
uniformed trooper being used "more 
and more to respond to more criminal 
complaints and work them through to 
completion." 

"We like to refer to ourselves <the 
KSP) as a 'full-service' police agen­
cy," he said. "And to me, that means 
that every officer should be ready and 
able to respond to any situation, 
whatever it may be at any given mo" 
ment, whether he wears a uniform or 
not." 

That philosophy is especially urgent 
now, he said, when tight budget 
restraints demand that state police 
make do with what they have while, at 
the same time, the public is demanding 
more of them in the · face of a 
skyrocketing crime rate, up 11 percent 
in Kentucky during the past year 
alone. . 

Although the new approach em­
phasizes criminal investigation, "it 
will not work to the disadvantage of our 

' traffic safety and enforcement obliga-
tions, either," the commissioner said. 

Motorists will still see troopers 
patrolling the roads and writing traffic 
citations, he said, "but we are going to 
be a lot more selective about when and 
where those patrols are scheduled. 

"We're also going to be re-thinking 
some old attitudes of our own about 
how to make the most effective use of 
an officer's time," he said. "From now 
on, it won't be how many tickets he can 
write in a day, a week or a month, or 
the number of criminal cases he opens, 
but how many accidents are being 
avoided and how many criminal in­
vestigations are being closed by ar­
rest." 

Selectivity is the key word behind the 
new policy, he said. "That, and better 
management of the resources we have 
at hand," he added. 

As an example, Campbell said that 
each post commander will soon begin 
receiving a computer analysis of 
reported traffic accidents which will 
pinpoint, for .htm on a regular basis, 
every high-accident location, down to 
the tenth of a mile, along every road in 
his area. "And that is where he will be 
expected to concentrate much of his 
accident avoidance patrol effort," 
Campbell said. 

Depending upon the severity of the 
hazard, post commanders may even

"task-farce" some of those locations 
by sending in several troopers for 
several hours at a time. 

State police also will be asking their 
computer for regularly updat<1d crime 
situation reports to aid post com­
manders in maintaining a "Top-Ten" 
list identifying those crimes, criminal 
activities and trends within their areas 
that demand priority attention. 

Campbell said that, if a particular 
situation is serious enough, the post 
commander may consider a number of 
options. 

He might call in additional troopers 
from another area to assist in­
vestigators already on the case, he 
rna~ call on the special expertise 
available from the KSP's division of 
special investigations or it may be 
enough just to take another look at his 
patrol schedules to see if they should be 
altered or beefed up. 

The patrol officer is one of the most 
effective deterrents to crime that any 
police agency has, said the commis­
sioner. "An awful lot of crimes are nip­
ped in the bud simply because an alert 
patrol officer was at the right place at 
the right time." 

Campbell also is encouraging an in­
creased sharing of information, man­
power and investigative effort between 
the state and local authorities. 

"It's not our intention to step on 
another agency's toes," he said, "but 
it's self-defeating, and a disservice to 
the community, for two departments to 
keep one another at arms-length when 
they're both investigating the same 
thing." 

The commissioner is also taking 
steps to prevent any duplication of in­
vestigative effort between different 
post areas by designating one lieute­
nant in each post area as an informa­
tional coordinator. 

One of his first responsibilities as an 
information coordinator will be to stay 
abreast of what is going on within his 
own area and maintain close liaison 
with hi:> counterparts in adjacent post 
areas, as well as local police, pro­
secutors and court personnel. 

He also will be the quality control of­
ficer for all investigations opened at 
his own post. As such, Campbell said, it 
will be his responsibility to ensure that 
every criminal investigation is 
thoroughly pursued "in a timely man­
ner until all leads have been exhausted 
or an arrest· made." 

Campbell also has ordered that 
every post commander appoint one 
sergeant to serve as a crime preven­
tion supervisor. It will be his job to 
create more support, both in the com­
munity and among his fellow officers, 
for neighborhood watch programs, 
greater citizen participation in Opera­
tion Identification program which is 
aimed at reducing auto thefts. 

Although the neighborhood watch 
and vehicle identification programs 
are too new yet for state police to have 
any real statistical hold on their effec­
tiveness, Campbell said he is convinc­
ed of their value as a deterrent against 
property crime. 

"All you have to do is look at the per­
formance of our Operation Identifica­
tion Program which has been in effect 
for several years now," he said. Accor­
ding to a recent study completed by the 
KSP's Office of Crime Prevention, "an 
Operation Identification household is 
seventeen times less vulnerable to 
burglary than households without (that 
program)." 

Operation Identification advocates 
the engraving of a property owner's 
social security number on personal 
items as a means of identification and 
recovery should it be stolen. Par­
ticipants also are given decals to place 
in the windows of their homes and 
business warning thieves that they 
have joined the program.

HELP YOUR CHILD FORM 
GOOD NUTRITION HABITS 

Many mothers have problems with 
their children skipping breakfast, 
eating snack foods high in calories and 
low in nutrition, and turning up their 
noses at vegetall!es. But what can a 
parent do to solve the problem of a 
" picky e\iter"? 

