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New Drunk Law 
Poses Problems 
Lack of Funds, 
Care Facilities TROUBLE AFOOT

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While peace officers aren't exactly 
thrilled by the prospect of having to 
haul drunks to the nearest alcohol 
treatment center or to take them 
home, they may be doing just that, 
come July 1. 

This service is a result of Senate Bill 
214, enacted by the 1980 General 
Assembly, which decriminalizes the of­
fenses described by the terms, 
"intoxication" and "incapacitated by 
alcohol." 

Under the provisions of the bill, an 
intoxicated person (one whose mental 
or physical functioning is substantially 
impaired) may voluntarily seek treat­
ment in a treatment facility that is ap­
proved by the Department for Human 
Resources. Or, if the intoxicated per­
son is a danger to himself or others and 
is in need of emergency treatment, a 
physician, spouse, relative or other 
responsible person may petition the 
facility for treatment. The ad­
ministrator of the facility may or may 
not, at his or her discretion, accept or 
reject the petition for admittance. In 
any case, the person admitted may not 
be detained longer than 72 hours. 

If an intoxicated person is un­
conscious or so drunk he or she cannot 
make a rational decision, or if his or 
her behavior indicates that he (or she) 
may be a danger to himself or others, 
police or emergency service units may 
take him immediately to a treatment 
facility, or if no treatment facility is 
available, to a detention facility (jail), 
to be kept till he is no longer in­
capacitated. But detention in that case 
may be no longer than eight hours. If 
the person is still incapacitated at the 
end of that time, he is to be taken to a 
treatment facility. 

The new law will lighten the caseload 
of district courts, but it may create 
perplexing situations elsewhere. 

Critical funding shortages exist, and 
there is a lack of treatment centers. So 
the Department for Human Resources 
has a task force at work, seeking solu­
tions to the problems attendant upon 
implementation of the new law. 

But that law, County Attorney Ar­
nold Tuner, Jr. points out, goes into ef­
fect only two weeks from today 
<Wednesday). 

"Frankly, I don't think it's going to 
work," Turner commented. He cited 
lack of funds and treatment centers. 
Besides, he said, the law has no 
"teeth" in it. 

"What will be done if, say, a drunk is 
taken to Layne House !"Jere or to the 
Jackson detoxification center and he 
doesn't want to stay? There's no penal­
ty, apparently, for walking out. And 
who's to keep him from doing just 
that?"

SaysEPAKnew 
Dumps Closed 
Before Report 

"Another example of the 
bureaucracy at work" was County 
Planner Dick Leslie's comment on a 
recent report by the U.S. Environmen­
tal Protection Agency that two Floyd 
county waste dumps are among five in 
Eastern Kentucky that are in violation 
of its standards. 

Leslie explained that the Stumbo 
Hollow and Middle Creek dumps, the 
two cited by EPA, were already closed 
when the EPA inspection was made 
several months ago. At that time, ac­
cording to Leslie, the EPA represen­
tatives making the inspection were 
aware of that fact but commented that 
since they had begun the job they 
would go ahead and complete the 
report. 

Other area dumps condemned by 
EPA included the sites used by the 
cities of Pikeville and Inez and the 
Armco Steel Corp. dump in Greenup 
county. 

The Kentucky sites were checked in 
mid-1980. Floyd county not only has 
closed the landfills at Stumbo Hollow 
and :Mlddie Creek but has opened a new 
and approved site at Garth. 

In any event, the EPA report is of no 
concern to alleged violators. Martha 
Madison, an EPA environmental pro­
tection specialist, said EPA does not 
plan any action against them. She 
described the inventory as merely "a 
planning tool for the states to use." 

But she did say, "An open dump is 
open to public lawsuits in federal 
court."

Beaver Creek 
Residents Say 
Fears Confirmed 

Since construction began on new KY 
80 residents along a number of flood­
prone sections of the road in this coun­
ty have voiced repeated fears and war­
nings. Fills were too large and im­
properly situated and culverts too 
small to carry runoff from swollen 
streams. Meetings were held with 
highways officials, Corps of Engineers 
representatives and other state and 
federal officials, and citizens were 
assured that engineering plans on the 
new route had taken stream drainage 
and flood potential into careful con­
sideration. 

After flash flooding two weeks ago 
however, residents are more convinc­
ed than ever that they have been right 
all along. 

Most of the citizen protest to state 
highway construction techniques in 
this county has come from the Right 
Beaver Creek section, especially Gar­
rett and nearby Rock Fork. During the 
recent flooding it was these two areas 
that were hardest hit.

Flood .Damage 
In County May 
Top $1 Million 
A clearer picture of the extent of 
damage and related figures stemming 
from the flash flooding of two weeks 
ago in Floyd and other southeastern 
Kentucky counties became available 
over the past week with the release of 
preliminary data collected by Red 
Cross field workers. 

Seventy percent of the disaster 
survey had been completed as of June 
12 with approximately 128 cases 
registered from a nine-county area. 
Disaster field headquarters have been 
established in the Floyd county court­
house annex. 

Estimated cost of relief for all opera­
tions, according to Red Cross figures, 
had totalled $125,000 through the 
survey date with $23,000 of that amount 
being spent in this county. The 
breakdown showed 47 families in need 
of assistance here. Twenty families of 
that total were from the Garrett­
Lackey area. 

Don Vargo, director of disaster ser­
vices for the Kentucky Division, 
American Red Cross, said 10-12 homes 
in the county were damaged to the 
point of being unlivable. 

County Judge-Executive Bill Wells 
said $11'2 million in damage has been 
estimated on Left and Right Beaver 
Creeks as well as the Mud Creek sec­
tion. Wells pointed out that if the coun­
ty is designated as a disaster area by 
President Reagan, federal help may 
become available. A decision from 
Washington is expected within the 
week, he added. 

Half of the Red Cross caseload is 
made up of Pike county families, 
Vargo pointed out. A total of 100 
families from Pike had registered with 
the Meta, Zebulon, John's Creek and 
Winn's Branch sections most severly 
affected. 

Forty-six families were listed as af­
fected by flooding in Knott county, with

ADD Directors Told 
Of State Disfavor 

If state officials have their way, the 
writing may be on the wall for Ken­
tucky's 15 area development districts, 
Big Sandy ADD directors were told 
Monday. 

In a recent address to ADD and local 
government officials, Development 
Secretary Bruce Lunsford made it 
clear that the regional planning agen­
cies are not universally valued in 
Frankfort, according to Joe McCauley, 
executive-director of the Big Sandy AD 
district. 

