e color for night fishing.

Experienced night fishermen usual-

y like dark nights—the darker the bet-
er. Heavy tackle is required, because
ten necessary to cast toward a
h ne that’s barely visible, so jerk-
g lures out of trees or bushes is a
egular part of night casting.
It's important to move quietly and
how as little light as possible, since
e fish in shallow water will be
ipooky. And remember that bass won't
he active all night long—activity, like it
loes during the day, will come in
purts. But feeding periods are usually
onger and more intense at night.
White bass have finished spawning
Wi:nd several lakes are reporting
rood mixed catches of white bass and
rappie. Night largemouth fishing
ould be getting good around and now
nd will get better as the summer pro-
fresses.
So if your daytime trips aren’t as
productive as you'd like, try sleeping
luring the day and fishing all night.

% NATURE
TRAILS

Nature’s Remedies
By RUFUS M. REED

PENNYROYAL.—I'd like for my
readers to get better acquainted with
that dainty little mint, pennyroyal, or,
as the oldtimers called it, “pennyrile.”
It is one of the most useful plants found
in nature and is one of the best insect
repellants known. Fleas will hop ten
feet high to escape the hot scent of
pennyroyal. You can put oil of penny-
royal on your dogs and cats and the
fleas will flee from them! You can wet
a string with it, tie it around the neck of
your pets and the fleas won’t get on
them.

A fresh-cut pennyroyal plant tied
around the bedpost will repel bedbugs
and mosquitoes. Oldtimers used (o

gather pennyroyal in the fall; tie it up  [IT

in bunches and hang it up to keep for
winter use. The tea made from it is a
warm stimulant and a big help in
sweating out a bad cold. In “Flora of
W. Va.,”’ Dr. Core says: “‘Pennyroyal
is used as a stimulant and as an aid to
digestion.”” You'll find patches of this
plant growing in dry soils of old clear-
ings and abandoned fields. It prefers
thin acid soils and is a small, much-
branching plant with small, ovate
leaves borne in pairs. The blooms are
bluish-purple and appear in mid-
summer-.

Pennyroyal was a highly favored
plant of the Indians. They used the tea
for colic and indigestion. It was re-
garded as a reliable remedy for colicin
babies.. Pennyroyal and wild honey
were mixed to make a tea for head
colds. Indians also snuffed the strong
scent to clear the nasal passages. In-
dian women used pennyroyal tea to
relieve cases of painful menstruation.

Pennyroyal rubbed on the hands and
face will repel chiggers and mos-
quitoes. The English of Queen Eliza-
beth's day used penyroyal tea to cure
the gout.

A CURE FOR DYSENTERY.
Dysentery, or “bloody flux,"" was once
a dreaded disease. Oldtimers cured it
by steeping the leaves of a creek willow
to make a tea. They claimed this cured
dysentery ‘‘nine times out of ten.”

“RABBIT TOBACCO." Also called
“life everlasting.”” This is a fine
medicinal plant with aromatic odor. It
is a good remedy for colds. A tea for
colds is made of pine twigs mixed with
the dried leaves of rabbit tobacco..
This small plant is dainty and hand-
some, with white-felted leaves that are
cottony underneath. After the first
frost, the leaves dry up on the stalk and
may be gathered then to keep for
winter use. One of my most delightful
larks as a boy was to smoke the cured
leaves of rabbit tobacco with my bud-
dies. We had many a smoke-fest out
behind the old, gray barn. We also
chewed the fragrant leaves and
squirted mouthfuls of the rich, dark
brown “ambeer.”” Back then I didn't
know of the medical value of this plant,
how it was useful in treating sore
throat or irritation of the mucous mem-
branes. The plant is known to botanists
as “cudweed,” or ‘‘old field balsam."”
Indians often smoked the leaves of cud-
weed for their pleasant fragrance,

OLDTIME REMEDIES FOR
CROUP, This was once a dread disease
of children and killed many before the
days of antibiotics. But our foreparents
had their remedies from nature and
thus saved the lives of many children.

A quick remedy for croup then was

to roast a large-size onion and squeeze
out the juice. The croupy child was re-
quired to drink this, and it Hiten gave

“relief. Another oldlime remedy that

got good resulls was the use of a
poultice on the chest, both fronl and
back. The poultice was made of mutton
tallow and beeswax and one was plac-

ed hot on the back, right between the -

shoulder blades.
