Grigsby told the board that, since 
federal cuts in the school system's Ti­
tle I (remedial reading) program had 
been less than anticipated, some school 
board personnel would be restored to 
the program. Title I funds, which were 
expected to be cut by 25 percent, were 
in fact cut by 10 percent. Meeting in ex­
ecutive session, the board decided that 
five of the eight teachers and three of 
seven social workers transferred from 
the program would be restored to it. 

The board hired Josten's, a Clarks­
ville, Tenn. firm, to prepare the school 
annual for a second year, without in­
crease in cost. In response to a ques­
tion from the audience, Grigsby said 
the firm had agreed to provide

Holiday Marred 
As Two Wounded 
In Martin Fray 

A July Fourth gunfight at close 
range marred the holiday celebration 
at Martin late Saturday night and sent 
tv. men 1.& hospitals, ooth reported 
seriusly wounded. 

Joe David Stumbo, 29, of McDowell, 
was shot in the back and right side and 
is in a Huntington hospital. The shots 
which struck him are believed to have 
been fired from a .38-calibre revolver. 

His adversary, Joe Howard, 32, a C. 
& 0. locomotive engineer, is in Good 
Samaritan Hospital, Lexington, with 
two bullets in his face and a third in his 
side. The weapon from which these 
shots were fired was said to be of 
. 22-calibre. The two bullets to 
Howard's face struck him near either 
eye, according to State Police Detec­
tive Keith· Scott, who is investigating 
the shoot-out. 

The shooting took place around 11 
p.m., in an area occupied by July 4 
booths, and apparently in the presence 
of several persons. Detective Scott told 
Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen that he has not had an opportuni­
ty to talk to either of the wounded men. 

"There was a lot full of people, and , 
nobody saw anything," he commented. 

"There was some sort of argument 
between Stumbo and Howard, and both 
apparently had been drinking," he 
said. 

Powder burns on one, or both, of the 
two men attested to the report that 
they fired at close range. 

David Group Joins 
Mineral Rights Suit 

The David Community Development 
Corporation has recently joined two 
other citizen groups in seeking to file a 
"friend of the court" brief in an In­
diana land case to be decided by the 
U.S. Supreme Court. 

At issue in the case is the constitu­
tionality of an Indiana statute which 
provides that, where mineral rights 
have been severed from surface rights 
by the so-called "broad-form" deed, 
the mineral rights pass to the surface 
owner if the mineral owner fails to use 
the property over a period of 20 years. 

Under the law, the mineral owner is 
considered to be "using" the property 
as long as he is paying taxes on it. 

By conservative estimate, according 
to the brief, title to the minerals 
underlying 90 percent of the land in this 
county is severed from the surface title 
by broad-form deeds. 

Under existing Kentucky law, it is 
argued, it is impracticable and 
sometimes impossible for surface 
owners to secure title to abandoned 
mineral interests underlying their pro­
perty. The effect is that "once (the 
mineral estate) is severed, that 
severance is perpetual whether or not 
mining activity takes place on the pro­
perly or taxes are paid." 

"This creates a perpetual cloud on 
the title of the surface owner even 
when the minerals have already been 

mined out," the brief contends. 
l':oting that only mineral owners who 

do not pay taxes are affected by the In­
diana statute, the citizen groups argue 
that non-payment of taxes and a 
restricted tax base in eastern Ken­
tucky "(have) meant that essential 
public services are below average." 

Moreover, the existence of abandon­
ed mineral estates hinders develop­
ment of the surface, since lenders are 
reluctant to invest-in housing pro­
jects, for example-on property from 
which the mineral rights have been 
severed. 

The David citizens' group purchased 
800 surface acres in David in 1975, in an 
area that has previously been mined. 
An attempt by the group last year to 
constr1,1ct a 48-unit apartment complex 
there was thwarted, it is claimed, 
because of the group's inability to 
secure waivers from the 27 unknown 
owners of the mineral rights. 

The Concerned Citizens of Martin 
County and Save Our Cumberland 
Mountains, a Tennessee-based 
citizens' group, are also seeking to join 
the suit. Motion to · file the brief was 
prepared by John Rosenberg and 
David Rubinstein, of the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund, a 
Prestonsburg-based legal services 
agency, and Candy A. Culin, represen­
ting Save Our Cumberland Mountains.

Magoffin Flood Damage Heavy 
Floyd county escaped a second flood 

in a period of weeks during the week­
end, but its Emergency & Rescue 
Squad did not escape flood duty as 
neighboring Salyersville and Magoffin 
areas along the Licking River and 
tributaries suffered heavy damage. 

Squad members were called to 
Salyersville Monday morning to assist 
with the evacuation of families from 
homes that had been flooded or were 
threatened by fast-rising water. 

Between three and four inches of 
rain fell during Sunday night in that 
area, extending on into Morgan and 
Menifee counties. 

Although Salyersville was the center 
of rescue activjties, farmlands , roads , 
bridges and crops along smaller 
streams which empty into the Licking 
suffered heavier damage. 

In Salyersville water rose about 
three feet in the business district, and 
perhaps 75 homes were flooded. Many 
others were evacuated as the water 
rose till Monday afternoon. 

Salyersville Mayor Tim Bostic 
declared a state of emergency, early 
Monday, and state troopers joined !':a­
tiona! Guardsmen in maintaining. a 
curfew. 

Tobacco crops were among those 

destroyed. State Adj. Gen. Billy S. 
Wellman, who was in Salyersville an 
hour after Bostic had called on Gover­
nor Brown for help, was quoted as say­
ing at least 30 homes in Magoffin coun­
ty were swept from their foundations. 
He had made no estimate of the overall 
damage, Monday afternoon. 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins early 
Monday called on President Reagan 
and Governor Brown to declare the 
flooded counties a disaster area . A 
similar plea after the flooding of parts 
of this county last month was fruitless , 
except for the offer of loans by the 
Small Business Administration.

Rehiring of Two 
At Med Center 
Was at Issue 

Highlands Hospital workers voted at 
a courthouse meeting last (Tuesday ) 
night to accept a contract worked out 
in a bargaining session last week, en­
ding their 105-day strike against the 
hospital. 

The contract, which was approved 
by 140 votes to 43, provides wage-and­
benefit increases of 50 percent over 
three years, more liberal vacation 
leave, and time-and-a-half for 
holidays , among other benefits . 

Only five days ago, the hospital 
workers ' union voted by a similar 
margin to reject the contract. A major 
sticking point at that time was the 
hospital's refusal to rehire two 
workers-Geneva Skeans and her 
sister, Gwen Calhoun-who were fired 
May 7. Skeans, a nurse's aide, and 
Calhoun, a ward clerk, were indicted 
by a grand jury for allegedly beating 
Helen Smith, a personnel assistant at 
the hospital, May 1. 

Skeans had earlier been convicted of 
violating a circuit court injunction 
limiting the activities of pickets. 
Calhoun was also accused of striking a 
hospital security guard with a baseball 
bat. 

Asked to rehire the women, the 
hospital agreed to submit their cases to 
arbitration, a compromise rejected 
last week by the union membership, 
which insisted that the two be rehired 
outright. 

Last night's meeting voted to accept 
that arrangement, however, it was a 
decision that provoked angry outbursts 
from the two women and some of their 
supporters 

' ·The union has throwed us to the 
dogs. The union is busted," Calhoun 
said after the meeting.

