A sign on a Paintsville fast-food 
restaurant this weekend trumpeted the 
news: "Congratulations, Paintsville, 
on your new hospital!" 

It reflected the long-standing con­
cern among many Johnson countians 
for the fate of Paintsville's aging 
hospital and theit satisfaction when 
state officials voted last week to ap­
prove its reconstruction. 

The state Certificate of Need and 
Licensure Board voted 8~ last Wednes­
day to approve the replacing of the 
hospital with a new facility of 72 
beds-the same number as that for 
which the present Paintsville hospital 
is licensed-and also to allow 
Highlands Regional Medical Center to 
expand by 47 beds. 

The decision to approve building pro-

•

grams at both hospitals came after a 
two-and-a-half year struggle pitting 
the two hospitals in competition for the 
limited number of additional acute­
care beds which state officials ap­
peared likely to permit in this area. 

Highlands seemed to be the victor 
when the state licensure board approv­
ed its expansion plan in November, 
1979. Hospital officials announced then 
that construction of a three-story wing 
behind the existing building would pro-

•

bably begin the following spring. 
Paintsville Hospital officials filed 

suit to overturn the approval of 
Highlands, however. A Greenup circuit

Dinwood Tipple 
Future Awaits 
Clearer Rule 

The fate of a coal tipple in Martin's 
Dinwood section will have to await 
clarification of state policy on tipple 
regulation, the director of the state 
Bureau of Surface Mining's operations 
and enforcement division told the tip­
ple operator recently. 

The mining official left no doubt, 
however, that the tipple owner would 
be required to obtain an operating per­
mit for the facility. 

Constructed two years ago by Dinco 
Coal Sales, of Paintsville,. the tipple 
has been the subject of repeated com­
plaints by nearby residents and has 
been twice cited by environmental 
authorities for operating without a per­
mit. 

Both citations were dismissed , 
however, because of confusion regar­
ding the applicability to the tipple of 
surface mining regulations. 

A notice of non-compliance issued 
August 13, 1979 was withdrawn in 
December that year "because an 
employee of the (Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental

Judge Overrules 
Plan for Otange 
On Arnold Ave. 

A decision by Prestonsburg city 
council last November to rezone three 
Arnold Avenue properti es from 
residential to commercial was over­
turned Thursday by Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley. 

The judgment came iu response to a 
complaint filed in circuit court by 
Garland and Wonnell Godsey, Arnold 
Avenue residents, who had alleged the 
zoning decision was "replete with er­
rors" and denied them due process. 

City Manager David Evans this week 
called the decision "a disappoint­
ment." 

"People ask why Prestonsburg isn't 
growing. This is why ." he said . 

Attorney Clifford Latta, who 
represented the city in the case, said 
an appeal is being considered. 

The part played in the rezoning pro­
cess by the Floyd County Joint Plann­
ing Commission figured largely in 
Judge Conley's decision for the plain­
tiffs. The commission, he concluded: 

-failed to conduct a public hearing 
on the zone change request; 

-adopted no formal findings of fact; 
and 

-approved the zoning change 
without benefit of a transcript of the 
one public hearing that was held on the 
matter. 

Moreover, he concluded , the city 
council 's decision to make the zone 
change does not conform to the Com­
prehensive Plan for Prestonsburg and 
Floyd County and so was "arbitrary, 
capricious and void." 

Tel-Con\ Loses 
•Pike Court Help 

Although the Floyd fiscal court and 
the courts of other counties involved 
have approved the bond financing ask­
ed by Tel-Com, Inc., of Harold, the pro­
posal ran into trouble last week in Pike 
county.

The Pike fiscal court balked at a first 
reading of a resolution required by the 
Industrial Revenue Bond Oversight 
committee before the application for 
bonding can be made. 

Opposition to the plan apparently 
stemmed from a protest voiced by in­
dependent TV system operators. 

The $6 million sought would be spent 
in Floyd, Pike, Knott and Letcher 
counties. During the discussion of the 
proposal Paul Gearheart, Tel-Com 
president, explained that the funding is

The mystery surrounding the disap­
'pearance 15 days ago of 17-year-old 
Michael Dwayne Cline, of Emma, re­
mained as unfathomable this week as 
it was when he was first reported miss­
ing from the Allen service station 
where he was employed. 

Equally baffling is the disap­
pearance, the same night, of Elijah 
Branham, Jr., of Prater Creek, the last 
person seen with young Cline at the 
Texaco Self-Serve station, late on the 
night of July 9. Also missing is the vehi­
cle in which young Branham drove 
from his Prater Creek home to Allen. 

