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Bevins Says 
Not Guilty 
Of Slayings 
Floyd Officials Go 
To Laurel County 
For Arraignment 

William Okie Bevins, the 70-year-old 
Printer man who is being held in the 
Laurel county jail for safekeeping, ac­
cused of the mass slaying of five men 
at Allen last month, pleaded not guilty 
at his arraignment Monday 

Earlier, Bevins had claimed he had 
suffered loss of memory and had no 
recollection of the slayings, but at his 
arraignment his plea was confined to 
"not guilty."

One Trial Ended 
Another Started 
in District Court 

Even as he received sentencing Mon­
day for his part in a stolen dynamite 
pact, Teaberry coal operator Sterling 
Hamilton, 54, faced trial in U.S. 
District Court in Pikeville on a charge 
of obstructing justice. 

Noting that he wanted eastern Ken­
tuckians to know that federal ex­
plosives laws are "serious business," 
U.S. District Judge G. Wix Unthank 
imposed a five-year prison term and a 
$10,000 fine on Hamilton, who was con­
victed last month of conspiracy to de.<1l 
and dealing in explos1ves without a 
license and of knowingly receiving 
stolen explosives. 

Hamilton's son, Scotty, 22, convicted 
of conspiracy in the case, received an 
18-month prison term and a $5000 fine.

City Gas Well 
Decision Made 

After consulting a geologist and a 
veteran driller, the Prestonsburg 
Utilities Commission decided last week 
to accept what it had and make no fur­
ther attempt to increase the volume of 
gas from the well drilled at Cliff, near 
here, as an exploratory venture at 
federal expense 

The decision not to acidize the Big 
Lime formation in which the natural 
gas flow was hit, Monday of last week, 
was reached when it was pointed out to 
city officials that the lack of porosity of 
the lime formation in the well is such 
that a greater gas flow was improbable 
as the result of acidizing. 

A "show" of gas was also struck in 
the Devonian shale, but it was feared 
treatment of that formation might be 
detrimental to the shallower formation 
where the main gas flow was found. 
Besides, the shale can be treated later 
when the lime yield begins to fail.

Perhaps reflecting the endorsement 
of Sen. Benny Ray Bailey-and despite 
the oppos1tion of Rep. Gregory Stum­
bo, its other native son-John Ant 
<McDowell) was the only one of Floyd 
county's 44 precincts to give decisive 
support to the ill-starred "succession" 
amendment in last week's election. 

In that precinct the vote for the 
amendment, which would have allow­
ed the governor and other constitu­
tional officers to succeed themselves, 
was 164 to 75. 

The amendment was approved by 
narrow majorities in the Depot <West 
Prestonsburg> and Auxier precincts 
but was otherwise soundly defeated 
here-losing by 3976 to 1809 votes-as it 
was across the state. 

The city of Prestonsburg barely re­
tained the right to annex the upper 
right fork of Mays Branch as a result of 
a referendum of Cliff precinct voters. 
Three fourths of the voters there would 
have had to vote against it in order to 
block the city's annexation plan. Seven 
voted for the plan and 19 against-one 
short of the required number. 

In view of the strength of the opposi­
tion, and of legal challenges to the 
state's new annexation law yet to be 
heard by the state supreme court, 1t is 
by no means certain that the city will 
pursue the annexation project at this 
time. 

Write-in candidates made fairly 
strong showings in magistrates' races 
in the second and fourth districts but 
were unable to shake the Democratic 
nominees. Birchell Duff polled 634 
votes and carried two precincts in the 
second district, which went to incum­
bent Kenneth Roberts, who polled 1012 
votes. In the fourth district, Bob 
Tackett received 497 wnte-in-votes, 
almost half of them cast in the Head of 
Mud precinct, but Lowell Samons, who 
upset incumbent Hershel Hamilton in 

Inspection Report Says School 
At Allen 'Structurally Sound' 

According to a verbal report by 
engineers, there is "nothing wrong 
with the stability" of Allen grade 
school, Supt. E. P. Grigsby, Jr. said 
Monday. 

Grigsby said Prestonsburg architect 
George Lee Shannon inspected the 
building Friday at the request ·of the 
board of education after parents of 
students attending the school express­
ed during last week's board meetmg 
fears for their safety. 

The board also permitted John Reed, 
an engineer whose two daughters are 
enrolled at the school, to participate in 
the inspection. Reea confirmed Shan­
non's conclusion that the school is 
structurally sound, Grigsby said. 

Grigsby said he had authorized 
replacement of the ceilings in four 
classrooms, however, and repair work 
for bathrooms at the school. 

A sizable delegation from the Allen 
Elementary P .T.O showed up at the 
board meeting last Wednesday to com­
plain of plaster they said was threaten­
ing to fall from the ceilings of second 
and third grade classrooms at the 
school; of shaking light fixtures wh1ch 
some thought suggested structural 
weakness in the aging building; and of 
chrontcally dirty bathrooms. 

Mrs. Vetta .Jones, whose two sons at­
tend the school, told the board that 
state health authorities had recenlly 
inspected the school and found it in 
"hazardous" condition. 

State Bureau of Health Services in­
spector Dennis C. Gibson, The Times 
later learned. inspected the school Oc­
tober 22. According to his report, ceil­
mg plaster in the second and third 
grade classrooms and in the boys' and 
girls' bathrooms "is in very bad repair 
and appears ready to fall." 

The ceiling plaster "represents a 
safely hazard to students and 
teachers" and "should be removed im­
mediately,'' Gibson concluded. 

The inspector also noted that bath­
room faciltlies were inadequate for the 
school's 400 students. 

Pressed by members of the Allen 
delegation, Grigsby said he was 
unaware of the health mspector's 
report and had not previously been told 
of the ceiling plaster problem. The 
group took the superintendent to task, 
however , for implying that All('n Prin­
cipal Daniel Branson had not passed on 
its complaints about the condition of 
the school.

The American Red Cross already

John :\~arvin Johnson, a native of the 
Left Beaver section of this county, has 
been working for the past six months 
on what may be a revolutionary 
automobile design in these days of high 
gasoline prices and low gasoline 
availability. Although a resident of 
Peru. Indiana for many yeavs, Johnson 
dectded to unveil his creation, The 
Peru Silver Eagle, in this county, 
"because this is my home." he explain· 
ed. 

Brought to Allen Central Htgh School

I<'ollowing his design eompletely and 
built by hand by Johnson from the 
ground ·up, the compact car consists of 
an all-stcel body and W<'ighs 1,100 
pounds.

plant, which is sa1d to run 100 miles to 
the gallon of gas, although visitors 
learned that a single-<:ylinder, 12 h.p.

The blasting 
violations include failure to notify 
either residents or motorists of the 1m· 
pending explosion and failure to take 
precautionary measures to guard the 
public within 800 feet of a public high­
way.

New Electrical 
Code Effective 
Over Wide Area 

The Kentucky Bmldmg Code man­
datmg state-certified inspections of 
electncal facilities for all new 
buildmgs, for any changes in electrical 
service to existing structures and all 
other new service before an electric 
utility is allowed to provide electric 
service is now in effect in 13 counties of 
the 20-county area served by Kentucky 
Power Company, according toW. W. 
Zoellers, Pikeville division manager. 

The state code also requires certain 
limited inspections in the remaining 
seven counties in Kentucky Power's 
service area. But that will change after 
August, 1982 when the full range of in­
spections will be mandated throughout 
the state. 

Under the code, Kentucky Power and 
other state utilities are prohibited from 
connecting electric service until the 
customer's facilities have been in­
spected by a state-certified inspector. 
Zoellers pointed out the inspections 
will not be made by the company. The 
inspector will issue a certificate of 
compliance to the electric utility 
before it can provide the service 

Inspections, for which there is a fee 
charged by the state-certified inspec­
tors, can be arranged by contacting the 
Kentucky Department of Buildings and 
Construction in Frankfort at 
502-564-3626. State inspectors will ex­
amine all wiring and the method of in­
stallation. A list of inspectors, thetr ad­
dresses and telephone numbers, also 
can be obtained at any Kentucky 
Power office. 

Zoellers said two state-certified in­
spections will be required-a rough-in 
and a final. In addition, if temporary 
service is used, it also must be in­
spected. Zoellers said the inspections 
will slow down the company's installa­
tion service to customers since the 
company must by law adhere to the 
code and he advised that plans be 
made as far in advance as possible for 
minimal de~ay. 

