Report Questions If
Medical Profession
Will Police Itself

For years the medical profession
was unable to police itself. Then Con-
gress sel up a system that has shown

budgets, and so far they are extremely
cost effective as well as instrumental
in improving medical care.

The New York County unit, which a
budget of $2.5 million and strong staff
support, has cut billings to the govern-
ment by $6 million annually. In one in-
stance it closed down a hospital, based
on investigations following an increas-
ing number of bad-medicine com-
plaints.

Yet professional medical societies
and hospital peer-review boards often
claim they can police themselves
without outside help. Unfortunately,
there are few statistics to support their
view.

Dr. Kenneth Kaplan, a cardiologist
who is a volunteer for the Winchester
County, N.Y., PSRO, sums up the view
of many. “The old system didn’t work
and couldn’t work,"” he says. "The
PSROs are the profession’s last chance
to prove that it can police itself.
