Severa l years ago, Wheelwright was 
well on the way to be ing labelled a 
ghost town, its r ich coa l deposits said 
to have been "worked out ," the town 
that once was a model mining com­
munity sold. 

But its c o a l was not ex ­
hausted- there are some 35,000 acres 
of it yet unmined-and now it is being 
predicted that the head of Left Beaver 
Creek , which includes Wheelwrighl 
and neighboring Weeksbury, is on the 
way to becoming the county's prime 
coal mining center . 

This change in the economic outlook 
for that area is mainly the result of the 
purchase last week by Inspiration 
Coal , Inc., Knoxville, Tenn., of Island 
Creek Coal Company properties there. 
including its giant preparation plant at 
nearby P rice. 

The transaction conveyed to Inspira­
tion Coal 31,000 acres of minera l pro­
perties. and an additional 4000 acres 
under lease The Wheelwright proper­
tit!s abut the Bailey Mining property 
acquired by Inspi ra tion Coal in 
January, 1981. 

A report to the effect tha t the Wheel­
wright purchase involved $4 million 
could not be confir med . Nor were plans 
of the new owners for new mining 
development disclosed. 

BUSY HANDS 
Except for the battles of Middle 

Creek, Ivy Mountain and Wireman 
Shoals, none of which amounted to 
much as military actions go, the Big 
Sandy region passed through the four 
years of the Civil War without clashes 
between the opposing armies. But 
guerillas , bushwhackers, thieves, 
pillagers and others of their ilk made 
life miserable for non-combatants as 
well as for sympathizers with the 
North and the South. 

The Big Sandy was in the grip of a 
veritable reign of terror. If you don' t 
think so, consider this s tatement said 
to have been made by Col. Bowles, of 
Pikeville, in a letter to a friend : 

''The danger was so great that when

The troubles of 20-year-<>ld Carlos

Against a backdrop of continued 
outages, some Martin officials and 
residents were trying to arrange a 
meeting with r epresentatives of 
federal funding agencies this week, in 
an effort to find a solution to the city's 
chronic water woes. 

At issue is the question of which of 
two engineering proposals ought to be 
accepted as the best method of ensur­
ing the city a reliable water supply. 

A total of $1.4 million in federal and 
state funds has been earmarked for the 
project. Martin's consulting engineers, 
Haworth, Meyer and Boleyn, Inc., 
think that the money could be best used 
in upgrading and increasing the 
capacity of the Martin water plant. 
Kennoy Engineering, consultants to 
the Beaver-Elkhorn Water District, 
recommend that that system be 
upgraded and given the capacity to 
supply Martin. 

Last September, the city council 
decided to accept its own engineers' 
proposal, voting to renovate the city 
water plant and to negotiate a connec­
tion with Beaver-Elkhorn as a backup 
water source. 

Beaver-Elkhorn argued its case 
before officials of the Farmers' Home 
Administration, the agency which is 
putting up most of the funds for the pro· 
ject, offering to tie Martin into the 
Beaver-Elkhorn system at a cost of 
$350,000 and to sell water to Martin for 
65 cents per thousand gallons. 

City officials conceded last 
November that they could not furnish 
water at the price quoted by Beaver-

Picketed Mine Site 
Scene of Shooting; 
One Man Wounded 

One man was slightly wounded and 
one or more vehic les were hit during a 
flurry of shooting which broke out ear­
ly Tuesday morning at a Mud Creek 
mine site. 

Ricky Moore, 21 , was s truck near h1s 
right eye by a buckshot pellet and was 
released after treatment at the 
McDowell Regional Hospital. 

The firing was from a variety of 
weapons, a deputy sheriff called to the 
scene reported. The wounded man said 
he was not involved in the mine trouble 
and had taken refuge behind his car 
when he was hit. No arrests had been 
made as of Tuesday afternoon . TJ)e 
shooting is being investigated by State 
Police. 

The mine, operated on the John Hall 
Branch of Mud Creek by Ray-Mac Min­
ing Co. , of Pike county, has been 
picketed because. it was said, it is non­
union. 

Officers sought the arrest last week 
of Cisco Neeley, near Hueysville, after 
he allegedly had wounded his brother .

Decorating the Family Tree 

Nowadays we sneer a -little at our­
selves and others who buy paper and 
tags the day after Christmas and squir­
rel away gifts all year long. We look 
down our noses at such Wise Men 
maybe because common sense i~ 
so- well, so "common." 

If it's smart ~o open Christmas Club 
accounts in January, it's just as smart 
to shop year-round. 

Most of us don't really want much for 
Christmas, so whatever we get always 
seems like more than we expected or 
deserved. Our greatest gifts are the 
ones we give others, especially when 
they are appreciated and unan­
ticipated and made by our own hands. 
<Okay, there are exceptions. I'm not 
the first person to buy an electric train 
and operate it for a one-year-old 1) 

So, while you're looking, let me give 
Y(IU a tip you can't find in a catalog. 

What we remember most about 
Christmases Past are the people not 
the gifts. After we are grown and gone, 
Christmas still eyokes shadowy figures 
of grandparents, parents, old-maid 
aunts and bachelor uncles; but sudden­
ly, in our middle 'ages, they disappear, 
gone before we finally decide what it 
was we wanted them to give us. 

What we wanted them to leave us 
was our family history, their iden­
tification of the skeletons hanging on 
our bloodlines, their telling of the tales 
that put flesh on bare bones and make 
them move. We wanted in a word 
what Alex Haley called :'Roots," and 
what he found by listening to aunts on 
the front porch and tracking himself 
back from there, through Tidewater 
and on over to Africa. 

