However, local governments in the 
mountain counties will remain unable 
to plan long-term projects as long as 
the severance tax can be curtailed at 
the whim of a future legislature, he 
pointed out.

Requirement of Gymnastics 
For cneerlea(lefs 18 Issue ~ 

An anguished gasp rose from the 
stands and, for a moment, the small 
gathering of parents and sponsors in 
the high school gym here was of one 
mind. 

When Susan Adams, a Prestonsburg 
High School freshman, struck her head 
on the boards in the course of a round­
off backhandspring, the sympathy she 
elicited drew together, however br ief­
ly, a group that has become sorely 
divided ove r a number of 
issues- including the question of why a 
14-year-old cheerleading hopeful 
should be required to do a roundoff 
backhandspring in the first place. 

The moment of unity would not last 
long. The young contestant suffered no 
physical harm . Even as she returned to 
the bench, biting her lip in an effort to 
hold back the tears, it was clear her in­
jured pride would soon mend. And she 
would have another chance later, of­
ficials said, to prove she has what it 
takes to be a varsity cheerleader. 

But for some of those present, the in­
cident- which occurred last Tuesday 
when about two dozen high school girls 
were tested on the gymnastic skills 
now held as minimal requirements for 
varsity and junior varsity cheerlead­
ers at P .H.S.-illustrated exactly what 
they have been trying to say all a long. 

What they have been saying is that 
some people are turning cheerleading 
into gymnastics . 

As a result, they say, girls with a 
flair for the razzle-dazzle and pom-pom 
routines traditiona lly associated with 
high school cheerleading are being 
burdened with gym requirements that 
a re largely irrelevant to that art. 

But there are others, and they cur­
rently appear to be calling the shots 

here, who argue that times are chang­
ing and- if it is not to become merely a 
local anachronism-cheerleading 
must change, too. As they see it, if 
Floyd schools want a claim on the state 
title- the Prestonsburg varsity squad 
ranked an impressive seventh in Lex­
ington this year- they have no choice 
but to tighten their acts. 

And if they are to catch the eye of 
KAPOS judges- the Kentucky Associa­
tion of Pep Organization Sponsors sets 
the rules for state and regional 
competition- higher gymnastic stan­
dards, it is said, are a must. 

The argument reflects a fundamen­
tal shift in image for high school cheer­
leaders- from down-home pom-pom 
girls, close to the local team and attun­
ed to the mood of the crowd, to 
the more disciplined gym squad, 
which may just as well perform its 
routines without ever going near a ball 
game. 

Even among those who favor the 
change in s tyle, not everyone regards 
it as an unmixed blessing. Though 
cheerleading should take its place as a 
sport in its own right, they say, it 
should also remain a crowd-oriented 
spor t. 

With regard to the mer its of the new 
direction cheer leading is taking, Sal­
ly Allen, P.H .S. librarian and faculty 
sponsor of the varsity squad, is non­
committal. But it is the way cheerlead-

ing is going, she insists, and the girls 
and th"ir parents will need to accept 
that fact if local teams are to compete 
effectively on regional and state levels. 

Some critics of the change here, and 
of the new gym requirements that 
reflect it, date it to the replacement 
last year of Sharon Sammons as facul­
ty sponsor at P.H.S. To Mrs. Allen and 
Bonnie Spencer- who inherited the job 
because no one else wanted it, Mrs . 
Allen says- has fallen the task of en­
forcing the controversial gym stan­
dards. They a re a lso taking the brunt 
of the resultant criticism. 

The "new" r ules a re two years old, 
the present sponsors argue in their own 
defense. It is just that- now that more 
girls are trying out than are needed for 
the varsity and junior varsity 
squads- the rules will inevitably ex­
clude some aspirants. The current gym 
trials, designed to select next year's 
cheer leaders, br ought a long­
simmering controversy to the boil. 

The trials were delayed two weeks in 
the face of a suit threatened by the 
parents of a youngster disqualified 
under the gym requirements last fall . 
When they were finally scheduled last 
Tuesday, under rules that gym instruc­
tor Henry Young labored to interpret 
with rigorous impartiality, some re­
mained resentful not only that- as they 
saw it- a youngster might literally risk

The Prestonsburg Gas Consumers 

Association filed Monday a protest of 
the heavy gas rate increase proposed 
by Kentucky West Virginia Gas Com­
pany and called on the Federal Energy 
Regulatory Commission <FERC> for a 
delay in the effective date of the in­
crease . 

The action on behalf of the consumer 
group was taken by Barkley J. Sturgill, 
Prestonsburg attorney, in a petition 
which included the formal protest, a 
request for permission to intervene 
and that FERC suspend the effective 
date of Kentucky West Virginia's "pro­
posed wholesale increase and enter 
upon evidentiary hearings to deter­
mine if such rates are just and 
reasonable."

more than $14 million in past-due 
payments. The names of persons owing 
more than $150 in child support for at 
least three months were referred to the 
IRS by the department. 

Accord ing to Grady Stumbo, 
secretary of the Department for 
Human Resources parents affected by 
this project will be notified by the IRS 
that all or part of their tax refund has 
been withheld. 

"At that time the money will be sent 
to the federal office for child support 
enforcement in Washington, D.C., for 
distribution to the state in which the 
child lives," said Stumbo. "These 
notices have already started arriving 
in Kentucky and other states." 

"In Kentucky, over 48,000 families 
receive AFDC benefits because one or 
both parents are voluntarily absent 
from the home," Stumbo said. "Many 
of these parents are making good liv­
ings and yet the public is paying to sup­
port their children. The department is 
working to shift the responsibility for 
support back to the parents, where it 
belongs," he said. 

Last fiscal year, the department's 
child support enforcement division 
located 13,447 absent pa rents. This 
represents a 16 percent increase from 
the number of absent pa rents lo~ated 
during fiscal year 1980. Also, the divi­
sion established over 1,500 paternities 
last year in cases where parents were 
not legally marr ied, a 73 percent in­
crease from 1980. 

During fiscal year 1980 the depart­
ment's share of the collections from 
parents delinquent on child support 
payments was over $1.3 million. In­
centive pay to counties assisting the 
department was almost $600,000. This 
year Stumbo expects those figures to 
be much higher due, in part, to help 
from the IRS. Also, a similar project 
for withholding Kentucky tax refunds 
is being discussed. 

The department's child support en­
forcement division advises any parent 
who feels his or her income tax refund 
is being withheld in error to contact the 
division in F ra nkfort, at (502) 564-2836 .

At a time when the ordinary citizen is being asked to 
tighten his belt, keep a stiff upper lip and nobly withstand the 
r igors of recession the utilities companies on which the life 
and comfort of that citizen rest are being permitted to in­
crease rates almost a t their pleasure. 

All this is happening after the federal government "decon­
trolled" oil and gas, perJllitting producers to raise their 
prices as an inducement to t\lem to do more exploratory drill­
ing for these fuels. "Supply-side economics," which involves 
competition and the principle that a greater supply of fuel 
will control prices satisfactorily, was offered as an argument 
for justification of this action. But in actual practise the 
theory ~oesn't work. Without additional drilling, there 
already IS a surplus of natural gas at hand, and still the 
prices mount. Besides, the individual or community depend­
mg upon one source for gas can 't go shopping for com­
petitive, or better, prices as one can do at neighborhood 
markets. 

The most tragic figure in this situa tion is the elderly person 
who depends on a fixed income- Social Security, for 
one-and already is hard-pressed to make ends meet : food to 
buy, rent to pay in most cases , water, gas and electric power 
bills due monthly. Gas bills that were $50 a month during the 
past winter will be, if the proposed raise stands unchanged, 
at least $100. Electric power rates already have been 
escalating. 

Shall these people be callously advised to tighten their belts 
even more? 

Equitable Gas Company and its subsidiary, Kentucky West 
Virginia Gas, have admittedly held the line against price in­
creases longer than others, but that is poor solace, since their 
gas has taken the latest and the sharpest upward jump. Nor 
does it help the consumer to know that even these increases 
leave gas below electricity in cost. 

Why did Kentucky West Virginia raise its rates? The only 
explanation we have had says, in short , that it was because 
th~ l~w, or a ~ourt, allowed it. We learn, also, that a company 
off1ctal has ctted the need for greater income because of the 
high cost of drilling into deep formations for gas or oil. 

Are we to construe this latter statement as asking for more 
money from company customers to pay for wells that are not 
yet drilled, are merely on the drawing board and could never 
be drilled? This would be the finest insurance known to man 
against losing on a "dry hole"-and look who's paying the 
premium ! 

It is encouraging to learn that the cities of Paintsville and 
Prestonsburg will file formal protests against the proposed 
rate increases. It would be more encouraging to know that 
Congressman Perkins and Senators Ford and Huddleston 
will work to get this entire rate matter out into the open 
through public hearings, in or outside Congress. 

Public utilities- water , gas, electricity, telephone-are en­
titled to charges for their services that they can live with, but 
these charges must also be such the people can continue to 
live.

A serious blow to the area, said Dr. 
Mary Fox, Pikeville public health 
physician, will be the loss of health 
planning here, following a recent deci­
sion by the Lexington-based East Ken­
tucky Health Systems Agency 
<EKHSA J to shut down its operation at 
the end of June. 

Founded under a 1976 federal law, 
the agency was designed to review all 
proposals for new health-<:are facilities 
in the eastern part of the state, to en­
sure that they conformed to an overall 
plan, met real needs, and did not 
duplicate existing facilities . 

The agency funded ''subarea health 
councils" made up of providers and 
consumers in each AD distr ict, and fur­
nished them with staff assistance, in 
order to facilitate local input into 
health-<:are planning. 

Staffing for the subarea councils has , 
already been lost to funding cuts. Now 
the parent agency itself will close for 
reasons listed by its board as insuffi­
cient money, too much government 
regulation, and political interference 
in the health-planning process. 

As an example of the latter, Dr. Fox 
cited the recent decision by the state 
Certificate of Need and Licensure 
Board to issue a certificate of need for 
a proposed Humana hospital in Lex­
ington, reversing a decision of the 
EKHSA planners. A similar decision 
by the planning agency , turning down a 
bid to build a new hospital at Paints­
ville. was also overturned later by a 
hcensure-board decision 

The demise of the EKHSA and the 
subarea councils will spell the end of 
local input in the health pl:>'lning pro­
cess, which will be left without protec­
tion from the influence of powerful 
lobbyists al the stale level, Dr. Fox 
sa1d

Accepting the award, Perkins 
characterized the Reagan Administra­
tion as " not too good for education," 
but said he anticipates that several of 
the cuts that were made last year will 
be restored this year. 

As for Reagan 's attempt to abolish 
the Department of Education, Perkins 
said, "They could not do that now to 
save their necks. I anticipate that the 
Department of Education is going to 
remain there and in the years to come 
we're going to regain this lost ground."

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her neck to meet the standards but also 
that many others would be too in­
timidated by them even to consider a 
spot on the squad. 

Not even the critics are denying that. 
gymnastic skill has its place. Rather, 
they say, it is a matter of proportion. 
At the very least, argue Liz Burchett 
and Donna Combs- two who went 
public with their criticism in recent let­
ters to The Times- requiring a round-
off backhandspring so early in the 
season is unnecessary. Other skills, 
like hand motions, poise and rhythm, 
are equally important, they contend. 
And popularity should count for some- . 
thing too. 

And while no one appears to be argu­
ing for a return to the old selection 
method- when cheerleading hopefuls 
performed their routines before the 
student body and earned their place on 
the squad by acclamation alone-some 
insist that the new method of selection, 
which bypasses student input entirely 
in favor of rigid gymnastic standards 
and dispassionate judges, is going too 
far in the opposite direction. • 

"The student body would probably 
support and respond more to cheer­
leaders they elected," argues Mrs. 
Burchett, whose daughter was on the 
varsity squad until her graduation last 
year. That argument is echoed by Mrs. 
Combs, a former junior varsity spon­
sor. "Cheerleaders not only need 
skills," she says. "They must be well 
liked among their peers and have a 
pleasing appearance, too." 

If that mattered once, it matters less • 
now, others argue. "Cheerleaders are 
not a bunch of girls jumping up and 
down and clapping their hands," in­
sists Karen Harris, whose daughter is 
hoping again for a berth on next year's 
varsity squad . "Today it's highly com· 
petitive. " 

As the "progressive" parents and 
sponsors see it, cheerleading is matur· 
ing. It is marked by a new-found pride 
and assertiveness. It is a sport in its 
own right. Even if the basketball team • 
does not make it as far as the state 
tournament, they point out, the cheer­
leading squad can make it on its own. 

Cheerleaders no longer exist merely 
to stir up enthusiasm for the athletes, 
the new argument runs. They are 
athletes themselves. 

One matter on which all appear to 
agree is that cheerleading is under­
rated , underfunded and unap­
preciated. It shares a second-rate 
status in common with girls ' sports in • 
general. Just compare the hoopla and 
community support attending the boys' 
football team trip to Somerset this 
season, one is frequently urged, with 
the silence attending the cheerleaders' 
trip to Lexington. 

It is not a feminist argument. Some 
women contend that cheerleading, 
whether on the grade school basketball 
or big league football circuit, is an af­
front to women's dignity- the idea of • 
women wearing themselves out to 
focus attention on male athletes 
representing the very stereotype of 
sexist oppression. 

But the argument of some cheer lead­
ing supporters here, while a good deal 
less radical than that, is yet an argu­
ment for equality- for equal support, 
equal time, equal facilities . 

Theoretically, they have the backing 
of federal law- Title IX of the Educa­
tional Amendments of 1972, prohibiting • 
sex discrimination in the nation's 
schools. But the law is not necessarily 
reflected in community attitudes. And 
even among those closely associated 
with girls ' sports here- as the current 
storm over cheerleading il ­
lustrates-the question of equality with 
boys is secondary to that of fair treat­
ment within the girls' own ranks. 

Equality of opportunity, a new cheer­
leading generation is claiming, does • 
not mean that every girl who tries out 
should make the squad. If gym stan­
dards eliminate some, that is the price 
of competitive success. 

But if the fit are judged on gymnastic 
skill , the traditionalists ask , by what 
right are the survivors called "cheer­
leaders"?

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'Clar ify The Points' 
Since our critics are so well­

informed that they did not feel the need 
to hear us out by attending the <public ) 
meeting of the board of education on 

• 
April 7, we find it necessary to clarify 
the points we have tried to make. 

The practice of early dismissals for 
anything other than an emergency 
situation is, first of all, illegal under 
Kentucky School law. Secondly, when 
classes are dismissed routinely for 
reasons other than emergencies, even 
the people in charge of our schools in­
sinuate to students by actions (which 
speak louder than words) that 
classroom activities are not first 

• priority. Third, frequent classroom in­
terruptions must take its toll on the ef­
fectiveness of classroom instruction, 
regardless of the quality of that in­
struction. 

