Up-to-date technology helps to keep Highlands abreast in pro-
viding modern patient care. Many sophisticated pieces of equip-
ment have been installed to bring fast-changing medical advance-
ments to our patients.

Our Radiology Department is adding a number of highly innovative
machines as they grow to become the “imaging center” of the
area. They are combining computer capabilities with radiologic
technics to show not only what internal organs look like, but also
how well they are functioning. Highlands will be one of the few
hospitals in the United States to have these latest developments in
x-ray technology. The C-arm, additional nuclear medicine equip-
ment and ultrasound are diagnostic tools that are beneficial to
physicians and patients.

Coronary care and rehabilitation is an area of great interest and
fascinating technology. In the Cardiopulmonary Lab, portable
Holter monitors are used to monitor a patient’s heart around the
clock while he has an active day away from the hospital.

The Respiratory Therapy Department is testing breathing capacity
with the new SRL System 82 Machine. It is a computerized system
for lung studies of patients with respiratory problems such as
black lung.

These are just a few examples of fine medical equipment available
to help diagnose and treat patients at Highlands Regional Medical
Center. The commitment to excellence in patient care is evident in
the high level of technology.

The future of Highlands Regional Medical Center looks bright. With
the approval of the State, construction will begin shortly on a 47 b_ed addi-
tion plus expanded ancillary facilities. New programs and services are
constantly being explored, evaluated, and implemented. All of our work to

MEDICAL STAFF

Qur staff has grown to over 60 members representing general
practice and over 15 medical specialties. 30 physicians are board
certified in their specialties which attests to their high degree of
competency. Several physicians use physician assistants in pro-
viding care to their patients.

Our physicians care for over 8,000 inpatients per year. They per-
form nearly 4000 surgical procedures and treat over 7,000 out-
patients annually. Over 800 newborns receive their first hug at
HRMC each year.

The Highlands Emergency Room was the first in the area to pro-
vide 24-hour a day in-house physician coverage. The use of the
Emergency Room has doubled to some 17,000 visits a year since
the hospital opened.

We're proud of the expertise of our medical staff.

EMPLOYEES

Nearly 450 people make up the dedicated staff of Highlands
Regional Medical Center. 50% of the employees are Floyd County
residents.

" We are justifiably proud of our fine nursing staff with over 130

registered/licensed nurses, and 60 aides and orderlies. Many have
specialized education in various aspects of medicine such as
critical care, emergency room, surgery and cardiac rehabilitation.

There are specially trained technicians throughout the Medical
Center including over 50 licensed or certified personnel in the
Laboratory, Pharmacy, Radiology, Nuclear Medicine, Pharmacy,
and other areas.

Annually, over $6 million dollars of wages (and benefits) to HRMC
employees is spent in this area. When you consider the $2 million
dollars in goods and services that the hospital purchases yearly
from area businesses, it is obvious that Highlands is a major
economic factor in the region.
