Court·Majority 
Approves Lights 
Despite Opinion 

At issue were blue lights but some of 
the magistrates saw red. 

In discussing during last Friday's 
fiscal court meeting an ordinance 
which would authorize flashing blue 
lights on constables ' cars here . 
Magistrates Kenneth Roberts ' and 
Lowell Samons argued strongly for the 
measure, noting that Constable Bob 
Hackworth, of Martin, needed the 
lights if he was to carry out his duties 
effectively. 

The problem with that, County At­
torney Arnold Turner , Jr. told the 
court, is that it is not legal. 

Turner cited an attorney-general 's 
opinion, according to which the state 
appeals court held in 1974 that con­
stables could not use the flashing blue 
lights. 

Tne state law providing for blue 
lights on police vehicles does not in­
clude constables' cars , a nd an or­
dinance of the ki11d proposed here

Martin's Water 
Board Resigns 

Martin's three water commissioners 
have submitted letters of resignation. 

Neither the mayor nor city council , 
which does not have a regular meeting 
scheduled until June 3, has acted on the 
resignation, and Water Commission 
Chairman Raymond Griffith indicated 
he and the other commissioners would 
remain in office until replacements are 
appointed . 

However, they will make no major 
policy decisions, Griffith said. " in case 
the new commission has different 
ideas." 

The other commissioners are 
McDouglas Wh icker a nd Steve 
Jenkins. 

Griffith declined to comment on the 
reasons for his resignation. which 
follows criticism of a recent hike in 
water rates and a lingering controver­
sy over the question of whether Martin 
should buy water from the Beaver­
Elkhorn system or, as the commission 
has recommended, rebuild its own 
water plant. 

If the council can work out its prob· 
!ems, he might yet be a~le to work wit~ 
it Gr iffith said . "But I d rather be out 
of the picture," he added. "It has been 
nothing but a headache."

the sale came a representative of the 
Department of Transportation arrived 
only to announce there would be no 
sale. 

The only reason given for the 
cancellation was that the state ap­
praisal of the property, which was 
$148,000, would be exceeded by bids by 
as much as $50,000. 

When Joe Clark, Department of 
Transportation spokesman, was asked 
if appraisals aren 't mainly for the pro­
tection of the seller, to give assurance 
that property is not sold below its 
worth, and that that appraisal figure 
does not preclude higher offers, his 
comment was that "we just want a bet­
ter jdea of how much the property is 
worth. " 

He said the department had no plan 
for a "private" sale to any individual 
or group and that the proper ty again 
will be offered for sale after an outside 
appraiser has determined the 
minimum value of the property. 

Some would-be-bidders said they had 
been told as early as last Thursday 
there would be no point in attending the 
auction, that it would not be held. Some 
15 bidders, however, were on the site, it 
was said. 

Some would-be bidders had indicated 
they would offer $200,000 or more for 
the tract. Among those interested in 
the property were the Church of Latter 
Day Saints <Mormon) , the Fairchild 
Mining Machinery Co. , George Bar­
nette, John C. Hall and Denzil Ray 
Hall. 

Love! Hall, county property valua­
tion administrator, said a state ap­
praiser called on him before making 
his appraisal, to ask hi~ opinion of the 
value of the proper ty. He said he told 
him it "could well be as much as a 
quarter of a million dollars." 

Hall described the property as "the 
best commercial site on new KY 80." It 
was acquired by the state from heirs of 
E . L. Dingus and its 6.336 acres in­
cludes 4.2 acres of level land fronting 
950 feet on the highway.

The $448 ,266 in county road 
:Tid-derived from state gasoline tax­
es-drew predictable interest, even

.-spread·over 770 miles of county roads, 
the fund amounted to only $580 a mile. 
With roads costing $25,000 a mile to 
build and $10,000 a mile to resurface , 
" it 's not a lot of money," the judge­
executive explained. 

The 8.9 ·percent salary raise which 
the fiscal court voted itself last month 
came in for some spirited criticism, 
the Rev. John Henry Woods- who had 
come to ask for a bridge to be replaced 
on Slick Rock Fork of Cow 
Creek- making the irreverent sugges­
tion that the salary increase might 
have been better spent on blacktop. 

With 24 road workers laid off earlier 
this year because of the current fiscal 
crunch, the court's salary raise "did 
not seem logical," Woods said.

could afford to employ magistrates at 
all.

Slone Hearing 
As a Juvenile 
Held Required 

Although he is 47 years old , 
Frederick Slone. who has by his own 
statement made himself suspect in the 
murder here 31 years ago of Muriel 
Baldridge. Prestonsburg High School 
girl, must .go through juvenile court 
before any formal prosecution of the 
case cari be undertaken . 

Because he was a minor. said to have 
been only 15 years old at the time of the 
crime. the murder charge lodged 
against him last week was dismissed in 
district court here Monday on motion 
o{,the public defender. 

City offic ials promptly filed a 
juvenile petition. naming Slone as 
defendant. and a juvenile hearing was 
set by District Judge Harold J . Stumbo 
for June 7. · 

l\leanwhile . Slone is at liberty. 
without bond. 

If the case develops further--and 
that's 'doubtful- the County Attorney's 
office will ask, fir!"! , for a mental 
evaluation of the defenda nt who has 
been a mental patient three limes in 
the last 10 years. according to his own 
sta tement.

Financing Costs 
Cited as Factor 
In 2-Year Delay 

Nearly two years after the fiscal 
court approved an application by 
K-Mart for $2.8 million in industrial 
revenue bonds to finance construction 
of a store here, the project is still up in 
the air, a company official concedes. 

On account of the depressed 
economy and higher interest rates' now 
prevailing, K-Mart officials are still 
trying to decide whether the pro­
ject-an 8000-square-foot store intend­
ed for a site near the intersection of 
U.S. 23 and the Mountain Parkway- is 
economically feasible , Don Dayne, the 
company's real estate representative 
for this area, said this week. 

One factor that may influence the 
decision here is the fate of a similar 
proposal in Paintsville, where the city 
council is scheduled to vote tonight on 
the issuance of $1.75 million in the in­
dustrial revenue bonds for a K-Mart 
store on Route 40 East. 

The Paintsville council is said to be 
shar.ply divided on the issue, some 
members clairping the bonds- interest 
on which is tax-exempt- give the fi rms 
for which they are issued an unfair 
competitive edge over companies 
dependent on conventional financing. 

When K-Mart sought approval of the 
bond issue here in August, 1980, com­
pany representatives said construction 
would begin in October that year, with 
the store opening expected the follow­
ing August or September. The project 
would produce from 90 to 100 jobs here 
and generate an annual payroll of 
$900,000, it was said. 

Spouse Accused 
In Davis Death 

Mrs. Ella Bray Davis, 62, former 
Prestonsburg woman, is at liberty 
under $5000 cash bond, charged with 
the fatal shooting at her home in Lex­
ington, last Wednesday of her es­
tranged husband. well-known Lex­
ington attorney Kenneth-C. Davis, 59. 

Mrs. Davis has pleaded not guilty to 
the murder charge lodged against her. 

An autopsy report said Davis was 
shot three times in the back with 
bullets from a .38-calibre revolver. 

