Coal Tipple Dispute 
Revived in Two Suits 

Slone on Trial 
In Slaying of 2 
At Wheelwright 

July melted away, somebody has 
remarked. That being so, you might 
say that August steamed in. 

AH, AUGUST! 

Some Dinwood residents' year-long 
dispute with a coal tipple is in federal 
court, the subject of two suits filed 
recently. · 

A hearing is scheduled this week on a 
suit in which seven Dinwood residents 
join a number of conservationist 

• groups in seeking to overturn the con­
ditional approval given by federaJ 
authorities to K~tucky's stripmine 
regulatory program. 

Their objection to the state program 
is that the newly-approved rules do not 
cover facilities like the Dinco Coal 
Sales tipple located in the middJe of 
~heir community, the residents say. 

In another suit, the Dinwood 
homeowners, in appealing a recent 
decision by a federal surface-mining 
agency, press their argument that the 
Dinco tipple is subject to federal 
surface-mining law and, under the 
terms of the law, is operating illegally. 

1977 Surface Mining Act. Kentucky's 
program is deficient in at least a dozen 
areas and so should not have been 
given even conditional approval, plain­
tiffs argue. 

Among other things, they say, the 
Kentucky program does not provide 
for sufficient inspectors to enforce the 
law. The inspectors cannot immediate­
ly close a mine down even if they think 
the operation poses an imminent 
danger or is about to create significant 
environmental damage. And drainage 
requirements are weaker than federal 
rules require. 

Contrary to federal regulations, they 
point out, there is nothing in the Ken­
tucky rules requiring that substandard 
mining structures be brought up to 
standard within six months. Nor is the 
operator required to restore a hillside 
to its premining contour. 

But, as far as the Dinwood plaintiffs 
are concerned, the gap in the state law 
that will affect them most immediate­
ly is its failure to regulate coal 
crushing and preparation facilities in 
the manner required by federal law. 

The evidence would show that Eddie 
Slone, Jr. shot and killed Paul Douglas 
Stanley and Terry D. Johnson with a 
.22-caliber revolver as they approach­
ed a house in Wheelwright 6n the night 
of January 30, the prosecuting attorney 
told a circuit court jury here at the 
opening of Slone's murder trial Tues­
day. 

For his part, the defense attorney did 
not dispute the facts but urged the 
jurors to consider what it would be like 
to be "in a house surrounded by people 
who are going to hurt you. " 

His client "fired in self defense," he 
said, adding, "This case is about a 
tragedy." 

As various witnesses described the 
scene, Slone, Daniel Keene and James 
E. Turner were drinking beer together 
in a house occupied by Turner and his 
mother, Dolly HaJJ, around 11 p.m. 
January 30, when they were joined by 
Stanley and Johnson. 

Stanley and Slone argued about an

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ABC Starts RevieW 
Of Rum Applications 

When the state Alcoholic Beverage 
Control <ABC> Board sent Les Cole, 
field inspector, to this county Tuesday 
to begin reviewing applicants for 
license to sell spirituous drinks, it 
assigned him a big job. 

For approximately 175 individuals 
and firms had, as of this week, adver­
tised their intention to apply for 
licenses, and Phillip D. Damron, coun­
ty alcoholic beverage administrator, 
said as many as 60 liquor and 80 beer 
applications may be ready for review. 

There are 21 liquor licenses to be 
issued but the number of beer outlets is 
unlimited. 

Mr . Cole was interviewing ap­
plicants Tuesday at May Lodge, Jenny 
Wiley State Park. After that, he or 
another ABC representative will in­
spect the premises which applicants 
propose to use in beve,rage sales. 

A few applicants-possibly a half­
dozen-who are members of the 
Masonic order have run into a troub­
ling situa tion. The Masonic constitu­
tion stands in their way . The 
Jurisprudence committee of the Grand 
Lodge of Kentucky has made the 
following determination of Section 107, 
Regulation 173 of the constitution: 

"Anyone engaged in the saJe or 
manufacture of alcoholic beverages is 
not permitted to petition the Masonic 

Fraternity. If a member of the Frater~ 
nity shoWd become engaged in the sale 
and manufacture, meaning having 
license in their name or jointly in their 
name or owning and operating a 
brewery or distillery, (he) is guilty of a 
Masonic offense and is subject to 
charges being preferred by his lodge 
and a trial held." 

Mr. Damron said the first beer 
licenses may be in effect as early as 
Sept. 1, but that he does not expect any 
liquor license to be issued before Nov. 
1. 

·rn response to queries from persons 
who want to protest the issuance of a 
license, Damron said such protests 
must be filed with the ABC Board, 123 
Walnut St., Frankfort, Ky., and that 
they should set forth in writing lawful 
grounds for·the denial of a license. He 
also pointed out that license may be 
denied any retail outlet that is within 
200 feet of a church or public building, 
but emphasized that such denial is 
made only if a protest is filed within 10 
days after receipt of a written notice of 
the intended location. 

Damron said only one application for 
an outlet within the 2oo-foot limitation 
has reached his desk, but said he knew 
of others who had advertised for loca­
tions within that distance. 

Hamilton Denied Bail 
As 'Hit' Plan Alleged 

Following his indictment Monday on 
two counts of transporting stolen pro­
perty, Tea~rry merchant Sterling 
Hamilton was ~gain denied bail, a 
federal magistra te finding that he has 
"a propensity for violence" and, if 
allowed to go free, "would pose a 
danger to the community and to 
government witnesses." 

The denial of bail followed testimony 
that Hamilton threatened to shoot the 
man who is expected to be the principal 
government witness in the upcoming 
trial, and that he offered the man 
money to kill two witnesses who 
testified against Hamilton in previous 
trials. 

The ruling by U.S. Magistrate 
Joseph Hood means that Hamilton, 55, 
will remain in federal prison while 
awaiting trial on the two charges. A 
trial date is yet to be set. 

In the indictments handed down by a 
U.S. District Court grand jury, 
Hamilton is charged with transporting 
a two-ton truck and a $25,000 roof­
bolting machine from Teaberry to Big 

Stone Gap, Virginia, knowing the pro­
perty was stolen. The, alleged offenses 
are said to have 'occurred July 2-3. 

Police reported earlier that the 
stolen equipment belonged to Sterling 
Tackett, owner of Tri-Way Coal Com­
pany, at Teaberry. 

If convicted, Hamilton could face a 
five-year prison term and $5000 fine on 
the one count, and 10 years and $1<1,000 
on the other. · 

Hamilton was convicted last fall of 
dealing in stolen explosives, for which 
he was sentenced to five years in jail 
and fined $10,000. A week later, he was 
convicted of obstruction of justice, 
drawing an 18-month pen term. 

In asking that he be aiJowed to post 
bond while awaiting trial on the pre­
sent charg~. Hamilton's attorney, 
Thomas W. Goodman, Jr. , noted that 
his client had appealed the previous 
convictions. The appeals court has yet 
to rule on the dynamite conviction. It 
recently affirmed the obstruction-of­
justice conviction, but Goodman said 
he intends to seek a review of that case 
by the U.S. Supreme Court. 

In the one action, Ivan and Mary 
Debord, Georgia Keans, Danny Moore, 
Doug Moore, Mcintire Risner, and 
Everett Hunter- who live at Dinwood, 
a former coalmining camp and now a 
residential neighborhood on the 
southern end of Martin- join the state 
chapter of the Sierra Club, an ad­
vocacy group known as Appalachia­
Science in the Public Interest, and the 
Kentucky Conservation Committee in 
asking the court to invalidate the state 
regulatory program. 

Just what is required by federal law, 
however, has been the subject of a 
dispute between Dinwood residents, 
Dinco Coal Sales, Inc. , and surface­
mining authorities ever since a federal 
inspector cited the Dinwood tipple, on 
July 20 last year, for operating within 
300 feet of occupied dwellings without 
having first obtained written waivers 
from the owners. 

Texas Youth Group at Work Here 
Until his arrest in Prestonsburg on 

July 23, Hamilton had been free pen­
ding the outcome of his appeals, a fact 
cited by his attorney in arguing that he 
should again be allowed to post bond. 

In order to assume "primacy"-that

Fiscal Court Votes Split 
Of Doubtful Tax on Liquor 

The Floyd fiscal court is willing to 
share with the Floyd County Board of 
Education the taxes it may collect 
from the sale of alcoholic beverages, if 
there are any such taxes- and it's 
doubtful that there are. 

Responding to a plea made last Fri­
day at a special court meeting by Supt. 
of Schools Pete Grigsby, Jr. for a share 
in the "liquor tax," the court voted to 
set the tax at 10% and to divide the 
"take" equally between the county and 
the schools. 

Only Magistrate Kenneth Roberts 
voted against the U>.xation arrange­
ment. 

The court action followeg Supt. 
Grigsby's explanation of the school 
system's need for additional revenues. 
Because of state and federal cutbac~. 
he pointed out, teachers have been lost, 
some departments are " in the red," 
and the transportation department, 
with the highest cost of fuel, equipment 
and repairs, is particularly hard hit. 

"Many people, we've been told," 
Grigsby said, "vofed for liquor 
because they thought it would mean 
added revenues." 

But, even as the court approved a. 
10% tax , County Judge-Executive 
Jerry Laffelll.y, Jr. pointed out such a 
tax would be challenged immediately 
and a restraining order issued to pre­
vent its collection. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, who 
will at the court's direction p!"epare an 
ordinance providing for the levy, has 
expressed strong doubt that the tax can 
be collected outside Prestonsburg, 
since the law does not provide for such 
a levy outside a city of the third or 
fourth class. 

