Gas Production 
Group Here May 
Win Qty Market 

For the time being at least, the 
Prestonsburg Utilities Commission 
will probably buy gas from a group of 
local producers as well as from Ken­
tucky West Virginia Gas Company, the 
agency's attorney acknowledged this 
week. 

The concession follows a warning by 
a lawyer for the local gas producers 
that Prestonsburg gas customers could 
suffer a "great and unnecessary loss" 
unless the utilities commission honors 
its contract with the group. 

A continued refusal to buy gas at a 
price acceptable to the producers 
would mean that the city, and its gas 
consumers, would end up having to pay 
for the gas, anyway, the attorney said. 

"The people of Prestonsburg will be 
paying for ~as which thev will not 
receive, which I will not like to see, and 
I trust the City Fathers will not like to 
see. Certainly, the people of Prestons­
burg will not welcome this 
occurrence," C. Kilmer Combs, a Lex­
ington attorney, wrote in an October 1 
letter to City Attorney Paul P. Bur­
chett and former City Attorney 
William G. Francis. 

The lawyer's warning stemmed from

Suit Assails Change

The right of a hospital to contract 
with certain anesthesiologists to the 
exclusion of others practicing the pro­
fession there was challenged in a cir­
cuit court complaint filed here last Fri­
day.

Center , contend that action taken by 
the Highlands Hospital Corp. here to 
cha nge the anesthesia policy at 
Highlailds Regional Medical Center 
and enter into an exclusive contract 
with others to perform anesthesia ser­
vices previously rendered by plaintiffs 
is damaging to them. 

The complaint recites that plaintiffs

received on Sept. 13 from Phillip 
Damron, hospital attorney, notice of 
the policy change. Compla inants claim 
the exclusive coo tract constitutes a de 

facto revocation of their rights and 
privileges as members of the hospital 
medical staff and that the action is con­
trary to the Medical Center's bylaws, 
rules and regulations. 

Pla intiffs ask a temporary restrain­
ing order and a permanent injunction 
to restrain the Medical Center, with 
damages " in an amount to be shown" 
for their loss of current and future ear-· 
nings and for injury to their personal 
and professional reputations. They 
cla im that the change casts "in a false 
light" their professional reputations 
and is injurious to their personal and 
professional reputations.

Blair Claimed 
In Truck Crash 

The dramatic crash of a tractor­
trailer and a pick-up truck, Tuesday 
evening near the intersection of the 
Mountain Parkway and U.S. 23 here 
claimed the life of Bruce Blair: 33, of 
Water Gap.

Council Cutback Hits 
Workers and Services 

Four city workers will be laid off, 
another will not be replaced, and city 
support for the Archer Park senior 
citizens' center and Humane Society 
animal shelter is being discontinued 
f?llowing a decision of Prestonsburg 
City council Monday. 

The cuts were made in an effort to 
balance the budget after council 
members were told a $20,000 end-{)f­
year deficit was projected at the cur­
rent rate of expenditure. 

The layoff of a city firefighter means 
he will have to take a man off fire code 
inspection duty, leaving only one in­
spector, Fire Chief Tom Blackburn 
said. The cut could make the city more 
vulnerable to fire, he said. 

A council recommendation to save 
gasoline will mean the cancellation of 
fire drills and the city fire department 
will no longer be able to respond to out­
of-town calls, he said. 

Johnny Burke, Jr .. of the Floyd 
County Humane Society. said the loss 
of the $250-a-month the city has been 
contributing to the society's animal 
shelter will mean the death of the· 

shelter as such, although it may con· 
tinue as a private kennel. "You can't 
expect half a dozen people to keep it go­
ing with yard sales," he said.

A state district court jury awarded

Texas were entitled to damages frorr: 
the crib manufacturer, Welsh Co., of 
St. Louis, and the retailer, ABC Baby 
Furniture and Infant Wear, Inc. 

According to testimony, one side of 
Ute crib collapsed July 30, 1981, as 
Christopher Smith, then 7 months old, 
was lying in it. The couple claimed that 
his neck became wedged between 
>vooden rods and that he suffered brain 
llamage from lack of oxygen.

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a dispute over a 1970 contract by which 
the city of Prestonsburg agreed to buy 
gas produced on three leases in the 
Black Bottom section, on the river flats 
between the high school and communi­
ty college. According to the pact, the 
city would pay for the gas at the same 
rate as that charged by Kentucky West 
Virginia. 

Owners of the three local wells say 
that the city honored the deal only for 
about a year, when Kentucky West 
Virginia raised its rates. Although they 
were entitled to an identical raise, the 
city refused to pay them at the new 
rate, the local producers claim. 

In April, 1977, after yet another raise 
by Kentucky West Virginia, the local 
producers refused to accept payment 
at the rate the city was paying them for 
their gas and the city stopped buying 
gas from the group. 

The well owners-John Allen, Viola 
M. Cooley, Jettie Shreve, Elizabeth M. 
Spurlock, and Nell Hagewood-suc­
cessfully sued the city and its utilities 
commission, Special Judge E . N. 
Venters ordering, on Aprill this year, 
that the plaintiffs be paid damages for 
their loss of profits and that the city 
honor its contract to buy gas from 
them. 

Attorneys for the city argued that the 
contract was not valid, since it was ex­
ecuted by the city council and not its 
utilities commission and was approved 
by resolution rather than by ordinance. 
The gas supply from the local wells 
was sufficiently unreliable to justify 
cancellation of the contract, other con­
ditions were not met, and the well 
owners should have taken steps to 
minimize their losses, the city contend· 
ed. 

The city and utilities commission 
have appealed Venters' decision. 

As of October 1, city and commission 
owe $105,046 for the gas they declined 
to purchase, the well owners say. A 
similar debt, estimated at $106,239, 
W\. 'd accrue over the next two 
years-the time it is likely to take for 
the appeal to be heard-if the city con­
tinued to hold out, they claimed. 

''My point is to urge the City and 
Commission to commence taking the 
gas from these wells immediately," 
the well owners' attorney argued in his 
recent letter. 

"To do so will cost the City nothing. 
It will simply mean that the gas taken 
from the three wells owned by the 
plaintiffs will not be purchased from 
Kentucky West Virginia ... Thus, the 
City can prevent a potential loss ... 
without cost," Combs added. 

