Green Mountain, Inc., a Charleston, W.Va. firm which was awarded the project by the federal Office 
of Surface Mining, has employed three Garrett men, all members of the Garrett Volunteer Fire Department, to help a 
supervisor and workman from Green Mountain to carry through with the company's work strategy which includes 
displacing smoldering sections of the burning material with bulldozers while directing streams of water to cool the hot 
material (as shown in photo) . After the refuse is sufficiently cooled, it is spread and leveled in adjoining bottomland. 
The fire department at Garrett has contracted with the company to supply a fire truck and two gasoline-powered pumps 
for pumping water from Beaver Creek. The O.S.M. contract, which totals $158,000, calls for a layer of topsoil to be 
spread following levelling of the refuse pile which is expected to be complete in approximately five weeks. 

Hospital Physicians 
Score Temporary Win 

For the time being at least, surgeons 
at Highlands Regional Medical Center 
may insist that a physician rather than 
a nurse be available to administer 
anestb<'sia ll they think a surgical pro­
cedure would otherwise be too risky. 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley made 
that ruling last Thursday in granting a 
temporary injunction sought by about 
two dozen staff physicians at 
Highlands. The physicians had asked 
that the hospital not be allowed to en­
force a contract it entered into with a 
group of nurse-anesthetists last 
September which gave to the nurses an 
exclusive right to provide anesthesia 
services at the hospital. 

Two anesthesiologists- physicians 
who specialize in anesthesia­
challenged the contract in October and 
asked the court to block it until their 
case could be heard. Conley turned 
down that request, arguing that if the 
physicians won their suit they could 
receive a monetary compensation for 
any losses they sustained in the mean­
time. 

However. if a patient were to die 
because of complications arising from 
anesthesia administered by a nurse, no 
money could adequately .compensate 
for the loss, argued J. K. Wells, at­
torney for the physicians who filed last 
week's injanction request. 

The case had physicians defending 
their prerogatives- and their tradi­
tional dominance-on two fronts. 

On the one hand, hospital manage­
ment is encroaching on the doctors ' 
responsibility to make decisions regar­
ding their patients' medical care, said 
Dr. William B. Cook, a surgeon at 
Highlands. About one patient in 20 is 
likely to have a reaction of some type 

to anesthesia and an anesthesiologist is 
better trained than is a nurse­
anesthetist to handle complications, he 
said. 

Not having an anesthesiologist to call 
on "substantially increases the risk'' to 
high-risk patients undergoing surgery, 
Dr. Cook said. It also violates implicit 
contracts between physicians and the 
hospital and physicians and their pa­
tients--eontracts giving to the doctors 
the right to decide about treat­
ment-the surgeon argued. 

Since all management decisions in a 
hospital have to do in some way with 
medical care, the doctors could argue 
they should run the hospital, countered 
Highlands ' attorney Phillip D. 
Damron. No contract gives them this 
right, he argued. 

The decision to contract with nurse­
anesthetist Floyd Bell and his 
associates for anesthesia services was 
not a medical but a business decision, 
Damron said. 

Even before the September, 1982 con­
tract, nurse-anesthetists were in atten­
dance for most surgical procedures at 
Highlands. In return for exclusive 
rights at the hospital, the nurses' group 
guaranteed round-the·dock coverage 
for anesthesia services-an arrange­
ment the ·hospital's two anesthesi­
ologists would not agree to- the at­
torney explained. 

If the doctors have their problems 
with management, moreover, it also 
became clear that some of them have 
misgivings about sharing the health 
care field with other profes ­
sionals- usually with a level of train­
ing that falls somewhere between a 
nurse's and a doctor's ··· who are known

Waste System Default Wanted 
By Some, Bond Agent Alleges 

As they met Thursday to appoint a 
new commission to oversee the 
county's troubled solid waste sys tem, 
members of the fiscal court learned of 
a llegations that unnamed persons want 
to see the system destroyed. 

The charges were •contained in a 
Dec 12 letter to County Attorney Ar­
nold Turner. Jr. from JosephS. Reis, 
the officer in charge of Kentucky bond 
transactions for Seasongood and 
Mayer, a Cincmnati securities invest­
ment firm. The company floated the 
1980 revenue bond issue that financed 
the county garbage system. Copies of 
H.e1s' letter were distributed among 
members of the fiscal court at a specia I 
meeting called to consider the current 
crisis in the system. 

As evidencf:' of what he termed "the 
skullduggery which has apparently 
permeated the Floyd County Solid 
Waste transaction~· Reis claimed his 
firm had " learned through reliable 
sourees that it is the desire of certam 
people La throw Floyd County Sol id 
Waste into a state of default." 

"Also, it has been learned that these 
same individuals feel that Seasongood 
and Mayer ... would be pushovers and 
would idly sit by while this scenario 
evolved... We will under no cir­
cumstances permit the system to be 
operated in receivership, private fran­
chise or otherwise," Reis asserted. 

The bond agent does not name those 
he suspects of wanting to drive the 
system into receivership. 

Quite apart from the benefits of trash 
removal, Floyd county has compelling 
reasons to make the present system 
work, Reis pointed out. The county is 
liable to make good any failure of 
Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc . to make 
payments on its bonds : both AMBAC, 
the insurer. and the Kentucky Pollu­
tion Abatement Authority , issuer of the 
bonds, would be certain to "take 
whatever action they could" to see the 
bonds were paid up ; and any failure to 
do so would destroy the county's 
reputation in investment circles, the 
bond agent warned . 

If a default seemed imminent , his 

firm would seek a federal court order 
to seize equipment and foreclose on the 
landfill site, Reis said. 

To replace the former commis­
sioners, the fiscal court named to the 
board Robert McAninch, of Prestons­
burg, Elmer Campbell, of Allen, Otis 
Johnson, of Bevinsville, Ned Bush, of 
Harold and, as the nominee of Judge­
Executive Lafferty, John Allen, of 
Prestonsburg.. McAninch, who was 
restored to the board at the bond firm's 
insistence, will be its chairman, Laf­
ferty indicated. 

Also at the insistence of the 
securities firm, the fiscal court agreed 
to an independent audit of the solid 
waste agency's books and-over the 
objections of John Allen- to meet with 
Reis later this month, probably at the 
next regularly scheduled fiscal court 
meeting on Jan . 21. 

In requesting issuance of another 
$200,000 in bonds to finance the pur­
chase of more equipment, Allen told 
him some of the present equipment

Perry ShootoutMay 
End Boleyn's Career 

The tragedy-ridden career of Roy 
Boleyn, 31, former Floyd county man, 
as a State Police trooper may have 
come to an end last Tuesday when he 
was critically wounded during a gun­
fight on Glom a wr HoJJo~, near 
Hazard, in which three persons died. 

Boleyn was flown the following day 
from Hazard to Good Samaritan 
Hospital, Lexington, where one kidney 
and his colon were removed. A bullet 
so damaged his spine that he is ex­
pected to be paralyzed. · 

Boleyn was one of eight officers who 
went to the home of Tommy Allen 
Combs, 41, to serve a warrant on 
Combs, alleged holder of a long police 
record. In the ensuing 
shootout- which, officers say, was 
begun by Combs-three died on the 
scene: Combs, Perry County Deputy 
Sheriff Alex Eversole, 41, and Combs' 
nephew, 14 ear-i>ld Wayne Davis. In 
addition to Boleyn, State Troopers 
Floyd Hunsaker and Mikey Turnbow, 
26, were wounded but not seriously. 

