Filing Deadline 
Here, March 30 

If you're planning to run for city 
council, you will need to file with the 
County Clerk for the May primary 
election, Prestonsburg City Manager 
David Evans reminded potential can­
didates this week. 

While the council election remains 
non-partisan, a change in state law 
now requires that candidates file at 
least 45 days before the primary, he 
said. Previously, council aspirants 
needed to file only for the general elec­
tion in November. 

With the primaries scheduled this 
year for May 24, the filing deadline will 
be March 30, Evans said. 

If fewer than 16 candidates file for 
the primary, all will go on to the 
general election. If more than that 
number toss their hats into the ring, 
the top 16 vote-getters in the primary 
will appear on the November ballot. 

The eight council positions, which 
are f-:>r two-year terms, will be con­
tested . The four-year term of Mayor 
Harold Cooley, elected unopposed in 
1981, is not due to expire until 1985.

Official Says Martin 
Grant Loss Possible 

If the city of Martin doesn't begin 
work soon on rebuilding its water 
system, federal funds committed for 
the project 18 months ago may be 
withdrawn, an Economic Development 
Administration CEDA) official con­
firmed this week. 

Charlie Mason, EDA economic 

development representative for 
eastern Kentucky, termed the situation 
"fairly serious." Pressure is being ap­
plied on the agency from Washington 
to gather in grant monies that have not 
been put to use, he explained. 

Murder Is Suspected 
In Death of Woman 

The EDA, one of three agencies par­
ticipating in the $1.4 million project, 
committed a $500,000 grant in July, 
1981 toward rebuilding Martin's 
dilapidated· water system. The money 
was thought to be in jeopardy because 
of federal budget cuts earlier that year 
and is still reckoned to be vulnerable to 
pressure from the Reagan administra­
tion. 

A grant and loan package amounting 
to $830,000 from the Farmers' Home 
Administration and a $100,000 grant 
from the Kentucky Flood Damage 
Abatement Program have also been 
earmarked for the project, which is 
designed to replace Martin's ancient 
and leaky water pipes qnd insure a 
reliable water source for the city. 

· The death of 53-year-{)ld Zelma 
Anderson, whose skeletal remains 
were found near McDowell Dec. 23, 
almost five months after she had disap­
peared, may have been murder, a 
preliminary report made by Dr. David 
Wolfe , forensic anthropologist for the 
State Department of Justice, indicates. 

Preliminary findings were 1'eported 
last week by Dr Wolfe to State Police 
Detective Danny Stumbo and Coroner 
Roger Nelson, who have Jed in the in­
vestigation. 

Besides broken left ribs, the hyoid 
bone at the base of the tongue was 
crushed, indicating possible strangula ­
tion, Dr. Wolfe reported. 

Miss Anderson's body was found at a 
deserted strip-mine site which was on a 
pathway leading from the home of one 
of her sisters to that of another sister. 
Her disappearance had been promptly 
reported and a continuing search 
followed. 

Coroner Nelson said a complete 
report is expected soon. The investiga-

tion continues, but at this time there 
are no known suspects. 

The Anderson death brings to three 
the number of unexplained deaths in 
the county in recent months. State 
Detective Roger Castle continues prob­
ing into the slayings of Charles Hand­
shoe, 51, of the Knott county section of 
Salt Lick Creek, whose body was found 
Nov. 16 at Hueysville, and of 17-year­
old David Allen Whitten, who was 
found dead Sept. 18 in a deserted 
fishing cabin in the headwaters section 
of Dewey Lake. 

Both were shot, and officers believe 
Handshoe was slain elsewhere and his 
body dumped from a car at the spot 
where it was found. Two "witnesses" 
who have been given polygraph tests 
convinced investigators they were tell­
ing the truth but apparently con­
tributed nothing toward identifying 
the slayer or slayers. 

The shotgun slaying of young Whit­
ten is as much a mystery as the others . 

So far nobody has argued about 
replacing the distribution lines. but 
where the city's water is to come from 
has long been the subject of 
acrimonious conflict between Mayor 
Larry B. Hall and members of the Mar­
tin city council, a dispute still pending 
before the Kentucky Court of Appeals . 

According to an appeals court clerk, 
the court agreed last month to advance 
the case on the docket and consented 
last week to waive oral arguments, 
both moves designed to expedite a 
hearing of the case. Nevertheless, a 
hearing might still be "a couple of 
months" away, the clerk said. 

To be heard by the court is an appeal 
filed by Mayor Hall against a writ of

Expected Rate Cut 
Fails To Materialize 

When the Kentucky West Virginia 
Gas Company announced last month 
that it would reduce the natural gas 
rates charged distributors, in com­
pliance with an order to do so issued by 
the Federal Energy Regulatory Com­
mission <FERC>, but would appeal the 
order, some distribution systems­
Paintsville's and Hazard's, for ex­
ample--<!ut back the rates they charg­
ed their customers. 

Prestonsburg did not. 
Now, with Kentucky West Virginia's 

statements for gas used during 
December by these systems at hand, 
Paintsville and Hazard find 
themselves in trouble- for the ex­
pected rate cutback was not made. 

These two distribution systems now 
must pay their bills at the higher rate 

and must go back to the consumer for 
more money to cover th~t outlay. 

The Prestonsburg Utilities Commis­
sion was happy about its prudent deci­
sion not to cut back on its charges till 
the gas company's appeal had been 
decided and the rate stabilized. It 
reasoned that it would be easier to 
make refunds to customers if there 
was an overcharge than to collect from 
customers later if the cutback did not 
withstand the appeal. 

