·premises. But no dancing, live or 
recorded music, or amusement games 
will be permitted there. 

The single exception provided in the 
regulation is that recorded-not 
live-music may be played in 
restaurants. Nor does the regulation 
apply in incorporated towns, where 
alcoholic beverage retailers are sub­
ject to the authority of the town coun­
cils. If the county government exists 

mainly to keep the roads in shape, 
then-just halfway through the fiscal 
year- its work appears to be almost 
done. 

Not that there are not, here· and 
there, rvads in need of a little blacktop 
or gravel, or grade or drain. But, ac­
cording to the county treasurer's semi­
annual report, almost all the funds set 
aside in the budget for that purpose 
have already been spent. 

According to the report submitted to 
the fiscal court last Friday by 
Treasurer David D. Allen, of the 
$555,843 set aside this year for road­
work and materials, $514,945 has 
already been spent. That leaves a 
scant $40,898 to keep the roads up for 
the next six months. 

Members of the fiscal court, who 
point out that their responsibilities de­
mand a good deal of out-of-county 
travel to conferences and workshops, 
are apparently having a hard time 
making ends meet on their regular 
salaries and expense accounts. 

Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr., 
who is entitled to $3600 for expenses in 
addition to his $28,387 salary, has 
already used up $3585.11 of his expense 
money. That leaves just $14.89 to see 
him through the rest of the year. 

Fortunately, the judge's auto ex­
penses are taken care of separately. 
While no specific appropriation for this 
purpose appears in the budget, $5901.41 
has been paid him in mileage 
allowances during the past six months. 

The folli· magistrates, each of whom 
is also entitled to $3600 for expenses in 
addition to his $20,844 salary, get their 
expenses doled out, like their salaries, 
in equal monthly allotments of $300 
apiece- a total of $7200 since July. 

It is nowhere near enough, it seems, 
to cover their actual costs. Additional 

reimbursements for the four 
magistrates' out-of-pocket expenses 
during the six months amounted to 
$4141. Charge cards available to the 
judge, deputy judge, magistrates and 
personnel officer were used to pay bills 
amounting to a further $6743 during the 
same period. 

Tire bills that might make an airline 
executive wince have become 
routine-a total of $14,161 in a six­
month period. Thefts have been a pro­
blem, Judge Lafferty explained.

Despite Ohio State Prediction ... 

PCC Enrollment Highest Ever 
Enrollment figures released this 

week by Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege show that the college has attained 
its highest enrollment ever. At the 
close of registration on January 18, 934 
students had signed for classes. The 
,previous h1gh was the 906 students that 
enrolled last semester. 

''This increase in enrollment during 
the spring semester is somewhat of a 
surprise" noted Dr. Henry A. Camp­
bell, Jr., director of the college. "For 
the past four or five years, we have had 
a slight decrease in enrollment for the 
spring semesters as compared to the 
preceeding fall semester." 

In evaluating the reasons for the in­
crease, college officials made several 
observations. The current state of the 
economy in Eastern Kentucky is in 
part given credit for the increase. 
Many are unemployed, and since the 
job outlook seems bleak for the im­
mediate future, people are seeking 
training to improve their chances for 
employment. 

"The outstanding quality of the 
faculty and staff and its reputation 
throughout our five county service 
area also has certainly had an impact 
on our enrollment," Dr. Campbell said . 
"Our transfer and two-year technical 
programs are second to none " 

Robert R. Allen, associate director 
at the college, added that "the 
dramatic increase in the interest in 
computer science classes at the college 
has also had an impact on enrollment." 
Last semester, for instance, 130 
students were enrolled in introductory 
data processing classes. This semester 
more than 150 are enrolled in computer 
science classes. "In order to meet the 
academic needs of these students, ad­
ditional computer science classes will 
be offered this fall," Allen noted. 
"Also, a computer laboratory is being 
established a't the College which will 
house approximately 10 mini ­
computers." 

The nursing program, along with 
engineering, secretarial administra­
tion, and management technology, 
which are already popular among 
students, are making additional gains 
in enrollment. 

"The consistent annual increases in 
student enrollment is extremely grati­
fying in view of the fact that a study by 
Ohio State University in 1971 predicted 
the college's enrollment would be 
gradually decreasing, with an enroll­
ment projection made for this year of 
340 students," Campbell said. 

The college opened in 1964 with an 
enrollment of 322.

Disabled miners' fear of losing their 
benefits is a major factor in the failure 
of a program designed to improve their 
health, an attorney connected with the 
program said this week. 

The program, authorized about five 
years ago by an amendment to the 
federal Coal Mine Health and Safety 
Act, was designed to teach miners with 
black lung or other respiratory 
ailments how to breathe pro~rl}. 

Money has been budgeted to operate 
the program in this area since 1979, 
when Highlands Regional Medical 
Center was given $420,699 by the 
federal Department of Health and 
Human Services to hire outreach 
workers in a five-county area, buy 
equipm~t for clinics, and transport 
black lung victims to the clinics for 
lessons in breathing techniques. 

