Area Coal Holdings 
Said Changing Hands 

Floyd county holdings of Utah Inter­
national are among the properties 
which the mining company's parent 
firm . General Electric Co., has agreed 
to sell for a reported $2.4 billion to 
Australia's Broken Hill Proprietary 
Co. Ltd. 

Involved in the cash transaction, 
which is not expected to be concluded . 
for perhaps another six months, are 
mines and coal holdings in Floyd, 
Breathitt, Knott and Magoffin coun­
ties, large leaseholds in western Ken­
tucky, coal reserves in West Virginia, 
plus the company's coal ships and 
other properties. 

In 1980 when Utah International ac­
quired most of its Kentucky and West 
Virginia properties from National 

Steel Co. for $165 million it was 
estimated that the company controlled 
360 million tons of steam coal reserves 
in the two states. 

At that time the coal business was 
booming, and Utah International ap­
peared ready for widescale operati,ons. 
But a depressed market int~rvened. 
Today. it operates only one strip-mine 
in this county and has three strip 
operations and one deep mine under 
contract. Another large mine was 
ready to start when the market 
slumped. 

Sierra Coal Company is its prime 
Eastern Kentucky subsidiary. 

GE purchased Utah International in 
1976 for an estimated $2.1 billion worth

of the state Alcoholic Beverage Control 
Board withm the next 30 days has the 
board's general counsel "thinking of 
taking a permanent vacation," she jok­
ed this week.

Miners Return 
To Operations 
Near Wayland 

All three of National Mines' Stenson 
coal operations on Caney Creek, near 
Wayland, reopened yesterday <Tues­
day) after having been idle since last 
October. 

Two hundred fifty miners were 
recalled to work . Although this number 
of workers was little more than a third 
of the peak employment there-about 
725-, it slowed the rising unemploy­
ment rates in Floyd and Knott counties 
and was seen as "a definite boost" to 
the economy of the two counties. 

Benefitting from an Italian coal pur­
chase contract, National Mines recent­
ly set to work a few surface contract 
mining operations on Jones Fork of 
Right Beaver Creek, in Knott county. It 
was not known if overseas coal 
shipments led to th·e reopening of the 
company's deep mines on Caney 
Creek, however. 

Nor was there any prediction of how 
long the new work schedule would last. 
Company officials apparently did not 
want to create any false hopes among 
workers. 

"Anybody who does not want this 
kind of operation should be here ex­
pressing their opinion instead of sitting 
back and moaning and groaning," Ron 
Hurley, of Minnie, told a hearing on a 
proposed regulation of Floyd entertain­
ment spots Friday. 

Hurley and his wife, Martha-who 
said they are int~rested in setting up a 
place where people could hear live 
music, dance and, if they want to, 
bring their own beer-were wary of 
one suggested rule that would deny a 
business an entertainment license in 
any community that objected to it. 

The rule was proposed by Sandy 
Boyd, of Dana, who said he was con­
cerned that the county might vote dry 
in the future if owners of bars and 
nightclubs went into neighborhoods 
where they were not wanted. 

Boyd proposed that a five-member 
board be appointed to screen ap­
plicants for entertainment licenses. 
Besides the county alcoholic beverage 
control administrator. who would be its 
chairman, the board would include an 
operator, a fiscal court magistrate, the 
county attorney or his assistant and a 
church representative, according to 
the proposal. 

It would be the board's responsibility 
to check the applicant's record, see 
that the proposed establishment had 
sufficient parking, and inquire as to 
whether it interfered with the 
neighboring residential or business 
community, Boyd said. 

It was the latter provision that wor­
ried the Hurleys, who said it would give 
a veto to church members bent on im-

Twenty one liquor licenses were 
granted here last year, one for every 
2300 persons. The county's population, 
listed as 48,764 in the 1960 census, has 
apparently grown to at least 50,600, the 
minimum required to justify issuance 
of another license. 

There were 137 applicants for liquor 
licenses here last year, 116 of whom 
were disappointed and a good many of 
whom were angry as well. State police 
are yet investigating charges tht 
political connections and bribes played 
a part in the awarding of licenses.

Of 17 indictments for theft, 11 name 
principals of a mining company who 
allegedly fled this county last 
November. leaving $25,000 in unpaid 
wages. Others cite three men in the 
theft of $13,000 from Maloney's Store at 
Martin last November. 

(Also listed are indictments naming 
Alfred "Dee" Music for murder in the 
shooting death of Curtis Hall at .Martin, 
Dec. 10; for first-degree assault in the 
shooting of Fred Greer the same day; 
and for wanton endangerment for 
shooting inside a house occupied by 
Dianna Music, Glenna Music, Linda 
Mulkey and Debbie Mulkey.

Expansion Work 
Of $11.2 Million 
Due at Hospital 

Construction is due to begin soon on 
expansion of the Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, Clarence Traum, 
hospital administrator, announced this 
week. 

The $11.2 million project. to be 
financed by a revenue bond issue, will 
include 47 new beds. a new emergency 
room, an intensive/coronary care unit, 
laboratory, physical therapy depart­
ment, patient and visitor comfort 
areas, and facilities for staff educa­
tion. The surgery, radiology and 
medical records departments will also 
be enlarged. 

The announcement that work is 
about to begin on the project, which 
has been planned for the past four 
years, follows the recent sale of tax­
exempt hospital revenue bonds to three 
unidentified investors. The bonds, 
which are guaranteed by the federal 
Department for Housing and Urban 
Development, carry a 10.2 percent in­
terest rate. 

''>It has been a long, arduous process. 
Sometimes we got discouraged but we 
always kept our sights on the impor­
tance of this project to the people of our 
region," Traum said this week. 

Major construction will begin for the 
55,000-square-foot expansion in March. 
Some site work has already been done. 
Under way is a new parking lot to 
replace the one to be closed during con­
struction and the moving of utility 
lines. Scheduled to begin in the next 
few days is the removal of 
underground pipes from the construc­
tion site and, after that, excavation for 
the basement. 

