Academic Plan 
Wins Approval 

Floyd high school students would face 
stricter academic requirements under 
proposals being considered by the state 
Board of Education, and school ad­
ministrators here will be harder press­
ed to retain the county schools' ac­
creditation, Assistant Superintendent 
Ron Hager told a meeting of the Floyd 
Board of Education last week. 

Under consideration are proposals 
that would increase from 18 to 20 the 

umber of academic units required for 
graduation; make math, science and 
English requirements more stringent; 
require students to take two of their 
math, science and English requirements 
before they begin their junior year; re­
quire six hours of daily instructional 
time, excluding recesses and lunch 
periods; and transfer from high school 
to junior high the teaching of a required 
citizenship course. 

Another proposal would require 
eachers to pass a competency test and 

to complete a one-year internship as a 
condition of state certification. 

More specific requirements as to what 
math, science and language arts COtlJ1ies 
they must offer students could exercise 
school administrators here, and the 
possibility that the wider variety might 
result in smaller classes could force 
them to fix a minimum enrollment that 
must be reached before a course is 

ught, Hager said. 
Foreign language courses could pre­

sent a special problem in that regard, he 
added.

Former Official 
Succumbs at 88 

A.B. (Banner) Meade, former Floyd 
county official and Democratic leader, 
died Monday morning at the Highlands 
Medical Center here after a long illness. 
He was 88 years old. 

Mr. Meade served four terms as Floyd 
county clerk and one term as sheriff. He 
also was chief deputy during the term 
as sheriff of the late T.Y. Martin. His 
last official service was administrator 
of the malt beverage division of the state 
Alcoholic Beverage Control board dur­
ing the term of Governor Bert T. Combs. 

"He. wouldn't accept the position for 
distilled spirits because he was dry," 
Ex-Governor Combs recalled after 
receiving word of Meade's death.

In criminal summonses filed in 
district 'Court, Ralph Dunlop, who is 
chief of the Courier-Journal's eastern 
Kentucky news bureau in Hazard, alleg­
ed that Lafferty shoved and struck him 
in order to "harass, annoy and alarm" 
him and that he was injured a's a result. 

Lafferty, 51, who is the brother of 
Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. and 
the father of County Clerk Thomas Laf­
ferty, Jr., was ordered to appear in court 
on April 5 for arraignment on charges 
of fourth-degree assault and 
harassment. 

According to some who witnessed the 
incident, Dunlop, who had interviewed 
Jerry Lafferty in the judge-executive's 
office earlier, was pressing further ques­
tions on him in the parking lot between 
the courthouse and its annex shortly 
before 1 p.m. Tuesday, when they were 
joined by the judge's brother and two 
other men. 

In the course of Dunlop's questioning 
his brother about his political relation­
ship with former Fmance Secretary 
George Atkins, Thomas Lafferty 
became angry and began to argue with 
the reporter, it was said. 

Dunlop claims the deputy judge struck 
him on the throat and hand. The Laffer­
tys and the two others present- Rick 
Darby, partowner of radio station 
,WPRT, and station manager Mike 
Ormerod- deny that any blow was 
struck. 

Abrasions seen on the newsman's 
hand following the argument "could 
have come from anywhere," Judge Laf­
ferty remarked. Ormerod speculated 
Dunlop might have sustained the abra­
sions in a fall. 

Fourth-degree assault is a misde­
meanor carrying a maximum sentence 
of 12 months in jail and/or a $500 fine. 
Harassment is punishable by a fine of up 
to $250.

Atkins Claims His Request

A report critical of the administration 
of Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr 
might not yet have come to light if 
former state Finance Secretary George 
Atkins had his way. 

He didn't and, as a result, AI Howell, 
a local government adviser in the 
Finance and Administration Cabinet, in­
spected the county's books last month 
and summarized his findings - in a let­
ter signed by his boss, state Local 
I<'inance Officer Robert L. Purdom­
bcfore the fiscal court last week . 

Even so, the s ix-page letter Howell 

read to the court was more than four 
pages short of the one he originally com­
posed While the amended letter includ­
ed the essentials, it left out most of the 
details of the original. 

According to a story in Saturday's 
Courier-Journal, Atkins suggested to 
Howell that he postpone the report on 
Floyd county's fiscal situation until after 
the May 24 primary. The Laffertys are 
supporters of Atkins, who formerly 
headed the Finance Cabinet and is now 
a candidate for lirutenant -governor.

In the earlier, unabridged version of 
a report he made on Floyd's financial 
situation-a copy of which the Times 
obtained last week-Local Govern~ 
ment Advisor AI Howell records that, 
shortly after the layoff of 24 county 
workers in a show of belt-tightening 
last January, the county admin­
istration soon began rehiring and rais 
ing salaries, with fiscal court members 
themselves early beneficiaries of the 
renewed spending. 

As early as April 21, Howell notes, 
the court voted an 8.9percent salary in­
crease for the judge-executive, 
magistrates and county treasurer, 
making the raises retroactive to the 
beginning of the year. 

The raises were approved in a 
special session of the fiscal court, the 
advertised purpose of which was to 
"deposit federal funds in the revenue­
sharing account." The pay hike added 
more than $10,000 to the county payroll 
at a time when the road fund was 
$22,500 in the red and many creditors 
were being told they would have to wait 
until July to get their money. 

Although there was no provision for 
it in the budget, Howell noted in his 
original report, the county agreed to 
pay $6000 a year toward the salary of 
Assistant Commonwealth's Attorney 
Albert Burchett. The fiscal court 
already contributes $7000 a year to the 
salary of Commonwealth's Attorney 
James R. Allen. 

At its next meeting, he will recom­
mend that the fiscal court drop both 
subsidies, Judge Lafferty said th1s 
week. 

The state adviser took note of the 
fiscal court's decision last l',ebruary to 
pay Janet Tackett $3041 for two mon­
ths' work for the juvenile court and its 
vote in June to hire Michael McCor­
mick as district court coordinator at a 
$12,000 annual salary. The county also 
pays $4800 a year toward the salary of 
Pluma Stumbo in the distrirt Judge's 
office. 

Unless he can be paid out of fees 
generated by the county attorney, he 
will recommend that McCormick be 
transferred to other duties or dropped 
from the county payroll, Lafferty said . 

Chuck Akers was hired in July as 
county communications director for 
$4800 a year . His responsibilities, the 
judge-executive said at the time, would 
be to install and maintain two-way 
radios in 23 county vehicles. 

Within a month of its laying-{)ff 24 
employees, Howell n9ted, the admin­
istration rehired Kenneth Ray Stumbo, 
raised Walter T. Coleman's salary by 
18 percent, and hired Jacqueline 
Branham as assistant janitor. Hired in 
the following months were Ray 
l',razier, Jr., Anthony Mullins, Earlas 
Hall, Diane Akers, Hurley Akers, and 
Henry Burchett. Before he resigned to 
join the army, David M. 1'1tzpatrick 
was paid for 232 hours of road work.

