Court App:foves 
Howell's Advice 

In anotl-]er "housecleaning" move, 
the Floyd fiscal court voted Friday to 
implement all 20 recommendations 
made by state Local GQvernment Ad­
visor AI Howell in his recent report on 
county finances. 

Following the state official's advice , 
the court voted to stop subsidizing the 
commonwealth's attorney's office, 
beginning April L Cut from the payroll 
last week were Computer Utilities, Inc. 
the firm that had been preparing the 
county checks, and the Damron and 
Caudill law firm. 

T'"' county is currently serwd by P. 
and B. Ambulance Service, operated 
by Charles ' 'Buck" Joseph and Harold 
"Junior" Joseph, and the Left Beaver 
and Floyd County rescue squads. The 
Josephs were given a franchise by the 
fiscal court last year but County At­
torney Arnold Turner, Jr. explained 
that it is not an exclusive franchise. 

And-while those protestations have 
been made often, without a single pro­
secution to show for them in the 22 
months the system has been in opera­
tion-their reliability might be finally 
coming to a test. • 

For some 42 delinquent accounts 
have. been turned over this week to the 
county attorney for action, said Robert 
McAninch, chairman of the board of 
Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc. 

The cases include individuals and 
businesses, he said, some o.f whom 
have been using the garbage system 

. and not paying for it, but most of whom 
are neither using nor paying for the 
weekly pickup service. 

In addition, a case is being prepared 
against one person accused of dumping 
trash by the roadside, McAninch said. 

The county attorney will probably 
send final notices to the delinquents, 
giving them 10 days to conform with 
the mandatory pickup law before tak­
ing them to court, he said. 

McAninch said he is "relatively 
sure" the solid waste agency will be 
able to renegotiate its $1.5 million bond

Attorney for 30 
Denied Licenses 
Suggests Action 

The question of whether or not alleg­
ed favoritism in the granting of 
package-liquor licenses here con­
stituted criminal activity should be left 
for a grand jury to decide, said an at­
torney representing some of those who 
applied unsuccessfully for the licenses. 

According to a story in the Louisville 
Courier-Journal last Saturday, a slate 
police investigation has turned up 
evidence of political favoritism in the 
granting of the 21 licenses last Dec. 3. 

The investigation was requested by 
state Alcoholic Beverage Commission 
officials in response to allegations, 
most of them made by some of the 116 
unsuccessful applicants, that 
influence-peddling and bribery played 
a part in the license selection process. 

State police officials were quoted as 
saying no evidence of bribery was 
found and, while some public officials 
may have used their influence to seek 
favorable consideration for particular 
applicants, that did not appear to be a 
criminal violation. 

Gary Johnson, a Prestonsburg at­
torney who represents 30 of the unsuc­
cessful applicants, is not happy with 
that assessment. "One man's political 
influence is often another man's 
crime," he said, claiming that 
influence-peddling is prohibited by 
federal law. 

According to Courier-Journal staff 
writer Richard Whitt, state police ap­
peared interested in a meeting held 
shortly before the licenses were award­
ed, between Floyd Judge-Executive 
Jerry Lafferty, Jr,, Sheriff Henry C. 
Hale, ABC Commissioner Edward A. 
Farris and Distilled Spirits Ad­
ministrator Michael W. Davidson. 

Lafferty reportedly suggested that if 
certain individuals did not get licenses 
they might be able to bring about 
another local-option election and Hale 
was said to have given one of the ABC 
officials a slip of paper on which were 
written the names of four or five people 
he thought should receive licenses. 
Sen. Benny Ray Bailey was also said to 
have submitted six to eight names for 
consideration.

Teacher Death 
Ruled Accident 

A Knott county coroner's jury held 
last Thursday that the Dec. 31 gunshot 
death of a Floyd schoolteacher was ac­
cidentaL Coroner Ken Gayheart had 
earlier reckoned as "probably suicide" 
the death of Linda Gay Moore Martin, 
35, a teacher at Clark Elementary 
SchooL 

Charles Martin, the dead woman's 
husband, told the jury his wife did not 
appear to be depressed the morning of 
her death and left no suicide note. She 
may have accidentally discharged the 
pistol in her hand after falling in the 
cluttered, unlit bathroom where her 
body was found, he theorized. 

As the result of a fire at their 
Wayland home last September, the 
family had been staying in a house 
belonging to Martin's grandfather at 
Dema. 

The coroner's jury, which met in 
Hindman, was told that Mrs. Martin 
took a .357 magnum from a d!'esser 
drawer as the family prepared 
breakfast and went alone to a 
bathroom adjoining the house, whence 
a shot was heard soon after . She died of 
a single wound in the chest. 

He and his wife had done some target 
shooting with the pistol the previous 
weekend and he had subsequently 
reloaded it with two shells, probably 
unknown to his wife, Martin said. 

A native of Wayland, Mrs. Martin 
had been a teacher at Clark for five 
years. Besides her husband, she is sur­
vived by her mother, Mrs. Ruth Hall 
Moore, of Wayland, two teenage 
daughters, and three sisters.

New Kentucky Map Taken 
From Satellite Photos 

A new Kentucky map-composed of 
images made by a NASA satellite travel­
ing 570 miles above the earth- has been 
published by the Kentucky Geological 
Survey, located at the University of 
Kentucky. 

The "Satellite Image Map of Ken­
tucky" measures 23 by 29 inches and is 
printed in two colors on coated sack. 

The new map is a mosaic produced by 
combining images taken at various 
times during tHe period 1972-76. from 
NASA's Landsat I and Landsat II. All 
images were made in late fall or early 
spring, and all were made when the sun 
was in the southeast at a relatively low 
angle, so all shadows are on the north­
west side of hills and ridges. 

State and country boundaries are 
overprinted on the map, and small-scale 
county, geologic and physiographic 
maps appear in the map margins as an 
aid in locating and identifying features. 

The state's physiographic regions 
such as Eastern and Western Coal 
Fields, the Bluegrass, the Knobs, can be 
seen on the two-color map. One can easi 
ly identify such features as Pine Moun" 
tain and major lakes and rivers. 

Scale of the map is 1: 1 ,000,000, or one 
inch on the map equals approximately 
16 miles on the ground.

In the past year, for instance, Heller 

and Martin have taught a one-day com-
puter literacy course, offered every few 
months, for the Smithsonian Institution 
Resident Associate Program. The 
course is held in the National Museum 
of Natural History, where participants 
on their way to the computer revolution 
pass through halls filled with nature's 

onders. 
In this "out-of-context, non-traditional 

setting," Heller says, people feel more 
at ease. A recent course attracted some 
450 people, mostly over the age of 30, in­
cluding attorneys, accountants, 
bankers, economists, artists, writers, 
physicians, secretaries, homemakers, 
teachers and even a special agent from 
the FBI. 

The Smithsonian course is similar to 
hose offered across the nation by com­

munity colleges, libraries, computer 
clubs, some commercial enterprises and 
the adult-education programs of col­
leges, universities and recreation 
centers. 

Most courses explain the basic prin­
ciples and terminology of computers, 
discuss applications and explore social 
and ethical concerns. Some even teach 
basic programming. At least one public­
broadcasting station, WETA-TV in 
Vashington, D.C., is running a 23-week 

course in basic computer literacy, which 
viewers can take for credit through local 
colleges. As an added bonus, each col­
lege offers "hands-on" time in the 
school's computer facilities. 

More exotic-and more expensive­
introductions also are available. Club 
Med, a company that offers pre-pack­
aged week-long getaways at various 
"villages" in tropical locations, has 
equipped several of its resorts with per-
onal computers and instructors. 
From Connecticut to California, adults 

also have their very own computer 
camps, a luxury formerly reserved for 
precocious kids. And virtually all large 
children's camps now promote com­
puter instruction as a prime selling point 
in their ads.

The Daniels Creek Story 
I appreciate the interest of the Floyd 

County Times in the cleanup effort on 
Daniels Creek, as reflected in the "Pret­
tiest Spring" story and accompanying 
picture, published March 2, 1983. 

Three errors should be noted, in the in­
terest of accuracy. 

First, it was Daniels Creek Develop­
ment Company, a limited partnership, 
owned by George Harkins, Monte 
Harkins, Don Harkins, Jr. and Scott 
Harkins, who funded the major portion 
of the private sector's contribution to the 
program. No "Daniels Creek Develop­
ment Club" yet exists. But forming one 
for future projects is an intriguing idea. 

Second, none of my efforts in the 
beautification of Daniels Creek were 
undertaken "as administrator of 
Harkins Mineral Associates of Betsy 
Layne". Harkins Mineral Associates 
(which was not involved in the project) 
is a limited partnership owned by more 
than thirty people. Its business is 
managed by four general partners. I am 
not a general partner, nor do I have the 
authority or responsibility to administer 
its affairs. My only relationship to it 
since Aprill5, 1981 when my son replac­
ed me as a general partner, has been as 
a limited partner. Of course, as a limited 
partner, I do have a financial interest in 
Harkins Mineral Associates, which I try 
to advance by bringing it, as a major 
coal owner, together with responsible 
coal operators through coal leasing. Any 
"administration" performed by me 
relative to the removal of trash and 
debris from Daniels Creek was on behalf 
of Daniels Creek Development Company 
in the expenditure of its funds in support 
of the project. 