For the child who skips breakfast, of­
fer non-traditional foods. For example, 
a peanut butter sandwich and a glass of 
milk are nutritious and may be more 
acceptable to the child. For the child 
who eats on the run , try a blender 
milkshake made with milk, a scoop of 
ice cream, and a banana or other 
favorite fruit. 

Limit your child's sugar intake by 
providing more nutritious snacks. 
Keep fruits , vegetables and hard­
boiled eggs in the refrigerator for your 
child to snack on, instead of cookies 
and sweetened soft drinks. Also, check 
the labels on processed foods, such as 
cereals, to· find out how much sugar 
has been added. The ingredients are 
listed in predominance by weight. 

Many young children are over­
whelmed by the sight of large portions 
of food . Use a smaller plate, and serve 
food in smaller portions . For example, 
cut sandwiches into quarter s and fruit 
into bite-sized pieces. 

When introducing a new food, serve 
it with an old favor ite. Children tend to 
imitate adults; so be sure family 
members set a good example by eating 
and enjoying a variety of foods and by 
keeping their dislikes to themselves. 

Avoid constant nagging, which usual­
ly results in making the child more 
determined to pick at his food . Refus­
ing to eat may be the child's way of 
asserting himself. Give him a choice 
between two foods to allow him to 
make a decision and feel independe~t. 
You can also promote independence by 
involving the child in meal planning, 
shopping and cooking one night a week. 

Controlling what a young child eats 
is not too difficult, but as a child gets 
older, he will eat more meals away 
from home. Thus, it's important to 
teach your child about good nutrition 
so that he will make the right choices 
wherever·he eats. 

Provide the basic guidelines about 
the food groups, and let your child plan 
balanced meals. This will help him 
form good nutrition habits that he'll 
never outgrow. 

WASH ELECTRIC BLANKETS 
DO NOT DRY-CLEAN 

Dry-cleaning is usually not recom­
mended for an electric blanket because 
chemicals may damage the insulation 
of the wires and ruin the blanket. 
However , an electric blanket may be 
machine washed safely. 
· But be sure to read the manufac­
turer's care label f.;>r specific washing 
instructions. 

Pretreat any spots or heavily soiled 
areas . Protect the plug by turning up a 
corner and pinning it over the plug with 
a safety pin, or cover it with a separate 
basted-Qn fabric . Be sure to wash the 
blanket in a load by itself. Partially fill 
the washing machine with cool or 
lukewarm water. Add the blanket, 
distributing the weight evenly. Then 
fill the washer to the full water level. 

A mild soap or detergent is recom­
mended. Use the normal amount of 
detergent for the water level, and wash 
in a short, gentle cycle. 

Remove the blanket immediately 
after the spin cycle. Dry the blanket 
according to the manufacturer 's in­
structions as soon as it is washed. 
Leaving the blanket in the washer for 
long periods of time could cause excess 

'wrinkling and could put .extra strain on 
electric wires. If using a dryer, use 
moderate to low heat for the shortest 
amount of time necessary to dry the 
blanket . 

To line dry the blanket, remove the 
plug cover and spread the blanket over 
two parallel lines. Do not pull or tug the 
blanket to reshape. After a few hours, 
turn the blanket to' speed drying. When 
the blanket is dry, press the binding 
and brush the nap before storing.

Attorney General Urges Care 
With Mobile Horne Purchase 

Today's housing market has caused 
many Kentuckians, particularly young 
couples and the elderly, to seek less 
traditional options in purchasing a 
home. Some people have found mobile 
homes to be a viable alternative. 

Attorney General Steven Beshear 
warns, "When you decide to purchase 
a mobile home you should take the 
following steps to ensure your new 
home will bring you pleasure for years 
to come." 

Shop round first. Decide the type of 
layout that best suits your needs. 
Remember, a dealer can order a 
mobile home made to your specifica­
tions for little additional money. 

Once you have decided on your 
mobile home be sure you know exactly 
what you are responsible for and what 
the dealer will take care of, for in­
stance: Is delivery and set-up paid for 
by the dealer? Who is responsible for 
the electrical work necessary to hook 
up your home? (The costs for this work 
vary greatly and if you are responsible 
call several electricians for the best 
price. You may save $100 or more.) 

Do outside steps for the front and 
back come with the home? Again, 
these can be expensive if you must pur­
chase them from a reatiler. If you pur­
chase applicances with your mobile 
home who is responsible for any war­
ranty work that might be needed? 

Who is responsible for underpinning 
the home? Most dealers do not offer 
this service but they may and you 
should ask. Even if they do not install 
the underpinning they may be able to 
include the cost of materials in your 
contract and you need only supply the 
labor. 

Above all, don't be afraid to ask 
about anythi.ng which is not clear. Your 
dealer should be willing to work closely 
with you so that your home is what you 
desire. Remember, this is a major in­
vestment and unlike the mobile homes 
of yesteryear, these should be designed 
to last 30 year or more if properly 
maintained. 