At a philosophical level, members of 
the Brown administration argue that 
local governments ought to be more in­
volved in planning and financing local 
projects, and that the regional plann­
ing districts represent a superfluous 
tier of bureaucracy, McCauley in­
dicated. At a more pragmatic level, the 
threatened elimination of federal plan­
ning funds could render the ADD plan­
ning function obsolete, it is argued. 

McCauley defended the record of the 
area development districts in 
upgrading local health, education, 
water and sewerage services, 
however, arguing that Lunsford is 

young and unfamiliar with the history 
of the districts. 

ADD Vice-Chairman J. B. Wells, Jr. 
added that the five-county Big Sandy 
planning district had brought a spirit of 
regional cooperation to an area once 
marked by parochial bickering. "It 
would be disastrous," he said, "if the 
ADD was allowed to fall into oblivion." 

One of the state's first AD districts, 
the Big Sandy ADD was originally 
funded in 1968. Appalachian Regional 
Commission planning funds, a major 
component of the ADD budget, have 
been cut from $85,500 allocated this 
year to $74,<>q.O anticipated next year. 
The ADD staff here has fallen from 20 
to 14. 

The Area Development Fund ad­
ministered by the AD districts remains 
a bright spot on the horizon, McCauley 
told the directors meeting at May 
Lodge. Funded by the legislature out of 
coal severance taxes, the fund has con­
tributed $2.7 million to projects in the 
Big Sandy area over the past six years 
and remains popular with legislators, 
he said.

Clifton Slayer 
Gets 80 Years 
In Pen Terms 

The Pike county man who was accus­
ed of the slaying last September of 
State Trooper Jerome S. Clifton and 
the wounding of State Police Detective 
Don Weedman, both residents of this 
county, was convicted last Thursday 
by a jury of the Pike circuit court and 
sentenced to prison· terms totalling 80 
years . 

The terms set fpr the defendant, 
Champion Chaney, were 20 years on 
each of three counts-the slaying of 
Clifton, the wounding of Weedman and 
the wounding of Mrs. Chaney. Terms of 
five years each were voted by the jury 
on four counts of wanton endanger­
ment in which Chaney was accused of 
firing a rifle at police officers. 

The officers were called to the 
Chaney home after the defendant 
allegedly had wounded his wife and 
barricaded himself with his two 
children inside the buildmg. Weedman 
was hit by a rifle bullet while he and 
the other officers were outside the 
home, and Clifton was shot shortly 
afterward. 

The defense rested on the contention 
that Chaney was insane, and testimony 
of three psychiatrists was offered in 
support of that claim. The Com­
monwealth countered, however, with 
the testimony of Bobby Dee!, deputy 
Pike jailer, pointing to the possibility 
that Chaney feigned insanity following 
the shooting. Dee! said that when he 
made a noise, warning the prisoner of 
his approach, he would find Chaney

County To Quit 
Suit To Acquire 
Land for Route 

The million-dollar Cliff road pro­
ject-spared even by Gov. John Y. 
Brown's budget-cutting ax earlier this 
year-appears to have been dealt a 
fatal blow by the Floyd fiscal court. 

The court last Wednesday acceded to 
a request by an attorney representing 
some Cliff residents that it withdraw 
from a condemnation suit filed in cir­
cuit court here earlier this year. 

The fiscal court had joined the city of 
Prestonsburg and the Floyd County 
Community Development Agency in 
pressing the suit, and its participation 
is considered essential, since one of the 
properties to be condemned-that of 
the Sam George family-lies outside 
the city limits. 

The court was apparently persuaded 
by the argument of Albert A. Burchett 
that the county could be liable for the 
costs of the litigation and for any court 
settlement in excess of the $50,000 in 
community development funds set 
aside for the condemnation. 

The action of the fiscal court took ci­
ty and community development of­
ficials by surprise. "The project was 
finally perking along," said Anna Jean 
Tackett, director of the CD agency, 
"but this (fiscal court decision l cou~ 
kill it." 

Judge-Executive Bill Wells said this 
week he hoped the road could still be 
constructed. "The people there are en­
titled to a good road," he said. But the 
court's 1977 decision to participate in 
securing right-of-way for the road was 
predicated on the assumption that the 
county would not be liable for the costs 
of any litigation or of relocating those 
affected, Wells said. The county had no 
money budgetted for this purpose, he 
added.

Neeley Habeas 
Seeks Release 

Doug Neeley's right to due process of 
law has been violated; in remanding 
him to custody, the Floyd district court 
has acted in an arbitrary and 
capricious manner, and District Judge 
Harold Stumbo has abused his discre­
tion in the case, Neeley's attorney con­
tends in a habeas corpus petition filed 
in circuit court here last week. 

Neeley was convicted of illegal drug 
sales two years ago, receiving a year's 
jail sentence and a $500 fine on a misde­
meanor charge and two year'S jc.il 
sentence and a $5000 fine on a felony 
count. Paroled after serving 61,2 
months for the felony, he was ordered 
back to jail by Judge Stumbo to serve 
the time remaining for the misde­
meanor. 

The man had been free seven months 
on parole, without violations, and had 
no forewarning that he would be 
returned to jail, his attorney said.

Fiscal Court Session 
Covers Varied Topics 

The Floyd fiscal court last Wednes­
day voted to withdraw from its role as 
one of the plaintiffs in condemnation 
suits filed against landowners on the 
proposed road at Cliff to connect a now­
complete housing project and a propos­
ed industrial park with old US 23. 

The court action was in response to a 
statement made by A. A. Burchett, at­
torney for Cliff residents who oppose 
the road, to the effect that the county's 
statement in the condemnation suits 
that it is ready and able to pay 
whatever damages are allowed on 
trial of the case makes it liable, 
although the fiscal court has had 
assurances that it will not be under any 
financial obligation. 

Burchett urged the court not to do 
"something you'll regret the rest of 
your lives." He argued that the propos­
ed road is not to serve the housing pro­
ject but really is for the industrial 
park. 

(A separate story discusses possible 
results of the court action. l 

The attorney also argued that the 
road would extend onto the site of Sam­
mie George's house arid dead-end 
there. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner 
recalled that after the fiscal court 
agreed in 1977 to participate in the con­
demnation suit county officials went to 
Frankfort and told Commissioner of 
Highways Grayson that the county 
wanted out. 

"We were told in no uncertain terms 
by Grayson that the state had already 
spent $34,000 on the project and that he 
expected us to participate or repay the 
state," Turner recalled. 