U.S. Indictment 
Names Knott Co . 
Deputy Sheriff 

Corruption within the Knott 
County Sheriff's Department was 
alleged Monday as a four-count in­
dictment was filed in U.S. District 
Court at Pikeville charging Henry D 
Hall, Knott county chief deputy , with 
violations of the Hobbes Act and accep­
ting bootlegging payoffs. 

A series of alleged violations were 
outlined in the indictment, dating from 
January, 1978, through April 30 of this 
year. During that period, according to 
the indictment, Hall conspired with 
Cleo Anderson and others, "known and 
unknown to the grand jury," to receive 
various sums of money from illegal 
sales of alcoholic beverages to conduct 
bootlegging operations in Knott coun­
ty. 

The indictment charged that Hall 
and other members of the Knott Coun­
ty Sheriff 's Department selectively en­
forced bootlegging laws beginning in 
1979. As an example, the indictment 
read that Hall allegedly directed a 
worker in the sheriff's department, on 
an unknown date, to warn Odis 
Clemons of an impending bootlegging 
raid on Buckingham Mountain.

The heated battle between Kay Mar­

tin Doyle and Marcus Mann for the 
democratic nomination for county at­
torney will move into the courtroom 
later Lhis month as both· sides try to 
pr·ove the other guilty of il legal cam­
paign tactics. 

A full jury tria l is set for Monday, Ju­
ly 13, in Magoffin County Ciurcuit 
Court. Judge John Chris Cornett has 
disqualified himself from the case 
since Doyle is his niece.

No Conflict of Interest? 
How can it be argued tha,t there is no conflict of interest 

when W. T. Young serves the state of Kentucky as vice­
chairman of the governor's cabinet and as deputy secretary 
of commerce, and yet retains his position as the largest 
stockholder in Humana, Inc., which recently won a tug-of­
war with other hospital interests? 

Humana, admittedly, is a leader in the field of hospital ser­
vices. It may be needed in parts of Kentucky where it has not 
yet shown an interest (in Floyd county, for instance). But this 
does not justify the string ·of events (or coincidences, as some 
describe what has happened) that has resulted, at least in 
part, from the support thrown to Humana by. this high­
ranking member of Governor Brown's cabinet. 

Humana sought state approval of its proposal to build a 
170-bed hospital in Lexington. Despite the opposition of other 
hospitals there, which argue that the enlargement of their 
facilities would meet the needs of the public, and despite the 
opposition of the Department for Human Resources, 
Humana won. 

Mr. Young was one of those who lobbied for Hum ana. The 
State Certificate of Need and Licensure Board barely ap­
proved the new hospital, by a 7-6 vote. 

That was followed last week by Governor Brown's 
moratorium on hospital expansion in Lexington and Louis­
ville. His expressed interest in hospital facilities for smaller 
cities and parts of Kentucky that have been neglected is en­
couraging, but his expansion "freeze" till December, 1983 in­
cidentally killed off the plans of hospitals such as St. Joseph 
and Good Samaritan in Lexington to build on more space for 
needed acute care beds. 

Perhaps the Humana victory and the freeze on competing 
hospitals were coincidental, as Dr. Grady Stumbo has said, 
but it would have been more so to the ordinary citizen, had 
not Humana 's heaviest stockholder been so prominent in 
state government and so active in the effort behind the big 
winners in the struggle.

This spring's electro-fishing studies 
have been conducted at Dewey to give 
Fisheries personnel an idea of such 
things as growth rates and feeding pat­
terns of the tiger musky, a northern 
pike-muskellunge hybrid first stocked 
in Dewey in 1975. 

As Prather explained, "Electro 
fishing is more of a qualitative sampl­
ing rather than quantitative, since only 
random fish are affected. This type of 
study allows us to look at the size of the 
fish, and tag the musky in order to 
make future comparisons." 

Utilizing power provided by the 
generator, a constant charge of elec­
tricity is transmitted from two long 
conductive arms mounted on the front 
of the boat and affects an area which 
extends about 15 feet to either side of 
the arms and about 15 feet deep. Fish 
are merely stunned by the shock and 
must be quickly netted by two spotters 
who stand along a bow-mounted rail· 
ing. 

Tiger musky are particularly resis­
tant to the shock and must be picked up 
immediately as they swiftly recover 
and escape, according to Prather. 

Shocking is done as close to shore as 
possible as fish of most varieties feed 
along shoreline cover at night and a 
ride with the crew, which has consisted 
in recent weeks of Chris Shepherd, of 
Middle Creek, and David Spradlin, of 
Betsy Layne, as well as Prather, soon 
reveals that there is a lot of aquatic ac­
tivity along the banks. Gizzard shad, 
which, incidentally , are the tiger 
musky's favorite prey, appear over the 
length of the shoreline, with bluegill 
and small bass appearing frequently 
as well. 

Musky, when netted, are measured 
and tagged and soon returned to the 
water. Prather explained that 
fishermen who catch tagged fish and 
contact the Division of Fisheries are 
depended on as the primary source for 
future information on growth rates. 
"When a fisherman contacts us and 
gives us information concerning the 
size of the tagged fish, then we are able 
to make important comparisons which 
give us a pretty good idea of how well 
the fish are adapting to a lake," 
Prather pointed out. 

Prather said repeated releases of 
musky at Dewey, which have ranged in 
size from fingerlings to six-inch fish, 
has been successful with the result that 
fishermen at the oft-maligned im­
poundment now have a relatively new 
sport fish to go after. 

"With an excess of bait fish and 
rough fish for forage, the tiger muskies 
have grown up to our expecta lions," 
Prather commented. "We're well 
pleased."

The 50 percent wage-and-benefit in­
crease won in Tuesday's contract 
represents a compromise between the 
40 percent originally offered by the 
hospital and the 70 percent sought by 
the union. 

About 280 members of Local 1199 of 
the National Union of Hospital and 
Health 8are Employees went on strike 
March 25. The workers, about 80 per­
cent of whom are women, cited a lack 
of retirement benefits and a seniority 
system and also claimed that 75 per­
cent of them earned only the national 
minimum wage of $3.35 an hour. 

The 137-bed hospital has remained 
open, operated by about a third of its 
normal staff, but daily occupancy has 
been down to about 20 to 30 patients 
throughout the strike. 

Assails Buckley Petition 
Recently I received a petition from 

John S. Buckley, Public Advocate, 
Washington, D. C., asking me to sign 
and return it along with a contribution 
to help abolish the Department of 
Education. I was aghast at the un­
truths concerning our public schools 
that this man is sending across the na­
tion to unsuspecting citizens. I was also 
angered, knowing that I have a son and 
daughter-in-law who are both 
dedicated teache.rs in the public school ' 
system as well as faithful workers in 
the church. I was also angered because 
I had spent all the years my children 
were growing up being in the P. T. A. 
and helping in whatever way I could to 
improve the public school system, not 
abolish it. In fact, to put it mildly, when 
I received the above-mentioned Peti­
tion I was "steaming". So, in order to 
keep from "blowing a gasket," so to 
speak, I thought it better to write a few 
letters and send them where hopefully 
they might do some good and thus let a 
little steam off gradually. 