"Not a clue," State Police Detective 
Richard E. Ray, who has been detailed 
to the investigation, said Tuesday mor­
ning. He added that authorities over a 
wide area have been, or are being, 
alerted as the search continues. 

lJpwards of 100 pesons, ipcluding the 
Floyd County Emergency & Rescue 
Squad, the Magoffin County Rescue 
Squad and volunteer searchers, many 
of whom were relatives and friends of 
the Cline family, conducted an ali-day 
search Saturday. The search extended

Nobody had 
bothered to string up the balloons 
Thursday- perhaps because it was the 
fourth straight day of suffocating heat 
and humidity here- but a s teady 
stream of fairgoers wound from booth 
to booth , sampling the proffered 
wares. 

What was being offered was basic 
health education. Colorful wall posters 
announced the lessons : ''Milk Makes 
Muscle," "Happy Lungs Are Hea!thy 
Lungs," "Learn to Eat the Right 
Foods, " and- a thought-provoking 
reversal of the old proverb- "Count 
Your Chickens Before They're Hatch­
ed." 

In response to an elderly heart pa­
tient's complaint that he hated taking 
his pills and felt fine anyway, a nursing 
student patiently explained why it was 
important for him to continue his 
medication . Eric Moser and Neil Mac­
Queen, Ohio students, led Arkansas 
Creek youngster Harry Conn on a lour 
of the human internal organs with the 
aid of a lifesize dummy named Rufus. 

Fred McGinnis, -also of Arkansas, 
discussed his dental history with Dan 
King, a second-year dental student at 
the University of Detroit. Bobbie Cur­
rie , a student nurse-practitioner, of­
fered advice on giving birth and con­
trolling it. 

There were tests for sight and hear­
ing, blood pressure and glaucoma, 
diabetes and anemia. You could have 
an EKG done, get a flouride treatment 
for your teeth, be screened for oral 
cancer. Everybody came away with a 
tooth brush. 

A woinan could learn to examine her 
breasts for cancer; smokers got a 
lesson on the hazards of their habit; 
prepared childbirth, potential mothers 
were told, could mean the difference 
between a confident, relaxed delivery 
and a fearful ordeal. 

The fair's emphasis on education 
was not a~cidental, explained Clara 
McMahon Brown, of Columbus, Ohio, 
coordinator of the fairs . "Many people 
don't realize they could keep healthy 
all their lives. People can prevent

First Spotted Fever 
Of Year Reported 

A three-year-<Jld Anderson county 
girl is the first case of Rocky Mountain 
spotted fever reported in 1981 to health 
officials in Kentucky's Department for 
Human Resources . 

A Franklin county physician made 
the report after diagnosing the girl's 
symptoms of fever , headache and rash 
as the rare diseas caused ~by· ticlt 
bites. The girl had been recently bitten 
by a tick. 

After treatment with tetracycline 
therapy, her condition improved with 
few complications. 

According to Human Resources 
statistics, 21 cases of Rocky Mountain 
spotted fever were reported in Ken­
tucky la st year. The figure is 
significantly below the 40-case-per­
year average reported since 1975 and is 
in contrast to an increase in reported 
incidences of the disease nationally. 

"Early diagnosts and treatment is 
extremely important in preventing 
complications connected with Rocky 
Mountain spotted fever," sa id Dr. 
Grady Stumbo, Human Resource 
secretary. "Most cases are easily 
diagnosep , and are marked by fever, 
rash and recent tick bites. Sometimes, 
it's not so easy to detect without these 
obvious symptoms, often delaying the 
diagnosis and trea tment, which in­
crease the risk of fatality." 

Human Resources' laboratories in 
Frankfort will test serum samples for 
traces of the disease. An initial sample 
should be taken as soon as the disease 
is suspected, followed by another sam­
ple two to four weeks later.

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An American Tragedy 
In Skidmore, Mo., a little town outside Kansas City, a man 

was executed the other day. Kenneth Rex McElroy's truck 
was surrounded by a silent crowd, and somebody put a bullet 
through his head. 

It was murder, but nobody in Skidmore wants the 
murderer punished. This McElroy was a troublemaker-he 
had shot a 70-year-old man and was free under 'l;>~md, had 
committed assault on others ·on several occasions, had shot 
another man and gone scot-free. He was back in town, walk­
ing the streets, boasting that he was free. 

Officers do not know who fired the shot. The FBI may 
tackle the job. They know that at least one person has said 
the troublemaker "had to be killed." 