The full range of the law's re­
quirements must be met in Floyd, 
Boyd, Breathitt , Carter, Clay, 
Greenup. Johnson, Lewis, Letcher, 
Magoffin, Perry, Pike and Rowan 
counties. That means inspections are 
required for : new permanent service 
to all buildings, temporary services, 
service upgrades, billboards, street 
and highway lighting , wells, drilling 
operations and other non-building ser­
vices and mobile home service poles 
including the installation from the 
meter to the mobile home. 

Until August 1982, unless adopted by 
the local government before then, 
Elliot , Knott, Lawrence, Leslie, Mar­
tin, Morgan and Owsley counties must 
meet only a portion of the above re­
quirements ; inspection of all buildings 
used for for educational, institutiona l 
and high hazard purposes, all buildings 
used for business, mercantile, in­
dustrial and factory purposes having a 
capacity in excess of 100 persons ; mer­
cantile- 3,000 sq. ft .; business- 10,000 
sq. ft. ; institutional- 10,000 sq. ft. ; fac­
tory and industrial - 20,000 sq. ft., all 
frozen food lockers, and all other 
buildings which are more than three 
stories high or more than 20,000 square 
feet.

Schools also seek individuals from 
various social. economic and 
geographic backgrounds, and of non­
academic interests, to diversify their 
student body. Schiller writes, "A farm 
boy. say. or a concert pianist or an

SBA Tightens Policy 
On Business Loans 

"Quality" will be the new watchword 
in directing Agency loans to small 
business, the U.S. Small Business Ad­
ministration <SBA> has announced. 

"In the past," SBA Administrator 
Michael Cardenas explained from the 
agency's headquarters in Washington, 
"SBA put far too much emphasis on 
'quantity' in tts loan programs The 
philosophy was, "Get the money out,'' 
regardless of whether or not the client 
had a real chance of succeeding in his 
or her small business . 

"That philosophy resulted in ap­
proval of far too many bad loans. We 
cannot permit such an approach to con­
tinue. SBA is a business organization, 
not a social organization." 

At the same time, Cardenas said, the 
agency will eliminate a policy of 
quotas for loan making . "That is not to 
say we will abandon our help to 
women, minorities, the handicapped 
and veterans. We will make special ef­
forts to help those entrepreneurs who 
face unusual difficulties in the private 
financial markets. " 

"But I want to emphasize that SBA is 
for everyone, everyone who wants to 
start a small business or expand an ex· 
isting one. " 

"By statute, we must requre 
'reasonable assurance of repayment', 
on all loans. Unfortunately, this re­
quirement had been subordinated to 
administrative considerations such (ls 
numencal goals and quotas. 
Reasonable assurance of repayment 
must be the overridmg consideratiOn." 

"We often are providing a valuable 
service to a potential business person 
when we say 'NO' to their loan request. 
We cannot continue in the business of 
allowing everyone the opportunity to 
fail at the taxpayers' expense."

"In September," Carlson said, 
"sales of existing single-family homes 
again dropped, this time to a seasonal­
ly adjusted annual rate of 2,070,000 
units, the lowest level in six and one­
half years and the lowest level on a per 
capita basis since these statistics have 
been collected."

"During the 35 month. existing 
home sales have fallen from 1 peak of 
4,060,000 units to today's low, a total 
decline of 48.5 percent," he said. 

Carlson noted 'that this decline 
represents 2,680,000 unit sales lost for 
a total dollar volume lost of more than 
$188 billion. 

"This housing depression has reach­
ed massive proportions and by every 
measure is worse than any housing 
slide since World War II, five and one­
half times worse," he noted. 

Carlson said that considering the 
dismal level of sales activity, home 
prices have held up well. 

He said that in September, the me­
dian price of existing homes registered 
a typical seasonal decline, falling $400 
to $67,700. At the current level, he add· 
ed, the median price is 5.5 percent 
above the same month a year ago, but 
5.5 percent below if adjusting for infla· 
tion. 

"It is worth noting that price in­
creases are being over-estimated to an 
unknown extent, because of the 
widespread use of creative financing, " 
Carlson said. "There is reason to 
assume that there has been little, if 
any, price appreciation in single­
family homes over the past year." 

Therefore, he added, if adjustment is 
made for both consumer inflation and 
below-market interest rates used in 
creative financing, median prices may 
have fallen 10 percent since 12 months 
ago.

He said that continued neglect of the 
housing industry by the administration 
and the apparent "sacrifice the hous­
ing industry" attitude of the ad­
ministration, the Congress and the 
Federal Reserve is compounding the 
problems. 

"The sad part of this is that millions 
of people are presently unable to 
achieve their housing needs. The most 
recent housing starts figure indicates a 
construction level below one million 
units and with mortgage interest rates 
from financial institutions as high as 18 
percent, there is a serious question 
about the direction the current 
economic policy is taking," Carlson 
said.

Carlson said that unless housing 
shelter, which represents 36 percent of 
the Gross National Product, is taken 
into consideration, the decade of the 
1980's may be remembered best as the 
time of the decline of housing in 
America, a decline sponsored by the 
federal government.

Tenn. Firm Heavily 
Fined For Mining 
In National Forest 

Daugherty Surface Mining, Inc., of 
Oneida, Tennessee. was fined $10,000 by 
U.S. District Judge Eugene E. Siler, 
_Jr., in U.S. District Court on October 30 
for removing coal illegally from Na­
tional Forest lands. The incident in­
volved the removal of an estimated 
11,000 tons of coal from lands on the 
Daniel Boone National Forest on 
Anderson Mountain in McCreary coun­
ty between the period of January 1, 
1975 to December 31, 1977. 

Three men were indicted by a 
Federal Grand Jury in London on 
August 19, 1981, after an investigation 
by the U.S. Forest Service. A guilty 
plea was entered by the corporation on 
behalf of the three men ; Tom Daugher­
ty and Dale Daugherty of Oneida, Ten­
nessee, and Walter Crabtree of Pine 
Knot, Kentucky.

A. Initial examinations for early 
detection of large bowel cancer may 
consist of digital rectal examinations, 
proctosigmoidoscopy, and a stool 
hemocult test. .. -------------~ 

In dignital rectal examination, the 
doctor puts his index finger into the 
rectum to feel if there are any tumors 
in the rectum . In proctosigmoidoscopy, 
the interior of the rectum and the colon 
just above may be looked at. This is 
usually done with a metal 25 em long 
proctoscope <or sigmoidoscope ). The 
hemocult is a test for blood in the stool. 

Many cancers of the colon and rec­
tum are accessible to early diagnosis 
by above means, and precancerous 
growths may also be found. Their 
removal can prevent cancer. The 
above examinations should be included 
in the annual physical checkup of 
every person over 40 years of age.

Third Award in Row 

Mine No. 25 of the Beth-Elkhorn Cor 
poration, headquartered at Jenkins, 
has won the Sentinels of Safety Award 
as the safest underground coal mine in 
the country.

That marked the first time in almost 
two decades that an underground coal 
mine in the United States won the 
award in two consecutive years. 

Average Johnson <Jas 
Bill To Rise To $91.60 
Per Month After Raise 

The state Public Service Commis­
sion has approved a rate increase for 
the Johnson County Gas Co. to enable 
the company to pay off a debt it incur­
red when it reconstructed its system. 

The system had line losses as high as 
30 percent before the repair work 
began. It obtained a $1.3 million loan 
through the federal Economic 
Development Administration and the 
state Department of local government 
in 1980 for the reconstruction . 

The rate increase, which was effec­
tive Oct. 29, will permit the company to 
pay interest on the loan and to pay 
past-due gas bills it owes to its 
wholesale suppliers, the Kentucky­
West Virginia Gas Co. and Columbia 
Gas of Kentucky, it was explained. 

The average monthly bill will be 
$85.48 compared to the $91.66 proposed 
by the company. The old bills varied 
from $38.93 to $63.24, depending on 
where the customer lived. 

Johnson County Gas serves 826 
customers in Johnson and Floyd coun­
ties.

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Health

An estimated 10 million Americans 
suffer from Diabetes Mellitus and its 
chronic complications. According to 
the National Commission en 
Diabetes, the incidence is increasing 
so rapidly that diabetes is now the 
fifth leading cause of death by 
disease in the United States. 