As each of the Old People dies, we 
lose another chance to know ourselves. 
Our folks prepare us to accept their 
deaths stoically, as one of the in· 
e~itable cycles of life-like crops or the 
seasons. They don't prepare us well at 
all for the loss of all that information 
they take with them. You can't take 
your money with you, but you can take 
something more valuable-your know­
ledge ; no one knows as much as you 
know, nor does anyone arrange it in the 
same order. Each relative's death as 
John Donne would say, "diminish~s" 
those left behind. Each such death is 
equivalent to burning a diary or to rip­
ping out the family page of the family 
Bible or to having a roll of film fail .to 
develop. Our lives become fuzzy, 
because the rich details about us and 
about those before•us are gone, and we 
are left not only grief-stricken, but also 
guilt-laden and deprived, for having 
postponed too long our poking around 
in our relatives' memories. Perhaps 
we feel their information is private, 
and we forbid ourselves to pry and 
trespass. Perhaps, too, we just take ac­
cess to this knowledge for granted; 
because we take our kinfolks for 
granted. 

Some people, of course, are in­
terested in genealogy only because 
they want to prove they are heirs to 
Howard Hughes or owners of an 
English castle, or else they need it to 
get into the UDC or DAR. Some are 
more interested in the lineages of their 
horses and dogs than in those of their 
peopl~. Most, however, are just 
curious. Their motives are more in­
terior than ulterior. 

We want to know who we are, whence 
we came, and whither we are tending 
to go. Gail Sheehy, in "Passages," 
shows those needs are stronger at . 
some times in our lives than at 
others- especially upon leaving 
adolescence, steering through middle 
age, and entering retirement. 

In the absence of family chronicles 
and family reunions, we have to make 
what we can from courthouse records 
military files, ships' passenger lists: 
immigration records, deeds, wills, 
birth and marriage and death cer­
tificates, church registr ies, cemetery 
ledgers, school transcripts and alumni 

· files, microfilmed newspapers, and 
· census reports.

Like Alex Haley, thousands of us 
have already discovered with 
gratitude and delight that the Mor­
mons have been doing our research for 
us and are willing to share it. A fellow 
graduate student seated on a bus by me 
a few years back turned out to be a 
Mormon, and by luck I found out from 
him about the extensive genealogy 
files in Salt Lake City. 

As I understand it, the Mormons ( ac­
tually, the Church of Jesus Christ of 
Latter-day Saints) got started on 
genealogy back in 1841, after Joseph 
Smith, their founder, told them of a 
revelation that they should build a tern· 
pie and store in it records of their dead 
to present to God. Since their church 
was new and small in number, they 
were concerned about all their kin who 
would be left out. They not only traced 
their names, but they served as their 
substitutes for baptism "in absentia." 
From there, it was only one short 
step- and several billion names- to 
treating all of mankind as members of 
one big family, a belief common to both 
the Bible and to the Book of Mormon. 

Such religious concern and charity 
for the rest of us by the Mormons is 
quite touching- all the more so when 
we reflect that the research may turn 
up a few of our ancestors who had 
hands in making the Mormons very un­
comfortable last century. They give 
meaning to brotherhood through this 
service. 

Getting all those records and check­
ing and storing them is a mammoth 
endeavor (not an "undertaking," since 
they are digging up information rather 
than burying it). Genealogical 
societies affiliated with the church and 
some independent of it have been 
created to assist, and there are now 
branches all over the world. (Nearby, I 
know of offices in Knoxville, Nashville, 
Louisville, and Memphis , for ex­
amples.) 

But, let's get back to my point about 
the corvmon sense of early Christmas 
shopping. Hunting for genealogy to 
give at Christmas takes time. The Mor­
mon records can help shorten that 
time, but what you can uncover first­
hand is probably more important, 
especially if your family has lived in 
one area for any length of time. That 
means travel, reading, letterwriting, 

. and lots of false starts. 

In the end, however, you'll have a 
gift loved . by both giver and receiver. 
Our Cousin Pearl , now deceased, had 
the good sense as a girl, back in 1910, to 
write down what her father told her 
about the family. Her kinship to me 
was very remote, for she was a descen­
dant of my great-great-grandfather by 
his second wife. Because her son 
shared 'those notes, I now have some 
knowledge, in an uninterrupted line, of 
my ancestors and their nine centuries 
in Scotland, two centuries in Virginia , 
and century and a half in Henry Coun-
ty, Tennessee. · 

I give this knowhidge to our two 
daughters, in the best of Christmas 
love, against those dread days fast ap­
proaching me, when thoughtless young 
men, low in morals, mentality, and 
means, take my name away from my 
girls by matrying them.

GMIHUJ'\G AND THE LAW 
Gambling is an offense with which 

this paper has had little to do for years 
now. We've shied away from that of­
fense as a matter of news, except in 
grand jury indictments, because of one 
incident that is old enough to be forgot ­
ten but isn 'I. 

It was the arrest of a group of 
youngsters caught gambling over the 
river bank, one afternoon. The officer 
arrested all six or seven of them , and 
herded them down Court street to the 
courthouse. and I dutifully listed the 
names of all concerned. 

There perhaps wasn't as much as $5 
in the whole gang. But they were 
charged with gambling. even if it was 
penny ante. 

A week later. a street carnival came 
to grace the town with its cultural in­
fluences, and I wound up at it with the 
other yokels. The gambling devices in 
operation were interesting-roulette. 
Chuck-a-Luck, wheels within wheels, 
all going strong. 