While we do not expect the school 
system to be totaJly responsible for the 
development of our children , we do feel 
we have a right to expect the system to 
reinforce our parental instruction that 
academics are the first priority among 
school activities. By taking an infor-

• mal survey of parents from all over the 
county, we have found the reasons for 
early dismissals to be many. However, 
three reasons stand out: 1. Emergen­
cies (the only legal reason ); 2. Fund­
raising activities; and, 3. Sports 
events. 

While an emergency is an excusable 
reason for early dismissal, it is disturb­
ing to find that because of interlocking 
bus schedules more than one school is 

• 
frequently involved. Surely a plan can 
be developed to keep from dismissing 
more schools when only one has an 
emergency. 

Interrupting classroom instruction 
with fund-raising activities is inex­
cusable. While we understand the 
reasons, we cannot condone them . 
Children should not be used as a means 
of financing the system that was 
created to serve them. Indeed, prin­
cipals should not be held responsible 

• 
for providing funds . One of the respon­
sibilities of the board of education is to 
provide funding for the schools. This is 
why the law gives it the ability to levy 
taxes. When we have to send children 
out to raise funds or we have to sell 
them junk to raise funds to pay for 
classroom materials, telephone bills, 
chalk, paper clips, and necessary 
operating supplies, then something is 
very wrong. 

As has been noted, the percentage of 
• children who participate in sports 

events is small, compared to total 
enrollment. This is all the more reason 
for preventing its interference in 
classroom curriculum and placing it in 
its " proper perspective". Sports 
events are extracurricular, which 
means "in addition to" classroom cur­
riculum. When sports events interfere 
with classroom instruction, for 
whatever reason, they exceed the 
definition of extracurricular. In this 

• light, it may be said that they are 
overemphasized.

• Mayor Revives 
Water Purchase 
Plan at Martin 

"The only alternative is for the City 
of Martin to utilize and help the 
Beaver-Elkhorn water system." So 
stated Martin Mayor Larry Hall last 
week in an executive order that ap-

• pears likely to block the city council in 
its shaky progress toward a resolution 
of the city's water problems. 

Following a recommendation of the 
Martin Water Commission, the council 
recently voted to spend federal funds 
on rebuilding the city's own water 
system. Mayor Hall has argued that 
the funds would be better spent on 
upgrading the neighboring Beaver-

• 
Elkhorn system to render it capable of 
supplying Marlin's needs. 

In an executive order dated April 16 
and addressed to Kendall Seaton, state 
director of the Farmers' Home Ad­
ministration, chief funder of the water 
project, the mayor asks that FmHA 
"put a hold" on the project pending a 
resolution of his differences ·with the 
council. 

Linking Martin with Beaver ­
Elkhorn, the mayor contends in his 
order, would "help the city at much 

• less cost to consumers" than would the 
plan espoused by the council. 

Noting that Beaver-Elkhorn already 
has a main running through the town, 
Mayor Hall argues that " no one can 
logically explain a duplication of ser­
vice lines." 

The mayor said his order was issued 
on the suggestion of a person identified 
in his Jetter to Seaton only as "Marti."

Hall later identified the woman as an 
aide to Fifth District Congressman Hal 
Rogers .

Mourns Coa l Tax Bill 
An unmined minerals tax bill was 

defeated in this state legislative ses­
sion, and bankrupt community ser­
vices in Eastern Kentucky will 
therefore have to continue to go beg­
ging. A great many citizens from the 
area, including legislators and 
members of the Fair Tax Coalition 
worked hard for the measure- House 
Bill 549-which could have been a first 
step for simple tax justice in our moun-
tains. , 

The bill would place a fair tax on un­
mined coal which has remained vir­
tually exempt from tax ever since its 
discovery here more than 80 years ago. 
Who has this exemption profited the 
most? Corporations based outside 
Eastern Kentucky that have bought the 
mineral rights out from under the peo­
ole of the region . These corporations 
have plundered in two ways: first with 
the broad form deed at dirt cheap 
prices, then not paying rightful taxes 
on this most valuable of our properties. 

With everyone knowing that those 
who own the most evade a tax on their 
wealth, there is no spirit for taxation of 
those here with lesser means. We are 
left without a way to raise adequate 
funds for local community services. 

After a successful! passage through 
Appropriation and Revenue, HB 549 
was sent back to its death in another 
committe~ by the powerful Rules Com­
mittee, chaired by Speaker of the 
House Bobby Richardson and in­
cluding Speaker Pro Tern David 
Thomason. These two and others in the 
House leadership apparently caucus on 
which bills to allow on the floor, and 
then the Rules Committee gives a 
quick stamp of approval. They stran­
gled HB 549 before it could come to a 
full House vote. And who are these 
men? Outside of the legislatures they 
have private law practices. St Joe 
Minerals is one of Mr. Richardson's 
representative clients, and Consolida­
tion Coal Co. is one of Mr. Thomason's. 
These companies are large owners and 
leaseholders of unmined coal. They · 
would encounter unwanted costs if 
there were a tax on unmined minerals. 
Mr. Richardson's and Mr. Thomason's 
law businesses are dependent to some 
extent an these companies and they 
often represent these and other coal in­
terests. When they act to stifle a bill to 
tax unmined minerals, the question of 
conflict of interest is raised. 

Claims by the House leadership that 
an unmined minerals tax cannot work, 
or that severan~e tax aiready meets 
our needs, are a thin veil for their 
vested interests. Nineteen other states 
have an unmined minerals tax. In West 
Virginia 75% of severance tax revenue 
returns to coal producing counties, 
while in Kentucky it is a mere 8%. 

The people of Eastern Kentucky ask 
the people of the rest of the state to ex­
amine these issues with concern and 
fairness . Visit our schools and drive 
our roads if you can, to understand our 
difficulties. Then work with us to 
challenge the power brokers in 
Frankfort and their outside corporate 
interests. Help end tax injustice in 
Kentucky. One step on the road to true 
resource recovery here is an unmined 
minerals tax, and it would benefit the 
whole stat~.

Says Board Should 
Answer For Scores 

It appears •hat after reading several 
stories in your paper, hearing stories 
from parents, teachers, and students, 
and then reading more letters to the 
editor this week, one may conclude 
that when we are discussing poor test 
scores in the schools, we are mixing 
apples and oranges. Rather than ques­
tioning why the scores are low, and 
what we can do about them, it seems 
that a bunch of issues are thrown into 
the pot so as to make a mess- and 
nobody really deals with this grave 
situation. · 

In any event, the issue is quite sim­
ple. The scores of standat·dized tests 
put our students below the state and 
national averages. From that, one 
could conclude that the Floyd County 
School System is not adequately 
preparing our students. One would 
then look at who is responsible for thse 
inadequacies. 

Ultimately, the Floyd County Board 
of Education is responsible for the 
academic program in our schools. 
They have hired Pete Grigsby to carry 
out that program, and he, in turn, is the 
person with the job of hiring principals 
and teachers. 

So, if one looks at it from an unbiased 
position, without being a basketball 
coach or someone that has a particular 
vested interest, he or she would quickly 
ask what the Board is doing, or plans to 
do, to remedy these test scores and 
what is Grigsby's plan to deal with this 
grave situation? 

I guess that I can only suggest that 
we be a little creative in our approach 
to bettering our childrens' educations. 
All too often, we read about, or hear 
about, power politics in the county. 
Discussions over low test scores need 
not be mixed with a variety of other 
issues. 

The issue, again, is simple: we have 
low test scores, which is commonly ac­
cepted as a reflection of a lower quality 
of education than in other areas that 
a1 e given the same test. The Board of 
Education and Mr. Grigsby should be 
held accountable for these problems. If 
they are unable to come up with a pro­
per solution, or at least a viable at­
tempt to remedy this situation, then 
there is only one thing that we can col­
lectively do: get some board members 
who will deal effectively with the pro­
blem and suggest that qualified per­
sonnel · be hired in administrative 
capacities, at the county level, to 
design the necessary programs.

Cervical cancer accounts for almost 
11,000 deaths of women each year, yet 
this type cancer can be one of the most 
curable of all cancers if it is detected 
ear ly enough.

For Bedtime Bottle 

The Kentucky Dental Association 
recommends that parents who put 
their babies to bed with a bottle give 
only water in the bottle. 

"Parents who put their babies to bed 
with a bottle containing a soft drink or 
even orange juice or milk are unknow­
ingly doing something that could lead 
to serious dental problems," Dr. T.E. 
Logan, Sr., Executive Director of the 
Kentucky Dental Association, said 
recently . 

Sugar in these liquids mixes with pla­
que <rhymes with "back") that is in 
everyone's mouth. Plaqe is a sticky 
film made of saliva, cells from the 
mouth, and bacteria. The sugar and 
plaque form acids. The acids attack 
the tooth enamel while a baby sleeps, 
often causing lasting damage. 

The same thing can happen if a baby 
is given a bottle containing sweeten~ 
liquids often throughout the day. This 
"snacking" gives bacteria a chance to 
attack a baby's teeth repeatedly. 

"The primary or baby teeth are im­
portant because they hold the place for 
the permanent teeth that come later," 
said Dr. Logan . 

Decay of an infant's teeth can cause 
early loss of the important first teeth. 
This loss can result in crook~ and 
crowd~ teeth, speech difficulties, and 
poor self-image. Chewing may become 
difficult, so good nutrition may become 
a problem. 

The early loss of teeth can also alter 
the shape of a child's growing face. 
This causes a permanent change in ap­
pearance that can affect the child for a 
lifetime. 

"Parents can help to prevent early 
decay by following some basic 
guidelines," Dr. Logan said.

down payments for new home pur­
chases. 

The new program is part of the 
Veterans' Disability Compensation, 
Housing and Memor ial Benefits 
Amendments passed by Congress last 
year. 

Under the GPM monthly payments 
are lower for the first few years' than 
the corresponding monthly payments 
on a traditional mortgage for tbe same 
amount. In a GPM mortgage a portion 
of the interest due on the loan each 
month is deferred and added to the 
principal balance of the loan. This is 
done during the early years.

Charles Darwin: An Unlikely Revolutionary

A few years before his death in April 
1982, Charles Darwin fondly recalled 
how he almost lost the race for immor­
tality by a nose. 

The fateful turning point occurred on 
Sept. 5, 1831. Through a stroke of good 
fortune, the young man of 22 had been 
recommended for the position of 
naturalist onboard His Majesty's Ship 
Beagle, which was about to set forth on 
a round-the-world expedition to obtain 
more accurate longitudinal reckonings 
and to chart the coastline of South 
America. 

An eager Darwin hurried to London 
from his home in Shrewsbury near the 
Welsh-English border for his interview 
with the dashing Admiralty captain, 
Robert Fitzroy. Like many fashionable 
people of his era, Fitzroy believed he 
could judge a man's character by the 
outline of his features. Now, as he gazed 
at the pleasant-looking, broad-browed 
fellow with sideburns and mild brown 
eyes, Fitzroy was disturbed. 

Darwin's nose, in the naval officer's 
opinion, showed clear signs of a lack of 
energy and determination. It was simp­
ly not the nose of a man who could en­
dure the rigors of a voyage around the 
world. • 

Why Fitzroy overcame his doubts and' 
hired the inexperienced naturalist is 
lost to history. "But I think he was 
afterwards well-satisfied that my nose 
had spoken falsely ," Darwin wrote in 
his 1876 autobiography. 

Thus, on such a trifle rested the 
voyage that changed the course of Dar­
win's life and forever altered the way 
human beings think about their lives 
and other life on earth. For it was on the 
Beagle's 57-month journey that Darwin 
accumulated the vast store of plants, 
animals, observations and notes that 
led to his theory of evolution. One hun­
dred years after his death, the world is 
still caught up in this great intellectual 
revolution. 

From outward signs, Darwin was an 
unlikely candidate as intellectual or 
revolutionary. He was born on Feb. 12, 
1809, into a life of wealth and ease. His 
father, Robert, a prosperous country 
doctor, ruled the family as a benevolent 
dictator. His mother, Susannah, was 
the daughter of Josiah Wedgwood, 
founder of the fa mous potteries. 

Darwin's carefree childhood was 
marred only by the death of his mother 
when he was 8. By then, the boy had 
already developed a " taste for natural 
history" and was busily sharpening the 
keen powers of observation that would 
later serve him so well. His passion for 
collecting knew no bounds: newts from 
a quarry pool, pebbles, shells,postal 
franks , coins, minerals, insects-all 
found their way into his pockets. 

Always somewhat self-deprecating, 
Darwin labeled his early education "a 
blank" and much preferred the life of 
the leisure classes-hunting, shooting, 
partying with his nearby Wedgwood 
cousins. "I believe," Darwin recalled, 
"that i was considered by all my 
masters and by my Father as a very or­
dinary boy, rather below the common 
standard in intellect. To my deep mor­
tification my Father once said to me, 
'You care for nothing but shooting, dogs 
and rat-<:atching, and you will be a 
disgrace to yourself and all your fami­
ly!" 

Robert Darwin packed his youngest 
son off to the University of Edinburgh 
to study medicine but soon realized that 
his son was unlikely to follow in his 
footsteps . Young Darwin was next 
dispatched to Cambridge to study for 
the clergy. the other respectable pro­
fession for the son of the wealthy at that 
time. This move was a never-ending 
source of irony to Charles, who in his 
youth believed in the literal truth of the 
Bible. "Considering how fiercely I have 
been attacked by the orthodox," he 
wrote, " it seems ludicrous that I once 
intended to be a clergyman." 

At Cambridge Darwin established a 
reputation as a happy-go-lucky, smok­
ing and drinking man , an expert rider, 
lover of Shakespeare, music and 
unusual foods. (Unwisely, as it turned 
out, he and fellow gourmets once at­
tempted to feast upon an old brown 
owl.> 

But Darwin also talked and socialized 
with eminent scientists at Canbridge.

impressing them w1th his natural 
history instincts and extensive insect 
collection, especially his beetles. One 
day, on tearing off some old bark on a 
tree, Darwin spied two rare beetles. 
Grabbing one in each hand, he suddenly 
saw a third-a new kind that he could 
not bear to lose. To free his right hand, 
he popped the beetle into his mouth ; the 
startled insect ejected an acrid fluid , 
causing the equally startled youth to 
spit it out. The third beetle also 
escaped. Fifty years later, the loss still 
rankled Darwin, who noted dryly " that 
a taste for collecting beetles is some in­
dication of future success in life!" 