The two were alone in the home when 
the shooting took place1 and details are 
lacking. It was -reported that in their 
divorce action both had expressed fear 
of the other and that their segregation 
had been directed by court order. 

The couple met during World War II 
at Ft. Knox where Davis was in the Ar­
my and his future wjfe was a member 
of the Women's Army Corps They 
were known to acquaintapces as "good 
neighbors." 

Davis first practised law in 
Louisville, later becoming corporate 
attorney for Time Finance Company. 
The late Garvice Kincaid subsequently 
employed him as senior vice-presiqent 
and general counsel of Kentucky 
Finance Company, and in May, 1960 
Davis joined Kentucky Finance, a sub­
sidiary of Kentucky Central Life In­
surance Company, a post which he held 
till he took early retirement last 
February. He was a former president 
of the Kentucky Consumer Finance 
Association and was recognized as one 
of the experts in consumer finance 
laws of the various states. 

Trial of Bevins Set 
At Greenup, Nov. 29 
In Slaying of Five 

The trial of William Okie Bevins. 70, 
charged with the murder of five per­
sons at Allen last October, has been set 
for trial in the Greenup circuit court 
next November 29. Commonwealth's 
Attorney James R. Allen announced 
this week. 

Allen said efforts were made to get 
an earlier trial date but that the trial 
judge, James T. Atkinson, Jr .. was 
firm in setting the November date. 

A state psychiatrist has completed a 
mental evaluation of the defendant and 
has held that he is mentally competent 
to stand trial. 

Bevins is accused of killing Michael 
Halbert, 28, of Martin ; Roger Click. 28. 
of Allen, Rufus Hamilton, 42, of Ligon:

"My wife and I have worked s ince we 
got out of school , we have never 
depended on any kind of subsidy from 
the government, " says the person talk­
ing by the phone to a member of the 
Department for Human Resources' 
Ombudsman's staff. 

"After both of us were laid-off from 
our jobs, we managed on our savings 
and unemployment insurance benefits 
until they ran out a few months ago. 
Now we are desperate," explains the 
caller. "Neither one of us can find a 
job, we're out of money and we don't 
have any food. Please help us. " 

Staff members of the Ombudsman's 
office hear about situations like this 
every day. 

Within the last year, the staff of the 
Ombudsman's office have seen a shift 
in the number and type of calls they 
receive. 

In the past, the majority of calls

stamps, lost Aid for Families with 
Dependent Children checks, and com­
plaints about the department's field 
staff were typical. 

Now most of the calls are from peo­
ple who are desperately looking for 
help, any kind of help. Prior to 1981, 
the office could expect to r-eceive about 
600 calls a year. Last year calls 
numbered 25,515. 

Most of the people calling tpe om­
budsman are trying to find out whether 
they are eligible for any assistance. 
"Many of these callers earned a good 
Jiving before the current recession," 

. sa id Michael Rankins , Huma n 
Resources ombudsman. "These are 
the people whose tax dollars supported 
the department's programs. Asking for 
help through the ombudsman's office is 
often the last resort," he said. 

Unfortunately, many of the people 
calling for help are ineligible for many 
of the assistance programs the depart­
ment administers," Rankins said . 
"Sometimes they are eligible for food 
s tamps and a one-time energy 
assistance check . They usually are not 
eligible for AFDC benefits because the 
husband has not abandoned his family 
and he is not physicall y 
incapacitated," he said. 

"What the ombudsman's office can 
do in these situations is call on chur­
ches, civic organizations, and local 
government agencies," said Rankins. 
"Many times the department's loca l 
office staff can direct the caller to local 
aid groups. We don't rule out any 
resource that can possibly help so­
meone in need," he said. " Also the om­
budsman's staff calls landlords an~ 
utili ty companies in order to buy time 
for a famil y. 

Sometimes the ca lls come from peo­
ple who have been refused medical 
treatment. A typical situation is that of 
a young expectant mother who is in­
eligible for any of the department's 
medical assistance programs. Often1 
the father of the child-to-be is in school, 
has no work history and is not physical­
ly incapacitated. Sometimes the fathe~ 
is working, but earns only the 
minimum wage with no health in-
surance. · 

The expectant mother usually calls 
the ombudsman only after hospitals 
and doctors have turned her away 
because she doesn't have a Medicaid 
card, insurance or large sum of money 
for immediate payment. Also, the ex­
pectant mother often calls in the last 
months of her pregnancy.

In situations like this, the om­
budsman 's staff tries to find someone 
or some facility that will provide the 
needed medical attention . " In the past, 
the University of Kentucky and 
University of Louisville hospitals were 
able to help our clients," said Rankins. 
"Because these hospitals are going 
through hard financial times, we are 
having to look elsewhere for help.'' 

Most of the time, the ombudsman's 
staff can find some kind of assistance 
through local private or public health 

· agencies, especially through the 
regional health department s. 
" However, sometimes we simply can­
not find any assistance for persons in 
need of health care," Rankins said.

Ask Show "Good Faith" 
You get what you pay for .. This is the 

conclusion we came to recently after 
visiting an elementary school in a 
nearby school district. About 40 to 45% 
of the financial support for that district 
comes from local taxes compared to 
less than 5% local financial support of 
the Floyd county school district. 

A lot of people tell us they would be 
willing to pay more taxes but they 
don't approve of how the money is be­
ing spent now. If the community of 
Floyd county were to prove its will­
ingness to pay for quality education 
(teachers, materials, facilities) by 
paying more taxes, then perhaps it 
could also expect "good faith" deci­
sions from its board of education. For 
example, it is rumored that there may 
be some retirements of central office 
personnel soon. In the face of large fun­
ding cuts rom state and federa l 
sources, a "good faith" decision could 
be not to fill any central office positions 
which are vacated due to these 
retirements. Duties of these positions 
could be redistributed among other 
central office employees. Teachers are 
expected to handle extra respon­
sibilities (in the form of extra 
students) when there aren't enough 
teachers. Why shouldn't we expect ad­
ministration personnel to handle extra 
responsibilities, also? Not repla~ing 
retirees could save the system as much 
as, or more than, $18,000 per year, 
depending on how many retire and 
what their positions are. 

HB 44 limits the amount of property 
tax a school board can raise without 
risk of recall (voted by !he people) or 
without asking the people to vote a 
special tax. But if the school board 
needs to raise taxes then they should be 
willing to demonstrate, in a mean­
ingful way, their "good faith". "We the 
people" should then demonstrate our 
"good faith" by allowing them to raise 
taxes but demand the right to vote 
again on the same issue in a year or 
two. If "good faith" is not kept, then we 
can rescind the tax increase through 
our next vote. 

During legislative sessions we hear a 
lot about calling or writing our 
legislators to express our opinions. The 
same holds true for our Board of 
Education. They can't represent us 
properly if we don't let them know our 
opinion.

Jefferson County Judge/Executive 
Mitch McConnell this week appealed to 
county judges across the state to help 
eliminate the problem of victimized 
children in Kentucky, little is being 
done to deal with the problem and urg­
ed each county to take steps to keep the 
problem from growing. 

" Across the nation, children are be­
ing sexually assaulted, murdered and 
forgotten," said McConnell. "We have 
seen the exploitation of kids as young 
as two to three years old and teenagers 
enticed into prostitution and crime." 