"The tax could not be collected until 
the issue is settled in court," he told the 
court. He added there is a possibility 

. that the law may be amended by the 
1984 Legislature to permit collection. 

A resolution pointing out that almost 
daily the County Judge-Executive is 
asked for a donation of some 
sort- "home burned, child sick, 
medical bills, Little League, charities, 
etc." - authorized Judge Lafferty to 
pay up to $50 to any deserving cause 
without prior court approval. 

Hired, retroactive to July 1, was Bob­
by Gene Hughes as Allen pool super­
visor at a salary of $500 a month, Missy 
Wicker was employed at the pool to fill 
a vacancy created by resignation, at , 
the rate of $3.35 an hour, and Earlas 
Hall was added to the road crew at 
$5.49 an hour. 

Because it was held an emergency 
would exist after the J uly 30 payroll at 
the Allen Park swimming pool was 
met, $25,000 was transferred from a 
road fund to cover the payroll for the 
summer. 

What were a handful of Texans, most 
of them high school youths, doing 
scraping paint and drywalling at West 
Prestonsburg, a thousand miles from 
home? They were here just to help out 
where needed- actually, as part of the 
Appalachian Service Project. 

Fifteen youngsters arrived here two 
weeks ago as part of the project from 
Sherman, Texas, joining about 60 other 
young people and adult directors from 
places like Kissimmee, Fla., Knox­
ville, Tenn. and Kansas. Using the Bet­
sy Layne school for headquarters and 
sleeping accommodations, crews have 
worked at about 10 locations in this 
county over the past several weeks 
helping primarily to renovate homes 
which were barely liveable. 

These youngsters, many represen­
ting church youth groups, are sent 
each summer to various sections of Ap­
palachia where, it has been determin­
ed, need for their services exist. Each 
crew works for one week, to be relieved 
by another group, and the entire an­
nual project lasts for about six weeks, 
it was explained. Other groups work in 
Tennessee, Virginia, West Virginia and 
the mountains of North Carolina as 
well as Eastern Kentucky. 

The Appalachia Service Project, ac­
cording to Mrs. Barbara Reynolds, a 
director of the work at West 
Prestonsburg, was begun in 1969 in 
Texas by Tex Evans, who become 
familiar with the Appalachian region 
through years of church-related work

in the mountains. Funded entirely 
through private donations, the project 
has been closely associated with the 
Methodist Church, although it now en­
compasses several denominations and 
non-denominational groups. 

To determine particular needs in an 
area, Mrs. Reynolds explained, a 
screening group investigates various 
sections of Appalachia each year 
before crews are dispatched. Local 
social service agencies, church groups 
and others are consulted in order to 
select worthwhile projects. 

She said before volunteers are sent to 
an area they are thoroughly oriented to 
the area, its people and culture. "The 
whole thing is based on love and 
understanding of the Appalachian peo­
ple and their culture," Mrs. Reynolds 
pointed out. "There's no attitude that 
we're any better than anybody else," 
she stressed. "We have our share of 
poverty and the underprivileged in 
Texas," she said, "and we've worked 
there in disaster relief work. But 
there's funds specifically for Ap­
palachia through the project and we 
want to help out where we can." 

The crew which worked last week at 
West Prestonsburg was sent there to 
carry out renovations on an old frame 
residence which was barely habitable 
and literally falling down. With no in­
come and subsisting wholJy on food 
stamps, the woman who Jived there 
had neither the means nor the spir it to 
maintain the structure. 

After first being introduced to the 
resident of the house by a represen­
tative of a local social service agency, 
the teenagers, a long with Mrs. 
Reynolds and another supervisor, Jay 
'Ables, addressed the considerable task 
at hand. 

Rotted wood was replaced, layers of 
flood-damaged linoleum were pulled 
up, a fallen section of the structure was 
dismantled and paint was applied in 
liberal amounts. Sheet rock replaced 
sagging ceilings, cracks were caulked

Tarpless Truck

Children Who Are Buckled Up 
Are Better Behaved, Is Claim 

By IJ AHOLD COOLEY 

While it is true that over-the-coUnter drugs are safe 
in recommended dosages, continued use of any drug can 
be dangerous. Persistent reliance on such drugs in­
dicate that there may be an underlying problem of · 
which a physician should be made aware. Prolonged use 
of pain-killing drugs' can cause kidney damage while ex­
cessive us~ of stomach upset medicine can cause 
digestive problems and enzyme imbalance. Over 
reliance on a seemingly innocuous laxative may mask a 
serious problem that needs . professional attention. 
Learn to listen to your body's persistent warnings and 
seek the counsel of a physician. 

Some parents mistakenly believe 
placing their child in an auto safety 
seat will cause the youngster to 
misbehave and distract the driver. 

But researchers at the Universtiy of 
Kansas Medical School discovered just 
the opposite is true: children who are 
" buckled up" are better behaved. 

Children not in safety seats or seat 
belts fought, squirmed, tugged at the 
steering wheel and otherwise misbe­
haved. 

The restrained children were more 
likely to fall asleep during a car trip 
and less likely to become car sick. 
Many safety seats have an added at­
traction since they give a child a 
"boost" and let him see out the win· 
dow. • 

The National Safety Council has sug· 
gestions for helping children of all ages 
adjust to being secured in a child 
restraint device or seat belt while on a 
trip and some tips for specific age 
groups: 

• If the restraint is new to a toddler, 
make it a special gift. Allow the child to 
play with it around the house before go­
ing on a short training trip. 

• Praise the ' children for gpod 
behavior while on a family trip. Stop 
the car and let them "stretc\1 their 
legs" as a reward on long tripS. 

• Be firm. Don't let a fussy child out 
of the restraint. That encourages 
misbehavior. 

• Stop the car if a child gets out of the 
restraint. Explain in simple terms why 
the restraint is necessary. Wait until 
the child is calm and will allow you to 
place him back in the seat or shield. 

• If a child doesn't settle down, ask 
him what's wrong. It could be 
something totally unrelated to the 
restraint. He could be hungry or tired. 
If the problem is the safety seat, you 
might be able to make changes. For in· 
stance, on a hot day you might drape a 
towel over hot vinyl or metal parts of 
the seat or you may be able to loosen he 
straps just a little. 

• Make sure older children and 
adults are buckled up also. 
Surviving the Fir st Stormy Year 
(9-21-montbs-old) . 

• Tie soft toys to the restraint. 
• Talk to the child, pointing out 

things to see outside the car. 
• Avoid long trips if at all possible.

• Good News for 
Squirrel Hunters 

Squirrel numbers are expected to be 
close to peak levels in Eastern Ken­
tucky, significantly above last year's 
levels in Central Kentucky and equal to 
or slightly above 1981 levels in the 
western part of the state, according to 
a Department of Fish and Wildlife 
survey. 

• The survey doesn't actually count 
squirrels-it counts nuts. There's a 
direct correlation between production 
of hickory nuts, acorns, beechnuts and 
other important wildlife foods (collec­
tively called "mast") and squirrel 
populations the following year. 

According to Harold Barber, the 
wildlife biologist who conducts the an­
nual survey, the 1981 mast crop was ex­
ceptionally good. "Total mast produc­
tion was evidently higher than that of 

• the previous year in all parts of the 
state, and especially so in the Ap­
palachian Plateau region," Barber 
stated in his report. 

A plentiful food supply allows more 
squirrels to survive the winter and pro­
duce more young during the January­
February nesting season. Harvest 
surveys and other data indicate that 
squirrel populations may be three or 
four times higher during peak mast 

• 
producing years than they are during 
low years, Barber says. 

Good mast years benefit a variety of 
other species in addition to squirrels. 
Deer develop better antlers and have 
higher reproduction when mast crops 
are good, Barber says, and all species. 
that depend upon mast crops to get 
them through the winter do better 
when these foods are plentiful. 

Kentucky's squirrel season opens on 
• the traditional third Saturday of 

August (Aug. 21 this year) and con­
tinues through Oct. 31. The second part 
of the season will run from Nov. 18 (the 
opening of small game season) through 
Dec. 31. 

The daily limit is six squirrels and no 
more than 12 may be held in possession 
after two or more days of hunting. 
Squirrel hunters may use handguns, 
shotguns or muzzle-loading r ifles of 
any size but are limited to breech-

• loading rifles smaller than .240 caliber. 
It is illegal for squirrel hunters (or 
other small game hunters) to have 
slugs or buckshot in their possession 
while hunting. 

Squirrels may also be taken with bow 
and arrow. Although there aren't many 
squirrel bow hunters around, the few 
who do practice this sport find it both 
challenging and productive. It's also a 
good way to get "turned up" for the 
Oct. 1 opening of the deer bow season. 

Small game bow hunters use arrows 
with "flu-flu" fletching to limit the 
distance the arrows will travel. They 
also use special blunt points instead of 
the broadheads used for deer hunting. 
The usual technique is to climb a tree 
in an area where squirrels are work­
ing. Get there well before daylight and 
keep still.

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tion witness in the trial last November 
in which Hamilton was convicted of the 
stolen dynamite charges, and another 
$5000 to kill a man later identified as 
Orville Thompson, Jr., who testified 
against Hamilton in the obstruction-of­
justice trial. 

Mullins, who said he helped 
Hamilton steal the truck and roof-bolt 
machine from Tri-Way Coal last 
month, said Hamilton threatened to 
shoot him if he "told anything about 
it. " In fact, he had already made 
statements to the FBI and state police 
concerning the thefts, Mullins 
acknowledged. 

Unlike Hamilton, Mullins was not in­
dicted yesterday on the theft charges, 
leading to speculation that he has been 
offered immunity in exchange for his 
testimony against his alleged con­
federate. 