The utilities commission will pro­
bably buy the local gas against the 
"remote possibility" that the Appeals 
Court upholds Judge Venters' opinion, 
City Attorney Burchett said this week. 
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"Ollie" Robinson and Sheriff Henry 
Hale are members of the elections 
board. Bill Jack Darby, Republican, 
and Dr . Larry Leslie, Democrat, were 
appointed to the board by the state 

·Board of Elections. The four are 
responsible for choosing election of­
ficers, two Democrats and two 
Republicans, for each precinct from a 
list submitted by each party's county 
executive committee. 

According to the minutes of the 
board's Sept. 17 meeting, when election 
officers were picked, Sheriff Hale and 
Dr , Leslie were present, as were Mor­
ris Isaac, Democratic chairman but 
not a board member, and Carla Boyd, 
deputy county clerk who, according to 
the minutes, was taking the place of C. 
"Ollie" Robinson who was ill at the 
time. 

Citing an attorney-general's op,inion 
to the effect that no proxy may act for 
an absent Board of Elections member, 
County Attorney Turner said he is of 
the opinion that the SeJ?L 17 meeting 
lacked a quorum. 

In any case, the law provides a 
"relatively simple solution," he said, 
noting that election officers may be 
replaced for cause up until five days 
before an election. 

"Therefore I urge the Floyd County 
Board of Election to convene with a 
proper quorum, void all previous elec­
tion officers, and then redesignate the 
same election officers, if you so choose, 
or any other individual whose quali­
fications ... <you) find acceptable."

There was no Veterans Day then . 
There was only a time of great uncer­
tainty-during a ,bloody strug­
gle-when Abraham Lincoln spoke of 
an obligation to those who died so the 
nation might endure: 

"It is for us, the living ... to be 
dedicated here to the unfinished work 
which they have thus far so nobly ad­
vanced." 

"it is .. .for us to be here dedicated to 
the great task remaining before 
us-that from these honored dead we

Floyd county, a nd 
Superintendent Pete Grigsby, J r. was 
highly complimentary of the services it 
has afforded his district. 

"The Diagnostic Service Center has 
been a great help to us, especially in 
that we're so large and often have in· 
sufficient funding to provide many of 
the specifics needed in special educa· 
tion," Grigsby said, 

"Additionally, we welcome the addi· 
tiona! help EKEDC has afforded us in 
terms of program coordination and the 
provision of m uch·needed staff." 

As proof of these services, Grigsby 
said that Floyd county received 00 
complete psychological evaluations 
from clinical psychologist Anna 
Moore, with the only cost being a $5 fee 
to cover the co-signing of Miss Moore's 
work.

Mainline Churches Lost Flocks 
In Droves in '70s, Report Says

The nation's religious landscape, 
eroding over the past decade, has 
lost substantial chunks of its 
mainline churches. 

Between 1970 and 198C, the 
United Presbyterian Church lost 21 
percent of its membership, the 
Episcopal Church 15 percent, the 
United Church of Christ 11 percent, 
with United Methodists and 
Lutherans following closely 
behind. 

For the first time, the number of 
Americans affiliated with religious 
institutions fell substantially 
behind national population growth 
dur ing the decade, according to a 
recent study by Catholic and Pro­
testant leaders. The population 
grew at 11.5 percent, but religious 
institutions gained by only 4.1 per­
cent. 

This drop came as when some 
smaller churches registered sharp 
increases. The Assemblies of God 

increased by 70 percent, the 
Church of God (Cleveland, Tenn.) 
grew by 60 percent, and the 
J ehovah's Witnesses by 45 percent. 

An exception was the Southern 
Baptist Convention, the nation's 
largest Protestant denomination, 
which grew by 16 percent during 
the decade. 

Even the Roman Catholic 
Church, which registered a new 
growth of 4.6 percent during the 
decade, finds itself, like the 
mainline Protestant churches, in 
trouble. 

The denominations with the 
sharpest declines share a number 
of characteristics: 

•Theologically and politically 
liberal, they are the activist chur­
ches, with a tradition of voicing 
moral convictions on issues. 

•Soul-winning no longer seems 
their primary focus. 

•The birth rate of their members 
falls below the level necesary to 
maintain their own numbers. 

•They are leaders in the 
ecumenical movement and 
members of the National and 
World Councils of Churches. 

Rapidly growing churches also 
share certain characteristics: 

•Personal salvation, coupled 
with seeking to convert others to 
their beliefs, including a precise in­
terpretation of traditional doc­
trines, is central. 

•They have a higher proportion 
of members in the child-bearing 
years, and their members have 
larger families. Church life is often 
structured in such a way that the 
local congregation becomes the ex­
tended family. 

•They remain relatively a loof 
from other churches. None belongs 
to the National and World Councils 
of Churches.

A Montgomery man is in jail at Mt. 

Sterling, charged with murder after he 
allegedly shot and killed a 17-year-<>ld 
Floyd county youth early last Saturday 
afternoon . 

James Franklin Jones, 28, is accused 
of shooting Alfred Lee Duff, of Way­
land, in the face with a blast from a 
.12-gauge shotgun fired at a distance of 
35 feet outside the Jones home near 
Hope in rural Montgomery county. 

• Jones later surrendered to Sheriff 
Bobby Joe Stamper, and bond of 
$25,000 cash ($50,000 proper ty) has 
been asked for his release. 

Coroner Conrad Herald said Duff 
and his mother, Mae Duff, had gone to 
the Jones residence to remove her 
clothing and other belongings left there 
two months earlier. Jones met them 
outside and warned young Duff not to 
take anything from his home. Duff 

• entered the house but emerged without 
his mother's effects. Meanwhile, ac­
cording to this version of the shooting, 
Jones had taken his shotgun from his 
car and when Duff told him he intended 
to go to his car for a cigarette Jones 
warned him not to do so. As Duff walk­
ed toward the car he was shot. 

The coroner said, however, that 
young Duff and another man had been 
accused of beating Jones, about a 
month earlier. He said Jones was 

. hospitalized and still has his arm in a 
cast. 

The victim was a son of Mrs. Mae 
Adkins Duff, of Mt. Sterling, and the 
late Alfred Duff. Surviving, besides his 
mother, are his wife, Mrs. Melissa 
Robinette Duff, and a daughter ,

ting to intimidate witnesses in cases in 
which either he or his father, Sterling 
Hamilton, or both, were defendants. 

Phillip Dale Moore, 39, of Wheel­
wright, Morris Joe Hall, 26, of Hi Hat, 
and Basil Ray Moore, 24, of McDowell, 
were charged with dealing in dynamite 
without a license. Both Moores were 
also accused of receiving and selling 
stolen dynamite and blasting caps. 