Boleyn, said to have been the first of­
ficer inside the Combs house, was shot 

twice in his abdomen. One report said 
the bullets penetrated a bulletproof 
vest he wore, but another said the vest 
worn by Boleyn was lighter than the 
full vest and did not protect the ab­
domen. 

The wounded trooper is a son of Mr. 
and Mrs. Henry Boleyn , who reside 
near the Floyd-Knott line on Salt Lick 
Creek, a few miles from Hueysville. 

The following is excerpted from dai­
ly newspaper accounts of the shooting 
and subsequent investigation: 

State police said that Combs began 
shooting from inside his house after 
troopers yelled at him to come out. 

But others, including the mother of 
the dead youth, Betty Davis, 37, said of­
ficers broke into the house without an­
nouncement and began firing their 
guns. 

"Nobody had fired until they came 
in," she said. "They came in 
shooting." 

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr, who flew 
from Frankfort by helicopter to Lex­
ington, arrived at the hospital about

Board in Black 
As Investment 
Earnings Grow 

Prudent investments by Board of 
Education Treasurer Ray Brackett 
helped keep the Floyd school district in 
the black last year, an auditor told the 
board last Wednesday. 

Confirming a report issued by 
Brackett in August, Don Wallen, 
representing Linton and Company, a 
Pikeville accounting firm, said the 
school district ended the 1981-'82 fiscal 
year with a surplus of $465,753. Of that 
amount, $120,339 represented earnings 
on mvestments-twice the earnings of 
the previous year, Wallen noted. 

"If I were a bookie I'd have taken 
bets there would be no surplus this 
year," said the accountant, who added 
that the school administrators' 
achievement was the more striking in 
view of continuing cuts in government 
funding. 

Instructional costs, mostly teacher 
salaries, amounted to little over half 
the $15.4 million budget-increasing 
from 47.9 percent of total receipts in 
1980-'81 to 51.3 percent last year. For 
comparison, instructional costs 
represented 50 percent of total receipts 
in the Pike county school district last 
year, Wallen said. 

Whereas administrative costs in 
Pike county represent 2 percent of the 
school budget, they amount only to 1.5 
percent here, the accountant noted. 

Activity and lunchroom accounts in 
individual schools were generally in 
good shape at the end of the year, 
Wallen said, though he noted that one 
school had a $14,000 deficit in its lunch­
room fund. 

The auditors' report lists a $14,867 
deficit in the lunchroom fund at Pres­
tonsburg High School, an accompany­
ing note adding that accounting 
records at the school "are in a state of 
complete disarray." The same com­
ment was made by the auditors last 
year. 

The high school here was one of five 
county schools-the others were Betsy 
Layne High School, and Auxier, Gar· 
rett and Prater grade schools-whose 
records were "not maintained in ac­
cordance with the accounting system 
recommended by the Kentucky 
Department of Education," the 
auditors found. 

Four schools- Prestonsburg High 
School, and Auxier, Martin and 
Maytown grade schools- apparently 
operated without a budget and six 
schools ended the year with deficits in

Find Span Here a Bridge Too Weak

afternoon. 

When Chuck Akers, Mike Ormerod, 
Rick Darby and Roy Roberts set out to 
retrieve a malfunctioning transformer 
from radio station WPRT's tower 
across the river from Ball Alley curve 
here, Saturday afternoon, their only 
real dread was crossing the 
"swinging" bridge over the Big Sandy, 
a span which has been in a rickety con­
dition for about as long as anyone can 
remember and which has been used in 
recent years only by a handful of 
residents of "the far side" of the river. 

With Ormerod, station manager, and 
Akers, a Floyd County Emergency & 
Rescue Squad officer handling the dol­
ly which was being used to transport 
the 380-lb transformer back to their 
waiting vehicles parked along Lake 
Drive, the four men began to breathe 
more easily as they came to within 
about 20 feet of the end of their trip . It 
was just about that time, though, that a 
12-ft. section of the bridge, joists and 
all, fell . 

While Darby and Roberts, WPRT 
employees, managed to cling to the 
spindly steel cables of the old span, 
Ormerod and Akers plummeted about 
25 feet straight down to the river bank 
along with the dolly and transformer. 

Akers, who said he was most con­
cerned with the relationship of the dol· 
ly and transformer to his body when 
the fall began, described the descent as 
fairly brief, but, he added, "it seemed 
like I hit forever." 

Neither men were badly hurt 
although both reported a great deal of 
soreness from the impact. Roberts and 
Darby, who managed to walk the sup­
porting guy wires back to an apparent­
ly safe section of decking on the struc­
ture found themselves isolated on the 
''wrong" side of the void in the bridge's 
sucfaee-~Q were able to cross only 
after the Presto"sb\Jrg Fire Depart­
ment arrived and spanned the gap with 
IaddC'rs.

The first comprehensive permit 
under permanent surface-mining 
regulations was issued last Thursday 
to the Bow Valley Coal Co., of Middles­
boro, and one of two more permits ex­
pected to be issued soon will be to R & 
R Processing and Mining, of Prestons­
burg. 

As these permits were issued, or 
ready for inssuance, the Department of 
Surface Mining Reclamation and En­
forcement reminded coal operators to 
apply for permits by Saturday, Jan. 18, 
or face orders to shut down. 

The deputy commissioner of the 
Department of Surface Mining 
Reclamation and Enforcement, Larry 
Grasch, said about 750 operations 
could be shut down after Jan. 18 
because their authority to operate 
under prior permits will expire. 

Natural Resources and Environmen­
tal Protection Secretary Jackie 
Swigart said Bow Valley's "conscien­
tious work" in preparing the new per­
mit application shows that coal com­
panies can get the job done under the 
new, more complex regulations. 

The permanent regulations require 
coal companies to compile and submit 
"a tremendous amount" of data, com­
pared with past rules, she said. The 
data concerns such things as surface­
water and acid conditions. The goal is 
to better prevent environmental pro­
blems. 

A Bow Valley official said it took 
about 600 man-hours and cost between 
$20,000 and $25,000 to prepare the ap· 
plication. 

The federal government granted 
Kentucky primary responsibility, or 
primacy, for regulating surface min­
ing within the state on May 18. 

Under federal law, when a state 
assumes primacy, existing operations 
must apply for new. permanent­
program permits within two months 
and the state must act on the applica­
tion within eight months. 

Because 7,200 permits existed on 
May 18, state and federal officials 
realized the deadlines could not be 
rigidly applied to enter the coal in­
dustry or state regulators in Kentucky, 
the nation's No. 1 coal-producing state. 

Officials decided to require 
operators of existing mines to file only 
a short-form transition application by 
July 18, with the deadline for com­
prehensive applications delayed to 
Jan. 18. 

Existing operations will not be per­
mitted to continue past Jan. 18 unless 
they have applied for the new permit. 

State government has been allowed 
one year to process the comprehensive 
applications. Top priority will be given 
to " large operations and operations 
with significant environmental con­
cerns," according to a statement from 
the Surface Mining Reclamation and 
Enforcement Department. 

Permit applications for those opera· 
tions that might finish mining before 
the application is processed will be 
handled last, the department said. 

Because review of the applications 
will be spread throughout a year, the 
department will allow applicants to

in the area. 

It was said that a bout 3,250 of the 
4,000 were for two acres or less and 
thus not covered by federal law; mined 
out and in the reclamation phase; or 
expected to be mined out by Jan. lB. 

About 750 other permits are for 
operations nearly mined out or those 
already shut down because their coal 
cannot be mined profitably in the cur­
rent market, he said.