As it is, the rates are not back to 
what they were before Oct. 1- about 
$1.75 per MCF- as ordered. They're at 
$3.46 per dekatherm. or $4.23 per 1000 
cubic feet. 

Prestonsburg's aggregate bill from 
Kentucky West Virginia was received

FrnHA Rule Change 
Too Restrictive,

Action taken last week by the 
Farmers Home Administration 
(F'mHA> "grossly discriminates 
against poorer areas of the nation such 
as eastern Kentucky," Congressman 
Carl D. Perkins charged in a press 
statement issued later.

The state Board of Education has 
given its stamp of approval to a plan 
calling for mandatory courses for Ken­
tucky's college-bound high school 
students. 

The plan, endorsed by Superintendent 
of Public Instruction Raymond 
Barber, passed by a measure of 7-3 in a 
Jan. 11 meeting and will now go to the 
Council on Higher Education for final 
approval. 

As outlined, the 20..unit pre-<:ollege 
course of study requires high school 
students to take four units of English 
and three units of mathematics, in· 
eluding algebra I or II, geometry and 
one other mathematics elective. 

Those students planning to go to col· 
lege must also take world civilization 
and U.S. history in addition to two units 
of science. The science classes must be 
chosen from biology, chemistry or 
physics 

Harry Snyder, executive director of 
the Council on Higher Education, told 
board members that the pre-<:ollege 
curriculum reflects the council's in· 
terest in strengthening the minimum 
competencies. 

"The goal of the council is not deny 
anyone admission to any institute of 
higher education," Synder said. 

He also explained that senior col­
leges will give "waivers" to 20 percent

Will Enforce Permit Rule, 
DNREP Head Warns 

As of today (Wednesday), Kentucky. 
coal operators planning to continue 
mining operations must file a com­
prehensive mining application, of­
ficials of the state Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection Cabinet 
have reiterated. 

"Both federal and Kentucky law re­
quire that existing mining operations 
permitted under the interim program 
be repermitted under the permanent 
primacy regulations," said Natural 
Resources Secretary Jackie Swigart. 

"It's not the policy of the Brown ad­
ministration or of this cabinet to work 
an economic hardship on the coal in­
dustry in Kentucky, but this deadline is 
one which we intend to enforce," she 
said. 

"The coal industry has seen this date 
coming for a long time. We have tried 
to help the industry get ready for it by 
holding numerous meetings, training 
seminars and mass mailings," Swigart 
added. 

"Originally, federal plans for Ken­
tucky's assumption of primacy did not 
include any transition period. All com­
pleted comprehensive applications 
were to have been filed by July 18, 1982. 
We developed, and OSM approved, a 
transition-process by which operators 
could meet the federal filing deadlines 
while making the refiling and review 
process as expeditious as possible. 
This additional step in the state's 
assumption of primary control of sur­
face mining was added with 
Kentucky's coal industry in mind," she 
said. 

Officials of the state Department of 
Surface Mining Reclamation and En­
forcement explained the schedule for 
the review of those applications receiv­
ed on or before Jan. 18. 

"Because the cabinet cannot be ex­
pected to quickly process all3,200 com­
prehensive applications immediately 
after Jan. 18, we have set up a priority 
system for this processing. Large 
operations and operations with signifi­
cant environmental concerns will be 

precessed first, and those operations 
which may finish mining before we can 
complete the processing will be pro­
cessed last," explained Surface Mining 
Commissioner Elmore Grim. 

"The entire repermitting process 
will take a year, from January 1983 to 
January 1984. Each calendar quarter 
will focus on applications in one of four 
priority groups," Grim stated . 

"Since the cabinet will process the 
applications on a staggered priority 
basis, applicants will be allowed to 
delay submittal of certain technical in­
formation until we are ready for 
review of the application," he said. 

Swigart said that some 3,200 
transition-phase applications were fil­
ed by the July 19, 1982 cutoff date. 
"Several operators have already sub­
mitted comprehensive applications for 
permanent program permits. The first 
of these permits, in fact, was issued 
Jan. 6. 

"In their understandable frustration 
over the current condition of the coal 
market, some operators have charged 
that government regulations have been 
the main source of thier difficulties," 
said Swigart. 

"It is true that permitting costs will 
be significantly higher under the per­
manent program, due to the increa~ed 
complexity of the program. It is also 
true that small coal operations will feel 
the cost more sharply than larger 
operations. However, in 1981 - a 
record-breaking year for the coal in­
dustry in Kentucky-156 million tons of 
coal were produced under the same 
regulations which are still in force in 
1982," she noted. 

"As an agency of state government 
and as individuals, we are concerned 
about the health of the coal industry in 
Kentucky. We recognize the impor­
tance of the coal industry to the 
economic health of our state. Our first 
responsibility, however, is to control 
the environmental effects of coal­
mining operations in a manner consis­
tent with both federal and state law. 
We have done this and will continue to 
do so in a forceful manner.

"We recognize the need to balance 

environmental and economic objec­
tives and have attempted to do so. It's 
not the intent of federal and state en­
vironmental laws to regulate the coal 
industry 'out-{)f-business' and we don't

"Through the meetings, we plan to 
provide information about the 
mechanics of the system and solicit 
ideas concerning issuing and redeem­
ing food stamp coupons from the peo­
ple who use them ,' said state Human 
Resources Secretary Buddy Adams. 

The new system, called the Kentucky 
Automated Certification and Issuance 
System, is being developed by the 
Human Resources Cabinet which ad­
ministers the federal food stamp pro­
gram in Kentucky.

A headline in The Courier-Journal reads: 
"State Studies How To Spend Extra $67 Million in Road 

Funds." . 
Which returns us to a topic which we may be said to have 

belabored in recent months-namely, the "missing link" in 
the four-lane US 23 planned between South Shore, Ky. and the 
Kentucky-Virginia line near Jenkins. 