In 1981 the breathing project direc­
tor, who was also an assistant ad­
ministrator at Highlands, left the pro­
gram in the wake of charges that he 
had administered it poorly and had ap­
propriated program funds for his per­
sonal use. After two years, the 
breathing project was still gasping for 
air.

In November that year the 
Lexington-based Appalachian 
Regional Hospital system took over the 
program, subcontracting for services 
with its member hospitals at 
McDowell, Hazard and Williamson and 
with other agencies and clinics, in­
cluding Big Sandy Health Care, Ken­
tucky Miners Health Care and Archer 
Memorial Clinic. 

Over a year later the program is still 
barely alive. Federal officials provided 
only interim funds to keep the project 
going last November, insisting that 
ARH justify certain expenditures and 
generate more business if it is to 
receive the $379,316 budgeted for this 
year. 

Hospital system officials replied in 
December that they wanted to pull out 
of the program, which is now to be ad­
ministered, if it survives at all, by the 
state Department for Human 
Resources. 

"While we agree that the provision of 
services to additional people in need is 
a desirable goal," wrote ARH Presi­
dent Robert L. Johnson to federal 
health officials in Atlanta, "experience 
indicates that these increases come 
slowly through community and patient 
education and are not likely to be 
achieved quickly." 

The fact is, say observers here. that 
none of the subcontractors in this area 
has been able to generate much en­
thusiasm for the program among those 
it is meant to benefit.

ity To Annex Area; 
Loses Some Rum Fees 

On the strength of the principle spell­
ed out by Councilman Bill Ray Collins 
that "everyone living off this 
city ... should pay taxes in this city," 
Prestonsburg City Council voted Mon­
day to annex a tract on the southern 
perimeter of the city and suggested it 
might do the same on its northern and 
western borders . 

According to an ordinance that the 
council voted to have published this 
week, a rectangular section near the 
intersection of South Lake Drive and 
KY 3 at Lancer would be brought 
within the city limits. The area in­
cludes Maloney's store, an adjacent lot 
on which a shopping complex is being 
built, Hobert's Pizzaria and Jacobs' 
Gulf Station. 

Tracts on both sides of US 23 from 
the city's existing northern boundary 
to the Auxier bridge and a section of 
West Prestonsburg including the Ac­
tion Petroleum outlet and surrounding 
properties will be considered for an­
nexation at the next council meeting, it 
was said. 

Already published and awaiting final 
action is an ordinance which would 
bring into the city properties on the 
western side of US 23 at Katy Friend. 

Property owners may petition to 
have an annexation bid put on the 
ballot, in which case residents of the 
area affected may vote on the issue. 

As they have done in a number of 
other Kentucky cities, wholesale liquor 
distributors have refused to pay a fee 
for doing business here and-as has 
also been the case in other cities-the 
city council has backed down rather 
than press the issue. 

According to the city's alcohol con­
trol ordinance enacted last August, 
wholesale beer distributors were each 
required to pay an annual $400 fee and 
wholesale liquor dealers were to pay 
$3000 to operate here. Beer dealers 
went along with the levy but liquor 
dealers said they would pay nothing, 
City Attorney Paul P. Burchett told the 
council. 

Rather than engage in a costly legal 
battle, the council voted to levy on beer 
and liquor wholesalers only the $150 an­
nual unloading fee required of all 
truckers operating within the city. 

At the request of Dr. Garland 
Godsey, Arnold Avenue resident, a 
hearing on the rezoning of several pro­
perties on that street, scheduled for 
Thursday this week, was continued to 
I''ebruary 17, at 7 p.m.

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Where Is the Competition? 
Supply-side economics and the philosophy that price ceil­

ings aren't needed because competition will control prices 
are widely accepted in the name of free enterprise. But, 
however roseate the aura surrounding them, they are 
sometimes more myth than reality. 

Control by competition was in the thinking of the Congress 
when it authorized decontrol of prices of "new" natural gas. 
Besides, the lifting of controls also would spur producers to 
step up drilling activities and make more gas available. And 
more gas being available, according to supply-side 
economics, the price would drop. 
- The same thinking apparently leads the Reagan ad­
ministration now to seek removal of controls from other gas, 
about 40 percent of the total supply, which remains under 
price ceilings . (Some of that "old" gas is being bought at the 
well-head from smaller producers for as low as 35 cents per 
thousand cubic feet. ) 

But a surplus of the fuel is not driving prices down. Nor is 
there any competition that will help the consumer. For Col­
umbia Gas Transmission and Kentucky West Virginia Gas, 
or theii affiliates, literally have a corner on the market in a 
large section of the country, including Eastern Kentucky, 
and any company that might conceivably have an idea of 
price '"'Utting is not even in the ball park. 

A thousand or so miles of gas mains aren't going to be clos­
ed and new lines laid to accommodate other companies, and 
new purchase contracts executed, not to mention old con­
tracts cancelled- not overnight, or even in the foreseeable 
future. 

Then where does that leave competition? Who will, or can, 
compete? Then how will deregulation restore gas prices to 
the point that the ordinary consumer can afford to pay the 
bill? 

The Congress must take bold, definitive action to control a 
situation that is the antithesis of every anti-inflation policy 
that has been considered.