The project is expected to be com­
pleted in two years. 

Jurors Assert Their Belief 
In 'Law of SeH-Defense' 

In response to an attorney's warning 
that some crime victims appear bent 
on "vigilante justice," a Circuit Court 
grand jury this week strongly affirmed 
its belief in "the law of self-defense." 

In a report to Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley bearing the signature of Larry 
Jervis, foreman, the grand jurors 
asserted their conviction that "a per­
son has the right to use force in defense 
of his self, in defense of his family and 
in defense of his property." 

The right of self defense "includes 
the right to use deadly force under pro­
per circumstances," the jurors said. 

Prestonsburg attorney Gary Johnson 
told. the jury last week of two cases in 
which, he claimed, young men alleged­
ly involved in property crimes were 

shot and seriously wounded by the pro­
perty owners. No charges had been 
brought against those who fired the 
shots, he pointed out. 

Noting that it had "heard reports 
concerning citizens' use of force in 
defense of their property.'' the grand 
jury reported that "no evidence was 
presented that a particular individual 
used more force than was necessary." 

The jurors also recommended that 
the jail be painted and that f!10re lights 
be installed there, that the courthouse 
windows be cleaned, and that parking 
not be allowed on the courthouse lawn, 
and complimented the staff of the 
juvenile detention center for keeping 
that facility neat and clean .

SPORTSMAN'S SURVEY 

Kentucky has a total of 1,052,600 
fishermen and 391,600 hunters, accor­
ding to the recently completed 1980 Na­
tional Survey of Fishing, Hunting and 
Wildlife-Associated Recreation. 

This survey, a joint effort of the U.S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service and the U.S. 
Bureau of the Census, gives us a good 
look at the nation's sportsmen with 
some interesting figures emerging 
from the many statistical tables in the 
report. 

For one thing, the survey shows that 
the average hunter in Kentucky spends 
a total of 18 days in the field each year . 
He apparently likes to hunt a little bet­
ter than the average angler likes to 
fish, since the average Kentucky 
fisherman spends 16 days on the water 
annually. 

If your spouse is complaining about 
the money you spend on hunting or 
fishing , you might want to see how you 
compare to our average hunter, whose 
annual outlay came to $368, or the 
average fisherman, who spent $309 in 
1980. Fishermen spent more of this 
money on travel ($114) each than did 
hunters, who used only $82 each for 
travel. 

The total expenditures from 
fishermen amounted to almost $263 
million, and hunters spent another $121 
million. That's $384 million that Ken­
tucky sportsmen contribute to the 
state's economy, with $152 million of 
that being related directly to travel. 
Around 20 percent of this travel money 
came from out-{)f-state fishermen and 
hunters traveling into Kentucky. 

Out of Kentucky's total population, 
19.5% are exclusively fishermen, 2.1% 
only hunt and 9. 9 percent both hunt and 
fish. This means that 31.5 percent of 
our residents are sportsmen, a little bit 
ahead of the national average, which is 
27.5 percent of the total population, but 
quite a bit behind the state with the 
highest percentage of hunters and 
fishermen- Alaska, with 54 percent. 

The District of Columbia has the 
lowest percenage of sportsmen-only 
10 percent of those living in the nation's 
capital hunt or fish . The second lowest 
is New Jersey ( 16.4 percent), then 
Massachusetts 06.8 percent) .

When Ann Boussan went to work for 
the Kinnie Printing Company in 
Memphis, Tenn., she was employed in 
the company's front office. One day 
she was asked if she would mind help­
ing out in the print shop. She did so, and 
suddenly a new world opened up to her. 
It wasn't just the pungent smell of 
printer's ink, or all that was going on in 
the shop was so different from any 
shop engaged in production. It was the 
activity, the sound, the communication 
between the men and women doing the 
work itself. To Ann the atmosphere had 
a kind of electricity that went with the 
job; not at all quiet and meditative like 
an office. She asked if she could be 
transferred, anxious to be a part of the 
doing. And that was where she made 
her career for the next 22 years. 

Being part of the doing, pretty well 
describes Ann Boussan 's philosophy. 
and when she retired from the printing 
world she suddenly found that she was 
no longer doing enough. Her volunteer 
work with the American Legion Aux­
iliary, which she had joined in 1945, 
was rewarding but she wanted 
something more. In 1978 she 
volunteered to help out in juvenile 
court. Even though she and her hus­
band, James, had no children, Ann had 
a mother's love for all of them. But she 
found the court work she was assigned 
was like office work, and she wanted 
something that offered the activity she 
had found in the print shop. 

She found it four years ago at Le 
Bonheur Children's Medical Center in 
Memphis. Through ACTION's Retired 
Senior Volunteer Program, she 
became a hospital volunteer and today 
the staff at Le Bonheur looks upon her 
as "an institution known and loved by 
everyone." 

As Mary Grogan, director of the 
hospital's volunteer services puts it, 
"Ann works for virtually every depart­
ment, doing jobs that otherwise might 
not be done. She comes in, rain or 
shine, and even in ice and snow.

Who Speaks for the Consumer? 
It's incredible, but the daily newspapers report that the 

natural gas industry has sold President Reagan its song-and­
dance item built around the argument that competition will 
reduce gas rates, once all price controls are removed. 

And it is feared that industry leaders have sold the Con­
gress the same shoddy bill of goods. 

Runaway natural gas prices began with the decontrol of 
"new" gas-that is to say, gas from wells drilled after 1973. 
Now they say-convincingly enough, apparently-that 
decontrol of "old" gas, which hasn't been put on the market 
because the rates have been controlled and are too cheap to 
satisfy the gas companies, will result in lower rates for all 
gas, old and new, or rates with which the consumer can live. 

What else is new? 
Simply make gas a-plenty available and leave competition 

between the sellers to drive the prices down to a reasonable 
level, it is argued. 