Forest Fires 
Plague Area 

Within the week 103 forest fires have 
been reported in this, the Eastern 
forestry district, and they have left 2716 
acres of woodland black and smoking, 
District Forester Steve Brackett said 
Tuesday afternoon. 

Light rain last week-end helped the 
situation little, but heavier rainfalll\lon­
day night and Tuesday this week ended 
the last remaining blaze, a giant out­
break on the Johnson-Lawrence county 
line. 

At least 20 of thE: fires reported during 
the week were in this county. 

Townley Bergmann, chief of special 
projects for the Division of Forestry. 
said state officials have stepped up en· 
forcement of the state's anti-burning 
law "We have been doing everything we 
can to write citations," Bergmann said. 

He said 217 citations have been writ­
ten since the forest-fire season began a 
week ago. 

Between March 1 and May 15 it is il­
legal to start fires in woods or within 150 
feet of a woods between midnight and 
4:30p.m ., Bergmann said. He said bet­
ween 4:30p.m. and midnight it is legal 
to light a fire provided necessary 
precautions are taken to prevent the fire 
from spreading. 

People convicted of violating the law 
face fines of $100 to $500, he said. 

Bergmann said one·third of forest 
fires are generally started by arson and 
another third by debris fires that spread. 
Another 10 percent of the fires are caus 
ed by smokers and 20 percent by a vanc­
ty of causes such as small children play-
ing with matches. ' J

Most drugs are likely to have three names. The first 
usually consists of a series of nwnbers and words that 
can best be deciphered only by a medicinal chemist It is 
the "chemical" name. Pharmacologists usually con­
cern themselves with the drug's second name, the 
"generic" title. It is usually found on the drug label in 
very small print Lastly, there are the proprietary or 
trade names. There can be as many trade names for a 
drug as there are manufacturers who make it. As a 
result then, we buy the same drug under many names 
and prices.

The Pinson claims were for wire 
baskets used to shore up roads and 
highwalls, Lafferty explained The two 
August 23 payments were for separate 
purchases and did not grow out of any 
desire to circumvent the law that re­
quires competitive bidding for expen­
ditures of $5000 or more, he said 
Stephens, a son-in-law of the judge­
executive's brother Adrian, was paid 
for pipe, Lafferty said 

Although the money involved was in­
tended for road construction, several 
payments recorded by Howell reflect a 
herculean effort to run a clean court­
house. Over a four-month period, 
$20,366 was paid for "courthouse clean­
ing supplies" -$13,219 to the Share Cor­
poration and $7146 to Unijax 

The judge acknowledged the clean­
ing bill was high but noted that the 
grand jury has insisted on a cleaner 
courthouse and said he had had to 
make up for years of neglect. In a way, 
Lafferty said, the cleamng bills 
epitomize his problems.

Bell To Combat 
Phone Fraud 

The first phase of a program aimed at 
curbmg long-distance telephone fraud 
began in Kentucky Feb. 1, with calls 
charged to false phone numbers the 
main target. 

According to Art Willett, local 
manager for South Central Bell, the plan 
starts up, full-scale, Aprill, when long­
distance calls charged to a third number 
will be completed only if someone at the 
third number verifies the call 

During February and March Bell will 
explain the new plan to callers making 
third number billed calls, Willett said. 

"Operators will try to verify every call 
billed to a third number. and will still 
complete the call even if they can't 
reach the number," Willett said. 
"However, operators will also tell 
callers who don't get approval that, 

. beginning April 1. third number calls 
will have to be OK'd by someone at the 
number being charged to be 
completed." 

The new procedure is expected to 
make a big difference in the growing 
problem of telephone fraud, which cost 
Bell's customers tens of thousands of 
dollars in Kentucky last year 

"Long distance fraud is a big problem, 
and the worst part is, when dollars are 
lost to fraud it means higher prices for 
everyone." Willett said. 

As for those callers who frequently 
make third number calls, Willett said 
there are a number of alternatives. 

"The first choice should be to dial 
direct- it's the cheapest way to call 
long-distance. People can also consider 
calling collect," Willett said. "But those 
options aren't always available. The 
best answer may be a Bell System Call­
ing Card. 

"With a Bell System Calling Card, you 
have your own individual account 
number. You charge your local-distance 
calls to your account, easily and with no 
hassle. Best of all, you save money over 
the rates for operator-handled calls. It 
just takes a local phone call to get a Call­
ing Card, and there's no fee or extra 
charge for having one."

Ford criticized the OSM for not 
distributing funds in an equitable and 
timely fashion. In giving consideration 
to only two spending priorities, Ford 
said the OSM was creating an "East­
West problem". The first two priorities 
deal with health and public safety, but 
the next four are land reclamation pur­
poses. Ford said this put the East at a 
strong disadvantage, since this is the 
region of heavy strip-mining since the 
1930's. 

"I do not mind funds going for health 
and public safety. This is only right," 
Ford sa1d. "But I contend that funds 
should also go to restoring the land in the 
East that has been decimated by strip­
mining. That is the reason we created 
this fund in the first place."

Ford also pointed out the cumbersome 
state procedures, where bureaucracy 
delays countless funds reaching the 
mine sites. "In Kentucky, there are 
three levels of clearance," said Ford.

Ford wants to see all the unused funds 
spent. "The money isn't doing anyone 
any good just sitting idle gathering dust. /

If the problem is not the windshield 
itself, check around it for a badly seal­
ed body seam. An occasional entry point 
is at the front corner of the drip 
moldings where there may be pinholes 
visible. To fix a drip molding leak, fill 
any gap in a joint or the pinholes with 
the flexible sealer.

Students will have a choice of concen­
tration in the study of mathematics, 
science, humanities or the socia l 
sciences, during the intensive five-week 
session. They will also take part in a 
core seminar on the program theme 
"Science, Technology and Kentucky's 
Future" and in regularly scheduled 
discussions on personal development, 
emphasizing the individual's relation­
ship to society. 

Every school district will be given the 
opportunity to submit names and ap­
plications of at least one primary 
nominee and one alternate to participate 
in the program, providing they meet the 
minimum standards, Brown said. All 
primary nominees who meet the basic 
standards will be invited to attend the 
program. 

Alternates will be placed in a pool with 
nominees from private and special 
schools to compete for places in the pro­
gram. Each private school may submit 
one nomination for the pool. 

Each school superintendent has been 
notified of the number of nominations 
for that particular school district. Most 
Kei'ltucky public school districts have 
Jess than 600 students in their 11th 
grades. Each of these districts may sub­
mit one primary and one alternate 
nomination. Twelve school districts 
have 600 or more juniors; they will be 
allowed more nominations in accor­
dance with their numbers.