Third, I cannot help feeling that the 
story glorified my personal role at the 
expense of others without whose strong 
help little could have been done. 
Rudolph Lewis, Lowell Sammons and 
David Cooley were mentioned, but their 
contribution greatly exceeded the credit 
given. To them, to Scotty Jarvi!>, 
Dwayne Jarvis, Greta Harkins and the 
staff of Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc., 
I tip my hat and offer my warm thanks. 

Finally, the interest and support of the 
Times' own staff was vital. If errors oc­
curred in the telling, they were human 
and minor. Your staff worked hard and 
wrote objectively. If this project and 
your story strikes that "spark of hope" 
that ignites a broader program of coun­
ty beautification, it will be a bright new 
day for us all. Our mountains and our 
valleys are gifts from God. The litter 
and trash came from us. Surely what we 
have thrown down we can pick up. I 
hope, for all who love these mountains 
and valleys, that we have just begun.

Urges Opposition 
A proposed change in Kentucky's 

budget seriously challenges the state's 
funding for highways. The Blue Grass 
Automobile Club-AAA urges motorists 
to voice their opposition to their 
legislators and to the Governor's of­
fice . 

A recommendation made by the 
Governor's budget advisors to solve a 
shortage in the General Fund is to hold 
back $44 million in coal severance tax 
originally earmarked for the Road 
Fund. In 1978, the Kentucky General 
Assembly designated the coal 
severance tax to be used to pay off the 
coal road bonds . If this recent recom­
mendation is accepted, it will create 
serious consequences to our highway 
program. 

In the past. Kentucky was able to ob­
tain federal highway funds because it 
was ready with the planning and re­
quired matching funds. Due to recent 
increases in federal revenues for some 
states, there is an excellent chance 
that Kentucky could get substantial 
money this and next year when other 
states fail to use their apportionments. 
Any cutback in revenues for the Road 
Fund jeopardizes our ability to receive 
these funds. 

Kentucky cannot maintain its pre­
sent highway system and complete 
needed improvements without keeping 
current revenues and creating new 
funding SOI.Irces. The Blue Grass 
Automobile Club asks motorists to ex­
press their concern to members of the 
General Assembly, or call AAA toll­
free at 1-800-432-0996 and share your 
opinion with the Pubic Relations 
department.

Nowhere in this portion of the 
heartland is change more evident than 
along the banks of the Tri-State allot­
ment of the Ohio River, where one 
skinny-dipped as a vacationing 
youngster and marveled at the enter­
prise of ones elders. 

But all of it is still under the spell of 
the dark hills. beloved in prose and 
poetry. Many may have come, and con­
quered, and departed in some disar­
ray, but the hills are still there. After 
all, they belong to the Creator, who 
decided that was where they should be, 
forever and ever.

Q. My sister has breast cancer, which 
makes me more apt to get it. I'm ex­
amining myself monthly and see my 
doctor. However, my sister has receiv­
ed no instructions about examining 
herself, etc. Common sense tells me she 
should be even more careful now. Am I 
right? 

A. You are absolutely right that your 
sister should be even more aware of any 
changes in her body after mastectomy 
and should report them at once to her 
physician. The Cancer Hopeline has two 
brochures that explain this in detail. 

The first is "Self-Examination After 
Breast Cancer Surgery" by Dorothy 
Hollis, R.N. It explains with simple 
drawings how to do breast self­
examination <BSE) for both the remain­
ing breast and the operated side. 

BSE is doubly important for the post­
mastectomy woman because breast 
cancer is a multicentric disease; that is, 
if one malignancy has developed, there 
may other cancerous spots in both 
breasts. Thus, a new tumor in the op­
posite breast is usually completely in­
dependent of the first. BSE enables a 
woman to detect any new growth early, 
when it is most curable. The brochure 
also deals briefly but very thoroughly 
with the emotional adjustment to 
mastectomy. 

"If You've Had Breast Cancer" 
discusses the possibility of recurrence 
and what can be done about it. Possible 
symptoms of recurrent disease are men­
tioned, but it is made clear that such 
symptoms may be the result of another 
illness. It is wise to be obser\'ant, even 
though cancer patients fear the least 
ache or !)a in. Still, persistent ones should 
be reported to the physician. Precau­
tions for the post-mastectomy woman 
and a section on medical definitions are 
also included. 

You are to be commended for the 
precautions you are taking in your own 
behalf. Be sure that any other sisters 
and your and their daughters also are 
aware of their increased risk .

'Quakes, Volcanoes 
Subject of Special 

E .G. Marshall narrates an in-depth 
look at the terror and mystery of earth­
quakes and volcanoes in "Born of Fire," 
a new "National Geographic Special," 
airing on Wednesday, April6, at 8 p.m.

This one-hour special explains new 
ideas, which may help man to predict 
and cope with these geologic events. The 
theory of plate tectonics holds that both 
earthquakes and volcanoes are caused 
by the interaction of jagged-edged plates 
deep within the earth's crust.

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Annexation's 
Foes May Fight 
A Losing Battle 

Even P restonsburg City Manager 
David Evans had to admit it seems 
hardly fair, the resistance people are 
required to mount in order to block a 
city's bid to annex them . 

It takes only half the property 
owners of an area proposed for annexa­
tion to have the prop(>sal put on the 
ballot at the next election. And, after 
fielding questions from about 150 Aux­
ier road residents at a meeting in Horn 
Chapel last Thursday, Evans concedes 
that the city's proposal to annex that 
section will more than likely be on the 
ballot in November. 

But for the foes of annexation-and 
that includes most. if not all. of those 
who spoke their mind at Thursday's 
meeting-getting on the ballot is only 
the first of their problems. In order to 
stop the city's plan to make their 
neighborhood part of Prestonsburg, 75 
percent of their neighbors must vote 
against it. 

That does not mean three-quarters of 
those who vote in the election in that 
precinct. It means three-quarters of 
the area's eligible voters . Conceivably. 
100 percent of those who actually vote 
could oppose the plan and yet, if voter 
t urnout was relatively light, not 
amount to 75 percent of the eligible 
voters. 

Although they were hard-pressed to 
defend it as an example of majority 
rule, Evans, Mayor Harold Cooley, and 
council members Eunice Shepherd and 
Bill Ray Collins outlined what they saw 
as the merits of annexation for an au­
dience that appeared fairly hostile to 
the idea. 

Fire insurance on a $60,000 home, 
which would cost them about $475 a 
year in the county, where they are 
burdened with a Class 10 underwriters ' 
rating, could be had for $286 in the city, 
which enjoys a Class 6 rating, accor­
ding to a fact sheet distributed by city 
officials. 

The bill for 6000 gallons of water, 
amounting to $15.25 at county rates, 
would come to $10.65 at the city rate-a 
saving of $4.60 a month or $55.20 a 
year- it was said. 

For the same $6-a-month fee, they 
could get twice-a-week garbage pickup 
in the city compared to a weekly 
pickup in the county-and the city, 
unlike the county, offers a discount to 
senior citizens, the Auxier road resi­
dents were told. 

Add to that round-the-clock police 
and fire protection, and street lights 
and road maintenance, and the offer is 
clearly a bargain, as city officials see 
it. 

Even after paying Prestonsburg 
taxes at a rate of 29 cents per $100 
valuation-$174 on a $60,000 
home-they stood to realize an annual 
savings of around $243, the Auxier road 
residents were told. 

If anyone was convinced by the city's 
sales pitch they were not admitting it 
Thursday night. The sheriff's depart­
ment and state police could take care 
of their few crime problems and the 
Auxier fire department could ex­
tinguish their fires, some argued. 

Some disputed the city's figures on 
fire insurance costs; others said they 
had invested heavily in their own 
sewage facilities and had no need to 
hook onto Prestonsburg's system; one 
man worried that he would not be able 
to keep livestock if his property was in­
corporated. 

"It's always a volatile issue," Evans 
said after the meeting. "Either you're 
for it or against it. There seems to be 
no middle ground." 

"We felt we should present the peo­
ple with the facts so that they could 
decide for themselves," he said of the 
city-sponsored meeting. "Nobody can 
force annexation on them." 

Maybe not, but the law can certainly 
make it hard to resist. Of the 1068 
estimated by one count to be e-ligib' 
voters in the area proposed for annexa­
tion, 801 would have to vote "No" 
before the plan could be stopped. 

When Mays Branch was proposed for 
annexation in 1981, fully 100 percent of 
the area's 26 voters cast a vote, rejec­
ting the proposal by 19 votes to 7. It was 
one vote short of the number required 
to block the annexation . 

"I don't think we changed anybody's 
mind," City Manager Evans said after 
last week's Horn Chapel meeting. 
What the city is apparently unable to 
secure by persuasion, however, it may 
yet exact with the help of the law.

The decision came in response to a 
suit filed by a Lawrenceburg market 
which was denied a beer license 
because of objections by a nearby 
Church of God. It was the first ruling 
on the issue m Kentucky since the U.S. 
Supreme Court last year struck down a 
similar law in Massachusetts. 