"Kentucky has a mobile home lemon 
law that protects purchasers of new 
mobile homes. It spells out certain re­
quirements of the manufacturer such 
as an inspection of the mobile home 
within 10 days after receipt of a notice 
concerning a manufacturing defect. A 
purchaser of a new or used mobile 
home should contact the consumer pro­
tection division for a copy of the law or 
to report a complaint," Beshear said. 

After purchasing your new home, 
you will want to locate it either in a 
park or on a lot that you have 

prepared. Parks differ just as subdivi­
sions or apartment complexes do. 

Look for one where you will feel safe, 
happy and a part of the community. 
Some parks in Kentucky are designed 
just for the retired person or for 
couples while others offer special 
areas for young children Many have 
restrictions which may not suit your 
needs such as not allowing pets. Again, 
shop around, compare rents, restric­
tions, locations and facilities. 

If you decide you would rather locate 
on your own land, be careful when pur­
chasing that the local zoining laws 
allow mobile homes in that area. Also, 
you will be responsible for site 
preparation including such things as 
water, utility and sewage lines. This 
can add a great deal to the total cost of 
your new home site.

VA Aid Available 
For Burial Sites 

Families of veteratls who select a 
burial site for a deceased veteran in a 
private cemetery have two options for 
Veterans Administration assistance in 
marking the grave, VA reminded to­
day. 

VA will provide a headstone or 
marker free of charge and ship it to the 
consignee designated on the applica­
tion. Cost of placing the marker in a 
private cemetery must be borne by the 
applicant, however. 

A second option is that VA will reim­
burse part of the cost of a headstone or 
marker bought privately and placed on 
the grave of a veteran. The current 
amount is $59 which is the average cost 
of headstones purchased by VA. 

Application for the VA headstone or 
marker should be addressed to Direc­
tor, Monument Service ( 42), Depart­
ment of Memorial Affairs, Veterans 
Administration, 810 Vermont Ave., N. 
W., Washington, D. C. 20420. 

Application for the $59 reimburse­
ment for a marker other than the VA 
standard should be filed at the nearest 
VA regional office.

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Ah, Spring! Crocuses bloom, robms 
sing, and millions of fuzzy, crawly 
caterpillars creep through forests and 
backyards, devouring leaves and spin­
ning spidery threads. 

Like crocuses and robins, the gypsy 
moth is a dependable sign of spring. 

Unlike crocuses and robins, the gyp­
sy moth is an unwelcome guest that 
damages millions of acres of trees 
each year, not to mention the mess it 
can create around your home and pro­
perty. 
· Though they hatch in late April or 
early may, the larvae nibble lightly 
and remain rather inconspiciouous for 
the first few weeks. So there's still time 
to prepare a defense before this year's 
onslaught begins. 

The USDA Forest Service suggests a 
four-part counterattack based on the 
idea that informed is forearmed. 

First, you should get to know the 
enemy. Learning how the insect's 
behavior and appearance change as it 
passes through its life cycle will leave 
you better prepared to understand the 
damage it does. A publication called 
"The Gypsy Moth: An Illustrated 
Biography", Home and Garden 
Bulletin No. 225, $1.10, provides color 
illustrations and descriptions of the in­
sect's life stages, from egg to adult 
moth. 

Next, it's time to face the facts. Just 
how much and what kind of damage 
does the gypsy moth do? A color­
illustrated brochure called 
"Defoliation by the Gypsy Moth: How 
It Hurts Your Tree", Home and 
Garden Bulleti'n No . 223, 90 c, gives you 
a clear understanding of what to ex­
pect if defoliation does occur. 

Then you'll be ready to take action , 
and "The Homeowner and the Gypsy 
Moth: Guidelines for Control" , Home 
and Garden Bulletin No. 227, $2.00, 
gives you several useful suggestions on 
what the average person can do to 
assess the situation and, if necessary, 
protect their property from gypsy 
moth damage. 

Finally, it wouldn't be fair to lay all 
the blame for forest defoliation on the 
fuzzy back of one insect. The gypsy 
moth has help, and it would be to our 
advantage to become familiar with 
these pests, too. "Major Hardwood 
Defoliators of the Eastern United 
States", Home and Garden Bulletin 
No. 224, $1.20, describes eight 
defoliating insects and details their life 
stages, using color photographs for il­
lustration .

In the Mountains 
"A walk in the woods is good for tht> 
soul"

The mountains in Eastern Kentucky 

have begun to display their new spring 
fashions The forest is dressed out in 
it's finest. 

The mountains are a lovely mixture 
of color, dogwood and redbud -forming 
patterns with the green leaves and 
evergreen along the mountain sides. 

There's magic in these moun­
tains-scraggly trees on rocky slopes 
splitting boulders as they crop inch by 
barren inch to grow sturdy in the wind. 

Spring time in the mountains There 
are few lovelier sights anywhere in all 
of God's creations. The beauty of the 
forest lures you into the woods. A 
perfect time to go for a walk ; you can 
always walk down a path of wonder, a 
song of a bird, croak of a frog or a 
woodpecker searching for his dinner. 

A whole new world out there to 
discover .