The court agreed tentatively to serve 
as the sponsoring agency in the effort 
of Tel-Com, Inc., of Harold, to finance 
a $6 million project in this county that 
would bring improved and more com­
prehensive television service to its 
customers. Financing would b~ 
through the Kentucky Finance 
Authority, with the Rural Electrifica­
tion Administration <REAl guarantee­
ing 90 per cent of the loan. The county, 
in no event, would be responsible, it 
was explained. Tel-Com's plan in­
cludes cooperating TV systems in 
Pike, Knott, Letcher and Breathitt 
counties and in Mingo county, West 
Virginia. Cooperation of fiscal courts 
of these other counties will be sought, 
and the total expenditure foreseen is 
$10 million. 

Magistrate Ed Caudill demurred at 
first when approval of the plan was re­
quested by H. D. Fitzpatrick, Jr . and 
Clifford B. Latta , representing' 
Prestonsburg banks. He wanted to 
know what such a project would do to 
small systems. He was assured 
smaller systems would not be adverse­
ly affected ; that, in fact, Tel-Com 
would be required to sell the improved 
signal to other systems at cost. 

After it was explained that the first 
reading of the approval resolution was 
being voted on and that the time be­
tween last Wednesday and the second 
reading would give the magistrates an 
opportunity to investigate the proposal 
and its effects, if any, the favorable 
vote was cast. 

More reluctant even than the Tel­
Com approval was the court's sanction 
of the sale of the Flanery & Dingus TV 
system here by its present owners, 
Mid-West Corp. , to Cablentertainment, 
Inc., which is described as one of the 
largest firms of its kind in the nation . 
Magistrate Ray Wilcox expressed his 
concern about why such a large con­
cern would come to Prestonsburg, or 
Floyd county, to invest in a television 
system. "There's just some things I 
don't understand," he commented. 

Judge-Executive Bill Wells called for 
a motion to approve the franchise 
transfer, which is scheduled for the end 
of this month, four times without 
response, finally made the motion 
himself. Only Magistrate Hershel 
Hamilton, who seconded the motion, 
and Judge Wells voted for the motion, 
Magistrates Roberts, ·Caudi ll and 
Wilcox abstaining. 

The county 's participation not to ex­
ceed $100,000 was voted to promote 
help through federal funds on the water 
system to serve the Buck's Branch­
Spurlock Fork of Middle Creek area. 
Howard K. Bell, Engineers , have 
estimated cost of the project a t 
$970,000. Judge Wells pointed out that 
FmHA funds are not available but that 
help may be possible from the Ap­
palachian Regional Commission. 

Told that Dr . Grady Stumbo, 
secretary of the Department for 
Human Resources, desired tha t the 
county adopt a resolution calling on 
government to develop a building pro­
gram for the county, the court did so. 

With the destructive flood of the past 
week-end and possible federal aid in 
mind, Judge We lls warned the 
magistrates of the importance of keep­
ing detailed records on each project 
done by the county. "Take a picture of 
each project, document the exact road, 
the exact distance, the exact amount of 
materials used and set down every 
hour worked to the minute ," he advis­
ed. 
. The county road forema n was 
authorized to do whatever is necessary 
to meet the flood emergency. 

Judge Wells was authori zed by the 
court to set the salaries of the Dewey 
Lake patrol comprised of a chief and 
three assistants for a five-month 
period at not less than $1000 nor more 
than $1200 a month . The salaries will be 
paid out of federal funds. 

On petition of its residents, Stum bo 
Hollow, off KY 114. near here, was ac-

cepted into the county road system. 
Employment of Marcella Slone at the 
county garage was increased from six 
to eight ho\)rs a day, on motion of 
Magistrate Roberts. Greg Clark, of 
Betsy Layne, was authorized to make a 
temporary change o~ the road on 
Johnson Branch of Little Mud Creek, 
on condition that when his use of it is 
ended he will restore the road to its 
original condition. 

Early part of the meeting was 
devoted to reports and complaints on 
local situations. Told by Harry Hager, 
of the Auxier Community Development 
Club, of serious drainage problems at 
two points in Auxier, the court's 
response was that the county cannot go 
onto private property but that that 
obstacle might be overcome if the 
Floyd County Health Department 
would declare the accumulated water 
and sewage a health problem. Armed 
with such a statement, the county or af­
fected individuals could go to circuit 
court for an order directing action. 
Before the court session was over , 
Hager had a letter from the health 
department that the Auxier situation 
was a health threat. Magistrate Wilcox 
said a C. & 0. Railway culvert is 
responsible for most of the damage at 
Auxier, that he had met with company 
representatives on five occasions. 
Promises that C. & 0. "will take care 
of" the culvert have not been fulfilled . 

Wilcox expressed the opinion that "it 
all boils down to this, you have a big 
fuss going between neighbors," but 
Hager denied this was the situation. 

Arnold Collins inquired if federal 
funds couJd be procured to repair the 
Mare Creek road and bridges "that 
wash out every time the water gets 
up," and was told that Civil Defense 
had representatives here on the day of 
the court meeting, would set up an of­
fice here and try to get additional 
federal funds. Judge Wells pointed out 
that if the county does anything on such 
flood damage, federal authorities will 
say, "You've already done the work," 
and no funds would be allowed. The 
wait, however, for federal funds to 
finance such work could be as long as 
six months, he said. 

Flo Weddington was back at the 
court session to plead Emma's plight, 
alleging that two coal companies are 
tearing up the road. She asked 
"bumpers" on the road to slow down 
vehicles and protect children there. 
The court also was asked to force coal 
trucks to cover their loads as a safety 
measure. She was told that trucks can-

' not be forced to cover their loads on 
county roads but that such an order 
can be enforced by the state on state 
roads. 

County Surveyor Elmer Rice said it 
would soon be six months since a 
bridge on Haus Branch of Prater 
Creek was promised, and nothing done. 
He added that he had been told the 
materials for the · bridge were to be 
moved away and averred this would be 
done "over my dead body." Donald 
Hutchinson wa nted to know when his 
fence would be replaced, pointing out it 
had been down two y,ears. A resident of 

-the left fork of Toler asked help in 
opening the road there after the recent 
flood, saying that cars could not reach 
residents there and that they were hav­
ing to walk in and out of the hollow to 
get food and other necessities. 

The 10-ton load limit placed by the 
county on the road off KY 80 to Din­
wood is being violated and 'the sign 
warning of .such a weight limit has 
vanished, Rufus Stephens told the 
court. County Attorney Turner said he 
will notify the coal company of the 
weight limit and also write the Depart­
ment of Transportation abOut the viola­
tion so that appropriate action may be 
taken.