I, for one, do not believe that our 
schools are teaching that homosexuali­
ty is normal and "free love" permissi­
ble, nor that our schools are planning 
to have Lesbian Clubs, as this sup­
posedly "public advocate" is sug­
gesting they are doing. It is possible 
that in some large school districts 
there may have crept in " ultra 
liberals" who would try to institute 
such teachings, but I certainly have 
heard nothing of this nature in our own 
area or in the State of Kentucky for 
that matter. 

Instead of blaming the public school 
system, we should become acquainted 
with the problems confronting the 
school officials and let our school board 
members and our superintendent know 
how we feel on the various issues and 
try to work with them, not against 
them, for the betterment of the schools. 
We as parents and interested citizens 
are welcome to visit the schools and 
observe what is being taught and how it 
is being presented. I did so many times 
when my children were growing up and 
so noted the needs of the schools and 
the problems with which the teachers 
were confronted, and in so doing I not 
only answered my own questions about 
my child's education but it proved to 
the teacher and to my child that I 
cared. Then I went to work through the 
P.T.A. to help in whatever way I could. 

We all realize that our schools have 
problems, oftentimes financial and 
many times disciplinary, the latter 
usually caused by lack of parental 
guidance in the home. When children 
are brought up to respect their parents 
and the rights of others and taught that 
school is the place to learn and not a 
place to "goof off," then teachers and 
school officials will have fewer pro­
blems and our young people will grow 
into mature, responsible adults. 
Remember that even before our public 
school teachers become acquainted 
with our children, we have already had 
the little ones approximately six years 
in the home, which, according to 
psychology, is the most important 
training period in a child's life. So, 
please don't blame our schools for 
what we as parents have failed to do. 
We can't expect miracles from a 
teacher with a room full of our 
mistakes. 

If our public school system is 
abolished, what do we have as an alter­
n.ative? I can think of absolutely no ad­
vantage a private school might have 
over public education except possibly 
smaller classes and more individual 
attention. Our public schools might 
also have that advantage, in fact it was 
asked for by our State Superintendent 
during the last Legislature, if we would 
be willing to set aside more of our tax 
money for education, knowing that our 
children are our hope for tomorrow. 

Now you can readily see how Mr. 
Buckley's Petition "set me off". I 
would hope that if anyone reading this 
letter has received such a Petition, he 
or she would please toss it into the gar­
bage can where it rightfully belongs.

I Our Fragile Earth I

(This installment is a reprint of an 
article that originally appeared during 
the week of January 30, 1978. It is being 
reprinted because of its timeliness.) 

The last article discussed some com­
ments made by William K. Reilly, 
President of the Conservation Founda· 
tion, in an October, 1977 presentation to 
the Appalachian Regional Commis· 
sion's Conference on Balanced Growth 
and Economic Development. Although 
generally optimistic, Mr. Reilly cau­
tioned the audience to be wary and 
learn from past mistakes. He advised 
against absentee landowners and in­
vestment companies, presently an Ap­
palachian reality. 

Environmentally, Mr. Reilly said 
that the predicted increase in coal pro· 
duction will cause a substantial in­
crease in Appalachian air pollution. He 
advised against lowering regional air 
quality standards because this would 
tend to make the impact greater. He 
said emphasis should be placed on 

· desulfurizing coal before and during 
the burning process. 

grams geared to the private land­
owner. He advocates an increase in 
cost sharing programs, tax breaks for 
forest improvements, and allowing the 
price of timber to rise to its real 
market value. The latter recommenda­
tion hinges on the willingness of public 
forest managers, primarily the U.S. 
Forest Service, to stop harvesting high 
percentages of mature sound trees, 
thus saving some for future years. This 
would increase the cost of quality 
Jumber, but the resultant increase in 
economic potential would provide an 
incentive for small landowners to pro­
perly practice forest management. Of 
course, the issue is more complicated 
than Mr. Reilly discloses, primarily 
because of the method's inefficiency 
and the possible loss from timber 
decaying on the stump, but his sugges­
tion does deserve discussion.

He observed that Appalachian 
timber resources could eventually be 
as important as coal and that because 
60 percent of Appalachian land is 
forested, proper timber management 
practices must be put into effect now to 
meet the increased demand for wood 
products in the future. Timber, pulp­
wood and veneer stock trees are now 
lagging behind their potential simply 
because of the land ownership pattern. 
Two thirds of Appalachian forested 
land is in privately owned parcels of 
less than 50 acres. Because of this 
checkerboard pattern and the existing 
marginal economic potential for .wood 
products, little interest in forest im­
provement practices can be generated 
among small landowners, especially 
when the final crop may not be 
harvested for thirty or forty years.

Conservation Essay 
Poster Contests Set 

"Fish and Wildlife Management in 
my Community" will be the subject of 
the 1981 Conservation Essay Contest 
and the 1981 Jim Claypool Conserva· 
tion Poster Contest sponsored by The 
Courier-Journal and The Louisville

The annual competitions, open to all 
Kentucky elementary and high school 
students, ma y be the largest 
conservation-oriented contests for 
school children in the United Sta tes.

FRANKFORT, July 1- Human 
Resources Secretary Grady Stumbo 
said yesterday it was "purely coin­
cidental" that a moratorium on 
hospital expansion in Louisville and 
Lexington was imposed a few weeks 
after Humana Inc. received state ap­
proval for a 170-bed facility in Lex­
ington. 

Officials of the for-profit hospital 
firm, based in Louisville, have close 
ties with the administration of Gov. 
John Y. Brown Jr. 

W.T. Young, vice chairman of the 
governor's cabinet and deputy com­
merce secretary, is the single largest 
Hum ana shareholder. 

Humana received approval for the 
Lexington hospital May 20 from the 
State Certificate of Need and Licen­
sure Board. 

The 7-6 vote of approval came 
despite the opposition of other Lex­
ington· hospital officials, who said it 
would be cheaper to expand existing 
facilities. 

The new hospital also was opposed 
by the Department for Human 
Resources, Stumbo said. 

Under state regulations, opponents

of a project receiving approval from 
the Certificate of Need and Licensure 
Board may ask for a reconsideration 
hearing within 30 days after the ap­
proval is granted . 

The deadline for such a request on 
the Humana facility was June 19. 

Brown imposed the moratorium 
June 22 in a letter to the chairman of 
the Statewide Health Coordinating 
Council. The council has written Ken­
tucky's first health plan for submission 
to the federal Department of Health 
and Human Services. 

The governor was unaware of the 
moratorium plans until Stumbo 
presented the letter to him June 22, 
said Frank .ey, Brown's press 
secretary. 

" Humana had filed the application 
more than a year ago, and it takes nine 
months to go through the process," 
Ashley said, adding that only one of the 
seven board members voting to ap­
prove the hospital was a Brown ap­
pointee. 

In the letter, Brown said he was im­
posing the moratorium on acute care 
beds until December 1983 to encourage 
regionalization of health services. 

Louisville and Lex ington 
" historically have served as the 
centers of hospital development within 
the Commonwealth ; however, if 
regionalization is to be successful, that 
pattern must be halted ," the letter 
said. 

Stumbo echoed that sentiment 
yesterday, saying the expanded 
capacity of hospitals in the urban areas 
has led to " less than optimal occupan­
cy" and increased health-care costs . 

Of the 107 acute-care hospitals in 
Kentucky, 31 percent are not ac­
credited, Stumbo said. Many of those 
are in more rural areas of the state, 
have fewer than 100 beds and also lack 
modern equipment. 

And there are more than 1,000 
surplus beds in the s tate, he added. 