Therein lie the elements of another American Tragedy. 
Officers, as one farmer said, "would just keep arresting him, 
and the courts just kept letting him go." And the people took 
the law, or its remnants, in their own hands. 

It is a tribute to the patience, morality and good citizenship 
of the residents of perhaps a thousand other communities 
across this country that the failure of the law and the courts 
to deal effectively with criminals has not driven them to the 
same tragic decision. 

There is no simple explanation of this situation that has 
resulted in crime becoming what many say is the No.1 issue 
in 1981 . Some point to these circumstances as being directly 
contributory to it, however: 

1. Too many legislators are lawyers, and too many lawyers 
are unable to see the needs of the public, the quiet people, 
because lawmakers are more sympathetic with the rights of 
those who find it profitable or pleasurable to violate the law. 

2. Judges are powerless to exact stiff penalties because of a 
proliferation of statutes enacted in recent years to protect the 
accused. 

3. Judicial opinions have, in effect, created laws to protect 
the criminal rather than to interpret the law. 

4. Officials discourage long prison sentences because such 
punishment of felons would overtax the physical capaCities of 
existing prisons and require the states to build more at heavy 
expense. Lax probation and parole regulations result when 
state budgets are protected at the expense of the homes, lives 
and safety of those whose taxes support the government that 
fails them. 

In a sense, Justice, the blindfolded goddess, is made blind 
to criminal acts , and the scales she holds are tilted in favor of 
the murderer , the rapist, the burglar and all their sorry tribe. 

So it is that good people spend their nights behind locked, 
chained doors, shun the streets in fear of attack, go about the 
simple business of living and making a living with little pro­
tection. 

So it is that "good" people may, as in the case of residents 
of the Missouri village, decide- God forbid!-they should ex­
ecute the troublemaker whom the laws and the courts have 
protected. . 

Kentucky has gone far down the road toward surrender of 
the rights of the lawabiding. Its legislators have a big job 
ahead if they, as they should, make an honest effort to turn 
this permissive trend around and offer some protection to the 
segment of the population that wants to live peacefully with 
others and with some sense of security from others.

Many people ' s nutrition is

toward dental care are of particular 
concern. Some people simply take for 
granted they'll lose all their teeth, she 
said, and sometimes consent to have 
all of them pulled when only a few are 
decayed. 

Another story is told of a woman who 
came in with advanced glaucoma. The 
disease had earlier been diagnosed by 
a doctor who prescribed drops to 
relieve the pressure in her eyes. She 
used the drops, exhausting the first 
prescription, only to find her condition 
worsening. 

The physician was apparently " too 
busy" to make it clear to her that she 
would need to keep up the medication 
indefinitely, Clara Brown conjectured. 

"Too busy" might have been putting 
it charitably . Health fair workers en­
couraged participation by local health 
professionals , referred patients to 
them , and described the fair as 
"complementary" to the existing 
health care system . But, they 
acknowledged readily enough, their 
philosophy differs markedly from that 
which prevails among the U.S. medical 
establishment. 

Despite some verbal support by the 
professional medical associations, one 
suggested, the health fairs take 
prevention of disease more seriously 
than do their treatment-oriented col­
leagues. 

Their emphasis on teaching, she add­
ed, grows out of a concern to involve 
patients in their own health care-in­
forming them and encouraging their 
questions- a concern not always in 
evidence in the offices of mainstream 
physicians. 

For all the talk about brushing one's 
teeth and not smoking, the underlying 
lesson at Garth last Thursday ap­
peared to be that doctors and their pa­
tients could relate to one another in a 
way quite different from what most are 
accustomed to-in an informed 
dialogue rather than the mere give­
and-take of a prescription.

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court judge, appointed as special judge 
in the case, referred the matter back to 
the licensure board, which referred it 
in turn to an administrative law judge 
for a hearing late last month. 

The administrative law judge recom­
mended July lO that Paintsville's ap­
plication be approved and Highlands' 
rejected. 

How last week's decision by the 
licensure board to approve both 
building programs squares with 
earlier avowals-that they would 
together result in more hospital beds 
than this area can effectively use-is 
not clear. 

Russell Dean, assistant ad­
ministrator at Highlands, criticised the 
board's decision as "an expedient way 
to deal with the problem ... a way to get 
it out of their hair." 
- While state health officials talk of 
"regionalizing" health care, the licen­
sure board balks at the tough decisions 
this entails, Dean said. 

Highlands officials have justified 
their proposed expansion as a step 
toward development of a regional 
referral center here, a development 
they say was envisioned when con­
struction of the hospital was approved 
in the late 1960's and conforms to what 
is still, theoretically at least, the of­
ficial state health plan. 