Diabetes Mellitus, or sugar 
diabetes, is a condition where the 
body is incapable of converting 
certain foods into the heat and 
energy needed for proper function­
ing. Sugars and starches are 
processed by normal digestion into a 
sugar called glucose, which is a fuel 
for the body. Glucose can be used at 
once or stored for later use as 
needed. 

A hormone called insulin, secreted 
by the pancreas, is one of the 
substances used by the body to 
regulate that fuel supply by telling 
body more fuel is needed. When the 
right amount of insulin is present at 
the right time, the proper amount of 
glucose is utilized. 

In a diabetic, however, there is an 
impairment of insulin activity. 
Either the body doesn't produce 
enough of the hormone, or the 
insulin that is available is kept from 
functioning by other substances in 
the body. Because of that, the 
glucose is not used properly; it 
accumulates in the blood and tissues 
and overflows into the urine. The 
causes of this disease are not fully 
known, but there seems to be an 
indication that it is inherited. 

The early symptoms of diabetes 
are caused by increased sugar in the 
blood and urine. Increased amounts 
of sugar in the kidneys cause the 
body to excrete extra amounts of 
water; thus, the untreated diabetic 
will urinate more often and be 
thirsty. 

Weight loss occurs because 
glucose isn't being converted to fuel. 
Other symptoms which are common 
to diabetes are general weakness, 
drowsint<Ss, fatique, blurr'y vision, 
slow healing cuts and intense 
itching. 

Diabetics with milder adult onset 
diabetes may have none of these 
symptoms, or the symptoms may be 
so vague that they are not recog­
nized as signs of diabetes. 

A sure way to determine diabetes 
is to have regular check-ups that 
include a glucose tolerance test, 
which measures the level of glucose 
in the blood. ' 

The treatment of diabetes varies 
according to the individual's needs 
and the extent of the disease. The 
main concerns in treatment are diet, 
exercise and the use of artificial 
sources of insulin when needed. 

In the past, the diet prescribed for 
the diabetic was very rigid; today, 
however. most diabetics are told that 
they can eat pretty much the same 
foods as the rest of the family­
meat, eggs, fish, dairy and cereal 
products, vegetables, fruit and 
fats--<:utting down only on sugar 
and sugar-rich foods. 

Overweight diabetics are urged to 
lose weight \because the loss will 
relieve the abnormalities in sugar 
metabolism. 

Exercise is also important to the 
diabetic. An increase in physical 
activity increases the burning of 
glucose and therefore reduces the 
amount of medication needed, or 
increases the need for 
carbohydrates. 

Some diabetics are able to control 
their conditions through diet and 
exercise alone, while others must use 
insulin. Insulin is prepared from an 
extract of the pancreas of cattle and 
hogs. It must be used by all juvenile 
diabetics and many adults in order 
to maintain normal carbohydrate 
metabolism. 

Since 1957, there have been 
available some oral preparations for 
treating adult-onset diabetes, but a 
recent study indicates that there is 
doubt about the safety of such drugs, 
and about their usefulness as a way 
of controlling diabetes and its 
complications. In fact, it is the 
consensus of studies conducted at 12 
U.S. medical centers that oral 
anti-diabetic drugs increase the risk 
of coronary heart disease more than 
either insulin and diet therapy or diet 
alone.

IN GOOD FUN 

Group at Hearing Here Presses 
Claims for Few Federal Dollars 

Since the civil unrest of the 1960's, 
the notion that potential recipients of 
federal grant dollars should have a say 
in how the money is allocated is one 
that funding agencies have generally 
honored, at least with lip service. 

Hence the proliferation of public 
hearings designed to solicit "input" 
from citizens, to "assess local needs" 
and "set priorities" for funding. 

One such hearing held here Monday 
under the auspices of a group called 
the Floyd County Rural Development 
Committee-County Extension Agent 
John Sparks is chairman of the 
group-drew about 30 people together 
to press their claims, or the claims of 
their constituents, to the shrinking pot 
of federal grant and loan money. 

It was not the first time the area 's 
needs had been listed and "prioritiz­
ed," Sparks acknowledged. Indeed, a 
list prepared earlier by Big Sandy 
Area Development District staffers 
was circulated at the meeting as a 
basis for discussion. 

But federal money has become much 
tighter under the Reagan administra­
tion and, in the future, much of it will 
be distributed in the form of block 
grants to the states. A new system ; a 
new round of hearings. 

At any rate, it soon became apparent 
that the ADD's list of needs was 
already outdated, evidently predating 
the Reagan budget cuts which have ad­
ded to the human needs that diminish-

ed federal funds will be expected to 
alleviate. 

Under "social services," for exam­
ple, the ADD listed as the area's sole 
need "increased s~rvices to the elderly 
and handicapped. " Monday's 
meeting-which included represen­
tatives from local housing, health and 
community action agencies, legal ser­
vices attorneys, development clubs 
from Auxier and Abbott Creek, and 
others-quickly expanded the list to in­
clude AFDC, Medicaid and legal ser­
vices recipients, groups hard hit by re­
cent budget cuts. 

Under " health," the ADD had listed 
no needs at alL Monday's hearing 
listed the need for mental health ser­
vices. detoxification for alcoholics, 
hosp1tal care for indigents, increased 
funding for the local health department 
and federally-funded clinics, and the 
restoration of funds for school nurses. 

And so on, down a list that included 
housing, economic development, 
education, transportation, land use 
planning, environmental protection 
and energy. Participants were asked to 
rank their list of needs in order of 
priority; results would be collated and 
sent to the Governor's Balanced 
Economic Growth Council. 

It was not clear what difference, if 
any, the night's work would make 
when Frankfort sets about dividing up 
the federal pie next year. Moreover, 
while the Big Sandy ADD was not 
represented Monday, it seems unlikely 
that that agency is about to forsake its 
traditional role of ranking and approv­
ing local applications for federal funds.

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Interest Growing in Healing Powers of Plants DIXIE APARTMEN S

The Kenyan medical practitioner ex­

amining the wailing baby did not wear 
a white jacket or a stethoscope. His 
garments were cowhide and he wore a 
necklace with an engraved bone 
talisman to exorcise the evil spirits. 

His consulting room in the thatched 
hut bore no resemblance to a hospital 
examining room . It was outfitted simp­
ly with a cooking hearth, a bed, a few 
chairs and a table with an array of tins, 
boxes, bottles and bowls containing 
herbs. 

Not that it mattered to the baby's 
desperate mother. When her child's 
chronic, debilitating colic failed to res­
pond to treatment at a nearby hospital, 
she turned to a local herbalist, one of 
thousands of healers in Africa whose 
knowledge- passed down orally from 
generation to generation-of the 
medicinal properties of local plants 
equips them to handle medical prob­
lems ranging from the simple to the 
sophisticated. 

The herbalist questioned the mother 
closely about the baby's symptoms, 
went out into the field behind his house 
and returned a few minutes later with 
the leaves and roots of a plant. 

Placing the plant in a bowl of water, 
he added some herbal powder and li­
quid from his arsenal of phar­
maceuticals and proceeded to boil up a 
tea. When the concoction was ready, he 
recited an incantation to drive off the 
evil spirits afflicting his patient, then 
fed the tea to the baby. 

Within a few minutes, the baby stop­
ped crying. After continued doses of 
the tea over the next several days, the 
cure was complete. 

This story is told by Dr. Edward S. 
Ayensu, a Smithsonian plant biologist 
who was born and raised in Ghana. In 
a lifetime of travel across Africa and 
other continents, Ayensu has seen 
many such "cures." In West Africa , he 
once witnessed the rigorous and 
lengthy religious indoctrination of a 
tribal healer, which included taking 
the student into a forest to learn to 
identify the names, medicinal uses and 
locations of various trees and shrubs. 

"Unfortunately, because many of the 
traditional healers in Africa, Asia, the 
Caribbean and other parts of the world 
claim to employ magic and spiritual 
forces to aid their herbal cures, " Ayen­
su says, "They have been branded 
'witch doctors ' and 'voodoo priests' by 
Westerners and the value of their 
medicinal remedies questioned, if not 
dismissed out of hand." 