And standing guard at one of these 
while various rubes risked their money 
was the same officer who had arrested 
that group of boys. The ''take" was 
heavy at the carnival that night and 
every night for an entire week. but 
nobody was arrested. Instead, the 
gambling devices were "protected." 

That's when I went out of the 
business of reporting minor gambling 
incidents. 

It also is why I liked my friend 
"Bud" Perry's piece in his •·Coffee 
Break" column of The Paintsville 
Herald last week. It follows : 

"You can bet all you want on dogs, 
horses and jai alai in Florida-but you 
better watch the penny-ante stuff. 
"U~dercover agents raided a poker 

game in a mobile home retirement 
village at Clearwater recently and 
seized .. hold your breath- $24 in cash, 
a deck of cards and some chips. The 
eight culprits engaged in this massive 
game ranged in age from 63 to 70, and 
the maximum bet allowed was 40 
cents . The general rule. according to 
one player. was to quit if you lost three 
bucks. 

"Believe it or not. they were found 
guilty of violating Flonda 's gambling 
law. fined $75 in court costs and placed 
on a month's probation. 

"As I recall. this is the same state in 
which Miami is located, with one of the 
highest crime rates in the nation, the 
same state which is a hub of the drug 
traffic in the United States, and the 
same state which provides a sunshine 
haven for some of our best-known 
gamblers. racketeers and Mafia 
leaders.

"Shooting from Solid" Rules 
Said Most Lenient in Country 

Of the 14 states in which 
underground coal mines operate, Ken­
tucky has the most lenient rules per­
taining to "shooting from the solid," 
according to a draft report issued 
recently by the Center for Law and 
Social Policy, in Washington, D.C. 

"In essence," say the authors of the 
report, " the Kentucky provision .. .is a 
mere formality." 

"Shooting from the solid," a mining 
method in which explosives are used to 
blast coal from a solid face, has been 
implicated in the fatal explosions 
which occurred recently in mines on 
Mink Branch and at Topmost. 

According to the Center report, the 
controversial method is used to any ex­
tent in only three states. About 300 
mines are said to use it in Kentucky, 
50-100 mines in Virginia, and 25-30 in 
West Virginia. Two other states have 
severely limited the practice- three or 
four mines are said to employ it in Ten­
nessee and two in Alabama- while the 
remaining states have banned the 
technique. 

Meanwhile, the investigation into the 
cause of the Mink Branch mine blast 
continued last Wednesday with a hear­
ing by the state Department of Mines 
and Minerals at Martin. 

According to investigators, the mine 
was inadequately rock-dusted, mean­
mg that excessive quantities C"1 highly 
volatile coal dust were pre5 .; the 
miners were using explosives to 
dislodge coal from several locations 
simultaneously; they were apparently 
shooting more than the 20 holes allow­
ed by Jaw ; and the charges were not 

"stemmed" in the manner specified by 
law. 

Phillip Stevens, of the Elkhorn Coal 
Co., which owns the mineral rights 
held under lease by the RFH mine, 
testified Wednesday that he was in the 
mine the day before the accident and 
that it was in reasonably good shape. 
He acknowledged, however, that it was 
not thoroughly rock-dusted. 

Arnold Turner , Jr ., who has 
represented the mine owners, said that 
early accounts of the number of faces 
being worked simultaneously were 
misleading. At one time, the miners 
there dislodged coal in an adjacent 
a rea owned by Turner Elkhorn Mining 
Co. Although the dislodged coal was 
still lying there, the miners were work­
ing in another section of the mine at the 
time of the explosion, he said.

Court Members Liable? 
I read with interest Lee Mueller's ar­

ticle in the February 5 issue of the Lex­
ington Herald on the Floyd County 
F.iscal Court oversp~nding mess. The 
article pointed out that cr iminal action 
is unlikely because two of the 
magistrates would have to vote to pro­
secute themselves. At any rate the 
penalties are not much of a deterrent. 
However, there may be a more effec­
tive way of stopping this problem, 
which I believe is widespread, at least 
in eastern Kentucky. The former 
judge and magistrates may be held 
personally liable under a 1964 Ky. 
Court of Appeals decision, Fannin v. 
Davis, and KRS 68. 100, for unlawful 
disbursement of funds . That would 
seem to be particulary appropriate in 
this case as the former judge appears 
to be wellheeled, and two of the 
magistrates are still drawing the 
$20,000 sa lary . Ga rnis hing the 
magistrates' salary would insure 
Floyd County gets some use out of the 
$20,000 it pays them. It also seems ap­
propriate in view of the one magistrate 
cursing at the finance officer who was 
only doing what that magistrate is 
overpaid to do.

School Principal's 
Assailant Pleads 
Guilty, Is Probated 

A McDowell man was fined and 
given a probated jail sentence in 
district court here last Thursday after 
pleading guilty of assaulting a grade 
school principal. 

George Hall was charged with third­
degree assault last September 1 after 
allegedly punching Estill Hall, who 
was filling in as principal at McDowell 
Elementary School in the regular prin· 
cipal's absence. 

After his guilty plea, Hall was fined 
$250 and sentenced to 60 days in jail by 
District Judge Harold Stumbo.

Workshop To Aid High School Grads 
Who Want To Be Doctors, Dentists 

Fifty 1982 high school graduates who 
live in certain Kentucky counties and 
who want to become doctors or dentists 
will get a free start toward their goals 
next summer at the University of Ken· 
tucky or the University of Louisville. 

The students will be chosen to attend 
a five or six-week college preparatory 
workshop at one of the universities 
from applicants who live in Kentucky 
counties or areas of some counties that 
the federal government says have too 
few doctors or dentists . 
· Graduating high school seniors who 
live in Floyd county are among those 
eligible to apply . 