Saved from becoming an "idle spor­
ting man" and from the clergy as well , 
Darwin embarked on the Beagle 
journey in December 1831. Onboard the 
crowded 90-foot-long vessel, he cut a 
conspicuous figure in his top coat and 
tails, double-breasted waistcoat, high­
collared shirt and cravat. Although 
tormented by seasickness for the entire 
trip, he threw himself into his naturalist 
work with incredible energy, amazing 
both the crew and Capt. Fitzroy. ''Mr. 
Darwin is a very superior young man, " 
Fitzroy exulted in a letter home, "and 
the very best...that could have been 
selected for the task." 

The tropics astounded the naturalist. 
" He worked almost without ceasing," 
author Peter Brent writes in his new 
biography, Charles Darwin : A Man of 
Enlarged Curiosity . "There were 
islands on which he collected almost 
every creature that flew, ran or crawl­
ed." 

Darwin quickly converted his 
cramped quarters into a miniature lab 
and museum jammed with jars of 
snakes and spiders, butterflies and 
beetles, birds , seashells, fossils , plants 
and seeds, skins and stones. When he 
wasn't collecting and digging up fossil s 
or studying his specimens or clamber­
ing up mountains on muleback, he 
recorded his impressions. 

By the end of the trip, he had filled 
more than 24 leatherbound, hastily 
scribbled, nearly illegible pocketbooks 
and written 39long letters to his family 
from remote corners of the globe, 1,000 
pages of geology, botany and zoology 
notes and 800 diary pages. From the 
thousands of specimens he shipped to a 
colleague in England, Darwin began to 
gain a considerable reputation in scien­
tific circles. 

Meanwhile, his beliefs were altering 
dramatically. He had begun to question 
totally the story of creation - to 
Fitzroy 's dismay-and the un ­
changeable nature of species, a widely 
accepted tenet in those days. On the 
Galapagos Islands, Darwin was struck 
by the phenomenal diversity of life. On 
one island alone, he counted 26 species 
of land birds, all unique. "Here, both in 
space and time," he counted 26 species 
of land birds, all unique. "Here, both in 
space and time," he wrote, "we seem to 
be brought somewhat near to that great 
fact - that mystery of mysteries- the 
first appearance of new beings on 
earth." 

On return to England, he took up 
lodgings in London and . z~alous~y 
devoted himself to class1fymg hts 
specimens, writing up his research and 
consulting with established scientists. 
many of whom because his lifelong sup· 
porters. Within months, Darwin be~an 
to shape his evolutionary theones, 
drawing on the wealth of information 
from his Beagle sojourn . 

He also contemplated marriage, 
although he had no one in mind. 
Organizing his arguments into two col­
umns, "Marry" and " Not Marry, " Dar­
win noted that marriage could be "an 
infinity of trouble and expense." But, 
then. he reminded himself, "One can­
not live this solitary life. with groggy 
old age, fr iendless and cold and 
childless ... Never mind, trust to 
chance- keep a sharp look out.- There 
is many a happy slave-." 

His sharp eye paid off, and in 1839 he 
married his cousin Emma Wedgwood 
Shortly afterward. the newlyweds mov­
ed to Down House, about 20 miles out-

side London. Emma became Darwin's 
"happy slave," providing a tranquil 

• 
refuge for their 10 children, seven of 
whom survived childhood, and her now 
sickly husband. For, by this time, Dar-
win was experiencing the daily 
headaches, nausea, vomiting and out­
breaks of eczema that mysteriously 
plagued him the remainder of his life. 

Gone forever was the robust, 
energetic adventurer of the 1830s. He 
was not, however, replaced by a 
brooding, ill-tempered person implied 
by the bearded portraits of Darwin in 

• 
old age. From all accounts, he was a 
doting father , generous friend and, by 
Emma's description " the most open, 
transparent man I ever saw ... and 
perfectly sweet-tempered." 

For the next 40 years, Darwin rarely 
ventured outside Down House, travel­
ing only occasionally to visit family or 
to take "water cures.'" His routine 
never varied : Up at 7, a stroll on his 
" thinking path" before breakfast, work 
in his study, rest. The most important 

• working period of his day was between 
10:30 and noon. Then followed another 
walk, lunch, rest, correspondence, din­
ner., backgammon with Emma , 
reading, bedtime at 10:30. 

But in his study, his scientific life was 
tumultuous. He searched indefatigably 
for still more facts to illustrate how 
species change, carried out extensive 
experiments with plants and animals 
and bombarded his friends with ques­
tions on their own work. 

• In 1844 he wrote an essay oullining his 
essential theories, but cautious as 
always, he was not yet ready to publish, 
despite the urging of friends who feared 
he would lose priority for his ideas. He 
might never have published at all had 
the naturalist Alfred Russel Wallace 
not come along with an essay contain­
ing nearly identical thoughts. 

Finally, in 1859, Darwin published On 
the Origin pf Species by Means of 

• 
Natural Selection , or the Preservation 

. of Favoured Races in the Struggle for 
Life. His "abominable volume,"which, 
Darwin said, "has cost me so much 
labour that I almost hate it," sold out 
before publication day. 

Characteristically , throughout the 
ensuing debate, Darwin remained 
above the fray . "He wrote letters of en­
couragement, gratitude and exhorta­
tion to those who had taken up the cause 
of his theory ," biographer Brent 

• 
relates, "but found himself unable to 
venture onto the barricades." 

Yet, this sickly man laboring away in 
his study produced more than most 
healthy people might produce at the 
height of their vigor. In his lifetime, 
Darwin wrote 15 books and four 
monographs, including eight new titles 
in his last decade. 

When he died on April 19, 1882, even 
his opponents acknowledged Darwin a 
genius, and he was buried in 

• Westminster Abbey. 
Darwin ' s gifts, according to 

historians, included "a lifelong gift to 
see with childlike clarity," an ability to 
ask searching questions and "a leaping 
gift for synthesis, for seeing meaning 
beyond the detail , for making un­
suspected connections." And, because 
his work revolutionized the world, it is 
tempting to think of him as a rebel. 

"The truth is that Darwin was never 
a rebel, even within the sciences," 

• Brent says. "The fact that he came to 
revolutionary conclusions was the 
result rather of his profound respect for 
authority"-the laws of nature. 

Typically modest, Darwin himself at­
tributed his success- "whatever this 
may have amounted to"-to his " love 
of science- unbounded patience in long 
reflecting over any subject- industry in 
observing and collecting facts - and a 
fair share of invention as well as of 
common sense. With such moderate 

• abilities as I possess, it is truly surpris­
ing that thus I should have influenced to 
a considerable extent the beliefs of 
scientific men on some important 
points."

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Knott Group Offers Help 
For Dyslexia Sufferers 

A little over two years ago a small 
group of concerned parents went to 
Hindman Settlement School, looking 
for a place to hold a weekly tutoring 
session. These parents had noticed that 
their children were having a very dif­
ficult time in school, even though they 
were obviously normal and intelligent. 

Realizing there was something 
wrong, they began searching for help. 
This search led them to the Kentucky 
Association for Specific Perceptual 
Motor Disability based in Louisville, 
an organization founded in 1968 to 
carry on the work of Dr. Charles 
Shedd, a pioneer in developing a 
remedial program fro dyslexic 
children. <Dyslexia, frequently termed 
"word blindness" is a visual motor 
perception disability caused by a 
breakdown in the central nervous 
system and resulting in reading, 
writing and spelling problems. ) 

With the help of the Kentucky 
Association for SPMD and support 
from the Hindman Settlement School 
and the Knott school system, a tutorial 
program for dyslexics was begun . .To­
day there are 30 students, 30 tutors and 
four supervisory personnel working in 
the program. 

During the past six months Lois 
Weinberg, founder and director of the 
Knott county program, and Mike 
Mullins, director of the Hindman {)et­
tlement School, have been travelini to 
the surrounding counties to raise ftle 
visibility of this learning disability. 
Workshops have been provided for 
reading specialists and special educa­
tion personnel from the Floyd, Perry 
and Letcher county school systems and 
the Jenkins and Hazard city schools. 
Presentations have been made to 
various civic clubs and articles and 
advertisements have been placed in 
local newspapers. Wednesday, April 
21, Mrs. Weinberg will be on Charlie 
Wilson's call in show on WSGS radio in 
Hazard. All of this is being done so that 
other concerned parents can find help 
for their children. 

For a child to be helped, he or she 
must be screened to see if this learning 
disability exists. The screenings, 
which are. conducted by Kentucky 
Association for SPMD personnel, take 
about two and a half hours per child. 
Any parent interested in having his or 
her child screened must send a letter of 
request to either Lois Weinberg or 
Mike Mullins, Box Q, Hindman, Ken­
tucky 41822. The next series of screen­
ings will take place April 28 and 29. 

The present tutoring program for 
dyslexics meets on Tuesday afternoons 
from 3:45 to 7:15 p.m. ·in the Knott 
County Human Services Center adja­
cent to the Hindman Settlement 
School. There are 13 class sessions in 
the fall and 13 in the spring. The Knott 
county program i,s ~xpan~ng this sum­
mer to include a six-week, eight-hours 
a-day, five-days-a-week tutorial pro­
gram. Only 40 students will be ac­
cepted, so if a child has this problem, 
he or she must be screened on either 
April 28 or 29. No child will be accepted 
for the summer program without being 
screened and diagnosed as having the 
problem.

Q. I recently had a mastectomy, and 
I 'd like to Jearn about breast 
reconstruction . Am I just being vain to 
want it? 

A. No, you are not vain. Breast 
reconstruction is the procedure used 
by plastic surgeons to create a natural 
looking breast s ha pe fo llowing 
surgery. An implant is inserted under 
the skin and muscle of the chest. Any 
woman expecting her " new" breast to 
exactly match the unoperated one will 
be disappointed. However , plastic 
surgeons report that few women who 
choose reconstruction regret their 
decision. 

Reconstructive surgery has become 
more available in the past few years 
because it is safe and relatively simple 
and inexpensive in that many medical 
insurance plans pay part of the cost. 

The American Society of Plastic and 
Reconstructive Surgeons says that 
almost any woman who has had a 
mastectomy can have a breast mound 
implanted. Reconstruction for the 
woman who had much of her skin and 
chest muscle removed is also possible. 
Such a woman would benefit from 
discussing the advantages and disad­
vantages not only with the surgeon but 
ali> with women who have had the pro­
cedure.

Good News Report

This is the story of a western town 

that is proving the spirit of the old 
West's voluntarism is just as vigorous 
today as it was way back when. Can­
nonville, Utah, near Bryce Canyon, is 
not much larger than a postage stamp, 
but its 158 residents and its enterpris· 
ing mayor, Laurie Holley, have made 
it a special place to live. 

Eight years ago when Mayor Holley 
was elected, the town needed a new 
water system; that, or Cannonville 
was on the way to l>eeoming a ghost 
town. Through the Mayor's efforts, a 
federal grant was obtained and local 
bonds sold. Together they saved the 
day. Having an ample water supply 
was an incentive to the townspeople; 
they were anxious to make Cannonville 
prosper and grow. Even though there 
were no more funds available, they 
decided they needed a community 
center. As Laurie Holley told Valerie 
Schulthie, a reporter with the Salt Lake 
City Desert News, everyone wilh a 
vehicle headed for the hiJis and 
brought back rocks. Olhers cut, hauled 
and peeled logs. A local contractor 
donated his crew's time and labor to 
oversee construction. Like an old­
fashioned house raising, the town rais­
ed the community center and made it 
an a ll-purpose gathering place for local 
and social groups'. Inspired, they decid­
ed to take on the development of a town 
recreation park. On their own time and 
with their own planning and effort, 
they landscaped, built and installed 
playground and picnic equipment, 
planting the area with trees and 
shrubs. 

Next, at Mayor Holley's suggestion, 
a survey of priorities was conducted by 
Cannonville volunteers through a Utah 
State University program. As a result, 
townspeople agreed to sign up for one 
of four building and beautification 
committees. A fire station was found to 
be the number one priority, and 
volunteers went forth to raise funds for 
its equipment. 

The fact is that while Cannonville's 
residents would never change the 
town's name, it could be called 
Volunteerville, for the people who live 
lhere have found that the best and the 
surest way to get done what needs to be 
done is to join in and do it together. 

President Reagan has placed a new 
emphasis on voluntarism, its impor­
tance in our society, its value to the 
community and the sense of personal 
responsibility it affords. The people of 
Cannonville, Utah, are an on·going ex­
ample of what he is talking about.

Eagles are, of course, strictly pro­
tected by both state and federal laws, 
as are all hawks, owls and other birds 
of prey. Populations of many of these 
birds <particularly fish eating ones like 
eagles and ospreys) reached critically 
low levels before DDT and other 
similar pesticides were banned in this 
country, but now populations are on the 
rise.

By now, many of the eagles that 

spent the winter in Kentucky have 
moved out, according to Durell, and by 
summer almost all will be gone. Most 
of them probably spend the summers 
in the Great Lakes region and move 
south when lakes start to freeze over 
there. 

The larges t concentration of eagles 
was on the Ballard Wildlife Area in far 
western Kentucky, where 43 were 
sighted. Next in numbers of eagles was 
Land Between the Lakes, with !7. 

In Eastern Kentucky, the biggest 
concentration is in the Dale Hollow­
Cumberland region, where 24 eagles 
were counted. One bird was spotted at 
the Minor Clark Fish Hatchery at Cave 
Run Lake, the eastern-most eagle in 
the count. 

As far as can be determined, no 
eagles have nested in Kentucky in re­
cent times, although this situation 
might change in the next few years. 
Biologists at Land Between the Lakes 
are in the third year of a program 
which could establish a breeding 
population in the state. 

The process, called " hacking," in­
volves raising young eagles in an 
enclosed , elevated platform with 
minimal contact with humans. When 
the young birds are capable of flight , 
they are released and if all goes accor-

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Making an ffiA Work for Your Heirs Sign-Up Time For

Relocating: 
Investing in an Individual Retire­

ment Account encourages the creation 
of a personal pension plan with a 
secure future . But how can IRAs help 

• plan a financial future for your spouse, 
children and other potential heirs? 

An IRA that allows beneficiaries to 
receive the funds and the tax benefits 
should be a key consideration in 
deciding where to open the personal 
pension plan, according to Secretary of 
Public Protection and Regulation 
Tracy Farmer. 

Many Kentuckians look at IRAs 
because of the individual tax savings. 
These savings are accrued by 

• depositing up to $2,000 a year, deduc­
ting it from income taxes and leaving 
monies to accumulate untaxed until 
retirement. 

At the same time, it is all too easy to 
overlook how the tax savings affects 
potential heirs. Areas such as the pay­
ment of estate taxes upon death and 
the possibility of deferred income 
taxes on any inherited IRA savings 
should be reviewed BEFORE setting 
up the a<;count. 

• " Assuring your heirs' security with 
IRA savings is just like planning any 
other part of your estate through a will 
or an insurance policy," the secretary 
said. "Seeing that the tax savings for 
beneficiaries are part of the original 
IRA contract insures a smooth transfer 
of funds for all concerned." 