Doris Conn, the 11-year-old daughter 
of Kaye Conn, of Martin, has been 
chosen the most outstanding piano stu­
dent for the month of May by her 
teacher, Jodi Hayes. She is a fifth 
grader at Martin Elementary and is 
highly advanced in piano after only 
three years of lessons. 

Several child tragedies over the last 
few years have attracted national at­
tention to Atlanta , Chicago and 
Houston.

problem does not currently exist, there 
is certainly the potential for it to 
develop. 

Even before the murders in Atlanta 
surfaced, Jefferson county was aware 
that the problem of child exploitation 
and victimization were becoming a 
serious problem, nationally and local­
ly. Early in 1980, Judge McConnell re· 
quested the Police Department and the 
FBI to study the problem in Jefferson 
county. The results were alarming. 
Children in Louisville were being ex­
ploited and prostituted. As a result, 
Judge McConnell appointed the Jeffer­
son County Task Force on Child Pro­
stitution and established an Exploited 
Child Unit. 

To date, nearly two dozen major ar­
rests have been made in Jefferson 
county, freeing literally hundreds of 
children from abuse. This effort has 
also decreased the occw-rence of vic­
timized children in J efferson county. 
However, Judge McConnell feels much 
more attention needs to be given to the 
problem elsewhere in Kentucky and 
throughout the cour.try. And in a conti­
nuing effort to help battle this serious 
situation, McConnell has offered his 
assistance. "We will be available 
around the clock to give advice. We'll 
help to determine if a problem exists in 
a community and offer information on 
how to handle the problem." As official 
co-chairman of the National Child 
Tragedies Coalition, he is making 
available the resources and help of the 
Coalition, the Jefferson County Task 
Force on Juvenile Prostitution/Por­
nography as well as the Exploited 
Child Unit. 

"The youth are our very' precious 
resource," said McConnell, " they are 
tomorrow's leaders and cannot be 
forgotten . I urge each county official in 
Kentucky to make a commitment to 
deal with this horrible problem, before 
it gets out of control."

Travel Season Sees 
Gasoline Price Rise 

After decreasing for the past two 
months, the average price per gallon 
for gasoline in Kentucky increased one 
cent at both full- and self-service sta­
tions, according to the Blue Grass AAA 
May Fuel Gauge Report. 

The average cost per gallon had 
dropped seven cents in March and 
three cents in April at full-service 
pumps, and eight cents in March and 
three cents in April at self-service 
islands. 

AAA's March survey shows the 
average price for gasoline at full­
service stations is now $1.24 for 
regular; $1.30 for no-lead; and $1.37 for 
premium no-lead. The average price 
for diesel fuel is $1.28.

than full-service, are now $1.15 for 
regular; $1 .21 for no-lead; and $1.28 for 
premium no-lead. 

Of the stations surveyed by AAA, 
77% will be open Memorial Day; 65% 
open past 8 p.m. on weekdays ; 84% 
open past 6 p.m. on Saturdays; and 
65% open on Sundays.

" Beware of strangers bearing gifts." 
Members of the Prestonsburg city 
council have new reason to heed that 
old adage following yet another claim 
by a government agency this week that 
the city owes it money. 

This time the reputed debt dates 
back to April, 1977, when the federal 
government contributed $346,000 to 
repair public property damaged by 
that month's record-setting flood. 

Following federal and state audits, 
however, it was determined that only 
$312,938 of the city's flood expenses 
were eligible for reimbursement. That 
left Prestonsburg with a $33,062 debt on 
its hands. 

Last November, the city made a pay­
ment of $7633, leaving $25,429 to be 
paid. The next month, the government 
began charging interest on the balance 
at an annual rate of 18.35 percent (or 
$12.78 a day). 

As of May 3, the debt, including in­
terest, stood at $'1:7 ,397. And unless it is 
paid, or a·rrangements are made to pay 
it, within 30 days, Maj.-Gen. Billy G . 
Wellman, Disaster and Emergency 
Services adjutant-general, has inform­
ed Mayor Harold W. Cooley, the matter 
will be turned over to the attorney­
general. 

Council-members Monday expressed 
indignation at the claim, Bill Ray Col­
lins declaring he would "not vote to 
pay them a dime" and asserting he 
"would not have the city made a 
laughing stock. " 

Estill Lee Carter also urged that no 
further payment be made' on the claim 
and suggested that Congressman Carl 
D. Perkins and state legislators be ask­
ed to intervene on the city's behalf. 

"Let them come and get us," Carter 
said of the government officials press­
ing the claim, whom he accused of 
"talking out of both sides of their 
mouth." 

Mayor Cooley said the money for 
which reimbursement was denied was 
mostly spent on paving the Mays 
Branch road and replacing water and 
gas lines in the Goble-Roberts Addi­
tion. 

The auditors did not accept that the 
Mays Branch road was flood-<lamaged, 
disallowed payment for the Goble­
Roberts water and gas lines since they 
were relocated, and questioned the 
hou~Jy rate at which repair crews were 
paid.

At issue is a suit filed by Billy Joe 
Howard. of Royalton and several 
Magoffin. county schoolteachers 
against the county judge-executive, 
claiming that a local option election on 
Sept. 12, 1981, was illegal. Liquor store 
owners have an intervening action. 

The suit claims that the election was 
illegal because a countywide vote was 
conducted in 1936, restoring prohibition 
just three years a fter it ended national­
ly. 

Except for second-class cities, state 
law prohibi ts district or precinct 
referendums in counties that have 
voted themselves "dry." 

In an affidavit attached to 
Belhasen's motion, liquor store owner 
Don Bailey said that he thought Cor­
nett's honesty and integrity were 
beyond reproach but that "because of 
the magnitude of this case, and the fact 
that the judge has close personal 
friends on both sides of the matter, the 
interest of justice will be better served 
if a judge from another county is ap­
pointed to hear the evidence." 

Belhasen said Cornett acknowledged 
in court that he told Bailey in a recent 
telephone conversation that, based 
upon state law, he would be compelled 
to rule that the election was illegal. 

"As far as I am concerned, it 
<Belhasen's motion) was simply a 
delay tactic," Riggs said.

Q. Is there a cancer epidemic in the 
United States? What can be done about 
it? 

A. Belief in a cancer epidemic is 
pop~ar, but scientific evidence does 
not support it. Except for lung cancer, 
age-adjusted cancer death rates for 
most other forms of cancer have 
decreased or remained about the same 
for the past 50 years. 

A cancer cure in our lifetime is not 
likely, but we can a ll take measures to 
reduce our risk. Current scientific 
knowledge indicates our focus should 
be on prevention in our personal 
habits, especially smoking, alcohol 
consumption. and sunbathing. 

The Surgeon-Genera l has said, 
"Cigarette smoking is the single most 
tm por tant pr eventable cause of 
death." Just eliminating the effects of 
cigarette smoking would eventually 
reduce cancer incidence <occurrence) 
and mortality <deaths> between 15 and 
35 percent Before 1930, lung cancer 
was rare, but now it is the leading 
cause of cancer death among men and 
is expected to surpass breast cancer as 
the major cancer among women by 
1983. Cancers of the mouth, throat, 
bladder, pancreas, and possibly the 
s tomach have also been linked to 
smoking. 