Mullins, who worked briefly for 
Hamilton as a bulldozer repairman 
and had previously worked for Tri-Way 
Coal Co., said he was afraid Hamilton 
would kilJtim if he were released on 
bond. 

Hamiltob's attorney attacked the 
government case as "allegations and 
innuendo," based on the testimony of a 
convicted felon who "advertises that 
he will 'do things to people' for money" 
and who admits he participated in the 
crime for which Hamilton is charged. 

Cross-examined by Goodman, 
Mullins did not deny he had told 
Hamilton he was available for hire to 
"do bodily injury" to people. Asked 
why he had not accepted Hamilton's 
alleged offers to hire him to kill Reid 
and Thompson, Mullins replied, 
"There was no money in it," explain­
ing under questioning that $5000 was 
not sufficient payment for the job. 

In denying him bail, Magistrate 
Hood said the evidence that Hamilton 
"offered Mullins an opportunity to 
dispose of two government witnesses" 
and then threatened to shoot Mullins 
himself was "basically uncon­
troverted ."

About an hour later, the two youths 
returned to the house with two 
others-Collie Tackett and Michael 
Stanley, P aul Stanley's brother- who 
were traveling in a separate car. 

According to witnesses, Johnson and 
Paul Stanley approached the house, 
asking for Slone; Turner, now carrying 
a revolver in his back pocket, opened 
the door to them; and Slone, taking the 
pistol from Turner 's pocket, came to 
the door and fired six shots. 

Johnson, who was hit in the chest and 
leg, died soon after. Stanley, who was 
struck in the head, died at the U.K. 
Medical Center on Febr'uary 9. 

Defense a ttorney Gary Johnson said 
the evidence shows that Stanley 
and J ohnson returned to the house, 
armed and with companions, "to hurt 
Eddie and to kill him if they had to." 
He conceded, however, that the 
defense could not produce the pistol 
which Stanley was supposed to be car-
rying. · 

When the two cars approached the 
house, one was driven to the front and 
one to the back, "surrounding" the 
house, and some shots were fired at the 
back of the house, Johnson said. 
Stanley and Johnson approached "ag­
gressively," one of them threatening 
Slone in a loud voice, he added. 

Immediately prior to the shootings, 
his client was shaking with fear and 
had begged Turner not to open the door 
of the house, the attorney said. 

Called as a prosecution witness by 
Commonwealth's Attorney J ames 
Allen, Turner, 23, testified that when 
Stanley and Johnson returned to the 
house, Slone said, " I'll handle it," took 
Turner's revolver, went to the door and 
"began shooting like a wild man." 

Turner denied that Slone had asked 
him not to open the door. Nor did he 
hear Stanley or Johnson make any 
threats or see them carrying any 
weapons, he said. 

Defense attorney Johnson, noting 
that Turner is awaiting trial on a 
charge of receiving stolen property, 
suggested that his testimony was 
designed to curry favor with the pro­
secutor, a suggestion that both Turner 
and the prosecutor discounted. 

During testimony by Daniel l{eene, 
24, a young woman in the courtroom 
audience began sobbing audibly, 
prompting Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
to sequester the jury and caution that 
further outbursts might jeopardize the 
tr ial. 

Keene had testified that Slone first 
struck Johnson and then Stanley, 
before' again training his weapon on 
Johnson. 

Jennifer Hall, who lives two houses 
below where the shootings occurred, 
said she heard Stanley or Johnson 
make a threatening remark as they ap­
proached the scene but said she had 
seen no weapon on them. 

The defense is expected to call its 
witnesses today (Wednesday).

If Seat Belts, Infant 
Seats, Were Used ... 

-Most traffic accident deaths could 
be prevented if adults used their seat 
belts and children were placed in child 
restraint devices, but, tragically, 
motor vehicle accidents are the No. 1 
cause of death for most age groups. 

Vehicle accidents are edged out by 
other causes of death only before 
1-year-old, when anoxia (lack of ox­
ygen) is the No. 1 cause of death and 
after age 45, when heart disease is the 
No. 1 killer, according to National Safe­
ty Council statistics. 

In Kentucky, an effort is being made 
to protect babies and young children 
from death or injury in a car crash . • 
There is now a law, effective July 15, 
which requires children under 40 in­
ches taU to be placed in a child 
restraint device while traveling. It is 
hoped this will start a life-long, life­
saving habit. 

According to State Police Commis­
sioner Marion D. Campbell, 26 children 
under age 4 died in 1981 in motor vehi­
cle wrecks. Only one was in a restraint, 
said Campbell. 

The effect of motor vehicle accidents • 
on the death rate of children nation­
wide can be seen in these statistics for 
1978, the latest available from the Na­
tional Center for Health Statistics:

June Jobless Rate 
In Double Digits 

Alter one month of single digit 
unemployment during May , 
Kentucky's jobless rate in June 
jumped back into double digit figures. 
According to the Cabinet for Human 
Resources labor market analysis sec­
tion, the state's unemployment rate in­
creased .8 percentage points from May 
to a June rate of 10.6 percent. 

The estimated number of jobless 
Kentuckians in June was 176,600, or 
17,000 more than were unemployed in 
May. "The two ma~reasons for this 
increase was in-sch"'l' youth entering 
the labor force for summer employ­
ment plus added job layoffs caused by 
the current recession," said Ed 
Blackwell, Human Resources' chief 
labor market analyst. 

The comparable national jobless 
rate for June was a nonseasonally ad­
justed 9.8 percen t. Kentucky's 
unemployment rate for June 1981 was 
8.4 percent. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force for 
June numbered 1,659,300. This figure 
was 37,700 higher than in May, but 
38,900 less than the record high of 

• 1,698,200 {or June, 1980. The civilian 
labor force only includes persons cur­
rently employed and unemployed per­
sons actively seeking jobs. 

During June, the state's total 
employment figure was estimated at 
1,482,700. This represents a 20,700 in­
crease over May and was caused 
primarily by a seasonal jump in 
agricultural wage and salary employ­
ment, according to cabinet figures. 
Even though the state's lolal employ-

• ment increased from May to June, the 
number of jobs occupied has decreased 
60,800 in comparison to June 1981. 

Hardest hit by the current recession 
has been the state's construction in­
dustry whose unemployment rate was 
21.6 percent in June. During the month, 
the state's coal industry experienced a 
jobless rate of 17.6 percent, and the 
manufacturing industry's rate was 13.5 
percent. Joblessness in all other major

industries in Kentucky remained in 
single digits.

While total 
corporation income tax collections for 
the riscal year were expected to lag 
behind last year's collections due to the 
recessionary economy. actually they 
increased by 7.7 percent. or $16 million 
over the estimate 

Second. coal severance tax collec· 
lions continued strong despite reports 
of a weak coal market in recent mon­
ths. Coal tax collections exceeded a 
revised December revenue forecast by 
$19 million, Brown said. The December 
forecast had been increased over the 
initia l July forecast due to strong col­
lections for the first six months of the 
fiscal year. 

Half of that a<lditional $19 million is 
earmarked for the Local Government 
Economic Assistance Fund.

Murder Charge 
Against Slone 
Dismissed Here 

The murder 33 years ago of a 
Prestonsburg girl remained this week 
as it was when it was committed- an 
unsolved mystery and one that appears 
to be insoluble. 

The crime, which claimed the life of 
17-year-old Muriel Baldridge, reverted 
to its unsolved mystery status with the 
dismissal by District Judge Harold J. 
Stumbo last Thursday of a juvenile 
murder warrant lodged against 
47-year-old Frederick Slone after he 
had told officials at a Toledo, 0. mental 
health center last May that he was the 
slayer. 

Dismissal of the warrant came when 
County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
asked Judge Stumbo for permission to 
withdraw a motion to transfer Slone's 
case to circuit cour t and to dismiss the 
murder charge, "without prejudice," 
because of insufficient evidence. 

(Dismissal "without prejudice," 
Turner explained, means that if suffi ­
cient evidence can be produced later, 
the charges against Slone can be 
renewed.) 

Officials here were obviously skep­
tical of Slone's "confession," from the 
first, but Chief of Police J ames Curtis 
pointed out that police here were 
obligated.to investigate any confession 
of murder. 

"All that investigating officers have 
been able to produce was an unsworn, 
out-of-court admission that was not 
supported by any significant, indepen­
dent evidence," Turner said. 

He filed the motion for dismissal 
after testimony was given by City 
Detective David Caudill during a clos­
ed hearing in Judge Stumbo's office. 
Caudill said his investigation resulted 
in only "hearsay" evidence. There 
were those, including Public Defender 
Ned Pillersdorf, who opined that Slone 
confessed "to get a ride home." 

The defendant on one occasion, in 
response to a direct question asking if 
he committed the murder, replied "I 
must have." 

His legal status as a juvenile was 
established by Pillersdorf, who pointed 
out that Slone was a juvenile at the 
time of the slaying. 

When the murder warrant against 
him as an adult was quashed Slone was 
released from jail. He now is a patient 
in a Salyersville rest home.

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Dyslexic Child 
Tutoring Group 

4lrganized Here 
If your child is having difficulty 

learning to read, dyslexia may be the 
problem. 

Dyslexia is a learning disorder that 
makes it difficult for a child to learn to 
read despite conventional schooling 
and adequate intelligence. 

A special tutoring program for 
dyslexic children has been operating in 

. nott county, and now a group of 
parents in Floyd county has organized 
to begin a similar program here. 

Mrs. Ann Latta, one of the members 
of the new organization, Floyd County 
Rea_ding Resear~h Program, said 
testing and screemng to determine if a 
child is dyslexic will be held in Hind­
man, August 28-30. 