Jake Moore, 42, and Philman 
•• Caudill, 35, both of McDowell, were 

each charged with two counts of 
possessing unregistered explosive 
devices. 

If convicted on all counts, Hamilton 
could be sentenced to 25 years in prison 
or fined $25,0000, or both; Phillip 
Moore faces a maximum of 65 years 
and a $60,000 fine , Hall 45 years and 
$50,000, Basil Moore 15 years and

SNIPE HUNTING 
A lot of kids (and maybe even some 

grownups) fall for the old "snipe hun­
ting" trick and are literally left holding 
the bag in the middle of the woods on a 
dark night. 

So when folks hear about a snipe hun· 
ling season, they are understandably 
just a little supicious. But the Wilson 
snipe is an actual game bird, just like 
duck or quail, with its own season and 
bag limit. 

The snipe is one of a handful of 
migratory game birds that receives lit­
tle attention from Kentucky hunters . 
Others in this group include wood· 
cocks, gallinules, and rails. Regula­
tions for these species are set each 
year within federal guidelines in much 
the same way duck, goose and dove 
seasons are set. 

The woodcock is perhaps the best 
known and most sought-after in this 
group. In Kentucky, the woodcock 
season opened Oct. 2 and will run 
through Dec. 5, with a daily limit of 
five birds and a possession limit of 10. 

The same season dates <Oct. 2-Dec. 
5) apply to Wilson snipe, but the limits 
on this bird are eight and 16. Snipe and 
woodcocks are both members of the 
shorebird family , although woodcocks 
are often found in upland woods, prob· 
ing the soft forest floor with their long, 
slender breaks for earthworms . 

Snipe are most likely to be found 
near wet meadows, grassy marshes or 
bogs. Both woodcock and snipe have 
the disconcerting habit of not flushing 
until the hunter practically steps on 
them, then exploding away in a swift, 
zigzag flight that makes them a 
challenge to even the expert wing­
shooter. 

Rails and gallinules may be hunted 
from Nov. 12 through Jan. 20. The 
gallinule limits are 15 and 30, while 
both the daily and possession limits on 
rails is 25. 

Both these birds are members of the 
rail family, which also includes the 
coot, a species familiar to duck and 
goose hunters. 

Rails and gallinules are both marsh 
birds, and while gallinules can often be 
found in or near open water, the sora 
and Virginia rails (the two legal game 
species) tend to stay far back in the 
marsh and swamp and are hence 
seldom seen. 

The Virginia rail has a long, skinny 
bill, while the sora rail and the 
gallinule have short, chicken-like 
beaks. Gallinules look something like 
coots but are smaller, have reddish 
bills and white lines along their sides. 

Because Kentucky doesn't have ex­
'lsive wetlands, it has only limited 

pupulations of the water-loving birds. 
Few people hunt specifically for rail, 
gallinules or snipe, but there is a small 
band of dedicated woodcock hunters in 
the state. Most of these birds are taken 
incidentially by hunters after other 
species. Many biro dogs will point 
woodcock in addition to quail, and duck 
or goose hunters, particulary those in 
the wetland areas of Western Ken­
tucky, will occasionally encounter a 
snipe, rail or gallinule. 

With limited habitat and short 
migrating seasons, it's not likely that 
hunting for these species will ever 
become major sports in Kentucky. But

the next time someone invites you to go 
snipe hunting, don't automatically 
dismiss him as a practical joker-he 
just might have an actual trip for a 
legitimate game bird in mind. 

Although doves were plentiful across 
much of Kentucky when the season 
opened Sept. 1, finding good hunting 
conditions was difficult in many par ts 
of the state, according to a check with 
regional supervisors with the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

Heavy rains in some sections of the 
state kept hunters indoors during the 
first two days of the season and 
dampened spirits elsewhere, although 
the doves did seem to be flying well be­
tween showers. 

But the big problem seemed to be a 
late growing season, which meal}t that 
few silage fields had been cut or grain 
fields harvested. Doves concentrate 
over areas like these, which offer some 
of the best shooting around. 

Statewide, Kentucky's conservation 
officers checked 5,808 dove hunters 
during the first five days of the season. 
These hunters had taken 23,966 doves, 
which averages out to 4.13 doves per 
hunter, up from the 3.85 figure of last 
year. 

When checked, 512 hunters had taken 
their limit of 12 birds each, and 288 
citations were issued for game law 
violations. The supervisors felt that 
dove populations were either higher 
than last year or near the same level.

At Rate of 225 Barrels a Day

(In the f,exington Herald) • Along the Johnson-Magoffin county 

line, small, shallow oil wells have been 
pumping a barrel or two of crude oil 
every day throughout most of this 
century. 

But last month, a successful test well 
by Ashland Oil Inc. and two gas com· 
panies produced a gusher unlike any 
ever seen in this area. 

In a neighborhood called Hell's Half­
Acre, just inside the Johnson County 

e ine, Ashland drilled down a mile, and 
up came a yellowish crude that one 
driller says is no "special" it doesn't 
need refining. 

" I've been told it will run in a diesel 
engine right out of the ground," said W. 
Grady Conley , president of a 
Salyersville-based oil and gas com­
pany. 

If the quality is unusual, so is the 
quantity. Free-flowing-pushed ear-

. hward by spewing natural gas- the 
well has been producing an average of 
225 barrels a day for almost two mon­
ths, Ashland officials say. 

Of 5,100 oil-drilling permits issued in 
Kentucky this year, only about 100 
have been received by Magoffin 
county-based companies. 

But half of those have been issued 
during the past two months, said Henry 
Morgan, director of the state Depart­
ment of Mines and Minerals' gas and 
~il division. 
• Morgan said that the increased 

number of permits in Kentucky this 
year appears to have been prompted 
by new finds in old fields but that 
Ashland's success has created some 
excitement in the Salyersville area. 

" It remains to be seen how much and 
how long it will produce," he said. 

If not exactly an oil boom (state of­
ficials call it a "concentration of activi­
!Y"), Magoffin Countians say that if 

. e Ashland well's production figures 
hold, it could significantly change the 
nature of the oil and gas industry in the 
area. 

Some changes, in fact, already are 
being wrought. For example: 

- Because natural gas production oc­
curs naturally with production of oil, 
Salyersville residents may have access 
to a natural gas line this fall for the 
first time in 20 years. 

- Several idled coal miners have 
. und jobs in the rejuvenated oil fields . 