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The Solid Waste Crisis 
The Times does not attempt to fix the blame for the critical 

situation faced by the county's solid waste agency. We hear 
charges that the finances of the waste collection system have 
been recklessly handled, that the payroll is far too high, that 
other .waste of funds has been committed or at least 
tolerated. 

We do not know. But this we do know: 
1. The system cannot continue to operate with only a fr~c­

tion of those served by it paying the monthly bills on which 
the system must depend to bear not only current expenses 
but also amortize outstanding bonds as they become due. 

2. We know that this is Floyd county 's last hope of a com­
prehensive, workable garbage collection program, without 
which the countryside will continue to be a shameful garbage 
dump and the streams of the county clogged with refuse. 

As matters stand, the importance of resorting to the spar­
tan policy of cutting expenses wherever possible and collec­
ting from all, and not only from the public-spirited few who 
pay voluntarily, becomes obvious. I~ is not a ~igher monthl_y 
charge to individuals for the collection and d1sposal of their 
garbage that is needed. More sensible would be the collection 
from all at present rates.

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was not efficient and that many man­
hours were being lost, Reis said. "Un­
fortunately , this does not explain the 
fact that 40 to 60 percent of the billings 
are not being collected," the bond 
agent observed. 

According to Reis, Allen said that if 
the additional bonds were issued the 
agency would raise monthly garbage 

" fees and would take delinquents to 
court and, failing that, the system 
could be operated by a receiver. 

As the county 's financial adviser, his 
firm would not permit the solid waste 
district to pass into receivership, Reis 
said. citing the case of the Allen Water 
District, which did that and "blemish­
ed the county's reputation for many 
years." 

Reis said he would recommend to the 
Bank of Winchester , bond trustees, 
that Floyd county be given 30 days in 
which to repay $90,000 drawn from a 
reserve fund to meet principal and in­
terest payments on the garbage agen­
cy's bond debt last November, and that 
from now on payments be made on a 
monthly rather than a semi-annual 
basis . 

"Should either of these two condi­
tions not be met, then a seizure and 
foreclosure of the waste district 
system's assets is obviously the only 
solution that we are left with in order to 
protect the bond holder," Reis warned. 

Before it would issue any more 
bonds, Reis said, his firm would re­
quire: 

- a complete audit "by a CPA of our 
selection" of all purchase vouchers for 
the equipment bought from East Ken· 
tucky Mack ; 

- a CPA audit of the Floyd County 
Solid Waste operations ; 

- information concerning the length 
of time the landfill site was held by the 
previous owners. the purchase price, 
the reason for their "refusal to take 
bonds in lieu of cash" as originally 
planned ; and 

- information about "any such mat­
ters which would cast a light on the 
reasons for the inability to meet the 
debt obligation." 

The county's solid waste system 
would not be the only victim, were a 
default to occur, Reis warned. The fact 
that AMBAC, insurer of the solid waste 
bonds, is a subsidiary of MGIC In­
surance, insurer of Floyd and Johnson 
counties' 1982 housing bond issue, 
briefly put those bonds in jeopardy, he 
noted. 

Issuance of bonds for the new First 
Commonwealth Bank building here as 
well as future bond issues for county or 
school projects would be seriously im­
peri led by default on the solid waste 
bonds, he said. 

Unless the bonds are brought up to 
current status, Seasongood and Mayer 
will have no choice but to notify the 
bondholder, Allstate Insurance, and 
the ins urer, said Reis, add ing. 
"Needless to say, the reputation of the 
county will be entirely ruined if we 
have to take this action."

Testifying last Thursday, Dr. Donald 
V. Bryson said he felt anesthesia 
should always be administered by an 
anesthesiologist. The use of nurse­
anesthetists at Highlands had 
"drastically lowered the quality of 
care" at the hospital, he said. 

Moreover, there was "absolutely no 
improvement in coverage" for 
anesthesia services since the hospital 
signed a contract with the nurse· 
anesthetists, he testified. 

Pediatrician Dr. Kamaljeet Vidwan 
said he had seen a "dramatic 
decrease" in the number of obstetrical 
cases handled at Highlands, a fall-off 
he attributed to public awareness that 
anesthesiologists were no longer 
available there. 

After a Caesarean section, he has 
sometimes been called to attend a baby 
born "sleepy" because of the effects of 
anesthesia given to the. mother by a 
nurse-anesthetist, Dr. Vidwan said. 

If his own wife were the patient in­
volved, he would choose an 
anesthesiologist to put her to sleep, the 
pediatrician said in response to a ques­
tion by Judge Conley. Choosing a 
nurse-anesthetist for anesthesia would 
be like choosing a nurse-midwife 
rather than an obstetrician to deliver 
the baby, he explained. 

The hospital's lawyer and Scott 
Preston, attorney for nurse-anesthetist 
Bell, conceded that anesthesia services 
at the hospital would be enhanced by 
having an anesthesiologist available 
and said the hospital was seeking one 
who would be willing to enter an agree­
ment which provided continuous 
coverage . In the meantime, the 
hospital's right to contract with the 
nurse-anesthetists should be upheld, 
they contended. 

"It's not going to do you any good to 
have the best expert in the world if he's 
not there (when you need him)," 
Preston observed . 

In deciding instead for the physi­
cians, Judge Conley was apparently 
impressed by the consent form signed 
by patients undergoing surgery at 
Highlands . The release , which 
authorizes the surgeon and 
"whomever he may designate as his 
assistant" to perform the operation, 
shows that "the hospital recognizes the 
doctor should choose" who is to ad­
minister anesthesia, the judge conclud­
ed. 

Council Votes 
Rate Increase 
On Worker Tax 

Beginning April 1, the city's occupa­
tional tax will rise from 1 to 11h percent 
as the result of a Prestonsburg City 
Council decision Monday. The increase 
is needed "so we'll have some money 
to run the city on," explained Coun­
cilman Paul Phillip Hughes. 

Police Chief Jim Curtis reckoned the 
city might recoup about $6000 a year 
from motorists who neglect to pay 
parking fines. Because of lax enforce­
ment, only half of those receiving 
tickets pay the fine, he said. 

Curtis recommended tha t wheel 
locks be applied to cars whose owners 
accumulate tickets without paying 
them. The locking devices would be ap­
plied only after a motorist was given 
written warning and would be removed 
only after he or she paid up, according 
to the police chief's proposal. 

The council took no action on the 
recommendations. 

There will be no money for repair of 
streets or sidewalks in Prestonsburg 
this year unless the state Division of 
Dfsaster and Emergency Services 
forgives an old $28,000,debt, the council 
was told. The debt stems from a grant 
awarded for repair of damage caused 
by the April, 1977 flood. 

Following an audit of the grant, state 
officials disallowed claims totalling 
$28,000, arguing that some of the 
money was not used for repair of flood 
damage, contractors were hired at 
rates higher than those allowed under 
the grant, and that there were no 
receipts for some reported expen­
ditures. Unless the city pays the money 
back, it will be deducted from the city's 
municipal and coal severance tax 
allotments, state officials have 
threatened. 

Developers of the proposed Holiday 
Inn on Katy Friend have asked the 
council to apply for Community 
Development Block Grant funds to lay 
water and sewer lines to their project 
site. The council tabled the request un­
til the annexation of that section has 
been concluded. 

The council received a report from 
the Floyd County Joint Planning Com­
mission recommending that several 
sites on North Arnold Avenue be 
reclassified from residential to com­
mercial but took no action on the pro­
posal pending another public hearing, 
this one before the council itself, which 
was set for Jan. 27 at 7 p.m. 