Why not give consideration to the "wasp-waist" stretch of 
two-lane road between Prestonsburg and Paintsville while 
ways of spending that money are being so assiduously 
studied? 

Although some state officials have had difficulty locating 
this sector of road, it should be well-remembered by them, 
since a court, in ruling for the plantiff in a damage suit grow­
ing out of an auto wreck on it, held that its dangers are so 
well-known the state cannot escape responsibility. 

These narrow, cliff-bordered twelve mi1es of US 23, with a 
traffic load heavier than any part of the road's almost 100 
miles to the north, have such a potential for disaster, even a 
loss of life en masse, that these officials may later 
learn-again through the courts-that its neglect can be as 
costly as improvement of the road. 

There is an alternate route, sure: t})e old US 23 across Ab­
bott Mountain. But there lies even more danger, and it all is 
not in the steep grade and sharp curves. The surface of the 
road there has been undermined through home development; 

. erosion, and ordinary wear-and-tear, and even the protection 
of guardrails is missing at danger points. 

Next to those farm-to-market roads which the state has 
washed its hands of and relegated to the too-casual care of 
the counties, the US 23 situation between these two county 
seats, Prestonsburg and Paintsville, is such that it as urgent­
ly needs attending to as any known to us in the state. 

We are not so provincial that we are not aware that Frank­
fort has an obligation to the entire state and that many just 
demands are made by other sections of the Commonwealth 
for roads and road improvements. Nor do we begrudge any 
other area of the state that may benefit from Transportation 
Department decisions. Yet we insist that as long as this two­
lane mess remains in a federal highway that otherwise is be­
ing modernized from one Kentucky terminus to its other, the 
entire plan for the highway is a mess. 

And still the search continues for a place to spend some of 
that $67 million!

last Saturday, and it was slightly above 
$117,000 for the month, Bill Harvey 
Howard, utilities system superinten­
dent, said. That was at the rate of $4.23 
per MCF, without rollback. 

Natural-gas pipeline companies are 
holding contracts to buy more natural 
gas than they can now sell, the state In­
terim Joint Committee on Energy 
heard in recent testimony. 

"We're getting big variations in our 
supply. and we're getting big varia­
tions in OW' requirements, and we're 
working like blazes to balance it out," 
said William Hoard, senior vice­
president of Columbia Gas Transmis­
sion Corp. -

Jim Rogers, an attorney for the 
Federal Energy Regulatory Commis­
sion, told the committee it will take 
congressional action to bring soaring 
natural-gas prices under control. 

Only changes in the 1978 Natlll'al Gas 
Policy Act will allow federal officials to 
effectively oversee price increases 
that gas-pipeline companies pass along 
from producers to distributor, Roger 
said. 

Under the federal law, state public 
service commissions have no choice 
but to let distributors pass on price­
adjustments to consumers once the 
change has been approved in 
Washington. 

Rogers said the federal agency is 
also hampered by a section of the na· 
tiona! act that allows pipeline com­
panies to pass along producer price in· 
creases unless it is proved they are ex­
cessive because of fraud or abuse. 

The act was designed to let prices 
rise to stimulate production. But the 
higher prices also led to conservation 
of gas and switching to other fuels, 
Rogers said . 

Howard indicated that Columbia Gas 
Transmission favors deregulation of 
gas prices. He said supply and demand 
in the marketplace will effectively con· 
trol prices. 

Rogers expressed misgivings, 
however about the likelihood of 
pipeline companies bargaining hard 
enough with gas producers to "get the 
right price" under a situation of total 
decontrol. 

He predicted that deregulation would 
be a hot topic in Congress this next ses· 
sion.

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State law permits beer drinking and 
sales of beer by the drink on premises 
that have a retail beer license. The is­
suance of entertainment-or so-called 
"roadhouse" licenses-is a matter for 
the fiscal court to regulate, however. 

Concern about a proliferation of 
roadhouses has grown as establish· 
ments with retail beer licenses have 
also sought entertainment licenses 
and, according to law officers, have 
b.ecome unruly in some instances. 

An Auxier establishment, formerly a 
roller skating rink and recently 
reopened as an entertainment center 
known as The Warehouse, was cited by 
Floyd County Alcoholic Beverage Con­
trol Administrator Denzil Allen last 
Friday for selling beer without a coun­
ty beer license and was reported by 
Deputy Sheriff Rodney Holbrook on 
Satlll'day to be open after hours. 

Although the proprietors immediate­
ly purchased a county beer license, 
they still lacked a proper entertain­
ment license, Sheriff Henry Hale con­
firmed this week and, under the pro­
posed ordinance, would appear unlike­
ly to get one. 

Listed on the beer license as owners 
of the premises are James R. Allen, 
who is Commonwealth's Attorney 
here, Danny Hamilton and H. Michael 
Wells, an inactive deputy sheriff. 
Wells' wife, Rita, is listed as licensee. 

Allen said this week that, in another 
turnaround, the establishment will 
open again this Friday as the Star burst 
Skate Center. He had nothing to do with 
operation of The Warehouse and had 
from the start opposed leasing the 
premises for that plll'pose, he said. 

"The state beer license was issued 
against my will and over my protest," 
Allen insisted. "As only one of three 
stockholders, there was nothing I could 
do about it." He has since been able to 
persuade Hamilton to join him in stop­
ping the project, he said. 

Hearings are scheduled before 
Franklin Circuit Judge Henry Meigs 
today <Wednesday> on several motions 
related to the issuance of liquor 
licenses in this county. 