Although the breathing program is 
designed to help black lung victims live 
more easily with their disease rather 
than to cure it, miners are nonetheless 
suspicious of the federal bureaucrat's 
tendency to rely strictly on medical 
tests to determine their condition, the 
attorney said. 

"What if a miner is ordered to make 
another pulmonary function test and it 
turns out to be normal?" she asked.

Lafferty, is paid $1000 a month for leas­
ing space to Floyd County Solid Waste, 
Inc. The rental fee is a bargain, Judge 
Lafferty insists, adding that the county 
is picking up the tab in order to help out 
the solid waste agency in difficult 
times. 

-Democracy doesn't come cheap. 
Just for transporting the voting 
machines, the county paid the Coal Bit 
Coal Company $8350 for the primary 
and $8376 for the general election last 
year. Some 176 polling booth officials 
were paid a total of $3690 for their ser­
vices at the general election. 

-The law firm of Damron and 
Caudill is paid a $5()()-a-month retainer 
to supplement the services of the coun­
ty attorney's office-for which the 
county pays $13,926 toward the county 
attorney's salary, $8946 toward his 
secretary 's , and $7896 as its share of 
the assistant county attorney's salary. 
The supplementary legal adviser is 
needed, the judge-executive explained, 
because County Attorney Arnold 
Turner, Jr. is "hard to get hold of."

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Allen said he had received "a lot of 
complaints" about taverns with pool 
tables. Under the new rule, pool tables 
are outlawed where beer is sold, as are 
pinball machines and video games. 

The alcoholic beverage ad­
ministrator noted also that his office 
could act only on written complaints, 
not phone calls, about unruly behavior 
at licensed premises. Given a letter of 
complaint, he will schedule a hearing 
on the matter. Repeated infractions 
could result in a license revocation, he 
said. 

In a related action, the fiscal court 
authorized the drafting of an ordinance 
that would levy a six percent tax on 
retail sales of alcoholic beverages in 
this county. 

Magistrate Lowell Samons initially 
urged a 10 percent tax at the wholesale 
level , a measure that could generate as 
much as $2 million a year in revenue, it 
was said. However, a majority felt that 
six percent would be more palatable to 
distributors and that local retailers 
would be less likely to mount a court 
challenge than would wholesale 
distributors. 

Under the proposed ordinance , 
revenues generated by the tax will be 
split evenly between the fiscal court 
and the Board of Education. A proposal 
by Magistrate Kenneth Roberts that 
the school board be required to spend 
its share on construction and repair of 
buildings was not adopted. 

County Attorney Turner noted that 
the proposed tax will stand on shaky 
legal grounds. While cities are given 
explicit authorization under state law 
to impose a tax to cover additional law 
enforcement expenses, the counties 
are given so such power, he explained. 

A proposal by Johnson County 
Judge-Executive Frank Johnson that 
Floyd join Johnson, Martin, Lawrence 
and Magoffin counties in constructing 
a regional jail was turned down . 

In a letter to the fiscal court here, 
Johnson stressed the economies of a 
joint jail venture, noting that "Johnson 
county is well situated geographically 
to serve as the site for such a facility." 
But Floyd Jailer Lawrence Hale warn­
ed the court that "it would be the most 
expensive thing you ever got into." 

In other business, the court reim­
bursed Paul Aiken, of Cow Creek, $264 
for gravel he spread on the road there; 
gave permission to Dave Stephens and 
the Leslie Oil and Gas Co. to lay a one­
inch line acr(ISS the county road at 
Slick Rock to the Benedict Chapel; 
allowed Julia May to widen the road 
between her property and the Social 
Security building on the Auxier road ; 
and resolved to consider deeding back 
to Charlie Warrix, of West Prestons­
burg, the approach to the old bridge on 
KY 114 that abuts his tract. That bridge . 
and the suspension bridge across the 
Big Sandy at Knotley Hollow are to be 
removed, it was said.

24 Million Veterans Yet Living Subscription 
Rates Per Year 

Out of the 39 million men and women 
who have served during wartime in the 
United States armed forces throughout 
our 206-year history, three out of five­
or 24.3 million-are living today. 

One out of eight of these survivors 
receives monthly Veterans Ad­
ministration checks in the form of com­
pensation or pension. 

There are no veteran survivors of the 
Civil War, the War of 1812 or the 
Revolutionary War, but 53 veterans of 
the 392,000 who originally served in the 
Spanish-American War were Jiving as 
of December 31, 1982. All but 12 are 
over 100 years old and each receives a 
VA check each month. 

World War I's 4.7 million par­
ticipants are represented today by 
some 368,000 surviving veterans <one 
of 13 who served) and nearly Lwo out of 
five Jiving veterans of World War I are 
on the VA's compensation or pension 
rolls. 

Sixty-nine percent of the 16.5 million 
men and women who served in World

Urologist Retains 
Right To Practise 

The state Board of Medical Licen­
sure last week put Dr. Ernest C. 
Holbrook, Prestonsburg urologist, on 
three years' probation but declined to 
revoke his lic'ense to practise because 
of his earlier conviction on a sex of­
fense. 