It should be pointed out in response to this sophistry that 
there has always been gas a-plenty if the price is right. And 
this question should be asked: What competition will exist in 
the future that does not exist now'? Can any other company 
compete in this area, for example, with Kentucky West 
Virginia and Columbia which have the only transmission 
lines bringing gas into communities? 

Producers faced with the necessity of laying competing gas 
lines into this area-or into Pittsburgh, for example, to com­
pete with Equitable Gas-would be caught in an economic 
squeeze that would remove them from competition at the 
outset. 

The gas lobby speaks and obviously is heard in 
Washington. Who speaks for the thousands of citizens who 
must pay the bill? Unless a voice is heard from their corner 
soon, it may be too late.

30 YEARS AGO 
Scanning our old files , I find that it 

was 30 years ago this week that The 
Times "broke" a story that excited 
some and intrigued the interest of 
many.

Leaders here had 
visions of wealth for the area which 
then, as now, could stand a little 
enrichment of the sort. The coal com­
pany representative soon afterward 
spoke at a meeting of the Prestonsburg 
Kiwanis Club, repeated his statement 
but declined to pinpoint the exact loca­
tion of the find. Whereever it was, it 
was in a coal seam, and the deposit was 
seven to eight times richer than any 
other known at the time.

Seeking help, neighbors contacted 
Floyd County Urban Renewal and, 
although that agency had no funds 
available. its personnel pitched in to 
coordinate a volunteer help effort after 
its director, Anna Jean Tackett, visited 
the house.

Using a neighbor's heavy truck to 
pull down the old structure, volunteer 
workmen, including personnel provid­
ed by Magistrate Kenneth Roberts, 
completed razing of the structure. 
Calls for help and donations were 
answered generously, with materials 
for the construction of the new house 
provided by local businesses. 
Likewise. carpet and furniture were 
donated after the structure was under 
roof, and-a local church provided a 
refrigerator and even a small televi­
sion. In a short time, a warm, attrac­
tive house stood just a few yards 
behind the site of the older structure.

Kentucky operations, with production 
somewhat below that level last year 
because of the depressed market. 
Miller said. The company has one 
underground and three surface mines 
in Eastern Kentucky. It is not 
operating its West Virginia properties. 

During 1982 the company estimates 
it shipped about 13.2 million tons of 
steam coal, primarily from its western 
U.S. operations, compared with 10.5 
million tons the year before. From 
Australian operations it also produces 
about 16 million tons of coking coal an­
nually-for use, primarily, in Japanese 
and European steel mills. 

Broken Hill is a major supplier of 
Australian mettalurgical coal to 
Japan.

Bowling Green, Ky .-"The coal 

miner's treated like the bootlegger in 
this country. Everybody wants his pro­
duct, but nobody wants to have 
anything to do with him socially," says 
a Western Kentucky University pro­
fessor whose latest book takes issue 
with the U.S. coal mining industry. 

"A renegade" among the nation's in­
dustnes is how Dr. Carlton Jackson, 
professor of history, describes coal in 
"The Dreadful Month," a chronicle of 
mine disasters in the U.S. from Dec. 
1907's worst at Monongah, W.Va., till 
today. 

"It's not a very pleasant book," he 
says ruefully. "Between 1838 and 1977 
the coal mdustry killed 121.000 men. 
about a thousand a year. That's too 
much," he says, addmg "it shows a 
shocking lack of care and concern." 

This is the ninth book jackson has 
written on a variety of subjects 

Jackson is Western's Fulbright ad­
viser, has taught social history for 23 
years, and held two senior Fulbright 
lectureships himself, the maximum 
given to any one individual. His ex­
perience took him first to Pakistan and 
then to Iran where he was teaching in 
1978 when martial Jaw forced him to 
return to the U.S. 

Some of his chapters for ''The Dread­
ful Month" were written while Jackson 
was in Iran. "I thought that was a good 
place for a disaster book," he says jok­
ingly . 

Inspiration for "The Dreadful 
Month" came, Jackson said, while he 
was browsing through a United Mine 
Workers Journal in 1978 that belonged 
to his father who was a coal miner. "I 
came across Monongah, which was 
listed the worst accident in U.S. coal 
mining history, and it peaked my in­
terest," said the sandy-haired, burly 
and bearded Jackson, the picture 
himself of of descendant pick and 
shovel. 

"I started looking for materials 
about Monongah, and couldn't find 
any, and when I did from government 
reports, I found it was one of five explo­
sions in that one month alone." 

The knowledge to Jackson was in­
credible, the historian said, spurring 
him on to see if he could find if 
anything had been learned from the ex­
perience of December 1907. What he 
found, he says dolefully, "is practically 
nothing."

Conditions are little better today, he 
say!>, "although in the last 30 yea rs 
there has been more improvement 
from the federal government than was 
done in the previous hundred." 

Research for this book took him to 
West Virginia University's Library 
which has a vast amount of informa­
tion on coal mines. The most original 
chapter of the book deals with the 
Monongah Relief Committee which 
had never been written about. 

Jackson offers solutions to the coal 
miner's plight by pointing out a need 
for a crisis committee that would be in­
dependent of both the government and 
mine operators "so that maybe the 
truth can be told about disasters," he 
says. "Because the way it is today, at 
least I know I'm this way-and I'm 
sure many others are if anything hap­
pens at a nuclear power plant and an 
official comes on the air an hour or so 
afterwards and says there's no danger, 
that's when we can all start sweating.''

The Mystery of a Tree 
There's more to a tree than meets 

the eye. We cannot even see a tree in its 
entirety. We can see only one side of it, 
and must depend on the imagination to 
give the full picture. 

Joyce Kilmer spoke truly when he 
wrote, "Poems are made by fools like 
me/ But only God can make a tree." 