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State Idle Total in January 
Reached Record-Setting High 

For the second consecutive month, the 
number of jobless Kentuckians reached 
a record-setting high during January. 
An estimated 207,700 persons were 
unemployed in Kentucky during the 
month. This caused the state's January 
jobless rate to rise to 12.4 percent, ac­
cording to figures compiled by the 
Cabinet for Human Resources. 

The 12.4 percent preliminary January 
unemployment rate marks a 0.7 percen­
tage point increase from Kentucky's 
revised 11.7 percent December jobless 
rate. The comparable national 
unemployment rate for January was a 
nonseasonally adjusted 11.4 percent. 

According to the state's chief labor 
market analyst Ed Blackwell, Kentucky 
Labor force estimates for January have 
been revised to a 1982 benchmark in­
stead of the 1981 benchmark used for the 
December figures. "This is a major con­
tributing factor to the large unemploy­
ment rate increase from December to 
January," he said. 

Blackwell noted that the number of 
jobless Kentuckians increased by 10,700 
from December to January. The 
January estimate of the state's jobless 
indicates an increase of 26,500 from 
January 1982. 

The January unemployment rate for 
the state's bituminous coal mining in­
dustries was 24.7 percent, down from the 
30.2 percent December rate. The 
January jobless rate for Kentucky's con-

"A shortage of corneal 
eye tissue also exists," he states. "We 
currently have seven patients in Lex­
ington alone on our waiting list."

"The donor section of the Kentucky 
driver's license has been terribly 
underutilized since its inception," says 
Threlkeld.

Q. Is there any relationship between 
drinking alcohol and cancer? 

A. Drinking alcoholic beverages (in· 
eluding beer, wine, and hard liquor) 
has been linked to a number of 
cancers. Studies indicate that heavy 
drinkers have an increased risk of 
cancers of the mouth, throat, larynx, 
esophagus, and liver. 

The relationship between drinking 
and cancer is strongest for those parts 
of the body that come in direct contact 
with the alcohol, such as the mouth, 
larynx, and esophagus. Liver cancer is 
also related to heavy drinking. Some 
studies have shown 60·90 percent of 
liver cancers are associated with cir­
rhosis of the liver, a disease usually at­
tributed to alcohol abuse in this county. 

Recent research has shown that 
heavy drinkers are ten times more 
likely to develop mouth cancer than the 
average person. 

The use of tobacco in combination 
with alcohol is even more dangerous. 
The risk of cancer of the mouth for a 
heavy drinker who also smokes may be 
as much as 15 times greater than that 
of nondrinkers and nonsmokers. The 
combined use of tobacco and heavy 
alcohol consumption is strongly im· 
plica ted in cancer of the throat, larynx, 
and esophagus. 

Scientists at the National Cancer In­
stitute have found a connection bet­
ween alcohol consumption and 
esophageal cancer among black men 
in Washington, D.C., where the rate of 
this disease in black males is higher 
than in any other city in the country. 
Researchers found that 96 percent of 
the men who died of esophageal cancer 
drank, and usually did so heavily, as 
compared with 78 percent of those who 
died of other causes. The risk of 
developing this cancer seems to be 
greatest with hard liquor. Nearly half 
of esophageal cancer patients drank 
the equivalent of 15 ounces or more of 
hard liquor per day. These patients 
also usually had poor diets, which sug­
gests that poor nutrition also may con· 
tribute to esophageal cancer. 

Scientists are studying alcohol to 
identify possible carcinogens. Ethanol, 
a component of alcohol, may promote 
the cancer-causing activity of car­
cinogens. Several known carcinogens 
may be present in alcohol, including 
nitrosamines and asbestos fibers.

money order in the amount of $14.80. 
Every participant who completes the 
test response form is guaranteed 
receipt of a free gift. The company 
asserts that the gifts include a lifetime 
membership in a film club, microwave 
ovens, TV sets, stereo systems, wat­
ches, cash prizes ranging from $500 to 
$2000, a trip to Mexico, among other 
prizes. 

"Consumers should know that the 
U.S. Postal Service has filed suit 
against the American Testing Institute 
charging them with conducting a lot­
tery," said Beshear. "A judge's deci­
sion is pending as to whether or not all 
incoming mail to the company can be 
stopped for possible violation of federal 
mail statutes."

Dramatic Drop Recorded in Childhood Diseases 
In a world obsessed with statistics, life 

and death can be reduced to numbers on 
charts. Even so, on a chart full of zeros 
a single "1" stands out. 

A Cabinet for Human Resources chart 
labelled "Deaths Attributed to Vaccine­
Preventable Diseases, 1981" lists zeros 
for polio, measles, mumps, rubella, 
diphtheria and tetanus. In the pertussis 
column there is a "1." It represents a 
Bullitt county baby, dead at two months 
of age because someone around him had 
not been immunized against the disease 
most people call whooping cough. 

The infant, not yet old enough to be im­
munized himself, became a tragic 
statistic: the last reported Kentucky 
death caused by vaccine-preventable 

UJ,'J~~~ ffird 
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disease. Public health officials are stnv­
ing to make his death the last "1" on the 
chart forever. 

Because of intensive efforts by the 
cabinet's Department for Health Ser­
vices , more and more Kentucky 
children are being immunized against 
the seven preventable diseases once 
common to childhood. As a result, the in­
cidence of illness and death from those 
diseases has dropped dramatically since 
1971. 

In 1971 there was one death from polio, 
a late result of the disease, but no new 
cases. That year, there were 3994 cases 
of measles, 2532 of mumps and 1756 of 
rubella, and five deaths from measles 
diseases. There were 81 cases of per-

tussia (whooping coughl with four 
deaths and five cases of tetanus from 
which three died. 

The figures for 1982 reflect the mark­
ed gains effected in the fight against the 
diseases. There were no polio cases, only 
one of measles, 22 of mumps, 31 of 
rubella, none of diphtheria, seven of 
whooping cough and one of tetanus-and 
no reported deaths. 

Statistics provided by the Com­
municable Diseases Office relate the 
continuing decrease in disease to the in 
crease in immunization levels. Almost 
95 percent of all children entering Ken­
tucky schools for the current school year 
had been protected against diphtheria, 
tetanus, pertussis, polio, measles and

rubella <mumps immunization is notre· 
quired by law in Kentucky). For the 
1974-75 school year, when the first im­
munization surveys were conducted, on­
ly 73 percent of all new pupils had 
received the six mandatory vaccines. 

Robert Young, M.D., the Human 
Resources Cabinet's deputy commis­
sioner for community health services, 
attributes the improvement to a 
federal/state " push" called Immuniza­
tion Initiative and stricter enforcement 
of the state's immunization laws. Im­
munization Initiative began in 1978 with 
a focus on school children. 