The ABC Board is expected to appeal 
the ruling.

Seniors, Out in Force, Get 
Promises, Individual Support 

" You can tell we're fairly desperate 
or we wouldn't be here in these 
numbers, " Delmas Saunders, 
spokesman for a group of more than 80 
senior citizens, told the fiscal court Fri­
day. 

Most of the magistrates found the 
numbers convincing. They hastened to 
declare their esteem for the elderly, 
several of them donating money from 
their own pockets to help support the 
county's three senior citizen centers. 

But, while they appreciated the 
donors' sincerity, Saunders said, what 
the seniors were asking for was not 
charity but a reliable share of the coun­
ty's resources. 

The size of the delegation, which also 
presented to the court a petition bear­
ing 600 signatures, forced the transfer 
of the fiscal court meeting from the 
courthouse annex to the circuit cour­
troom . 

Essentially, the group sought fun­
ding for the busdrivers who provide for 
many of them their only access to 
stores, physicians, and companions. 
"There is no way I can get into town 
without the bus," said Myrtle Skeans, 
who lives up a hollow two miles from 
Martin . Helping seniors stay in touch 
with the community is "the most im­
portant thing the county can do," she 
said. 

Vernon Rice said the future of the 
county's three senior citizen 
centers-at Archer Park, Martin and 
Wheelwright-was at stake. "Without 
some funds the program will die," he 
warned. 

Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr, 
who said he had already contributed 
$500 to the program, pledged another 
$1000 from personal funds. His brother 
Adrian, who was seated in the au­
dience, also promised to give $1500. "I 
have a mother-in-law involved Cin the 
senior citizen program)," he explain­
ed. Magistrates Gerald DeRossett and 
Ed Caudill contributed $300 apiece, 
each of the donations drawing au­
dience applause. 

But what the county's elderly 

citizens need is "something of a sus­
taining nature," Saunders said. "We 
should not have to depend on the 

, generosity of individual donors," he 
added. 

Although it was not clear where the 
money would come from-the Com­
munity Action Program might help, 
the judge said-he would "see that 
they get the buses back on the road this 
month," Lafferty promised . 

The seniors. who have had their 
share of unfulfilled promises, ap­
peared willing again to take the court 
at its word . But, even as they took their 
leave, the issue of the county's support 
for its elderly population was clearly 
not about to go away. 

"Senior citizens are going to be com­
ing on all the time," Nora Martin, of 
Turkey · Creek, reminded the court. 
"After we've gone, there will be others 
to take our place. "

Bottling Firm 
Named in Suits 

Three Floyd residents who claim 
they found foreign matter in bottles of 
Pepsi Cola, have sued East Kentucky 
Beverage Company in two suits filed in 
circuit court here this week. The two 
suits bring to four the number of 
similar lawsuits pending against the 
firm-and have drawn a strong 
response from a senior official of the 
company. 

Phillip Hall claims he gagged and 
vomited after drinking from a bottle he 
purchased from .the Stop and Shop 
store at Estill last December. In 
another unopened bottle bought at the 
same time there is visible "what ap­
pears to be a worm or other crawling 
type insect," he alleges . 

In his suit, filed by Martin attorney 
Greg Stumbo, Hall is seeking $50,000 in 
compensatory damages and $25,000 in 
punitive damages . 

In the other lawsuit, also filed by At­
torney Stumbo, Thomas and Janice 
Hackworth say they found a foreign ob­
ject that they first thought was a piece 
of ice floating in a bottle of Pepsi they 
purchased Jan. 7 at the Martin Save­
Mart. They claim $25,000 each in com­
pensatory damages and a like amount 
jointly in punitive damages. 

In both suits East Kentucky 
Beverage, of Pikeville, named as the 
firm that bottled the drinks, is accused 
of negligence. 

But John Dupuy, the company's 
senior vice-president, thinks his firm is 
the victim of a fad if not of a downright 
hoax. 

"It's very easy to open a bottle of 
Pepsi, put something in it, and take it 
to a lawyer," he said this week. 

And, short of deliberate fraud, it is 
quite possible, he thinks, that the cur­
rent spate of lawsuits says more about 
public perceptions than it does about 
the cleanliness of the Pikeville bottling 
plant. 

"In the ten years I've been here this 
is the first time we're had any cases 
like this- and suddenly we have four of 
them.;, ·he noted . Moreover, he added, 
wnue the company does much more 
business in Pike coupty, all four suits 
have originated in Floyd county. 

In a plant that last year turned out 
50,589,432 bottles of Pepsi, Seven-Up 
and Dr. Pepper, it is inevitable that im­
purities will occasionally turn up, 
Dupuy concedes. Even though each 
bottle is visually and electronically 
checked before it leaves the plant, 
there can be no absolute guarantee 
against human or mechanical error, he 
argues. 

It is a problem that all sectors of the 
food and beverage industry have to live 
with, he said. 

The Pikeville plant is regularly in­
spected by officials from the state 
Health Department, the Food and 
Drug Administration, and the firms 
that supply concentrate for the bottled 
drinks, Dupuy said. "They say our 
plant is one of the cleanest in the coun­
try," he added, "and we pride 
ourselves on that."

Jurors and potential jurors ought to 
know that the felons they send to prison 
will, in all likelihood, serve only a frac­
tion of their sentence before being 
released on parole, Commonwealth's 
Attorney James R. Allen said this 
week. 

Since Kentucky law prohibits pro­
secutors and judges from telling a jury 
how long or short a time a person may 
have to serve before being eligible for 
parole, some jurors labor under the 
misapprehension that the convict they 
sentence will actually stay in prison for 
the time they fix, Allen said. 

"If jurors in these cases had all the 
facts," the commonwealth's attorney 
said, "they would probably set a dif­
ferent sentence." 

Allen's argument finds an echo in a 
Johnson county prosecutor's dismay 
this week on learning that Lynn 
Holbrook, sentenced last fall to 20 
years in prison for murdering her 
policeman husband, had been granted 
a parole hearing April 4. 

In order to publicize the situation, 
the Kentucky Commonwealth's At­
torneys' Association has launched a 
statewide educational program on the 
issue of probation and parole, Allen 
said. 

Under ex~g Department of 
Justice rules, an individual sentenced 
from one to two years may be paroled 
after serving four months; those jailed 
for terms ranging from two to 30 years

may be released after serving one-fifth 
of their sentence; for sentences rang­
ing from 30 years to life, parole is 
possible after eight years. 

What does it mean, then-the ques­
tion is raised in a press release 
distributed by the commonwealth's at­
torneys' group- that a jury sentences a 
defendant to 10 years' hard labor in the 
state penitentiary? 

For one thing, it may not mean that 
the defendant will spend even a day in 
prison, say the attorneys, who note that 
the trial judge may proba te the 
sentence. Or the defendant may spend 
only a month in prison if the court, 
judging that he has learned his lesson, 
grants him "shock" probation. 

But, even if his sentence is not pro­
bated, the chances are very high that, 
as long as he behaves himself in prison, 
he will make parole in two years. 

Theoretically, it is up to the state 
parole board to decide each case on its 
merits. But the overcrowded condition 
of the state prisons, and the fact that 
there is little public support for 
building more prisons, means that the 
parole board really doesn't have much 
choice, the prosecutors argue. 

If 100 new prisoners are brought into 
an already full prison, there is no alter­
native but to parole 100 existing 
prisoners. Over the years the parole 
board has shortened most sentences 
until only the most hardened prisoners 
serve their full term, they point out. 

Under state law, however, these con­
siderations may not be raised in the 
presence of a jury. If they ·could be 
raised, prosecutors contend, jurors 
would be in a better position to render a 
verdict and to fix a sentence commen­
surate with the offense. 

One answer to the problem, they sug­
gest, would be to allow the judge to 
make a brief explanation to the jury of 
the rules of probation and parole. 
Others have suggested that state 
courts follow the federal system of re­
quiring juries simply to determine 
guilt or innocence while leaving it to 
the judge to fix the sentence.

"A service 
contract provides a specific time during 
which' the service contractor agrees to 
repair or maintain your car for a 
predetermined price. It is purchased 
separately from the car and does not 
necessarily have to be bought from the 
dealer. The service contract may cover 
routine inspection and maintenance on­
ly, or it may cover major repairs.'' 

If you are one of the estimated 50% of 
new car buyers who have already pur­
chased an automobile service contract, 
or if you are considering such a pur­
chase, Beshear suggests that you con­
sider the following: 

1. Who is responsible for the contract? 
Service contracts can be purchased 

from automobile manufacturers, in­
dependent contract companies, in­
dividual dealers or dealer associations. 

Beshear warns that although most 
companies that sell service contracts 
are reliable, some companies Jack 
funds, insurance, or go out of business. 
When this happens, you are left with a 
worthless contract and bills to pay. Be 
certain the company with which you 
deal is reputable.