" Treat drinking like a 
sickness- fine! But leave some teeth in 
the law. The new law creates nothing 
new . Under present law our district 
court could, for example, sentence a 
drunk for a first-time offense to 30 days 
in jail, then in lieu of the jail term send 
him to Layne House or Jackson for the 
same care this new law provides." 

And, Turner adds, if the individual 
committed to either place refused to 
stay, the court still had something to 
say about the matter. 

Capt. Elkins, Commander of State 
Police Post 9 at Pikeville, was quoted 
as saying he has received instructions 
to continue to take drunks to jail until 
sufficient treatment centers are 
available. 

But the question a rises : Would this 
be a violation of the new law, unless the 
jails are officially designated as treat­
ment centers? 

Arson Is ~uspected 
In Fires Near Here 

An arson investigation by state of­
ficers was under way Tuesday after 
members of the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department had found gasoline in con­
tainers inside a store which had suf­
fered fire and smoke damage on Town 
Branch, near here, early Tuesday mor­
ning. 

Fire Chief Tom Blackburn said two 
one-gallon containers of gasoline, 
which had been placed inside the door­
way to a new addition to Nelson's 
Grocery had melted and burned and 
that two of three five-gallon containers 
of gasoline had also caught. 

The firemen succeeded in saving the 
building but its contents, including 
stock and fixtures, were destroyed by 
heat and smoke, it was said. The store 
was owned by Grady Nelson. 

State police also are investigating 
the fire which burned a truck last week 
in a new parking area at the strike· 
bound Highlands Medical Center near 
here. It was reported that what ap­
peared to be an attempt to burn the 
truck one night failed but succE:eded, 
the next. 

A ski mask and a book of matches 
were found at the scene, Fire Chief 
Blackburn said. The truck was owned 
by Raleigh Spradlin, of Johnson coun­
ty, who had done paving work at the 
hospital.

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The decision to withdraw from the 
suit was moved by Magistrate Kenneth 
Roberts and seconded by Ed caudill . 
Magistrate Hershell Hamilton also 
voted in favor, while Ray Wilcox abs­
tained. 

Even apart from last week's fiscal 
court decision, financing the road pro­
ject still poses problems. The state 
Department of Transportation listed 
the road earlier this year as one of four 
Floyd projects included in its five-year 
construction plan, budgetting $950,000 
for the project. The Big Sandy Area 
Development District has set aside a 
further $100,000 in local matching 
monies. 

Engineering fees have already cost 
the CD agency some $170,000 and the 
city of Prestonsburg $38,000, however, 
exhausting the local funds available 
for the project. Outstanding engineer­
ing fees and the cost of relocating a 
cemetery could yet amount to a further 
$62,000, it has been estimated. The 
state and ADD funds are available for 
construction purposes only. 

The proposed road was originally 
designed to provide access to a 94-unit 
public housing complex, now almost 
fully occupied, and an industrial park 
long planned for that area by a group of 
Prestonsburg businessmen. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
said this week that the fiscal court 
might yet encounter a legal problem in 
withdrawing from the condemnation 
suit. When the same move was attemp­
ted two years ago, then-Transportation 
Secretary Calvin Grayson held the 
county·to its earlier agreement to join 
the suit, arguing that the state had 
already invested heavily in the road 
project. 

That was under the Carroll ad­
ministration, however, and Gov. Car­
roll was known to have a strong in­
terest in the road. Some observers here 
feel that, given the current budget­
trimming mood in Frankfort, Trans­
portation Secretary Frank Metts may 
take advantage of the fiscal court's 
withdrawal to abandon the state's com­
mitment to the project.

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The ADD board voted Monday to 
allocate $200,000 from the fund to ex­
tend the Prestonsburg water system up 
the left fork of Middle Creek and 
$28,000 to complete the restoration of 
the Martin sewage system. 

In arguing for the water system 
grant, Judge-Executive Bill Wells said 
the Floyd fiscal court had budgeted 
$100,000 for the project and that county 
labor would be used on it. In its initial 
phase, the project calls for an exten­
sion of water lines to Spurlock Creek, 
Conley Fork and Bucks Brancl!; .a se­
cond phase would see the line extended 
up the left fork of Middle Creek, Caney 
Creek and Buckeye. 

The grant to Martin will complete 
the replacement of that city's flood­
damaged sewage system and, hopeful­
ly, make moot the suit brought against 
the city by federal environmental 
authorities. Already, $175,000 has been 
spent on the sewer repair. 

Commission Denies 
Tel-Com's Request 
For Rate Increase 

Rate increases sought by Tel-Com, 
Inc., of Harold, for its cable television 
customers were denied by the Floyd 
County Cable TV Commission last Fri· 
day. 

The cable company had requested in­
creases of a dollar a month for those 
customers presently paying $8.50 and 
$9 monthly, and 50 cents a month for 
those now paying $7 .50. 

When service is upgraded, Tel-Com 
customers will be able to choose be­
tween 15- and five-channel service, ac­
cording to company officials. For the 
proposed five-channel service, the 
company sought and was granted a 
monthly fee of $7 .50. For the full 
15-channel service, which will include 
three optional pay channels, Tel-Com 
was granted a $10 monthly rate by the 
commission. The company had re­
quested $11 for that service. 

Over the objection of Albert Bur­
chett, the commission approved the 
sale of the Midwest Corporation 
system, serving the Prestonsburg 
area, to Cablentertainment, Inc ., 
operating out of Zanesville, Ohio. 
Midwest bought the system last year 
from Flanery and Dingus, the com­
pany whose name it still bears.

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Rock Fork residents are, perhaps, l 

the angriest, particularly those who { 
live along the section near the Knott- \ 
Floyd county line. There, water caused ,,~ 
thousands of dollars damage to proper-
ty, and Jo Inmon, who owns property 
along the creek, commented that many 
of those who suffered damage during 
the high water had never been affected 
by flooding before. 

Miss Inmon's property was covered 
by what she called a "lake" which 
backed up behind a large fill and drain 
culvert about 100 yards downstream 
from her land. Her home which was ap­
praised at more than $100,000 was 
flooded last spring and later burned 
and now she is reluctant to move a 
trailer onto the property for fear of fur-
ther flooding. 

"I've got a big dam below my Jot, 
and that's all you can call it," she com­
mented. "The culvert opening is way. 
too small to handle the runoff and dur­
ing this last flooding the water was at 
least 10 feet up on the fiB above the 
opening," she explained. 

Miss Inmon said she had repeatedly 
protested to the state and to contrac­
tors working for the Highways Depart­
ment, but "the state says it 's the con­
tractor's fault and the contractor says 
it 's the state's fault." 