The department hopes that blocking 
expansion in Louisville and Lexington 
will encourage hospita l corporations to 
look elsewhere in the state for develop­
ment sites, Stumbo said. 

Although Brown did not receive the 
coordinating council 's approval of the 
moratorium, Stumbo said it was the 
department's position that the gover­
nor "has the legal right" to modify the 
plan. 

"That's how he establishes policy for 
the state," he said. 

Stumbo said he and the governor had 
discussed since January the problem 
of surplus hospital beds. The specific 
language of the letter to the council 
was not drafted until after a public 
hearing June 15 on the health plan, he 
said. 

Stumbo said that in order to en­
courage the development of regional 
hospital centers, the state may begin 
"reallocating hospital beds." 

Stumbo later said that he did not 
mean that the state might actually 
decertify some hospital beds in Lex­
ington- a step that would leave the city 
with fewer beds than it now has.

Three factors - perceived good 
health economic security, and a 
spous~ of perceived equal physical 
capability- predict more t~an 
anything else feelings of well-bemg 
and optimism after age 60. 

The well-being of the over-60 
population depends more on per­
ceived physical and financial health 
and a spouse of perceived equal 
physical capability than on age, 
contact with other family and 
friends, organized recreation or 
government handouts. 

The findings, from a study 
sponsored by the Americana Health­
care Corporation, show that a 
majority of those 60 years of age and 
older have annual household in­
comes of $8,000 or more. Almost 
three-quarters of them, however, say 
that spiraling inflation is making 
their money worthless and life 
difficult. 

Money Squeeze 
Nearly all of the people in the 

study say they are suffering from 
increasing financial pressures due to 
today's inflationary economy; only 
eight percent claim to be completely 
unaffected by inflationary 
pressures. 

Such pressures (along with lack of 
a spouse of perceived equal physical 
capability), are second only to health 
as a determinant of overall feelings 
of well-being among the aged.

Almost all senior citizens are 
feeling an economic crunch; more 
than two-thirds tend to see a bleak 
financial future. For every person 
reporting an improved financial 
status last year, more than four say 
that their personal financial situa­
tion worsened. 

Although economic pressures are 
putting the squeeze on the vast 
majority of senior citizens, they are 
not cutting back on medical or 
dental care or good nutrition. But 
they are looking for lower prices and 
lesser quality in the supermarkets. 

Strong Self-reliance 
Regardless of their personal 

financial condition, most of those 60 
years of age and older ignore many 
available ways to stretch their 
incomes through federal and local 
government assistance, professional 
counseling and reinvestment of 
assets. 

Only one of every l 0 older persons 
questioned says he or she applied for 
food stamps, disability or other 
government funds last year. The 
reason, the study suggests, may be 
the strong sense of self-reliance 
expressed by most of the elderly 
surveyed. 

Most senior citizens imply that 
they feel self-sufficient, independent 
and reluctant to turn to government 
or community programs not only for 
financial aid, but even for compan-

These feelings, the study says, 

appear to reflect a broad lack of 
confidence m government. Three­
quarters of the Sf<nior citizens 
participating in the study say that 
the federal government wastes a lot 
of tax dollars and is run by a few 
big interests who look out only fbr 
themselves. ' 

Of those worried about their 
finances, two-thirds say that the 
government is doing a poor job in 
attending to the needs of the 
elderly. 

Sixty-two percent of those con­
tacted doubt that the people running 
the government know what they are 
doing. And more than half do not 
think that government can even be 
trusted to do what is right. 

Other Key Findings 
• Chronological age Js not a 

factor in determining a sense of 
well-being and optimism. 

• Widows as a group have the 
most difficulty coping. 

four-fifths direct their creative 
energies to such pastimes. 

• Those with more education tend 
to report much better health and 
economic security. 

Overall, the study finds that one 
out of every five noninstitutionalized 
senior citizens are "casualties" of the 
complexities of daily living and the 
particular difficulties that accom­
pany aging. More than half are 
"survivors." And nearly three out of 
I 0 are "enjoyers" of their old 
age. 

But senior citizen women, the 
study reveals, are doing far less well 
than the men. Although they 
outnumber men in their age group 
nearly three to two, they make up 
three out of four of the "casualties," 
61 percent of the "survivors;" and 
only 46 percent of the "enjoyers." 

Women, according to the study, 
are more likely to be widowed and 
generally report lower financial 
assets and much lower income than 
men in their age group; both these 
factors work severely against feel­
ings ·of well-being.

As the curtain went up for the 1981 
Summer Season at the Jenny Wiley 
Summer Music Theatre ·wednesday 
evening, Artistic Director Maureen 
Shea finally got time to breathe. 

She no longer has to contend with the 
problems of casting the theatre's 22 ac­
tors in the show's 60 roles, or with the 
difficulties of trying to deal with the 
show's complicated staging. She is free 
from the problems of trying to work out 
the strict rehearsal schedules that are 
necessary to do such a show. 

But, Maureen has begun it all over 
again with rehearsa.Is for the Jenny 
Wiley production of OKLAHOMA! 

Although some might think that this 
type of work schedule is a gruesome 
form of punishment, Maureen does not 
see it that way at all. Instead, it 
represents a challenge for her to over­
come. 

For example, when she was asked 
how she wa;; able to handle the pro­
blem of having one-third of the number 
of actors needed to fill all the roles in 
GEORGE M!, she said that the solu­
tion was simple: "quadruple casting." 
That is, she assigns some lucky actor 
with the rather tough assignment of 
playing up to four roles throughout one 
perfqrmance. 

"That's a little crazy," Maureen 
said. " It 's a matter of trying to 
remember who has a costume change, 
when they have the change, and when 
they appear as a major character so 
that they can come on later and not be 
recognized as the previous character." 

Thus far , she said, her staging of the 
show using this "quadruple role" 
system has gone fairly well, with only 
"one or two actors" finding that they 
have been staged into two places at one 
time. 

The other major challenge she has 
faced with GEORGE M! is that it was 
really written to be perfomed on a 
regular indoor stage, with conven­
tional backdrops, movable scenery and 
a curtain. Because the Jenny Wiley 
Summer Music Theatre is an outdoor 
theatre, those conveniences are not 
available. 

"What we have had to do is actually 
rewrite some of the scenes so that we 
don 't need the drops and curtain," she 
said. "We have had to try to move 
some things around to make the show 
work better outdoors." 

Maureen's background makes her 
well suited to take on the challenges 
that are offered by this summer's pro­
ductions. A native of Boston, she is cur­
rently a professor in the Theatre 
department at the Virginia Poly­
technic Institute at Blacksburg, 
Virginia. She obtained her doctorate in 
Theatre from Ohio State University. 

Throughout her career, whe has 
directed production of DRACULA, 
PICNIC, A VIEW FROM TH E 
BRIDGE, and many more'. 

Her most impressive credits, 
however, come from the Eugene 
O'Neill Theatre Center in Waterford, 
Conn. , where, each year, the National 
Playwright's Conference is held . 
Maureen 's work in directing there has 
received glowing comments from 
critics from The Detroit Free Press, 
The Philadelphia Bulletin and The New 
York Post. 

An example of Maureen 's work at its 
best came at last year's conference 
with her staging of Sybille Pearson's 
new play A LITTLE GOING AWAY 
PARTY. Pearson, the author of SAL­
LY . AND MARSHA, a new show 
scheduled to open on Broadway some-­
time this fall, was quite impressed with 
Shea's work. 