The implications of last week's deci­
sion for the Highlands building 
plan-which calls for a new emergency 
room, a laboratory, an intensive and 
cardiac care unit, and waiting areas 
for patients and their families, as· well 
as for the 47 additional beds- are still 
being evaluated, Dean said. 

But "a brand new hospital nine miles 
away" could affect the economic 
viability of the Highlands addition, he 
conce9ed. 

Each of the hospital projects carries 
a price tag of around $9 million and 
debt service would bring the total bill 
to around $50 million, Dean estimated.

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Protection) had previously instructed 
Dinco that the regulations do not apply 
to its operation," according to records 
in the case. 

Following further complaints by 
residents, the tipple was again cited 
last December, and BSM officials ap­
peared satisfied that regulations re­
quiring an operating permit were ap­
plicable to the facility. 

In a Jetter to Dinco, April3 this year, 
Bill Adams, director of BSM's opera­
tions and enforcement division, wrote 
that it was the Bureau's "considered 
opinion" that violations cited the 
previous December were "of such 
serious nature" as to justify further ac­
tion by the bureau. 

Following a meeting later that 
month with George Newsome, Dinco 
owner, and Roger Short, president of 
the .company, Danny McClain, an of­
ficer with the operations and enforce­
ment division, noted that, since coal is 
being crushed at the site, a permit for 
the tipple is required. 

Nevertheless, Adams informed 
Newsome on June 12 that the 
December citation was also being 
dismissed, since "the department's 
policy on permitting tipples was 
unclear" at the time of the citation, 

Adams promised the company only 
temporary relief, however . "The 
department's final position and policy 
for permitting tipples will be out within 
a few days and operations such as this 
one will be required to obtain a per­
mit. " 

John Thacker, acting regional ad­
ministrator at the BSM office here, 
said this week that Dinco will have un­
til August 15 to obtain a permit. Until 
then the company can lawfully operate 
without a permit, he said. 

Meanwhile, Dinwood residents were 
organizing their tipple fight on another 
front this week, seeking to involve 
federal mining officials in a cause that 
some feel state officials have been 
reluctant to pursue. 

David Rubinstein, an attorney for 
Dinwood residents Ivan and Mary 
Debord, has accused state mining of­
ficials of "dragging their feet" on im­
plementing surface mining regula­
tions. 

Federal law governing tipples such 
as Dinco's is clear, he insists: "You 
are simply not allowed to operate a 
surface mining facility without the con­
sent of all who live within 300 feet of 
it." 

At least half a dozen families live 
within 300 feet of the Dinco tip­
ple-some nearer than 100 feet-and 
most of them have been strenuous in 
their opposition to the plant. 

In a so-far-unsuccessful bid to halt 
operation of the tipple, the Floyd fiscal 
court earlier this year placed a 10-ton 
weight limit on the road serving the 
facility. Signs announcing the weight 
limit, which had earlier disappeared, 
were replaced by a county work crew 
this week.

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Court Holds Coverage 
Did Not Extend Past 
Woman's Employment 

The Court of Appeals ruled last Fri­
day that the Commonwealth Life In­
surance Co. did not have to pay on a 
group accidental death insurance 
polic:> for a woman killed five hours 
after she quit her job. 

In overturning a ruling by Pike Cir­
cuit Judge Reed Anderson, the ap­
pellate court held that the policy clear­
ly provided that coverage would 
"automatically terminate" when the 
employee no longer worked full time. 

The court ruled that Karen Sue 
Shepherd's employment with 
Methodist Hospital in Pikeville ended 
when she clocked out on her final day 
of employment on Sept. 6, 1978, two 
weeks after she had given written 
notice that she would quit. 

"Under the given facts, at the time of 
death the employer-employee relation­
ship was severed," the court ruled.

Of Local Union 
Charged by KSP 

State Police last week arrested two 
District 30 UMWA officials on charges 
of theft by extortion. 

One of the two accused men is 
Richard Kendrick, of Harold, who is 
president of Local Union 8304. The se­
cond, Jimmy Dee!, of Pikeville, was 
listed by arresting officers as a field 
representative of the same local. 

The two were arrested by State Police 
Detectives Keith Scott and Roger Cas­
tle and Sgt. Paul Maynard outside 
Jerry's Restaurant at Pikeville, the 
morning of July 14. The officers ap· 
parently had been tipped off to a 
meeting at the restaurant between the 
union officials and Larry Dotson, 
representative of a West Virginia con­
struction company. 