But this attitude is changing. 
·Fostered by such scientists as Ayensu 
and Dr. Richard E. Schultes, director 
of Harvard University's Botanical 
Museum, interest in herbal medicine is 
undergoing a renaissance. Scientists, 
drug companies and public health ex­
perts at the World Health Organization 
are studying the herbalists ' methods 
and analyzing their herbal tests. And 
WHO has recently initiated a program 
to promote and encourage traditional 
medicine throughout the developing 
world. 

This interest is well founded; 
Western doctors are coming to realize 
they have much to learn from 
reputable herbalists. Studies show that 
a surprising number of the prescrip-

tion drugs sold every year in the United 
States are derived from plants which 
have long been included in the phar­
macopoeia of traditional healers . Two 
examples: 

-Reserpine, a drug used in the treat ­
ment of high blood pressure, is ex­
tracted from Rauwolfia serpentma. a 
plant native to Southeast Asia. Hindu 
healers have used this plant for 
thousands of years to treat nervous 
disorders. 

-Diosgenin, a drug used as the foun­
dation material in the manufacture of 
birth control pills. comes from the 
Mexican yam, a climbing vine that 
Mexican Indians have used as a 
general cure-all 

Sadly, the folk pharmacopoeias 
possessed by many traditional 
societies are in danger of being lost 
forever, Schultes and Ayensu warn, 
with potentially grave consequences. 
Approximately 20,000 flowering plant 
species are threatened with extinction 
because of the cutting and burning of 
tropical forests and development ; as a 
result, many useful drugs may never 
be discovered . 

At the same time, native peoples also 
are being irrevocably changed through 
contact with modern civilization, set­
ting in motion a vicious circle: With the 
arrival of aspirin pills and other 
Western medicines, herbal remedies 
often are abandoned and forgotten. In 
their place, increasingly costly drugs 
are imported, straining the already 
fragile economies of these developing 
nations. 

As director of the Smithsonian's Of­
fice of Biological Conservation,located 
at the National Museum of Natural 
History, and a member of the National 
Academy of Sciences Board on Science 
and Technology for International 
Development, Ayensu has been at the 
forefront of efforts to prevent what he 
terms a "tragedy." 

Botanical exploration, he says, 
should be accelerated in the tropics, 
where the world's most diverse plant 
communities live. Ayensu himself has 
been working to identify and publish 
data on medicinal plants in a 
systematic manner, information that 
will be useful to the scientific com­
munity and the general public. 

Three years ago, he published the 
first authoritative sourcebook on 
Medicinal Plants of West Africa, 
listing the botanical characteristics. 
names and traditional medicinal uses 
of 187 species of West African plants. 
This month, a sequel, Medicinal Plants 
of the West Indies, was published. 
(Both volumes are published by 
Reference Publications Inc., of 
Algonac, Mich.) 

Ayensu's own interest in medicinal 
plants dates back 20 years to field 
research trips to Antigua and 
Dominica. There, he was surprised to 
learn that many familiar West African 
medicinal plants had been introduced 
to the Caribbean by slaves as early as 
the 1400s. In Dominica, for example, he 
found the well-known castor oil plant 
(Ricinus communis), a native of 
Africa, whose leaves and roots are us­
ed in that nation to treat stomach 
disorders-and in fact could have been 
the herb that cured the baby's colic. 

Ayensu believes that the escalating 
costs of important Western drugs

Disabled Must Report 
Events That Could 
Affect SS Status 

Those who receive Social Security 
benefits because they are disabled are 
required by law to report events that 
can affect their eligibility, Jim Kelly, 
Social Security district director for the 
Big Sandy area, said recently. 

A required report can be made by 
mail or in person , Kelly said. A report 
must contain the name of the person 
about whom the report is made, what is 
being reported, the date it happened, 
the correct Social Security claim 
number under which benefits are being 
paid, and the person's signature if the 
report is mailed. 

The events that must be reported 
are: 

-Change in mailing address. Also 
notify the post office. 

- Improvement in condition, no mat­
ter how slight. 

- Return to work, no matter how low 
the earnings. 

- Leaving the United States for 30 
days or more. 

- Receipt of Black Lung Benefits. 
- Application for or change in the 

amount of worker's compensation 
payments. 

-Dependents that marry or leave 
the household. 

- Person becomes unable to manage 
• his or her own funds. 

- Death of a person receiving 
benefits. 

"Failure to report these events could 
cause an overpayment and jeopardize 
future Social Security payments," cau­
tioned Kelly.

High School Football Here Dates 
Back More than 50 Years 

The story of high school athletics in 
Eastern~cntucky would largely be the 
story of basketball-the little coal 
towns whose teams won the state tour­
nament, or the poor boys from the 
hollows who became legends of the 
hardwood court. But football has also 
had its place in the mountains. The 
gridiron tradition in Floyd county. m 
fact, is more than half a century old. 

Although an independent league had 
played a few rough and tumble seasons 
in the area in the early years of this 
century, it was Prestonsburg that first 
organized a county high school team. 
Frank Layne, of Prestonsburg, 
remembers the fall of 1925 when the 
team was founded. 

"Somewhere along the line it had 
been decided that Prestonsburg would 
start a football program," Layne said, 
''so we started practicing in August to 
prepare ourselves the best we could." 

N.M. <Bud > White, a Prestonsburg 
resident who had played football at 
Ohio Sta te, volunteered to coach the 
boys, most of whom had never even 
seen a football. "None of us had any 
kind of background in football, so we 
just had to work on basics," Layne 
said. "As coach, Bud White literally 
taught us everything we knew about 
the game." 

Uniforms consisted of khaki pants 
and black jerseys <which conformed to 
the newly-chosen team name, the 
"Blackcats" >. Helmets were of leather 
and generally without any sort of face 
guards, and padding was sparse com­
pared to that of today's football gear. 

When the time arrived for the 
pioneer Blackcats' momentous first 
game, the team climbed aboard the 
train, the means of transport to 
"away" games in those days, and 
made the long trip through the hills to 
Jenkins. Luckily for the "Cats, the 
Jenkins team was new, too, and after a 
grueling endurance test, Layne 
recalls, the single score of the game 
went to Prestonsburg. 

Lucien Laferty, who played on the 
team a fev. years later, said he 
remembers the return of the team 
following that first game. "The main 
thing I remember was the game ball 
with a few drops of blood on it being put 
on display in the window of Doc <C. L.) 
Hutsinpiller's drug store," Laferty 
commented. 

Besides Layne, who is. now 75 and 
served as captain of the squad, some of 
the other members of that original 
team were Jennings Coyer, Adrian Col­
lins <quarterback), Graham Porter, 
Bill Rose , Bill May (former state com­
missioner of agriculture), Darvin 
Shepherd, Forrest Burchett. John 
Hunley, Crawford Cline. Lewis Camp­
bell, "Big" John Burchett and Bel 
Parker. 

Other games, all of which were 
played in daylight (for lack of artificial 
lighting), included contests against 
teams like the Van Lear "Bank 
Mules ," Louisa, Pikeville and Paints­
ville, and Layne thinks Prestonsburg 
may have won one other game that 
season, one of two against Van Lear. 
the best he can recall. 

Home games were played in the old 
Richmond Bottom <present-day s1te of 
Music-Carter-Hughes Chevrolet­
Buick l and Layne remembers that on 
"good" days "maybe 75 to 100 people 
would come out to watch." 

Although not a membf'r of the team 
until around 192B or '29, Joe A. 
Spradlin. of Prestonsburg, shared 
some additional recollections of the 
early days of the sport here. "Teams 
used formations like the single wing 

offense and th£>re were a lot of things 
like n•verses and even triple 
reverses," Spradlin said. " Ha nd-offs 
from the quarterback were just begin­
ning to be used at that time," he adde 
"and although there was some passing, 
it was never used as frequently as to­
da:y ." 

Equipment was at a premium and 
Spradlin recalls that often a player 
coming off the field would have to give 
his helmet to a replacement coming on. 
"It was rough then, that's for sure." he 
said. 

Eligibility rules were not too strictly 
enforced in those days , apparently 
and Spradlin remembers one instanc 
when, at a game played in the area of 
the present day PHS field, "a couple of 
boys who must have been 23 or 24 years 
old hid over on the river bank when we 
found out the superintendent Qf schools 
was at the game." 

Eastern Kentucky boys weren't used 
to getting knocked around on a field 
and tempers were quick to flare, accor­
ding to Spradlin. "Somebody would get 
hit in the normal course of the ga 
and you could just about count on a fis 
ftght breaking out." 