The workshops are part of the state's 
Professional Education Preparation 
Program, which was designed to help 
increase the number of students from 
Kentucky's doctor- or dentist-shortage 
counties who attend medical or dental 
school. 

Students attending the workshops 
will meet and work with medical and 
dental students and get instruction in 
reading, writing, study-skills improve· 
ment, and problem solving. 

They will also have classes in 
biology, chemistry, and other sciences 
to improve their chances of doing well 
in their premedical or predental col · 
lege studies. 

Room and board and all workshop in­
struction will be provided free of 
charge. Each student will also be given 
a "modest" allowance for personal ex­
penses. 

The workshops will be the first in a 
ser ies of activities that will be provided 
to participants. Additional programs 
and services designed to help them 
succeed in becoming doctors or den­
tists will be provided throughout their 
undergraduate and medical or dental 
school studies.

The spring thaw is still several cold 
weeks away, but soils specialists at the 
Universi ty of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture hope farmers start now to 
think about taking soil samples for 
testing in the Lexington lab. 

The number of soil samples tested 
last fall was down considerably from 
previous years. That probably means 
the volume will be high this spring, and 
that could pose a dilemma for the lab. 

We're concerned that the lab won't 
be able to handle all the samples in a 
timely manner if everyone waits until 
the last minute to send in samples. 

Farmers should take samples as 
soon as fields dry out, possibly at the 
end of February or in early March. 
Samples submitted early can be pro­
cessed within 10 days to two weeks, but 
a later rush could mean a three week 
delay. 

Last fall's drop in sampling is at­
tributed to low crop prices. That Jeft 
farmers in no mood to look ahead to 
1982 fertilizer recommendations. With 
the increases in fertilizer prices, grow­
ers need accurate information on soils 
and nutrients to make sure their fer­
tilizer dollars are well spent. 

County Extension agents for 
agriculture have soil sample boxes and 
information forms for farmers who 
want to have samples analyzed by the 
UK College of Agriculture. After 
following agent instructions, farmers 
should return samples to their agents 
who will mail them to the soil testing 
lab. A fee payable to the county Exten­
sion office covers postage and 
analysis.

misunderstood than GeorgE> 
Washington." 

A sweeping statement, yes. but one 
most historians would quickly second. 
Over the years, they concur, layer·s of 
legend and myth have obscured 
Washington "the man," leaving little 
today but a blurry likeness of the na­
tion's first president. 

The cherry trees, the ice on the 
Delaware, the bitter winter at Valley 
Forge, the portraits, the image on the 
dollar bill- all have played a par t in 
forming an oversimplified popular con­
ception of Washington as steadfast 
military leader, Founding Father and 
benevolent president- an icon, in ef­
fect, that didactic 19th-century writers 
and, some believe, Washington himself 
helped create 

"All through his adult life 
Washington was to be closely concern­
ed with his reputation," the eminent 
Washington biographer, Marcus 
Cunliffe, has written. "In part this was 
simply an aspect of his canniness- a 
matter of taking care that there was a 
written record of what was done to him 
as well as by him." Beyond this. 
Cunliffe, the author of George 
Washington, Man and Monument, con­
tends, "Washington needed the solace 
of public approval." 

Today's scholars are determined to 
discover a George Jess perfect and 
monumental than we know him, a man 
more "real" and interesting in 
character. Washington himself often 
serves as their guide. It was, after all, 
the future president who wrote after 
his Revolutionary War achievements 
that he found "agricultural pursuits 
and rural amusements most congenial 
to my temper ... At Mount Vernon. as 
his guests often noted, Washington 
seemed the happiest- tending to his 
gardening and landscaping and plan­
ning additions to home. 

" He is a never ending source of in­
terest." says historian Margaret Klap­
thor, curator of a major Smithsonian 
exhibition at the National Museum of 
American History commemorating the 
250th anniversary of Washington's 
birth. "We are still learning things 
about him. He is still full of surprises 
for the researcher and is endlessly 
fascinating. He is multi-faceted." 

To begin, there is his appearance. 
Today, the popular image conveyed by 
late!life portraits is of a rather stern, 
short. white-haired gentleman , a 
father figure But in 1758, when he was 
26, Washington was described by a 
fellow officer as "straight as an Indian. 
measuring six feet two inches, his 
frame padded wtth well-developed 
muscles, indicating great strength." 

Why do we recall one look and not 
another? "The image and character of 
Washington has taken various forms, " 
according to Klapthor, with each era 
favoring an appearance related to its 
own values. 

As for his demeanor, Abigail Adams 
once remarked. " He is polite with 
dignity, affable without familiarity, 
distant without haughtiness, grave 
without austerity, modest, wise and 
good." 
Strong Sense of Duty 

From an early age on, like many of 
his 18-century peers, the future presi­
dent saw himself as a "figure upon the 
stage" playing a role in the "scenes of 
life," KJapthor and her Smithsonian 
colleague, Howard Morrison, point out 
in their catalog related to the exhibi­
tion. 

Washington was ever alert to styles 
and appearances- the props and 
costumes, so to speak, needed for his 
roles. These concerns, coupled with his 
sense of duty to self, family and com­
munity. continued throughout his 
life-in the Army, on the frontier, at his 
farm , during the Revolution and as 
president.

out. "Washington realized that the 
respect he attained as an individual 
would overflow to the nation as a 
whole." 

But there would be a price to pay for 
Wa'Shington 's concern-some 
historians call it obsession-for duty, 
form and the recognition he always 
sought. It was exacted in the 19th cen­
tury and is still paid today. Washington 
"has become entombed in his own 
myth," Cunliffe concludes. "Surely no 
one else has been so thoroughly 
venerated and frozen in legend." 