Farmer and Banking and Securities 
Commissioner Morris Smith reiterated 
that most of the questions about in-

• heriting an IRA deal with estate taxes 
and tax benefits. 

When weighing estate taxes and 
IRAs, one should remember the follow­
ing points : 

For spouses, federal taxes can be 
minimized . Currently, there are no 
federal taxes on money left to a spouse. 
What's more, there are no taxes if the 
total value of your estate, including 
IRAs, does not exceed $225,000 this 
year. That exclusion rises every year 

• until , by 1987, estates worth as much as 
$600,000 will owe no federal tax. 

State taxes, however, on medium­
size estates are not so clear cut for sur­
viving mates. This is because of death 
taxes which vary from place to place. 
The safest way to know how the state 
taxes affect you is to ask for legal 
counsel. 

If the beneficiary of the IRA is so­
meone other than a spouse, estate 

• taxes can be minimized by spreading_

Although the movie is fiction, the 
union boss is patterned after missing 
Teamsters leader Jimmy Hoffa, and 
the president is modeled after Richard 
Nixon, according to film division 
members.

parts of ''Steel" were filmed in 
downtown Lexington and "Stripes," a 
service oriented comedy was made at 
the Army base at Fort Knox.

*Our Fragile 
Eart h

• This article is the 400th in this series, 
originally intended not to exceed about 
50 installments. It is the last one, at 
least in this formal. We have been sen­
ding weekly articles to newspapers, 
organizations, and individuals for 
nearly eight years (the first one ap­
peared in August, 1974). 

I think they have worn well over the 
years, even though the last several 
have been reprints of earlier in-

• 
stallments. It certainly was not a lack 
of subject material which prompted 
me to decide to forego writing the 
ser ies regularly. An overabundance of 
material is and was available; human 
foibles, greed, and frailties insured a 
steady flow of matenal. Time permit­
ting, I could have penned five such ar­
ticles per week, so rich was the 
availability of material. 

Nor was a lack of enthusiasm for en­
vironmental subjects a factor in the 
demise of this series. The environmen-

• tal movement is still very much alive, 
especially in recent months, spurred 
by governmental appointments and ac­
tions perceived detrimental to the en­
vironmental cause by the public. For 
example, during the past year, fed by 
attacks on existing regulations and the 
appointments of James Watt as 
Secretary of the Interior and Anne Gor­
such as Administrator of the En­
vironmental Protection Agency, 

• membership rolls have swelled by 
about 30 percent in the National 
Wildlife Federation and the Sierra 
Club, two of the nation's leading en­
vironmental groups.

AIRLINES 

• 
"Vacation season is approaching, 

and many Kentuckians have already 
made airline reservations for their 
trips,'' says Attorney General Steven 
L. Beshear. "Air travel is usually fast, 
efficient, and pleasant, but unfor­
tunately, travelers sometimes en­
counter problems with their flights." 

When problems with airlines do oc­
cur, effective complaining can lead to 
satisfactory results. Airlines listen to 
their customers' complaints- and to 

. heir compliments. By focusing on pro­
blem areas, they can determine how 
they can best improve their service. 
Although regulations do exist, airlines 
have much discretion as to monetary 
compensation in response to consumer 
complaints. Therefore, how effectively 
you complain is directly related to how 
satisfactorily you will be compensated. 

Often, the airline itself will be able to 
handle your complaint. Customer ser­
vic~ representatives for the airline can 

. ive you on-the-spot relief; for exam­
ple, by making hotel arrangements for 
stranded passengers or writing ~om­
pensation checks for passengers 
denied boarding. 

When on-the-spot relief is not possi­
ble, Beshear suggests that one should 
file a written complaint with the 
airline's consumer office. To make 
your complaint convincing, be clear 
and concise as to what happened. Use 

a only relevant information and stay 
W'away from petty gripes. Also, keep all 

records of flight information (ticket 
receipts, boarding passes, etc.) and 
take notes of the incident, including the 
names of people with whom you dealt. 

Keep a business- like tone to your 
letter. Begin by stating the type of 
reservation you held, the ticket office 
and airport with which you dealt, the 
flight upon which the incident occur­
red, and an explanation of the problem. 

a Give the names of all the people with 
~hom you dealt- both those who were 

helpful and those who were not. Inform 
the airline of any inconvenience or 
monetary loss you suffered. Be sure, in 
closing, to state what amends you ex­
pect the airline to make. Be reasonable 
in your demands so that your com­
plaint does not earn you a polite 
apology and a place in the airline's 
crank file . 

If you do not get satisfaction from the 
. irline, but still feel you deserve com­

pensation, you can £ilea written com­
plaint with the Attorney General's con­
sumer protection division. The con­
sumer protection <livision mediates 
consumer complaints and provides a 
variety of consumer information. You 
can write to them a t 209 St. Clair St., 
Frankfort, Ky.

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Finance Expert Says 
Centralized Funding 
Is Good For Schools 

This is a volatile time for funding 
public schools but Kentucky seems to 
be faring very well as compared to 
other states, according to a national 
school finance expert. 

During a meeting in Frankfort on 
April 12. Dr. Kathleen Adams said 
Kentucky has a highly centralized 
system for funding schools which she 
believes to be the best approach . Dr. 
Adams is a public finance specialist 
with the Education Commission of the 
States in Denver, Colo. 

Kentucky 's financing process is 
highly centralized in that 69.6 percent 
of m~ney going to the elementary and 
secondary schools comes from the 
state level, she said. 

This state share figure is much 
higher than the national average and 
figures from the surrounding states. 
Nationally only 49 percent of the 
money contributed to schools comes 
from the state level with many states 
coming in well below the national 
figure. 

Ohio. for example. contributes 41.7 
percent at the state level while asking 
for 50.2 percent of school money from 
the local event. In Kentucky. only 18.5 
percent of school money comes from 
the local level. 

" I think that Kentucky is doing an 
extraordinary job keeping the growth 
in property taxes down," Dr. Adams 
said. "The local level of tax b)Jrden is 
very low as compared to other slates." 

According to figures supplied from 
the U.S. Department of Commerce, the 
national growth in local property taxes 
from 1975 to 1980 showed a gain of 4.6 
percent while Kentucky actually show­
ed a loss of .2 percent. 

"The only way a lot of stales will be 
able to pull out of the financial crises 
that they now face is through tax 
reform." explained Dr. Adams. " But 
there is now a stall in the ability to 
reform because of the nux in the 
economy. 

" The effort to maintain the centraliz­
ed nature of schools that Kentucky has 
is very impor tant in times such as 
these." she added. 

Dr. Adams also had high praise for 
Kentucky's percentage of state 
revenue generated from severance 
taxes. 

Figures from 1980 show that Ken­
tucky receives 8.3 percent of its 
revenue from severance taxes, largely 
from coal. ranking the stale sixth in the 
nation. 

Dr. Adams came to Kentucky to ad­
dress key legislators and those af­
filiated with elementary. secondary 
and higher education who were atten­
ding a seminar sponsored by the 
Education Commission of the States.. 

Comments On 
Child Abuse 

<This is the final article in a series on 
child abuse, provided by Mountain 
Comprehensive Care Center.) 

Child abuse is a vicious circle, usual­
ly handed down from generation to 
generation. What can be done to break 
the circle, and to prevent it from per­
sisting in the future? 

Prevention means stopping the 
abuse before it happens. Preparation 
and education are important aspects of 
prevention which are now receiving 
more support in the community. The 
following are some ways prevention is 
being accomplished. 

High schools have begun to offer 
family life courses to familiarize young 
people with the realities of parenthood 
before they become parents. 

Change is occurring in hospitals to 
provide family-centered maternity 
care. This type of care allows mother, 
father, and siblings maximum time 
with the newborn to establish strong 
family bonding Encouragement and 
support from the hospital staff give 
new parents positive feelings about 
their ability to be good parents . The 
hospital is an ideal setting in which to 
provide parenting education. 

Parenting skills training courses 
teach the stages of a child's develop­
ment. ways to strengthen parent-child 
communication, and alternative 
methods for guidance and discipline. 
These are usually offered by mental 
health agencies, or through COJT.lmuni­
ty service courses. In the home, parent 
support groups offer a relaxed setting 
where parents can socialize, ventilate 
their feelings. and encourage each 
other in the challenge of raising 
children. 

In some communities, volunteer ef­
forts are organized and phone numbers 
are publicized. Individuals show that 
they care by listening and talking to 
troubled parents, directing them to 
helping services. and volunteering to 
help with household chores and child 
care. 

A special opportunity to help the 
mistreated child is foster parenting. 
With love and attention, the circle of 
abuse could be broken in that child's 
life.

Forest Fires Set By 
Arson, Negligence, 
Are Campaign Target 

Smokey Bear's plea to prevent forest 
fires gels extra help in the south where 
a special campaign is aimed at a pro­
blem peculiar to the region-forest 
fires that are set maliciously or caused 
by debris burning. 

Known as the Southern Cooperative 
Forest Fire Prevention Program 
(SCFFP >. the campaign is almost 25 
years old . In that time, the number of 
acres of forest land under protection in 
the south has increased 62 percent and 
the number of fires per million acres of 
protected land has decreased 11.5 per· 
cent. 

The southern forest fire prevention 
effort is the only regional program sup· 
ported by the Advertising Council. The 
Council is a non-profit organization 
through which business advertising 
and the media contribute their skills to 
help solve national problems. 

It was back in 1958 that a group of 
people got together to try to decide 
what to do about the South forest fire 
problem. More than half the forest 
fires in the nation were occurring in the 
south and about 75 percent of those 
were either set deliberately or resulted 
from burning of debris. 

The national Smokey Bear program 
was aimed at the public in general and 
had special appeal for children. But 
adults were the problem in the south 
and it was felt a special program was 
needed, one which could complement 
the national campaign. 

The theme of the first southern pro­
gram was "Every Time A Forest Fire 
Strikes, You Get Burned". The theme 
was changed through the years but the 
underlying message is the 
same- wildfires are costly and the ma­
jor causes of such fires in the south are 
arson and debris burning. This year's 
theme is "When Our Trees Go Up In 
Flames, Our Dollars Go Up In Smoke". 
· About 75 percent of the forest fires in 
the south each year still are set 
deliberately or result from debris bur· 
ning. The rest are caused mainly by 
carelessness in the woods. 

In 1960, 155 million acres of forest 
land in the south were classed as being 
protected. This meant that if a forest 
fire occurred, there would be 
firefighters available to help put it out. 
By 1980, the number of fires per million 
protected acres had dropped from 320 
in 1960 to 283 in 1980. 

Spring and fall are the major fire 
seasons in the south and the SCFFP 
uses television, radio, newspapers and 
magazines to get its prevention 
message across during those seasons. 
Usually, the public service an· 
nouncements for radio and television 
and the advertisements for 
newspapers and magazines go out 
twice a year. They reach more than 
2,000 newspapers and raclio stations, 
about 300 television stations and 75 
magazines. 

The program is financed and ad· 
ministered by the Southern Group of 
State Foresters and the U.S. Forest 
Service with coordination handled by 
the Staff Director of the Cooperative 
Fire Protection Staff, Southeastern 
Area, State and Private Forestry. 

An eight member committee direcls 
the program. There is a volunteer coor­
dinator from industry and a volunteer 
advertising agency which produces all 
the campaign materials. Liller Neal of 
Atlanta has been the volunteer adver· 
tising agency since the beginning of the 
program. Dick Hodges, Chairman of 
Liller Neal, was the campaign's first 
Account Executive. The services of the 
Advertising Council and the volunteer 
advertising agency are free. They are 
reimbursed only for actual expenses 
involving production and distribution 
of materials.

Editor's Note: The state of Iowa, 
which leads the nation in pupil reading 
scores. employs the reading program 
known as Exemplary Center for 
Reading Instruction <ECRI>. and in 
Kentucky only one school of one coun· 
ty, Mar tin, uses the program. Exten· 
ding the program to four other schools 
in Martin county-Tomahawk's Is the 
first-, the Martin county school board 
recently· compared reading scores 
from an unnamed county to show im· 
provement, if any, s ince 1965 . 
Although, according to one Martin 
school board member, that county had 
spent $5 million in federal money on Its 
Title I program during that time. there 
was "no significant Improvement." 
The following, written by Ann Clayton 
Brandt, editor of EdNews, Frankfort, 
Ky., tells the story of the "new" 
reading program in the Tomahawk 
Elementary School. 

You have to travel a long and win­
ding road with S-shaped curves around 
bends overlooking steep drop-offs 
down l'le mountainside to get to 
Tomahawk Elementary School in Mar· 
tin County. 

When you arrive, you notice the 
parking area is unpaved, the building 
is old (built in 1937) and the floors in 
the hallway are eroding. 
· But inside the school's eight class­
rooms, there's a new and innovative 
method of teaching reading, writing 
and spelling going on for kindergarten 
through sixth grade. 

The reading program, Exemplary 
Center for Reading Instruction 
<ECRI) , is a first for Martin Coun· 
ty-and the only program of its kind in 
Kentucky. It 's also happening in 
California, Ohio, New York, Michigan, 
Maine, North Carolina (29 states in 
all >, and in the country of Japan. 

ECRI was developed by Dr. Ethna 
Reid in 1966 on the theory that "no 
child should fail and that all children 
can learn if they receive proper in· 
struction ." ECRI, based in Salt Lake 
City, Utah, was validated in 1971 as 
part of the National Diffusion Network. 

Dramatic results have occurred in 
states operating the program for a 
year or more. Students are reading 
significantly above grade level, and 
there is less need for remedial work. 
For example, in schools in Grove City, 
Ohio, ECRI techniques in kindergarten 
reduced the number of students iden· 
tified as needing Title I assistance in 
first grade. 

ECRI is a "mastery learning" pro­
cess in which the student is expected to 
master certain skills before going on to 
the next level. Students must achieve 
100 percent in reading and spelling and 
85 percent in comprehension before ad­
vancing, explains Tomahawk Prin· 
cipal Gary Phillips. 

The teacher follows step-by-step pro­
cedures and detailed sequences to pre· 
sent learning activities in a definite 
time frame and on a minute-to-minute, 
hour-to-hour and day-to-day basis. This 
keeps the student moving along at 
tasks for longer periods of the instruc­
tional day and cuts down on wasted 
time. 

ECRI offers a "more systematic ap­
proach" to learning, explains 
Tomahawk sixth grade teacher Linda 
Webb. "Students know exactly what is 
expected of them . If you overlook 
something, they remind you." 

The mastery learning technique has 
three major facets: skills time which 
includes reading a story, writing a 
story, teaching words and comprehen­
sion and strategy ; practice time in 
which the teacher checks vocabulary, 
spelling and comprehension (later this 
will include grammar); and back-up 
skiUs time which includes spelling, 
penmanship and dictation . 