Sunlight is the mos t widespread en­
vironmenta l carcinogen . It accounts 
for the increase in most superficial 
skin cancers, which generally occur 
among fair-skinned people and are 
rarely fatal. Thus. it is wise for sun­
bathers to limit their exposure and use 
special protection. A sunscreen with an 
SPF of 8 <see tanning lotion label > ef­
fectively protects the skm from cancer 
but allows tanning; one with an SPF of 
15 is a total sunblock. 

Popula r belief aside. occupation­
related cancers occur only after h\gh 
dose. long-term exposure to a variety 
of industrial chemicals and manufac­
turmg processes. About 20 industrial 
chemicals have been confirmed as car ­
cinogens wi th 200-300 suspected. 
Cigarette and alcohol consumption by 
workers exposed to these chemicals in­
crease their risk. 

It also may be surprising that only 
very small differences in lung cancer 
death rates exist between urban and 
rural areas. According to an American 
Cancer Society study, "General air 
pollution had little effect in a com­
pa rison between urban and rural peo­
ple."

Shortly before its appeal from 1980 
and 1981 assessments of its huge Mar­
tin county holdings was ready to begin 
in Catlettsburg last Thursday in Catlet­
tsburg, the Pocahontas Kentucky 
Corp. withdrew its petition and agreed 
to pay the $200-an-acre assessment 
made by Betty J. Muncy, Martin coun­
ty property valuation administrator 
<tax commissioner). 

About $83,000 was involved. That was 
the djfference between what the county 
wanted the company to pay for the two 
years-$133,000-and what the com­
pany thought it should it pay-$50,000. 

In the eyes of the Concerned Citizens 
of Martin County, an important princi­
ple was at stake, too-not to mention 
the quality of life in the county. 

But the tax issue wasn't resolved, at 
that. 

The company has 47,869 acres of sur­
face land in the county. 

Pocahontas Kentucky had argued for 
a $50-an-acre assessment for 1980 and a 
$1QO-an-acre assessment for 1981 on its 
land-which constitutes nearly one­
third of the entire area of Martin coun­
ty. 

Pocahontas Kentucky, a subsidiary 
of the Norfolk & Western Railroad, also 
owns more than 81,000 acres of mineral 
rights-about 55 percent of the 
county's total. 

Even though the company is now 
proposing to drop the case and to ac­
cept the higher assessment, it won't 
necessarily be able to dodge a fight 
with Concerned Citizens of Martin 
County. 

The group, which wants to improve 
the quality of life in the county, ap­
parently is thP. first citizens' organiza­
tion ever to challenge a corporate 
assessment before the Board of Tax 
Appeals. 

It's pressing the issue because of 
what its attorney, Joe F. Childers, 
views as a "classic case of corporate 
irresponsibility." 

Childers, who works for the Ap-

palachian Research and Defense Fund 
of Kentucky, contends that Pocahontas 
Kentucky's holdings in Martin county 
are grossly undervalued even at $200 
an acre. 

So he plans to ask the Board of Tax 
Appeals to raise the company's assess­
ment to at least $800 a an acre, perhaps 
higher. 

"We have evidence, and so does the 
county, that the land is worth much 
more than $200 an acre," he said. 

"The company claims its entire 
holdings in the county are worth only 
$11 million for tax purposes, but they 
earned $37 million in gross profits from 
mining royalties during the past two 
years alone." 

Childers said one recent estimate 
valued Pocahontas Kentucky 's 
holdings in the county at a minimum of 
$150 million. 

The Board of Tax Appeals could ac­
cept the proposed agreement reached 
between Pocahontas Kentucky and 
Martin county, or grant the request 
Childers plans to make for a full-blown 
hearing on the inatter. 

If it does hold a hearing, Childers 
said, the bo~rd would have the authori­
ty to assess the company's property at 
whatever amount it deems ap­
propriate. 

Bruce Montgomery, a member of the 
state Board of Tax Appeals, before 
whom the aborted appeal was ready to 
be held when it was cancelled, said a 
decision on which course to follow 
could be made on June 2, at the three­
member board's next regularly

scheduled meeting in Frankfort. 
Childers, who was Kentucky coor­

dinator of the 1981 Appalachian Land 
Ownership Task Force study, was irate 
because the company and the county 
had tried to settle the assessment ap­
peals without giving him advance 
notice. 

Board Chaiman Edward F. Prichard 
Jr. last week gave Concerned Citizens 
of Martin County permission to in­
tervene in the case. Childers says that 
means that any settlement must have 
the group's approval. 

Childers said he thinks the company 
backed off because he had subpoenaed 
numerous maps, deeds and leases for 
use at the hearing. 

"The documents would certainly 
have shown that the land is worth more 
than they say it is," Childers said. 
"The maps would show that not all the 
land is hillside, and that a lot of it is 
valuable because it is bottomland, or 
abuts roads ."

State To Aid Towns 
Which Need Doctors 

Kentucky communities which need a 
doctor have a new source to help find 
one.

"This service will 
assist communities in finding a physi­
cian to practice in their area a nd will 
help physicians locate practice oppor­
tunities. The end result will be better 
health care available to the citizens of 
Kentucky." 

As communities notify the place­
ment service of their desire for a physi­
cian, staff from the Bureau for Health 
Services will work with the community 
to a ,ess their particular health needs . 
The staff wiiJ help the physicians and 
communities get in contact with one 
another and arrange visits between 
physician recruits and their families 
and the communities. 

Emphasis will be placed on physi­
cians reared in Kentucky or who have 
received their medical education in 
Kentucky, but the search will also in­
clude physicians on a national level. 

Placement efforts will be coor­
dinated with the National Health Ser­
vice Corps to allow interested physi­
cians the opportunity to satisfy their 
service obligation while practicing in 
underserved areas of Kentucky. 

Fifty-eight counties and parts of 11 
other counties are classified as having 
a health manpower shortage, especial­
ly a lack of primary care physicians. 
This is based on the physician to 
population ratio, number of births to 
women of child-bearing age, infant 
death rate and the percent of the 
population with incomes below the 
poverty level.

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Good News Report

• 
Robeit J . Smithdas is a poet, an 

author. a philosopher, and he holds 
three honorary doctoral degrees in the 
humanities. His major area of activity 
is rehabilitation of the handicapped. 
It's a subject with which he is well ac-

• 

• 

quainted, for Smithdas is both deaf and 
blind and has been since the age of 
four. 

As a child whose world had suddenly 
gone black and silent, it was im­
perative that he go to school and in this 
case the Western Pennsylvania School 
for the Blind. From there he entered 
the famous Perkins School for the 
Blind in Watertown, Mass. At Perkins 
he achieved a nearly perfect scholastic 
average, and although deaf-blind 
students do not usually attempt the 
complexities of undergraduate work , 
Robert was anxious to take on the 
challenge, with his teachers encourag­
ing him to do so. The result was that in 
1950, Smithdas graduated cum laude 
with a B.A. from St. John's University 
in Jamaica , N.Y. , the first deaf-blind 
student to earn a college degree since 
Helen Keller received hers from 
Radcliffe a half century before. 
Smithdas was not content ; he was 
determined to reach higher, and three 
years later he was awarded his 
Master's degree at New York Universi­
ty, the first deaf-blind student ever to 
attain such academic distinction. 