"Dyslexic children have several 
common characteristics," Mrs. Latta 
said. "They are usually average or 

. bove average in intelligence, but on 
IQ tests they score high in some areas 
and low in others. 

"The most commonly known 
characteristic, is that they tend to read 
from left to right and to reverse letters 
or words.'' 

Mrs. Latta, whose son, Jack, is 
enrolled in the Knott county program, 
said it is important if a parent thinks 
their child might be dyslexic to have 

.bim or her screened. If the test results 
'Whow dyslexia, then the child would be 

eligible for the tutoring program. 
The tutoring involves both the parent 

and the child and is done on a one-to­
one basis, she said. 

" This extra, intensive tutoring 
enables the dyslexic child to keep up 
with his proper level in his regular 
school classes." 

The tutorial program at Hindman is 
held on Tuesdays during the regular 

•
chool year, from 3:45 to 7:30p.m. 
The Floyd county group hopes to 

have a similar program ready to go in-
to operation by the start of the second 
semester, in January, Mrs. Latta said. 

A meeting will be held Thursday, 
August 5, at 7 p.m. at the Floyd County 
Library for parents or teachers who 
are interested in learning more about 
dyslexia, she said. 

Anyone who wants to have their child 
screened should send in their applica­
·on now to the Kentucky Association 
or Specific Perceptual Motor 

Disabilities (SPMD), 400 Sherburn 
Lane, Room 378, Louisville, Kentucky 
40207. 

The Association for SPMD sponsors 
the Knott program and does the 
screening and evaluation. The request 
for screening should include the child's 
name, age, birthdate, school and 
grade, parent's name, address and 
telephone number.

tA The Summer Youth Employment 
l>rogram <SYEP) employed 27 of 

Floyd county's post high graduates. 
The SYEP program, a service of the 

· Big Sandy Community Action Pro­
gram, is funded by Eastern Kentucky 
Concentrated Employment Program, 
otherwise known as EKCEP. 

SYEP is designed to aid post high 
graduates between the ages of 17 and 
21 who are planning to further their 
education through college or voca-

. onal school. But furthering their 
education was not the only require­
ment factor in the selection of the 
enrollee. Each enrollee also had to fit 
into the financial guidelines set by the 
U.S. Department of Labor. 

SYEP, which lasts for five weeks , 
beginning June 28, only aids the stu­
dent financially in returning to school, 
but it will also introduce them to the 
career in which their academic majors 

e r specific interests lie. 
Each enrollee is allowed to work a 

maximum of 33 hours per week with 
two additional hours of counseling. The 
purpose of counseling is to advise the 
students of financial aid available to 
them, how to budget money, how to 
develop a resume, how to find a job, 
how to hold a job. 

This summer there are 14 seperate 
worksites throughout the county, all or 
which are with non-profit public ser­

. ice agencies. 
The program also developed a com­

'Annex' Builder• 

Floyd county, through its fiscal 
court, went to court three times in two 
days last week, seeking redress for 
wrongs which it claims the county has 
suffered. . 

One suit deals with the leaky roof of 
the new "Courthouse Annex," which 
houses the juvenile detention center 
and county government offices. The 
court last Saturday filed suit' against 
the prime contractor on the buildinga 
Barco, Inc., and the architect, Forrest­
G. McClosky, claiming the roof leaks, 
resulting in water damage and safety 
hazards, and that upper portions of 
building are unsuitable for their in· 
tended use. 

The cou rt a lleges that the 
contractor's failure to build the struc· 
ture according to specifications has 
resulted in $80,000 damages. It also 
claims the express or implied duty of 
McClosky was to inspect the work an. 
that this the architect failed to do. As 
an alternative, the suit alleges the 
design of the roof was defective. 

Getting a hand up to the trailer which is likely to be home for the Mud Creek Clinic for the next year or · two is clinic 
supervisor Eula Hall . Since fire destroyed the clin!c on Mink Branch on J une 16, it has operated out of the John M. Stum­
bo school at Grethel. 

The suit ask judgment against Barco 
and McClosky jointly in the amount of 
$80,000 and that, in the event that proo( 
shows defective design, that amoWlt be 
recovered from McClosky. 

Two suits were filed Friday on COWl· 
ty road situations. In one, which names 
the Johnson County Gas Co. , Inc. as 
defendant, the court claims $35,ooce 
damages, alleging that the gas com· 
pany entered upon the coWlty road 
near Auxier with machinery and per­
sonnel and dug into the right-of-way so 
that reconstruction of support, 
shoulder and surface is required.

Martin Station 
May Go on Air 
By October l 

Floyd county's third radio station, 
and the first to be located outside the 
c ity limits of Prestonsburg, is expected 
to begin broadcasting this fall from a 
location near Martin. 

With its 180-ft. twin towers erected 
and construction on a new studio well 
Wlder way, a target air date for radio 
station WMDJ has been set for October 
1, according to Dale McKinney, of 
Prestonsburg, part-owner of the new 

·station. 
McKinney and Monty McAnnually, a 

Williamsburg, Ky, radio station owner 
and construction engineer, puchased 
the stock, in May of this year, of a 
group of Martin businessmen who were 
issued a construction license by · the 
Federal CommWlications Commission 
<FCC) in 1979 for a simila!' project. 

Although · the FCC permit had not 
been utilized for three years, it was 
still valid, and construction on the 
facility was begWl by the new owners 
soon after the purchase. 

The station, which will·be located at 
14.40 on the AM band, is authorized for 
2,500 watts, although field 
measurements have revealed WMJD · 
will go on the air at 5,000 watts, accor­
ding to McKinney. A Harris 5,()()()..watt 
transmitter, referred to by McKinney 
as the "best you can buy," was pur­
chased for $40,000 and will give the sta· 
tion ' s AM broadcasts a much­
improved sound over most AM 
transmissions, it was said. Other 
equipment designed to enhance AM 
clarity will be employed to bring the 
station's broadcast quality to a promis­
ed high level. 

McKinney stressed that, unlike most 
stations, WMJD will be a direCtional 
station, enabling station personnel to 
have considerable control over the 
strength and quality of broadcasts in 
predetermined directions . 

"One of our towers is directed up the 
Beaver Creeks, while the other will 
aim the signal toward Prestonsburg," 
McKinney said. 

"Geographically, our station is in the 
center of the coWlty, and this will 
enable the signal to cover the county in 
its entirety," McKinney said. "Signal 
strength will remain .pretty much cons· 
tant over the coWlty without the sudden 
fadeouts and Joss of reception that is so 
common in hilly terrain like ours," he 
added.

What began as a routine traffic 
check by a Prestonsburg police officer 
early last Wednesday morn ing 
resulted in the arrest of three men who 
were sought by Ohio authorities for 
kidnapping and murder. 

It began with a Cadillac leaving a 
pump at the Save-Mart service station 
on North Lake Drive here, around 1:15 
a.m. City Detective David Caudill, 22, 
who saw the car "scratch off" onto US 
23 and head uptown, followed. Caudill 
noted that the car was being recklessly 
operated and that somebody in it was 
tossing paper cups and perhaps a 
paper bag from the window. 

Caudill overtook the Cadillac and ar­
rested the driver, Vernon Holland, 30, 
of Columbus, 0., who, the officer said, 
had been drinking. A search of the car 
uncovered a pistol beneath a front seat 
armrest, and Holland was booked at 
the county jail on charges of carrying a 
concealed deadly weapon, reckless 
driving, littering and Dyer Act viola­
tion. Holland's companions-Michael 
Columbo, 21, and Richard Miller, 20, 
also of Columbus-were released 
because the police department's com­
puter files were out of order at the 
time. But two hours later, they were 
sought when it was determined that the 
Cadillac had been stolen. 

Policemen Larry Wood arrested the 
two, about 10 a.m. Wednesday, as they 
were hitchhiking on US 23, near the 
Floyd-Johnson line. Columbo is held 
here on a Dyer Act violation. Miller, 
who was taken to the Pike county jail, 
has waived extr~dition, it was 
reported. 

The other men were yet in jail Mon­
day as their extradition to Ohio was 
sought and while the investigation of 
the crime of which they are accused 
continues. 

The body of 86-year~ld Russell P . 
Smith, a Florida resident who had been 
spending the S4Jllmer with a son in Col­
umbus, was found last Wednesday 
morning in a small stream beneath a 
covered bridge in Fairfield county, 
Ohio, about 25 miles east of Columbus. 
He had been shot twice in the head. 

The check made by authorities here 
revealed that the car in which the three 
men were driving was owned by the 
dead man's son and had been stolen 
last Tuesday from a grocery store 
parking lot in Columbus. 

The victim's son was quoted as say­
ing he left his father in the car when he 
went inside the store.

State police communications with 
rural Kentuckians will take a giant 
step forward in August. 

State Police Commissioner Marion 
D. Campbell has announced a state­
wide, toll-free emergency hotline for 
.use by Kentuckians and travelers in 
the commonwealth. 

A statewide, 24-hour-a-day hotline 
was needed because in many regions 
citizens living outside the actual coun­
ty where their state po'lice post is 
located must either pay long distance 
charges or call collect to the post, said 
Commissioner Campbell. 

The new, cent r alized toll-free 
number operated by the Kentucky 
State Police will ring in on one of five 
lines at the KSP Communications 
center in Frankfort where the 
emergency call will be quickly 
transferred by automatic dialing after 
the appropriate post is determined. 

At each state police post there will be 
"dedicated" telephone lines which will 
be used solely for these emergency 
800-number calls. 

The new number, 1-800-222-5555, 
became available Aug. 1 for public use. 