-on the other hand, the state 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
protection Cabinet is just now drafting 
its first regulatory program for con­
trolling oil-well pollution. Meanwhile, 
two lawsuits filed in Magoffin Circuit 
Court last week sought compensation 
for damages by unchecked brine 
discharges from oil wells and for pro­
perty damage. 

A - While courthouse officials report 
~eavy leasing activity, a state citizens' 

group spokesman last week compared 
the oil leases to the coal industry's 
notorioUs broad-fonn deeds. 

" It gives the operators the right to do 
anything they want to the land," said 
Jerry Hardt of the Kentucky Fair Tax 
Coalition. 

Like coal property, the oil leases are 
not being adequately taxed, he said. 

Hardt said the leases are being 
.t><Jught for $1 to $5 an acre per year, 
" Ius a royalty of about one-eighth of 

gross sales. 
Ashland Oil, which has a pipeline in 

the area that connects to its Catletts­
burg refinery, buys nearly all of the oil 
produced in northeastern Magoffin 
County for about $30 a barrel, Ashland 
spokesman Jim Butler said. 

That is about $10 cheaper than oil 
from the Organization of Petroleum 
Exporting Countries, but Magoffin 

. unty producers are not complaining. 
"We're really excited about it," said 

Marilyn Davison, a partner in Samar 
Oil & Gas Co. in Salyersville. 

Samar began operations last week 
for another Ashland-type venture, she 
said. "We're sure it's going to be a 
good well." 

At the moment, the natural gas ac­
companying oil production at the 
Ashland well is being "flared off," or 
burned, Butler said. 

8 Although at least one other Magoffin 
county driller considers such a 
measure "a shame, .. . a waste of 
money," Butler said Ashland hopes 
reserves in its s ,ooo-acre traCt are 
large enough to make it feasible to trap 
the gas and sell it. 

At least one Magoffin county com­
pany is already preparing to do just 
that.

Salyersville is getting natural gas 
because one company, Cobra Gas & Oil 
Inc., ran a four-mile-long pipeline to 
the. city limits last spring where it ex­
pected to hook up to a main six inches 
in diameter that is owned by Inland 
Gas Co.

Due to cutbacks by steelmaking 
customers, however, Inland decided it 
didn't need additional supplies, said 
Conley, who is president of Cobra. 

So Conley, a former Magoffin county 
tax assessor, decided to sell it to 
Salyersville. 

No natural gas pipelines have served 
Salyersville since the Salyersville­
Royalton Gas Co. lines were abandon­
ed in the early 1960s, Conley said. 

Salyersville mayor pro-tem Mike 
Prater said the City Council issued the 
natural gas franchise last month to 
Salyersville Gas Co. "with a buyback 
provision so the city could purchase it 
once it gets into operation." 

Gas will be siphoned from about 20 
oil wells owned by Cobra, said Conley, 
who expects to drill another 30. 

"We hope to get oil with them," he 
said. "We can sell the oil, but we can't 
sell the gas. Salyersville won't be able 
to take all the gas we have." 

Applications have been filed with the 
Public Service Commission, he said; 
potentia l customers are being 
surveyed; and a Lexington engineer­
ing company is designing the project. 

"Presumably, it will provide a more 
economical energy source, and, 
hopefully, after it gets installed, we'll 
be able to run lines to outlying areas, 
including our industrial park," Prater 
said.

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Stretch Garden Season 
Plan For Spring 

As winter approaches, many a 
green-thumbed gardener looks back 
with satisfaction on the wealth of 
vegetables produced this season and 
looks forward with anticipation to next 
summer's crop~ . 

But a gardener's work need not be 
done. 

Dwight Leslie, Floyd county exten­
sion agent, offers several tips to help 
extend the growing season into late fall 
and early winter, and to start extra­
early next spring. 

llotbeds, Cold Fran:es 
Gardeners in the good old days used 

several devices to keep vegetable 
crops growing through Indian summer 
and beyond- a good idea for present­
day gardeners as well. 

The most common structure for ex­
tending the growing season is a cold 
frame, simply a wooden box with a 
transparent top of plastic or glass. 
Dimensions vary, but one working 
model is 9" high in front, 15" high in 
back, and 48" square. 

The cold frame should be tightly 
built so afternoon heat can be stored in 
the box to maintain wa r m 
temperatures at night. In the morning, 
lift the lid for ventilation and to prevent 
excess heat buildup on warm days. 

Cold frames can be used for many 
greens and salad crops. Lettuce, 
spinach, radishes, carrots, beets and 
many other kinds of vegetables can 
come fresh from the cold frame to the 
Thanksgiving table, and perhaps to the 
Christmas table as well. By insulating 
the insides with styrofoam, mulching 
around the outsides, and throwing ad­
ditional waterproof coverings over the 
box at night, you can extend the grow­
ing season even longer. 

A hotbed will keep those vegetables 
growing even later. Lay electric cables 
above a 4" layer of gravel and below 
about 2" of sand, and put about six in­
ches of planting medium above the 
sand. 

Or, keep vegetables in the garden, 
with covers over plants to protect them 
from freezing. Many gardeners use 
plastic gallon milk jugs with the bot­
toms removed. If you try this method, 
put a dowel or stick through the jug 
handle and into the soil to keep the jug 
from blowing away. 

Putting a cloche over a row of plants 
also will work. Make a cloche by ben­
ding a sheet of corrugated fiberglasses 
into a tunnel shape and bending a piece 
of stiff wire over the tunnel and into the 
ground to secure it. Stretch a. second 
wire from the bent wire at the base of 
one side of the tunnel to the other side 
for added strength. At night, cover the 
ends of the tunnel with clear plastic to 
prevent heat loss.

Chetk Soil pit 
Fall is a good time to take a soil sam­

ple to your county Extension agent for 
. agriculture to have the pH tested. If 

your soil needs lime, you should add 
lime during the fa ll to benefit next 
summer's crops. 

The term pH is shor thand for the 
number of hydrogen ions (charged 
atoms) in a solution. A solution with a 
low pH, such as vinegar, contains 
many hydrogen ions which make it 
acidic, while a solution with a high pH, 
soap, for example, has few hydrogen 
ions and is alkaline. Any pH value bet-

• ween 0 and 7 is acidic, between 7 and 14 
v is alkaline; a pH of 7 is called a neutral 

solution. 
I 

I 
When a soil is too acidic, calcium, 

magnesium and phosphorus are forced 
out of the soil solution (the water bet­
ween soil particles) or are changed in­
to forms plants cannot use. Plants may 
be deficient in calcium, magnesium or 
phosphorus and will grow poorly. 