The council voted to advertise for a 
new police cruiser but tabled in­
definitely the police chief's request 
that four police vehicles be maintained 
rather than three as at present. 
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their activity funds, in violation of 
state law. 

Wheelwright High School showed a 
$2660 deficit, the bulk of the debt owed 
by the boys' basketball fund. Activity 
funds at Garrett and Allen and genera 
funds at Martin, Osborne and Stumbo 
were also in the red, although Osborne 
and Stumbo reported hefty surpluses in 
their "concessions" funds.

Gov. Brown said Boleyn was on the 
front porch and reached over and ap­
parently got the deputy sheriff's 
shotgun and shot and killed Combs. 

"Otherwise it was very likely that 
two or three other people would have 
been killed." 

Brown added, "Even the doctor was 
talking about how brave he <Boleyn) 
was- not only how he handled the inci­
dent, but how he handled the surgery 
and his treatment" after being wound­
ed. 

The ordeal was not the first for 
Boleyn, a 9-year state police veteran. 

On Nov. 24,1974, Boleyn shot and kill­
ed two Floyd county men who 
reportedly attacked him at Salt Lick 
when he stopped them for a traffic 
violation. 

According to news accounts of the in­
cident, the trooper shot Phillip Neeley, 
27, and Earl Vanderpool, 28, as they 
tried to take his gun. ' 

Chester Neeley, Phillip Neeley's 
father, said he went to the Floyd coun­
ty jury on more than one occasion to 
seek an indictment against Boleyn. 
The grand jury heard Neeley's side of 
the story but did not indict Boleyn, 
Neeley said. 

Boleyn's wife was killed soon after­
wards in an auto accident while driving 
to Prestonsburg for a court hearing on 
the shootings . 

Boleyn was one of the officers dispat­
ched to the scene.

Laser Eye Surgery at Highlands 
Said First at East Ky. Hospital

Tom Pitman, of Paintsville, was 
seated before a machine in the 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
operating room. It flashed a bright 
green light into his eyes. He felt no 
pain, and 15 minutes later the pro­
cedure was finished and he went home. 

Mr. Pitman was the first patient at 
Highlands Regional to receive laser 
surgery for glaucoma. After two treat­
ments, the glaucoma problem has been 
controlled. Dr. Micheal Minix, the 
ophthalmologist who performed the 
surgery, explained, "Glaucoma causes 
pressure on the eye. With laser 
surgery, we can create new openings in 
an angle of the eye to drain the excess 
fluid. This lets off the pressure and 
preserves vision. One or more laser 
treatments are used, depending on the 
severity of the condition." 

The Argon Laser 900, the newest 
model of its type, is used by Dr. Minix 
at Highlands. Argon is a rare gas that 
is electrically charged. Through this 
process it produces high energy light . 
that is used to treat infections of the 
retina, abnormal blood vessels ,

bleeding, inflammations, retinal holes , 
and glaucoma. 

The use of lasers in surgery dates 
back to the late 60's, though such use 
has recently been expanded. Just last 
year the glaucoma treatment was 
developed. It is also successfully used 
Ior diabetic eye disorders to preserve 
central vision. Highlands Regional is 
the first hospjtal in Eastern Kentucky 
to offer this service. 

Previously, surgery and one week's 
hospital stay were necessary to treat 
glaucoma. Current laser technology 
has simplified treatment greatly. It is 
done on an outpatient basis which 
saves the patient a lot of money. The 
success rate of the new laser surgery is 
high and complications are minimal. 

There are some symptoms of eye 
disorders to be aware of, according to 
Dr. Minix who has offices in Prestons­
burg and Paintsville. Painful and/or 
red eyes and sudden change of vision 
are typical indications. Many times no 
obvious symptoms are displayed, but 
the disorders are found in routine eye 
exams, he said.

Paintsville Man 
Frees Hostages 
After 8 Hours

A Paintsville man released his step­
daughter and two of his wife 's grand­
children early Saturday morning and 
surrendered to police after holding the 
youngsters hostage for more than eight 
hours. 

No injuries were reported, although 
police said several shots were fired 
during the siege. 

Ellis Crum, 54, was being held in the 
Johnson county jail, charged with 
three counts of wanton endangerment 
after surrendering to a squad of state 
troopers, sheriff's deputies and Paints­
ville city police officers that had sur­
rounded the residence. 

Officers said the incident apparently 
stemmed from a quarrel between 
Crum and his wife. The woman 
reportedly told police that Crum pulled 
a gun on her and ordered her to leave 
the house, telling her he was keeping 
the children with him 

The children were identified by 
police as Crum 's 14-year-old step­
daughter and two of his wife's grand­
children, ages 6 and 8. 

The incident began about 9 p.m . Fri­
day at Crum 's small frame home on 
Broadway Street, officers said. Paints­
ville police said they received a call 
that Crum was holding three children 
at gunpoint inside the house. 

Two patrolman went to investigate, 
and when they tried to talk the man in­
to releasing the children he fired at 
them at least twice with a .22-caliber 
rifle, police said. 

Nine people were evacuated from 
three nearby homes, and Kentucky 
Power Co. was asked to turn off elec­
trical power to the houses because the 
area was bright!; illuminated by elec 
tric lights, police sa1d. 

A special response team of troopers. 
patrolmen and Johnson county 
sheriff's deputies began surrounding 
the house about 9:45p.m., police said 

Crum fired "four or five" shots at the 
officers, but no one was bit, said 
Johnson County Sheriff Cecil Cyrus. 
Officers did not return the fire, fearing 
that the children might be hit, he said. 
Cyrus said police also decided against 
using tear gas because the youngsters 
were still in the house. 

Crum released the 14-year-old girl 
shortly before midnight but kept the 
other children inside with him. police 
said. 

The standoff continued until about 
5:20 a.m . Saturday when Crum sur­
rendered and walked out the front door 
of the house with his hands up, police 
said. 

Crum is a native of Johnson county 
and has lived m the area all his life ac­
pording to the sheriff's department.

A helicopter of Jewish Hospital 's SkyCare, of Louisville, the first hospital­
based ambulance service in the Kentucky-Southern Indiana area. landed at 
Martin Monday as an official introduction of the unique service to Martin 
area residents and Our Lady of the Way Hospital. 

Although one critically injured patient from the area was reportedly saved 
by the aerial service in recent months, Monday's appearance marked a 
more formal demonstration of the availability of SkyCare. 

The service provides rapid transportation for critically injured persons 
from an accident site to the most appropriate hospital or hospital of choice, 
and emergency transport for critically ill patients for one medical facility to 
another. It serves an area within a 150-mile radius of Louisville and the air­
craft, which carries a crew of three (pilot, nurse and paramedic) and will ac­
comodate one patient. 

No public funds or tax dollars are used to support SkyCare. As with 
regular ground ambulances, the fees are covered by the patients and/or 
their insurance carriers. A lift-off fee of $100 is charged, plus $4.50 for each 
nautical mile from the time the helicopter leaves Jewish Hospital until it 
returns there, regardless of the patient's destination. 

The SkyCare "chopper" would use the Martin ballfield as a landing field 
and city police and fire units would provide landing lights in after dark 
touch-<lowns it was said. 

Gunfire Halts 
Concert; Floyd 
CountianNamed 

While an estimated 500 persons 
listened to Bluegrass music being 
played in a benefit concert at 
Marlowe's Country Palace in Pike 
county Sunday afternoon, gunfire 
broke out, leaving one man dead and a 
woman slightly wounded. 

Dead at the scene was Gary Dean 
Keene,, 31, of Shelbiana, of .38-calibre 
bullet wounds in his back and arm. 
Delores Smith was hit above the knee 
by a stray bullet but was not seriously 
hurt. 