One of the motions was filed by un­
successful applicants who are 
challenging the process by which 
licenses were issued to the 21 suc­
cessful applicants. The group has also 
asked the court for a stay of liquor 
sales here. 

The other motion was filed last 
Thursday by the state Alcoholic 
Beverage Control board, which is ask­
ing that the lawsuit filed against the 
agency by the unsuccessful applicants 
be dismissed. 

Of the 21license holde;·s, six are said 
to be currently in operation. The others 
are still in the planning or construction 
stages.

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mandamus issued last July by Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley. At the request of 
Martin city council, the judge ordered 
the mayor to sign a water purchase 
contract with the city of Prestonsburg. 

John David Preston, Hall's attorney, 
contends that the writ against his client 
was issued improperly, since the coun­
cil had not exhausted its other legal 
remedies. For one thing, he claims, 
Hall vetoed the proposed contract with 
Prestonsburg and the Martin council 
did not seek to override the veto. 

Moreover, the council failed to show 
that anyone would suffer "great or ir­
reparable injury" if the writ were not 
granted, Preston argues in the appeal 
brief. "There were and are no time 
limitations on the funding for this 
water system," he notes. 

The question of the mayor's veto is 
semantic, argues the city council, 
which is represented by City Attorney 
David Barber. Hall, in ;fact, twice 
vetoed the council ordinance authoriz­
ing a water contract with Prestons­
burg. In the first instance, the council 
overrode the veto unanimously. In the 
second instance, it took the mayor to 
court. 

But the question of possible injury is 
anything but a matter of words, say the 
mayor's critics. While there may be 
no time limit on the federal funds, 
there are political bounds, they point 
out. And some fear Martin may be 
close to overstepping them. 

Mayor Hall acknowledges the 
criticism and said this week he is 
''ready to take the heat'' for his deci­
sion. While it would be "tragic" if Mar­
tin lost its federal funding, the contract 
with Prestonsburg is both illegal and 
bad for the city, he insists. 

Under the contract, Martin's water 
system would be joined to Prestons­
burg's at Bull Creek. Prestonsburg 
would sell water to Martin while that 
city's own plant was being rebuilt and 
its water lines replaced and would re­
main thereafter as Martin's backup 
water source. 

Hall argues that the city should 
abandon plans to rebuild its own wate,r 
treatment plant and should purchase 
water instead from the neighboring 
Beaver Elkhorn system, which has of­
fered Martin a much cheaper rate than 
has Prestonsburg. 

Moreover, the Kentucky Rural 
Water Association-a federally­
funded, non-profit corporation design­
ed to help small country water 
systems-agrees with him, the mayor 
points out. After inspecting the city's 
water system last June, Gary Lar­
rimore, the agency's exe~utive­
director, wrote that Martin, in his opi­
nion, "would probably benefit more" 
by purchasing its water from Beaver 
Elkhorn, Hall reported. 

Beaver Elkhorn's proffered rate~5 
cents per thousand gallons-is 
unrealistically low, council members 
contend. While Prestonsburg's rate is 
higher-$1.35 per thousand gallons for 
the most part-its track record is more 
impressive, they argue. 

Should federal funds be withdrawn 
from the project, the outcome of that 
argument will be moot, observers note. 
Martin residents will be the losers.

Reis, representative 
of Cincinnati bond agents Seasongood 
and Mayer, is now not only ready to 
wait a little longer for the reserve 
funds to be restored but is willing to ad­
vance an additional $200,000 in bond 
money for the purchase of new equip­
ment. 

The bond agent's change of heart is 
the result of steps already taken by the 
solid waste agency to "get its financial 
affairs in order" and is conditional on 
certain other measures yet to be ef­
fected, Turner stressed. 

Among the steps already taken: 
-At its first meeting last week, the 

garbage agency's new board of direc­
tors laid off 12 employees and cancell­
ed fringe benefits, including medical 
benefits, for those still on the payroll 
The economies will save the agency 
$75,000 a year, according to one reckon­
ing . 

-The board dismissed its private 
counsel, asked the County Attorney's 
office for assistance in resolving its 
"delinquent account problem," and 
said it intended to rely on the County 
Attorney for legal advice in future. The 
agency was said to have been retaining 
Prestonsburg attorney Phillip D. 
Damron as counsel for an undisclosed 
fee. 

-The solid waste agency has hired a 
fulltime bill collector whom the county 
has furnished with a vehicle. His 
responsibilities include "assisting the 
County Attorney's office in identifying 
persons who fail to participate in the 
system or to pay for services 
rendered." 

-The County Attorney has directed 
agency director David Cooley to com­
pile a list of delinquent customers. He 
intends to begin within 30 days to en­
force compliance with the county's 
mandatory collection law, Turner said. 

Among the measures upon which 
Reis is reportedly insisting as a condi­
tion of his cooperation in raising the ad­
ditional $200,000 is the auditing of the 
solid waste agency's books. The fiscal 
court agreed to an audit earlier this 
month. The bond firm is said to have 
asked that it be conducted by an out-of· 
county accounting firm that meets its 
approval.

Early Retirement Reduces 
Social Security Pay

•amount of the monthly checks will be 
permanently reduced. 

"Payment amounts are also reduced 
if a wife, husband, widow, or widower 
begins to get payments before 65," Kel­
ly said. 

"The amount of the reduction 
depends on the number of months 
before his or her 65th birthday that the 

,individual starts receiving the checks . 
. A person who chooses to retire early

If you're like most folks who are en­
titled to a tax refund, you hurry up and 
get your returns filed as soon as possi­
ble, then just sit back and wait for the 
check to arrive. 