He was found guilty late last year by 
a Fayette circuit jury of using a 
17-year-old Puerto Rican boy in a sex­
ual performance. The jury recom­
mended an 18-month jail term but the 
trial judge placed him, instead, on 
three years' probation. 

The probation by the medical board 
runs concurrently with that of the 
court. 

Said Tom Carter, attorney for the 
board: "The board was very impress­
ed with his (Holbrook's) credentials. 
The evidence was that he's an ex­
cellent physician."

But those who do not will be 
subject to action in district court, he 
warned. 

The agency has no plans to raise the 
$6-a-month fee, preferring to enforce 
payment of the present fee, he explain­
ed. 

Also facing prosecution, McAninch 
said, are coal companies that allow 
employees to dump their garbage at 
stripmine sites. Such companies are 
subject to a $5000 fine for operating a 
landfill without a permit, and state en­
vironmental authorities have promised 
to help enforce the Jaw, he said. 

Moreover, the solid waste agency 
will pay a $500 reward to anyone sup­
plying information leading to convic­
tion for illegal dumping. Up to five 
bounties a month will be paid for the 
next two months, McAninch said. 

Other points made by the agency 
head during a recent interview: 

-The agency will take to court those 
who do not pay this month's bill, begin­
ning with a "sample" of 30. The agency 
will not be pressing for payment of 
Jong-{)verdue bills but only for current 
charges. Delinquents will be selected 
for prosecution in random batches of 
30, "until people realize that the cost of 
an attorney is a lot more than the cost 
of a garbage bill." 

-While a system of monthly 
payments was chosen as the most con­
venient method, the county is authoriz­
ed by state statute to add the cost of 
garbage service to the annual tax bill if 
necessary. 

-Landlords should build tenants' 
garbage fees into their rent or should 
otherwise see that they are in good 
standing with the agency. "A great 
deal of the weight Cof enforcement) 
falls on the landlords," McAninch said. 
"They can be a big help." 
-It makes no difference that a 

householder "has no garbage." People 
without children in school pay school 
taxes and people who don't read books 
pay a library tax. As a government 
agency supported by public funds, the 
solid waste system must be paid for by 
all, whether they use it or not. 

-Since a majority of Floyd coun­
tians-about 60 percent-are in fact us­
ing the system and paying for it, the 
public pressure on politicians not to en­
force a law which is unpopular in some 
quarters would be outweighed in a 
showdown by pressure from those who 
believe in the law and want to make it 
work.

HYPOTHERMIA 

Winter is a time of many illnesses 
and injuries. Cold, icy weather can 
ring about heart attacks, frostbite 

and asthma, as well as broken bones 
due to falls. Staying in cold places for 
long periods of time can harm anyone, 
particularly the elderly. Even cool 
temperatures can trigger accidental 
hypothermia. Attorney General Steven 
L. Beshear wants consumers to be 
aware of this condition. 

Hypothermia is a condition marked 
by an abnormally low internal body 
temperature. typically 95 degrees For 
under. This usually occurs fairly quick­
ly. Elderly persons probably account 
for half of all victims of accidental 
hypothermia. The greatest risk is to 
the relatively small number of aged 
persons whose temperature regulation 
is defective. Infants are also at risk as 
are a few adults. 

Elderly persons are more suscepti­
ble to hypothermia for a number of 
reasons. Because of age, their bodies 
may not adjust readily to changes in 
temperature, or they may keep their 
home temperature low because of in­
ability to afford high heating bills. 
They may also be taking medications 
that could increase the risk of 
hypothermia. 

There are a number of ways that the 
elderly can protect themselves from 
accidental hypothermia. Heat the liv­
ing and sleeping areas to at least 65 
degrees F . To cut costs without reduc­
ing temperature, consider heating only 
one or two rooms of the house. Dress 
warmly during the day, eat plenty of 
food and stay as active as possible. 
Take special care to keep warm in bed 
by wearing extra clothing and using 
several blankets. Check with your doc­
tor concerning medication that could 
affect body temperature control. If liv­
ing alone, have neighbors check in on 
you once or twice a day, particularly 
during severe weather. 

Attorney General Beshear warns 
that the following should be considered 
possible danger signals indicating that 
accidental hypothermia could occur: 

A change in appearance or behavior 
during cold weather. 

Uncontrollable shivering; lack of 
shivering, or stiff muscles. 

Slow and sometimes irregular heart­
beat; slurred speech; or shallow, very 
slow breathing. 

Weak pulse; low blood pressure. 
Confusion; disorientation, or 

drowsiness. 
Lack of coordination; sluggishness. 
If any of these symptoms exist, take 

the victim's temperature. If it is below 
95 degrees For does not register, call a 
doctor or an ambulance. While waiting 
for help to arrive, prevent further heat 
loss by wrapping the victim in a warm 
blanket; use hot water bottles, and if 
the victim is alert, give him/her small 
quantities of warm food and drink. If 
nothing else is available, lie next to the 
victim and use your body heat to keep 
the victim warm.

Unemployment Insurance 
May Last Four More Weeks 

Federal legislation signed into law 
Jan. 6 by President Reagan means 
many jobless Kentuckians will be eligi­
ble for an additional four weeks of 
unemployment insurance benefits. An 
estimated 40,000 unemployed persons 
in the state will receive a maximum of 
four additional weeks of benefits as a 
result of the bill. 