Kilmer realized that God endowed a 
tree with wisdom and in the tree con­
cealed his deepest secrets. He also 
gave man the strong desire to search 
out the deeper secrets of a tree; so, to­
day man is applying the science of 
technology in the study of trees. 

Along comes Kirtian with his high­
speed photography ann makes a photo 
of a tree at a fantastic speed. When 
Kirtian studies his photographs he is 
amazed to see TWO TREES instead of 
the natural tree one sees. The "other 
tree" is the "spiritual counterpart" of 
the physical tree. It lives in the natural 
tree and its purpose seems to be to sus­
tain the tree and renew it, also to pro­
tect it from being destroyed.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY

LAND IMMEDIATELY ADJACENT

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PRES­

FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1: That the City Council 
have the first reading of an ordinance 
on February 14, 1983 and publish said 
ordinance according to law. to annex 
as a part of the City of Prestonsburg a 
section of land immediately adjacent 
to the northern limits of the city limits 
of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, described 
as follows: 

"Beginning at a line in the current 
corporate limits, said line being at the 
current northern city limits on US 23 
and KY 460 and going in a northerly 
direction in the middle of the natural 
course of the Levisa Fork of the Big 
Sandy River, following the river to the 
bridge crossing into Auxier, Kentucky 
and following a line parallel to the Aux­
ier Bridge crossing US 23 and KY 460 
and going to the top of the hill and 
following the ridge of the hills in a 
southerly direction along US 23 and Ky 
460 to a point at the current northern 
limits of the City of Prestonsburg, Ken­
tucky and thus connecting with the pre­
sent city limits including all houses, 
businesses and all property between 
the current corporate limits of the City 
of Prestonsburg including Spradling 
Branch, Lick Branch and Jane Brown 
Branch located along US 23 and 460 in 
Floyd County Kentucky".

SECTION 4: The City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky does 
hereby declare it desirable to annex 
the territory described here within this 
ordinance.

Expansion Plans 

As the result of a city council deci­
sion Monday, Pres tons burg Police 
ergeant Darrell Conley received a 

two-day suspension for leaving the city 
limits while on duty without authoriza­
tion from the chief of police. 

A veteran of more than 10 years on 
the force, Conley will also receive a 
"strong, written reprimand" for fail­
ing to submit timely reports to the 
police chief, the council ruled. 

The decisions came after the council 
met in executive session. Conley was 
aid to have responded wUhout 

authorization to reports of an auto 
chase in Martin late last month involv­
ing a Martin patrolman and Kentucky 
state police. 

The council heard objections from 
residents or property owners in three 
of the areas it plans to annex.

"To keC'p teiC'phone price changes in 
per~pective. it helps to compare rises 
in telephone prices with increases for 
f\ther items.· Willett said. 

'·compansons can be made by using 
the Consumer Prtce Index - or 
CPI- issued by the U.S. Department of 
Labor," he said. "The CPI compares 
price changes for a broad range of pro­
ducts a nd services. These are split into 
major groups. such as gas and elec­
tricity. home ownership. water and 
sewage. transportation. and food." 

The figures show that since 1967. 
South Central Bell's overall rates in 
Kentucky have gone up 91 percent, 
while the nationwide CPI for all items 
has jumped 189 percent. Gas and elec­
tricity have increased 308 percent, 
home ownership is up 279 percent. and 
water and sewage have risen 228 per­
cent. 

Willett added that other statistical 
measurements also show that 
telephone service is more affordable 
than ever. 

"All of the following have declined 
steadily over the years: the working 
time needed to pay one month's basic 
service ; the percentage of household 
income needed to pay one month's 
basic service ; and the percentage of 
monthly Social Security benefits need­
ed to pay one month's basic service. 

"It's obvious that telephone service 
is one of the best bargains in a family's 
budget. In fact. the average monthly 
bill for residence customers in Ken­
tucky- including all optional services 
and Jong-d1 stance charges- is Jess than 
$39. and that compares well with other 
monthly expenses. such as gasoline. 
heating and cooling. and entertain­
ment."

Johnson Gas Retaliates 
With a Suit of Its Own 

Threatened with bankruptcy, the 
Johnson County Gas C'o. has turned on 
its supplier. Columbia Gas of Ken­
tucky. with a $55 million damage ac­
tion of its own . 

The action by Johnson County Gas is 
a countersuit filed in answer to Colum­
bia's federal court petition asking that 
the Johnson system be declared 
bankrupt. The company claims its 
sales. collections and business reputa­
tion have been damaged by Columbia's 
demand it be placed in the hands of an 
interim receiver. 

Johnson Gas serves about 600 
customers in the Van Lear area and in 
parts of northern Floyd county.

The Prestons say Columbia's peti­
tion that Johnson County Gas be 
declared bankrupt "resulted in bad 
faith on Columbia's part by attempting 
to either gain control of Johnson Coun­
ty at the expense of its customers or 
other creditors or to impose a sur­
charge on its customers without the ap­
proval of the Kentucky Public Service 
Commission." 

Johnson County Gas maintains that 
it has suffered losses of sales, collec­
tions and business reputation in the 
amount of $500,000 

It also seeks compensatory damages 
of $5 million. In addition, it asks that 
Columbia's petition be dismissed.

From July 1st through September 
30th the Museum of History and 
Science in Louisville. Kentucky wi ll 
present the exhibition "Ban Chiang: 
Discovery Of A Lost Bronze Age''. The 
exhibit ion will be on display at only 
eight museums nationally and Louis­
ville will be the only exhibition site in 
the north central United States. 

From the accidenta l discovery of the 
sight in Thailand, through the con­
troversy over the initial archaeological 
discoveries and the subsequent looting 
of artifacts carried on by natives a nd 
collectors, the Ban Chiang story has all 
the elements of a good novel. But Ban 
Chiang remains among the most ex­
citing archaeological discoveries of 
our generation. 