"The department's Immunization pro­
gram went into the schools, checked the 
records and had notes sent to parents 
whose children needed to update their 
immunizations," Young said. "The 
school boards required those children to 
get the protection they needed. The pro­
gram had the support of the schools and 
the local health officials, plus the help 
of community volunteers." 

Young said the Department of Educa­
tion and local school boards have been 
instrumental in stepped-up enforcement 
of immunization laws. In fact, many 
parents are seeing that children receive 
the required immunizations long before 
school age. Last year 94.1 percent of the 
children enrolled in licensed day care 
centers in Kentucky were already pro­
tected against six vaccine-preventable 
childhood diseases. 

Another factor in the increased im­
munization of very young children, ex­
plained Young, is the Immunization Pro­
gram's distribution of disease preven­
tion information to mothers of Kentucky 
newborns. "The success of that public 
education effort," he said, "is reflected 
in the percentage of 2-year-olds pro­
tected against the so-called childhood 
diseases." 

While Kentucky public health officials 
are pleased wHh the results of Im­
munization Initiative, they say they can­
not ease up. "At the beginning of the in­
itiative, we set an immunization goal of 
90 percent," stated Young. "Now that 
we are about to reach that goal, we are 
pushing the objective to 95 percent.

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State Divided into 9 Areas 
For New Job Training Effort 

Governor John Y. Brown Jr. has ap­
proved a proposal to divide Kentucky in­
to nine areas for funding and ad­
ministration of the Job Training Part­
nership Act <JTPA). JTPA is the new 
federal program which will be ad­
ministered by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources and will replace Comprehen­
sive Employment and Training Act 
<CETA) programs in October this year. 

The nine new regions, called Service 
Delivery Areas <SDA), were contained 
in a proposal from the Interim State Job 
Training Coordinating Council to Gov. 
Brown. The governor signed the docu­
ment Mar. 4. 

According to Human Resources 
Secretary Buddy Adams, the 
coordinating council was given the dif­
ficult responsibility of restructuring the 
entire state for the new JTPA program. 
"Because of their hard, thorough work, 
I am not surprised that the proposal was 
unchanged by the governor's review," 
Adams said. "The recommendations 
were the result of the input received dur­
ing a series of conferences held 
throughout the state in January and 
February," he added. 

Department for Manpower Services 
Commissioner Robert Spillman noted 
that the only major changes in the pro­
posal are expected to deal with the 
Louisville and Jefferson County area 
and the area composed of the six sur­
rounding counties. "Because the six­
county area surrounding Jefferson 
County does not have the population and 
industry to stand alone, the council 
recommended that the governor's ap­
proval be contingent on a future 
arrangement between the two SDAs," 
Spillman explained. 

Also contained in the coordinating 
council's proposal is a breakdown of the 
JTP A funds which the Human 
Resources Cabinet anticipates Kentucky 
will receive. The cabinet's estimate of 
$52-million in JTP A funds for federal 
fiscal year 1984 is about equal to the 
amount of CETA funds Kentucky receiv­
ed for fiscal year 1983. 

"Dollar-for-dollar, we expect JTPA 
funds to go a lot farther than CETA 
funds in terms of actual job training for 
Kentuckians," stated Spillman. it is 
estimated that only 18 percent of CETA 
funds were used for job training, he said. 
"Federal law mandates that at least 70 
percent of JTPA funds be spent on ac­
tual job training." 

"The purpose of JTPA is not unlike the 
purpose of CETA to train economically 
disadvantaged and unemployed people 
for jobs with a future," Spillman said. 
"The main differences between the two 
programs are that JTPA specifically 
focuses on partnerships between the 
public and private sectors, and that em­
phasis is placed on local control. In other 
words, for the first time, government 
agencies and private enterprises will 
have equal authority in putting federal 
job training funds to work," he stated. 

Another major difference between the 
two programs is that JTPA will not 
create public service jobs as the Public 
Service Employment facet as CETA did, 
noted Spillman. "JTPA is geared only 
toward training people for existing and 
new job openings that have been iden­
tified by local businesses.'' 

The coordinating council's approved 
proposal to achieve equitable funding 
and authority throughout the Com­
monwealth presently is being published 
for public scrutiny, according to 
Spillman. 

Are We All Equal? 
The first strike ever staged against a 

bank in Minnesota became a national 
story and changed the Jives of eight 
women who didn't set out to be heroes. 
The story of their three-year struggle 
is told in "The Willmar 8" airing Fri­
day, March 25, at 10 p.m. on KET. 

The women had been receiving low 
pay as tellers and bookkeepers and two 
of them with 10 and 11 years' ex­
perience were passed over repeatedly 
for promotions. The final straw came 
when these women were asked to train 
newly hired men for jobs that the 
women were never considered for. 

"We're not all equal, you know" 
were the words that opened the battle. 
The program focuses on the women 
who picketed daily. through two 
winters, protesting their low wages 
and dead-end jobs. 

The citizens of Willmar chose to ig­
nore the strike, hoping it would go 
away. The eight women, isolated by a 
wall of silence, grew personally as they 
supported each other against tremen­
dous odds. In their protest they learned 
to believe m themselves and compelled 
the town to confront issues it wanted to 
bury

When you first open the hood, be 
aware that the engine may be hot; let it 
cool down some before touching it.

If you are involved in an accident and 
are not seriously injured, attend to those 
around you. If anyone is in a position of 
immediate danger, remove them as 
quickly as possible and then get 
assistance. When property damage in 
excess of $200 occurs, or if anyone is in· 
jured or killed, you are required by law 
to contact the police and remain at the 
scene to speak with them.

Include Three Ky. Horses 

The state Transportation Cabinet will 
accept bids in March for mowing in 
Floyd, Knott, Perry and Pike counties. 

The project will include mowing the 
right-of-way along the following roads: 

-KY 80, Hazard-Watergap road, from 
KY 15 in Perry county to U.S. 23 in Floyd 
county. 

Harness racing's 10 outstanding per­
formers of 1982-including three 
Kentucky-originated horses-have 
been honored by Harness Tracks of 
America, according to the Kentucky 
Harness Racing Commission. 

The horses, each a champion at its 
age, sex and gait, have been selected 
by the racing secretaries of the 
so-member association of the HTA. 

. Owners of the 1982 champions will be 
honored at the HTA's annual awards 
banquet when they are presented the 
NOV A Awards in Palm Springs, Calif. 
on Feb. 9. <The NOVA Awards are 
comparable to the Thoroughbred 
Eclipse Awards.) 

Over one-third, nearly $2.4 million, of 
the total $5.6 million earned, was won 
by the three Kentucky-based harness 
horses. 