2. What benefits are included in the 
contract? 

Contracts may offer different 
coverage for different parts of the car. 
It may cover all parts or major 
mechanical repairs. Some contracts pay 
for maintenance, towing and car rental 
expenses. If you are unsure of the 
benefits offered, ask the person from 
whom you are purchasing the contract 
to explain it more fully. 

3. Is a service contract necessary in 
addition to a warranty? 

If the coverage provided by the ser­
vice contract overlaps with the warran­
ty coverage, compare costs and 
coverages to determine if the additional 
expense is justified. 

4. How will repair bills be paid? 
The service contract company may 

pay the mechanic or dealer directly, or 
you may be required to make the initial 
payment and later be reimbursed by the 
service contract company. 

5. Who can service the car? 
Most service contracts allow the sell­

ing dealership to service the car. 
Manufacturers have dealerships nation­
wide, so service is available if you travel 
or move. Some contracts allow the 
automobile owner to choose his/her own 
mechanic. Other companies may only 
offer service in a specific geographical 
location. 

6. What is the cost of the service 
contract? 

Most contracts cost between 
$1()()-$345 and can last from a few 
months to 5 years/50,000 miles. 
Manufacturers' service contracts offer 
basically the same coverage for all new 
cars. Price changes by car model. In­
dependent and dealer service contracts 
are based on car make, model, condi­
tion, what is covered and length of 
contract. • 

7. Will there be other costs involved? 
Some may require you to pay a fee for 

each unrelated repair, while some may 
request a flat rate fee each visit for all 
repairs . The service contract may limit 
the total amount charged for towing ex­
penses and car rental. A cancellation f~ 
may also be charged for ending the 
contract. 

"Before ehtering into a service con­
tract, read the contract very carefully," 
advises Beshear. "If you do not fully 
understand all of the information in the 
service contract, do not sign it. Have the 
salesperson or someone who his 
knowledgeable in the area explain the 
contract to you.''

The candidate discussed her plans for 
strengthening Kentucky's educational 
system and the need for a strong rural 
roads program. She also stressed the 
importance of a firm criminal justice 
program and stated that she is opposed 
to gun control. 

The Pattern Of 
Family Violence 

In 1979, the Louis Harris & Associates, 
Inc., conducted a survey to learn more 
about the problem of family violence. 
The survey was sponsored by the Ken­
tucky Commission on women. Since 
spouse abuse is considered to be the 
most common unreported crime in 
America today, very little information 
was available to help provide an 
understanding of the problems involved. 

The Harris study indicated that abuse 
commonly occurs in families such as 
yours. It occurs everywhere-in 
suburbs, rural areas, inner city 
neighborhoods- among families of all 
backgrounds, religions, and income 
levels . While every family is unique, it 
seems there is a pattern of behavior that 
is typical in most battering relation­
ships. The pattern has three phases: 

Phase One- Tension Building. Ten­
sion begins to build in the relationship. 
The abuser may be having difficulties on 
the job or experiencing pressures within 
the family. The abuser becomes edgy 
and likely to react to problems in a 
violent manner. The victim is often cut 
off from family and friends, therefore 
isolated from any means of help. The 
victim is usually ridiculed and blamed 
as the cause of the problems. 

Phast Two-Acute Battering Incident. 
An event-usually something minor will 
trigger the battering incident. At this 
point, the abuser's rage is out of control 
and the victim becomes the target for 
the anger; the object of the violence. 
After the attack begins, there is nothing 
the victim can do to stop it- the abuser 
is usually beyond reasoning logic. 

The abuse takes many forms-from 
threats, hair-pulling, or shoving, to 
beating, choking, or kicking, to the use 
of a weapon to shoot or stab the victim. 
Most abuse occurs at night or on the 
weekend when the abuser is tired or 
edgy- rarely does anyone outside the 
family witness the abuse. This is the 
shortest phase and ends when the victim 
has "learned their lesson" . 

Phase Three- Loving, Contrite Stage. 
During this phase, the abuser usually 
tries to make up for what has happen­
ed. They may buy presents for the vic­
tim and concentrate on proving they are 
sorry for what happened, that the abuse 
had been an "accident" that won't hap­
pen again. The victim becomes hopeful 
that the relationship is a loving one and 
the promises are made sincerely. Unfor­
tunately, these are promises the partner 
cannot or will not keep. The family lives 
in a false sense of harmony until tension 
begins to build and the pattern is 
repeated. 

Family violence is as vicious cycle 
that can seriously injure or cripple the 
victims. The abuse usually becomes 
more severe and can often lead to the 
death of a family member. 

Unless steps are taken by those involv­
ed to get help, the cycle will continue 
within the family . For information on 
where a family can go for help and the 
services available, contact Terrie Har­
ns, executive director, Mountain 
Women's Opportunity Center, Box 119;

Bonus, Says Traum 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 

has been providing twenty-four hour 
emergency room coverage with ex­
perienced emergency physicians for the 
residents of the Floyd County, Kentucky 
area since the early seventies. However, 
a number of the residents may be 
unaware of this service, or take it for 
granted. 

"Many people," said Clarence Traum, 
administrator of Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, "do not realize that 
twenty-four hour emergency physician 
coverage is not necessarily a standard 
feature in all hospitals. Most of the area 
residents may realize that a physician 
is always available, but they probably 
do not understand that this is a special 
service and that the physician is special­
ly trained." 

"The trained emergency room 
coverage in the past was often provid­
ed by the hospital's own medical staff. 
Even though this was- and still is in 
many hospitals-a fairly standard 
means of coverage, it is not necessarily 
the most efficient or effective way to 
provide treatment," explained Mr. 
Traum. "This arrangement results in 
frequent inconveniences for both the pa­
tient and the physicians. If a staff physi­
cian is busy in his office or is some 
distance away from the hospital, the 
emergency room patient could be in for 
a long wait. On the other hand, the staff 
physicians are subject to frequent inter­
ruptions and are sometimes forced to 
leave office patients who have less 
urgent problems. " 

Since June 1979, Highlands Regional 
Medical Center has contracted with 
Medical Associates Inc., a multi­
hospital emergency physicians group, 
to provide emergency room services. 
The physicians specialize in emergen­
cy medicine.

REGULATIONS OF ALCOHOLIC 

BEVERAGE CONTROL 
ADMINISTRATOR OF THE 

COUNTY OF FLOYD 

SECTION I-OFFICE AND FUNC­
TIONS OF COUNTY ALCOHOLIC 
BEVERAGE CONTROL ADMINI­
STRATOR 

a l The office of Alcoholic Beverage 
Control Administrator for the County of 
Floyd was created by the Fiscal Court 
of said county pursuant to KRS to carry 
out the duties imposed by the Ken tuck~· 
Revised Statutes and by Ordinances of 
the County of Floyd. 

bl Any person desiring to obtain a 
license to sell or dispense wholesale or 
retail distilled spirits or malt beverages 
shall make application to the County Ad­
ministrator on appropriate forms pr<t 
vided by the Kentucky Department <f 
Alcoholic Beverages Control. If, in the 
judgment of the County Administrator, 
the applicant has complied with all re­
quirements of the state and local 
alcoholic beverage control law, an ap­
propriate license shall be issued provid­
ed that applicant is a person of good 
moral character he owes no past due 
taxes or license fees to the county, ap­
plicant shall have done no act for which 
revocation of an alcoholic beverage 
license would be authorized by Jaw, the 
premises are suitably located and the 
license may be issued within the quota 
fixed by law. 

c l The County Alcoholic Beverage 
Control Administrator shall, in the ex­
ercise of his discretion, refuse to issue 

• or renew an alcoholic beverage license 
· to any person who has not conducted his 
• busine5s in a lawful manner or who is 
known to conduct or encourage a 

• disorderly place of business or who per­
. mits or engages in disorderly conduct, 
• Qr who has been convicted of any viola­

lion of any criminal or penal law, except 
tr1ffic violations, during the two (2) 

• years immediately preceding his ap­
plication or renewal. It is hereby deem­
ed a nd declared to be in the best interest 

• of public health, welfare and safety that 
the County Administrator shall have 
dt~cret ion to issue such licenses as he 
<leerns will promote the general welfare 
f the County of Floyd. 

; dl All revenue derived from license 
fees or fines herein provided shall be 
patd to the County Alcoholic Beverage 
Control Administrator for the benefit of 
the County of Floyd and said revenue 
shall become a part of the general funds 
of the County. 

• e ) The Alcoholic Beverage Control Ad­
ministrator shall make an annual writ­
ten report of his office to the Floyd 
Fiscal Court 

II - PREMISES ON WHICH RETAIL 
MALT BEVERAGES BY DRINK MAY 
BE SOLD 

Retail sale of malt beverages by the 
drink or cbntainer for consumption on 
premises shall be prohibited in the Coun­
ty of Floyd except: 

l l Retail sale of malt beverages by the 
drink shall be permitted on licensed 
premises on which the sale of food is a 
principle business. Such establishment 
which shall contain a seating capacity, 
and tables, booths or counter space, for 
a minimum of fifty (50) customers. An 
establishment, as used herein, shall 
mean that at least Eighty (80%) percent 
of the gross income of such restaurant, 
exclusive of malt beverage sales, shall 
consist of food prepared and served for 
consumption on the premises. Further, 
said establishment shall at all times be 
in full compliance with the standards 
and provisions of the 1981 NFT A Life 
and Safety Code and the provisions of 
KRS 217.280 to 217.390, the "food 
establishment Ia w." 