Three similar, although smaller, fills 
and culverts are located farther up 
Rock Fork into Knott county and the 
damage along the creek in those sec­
tions was also considerable. Arthur 
Click, whose trailer and a storage 
building were flooded, said he had 
warned the state about the small 
culvert installed during the road con­
struction near his home and, like Miss 
Inmon, he reported that water backed 
up eight to ten feet higher than the 
culvert. Dempsey Chaffins, who 
estimated flood damage to his hom 
and possessions in the thousands of 
dollars, said he was told that a six-inch 
tile would carry the runoff from Plum 
Branch Hollow, even though he argued 
to the contrary. 

Another resident, Frieda Chaffins, 
said she believed that the root of the 
problem of increased flooding on Rock 
Fork was due to the fact that the state 
depended on "a bunch of flatlanders" 
who were unfamiliar with the nature of 
flooding in mountainous terrain and, 
who "never listened to us." 

"They forgot, apparently, to take in­
to account the abundant amount of 
rainfall we get around here," she com­
mented. 

Lowell Conley, who lives below the 
"dam" near Miss Inmon, suffered lit-
tle more from the recent flooding than 
a silt-covered yard, but he echoed the 
opinion of others that construction had 
indeed rendered the stream unpredic-. 
table in times of high water. Conley, 
who said the water was 18 inches 
higher in places two weeks ago than 
during the flood of 1963, commented: 
"There's just no reason why the water 
should have got this high. I told the 
state, like a lot of others around here, 
that they were going about things 
wrong, but they didn't listen." 

"They simply fouled up on their 
engineering," Conley added. "We're 
going to be in constant fear from now 
on and the state's responsible as far as 
I'm concerned." 

Garrett businessman Roy Martin, 
who with other community residents 
was successful in persuading the state 
to remove a large fill area near the 
mouth of Rock Fork last year, said re­
cent flooding in Garrett was made 
more severe because of fills which re­
main. Martin, whose dry cleaning 
plant was damaged by three feet of 
water during the weekend flood, said . 
twice that amount would have backed 
up had the state not removed the fill 
there. 

"The fills between here and Martin 
are really hurting us," Martin com­
mented. "Water used to run off much 
faster- there's no excuse for what 
hapened."

Forgotten Cemetery? 
I hope you will forgive me for 

repeating a letter on this subject, (as I 
did ten or fifteen years ago!) But I 
know another generation of kids is now 
grown up and responsible, and I just 
couldn't resist the attempt to correct 
this mess a second time. 

Memorial Day, one of my children 
wanted to go to the cemetery where 
their brother is, and I waited all day 
trying to catch up with that kid. (The 
other one was in school, which I must 
say I never understand!) Earlier, 
however, another child had mentioned 
that they would go to the cemetery, if 
they knew where to go! 

I found myself out riding around 
alone, and decided that I would go see 
how you get to the old cemetery up on 
the hill behind the grade school, where 
prominent settlers of our valley lie. I 
had great difficulty, but finally spotted 
a marker standing up, and the, of 
course, finally found the road between 
the two houses, just after the corner. 

The steepest part of the whole hill 
must be that little dirt road up to the 
Johns plot. I remember going up there 
as a child to a beautiful, wooded, area, 
well-kept and lovely, and you could 
walk all the way to the top of the hill. 
Aunt Winnie Johns told me when I 
wrote about this before that the people 
who remembered were all too old to 
make it up the hill, and that is why it 
has become a rejected part of our 
heritage! 

But there are many, many of us 
around who belong to those still up on 
the hill. The came here, and settled, 
brought their books and music, and liv­
ed decent lives, and prepared the way 
for the rest of us. It wouldn't take much 
to get rid of the weeds and stuff up 
there, and then our kids could go there 
on picnics, as we did in school, years 
ago. It would perhaps help some of our 
modern kids, without such a deep feel­
ing for the old way, to recover some of 
their respect for their forbears if they 
could look and see the loving care 
given each person up there. I suspect 
that if each of us who have someone up 
there would pay a dollar for each 
kinsman, we'd have enough money to 
keep it cleaned up. Then, perhaps, on 
Memorial Day, if the school would co­
operate, we could have a special day 
where those people were remembered 
and honored. 

Our mountain people take pride in 
our heritage and it doesn't seem de­
cent, somehow, that so many of our 
elders should for ever lie in confusion 
up there. They came here on horses, 
among Indians, and brought their 
culture with them. We owe them many 
debts, and perhaps the only way we 
can repay them is to keep their 
memory. We are doing a poor job at 
that. If you'd like to do something 
about this, let me know, and we'll see 
what we can work up. 

Perhaps if we can give our children 
the sense of continuity that this 
cemetery would do, they would have 
deeper roots to hold onto when society 
beckons with its false ideals.

Childers Still Claims 
Small Property Owner 
Bears Most of Tax Load 

Presbyterian Pastors at Homecoming 

As state coordinator and author ot 
the Kentucky Land Ownership Study, I 
feel I must attempt to clear up the 
misleading impressions left by the 
April 15 article entitled "Hall Says 
Land Report Has Some Inaccuracies." 
I would be the first to concede that our 
data may contain some errors, but I 
must point out that our information 
was copied firsthand from the Floyd 
county tax rolls, the final figures used 
to prepare tax bills. 

First of all, if 99 percent of Floyd 
county's acres are on the tax rolls, as 
Mr. Hall was quoted, then at least 64 
percent must be in small tracts. In 
compiling our data, we included all 
tracts on the tax rolls of greater than 20 
acres for corporations and out of coun­
ty individual persons. For in county 
(local) individuals, we included all 
tracts on the tax rolls of greater than 
250 acres. Based on this, we were only 
able to locate roughly 90,000 acres, or 
35.5% of Floyd county's total land 
mass, including all land owned by the 
federal and state governments. Is 
64.5% of Floyd county's land owned by 
local persons owning tracts of less than 
250 acres, or others owning less than 20 
acre tracts? Possibly. If not, then all of 
Floyd county's land is not on the tax 
rolls. 

Secondly, based on the 1978 tax rolls, 
which were used for compiling the 
study, surface land owned by local cor­
porations (in county) was assessed for 
tax purposes at about $194 per acre, 
while comparable surface land 
(vacant hillside according to Mr. Hall) 
owned by out of state corporations was 
assessed at about $80 per acre. Elkhorn 
Coal Company, a Virginia corporation, 
had its 6200 acres of surface land 
valued at only $52.15 per acre for tax 
purposes in 1978. While that company 
may have paid additional taxes on min­
ing equipment, buildings, and other 
property, only $2573 was assigned by 
the property valuation administrator 
for taxes due on the land, according to 
Mr. Halls 1978 records. 