She was so impressed that when the 
chance came to negotiate for the pro­
duction of A LITTLE GOING AWAY 
PARTY in New York, either on Broad­
way or Off Broadway, Pearson would 
only enter into negotiations on the con­
dition that Maureen Shea be permitted 
to direct the production. 

Maureen's co-workers are equally 
lavish with their praise for her work, 
Tony Distler, who is directing the Jen­
ny Wiley production of GODSPELL 
and THE ROAR OF THE GREASE­
PAINT-THE SMELL OF THE 
CROWD , calls her · "extremely 
talented."

Civil penalties levied in May and 
June by the state Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection for violations of state sur­
face mining and reclamation re­
quirements totaled $1.1 million. 

Penalties were levied against four 
coal companies and three individuals. 

In orders filed with the department's 
Office of General Counsel, the largest 
penalty, $399,000, was assessed against 
Geary Brothers Coal Co., of Owens­
boro. The company's $26,250 bond on 
the Butler county site was also ordered 
forfeited . 

The company was fined for failure to 
backfill and grade the site, improper 
topsoil handling, failure to properly 
construct a haul road and for con­
tamination of topsoil with toxic 
materials . 

Big Delta Minerals, Inc ., of Hart­
ford , was assessed a $100,000 penalty 
for violations on its 148-acre mining 
site in Ohio county. The company was 
fined for failure to backfill and grade 
the site, removal of reclamation equip­
ment prior to completion of reclama­
tion, and violation of surface-mining 
regulations and statutes. 

The mining company and its owner, 
Jerry Driskell, were a lso barred from 
engaging in further mining activities in 
Kentucky. 

A civil penalty of $100,000 was levied 
against Rope Coal Corp. of Williams­
burg, for surface mining violations on 
its 12-acre site in Ohio county. The cor­
poration was fined for failure to 
backfill and grade , removal of 
reclamation equipment prior to com­
pletion of reclamation and seeding and 
mulching activities. 

Rope Coal's performance bond of 
$16,500 was also ordered revoked and 
applied to site reclamation costs. 

Mideastern Construction and Coal 
Corp., of Corbin, was assessed a $15,000 
penalty for alleged failure to complete 
reclamation of its 50-acre Laurel coun­
ty mining site. The corporation's 
$25,000 bond was also ordered revoked 
and applied to site reclamation costs.

A civil penalty of $203,000 was levied 
against Felon Coleman and C & R Min­
ing Co., of Pikeville. The penalty was 
assessed for violations on the 2.2 acre

The company was fined for failure to 
post signs and markers at the mining 
site, failure to backfill and grade the 
site, failure to provide sediment con­
trol measures, improper topsoil handl­
ing and revegetation, and diverting 
material drainage patterns in violation 
of state statutes.

The persistent rains of the la:,t cou­

ple of months disrupted spring fishing 
all over the state, but those storm 
clouds do have a silver lining, accor­
ding to Pete Pfeiffer, acting director of 
fisheries for the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources . 

"Generally, a wet spring means bet­
ter than average spawning success and 
survival," Pfeiffer says. "So while 
anglers may be experiencing poor 
fishing conditions right now because of 
high and muddy waters, we can very 
likely look forward to some good 
fishing a couple of years down the 
road , when this year's crop of fish 
reaches harvestable size." 

During wet years, Pfeiffer explains, 
more nutrients are washed into our 
watersheds than during dry periods. 
These nutrients help increase the fer­
tility of lakes and streams, which 
benefits all creatures up the food 
chain . 

A lot of rain also means higher lake 
levels and more shoreline cover 
available for fry to hide in. This 
decreases predation on the just­
hatched fish, meaning that more can 
survive to grow to catching size. 

So while these rains may be playing 
havoc with your current angling plans, 
they are also very likely bringing bet­
ter fishing in the future. 

And hunters who peek behind the 
rain clouds can see a silver lining of 
their own, too. The more days of rain 
we have, the more quail are produced, 
according to Jim Durell, an assistant 
director in t~ fish and wildlife depart­
ment's wildlife division. 

"High humidity seems to stimulate 
quail egg production and helps the eggs 
hatch," Durell says. 

Another feature of a wet year that 
helps both quail and rabbit production 
is that weather forces delays in hay 
cutting . "Every day farmers are forc­
ed to put off haying means more and 
more young quail and rabbits are able 
to leave the nest and get out of harm's 
way when mowing does start. " 

" Generally speaking," Durell says, 
"what farmers call an excess of rain is 
about the right amount for just about 
all wildlife. ' ' 

There is such a thing, however, as 
too much rain for wildlife . Heavy 
downpours or flooding will drown both 
young rabbits and quail chicks, so we 
might have lost production in some 
parts of the state from too much rain. 
Quail will nest again if their first brood 
is destroyed and rabbits keep 
reproducing all summer Crain or 
shine), so there's still a lot of potential 
breeding season left for both species . 

It might seem a little early to start 
thinking about deer hunting, but the 
deadlines for applying to certain con­
trolled hunts aren't that far away. 

Land Between the Lakes (Trigg and 
Lyon counties) has the earliest 
deadline-July 29. Applications for 
gun-hunting, the special youth hunt 
(for youngsters between 10 and 16) and 
for certain bow-hunts are due on this 
date. 

Applications must be on a special 
computer card. To obtain one of these 
cards, instructions for applying and 
complete hunting dates , write Land 
Between the Lakes, Golden Pond, Ky. 
42231. 

Advance appliations are required for 
gun-hunts and for weekend bow-hunts 
at Ft. Knox (Hardin, Bullitt and Meade 
counties). Bow-hunting applications 
will be accepted only between July 25 
and Aug. 8, while gun hunters may app­
ly only between Aug. 22 and Sept. 5. 

Bow hunting dates at Ft. Knox are 
from Oct. 3 through Nov. 8. Gun-hunts 
will be held Nov. 28-29, Dec. 12-13 and 
Dec. 19-20. For complete application 
details, write Hunt Control Head­
quarters, Building 1060, Ft.

Ky. Has 30 Earthquakes a Year! 
Did you know Kentucky has approx­

imately 30 earthquakes per year? Did 
you know this state had one of the most 
violent earthquakes in recorded 
history? Do you know what to do in the 
event of an earthquake? 

These questions will be answered at 
a seminar on earthquakes at Kentucky 
Dam Village Park Civic Center, Fri­
day, July 10, beginning at 9 a.m. The 
seminar is sponsored by the Kentucky 
League of Women Voters in coopera­
tion with the state division of disaster 
and emergency services. 

Kentuckians have been very aware 
of floods and tornadoes because of 
their frequency in the past years, but 
last July 's earthquake centered near 
Maysville caused $.5 million damage 
and was only moderate in intensity. 

The most seismically active region 
in Nort)l America is the New Madrid 
zone, of which Western Kentucky is a 
part. 

Several earthquake experts are 
scheduled to participate in the 
seminar. State officials from the 
disaster and emergency services divi­
sion will talk about preparedness for 
tremors, recovery and the problems an 
earthquake presents to local com­
munities and counties. 

Kentucky does have a number of 
tremors each year.

earthquakes that struck the Mississip­
pi Valley in the winter of 1811 and 1812 
sent 1,874 separate tremors strong 
enough to be felt in the Louisville area 
and created the 23,000-acre Reelfoot 
Lake in Northwestern Tennessee. 