Police said Dotson told them Ken­
drick had threatened to file a 
grievance against him for failure to 
seek union members as workers on 
construction at a Pike county mine site 
but had said that for a given amount of 
money the matter could be disposed of 
without a grievance. 

Dotson's contact with State Police 
was made about an hour before the 
scheduled meeting at the restaurant, 
and the detectives recorded the serial 
numbers of bills to be used by Dotson in 
the alleged payoff. 

Detective Castle was quoted as say­
ing he went to the restaurant and 
witnessed the exchange of the money 
between Dotson and union officers. 
Sgt. Maynard said Kendrick had the 
money involved in the transaction on 
his person when the two were arrested 
in the parking lot outside the 
restaurant. 

The accused men were rele?sed 
from jail, soon after their arrest, on 
$5000 unsecured bond eac1.

Supplemental Food Program for 
Women, Infants and Children <WICJ 
funded by the U.S . Department of 
Agriculture will be doing income 
screening to determine eligibility for 
the program.

Aid Proposed For 
Small Businesses 

The Kentucky Development Finance 
Authority has taken the first step 
toward taking part in a federal­
supported program for s ma ll 
businesses. 

In a July 8 meeting, the authority 
decided to apply for Small Business 
Administration approval for participa­
tion in the program. 

Under the federal agency's Section 
503 program, the finance authority 
would set up a development corpora­
tion to make long-term loans to small 
businesses at favorable loan rates. The 
development corporatiop would bor­
row the loan money through SBA and 
would repay the funds through its loans 

. o sm<11l businesses . · 
The 503 program is a successor to a 

similar loan , program sponsored by 
SBA. Some 30 development corpora­
tions have been set up nationwide since 
the new program began in late 1980, 
said Roger Peterman, finance authori­
ty executive director. 

The SBA has $115 million to make 
available for the current fiscal year na­
tionally, Peterman said. The amount 
he Kentucky development corporation 

could obtain would be determined by 
SBA, he said. 

The development corporation would 
be allowed to finance up to 50 percent 
of the fixed asset costs of a venture, 
with another lender underwriting the 
balance, under federal rules. A loan 
could be used to help a small business 
build, buy or modernize a plant or buy 
certain equipment. 

Peterman noted that Louisville 
.f.lready has a development corpora­
~on, and the proposed corporation 

therefore would not serve that city. 
The proposed state venture awaits 

SBA certification and final approval 
from the finance authority In its infan­
cy the development corporation would 
be run by the finance authority's staff, 
Peterman said. The authority is the 
financing arm of the state Commerce 
Cabinet. 

In other business, the board agreed 
e o look into a plan to make available in­

dustrial revenue bonds to sma ll 
businesses. 

Two investment firms and a New 
York bank have proposed the program. 
The idea is to pool many bond requests 
from smaller firms into large-scale 

· bonds sale on the national bond 
market. 

Representatives of the investment 
firms Hillia rd, Lyons and Bear , 
Stearns & Co. outlined the plan to 

. oard members. Also on hand was a 
representative of the New York 
bank- Bankers Trust of New York. 

Finding buyers for a small com­
pany's bonds is difficult, the represen­
tatives said. Grouping together bonds 
into one large sale makes the bonds 
much more attractive to investors, 
they explained. The bonds would be 
seeured by a letter of credit from the 
local bank handling a company's bond 
·nancing, plus a "master" letter of 

credit from Bankers Trust covering all 
bonds in the sale.

Jewel Ramey was diagnosed early in life as having mental retardation 
and has spent he•· years living in personal care homes . The 49-year-old 
Johnson county native has grown inte an experienced horticulturist since 
1973, when a therapist suggested she begin working in greenhouses operated 
by Mountain Comp•·ehensive Care Center. Besides learning about all aspects 
of plant care, Ramey draws a paycheck for her work. She finds time to pur­
sue another interest-painting with watercolors. She's had one major exhibit 
in Floyd county and one of her paintings of one of her own floral ar­
rangements was recently used in a newspaper advertisement. 

When a therapist from the. Mountain 
Comprehensive Care Center met Jewel 
Ramey nine years ago, she was living 
in a personal care home at Lowmans­
ville, a rural community in Johnson 
county. 

Her family had assumed years ago 
that her mental retardation would keep 
her from leading a productive life. She 
bad spent most of her life, shuffled 
from personal care homes to nursing 
homes. At one time she was admitted 
to Eastern State Hospital in Lexington, 
a state-{)perated facility for persons 
with serious mental handicaps. 

began painting with watercolors and 
giving them to friends. "I just started 
doing it," she said. " I can look at 
things and paint them, or I can do it 
from memory." 