Several years later. the develoP.ment 
of Wheelwright and an associated 
population growth gave birth to the 
county's second grid team, the 
Wheelwright Trojans, and in the past 
few years Betsy Layne has also 
established a program. Today, the 
sport is marked by complex strategy, 
sophisticated equipment, big crowds. 
cheerleaders and associated fanfar 
But all that football is in Floyd count 
today is indebted to those players, who, 
in ill-fitting uniforms an~ with sparse 
protective equipment, played their 
rugged version of the game on pock­
marked fields and before little more 
than a handful of spectators.

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VA Benefits For Many To Go Up McDowell ARH 
Chemical Dependency Unit Approximately 2 3 million \ett•rans, 

along with 240,000 surviving spousl's 
and about 83,000 ehddren of deceased 
veterans will receive larger Veterans 
Administration compensation 
amounts, begmning this month . 

The increase and other im ­
provements in veterans benefits are 
the result of a law signed by President 
Reagan October 17 

It provides for an average 11.2 per­
cent increase in VA compensati on · 
rates for service disabled veterans, 
and dependenc} and indemnity com ­
pensatiOn rates for surviving spouses 
and children of veterans 

VA officials said the increased 
amounts will not be reflected in the 
regular November checks, but will be 
provided by means of supplemental 
checks to be issued shortly after the 
first of the month. The full amount of 
the increase will be included in the 
single monthly check, beginning in 
December. 

The rate boost means an increase 
from $54 to $58 per month for a veteran 
with a disability rated at 10 percent. A 
veteran with a 50 percent disability will 
receive $328 a month, up from $291, and 
a veteran with a 100 percent disability 
will receive $1.130 a month, up from the 
current $1,016. 

The legislation also increases the an­
nual allowance made to certa in 
veterans whose artificial limbs cause 
wear on their clothing. It goes from 
$274 to $305. 

VA's assistance allowance toward 
the purchase of a specially adapted 
automobile or other eligible vehicle by 
certain handicapped veterans was in­
creased by the new legislation to $4,400 
from $3,800. 

VA may now make these pa) ments 
to certain veterans suffering from ser ­
vice connected ankylosis of one or both 
knees when specially adapted vehicles 
are deemed by VA to be necessary in 
meeting state drivers license r e­
quirements. 

In another area , the legislation Ill­

creases to $35,000 the maximum 
amount of Servicemen's Group L ife In­
surance and \ eterans' Group Life In­
surance that may be purchased by 
eligible veterans. 

State Jobless Rate 
Dips To 6.5 Percent 

Kentucky's unemployment r ate in 
September was 6.5 percent compared 
to 7.1 percent in August, Department 
for Human Resources officials an­
nounced tOday. The rate for September 
a year ago was 8.3 percent 

"This was the eighth success1ve 
month in which the rate has declined 
and the first time in the last 21 months 
that the unemployment rate has been 
below 7 percent," said Dr. Grady 
Stumbo, secretary of the Department 
for Human Resources. 

In September, 20 of the state's 120 
counties had unemployment rates of 10 
percent or higher. Statewide, Menifee 
county had the highest ra te of 19.8 per­
cent, while Woodford county had the 
lowest at 2.9 percent. 

The comparable national unemploy­
ment rate for September was 7.3 per­
cent. 

Unemployment in the eastern Ken 
tucky area dropped slightly from 8.3 
percent to 8 percent. The area con­
tinues to have the state's highest 
unemployment rate . 

Ten of the 34 counties had unemploy­
ment rates of 10 percent or higher , 
although the Floyd rate stood at 7.2 
percent. 

Menifee county had Kentucky's 
highest unemployment rate of 19.8 per ­
cent ; Martin county posted eastern 
Kentucky 's lowest rate of 4.1 percent.

\\'hen buying insulation. insist on ob­
taining the specifications for the pro­
duet in writing and get a warranty for 
product performance. If you are con­
sidering hiring a contractor to install 
the insula! ion for you. it is a good idea 
to ch('ck \lith previous customers of 
the contractor and ask them if they are 
satisfied with the service. Beshear 
says 

If you plan to install the insulation 
yourself.

Alcoholism, What Is It? 
Alcoholism is defined as a primary-. 

progressive. incurable, and if left un­
treated a fatal disease. Primary 
means that until the disease of 
alcoholism is dealt wih and treated 
the chances of successful treatment of 
many other illnesses or problems is 
jeopardized severly if not completely 
impossible. 

There is an increasing belief in the 
medical progession that alcoholism 
may indeed be hereditary. Most 
alcoholics l've interviewed have ad­
mitted to having at least one im­
mediate family member with the 
disease. 

Secondly it is called a progressive 
disease meaning· the physical 
degeneration caused by alcohol does 
not reverse or stop when drinking 
stops. The rate of impairment may 
decrease but the basic damage has 
been done. Progression means that if 
the alcoholic starts drinking again, 
even after years of abstinence, they 
are Immediately at the mercy of the 
alcohol. The alcoholic who drinks 
again will end up sicker than before 
and will have greater difficulty stopp­
ing again even when they were dry. 
Therefore, eliminating the cause does 
not eliminate the sickness.

Funeral services for House Speaker William G. Kenton were conducted 
Sunday at the Immanuel Baptist Church in Lexington. Burial was in the 
Maysville cemetery in his native Mason county. 

Kenton, 40, died at 9:40a.m. November 5, after lying unconscious for near­
ly three days at the University of Kentucky Medical Center. He entered the 
hospital shortly after noon on Monday and underwent 7-112 hours of surgery 
to remove two large blood clots lodged between his heart and lungs 

Leaders of the Kentucky General Assembly, in which the Lexington Demo­
crat served for 10 years, expressed shock and sadness at his death. 

In a statement Thursday, members of the House leadership summed up 
the reaction among Kenton's colleagues· 

"Bill Kenton died as he lived, a fighter to the very end . On behalf of the 
House of Representatives, we extend our sympathies and prayers to <his 
wife) Carolyn, the children and other members of his family.

Glaucoma is the second leading 
cause of adult blindness in the United 
States. Almost one out of every seven 
blind adults is a victim of glaucoma. 
This disease strikes slowly and 
painlessly, generally showing no symp­
toms, and persons over 35 are con­
sidered high-risk for the disease since 
it rarely shows up sooner 

The best way to be protected against 
glaucoma is to be screened regularly 
for the disease The Floyd County 
Health Department is having a 
glaucoma screening clinic Monday, 
November 16.

Officials Seek Out 
Kids With Handicapps 

Parents-did you know that many 
children who are born with or acquire a 
physical and or mental condition 
which handicaps their normal growth 
and development. may be helped or 
completely corrected if their parents 
recognize the problem early and seek 
help? 

That's what officials at the Bureau of 
Education for Exceptional Children 
(BF.ECl in Frankfort say, as they 
begin November and the annual child­
find month. 

According to Harry P. Brown, Direc­
tor of the educational consortium 
known as the Eastern Kentucky 
Educational Development Corporation 
IEKEDC> of Ashland, who coordinates 
four programs involving 23 school 
districts for handicapped education 
services, October was to have been the 
month for emphasis on child-find, 
however. a busy fall schedule has push­
ed this activity into November. 

"Actually we have found with our 
handicapped projects that child-find is 
really a continuous process," Brown 
said. "from the time a parent or 
teacher suspects a handicapping pro­
blem. throughout the time when a child 
is referred for and receives the entire 
testing. evaluation and placement pro­
cess." 

Additionally, Brown said that his 
organization has data supporting the 
figure of 10 percent of the child popula­
tion having some kind of handicap and 
therefore in need of some type of 
specialized service. 

"That's one reason why the Bureau 
of Education for Exceptional Children 
has designated November as child-find 
month with the theme of "What Is The 
Worse Thing That Can Happen To A 
Handicapped Child? Nothing!". Brown 
said. 

"Additionally, we are assisting the 
distribution of a brochure that should 
help parents in better and earlier iden­
tification and possible treatment of 
those early warning problems." 