The consequences can be viewed at 
the Smithsonian exhibition, where hun­
dreds of objects in the museum's col­
lections and on loan from 75 sources, 
show how Americans- foreigners, 
too- have placed Washington on a 
pedestal and monumentalized the 
leader. 

Washington has been used to pro­
mote Temperance <"We agree to abs­
tain ... ," stated one declaration, ignor­
ing the fact that Washington enjoyed a 
glass of wine· or two), a brewery (a 
more realistic subject), soap, coffee, 
insurance, a country music station, 
presidential candidates, the ERA, a 
1980 Washington for Jesus rally. His 
image has ornamented everything 
from whales' teeth to a tatooed lady's 
chest, and his name is immortalized in 
street names, sculptures in bronze and 
marble and a 555-foot monument in the 
nation's capital- itself named for him. 

Though valuable in demonstrating 
how Washington has been used as a 
symbol, all this tells little about the 
man himself. "We started out," Klap­
thor says, "to see why Washington has 
become a monument, then we turned to 
what he was as a man. This is the next 
natural step in the examination of 
Washington- it certainly is not another 
glorification." 
Formative Years 

As a boy, the Smithsonian curators 
say, George Washington unconsciously 
absorbed many of the notions and 
values of the local Virginia gentry, 
which modeled itself after the English 
upper class and struggled somewhat 
clumsily to achieve its aspirations in a 
provincial wilderness. Even as a child, 
he was concerned with how he was con­
sidered and perceived, copying down 
in his school books such rules of civility 
as, "Bedew no mans face with your 
Spittle, by approaching too near when 
you speak." 

As Washington grew older and 
observed his .family and their friends, 
he seemed to have recognized the im­
portance of fulfilling his class­
designated role, actively modeling 
himself into the kind of person who 
would achieve not only the respect of 
his peers, but also a personal sense of 
self-esteem. 

Washington ' s 1 half -brother, 
Lawrence, became a model for George 
when their father died in 1743. George 
was then 11, but even as a young child 
he had been spellbound by Lawrence's 
glamour, urbanity and charm-not to 
mention his red British officer's 
uniform, a symbol that may have 
sparked George's interest in the glory 
and adventure of a military career. 

Lawrence's Mount Vernon nighbors, 
the Fairfaxes, one of Virginia's ruling 
families, "provided quite a heady en­
tre to the aristocratic life for a gangly 
teenager," Klapthor and Morri~on 
note. "He was fascinated, indeed en­
chanted by their elegance and leisure, 
by their witty and cosmopolitan con­
versation, by their 'extensive circle of 
powerful and engaging friends." 

George also was aware of the value 
of land, which was essential to the 
economic well-being of the gentry, and 
a knowledge of topography offered 
surveyors many important social and 
political advantages in Virginia socie­
ty. 

George was fascinated with survey­
ing because he had a mathematical 
and methodical mind. At 16 he drew his 
first survey, a plat of !...awrence's tur­
nip patch. A year later, through• his 
Fairfax connection, he secured his first 
job-assisting a surveyor in plotting 
the town of Alexandria, Va., in 1749. 

Yet he also felt that military service 
would bring rewards beyond those of­
fered by surveying. In 1752, he applied 
for the position of adjutant for the 
Virginia colony, and the following year 
he was picked to lead an expedition 
west of the Blue Ridge Mountains to 
order the French off British lands. This 
and other ventures won Washington 
the rank of colonel in the newly 
organized Virginia regiment. 

What he hungered for, though, was 
the glamour, prestige and self-esteem 
associated with the ran~ of a regular 
British officer. But his efforts to secure 
a royal commission were continually 
rebuffed, in part a reflection of the 
second-rate status given the Americ~n 
colonies by the crown. 

"He did everything feasible to win 
preferment" in the military, Cunliffe 
writes, but "there is something 
unlikeable about the George 
Washington of the 1753-58 period. He 
seems a trifle raw and strident, too 
much on his dignity, too ready to com­
plain, too nakedly concerned with self­
promotion." 

In 1758, he resigned from the 
Virginia Regiment and returned to his 
estates for the next 14 years, playing 
the role of the gentleman farmer. 
Leadership Role 

By the end of his career as Virginia 
Colonel , change had begun to come 
over the future leader. " His respon­
sibilities for protecting the frontier had 
made real for him the gnetry's notion 
of being responsible for one's com­
munity," and "in the process," Klap· 
thor and Morrison maintain, ''his in-

terest in command- matured and rein­
forced by a sense of responsibility to a 
people- was transmuted; it became a 
concern. with leadership. Washington 
took up this role with his ramily, his 
peers, his slaves and his community." 

But history beckoned. When the Se­
cond Continental Congress, meeting in 
Philadelphia in 1775, voted to establish 
the American Continental Army, 
Washington already had a reputation 
for military -leaders!1ip that crossed 
colonial borders, and his "appearance 
as the only military man at the Con­
gress combined with his personal de­
meanor and self-control, his social con­
fidence and political experience made 
a powerful impression on the 
delegates," according to the curators. 
He was unanimously elected com­
mander. 

Although Washington never won an 
out-and'{)ut victory during the Revolu­
tion, he won renown and respect as a 
successful military leader, history 
records. The reason , it now seems 
clear, is that Washington reconciled 
himself to the truth that "on our side 
the war should be defensive."