Tomahawk students spend 214z hours 
each morning in language arts. They

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work in groups and individually. In the 
group learning, students spell and pro­
nounce words rapidly. Then they make 
a sentence using the word with each 
student saying the sentence out loud. 
They must think of their sentences 
quickly . Then looking at the 
chalkboard, they tell what letter or let­
ters are missing from a word . 

Students read lists of their spelling 
words, repeating each word rapidly 
three times. Teachers use stopwatches 
to time how long the "spell and read" 
process takes for a group of words. The 
vocabulary level of students is quite 
impressive with second graders spell­
ing " rhinoceros," "compassionate" 
and "Ankylosaurus. " 

As Phillips explains, moving quickly 
in the reading instruction reduces lag 
time and thus saves instructional time. 
Instead of the teacher holding up a 
card with a word and asking, "Who 
knows this word?," she holds up the 
card and all students respond im· 
mediately, reading and spelling the 
word. Group study reduces embarrass· 
ment sometimes caused by calling on 
one student, and group responses offer 
security to nonresponsive students. 
Also, there's no time for students to 
become inattentive. 

Besides the group work, students 
work on their own, reading and writing 
stories. While the teacher works with 
one group at a certain level, the other 
students work independently reading 
and writing stories at their level. Each 
class has three groups of students 
organized according to their levels of 
achievement. 

Once or twice a week, each student 
reads aloud privately with thE: teacher 
so that the teacher can detect any 
speech or reading problems. Teachers 
have conferences once a week with 
each child. 

Students keep their own folders and 
records at the same time the teacher 
keeps records on each student. Taking 
an active part in their language arts in­
struction, students let the teacher 
know when they are ready to take their 
mastery tests. 

Independent mastery tests are given 
daily depending on when students are 
ready to take them. Tests are given at 
different numbered levels. A student 
has to recognize and read a word in one 
second and then spell the word. The 
teacher times the student. The theory 
is that if the student can recognize and 
repeat the word in one second, then he 
or she has learned it, says Phillips. 

Limited supplies are required in us­
ing the ECRI system. Teachers use 
aids such as an opaque projector, the 
chalkboard, easel boards with written 
words and notecards with spelling 
words on them. Any basal reader may 
be adapted for use in the ECRI techni· 
que. Tomahawk is using the Ginn 
series which includes 15 books and 
covers 15 levels. 

Implementing the ECRI system at 
Tomahawk has cost over $10,000 in· 
eluding a federal basic skills grant of 
$7,715 with the rest being made up in 
local funds . A large part of the cost is in 
training teachers for the ECRI system. 

The key to the ECRI system is'modi­
fying teacher behavior , taking the 
burden of learning off the student and 
putting it on the teacher, Phillips ex­
plains. Teachers are evaluatt~d by the 
principal. 

Teachers must learn to elicit 
responses from the student, give praise 
and find something positive about a 
student's work. With the emphasis on 
teacher responsibility, everyone can 
Jearn, the slow learner as well as those 
who pick up things more quickJy. As 
one teacher commented. "It may take 
more practice time, but you keep work­
ing at it until students master the skills 
so they won 't just fall through the 
cracks." 

Tomahawk's teachers participated 
in workshops last spring and in 
December with Dr. Reid who came to 
work with them and meet with the 
school board. 

At first, teachers were reluctant to 
learn and apply the new method, 
Phillips says. But after seeing the pro­
gress students have made since 
September, they are very enthused 
about the program. 

One veteran teacher who had been 
apprehensive about the new system 
now says she "wouldn't teach words 
any other way. 

A parent, Myrtle Maynard, has seen 
the change in her son Tommy's 
reading since he was in the first grade. 
Tommy started in ECRI in second 
grade last year and is now under the 
system in third grade. His was the only 
class to start last year, having been -
taught by Peggy Phillips who came to 
Tomahawk with her husband and had 
been previously trained in the ECRI 
system. That particular class scored in 
the 65th percentile on achievement 
tests last year. The mean score for 
Martin County is the 42nd percentile. 

"This is the best thing to happen in 
school since I came to school here," 
said Mrs. Maynard. " I wish they'd had 
something like this when I was 
learning," she added. 

Although a native of Martin County, 
Gary Phillips moved away in the 
fourth grade. Two yea rs ago, he 
returned to his roots, so to speak. The 
Phillipses were familiar with ECRI 
having used it in the South-Western ci· 
ty school district in Grove City, Ohio. 

The program is showing such 
positive results that Martin County 
Superintendent Dr. Dan Branham is 
planning to expand the program into 

the county's other six elementary 
schools next fall. This may be phased 
in over a two-year period starting with 
K-3 and then including grades 4·6. 

During this school year, Tomahawk 
has been visited by all the elementary 
teachers in the county as well as some 
from neighboring Johnson County . 

Mar tin County is anxiously awaiting 
results of the state achievement tests 
their students are taking this spring 
along with students all over Kentucky. 

PhilJips expects to see at least one 
month's growth for every month a stu­
dent has been in the program. In many 
cases, students are already reading 
above grade level. One third-grade stu­
dent is reading at the sixth-grade level 
and spends part of her time working in 
the sixth-grade classroom. Twenty six­
thgraders in a class of 35 are reading 
on the seventh-grade level. In fifth 
grade, 13 out of 30 students are beginn­
ing the seventh-grade book. In grade 
four , 18 of 39 students are finishing the 
fifth-grade book. Eleven of the 29 
students in third grade are finishing 
the fifth-grade book. In the second­
grade class of 24 students, six are on 
the fifth-grade book and seven are 
completjng the third-grade book. Of 
the 29 students in first-grade, eight are 
reading at second-grade level and nine 
are on the last first-grade book. 

"At this point, we are awaiting the 
latest CTBS results to see the 
statistical proof of the Tomahawk 
students' improvement in language 
arts," comments Debra Johnson, pro­
gram manager for basic skills in the 
Kentucky Department of Education. 
Ms. Joh.nson helped Tomahawk secure 
the federal grant and has followed the 
program closely. 

" Dramatic increases in positive at­
titudes, however, are already evident. 
Student pride in learning, parental 
satisfication and teacher commitment, 
which are the heart of a positive learn­
ing atmosphere, abound, in addition to 
the academic benefits of ECRI," she 
adds.

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Congressional Resolution 
Honors Nurse-Midwives 

\ 

In recognition of health care pro-
viders whose history goes back to the 
beginning of civilization, the U.S. Con­
gress has unanimously passed a 
resolution naming April 19-26: "Na­
tional Nurse-Midwifery Week." Citing 
the record of certified nurse-midwives 
in reducing infant mortality, the Con­
gress said, "There is a need to further 
r ecognize the unique contr ibution 
nurse-midwives have made to mothers 
and infants in the United States during 
the past half century." 

Certified Nurse-Midwives are pro­
fessionals educated in both nursing and 
midwifery. They take care of healthy 
women during pregnancy, deliver 
babies and manage newborn care, con­
duct classes in preparation for child­
birth and parenting, provide family 
planning and do gynecologic check­
ups. Most certified nurse-midwives 
work in hospitals , many work in birth 
centers and a few attend births at 
home. There are approximately 2,500 
nurse-midwives in the U.S. today and 
they delivered at least 35,000 babies 
last year. 

Eastern Kentucky has had the ser­
vice of nurse-midwives since 1925. One 
of the first schools for nurse-midwifery 
in Eastern Kentucky is the Frontier 
School of Midwifery and Family Nurs­
ing in Leslie county. The school has 
graduated more than 500 nurse­
midwives. 

Presently, seven counties in Eastern 
Kentucky have midwife services avail­
able. Locally, serving Floyd and 
Magoffi.n counties, through Big Sandy 
Health Care, is Sister Roberta 
Naegele, CF NM. Working for E ast 
Kentucky Health Services Center in 
Knott county is Katie Isaacs. Both of 

. t hese midwives have delivery 
privileges at Our Lady of the Way 
Hospital, at Martin.

"There is no reason we can't be 
closer to the top of the list," McCann , 
general manager of the Jenny Wiley 
Summer Music Theater, told members 
of Prestonsburg city council Monday.

Wednesday , May 19, will be 
homecoming for Lt. Col. William E . 
Clark. 

And he is bringing with him on his 
return to his hometown the interna­
tionally famous United States Army 
Field Band, of which he is commander 
and conductor, with the Soldiers' 
Chorus, for a free concer t. 

It is homecoming for the 
commander-conductor of the band, 
because he was born here , a son of 
Emery E. Clark and the late Mae Hill 
Clark, who lived here until Mr. Clark's 
retirement. , 

Local sponsors of the Army Field 
Band and Soldiers ' Chorus are The 
Floyd County Times and the Music 
Depar tment of Prestonsburg Com­
munity College headed by Gus Kalos. 

During the day the· band and chorus 
will present two concerts, both without 
charge. The first will be for students at 
1 p.m., May 19, and the second, which 
will be for the genera l public, will be at 
8 p.m. Both concerts will be held at the 
Prestonsburg High School fieldhouse. 

The 65-piece band with chorus of 25 

voices is under the operational control 
of the Army's chief of public affairs at 
the Pentagon. Known as " the Musical 
Ambassadors of the Army," the Field 
Band travels thousands of miles a 
year, making at least two major con­
cert tours annually. It is considered by 
music critics as one of the most distinc­
tive musical organizations now ap­
pearing before the public. 

One such accolade was paid by John 
Blunt, of the Yorkshire Evening Press, 
after the concert in York, England. He 
wrote: " ... 115 men in a park did more 
good for their country in 90 minutes 
than the pronouncements of their 
statesmen do, perhaps, in as many 
months ." 

Wrote Ivan H. Peterman , 
Philadelphia Inquirer .critic : "A Paris 
audience came to sniff at Gershwin 
music but forgot their French non­
chalance to cheer enthusiastically. 
Amsterdam's audience became a wild , 
cheering throng as Sousa's famed 
Stars and Stripes March ended the 
show." 

'}'he Field Band not only tours the 

United States, appearing in the coun· 
try's largest cities as well as smaller 
towns but has in four ove('seas trips 
visited almost all ·European countries 
except Russia and, playing once in 
Belgrade, has penetrated the Iron Cur­
tain. · 

Though seen and heard by millions 
around the world via television, radio 
and motion pictures, the largest crowd 
ever to witness a single performance 
by the band was in Milwaukee where 
one July evening more than 325,000 
people jammed the shoreline of Lake 
Michigan to hear the band participate 
in the "Old Milwaukee Days" fete. 

The Field Band is composed of the 
Army's finest soldier-musicians, many 
of whom have studied at the country 's 
leading conservatories and schools of 
music. All its members wer~ selected 
for assignment after personal audition . 

The Soldiers' Chorus, which is an in· 
tegral part of the band, is directed by 
Capt. Gary F . Lamb, of Alliance, 
Nebraska . It presents its own special 
arrangements of well-known composi­
tions at each performance. 

Heads U.S. Army Field Band 
Lieut. Col. William E. Clark, commander and 

conductor of the United States Army Field Band of 
Washington, D.C. is the sixth director in the history 
of the band. Colonel Clark entered upon his duties 
with more than 27 years' experience in military 
music. 

He earned the Bachelor of Arts and Master of Arts 
degrees from Marshall University, Huntington. W. 
Va ., and prior to joining the Army taught in­
strumental music in Kentucky and Ohio and was the 
bandmaster of the Kentucky National Guard Band. 

Lieut. Col. Clark was commissioned in 1966 and 
was assigned as staff bands officer at Head· 
quarters. United States Army Europe, followed by 
an assignment to the Staff Bands Office, Head­
quarters, Department of the Army, Washington , 
D.C . I 

After a tour with the !99th Infantry Brigade in 
Vietnam, he served as executive officer of the 
United States Military Academy Band at West 
Point. Prior to his current assignment, he served as 
commandant of the United States Army Element , 
School of Music in. Norfolk, Virginia .

Medal. the Meritorious Service Medal with Oak 
Leaf Cluster and the Army Commendation Medal 
with two Oak Leaf Clusters.

Support Pay· 

Some Kentucky taxpayers who have 
delinquent child or spousal support 
obligations may have their individual 
federal tax accounts frozen from re­
fund action. Some part or all of an ex­
pected federal tax refund may be offset 
to the state, and not sent to the in­

·dividual. 
The Internal Revenue Code provides 

for the offset of income tax over­
payments for delinquent child and 
spousal support. Names of individuals 
who are delinquent in child support 
payments are referred to the Internal 
Revenue Service from the federal 
Department of Health and Human Ser­
vices <HHS). A letter called a "Notice 
of Offset" will be sent to each taxpayer 
when a refund is applied to a delin­
quent obligation. This letter will in­
form taxpayers that all or a part of 
their tax refund was kept to fully or 
partially satisfy a past due support 
obligation referred from HHS. The let­
ter will also include the address and 
telephone number of the state agency 
to which the offset has been paid. This 
state agency may be from a state other 
than Kentucky. 

The Internal Revenue Service is 
authorized to offset only the unpaid 
child-spousal obligations that are cer­
tified and referred by the Department 
of Health an<~ Human Services. 

If a taxpayer does not agree with the 
Notice of Offset, contact should be 
made with the state agency shown on 
the Notice of Offset, and not the IRS.

According to the agreement, Leslie 
was permitted to choose half the 
members of the executive commit­
tee-now swollen to 15, the maximum 
permitted under party rules- and 
Isaac the other half. Yet another ingre­
dient was added to the mix last year 
when Jerry Lafferty, Jr. bested Dick 
Leslie in the judge-executive's race. 

For Dr. Leslie, taking first turn at 
the chairmanship apparently proved 
useful in securing his election to the 
state central executive committee-as 
one of five representatives of the 
Seventh Congressional District- a 
position he will hold for four years. He 
was also named alternate delegate to 
the national Democratic convention 
which sought unsuccessfully to return 
Jimmy Carter for a second term as 
president. 

Isaac will have the advantage of par­
ty leadership here during next year's 
campaign for governor, when the can­
didates-so far Human Resources 
Secretary Dr. Grady Stumbo, Lt. Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins, and Louisville 
Mayor Harvey Sloane are said to be in-
terested in the job- will presumably be 
wooing support in this Democratic 
stronghold. 

Whether that advantage amounts to 
much is· a matter of >Opinion. It didn't 
hurt Floyd to carry the banner for Bert 
Combs and Ned Breathitt in years past 
and, theoretically, support for a suc­
cessful candidate next year could reap 
some benefits for the county or at leaJt 
for Isaac's supporters- though few, ~f 
any, jobs at the county level now owe 
anything to the governor's favor, and 
the very concept of political patronage 
has recently suffered a public drubbing 
at the hands of Gov. John Y. Brown. 