He could not have accomplished any 
of it alone, and to aid him, he had had 
the unstinting assistance of assigned 
volunteers. They recited class lectures 
to him, using the manual alphabet ; 
transcr ibed his texts into braille ; ac­
companied him on his rounds, always 
present, a lways ready to help sustain 
his efforts. He could never thank them 
enough. 

Having specialized in vocational 
guidance and rehabilitation, Smithdas 
went to work for the Industrial Home of 
the Blind, where he had studied before 
entering college. Involved in the 
home's community relations program, 
he was inspirational proof to other han­
dicapped students how an individual 
can overcome physical adversity. 

Writing had always been a means of 
expression for him, and his autobio­
graphy, "Life At My Fingertips," 
published in 1958, brought considerable 
acclaim. As a member of the Poetry 
Society of America and a fellow of the 
International Institute of Arts and Let­
ters he was named Poet of the Year for 
1960-1961. His book of poems "City of 
the Heart," speaks to the heart, for , as 
he says, "My heart sang (these poems) 
to me over the years-because poig-

. nant . moods or powerful emotions 
made me ache to crystallize my 
thoughts and feelings into verbal ex­
pressions ... " His second book of 
poems, "Shared Beauty," is soon to be 
published. 

A winner of presidential citations 
and a member of key committees to 
aid the deaf-blind, Smithdas considers 
his most important achievement to 
date was to play a major role in 
developing the legislation by which 
Congress voted in 1967 to establish the 
Helen Keller National Center for Deaf-
Blind Youths . and Adults at Sands 
Point, N.Y. 

The Center is a unique and vital 
training facility, the only one of its 
kind. It houses up to fifty deaf-blind 
clients at one time, who come under 
the tutelage of a dedicated staff of ex­
perts assisted by trained volunteers, 
many of whom are high school age. 

As the Center's Director of Com­
munity Education, Dr. Smithdas 
spends a great deal of time on the lec­
ture circuit. He travels without help, 
using public transportation, impress­
ing and holding audiences with his 
remarkable capabilities and 
stimulating personality. He's a swim­
mer and an avid angler also, but 
perhaps most important of all, he's 
married. 

His wife, Michelle, is deaf-blind, too, 
having lost her hearing at 16 and her 
eyesight in an accident five years 
later. She entered the Helen Keller 
Center in 1972, and on her first day 
there she met Robert Smithdas . 
Perhaps it was Jove at first touch; they 
were married in 1975, and today Mr. 
and Mrs. Smithdas reside in their own 
home in Port Washington not far from 
the center, where she is also employed 
as an assistant instructor. 

Together, though deprived of sight 
and sound, they offer to anyone who 
wishes to see and hear, the sight and 
sound of the human spirit at work.

WASH !. GTON - Federal i n-
vestigators have released a com­
prehensive report on the Dec. 8, 1981, 
coal dust explosion that took the lives 
of eight miners at the Adkins Coal Co.'s 
No.I I mine at Kite. Knott County, Ky., 
the U.S. Labor Department's Mine 
Safety and Hea lth Administration 
(MSHA) announced. 

The repor t identifies several unsafe 
blasting. ventilation, and rockdusting 
practices that contributed to the cause 
~nd severity of the disaster . 

Investigators concluded that the ac­
cident occurred when one of a series of 
explosive charges placed in the No. 1 
entry face of the mine's 007 working 
section failed to detonate properly, 
leaving too much coal for the last 
charge in the sequence to dislodge. As 
a result. the last charge "blew out," 
expelling its force and flame outwards, 
r ather than into the block of coal , and 
ignited coal dust in the mine at­
mosphere. 

Coal dust left by previous mining ac­
tivity on the mine's floor, ribs, and roof 
was suspended in the mine air by the 
blasting, and, when ignited, helped to

cussion, and an automobil<' parktd 
near the mine's surface openings was 
damaged by flying debns Evidence in· 
dicated that flames accompanying the 
explosion forces reached at least 550 
degr ees Fa hre nheit in some 
underground areas. 

All eight m i ners working 
underground at the lime of the acci 
dent were ki lled by the explosion 
Autopsy repor ts revealed that the men 
died of carbon monoxide poisoning as a 
result of smoke inhalation 

The investigators determined six 
conditions or practices contributed to 
the cause of the accident: 

*Boreholes drilled into the coal were 
loaded with excessive amounts of ex­
plosives ; 

•Paper wrapping around the ex­
plosives car tr idges reportedly i1ad 
been slit with razorblades, and deform­
ed cartr idges were inserted into the 
holes without inert "stemming .. 
material, practices which may cause a 
charge to misfire or blow out ; 

*Required methods of preventin~ 
coal dust from becoming suspended in 
the mine air were not followed, par­
ticularly within 40 feet of the No. I 
mine entry face: 

•suffic~ent quantities of noncom­
bustible rock dust were not applied to 
the mine surfaces in order to render 
the coal dust iner t and prevent an ex­
plosion from propagating; 

•coal dust and loose coal were allow­
ed to accumulate in various areas of 
the mine; and 

•ventilation controls were not pro­
per ly installed and maintained in the 
working places to remove any coal 
dust placed in suspension by mining 
operations. 

Eight citations were issued to the 
company on March 15, 1981, for viola­
tions of MSHA regulations that the in­
vestigators found to have contributed 
directly to the disaster or were in­
dicative of the blasting and explosives 
handling practiCf>s al the mine 

The explosion occurred at approx­
imately 2:50 p.m. on Monday. Dec 7, 
1981. Rescue teams first entered the 
mine at approximately 4:55 p.m ., and 
recovery operations lasted until 2:25 
the following morning when the vic 
tims' bodies were brought to the sur­
face. Officials from MSHA, the Com­
monwealth of Kentucky Department of 
Mines and Minerals, and the company 
directed the recovery in which four 
state mine rescue teams participated.

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A Woman's Place 
By VICKI DENNIS, 

Kentucky Commission on Women 
HOW WOMEN ARE AFFECTING 
THE MAJOR POLITICAL PARTIES 

I'm concerned about the future of our 
party . Women are leaving the 
Republican Party in considerable 
numbers. Little by little, the 
Republican Party has been turning its 
back on women's rights. 

- Betty Ford, former First Lady 
Pollsters don't often agree, but in re­

cent months, surveys taken by the ma­
jo r poll -takers and people­
interviewers-Gallup, Harris, the 
Washington Post, the New York Times, 
television networks and others-have 
reached an over-whelming decision. 
American women could very well hold 
the future of American politics in their 
hands. Suddenly, women have political 
clout and are exercising their right to 
use it. 

This new political savvy on the part 
of women might not itself make the 
Democrat and the Republican parties 
sit up and take notice, but it is accom­
panied by a statistic that is hard to ig­
nore-women make up 53 percent of 
the population . Therefore , when 
women talk, the parties listen. And 
what women are apparently talking 
about today is a direct hit on the 
Reagan Administration. 