The state police hotline should be 
especially useful to people traveling 
away from their home area who do not 
know which post is the nearest. For in­
stance, a traveler has just pulled off ai\, 
interstate, is calling from a phone 
booth and doesn't even know the 
closest town. The central office can 
determine the nearest post by the 
prefix of the caller's telephone number 
and relay the call. 

In addition, the toll-free number will 
be a great help during natural disas­
ters, said Commissioner Campbell. 

Commissioner Campbell stressed 
the toll-free line is for emergency use 
only . The public shou ld ca 11 
t-80(}-222-5555 only when they believe 
therE> is an immediate danger to life or 
property, Campbell said. 

Routine calls for information or 
other nonemergency matters will not 
be accepted on the Kentucky State 
Police hotline. 

The stale police commissioner said 
the toll-free line should be an enormous 
boost to Jaw enforcement efforts in 
Kentucky, especially in rural areas . 
National studies have shown a number 
of crimes are not reported, simply 
because there was a lack of easy ac­
cess to police, Campbell said. 

The commissioner said the cost of 
the new system is minimal since it will 
take the place of state police toll-free 
lines now operating. 

The crime prevention line is being 
eliminated since information it once 
handled will now be distributed direct­
ly by the 16 state police posts and by 
local police departments. The toll-free 
lines operating at eight posts will be

discontinued upon implementation of 
the new statewide number. 

Commissioner Campbell said since 
the statewide hotline is being operated 
from a central locaJion, the cost of 
making an emergency line available to 
all Kentuckians is the same as ptain­
taining hotlines a t just eight posts. 
That's twice the service for the same 
cost, he said. 

The state police will be conducting a 
public awareness campaign to pro­
mote use of the new toll-free number 
through the press, advertisements, 
billboards and signs placed near major 
access areas in the state.

This summer a little girl riding in the 

back of a pickup truck leaned out over 
the tailgate and fell to the grassy 
shoulder when the truck came to a 
stop. 

In another case, two small boys were 
riding on the back of a farm truck when 
the vehicle hit a sinkhole and overturn­
ed.

Marceau studied as a patnter but hts 
admlratton for the great silent screen actors. such a~ Charhe 
Chapltn and Buster Keaton, inspired htm to pursue the ancient 
art of silence as his career. 

In 1946, Marceau enrolled in the Charles Dullin School of 
Dr~matic Art in Paris. There he created Blp, the clown in the 
stnped pullover and battered opera hat topped with a red 
flower He describes this character as hts alter ego and con­

In addttton to performing some of hts most famous Btp 
charactenzations, the program uses ltlm clips from some of 
Marceau's early performances. 

The ftlm portratt also offers inStghts into Marceau's creative 
process. hts philosophy, his patntings and thoughts about art 
and concludes wtth Marceau lnstruct tng some of the student~ 
from around the world who have enrolled In the Marce1 Mdr­
ceau International School of Mime. which recently was reo­
pened with a grant from the French government.

HELPING WOMEN FIND JOBS 
• It's tough to find a job these days. 

Still another group of women worried 
about finding work are those who are 
n~w to the job search, forced into the 
hunt, after years of homemaking, in an 
effort to help their families survive. 
These women often bring no ex­
perience and few readily apparent 
skills to help them in their search. Yet, 
they too must work. 

now for the same reasons that men 
are-money. "These jobs typically pay 
more than the traditionally female 
jobs," she said. "For the same amount 
of education and training, a woman 
can make $10 an hour in construction 
instead of minimum wage at most 
traditional jobs for women," she said. 

Unemployment is high and job listings 
~re scarce. And, if you are a,woman, 
~~even tougher. In the old days of af­
firmative action and equal employ­
ment, women and other minorities 
could at least get a foot in the door at 
the insistence of the federal govern­
ment. Today, the clout has gone out of 
these programs as the Reagan Ad­
ministration continues to back off from 

• enforcement. Some women hired 
under those old days find themselves 
now trapped by the "last hired first 
fired" rule of the thumb. Other;, who 
at least do have a job, find themselves 

Where do all these women turn for 
help? If they live in J efferson or sur­
rounding counties, many times it is to 
the YWCA Creative Employment Pro­
ject, a non-profit employment counsel­
ing and training service based in 
Louisville. 

Funded primarily by the Metro 
United Way and through state and 
local Comprehensive Employment and 
Training Act <CETA) monies, the 
Creative Employment Project (CEP > 
was founded in 1975 "specifically to 
help econom ically disadvantaged 
women not only get employment 
counseling and training, but to also 
help them get jobs," said Betsy 
Jacobus, CEP director. For most CEP 
clients, there is no fee for the program. 

Jacobus admits that non-traditional 
work is tough right now. "Placement is 
down this year, but with one-third of all 
construction workers, male or female, 
laid off right now, that's understan­
dable," she said. Jacobus added that 
she believes as the economy improves 
and people go back to work, women 
will again look at the non-traditional 
fields for potential careers. 

Another program designed for 
women in Jefferson, Bullitt, Shelby, 
Spencer, Trimble, Oldham and Henry 
counties has been the Displaced 
Homemakers Program, for the woman 
who "has devoted a major part of her 
energy to unpaid work in the home for 
a significant number of years and is 
suddenly faced with supporting 
herself and possibly her children 
because of divorce, separation, death 
of a spouse or <fther means," Jacobus 
said.

Arcording to Jacobus, CEP was one 
of the first women's employment pro­
jects to begin nationally and was the 
first in Kentucky. Today, its one of the 
few survivors. Even through the cur­
rent rough times, CEP has averaged 
about a 75 percent placement rate 
either in jobs or in additional training 
for the people who have come through 
their various programs. Through the 
years, CEP has started several model 
projects which are now being used in 
other communities around the country · 
such as one to train women to enter 
non-traditional work, one to serve 
·displaced homemakers and one to help 
women just out of prison. 

Most CEP programs consist of in­
dividual counseling in which the 
woman, with the help of our counselor, 
determines what her skils, abilities 
and interests may be. She then goes 
through a two-week orientation session 
to get her ready for the world of work. 
Workshops are held on topics such as 
resume writing, application and inter­
viewing techniques, career explora­
tion, assertiveness training, re­
entering the job market, and non­
traditional work. CEP then works with 
the woman to place her in an internship 
or job or to get her into additional 
training programs if that is necessary. 

One of the most successful of CEP's 
programs has been one designed to 
prepare women to enter fields of work 
that have been considered traditionally 
"female" occupations, "which can in­
clude everything from becoming a con­
struction worker to becoming a doctor 
of medicine," said Jacobus. CEP has 
held carpentry classes, an appren­
ticeship in construction program and 
construction laborer classes. 

According to Jacobus, women are 
very interested in non-traditional work

"The women who come through this 
program often have never worked out­
side the home," she said. " But they do 
have skills. Our job is to help them 
identify those skills. For example, a 
woman may have been president of the 
PTA which shows that she has 
organizational skills. Or she may have 
fixed all the appliances in the house 
which shows that she has some non­
traditional ability." 

CEP has started several new pro­
grams in recent months. One is design­
ed for female inmates at the Kentucky 
Correctional Institute for Women to 
prepare women who are within a year 
of release from prison for the working 
world. Another is a six-month progx;am 
to teach women the ins and outs of 
operating their own small business 
where " they learn everything from 
bookkeeping to taxes," Jacobus said. 
Still another program set to begin soon 
offers employment counseling, train­
ing and placement services to battered 
women. "This is a national model pro­
gram funded by the National Coalition 
Against Domestic Violence," Jacobus 
said. 

Six months ago, CEP expanded their 
programs to include private clients 
who live outside Jefferson County and 
who are not necessarily economically 
disadvantaged. "Under this program 
we can serve clients from across the 
state," Jacobus said. 

According to Jacobus, CEP has 
primarily served women, "but we have 
had men in our programs as well," she 
said. "One was even in our Displaced 
Homemaker Program." She added 
that while the non-traditional program 
is also open to men, they must be in­
terested in jobs that are considered 
non-traditional for men. "And since the 
traditionally female occupations don't 
pay very well, men haven't been jump­
ing at the chance to break into these 
fields ," she said. 

Hundreds of women have found not 
only jobs, but careers through the 
Creative Employment Project since 
1975, but it's only the beginning, accor­
ding to Betsy Jacobus. "There has 
been some progress made in the last 
seven years," she said. "But today 
there is more need than ever before 
because the wage gap between men 
and women is now greater, because of 
the weakening of federal affirmative 
action programs, because of the in­
creasing divorce rate, and because 
women comprise a higher percentage 
of the poor. Creative Employment will 
be here to serve that need."

In my area, Augus t is the hotlest 
month of the year. Food tastes change 
when the weather is extremely hot. 
Heating up the oven is unthinkable, 
even with air-conditioning. 

When I was young, we did all the bak­
ing and as much of the cooking as 
possible early in the morning. We bak­
ed all our bread and seldom bought a 
loaf from the bakery. There was no air· 
conditioning then and the heat from a 
coal or wood-burning stove made the 
kitchen unbearable in the middle of the 
day. During canning season we were 
forced to ignore the heat 

When I moved to the fa rm I used a 
wood-burning stove because it was 
cleaner and less expensive. We had 
plenty of wood on the farm 1 bought a 
gasoline stove to use in the summer. 
Today. I wouldn not go into a house 
where a stove like this one was used 
but I wasn't the least bit afraid of it 
then. You put out all the fires and 
poured gasoline into the tank. You then 
pumped air into the lank and the flame 
burned like natura l gas. I wouldn't con­
sider one of these stoves now, even for 
the relief from hea t. 