I Also, other elements, including iron, 
manganese and aluminum, may be 

. dissolved by the acid and become toxic 
to plant growth. 

Most vegetables grow best when the 
soil pH is about 6.5, but they generally 
tolerate pH values down to 5.5. Below 
that, crop growth often is stunted. 

You may not notice the stunting at 
first, since all your plants will be grow­
ing at the same, slower rate, and you 
will have no healthy plants with which 
to compare them. But if an acidic soil 
is maintained for several years, poor 

e crop growth will become noticeable. 
Beans are usually the first plants to 

indicate soil acidity. Plant growth will 
be uneven, upper leaves will be crinkl­
ed due to manganese toxicity, and, if 
the seed were inoculated to fix 
nitrogen, the plants may look nitrogen­
starved because the nitrogen-fixing 
bacteria need calcium to function pro­
perly. Spinach and onions also are 
quite sensitive to acidic soils and will 
~ow slowly and unevenly when the pH 
'Wis low. 

Adding lime to the soil corrects 
acidic conditions. Do it in the fall, 
because lime takes several months to 
counteract the effects of excess 
hydrogen ions in acidic soils. 

Once you have followed the recom­
mendations of your county extension 
agent to correct soil pH, you probably 
won't have to add lime again for at 
least two or three years. For the low 

aJ>rice, fertilizing with lime is one of the 
W'Jeast expensive ways to bring old 

garden plots back up to par and to im­
prove the growth and vigor of your 
vegetable plants. 

Prepare Spring Plot 
Early next spring you may be ready 

to plant or to transplant cool weather 
crops, and your seeds and transplants 
may be ready to start their outdoor 
life, but will the soil be ready? With 
soils often too wet to till early in the 

. pring, transplants can become over­
large before they are set out, or cool 
season seeds are set out too late for 
maximum growth. 

One solution to this problem is to till 
an area of the garden this fall and get 
ready for next spring's crops. While 
the rest of the garden should have a 
cover crop on it to prevent soil erosion 
and fertilizer leaching, the spring 
garden area can be protected with a 
6-inch layer of organic mulch, such as 

W traw. Pull back the straw a couple of 
weeks before planting next spring so 
the soil will begin to warm. You also 
can use black plastic mulch. 

Save Your Seeds 
If you planted all the parsnips or 

peas you needed last season but didn't 
use all the seeds, you probably wonder 
how long you can keep leftover seeds 
and how to store them. Seeds of some 
species germinate poorly after only a 
~ear in storage, while others last five 

or more years. 
Use these guidelines on the storage 

life of various vegetable seeds: 
One to two years-sweet corn, onion, 

parsnip, okra ; 
Three years-asparagus, bean, car­

rot, leek, pea; 
Four years-beet, swiss chard, fen­

nel, pepper, pumpkin, tomato; 
Five years- broccoli, brussels 

sprouts, cabbage, cauliflower, celery, 

•
eggplant, endive , kale, lettuce, 
muskmelon, radish, squash, spinach, 
turnip, watermelon. 

Store seeds in a cool, dry place, such 
as in a jar in the refr igerator. 
Powdered milk in the bottom of the jar 
will absorb excess moisture. 

If you doubt the viability of your 
seeds in the spr ing, do a germination 
test. Place 25 seeds in a row lengthwise 
on a moist paper towel. Roll the towel 

.-.around the seeds, keep it moist, and 
~fter a week or two, open the towel and 

count how many seeds have ger­
minated. If the percentage is low, 
either buy new seeds or sow the old 
seeds thickly.

Feed Grain 
Acreage 
Reduced 

Secretary of Agriculture John Block 
has announced a 10 percent acreage 
reduction and a ·10 percent paid land 
diversion for the 1983 feed grain pro­
gram. Block said the per bushel target 
prices for 1983 crop corn will be $2.86. 
The regular CCC price support loan 
rate is $2.65. 

Signup for the 1983 feed grain pro­
gram will be October 1 through March 
31, 1983. Producers may request 50 per­
cent of their projected 1983 deficiency 
payments and 50 percent of their 1983 
diversion payments when they sign. 

USDA estimates per-bushel deficien­
cy payment rates for corn will 21 cents 
with eligible farmers receiving ad­
vance deficiency payments of half this 
rate if they request advance payment. 

Land diversion payments have been 
established at $1.~0 per bushel of corn. 
The land diversion payment is based 
on the per bushel payment rate times 
the farm yield times the acres 
diverted. 

Farmers who request advance diver­
sion payments at the time they sign up 
for the '83 program will receive a pay­
ment equal to half the established pay­
ment rate. 

A producer who accepts an advance 
payment, but who later does not comp­
ly with program provision, must re­
fund the amount of the advance pay­
ment with interest. Interest charged 
will be the rate in effect for commodity 
loans on the date of the advance pay­
ment, plus 5 percentage points. 

To be eligible for these benefits as 
well as for price support loans, a pro­
ducer must agree to limit corn acneage 
planted for harvest to not more than 80 
percent of the farm's feed grain base. 

Notices on acreage bases and 
established yields were mailed Oct. 1 
to eligible farmers. The appeal period 
will extend until March 31, 1983. 

Producers also must devote to con­
servation uses an acreage equal to 
both the acreage reduction and land 
diversion requirements. 

Land designated for conservation 
use must have been devoted to row 
crops in two of the last three years. 
Mechanical harvesting is not authoriz­
ed and grazing will not be permitted 
during the six principal growing mon­
ths on the acreage taken from produc­
tion. The 1983 feed grain bases will re­
main the same as the 1982 feed grain 
bases. Neither cross compliance or off. 
setting compliance will apply to the 
1983 feed grain program.

It 's a comfortable place to go to col­
lege," said a graduate who is pursuing 
a baccalaureate degree at the Univer· 
sity of Kentucky. 

These comments represent the feel ­
ings of UK's Community College 
students who transfer to the UK Lex­
ington campus-or other four-year in­
stitutions- to complete work on bac-
calaureate degrees. . 

More than 788 transfer students 
graduated from UK community col­
leges in 1981. A majority went on to 
enroll in four-yea r institutions. 

A recent survey of the transfer 
students showed that about 44 percent 
transfer to the UK Lexington campus;

11 percent go to out-of-state colleges, 
and the remainder transfer to other 
four-year colleges or universities in 
Kentucky. 