Joe Hopkins, 48, of Harold, was later 
jailed at Pikeville, charged with 
murder and first-<legree assault, but 
was released Monday under bonds 
totalling $45,000. Cash representing 
one-tenth of the property bond asked, 
or $4500, was posted. 

A spokesman for the Pikeville post, 
Kentucky State Police, said Monday 
that the investigation of the shooting 
had not established the cause. State 
Detective George Bailey is in­
vestigating the case. 

Although the nightclub wa~ filled by 
a near-capacity crowd, comparatively 
few witnessed the shooting after the 
first shot was fired. Most, one of those 
prP.sent said, were on the floor. One 
youth told of seeing two men running 
across the room, angling toward each 
other. One, he said, skidded into a 
chair, which collapsed, and he fell. The 
shooting followed. Another witness 
said after the first two shots were fired 
there was a momentary pause, then 
three more.

In Moore Death, Court Holds 
Hall Guilty of Manslaughter 

A Circuit Court jury yesterday 
(Tuesday) found Price Hall, 39, of 
McDowell, guilty of first-degree 
manslaughter in the shooting death 
last summer of Ed Ray "Panhandle" 
Moore, 53, and recommended that he 
serve a 10-year pen term. 

Hall was also convicted of assault 
''under extreme emotional distur­
bance" in the shooting of Moore's two 
sons, James, 28, and Ricky, 22. The 
jury fixed a one year sentence on each 
count and recommended that all three 
terms be concurrent. 

The verdicts came after more than 
three hours of deliberation at the end of 
11~ days of testimony before Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley. They represent 
the least charges on which Hall could 
have been convicted under the court's 
instructions and the least penalties 
which the law provides. 

From the beginning of the trial, the 
essential facts of the case were not in 
question. Witnesses testified that 
Moore and Hall, once fast friends, had 
had a falling-out some months 
previously and that they exchanged 
angry words outside a McDowell 
grocery stOre where Hall had gone to 
buy a sandwich around 11 a.m. last 
June 14. 

The men left the scene separately 
but met again about 10 minutes later on 
a stretch of roadway at the mouth of 
FrasW'e's Creek, Moore now accom­
panied by his sons in a pickup, Hall 
already standing by his pickup about 90 
feet away. 

Scarcely had the Moores come to a 
halt when shots rang out, the elder 
Moore fell dead and the sons, hit by 
gunfire, fled the scene. 

As prosecution witnesses told the 
story, Hall, with three loaded weapons 
and a large stock of ammunition in the 
cab of his truck, lay in wait for the 
Moores, bent on settling his feud with 
them. He opened fire without provoca­
tion, felling the father, shooting at the 
sons as they fled, and then pumping 
more rounds into the elder Moore's in­
ert body, they said. 

Two witnesses told of Hall's then 
waving above his head the gun he had 
used last and asking aloud, "Are there 
any more of them?'' 

In asking for a murder conviction, 
Prosecutor James Allen urged the jury 
to "show that we will not tolerate 
someone ta!Ung the law into his own 
hands." 

"Let the word go out that we are not 
going to tolerate someone shooting 
someone down in cold blood," he said. 

Public Defender Ned Pillersdorf, 
representing Hall, thought the jW'y 
should be sending out a different 
message. "Panhandle" Moore was a 
well-known bully whom Hall, a simple 

. and unassuming character, had every 
reason to fear. When the three men ap­
proached him-all tall figures, the sons 
stockily-built as well-Hall believed he 
would be killed and shot the men in 
self-<lefense, Pillersdorf argued. 

"For the sake of people who have to 
put up with assault by thugs," the jury 
should find his client not guilty on all 
counts, the defense attorney said. 
Hall's action had cut the crime rate in 
McDowell and allowed people there to 
go about without fear, he argued. 

"Let other bullies know what we· 
think," P illersdorf urged the jury. 

Linville Mosley, of East McDowell, 
testifying for the prosecution, said 
that, about a month before the 
shooting, Hall had threatened him 
and Ed Moore. "He said we were 
nothing but a bunch of back-slabbers 
and he was going to kill us," Mosley 
said. 

Cross-examined by Pillersdorf, 
Mosley admitted he drinks "24 hours a 
day, seven days a week." 

William "Buggy" Stumbo, of 
McDowell, said he was repairing a 
truck nearby when he heard shots, 
looked up, and saw Moore fall and Hall 
shooting at the sons "any which way 
they ran." 

Hall then walked up to Moore "as he 
was laying there" and shot him 10 or 12 
times in the back of the head, Stumbo 

Woman, 62, Hurt 
Son-in-Law Held 

Lowell T. "Tommy" Carroll, of Bet­
sy Layne, faces a first degree assault 
charge following an incident last 
Wednesday in which he allegedly ran 
over his mother-in-law with the pickup 
truck he was driving. 

Della Tucker, 61, of Beaver, was 
taken to McDowell Appalachian 
Regional Hospital suffering multiple 

·fractures of the pelvis, a fractured rib, 
and a "nearly amputated" ear, 
witnesses said. 

According to unconfirmed reports, 
Carroll and his wife Kathie~. who is 
Mrs. Tucker's daughter, went to the 
Tucker home on Reynolds Branch of 
Mud Creek to take away Mrs. Carroll's 
412-year-old son, whom Mrs. Tucker 
has been raising. 

Mrs. Tucker reportedly tried to stop 
the couple as they drove away with the 
child, shooting at the truck tires and 
holding on to the door of the truck. Car­
roll drove away, dragging Mrs. Tucker 
some distance before the truck ran 
over her, it was alleged. 

Carroll was held in the Floyd county 
jail in lieu of a $5000 cash bond until 
Monday, when the bond was reduced to 
$500 and he was released. Arraignment 
has been set in Floyd district court on 
Feb. 2. 

testified. "I couldn't count the shots, he 
was shooting so fast," he said. 

State Detective Keith Scott said he 
had recovered from Hall 's truck a 
12-gauge shotgun, a .270-caliber high­
powered rifle, a .30-caliber carbine and 
a large quantity of ammunition. Three 
spent shotgun cartridges, four spent ri­
fle shells and 34 spent carbine shells 
were recovered from the area, he said. 

Scott described the carbine as a 
semi-automatic weapon which " fires 
as fast as you pull the trigger." By tap­
ing two ammunition clips together, as 
Hall was said to have done, "you could 
fire 40 rounds in a very short time,' ' the 
officer testified. 

There was no evidence that the 
Moores were carrying guns, Scott said. 
Deputy Coroner Glenn Frazier 
testified, however, that a knife with 
two 9-inch blades was recovered from 
the elder Moore's pocket. 

Frazier said Ed Moore had been shot 
10-12 times, including five times in the 
head. 

Bearded and burly, Hall appeared in 
court wearing a red plaid shirt and 
blue overalls. Testifying in his own 
behalf, he said he saw Ricky Moore, 
who was stapding in the bed of the 
Moores' pickup, "bearing down" on 
him with a .22-caliber pistol. He saw 
the flash of gunfire and heard shots 
before he went for his own weapon, 
Hall said. 

Holland Hurley, who was working 
with a railroad crew nearby, said he 
heard a softer report, "like a pistol 
shot," before the louder shots from 
Hall's weapon. Under questioning by 
the defense attorney, eye-witnesses 
"Buggy" Stumbo and Mitchell E. 
Ward conceded they did not see the 
Moores arrive on the scene and Stumbo 
said he did not know who fired the first 
shot. 