But in your haste to get that refund, 
don't overlook line 20A of your Ken­
tucky tax form. This is the line that 
asks if you want to donate a portion of 
your refund to wildlife. 

This program is now in its third year 
and some patterns are beginning to 
emerge. The total contributions, which 
are divided equally between the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources and the Nature Preserves 
Commission, have averaged around 
$80,000 annually, with just over one 
percent of those eligible to contribute 
actualiy doing so. 

Of the 12 states which have had 
similar programs long enough to make 
a comparison, Kentucky ranks dead 
last in the percentage of contributors. 
However, our average contribution, at 
$7 20 last year, was second from the 
top. 

So it looks like those who do care 
about non-game wildlife care enough to 
give generously, whle the remaining 
Kentuckians either don 't know about 
the program or don' t care. 

But it looks like everyone should care 
enough about the fellow creatures who 
share Kentucky with us humans to give 
at least $1. Since there are between 
800,000 and 900,000 citizens who get a 
tax refund each year, these single 
dollars would soon a<ld up to a quite 
sizeable sum. 

The money from these tax refund 
contributions is used to conduct scien­
tific research or management pro­
grams which benefit non-game wildlife 
and to acquire critical pieces of 
wildlife habitat. 

Last summer, these funds financed 
the beginnings of an osprey restoration 
project. Ospreys, large birds of prey 
which feed exclusively on fish, were 
wiped out in Kentucky by pesticide 
poisoning- the last reported nesting 
was in 1949 at Kentucky Lake. 

To restore breeding populations of 
these birds, it is necessary to take 
young birds from the wild, put them in 
artificial nest boxes and feed them fish 
for several weeks until they are able to 
fly and feed themselves. The birds then 
migrate to South America, but around 
three years later, when they make the 
journey back north to breed, they 
remembet: where they were raised and 
return to the same spot to produce 
their own families . 

Six birds were transported from 
Florida to Kentucky last year, and 
plans call for an additional 20 to make 
the trip this spring. After a few more 
years, we should be seeing results from 
this first use of tax refund contribu­
tions to restore a once-native species to 
Kentucky. 

Tax contributions are also being us­
ed to finance the implementation of the 
Fish and Wildlife Information System 
<FWIS) in Kentucky. FWIS is a com­
puter based service which will collect, 
organize and disseminate information 
on around 1,000 different species of 
wildlife, including the rare, threatened 
or endangered areas in the state.

Building Contractor 
Is Cleared by Jury 

In a case that the defense attorney 
argued should never have been subject 
to criminal proceedings, a Floyd cir­
cuit jury Monday night acquitted a 
Pike county builder of two felony 
charges. 

Darrell Preston, of Robinson Creek, 
faced a charge of theft by failure to 
make required disposition of property 
following allegations by Charles Laf­
ferty, a Martin milk distributor, and 
his wife, Rita, that Preston diverted to 
other purposes money they paid him to 
build their house. 

Another charge, of theft by decep­
tion, stemmed from Lafferty's claim 
that Preston once gave him a cold 
check. 

The Laffertys claimed that, on July 
3, 1981, they entered a contract accor­
ding to which Preston would build 
them a house for $75,000. The contract 
called for a downpayment of $15,000 
with the balance to be paid when the 
house was completed, it was said. 

He paid Preston $51,000 before he 
fired the contractor and subsequently 
paid others $34,000 to continue the job, 
which is still incomplete, Lafferty said. 

Moreover, three creditors have filed 
liens against the house, including a 
lumber company, which claims that 
building materials worth $16,000 have 
not been paid for; a bricklayer, who 
says he is owed $4000; and the builder 
himself, who claims he is owed $35,000. 

Preston, a co-{)wner of Preston-Built, 
Inc., claimed he built 90 percent of the 
house though he was paid only two­
thirds of the contract price. 

Public Defender Ned Pillersdorf said 
there was no evidence his client had 
any criminal intent and argued that 
criminal charges should not have been 
brought against him. 

While his bookkeeping was sloppy, 
Preston was essentially a businessman 
caught with a cash-flow problem in dif­
ficult economic times, Pillersdorf 
argued. If the Laffertys felt they had a 
claitn against the contractor, they 
should have filed a civil suit, the 
defense attorney said. 

The verdict in this case, which came 
after the jury was out 2112 hours, may 
demonstrate that the criminal court 
should not be used for "bill collector" 
cases, Pillersdorf said.

Glaucoma is a leading cause of blind­
ness among adults in the United States. 
Approximately one out of seven blind 
people is a victim of glaucoma. This 
disease which strikes slowly and 
painlessly, most frequently occurs 
after age 40. There may be no symp­
toms and for this reason, persons over 
age 40 are urged to be checked regular­
ly for glaucoma. 

When the disease is found early 
enough, treatment can stop the pro­
gress of the disease. However, sight 
01ice lost to glaucoma can never be 
restored, so it is extremely important 
to be screened regularly for the 
disease. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment is having a glaucoma screening 
clinic on Monday January 24. This 
clinic is a free service of the health 
department and is open to persons of 
all ages but those age 40 and over are 
especially urged to be checked for 
glaucoma since this is the high risk 
age. 

The Health Department will be clos­
ed the afternoon of January 26, due to a 
special clinic being held at the health 
depa~tment.

How close together should our 

children be spaced is a question every 
patient who wants more than one child 
has to consider at some time in their 
marriage relationship. With concep­
tion so easily controlled by various con­
traception methods available today, 
spacing of children will be one of the 
major decisions a couple will make. As 
we consider this question we have fan­
tasies that if we hit on the right age to 
space our children we may produce 
happier, more well-adjusted children. 
Ellen Galinsky, author of Between 
Generations: The Six Stages of Paren­
thood, says , "people have expectations 
that grow out of their own childhood, 
They weigh what they liked and dislik­
ed about their own upbringing and try 
to "duplicate what was positive and 
change what was negative." 