Persons eligible for the additional 
benefits will be notified by mail, 
through the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. In Kentucky, the cabinet's 
Department for Social Insurance ad­
ministers the unemployment in ­
surance program. 

The federally funded extension is 
part of the Federal Supplemental Com­
pensation <FSCl program which was 
started Sept. 12, 1982 and will end 
March 31, 1983. 

Human Resources Secretary Buddy 
Adams explained that the new four­
week extension and two earlier exten­
sions will allow many persons now 
receiving unemployment insurance 
benefits to collect benefits for over a 
year. 

Including this latest round of exten­
sions, a total of 53 weeks of insurance 
benefits can be collected by some peo­
ple currently unemployed. The exten­

'sions are in addition to the 26-week 
state unemployment insurance pro­
gram.

Needed by Hospitals

Hospitals must keep a larger supply 
of blood on hand than what is actually 
needed so they can meet an unan­
ticipated increase in demand for all 
types of blood or for a certain blood 
type. This happens when there is an in­
crease in the number of surgical and 
emergency patients entering the 
hospital. 

Your blood can be used for almost 
anyone who needs it. Although most 
patients receive blood transfusions of 
their own blood type, another blood 
type can be substituted if the patient's 
and donor's blood types are compati­
ble. This is usually done in emergen­
cies; for example, when a patient's 
blood type is unknown or if there isn't 
enough blood of his own type available. 

No other type can be used for more 
people than Type 0. Because of 
substances present in Types A, B or AB 
blood, but not in Type 0, blood from 0 
donors can be given to persons with 
Types A, B., AB and 0 blood. 

About 85% of the population has Rh 
positive blood, which can only be used 
for others with Rh positive blood. The 
rest has Rh negative blood, which can 
be used for both Rh positive and Rh 
negative patients, as long as the 
donor's and recipient's letter blood 
types are compatible. 

This makes people with 0 negative 
blood "universial donors." But 0 
positive donor,s are important, too, 
because they can give blood for per­
sons with A positive, B positive, AB 
positive and 0 positive blood.

Group Urg~s Rules 
For Nursing Homes 

A citizens' group is urging the adop­
tion of the proposed regulations to im­
plement the Nursing Home Reform 
Bill. 

In a letter to Human Resources 
Secretary Buddy Adams, the Institute 
for Aging, an 11-member advisory 
group to the Cabinet for Human 
Resources, commended him on there­
cent changes in the proposed regula­
tions. 

"Your efforts to get input from all in­
terested parties has produced signifi­
cant changes:'' the letter said. 

The Institute strongly endorsed the 
following two changes: 

-Deleting language that would have 
restricted access to nursing homes by 
the cabinet's nursing home om­
budsman ; and 

-Inserting language establishing 
that an appeal of a rating by a nursing 
home could not interfere with the 
cabinet's ability to use its present en­
forcement powers to correct deficiE\11-
cies. 

The Institute for Aging said it is im­
portant to get the regulation adopted 
and gain experience implementing the 
law before the 1984 session oi the Ken­
tucky Legislature. 

"While we think the regulations 
reflect what's in the law, if experience 
shows they are not adequate to protect 
the well-being and safety of Kentucky 
nursing home residents, then we must 
go back to the 1984 Legislature and 
strengthen the law as well as the 
regulations," wrote Barbara Sandford, 
chairperson of the Institute for Aging.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF 

PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY 
AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 8-82 
RELATING TO ALCOHOL CONTROL. 

WHEREAS: It has been determined 
by the City Council of the City of 
Prestonsburg that the fee being charg­
ed malt beverage and wholesale liquor 
dealers is too high; and, 

WHEREAS: New rates have been 
developed and considered; NOW 

THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED 
BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CI­
TY OF PRESTONSBURG AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1: Section 2.32 of or­
dinance no. 8-82 enacted August 23, 
1982 is hereby deleted and in lieu 
thereof said section shall read as 
follows: 

"2.32 Every person, firm, or corpora­
lion who engages in the business of 
wholesale malt beverage distributor, 
as defined in KRS 243.180, within the 
corp<;>rate boundaries of the City shall 
pay in advance to the City Clerk an 
annual fee of ONE-HUNDRED and 
FIFTY DOLLARS <$150.00) as an 
unloading license fee in the City"_ 

SECTION 2: Section 2.33 of Or­
dinance no. 8-82 enacted August 23, 
1982 is hereby deleted and in lieu 
thereof said section shall read as 
follows : 

"2.33 Every person, firm, or corpora­
tion who engages in the business of 
wholesale liquor dealer, as defined in 
KRS 243.170, within the boundaries of 
the City shall pay to the City Clerk an 
annual fee of ONE-HUNDRED and 
FIFTY DOLLARS ($150.00) as an 
unloading license fee in the City"_ 

SBCTION 3: Section 4.1 (a) of or­
dinance 8-82 enacted August 23, 1982 is 
hereby deleted and in lieu thereof said 
section shall read as follows: 

"4.Ha l A regulatory license fee is 
imposed on the gross retail receipts of 
alcoholic beverage of each license 
issued under Section 2. Said license fee 
for the effective date shall be five (5) 
percent; thereafter, the Board of the 
City Council shall adopt at the budget 
adoption for the fiscal year 1983-84, and 
each year thereafter, such percentage 
rates as shall be reasonably estimated 
to insure full reimbursement to the Ci­
ty for the cost of any additional polic­
ing, regulatory or administrative ex­
penses, related to the sale of alcoholic 
beverages. Such fee shall be in addition 
to any other tax, fee or license permit­
ted by law, but a credit against such 
fee shall be allowed in an amount equal 
to the license or fee imposed under Sec­
tion 2 and such regulatory fee shall be 
applied annually from July 1, 1983". 