In 1966 an American student, walk­
ing along a muddy roadside near the 
'village of Ban Chiang in Thailand, 
picked up a fragment of pottery. Thus 
began a chain of events which has 
shaken the scientific community and 
reshaped our ideas about the origins of 
civilization. That fragment of pottery, 
along with others found nearby. 
ultimately sparked an international ar­
chaeological investigation which 
resulted in the discovery of evidence of 
a bronze age civilization in Southeast 
Asia which appears to have developed 
indepeudent of outside influences. 

Until very recently, ancient South­
east Asia had been considered a 
cultural backwater. According to the 
textbooks, civilization began in the 
Tigris and Euphrates valley in ancient 
Mesopotamia, and from there diffused 
throughout the Middle East. The 
Bronzes found at Ban Chiang were too 
old to be explained as borrowed 
Mesopotamian technology. The ex­
cavations at Ban Chiang had un­
covered evidence that there might be 
more than one "seat of ~ncient civiliza­
tion." 

The exhibition "Ban Chiang" con­
tains more then 150 objects recovered 
from the Ban Chiang excavation as 
well as spectacular. pieces on loan from 
the National · Museum in Thailand. 
These included the famou~ red~n-buff 
pottery, bronze tolls and ornaments, 
glass bead necklaces, ceramic 
figurines and mysterious incised 
rollers. Animal bones and other 
natural materials from the site il­
lustrate the ancient ecology. 

In addition to presenting finds from 
the site, the exhibition gives the viewer 
a glimpse into the workings of an ar­
cheological excavation by means of an 
elaborate grave/site reconstruction 
which offers many opportunities for 
educational programming. An audio 
visual program takes the clues of ar­
cheology from the field to the 
laboratory and stresses the multi­
disciplinary approach used to study the 
lifeways of a lost society as scientists 
from all over the world each contribute 
their speciality to piecing together the 
clues of the Ban Chiang detective 
story. · 

Other sections of the exhibition 
discuss the importance of Ban Chiang, 
and through the use of a world time 
line, place it in perspective with regard 
to other major cultural areas. The ex­
hibition also examines Ban Chiang to­
day and documents those objects and 
activities which seem to show definite 
cultural continuity with the past. This 
section takes the viewer from the Ban 
Chiang of 6,000 years ago, before the

*Cancer 
Hope line 

Q. I have a rash around the nipple 
area of both breasts. It has not gone 
away in four weeks. Could it indicate 
breast cancer, and should I see a doc· 
tor? 

A. Inflammation of the breast and 
nipple is fairly common. but you should 
definitely see a doctor since the condi­
tion has persisted for weeks. 

The nipple is an active part of the 
body. Any part of the body that is sub­
ject to repeated friction is likely to 
become inflamed. and the nipple is no 
exception. 

A poorly fitting bra or sensitivity to 
the fabric of which it is made are the 
most common causes of breast rashes. 
An allergic reaction also may result 
from use of perfumes or bath powders. 
It is important that a relatively minor 
inflammation be distinguished from 
Paget's disease, an ulceration of the 
nipple which may occur when cancer is 
present in the ducts of the breast. Or· 
dinary rashes such as described usual· 
ly respond well within two weeks to 
removal of the irritant and use of an· 
antibiotic ointment. 

Whenever a nipple inflammation 
fails to go away after two weeks of 
treatment by a physician, it is impor· 
tant to look further for a diagnosis by 
biopsymg the nipple. This is a minor 
surgical procedure in which the patient. 
is under light anesthetic_ The cells 
removed are then examined for cancer 
cells under a microscope. The outlook 
for patients with Paget's disease is ex· 
cellent if a biopsy is taken early. 

Do you have questions about breast 
cancer and other breast conditions? 
The Cancer Hopehne has a number of 
brochures which can be of help to you. 
One explains how to perform ureast 
self-€xamination. a simple procedure 
that, performed once a month , could 
save your life. The principle behind it 
is simple. too: you know your body 
best, even better than your doctor. so 
take the time to examine your breasts 
regularly once a month. Remember 
that the breasts change day by day, 
that most lumps are not cancer, but 
that any lump or other irregularity 
that persists for more than two weeks 
should be reported to a physician

SPORTSMAN'S SURVEY 
Kentucky has a total of 1,052,600 

fishermen and 391,600 hunters, accor­
ing to the recently completed 1980 Na­
ional Survey of Fishing, Hunting and 

Wildlife-Associated Recreation. 
This survey, a joint effort of the U.S. 

Fish and Wildlife Survey and the U.S. 
Bureau of the Census, gives us a good 
look at the nation's sportsmen with 
some interesting figures emerging 
from the many statistical tables in the 
report. 

For one thing, the survey shows that 
the average hunter in Kentucky spends 

total of 18 days in the field each year. 
e apparently likes to hunt a little bet­

ter than the average angler likes to 
fish, since the average Kentucky 
fisherman spends 16 days on the water 
annually. 

If your spouse is complaining about 
the money you spend on hunting or 
fishing, you might want to see how you 
compare to our average hunter, whose 
annual outlay came to $368, or the 
average fisherman , who spent $309 in 
980. Fishermen spent more of this 

money on travel C$114) each than did 
hunters, who used only $82 each for 
travel. 

The total expenditures from 
fishermen amounted to almost $263 
million, and hunters spent another $121 
million. That's $384 million that Ken­
tucky sportsmen contribute to the 
state's economy, with $152 million of 
that being related directly to travel 
Around 20 percent of this travel money 
arne from out-of-state fishermen and 

hunters traveling into Kentucky. 
Out of Kentucky's total population, 

19.5 are exlusively fishermen, 2.1 only 
hunt and 9.9 percent both hunt and fish. 
This means that 31.5 percent of our 
residents are sportsmen, a little bit 
ahead of the national average, which is 
27.5 percent of the total population, but 
quite a bit behind the state with the 
highest percentage of hunters and 
fishermen- Alaska, with 54 percent. 