World champion Three Diamonds, 
produced by Kentuckian Farms and 
winner of the Three-Year-Old Filly 
Pacers, was the only unaminous choice 
of the 26 voters who cast their ballots. 
In 1982, she set six world-records, won 
16 out of 21 races, and earned $502,225. 
She set one of those records at Lex­
ington's Red Mile last October during 
an elimination heat of the Tennessee 
race. Sold at the 1980 Fasig-Tipton 
Standardbred Sales for $100,000, she 
has earned $719,733 for owner George 
Segal of Illinois. 

Another Kentucky-based horse, the 
Free-For-All Genghis Khan, was the 
second highest vote-getter, receiving 
the HTA Aged Pacer of the Year 
award. The six-year-old son of Meadow 
Skipper also won the 1982 U.S. Trotters 
Association-U .S. Harness Writers 
Association Aged Horse of the Year. 
Genghis Khan has won a total of 
$551,050 and set a world-record time at 
The Meadowlands last August. 

Winner of both the 1982 HTA and 
USTA polls for champion Two-Year­
Old Pacing Colts, Fortune Teller is the 
third Kentucky offspring to be honored 
by the harness association. The colt is 
the greatest money-winning two-year­
old of all time, having earned more 
than $1.3 million. 

"We are thrilled tO' see three harness 
horses with direct ties to Kentucky win 
national recognition," said Carl 
Larsen, state supervisor of racing at 
the Kentucky Harness Racing Com­
mission.

Want To Be Included 
This is in reply to the "Prettiest 

Spring" for Daniels Creek residents. All 
of the undersigned agree that spring is 
always beautiful. That means the snow 
is leaving, the mud is drying, and we can 
all wash our cars. 

As most county residents are aware of 
the garbage problem, so are lhe " upper 
hollow people" of Daniels Creek. Unlike 
Cow Creek and Prater Creek Develop­
ment Clubs, where most of the residents 
are involved, no one has ever hecvd of 
the Daniels Creek Development Club, let 
alone be a member . True, some 
residents do litter the creek, as they do 
in all other communities; however, that 
does not necessarily mean that everyone 
is a litterbug. If some people did not lit­
ter, then there wouldn't be a trash pro­
blem, would there? 

Everyone is not financially able to hire 
trash picked up from their private pro­
perty and publicly shared water and 
road ways; therefore, we must perform 
the tedious task of removing other peo­
ple's garbage ourselves. Residents 
should not be expected to clean up 
neighbors' yards and surrounding pro­
perty, unless they are homebound due 
to health reasons. Personal and civic 
pride should result in the act of keeping 
a clean environment. 

The main reason that area residents 
did not help county employees with the 
cleanup was, we weren't aware of it as 
being an area cleanup exclusively on 
Daniels Creek. When the county per­
forms other tasks such as grading roads, 
cutting bushes, etc., we don't aid in this, 
mainly because we are not asked. 

We would like to thank our 
magistrate, Lowell Samons, for the 
equipment that he provided, and for his 
time and effort. He remembers that 
Daniels Creek is a part of District 4. 

As for the major dump on the main 
road, it was mainly contributed to by 
non-residents of Daniels Creek. Why 
should we haul our garbage a mile and 
dump it when we can throw it out of our 
front doors; that is, if we wish to litter. 
Remembering back a few years ago 
when the lvel post-office's safe was 
removed from its premises, where was 
it found? It was found on Daniels Creek 
at a garbage dump that was cleaned up 
almost two years ago and is yet to be 
refilled. 

As for the Dempster Dumpster-type 
garbage bins being placed in the upper 
reaches of the hollow, are these for car 
litterbugs or for the homes to take their 
garbage there? If the latter is the 
reason, why should we.,be separated 
from the rest of the county and be denied 
home pick-up of garbage. 

The main reason that the upper hollow 
people may feel that the trash will 
return is that maybe they weren't in· 
volved or even asked to be involved in 
the cleanup. We had to find out about it 
in the local newspaper. Some of the 
residents were made aware that a 
meeting was to be held in the local 
church's annex building prior to 1983 
concerning garbage. We were told we'll 
get back to you as to the exact time and 
day; we're still waiting. Perhaps this is 
the Daniels Creek Development Club. 

According to an article on the Floyd 
County Solid Waste, Inc.'s situation, we 
thought it was illegal to dump or bury 
garbage anywhere other than at an 
authorized landfill. One thing that does 
need clarifying is that the actual work 
did not consist of seven days, but of four 
days. 

We wish to inform our neighbors that 
just because your name is not on this let­
ter doesn't mean we think of you as a lit­
terbug; it only means you didn't call us 
ana complain of being characterized as 
a litterbug, a slum resident, or a 
segregated upper hollow person. We 
have already been segregated- we are 
serviced by different electric com­
panies, different cable television, and 
different garbage pick-up days. 
However, we were unaware that we felt 
separate from the lower hollow 
residents. We have the same pride and 
dignity as they do, and we try just as 
hard to have a clean community. 

What we are trying to say is that we 
would like to be considered a part of the 
whole community and that means being 
involved in everything, including the 
cleanup. We're not degrading the 
cleanup or the ones responsible in any 
way. We are glad that the area is clean ; 
nevertheless, we would like to have 
helped beautify our community. This 
benefits all residents, not just a certain 
few.

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Southern Baptists Believe

A Southern Baptist acquaintance asks what scriptures we use to support 
eternal security. Space permits listing only a few of thousands that exist. Some 
words have various meanings but the word ETERNAL can only mean 
EVERLASTING, forever. Dr. Graham says a high percentage on church rolls 
were never saved. Only God knows. But IF a genuinely saved person can later 
be lost Jesus falsified in many scriptures, including John 3: 16; 6:47,51,54,58; 
17:2, 3,12; 5:24; Titus 1:2. John 10:27-29 reads: "My sheep hear my voice and 
they follow me, and I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; 
neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand." Any man includes SELF. 
God does the saving, holding, and keeping! Ps.37: 17,23 and 24: "For the arms 
of the wicked shall be broken but the Lord upholdeth the righteous. The steps 
of a good man are ordered by the Lord. Though he fall he shall not be utterly 
cast down, for the Lord upholdeth him with his hand." 

David, whom God said was a man after his own heart, sinned horribly, but 
got forgiveness, did not lose his salvation, only the joy of it. <Ps. 51:12) No 
biblical character was saved and later lost. Judas was a devil from the begin­
ning. John 6:70 says that. If one could be lost after being born again scripture 
would tell which sins he must commit, how many times, etc. None does. We 
all backslide but that is not falling from grace. Ps. 145:14. "The Lord upholdeth 
all that fall." Nothing born physically or spiritually can be UNBORNED. It's 
impossible. Ties from God to his children are much closer bonds than those 
of earthly parents. Even an adopted child belongs to his parents, for life! 

What of persons who profess Christ, live righteously, then turn away? The 
Parable of the Sower describes them (Luke 8:4-15). I John 2:19 makes clear 
they were never saved in the first place. "They went out from us but they 
were not of us, for if they had been of us they would no doubt have continued 
with us, but they went out that they might be made manifest, they were not 
of us." See Mt. 7:21. 