2l The provisions relative to seating 
capacity of this section shall not apply 
to any establishment existing prior to 
the enactment of this regulation, if such 
establishment is engaged principally in 
the sale of food prepared and served for 
consumption on the premises, as set 
forth heretofore. 

3l Retail sale of malt beverages by the 
drink shall be permitted on licensed 
premises which contain a seating 
capacity, and tables, booths or counter 
space, for a minimum of Fifty (50) 
customers. Further, said establishment 
shall at all times be in full compliance 
with the standards and provisions of the 
1981 NFTA Life and Safety Code and the 
provisions KRS 217.280 to 217.390, the 
"food establishment Jaw." 

4) Retail sale of malt beverages by the 
drink shall be permitted on licensed per­
mises whose primary business is pro­
viding live entertainment for patrons. 
Such establishment shall contain a 
seating capacity, and tables, booths or 
counter space, for a minimum of One 
Hundred 000> customers. Further, said 
establishment shall at all times be in full 
compliance with the standards and pro­
visions of the 1981 NFTA Life and Safe­
ty Code and the provisions of KRS 
217.280 to 217.390, the "food establish­
ment law." 

SECTION III - INSPECTIONS 
a l Applicants !'or licenses intending to 

operate an establishment as defined in 
Section II (a> and for renewal of licenses 
shall provide written confirmation of 
compliance with the 1981 NFTA Life and 
Safety Code 101 signed by an authoriz­
ed inspector of the Corr.:nonwealth of 
Kentucky Fire Marshall's Office within 
the previous twelve (12) months and the 
provisions of KRS 217.280 through 217.390 
signed by an authorited inspector of the 
Department of Health prior to issuance 
of a retail license within the previous 
twelve C12l months. 

bl The County Alcoholic Control Ad· 
ministrator or any peace officers may 
at anytime during business hours enter 
and inspect any premises licensed for 
the sale of alcoholic beverages without

laws arc violated by a corporation, any

SECTION IV - PENALTIES

be fined not less than ten ($10.00) dollars 
per day nor more than One Hundred 
<$100 OOl dollars per day. 

bl Citation of a violation of the 1981 
NFTA Life and Safety Code 1010 by the 
Fire Marshall's officer or of the provi­
sions of KRS 216.280 through 217.390 by 
the Department of Health shall result in 
suspension of the license for sale of 
alcoholic beverages until such time as 
the Fire Marshall's office or the Depart­
ment of Health makes a written deter­
mination that said violation has been 
corrected.

AN ORDINANCE 
OF THE COUNTY OF FLOYD, 

COMMONWEALTH OF KENTUCKY, 
PROVIDING FOR THE TAXATION OF 
SALES OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES 

ON THE RETAIL LEVEL 
WHEREAS, the citizens of the Coun­

ty of Floyd have enacted local option for 
legal alcoholic beverages sales, and 

WHEREAS, this Court believes that 
the citizens of the county of Floyd desire 
a local tax, if legally permissible, now 

THEREFORE, it is hereby ordained 
that this Ordinance be enacted effective 
the 14th day of March, 1983. 
ARTICLE 1: DEFINITIONS 

For the purpose of this Ordinance, the 
following terms, phrases and their 
derivations shall have the meeting given 
herein, unless the context clearly in 
dicates that another meaning is intend­
ed. When not inconsistent with the con­
text, words used in the present tense in 
elude the future, words in the plural in­
clude the singular number, and words in 
the singular number include the plural 
number. The word "shall" is always 
mandatory and not merely directory. 

(1) "Alcohol" means ethyl alcohol, 
hydrated oxide of ethyl or spirit of wine, 
from whatever source or by whatever 
process it is produced. 

(2) "Alcoholic beverage" means 
every liquid or solid, whether patented 
or not, containing alcohol in an amount 
in excess of that permitted under KRS 
Chapter 242 and capable of being con­
sumed by a human being. It includes 
every spurious or imitatioR liquor sold 
as, or under any name commonly used 
for alcoholic beverages, whether con­
taining· any alcohol or not. It does not in­
clude the following products if they are 
unfit for use for beverage purposes: (a) 
medicinal preparations manufactured 
in accordance with formulas prescrib­
ed by the United States Pharmacopoeia 
National Formulary or the American In­
stitute of Homeopathy; (b) patented, pa­
tent and proprietary medicine; (c) 
toilet, medicinal and antiseptic prepara­
tions and solutions; and (d) fla·,roring ex­
tracts and syrups . 

(3) "Licensee" means any person to 
whom a license has has been issued, pur-
suant to KRS 243.020 to 243.670. · 

(4) "Retail sale" means any sale 
where delivery is made in Kentucky to 
any person not holding a license. 

(5) "Retailer" means any person who 
sells at retail any alcoholic beverage for 
the sale of which a license is required. 

(6) "Sale" means any transfer, ex­
change or barter for consideration, and 
includes all sales made by any person, 
whether principal, proprietor, agent, 
servant or employee, of any alcoholic 
beverage. 

(7) "Sell" includes solicit or receive 
an order for, keep or expose for sale, 
keep with intent to sell, and the delivery 
of any alcoholic beverage. 

(8) "Wholesale sale" means a sale to 
any person for the purpose of resale. 

(9) "Wholesaler" means any person 
who sells at wholesale any alcoholic 
beverage for the sale of which a license 
is required, except a distiller, rectifier 
brewer or vinter. 

(10) "Person" meaning any in­
dividual, firm, copartnership, joint ven­
ture, association, social club, fraternal 
organization, corporation, estate, trust, 
business trust, receiver, trustee, syn­
dicate, ' cooperative, assignee, govern­
mental unit or agency, or any other 
group or combination acting as a unit. 

( 11) "Sales price" means the total 
amount for which the alcoholic beverage 
is sold, valued in money, whether paid 
in money or otherwise, without any 
deduction on account of any of the 
following: 

<a) The cost of alcoholic beverage 
sold. 

(b) The cost of transportation of the 
alcoholic beverage prior to its purchase. 

(c) The cost of labor or service cost, 
interest charged, losses, or any other 
expenses. 

"Sales price" includes any amount for 
which credit is given to the purchaser by 
the seller and does not include cash dis­
counts allowed and taken on sales or the 
amount of any tax (not including, 
however, any manufacturer's excise or 
import duty> imposed by the United 
States upon or with respect to retail 
sales, whether imposed upon the retailer 
or the consumer. 

(12) "Seller" includes every person 
engaged in the business of selling 
alcoholic beverages, the gross receipts 
from the retail sale of which are re­
quired to be included in the measure of 
the sales tax. 

(13) "Taxpayer" means any person 
liable for tax under this Ordinance. 

(14) "Gross revenues" means revenue 
derived directly or indirectly from the 
sale of alcoholic beverages by a 
licensee without deduction of the cost 
of doing business. 

05) "In this county" means within the 
interior limits of the County of Floyd and 
includes a territory within these limits 
owned by or ceded to the United States 
of America. 
ARTICLE II : IMPOSITION OF SALES 
TAX 

For the privilege of making "retail 
sales" of alcoholic beverages within the 
confines of Floyd County, Kentucky, a 
tax is hereby imposed upon all retailers 
at the rate of six per cent ( 6% J of the 
gross receipts of any retailer derived 
from "retail sales" made within this 
county on and after 1983. · 
ARTICLE III : RETAILER'S POWER 
TO COLLECT FROM CONSUMER 

The taxes herein imposed may be col­
lected by the retailer from the 
consumer. 
ARTICLE IV: PROHIBITED ADVER­
TISING 

It is unlawful for any retailer to adver­
tise or hold out or state to the public or 
to any customer, directly or indirectly, 
that the tax levied by this Ordinance or 
any part thereof will be assumed or ab­
sorbed by the retailer or that it will not 

be added to the selling price of the 
alcoholic beverage sold or that if added 
it or any part thereof will be refunded. 
ARTICLE V: PRESUMPTION THAT 
ALL GROSS RECEIPTS ARE TAX­
ABLE 

For the purpose of the proper ad­
ministration of this Ordinance and to 
prevent evasion of the sales tax it shall 
be presumed that all gross receipts of a 
retailer of alcoholic beverages are sub­
ject to the tax until the contrary is 
established. The burden of proving that 
a sale of alcoholic beverages is not a 
"retail sale" is upon the person who 
makes the sale. 
ARTICLE VI: EXEMPTION 

Excluded from the computation of the 
amount of taxes imposed by this Or­
dinance are the gross receipts from 
sales of, and the storage or use of retur­
nable containers when sold with the con­
tents in connection with a retail sale of 
contents or when resold for refilling. As 
used in this section the term "returnable 
containers" means containers of a kind 
customarily returned by the buyer of the 
contents for reuse. All other containers 
are nonreturnable containers. 
ARTICLE VII: TAXES ARE DUE 
MONTHLY 

The taxes imposed by this chapter are 
due and payable to the county monthly 
and shall be remitted on or before the 
twentieth day of the next succeeding 
calendar month. 
ARTICLE VIII: REQUIRED MONTH­
LY RETURN 

(1) On or before the twentieth day of 
the month following each calendar 
month, a return for the preceding 
month will be filed with the County Court 
Clerk. Said report may be a photocopy 
of the state sales tax return required by 
KRS 139.550 with such additions as are 
necessary to show the amount due to the 
Floyd County Treasurer for that month, 
provided said return contains the infor­
mation required by Article IX. 