The average assessment for all sur­
face land surveyed in Floyd County for 
1978 was $78.26 per acre, even though 
state law requires that all real proper­
ty be assessed for tax purposes at its 
fair cash value, the price the property 
should bring at a fair voluntary sale. It 
is our contention that homeowners, 
autmnobile owners, and owners of 
small businesses in Eastern Kentucky 
and Floyd county shoulder a greater 
share of the tax burden than do the 
large owners of land and coal, mainly 
large corporations, since buildings, 
automobiles and commercial property 
is more often assessed at closer to its 
real value than is unimproved land. 
While assessments may be high on 
coal, the state tax rate of 1/ 10 cent per 
$100 value provides no revenue for 
local governments and schools, once 
again leaving the tax burden on the 
small owners.

In 
July, 1954 my salary was set at $1000.00 per year. In June, 
1974 my salary was set at $200.00 per month. In April, 1977 
my salary was set at $4800.00 per year. 

I have attended all training sessions, conferences, sym­
posiums, workshops, and training programs offered for 
Coroners of Kentucky since I became coroner in 1951. I 
have attended three national coroners conventions as a 
delegate from Kentucky-! have also attended two inter­
national coroners and medical examiners seminars-the 
last held at the Galt House in Louisville June 7 thru June 
12, 1981-at which time I was made an honorary member 
for life by the Kentucky Coroner's Association-the first 
and the only one ever. Dr. Sam Gerber so moved that I also 
be made an honorary member of the International Cor­
oners and Medical Examiners and this passed unanimous­
ly_

Although the salary was very low, I felt it was a public 
service which had to be fulfilled to the best of my ability_ 

Being coroner has paid me well in the number of friends 
I have made through the years.

I have no regrets for my 30 years as your coroner, for I 
know that I have conducted the office in an efficient, know­
ledgeable way, always trying to further my knowledge by 
taking advantage of all schooling available. I have earned 
the praise and respect of the State Medical Examiners, 
etc .; but more than that, I have earned the praise and 
respect of my family and my friends for the way I have 
conducted my campaigns and my office, and that means 
more to me than all the compliments made by dignitaries.

Q-Our eight-year-old child has 
. ancer . How much should we tell him 

about his condition. . 
A-It is almost impossible to keep a 

child from knowing that he is ser iously 
ill. He knows that he is not able to do 
what his playmates do, that he has to 
see the doctor frequently, and that he 
may be hospitalized. He is taking 
special medicines, and you, his 
parents, are showing extra concern 
about his health. Indeed, from the time 
of the diagnosis, his parents and doctor 

. ve acted far more serious than 
before. No matter how careful the 
precautions , he may over hear 
something about his illness. He also 

• may talk to other children in the 
hospital who have his disease, and 
some of them may bt:!come very ill and 

,··ate: 
For these reasons, each child should 

be told the name of his disease. Any 
fur ther informatil)n will have to be 

...,siven according to the child's age and 
- ility to understand. Once he has the 

. mtme of his disease, he also can have a 
secure basis from which to ask ques­
tions and tell you as parents and the 
medical team about his concerns. 

Research indicates that almost 
every sick child knows the truth. At­
tempts by parents and hospital staff to 
keep him unaware are seldom suc­
cessful . Instead of reassuring the child, «isolate him with hi!> suspicions. 

· all, he can't talk about his fears if 
yone else says he's really OK. If 

he's unable to talk out his concerns, he 
will probably become even more 
frightened. Failure by the parents to 
answer a child's questions undermines 
the parent-child relationship at the 
time it needs most to be strengthened. 

Thus, one of the most helpful things 
you as a parent can do for your child 
with cancer is to provide him with the 
opportunity to 'discuss his worries.

Multiple sclerosis, a d~· ease caused 
by hardening tissue in t e brain and 
spinal cord,· results in I s of muscle 
control and pralysis in some cases. It 
was diagnosed in Miracle last year. 

Johnson Commonwealth's Attorney 
Paul Deaton said he would urge the 
court to impose the death penalty. 

"What he wants is to commit suicide 
and he wants the state to pull the trig­
ger, " Deaton said. 

Miracle, pleaded guilty to the March 
1 murder of John Willard, 28, a Yellow 
Cab driver from Lexington. · 

Deaton said Miracle had a felony 
record and had vowed to kill his former 
roommate, Paintsville attorney Paul 
Smith. " 

"He was trying to get to Smith when 
he was arrested for ki:WC the cab 
driver," Deaton said. 

It was uncertain whether Miracle's 
death-penalty request would be 
granted. Under Kentucky law, a jury

Miracle could "waive his rights (to a 
jury) and have a judge sentence him." 

If a jury or the judge decides against 
the death penalty, Miracle could be 
sent to prison for at least 20 years. 

"He was on probation (for car theft) 
when he was indicted for murder and 
because of this he'd have to serve at 
least 20 years, as I understand the 
law," Deaton said. "Miracle knows 
that if he gets a 20-year sentence, he'll ' 
probably die in a prison hospital...His 
whole attitude is that he's got a right to 
die for what he did." 

Willard, a Centre College graduate 
and former law student, was described 
as a struggling author who began driv­
ing a taxi shortly before picking up 
Miracle in Lexington on March 1. 

Unlike a veteran cab driver, he made 
the llO-mile trip to Paintsville without 
asking Miracle for the fare in advance, 
said Yellow Cab manager David 
Kramer. 

Willard's body was found late that 
night along a rural road in Johnson 
county. He had been shot four times in 
the back with a .38-caliber revolver. 
Miracle was arrested the next day. 

Deaton said Miracle apparently went 
to Paintsville to kill Smith, with whom 
he had shared a mobile home. 

The two argued violently the week 
before the killing because " Miracle 
had apparently given Smith a cold 
check for his half of the rent," Deaton 
said.

Unemployment in Kentucky dropped 
for the third consecutive month, 
reaching a low of 7.8 percent of the 
labor force by mid-April , Department 
for Human Resources statistics show. 

This was the first substantial 
decrease since the first quarter of 1980 
and brings unemployment below 8.0 
percent of the labor force for the first 
time this year. 

"Most of the drop in unemployment 
was not due to increased job oppor­
tunities but to some 18,000 unemployed 
persons leaving the labor force," said 
Ed Blackwell of Human Resources' 
research and stafi-;fics branch. 

"In April, 39 of the 120 counties had 
unemployment rates of 10 percent or 
higher. Menifee county in the Eastern 
Kentucky area ha·d the highest rate of 
21.4 percent, while Scott county in the 
Bluegrass area had the lowest at 3.3 
percent," said Blackwell. 