Knowing what to do in the event of an 
earthquake should be handled in two 
phases, the shaking and after the shak­
ing. During the shaking: don't panic. 
The motion is frightening, but unless it 
shakes something down on top of you, it 
is harmless. If it catches you indoors, 
stay indoors and take cover under a 
desk, table or in doorways and against 
inside walls. Stay away from glass. 

If a quake catches you outside, move 
away from buildings and utility wires. 
If you are in a car, stop and stay in the 
vehicle until the shaking stops. 

After the shaking: check your 
utilities, but do not turn them on 
because the water, gas or electrical 
conduits may be cracked. If you smell 
gas, open windows and shut off the 
main valve, then leave the building and 
do not re-enter it until a utility official 
says it is safe. 

Turn on your radio to get the latest 
emergency bulletins. Don't go 
sightseeing, and stay off the telephone 
except for emergency messages. Stay 
out of damaged buildings because 
aftershocks can shake them down. 

Aside from structural damage and 
collapse, earthquakes are know~ to 
cause compound disasters such as fires 
from broken gas Jines or floods due to 
broken dams. These problems will be 
addressed in the seminar.

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He Deals in 'Top Secret' Matters 
In a world dependent on telephones, 

t v 's, instant replays and satellite 
broadcasts, the role of sophisticated 
communications technology is perhaps 
nowhere as vital as in matters of the 
military and national security. Ter· 
ranee Turner IS one Floyd county 
native who knows of the complexities 
of the field, firsthand. 

With 19 years in the communications 
field with both the Air Force and Ar­
my, the 40-year-old Turner, son of Nor­
ma Turner, of Drift, and the late Lin· 
ville <Bub) Turner, is now officer-in­
charge of the USACC-Ft. Gordon 
Telecommunications Center CTCCJ at 
Martinez, Georgia . 

As Turner explains, he and his staff 
are charged with relaying messages 
that could be termed "top secret." 
"We deal with highly classified infor­
mation," he said, "therefore we must 
be secure." · 

"All messages that leave this com­
munication center are encrypted. So, if 
our lines are tapped, the only thing that 
can be picked up is garbage," he ex­
plained. 

Turner is on call 24 hours a day in 
case a message arises that is par­
ticularly important, and he said "we 
can have a one-page message out of the 
station in five minutes and received 
within minutes ."

His present position carries a great 
deal of responsibility but Turner IS us­
ed to pressure.

PSC Seeks Changes 
In Gas Regulations 

The chairman of the state Public Ser­
vice Commission :said the commission 
plans to meet with representatives 
from natural gas companies and con­
sumer groups later this summer as the 
first step in changing some ways the 
commission regulates gas utilities. 

In remarks prepared for delivery to 
the Kentucky Gas Association's annual 
convention at Lake Barkley Resort 
Lodge, PSC Chairman Marlin M. Volz 
said , the procedural changes are 
necessary to n!duce costs to the 
utilities and constlmers. 

Volz quoted a 1General Accounting 
Office study on electric utilities that 
stated, "Electric power projects and 
operations have been more costly as a 
result of changing regulatory require­
ment and delays and uncertainties 
associated with the regulatory pro-
cess." , 

''It is the goal o( the Kentucky Public 
Service Commission·," Volz said, "that 
such a finding not be applicable to it. " 
He invited the association members to 
select a committee to meet with the 
commission and representatives of ap­
propriate consumer groups to recom­
mend changes in l>rocedures in at least 
seven areas. 

Those areas are : 
-Reducing to as short a time as 

feasible the length of time required to 
process the various applications. 

-Reducing the cost of notices to 
customers of prowosed rate changes. 

-Exploring the situations where in­
formal hearings may be substituted for 
formal hearings t"ithout offending due 
process. ' 

- Determining whether additional 
matters can be decided on the basis of 
written submissions without a hearing. 

-Reducing duplicative requests for 
information by intervenors. 

-Reducing the burden of submitting 
reports and other information to the 
commission. 

-Reviewing the regulations of the 
commission and the state statutes. 

While the changes could make some 
difference in costs, Bolz reminded the 
association that state commissions 
have limited authority over gas 
utilities and tha't most natural gas 
prices are underl federal jurisdiction. 
State commissions, he said, are largely 
limited "to an examination of distribu­
tion costs and what level of service is 
considered to be adequate."

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Oil-Shale Mining 
Regulations Filed 

The state Department for 1'\atural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion has filed draft regulations with the 
Legislative Research Commission for 
oil-shale mining in Kentucky. 

The regulations are designed to 
establish guidelines for protection of 
the environment from an~ harmful ef­
fects of oil-shale mining and process­
ing, said special projects director Rich 
Shogren. 

"These draft regulations are pat­
terned on regulations which were 
developed for the mining of coal ," 
Shogren said. "The regulatory pro­
cedures for oil-shale mining will be 
similar to those for coal mining. " 

Shogren said the proposed regula­
tions will require the submission of ex­
tensive data on current site conditions 
by mining permit applicants. 
Operators will also be required to pro­
vide periodic reports of environmental 
effects. 

'·we feel this monitoring is 
necessary because of the relatively 
unknown effects of oil-shale mining 
and the variety of mining and process­
ing techniques which may be 
employed," he added. 

Under the draft regulations, any oil­
shale mining operations which will pro­
duce more than 1,000 barrels of oil a 
day or disturb more than 25 acres of 
land per year will be required to 
demonstrate the probable environmen­
tal impact of their operation before an 
operating permit will be issued. 
Operations which involve less than 

1,000 barrels or 25 acres will be re­
quired to meet performance standards 
and procedural requirements set by 
the draft regulation. 

The regulations propose that all per­
mits be valid for two years or five 
years from the date of issuance, depen­
ding on the size of the operation. 

Department officials said the draft 
regulations are expected to be publish­
ed in the August issue of the Kentucky 
Administrative Register . After 
publication of the draft regulations , the 
1'\atural Resources Department will 
hold public hearings to receive com­
ments on the regulations. The hearings 
are expected to be held in early fall. 
Dates, locations and times for the hear­
ings will be printed in the Ad­
ministrative Register. 

While oil-shale outcroppings underlie 
most of Kentucky, the area gnerally 
thought to be of the greatest interest 
for commercial mining is that wbich 
surrounds the Bluegrass region. The 
area extends in a semicircle from 
Mason and Lewis counties in 1'\or­
theastern Kentucky southwest to 
Madison and Lincoln counties and nor­
thwest to 1'\elson and Bullitt counties.

Q-1 have lots of moles on my body. 
Should I have them removed to prevent 
cancer. 

A-Only about one mole in a million 
will ever turn cancerous. Most people 
have an average of 20-40 moles during 
their lifetime, so removing them all 
could be nearly impossible, certainly 
impractical. In addition, the removal 
of all moles is no guarantee against 
melanoma, the skin cancer which most 
often appears at the sight of a mole. 
The reason is that melanoma is just as 
likely to develop from clear skin as 
from moles. 

Q-1 have several fairly light-colored 
moles and two which are very dark. 
Will the dark ones become cancerous .. 

A-Many people believe that light­
colored moles are harmless and that 
dark ones are or can become 
cancerous. This is not true. 

Harmless moles can vary in color 
from skin color through tan and brown 
to nearly black. The mole that may be 

• malignant (cancerous> is one which 
changes color from what it has always 
been. 