At 49 years of age, Miss Ramey now 
works at the Magoffin county 
greenhouse, also operated by Mountain 
Comprehensive Care. She continues to 
paint and one of her paintings of a 
mum arrangement was used recently 
in a newspaper advertisement. She has 
had one art exhibit at the Floyd County 
Library, a nd has sold several of her 
works that now hang in some of the 
area's most prominent businesses and 
finest homes. . 

The therapist found Miss Ramey to 
be articulate and energetic. Through 
the comprehensive care center, she 
began attending an adult training pro­
gram which gave her the chance to 
socialize with other people and occupy 

• her time with various jobs and crafts. 

Miss Ramey says her work ex­
perience has also been quite an educa­
tion. "I'd always done some garden 
work, but I would have never learned 
about transplanting and other things if 
I wouldn't have worked in the green­
house," she said. 

She hopes, however, that her art­
work will soon be a source of financial 
support. "There's nothing like having 
someone pay me for something I like 
as much as painting," she said.

Miss Ramey "got real bored" with 
making potholders, sorting bolts and 
other activities at the workshop, accor­
ding to Chalmer Howard of Mountain 
Comprehensive Care. He invited her to 
participate in a new concept in work 
training for persons with mental retar­
dation. In 1973 she became one of 50 
persons in a five-county eastern Ken­
tucky area to participate in the 
Prestonsburg greenhouse work pro­
ject, the first program of its kind in 
Kentucky. 

"We saw immediately that she loved 
nature," noted Howard, director of the 
greenhouse project. ''She was really an 
asset. She learned the horticulture 
skills very quickly and through the pro­
gram was able to become a very pro­
ductive person." 

RON'S B 
In almost no time, she mastered the 

work pattern involved at the 

•
greenhouse. "We go through a training 
period to teach workers about trans­
planting, seeding and propagation," 
Howard said. "We also teach more 
technical things, like names of plants, 
plant physiology, plant disease and in­
sect control." 

Workers treat their workshop ex­
perience at the greenhouse like a job. 
"This is a very work-{)riented program 
and we want them to think of 

• 
themselves as workers going to a job, 
not as clients or patients going to a 
workshop," Howard explained. "We 
try to make each person as productive 
as he's capable of being." 

Soon Miss Ramey began drawing a 
salary from her greenhouse job. "Our 
base salary is 30 cents an hour, which 
our workers draw for two weeks," 
Howard said. After that period, each is 
evaluated and is paid according to pro­
ductivity. "We've got some people who 

•
make as much as $1.95 an hour," he 
said. 

Miss Ramey saved her pay carefully 
for a specific purpose. "When she 
began working, she didn't have any 
teeth," Howard recalled. "One of the 
first things she did when she started 
getting paid was to buy herself some 
dentures." Howard said she soon 
began paying more attention to her 
personal appearance. "She started 
buying clothes and improving her im­
age. You could see a gradual build-up 
of a person," he said. 

One day, Miss Ramey picked up 
some crayons and paper during a 
break from work. "She.showed real ar­
tistic talent," Howard said. Soon, she

The GFWC-KFWC seventh district 
summer workshop was held July 11 at 
the Emm(\ May Cultural Center here 
with the seventh district governor, 
Miss Ruby Akers, presiding, and 
representatives from nine clubs in at­
tendance.

Look Out for Fall Armyworm Invasion 

Tattered leaves are obvious symptoms of fall armyworm 
infestation. Com plants that are heavily infested after the 
tassel stage may not recover. By checking fields fre 
quently, farmers can catch damage before it becomes this 
severe. 

Fall armvwonns can be 
found on l~ile planted com 
in sGlt tered areas of Ken 
tucky d unng almost everv 
growing season . Farmers 
who normallypla nt late com 
lor their; livestock operation 
a re likely to have had some 
experien<·e with the insects 
in the past. 

But this year. farmers are 
e Yen more likely to be 
pla~ued with thi s pest. With 
the frequent rains during 
the nom1al planting period . 
farmers in ma ny parts of the

fronts moving up from their 
owrv.'intering sites far to 
the south.

Fall armyworms feed deep within the whorl or behind leaf 
sheaths. They may attack ears and reduce yields by 
feeding directly on kernels.

In most 
cases. infested plants ean 
reCO\'I.' r and contribute to 
the vield. Townsend said.

Damage Is usually localized 
in a field because the moths 
lay dusters of 50 to scwral 
h unci red ei!J!.s on Sl'at ten·cl 
plants. After hatching. the 
small wo.rms may move to 
nearby plants. 