Under Brown's direction. EKEDC 
coordinates two Diagnostic Service 
Centers in the Big Sandy area which in­
volve the following 10 school districts: 
Pike, Morgan, Magoffin and Floyd 
counties, Pikeville Independent, 
Johnson, Elliott, Lawrence and Martin 
counties and Paintsville Independent. 
Particular emphasis in these centers 
given to diagnostics, wtth the inclusion 
of testing and evaluation, plus inser­
vice training , child-find, dissemination 
and inter-agency coordination.

From there it is ab­
sorbed into the bloodstream and 
distributed to body tissues. Lead ac 
cumulates in the human body 
throughout life, to a large extent im­
mobilized in bony tissue, but signifi­
cant amounts can be found in blood and 
soft tissues. 
on the blood forming, nervous and 
kidney systems, but may also harm the 
reproductive, digestive, hepatic 
<liver), and cardiovascular systems. 
Exposure to very high lead levels may 
have fatal or severe consequences, 
causing such maladies as brain 
disease, colic, palsy and anemia. 

Young children, aged one to five, are 
very sensitive to lead poisoning. Of the 
approximately 20 million U _ S. children 
in that age group, 12 million live in ur­
ban areas and five million live in cities 
where lead exposure is highest. In ad­
dition to the sometimes fatal conse­
quences of lead poisioning, in low con­
centrations lead can affect children by 
damaging the nervous system even 
without obvious symptoms. 

INTRODUCING 
The greatest source of airborne lead 

( 90 percent l, despite yearly rt>ductions 
in levels permitted by EPA, is still the 
automobile. However, since EPA 
regulations went into effect, lead levels 
in urban children have been reduced. 
Another source is from industrial 
plants, such as smelters. Reducing 
lead emissions from the 72 U. S. 
smelters will be accomplished on a 
case-by-case basis, much the same as 
it will be in the workplace. 

There are other sources of en­
vironmental lead. It is found in paint, 
inks, the water supply, pesticides and 
food. In cooperation with other agen­
cies, EPA, through regulations 
authorized by Congress in various 
pieces of legislation, has moved to 
limit lead in drinking water, 
pesticides, and other sources.

Automobile warranties often rank 
with size, performance. looks and 
cost among the important factors 
that go into the choice of a new car. 
Shoppers should include warranties 
on their list of things to compare as 
they decide what car to buy. 

Warranties vary in what they 
cover and how long they cover it, and 
their provisions aren't always stated 
in the clearest of terms. Shoppers 
should allow themselves enough time 
to read the warranty on each model 
they are considering seriously, so 
that they can understand what is and 
isn't being offered. 

A full warranty covers everything; 
during the warranty period, a 
defective car will be fixed within a 
reasonable time at no cost to the 
owner. But in today's market most 
new car warranties are limited. They 
cover portions of the car, for 
example, or portions of the repair 
cost. In most cases, warranties are 
offered for the first year of 
ownership or the first 12,000 miles 
of driving, whichever ends first. 

ImpUed and Extended 
·warranties 

The written warranty offered by 
car dealers is only one form of 
express warranty. Claims made in 
commercials, advertising or bro­
chures may also be cited by 
dissatisfied owners if the product 
falls far short of living up to the 
promises made for it. Claims made 
verbally by salespersons fall in this 
category, too, although they are 
subject to later dispute and should 
be put in writing if they are 
important to the buyer. 

Any product also carries implied 
warranties imposed by state law, 
such as one which assumes the 
product to be capable of doing what 
it is supposed to do. Laws on implied 
warranties vary by state, but in some 
cases car owners have been able to 

se implied warranties to get greater 
benefits than the ones specified in 
written warranties, or to get benefits 
after written warranties have 
expired. 

As the cost of autos and auto 
repairs increase, manufacturers have 
joined independent insurance 
companies recently in offering 
extended service contracts with the 
ale of their ca rs . Costs range from 

less than $100 to a few hundred 
dollars, depending on what coverage 
is offered, what model is covered and 
how long the coverage lasts. 

Service contracts differ a t least as 
much in their provisions as warra n­
ties do, and prospective buyers 
should give them a t least as much 
scrutiny. They should determine if 
the service contract benefits du-

t- plicate those of a warranty during 
the warranty period. The service 
contract may not be a bargain for 
the ca r owner whose vehicle gives no 
trouble and it is a boon for the one 
whose car has problems, but it is 
impossible to predict. 

Getting What You 're Entitled 
To 

Many consumer complaints a bout 
auto deale rs a re based on wa rranty 
service, so shoppers should take steps 
before and after their purchase to 
make sure they know and get what 
they are entitled to. Among such 
steps: 

• Buy from a dealer with a good 
reputation for honoring warranty 
commitments. M any fri ends and 
associates will have had good or bad 
experiences to tell about. 

• Live up to what the warranty 
requires of the owner- servic ing at 
specified intervals, for example, or 
use of recommended products. 

• (f wa rranty repairs a re needed 
but the dealer ba lks or doesn' t 
perform satisfactorily, compla in fir st 
to the car manufacturer's regiona l 
offic ia l listed in the owner's ma nual. 
If this fa ils, send a certified letter to 
the ma nufacturer's headquarte rs. 
Keep good records of a ll correspon­
dence ~nd conversations. 

• If the problem still is unre­
solved , seek help from the Be tte r 
Business Bureau.

Heat And Formula 
Don't Mix 

Last summer's heat wave was hot 
enough to curdle canned liquid 
infant formulas, and many con­
sumers are wondering whether or 
not the product can still be used 
safely. The answer is no. 

When infant formula curdles, the 
product separates into tw0 layers, a 
fatjoil solution on top and a 
water /protein solution on the bot­
tom. Consumers can detect products 
with this problem as soon as they 
open the can. A yellow, oily, fat-like 
substance is immediately visible, 
even if the can has been shaken 
before it was opened. 

Formula that has curdled should 
be returned to the place of purchase. 
The containers will be norma l in 
appearance, even though the for­
mula has deteriorated. 

A child who is fed spoiled formula 
(due to hot temperatures) may have 
a mild upset stomach, diarrhea or 
vomiting. The symptoms would only 
be temporary, however, and there 
should not be any permanent health 
problem. If the curdled formula is in 
an open, deformed, damaged or 
leaking container, the formula may 
contain microorganisms and may 
cause serious illness. 

Infant formula should not be 
stored above no F. Cur.dling ca n 
occur in any liquid product that 
contains both protein and fat; infant 
formula is particularly susceptible to 
curdling because of its high protein 
content.

Posters Decorate Profitably 
If you're looking for a way to cover 
that persistent crack in the bathroom 
wall, or a new way to brighten up 
a bar, family room or den, posters 
from another era are the perfect 
answer at an affordable price. The 
odd-shaped entrance hall, an office 
that needs a bright touch-or for 
that matter, any room in the 
house---can provide space for good 
poster art. 

There are vintage posters to fit 
everyone's budget; and because so 
many of them are fairly large, they 
often become the focal point of a 
room, creating a very specific mood 
or environment. Unlike good prints 
or original art (which have skyrock­
eted in price), a fine poster can still 
be bought for as little as $50 or 
$100, although there's really no 
limit. Some go for upwards of 
$50,000. 

Vintage posters have come into 
their own and are considered a .. hot 
collectible" on today's market. The 
ad art from a bygone era first 
appealed to contemporary agency 
art directors, who began hunting 
down old posters with which to 
decorate their offices. 

Posters, especially those from the 
turn of the century, have a very 
direct appeal. Like all poster art 
from any age, they were created for 
a specific purpose. 

The street poster, mounted on 
walls and kiosks, was the single most 
effective tool in letting the public 
know about a forthcoming theatrical 
event, musical entertainment or art 
exhibition. Posters sold all kinds of 
products, from patent medicines to 
soaps, and from cigarette papers to 
bicycles. They tell much about the 
times in which they were created. 

Poster art was spectacularly 
popular during the Art Nouveau 
period and remained so for the next 
few decades, right up until World 
War II. Then television took over. 

Art Deco posters that are finding 
so much favor now once touted 
travel via the great railroads or 
steamship companies. They supply 
an element of nostalgia for a more 
leisurely era. 

Ttie appeal of the poster is simple: 
bold art, decorative images, wonder­
ful color. Original lithographs 
commissioned by the foremost artists 
of their time are still cherished by 
the hundreds of thousands of today's 
collectors who seek them out for fun 
and profit. 