The war over, Washington returned 

to Mount Vernon in 1784 and for six 
years enjoyed a "freedom from public 
cares." He did not want to return to 
center stage, he said. He agreed with 
Martha who wrote that she knew "too 
much of the vanity of human affairs to 
expect felicity from the splendid 
scenes of life." He wanted to remain a 
farmer at Mount Vernon, the place he 
loved most, and in fact, whenever he 
was away, he kept close tabs on every 
detail about the estate. 

COMEAND SEETHE NATURALoiFFEREN£E , 

Early in his life, Klapthor and Mor­
rison conclude, Washington had learn­
ed that a gentleman had certain duties 
to fulfill. His belief in duty, his hunger 
for esteem and his sense of leadership 
then came to overwhelm "his 
preference for comfortable privacy.

Cervical cancer kills 11,000 women in 
the United States each year. These are 
needless deaths since cervical cancer 
can be one of the most curable of all 
cancers, if it is detected in time. The 
Pa p lest is a simple painless test which 
takes only a few minutes of a woman's 
time a nd can detect cervical cancer 
when 1t is in its most curable state. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment is having Pap clinics at the 
Wheelwright branch of the health 
department on Tuesday, February 23, 
and at the health department in 
Prestonsburg on Wednesday. 
February 24. The hours at both clinics 
are from 8:30 until ll :30 and from I un­
til 2. These clinics are free services of 
the health department and any woman 
who has not had a Pap test in the past 
year is urged to take advantage of this 
ser vice. 

Glaucoma is the second leading 
cause of blindness among adults. This 
disease usually s trikes without any 
symptoms, and for this reason persons 
over age 35 a re urged to be checked 
regularly for the disease. Ear ly detec­
tion of glaucoma means that treatment 
can begin and save persons from 
needless blindness. 

The F loyd County Health Depart­
ment is having a glaucoma clinic Mon­
day, February 22. This clinic is also a 
free ser vice of the health department 
and persons over age 35 are especially 
urged to take advantage of this service 
since this is the high risk age for 
glaucoma .

Magisterial Dist. 
Bill Near Passage 

Passed by the House. 83 to 7, and ap­
parently headed for the same reception 
in the Senate is House Bill 59 which 
would require the redefining of 
magisterial district boundaries. 

The law. if it passes the Senate hur­
dle, will require that magisterial 
redistricting be done before the end of 
the current year and lhat the districts 
be reapportioned so that they are ap· 
proximately equal on the basis of new 
census figures. It would provide, also, 
that such redistr icting be done with 
each new federal census every 10 
years. 

Each fiscal court would be required 
to name a redistricting commission to 
prepare a reapportionment plan and 
submit it lo the fiscal court for ap­
proval. 

Redistricting of county educational 
districts is not included in the bill . 
Under current law <KRS 150.210) such 
redistricting is made only if 100 or 
more petitioners file with the Stale 
Superintendent of Public Instruction a 
petition asking such redefining of boun­
daries.

National Average in December 

Unemployment. increased during 
December in 106 Kentucky counties, 
according to statistics released last 
week by the Department for Human 
Resources . Ninety-six counties had 
unemployment rates higher than the 
national average of 8.3 percent. 

Of those counties above the national 
average: 65 had rates 10.0 percent or 
more and eight counties had rates 20.0 
percent or higher. 

The state's unemployment rate for 
December was 10.4 percent, 1.0 per­
cent higher than the November rate. 

Menifee county had the state's 
highest unemployment rate, 33.0 per­
cent, and Union County had the lowest, 
4.4 percent. 

With a labor force of 14,245 Floyd 
county had 13,099 employed, leaving 
1146 idle for a rate of 8 percent. 

The number of jobless persons in the 
Lexington metropolitan area rose by 
1,439 from November to December. 
This increase caused the area's 
unemployment to rise to 5.9 percent for 
the month. 

The Louisville area's unemployment 
rate increased from 12.2 percent in 
November to 13.6 percent in 
December. This 1.4 percent increase 
was the result of 53,361 unemployed 
persons in the area. 

The December unemployment rate 
for Eastern Kentucky was 10.1 percent, 
up 0.6 percentage points from the 
area 's November rate. 

Within the Eastern Kentucky area, 
17 counties had unemployment rates 
greater than 10.0 percent and two coun­
ties had rates higher than 20.0 percent. 
Menifee County had the area's and the 
state's• highest unemployment rate, 
33.0 percent. Martin county had the 
area's lowest rate, 5.3 percent . . 

The department's survey of 
unemployment insurance benefit reci­
pients in the area indicate that 29.9 per­
cent of the jobless were in the 
manufacturing industries, 15.9 percent 
in construction, and 14.9 percent in 
mining. 

Poor Get 30 Days 
Before Heat Cut 

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. last week 
signed an emergency regulation for the 
Public Service Commission that will 
give low-income people an extra 30 
days to pay heating bills before service 
can be cut off. 

The regulation requires the 
customer to receive certification from 
the state Department for Human 
Resources' Bureau for Social In­
surance that he or she is in need o{ 
assistance. 

The utility, when it sends a 10-day 
notice that service will be discon­
tinued, will have to give the phone 
number and address of the nearest of· 
{ice of the Bureau for Social Insurance. 
During that 10 days, the customer will 
seek certification from the Human 
Resources agency. Either the agency 
or the customer must then give the cer­
tification to the utility. The extra 30 
days begins when the 10-day notice 
period is up. 

The regulation states that to qualify 
for the extra 30 days a customer must 
be eligible for energy assistance under 
the Bureau for Social Insurance's 
guidelines or certified as being in ge· 
nuine financial need. To be so certified, 
a person must be a "current recipient 
of Aid to Families with Dependent 
Children, Medicaid, food stamps, or 
with gross income at or below 130 per­
cent of the poverty level." 