According to some, the split in Floyd 
Democratic politics itself reduces 
whatever leverage the party here 
might have on state officials. Having 
one figure here who can credibly claim 
wide voter support-or even having, as 
in the old days, a recognized patronage 
broker here - might count for 
something in Frankfort; a divided 
organization is in a distinctly weaker 
bargaining position, it is argued. 

At the meeting last Tuesday of the 
Floyd executive committee which 
ratified his succession to the party 
leadership, Isaac's supporters were 
also able to turn aside a bid by Leslie to 
name a replacement for commit­
teeman Fred Conn, of Dana, who was 
said to have tendered his resignation. 
Isaac will presumably now be in a posi­
tion to name his own replacement for 
Conn. 

To what extent the new chairman 
/ J flm ol! a ble to consolidate his position, 

however, may depend to some extent 
on Judge-Executive Lafferty, who is 
not universally included among Isaac's 
admirers, and on the inevitable role of 
the Board of Education, which appears 
closer to Lafferty than to Isaac. 

For his part, Dr. Leslie says he now 
wants out of the fray . His sights are set 
on a different trophy-the state 
senatorial seat currently held by 
Lowell Hughes, ~Ashland, whose 25th 
District-since the recent realignment 
of boundaries- now includes the major 
part of Prestonsburg. Hughes has 
reportedly indicated he will not seek 
re-election to the seat.

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Many Complain, 
But Few Testify 
In Liquor Cases 

People who complain to police about 
illegal liquor sales should be prepared 
to back up their allegations in court. 

' That was the complaint of Assistant 
County Attorney Eric Hall last week, 
after a man accused of bootlegging 

: was acquitted by a district court jury 
, here. 
· The acquittal last Thursday of 
: James " Dukie" Poston, 41 , of 
: McDowell , who was arrested in 

• February on a charge of illegal posses­
sion of alcoholic beverages, marked 

I the second bootlegging charge in a 
week to be thrown out by a jury here. 

' On April 15, Hubert C. Stephens, 55, of 
Manton, was found not guilty of an 
identical charge. 

The jury decisions visibly angered 
Hall, who said he felt the prosecution 
made convincing cases in each in-

• stance. Both defendants had been the 
: subject of neighbors' complaints and 

police officers recovered quantities of 
liquor in each case, but none of the 
complainants could be persuaded to 
testify in court, he said. 

Following "numerous complaints," 
sheriff's officers raided an apartment 
building on Frasure's Branch, near 
McDowell High School, on February 8, 
recovering 21 cases of beer and six 
pints of liquor. They arrested Poston, 
who lives in the apartment building. 
Poston's wife, the only witness called 
by Public Defender Ned Pillersdorf in 
the case, testified that the beer- most 
of which was found in a hallway 
closet- belonged to other occupants in 
the apartment building. The whiskey, 
which sheriff's deputies said they 
found under the cushions of a couch in 
Poston's apartment, was intended for 
the family's personal use, Mrs. Poston 
testified. 

About a dozen cases of beer and 12 
pints of liquor were recovered by State 
Trooper James Rederick during a 
search of a house on Stephens Branch, 
near Martin, on January 30. Stephens, 
who said he was a caretaker of the 
unoccupied dwelling, had a liquor price 
list in his pocket at the time of his ar­
rest, Rederick said. Called by 
Pillersdorf for the defense, Clarence 
Martin said the beer was being stored 
in the house for his son, who intended to 
use it for a party. As in the McDowell 
case, the Stephens Branch raid follow­
ed a number of citizens' complaints, it 
was said. 

Prosecutor Hall said that, in his four 
years with the county attorney's office 
here no citizen has been willing to take 
the ~tand against an alleged bootleg­
ger. In his exPf'rience, district court 
juries are reluctant to take the uncor­
roborated word of police officers, he 
said. 

Hall said he believes potential 
witnesses sometimes fear reprisals if 
they testify against accused bootleg­
gers. The pending local-option election 
here also seems to be having an in­
fluence on juries, who appear unwilling 
to convict persons for liquor sales that 
could become legal here, he said.

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The explosives were hidden beneath 
a concrete watering trough . It was sur­
mised that the materials may have 
been stolen from nearby mining opera­
tions. 

The week's second discovery of ex­
plosives came late Tuesday afternoon 
when· the Prestonsburg Fire Depart­
ment checked into a report that several 
sticks of dynamite were stashed in the 
bed of a pickup truck parked along 
North Lake Drive here near Lloyd's 
Hardware. 

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom 
Blackburn removed eight sticks of 
dynamite and a cluster of approx-

. imately 50 highly explosive blasting 
caps from the bed of the tr.uck, believ­
ed to be a vehicle repossessed by a 
local bank . Blackburn also found five 
more sticks of dynamite in the front 
floor of the truck's cab. 

Although no details were confirmed 
as of Tuesday night, Blackburn said it 
appeared that the truck may have been 
used by a mine employee and the ex­
plosives, related to mine work, simply 
hauled away as the vehicle was repos­
sessed. He said empty casings for 
transporting nitroglycerine-derived 
explosives such as are used in mining 
were also found in the truck. 

The dynamite, which Blackburn 
pointed out was of a low-percentage 
variety, commonly used in deep mine 
blasting, as well as the blasting caps, 
were burned by the fire department.

056, 085, 120, 122; KAR 63; 031. 

These regulations cover permits and • 
compliance schedules, general com­
pliance r equirements , attainment 
s tatus des ignations, prevention of 
sig~ificant deterioration of air_ quality, 
r evtew of new sources m non­
attai nme nt areas and controlled 
trading. Also covered by the proposed 
regulation changes are new stationa,ry 
gas turbines, new bulk gasoline plants, 
new ser vices stations, new fabric 
vinyl a nd paper-surface coating opera: 
tions, and new graphic arts facilit ies 
which use r otogravure and flex­
ography. 

E xisting loading facilities , bulk 
gasoline plants, service stations 

, I 

coaling operations and graphic arts 
facilities are also affected by the pro­
posed changes along with gasoline task 
trucks. 

The regulations to be considered can 
be found in the March and April issues 
of the Administrative Record of Ken­
tucky.

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Court Suit Ends 
In Primacy Case 

The hearing set for last Saturday to 
lift the restraining order whtch was 
delaying the changeover of primacy in 
handling strip-mining from feder;tl to 
state control was not held at Paints­
ville, as scheduled, because the suit 
calling for the injunction was dismiss­
ed three days earlier. 

The suit to bar the state from assum­
ing primacy was filed April 13 by B.M. 
Morris. of Paintsville, and Morris and 
Marshall, Inc., Pike county coal firm . 
It contended that the state's perma­
nent regulations on strip-mining were 
illegal. 

But last week both sides got down to 
the business of negotiating their dif­
ferences . The result was that a 
"stipulation of dismissal" was signed 
last Wednesday by attorneys for Mor­
ris. officials of the Department for 
Natural Resources and Attorney 
General Bashear. 

The federal government granted 
primacy to Kentucky on the condition 
that 12 changes , mostly technical, in 
the regulations be made by May, 1984. 

Jackie Swiga rt. s ecretary of the 
Department for Natura l Resources , 
said most of the cha nges can be made 
through regulations, although some 
will require legislation during the 1984 
Legislature 

"We are set to go," Mrs. Swigart 
said . " We need to move ahead with this 
program We have been talking about 
if for four and a half years in this 
department. Now it is time to bite the 
bullet and move a head " 

The 1982 Legislature provided addi· 
tional funds for the program that will 
allow the department to hire 21 addi­
tional inspectors after July 1 and add 
additional personnel in the permit divi­
sion. 

Strip-mine regulations in Kentucky 
have been enforced by the federal Of. 
fice of Surface Mining since the federal 
surface-mining act was passed in 1977. 

Federa l inspectors, who have shared 
responsibility \\.ith their state counter­
parts, "' ill take on mostly an oversight 
capacity a fter May 15, Mrs Swigart 
said.

The Wildflower that Inspired the Pilgrims 
The story of the Pilgrim Fathers is 

known to most students, but it is 
necessary for me to give some of the 
highlights of the story of these hardy 
and courageous people, who braved 
hardships and danger for the sake of 
religious freedom. 

Aboard the Mayflower were 102 per­
sons- 41 men, the rest women and 
children .. After a hazardous journey of 
66 days across the stormy Atlantic, the 
Mayflower reached Cape Cod Bay on 
Nov. 12, 1620. But as the poets later 
wrote, it was a "stern and rockbound 
coast," and the bleak land looked 
harsh and uninviting .. So the Pilgrims 
didn't go ashore there. They spent 
almost a month, sailing along the coast 
of Massachusetts, looking for a more 
suitable place to establish their colony. 

At length, on Dec. 26, 1620, they land­
ed 1lt Plymouth harbor and went 
ashore to view the land. Here it seemed 
was a suitable place to establish their 
colony. There were signs of previous 
habitation. There was a clearing where 
it appeared that crops such as corn had 
once been grown. There was also a hill 
overlooking the site. This hill could be 
used for the location of a fort. This 
place had once been an Indian village, 
but the dread disease, smallpox, had 
wiped out the entire village. 

Here the Pilgrims went to work and 
established their colony. They formed 
The Mayflower Compact for governing 
the colony, and chose John Carver as 
the first governor. 

The winter of 1620.21 was a bitter one 
for the Pilgrims. Disease, hardships, 
inadequate food took a heavy toll of the 
colony. Almost half of the colony 
perished. 

away the brown winter leaves and 
found more pretty blossoms hiding 
under the leaves. The flowers he found 
were those of Trailing Arbutus, which 
is now the state Clower of 
Massachusetts. He pressed his nose to 
the flowers and caught a whiff of their 
sweet fragrance. 

Those beautiful, little flowers, com­
ing out in the wake of the melting snow, 
were bold harbingers of spring. They 
hadn't let the cold winter discourage 
them from coming alive to show their 
beauty to the world. 

Those wild flowers spoke a message 
to the heart of the Pilgrim. They seem­
ed to say: "We bring you glad tidings 
of another spring." 

Indeed, these pretty wild flowers 
were not quitters because the winter 
had been harsh and cold. 

The Pilgrim was overjoyed with the 
message the wild flowers had brought. 
He ran down to the colony to get the 
others to come with him to see the 
flowers. It was an excited group of peo­
ple following him back up the hillside. 
They fell on their knees to look at the 
rose-pink flowers and smell their 
fragrance. 

"These pretty flowers are given us 
as a message from heaven. Let us 
thank God for sending them," they 
said. 

They poured out their thanks for the 
flowers, and then all agreed to stay and 
plant their crops in the spring. 

When the Mayflower sailed back to 
England there wasn't a single member 
of the colony aboard. 

The trailing a rbutus is a member of 
the Heath Family. It often forms 
large patches on dry, sunny hillsides. It 
also blooms when patches of snow still 
linger in shady spots, and is considered 
one of the first harbingers of spring.

Wildlife Group Offers Free 
Publication On Acid Rain 

A "primer" on acid rain-its forma­
tion, its impact, and how citizens can 
help pass legislation controlling it- is 
available free of charge from the Na­
tional Wildlife Federation. The 
publication discusses, in language that 
the non-scientist can understand, how 
acid precipitation has come to destroy 
the fish and aquatic life in hundreds of 
lakes across the country. 

It also swnmarizes statistics on 
where acid rain (formed when sulfur 
dioxide emissions combine with 
moisture in the air> is doing the most 
damage. For example, 212 Adirondack 
lakes in upstate New York are already 
fishless because of acid rain and more 
th2n 10,000 lakes in Michigan are 
susceptible to acidification. The 
publication points nut that acid 
precipitation isn't always in the form 
of rain ; in Los Angeles, it's "acid fog," 
with an acidity like that of vinegar, 
that blankets the city. 

Finally, for the citizens who wants to 
support the Fedration 's efforts to enact 
legislation controlling acid rain, the 
booklet explains how he can help. To 
get the publication, write to the 
Naitonal Wildlife Federation, Depart­
ment No. 40, 1412 Sixteenth Street, NW, 
Washington, D.C., 20036.

Number Jobless 
Shows Decrease 

Kentucky 's pnemployment rate 
dropped from 11.5 percent in February 
to a preliminary March rate of 10.7 per­
cent, according to Department for 
Human Resources statistics released 
last week. The state's unemployment 
rate for March last year was 8.9 per­
cent. 

The comparable national unemploy­
ment rate for March this year was a 
nonseasonally adJusted 9.5 percent. 

Kentucky's civ)lian labor force dur­
ing March was 1,590,400, down 5,300 
from February. The civilian labor 
force includes persons currently 
employed and unemployed persons ac­
tively looking for jobs. 

According to the department's labor 
market analysis section, persons are 
continuing to drop out of the labor force 
due to the Jack of available jobs and 
many are exhausting their unemploy­
ment insurance benefits. 

The number of unemployed Ken­
tuckians during March numbered 
169,600, which is 14,100 less than in 
February and 22,700 more than were 
unemployed during March 1981, accor­
ding to department statistics. 

Total employment in Kentucky was 
estimated at 1,420,800 in March 8,800 
higher than the February estimate. 
The department's labor market 
analysis section attributes this in­
crease to seasonal upturns in 
agricultural wage and salary employ­
ment, construction employment and in 
the nonagricultural self-employed and 
unpaid family workers' category. 
Even though there was a significant in­
crease in total employment, the March 
1982 figures are 78,000 below the March 
1981 mark. 

The department's statistics also in­
dicated that the state's highest mon­
thly unemployment rate during the 
1975 recession year was 8.3 percent for 
June of that year. During 1981, Ken­
tucky's average unemployment rate 
was 8.4 percent.

Leaders and "Little People": 
Close Encounter in Frankfort 

<An editorial in The Lexington Herald > 
Those many Kentuckians who have journeyed to the capital city to present 

the views of the "little people" to their state legislators can sympathize with 
Joyce Everly's eye-opening experience on Tuesday. The Prestonsburg resi · 
dent had come to the Capitol building-along with other members of the Ken­
tucky Fair· Tax Coalition-to support legislation that would establish a 
meaningful tax on unmined minerals in the state. 

After meeting with legislative leaders, she assessed the G~neral Assembly 
in this fashion: ''This is the first time I've been in Frankfort," she said, 
"and, you know, it never dawned on me before I walked into that room that 
the little people who pay most of the taxes in Kentucky have little to say 
about what happens here." 

Well, we've never denied that travel is broadening. And welcome to the 
world of General Assembly, Joyce Everly. It is a world where legislative 
leaders play parliamentary games to stymie the passage of legislation that 
is supported by a fair number of their colleagues. 

In this instance, it is legislation that is sorely needed-legislation that 
would compel the mega-corporations that control much of Kentucky's coal 
reserves to contribute their fair share to the coffers of state and local 
government. It is legislation that would take some of the unfair tax burden 
off the shoulders of those "little people," whose voices are drowned out by 
the blandishments of special-interest lobbyists. 