Women, according to recent polls, 
are expressing disapproval for the way 
the president is handling his job in 
much bigger numbers than men are. 
Betty Ford and other, key Republican 
women are frankly fearful by what 
they see as a mass exodus by women 
away from the party. They tend to 
blame the party for the defection citing 
the administration's opposition to the 
Equal Rights Amendment and to 
reproductive freedom, the failure of 
the president to appoint more women 
to policy-making roles, and the policies 
taken on such issues as nuclear war 
and crime. 

Kathy Wilson, a Republican, is chair­
woman of the National Women's 
Political Caucus, has said Reagan's 
stand on women's issues could cause 
the Republican Party serious political 
losses in the months to come. " Ir is a 
critical time for both the Republican 
Party and for women. If the former 
doesn't accommodate the latter, its 
time in the sun will be brief," she said 
in a recent Washington Post story. 
"They're going to be saying, 'We let 
the Democreats have it because we 
alienated 53 percent of t he 
population •." 

According to united Press Interna­
tional political writer Clay F . 
Richards, the Republicans are worried 
and are admitting privately, if not 
publicly, that perhaps they do need to 
spurce up thier image with women. 
"Republicans are so worried about the 
women's vote in the 1982 congressional 
elections that their campaign manual 
urges candidates to play up their iden­
tification with women's groups 
wherever possible," Richards wrote. 

Rich Galen, press secretary for the 
National Republican Congressional 
Committee, does timidly admit that it 
is a trend they are watching, but he 
disagrees on the causes. " It is the 
economic uncertainty that is the 
primary factor ," he said. "Women are 
moving away from concern about 
women's issues now. Their concerns 
a re the same as men's , although they 
find the situation more jolting because 
they haven't been looking at these 
issues in this light before. " 

Galen feels that the party can best 
attract women to its cause by "doing a 
better job of making everyone, men 
and women , understand our 
(economic) program and what we hope 
to do with it. " He is quick to add, 
however, that the Republican Party 
has by no means abandoned women.

While Democrats feel that their par­
ty has always been more open to 
women and more supportive of 
women's issues, they too are reacting 
to the recent polls and are looking at 
women in a new light. Andrew "Skip­
per" Martin, executive director of the 
Democratic Party in Kentucky, sees 
women as a great resource. "Because 
of the economic situation and the 
Republican's stand on women 's issues 
there are definitely more and mor~ 
women who want to be in all levels of 
politics," he said "In the past, men 
have been the ones to make things hap­
pen and women have been the reci­
pients of whatever decisions were 
made. Now women realize they must 
make things happen themselves and 
can actually direct the momentum of 
the country." 

Martin said women have perhaps 
lacked the experience of d~aling with 
politics. "They are saying, "We are 
ready but where do we go? What do we 
do? '," he said. To channel this en­
thusiasm and to involve more women 
in the ~rty, Martin said Paul Patton, 
state chairman of the Democratic Par­
ty, will begin a series of political 
seminars this summer, "designed to 
teach women the ABC's of politics, 
everything from polling to fund­
raising, all levels of campaigning." 

Martin added that there are already 
many women in policy-making posi­
::.ions within the Democratic Party in 
Kentucky and " we definitely see more 
women interested in this type of role. " 

Demorcrat Martin, as well as 
Republicans, views the fall congres­
s ional elections as critical. " It 's really 
the ultimate poll," he said. "A vote for 
a Republican indicates approval for 
the president and where this ad­
ministration is going; a vote for 
Democrat expresses disapproval. The 
results should be interesting." 

So the courtship goes on. Repub­
licans make mighty efforts to woo 
women back, all the while saying there 
is really no serious problem . 
Democrats, sensing women are smil­
ing favorably upon them , offer bou­
quets of strong support for women's 
issues and a sympathetic ear to the 
problems women face today.

State Will Try New Appr~ach 
To Solve Litter Problem Here 

If Kentuckians take advantage of a 
new state iaw, which becomes effec­
tive July 15, the commonwealth could 
become a cleaner place . 

Passage of the law, a joint Kentucky 
House and Senate resolution calling for 
the "adoption and implementation" of 
the Clean Community System, places 
Kentucky in the list of states trying a 
new approacb to the problem of reduc­
ing the large amount of solid waste 
which winds up as litter each year. 

Sponsored and developed by Keep 
America Beautiful Inc., the Clean 
Community System deals with the root 
cause of littering- people. 

The system, established in 1976 after 
more than three years of research and 
development, is currently being used 
in more than 150 cities and counties 
around the country . Communities us­
ing the system range in population 
from less than 500 inhabitants to more 
than 1.5 million. 

In developing the Clean Community 
System, researchers found that litter is 
a "symptom " of public attitudes which 
rationalize Uttering. People tend to lit­
ter where they see litter already ac­
cumulated, where they feel no sense of 
ownership or where they believe so­
meone else will clean up after them, 
researchers discovered. 

Among the most important priorities 
of the CSS is the more positive attitude 
developed among citizens of a com­
munity which has become involved in 
the system, organizers say. 

munities" increase public awareness 
of littering. 

Studies undertaken in communities 
under the system showed that more 
than half of most communities' loose 
trash comes not from motorists and 
pedestrians, as expected, but from con­
struction and demolition sites, loading 
docks, uncovered trucks and improper­
ly bundled residential and commercial 
trash placed outside for collection. 

Keep America Beautiful officials 
found that cleaning up litter was only 
the starting point for some com­
munities. More than half of the 150 
Clean Community System members 
have begun recY.cling activities. Some 
communities-Toledo, Ohio, Waterloo, 
Iowa, and Macon, Ga.,-found that a 
wide range of civic projects were ac­
complished after the successful 
establishment of the system. 

Simple litter reduction alone in 
sever~! communities improved com­
munity morale and pride. Litter reduc­
tion statistics form several CSS com­
munities included a 59 percent reduc­
tion in Asheville, N.C.; 71 percent in 
Evansville, Ind., 87 percent in In­
dianapolis, Ind.; 80 percent in River­
side , Calif. , and an 84 percent reduc­
tion in Sioux Falls, S.D ..

was there, however, and this week he i . hared some recollections of a barren, 

, although at times, beautiful island. 

It was in April of 1944 that Grant was 
transferred from an Arrny Air Corps 
Air Transport Command <ATC> base 
in Belem, Brazil (itself an isolated 
spot, one degree below the equator and 
150 miles up the Amazon River) to 
Ascension Island, and since that time, 
Grant says, "I've lived with the ' 
anonymity of Ascension." Until now, 

..._Jl_nY mention of his wartime service on 
~e island brought only incredulous 

responses and, all too often, a cynical, 
"Where?" 

Where is actually about 1,500 miles 
from South America and 1,000 miles 
from Africa. Really, a long way from 
anywhere. But it served, during World 
War II, as a vital link in the ATC's 
southern route, a chain of refueling and 
rest stops for military aircraft and per­
sonnel bound for overseas action, 

a beginning in Miami, Fla. and other 
~astern cities and hopping through the 

Caribbean and South America. Ascen­
sion was the last stop before the final , 
long flight to Europe, Africa, or the 
Far East. 

Although taken foi· England in 1659 
by the East India Company and 
brought under the direct government 
of the Crown in 1834, Ascension was 
leased for 99 years to the U.S. around 
1940 in exchange for a number of World 

ar 1-vintage destroyers. Now used as 
a missle-sighting station by the U.S. 
Air Force, British warplanes are being 
allowt>d to use the airstrip there during 
the current Falklands crisis . 