When I baked on a wood-burning 
range, I learned by trial and error just 
how much wood to place in the fire box 
to start the baking process and how 
much to add to finish baking without 
burning the food . When baking a cake I 
allowed the fire to go completely out. I 
then la id a fi re with kindling on top of 
paper and two large pieces of 
stovewood on top When the cake was 
almost ready to go into the oven, I lit 
the fire with the draft o~n When it 
was burning just right I closed the 
damper to allow the heat to circulate 
around the oven. Then I put in the cake. 
When the cake was about half-done I 
added another piece of wood I could 
bake beautiful angel food cakes which 
raised to the top of the pan. I should 
add that I burned many, many cakes 
before acquiring this knowledge. 

Everyone wanted a Home Comfort 
range because they baked better than 
any other. They had a huge warming 
oven above the cooking top where food 
stayed warm for hours. A large water 
reservoir was on the side of the stove, 
providing a constant source of hot 
water, depending on how often it was 
filled . It was our job to keep it filled. 
When I think of the old stoves it makes 
me wish I had the oppor tunity to cook 
on one again (in the winter, of course). 
When you popped corn you could move 
it to a cooler place on the stove and it 
would continue to pop without burning. 
You had high heat. medium ~eat and 
low heat always on a coal or wood­
burning range at the same time but no 
thermostats to control it. You moved 
the skillets or cookers to the cooler 
places on the stove top. None of the ear­
ly gas stoves had thermostats, either . 

The following dish is one that will 
make it worthwhile to heat up the oven. 
This recipe for Squash Supreme is an 

-original recipe given to me by Wilma 
May of Langley, Kentucky. I tasted it 
at a church social and said, " I must 
have that recipe for my cookbook ." In 
addition to being delicious, it is a good 
source of Vitamin A and C and 
potassium, iron and other minerals. If 
you have never liked squash , at least 
try this recipe. I didn'tlike squash but I 
really like this dish 

Squash Supreme 
SLICE: 

6 to 8 medium-sized fresh tomatoes 
6 to 8 fresh yellow straight or

End-Of-Garden Pickles 
COMBINE: 

1 cup diced onion 
1 cup chopped cucumbers 
1 cup chopped sweet peppers 
1 cup chopped green tomatoes 
1 cup shredded or chopped cabbage 

Soak overnight in salt water C12 cup 
pickling salt in 2 quarts water). 
Drain thoroughly. 
Cook until tender : 

1 cup green beans, broken into small 
pieces 

1 cup diced carrots 
Drain well. Add to first mixture. 
THEN ADD: 

2 cups vinegar 
1 cup chopped celery 
2 tbsps. mustard seed 
1 cup corn 
2 cups sugar 
1 tbsp. turmeric 

Bring to a boil. Boil 10 minutes. Pack 
into sterilized jars and seal. 
Makes 6 pints.

An experimental "teleterminal" complete with typewr iter-like keyboard 
and TV-screen display, is being displayed and demonstrated in the " Home or 
the Future" at the 1982 World's Fair in Knoxville. 

In 1876, a healthy shout defined the 
limits of communicating by voice. But 
an exhibit at the World's Fair that 
summer in Philadelphia offered a 
glimpse of the future, when a whisper 
could be sent around the world- it was 
Alexander Graham Bell's telephone. 

Today, the telephone is universally 
used to communicate by voice. And at 
the 1982 World's Fair in Knoxville, an 
exhibit co-sponsored by South Central 
Bell offers a glimpse of the latest in 
telephone technology, using the 
telephone as the key to the Information 
Age. 

Art Willett, Bell local manager, said 
visitors to the fair can see future com­
munications wonders at the "Home of 
the Future," sponsored by South Cen­
tral Bell and Cathedralite Inc., a 

builder of geodesic dome homes. 
"The home features the latest ex­

perimental technology, along with a 
number of our current products, to 
show how people might one day draw 
upon huge banks of information, and 
communicate from their homes," 
Willett said. 

The experimental system includes a 
television-like screen, a typewriter­
like keyboard and telephone handset.

Healing Herbs (Cont'd) 
Sassafras, The Old Reliable 

By Rufus Reed 
Our foreparents drank sassafras tea 

avery spring, and most of them were 
strong and active to old age. They 
hunted for the rich red roots of the 
large red sassafras found in deep 
woods. They dug the roots in March, 
washed and dried them in the sun. 
They used the bark of the roots to make 
a sparkling aromatic tea and they 
strictly required every member of the 
family to drink a glass of it. It toned up 
the sluggish winter blood, they claimed 
and cleaned the system of poisons. 

The word, "sassafras," is an old In­
dian name meaning "smelling stick. " 
The Indians often browsed on the 
tender green twigs in early spring. 
Sassafras is used to give a good flavor 
to candy and cosmetics. Also it is used 
in making soap. Sassafras also gives 
the zip to grandpa 's root beer. 

Our great Kentucky author, Jesse 
Stuart, calls sassafras the "presiding 
tree," as it completly takes over old 
fields and dominates them. The tree 
bears pretty, light-yellow blossoms in 
early spring. In September the blooms 
produce the most beautiful berries 
found in Nature. It seems not many 
persons have ever seen the berries of a 
sassafras. They are large and of a deep 
blue color. They are formed on deep 
scarlet stems two inches long. 
Sassafras forms dense thickets in old 
fields and soon takes over. It makes a

large tree when growing in deep 
woods. The red roots of these larger 
trees make the best tea. 

Sassafras is a member of the Laurel 
family and bears too kinds of leaves on 
the same twig. One kind has three 
finger-like lobes and is mitten-shaped. 
The other has no lobes. 

Sassafrass is a good stimulant and 
purifier of the blood. It removes all the 
winter toxins from the system. It is 
also a quick cure Cor toothache, is a 
good kidney medicine and helps cure 
skin eruptions, such as sores and boils. 

The wood of sassafras makes good 
fence posts that last as long as locust 
wood.

-Blood pressure measurement, 
which is considered tfle least expensive 
test with the h~ghest possible health 
return. Early detection of hyperten­
sion-the major cause of strokes and a 
aominant factor in heart attacks- and 
its subsequent control though diet, ex­
ercise, drugs or a combination of 
methods can head off most ill effects. 

- The Pap test, the most widely 
heralded diagnostic procedure for the 
early detection of cervical cancer. 
Doctors suggest this test at least once 
every three years in women over age 
20 after two initial negative tests taken 
a year apart. 

- Mammography, a low-dose 'X-ray 
of the breast. Though controversial, 
both the American Cancer Society 
(ACS) and National Cancer Institute 
(NCI) have found mammography 
could detect more early breast cancers 
than could palpitation by a doctor. 
However, because of radiation risks, 
the NCI does not recommend it as a 
routine procedure for women under 50 
ex~ept for those with a personal or 
family history of the disease. 

- The guaiac test, which detects the 
presence or hidden blood in the stool, is 
Urought by many experts to rank near 
t~ top as an efficient way of screening. 
cancer and other bowel diseases. Some 
studies have suggested starting guaiac 
tests at age 40 and repeating them 
every two years thereafter ; the ACS 
recently recommended yearly stool 
tests beginning at age 50. 

Modem technology lost out to the 
horse last November. A U.S. Senator 
dispatched two letters for a destination 
64 miles away.

Few Youngsters "Buckled Up" 
Properly, Is Survey Finding 

Very few Kentucky children under 4 
years old are "buckled up for safety," 
according to preliminary survey 
results released by the Kentucky State 
Police commissioner . 

KSP Commissioner Marion D. 
Campbell said preliminary results 
from a University of Kentucky study 
being conducted for the state police 
revealed that in 18 cities an overall 
average of 14 percent of children under 
4 were in some type of auto safety seat 
or child restraint device. 

However, the surveyors also con­
cluded that less than half the "restrain· 
ed" infants and toddlers were properly 
buckled or placed in an approved 
crash-tested seat, harness or shield. 

Commissioner Campbell said this 
means approximately 6 percent of 
children under 4 traveling on Ken· 
lucky highways are protected against 
death or injury in a traffic accident. 

Employees of UK's· Transportation 
Research Program conducted the 
survey by observing passenger 
vehicles at stop signs and traffic lights. 

The most common mistake was 
absense of tethering or anchoring when 
the child restraint system required 
that modification, said Ken Agent, a 
UK research engineer who is the pro­
ject head. 

Lexington rated highest on child 
restraint system usage with 30 percent 
while Hazard, Carrollton and Somerset 
rated low with 6 percent. 

Money for the survey came from a 
federal grant administered by the Ken· 
lucky State Police's highway safety 
standards section. The purpose of the 
study is gathering of "before" data 
prior to implementation of the new 
state law requiring children under 40 
inches tall to be placed in an auto 
restraint system while traveling in a 
passenger vehicle. 

The new law, Senate Bill 2, goes into 
effect on July 15. 

Toxic-Liquid Leak 
Forces Evacuation 
Of Ky. Power Plant 

Liquid sulfur dioxide escaped from a 
railroad tank last Thursday, forcing 
the temporary evacuation of a section 
of the Kentucky Power plant near 
Louisa . 

C. Richard Lovegrove, a spokesman 
for Kentucky Power, said 29 workers 
were taken to the hospital and 10 were 
admitted for observation. 

State Trooper Steve Miller said the 
chemical was being unloaded when a 
leak developed. Exhaust fans picked 
up the fumes and carried them through 
the plant, Miller added. 

He said the chemical is a corrosive 
than can irritate the eyes and skin. 

Lovegrove said there was no disrup­
tion of power from the plant during the 
evacuation, which ran from 11 :15 a .m. 
until 2 p.m.

Clark Nursing Home 
Named in Indictment 

Attorney General Steven Beshear 
has announced the return of an indict­
ment July 19 by the Clark county grand 
jury against Glenway Lodge, Inc., of 
Winchester , on charges of wanton en­
dangerment in the second degree, in­
volving the neglect of Thomas Paige, a 
former patient at nursing home. 