With a 7 percent enrollment increase 
this fall, nearly 22,000 students are at­
tending UK's 12 community colleges 
and the Lexington Technical Institute. 
In addition to LTI, the colleges are 
Ashland, Elizabethtown, Hazard, 
Henderson, Hopkinsville, Jefferson (in 
Louisville), Madisonville, Maysville, 
Paducah, Prestonsburg, Somerset and 
Southeast (in Cumberland). 

The transfer program, which offers 
curricula for the first two years of a 
baccalaureate degree, was one of three 
functions assigned to the Community 
College Sys~em when it was establish­
ed in 1962. 

The second principal function is a 
career-oriented program designed to 
prepare students for immediate 
technical or semi-professional employ­
ment, and the third is to provide conti· 
nuing educational opportunities for 
citizens in their immediate areas. 
These programs include evening 
classes, workshops, seminars, short 
courses, concert series, exhibits, lec­
tures, dramatic presentations and 
festivals to meet in-service, re­
education and cultural needs of the 
community. 

Dr. Roseann Hogan, institutional 
studies and reports officer for. com­
munity colleges, says students may be 
able to fulfill the general studies re­
quirements at all of the community col­
leges for most educational pursuits 
with some exceptions in special fields 
such as arts and mtisic. 

"The community colleges take pride 
in knowing that the seminar classes 
build confidence between teachers and 
students," Hogan said. 

"We believe this helps students 
develop academically and for the 
returning student to get back into the 
swing of things. Over half of the com­
munity college enrollment consists of 
women and more than 40 percent of the 
enrollees are 25 years of age or older. 
We are serving not only the high school 
graduates, but also the adults who are 
typical of the state," she added. 

Dr. Hogan believes each community 
college must stand on its own to meet 
accreditation standards. Regional ac­
credita~ion status for all the communi­
ty colleges was recently reaffirmed by 
the Southern Association of Colleges 
and Schools .

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Pumpkins Make Jack-o-Lantern, Souffle' 
Pumpkins are great for jack-o­

lanterns or front step decorations at 
• Halloween. They are also great for 

cookies, pies, breads and puddings, or 
served plain as a vegetable. For the 
adventuresome cook, pumpkin souffle ' 
or pumpkin-stuffed chicken may have 
appeal. 

The first step in any pumpkin recipe 
is to cook the pumpkin and prepare 
mashed pumpkin, unless you prefer to 
use canned pumpkin. 

To cook it in the oven, wash the pum­
pkin and c ut in half, crosswise. 

• Remove the seeds and strings. Place 
the pumpkin in a shallow pan, cut side 
down and bake in a 325° F. oven 1 hour 
or until tender. Scrape the pulp from 
the shell and mash with potato masher 
or mixer. 

For cooking in a saucepan or 
steamer, leave the skin on and cut the 
pumpkin :nto small pieces. Boil or 
steam it for 15·20 minutes or until 
tender. Run cool water over it and the 
skin peels away easily. Mash pumpkin

1 roasting chicken (4·5 pounds), 3

In recent months. the growing clout 
of women has been acknowledged. 
assessed and analyzed by almost every 
major publication in America from the 
devoutly feminist journals like Ms. to 
the bastions of male business like the 
Wall Street Journal. Gallup has talked 
of the growing political clout. The New 
York Times has chimed in with 
statistics about t11e growmg mfluence 
of women in thE' workplace. A Scien­
tific ManpowE'r Commission study 
shows that women make up four per­
cent of the nation's engineers, 13 per­
cent of the lawyers, 38 percent of 
biologists, 20 percent of chemists, 13 
percent of physicians, 25 percent of 
pharmacists , 25 percent of economists, 
and half of all psychologists-and those 
are just in the scientific fields .

Women 
still have trouble convincing their male 
counter parts - and sometimes 
themselves- that they are indeed 
capable leaders. "We are finding , 
despite of years of assertiveness, cer­
tain leadership skills ," said Barbara 
Thain . 

"Your Power Potential " is being 
presented by the Kentucky Commis­
sion on Women on Oct. 19 at the Lexing­
ton Mar riott Resort on Newtown Pike . 
. McNeel, a business and training con­
sultant who will conduct a leadership 
training seminar in Lexington said.

"But often they don't realize that they 
have these skills or that they translate 
into the workplace."

UK Survey Finding • • • 

Coal Counties Not Reckoned 
As Good as Others To Live in 
(Adapted from a report in The Mountain 
Eaglt') 

Even when the industry is booming, 
counties that depend on coal are not 
reckoned as good to live in as are coun­
ties that don't depend on coal, accor­
ding to a University of Kentucky 
survey. 

But if a county must depend on coal, 
it will be better off if it includes some 
manufacturing as well, the survey sug­
gests. Floyd is included in tha t 
category, apparently on the basis of 
the handful of firms here that make 
mining equipment and truck bodies. 

"Over all , coal-dependent counties 
without manufacturing have a lower 
quality of life than non-coal-dependent 
counties, even when they rank high .. .in 
tons of coal produced," says the 
recently-released survey. 

Even when the coal industry is enjoy­
ing good times, it adds, the quality of 
life does not go up because profits are 
not reinvested in the community and 
schools and housing remain poor and 
unemployment high. 

The survey, which was conducted by 
Cynthia L. Duncan and Ann R. 
Tickamyer, of the sociology depart­
ment in the UK College of Agriculture, 
focuses on the "quality of life" in Ken­
tucky's 49 Appalachian counties. 

"Quality of life" is defined in terms 
of job opportunities, medical facilities, 
income, and the availability and quali­
ty of housing. Figures are for 1977 or 

Stiff Pe na lties In Store 
For Setting Forest F ires 

People responsible for setting forest 
fires in Kentucky will be facing much 
stiffer penalties this fall than in the 
past, said Donald A. Hamm, director of 
the state Division of Forestry. 

"The 1982 Kentucky Legislature 
substantially increased the penalties 
for violating forest-fire laws," Hamm 
said. "Last spring we issued 224 cita­
tions for illegal burning and we expect 
to double that figure this fall ." 

Kentucky's fall fire season, which 
began Oct. 1 and lasts through Dec. 15, 
is a time when special burning regula­
tions are in force . 

During the 11-week time period, it is 
illegal to have a fire outdoors within 
150 feet of wooded area between mid­
night and 4:30 p .m., fire officials ex­
plained. " It's also illegal to leave any 
fire unattended at any time until it's 
extinguished," Hamm said. 

The forestry director said that dur­
ing the previous fire season, the spring 
fire season, 1,608 fires were reported. 
These fires burned approximately 
25,844 acres of woodland. 