Ricky Moore denied he was armed. 
A number of defense witnesses 

testified that Ed Moore was given to 
violence. William David Martin, of 
McDowell, said he saw Moore assault 
two men at a fundraiser for Terry 
Bentley, who was a candidate for 
District 3 magistrate in 1981. 

Eugene and Donald Howell , said to 
have been supporters of incumbent 
Magistrate Ed Caudill , were leaving 
the fundraising pig-roast when Moore 
shot the tires on their vehicle, beating 
one of the men about the head with a 
pistol and cutting the other with a 
knife, according to court testimony. 

Hall said Moore once planned to am­
bush and kill police officers he 
suspected were about to raid his moon­
shine still and then to burn their bodies. 
Moore had threatened "Green Boy" 
Tackett with a knife, bragged that he 
once shot a man in Michigan, vandaliz­
ed a mine, and had 10-12 cases of 
dynamite stashed away, Hall said. 

(The reference to a vandalized mine 
referred to the Ray-Mac mine, bet­
ween Grethel and McDowell, where 
equipment was damaged by a 
dynamite blast dW'ing an industrial 
dispute last February, Hall's attorney 
later confirmed.) 

"I knew he was setting me up to kill 
me," Hall said of Moore. 

State Detective Ernest Dudleson, 
who took Hall into custody after the 
shooting, said Hall told him, "They 
were coming to get me. I got them 
first." 

Road Fund Seen, 
Picketing Ends 

Two coal operators will contribute to 
a fund to maintain the road at the head 
of Little Mud Creek, according to an 
agreement worked out between the 
operators and some area residents . 

The arrangement comes at the end 
of a month-long standoff between the 
operators and homeowners who com­
plained that coal traffic had so damag­
ed the unpaved road they could not 
drive their cars over it. 

The residents picketed the road and 
were last month restrained by circuit 
court order from blocking traffic, the 
suit filed by Floyd fiscal court naming 
Ballard Williams and "others 
unknown" as defendants. 

Further complaints that the pickets 
were obstructing traffic led to the pre­
sent agreement, according to which 
the fiscal court consented to lay 1500 
tons of stone and gravel on the road. A 
citizens' committee will be organized 
to set up a fund to maintain the road, 
and coal operators Emmitt Lawson 
and Kenneth Allen will contribute to it. 

Lawson will give to the fund about 
six cents for every ton of coal hauled 
and Allen about three cents a ton. As 
long as the agreement is being 
honored, the residents agree to take 
down their picket line.

Documentary Probes 
Unsolved Murders 

A public television documentary air­
ing Monday, January 24, at 8 p.m. on 
KET, raises new questions about the 
1979 murder of five anti-Ku Klux Klan 
demonstrators in North Carolina. The 
hour-program. "88 Seconds in Greens­
boro," is part of the new public TV 
documentary series, "Frontline," an­
chored by NBC News Correspondent 
Jessica Savitch. 

Although arrests were made in con­
nection with the 1979 killings of Com­
munist Workers Party members at an 
anti-Klan demonstration in Greens­
boro, North Carolina, those charged 
were acquitted. A federal grand jury 
continues to deliberate the case. 

"88 Seconds in Greensboro" is the 
first report to date to use footage from 
all four TV stations which had cameras 
at the anti-Klan rally. In addition, 
reporter James Reston, Jr., presents 
an exclusive interview with Ed 
Dawson, the man whom police paid to 
infiltrate the Klan and who ended up 
playing a questionable role in the 
Klan/Nazi attack on the Communist 
Workers Party protesters. 

The documentary uncovers a se­
quence of events which formed a pro­
vocative pattern leading up to the kill­
ings and raises questions about the 
widespread use of covert police in­
formers and controls over their ac­
tivities. "88 Seconds in Greensboro" 
was produced by Network Features 
Productions.

class of 24, in training now, will 
graduate next March 11. 

Enrollment for this latest class is ex­
pected to be about 50·60 cadets, and 
state police are hoping that it will in­
clude a representative number of 
minorities and females. State Police 
Commissioner Billy G. Wellman said 
that a minority recruitment team is 
already being organized with that 
specific purpose in mind. 

The almost back-to back recruiting 
effort which has been underway since 
last spring has been aimed at bringing 
trooper manpower back up to its 
authorized strength of 1,005. Currently, 
the force number is 930. 

Interested applicants are being en­
couraged to contact the nearest state 
police post, the driver testing stations 
at Louisville or Lexington and by call­
ing the officer in charge of the 
recruiting program, Capt. Tommy C. 
Fields. at (502 l 564-6614. Fields said 
that anyone whose name appeared on a 
prior eligibility list will also be re­
quired to re-apply and go through the 
testing process again. 

Minimum qualifications for applica­
tion are as follows : 

*Must be between 21 and 30 years of 
age, a resident of Kentucky and have 
valid Kentucky driver's license.

Reclamation Jobs On 
Hazard Meet Agenda 

Public meetings on the state's se­
cond annual grant application package 
of specific reclamation projects for 
Kentucky will be held in mid-January 
in Hazard and Madisonville, officials of 
the state Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet have 
announced. 

The meetings have been scheduled to 
receive public comment on the 
package before its submission to the 
federal Office of Surface Mining. 

Part of a program developed by the 
Division of Abandoned Lands to 
reclaim Kentucky's abandoned mined 
lands and to control or abate the 
adverse effects of past coal-mining ac­
tivities, the package includes proposed 
reclamation projects throughout the 
coal-producing regions of the state. 

Funds for the program will be made 
available in grants from the U.S. 
Department of the Interior's Office of 
Surface Mining. Revenue for these 
grants comes from fees collected from 
Kentucky coal operators by the federal 
government on each ton of coal produc­
ed in Kentucky.

Exercise with No Sweat 

Carolyn Childers and Sherry Shepherd are pictured with 
E.M.S. equipment. 

E.M.S- No, it's not a federal agency, 
nor is it some dread disease. It stands 
for Electronic Muscle Stimulation, and 
it may just be the easiest form of "ex­
ercise" yet devised. 

The technique, which involves induc­
ing subtle muscle contractions through 
application of a low voltage electrical 
current, requires nothing of the flab­
conscious client more strenous than 
stretching out on a padded table. And, 
it works. 

Sherry and Randy Shepherd, 
Carolyn and Terry Childers, who have 
invested in the sophisticated (and ex­
pensive) E.M.S. equipment, are often 
met by the reaction, "It sounds too 
good to be true." They agree, but they 
also stress that it is true. 

"Treatments" include a series of 45 
minute sessions, which, when concen­
trated on the abdominal section, accor­
ding to Randy Shepherd, are the 
equivalent of 1,000 sit-ups. Electrical 
contacts can be placed on any point of 
the body for "spot" reducing, he 
stressed. 

Although their business, "The 
Ultimate Image," just south of Allen, 
has been open only a week, the results 
of the E.M.S., according to the pro­
prieters, have been impressive. One 
Dwale woman lost two inches from her 
waist the first session, and another, 
who stopped by while the interview for 
this story was in progress, said she lost 
a total of four inches from different 
areas of her body at the first session. 

Owners of the operation are certified 
for E. M.S. and contend that the techni­
que is safe. They stress that the 
machine is F.D.A. -approved and the 
E.M.S. is used by medical physical 
therapy units and scores of athletic 
programs. utilizing only 18 volts (in 
the form of two 9-volt batteries), risk of 
shock is eliminated and Randy 
Shepherd said the current penetrates 
only to the muscle layer. "If anyone 
comes in with doubts about the safety 
of the technique, we encourage them to 
first satisfy themselves by talking with 
their doctor," Shepherd said. 