Parents who choose to space their 
children close in age do so for various 
reasons. Some women eager to get 
back into the work world decide that 
spacing their children close together is 
a good solution. Experts are beginning 
to look critically at tight spacing, feel­
ing two years to be too close where 
three years apart may be more ad­
visable. 

Dr. John Munder Ross, clinical 
associate professor of psychiatry at 
Downstate Medical Center in 
Brooklyn, says, "Until two-and-a-half 
to three, toddlers experience a classic 
struggle of trying to separate from 
mommy." Beside the fact that most 
parents find it hard to deal with a 
clingy, negative toddler as well as a 
newborn, an older child may feel short­
changed if a parent is too busy to tend 
to his emotional needs at this critical 
time." 

Even though most specialists may 
agree with Dr. White's viewpoint, 
they're also quick to add that most 
crises can be overcome. "The major 
issue is the p~rents' capacity to em­
pathize as well as the mother's feeling 
of well being," Dr. Ross explains . "If 
it's important for her to space her 
children close together, she often 
develops into an especially skillful, 
sensitive parent." 

If a child is at least three when her 
younger sibling arrives, she's older, 
smarter, and is probably starting to 
separate from mommy. An infant 
makes less of a dent in the life of a busy 
three-year-old whose daily schedule 
probably includes nursery school. Ac­
cording to Dr. Ross, the closer two 
children are in age, the more intimate 
they may become. But there's no 
guarantee they'll become great pals. 
"The possibilities are there for 
closeness as well as for enormous 
rivalry and hostility," he says. "A lot 
depends on a parent's ability to love 
two youngsters equally," as well as 
how harmoniously the children's 
personalities mesh. 

Four to seven years apart, according 
to psychologists, appears to be gaining

in popularity. It generally makes for 
easier but extended parenting. The 
older children may relate to younger 
siblings almost like parents. For the 
younger child, an older :;:ibling may 
serve as an authority figure who can 
help explain the world or serve as an 
intermediary with parents. 

"If children are at least five or six 
years older than siblings, they're part 
of a different generation," says Dr. 
Harvey White. "They may have ex­
perienced very different times in both 
the family and society in general." 

"Seven is a landmark year in child 
development," says Dr. Ross . A seven­
year-old understands a great deal 
about how the world works, and lives 
less with fantasy, more with reality. 
When a child this age or older gets a 
new brother or sister, his world may be 
Jess disrupted than in any other case, 
because by now he has an elaborate, in­
dependent life. Spacing children seven 
or more years apart is probably harder 
for parents to adapt to than siblings. 

"Even when children are ten years 
apart they can still provide a backup 
for each other, "says Dr. White," and 
even when children are spaced closely 
there can be a great distance. Families 
vary tremendously."

Social Security 
Wage Base Up 

The 1983 Social Security wage 
base- the maximum amount of annual 
earnings on which Social Security 
taxes are paid-has increased to 
$35,700, Jim Kelly, Social Security 
District Director for the Big Sandy 
Area, said recently. The 1982 base was 
$32,400. 

Since the Social Security tax rate re­
mains unchanged at 6.7 percent for 
1983, most people will not pay more in 
Social Security taxes this year unless 
they have higher earnings than in 1982, 
Kelly said. People who earn more than 
$32,400 in 1983 will pay more in total 
Social Security taxes. 

Also increasing in 1983 is the amount 
of annual earnings required to earn a 
"quarter of coverage," the measure 
used to determine eligibility for 
benefits. In 1983 a person will earn one 
quarter of coverage for each $370 in an­
nual earnings up to a total of four 
quarters of coverage if annual earn­
ings are $1,480 or more. 

The number of quarters a person 
needs to be eligible for benefits 
depends on his or her date of birth. No 
one can become eligible with fewer 
than six quarters of coverage and no 
one will ever need more than 40 
quarters. 

More information about Social 
Security taxes, quarters of coverage, 
and benefits can be obtained at the Big 
Sandy Area Social Security Office, 
located on U.S. 23 between 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville. The 
te>lephone number is listed in your local 
telephone directory.

Winter and Your Car 
Winter is hard on people and on the 

vehicles they rely upon to transport 
them from one place to another. 

"Our cars are probably in the worst 
shape ever because money has been so 
tight," Wilbur R Buntin Jr., executive 
director of Disaster and Emergency 
Services, said. "This is dangerous in 
several ways, but mainly because it 
could mean more than the usual 
number of stranded motorists," he 
said. 

Winter conditions-wet, cold and icy 
weather-present the greatest difficul­
ty to an engine's operating efficiency. 
Cold weather also weakens batteries, 
making starting cars much more dif­
ficult as the thermometer drops. A bat­
tery check-up and tune-up are very im­
portant in assuring that cars are in top 
operating condition for winter, Buntin 
said. 

If your vehicle is not already 
winterized, these are the points to 
check: 

-The braking system should be 
mechanically sound and all brakes ad· 
justed to ensure equal braking on all 
wheels. 

-Check the condition of ignition 
wires and the distributor cap. 

-Be sure tires have good tread. Or 
better yet, use snow tires. Keep tires at 
the full, recommended pressure. 

-Be sure there is sufficient anti­
freeze in the radiator and that the 
heater and defroster are operating effi· 
ciently, 

-Be sure wiper blades are working 
properly and replace worn blades. 

-Have battery tested and maintain 
water or solution at the full, recom· 
mended level. Be sure battery ter· 

· minals are free of corrosion and 
replace worn cables. 