SECTION 4: All other provisions of 
ordinance 8-82 enacted August 23, 1982 
with respect to Alcohol Control Rules 
and Regulations are hereby adopted 
and incorporated herein the same as if 
all the provisions of each respective or­
dinance were set out in length herein. 

SECTION 5: All ordinances or parts 
of ordinances in conflict herewith are 
hereby repealed to conform with this 
ordinance amendment and are ex­
pressly repeal('d to the extent of such 
conflict. 

SECTION 6: This Ordinance shall 
take full effect after its passage and 
upon publication according to law.

If you received wages or salary from 
your employer in 1982, you will receive 
Form W-2, "Wage and Tax Statement" 
from your employer. Form W-2 must 
accompany your individual tax return 
when it is filed with the Internal 
Revenue Service. If Form W-2 is miss­
ing, the IRS will not process the return, 
and must correspond with you to re­
quest the form before processing may 
be completed. 

If you have a refund coming, and you 
do not attach Form W-2, or other 
necessary documents to your tax 
return, your refund will be delayed. 
Thus, it is important that you file a 
complete tax return with all attach­
ments to insure prompt receipt of your 
refund. 

Taxpayers should be aware that it is 
not sufficient to file a tax return with 
their own substitute wage and tax in­
formation. It's not acceptable to use a 
year-end pay statement received from 
an employer as a substitute for Form 
W-2. 

If you have any questions about the 
requirements for properly filing your 
tax return you should call the IRS at

Booklet Sums Up 
Open Records Law 

The Kentucky Press Association has 
started a two-pronged program to br­
ing about a better understanding of 
freedom of information openness in 
government. 

In cooperation with four other state 
assooiations, KPA is distributing a 
40-page booklet to city, county and 
school officials explaining the provi­
sions of Kentucky's Jaws pertaining to 
legal notices, open meetings and open 
records. 

The book also contains opinions of 
the state attorney general relative to 
the Jaws. 

Extensive changes were made by the 
1982 General Assembly to legal 
publication laws. 

The booklet was compiled by KPA 
and is being distributed statewide by 
the Kentucky Municipal League, Ken­
tucky County Judge Executive 
Association, Kentucky School Boards 
Association and Kentucky AssoCiation 
of Counties. 

A foreword in the book carries the 
endorsement of the five associations 
and encourages members to "use this 
book as a guide and reference to Ken­
tucky legal publication Jaws and for 
laws pertaining to open meetings and 
open records. " 

Donald B. Towles, KPA president, 
said, "This booklet should make the 
job of the press and the job of Ken­
tucky 's officials easier in the long run. 
Much of the trouble we have had in the 
past has been the result of newspaper 
people and elected officials not being 
certain of what was required under the 
law." 

A second effort by KPA consists of a 
series of 12 newspaper advertisements 
explaining freedom of information, 
legal notices, open meetings, open 
records and open courts . 

The state's newspapers are being 
asked by KPA to use the ads as a public 
service. 

"One of the reasons we stay in a con­
stant battle to preserve the people's 

• right to know and openness in govern­
ment is because we have not effective­
ly communicated the need and right of 
these freedoms," Towles said.

Block Grant Hearing 
Scheduled Feb. 18 

Kentucky citizens may comment on 
preliminary plans for allocation and 
use of funds from six federal block 
grants at a series of public hearings to 
be conducted by the state Human 
Resources Cabinet, Secretary Buddy 
Adams said. 

The block grants are for low-income 
energy assistance, community ser­
vices, social services, alcohol and drug 
abuse and mental health, preventative 
health and health services and mater­
nal and child health. 

Copies of the preliminary plans will 
be available for public review at the 
hearings, Adams said.

ORDINANCE NO. 2-83 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY 

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PRES­
TONSBURG. KENTUCKY, ANNEX­
ING AS A PART Of' THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG, A TRACT OF 
LAND IMMEDIATELY ADJACENT 
TO THE SOUTHERN LIMITS OF THE 
CITY LIMITS OF PRESTONSBURG, 
KENTUCKY 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PRES­
TONSBURG. KENTUCKY AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1: That the City Council 
have the first reading of an ordinance 
on January 24, 1983, and publish the 
said ordinance according to law, to an­
nex as a part of the City of Prestons­
burg a section of land immediately ad­
jacent to a section of the southern 
limits of the city limits of Prestons­
burg, Kentucky, described as follows: 

" Beginning at a line in the current 
corporate limits, said line being at the 
property line of the property owned by 
Ed Music now being occupied by 
Maloney 's. Inc. going around the back 
property line of the tract of land owned 
by Joe Weddington adjoining the Music 
property and following a line behind 
Hobert's Pizzeria and Jacobs Gulf, 
thence going up the side of Jacobs Gulf 
and crossing KY 1428 and connecting 
on KY 1428 with the present city limits 
boundary".