The District of Columbia has the 
lowest percentage of sportsmen -only 
10 percent of those living in the nation 's 
capital hunt or fish. The second lowest 
is New Jersey (16.4 percent), then 
Massachusetts Cl6.8 percent>. 

A large number of Kentucky 
fishermen are actually fisher ­
women-46.6 percent of all anglers are 
female . Women hunters, on the other 
hand, comprise only 3.9 percent of the 
otal number of hunters in Kentucky. 

Fishermen tend to start young- 32 
percent experienced their first fishing 
trip before they were eight years old, 
and almost 70 percent fished before 
they were 15. Among hunters, 43.2 per­
cent had their first experience with the 
sport between the ages of 12 and 15, the 
largest single category and obviously 
the best time, most adults feel, to in­
troduce a youngster to the sport. 

Among other things, this survey 
hows that hunting and fishing remain 

popular sports which are enjoyed by 
around one-third of all Kentuckians. 
Hunting and fishing also represent a 
multi-million dollar business in Ken­
tucky and make important contribu­
tions to the state's economy and 
tourism industry.

Kentucky Education Association 
f KEA) d~ieg<~ tes have adopted a 
31-point legis Ia live program to take to 
Frankfort when the 1984 General 
Assembly convenes 

The items fall under six major head­
ings: foundation program. fringe 
beneftts/working conditions. profes­
sional negotiations. retirement. 
teacher rights. and miscellaneous. 
Delegates decided not to assign priori­
ty status to any of the six. 

As in previous legislative programs, 
KEA will seek to increase Kentucky 
teachers' salaries to the level of the 
average salary of teachers in the seven 
surrounding states and to increase the 
average per pupil expenditure to equal 
that of the same seven slates. 

Delegates. meeting here. also com­
mitted KEA to work for a strong pro­
fessional negotiations law to require 
bargaining between recognized 
teacher organizations and boards of 
education. 

Among features to be included are a 
broad scope of negotiable items. ex­
clusive representation, binding ar­
bitration as the final step in both a 
grievance procedure and an impasse 
procedure, and resolution of unfair 
labor practices. 

KEA also will seek legislation man­
dating a minimum three days of per­
sonal leave. a duty-free lunch perio<} 
and a daily planning period of 30 con­
secutive minutes for all teachers 
without extending the school day, and 
class size maximums of 20 students for 
kindergarten, 25 for grades 1 through 3, 
27 grades 4 through 6, and 30 for grades 
7 through 12. Improved health benefits 
also will be sought. 

Delegates called for keeping the 
Teachers' Retirement System ac­
tuarially sound, separate. and indepen­
dent from all other retirement 
systems. They also want years of ser­

establish the fund and then voluntary 
contributions from customers will be 
matched by the company to a total of 
an additional $20,000. Company con­
tributions will be from stockholder 
funds and not money paid by the rate­
payers. 

"The combination of customer and 
company donations will be set aside in 
a separate account and will be audited 
by an independent auditing firm, 
Deloitte Haskins and Sells, certified 
public accountants, which has donated 
its services. Every cent of donations 
and company matching funds will be 
used to assist needy customers ." 

Matthews also said that the com­
pany's employees earlier were inform­
ed of the program and their participa­
tion is being encouraged along with the 
company's 144,000 residential, com­
mercial, and industrial customers.

Gives MSU Students 
A Second Chance 

Choosing the wrong field of 
study ... personal problems .. too much 
socializing .. 

Any of these circumstances can lead 
to academic problems in college. And 
such problems may cause a student to 
" flunk out" of school. 

To minimize such possibilities, 
Morehead State University established 
its REAP operation (Re-entry Pro­
gram for Students on Academic Proba­
tion) more than hve years ago. 

"This program is designed to help 
students who have been on academic 
probation for two semesters and, as a 
result, are candidates to be dropped 
from school but whom we believe have 
the potential to improve their 
academic performance," said Jenny 
Crager, academic counselor at MSU 
and REAP coordinator 

Students are selected for REAP by 
the MSU's Scholarship and Retention 
Committee To enter the program they 
must be wilhng to accept the folowing 
conditions : 

•scheduled counseling and study ses­
sions. 

*Prescribed and restricted class 
schedule . 

*Periodic staff review of academic 
and social records. 

*100 percent class attendance/report 
absence to counselor. 

If a student doesn't want to enJ.er 
REAP or fails to follow the program's 
conditions, he or she must sit out one 
semester before being considered for 
readmission to MSU. 

But that usually doesn't happen. 
"Our success rate IS very good," 

Mrs. Crager said. "Most students are 
very appreciative of being given 
another chance to improve their 
academic standing. They are very 
cooperative." 

According to Mrs. Crager, finding 
the reason why a student has been 
making poor grades is her primary 
job. "Once we find out why they have 
been having academic difficulties, it 
makes the rest of our job much 
easier ," she says 

Mrs. Crager tries to be more than 
just an academic counselor to her 
students. She tries to help them with 
their personal problems, as well. 

"Letting a student know that he or 
she has a place to come and talk is as 
important as anything I do ," she 
stated "I want to counsel my students, 
not push and shove them." 

Mrs . Crager finds her job very 
rewarding. 

" I haven't been to a graduation in the 
last four years when there wasn't as 
least one student graduating who had 
been in REAP," she stated. "And, 
usually, there are three or four. 

"That is a good feeling."

Parks Offer Discount 
The Department of Parks is break­

ing with tradition to offer a winter dis­
count on cottages at most state resort 
parks. 

Parks CommissiOner Lou Karibo 
said the rate reductiOns, which go into 
effect immediately, are in response to 
a sluggish economy. "During times 
like these, we want to do everything we 
can to make staying at state parks as 
attractive as possible," Karibo said. 
"State park lodging is already a good 
value, but we want to make it even 
more so this winter." 