Some passages seem to support falling away. Gal.5:4 says, "Whosoever of 
you are justified by the law: ye are fallen from grace." BUT Gal. 2:16 says, 
"By the works of the law shall no flesh be justified." Salvation comes by faith, 
thru grace and the blood of Christ. Hebrews 6: 4-6 is cited, but is is an 
imaginary case, hypothetical, as shown by the "IF" at first of verse 6. It does 
make clear that IF one could fall he could not be saved again. I Cor. 9:27 is 
used. Paul compares the race of a Christian in life to that of the Greek athletes 
in the Olympic games. He did not fear loss of salvation but of rewards, prizes 
and crowns. See verses 17,18,24,25. Mt. 24:13, and Mk. 13:13 read: "He that 
shall endure unto the end the same shall be saved." Both refer to the tribula­
tion, enduring by not taking the mark of the beast discussed in Revelation 
by refusing to worship the anti Christ who will rule then. The saved will en­
dure; others will not. Revelation 13:16 and 14:9. 

Southern Baptists get accused of believing a saved person can live as he 
pleases, commit any sins, and remain saved. Such is false. The saved in­
dividual has his "want to's" changed. He will not want to do as he pleases, 
but to please God. Salvation is one thing, but :&cquiring Christian maturity is 
a lifelong process, for there is none good, no not one, only God. Limited space 
does not permit detail but a Chain Reference Bible, giant size concordance, 
Nave's Topical Bible, similar GOOD books when studied carefully will 
substantiate statements herein. Believe no man. Accept God"s Word. Test it. 
King James Version is superior. It has stood for 400 years or so.

Kentucky's Top Ten Deer Counties 
By JOHN WILSON 

Although the complete tally from 
last year's deer season isn't in final 
form yet, enough figures are in to show 
that the 1982 deer harvest set another 
record for the state. 

A total of 17,966 deer were brought 
through check stations in Kentucky's 
118 open counties last year. This figure 
does not include the harvest from 
military reservations, wildlife 
management areas, or the estimated 
15 to 20 percent of hunters who don't 
bother to have their deer checked. 

The total statewide harvest is ex­
pected to reach 25,200 according to 
John Phillips. the biologist in charge of 
Kentucky's deer management pro­
gram. This represents a 10.7 percent 
increase over last year's total harvest 
figure of 22,500. 

Owen counties will be moved to the 
bucks only zone three. Biologists feel 
that a "doe day" on alternate years 
will be sufficient to stabilize deer 
populations in these counties. 

An indication of how Kentucky's deer 
herd has grown in the last !'\everal 
years is that the total harvest from our 
top ten counties (actually 11 counties 
because of the tiel of 6,886 deer is more 
than the statewide harvest from open 
counties in 1978, which came to 5,925. 

Another indicator is the success rate, 
which in the past few years has climb­
ed from around 10 percent to 18.3 per­
cent. That means for every 100 hunters 
around 18 come home with venison for 
the freezer.

Cancer Hopeline 
Q. My 15-year-old daughter may be 

smoking secretly, for it is not permitted 
in our home. She has heard all the war­
nings, but I'm not sure they will help. 
What can you recommend? 

A. In the January-February, 1981 
issue of CA, a cancer journal for physi­
cians published by the American Cancer 
Society, there was an article called 
"Smoking: The Ticking Time Bomb for 
Teenage Girls." The physicians who 
read it were so impressed that they 
wanted to get the message to their young 
women patients. In response, an open 
letter was prepared; it is being used by 
many physicians and is printed here in 
an edited version: 

"Dear Patient: 
"For teenagers, smoking is like a 

time-bomb set to explode and do 
damage at some unknown time in the 
future ... There has been a dramatic rise 
in lung cancer deaths among women. By 
1989, lung cancer is expected to be the 
number one cancer killer among 
women. 

"Perhaps you know these and other 
<smoking and health) facts. It may be 
more important to you just now to con­
sider the way smoking affects you 
personally. 

"How you think about yourself-Girls 
who smoke are not somehow better peo­
ple, nor are they more popular. In fact, 
not smoking can add to your self -esteem. 

"How you look- There is nothing at­
tractive about yellow stains on teeth and 
fingers, nothing appealing about smell­
ing cigarette smoke in your hair- or on 
your breath. 

"How you appear to others- No one is 
admired because of smoking. High 
school boys in a Texas study said they 
would rather date girls who didn't 
smoke. More than half said they 
wouldn't let girls smoke in their cars! 

"How smoking is rated today- In 
society as a whole, smoking is definite­
ly becoming less the thing to do and is 
now restricted or banned in many public 
places. 

"Worse, smoking affects your health 
right now. Smoking makes your heart 
beat faster, interferes with your nose 
and lungs filtering dirt from the air, and 
damages your breathing capacity. If you 
are an athlete, you will have far less en­
durance than your nonsmoking 
competitors . 

"So I prescribe for you a life without 
cigarettes. If you don't smoke, don't 
start. If you do smoke, you can stop; 
there are many programs to help you.

It was necessary to consider all f unds as a whole in order to determine your 
cash position because your records indicated payments were made from incorrect 
funds and credited improperly to accounts within that fund. Because of this, 
your county has numerous violations in your .road fund, revenue sharing fund, 
and local government economic assistance fund this f iscal year. 

In order for your county government to stay within your total available budseted 
funds you muat strictly adhere to the above li~ted estimated expenditurea. Plea•• 
note that you only have $49,842.44 available for road materials and supplies and 
$40,000 for gas and oil for the balance of the 82-83 fiscal year unlesa you re­
duce expenditures in other categories. 

At this time I would like to recommend the following: 

(1) That you immediately cease using credit cards for county business. There 
are currently three charge cards being used: American Express, personal card, 
Jerry Lafferty and Stella Lafferty; Visa; and Master Charge. (See Exhibit III.) 

(2) That your court read the minutes of each previous meeting in court instead of 
approving them without reading them, Your written minutes did not ~gree vith 
the typed minutes in several instances. 

(3) That a copy of your approved claims be entered in each months' minutes. A 
good way to handle claims would be as follows: (a)fix a cutoff date for re­
ceiving claims - Wednesday, noon, before the Friday fiscal court meeting; 
(b)prepare a claim list and mail or give a copy to all magistrates, county 
treasurer and county attorney to study; (c)if there are any questions about 
any claims check on them before the fiscal court meeting; (d)present claims 
at meeting; (e)approve; (f)pay . 

(4) That you do not give anyone a lump sum expense allowance as this 
For example, on 4-21-82 motion by Gerald DeRosset, 2nd by Eddie 
is hereby moved by the court to return the $6,507 in excess fees 
sheriff, back to the sheriff, to keep his office in operation.