(2) For purposes of the sales tax, a 
return shall be filed by every seller. 

(3) Returns shall be signed by the per­
son required to file the return or by his 
duly authorized agent but need not be 
verified by both. 
ARTICLE IX: CONTENTS OF 
MONTHLY RETURN 

(1) For the purposes of the sales tax, 
the return shall show the gross receipts, 
the total sales price of the alcoholic 
beverages sold by him, and the storage, 
use or consumption of which property 
became subject to the use tax during the 
preceding reporting period. 

(2) The return shall show the amount 
of taxes for the period covered by the 
return. 
ARTICLE X: THE PERSON RE­
QUIRED TO FILE 

The person required to file the return 
shall deliver the return together v1ith a 
remittance of the amount of the tax due 
to the Floyd County Treasurer, said 
remittance to be made payable to the. 
Floyd County Treasurer. 
ARTICLE XI: PENALTY FOR LATE 
FILING 

In every case, any tax not paid on or 
before the due date shall bear interest 
at the tax interest rate provided in KRS 
131.183(i). 
ARTICLE XII: PERMIT TO COLLECT 
TAXES 

Each retailer of alcoholic beverages 
shall submit to the Floyd County 
Alcoholic Beverage Commission a state­
ment of the following information:

(3) Name and title of license holder. 
(4) Person designated to file return

ARTICLE XIII: AUDITS 

The Floyd County Treasurer or others 
at his direction shall audit the licensee 
tax returns no later than four ( 4) months 
after being turned in and shall refund 
over-payments or access the balance of 
underpayments plus an interest rate as 
set forth in Article XI.

A MESSAGE .FROM 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins last 
Wednesday joined more than 70 of his 
colleagues in co-sponsoring the Natural 
Gas Consumer Relief Act, legislation 
that is designed to roll back the huge in­
creases in natural gas to consumers. 
The elements of this Act follow: 

L The maximum lawful price for any 
first sale of any regulated category of 
natural gas after the date of enactment 
shall be the maximum lawful price for 
such category under the NGPA on 
January 1, 1982. On a case-by-case basis, 
FERC may permit an individual pro­
ducer to increase prices up to the ap­
plicable NGPA ceilings in effect on the 
day before enactment, if the producer 
can demonstrate that such increase is 
just and reasonable. 

2. The maximum lawful price for the 
first sale of any category of high-cost 
natural gas (i.e. , Section 107 natural 
gas) after the date of enactment shall be 
150% of the maximum lawful price 
under Section 103 of the NGPA on 
January 1, 1982. On a case-by-case basis, 
FERC may permit an individual pro­
ducer to increase prices above this cap 
if the producer can demonstrate such in­
crease is just and reasonable. 

3. The maximum lawful prices thus 
set shall be adjusted monthly in accor­
dance with changes in the GNP implicit 
price deflator or the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics ' energy index. However, the 
increase in the maximum price for any 
month shall not exceed the lesser of 75% 
of the monthly increase in the GNP im­
plict price deflator or the monthly in­
crease in the energy index. 

4. Sections which, it is argued give 
FERC authority to increase prices for 
certain categories of natural gas above 
the statutory maximum, are to be 
repealed, as is a section giving FERC 
authority to create new categories of 
high-cost gas. 

5. The maximum lawful price sball be 
deemed to include all costs necessary to, 
or associated with, the delivery of . 
natural gas to the purchaser. To the ex­
tent the seller incurs costs which would 
prevent the earning of a just and 
reasonable rate of return, FERC will be 
authorized to provide an allowance to 
permit the seller to earn a just and 
reasonable rate. 

6. FERC shall reduce the maximum 
lawful price by the value of any con­
sideration the purchaser provides to the 
seller in addition to the maximum lawful 
price . 

All categories of new and high-cost 
natural gas shall remain subject to 
statutory maximum lawful prices until 
January 1, 1987. 

Take-or-pay obligations under ex­
isting and future contracts shall be void 
to the extent they exceed 50% of daily 
deliver-ability. This limitation shall be 
in place for the three years following 
date of enactment. 

Pipelines shall have the right to re­
quire renegotiation of contracts for new 
and high-cost gas, and any renegotiated 
price shall supplant the old price. If the 
parties fail to agree upon a new price, 
the contract may be terminated, provid­
ed the pipeline which has been a party 
has the right of first refusal of gas 
tendered to another purchaser. If the 
right of first refusal is not exercised, the 
pipeline shall arrange transportation for 
the new purchaser depending upon 
pipeline capacity and receive just and 
reasonable compensation for such 
transportation. 

Section 601 (c) (2) is to be repealed. 
This will subject pipelines' natural gas 
purchasing practices to the just and 
reasonable standards in Section 4 and 5 
of the Natural Gas Act. 

Minimum commodity bill tariffs shall 
be void to the extent they exceed 50% of

paid for, but not taken under the tariff. 

Each pipeline shall be required to 
make available any capacity not used to 
transport its own na tural gas to pur­
chasers and sellers under terms which 
are just, reasonable and non­
discriminatory under the Natural Gas 
Act. 

All contracts and ancillary 
agreements for the first sale of natural 
gas shall be filed with FERC and made 
available to the public . 

FERC shall be required to establish a 
rate design mechanism which would 
ensure that prices of natural gas pur 
chased by pipelines are sensitive to end­
use market conditions. 

The bill would require the President 
to report to Congress within 60 days 
concerning efforts to renegotiate 
prices for Canadian and Mexican 
natural gas.

Columbia Cuts Bill 
To Budget Customers 

Many Columbia Gas customers who 
chose to soften the impact of winter 
heating bills by budgeting equal monthly 
payments are getting some good news 
in the mail: their payments are being 
reduced. 

The reason is that this winter has been 
considerably warmer than normal and 
most customers on the budget payment 
plan have used less gas than they nor­
mally would have. The reduction will 
run for the remaining five months of the 
budget-plan year. 

Larry E . Cameron, Prestonsburg 
manager for Columbia of Kentucky, 
said, "We know that many customers 
are having difficulty paying their bills, 
even though this winter has been the 
warmest we have ever recorded. So we 
are taking this unusual step of reducing 
budget payments now, so our customers 
can realize immediate benefits." 

"While most customers will receive 
reductions in their budget amounts, 
some will increase," Cameron said. 
' 'This is because gas usage from one 
year to the next depends on many fac­
tors, in addition to the weather- such as 
an increase in the number of people liv­
ing in a house, a change in the ther­
mostat setting, or 1he addition of gas 
appliances." 

The budget payment year runs an­
nually from Augus1 through July of the 
follow August through July of the follow­
ing year, and a customer's payments 
are divided evenly over the 12 months. 
New budget-year amounts for 1983-84 
will be set next August. Since future­
year budget payments are based in part 
on normal weather expectations , 
customers now receiving a reduction 
might see their new payments increase 
more than usual in August , Cameron 
pointed out.

FISH AND WILDLIFE 
CAMPS ARE A BARGAIN 

If your fifth or sixth grader comes 
home with an application for summer 
camp, take a close look-it could be one 
of the best bargains around. 

A week <Monday through Friday) at 
one of the camps operated by the con­
servation education division of the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources costs just $30, plus transpor­
tation to and from camp, which general­
ly costs an additional $6 to $8. 

Students who have participated in the 
conversation education program in 
schools throughout Kentucky are eligi­
ble to attend camp. Since this school pro­
gram reaches over 90 percent of all fifth 
and sixth graders in Kentucky, chances 
are your child is among the 100,000 who 
will be getting information about, and 
applications to, the camping program 
this month. · 

Although the deadline for returning 
the completed applications is May 1, you 
shouldn 't wait until the last minute, says 
Kelley Hubbard, assistant director of the 
conservation education division. Ap­
plications are processed on a first-come, 
first served basis and there isn't always 
room to accommodate everyone who 
wants to attend. 

The fish and wildlife department has 
had a summer camping program since 
1946, so it's entirely possible that the 
youngsters going to camp now have both 
parents and grandparents who have par­
ticipated in similar camping programs. 

The department operates three 
camps, one at Kentucky Lake, one at 
Lake Cumberland and one at Grayson 
Lake. The week-long program is 
primarily educational, with trained in­
structors giving lessons in boating, 
swimming, water safety, fishing , ar­
chery, first aid, nature study and hunter 
safety. 

Students who successfully complete 
the program are certified as safe 
hunters . Hunter safety certificates are 
required by many states and for hunting 
on some federal areas in Kentucky. 