· Unemployment in the Eastern Ken­
tucky area dropped slightly from 11.1 
to 11.0 percent. The area continues to 
have the state's highest unemployment 
rate. 

Only 14 of the 34 counties had 
unemployment rates below 10 percent. 

Menifee county had the highest 
unemployment rate of 21.4 percent, 
Martin county posted eastern Ken­
tucky's lowest rate of 4.9 percent. 
Floyd county's rose sharply to 16.3.

State Police Commissioner Marion 

D. Campbell has announced the ap­
pointment of a Prestonsburg woman, 
Sheila Ann Lee, as a KSP driver licens­
ing examiner for the area of Floyd and 
Johnson counties. 

Lee was one of 24 new driver license 
examiners to be named by Campbell 
after successfully completing a four­
week training requirement for the posi­
tion at the KSP Academy. 

The appointments were the first to be 
confirmed under a new program, an­
nounced last Feb. 20 by Gov. John Y. 
Brown Jr. and State Justice Secretary 
Neil J. Welch, which calls for all of the 
uniformed troopers performing those 
duties now to be replaced with civilian 
driver testing personnel. 

Lee, 33, was formerly employed by 
Haworth and Associates at Martin and 
the Highlands Regional Medical 
Center here. 

According to Campbell, the remain­
ing civilian personnel needed to com­
plete the planned transition from 
trooper to civilian license examiners 
will be trajned and in the field by mid­
September. All of them then will work 
at least two weeks under the supervi­
sion of the trooper they are replacing 
before going out on their own. 

State police say that the changeover 
is expected to reduce their operating 
costs under the license examining pro­
gram by something in excess of $2 
million a year. 

"It also will have the added effect of 
freeing up a large number of veteran 
sworn officer personnel for reassign­
ment into fulltime criminal and traffic 
law enforcement duties where they are 
badly needed right now," Campbell 
said. 

Although all of the field examiner 
employees will eventually be civilian, 
state police will continue to administer 
and supervise the overall program. 

Bonds Sold To Finance 
Student Loans in State 

Bonds offered for sale by the Ken­
tucky Higher Education Student Loan 
Corp. sold "very quickly" when placed 
on the market early this month, said 
George Atkins, state Finance Depart­
ment secretary. 

Proceeds from the $140 million bond 
sale June 4 will be channeled to private 
financial institutions in Kentucky by 
the Kentucky Higher Education 
Assistance Authority.

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Mann Contests 
Doyle Victory 

The Democratic nomination of Mrs. 
Kay Martin Doyle, former Prestons­
burg resident, for county attorney of 
Magoffin county, has been challenged 
by incumbent Marcus Mann, whom she 
defeated at the recent primary. 

Mann recently filed a contest suit, 
claiming that Mrs. Doyle violated four 
separate sections of the statutes and 
asking that her nomination be voided. 

In the complaint Mann has requested 
a new election in Bloomington precinct 
where he contends that between 42 and 
75 persons were not allowed to vote. He 
also alleges that all votes in Salyers­
ville Ward II and Lakeville precincts 
be declared void and should not be 
counted in the election and that the 
absentee ballots of 13 residents at 
Salyersville Health Care Center should 
not be counted because they were il­
legally procured. 

The suit complains of these viola­
tions in Ward II and lakeville: 

Bribery, coercion and intimidation of 
voters ; Republicans being voted as 
Democrats ; the presence of persons 
other than voters or voting election of­
ficers in the polling place and voting 
booths during voting; election officers 
electioneering-in the polling place dur­
ing voting ; the unauthorized 
assistance of voters without a disabili­
ty, and absence of lists of absentee 
voters at the voting place.

RHUBARB 

The word " rhubarb" means dif­
ferent things to different people. Many 
baseball or hockey fans go to the game 
in hopes of watching a rhubarb. To 
gardeners, rhubarb is an interesting 
and ornamental perennial vegetable. 

Early American settlers often refer­
red to rhubarb as pie plant. It is one of 
the few plants in which we use a part 
other than the fruits to make a pie. It 
was also used to make wiPe by some 
people. The rhubarb root was used as a 
medicine in China more than 4500 
years ago. • 

In the 1800's, the leaves were used as 
an herb and eaten raw or cooked. To­
day, we realize eating the leaves of 
rhubarb is extremely dangerous. The 
leaves contain high levels of oxalic 

•
acid. This material may crystallize in 
the kidneys and can cause convulsions, 
coma and death. The "stalk" or petiole 
of the rhubarb is completely safe to 
eat. 

Rhubarb does not come true from 
seed ; plant " roots" or divisions of im­
proved cultivars in early spring. You 
can divide an old plant in late summer. 
Some of the better cultivars to try in 
Kentucky include : Canada Red, Vic­
toria and Valentine. 

• 
Rhubarb is a cool weather plant and 

makes its best growth in the spring 
before temperatures become hot. It is 
tolerant of many soil types but prefers 
a rich soil well supplied with organic 
matter . Drainage is very important, 
and crown rots will develop if water 
stands around the roots, or when soil is 
extremely tight with poor internal 
drainage. Although it is fairly tolerant 
of soil acid, a slightly to moderately 
acid soil is p~;eferred. Rhubarb is a 

.• airly heavy feeder and will benefit 
from an application of fertilizer each 
year in late June or early July. 

The average family will get enough 
rhubarb from four to six plants. These 
should be spaced about three feet 
apart. Its large ornamental leaves 
make it suitable for the flower border. 
It is best not to harvest the first year 
after planting, but harvest is usually 
possible during the second year. 
Harvest can be prolonged by watering 

uring dry periods, but beware of over­
watering, which can promote root rot. 

Weed control in the planting is im­
portant, but cultivation should be 
shallow to avoid injuring the roots. 
Cover the rows with straw or a similar 
mulch in fall after the ground is frozen. 
Remove the mulch in early spring so 
new growth can get started. 

The main insect pest of rhubarb is 
the rhubarb curculio. It bores into the 
talks, and crowns and roots. Destroy 
nfested plants, as well as any wild 

dock growing in the area in July after 
these insects have laid their eggs. 

The main harvest of rhubarb extends 
for about two months in late spring and 
early !summer. Grasp the stem near 
the base and pull to one side. Cut off 
seed stalks as soon as they arise to con­
serve energy for the plant and promote 
the production cf more leaves.

This is in response to your letter set­

ting forth problems you are having in 
the city of Martin in regard to garbage 
service. A few years ago the city issued 
a franchise to a private concern to pick 
up and dispose·of garbage in the city. 
Apparently the persons to whom the 
franchise was granted have not 
satisfactorily carried out the terms of 
the agreement and you seek advice 
from this office. 