The best way to guard yourself 
against skin cancers is to be aware of 
how your skin normally looks, where 
the moles are located, and what size 
and color they are. Any change from 
what is usual should be reported to a 
physician immediately.

Q-I saw your recent column about 
the possible danger from using a sun 
lamp. My skin is fair, but I would like 
to get a tan in natural sunlight. What do 
you recommend .. 

A-The sun's rays provide us with 
light, warmth, and vitamin D, but they 

.. also can cause skin damage and skin 
cancer.. Therefore, skin exposed to the 
sun needs extra care. 

Burning ultra-violet rays of the sun 
travel through the outer layer of skin 
and damage delicate tissue. The 
resulting redness is sunburn. When the 
damage causes brownness, we call it 
suntan. Tanning occurs because the 
body sends colored pigment into the 
skin to help block the sun's rays and 
protect the inner tissues. 

Most skin cancers occur on parts of 
the body exposed to the sun. Because of 
the natural dark pigment in their skins, 
people who have dark complexions are 
better protected against the burning 
rays of the sun than you are with fair 
skin. 

However, anyone, even a person wfth 
a dark complexion, can suffer skin 
damage from the sun. Unfortunately, 
the harm caused by the sun builds up 
throughout a person's lifetime. Thus, 
the skin "remembers" the damage, 
and suntans or sunburns as a teenager 
can result in rough, wrinkled skin+or 
even skin cancer a t middle age. 

Everyone can prevent skin damage 
and still enjoy the sun. Here's how: 

-Go out into the sun, but dress for it. 
Clothes are protection against the bur­
ning rays. And don't forget a broad­
brimmed hat to protect the tender tops 
of your ears, your nose, and your neck. 

-If you want a tan, sun screen and 
sun block lotions, creams, and gels are 
available without a prescription. Use 
the sun screen products which contain 
PABA or bensophenone. They stop 
most of the burning rays. Sun blocks 
stop them all. Before using any skin 
care lotion, be sure to read and follow 
the directions. Some sun screen must 
be put on an hour before going outside, 
and some must be reapplied after 
swimming. Wear sun screens on 
cloudy days, too ; clouds don't stop bur­
ning rays.

If the cancers had been 
detected early enough, and treatment 
begun, most of these 11,000 would have 
lived. 

\ The test for cancer of the uterus is a 
simple procedure called the Pap lest. 
Il doesn't hurl, and it doesn't take 
much time. -The Pap test can detect 
cancer and it can also reveal changes 
that could mean cancer will develop. 
Thus, the Pap test can warn of cancer 
before it even starts. The Pap test is 
not something a woman can have once 
and forget about+a Pap test once each 
year is the way to help protect women 
from cancer of the uterus.

Kentucky Power In 
New Expansion Bid 

Kentucky Power Company recently 
asked the Public Service Commission 
for approval to acquire additional 
generating capacity to serve the future 
needs of its 140,000 customers in 
eastern Kentucky. 

The Ashland-based utility filed an 
application with the PSC for a cer­
tificate of public convenience and 
necessity which would allow the com­
pany to acquire a 15 percent interest in 
a 2.6-million kilowatt coal-fired 
generating plant being constructed by 
an affiliate utility at Rockport, Indiana 
at an estimated total cost of more than 
$2 billion. Kentucky Power's cor­
responding share of the plant's genera­
tion would be 390,000 kilowatts and 
would cost an estimated $311 million . 

The Rockport plant is being built by 
Indiana & Michigan Electric Com­
pany, another subsidiary of the 
American Electric Power System. The 
first of the two 1.3-million kw units is 
scheduled to be operational in 1984 and 
the second unit in 1986. The plant is ex­
pected to burn a substantial amount of 
Kentucky coal. 

Robert E. Matthews, president of 
Kentucky Power, said, "Today's high 
power plant construction costs make 
joint ownership especially desirable 
for a small company like ours because 
that's the way we can share in the 
economics of scale. It's one of the ad­
vantages of being part of a system like 
AEP in that costs can .be shared with 
an affiliated company." He added that 
multiple ownership of a power plant is 
not a new concept among AEP com­
panies. Matthews pointed out that 
multiple ownership will be an increas­
ingly accepted way for electric utilities 
in the future . 

In explaining the need for additional 
generation, the company's filing points 
out that the demand for electricity by 
its customers had increased by more 
than 10 percent per year over the past 
five years. The company forecasts the 
growth in demand for electricity will 
continue, although perhaps at a slower 
pace. 

Kentucky Power Company . can 
presentiy generate a total of 1,060,000 
kilowatts at its Big Sandy plant near 
Louisa. The company predicts its load 
will exceed that amount, possibly as 
early as next winter. Last February 
the company's peak demand reached 
984,000-kw. 

Although the company previously 
sought and was denied ownership par­
ticipation in the Rockport plant by the 
former Energy Regulatory Commis­
sion, today's filing states that cir­
cumstances have changed materially 
and warrant Kentucky Power Com­
pany's participation in the project.

Ky. Receives Grant 
For Mine Program 

Kentucky last week received final 
approval for a $4.2 million operational 
grant from the U.S. Department of the 
Interior to continue enforcement of the 
state's present surface-mining 
reclamation program through 
December 1981. 

The grant, which became effective 
with the signing of an agreement bet­
ween Office of Surface Mining officials 
and Natural Resources Secretary 
Jackie Swigart, will help Kentucky 
meet the additional cost of enforcing 
the 1977 Federal Surface Mining Con­
trol and Reclamation Act. 

Kentucky is currently operating 
I under an interim program while 
developing a state plan to attain 
primacy- the authority to operate its 
own surface-mining enforcement pro­
gram. 

State officials plan to submit a final 
draft primacy package for federal ap­
proval this fall . 

The grant to be received by Ken­
tucky will cover operational expenses 
from April16, 1981, to Dec. 31, 1981. It is 
the fourth interim grant to be awarded 
Kentucky since passage of the federal 
act in 1977. 

Federal grants to states for interim 
period expenses include funds for 
salary reimbursement, · equipment, 
supplies and contractural services. 

When Kentucky is granted primary 
responsibility for surface-mining en­
forcement, it will be eligible to receive 
reclamation funds levied on current 
coal production. Kentucky's share of 
that fund now exceeds $55 million.

Nature's Remedies 
By RUFUS M. REED 

PENNYROYAL.- I'd like for my 
readers to get better acquainted 'with 
that dainty little mint, pennyroyal, or , 
as the oldtimers called it, "pennyrile. ". 
It is one of the most useful plants found 
in nature and is one of the best insect 
repellants known. Fleas will hop ten 
feet high to escape the hot scent of 
pennyroyal. You can put oil of penny­
royal on your dogs and cats and the 
fleas will flee from them! You can wet 
a string with it, tie it around the neck of 
your pets and the fleas won't get on 
them. 

A fresh-cut pennyroyal plant tied 
around the bedpost will repel bedbugs 
and mosquitoes . Oldtimers used to 
gather pennyroyal in the fall , tie it up , 
in bunches and hang it up to keep for 
winter use. The tea made from it is a 
warm stimulant and a big help in 
sweating out a bad cold. In "Flora of 
W.Va. ," Dr. Core says : "Pennyroyal 
is used as a stimulant and as an aid to 
digestion." You'll find patches of this 
plant growing in dry soils of old clear­
ings and abandoned fields. It prefers 
thin acid soils and is a small, much­
branching plant with small, ovate 
leaves borne in pairs. The blooms are 
bluish-purple and appear in mid­
summer. 