Feed lng damage ('auscd 
by small worms easily Is 
o~·erlook<"d. so Infestations 
rn;ly go tJnrwti('ed until til(' 
damage Is sev('re. "J k espe 
dally watchful during tlw 
pcrlod lmm('dlatdy !)(•fort• 
tass(•) ('mc·rgenc·c," said 
Townsend. 

He recommends treating 
forfall armyworms if half or 
more of the plants In a field 
are Infested. Several Insect! 
cides are available to use for 
this pest. To provide good 
plant coverage. farmers 
should use sufficient spray 
volume. at least 20 gallons of 
water per acre with ground 
equipment or three gallons 
per acre for aerial appllca 
tlon. Townsend said. 

Treatment wlll be most 
effective when the worms 
arr small. from 1. 1 to :Y. Inch 
long, and feeding on exposed 
leaves. The smaller worms 
are easier to kill and have 
not reached their most des 
truettve feeding period. 
Townsend said. Chances for 
control are also good when 
the worms are fredlng in the 
plant whorl. which arts as a 
funnel to catch thr Insect!· 
cide spray.

The Tricycle As A 
Space-Time Machine 

Consider the tricycle-a marvelous 
machine that teaches concepts of time 
and space. A child should be ready for 
a first tricycle-and the lessons it 
teaches-at about the end of the second 
year. 

Growing Child, a monthly child 
development newsletter, reports that 
learning to ride a tricycle helps 
children get their eyes matched up 
with what their bodies are doing. The 
first thing they learn is to push first 
with one foot and then with the 
other-to shift from left to right. Doing 
this, they learn about having two dif­
ferent sides. 

The concept of difference of sides is 
important in learning to read. If a child 
·has no concept of the left-right dif­
ference, she may read "b" as "d" or 
"was" as "saw". Reversals like these 
are really reversals in space: the only 
difference between "b" and "d" is the 
difference between left and right. 

In order to organize directions in 
space outside her body, the child must 
first feel the difference between· left 
and right, up and down, within her own 
body. Once she feels those differences 
inside herself, she has a starting point 
for orgainzing the space outside 
herself. 

Pushing pedals first with the right 
foot and then with the left helps a child 
learn that right al)d left, inside and out­
side, are different. 

A tricycle also teaches about time. 
To make any progress at all, the child 
must shift from side to side, from left 
to right, at the proper time. She cannot 
shift at any old time: she must be 
precise. 

Time is very important in school 
learning. To spell correctly, for exam­
ple, a child must learn to get the letters 
in the proper time order. A child who 
has not learned about time might spell 
"girl" as "gril" or "first" as "frist". 
These errors are examples of general 
problems in organizing time. Riding a 
trike smoothly, efficiently, and 
rhythmically helps the child organize 
movements in time. 

An old fashioned tricycle is probably 
best to buy-one where the child sits 
straight up instead of leaning back. 
This gives clear and unobstructed vi­
sion. 

A child will feel more comfortable if 
her feet reach the pedals without ad­
ding blocks of wood. A good general 
guide is that if a child's inside leg 
measurement is between 17" and 20" 
her tricycle front wheel sh~uld have a 
diameter of 12" or 13". A shorter child 
may need a 10" front wheel. 

Choose a tricycle with·a squat look, 
that is, a wide wheelbase in proportion 
to the height. A wider wheelbase will 
make tipping over on tight turns less 
likely. 

As for how to teach a child to ride, 
probably the best method is just to put 
her on it, put her feet on the pedals, and 
let her go. If the child does not get the 
idea immediately, just give a gentle 
push, making sure she can feel her .feet 
moving with the pedals as they go 
around.

No Refrigeration 
· Milk may be appearing less fre­
quently on sl.oppers' grocery lists in 
the near future, for a new kind of milk 
which can be stored for more than 
three months without refrigeration 
may be available in the United Stales 
within the next year and a half. 

"Ultrahigh temperature <UHTJ milk 
is healed to nearly twice the 
temperature of pasteurized milk for a 
shorter time," said University of Ken­
tucky Extension dairy technology 
specialist Edward Aylward . He ex­
plained that the UHT treatment 
destroys bacteria which survive nor­
mal pasteurization. These bacteria do 
not produce disease but can cause mild 
spoilage. 

''But because these spoilage bacteria 
are destroyed in the process, UHT milk 
will not spoil for several months-even 
without refrigeration," Aylward said. 