•The key to enjoying a vintage 
poster," says John Bowen, a private 
collector and gallery owner, "is to 
buy something you 
like . .. something you really want to 
live with and have in your home. 
You don't need a frame or any 
special setting-posters were never 
meant to be framed. 

"The point is," he says .. when you 
buy something you like, chances are 
it will appeal to the next person. This 
is what creates a market, especially 
when you're dealing with items that 
are becoming increasingly scarce. 
You can buy a poster today for 
'$150, hold on to it for a year or two, 
and more than likely it'll be worth 
two or three times that amount when 
you're ready to redecorate." 

What To Look For 
John Bowen was asked for a 

primer on vintage posters. The 
following are some of his 
suggestions: 

• Personal appeal. Never buy a 
poster just because you think its 
value may increase. You're going to 
live with it and it must please 
you. 

• Check the quality of the paper. 
Is it made of linen? Is the poster 
torn? Will it need repair? Posters on 
linen backs can be remounted and 
restored to almost mint condition. A 
torn poster can often be restored and 
should not be discarded, especially if 
it's by an artist whose work is in 
demand. 

• Does the message have a special 
meaning for you? Does it key in to 
a particular interest or hobby? A 
sports minded person may enjoy 
bicycle posters or those touting a 
boxing match. A gourmet or con­
noisseur of fine wine may enjoy a 
poster selling spirits (such as the 
famed Alphonse Mucha images f<'f 
Moet and Chandon champagne). 

• Do you want to build a room 
around a poster, surrounding it with 
antiques or other vintage items, or 
do you want it to stand on its owa? 
Posters work well, no matter what 
your decorating esthetic. 

• A reputalJie dealer can be a 
source of information and sound 
advice to help you ti:td what you're 
looking for and to tell you if 

something is realiy worth the price 
or not. 

Looking for old posters can be 
part of the fun of decorating with 
them. The twke yearly New York 
Poster & Post.::ard Show is an ideal 
place to br.>wse, buy or barter. 
Experts are on hand with free advice 
and reference- books can be pur­
chased. If poster collecting or 
decorating is a new avenue of 
expression, the shows are a chance 
to see all kinds of vintage posters 
under one roof. 

You never know just how valuabk 
a favorite old poster may become. At 
a recent auction, some of the posters 
that brought in thousands of dollars 
were worth only a few hundred bss 
than ten years ago!

Brown, Italians 
Sign Trade Pact 

Gov . John Y. Brown. Jr. and officials 
of the Italian government will sign a 
trade agreement on Kentucky 
agricultural products Nov . 20, com­
pleting the second phase of an agree· 
men! signed earlier this year in Rome. 

Italian government officials will ar­
rive Nov. 20 to conclude the second 
phase of the Kentucky-Italian trade 
agreement, Gov. John Y Brown. Jr. 
announced today. 

This second part of the agreement 
signed last February in Rome covers 
agriculture, agribusiness and other 
business and industrial development. 
Brown said, adding that it holds good 
potential for Kentucky farmers to 
enter the Italian market. He noted that 
Italy today must import 87 percent of 
all foods. 

Energy and Agriculture Secretary 
Bill Sturgill, who has arranged the 
Nov. 20 meeting through the Kentucky 
Council on Agriculture. satd the Italian 
delegation will be headed by Claudio 
Signorile, minister for the South of Ita · 
ly. 

"The Ministry of the South of Italy is 
in charge of economic and commercial 
development for all of Italy south of 
Rome," Sturgill said. "ll has at>,ut $20 
billion available to assist in such 
development during the next five 
years." 

Brown said the latest Italian delega­
tion's visit means that agricultural, 
economic and commercial relations 
between Kentucky and Italy \\.'ill be 
strengthened, especially in non-coal 
areas. 

The first part of the trade pact, the 
sale of Kentucky coal to Italy. has 
already been launched with the first 
shipment of some 47,000 tons of steam 
coal for Italian utilities. Other coal 
orders are under negotia lion. 

Several of the new areas to be 
covered in the second phase of the 
agreement include the direct pur­
chases of some Kentucky farm pro· 
ducts . 

"The development of South Italy's 
agriculture is of the highest priority in 
the minister 's five-year plan for 
economic development in the region, " 
Sturgill said. 

Along that line, Sturgill added that 
Signorile has a special interest in 
establishing permanent relations bet­
ween Kentucky and Italian univer­
sities . 

There also will be discussions about 
possible cooperation in non-agriculture 
industrial and business joint ventures 
that would mutually benefit the 
economies of Kentucky and the South 
of Italy.

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Money 
Matters 
How To Start 
Your Own Business 

If you start a business of your own 
you have a 50-50 chance of surviving 
for two years, according to the Small 
Business Administration . Your 
chance of lasting five years is 30 
percent. Knowing where <Jnd how to 
get adequate start-up funds may 
improve your odds considerably. 

Typically. nC\\ business proprie­
tors usc thetr avings to supply the 
bulk of the money they need to get 
started. Approximately 15 percent 
usually comes from loans and about 
6 percent in credit from suppliers. 

Before you approach any creditor 
for the money to start a business you 
should first v. rite a comprehensive 
prospectu~ a blueprint for your 
business. This plan should include 
your rationale for starting the 
business and describe its potential 
for success. 

What's a good business plan? 
Accord ing to the SBA. it should 
detail experience in the field and 
give complete financial data-­
overhead costs, salaries. pricing 
structure, expected taxes, type of 
credit you'll extend customers, etc. It 
should show hov. much money you 
have, how much you need and what 
it will be spent for. This doesn 't have 
to be a formal document, but it's the 
ammunition you'll need to find a 
willing creditor. 

With your businc s plan in hand 
you then seck out an institution that 
will lend you money at the lowest 
interest rate. A general rule of 
thumb is to request at least three 
months of operating funds and 
enough money to pay all your 
personal and household bills for the 
same period. 

Loan Sources 
If you're a member of a credit 

union you may get money for as 
little as I percent per month on the 
unpaid balance of your loan. If you 
go to a commercial bank, consider 
getting a secured loan with your 
savings passbook. securities. life 
insurance or property collateral. 
You'll pay less interest this way than 
with an unsecured loan. If your 
credit is weak and you have little 
collateral you may try for a loan 
co-signed by a friend, relative or 
business partner. 

Even in the best of times, banks 
charge small. emerging businesses 
rates I to 5 percentage points higher 
than the rate levied on larger 
customers. Lending policies vary 
from bank to bank. of course, but 
most loan officers will insist that you 
put up at least 50 percent of the 
start-up money yourself. In general, 
you'll probably find that creditors 
prefer to put their money into going 
businesses with proven ability to 
make money and repay debt. 

Small Business Loans 
If a bank (or two banks in a city 

of 200,000 or more) turns you down, 
you may qualify for an SBA 
loan. 

The SBA has nearly 20 separate 
loan programs to help small busin­
esses. Direct loans from the SBA are 
rare because of limited federal 
funding. For firms that can't get 
conventional loans the government 
may lend up to $150,000 to get a 
new business off the ground. 

A more readily available loan is 
the SBA Guaranteed Loan. Under 
this program your bank lends you 
the money but the federal govern­
ment will reimburse the bank for up 
to 90 percent of your loan should you 
default. The interest rate may be 
lower than on a conventional loan 
and you may have more time to pay 
it off. The maximum for this type of 
loan is $500,000. 

There arc also SBA Participation 
Loans in which the bank puts up 25 
percent and the SBA puts up the 
rest. For members of minority 
groups the SBA will lend up to 
$50,000 \'vith as little as 20 percent 
equity through tls Economtc Op­
portunity Loan program. 

If the bank and the SBA both 
ref use you a loan you can turn to one 
of the SBA's Small Business Invest­
ment Corpor.ttions (SBIC). These 
arc pnvate firm~. liccn~ed by the 
federal government, whose sole 
business ts lending to small business. 
The SBJ\ makes special loans to the 
SBICs and they in turn make equity 
capital and long-term credit avail­
able to small businesses . I or thc~c 
purposes. a small business is des­
cribed by the government as one 
wtth a net \~Orth under $4.5 milltun 
or a~sets under $9 mi ll ion and 
average after-tax earning:-. of less 
than $450.000.

It was quite a racket. From scores of 
"music boxes"- cubicles too tiny to be 
dignified as rooms there came a 
cacophonous counterpoint of sound. 
Above the din, an imaginative listener 
could almost hear the lone ringing note 
of a cash register . 