During the 30-day period, the 
customer and the utility will negotiate 
a partial payment plan. The utility 
must accept the plan when the 
customer shows a good-faith effort to 
pay all of his or her heating bills ljefore 
the next Oct. 15. 

The regulation is the result of hear­
ings the commission held in J anuary 
on whether utilities should be banned 
from cutting off service in winter for 

~ 
non-payment. 

The emergency regulation is in ef­
fect the rest of this winter . The com­
mission will soon file the regulation 
with the Legislative Research Com­
mission. If approved by the 
Legislature's Administrative Regula­
tions Review Subcommittee, the 
regulation will become permanent.

Dinner parties are great but SOtl)e· 

times cleaning up after the event 
becomes a chore. Food spills on table­
cloths or napkins can cause permanent 
stains if you do not care for them 
promptly. 

What should you do when gravy is 
spilled on your tablecloth? F irst , 
remove any excess gravy from the 
fabric with a spoon or knife. Then soak 
the stained area in cool water until you 
have time . to remove the stain. Cool 
water will prevent the stain from set­
ting. 

Gravy is a difficult stain to remove 
because it has both greasy and non­
greasy properties. After the stain has 
soaked in cool water, allow the fabric 
to dry out at room temperature. Then 
apply a dry-cleaning solvent, available 
at grocery and drug stores, from the 
wrong side of the fabric . It is important 
to work from the opposite side of the 
fabric so that the stain is lifted off the 
surface, not forced through the fabric . 

After the solvent evaporates from 
the fabric , wash as usual with 
detergent. Some prewash sprays con­
tain a high percentage of solvent that 
removes greasy stains. Be sure to read 
the label to see if the product is recom ­
mended for greasy stains before using 
the spray. 

Remove cheese sauce, cocoa, salad 
dressing and cake frosting with these 
same procedures. 

Soak fruit and fruit juice stains for 15 
minutes in a solution of I quart warm 
water with I / 2 teaspoon liquid 
detergent and I tablespoon of vinegar. 
Then rinse with water and sponge with 
alcohol. Place the stained area over a 
pad of absorbent material , stained side 
down . Sponge the stain lightly from the 
center toward lhe edges. The stain is 
less likely to form rings this way. 

Change the absorbent material 
under the stain as soon as any stain 
transfers to it. When no more stain is 
removed, wash with warm water and 
detergent. If the stain remains, soak in 
an enzyme solution and wash again. 

Remove coffee (without cream l. 
jam, soft dr inks, mixed drinks, beer 
and wine with this technique, too. 

Scrape carrdle wax from fabr ic with 
a dull knife. Remove as much wax as 
possible, then place the stain between 
two sheets of blotting paper or folded 
paper towels. I ron at a low 
temperature, replacing the papers fre-

tax , or the elimination of the five per· 
cent sales tax exemption on motor 
fuels. 

One method o~ increasing the motor 
fuels tax, according to KBT, would be 
to increase the present $1 floor of the 
variable tax. 

Under the present law , if the 
wholesale average price of gasoline 
were to drop below $1, the nine percent 
tax would be determined at the floor of 
$1, and not the actual wholesale 
average. Since the passage of the 
variable fuels tax in 1980, the computed 
gasoliRe tax has risen to 10.4-cents per 
gallon. However , this summer, the tax 
dropped to 10.3 cents. And, according 
to the Department of Revenue, the 
latest computation of average 
wholesale prices brings the tax down to 
10-cents per gallon, for this quarter. 

If the floor were raised, the tax 
would be based on that floor , even if the 
average wholesale price of gasoline 
continues to drop. Fish noted that tHe 
two-year $1.50 ceiling imposed by the 
legislation anticipated that the tax 
should now be at the 13.5-cent ceiling 
rather than just 10 cents. 

KBT said, imposing the five percent 
sales tax on gasoline would generate 
more than $100 million each year for 
the Road Fund. KBT's position paper 
recognizes that the motor fuels tax 
" cannot realistically be much greater 
than surrounding states." 

In Indiana, with 4 percent retail sales 
tax included, the total tax on gasoline 
at $1.40 per gallon is 15.5 cents. In Il· 
linois, with sales tax included, the total 
..ax per gallon at $1.40 is 14.1 cents. 
Ohio's motor fuel tax is 10.3 cents ; 
West Virginia, 10.5 cents ; Virginia, 11 
cents; and Tennessee's gasoline tax is 
10 cents and diesel is 13 cents. While 
Missouri 's motor fuels tax is only 7 
cents, the state is not accessible to 
large Kentucky population centers. 

KBT's other recommendations in­
clude : 

1. If there are new substantial 
General Fund taxes, some $45 million 
in sales tax paid annually on 
automotive parts and tires, and $25 
million in state property tax revenue 
collected on motor vehicles should be 
removed from the General Fund and 
included in the Road Fund. 

2. The registration fees for 
automobiles and trucks should be rais· 
ed to the average of the states adja· 
cent to Kentucky. According to the 
state transportation department, the 
average registration fee in surroun­
ding states is $29.50. Kentucky's 
registration fee for automobiles is 
$11.50. 

3. The present two percent surtax on 
motor fuels, levied on trucks with three 
or more axles, should be converted to 
an equivaient truck registration fee 

"' 

and added to three-axle truck registra­
tion fees . 

The removal of limited registration 
for trucks would bring in about $4 
million . The raising of tr uck registra· . 
tion fees would generate another $15 
million. 

4. There should be greater use of coal 
severance tax revenue for coal road 
and highway~aintenance in counties 
affected by coal transportation. 