House Bill 549, which would let the state and local governments tax unmin· 
ed minerals at the saine rate as other property, was appr'oved 11 to 1 by the 
House Appropriations and Revenue Committee. 

Customarily, that would mean the bill would come before the full House 
for a vote. But' the House Rules Committee, composed of the chamber's 
leadership, instead sent the bill to languish in the House Agriculture and 
Small Business Committee. Now, the legislation is expected to die in the 
waning days of this session. 

Apparently, the House leaders were afraid the bill might pass if it came to 
a vote on the floor. 

One of the chief opponents of HB 549 is House Speaker Bobby Richardson, 
D-Glasgow. He told the delegation from the Kentucky Fair Tax Coalition 
that the revenue problems of the coal counties that stand to benefit from the 
bill could all be solved if local property valuation administrators did their 
job, and assessed property at its fair value. 

Now, there is little doubt that PVAs in Eastern Kentucky could do a better 
job in assessing the thousands of acres of land owned by absentee corpora­
tions. The fact that two years ago a subsidiary of Norfolk & Western 
Railroad paid $76 in property taxes on 81,333. acres of land valued at $7.6 
million is sufficient proof that land is not assessed quite properly in the 

·mountains. 
But Speaker Richardson's further contention that coal is paying its fair · 

share of the tax burden in Kentucky cannot be taken seriously. The state's 
4.5 percent severance tax hardly pays for the damage done to state roads by 
overweight coal trucks- let alone covering the cost of repairing the en­
vironmental damage that results from coal mining. 

Local governments are prohibited from levying a separate tax on unmined 
coal, and the state tax of 1/10 of one cent per $100 is so ludicrously low that 
the state doesn't even bother trying to collect it. 

Nor can much credence be given to Mr. Richardson's argument that a 1976 
attempt to impose a tax on unmined minerals "completely and utterly fail· 
ed"-implying that any new attempt would fail as well. The 1976law relied 
heavily on voluntary actions by the owners of coal reserves; the new pro­
posal does not. Indeed, HB 549 has the teeth to make a tax on unmined 
minerals work, as it has worked in other states. 

We think a tax on unmined minerals would help bring some necessary 
equity to taxation in mineral-producing areas of .the state. As proposed in HB 
549, it would produce $21 million annually for the state, and $43 million each 
year for local governments. That is $64 million that ought to be paid by the 
corporation that own the mineral reserves, but is now being paid by the " lit· 
tie people." 

All in all, it's a sorry spectacle in Frankfort: The "little people" are asking

The last article discussed some 
widespread insect attacks that plagued 
the U.S during 1978. The spruce bud­
worm , eastern tent caterpillar, range 
caterpillar, screwworm, mountain 
pine beetle, birch leaf roller, fall army 
worm, gypsy moth, Japanese beetle, 
and potato beetle were mentioned. This 
article, originally released in January, 
1979, explains that these insects were 
not the only ones to proliferate during 
1978. Other insects experiencing record 
population explosions were grasshop­
pers, stink bugs, mosquitoes, crickets, 
and mayflies. 

A grasshopper plague, described by 
some entomologists as the worst in two 
decades, was prevalent in several 
states. The Colorado legislature voted 
two million dollars for the state's share 
of a federal spraying program for 
grasshoppers. The number of 
grasshoppers in Colorado was 
estimated to be six times more 
numerous than during a "serious in­
festation." In north central Texas,

grasshoppers attacked peach trees so 
that only the exposed pits were left cl­
inging on the branches. Green grass is 
also a favorite food and grasshoppers 
eat about two and one-half times their 
body weight each day. In record 
numbers, they munched on grass, 
tobacco, corn, soybeans, alfalfa, and 
tomatoes in central and western Ken­
tucky last year . An effective natural 
predator or biological control is yet to 
be found for the grasshopper, so 
farmers generally spray with sevin or 
malathion. 

Stink bugs were so numerous in parts 
of Colorado last summer , they formed 
a living carpet on roadways and in 
fields . The black adults give off a mus­
ty, unpleasant odor , as does a green 
species in western Kentucky, where 
their numbers reached epidemic pro­
portions in soybean fields last summer. 
Not as damaging as grasshoppers, 
stink bugs do cause soybean pods and 
seeds to shrivel. 

Mosquitoes were present in record 
numbers in Maryland and Minnesota, 
where residents jokingly called them 
the state bird because of their size. It 
seems that some mosquito species 
have developed a resistance to former­
ly effective pesticides; spraying leaves 
only the stronger or more resistant 
mosquitoes to breed with each other, 
producing a "superstrain." 

Kentucky and California cricket 
populations were the largest in several 
years. The insects forced businesses to 
close in some California towns because 
they covered floors, tables, and cook­
ing utensils. In Kentucky they invaded 
houses and businesses and did some 
crop damage, although they were 
usually only considered nuisances. 

In parts of Wisconsin, mayflies 
swarmed in such numbers they were 
kneedeep, especially near water from 
which they emerge as adults. They 
were actually a highway hazard ; 
several accidents were reported and 
some cars could not get traction and 
had to be towed away. 

Explanations for the large numbers 
of certain species of insects vary from 
the excessive use of pesticides to 
favorable weather and plentiful food. 
In some cases, pesticides can kill 
predaceous insects or beneficial ones, 
permitting the pest insect to thrive. 
Crop-growing weather in the U.S. was 
near-perfect last year and there was 
plenty of food for the pests. But the 
weather, in most cases, was also ideal 
for insects. Last spring, in most areas 
of the country, was not too wet, dry, 
cool, long, or short. In the case of 
crickets, a dry spring the previous 
year caused tiny cracks in the earth, 
providing refuge for the eggs. The mos­
quito outbreaks generally occurred 
after a wet spring. Hopefully, next 
year the natural predators of these 
pests will be able tc> control most of 
them . Next: agricultural contam­
inants.

Out Of High School? 
Apprentice Program 
May Be Worth A Look 

What do you do if you're just out of 
high school, don't plan to go to college 
and military service isn't too appeal­
ing? 

Well, you could try your luck in the 
job market or you could apply for an 
apprenticeship. 

According to Tracy Farmer, 
secretary of the state Public Protec­
tion and Regulation Cabinet, about 
3,201 Kentuckians have already opted 
for apprenticeships. Young men and 
women serve as apprentices in many 
of the state's 693 programs registered 
with the Kentucky Department of 
Labor, one of 13 agencies in the Public 
Protection Cabinet. 

As an apprentice in a registered pro­
gram, a person: 

- is paid while in training; 
- receives regular pay increases as 

skills progress; and 
-learns a skill that increas~ his or 

her job marketability. 

"Apprentices realize other benefits, 
too," Farmer said. "However, they are 
not the only ones who gain from these 
programs. Employers get dedicated, 
serious workers for wages that start at 
approximately half the pay· of ex­
perienced, skilled employees." 

Communities and the state also 
benefit from apprenticeship programs. 
Skilled workers become property 
owners and taxpayers. Consumers are 
assured of better goods and services 
when workers are carefully trained. 

"We believe that our apprenticeship 
system is one answer to the very ruf­
ficult economic times we are now ex­
periencing," said state Labor Commis­
sioner John C. Wells. "This depart­
ment, along with Kentucky State Ap­
prenticeship and Training Council, the 
state Education Department and 
representatives of the labor and 
management communities, are work­
ing together to meet Kentucky's needs 
now and in the future." 

Wells and an official of the Education 
Department serve as ex-officio 
members of the Apprenticeship and 
Training Council, a body comprised of 
three representatives from labor and 
three from management. The council 
and the Labor Department are respon­
sible for registering apprenticeship 
programs. 

The council sees that proposed pro­
grams meet standards recognized by 
industry and public agencies that in­
sure the development of skilled 
operators. 

And those operators, once trained, 
can enter such diverse fields as com­
puter technology, bricklaying, and air 
conditioning installation and repair. 

Apprenticeship applications may be 
made to an employer, a labor union, a 
local Joint Apprenticeship Committee, 
or a local State Employment Service 
Office.

NATIONAL CONSUMERS' WEEK 
According to Attorney General 

Steven L. Beshear, the week of April25 
to May 1 has been proclaimed National 
Consumers' Week by President 
Reagan and Consumers' Week in Ken­
tucky by.Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. The 
overall goal of Consumers' Week is to 
focus attention on the entral role of 
consumers in our economy. 

"More than ever before, consumers 
need to be informed of their rights and 
responsibilities in the marketplace," 
said Attorney General Beshear. 
"Futhermore, consumers must be 
made aware of the potential pitfalls 
they may encounter in order that they 
might invest their money wisely, I 
believe that Consumers' Week is an ex­
cellent opportunity to strive to meet 
these goals." 

Enhancing consumer awareness. is 
the primary goal of Consumers' Week. 
This includes not only information on 
goods and services, but also awareness 
of existing government agencies, com­
munity organizations and business 
groups that assist consumers. 

One such agency is the Attorney 
General's division of consumer protec­
tion. According to Attorney General 
Beshear, "My consumer protection 
division provides many important ser­
vices for Kentucky citizens. It enforces 
Kentucky consumer protection laws on 
behalf of the Commonwealth; it serves 
as a mediator between businesses and 
consumers when disputes arise; it pro­
vides a variety of educational ser­
vices; and it intervenes on behalf of 
consumers in utility rate cases." 

"Consumers fared remarkedly well 
in the 1982 General Assembly. Five 
consumer bills drafted and endorsed 
by my office were passed into law," 
said Beshear. These included bills 
which victimized consumers can make 
claims. Consumers are also given 
cooling-off periods in which to cancel 

. their health spa or buying club con­
tracts. 

A third bill was passed that requires 
professional fund raisers who are 
engaged in charitable solicitations to 
file with the Office of the Attorney 
General detailed disclosures to assist 
consumers in making informed deci­
sions about their charitable donations. 

The fourth bill makes technical 
changes in the Small Claims Act so 
that the Small Claims Court is more ac­
cessible to everyone. 

Finally, the Office of the Attorney 
General was successful in getting a 
new motor vehicle arbitration bill 
passed. This bill will make an informal 
dispute resolution system available to 
consumers with complaints concerning 
their automobiles. Each manufacturer 
will be required to set up such a pro­
cedure at no cost to the buyer by 
January 1, 1983.

Nevertheless, the upcoming debate 
over the ESA will be a "very tough bat­
tle" for the act 's proponents, says the 
current issue of National Wildlife 
magazine, the bi-monthly publication 
of the National Wildlife Federation. To 
win, conservationists will have to 
dispel some popular misconceptions 
about the law itself and buck the 
momentum behind the Reagan ad­
ministration, which tried to cut the En­
dangered Species Program budget by 
some 43 percent last year. 

For one thing, says the magazine, 
the public needs to understand that the 
Act never sought to bring a halt to 
development. It instead established a 
consul tation process to come up with 
alternatives that wouldn 't affect 
threatened species. 

Statistics bear out the contention 
that the law doesn't stymie develop­
ment, says Na tional Wildlife. In cose to 
1,000 consul tations between the U.S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service and federal 
agencies implementing the ESA since 
1979, only 150 proposed projects posed 
a danger to an endangered species or 
its habitat. In the "great majority" of 
cases, says the magazine, " reasonable 
alternatives" were developed. For ex­
ample, the magazine points out, 
mineral exploration in Montana's 
Cabinet Mountains was aiJowed to pro­
ceed with only slight modifications to 
protect grizzly bears. 

Other parts of the law haven't work­
ed so well, according to Na tional 
Wildlife, and that's where the legisla­
tion need strengthening. One of the 
most criticized aspects of the law is the 
procedure for adding endangered or 
threatened species to the official list. 
When this part of the act was amended 
in 1978, the entire process was simply 
made more cumbersome and ineffi­
cient, conservationists say . Ther 
result- a mere 15 species were added 
to the Jist the year after the amend­
ment took effect, compared to the 65 
species listed the year before. 

Now, under the Reagan Administra­
tion, says Na tional Wildlife, the listing 
p~ocess has "ground to a complete 
hall." Not a s ingle species has been 
proposed for the threatened or en­
dangered Jist since Reagan took office, 
though some species that were propos­
ed under President Carter have been 
added to the list. 

Working against a more efficient 
listing procedure, says the magazine, 
is a slashed budget. A cut of nearly half 
in the current federal budget for listing 
activities reflects "not only the Ad­
ministration's cost-trimming cam­
paign, but also a downgraded e.m· 
phasis on listing," says the magazme 
report. In addition, the Administration 
proposed a 20 percent reduction in fun ­
ding for programs that help restore a 
species' numbers, the recovery pro­
grams that have helped save the 
whooping crane and the California con­
dor , among others. 

The Endangered Species Act is being 
attacked on several fronts , many of 
which involve critical provisions of the 
law. Conservationists will have to re­
mind the American people, says Na­
tional Wildlife, that without the securi­
ty blanket of the Endangered Species 
Act, many more species would have 
preceded the tiny Tecopa pupfish down 
the road to extinction. 

The more that road is travelled- the 
more the "web of life" is broken by 
dropouts-the closer man himself 
comes to being endangered.

Kentucky Power Company last week 
released its new 10-year forecast of 
load growth, and although down slight­
ly from last year's forecast it remains 
considerably higher than both the na­
tional and American Electric Power 
System forecasts . 

Robert E . Matthews, president of 
Kentucky Power, said that the com­
pany's revised forecast projects a 5.8% 
annual growth over the next 10 years in 
peak internal demand, compared to a 
6.0% forecast last year. 

"This forecast remains higher than 
the national prediction of less than 1% 
for 1982, as well as the 3.5% being 
forecast over the next 10 years by AEP 
(Kentucky Power is one of eight 
operating companies which make up 
the AEP System)", Matthews said. 

He also said that Kentucky Power 
has lowered its forecast of internal 
energy requirements from 5.8% to 
4.9%, but compared this to the AEP 
System projection of 3.1%. 

Matthews added: "While Kentucky 
Power's higher-than-average pro­
jected load growth in the face of the na­
tion's general economic downturn is a 
real tribute to the relative stability of 
business in our 20-county service area, 
it also points up another fact. 

"By the winter of 1992-93, the end of 
the 10-year period, we project demand 
of 1,785 megawatts. Our present 
generating capability at Big Sandy 
Plant is 1,060 megawatts. This is why 
the company is acquiring a portion of 
the Rockport Plant, and we will be 
sharing in the generation of that plant 
by late 1984." 

Meantime, the American Electric 
Power System announced a new way of 
expressing its forecasts for the entire 
System as a single entity. 

Citing continuing economic uncer­
tainties, AEP announced a 10-year 
forecast of electric power and energy 
requirements that involves a three­
level range of economic growth pat­
terns. 