Grant says the island was called 
"The Rock," and for good reason. 
Volcanic in origin, the 34-square-mile 
land mass is ' 'nothing but rock- no 
vegetation underfoot," according to 
Grant. There were no indigenous peo-

. le o.n the island although a mere 
"handful" of British subjects resided 
in a tiny hamlet, Georgetown, where 
their purpose was to maintain the 
Atlantic cable which connected Africa 
to South America. 

There was only one runway on 
Ascension, and that struck Grant as 
unusual on first arriving there since he 
had become accustomed to larger 
strips at South American bases where 
planes would take off and land in what-
ver direction was dictated by prevail­

ing winds. " I soon found out that planes 
only landed and took off in one direc­
tion on the island," he recalled, "and 
that seemed even more out of the or­
dinary. " The reason became clear, 
however, when he learned of Ascen­
sion's almost unvarying wind pat­
tern- a steady 20 m.p.h . south­
southeast breeze. Though the strip 
seemed at first inadequate, it safely 
accommodated the ponderous (at that 
ime) B-17 bombers, B-24's, and even 

larger B-29's. "The year I was there," 
said Grant, who had worked as part of 
an emergency rescue team at the 
Brazilian base, " there were no ac­
cidents on the Ascension airstr ip." 

Grant was one of 100 air corpsmen 
who resided in quonset hut-type bar­
racks on one side of the island while a 
500-man defensive force of infan­
rymen lived in tents on the other. In 
ddition, "natives" from the island of 

St. Helena, of which Ascension is a 
dependency and which was the site of 
Napoleon Bonaparte's final exile, were 
employed by the U.S. forces on Ascen­
sion. <Grant said he was told, while on 
the island, that Napoleon was to be ex­
iled to Ascension, but "they felt sorry 
for him" and sent him to St. Helena, in­
stead.) 

Servicemen on the island enjoyed no 
M Onveniences. There was no running 
~ater and showers were taken by fill­

ing old airplane wing tanks which had 
been perforated. (Engineers had built 
a plant to convert sea water to fresh 
water. ) Pit toilets were the extent of 
bathroom facilities and recreation was 
limited to playing cards and going to 
the narrow beach which ringed the 
island. Servicemen were not allowed to 
visit the British settlement and the oc­
casional group of nurses or W.A.C.'s· 
~ho happened to land on Ascension 
'WWere sometimes protected by armed 

military police! 
But the island had certain' redeeming 

characteristics, according to Grant. 
"The climate was magnificent, with a 
mean temperature of 70 degrees." 
And , on the island's highest mountain , 
there was a spot he called a " tropical 
garden ." The men called it, simply. 
"Green Mountain," because at the 
very crest of the 2,000-foot mountain

DON'T MAK E PETS OF WILDLIFE 
This is the time of year when a 

camper, hiker or fisherman is most 
likely to encounter young wild animals 
in the woods. The first impulse, in 
many instances, is a desire to "adopt" 
the baby skunk, raccoon, fawn or 
whatever. 

But the best course of action. accor­
ding to wildlife experts, is to leave 
baby animals, even those seemingly 
"orphaned, " where they are. 

Although this advice may at first 
glance seem hard hearted, it is actual­
ly kinder in the long run for both the 
animal and the humans involved. 

In the first place, the baby animal 
may not be orphaned at all. A fawn, for 
example, that seems all alone in the 
big woods probably has an anxious 
mother waiting nearby, but she will not 
show herself while a human is in the 
vicinity. 

The care and feeding of a young 
animal is demanding and complicated, 
and most of those taken from the wild 
will die unless they are ·given the ex­
pert care that only a knowledgeable 
person can provide. 

And if the animal does survive past 
infancy, other problems arise. Unlike 
dogs or cats, which have been 
domesticated for centuries, wild 
animals seldom lose their "wild" 
nature. An adult deer, particulary a 
buck, can be extremely dangerous and 
a raccoon, even one raised in the 
house, starts thinking he can whip 
anybody in the family when he gets to 
weigh about 25 pounds- and he's right. 

Wild animals raised in captivity can 
seldom be successfull y returned to the 
wilds, presenting their owners with the 
problem of what to do with an un­
manageable adult fox, raccoon, skunk 
or deer. Often the animal must be 
destroyed, since it is almost impossible 
to get zoos to accept wi1d pets. 

Then there's the problem of disease. 
Wild animals can car ry and transmit 
to man several diseases, the most 
serious of which is rabies. Often, an 
animal which allows itself to be cap­
tured is diseased. Any animal which 
does not show a normal fear of man or 
displays signs of distress should be left 
strictly alone. 

Skunks are particular•· dangerous, 
since they can carry the rabies virus 
fQr six to eight months before symp­
toms appear. Even a skunk bought 
from a pet store and certified disease­
free could develop rabies months after 
it is purchased. 

Skunks and foxes probably represent 
the most common reservoirs for rabies 
in the wilds, although virtually all 
mammals are capable of carrying this 
disease and transmitting it to man. The 
danger of rabies, by itself, is reason 
enough to leave wildlife in the woods. 

Finally, there's the legal aspect. To 
keep wildlife as pets, a permit from the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources is required, and a permit 
will be granted only for those animals 
taken during the open season for that 
particular species. 

Without a permit, the animal· is sub­
ject to confiscation and the owner can 
be fined. A conservation officer, upon 
application for a permit, will check to 
see if the animal was obtained legally 
and if the facilities for keeping it are 
sanitary and of adequate size. The of­
ficer will also make periodic checks to 
make sure the animal is being well 
cared for. 

So for both animals and people, the 
best course of action is to leave wildlife 
in the wilds. Although the impulse to 
adopt a wild creature can be great, it's 
better to enjoy birds and animals in 
their natural surroundings instead of 
subjecting both them and you to un­
necessary hardships.

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Increased Funding Means 
Expanded KET Programs 

This fall , Kentucky viewers will see 
more programs and a return to the 
broadcast hours which were cut during 
the past year. 

The reason : During the final hours of 
1 its 1982 session, the Kentucky General 
r • Assembly voted an additional budget 

appropriation for KET. 
According to KET Executive Direc­

tor 0 . Leonard Press, thf' 1983-84 
legislative appropriation of $3,341 ,200 
will enable the public television net­
work to improve its services to Ken­
tuckians at a time when it was facing 
the prospect of continued reduction in 
broadcast hours, production and pro­
gram purchases. 

In the past year, KET had already 
• cut back its broadcast time-especial­

ly on weekends- and dropped some 
Kentucky and national series. Now, 
thanks to the recent appropriation, 
there is good news on the KET and 
Kentucky horizon- at least for the next 
biennium. 

"As always, KET is grateful to the 
Governor and the executives in the 
Finance Cabinet, including the policy 
analyst assigned to our agency, for the 
budget they recommen~ for the KET 

• appropriations bill sent to the General 
Assembly," says Press. "And we are 
particulary grateful to the Legislature 
which, when further revenues were 
proposed, initiated additional ap­
propriations to the KET budget which 
in turn were approved by the Gover­
nor." 