The indictment charges the corpora-· 
tion with failure to provide necessary 
and proper medical nursing care, in­
cluding the failure to assure adequate 
observation and examination of Paige, 
age 78, to detect the presence of a 
broken arm and pneumonia, resulting 
in the death of Mr. Paige last August 8. 
Named in the indictment are various 
agents and employees of Glenway 
Lodge, including the administrator of 
the nursing home, the treating physi­
cian, and nursing supervisors. The 
potential penalty against the corpora­
tion is a fine of $10,000. 

The case was investigated and 
presented to the grand jury by the 
Medicaid Fraud Control unit of the of­
fice of the Attorney General. This is the 
second case brought this year by the 
Attorney General's office against Glen­
way Lodge, _ Inc. involving patient 
neglect.

Increase Seen In 
Computer Careers 

By 1990, there will be nearly a 50 per­
cent rise in jobs that require computer 
skills. This anticipated growth, says 
the Federal Bureau of Labor Statistics, 
surpasses all other occupational 
groups. 

Thousands of students each year are 
leaving careers with uncertain futures 
and low salaries for more lucrative 
fields such as computers that promise 
to grow at rapid rate in the next 
decade. And, for many of these 
students, the fastest way to start a pro­
mising career will be learning 
specialized skills from schools ac­
credited by the National Association of 
Trade and Technica l Schools 
(NATTS). According to Henry Herz­
ing, president of NATTS, "A lot of 
students are turning to our schools 
because they want to learn a skill that 
will be in demand. They are finding 
that even in hard economic 
times-such as we have now~ur 
graduates are getting excellent well­
paying jobs in a wide variety of in­
dustries." 

The computer occupations-which 
include systems analysts, program­
mers, computer operators, keypunch 
operators, and computer service 
technicians-already increased 50 per­
cent between 1970 and 1978 while the 
rate of growth for all occupations in the 
economy was only 20 percent. Ad­
vances in technology and the 
widespread use of computers in all in­
dustries are responsible for this rapid 
growth. 

However, the computer field is just 
one example of-careers th::lt will be in 
demand. The Bureau of Labor 
Statistics lists 20 careers that will show 
the most rapid employment growth in 
the next decade. Of the 20 careers 
listed, 14 require vocational training. 

For many young people searching 
for a new career, training at a career 
school has provided the answer. In 
fact, there has been a 25 percent in­
crease in enrollment over the last two 
years in private postsecondary voca­
tional schools. According to students, 
the attraction of these schools is that 
they offer faster training at a less ex­
pensive price than a four-year institu­
tion. The average NATTS course is 
about forty weeks, and tuition 
averages around $2,000. Because these 
schools depend on the placement of 
students for their success, they must 
offer careers that are in high demand 
in today's tight job market. 

Herzing said he expects the demand 
for skHl training to continue. "In fact," 
he said, "private technical schools are 
operating around the clock in certain 
cases to meet this demand." He also 
states that it's not just high school 
graduates entering these schools. More 
and more college graduates are enroll­
ing in trade and technical schools in an 
effort to improve their career skills. 

The health care field is another fast- . 
growing area. Studies indicate that the 
demand for health care services will 
increase during the '80s due to a 
growth in the older population, rising 
incomes, arid greater health con­
sciousness. There will be particular de­
mand for dental assistants, respiratory 
therapy workers, physical therapists, 
and medical laboratory technicians. 
Because tuition for health care courses 
at a private university is expensive, 
private career schools that train the 
health care worker are quickly becom­
ing more attractive to students. · 

For these students, and thousands 
more like them; training at trade and 
technical schools has been a key to a 
brighter future. They assessed their in­
terests and talents and investigated 
what careers would be in demand for 
the' years ahead. A relatively short 
training period and the chance for a 
good job are two reasons why they at­
tended a career school to be trained for 
their future .

Even the strongest adult cannot pro­
tect a child by holding him in his arms. 
The force or a crash or sudden stop will 
rip the child from your arms. 

It is not safer for your child to be 
thrown out of the car. The chances or 
death are 25 times greater if your little 
boy or girl is thrown out of the vehicle. 
The force of a comsion can fling a 
human body 15 car lengths. 

It is not true that a child's young, 
limber body is less vulnerable to injury 
than an adult's. A child's head is heavy 
In proportion to the rest of his body, 
making it more likely to go headfirst 
through the windshield. His skull is 
fragile, his rib cage thin and his inter­
nal organs more prone to injury than 
an adult's. Because a child's body is 
delicate, restraining a child with an 
adult seat belt is risky. 

The price of a child restraint device 
varies and as with all purchases it pays 
to shop around. Prices range from $20 
to $70. But the higher prices reflect 
style and appearance rather than safe­
ty features. The important thing to look 
for is an indication the device meets 
federal safety standards. 

If buying a restraint is a financial 
burden, you might check to see if a 
loaner program has been started in 
your community. In Louisville, for ex­
ample, the Jaycees have started a 
loaner program. If you buy a used 
restraint, be careful and make sure the 
device has been crash-tested, is still in 
good condition and still has the at­
tachments and directions necessary 
for proper installation. 

There are some ways to add your 
child's comfort in an auto-safety seat. 
A baby can be held straight in the car­
rier by placing rolled up towels at the 
sides. On hot days, feel the metal 
and/or vinyl on the seat before placing 
your baby or toddler in the device. If 
it's too hot, place a towel in the seat. 
Make sure these precautions don't in­
terfere with the seat's safely proper­
ties by allowing the chilq to slide out.

Since July 15, there is an added in­
centive. Kentucky has a new law re­
quiring children under 40 inchE:S tall to 
be in a child restraint device while 
traveling. 

A parent shopping for a child 
restraint device and making sure it's 
correctly installed and fastened faces 
an obstacle course of do's and don'ts, 
so it's best to arm yourself with some 
information before going to the store. 

At least two consumer magazines 
recently had articles about auto 
restraint devices for children. "Con­
sumer Reports" had an article in the 
April 1982 issue which contains a 
detailed shopper 's guide listing disad­
vantages and advantages of the major 
brands. The December 1981 issue of 
"Consumers' Research" had an article 
wit.h information about common 
mistakes made in positioning and 
fastening restraints. Both articles can 
probably be found at your local library.

In addition, the Kentucky State 
Police public affairs section has com­
piled these tips: 

Look for a tag or label on the car seat 
or carrier which states it has been 
crash-tested and is federally­
approved . Plastic feeder chairs, 
sometimes displayed side-by-side with 
the safety seats, are for home use and 
won't protect your child. 

Safety car seats and carriers are 
held in place by adult seat belts so "try 
before you buy" to make sure the 
device you choose caq be used in your 
car. 

Trying before buying is also impor­
tant to determine if you can .easily 
fasten the device and if the restraint is 
comfortable for your child. You can en­
cc·trage a toddler to stay put by giving 
him quiet toys or books. But half the 
battle is won if the seat is comfortable, 
gives him freedom of arm movement 
and allows him to see out the window. 

Before buying, read installation 
directions. Some require anchoring or 
tethering to a bolt in the rear window 
ledge if the safety seat is placed in the 
front seat. This requires drilling 
through sheet metal to install the bolt. 
Child restraints must be properly in­
stalled or they won't protect your child. 

For all these reasons, it's a good idea. 
to see if you can return the device plus 
sales slip in a few days if unforeseen 
problems arise .

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Signs That Say "Fish Here" 
Wouldn't it be nice if there were 

signs out on the lake directing you to 
good fishing spots? 

Well, on several lakes around Ken-
• lucky there are such signs, and more 

are going up all the time. The signs, 
pictures of a fish approaching a hook, 
indicate where man-made fish aUrae­
tors have been established. Currently, 
the Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources, the U.S. Army 
Corps of Engineers and the Tennessee 
Valley Authority are engaged in at~ 
tractor programs. 

Most attractors are made from 
brush piles anchored to the bottom. 

• Brush is easily obained and seems to 
I attract fish better than "artificial" ob-
i jects such as old tires or concrete 
1 blocks. 

Some fisherman will fish attractor 
sites only during the spring crappie 
spawning season. However, studies 
have shown that attractors are effec­
tive fish concentrators virtually all 
year long. And it isn't just crappie that 
a re attracted to brush piles, Expect to 

• 
find bass, bluegill, channel catfish or 
just about any other species lurking in 
or around these sites. 

Most of the attractors established by 
the fish and wildlife department cover 
about an acre of lake bottom and are 
marked at each corner by a bouy with 
the fish attractor symbol stenciled on 
it. 

"A lot of fis~ermen think they have 
to park their boat right next to a bouy 
to be over productive water," says Bill 

• 
McLemore, the biologist in charge of 
the attractor program for Western 
Kentucky. Actually, McLemore says, 
there might not be any brush right 
beside the bouy, since these markers 
only serve to show the outer limits of 
the site. 

"One way to determine if you're over 
an attractor is to notice how often your 
hook gets snagged on brush ," 
McLemore says. "If you're not getting 
hung up, you're not fishing in the right 
place." 

• The problems of getting hung up can 
be solved by using a light wire hook 
coupled with fairly heavy line- around 
20 pound test. A hefty pull on the line 
will straighten the hook and free you 
from the snag. Then the hook can easi­
ly be bent back to shape by hand and 
you're ready to continue fishing. This 

Plan Ahead 
e For Retirment 

People in the Big Sandy area who are 
planning to apply for Social Security 
retirment benefits soon can help speed 
the application process if they get 
some information together first, Jim 
Kelly, Social Security district director 
for the area, said recently. 