" All of these fires were caused by 
people," Hamm pointed out. "The 
careless burning of trash and debris 
continues to be Kentucky's leading 
cause of forest fires . Last year these 
brush and debris fires comprised 37 
percent of Kentucky's forest fires," he 
said. 

' 'The next most common cause of 
fires was the incendiary fire. Twenty­
six percent of our fires fell in this 
category," Hamm stated. 

Under new state laws a person con­
victed of settin~ an incendiary fire 
could be fined from $1,000 to $10,000 
and confined up to five years, forestry 
officials said. 

"The average fire will result in the 
loss of $2,000 per-acre in value of forest 
products over a number of years," 
Hamm said. 

" While a fire usually only kills the 
seedlings and saplings present, fire 
also kills the bark on larger trees. This 
bark damage allows insects a nd 
disease to enter the tree," Hamm said. 

"The insects and diseases can result 
in a tree whcih is a complete cull , or 
hollow tree, which is worthless except 
for use as firewood," he said. 

Hamm asked that all citizens exer­
cise care with any fires out.

In addition to these six measures, the 
researchers include a measure of how 
satisfied residents are with their com­
munity as a place to live. That part of 
the survey comes from information 
gathered by another UK researcher in 
1979. 

The UK study found that both the 
quality-of-life indicator s and the 
satisfaction of residents are highest in 
counties which have manufacturing 
but not coal (Jackson, Boyd and 
Carter, for example), second highest in 
counties with neither coal or manufac­
turing (Owsley, ~owell, Elliott, etc.), 
lower in counties with coal and 
manufacturing <Floyd, Johnson, and 
P ike among them ), and lowest in those 
which have coal but no manufacturing 
(including Knott, Magoffin, Martin, 
a nd Meniffee) . 

In Floyd, unemployment stood at 8.2 
percent, according to the survey, when 
the state average was 5.3; there was 
less than one physician per 1000 
residents (compared to a state average 
of 13 per thousand) ; 52 percent of ninth 
graders graduated from high school 
<Ky.: 64 percent); per capita income 
was $5412 (Ky.: $6631); housing starts 
a s a percentage of increase in 
households were put at 29 <Ky.: 161); 
and 70 percent expressed satisfaction 
with the community (Ky. : 83 percent) . 

The study is based on years in which 
coal was in a relative 'boom' period. 
"However, coal prosperity does not a p­
pear to get reinvested in community 
services. Unemployment is still high, 
schools and housing are still poor 
r e l ative to other Appalachian 
counties," the authors say.

Skaggs Concert 
Set At BLHS 

Ricky Skaggs, the Lawrence county 
boy who Monday night won the Country 
Music Association's prestigious Male 
Vocalist of the Year Award as well as 
the association's Horizon Award, will 
appear tomorrow night (Thursday) at 
8 p.m. for a concert at the Betsy Layne 
Fieldhouse. 

If Grady Stumbo isn't the next gover­
nor of Kentucky it won't be for lack of 
openhanded friends here. 

Of the $250,000 raised by his cam­
paign organization during its first 
three months, nearly $110,000 was rais­
ed in this county from contributions of 
$1000 or more, to say nothing of lesser 
contributions. 

Some 45 Floyd donors each gave 
$1000 or more to his campaign chest, 
including 26 who gave the $3000 max­
imum allowed by state law, according 
to a report filed last week with the Ken­
tucky Registry of Election Finance. 

By contrast, Lt. Gov. Martha Layne 
Collins, who raised $270,000 in the same 
r ,.iod, listed only one major con­
tnvutor from here- Eastern coal 
operator Ralph Johnson gave 
$3000- and Louisville Mayor Harvey 
Sloane, who raised $468,483 in the same 
three months, lists no major donor 
from this county. 

Together, the three unannounced 
candidates for governor have raised 
more than $1.4 million- Sloane has 
raised $482,483 since his organization 
was formed in May ; Collins' total now 
stands a t $676,000; this quarter 's 
$250,000 is Stumbo's total to date- and 
the primary is still eight months away. 

Frank Metts, who said last month he 
is quitting his job as Secretary of 
Transportation to consider running as 
governor, has not begun to raise 
money . 

Stumbo, who resigned as Human 
Resources Secretary in August, and 
Sen. Benny Ray Bailey, who is manag­
ing Stumbo's campaign, are natives of 
McDowell. McDowell residents gave at 
least $31,800, with nine giving the $3000 
maximum. Residents of Hindman, 
where the two operate a clinic, gave 
$26,315 in larger contributions, in­
cluding six at the $3000 maximum. 
Prestonsburg residents chipped in 
$21,600.

lucky sportsmen will soon have a 
chance to tell the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources what they think 
about wildlife, the environment and 
fishing conditions in Kentucky. 

Beginning Oct. •1, two separate 
survey questionnaires will go into the 
mail- one on wildlife and the environ­
ment and one to gauge fisherman's at­
titudes toward their sport. A total of 
10,000 anglers will be asked to par· 
ticipate iu the fishing survey, and an 
additional 1,300 Kentuckians will be 
mailed the wildlife and environmental 
questionnaire. 

All that is required of those who do 
receive these surveys in the mail is 
that they answer the multiple-choice 
questions and return the survey in the 
postage-paid envelope provided. It 
isn't necessary to sign your name and 
all individual responses will be held in 
the str.ictest confidence. 

The angler attitude survey will at­
tempt to gather a profile of the 
"typical" Kentucky fisherman , 
measure the differing attitudes of 
fishermen from rural or urban 
backgrounds, judge the popularity of 
our common sport fish (bass, bluegill, 
catfish, etc.) and ask the participants' 
opinions about issues and problems of 
fishery management. 

The wildlife and environment survey 
asks a variety of questions about both 
game and non-game wildlife, en­
vironmental pollution and its observed 
effects on wildlife populations and the 
respondents' attitudes toward the role 
fish and wildlife agencies should play 
in environmental management and 
protection. 

Both surveys are being conducted for 
the fish and wildlife department by 
Western Kentucky University. Data 
from the surveys will be computerized 
and analyzed at WKU, . with final 

· reports available early next year. 
The fish and wildlife department will 

use the results of these surveys in its 
future decision-making processes . 
Strong prevailing opinions will be 
given careful consideration in determ­
ing the future direction of fisheries and 
wildlife management in Kentucky, ac­
cording to Carl E. Kays, commissioner 
of the department. 