Shepherd emphasized that E.M.S. is 
used only for toning of the muscles, 
although another similar machine is 
available for building muscle bulk and 
strength. "It's not meant to be a 
replacement for physical activity as 
far as cardio-pulmonary benefits are 
concerned," he said. 

The Ultimate Image also boasts a 
sun-tanning booth which Shepherd 
describes as "one of the most advanc­
ed in the world." Tanning by means of 
ultraviolet "A" type rays, damaging 
frequencies as are found in sunlight 
are eliminated, according to Shepherd, 
so that tanning is accomplished with­
out burning and usual skin cancer 
risks . 

(Another business. due to open soon, 
which will utilize a similar type of 
E .M.S. equipment and program, is 
"The Home of Body Tone, " to be 
located in Prestonsburg and operated 
by Billie H. Elswick.)

For New Money-Saving Ideas 

Twelve state employees received 
cash awards and certificates of 
recognition for their money-saving 
ideas in a ceremony held in the Capitol 
rotunda, Jan. 4. 

Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. made the 
presentations on behalf of the Ken­
tucky Employees Suggestion System, 
an incentive program created to 
reward employees who find ways to 
save money through efficiency and 
safety measures at work. 

Six of the 12 award winning sugges­
tions dealt with improving ad­
ministrative efficiency through 
redesign, consolidation, or re-use of 
state-used forms; one saved time and 
money by improving verification 
methods in child support welfare; 
another reduced postage and supply 
costs by using smaller and lighter 
weight envelopes. Using an existing 
computer report because the means 
for producing information essential to 
another federally required report-and 
reduced the time for compiling it by 50 
percent. 

Other money-savers included pur­
chasing a sewing machine to repair pa­
tients' damaged clothing at the Ken­
tucky Correctional Psychiatric Center 
in LaGrange; distribution of generic 
cigarettes rather than brand-name 
products at the same facility; and safe­
ty and efficiency modifications to 
trucks used for highway maintenance 
in the Department of Highw(iyS.

The company then is given exclusive rights to the 
drug for seventeen years. After this period of exclusivi­
ty has expired, other drug companies are allowed to 
manufacture the drug under other brand names or 
under the drug's generic or common name. In most 
cases, the cost of the generic drug is lower than the 
branded item. In most states, with doctor approval, 
pharmacists are permitted to dispense a generic drug 
instead of the branded product. However, be aware that 
not all multi-source drugs are "thereapeutically 
equivalent" , meaning that they have the same effect on 
the body.

- Gain on Sale of Principal 
esidence : Taxpayers can exclude up 

to $125,000 of gain from the sale of their 
principal residences after July 20, 1981, 
if they were age 55 or over and met cer­
tain other tests. 

- Charitable Contributions: Persons 
making charitable contributions are 
entitled to take a deduction of 25 per­
cent of the contributions up to a max­
imum of $25 ($12.50 for anyone married 
filing separately) even if they do not 
itemize. 

- Working Couples : When both 
spouses work and file a joint return for 
1982, they can deduct five percent, but 
not more 'than $1,500, of the qualified 
earned income of the spouse with the 
lesser earnings. 

-Child and Dependent Care Credit:

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America Goes Crazy Over Quilts 

Americans are going crazy over American quilts, both old and new in a kaleidoscopic variety of dazzling 
patterns. Residents of Patrick County. N.C., work on a traditional design. The Smithsonian 's collection at 
the National Museum of American History includes the three pictured quilts.

It's a crazy thing about quilts. 
They 're warm- and yet they're "hot." 
They 're perfectly at home in bed-or 
showing off on the wall. 

From the Blue Ridge Mountains to, 
yes, the Hawaiian Islands, where hand· 
stitched quilts sport a tropical look of 
floral design and color, interest 
in- and affection for-the American 
quilt is as boundless as the variety of 
kaleidoscopic patterns that now dazzle 
countless aficionados and quilters 
alike. 

The American quilt, moreover, has 
become the Cinderella of the art world, 
rising in the past few years from its 
humble patchwork roots to places of 
prestige in prominent museums and 
art galleries. What was once con­
sidered a functional homespun craft is 
now often looked upon as something 
more, the fabric equivalent of fine 
paintings. " A number of modern ar­
tists are choosing quiltmaking as a 
medium of expression," Doris 
Bowman. specialist for the Smithso­
nian 's 300-piece quilt collection, says. 
" It's amazing how many beautiful 
quilts are being made. " 

There 's also international attention 
to quilts made in the U.S.A. "You can 
go to London, Paris, Tokyo, Milan- all 
have shops selling American quilts," 
Robert Bishop, director of the Museum 
of American Folk Art in New York Ci­
ty. reports. " They're used in contem­
porary living as art ; they rarely get to 
bed" 

At home, the American craving for 
both antique and contemporary quilts, 
the latter based on traditional patterns 
or stunning, innovative designs, has 
created a crowded calendar of fairs , 
craft shows, gallery exhibitions and 
workshops across the nation. A quilting 
seminar offered last spring by the 
Smithsonian Institution was deluged 
by hundreds of applications, according 
to Nancy Starr, manager of the 
Smithsonian's Selected Studies Pro­
gram. Reservations to tour the quilt 

collection at the Smithsonian's Na­
tional Museum of American History 
are running up to three months in ad­
vance. 

Quilt sales in country shops, city 
boutiques and auction houses, sup­
plemented by sales of publications and 
quilting supplies, ring up a reported $50 
million to $100 million annual business . 
At Made in America or Manhattan 's 
posh Madison Avenue, pieced, solid 
and applique quilts dating back to 1845 
sell briskly at prices starting at $300 
and climbing to $4,000. Owner Margie 
Dyer cites equal interest among men 
and women, and about as many 
customers buy quilts for decorative 
purposes as for cozy comfort. 

In Athens, Ohio, Quilt National '83 is 
set for June 5-July 5. The National, 
organized by the Dairy Barn 
Southeastern Ohio Cultural Arts 
Center, Inc., is a juried exhibition of 
contemporary quilts , requiring that en­
tries be " original , not a copy of tradi­
tional designs ,'' though ' 'original inter­
pretations" of old patterns are accep­
table.

reports. Last year, entrants came from 
36 states and five foreign nations, and, 
while most of the participants are 
relatively young , the older generation 
also is taking up the new approaches. 
"I've been quilting for 60 years," one 
woman told Parker, "but this is the 
first time I've ever been treated like an 
artist." 

Not all quilt enthusiasts are turned 
on by the same things by any means, a 
factor that accounts for quilting's 
large, diverse following . "People look 
at quilts in two way'>," Bishop says. 

There are those who are interested in 
the graphic design of the material and 
relate to art world images, particular­
ly modern geometric abstractions, 
minimal, op and even pop, all of which, 
ironically. the Amish quilters of Penn­
sylvania anticipated a century earlier 
in their boldly dramatic designs. 

A second group, usually older 
women, likes to look at quilts from the 
perspective of craftsmanship. "They 
are concerned with such things as the 
number of stitches per square inch ," 
Bishop explains. "There's not much 
crossover between these two groups." 

What is going on here? Why quilts? 
Apparently, it was a New York 
museum exhibition, the Whitney's 1971 
show of quilts, that triggered the quilt 
mania . The show focused on the visual 
look of pieced quilts , recognizing the 
patterns as part of the American 
design tradition . "The art world realiz­
ed that quilts were art," Dyer says. 