Special precautions will help in 
winter driving: 

-Take another person with you, if 
possible. 

-Maintain a full tank of gas. 
-Keep emergency supplies in the 

car, such as an ice scraper, a container 
of sand, booster cables, a tow chain or 
rope, flashlight and blankets or sleep-

ing bags. Extra clothing and a food 
supply are also good items to pack in 
an emergency supply kit, particularly 
when planning a long trip. 

-Travel by daylight and use major 
highways as much as possible. Keep 
the car radio turned on for weather in­
formation and advice. 

-Allow for plenty of extra time dur­
ing winter driving. Take the time, too, 
to clear snow and ice off all windows 
before starting. 

Following are some tips for winter 
driving safety: 

Starting-Warm up the engine to 
prevent its stalling, especially when 
driving in heavy traffic areas. Ac­
celerate cautiously and steadily to 
avoid wheel spin. 

Driving-Do everything gradually 
on slippery roads, whether it is apply­
ing brakes, feeding gas or turning. 
Keep speed down and be alert to other 
drivers. 

Following Distances-On slippery 
pavement, keep a clear distance. Allow 
more room than you normally would 
for stopping or for going around stalled 
vehicles. 

Skids-Remove your foot from the 
accelerator and turn the steering 
wheel in the direction of the skid; e.g., 
if the rear end of the vehicle is skidding 
toward the right, gently turn the steer­
ing wheel to the right. Do not oversteer 
and do not apply brakes. 

Stopping-Pump the brakes to keep 
the wheels from locking.

MAI<E A NIGHT OF IT! 
BUYING A PARKA 

With the arrival of cold weather, 
many people are in the market for a 
new winter coat. "If you know what to 
look for, you will be a satisfied 
customer," says Attorney General 
Steven L. Beshear. 

Probably the warmest and most 
popular type of coat on the market is 
the "parka". Before buying one, there 
are four things you should take into 
consideration: the insulating material, 
outer fabrics, how well it is designed as 
a heat container, and how well it is 
equipped with zippers, pockets, snaps, 
etc. 

First, look at the materials used for 
insulation. There are some materials 
that trap air better than others. Down 
is probably the best insulation for 
parkas. Goose down is better than 
duck, but is often more expensive. 
Care should be taken when buying a 
garmet labeled "down." The Federal 
Trade Commission requires only 80 
percent down in a garment labeled 
"down". U you want a parka that is all 
down, be sure it says so on the label. 
Synthetics are often used for insulation 
and cost much less than down. 
However, the same amount of syn­
thetic fill is not as warm as down. 
Manufacturers have come up with 
thinner, more expensive synthetics. 
The thinner ones are best for stylish 
trirr jackets worn in active sports. 
~he material for the "shell" of the 

parka should be rugged and relatively 
windproof. It should be water­
resistant, but at the same time let 
perspiration escape. The materials us­
ed most often are nylon, cotton/syn­
thetic blends, cotton, and breathe­
able waterproof fabrics. Cotton is not 
as durable and it absorbs water. The 
breatheable water-proof fabrics are 
preferable, but are usually the most 
expensive. 

It is important that the parka keep 
heat in and cold out. Fit is essential. 
The parka should be snug and fit tight­
ly at the neck, wrists and waist or hips. 
Collars that stand up and have their 
own fastener are best; knitted 
wristbands are good and comfortable, 
and drawstrings are good for the waist. 
Insulation is important because sewn­
through seams can leave cold spots. A 
hood is especially important because 
one-fourth to one-half of the body's 
heat can be lost through the head. 
Detachable hoods are the most ver­
satile and should be insulated. Metal 
zippers are cold and can freeze up, so a 
nylon one is a better choice. The zipper 
should have an insulated "storm flap" 
to cover it to keep air out. Piggyback 
pockets, with side slits and a patch 

_pocket on top, are best for keeping the 
hands and body warm. 

Finally, look for "extras". Zippers 
that have large pulls are the easiest to

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Gubernatorial Candidates Air Views on Highways Need gravel hauled? 

Call us for the most reasonable price 
in the area. 

Speaking recently at the annual 
Transportation Conference of Ken­
tuckians for Better Transportation 
<KBT>. Kentucky's gubernatorial can­
didates agreed that new funding is 
needed to more adequately deal with 
road and highway maintenance and 
reconstruction. 

"The challenge to the next governor 
and those concerned with transporta­
tion and the road fund," according to 
Grady Stumbo, "is a financial one. 
Revenue," he said, "is the issue that 
must be faced if we wish to make pro­
gress." 

One of the first things that can be 
done to improve the financial outlook 
of the road fund, Stumbo said, is to con­
tinue paying resource recovery road 
bonds with severance tax, as was 
originally intended by the legislature. 
So far this fiscal year, some $36 million 
of the $46.4 million needed to meet the 
debt service on the bonds has been 
diverted to help meet the general fund 
shortfall. 

"We cannot talk about more jobs or a 
better quality of life, about reviving the 
coal industry, about providing better 
local services-without a modern 
transportation system that is properly 
financed and professionally 
engineered," said Lt. Governor Mar­
tha Layne Collins. "We have invested 
billions of dollars and that investment 
must be protected." 

Mayor Harvey Sloane said he is run­
ning his campaign on basically two 
areas- jobs and education. Transpor­
tation, he noted, is an important part of 
economic development. He said that 
Kentucky would have to look to an ex­
panded economy to provide additional 
revenues for maintenance and im­
provement of roads. 

He went on to say that "we have to 
look at greater efficiencies." He said 
he was going to look into whether or not 
it would be "more efficient to have con­
tracts with private vendors" to provide 
maintenance of our highways. 