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF

AMENDING ORDINANCE 11-69 
RELATING TO LICENSE FEES ON 
EMPLOYMENT AND GROSS SALES

WHEREAS: It has been determined 
by the City Council of the City Council 
of the City of Prestonsburg that Oc­
cupational License Fees and Gross 
Sales Net Profit Taxes must be in­
creased in order to eliminate a continu­
ing deficit in the general operation of 
city government; and, 

WHEREAS: New rates have been 
developed and considered; NOW 

THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED 
BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CI­
TY OF PRESTONSBURG AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1: The Title of the original 
ordiance adopted 11/20/69 hereby 
changed as follows: 

"AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING 
LICENSE FEES UPON ALL PER· 
SONS ENGAGED IN ANY TRADE, 
OCCUPATION OR PROFESSION 
WITHIN THE CITY OF PRESTONS­
BURG WHO ARE EMPLOYED BY 
OTHERS, MEASURED BY ONE AND 
ONE-HALF PER CENT (11/z%), OF 
NET PROFIT. 
SECTION 2: 

Section lll(a) and Section 111(b ) of 
Ordinance 11-69, enacted November 20, 
1969 is hereby deleted and in lieu 
thereof said section shall read as 
follows: 

"SECTION 1ll: LICENSE FEES 
REQUIRED 

(a ) All persons engaged in any trade, 
occupation or profession, within the Ci­
ty, when employed by another, shall 
pay a license fee measured by and 
equal to one and one-half per cent 
Cll/2% ), of gross receipts paid for such 
service. 

(b) All persons engaged in any trade, 
occupation or profession, within the Ci­
ty, for themselves, for profit or gain, 
shall pay a license fee measured by an 
equal to one and one-half per cent 
(1 1/2%), of the net profit realized from 
such activity. " Net Profit" as used 
herein shall mean gross receipts less 
ordinary business deductions, 
recognized as such, and allowed by the 
laws of the United States of America or 
the Commonwealth of Kentucky in 
computin~ income tax liability which­
ever may be the lessor, but without 
deductions for taxes based on income. 

It shall be unlawful for any person to 
engage in any trade, occupation or pro­
fession within the City without 
withholding, reporting and paying the 
license fees herein provided and re­
quired" . 

SECTION 3: Section VI of Ordinance 
11-69 is hereby revised as follows: 

" ... In the event the estimated return 
showing the net profit or gain realized 
during the preceding fiscal year is less 
than an amount sufficient to yield an 
annual license fee calculated at 1%% 
of net income equal to ~e license fees 
set out below ... " 
SECTION 4: 

All other provisions of Ordinance 
11-69 enacted November 20, 1969 with 
respect to the License Fee Rules and 
Regulations are hereby adopted and in­
corporated herein the same as if all the 
provisions of each respective or­
dinance were set out in length herein. 
SECTION 5: 

All ordinances or parts of ordinances 
in conflict herewith are hereby repeal­
ed to conform with this ordinance 
amendment and are expressly repeal­
ed to the extent of such conflict.

This Ordinance shall take effect 
April1, 1983 after its passage and upon 
publication according to law.

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Formaldehyde 
Could Be Topic 
Of Panel Study 

(From Tht> Ll'gislative Rl•cord > 

A legislative subcommittee looking 
into the possible adverse heallh effects 
of urea formaldehyde may conduct its 
own scientific study of the substance. 

At a recent subcommittee meeting, 
representatives of the manufactured­
housing industry encouraged 
legislators to conduct such a study 
because. they said, it has never been 
medically established that for­
maldehyde actually causes the symp­
toms attributed to it. 

Members of the subcommittee were 
told that the state of Texas is currently 
conducting an independent study on 
the alleged dangers of formaldehyde. 

Jayson M. Berger, testifying in favor 
of continued use of formaldehyde in 
building materials, said the substance 
has been present in the air since the 
world began. But at some point. some­
one assumed it caused various symp­
toms-such as asthma or skin in·ita­
tion-because it was present and scien­
tifically detectable, he said. 

The panel was shown a chart which 
indicated that vapor concentrations of 
less than three parts per million should 
not affect most people. 

Berger also said that most co:n­
plaints have only surfaced since the 
energy pinch prompted people to make 
their houses air-tight-not allowing 
any fresh air into the dwelling. 

Rep. Bob Heleringer, R-Louisville, 
said he could not understand why so 
many studies were being conducted on 
formaldehyde if there is no serious 
danger to human health. 

Dr. Geoffrey Meadows told the sub­
committee that getting an exact 
reading on small quantities of airborne 
formaldehyde was nearly impossible. 