The department has for several 
years reduced room rates in state 
resort lodges for the winter, but has 
maintained year-round rates for cot­
tages, he noted. The discount averages 
15 percent, depending on the size and 
location of the cottage. For a one­
bedroom unit that normally costs $48 a 
night, the winter rate is $40, for in­
stance. The reductions last through 
March 31, Karibo said.

Sundaram, internal medicine. The equipment is used for echocardiograms 
which define heart structure and may detect faulty functioning of heart 
valves. Ultrasound has also become well known for its application in deter­
mining the position, sex and even age of the fetus in the uterus. 

The clinic also provides a number of other modern diagnostic instruments 
and procedures including the following: 

-Halter monitor with computer readout for evaluation of irregular heart 
beats.

- Doppler vascular flow meter to help in detection of blood clots and other 
circulation problems. 

-Fiberoptic flexible gastroscopy for viewing stomach and upper in­
testinal region. 

-Fiberoptic flexible colonoscopy for detecting disorders of the lower in­
testinal tract. 

-Fiberoptic flexible bronchoscopy for detecting disease of the lungs and 
windpipe. 

The clinic also offers complete microscopic examination facilities, col­
poscopy, otoscope and a fetal monitor for evaluation of the fetal heart condi­
tion. Complete facilities for black lung determinations and related problems 
are also a part of the clinic. 

Year's Coal Production Drops 
The Kentucky Coal Journal reports 

hat 1982 coal production in the state 
dropped by 5.7 percent from 1981 
levels. 

According to the Journal, Kentucky 
production in 1982 was 146.7 million 
tons, down 9 million tons from the 1981 
total. 

The drop in Kentucky reflected the 
condition of the markets for most of 
last year, when orders by utilities and 
steel companies plunged. Utilities had 
amassed huge stockpiles, and eased 

rders when demand for electricity 
dropped. Steel companies, meanwhile, 
eased production to levels nearly 50 
percent of capacity, reducing the need 
for metallurgical coal. 

The nation's preliminary coal pro­
duction total for 1982 was 819.8 million 
tons, just 1.4 million tons higher than 
the total of 1981. 

The Journal cited statistics compiled 
by the U.S. Energy Department show­
·ng that western Kentucky's produc­
ion last year was down 4.8 million 

tons, or 10.8 percent, from the 1981 
total, while eastern Kentucky produc­
tion was off 4 million tons, or 3.7 per­
cent. 

The Journal said that Kentucky's 
overall production in 1982 was its 

lowest since 1979, when 144.3 million 
tons were recovered. 

Production for each month of 1982-
except March, April, May and June 
- trailed production figures for the 
corresponding months of 1981, the 
Journal said. The four months in which 
1982 production was higher reflected 
the slack period of 1981, when the 
United Mine Workers were off the job 
in a 72-<lay contract strike, which ran 
from March 26 to June 6. 

Production in the first half of 1982 
was about 13.6 million tons higher than 
1981 levels, but the gain was not as 
significant as it would appear because 
of how the UMW strike affected the 
1981 total for the same period, the Jour­
n?l said. 

Meanwhile, the Journal reported 
that four rail lines that haul coal from 
Kentucky transported 96 million tons in 
1982. 

The Seaboard System, which in­
cludes the former Louisville & Nash­
ville Railroad, moved about 50.7 
million tons, while the Norfolk & 
Western Railway and the Illinois 
Central-Gulf Railroad moved about 
15.4 million and about 6.2 million tons, 
respectively.

First, check to Set> if the variety 
listed is resistant or tolerant to com­
mon diseases which might affect your 
garden. Seed catalogs generally pro­
vide this type of information along with 
the variety's description. Resistance 
generally refers to a plant's ability to 
remain free of disease symptoms, 
whereas tolerance refers to a plant's 
ability to sustain the effects of the 
disease without suffering serious Joss. 
Planting resistant or tolerant varieties 
is one of the most effective ways for the 
home gardener to avoid disease pro­
blems. 

Next. check the variety's growing 
requirements. Soil conditions, fertility 
requirements. moisture requirements, 
as well as several other climatic condi­
tions can play a vital role in the success 
you have with a particular variety.

Choosing a video game can be a con­
fusing task. There are hundreds of 
models, ranging in price from $150 to 
$300. "When shopping for a video 
game, watch a demonstration and 
select the format most suitable to your 
needs. Be sure to check out the 
availability of accessories and, as with 
any purchase, be sure to read and 
understand the terms of the warranty 
before making your purchase," added 
Beshear.

To play the game, turn the television 
to channel 3 (channel 4 can be used 
with most games if a strong local sta­
tion broadcasts on 3) and flip the junc­
tion box switch to game playing.

Video games are designed , 
engineered and produced to meet the 
manufacturer's own safety specifica­
tions and tests as well as those of 
Underwriters Laboratories and 
government agencies. These steps are 
taken in order to prevent potential 
electrical problems. 

"If used in accordance with instruc­
tions provided," says Attorney 
General Beshear, "these products are 
safe. However, rough handling, non­
professional servicing attempts or im­
proper use might impair the product 
and convert a safe product into one 
that could be unsafe.

Fish and Game Club 
Reps Voice Protest 
To Deer Season Plan 

At Sunday's fish and wildlife federa­
tion meeting at John's Creek. state of­
ficials were told by area sportsmen 
that a repeat of this past November's 
deer season in which a large number of 
illegal as well as legal kill figures were 
recorded, must not occur this year.

The state 
specialist called for a two-week bow 
season and a limited gun hunt, it was 
said. 

Several weeks ago letters were sent 
to Bill Graves, Director of Wildlife 
Resources for the state, by the Dewey 
Lake Fish and Game Club as well as 
the Prestonsburg Kiwanis Club who ex­
pressed similar concern.

THE HIGH COST OF NATURAL GAS SUPPLIES 

STATE SENATOR 
BENNY RAY BAILEY 

"The increase in natural gas prices has forced us to 
make a choice between 'heat and eat.' " 

This quote from a letter to Senator Benny Ray Bailey 
reflects a growing concern among our people about 
rapidly rising natural gas prices. It is important that 
we understand the reasons behind this increase and 
what we can do about it. 