(5) That you request a personnel study from the Department of Local Government 
for better utilization of your present employees. This would eliminate 1 

over- staffing and give you information on salaries and structures of other 
county governments.

(6) That you eliminate emergency transfers and amendments on a daily basis. 
If you prope~ly follow your budget, these will be necessary only on a 
limited scale. Your fiscal court may make transfers from one account to 
another within the same fund when necessary. Your court may also transfer 
from one fund to another, but in most cases the funds must be returned to 
the original fund before the fiscal year ends. 

(7) That your fiscal court collect excess fees of S20,843 due from vour former 
sheriff. ~and also $51,047.12 in excess tees owed by your 
present clerk, Ollie Robinson, as per audit dated October 6, 1981. The 
statute of limitations must be considered here. 

(8) That you and your fiscal court take a close look at the county audit report 
issued by Burchett and Bottoms for the fiscal year ending 6-30-82. Thia 
report makes no mention of numerous road fund, revenue sharing fund or local 
government economic assistance fund violations previously mentioned in this 
letter which could result in a loss of funds for Floyd County. 

(9) That you correct your court order showing from what accounts county salaries 
are to be paid. Your 6-28-82 order reveals (Exhibit IV) all summer employees 
were paid from Road Account #100-A-5. Your court coordinator was paid from 
Road Account #100-A-5. This was improper, as they did not perform any road 
work. 

(10) That you and your court prepare and adopt a proper road program each month 
based on funds available. 

(11) That you, as county judge/executive, vote on each motion in court. If you 
do not vote, you are still counted as voting with the majority.

That you require a monthly financial report from the Floyd County Solid 
Waste District because your fiscal court guaranteed their $51,000 bank loan. 

That your office physically prepare your county payroll and save $750 per 
month you are currently paying Computer Utilities (John Allen) for preparing 
the county payroll; 146 checks, an average of $5.20 per check. 

That your county treasurer physically prepare the county jailer payroll.

(16) That you and your fiscal court consider all alternatives before acting on 
requests. If you agree to do something, where will . the funding come from, 
etc? 

(17) That you carefully check your payroll report which reveals several state 
offices your county ia partially funding. Your fiscal court may eontinue 
this practice if they so wish and funds are available. Those emploJeea are 
as follows: (a) Commonwealth Attorney·, J. Allen - $583.32 monthly · 

(b) Court Coordinator, M. McCormick - $1,000.00 monthly 
(c) Ass't. Commonwealth Attorney, A. Burchett - $500.00 monthly 
(d) District Court Judge's Office, Pluma Stumbo- $400.00 monthly 

(18) That you and your court check with your county attorney and his assistant 
about all county legal problems and save $500 per month in other legal fees 
currently being paid to Damon and Caudil~ Attorneys. 

(19) · That ~o~~and your court check into your park and recreation peraonnel atill 
Non your· payroll as to their present duties and if they are working each day. 

(20) That you and your fiscal court members check your expenditures list before 
turning them in for payment. The only checks that should be issued to you, 
your deputy judge/executive, magistrates and other county employees should 
b~ a walary or expenae check from a prop~rly budseted account and alao 
documented. Magistrates do not have to document if they are only receiving 
their ~300 expense allowance. However, if they receive any additional ex­
pense monies they must then document everything for that month.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

(1) Kentucky yonstitution, Section 157: 

"N i d o county, c ty, town, taxing istrict , or other municipality, 
shall be authorized or permitted to become indebted, in any 
manner or for any purpose, to an amount exceeding, in any year, 
the income and revenue provided for such year, without the assent 
of two-thirds of the voters thereof, voting at an election to be 
held for that purpose; and any indebtedness contracted in violation 
of this section shall be void. Nor shall such contract be enforce­
able by the person with whom made; nor shall such municipality ever 
be authorized to assume the same." 

{2) Officials who contract beyond the county's debt limit must be regarded as 
under penalty of malfeasance in office. (Fulton County v. Bell Telephonee 
146 sw 2d 15). 

(3) Any obligation incurred in violation of th~ debt limit is void; and any 
obligation which exceeds the revenue that was reasonable anticipated from 
taxes is void. (Payne v. City of Covingtone 95 SW 2d 278). 

(4) A city (county) is definitely forbidden to become indebted in any matter 
or for any purpose in an amount exceeding in any year the income and revenue 
provided for such year. (Meyers v. City of Louisville, 220 SW 2d 852). 

(5) The County Budget Act, KRS 68.210, provid es that the State Local Finance 
Officer may "investigate, examine and supervise the accounts and operations 
of all local governments and local government officers." 

(6) Since adoption of the County Budget Act and the decision in the Payne case, 
the public i s on notice that credit extended in disregard of the Constitution 
is at the creditor's risk. (Griffin v. Clay County, 201 SW 2d 733) . 

(7) The County Budget Act is designed to require safe and sane methods of 
handling county finances (Cawood v. Stivers, 430 SW 2d 327) 

(8) The acts and omissions of Floyd County as set forth in the Statement of 
Facts warrant the State Local Finance Officer taking the action set forth 
in the following order.

When d1saster strikes Kentuckv. 
such as the tornados of 1974 and floods 
of 1977. one of the first state agencies to 
come to the aid of the citizens of the 
Commonwealth is the Cabinet for 
Human Resources. 

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
has much of the responsibility of car­
ing for people during and after 
disasters in Kentucky. They are among 
the first called by the state Disaster 
and Emergency Services division dur­
ing floods and other natural disasters. 

"From the moment Human 
Resources staff IS notified bv Disaster 
and Emergency Services, things start 
happening," says Human Resources 
chief disaster coordinator bick Green­
well. "During disasters. our first and 
paramount concern is that affected 
people are kept healthy." 

Greenwell is the Human Resources 
staff person who directs needed 
Human R~sourccs services to disaster 
sites. In times of disaster, he answers 
only to the state Disaster and 
Emergency Services division. 

"Keeping people healthy" is the 
reason that the cabinet's Department 
for Health Services' coordinator Joe 
Miller usually accompanies Greenwell 
to the state's disaster control center in 
Frankfort. The Health Services 
Department can. almost instantly. 
coordinate and arrange for doctors. 
nurses and other medical personnel to 
be sent to a disaster area. if local 
media resources are overwhelmed. ac­
cording to Miller. 

Medical personnel and equipment 
are usually sent to disaster sites to 
care for persons with acute medical 
emergencies. said Miller. "After the 
acute emergencies are cared for. 
medical personnel turn their efforts to 
preventing outbreaks of diseases by in­
oculating the affected population." he 
continued. "Local health agencies can 
usually handle this without much help. 
But in large disasters. such as the 
Eastern Kentucky floods of 1977. 
greater numbers of medical personnel 
need to be called in from other areas." 
Miller explained. 