"Our primary goal in both our school 
and our camping program," Hubbard 
sa; s, "is to pass along the traditions of 
good sportsmanship and conservation 
and to encourage the safe and ethical en­
joyment of our fish and wildlife 
resources.'' 

And if the kids have fun at camp 
<which they certainly do), then that's an 
added benefit.

* Some people seem drunk when they 
have had very litlle to drink, others may 
exhibit "normal" behavior after con­
suming a great deal of alcohol. 

* Il takes about one hour to recover 
from the effects of one drink. 

* Walks, showers, black coffee or 
other measures will not sober a person. 

* The kind of alcoholic beverage con­
sumed has no relationship to its ability 
to intoxicate. Four ounces of table wine, 
12 ounces of beer, and one ounce of hard 
liquor all have the same alcohol content. 

Prevention begins at home We can all 
help to combat this problem by 
educating ourselves and our families. 
Frank, honest discussions with children 
about alcohol abuse may prevent 
tragedy. Traffic accidents are in the 
leading cause of teenage deaths with 
60% of these being alcohol-related. In 
addition, there are pres;;ures amoung 
teenage peer groups to .be "one of the 
gang." Unfortunately, this sometimes 
includes experimenting with liquor. 

When you have a party, see that liquor 
is not the focal point of your event. Have 
non-alcoholic beverages available; and 
do not pressure people to drink. Serving 
food will slow down the effects of 
alcohol. However, food will only reduce 
the speed of intoxication. It will not stop 
it. 

Although behavior is not always ab­
solutely dependable in identifying a 
drunken driver, there are signs to look 
for. 

* A driver who makes wide turns. 
*Disobeys or reponds slowly to traf­

fic signals. 
* Frequently changes lanes. 
* Has headlights or wipers on or off at 

inappropriate times . 
*Drives too quickly or slowly. 
* Throws bottles or cans out of 

windows. 
* Exhibits extreme behavior like 

screaming or gesturing violently toward 
other drivers.

State labor market analyst Ed 
Blackwell says February's rising 
unemployment can be attributed to 
employment declines in the construction 
and trarle industries and layoffs in the 
manufacturing and mming industries.

The 
unemployment rate in Kentucky's 
bituminous coal mining industries was 
23.7 percent in February, down from 24.7 
percent in January.

Good News Report

You cannot measure the height or 
breadth of the human spirit, or 
categorize it into a statistic Like the ari 
we breathe, it is simply there-free, con­
stant, willing to be tested. 

For Dorothy Bellinger the testing 
began four years ago at Temple Univer­
sity Hospital in Philadelphia. There she 
learned she had throat cancer. The 
operation that followed not only remov­
ed the malignancy, it also removed her 
larynx and thus her ability to speak. She 
was 60 years old, self-assured, confident, 
a black woman who enjoyed expressing 
herself. Now she could no longer to 
talk-not to her three children, her fif­
teen grandchildren or her seventeen 
great-grandchildren. She was ready to 
quit. The only way she could com­
municate was by writing notes. Her 
frustration and feelings of helplessness 
grew, and grew worse when she learn­
ed that because of her infirmity she 
couldn't get her job back. 

At the hospital she had flet she was too 
old to go through the long and difficult 
speech therapy required to learn how to 
speak by vibrating the esophagus. The 
technique demands patience, hard work 
and no assurance of success. A year 
went by, a year of feeling locked up in­
side, "like I couldn't get out," she said. 
Then a therapist at the hospital, Rhon­
da Rulnick, wrote Dorothy a letter and 
said, "please come and try our 
therapy." And her great-grandson, 
David, whom she had raised and who 
lived with her, said, "Please, Nanna, 
come on, you can't give up any more. 
You've got to try, you've got to." 

And so Dorothy Bellinger gave up giv­
ing up and took up trying. Long, hard, 
difficult months of learning a new way 
to speak followed, but finally, once 
again, she could communicate with all 
her loved ones. Encouraged by David, 
guided by Rhonda, she fought her way 
out of the empty world of her own 
silence. But having succeeded was not 
an end unto itself. It was a beginning, for 
now she volunteers to help others suffer­
ing as she had. 

Today, with Rhonda and other speech 
therapists at Temple, Dorothy visits 
with patients who must undergo throat 
surgery, some before their operation, 
some after. She bring them hope and en­
couragement and proof that a lost voice 
is not the end of the world; that with the 
skilled help of speech therapists, with 
faith and determination, a voice can be 
found again, found through the invisible 
magic of the human spirit.

Johnson Prosecutor 
Says He's Surprised 
At Hearing on Parole 

Johnson county Commonwealth's At­
torney John David Preston announced 
Saturday that ht> has learned that Lynn 
Holbrook, who pleaded quilty to the 
murder of her husband, former Paints­
ville police officer, William Holbrook, 
by poisoning, will come up for a hear­
ing on parole, April 4. Mrs. Holbrook 
was sentenced by Circuit Judge W.B. 
Hazelrigg to 20 years in the peniten­
tiary for the crime. She will have serv­
ed a total of less than nine months in 
confinement, including both 'time in 
jail awaiting trial, and time in the state 
penitentiary, by the time her parole 
hearing fakes place.

"The State 
Parole Board has a practice of parol­
ing people after they have served only 
about 20 percent of their sentence, 
which I disagree with, but I think it is 
absolutely ridiculous that someone 
should be paroled after serving nine 
months on a 20-year sentence, par­
ticulary when the crime committed 
was murder"

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0 e Society's Fly Swatter 
Is Another's Status Symbol

There were no wailing sirens, no long 

black limousines, but there could be no 
mistake about this man's identity. The 
huge red umbrella signalled the arrival 
of the Fanti chief as the colorful proces­
sion moved through the festival crowd 
in Ghana . Atop the umbrella was a gild­
ed carving shaped like the native 
babadua, a plant that towers over other 
plants just as that day the chief looked 
out over his followers. 

African societies, like their American 
counterparts, have drummed up a 
wealth of emblems that telegraph the 
power and achievements of their 
movers and shakers. In addition to the 
ceremonial umbrellas, Africans have 
fashioned fly whisks, beaded crowns, 
fans decorated with ostrich feathers, big 
brass anklets worn by wealthy women 
and a long list of other items to let all 
know of their importance. 

One society's fly swatter, it seems, it 
another's status symbol. Though seldom 
used to bat at iP.sccts, elaborately 
decorated fly whisks made of costly 

materials are a key part of many an 
African chief's ceremonial regalia, ser­
ving as important political signals that 
extend the ruler's gestures and rivet at­
tention to him. 

Crowns, worldwide emblems of 
power, take the shape of tall, bead­
embroidered conical caps among the 
Yoruba of Nigeria. Sculptured birds, 
human figures and faces created by the 
beads relate to the mystical power of the 
monarchs, while beaded fringe that par­
tially conceals the king's face sym­
bolically separates him from the 
material world, thus uniting the ruler 
with the Yoruba ancestors. 

As for the fans decorated with ostrich 
feathers, these were carried by Nigerian 
notables but used more for show than 
cooling (a social custom not unknown 
elsewhere). And the country's wealthy 
lbo women gladly suffered the inconve­
nience (to us) of wearing round, plate­
like anklets of hammered brass per­
manently attached to the leg by 
blacksmiths: the larger the anklet, the 
greater the prestige!

"What does this custom say?" poses 
art historian Roslyn Walker, who along 
with Edward Lifschitz organized there­
cent "African Emblems of Status" ex­
hibition at the Smithsonian's National 
Museum of African Art in Washington, 
D.C." '-1 don't have to worry aboutin­
convenience .. .l have someone to take 
care of the house. I am a lady of leisure. 
My husband has taken care of me." 

Throughout the exhibit, pinned to the 
theme that all societies reward in­
dividuals for "correct social behavior 
and superior achievement,'' a similari­
ty of symbols between America and 
Africa kept surfacing. Persons of great 
wealth can afford custom-made or­
naments created from expensive 
materials, the curators explain: the 
Dogan women of Mali decorate their 
complex hairstyles with costly brass 
pins, while the women of Senegal wear 
a "virtual treasury" of gold-washed 
silver fashioned into ornaments of com­
plex design. 

In African homes, as well, there are 
similarities between the two cultures. In 
Timbuktu, the need for security and 
seclusion dictated the style of house once 
built by successful merchants trading in 
gold and salt throughout the Sahara. 
Shutters and doors, carved and 
decorated with metal appliques, con­
cealed as well as revealed wealth-an 
ingenious balancing act practiced 
more and more in large American 
cities. 

There is another important cultural 
similarity: Powerful and high-ranking 
Africans are expected to share some of 
their bounty with the less fortunate. "As 
long as some of what is coming in is go­
ing out, everyone is happy," Walker 
explains. 

Today throughout Mrica, change, pro­
pelled in turn by the forces of col­
onialism, Christianity, Islam and in­
dependence, is lapping over old tradi­
tions and altering the continent's art 
forms. European colonial powers fre­
quently provided salaries to African 
rulers as compensation for the total 
allegiance once paid by their followers. 
But high costs made it difficult for these 
leaders to keep up with the traditional 
pomp of their courts, according to the 
late anthropologist William Bascom, 
and royal patronage of art forms began 
to decline. 