A franchise is an agreement between 
the granting authority and the reci­
pie.nt and takes on the usual attributes 
of a contract. See OAG 80-57, copy 
enclosed, at page two. A city has the 
authority to contract by franchise with 
a private company for the collection of 
garbage, OAG 79-144, copy enclosed. 
See also OAG 78-444, copy enclosed. 

If the person or organization to 
whom the franchise ·has been granted 
has violated the terms of the agree­
ment, the city. pursuant to its cor­
porate and home rule powers <KRS 
82.081 and 82.082 ) has the authority to 
bring suit against that person or 
organization for violation of the fran­
chise agreement. We do not know what 
terms and provisions have been includ­
ed in the franchise agreement but the 
city, through its city attorney or retain­
ed counsel, should examine the fran ­
chise agreement to determine the 
alternatives and courses of action 
available to the city. The city has the 
authority to enforce the terms and con­
ditions of the franchise agreement 
entered into with the person or 
organization concerning the pick up 
and disposal of garbage in the city. 
Perhaps the agreement can be ter­
minated because of the inability or 
refusal of the franchise holder to carry 
out the terms of the franchise agree­
ment.

Your mayor and several citizens 

have contacted me regarding the solid 
waste situation as to the corporate 
limits of Martin . 

The County has begun its collection 
of solid waste for the entire county ex­
cept within the corporate limits of 
municipalities who have not agreed to 
have the service by issuance of fran­
chise rights. 

Previous franchise holders ' under 
the County have surrendered their 
franchise rights and been paid a fixed 
amount. 

The County has the only lawful land­
fill for solid waste disposal at Garth 
and the franchise holder of Martin may 
use same by making the proper ap­
plication to the Floyd County Solid 
Waste office at the Courthouse Annex. 
The City of Prestonsburg has such ar­
rangements for disposing of their solid 
waste. 

The County will not pick up anymore 
solid waste for residents or businesses 
in Marlin until your Council takes 
necessary legal action to insure that 
Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc. can 
legally enter into your city. 

I wish to point out that the County 
will not purchase the present franchise 
under any circumstances or ar­
rangements and if the County even­
tually is given the franchise, the 
citizens of Martin will be charged only 
the same rate as residents outside the 
corporate limits.

Special Unit To Investigate 
KSP Woundings and Killings 

The recent ruling fonowing a 
Greenup county coroner's inquest ex­
onerated an Ashland-based Kentucky 
State Trooper in the April 1 shooting 
death of a ft•eitive robbery suspect dur­
ing an incident along U. S. 23. 

The coroner's inquest was a routine 
procedure, and the ruling exonerating 
Trooper Thomas P. Finck was not 
unexpected. 

But for state police the shooting and 
subsequent investigation had a special 
significance. It brought to the scene 
from Frankfort a select team of detec­
tives newly formed under the sta te 
police's permanent table of 
organizaiton. 

The new team has a specifically 
stated responsibility to investigate 
every case, without exception, where a 
state police officer either wounds or 
kills another person, or is himself a vic­
tim. 

The policy directive establishing the 
new investigative requirment was one 
of CoL Marion D. Campbell 's first of­
ficial acts after becoming state police 
commissioner Feb. 20. 

In the past, shootings involving state 
police personnel generally were in­
vestigated only by KSP post detectives 
in the area where the incident occw­
red. Now, under Campbell 's mandate, 
the special investigative team also is 
dispatched into the area, both to 
monitor the progress and quality of 
any post investigation and to conduct a 
separate inquiry of its own. 

Hospital Reports 
Surgical Firsts 

Two "firsts" in surgery for the 
Pikeville Methodist Hospital have been 
performed recently, according to Lee 
D. Keene, hospital administrator . 

In one of the operations, surgeons 
removed part of the liver of a 34-year­
old Pike county man after he had been 
seriously hurt when a car fell on him, 
Keene said. He added that the injured 
man now has been discharged from the 
hospital and is "doing fine. " 

In the other, performed on a 60-year­
old Pike county man, a large blood 
vessel which had weakened and begun 
to leak was repaired by removing the 
damaged section and replacing it with 
a graft, he said. The man is in the 
hospital but with an excellent chance of 
completJ)-recovery, Keene reported. 

Other" new features of work by 
surgeons at the hospital, which already 
have been used here at various times, 
include examination of the inside of the 
lungs or other natural cavities of the 
body, the administrator said. This is 
done by means of a flexible tube con­
taining fine glass fibers which lead 
light into the space and conduct a view 
of it back out for the physician 's study. 

Artificial lenses also are being im­
planted in eyes whose lenses have been 
removed, as in the case of surgery for 
cataracts, he said, and pacemakers to 
control the beating of ailing hearts are 
being inserted at the hospitaL 

The officers who make up the special 
team are drawn from the staff of a 
reorganized Legal Affairs and Profes­
sional Standards Office, headed by 
KSP Major Larry Fentress, a- nine­
year state police veteran and practic­
ing attorney who earned his juris doc­
tor degree at the University of Louis­
ville while still working the road as a 
trooper. 

Campbell said that his decision to 
establish a separate unit within the 
state police and charge it with a 
specific responsibility to investigate 
shootings involving KSP personnel was 
based "on a very simple, but essential 
premise ." . 

"In cases involving our own officers, 
where lives have been taken or people 
hurt, no matter whether the victim is 
one of our own or someone else, we 
have a clear obligation not only to the 
shooter and the victim, and their rights 
for redress under the law, but to the 
public-at-large to find out exactly what 
happened, and why," he said. 

And a select team of highly ex­
perienced investigators. organized for 
that specific purpose, is better 
qualified to do the job than anyone else, 
he said.

Buying Life Insurance 
Life insurance can be a wise pur­

chase for just about ev~ryone. 
People buy life insurance for several

This return 
on your dollar in the form of dividends 
should be compared to other types of 
investment. 

A non-participating policy offers a 
premium rate based on the actual cost 
of the insurance. The cost of the policy 
is fixed and cannot be increased or 
decreased. 

When selecting an insurance 
representative, look for someone with 
the knowledge and experience to ad­
vise and assist you at the time you pur­
chase your policy and also in the future 
when your coverage may need to be ad­
justed. 

Never purchase insurance from a 
company or representative not licens­
ed to do business in Kentucky. Write or 
phone the Kentucky Department of In­
surance in Frankfort <1-502-564-3630) to 
make sure the company is licensed to 
sell insurance in Kentucky.