Pennyroyal was a highly favored 
plant of the Indians. They used the tea 
for colic and indigestion. It was re­
garded as a reliable remedy for colic in 
babies .. Pennyroyal and wild honey 
were mixed to make a tea for head 
colds. Indians also snuffed the strong 
scent to clear the nasal passages. In­
dian women used pennyroyal tea to 
relieve cases of painful menstruation. 

Pennyroyal rubbed on the hands and 
face will repel chiggers and mos­
quitoes. The English of Queen Eliza­
beth's day used penyroyal tea to cure 
the gout. 

A CURE FOR DYSENTERY. 
Dysentery, or "bloody flux ," was once 
a dreaded disease . Oldtimers cured it 
by steeping the leaves of a creek willow 
to make a tea . They claimed this cured 
dysentery " nine times out of ten. " 

"RABBIT TOBACCO." Also called 
"life everlasting." This is a fine 
medicinal plant with aromatic odor. It 
is a good remedy for colds. A tea for 
colds is made of pine twigs mixed with 
the dded leaves of rabbit tobacco .. 
This small plant is dainty and hand­
some, with white-felted leaves that are 
cottony underneath. After the first 
frost, the leaves dry up on the stalk and 
may be gathered then to keep for 
winter use. One of my most delightful 
larks as a boy was to smoke the cured 
leaves of rabbit tobacco with my bud­
dies. We had many a smoke-fest out 
behind the old, gray barn. We also 
chewed the fragrant leaves and 
squirted mouthfuls of the rich , dark 
brown "ambeer." Back then I didn't 
know of the medical value of this plant, 
how it was useful in treating sore 
throat or irritation of the mucous mem­
branes. The plant is known to botanists 
as "cud weed, " or "old field balsam." 
Indians often smoked the leaves of cud­
weed for their pleasant fragrance . 

OLDTIME REMEDIES FOR 
CROUP. This was once a dread disease 
of children and killed many before the 
days of antibiotics. But our foreparents 
had their remedies from nature and 
thus saved the lives of many children . 
A quick remedy for croup then was 
to roast a large-size nnion C!nrl squeeze 
out the juice. The croupy child was re­
quired to drink this, aiiCI it tll!'n gave 
relief. Another oldllmr rcmPdy that 
got good results was the us<' of a 
poultice on the chest, both front and 
back . The poultice was madt' of mutton 
tallow and beeswax and one was plac­
ed hot on the back , right between the 
shoulder blades .

Cecil Rhodes Is 
Profiled On KET 

Cecil John Rhodes, founder of 
Rhodesia, namesake of the Rhodes 
Scholarships, mine owner, politician 
and empire-builder, is the subject of a 
90-minute documentary airing on KET 
Wednesday, July 15 at 9 p.m. 

"A Touch Of Churchill, A Touch Of 
Hiller: The Life of Cecil Rhodes" is the 
story of a complex leader and the em ­
pire he built during the last quarter of 
the 19th century. New York Times col­
umnist Anthony Lewis, an expert in 
African politics, brings history up to 
date with the recent metamorphosis of 
Rhodesia into Zimbabwe in his in­
troduction and final commentary. 

Narrating the documentary is Ken­
neth Griffith, who wrote the story 
which begins with Rhodes' birth tin 
England in 1853 and concludes with his 
death in South Africa in 1902.

Inexpensive 
Cover-Up 
For Design 
Problems 

Take a good look at today's 
wallcoverings before you embark on 
a hefty bank loan to raise the roof, 
knock down walls, add or subtract 

' windows, or whatever else you feel 
is needed to achieve ideal room 
proportions and shapes. 

The right wallcovering design and 
color, used properly, can alter the 
shape and size of a room, camou­
flage architectural flaws, and add 
interest to bland, look-alike rooms. 

Of course, it's all a matter of 
optical illusion, but what's wrong 
with that? Making things look as 
attractive as possible- which often 
means making the eye see things as 
they really aren't-is, after all, 
completely acceptable in other areas. 
We do it when we were slimming 
clothes, use make-up to create 
fashionable faces, or serve ham­
burger disguised as Beef Stroganoff 
or Beef Wellington. 

Here, four decorating experts 

•
offer four suggestions for solving 
common design problems with 
wallcoverings. 

More Room, Please 
"Move a wall or two to change thee 

shape of a room," advises Mary 
Taxiarchis, chief designer for Style­
Tex. "You can advance it with a 
strong-colored wallcovering in a 
splashy design. To 'push' it back, use 
subdued patterns and pale colors. 
Bold design and color on the short 
walls of a long, narrow room will 
have a widening effect." 

"A calico design in pastels or a 
mini floral on white background 
would be perfect for small rooms of 
the American persuasion," says 
Jerry Pappia of the Thomas Strahan 
Company. Any small-scaled pattern 
in light colors will give a larger feel 
to a tiny room. 

Robert Spaeth of Christopher 
Prints, on the other hand, suggests 
a metallic wallcovering that will act 
almost as a mirror, or certain 
large-scaled motifs, such as trellis 
designs that will lead the eye beyond 
the walls, creating an illusion. of 
space. 

Ed Edwards of Environmental 
Graphics also advocates illusion. 
•'Certain scenics, such as an alley of 
trees depicted in perspective, will 
lead the eye way beyond the wall," 
he says. Edwards also comments 
that clear blue, because of its 
association with the sky and open 
space, is one of the very best room 
enlargers. 

Grand Canyon 
If, on the other hand, you've got 

the rare problem of a room of ball 
4l;ark proportions, choose dominant 

colors and design to make the walls 
"close in." Suggestions by the four 
experts include the use of a dark 
brown art nouveau design for an 
eclectic room; a floral on a dark 
blue, burgundy or deep green 
background for a traditional setting; 
and a rousing plaid in the warmest 

-.?f colors if your lifestyle is 
.~nformal. 

Cnoose a wallcovering pattern 
which leads the eye upward if your 
problem is low ceilings. This could 
be a vertical stripe, or a foilage 
pattern, where the leaves seem to be 
stretching upwards towards the 
sun. 

Lowering the Ceiling 
Too high ceilings are a problem in 

.any older homes that can be solved 
in several ways. Choose a dark color 
for the ceiling, for example. Don't 
make it too dark, however, or the 
room will become not only low but 
downright gloomy. Stopping the 
wallcovering short at the top and 
extending the ceiling down to the 
pattern is Taxiarchis' suggestion. 

• 
Breaking height by adding a dado 

about halfway up ·the wall is 
Pappia's suggestion. S tart the wall-
covering above the dado. 

Spaeth advocates a wall design 
which leads the eye along a 
horizontal plane- rectangular 
blocks and horizontal stripes, for 
exemple, to draw the attention from 
the ceiling line. 

Hiding Eyesores 
Almost everyone has at least one 

room with some architectural oddity. 
It might be too deeply set windows 
or an awkwardly jutting wall. Here, 
wallcoverings are at their glory.Any 
over-all design, from colorful checks 
to fanciful florals, will do a lot to 
cover up the broken-up appearance 
of the room. 

Another trick is to use a bold­
as-brass wallcovering design that 
will steal the limelight so completely 
that no one notices the 
irregularities.