UHT milk will spoil if exposed to air 
or light and should thus be refrigerated 
after opening. For these reasons, the 
UHT milk package is a multilayer of 
plastic, aluminum foil and paper. 
"This complex package has been 
limited to one liter (about one quart) 
and smaller sizes," said Aylward. He 
added that such packaging has con­
tributed to the delay in the introduction 
of UHT milk in the United States 
because consumers are used to buying 
milk in gallon or half-gallon con­
tainers. 

"But this difference may be dealt 
with by the marketing of two-packs or 
four-packs," he speculated. 

Aylward believes there is a tremen­
dous energy-saving potential in the 
unrefrigerated storage and transport 
of UHT milk. Distributors will no 
longer have to use refrigeration trucks 
and grocers and consumers can store 
the product at room temperature. He 
also noted that the energy saved by 
eliminating refrigeration offsets the in­
creased processing and packaging 
costs of UHT milk . 

As for the nutritional value of UHT 
milk, Aylward said that UHT milk pro­
vides the same high quality protein, 
calcium and phosphorous as conven­
tional milk. "The UHT process may 
cause increased destr uction of 
vitamins A and C, but milk is not the 
primary dietary source of these 
nutrients," he added. 

According to Aylward, the flavor of 
UHT milk is comparable to pasteuriz­
ed milk but some people may detect a 
slightly more "cooked" taste. 

The UHT process was developed in 
the late 1940's. Aylward said that 
although the product is new to U.S. con­
sumers, it has been widely accepted 
for years in other countries, especially 
those areas where refrigeration is a 
luxury. 

"U.S. consumers are accustomed to 
buying milk cold and keeping it cold," 
said Aylward . "The UHT process is a 
new concept to Americans; they will 
have to be educated about it before 
they will accept it."

It 's also less of a mouthful than even 
the shorthand Dingell -Johnson 
Act-for the two congressmen who 
sponsored the federal legislation which 
has provided over $4 million toward 
improving Kentucky fishing. 

So among the fisheries biologists and 
administrators who use this federal 
money, it's just D-J. Currently, Ken­
tucky receives around $500,000 in D-J 
funds annually, money which pays 75 
percent of the total cost of approved 
projects, according to Jim Axon, assis­
tant director of the division of fisheries 
and the man in charge of administer­
ing the D-J program in Kentucky. 

But D-J is not just another federal 
give-away. If you're eyeing your cut­
rent tax bill and wondering how much 
of that check you've got to write to the 
IRS will be used for fishing, the ar.swer 
is none. Unless you're a fisherman, you 
don't pay a penny for this program. 

All D-J funding comes from a 10 per­
cent federal excise tax on selected 
items of fishing tackle-rods, reels, 
lines, leaders, hooks, bobbers, ar­
tificial lures and similar equipment. 

This tax is added at the manufactur­
ing level, so most fishermen aren't 
aware that they pay it. The money col­
lected is distributed to the states by a 
complicated formula based on the 
number of licensed sport fishermen 
and the size of each state. Kentucky 
currently receives around 1.6 percent 
of the total, Axon says. 

Each project on which D-J money is 
spent must be approved and must be 
aimed at improving sport fishing. 
Typical projects include research pro­
grams (such as the current black bass 
evaluation program), surveys, 
technical guidance to pond owners, 
lake construction and some money for 
construction programs-a portion of 
the Clark Hatchery near Morehead 
was financed with D-J funds. Money is 
also available to purchase land for ac­
cess sites and build the necessary laun­
ching facilities. 

In each case, D-J pays 75 percent of 
the total cost of approved projects, 
with the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife paying the rest-mainly from 
the sale of Kentucky sport hunting and 
fishing licenses. 

Like everything else that costs 
money, D-J projects have been in­
troduced into both houses of the U.S. 
Congress to expand the program by 
taxing certain items now ex­
empt- items such as stringers, creels, 
landing nets and almost all other 
tackle not presently covered. 

The proposed legislation would also 
put a 3 percent excise tax on the sale of 
boats (less that 25 feet long), outboard 
motors, trailers, depth finders and 
other similar items. 

If it gets through Congress, this ex­
pected D-J bill could mean an addi­
tional $1.5 million annually for Ken­
tucky- which is more than the current 
total budget of the entire fisheries divi­
sion. Needless to say, those who 
manage Kentucky's fisheries and those 
concerned with the future of fishing in 
Kentucky are watching with great in­
terest the progress of these new bills 
(currently in committee in both the 
House and Senate). 

!f this expanded D-J legislation does 
become law, chances are that the 
average fisherman still won't know 
what D-J means, but he'll nevertheless 
see a lot more activity designed to im­
prove his chances of catching fish .