Here came the song of a soprano. 
There went the tune of a tenor. A 
quartet clamored for attention. All the 
while, pianists pounded long-suffering 
uprights . 

These were people hard at work. 
Their job was buying and selling 
popular songs. Their office was a New 
York publishing house at the turn of the 
century. Throughout the building, rows 
of cubicles held staff singers and com­
pany pianists demonstrating and 
teaching new songs to vaudevillians 
and musical performers eager for 
fresh material 

In the early 1900's, New York City 
was not yet the Big Apple, but it was 
certainly the top banana of the 
American entertainment business. The 
Gay White Way was lined with theaters 
stretching along Broadway from 14th 
to 42nd. Marquees, twinkling with tar 
lights, thanks to the new Edison lamps, 
beckoned to the dark hinterland. 

The saloons and bistros even had 
singing waiters . An 18-year-old lad 
named Irving Berlin served tables, 
swept floors and entertained the 
customers at Pelham 's Cafe in New 
York 's Chinatown. Here, in 1907, Berlin 
wrote the Iynes for his first published 
song, " Marie from Sunny Italy." It 
earned him 37 cents. 

His fortune would improve in short 
order-and not in a restaurant. When 
"Alexander's Ragtime Band" was 
presented in 1911 by the likes of Sophie 
Tucker, no one cared that it was not 
written in ragtime. In a few months, 
Berlin's song had sold well over a 
mill1on copies . 

"If you follow the footsteps of Irving 
Berlin, you can trace the pathway of 
Tin Pan Alley," says Carl Scheele, 
curator of community life at the Smith­
sonian Institution's National Museum 
of American History. Irving Berlin did 
it all. He wrote "ragtime" songs, 
ballads and comic songs. he wrote 
songs for Broadway and for Holly.­
wood. In two world wars, he wrote 
songs for the troops. For 70 years, top 
talents have sung his songs in vaude­
ville, musicals and movies, on records, 
radio and television. We sing them to­
day. 

Berlin's " Easter Parade" (1933) will 
always conjure up a stroll down Fifth 
Avenue awash with fantastic bonnets. 
"White Christmas"< 1942) is second on­
ly to "Silent Night" as a yuletide 
favorite. "There's No Business Like 
Show Business '' < 1946 l is the unofficial 
anthem of the entertainment world. 
And Berlin's " God Bless America" 
( 1939) is the second anthem of the na­
tion itself. 

In the musical mecca where the 
young singing waiter from the Lower 
East Side got his start, new songs were 
in constant demand. They were turned 
out on an assembly line : composers, 
lyricists , arrangers and demon­
strators. The publisher was king of this 
castle of song and got most of the gold. 
But the " plugger" was prince and got 
most of the attention. 

Before radio and talking pictures, 
the success or failure of a song depend­
ed on the plugger's skill in selling it. He 
would burst into song at the drop of a 
parade, picnic , political rally or pack-

ed playhouse Wherever people played, 
he worked . Irving Berlin, Jerome Kern 
and George Gershwin all got their start 
as pluggers. 

Until World War I , the largest 
concentration of music publishing 
houses in the world was on both sides of 
a single :-=ev. York block-28th Street 
between 5th Avenue and Broadway. 
This was Tin Pan Alley. 

Or so it came to be called around 
1903, popularized by one Monroe H. 
Rosenfeld, song-writer, journalist, bon 
vivant and connoisseur of promising 
ponies. One historic day, the story 
goes, instead of visiting the racetrack, 
Rosenfeld went to see Harry Von Til· 
zer, the most prolific tunesmith of the 
time. Rosenfeld needed a title for an 
article he had written about the popu 
lar music busmess. Not one to waste 
time, Von Tilser, who wrote three 
songs a day, began to play his special 
ptano, which had slrtp& of newspaper 
woven through its strings. The result 
was a tinny sound. "There's my 
name," exclaimed Rosenfeld "Your 
Kindler and Collins sounds exactly like 
a Tin Pan. I'll call my article Tin Pan 
Alley." 

Tin Pan Alley. The words have a 
harsh sound, and mdeed, tough scraps 
were fought in the Alley. Pluggers 
competed ftercely, enticing per­
formers with cash and gifts to get their 
songs before the public. AI Jolson once 
received a race horse for performing a 
number . The conventional Alley 
wisdom was that if Jolson sang your 
song, it would be a hit. Most often it 
was. 

AI Jolson was a STAR. He was full of 
inventiveness and enthusiasm. H1s 
famous bended-knee delivery was the 
result of an ingrown toenail. During a 
performance one night, he got down on 
one knee to relieve the pressure from 
the offending toe and spontaneously 
threw out his arms as if to embrace the 
audience. They loved it. He kept it in 
the act. 

Jolson put over George Gershwin's 
first hit, "Swanee," in 1919, after 70 
musicians and 60 chorus girls dancing 
m the dark with electric lights on their 
shoes failed to sell it. 

A magnetic performer, it seemed, 
could sell almost any song. A bapana­
split of music from Handel s "Halle­
lujah Chorus" and three other songs 
was a flop until Eddie Cantor brought 
down the house in 1923 with " Yes, We 
Haxe No Bananas." 

Fpr from the lights of Broadway, 
America was singing on its own. By the 
turn of the century. mass-produced 
pianos had brought music into even the 
most modest parlor. In 1902. a great 
popular composer's career began on 
this note. 

Young Jerome Kern was sent to Xew 
York by his businessman father to buy 
two pianos. He bought 200 Papa Kern 
decided that, as a businessman. young 
Jerome would make an excellent musi· 
cian "Showboat" and a raft of other 
Kern hits proved that father knew best. 

As the pianos in America multiplied. 
the sheet music sales soared. Home, 
mother. romance and every current 
public passion as well were grist for 
the musical mills There was certainly 
no lack of matenal. Five wonders of 
the modern world-the telephone, 
phonograph, automobile, radio and 
talking pictures were developed and 
came into use in the dynamic half­
century between 1876 and 1926. 

"Hello Central, G1ve Me Heaven," 
one of the first telephone songs . 
published in 1901, was a heart-wrench· 
ing ballad based on a newspaper ac­
count of a little girl who tried to call her 
dead mother in heaven via the tele­
phone operator. a tough test for the 
new technology. 

The American public, enchanted 
with flying heroes and the idea of air 
travel, made "Come, Josephine, In My 
Flying Machine" a big hit in 1910. More 
than 100 songs were written in honor of 
Charles Lindbergh's New York to 
Paris flight of May 1927. but only one 
(in Yiddish} was written for Charles 
Levine who, fortified by 10 chicken 
sandw1ches on toasted rye and two bot­
tles of chicken soup. followed Lmd­
bergh with a 4,100-mile flight across 
the Atlantic two weeks later. He miss· 
ed his destination, Berlin, by only•llO 
miles. 

In 1928, Tin Pan Alley composers 
sang a hymn to the sexy new Ford 
"Henry's Made a Ladv out of Lizz1e" 
reminded the public that the "Tin Liz­
zie" -which you could get. said :\lr. 
Ford, in any color as long as the color 
was black-had come a long way. 
baby. 

Popular songs in America. as in anv 
land, chronic!<' events of national 
significance and express personal and 
communal emotion . They are a gift at 
times of celebration. 

No wonder, then, that the Smith· 
sonian Institution, the world's largest 
museum complex, hils its halls 
throughout the year with the sound of 
music . This year, during the National 
Air and Space Museum's Fifth An· 
ni\'ersary Celebration, a concert 
featured some Tin Pan Alley gifts . The 
Smiths?nian's Division of Performing 
Art_s dtscovered a galaxy of songs 
whtch used cosmie beauties as stage 
props. The Division's research reveal­
ed that. from the 1920's through the 
1960's, that gold-silver-blue-polkadot­
crazY· mars hm a II ow ·o I d-dev i 1-pa per 
moon was the clear popularit~ winnpr 
for celestial song titles :\lade of paper 
though 1t \\as. that Tin Pan :\ll('v moon 
shone bnghtly for· a long time. · 

The Alley ha::; ceased to exist as a 
particular :'\ew York street.'Thc mus1c 
business ts still in 1'\e\\ York. but also 
thrin>s m Los .\ngl'l('s. :\ash\'ill(' J)p. 
troit and oth('r ct lll's. ·