KBT, which is made up of represen· 
tatives of all modes of transportation 
as well as government and industry of­
ficials, a lso urged that there be more 
stringent enforcement of automobile 
and truck licensing laws, and that 
truck weight scales be open more 
often. 

Police To Enforce 
Water Safety Laws 

Marion D. Campbell, commissioner 
of the Kentucky State Police, was an­
nounced that as a result of reorganiza· 
tion additional training will be ad­
ministered to special enforcement of· 
ficers to ensure adequate enforcement 
on Kentucky 's waterways this sum· 
mer. 

Because of budgetary constraints, 
the state police agency was forced Jan. 
31, to lay off Tl water safety officers. 
On Feb. 1, the 22 officers remaining 
were combined with the vehicle en· 
forcement section of the state police. 
The new section will be titled vehicle 
and water enforcement as a part of the • 
special enforcement division. 

Presently the remaining water safe­
ty officers are being trained in vehicle 
enforcement procedures which deal 
with commercial tr uck violations. 
After training, they will enforce com· 
mercia) truck laws during the winter 
months and water safety laws during 
the summer months. 

Also 34 vehicle enforcement officers 
will be trained in water safety laws and 
techniques, which they will be called . 
upon to enforce during the summer 
months as needed. 

Commissioner Campbell points out 
this will represent a net gain of seven 
officers- capable of enforcing safety 
laws and regulations on Kentucky 's 
rivers and lakes this summer. As of 
April 1, there will be 56 officers trained 
and equipped for patrolling Kentucky's 
waterways. 

Commissioner Campbell emphasiz· 
ed that by combining vehicle enforce-· 
ment and water safety the state police 
will be able to heighten efforts of both 
water and enforcement officers, thus 
giving the citizens of the com· 
monwealth an adequate level of ser· 
vice and protection.

Kentuckians will share 430.000 
pounds of surplus processed American 
cheese from USDA warehouses. The 
cheese. a nutritious addition to family 
meals. can be used in a variety of ways 
to enhance the appeal of your meals. So 
fami lies receiving the cheese should 
store it properly to prevent spoilage. 

Unopened. refrigerated processed 
American cheese will keep six months 
according to the USDA. Once the 
original package is opened. it will keep 
its quality three to four weeks. if pro· 
per ly stored If. upon opening the 
cheese. you find mold. contact the 
distribution center : you may be able to 
exchange your block. 

After you open the original package. 
overwrap the cheese with a moisture· 
vapor proof. plastic wrap, such as 
Saran. to keep it from drying out or 
spoiling. If mold develops on the sur­
face of the refrigerated cheese. the 
USDA advises you to cut off the moldy 
par t : if the mold does not extend into 
the block. the remaining cheese is still 
good. 

For longer storage. freeze the cheese 
for up to six months. Although after 
freezing. its texture can become some· 
what crumbly. When freezing process­
ed cheese. cut the block into meal -size 
por tions. 1 pound or less, package in 
freezer wrap and freeze at 0 degrees F . 

If you plan to use the cheese in grill· 
ed sandwiches or on hamburgers. sl ice 
the cheese before freezing and put 
plastic wrap between the slices for 
easier separation after thawing. 
Frozen cheese should be thawed in the

SHOULD MY BABY 
HAVE A WALKER 

Human babies follow a certain 
developmental pattern. Head control, 
for instance, leads to sitting balance, 
and sitting alone prepares the child for 
creeping. Learning to creep then 
prepares the child for walking. 

Left to his own efforts, a child will 
progress to walking when his body is 
ready to walk, says Growing Child, the 
monthly child development newsletter. 
A number of factors contribute to this 
walking readiness. 

First of -all, a baby's back muscles 
must be strong enough to keep him 
upright and balanced over his legs and 
feet. He must have developed certain 
balancing and protective responses 
which will protect him from serious in­
jury during the many falls he will ex­
perience as he learns to walk. 

Through creeping, a baby learns to 
use his arms and legs rhythmically and 
alternately while holding his head up to 
see where he is going. The many small 
bones of Baby's feet are not hard like 
adult bones but are cartilage, which is 
firm but flexible-like hard rubber. 
The muscles which support the bones 
and which eventually hold the arches 
in place must be strong enough to hold 
the bones in good alignment when the 
baby stands on his feet. 

Left to himself, a baby will creep and 
pull to a standing position. During the 
period he just stands with his feet fair­
ly wide apart and turned out for better 
balance. Later, he will begin to 
sidestep while holding onto a support. 

A baby needs lots of practice in all of 
the activities- creeping, balancing, 
standing-which strengthen his 
muscles, improve his balance, and 
lead to strong standing and walking 
positions. 

In ·a walker, a baby gets no stable 
standing practice. Any random leg 
movements push the walker from 
place to place. Rhythmic patterns of 
leg movement are no.t established, and 
coordinated arm and leg movements 
fail to develop as they should. 

A child who can move in a walker 
before he has proper balance- and 
judgement-endangers himself. Once 
in motion, he may not be able to stop, 
back up, or control the direction of the 
walker. Pediatricians report that in­
juries from a tumble downstairs in a 
walker are common. 

Simply stated, then , a baby will walk 
when he is ready. A fat, placid baby 
usually walks later than an active, 
wiry baby. Some children walk at 9 or 
10 months. Others do not walk until 
12-14 months. 

But one thing you can be sure 
of- given plenty of opportunity to 
creep, pull to a standing position and 
cruise along supporting furniture, a 
baby will walk when his body and ner­
vous system are developmentally 
ready. Babies enjoy walkers, but 
walkers take important time away 
from those developmental activities 
that produce real walking readiness .