W.S. White, Jr., chairman of the 
board and chief executive officer of 
American Electric Power Company, 
Inc., said a range of forecasts was 
developed because of the persistent 
economic uncertainty and the wide 
divergence in the results of prominent 
econometric studies about ft.~ture 
development of the economy. 

" While it is important to stress that 
there will be economic growth in the 
years ahead," White said, "we must 
also bear in mind that there is no solid 
consensus on the amount of growth, the 
form it will take, or when it will 
occur."

As a result, he continued, "prudent 
planning requires lhat we try as best 
we can to anticipate the various levels 
at which development may take place 
and plan our activities within that 
framework." 

The AEP base, or reference, forecast 
is predicated on the assumption of 
moderate economic growth during the 
next 10 years. It calls for an annual 
growth rate of 3.5% in winter peak in­
ternal demand and of 3.1% in internal 
energy requirements across the AEP 
System. That projection compares 
with last year's forecast of an annual 
growth rate of 3.8%, both in winter 
peak internal demand and in internal 
energy requirements. 

By compar ison, a "pessimistic" 
economic projection anticipates an 
average annual growth rate in winter 
peak internal demand of 2.8% and in in­
ternal energy requirements of 2.2%. 
An "optimistic" economic projection 
visualizes a 4.4% annual growth rate in 
the winter peak internal demand and a 
4.3% annual growth rate in internal 
energy requirements.

KENTUCKY'S NATIONAL 
CHAMPION TREES 

What does a Bourbon County tiur oak 
have in common with a Boyle County 
blue ash tree? They are two of a group 
of nine Kentucky trees unique in their 
status as national champions, accor­
ding to the Amer ican Forestry 
Association's 1982 Register of Big 
Trees. 

Each year the AF A compiles an up­
dated Register of Big Trees and this 
year's Jist includes the following Ken­
tucky national champions, whose 
status is determined by a point total 
based on circumference, height, and 
spread of the crown. The trees are 
listed according to species, county 
where found , circumference at 41--2 
feet , and height: blue ash, Boyle Co., 
14'4", 86'; Ohio Buckeye, Casey Co., 
11 '11 , 146'; bur oak, Bourbon Co., 26'6", 
95'; pin oak, Livingston Co., 17'4" , 134'; 
swamp white oak, Monroe Co., 20'7", 
104'; sassafras, Davies Co., 17'3", 100'; 
sycamore, Estill Co. 39' , 96' . 

To give you an idea of the size of 
these trees consider the Casey County 
Ohio buckeye which is taller than a 
twelve story building. Or consider the 
fact that it would take seven men, each 
six feet tall, to reach around the Estill 
County sycamore. Early settlers told 
of sycamore trees which could shelter 
more than 30 men and it is apparent 
that Kentucky can still grow them big. 

champion trees would flourish only in 
places inaccessible to man, the fact is 
that many of them are right under our 
noses. The same goes for champions 
yet undiscovered, simply because we 
take them for granted. The champion 
sassafras is right on one of the main 
thoroughfares in Owensboro, Ken · 
lucky's third largest city, and is a local 
tourist attraction.

Students form teams and compete in 
much the same way as athletic com­
petition, explains Susan Leib, program 
manager for gifted education in the 
Kentucky Department of Education. 

For the first time, Kentucky students 
are taking part in this event along with 
25,000 students worldwide. 

Several local school distr icts are 
aselecting local teams to send to 
.. tatewide competition to be held Satur­

day, May 8, at 1 p.m. at Thomas Jeffer­
son Middle School, 4401 Rangeland 
Road, Louisville. Some 200 Kentucky 
students are expected to participate. 
State winners will be eligible to com­
pete in the "Olympics of the Mind" 
world finals in Glassboro, N.J., May 
27-28. 

Students will be solving problems 
developed by the "Olympics of the 

.ldind" organization in Glassboro. An 
p ample might be to get across a body 

of water 10 feet wide without a boat, 
without swimming, and without using 
anything propelled by electricity or 
gasoline. 

Another problem might be to build a 
structure out of balsa wood to hold in 
excess of 600 pounds. Primary students 
might be asked to get artificial fish out 
of a huge bowl without using a fishing 
rod. Other students might be asked to 

~lk to a dollar bill for two minutes. 
"The problems are exercises to 

challenge any student's creativity," 
said Leib. 

Local school districts tentatively 
scheduled to compete in the state finals 
include Bellevue, Campbellsville, Cov­
ington and Dayton independent 
districts; and Daviess, Grant, Jeffer­
son, Laurel, Lincoln and Lyon coun­
ties. Only a elementary and junior high

According to the 82-page report, coal 

mining in an area of 4,432 square miles 
in Kentucky's eastern coal field has 
shifted from underground to surface 
operations. About 65 percent of the 38 
million tons mined in 1978 came from 
surface mines. Mining activities 
directly affect the chemical and 

A physical characteristics of streams 
.,- draining the area. These effects a re 

especially important in the area 
because nearly all public water sup­
plies are developed from lakes and 
streams. 

In streams draining mined areas, 
dissolved solids such as sulfate, iron, 
manganese, and some trace metals are 
much higher than in streams draining 
undisturbed areas. According to Ferdi­
nand Quinones, senior author of the 

..1. report, "Lowering of pH in streams 
• receiving mine drainage is not readily 

evident. Acid waters have pH values 
varying from 6.2 to 8.3 units. Limited 
suspended-sediment data from mined 
areas show tenfold increases in the 
sediment load as compared to non­
mined areas."

TRIM UP YOUR SPRING FASHIONS 

Trims are everywhere this spr­
ing-<>n blouses, pants, skirts and 
jackets. 

Since many of today's new metallic 
trims are bulkier than most lace trims 
and cannot be applied easily by 
machine, overcast them in place with 
matching metallic thread or invisible 
thread. 

Apply cement glue to the ends of 
m~~llic trims to avoid raveling. Then 
work the ends into appropriate seams 
by hand stitching for a professional 
finish. 

Here are some ideas for using 
today's trims: 

Necklines and cuffs come alive with 
the application of wide pregathered 
lace, metallic braids, cording, piping 
or soutache (a type of braid). 

Flat metallic trim can be woven 
through lace trims that have eyelet 
centers. 

Hemlines accented by several rows 
of metallic braid, cording, soutache or 
flat trim gain new attention with a 
border effect. Try creating a pattern 
by varying the spacing of the trims and 
mixing a few different styles. 

You can transform a plain bodice 
front into a work of art with vertical 
rows of pre-gathered lace, metallic 
braids, rick-rack or soutache. 

A bodice with a button placket can 
have lace on either side or rows of trim 
on both sides of the placket. 

To outline yokes, stitch thinner cord­
ing, rick-rack or metallic piping in the 
seam. 

To outline the entire edge of a jacket, 
sweater or wrap you can use metallic 
piping, braid or cording. These are also 
great for outlining the edge of patch 
pockets and slant pockets or western 
pockets. 

Sewing metallic trims by hand gives 
you· cleaning and fashion advantages. 
They can be easily removed before dry 
cleaning or laundering since some 
metallic trims tend to tarnish and/or 
stain the garment. They also give your 
fashion versatility-as they'll come off 
as easily as you put them on.

CATERPILLARS BEGINNING TO 
APPEAR 

Two insects that are yearly in­
dicators of spring weather have begun 
to appear across west Kentucky. 
Specimens of the canker worm and the 
Eastern tent caterpillar have been col­
lected from Caldwell and Marshall 
counties. So far , all collections have 
been of very small worms, less than % 
inch long. 

These insects are very easy to iden­
tify. The Eastern tent caterpillar is a 
dark, hairy worm with light blue 
"keyhold" shaped marks in a line 
down its back. Also, the white silken 
tent on the trees is a indicator of the 
presence of this worm. 

The canker worms move in a looping 
or inch-worm fashion. They will also 
move through the tree by "spinning 
down "on silk strands. These insects 
often become so numerous that you can 
hear them in the trees. 

The cold weather in early April may 
have killed many of the worms this 
year. But if you see many of the insects 
feeding on your trees, you may have to 
take some control measures. 

Both the Canker worm and the 
Eastern tent caterpillar are controlled 
easily, especially if sprays are applied 
before the worms reach lf.! -inch in 
length. Control usually is not necessary 
in large, well~tablished shade trees 
and ornamentals. As a rule of thutrtb, if 
the tree is too large for you to spray, 
don't try. 

If you have an infestation of either in­
sect in fruit or nut trees, you should ap­
ply some type of control. Any of the 
typical insecticides available to 
homeowners will do the job. Formula­
tions of Bacillus thuringiensis, com­
monly called B. t., is especially good for 
use around the home, because its ac­
tiv~ ingredient is a bacteria harmful 
only to larvae such as the Canker 
worm and Eastern tent caterpillar. 
B.t. is completely non-toxic to humans, 
animals and those important 
pollinators, honeybees. 

If you use an insecticide other than 
B.t. , do not spray trees in bloom, since 
this may kill honeybees. And if you are 
using Sevin, do not use it on apple trees 
until at least 12 days !)ost bloom or the 
insecticide will cause thinning of 
blooms and young apples. 

For further information on controll­
ing Canker worm and Eastern tent 
caterpillar, consult your county Exten­
sion agent for agriculture.

Good News Report

This is a good new story from Bryan, 
Texas, in Brazos County ; the kind of• 
story worth teiJing everywhere. Back 
in 1976, the Brazos County Senior 
Citizens Association was organized as 
a non-profit corporation whose purpose 
was fellowship, recreation, education 
and a place to outlaw loneliness. 

The problem was the association 
didn't really have a place it could call 
its own to do those things. More than 
that, it didn 't have any money to buy or 
build one. That is until Mr. and Mrs. 
Jack Lester, weJI-known citizens in 
Bryan , s tepped up and said, " I'll tell 
you what we're gonna do ... " 

What they did was deed over an acre 
of land to the seniors, and everybody 
rightly thought that was a special 
kind of neighborliness. But that still 
didn't answer the problem of a gather­
ing place. Well, the Lesters had an idea 
for that, too. They'd be willing to put up 
$50,000 for a building fund if the senior 
citizens would form a posse of sorts 
and ride out and lasso an equal amount 
of money on their own. And that 's just 
what the elders of Bryan <lid. By letter, 
by telephone, on foot and maybe on 
horseback, and they had the money 
raised in less than two months. 

Well, they figured they had it made 
until they hired an architect to draw up 
plans for an activity center that would 
serve all the senior citizens in the coun­
ty. Then they learned it would cost 
more than double of what they 
estimated. That riled them up but it 
didn't scare them off. They just went 
back to selling the idea everywhere 
they could until they had what they 
needed to start construction. Of course, 
they hadn't calculated that it would be 
necessary for them to build a street or 
pave a large parking a rea, but it was, 
and as Willie Bell Bogard, president of 
the association, says, "We had faith we 
could do it and we did it without any 
government money, but through the 
help of our local people." When it came 
to the cost of landscaping, which was 
estimated between $10,000 and $14,000, 
the seniors said that's far enough. 
We'll do that job ourselves. And, of 
course, they did. 

Today , Bogard declares , with 
justifiable pride, the association has 
the most modern and convenient facili­
ty of its kind in the State of Texas. It's 
commodious, it's heated, it's built of 
steel and brick. There's a meeting 
room that will seat 250, a large kitchen, 
two offices, four craft rooms, and a 
spacious lounge. Provisions have been 
made for handicapped seniors, and 
there's a gift shop where the members 
sell their craft items made at the 
center. Those sales along with bake 
sales and other social affairs, keep the 
association in good financial health. 
During an average month, approx· 
imately one-thousand senior citizens of 
the county come to the center. 

As Bogard s ums up the cooperative 
venture, " We saw a great need and did 
something about it through our own ef­
forts and determination and without 
federal assistance. We believe that 
what we did can be done throughout 
our country if we are only willing to 
shoulder the responsibility and work 
together."

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Bird Houses Made of Coffee Cans 
Can Attract Birds to Backyards

Want to attract some small 
birds-even bluebirds-to your 
backyard? 

All it takes, says the current issue of 
Ranger Rick's nature magazine, is a 
little creativity and almost no expense. 
You can transform trash-milk car· 
tons and other throw-away con­
tainers-into Detergent Dream 
Houses, Milk Carton Cabins, CofCee 
Can Cottages and Margarine Tub Man· 
sions. 

Houses made from trash are perfect 
alternatives for birds who nest in tree 
cavities, says the monthly children's 
publication of the National WildliCe 
Federation. If you decide to build, keep 
the following tips in mind: 

Spray the interior of any container 
with black enamel paint, which will 
make the house seem more like the in­
side of a tree. 

Most small birds need an opening 
about 112 inches across. Keep the open­
ing small or you'll attract starlings and 
other Targe birds. 

Make 6 to 8 drains holes in the bottom 
of the house. 

The house will probably be better off 
without perches, which can attract 
sparrows and starlings-the "pests" of 
the bird world. 

Paint the outside of the house if you 
want it to last longer. Exterior latex 
paint is best, says Ranger Rick, and 
white paint is preferable if the house 
will be hung in a sunny spot. (White 
will reflect the sunlight and keep the 
house cool.) 

To keep rain out of the entrance hole, 
hang each house so it tilts slightly 
toward the ground. 

As soon as the young birds have 
"fledged," or flown from the house, 
clean it out to get rid of lice, mites or 
other animals that set up shop in bird· 
houses. All of these "homes from 
trash·· should be cleaned or thrown out 
before winter comes, Ranger Rick 
reminds his readers 

Now that you've got the basics. here 
are instructions for building three of 
the homes described in the magazine: 

The "Coffee Can Cottage" will pro­
vide birds with a home for many years, 
says Ranger Rick Drill two holes three 
inches apart in the bottom of a one or 
two-pound coffee can. <Use a one­
pound can for wrens and a two-pound 
can for larger birds > Then drill holes 
in a mounting board, drill drain holes 
on the bottom side of the can. Cut an 
entrance hole in the can's plastic lid, 
snap the lid onto the can, and nail the 
completed house to a post or tree. 

One of tht> easiest houses in the 
magazine is the "Detergent Dream 
House," built from an empty detergent 
bottle. This one doesn't even need

drain holes ; if it's hung upside down 
with its cap loosened, water will drain 
through the cap. Cut an entrance hole 
six inches from the cap. To hang the 
house, string a wire through the 
handles on the bottle. Then wrap the 
wire around a tree or post. 

Another simple house comes in lots 
of bright colors; it's made from 
margarine tubs. The entrance hole 
should be cut in the bottom of the tub, 
and drain holes should be drilled in the 
side of the container that will become 
the bottom. With tacks or small nails, 
attach the lid to a mounting board, 
snap the tub onto its lid, and mount the 
board on a tree. 

With a few such houses, says Ranger 
Rick, you'll not only be recycling trash, 
you'll be helping out some of man's 
feathered friends.