Press adds that the original alloca­
tion from the state would have main­
tained the network's status quo. That 
would have meant that KET would 

• have continued to operate on reduced 
hours and curtailed purchase and pro­
duction of programming. Combined 
with the rapidly declining funds from 
federal sources, KET would hav~ had 
to cut corners in vital areas. 

Press states that KET was " trying to 
counter these losses by campaigning 
more vigorously for funds from in­
dividuals and corporations. We were 
beginning to have success, thanks to 
many supporters, including our cor­
porate and major giving friends in the 
Fund for Excellence and the Friends of 
KET. " 

The increased state appropriation is 
bright news, says Press, and viewers 
will see why, beginning in the fall . 

First, KET will be able to restore the 
broadcast hours it had to cut out a year 
ago, as well as the programs that aired 
during those hours. That means that 
"Sesame Street" and other children's 
programs will return on Sunday morn­
ings; "A.M. Weather" will be back on 
each weekday morning (starting late 
August); and, college credit courses 
will air again on Saturdays . 

Second, KET will be able to add new 
hours of broadcast for which it has had 
great demand over the years. This 
means that the network can stay on the 
air until midnight each week night. The 
late night air time will feature "ABC 
Captioned News" for Kentucky's 
hearing-impaired population. The new 
hours also bring more viewing time to 
KET audiences in the Central Time 
zone. 

Third, KET can resume production 
of programs for and about Kentucky 
that had been eliminated last season. 
<"Bywords" was one such series). 
Whether or not "Bywords" returns, 
several Kentucky series are now being 
developed. They include the statewide 
news and information series, "Ken­
tucky Considered" ; a "Great Ken­
tucky Homes" series; "The New 
Jobless" series ; and, "Kentucky Con­
gressmen" ; among others. 

Finally, KET will be able to buy the 
following programs for next 
season- programs that otherwise 
would have been outside the reach of 
the funds prior to TeleFund '82 and the 
additional state appropriation : "Even-
ing At Pops"; "NOVA"; " Over 
Easy"; "Soundstage"; and, "3·2· 1 
Contact. " 

" Thanks to KET's friends, the 
Governor and the General Assembly, 
this has been a good year," notes 
Press. "It's been good because it has 
made possible a much better year in 
1983."

Church Praises 
House Action 

Sam Church Jr., president of the 
United Mme Workers of America, to­
day applauded action by the U.S. 
House of Representatives. which, he 
said. "helps block the dismantling" of 
the Labor Department's Mine Safety 
and Health Administration. 

The House voted May 12 to reverse a 
December 1981 budget amendment 
which withdrew jurisdiction over coal 
mine construction sites and sand and 
gravel and surface stone operations 
from MSHA. 

During its consideration of the 
urgent supplemental appropriations 
bill. the House voted 220 to 186 to 
restore MSHA authority over coal 
mine construction projects and all 
sand and gravel and surface stone 
mines, except those owned by state and 
local governments. 

The House bill, including the MSHA 
amendment sponsored by Rep. John P . 
Murtha <D-Pa.), next goes to the 
Senate, which is expected to begin 
deliberations next week. 

The December budget rider offered 
by Rep. John H. Rousselot <R-CaW.> 
was tacked onto the continuing budget 
resolution which kept the federa l 
government funded from Dec. 16, 1981 
through March 31, 1982. 

" The UMW A applauds the House 
passage of the Murtha amendment," 
Church said . "This vote is a clear 
signal that Congress wants these 
operations restored to MSHA- the only 
federal agency with the expertise for 
the job. 

" It also sends a signal to the nation's 
miners that some people in Washington 
care about their health and safety," 
Church said. 

If upheld by the Senate and signed in­
to law by President Reagan, the 
legislation would keep 200 MSHA sand 
and gravel inspectors from losing their 
jobs through a reduction in. force , 
which is expected at the end of May. 

The long-term effect of the law would 
include the saving of up to 700 MSHA 
inspection jobs, which were to be phas­
ed out because of the Rousse lot amend­
ment's budget cutback. 

It would also prevent the anticipated 
problems involved in bumping senior 
sand and gravel inspectors into the 
ranks of the coal mine inspection force.

Chastising South Central Bell for 
failing to exercise "enlightened self­
rf'straint" in holding down phone rates, 
the Kentucky Public Service Commis­
sion issued an order last Thur sday de­
nying a request for an immediate $15.1 
million rate increase. 

The commission a lso ordered South 
Central Bell to provide a complete a c­
counting of expenses it has incurred in 
its fight against a major bill pending in 
Congress to revamp telecommunica ­
tions law. 

The PSC ordered that the company's 
entire rate request of $66.1 million---{)( 
which the $15.1 million is part-be 
suspended until after full hearings, 
which are to begin Aug . 23. 

Phone company officials r eacted 
with frustration to both orders, saying 
they are a lready separating costs for 
their legislative fight, a nd charging 
that the commission ignored efforts to 
cut costs made before requesting 
higher rates. 

Since March the PSC has been urg­
ing utilities to refrain from ftling for 
rate increases, and has vigorously pur­
sued a campaign in favor of the federal 
bill Bell bitterly opposes. 

South Central Bell, in the meantime, 
has joined American Telephone & 
Telegraph in fighting the bill through 
an in-house letter-wr iting campaign. 

Arguments center on whether the bilJ 
will prevent phone rates from increas­
ing sharply, and whether it puts unfair 
restrictions on competition for both 
local phone companies and AT&T. The 
locals and their parent company are to 

Motorists Asked To 
Report Road Problems 

Transportation Secretary Frank 
Metts is asking Kentucky motorists to 
be his "eyes a nd ears" in assisting 
state maintenance crews in their battle 
against road problems. 

Metts said his request for help is part 
of a "spring offensive" to tackle the 
damage to state-maintained roads 
caused by a combination of winter 
weather and heavy traffic. State crews 
have a lready started filling potholes, 
patching cracks and clearing ditches. 

"We are asking the people that drive 
the roads every day to first notify the 
person most fa miliar with their 
area - the foreman of the state 
maintenance garage in their county. If 
the problem is not solved immediately, 
then the district highway manager 
should be called," Metts explained. 

"The stale is responsible for 25,000 
miles of roads and we can't be 
everywhere. The people driving the 
highways daily know what condition 
they are in, and we want them to tell us 
when they notice a problem ," be said. 

Metts said the public can alert the 
maintenance garages and district of­
fices as soon as a pothole or drainage 
problem develops before it requires 
major a nd costly repairs.

If the 
problem persists, Ed Pa tton at the 
department's P ikeville district office 
can be reached at 437-9691. 

In repor ting a pothole or drainage 
problem, citizens are asked to provide 
the exact location by highway number 
and how far it is from a local land­
mark, such as an intersection or a 
bridge.

Company spokesman Roy McAllister 
said the commission's order requiring 
segregated accounting was "a surprise 
to us."

In denying the r equest for the $15.1 
mill ion rate increase, the PSC said that 
South Central Bell failed to show that 
an emergency situation exists or that 
the c om pany's cr edit would be 
materially damaged. 

To justify the request, Bell submitted 
evidence that the company was mak­
ing only an 11.6 percent rate of return 
on investments, not the 13.25that is the 
maximum allowed by the PSC as 
"reasonable."