A person will need proof of his or her 
age. The best evidence is a public or 
church record of birth recorded before 

• age 5. If no such record exists, other 
evidence may be used. The best is often 
the oldest, Kelly said. 

Other records that might be used in­
clude school, church, state or federal 
census, insurance policies, marriage, 
passports, employment, military ser­
vice, children's birth certificate, union, 
immigration and naturalization. There 
are other records as well that may pro­
ve acceptable. Kentucky residents 
should contact the local Health Depart-

• ment first and request their birth cer­
tificates. 

A person needs his or her Social 
. Security card or a record of the 
number. 

Also requested are W-2 forms for the 
past two years; or, if self-employed, 
copies of self-employment tax returns 
and proof of filing for the past two 
years. 

If the worker's wife or husband is 
also going to apply, she or he will need 

• the same documents. Kelly said it is 
a lso important to have the marriage 
certificate available. Birth certificates 
should be available for any eligible, un­
married children as well as their Social 
Security numbers. 

Other documents may be needed in 
some situations, but these will be 
enough in most cases, Kelly said. Only 
original documents or copies certified 
by the issuing agency can be used. 

• Uncertified photocopies are not accep­
table.

But Rising In Floyd 
Seventy-seven of Kentucky's 120 

counties reported lower unemploy­
ment rates in May than in April, accor­
ding to statistics released by the 
Department for Human Resources. 

The lower county rates caused the 
state 's overall unemployment rate to 
decline for the fourth consecutive 
month . The state's May unemployment 
rate was 9.8 percent, down from the 
10.3 percent April rate but up from the 
May 1981 rate, 8.1 percent . 

The May rate marks the fir!lt time 
since December 1981 that the state has 
recorded an unemployment rate below 
10.0 percent. Nationwide, May's con­
parable unemployment rate was a 
nonseasonally adjusted 9.1 percent. 

Even though a large number of Ken­
tucky counties reported declines in 
unemployment there were 74 counties 
whose rates were above 10.0 percent. 
The highest unemployment rate in the 
state during May was reported by 
Menifee county, 28.2 percent. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force this 
May was 1,622,800 persons, 23,700 more 
than in April , but 52,100 fewer than 
May 1981. 

A total of 159,000 Kentuckians were 
unemployed in May, down 6,400 from 
April. but 22,700 more than were 
jobless in May 1981. 

The state's total employment during 
May was estimated at 1,463,800. This is 
30,100 higher than the department's 
April estimate, but 74,800 lower than 
the May 1981 estimate. 

The increase in the state's employ­
ment was primarily due to workers be­
ing recalled in the transportation 
equipment manufacturing industry, 
according to the Human Resources' 
labor analysis section. Significant 
employment gains also occurred 
among ag r icultural a nd 
nonagricultural self-employed and un­
paid family workers, as well as 
workers in the textile, apparel and 
trade industries. 

Labor market analysts in Human 
Resources report that employment in 
Kentucky's construction industries is 
at a standstill and employment in the 
bituminous coal mining industry is 
declining because of decreased de­
mand. 

The eastern Kentucky area had the 
state's highest unemployment rate 
during May, 12.0 percent. 

Eastern Kentucky's unemployment 
rate rose from 11.2 percent in April to 
12.0 percent in May. The number of 
persons unemployed in the a rea climb­
ed from 34,080 in April to 37,278 in May. 

Within the eastern Kentucky area, 30 
of the area's 34 counties had unemploy­
ment rates higher than 10.0 percent. 
The jobless rate in Floyd county stood 
at 11.5 percent.

The recent victory of wet forces in 
one of Eastern Kentucky's largest 
counties, Floyd, has prompted a great 
deal of interest locally, as well as in 
neighboring areas. Most surpris~d of 
all were the many local citizens who 
fully expected the county to retain its 
35-year-{)ld prohibition of the legal sale 
of alcoholic beverages. 

The drys had waged a hard-fought 
campaign, far outspending the wets; 
the wets had failed in their attempts in 
nearby Paintsville. But it was not over­
confidence on the part of the drys that 
spelled their defeat in Floyd, in my opi­
nion. As a disinterested party in there­
cent election and as a clergyman con­
cerned with the problems of alcohol, I 
suggest several reasons they may have 
lost. 

In the first place, the drys 
demonstrated· lack of political savvy in 
their campaign tactics. Starting early, 
they inundated the county with all 
kinds of anti-alcohol information, some 
of it erroneous. By the time of the elec­
tion, it was a matter of "overkill," 
many voters confessing that they were 
just sick of hearing about the evils of 
alcohol. 

By contrast, the wets' campaign was 
limited to the last few weeks before the 
election and was definitely low-key. 
They started later but rose quickly and 
by election day had won many sup­
porters who were turned off by' the ex­
tremist tactics of the opposition. 

'In the second place, the drys seemed 

determined to wage a campaign based 
on an understanding of the problems of 
alcohol that was outdated. One tract 
circulated by a church sought to 
demonstrate why alcoholism is not a 
disease (but presumably a sin), even 
though modern medicine has long 
since accepted that fact in its search 
for solutions to the problem. 

The dry forces also did not take into 
account the fact that since the '50s 
Alcoholics Anonymous has been active 
in the Big Sandy Valley and has includ­
ed prominent citizens-though their 
anonymity is carefully protected by 
the organization. The picture 
presented of alcoholics as merely 
"skid-row bums" simply does not fit 
when many recovering alcoholics are 
making contributions to their com­
munity's life and work. 

There is a lso a commitment to treat­
ment and help for others afflicted with · 
the problem, a hallmar~ of the AA pro­
gram. Recently the first a lcohol-and 
drug-treatment center deep in the 
mountains opened at the McDowell Ap· 
palachian Regional Hospital in Floyd 
county, strongly buttressed by the 
local AA and Al-Anon groups. There is 
a commitment to work with the pro­
blems a lcohol' creates in this valley, 
and an unspoken understanding among 
those who know alcohol best that pro­
hibition has not eliminated the pro­
blem-perhaps only aggravating it. 

Lastly, the defeat was a blow to the 
prestige and power of the churches in 
the mountains. If, as the old mountain 
saying has it, it is the Christians and 
the bootleggers that keep counties dry, 
both will suffer from the election. For 
too long the churches have forced a 
hypocrisy on their members, requiring 

that they be "dry" in public while 
many are "closet wets,'' as the results 
on election day proved. 

And perhaps the churches have not 
earned the right to be heard on this 
issue, when on so many other crying 
social needs and problems, they have 
been noticeably attent. 

It still is true that such a local-{)ption 
election, though divisive for the com­
munity as a whole, seems to be about 
the only thing in the mountains that 
will pull all the disp~rate churches and 
sects together. But in this case, for the 
reasons suggested and others, they 
were not able to pull off a victory. 

Perhaps a better strategy is to ac­
cept the fact that alcohol will be around 
for a long time to come, to work for 
treatment for alcoholics, to reduce 
alcohol abuse through education and 
public awareness, and to provide a 
healthy climate for living in which 
alcohol and other drugs are not sought 
after as a panacea. 

The victory for the wets is not a 
clear-cut victory for progress, given 
the problems produced by increased 
alcohol consumption. But neither need 
it be a crushing moral defeat for the 
drys. It can be cause for focusing in a 
new social situation on the root pro­
blems that produce alcohol and drug 
abuse and on efforts to improve the 
quality of life for all who must cope 
with its difficult questions and crises. 
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While she has enjoyed the attention, 
she says. "The best part of all is work· 
ing with all the talented people" at 
JWSMT. "It really is a great feeling 
being on stage and looking out into the 
audience and seeing my friends smile 
and clap. That's my support," she 

• adds.

The "new technology" in the 
classroom-centering on computers in 
the classroom-will be "old hat" to 
many students in more than half the 
nation's 16,000 school districts this fall. 

According to a study by the Depart­
ment of Education, approximately one 
of every four public schools, or about 
22,000, currently has at least one 
microcomputer or computer terminal 
for instructional use by students. 

The schools represent one-half of all 
secondary schools, 14 percent of all 
elementary schools, and 19 percent of 
all other types of schools, such as voca­
tional, special education, and combin­
ed elementary and secondary schools, 
according to the government's 1981 
survey. 

"Computers in the classroom mark a 
significant change in the educational 
process," says NEA President Willard 
McGuire. "It is natural for teachers to 
have a number of questions about 
them. The so-called ' human 
issue'- whether computers will 
possibly replace teachers-is one of 
these questions, while a second is the 
effectiveness of the new oinstructional 
techniques. " 

Many children have had their first 
introduction to computers through 
computer games, complete with sound, 
color, explosions, striking targets, and 
other such phenomena. The problem of 
changing the mind-set of a child expos­
ed to Star Wars, Pac-Man, Galaxy, and 
similar games to be receptive to a com­
puter programmed for reading, 
arithmetic, and other academic sub­
jects-and to make the subject equally, 
or more, interesting-is one of the ma­
jor challenges faced by teachers. 

"Currently, teachers are spending 
hours adjusting computer pro­
grams-often written by computer 
company employees who aren't 
teachers-to classroom work, to the 
objectives of the academic courses, 
and to the learning experience of the 
student," adds Javetta Richardson, 
program coordinator and member of 
the NEA 's Instruction and Profes­
sional Development staff. 

Many NEA teachers have taken part 
in organized discussion panels on 
quality control in the educational com­
puter world.

In the near future other emerging 
technologies are expected to join com­
puters in the classroom. The NEA and 
the American Broadcasting Company 
have t>een working cooperatively on 
SCHOOLDISC, a program that permits 
videodisc instructional material to be 
used with or without a computer