The surveys could also show fish and 
wildlife officials areas where more 
public awareness, public education or 
public involvement are needed, Kays 
says, adding that successful fish and 
wildlife management depends upon an 
active, well-informed public as well as 
upon a staff of professional biologists 
and managers .

Stat~ Gas Tax Rises 
To lOc Per Gallon 

Kentucky's gasoline tax rate will in­
crease two tenths of a cent per gallon 
effective October 1 through December 
31 , Kentucky Revenue Secretary Ron 
Geary announced today. 

The new rate will be 10 cents per 
gallon, up from the current rate of 9.8 
cents. As a result of the increase, con­
sumers will pay an additional two 
cents for each 10 gallons of gasoline 
they buy. 

According to July price information 
supplied by Kentucky wholesale 
gasoline dealers, the average 
wholesale price during the month was 
just under $1.07 per gallon exclusive of 
state and federal taxes. The average 
price in April was $0.945 per gallon ex­
clusive of the same federal taxes.

Electronic Voting Machine Unveiled ...,_D'

Secretary of State Frances Jones Mills anounced that for the first time in 

Kentucky electronic voting machines were on public display for viewing and 
polling . The machines were exhibited and explained at the Minority Con· 
sumer EXPO Louisville's Commonwealth Convention Center, October 8-10. 

"Approximately 35% of the nation's voters have used electronic voting 
machines during 1980 and '81 elections," said Mrs. Mills. "Electronic voting 
devices have the potential for saving the taxpayers' dollars, and for more ef­
ficient vote tabulation. I am sure all County Boards of Election will be view­
ing the two areas where these machines will be used in November-Lyon 
and Jefferson counties- for efficiency and accuracy. As Chairperson of the 
State Board of Elections, I will be assessing those elections also," she con­
tinued. 

Legislation passed by the 1982 General Assembly declares that it is per­
missive for county fiscal courts to purchase or lease any type of voting 
system, provided the equipment has been approved by the State Board of 
Elections . The Board has certified six electronic machines that can be used 
in Kentucky. 

"Voters in Lyon and Jefferson counties will be the first Kentuckians to use 
electronic voting machines in an official election," said Mrs. Mills. "The 
results of this experimental program will determine the future of electronic 
voting in Kentucky," she concluded.

STUTTERING AND STA~L\fERING 

The repetition of sounds or words, 
what some people call stuttering or 
stammering, usually appears in 
children between the second and third 
years. 

No one knows its origin, but experts 
feel that there are probably numerous • 
causes, according to Growing Child, 
the monthly child development 
newsletter. 

A child's desire to talk and the in­
ability of his speech to keep pace with 
his thoughts can cause stuttering. So 
can anxiety or rivalry with the arrival 
of a new baby, sudden changes in 
routine because of serious illness or 
death in the family, or parental 
dissatisfaction with the way the child • 
talks. 

Stuttering should not be cause for 
alarm because most children outgrow 
it within a few months if the family is 
considerate and gives them a chance. 
The stuttering doesn't disappear sud­
denly, but it peters out gradually with 
periodic ups and downs. Here are some 
do's and don'ts that you can be alert to: 
Don'ts 

1. Don't correct the child's speech. 
Be patient and accept what he says, • 
even if he must start or repeat several ' 
times. 

2. Don't put a premium on speech at 
this time. If you have been emphasiz­
ing speech, switch to activities where 
he may achieve physically. 

3. Don't rush to a surgeon because 
you think your youngster is tongue­
tied. Tongue-tie is a rare condition and 
seldom the cause of stuttering. 

4. Don't hurry him into speech cor· • 
rection or treatment. He is 
young- first he must develop speech. 
Do's 

1. Try to examine the daily routine to 
see if there is anything particular 
which makes your youngster tense. 

2. Provide opportunities for the 
youngster to be with and talk to other 
children. 

3. If rivalry over a newborn is ap­
parent, see what you can do to reduce 
it, even if it means temporarily giving • 
a disproportionate amount of time to 
the older child. 

4. Relax yourself and don't worry. 
Young ones are very sensitive to our 
moods and tensions.

Customer Complaints 
The state Public Servite Commis­

sion last Friday ordered officials of 
Columbia Gas of Kentucky to attend a 
public meeting in Lexington on Nov. 3 
to answer questions from customers 

• and to explain how the utility handles 
customer complaints. 

The commission scheduled the 
public meeting because it "has become 
increasingly concerned with the 
number of complaints made by 
customers of Columbia Gas of Ken­
tucky," the order said. 

"These complaints cover various 
aspects of Columbia's customer ser­
vice (billing, meter reading, costs, 

• etc.), but in general they call into ques­
tion the quality of service provided by 
Columbia and, specifically, the disposi­
tion of complaints by Columbia ... ," the 
utility regulatory agency said.

Since Jan. 1, 69 written complaints 
have been received from Kentucky gas 
consumers, and 48 percent involved 
Columbia, although the company 
serves only 23 percent of the natural 
gas users in the state, the commission 
said.

In addition, the commission said it 
has received a number of verbal com­
plaints that "center largely on Colum­
bia's alleged insensitivity' to the needs 
of its customers." 

" It is time that the causes of these 
complaints be eliminated or satisfac­
torily explained." 

George Goodykoontz, Columbia's 
division manager in Lexington, said 
that he was "mystified" by the order 
but that Columbia would comply. 

Gi>odykoontz said the gas company 
had told commission members that the 
number of complaints would increase 
because of the "quick acceleration" of 
gas prices that followed the deregula­
tion of gas in 1978. 

Gas users have become frustrated by 
rising bills, and " they've got to vent 
their emotions and reactions to so­
meone, and so they turn to the PSC," 
he said. 

"We have done a survey, and in Ken­
tucky, the number of complaints is 
lower than in the other states we 
serve," Gi>odykoontz said. "We don't 
try to minimize the concern of our 
customers, but we think it hinges on 
one thing-the rising cost of gas." 

He also said he supports the efforts of 
congressmen to slow the increases in 
gas prices. "We (Columbia officials) 
have to pay gas bills, too," 
Goodykoontz said.

" Consioering the scope of what's ac­
tually ta king place-the largest and 
one of the ol<lest companies on earth 
being der egulated and totall y 
reorganized-the 'Let's Talk' cam­
paign is quite ambitious," Willett said. 

Local Bell managers will make per­
sonal contacts with community leaders 
to .discuss deregulation, and Bell's 
public speakers are available to talk 
with professional and civic clubs about 
the changes. Speakers inay be schedul­
ed by calling Art Willett at 437-9038.