Tradition and today's interest in 
handmade items seem to be other ma­
jor factors . Quilts are tangible, useful 
and handsome links to both past and 
future generations . 

"We Americans are now taking pride 
in our own art forms, " suggests Polly 
Brooks, a partner in Appalachian Spr­
ing, a shop in Washington, D.C. Brooks 
rec.alls that, when her store opened its 
doors in 1968, " you couldn't have sold a 
quilt to a man for his office for 
anything. " Now, she says , they are be­
ing snapped by doctors, lawyers and 
architects as office art. " They do give 
warmth and texture to a room," she 
says. 

Appalachian Spring, like other

rural women from around the nation. • 
" We find that these ladies create fine 
quilts as long as they are left to 
themselves ," Brooks says. "There's no 
joy for them when we dictate, and we 
had to stop that. When I open a ship­
ment, I don't know what is coming 
out." 

But the quilts that are part of the old 
rural lifestyle are fast disappearing, 
along with that way of living. "The 
quilt is going to. evolve into something 
different," Brooks is convinced. 

In some ways, they already have. 
Quilts have been, and still are, just 
simple " fabric sandwiches" composed 
of a top layer, an inner filling and a but­
ton layer, all quilted or stitched 
together to keep the filling from shif­
ting. But contemporary quilts resem­
ble older patterns about as much as 
cars of the 1980s look like carriages.

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Pattern names, often as colorful as 
the quilts themselves, reveal the 
changes. Pine Tree, Old Maid's Ram­
ble, Pickle Dish and Hearts and Giz· 
zards belong to an earlier age. while 
Litho Quilt, Rythmetron and #1 re­
sound of today. The modern designs, 
the Smithsonian's Nancy Starr says, 
are "gaspingly beautiful" in their 
paradoxical use of "painful color com­
binations. " 

"Though there still is strong interest 
in traditional quiltmg, modern 
technology has caught up with the 
form," says Uoyd Herman, director of 
the Smithsonian's Renwick Gallery, a 
national showcase for design, crafts 
and decorative arts. Artists have turn­
ed to such non-traditional quilting 
materials as plastic, beads, laminated 
mylar, paper and, in at least one case, 
gum wrappers! Rubber stamps, photo 
copy machines and silk-screens-all 
are being used now for printing both 
traditional and newer quilt materials. 
But one "quilt" made of stained glass 
was rejected last year by Quilt Na­
tional. "We didn't want to handle it," 
Pam Parker laughs. 

Like so many other aspects of 
American life, American life, 
American quilts are subjects of con­
troversy. Debate simmers over 
whether there have been and are 
strong regional differences in the quilt 
world and whether earlier Americans 
realized that their handiwork had ar­
tistic value. 

One vieY..'J)Oint, beld by Margie Dyer 
and others, suggests that, for all prac­
tical purposes, there was little dif­
ference in quilts made in one part of 
the country and another. After all, 
Dyer says, as settlers moved across 
the country in the 19th century, quilt 
patterns traveled with them, creating 
the fabric version of the old melting pot 
idea. "Amish quilts do look different," 
she concedes, "but an applique quilt 
made in upper New York state looks 
similar to those created in southern IJ­
linois. Pine Tree patterns are similar 
in Maine, New York and the West." 

Polly Brooks feels that geographical 
variances were once quite distinct, but 
that was long before the age of jet 
travel and push-button phoning. Very 
elaborate, fancy quilts were made in 
Colonial times along the southern 
Atlantic Coast, she explains, because 
women there had access to imported 
fabrics arriving at seacoast ports. In 
Ohio and other interior areas, the set­
tlers had to make do with scraps, and 
their quilts were more haphazard 

Were earlier generations aware that 
they were turning out something of ar­
tistic value? One school holds that 
theirs was a native approach, basically 
utilitarian. But the noted quilt authori­
ty Jonathan Holstein feels the early 
craftswomen knew exactly what they 
were creating. "Always it was planned 
and, with rare exceptions, planned 
completely." And Bishop thinks these 
women did view their quilts as works of 
art. "These often were the only 
beautiful things in a house. It was grim 
and dingy, dark and cold. Quilts were a 
spot of beauty."

Customers shopping for antique 
quilts, one New York City store owner 
reports, are quick to ask how they 
should be cared for and cleaned. 

The problem is that no two antique 
quilts are alike. What is best for one 
quilt is not automatically best for 
another. Some quilts should be cleaned 
while others are best left alone. What 
to do? 

The Smithsonian's Division of Tex­
tiles has published a set of instructions 
covering the care of antique cotton, 
linen and silk quilts. These detailed in­
structions, which discuss fabric iden­
tification, cleaning methods and 
storage directions, may be obtained by 
writing: Division of Textiles, National

Ever hear the country song called 
"If We Make It Through December"? 
This could well be the theme song for 
many wildlife species, but only if we 
add January, February and some of 
March to the title. 

In the natural scheme of things, 
winter and early spring are critical 
times for wildlife. The abundance or 
scarcity of a species may well depend 
upon how many individuals make 1t 
through winter . 

Under even the best of conditions, 
population fluctations can be supris­
ingly great. Research has shown that 
on the average, only 20 percent of the 
quail which hatch one spring will make 
it to the next breeding season. 

This 80 percent loss <or annual mor­
tality, as wildlife biologists call it) is 
due to a number of factors, but the 
greatest losses generally occur in 
winter, when chilling cold increases 
the need for food at the very time that 
food is most scarce. Deep, longlasting 
snows can further compound the pro­
blems by burying foods that would 
otherwise be available. 

But the relatively few quail that do 
make it through the winter are enough 
to repopulate the species, so that by the 
following winter there is again a 
surplus of birds- many more than the 
habitat can support. So the annual cy­
clf> repeats itself, year after year, with 
many more individuals produced than 
can possibly survive. 

This annual mortality rate is the 
same whether the quail are hunted or 
not. A controlled hunting season allows 
hunters to take a portion of this surplus 
population before nature does and the 
net result is the same-a 20 percent 
survival rate. 

We've used quail as an example 
because research figures are readily 
available on this bird. But the same 
general population cycle (with dif­
ferent percentages) holds true for all 
species, game or non-game. A good in­
dex of the degree of annual mortality is 
the species' birth rate. A large number 
of offspring indicates a low survival 
rate and a high annual mortality. 
That's why rabbits, the favorite prey 
species of just about every predator, 
reproduce like- well, like rabbits. 

The key to abundant wildlife popula­
tions is allowing more individuals to 
make it through the periods of high 
population loss. A great deal of wildlife 
research and management is devoted 
to discovering the " limiting factors" 

on wildlife populations and correcting 
them. Sometimes this limiting factor is 
food, sometimes shelter or. particular­
ly in arid regions, water. 

So wildlife management, in many 
cases, is actually habitat manage­
ment, the changing of environmental 
conditions to allow more individuals to 
survive the critical phase of the yearly 
cycle.'

Floyd Countians Join 
In Helping Pay Debt 
Of Brown Campaign 

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr . received 
$10.100 in assistance from eight North­
eastern Kentucky residents in an 
August fundraiser to clear the red ink 
out of the books on his 1979 guber­
natorial campaign. 

The largest contribution by an area 
resident was $2,000 given by Barkley J. 
Sturgill, a Prestonsburg attorney. Ed 
Ousley, Prestonsburg businessman, 
gave $1,000, the report states.

Elswick, an Ashland builder, each of 
whom gave $1,500, and Ashland banker 
G.B. Johnson Jr ., who contributed 
$1,100. 

Ashland contractor E.B. Lowman 
was listed as giving $1,100.