The major problems, as you well 
know, is funding," Collins said. "The 
best solution, she said, "would be a 
strong economic recovery soon. Cars 
would start selling at pre-recession 
rates , people would start traveling 
again and buying more gasoline, the 
state's general fund would become sol­
vent again, making it possible to 
reinstate the full transfer of funds to 
the road fund to pay for resource 
recovery road bonds." 

"I believe Kentucky's general fund 
revenues over the next several years, 
while down, can be appropriate to 
finance our non-road programs," said 
Stumbo. 

"While bonding for roads is helping 
to get current construction going," he 
said, "it is quietly creating another 
problem. It now requires slightly over 
one-fourth of every dollar in the road 
fund to pay the debt service. Stable and 
reliable financing is needed in the long­
term for the road fund. I say that 
because I personally know what a poor 
highway system means in terms of cost 
to government, in terms of the school 
buses that are destroyed and have to be 
repurchased as they drive in the 
hollers of Eastern Kentucky. 

"Potholes and mud do not bring in­
dustry nor do they add value to proper­
ty," Stumbo continued . "Poor 
drainage of roads adds to the cost. Un­
fixed potholes cost both you and me. 
Good roads will help get the economy 
back on its feet, and a new road into a 
community breathes life into 
businesses.'' 

Stumbo pledged to "work to provide 
continued, stable funding for Ken­
tucky's road program." He also said he 
would help counties get the advice of 
professional engineers, either by 
making state engineers available to 
them in an advisory capacity or 

· creating a program of "incentive 
grants" to local governments. 

Stumbo also said he would make 
state laboratory testing-. facilities 
available on a shared basis to local 
government for materials testing. 

"The next secretary of transporta­
tion," Sloane said, "is someone who is 
going to have to have background and 
knowledge and experience in the area

Each year cold weather claims more 
lives than all other weather 
phenomena, Wilbur R. Buntin, ex­
ecutive director of Disaster and 
Emergency Services, said. "There 
were 41 percent more deaths from ex­
cessive cold over the last three decades 
than from hurricanes, tornadoes and 
floods combined," he said. 

Kentucky traditionally experiences 
the most severe winter weather during 
January and February, though snow is 
not at all uncommon in March. Winter 
weather calls for special precautions to 
maintain health throughout this 
stressful period.

"Some people may not realize that 
cold weather itself, without any 
physical activity, puts an extra strain 
on your heart," Buntin said. "If you 
add to this physical exercise, especial­
ly exercise that you are not accustom­
ed to-such as shoveling snow, pushing 
an automobile or even walking fast or 
far-you are risking a heart attack, 
stroke or damage to your body," he 
said. In winter weather, and especially 
in winter storms, beware of this danger 
and avoid overexertion, he warned. 

If you must go outside during cold 
weather, wear the proper clothing. 
"Whether inside or outside, several 
layers of loose-fitting, light-weight 
wann clothing is better than one thick 
layer," Buntin said. With layers, trap­
ped air warmed by the body will cir­
culate between the layers and act as a 
shield to keep you warm.Layers can be 
removed as needed to prevent perspir­
ing and subsequent chills. The outer 
layer should be tightly woven and 
water repellent, Buntin said.

Headgear is very important since we 
loose about three-fourths of our body 
heat through our heads. Wool caps are 
helpful during the day and also at 
night, especially when sleeping in a 
cool environment. Also, mittens are 
preferable to gloves, since fingers can 
maintain contact with one another and 
provide warmth, Buntin said. "With so 
many people turning down thermostats 
to cut down on heating bills, these old­
fashioned ways to keep warm will pro­
bably become more popular," Buntin 
said.

Two health problems that can 
develop from cold-weather exposure 
are frostbite and hypothermia, Buntin 
said. 

"Frostbite usually begins with an un­
comfortable aching sensation, tingling 
or stinging and is most common in 
fingers, toes, ears and the nose," Bun­
tin said. These symptoms are a warn­
ing. If exposure continues, numbness 
sets in. The skin initially turns red, 
then becomes pale gray or waxy white. 

Frostbite occurs in two 
stages-superficial and deep. If ex­
posure time has been very short, the 
frostbite is probably superficial. Other­
wise, you should assume injury is deep 
and get medical attention as soon as 
possible. 

In the meantime, protect the frozen 
area from further injury, but don't try 
to thaw it by rubbing, bending or 
massaging. Do not rub the area with 
ice or snow-this will worsen the condi­
tion. 

Hypothermia is another condition 
caused by prolonged exposure to the 
cold. "Exposure to cold temperatures 
is particulary hazardous to the 
elderly," Buntin said. But dressing 
warmly, eating the proper foods and 
staying as active as possible are good 
ways to maintain body heat and help 
prevent this condition, he said. 

Hypothermia is a lowering of inter­
nal body temperatures. Signs include

severe shivering, slurred speech, 
disorientation, low blood pressure and 
slow or irregular heartbeat. Muscular 
rigidity is a sign of more intense 
hypothermia. The victim becomes ir­
rational and may drift into a stupor if 
exposure continues.

To treat frostbite or hypothermia, 
get the victim into dry clothing and a 
warm bed, blankets or a sleeping bag 
immediately. Use warm towels, a 
heating pad or a hot water bot­
tle-these should be warm to the touch, 
not hot. Concentrate on the trunk of the 
body, the shoulders, chest and 
stomach. Keep the head low and feet 
raised to improve circulation or blood 
to the head. If the person is coherent, 
give him warm drinks, but never give 
alcohol, sedatives, tranquilizers or 
pain killers-thesP. will slow body pro­
cesses even more.