Dr. Richard Fischer, testifying in 
favor of the continued use of for­
maldehyde, said many studies already 
conducted on the substance have been 
misinterpreted. 

In 14 studies on human beings, there 
was no evidence of formaldehyde caus­
ing cancer, Fischer said.

Highlands 
Adds Lab Tests 

A channel expander for the 
Highlands Regional laboratory's 
automated clinical analyzer CACA l has 
been purchased. This addition doubles 
the testing capacity of the equipment 
to 59 tests. The machme enables doc­
tors to get test results much sooner. 
Within one hour or less, physicians can 
get the test results they order. 
Previously, some tests were sent to In· 
ternational Clinical Laboratories in 
Lexington. 

"This equipment is completely 
automated and very dependable," ex­
plained Don Hicks, director of the 
laboratory. "It's great for the high 
volume of tests we do." 

Ten new tests have been added to the 
ACA and others will gradually be ac­
quired as the latest tests become 
available. The levels of gentamyacin. a 
high powered antibiotic, are now being 
tested on the new equipment. It can be 
difficult for physicians to estimate the 
correct medication dosage because 
everyone's metabolism is different 
Patients receiving this drug to combat 
a bacterial infection must be 
monitored closely. Tests on the ACA 
will tell the physician what medication 
level wiH do the patient the most good. 

HDL cholesterol and other test com­
binations will be added to provide a 
cardiac risk profile. These tests screen 
patients for those having a high risk of 
heart attack. 

Another test on the ACA IS a 
pseudochlinesterase screen. This test 
is given to patients before surgery to 
see if they can tolerate the anesthesia 
necessary during surgery. After 
reviewing these test results, alter· 
native forms of anesthesia can be ar­
ranged prior to the operation, if 
necessary, so the surgery and recovery 
1s better tolerated by the patient.

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Reorganized Health Council 
Is Called "More Responsive" 

Changes in federal health-planning 
policies and a move to make 
Kentucky's health planning process 
more responsive to local needs have 
realigned the Statewide Health Coor­
dinating Council. 

Gov . John Y. Brown Jr. outlined the 
changes in an executive order that also 
renamed the advisory group the State 
Health Planning Council. The council 
remains attached to the Human 
Resources Cabinet, the agency respon­
sible for the state's health programs, 
according to Secretary Buddy Adams. 

" Basically , the reorganization builds 
in a mechanism for addressing local 
health and consumer concerns at the 
policy-making level ," Adams said . The 
council will be establishing local health 
planning agencies, possibly in each of 
the 15 area development districts, by 
Feb. 1. "Since l!Y77, health planning 
has been done on a regional level, with 
three health systems agencies serving 
the entire state, " he said. "More 
localized agencies are necessary for 
the council to get local feedback," 
Adams added. 

Of the three health systems agencies 
serving Kentucky, both Kentucky 
Health Systems Agency East and 
Health Planning and Resource 
Development Association of the Cen­
tral Ohio River Valley phased out in 
July 1982 because of changes in federal 
health-planning legislation. The Ken­
tucky Health Systems Agency West is 
expected to cease operation by 
mid-1983. 

Adams said local health planning 
agencies will be instrumental in advis­
ing the State Health Planning Council 
of changes proposed in health services 
delivery and if they are in line with 
statewide and regional priorities. 

Perhaps the most important task 
facing the new council is preparing a 
three-year state health plan, scheduled 
to be sent to the governor for review 
this July. After July 1986, Adams said 
the state health plans will concur with 
the state's biennium and will be 
prepared every two years. 

The long-range planning process 
replaces state plans that were 
prepared each year by the former 
council. "One plan would hardly be 
completed before another plan was 
begun. and there was no time to see 
which parts of a plan were effective," 
Adams said. "The change will allow 
the state health plan to be a health 
policy document to provide consistent 
health services statewide," he said. 

In the coming months, the council 
will examine a number of issues that 
health plan will address . One area the 
council will explore is what health ser­
vices, including medical, psychiatric 
and long-term care, are needed to pro­
mote the well-being of Kentucky 
residents . 

The plari will also list the state's 
health care facilities , personnel and 
major medical equipment required to 

Unemployment Insurance 
Subject to Federal Tax 

Kentucky's Division of Unemploy­
ment Insurance reminds persons filing 
federal tax forms that unemployment 
insurance benefits paid in 1982 may be 
subject to federal income tax. 

Under the federal law, a single per­
son will be taxed if income, including 
benefits, is greater than $12,000 a year . 
Married persons filing a joint income 
tax return may be taxed if the combin­
ed income, including benefits, is 
greater than $18,000. If a married per­
son files a separate income tax return, 
all benefits may be taxable. 

For tax purposes , unemployment 
compensation includes all unemploy­
ment insurance benefits and trade ad­
justment allowances. 

Before the end of January, the divi­
sion will send every person who receiv­
ed benefits in 1982 a form, namely 
Statement for Recipients of Unemploy­
ment Compensation Payments, stating 
the total dollars paid. Claimants of 
1982, who have not received this form 
by the second week in February should 
contact their local unemployment in­
surance office . The division is required 
by law to report to the Internal 
Revenue Service unemployment 
payments which total $10 or more in a 
calendar year.