In 1978, the Federal Congress, reacting to what was 
thought to be a major shortage of natural gas sup­
plies, passed the Natural Gas Policy Act. This Act 
encouraged producers to explore for "new" gas sup­
plies by de-regulating the price they could charge 
for "new" supplies of gas discovered. Pipeline com­
panies, eager to have a guaranteed supply of natural 
gas, entered into "take or pay" contracts which re­
quired them to take all, or practically all, of any 
"new" gas discovered-whether they needed the 
"new" gas or not. Faced with the contractural 
obligation to purchase this "new" gas, pipeline com­
panies have chosen to simply pass along the higher 
priced "new" gas prices to customers instead of 

selling the "old" gas supplies which are available. 
The price of the "new" gas is not subject to regula­
tion by the Kentucky Public Service Commission. 
The Federal Energy Regulatory Commission, FERC, 
is the agency in charge. 

This is a short summary of a very complex problem. 
The solution lies in new Federal legislation to 
regulate the supply of "new" gas supplies. Our 
Congressman, Carl D. Perkins, is working hard to 
restore controls on this "new" gas. All of us need to 
let him know that we support his efforts. 

Adequate energy supplies at equitable rates must be 
supplied to our people. Our elderly and disabled, 
who must live on limited, fixed incomes, cannot af­
ford to pay the prices currently being charged for 
these "new" gas supplies. Senator Benny Ray Bailey 
has contacted FERC and relayed to them the terrible 
burden these policies are placing on our people. 
Benny Ray Bailey listens to the problems of the peo­
ple and acts to assist them. That's why we need to 
keep him on the job.

ORDINANCE NO. 5-83 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY 
C'OUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PRES­
TONSBURG. KENTUCKY ANNEX­
ING AS A PART OF THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG, A TRACT OF 
LAND IMMEDIATELY ADJAC'ENT 
TO THE WESTERN LIMITS OF THE 
C'ITY LIMITS OF PRESTONSBURG. 
KENTUCKY. 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PRES­
TONSBURG. AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION I. That the City Council 
have the first reading of an ordinance 
on February 14, 1983 and publish said 
ordinance according to law, to annex 
as a part of the City of Prestonsburg. a 
section of land immediately adjacent 
to a section of the western limits of the 
city limits of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, 
described as follows: 

"Beginning at a line in the current 
corporate limits. said line being the 
dividing line of Baldwin Street and 
Railroad Street in West Prestonsburg 
and going up the hill following a line 
beside the property of Vinson Shepherd 
and follovving the ridge of the hill com­
ing to a point of the Columbia Gas 
Transmission gas pipeline right-of-way 
and following down the Columbia right­
of-\~ay to old KY 114 and Middle Creek 
and connecting to the present city 
hnuts houndary at a point behind the 
Archer Park Skating Rink. This will in­
clude all businesses and houses m West 
Prestonsburg. including Happy 
Hollow. not currently in the city 
limits" . 

}'~or a more particular reference to 
the section of land described, a map of 
said territory is filed at the Municipal 
Hmlding, Prestonsburg, Kentucky. 

SF:CTION 2: If not less than sixty 
t6UI davs after the enactment of this 
ordinance, if no petition has been re­
('eived by the Mayor as set out in KRS 
81A420C2l. or within sixty t60l days of 
the certification of election results in 
which less than seventy-five percent 
175% l of the qualified voters in the 
area oppose annexation, the City Coun­
cil of the City of Prestonsburg, Ken­
tucky shall enact this ordinance annex­
ing to the City of Prestonsburg, Ken­
tucky, the property described in Sec­
twn 1 of this ordinance. Upon enact­
ment of the ordinance, the territory 
sltall become part of the City for all 
purposes. 
SECTION 3: All ordinances. or parts 
of ordinances. in conflict herewith are 
hereby expressly repealed to the ex­
tent of such conflict. 

SECTION 4: The City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky does 
hereby declare it desirable to annex 
the territory described here within this 
ordinance. 

SECTION 5: This ordinance shall be 
in full force and effect from the date of 
passage, after publication as required 
by law and the provisions of this or­
dinance.

Q. My doctor has prescribed hor­
mone::; for my menopausal symptoms 
Can't hormones cause cancer? 

A Hormone treatment, known as 
estrogen replacement therapy <ERTl 
is frequPntly used for easing certain 
uncomfurtable symptoms for 
menopausal patients. 

ERT may eliminate or reduce hot 
flashes and repair vaginal tissues, but 
it will not eliminate anxiety or depres 
swn. prevent or slow the aging process. 
increase sexual response or physical 
attractiveness. nor provide a feeling of 
well-being. 

Women who take ERT should be 
aware of several documented risks and 
side effects which they may ex­
perience. The most serious is the in­
creased risk of endometrial cancer 
(cancer of the lining of the uterus l. 
Women taking high dosages of 
estrogen <a hormone) for five years or 
more are 5-15 times more likely to con­
tract endometrial cancer than are 
women in the general population. 

One group of doctors believes that 
the hormone progesterone taken along 
with the estrogen will counteract the 
risk of endometrial cancer. 

If you and your doctor together 
decide that you should take ERT, it 
would be advisable for you to be 
monitored for endometrial cancer 
every six months. PAP smears cannot 
detect endometrial cancer. 

There is some evidence that women 
who take ERT are also at greater risk 
of breast cancer, especially if they 
have also had a hysterectomy and 
removal of both ovaries. Gallstones 
and gall bladder attacks are also possi­
ble results of ERT. 

You are seeing your doctor for 
unpleasant menopausal symptoms. 
Trust him/her enough to share your 
concerns about hormone treatment, 
and ask for the answers you need to 
make the right decision for you.