The Health Services Department 
also is responsible for testing food for 
purity and certain water supplies for 
contamination. "Our laboratories in 
Frankfort can work around the clock. 
if necessary. to insure contaminated 
food or water is identified." added 
Miller. 

If there is no ready supply of food in a 
disaster area. Human Resources of­
ficials can arrange for U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture surplus food com­
modities to be shipped into the area. 
This food is distributed to organiza­
tions like the Salvation Army and the 
Red Cross to prepare hot. balanced 
meals for people forced out of their 
homes. and for cleanup volunteers as 
well. Greenwell said. 

"After we are certain that there are 
no lives threatened by food shortages 
or medical problems. our efforts turn 
to keeping existing Human Resources 
offices in the area open," noted Green­
well. Sometimes this involves moving 
offices out of a flooded area to a place 
nearby on high ground. he added. 

Most of the Human Resources local 
offices' day-to--day operations serve 
the least fortunate people in normal 
times, Greenwell said. "In times of 
disaster. it is imperative that people 
continue to be served by programs 
such as food stamps. Aid to Families

The Kentucky Housing Cor­
poration, while not perfect, has provided more and 
more funds for construction of new homes. We need 
to have a new development policy that encourages, 
nat hinders, land development associated with road 
construction and surface mining so that suitable 
housing sites can be constructed. Our water and 
sewage services need a maior governmental com­
mittment for construction, repair and maintenance 
and, state government needs to assist lending in. 
stitutions in providing finances for housing 
construction.

Q. I'm 62 and have just been told I 
have leukemia. I thought that was a 
children's disease. Can you give me any 
general information? 

A Actually, leukemia affects more 
adults than children, with more than 
hal( of all leukemias striking persons 
over 60 years old. 

The outlook for adult leukemia pa­
tients is quite hopeful today. The major 
reason for this is the development of 
chemotherapy treatments. Since you 
have just been diagnosed, possibly by 
your family physician, it is important for 
you to know that treatment should be 
prescribed by an oncologist (cancer 
specialist) . A hemopathologist should be 
consulted if there is any difficulty in 
determining the exact classification of 
your leukemia. A patient's survival 
depends on the initi1l treatment, so it is 
wise to have the most up-to-date treat­
ment from a specialist. 

As a cancer patient, you will be ex­
posed to a whole new vocabulary, one 
that is highly technical and that may be 
confusing '·to the layperson. By all 
means, insist that anything to do with 
your disease and its treatment be ex­
plained fully to you in language you 
understand. When you know you will be 
getting test results, decisions about what 
treatment course to follow, etc., it is also 
wise to take a trusted friend or relative 
with you who will write down what is 
said so you can refer back to it later. You 
may also want to form the habit of 
writing down questions between visits to 
your physician. Remember that it is 
your body that is being treated and that 
you have a right to ask and be informed. 

The most common forms of adult 
leukemia are chronic lymphoid 
leukemia (CLL) and acute myelogenous 
leukemia <AML). Our brochure, "What 
You Need to Know About Adult 
Leukemia," explains these and other 
forms of leukemia. 

Since leukemia is a cancer of the 
blood, understanding the function of the 
blood helps in understanding the 
disease. Blood is composed of cells and 
fluid. There are red cells which carry' 
oxygen and food to the body, white cells 
which fight infection, and platelets

The 58th district basketball tournament at Betsy Layne ran true 
to pre-tournament form with both the boys' and girls' teams of the 
host school winning the championship of its division. 

The Bobcats defeated the Prestonsburg Black Cats in Saturday 
night's finale, 63 to 58, after the Lady Bobcats had downed the Allen 
Central Rebelettes, 61-41, earlier in the evening. All four teams in 
the finals, champions and runnersup, will represent Floyd county 
in the regionals at Johnson Central this week. 

In boys' play: 
The Wheelwright Trojans won their 

first-round encounter with Allen Central, 
73-71, in the one game that was con­
sidered by many as an upset. The Tro­
jans lost t:1e lead they established ear­
ly in the contest when Allen Central's 
Tim Lawson knotted the score, 63-all, 
with a three-point play with seven 
seconds remaining.

Cobras prey on the millions of rats and 
mice which transmit disease and eat 
grain that is desperately needed to feed 
the millions of people in India.

Cobra venom is also made into a 
painkilling medicine that is better and 
safer than many other medicines. Scien­
tists continue to search for otner promis­
ing uses of the venom . 

The cobra's main use for its venom, 
however, is self protection, according to 
Ranger Rick . 

During its vulnerable youth, the cobra 
is the prey of other predators such as the 
catlike "civet" or the badgerlike 
"rate!." Even peacocks will eat young 
cobras like spaghetti , but all these 
dangers subside as the young cobra 
matures ·and becomes more deadly. 
Even the famous cobra-killer, the 
mongoose, is wary of adult cobras. 

To the people of the village Shirala, in 
west-central India, the adult cobra is 
cause for celebration, as villagers have 
"Naga Panchami," or ·'cobra day," 
with the snake as the main attraction. 

On a day of their monsoon season, 
when frequent rains soften the earth, the 
villagers go into their fields and gently 
dig cobras from their nests and bring 
them back to the village in large clay 
pots to await the festival. 

On the morning of the festival, the 
villagers gather with happy shouts, car­
rying their pots of cobras to a small 
shrine where the cobras are let out to be 
worshipped and given offerings of fruit, 
rice and flowers. By noon, the celebra­
tion will have moved back to the village 
to continue until nightfall 

When nightfall comes, the worship is 
over, and the cobras are placed careful­
ly back into their pots . They are releas­
ed the next day to slither off and protect 
the villagers' crops by feeding on rats 
and mice for another year- a cobra's 
natural duty .

Grant made U of L 
For Research Project 

The University of Louisville School of 
Dentistry has received a grant of $40,402 
from the American Fund for Dental 
Health < AFDH 1 for a research project 
concerned with the effects of hydrogen 
peroxide on bone tissue. Robert J. Des­
mond, a Louisville native and executive 
director of AFDH, announced the 
award. 

The study, "Inhibition of Bone by 
Hydrogen Peroxide: Role in Periodon­
tal Disease and Therapy,'' is being 
undertaken by Dr. Warren K. Ramp in 
the dental school's Department of Oral 
Biology. The project begms in July 1983 
and will be conducted for two years, con· 
centrating on the general effects of 
hydrogen peroxide on various types of 
bone . The study has practical 
significance because hydrogen peroxide 
is sometimes used in the treatment of 
gum disease 

The American Fund for Dental 
Health. headquartered in Chicago, is the 
nation's only voluntary. non-profit agen­
cy raising funds and making grants for 
the support of research and education in 
dentistr}. This is its first grant to the 
University of Louisville and one of 13 
g1ven to schools and organizations 
across the country.