Independence brought a shift in 
political power from the back country to 
increasingly western-looking cities. Old 
cultural values eroded further. Now, 
reports one American newspaper cor-

respondent, "the hinterlands-vast, 
unruled and untaxed tracts-are irrele­
vant and often forgotten ." 

Along with this change have come 
other powerful influences: multinational 
corporate ties and international­
assistance and loan programs. "Before 
the United States and other nations 
began giving tractors and heavy 
machinery, the African societies were 
self-sustaining, structured," Walker 
comments. 

The consequence of these complex 
forces, concludes art historian and ar­
chaeologist Frank Willett of the Univer­
sity of Glasgow , is that the 
"materialistic values of Western socie­
ty, which are its easier to export, are 
almost everywhere replacing the tradi-

Walker 
adds: "When the underpinnings of 
religion are gone, the art goes with it." 

Some things remain unchanged, 
however. In contemporary African life, 
mainly in the cities, prestige clothing 
and textiles-"but riot other objects" 
such as traditional masks and 
ceremonial items-continue to be "very 
important," Walker comments. "What 
clothing said about status and prestige 
in the past is still the same." 

And yet the materials of clothing are 
showing signs of change. "We are see­
ing textiles that have a lot of Lurex, 
shiny man made fibers produced from 
petroleum derivatives," Walker says. 

Tribal customs, nevertheless, do en­
dure in many parts of Africa. The con­
tinent, after all, is almost incomprehen­
sively large-the United States could be 
superimposed on the Sahara desert and 
not even touch the coast of Africa at any 
point-and its mere size indicates the 
dangers of generalization. For art 
historians and anthropologists, more 
over, the field work required to keep up 
with change far outstrips available time 
and resources. 

In many of the 40 African societies 
studied for the Smithsonian exhibition, 
status based on achievement played a 
role in tribal life, especially in those 
governed by council's of elders rather 
than kings. "Prestige objects in. most 
societies are associated with status and 
wealth," Walker says, "but when there 
is some democracy, the average person 
does have a chance to achieve." 

Among the Dan people of Liberia and 
the Ivory Coast, for example, young 
women who have successfully com­
pleted their initiation into womanhood 
dance, in public ceremonies, holding 
before them small wooden chairs 
belonging to the village elders. With 
these "grandfather chairs," symbolic of 
heritage, order, authority and ultimate 
wisdom, the young women display their 
marriageable status to the community. 

Among the Suku, Yaka and Pende 
peoples of Zaire, young men who have 
completed rites of manhood display 
their readiness for adult status in per­
formances highlighted by carved and 
decorated masks symbolic of hunting, 
sexuality and other aspects of adult life. 

Africans also commission and use art 
works to show the status achieved in 
their communities; successful Dan 
chiefs often commission carvings and 
brass castings that represent their 
favorite wives. These are prominently 
displayed before guests . 

Though the objects signify that one 
has achieved certain position and 
knowledge, "they also represent a cer­
tain.level of wealth, since one has to pay 
for the symbol," Walker says. "The two 
are interrelated." In addition, well-to-do 
Africans, who have the best access to the 
best craftsmen, may commission a 
carver from another village because he 
has a good reputation. "These people 
want the best." 

But when it comes to the conspicious 
display of status, the hats worn in some 
tightly ruled societies are definite head 
turners. A collection of headgear made 
of buttons, cowry shells, beads, feathers 
and fiber, which have been woven, ap­
pliqued, crocheted, knotted and braid­
ed into caps, hats and clothes, would 
surely delight the most determined 
American status seeker.

Pre-Measurement ~ervice 
Made Available by ASCS 

To take the guesswork out of crop 
certification and help farm program 
participants obtain and report ac­
curate crop acr.es, the Agricultural 
Stablization and Conservation Service 
provides pre-measurement and other 
producer services. 

"One gamble that a farmer should 
never take is the loss of program 
benefits because of failure to comply 
with acreage requirements, an ASCS 
spokesman said. 

Before crop planting time, ASCS will 
take stake and measure any type of 
acreage, or portions thereof, that a 
farmer requests. To be assured that 
program requirements are met, pro­
ducers must plant within the stakes 
that are placed when the land is pre­
measured. After planting, they are re­
quired to report their crop acreages to 
ASCS. 

Other producer services include 
measuring total cropland, field or sub­
divisions to be planted and land acres 
for other purposes. Fees vary, depen­
ding on the type of service rendered. 

For ASCS to fulfill all requests on a 
timely basis, prior to spring planting, 
farmers are urged to reque.l-'t pre­
measuremt>nt early.

Frankfort. Ky., March 14-if the 

warm weather had stayed around Ken­
tucky for awhile the fishing would have 
been much better than it is. Because of 
the cold map things really slowed 
down but there's still some fair fishing 
for the dedicated angler. The lake·by­
lake rundown : 

KENTUCKY: Black bass slow 
casting crankbaits: muddy, stable at 
winter pool, 52°. 

BARKLEY: Crappie slow about 
Io-15 feet deep around drop-offs and 
submerged cover; white bass and 
crappie slow below dam; muddy, 
stable at winter pool, 55'. 

ROUGH RIVER: Crappie slow and 
of small size; clear to murky to muddy, 
stable at winter pool, 50'. 

BARREN RIVER: Crappie spotty 
and slow about six to eight feet deep 
around cover; clear to murky, rising, 
two feet below winter pool, 49°.

foot above winter pool, 52°. 

HERRINGTON: Very little activity; 
fishing very slow; clear, stable at 
winter pool, 50°.

Special Fishing Rules 
At Herrington Lake 

Frankfort, Ky ., March 11- Fisher­
men at Herrington Lake and in the Dix 
River headwaters may keep only 20 
white bass or rockfish hybrids, and on­
ly five of these fish may be 15 inches 
long or longer, according to Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife regulations 
now in effect. 

In other waters of the state, the limit 
on white bass is 60 and on rockfish or 
rockfish hybrids, five with a 15-inch 
minimum size limit. A separate 
regulation for Herrington Lake and the 
Dix River was necessary because the 
white bass is difficult to distinguish 
from the rockfish hybrid, a fish which 
has been stocked in the lake for several 
years, according to Pete Pfeiffr, direc­
tor of fish and wildlife's fisheries divi-
sion. . 

"This new regulation relieves 
anglers of the responsibility of correct­
ly identifying these confusing species 
and at the same time protects the 
hybrids from over exploitation," 
Pfeifer says. 

The 20 fish limit is also in response to 

cover; black bass fair on spinner baits 
and crankbaits or by jigging large min­
nows about four feet deep aJ, ng banks; 
trout fair with some limi~ in em­
bayments two to three miles upstream 
from dam stillfishing worms, cheese, 
corn off bottom; trout, rockfish and 
white bass being taken together in 
head of Indian Cr. bay; walleye begin­
ning to run in head of lake; trout slow 
with an occasional walleye below dam; 
clear, stable at 24 feet below limber­
line, 47". 

DALE HOLLOW: Black bass fair 
casting crankbaits off points and along 
shallow banks; white bass slow in 
tributaries on spinners and jigs; clear, 
stable at normal pool, 52". 

LAUREL: Black bass fair to good 
casting crankbaits; trout fair 
stillfishing worms deep or by trolling 
medium runners; clear to murky, 
stable at three feet below power pool, 
48°. 

CAVE RUN: Crappie slow fishing 
·minnows around stickups; black 
bass slow jigging the brush tops around 
banks; clear, rising slowly at ne foot 
above winter pool, 50°. 

DEWEY: Crappie slow on minnows 
along deeper banks; clear to murky at 
head of lake., stable at winter pool, 52•. 

BUCKHORN: Crappie slow on min­
nows; ))luegill slow on worms; murky, 
stable at winter pool, 52•. 

GRAYSON: No report available. 
FISHTR.AP: Crappie slow fishing 

minnows about four feet deep around 
cover; clear to murky, stable at winter 
pool, 51".

This 
fish grows much larger than the native 
white bass (the current world record is 
over 20 pounds> and is more hardy than 
the rockfish. 

Both Herrington Lake and the Dix 
River are traditional fishing " hot 
spots" for white bass, particularly dur­
ing the spring, when these fish leave 
the lake and run up the river to spawn. 

The new regulation does not apply to 
that portion of the Dix River between 
the Kentucky River and the dam at 
Harrington.

Cervical cancer kills approximately 
11,000 women in the United States each 
year. This type of cancer is one of the 
most curable of all cancers if it is 
detected and treatment is started in 
the earliest stages of the disease. So 
many of these 11,000 women could 
possibly have been saved if the disease 
had been detected early enough. There 
is a simple test to check for cervical 
cancer; this is the pap test, it is a sim­
ple painless test which takes only a few 
moments of a woman's time and it 
could save her life. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment is having a Pap Clinic on Wednes­
day, March 30, from 8: 30 until 11:30 
and from 1 until 2. This is a free service 
of the health department, and any 
woman is welcome to attend. Those 
women over age 45 are especially urg­
ed to take advantage of this service 
since this is the h'igh risk age for the 
disease.
