Effor ts of the Martin Fire Department 
and firemen from seven other area 
departments failed to save the building 
but they did keep the flames from a 
potential explosion source, a 70--gallon 
diesel fuel tank located near the old 
depot.

(downtown) section of the system, weirs 
built into the line divert excess water 
directly to the river in the event of heavy 
rains. The weir system ensures that the 
sewage treatment plant is not overtax­
ed even in periods of heavy rain; the 
overflow runoff is very dilute ; and­
while storm and sanitary sewers are 
generally kept separate in newer 
systems- the older arrangement is ap­
proved by state and federal agencies, 
the utilities chief said. 

If the money were available to extend 
some sewer lines- along the Lancer­
Watergap road, out to the Mountain 
Parkway, north along the Auxier road, 
or to Town Branch, for example-the ex­
isting plant would be able to handle the 
extra load, the superintendent insists .

Retiring Chamber Prexy 
Takes Shot at Report 

Reviewing progress made and pro­
blems faced during his two terms as 
president of the Floyd County Chamber 
of Commerce, Burl Wells Spurlock, 
retiring president of the Chamber, took 
a shot last week at the report filed by 
VTN, Inc., Florida-based planning firm, 
after its study of Prestonsburg and its 
potential. 

The occasion was the annual banquet 
of the Chamber of Commerce last 
Thursday evening at May Lodge when 
Spurlock bowed out as president and 
was succeeded by Eric Herrin, Pres­
tonsburg pharmacist and drugstore co­
owner. 

The planning firm's report was by 
many considered discouraging. It saw 
Prestonsburg growth but that mainly by 
annexation; was far from optimistic 
about its prospects ; recommended on­
ly mini-industries. 

' 'The reported results of that survey, ' ' 
commented Spurlock, "is reminiscent of 
the report issued by Spindletop, back in 
1965, h. ch predicted tha t b.> Hl85 
Eastern Kentucky would be dead 
economically." 

Such reports , he added, belong with 
the old one of Mark Twain's death, 
which Twain termed " greatly 
exaggerated." 

"Some people may think we're dead 
but just won't lie down," he remarked. 

On the positive side, Spurlock listed 
those assets to cancel out the "scenario" 
of doom and gloom that has been 
around, he said, a hundred years: 

-Transportation by roads, rail, water 
and air vastly improved during the last 
10 years, and more anticipated. 

-Pure water more readily available 
than ever before. 

- The capacity for sanitary sewers to 
serve rural areas within reach, and all 
the elements for growth at hand.

Damage Suit Alleges 
Firm Was Plot Target 

Officers of the coal firm for whom 
they were doing contract mining con­
spired to drive them out of business, a 
mining company charges in .an $8.6 
million damages suit filed in circuit 
court here Tuesday. 

Wiley Brothers Energies, who had un­
til recently an office in Prestonsburg and 
a mining operation on Jacks Creek, 
claim that, while they were contract 
mining for Wheelwright Mining, Ipc ., 
Wheelwright Mining officers Vernon 
Bailey, Terry Tuft and Charles Reid 
were plotting to drive them into bank­
ruptcy. 

Reid, quality control supervisor at 
Wheelwright Mining and the person in 
charge of "rejects"-material reckon: 

ed as waste and removed in the coal 
washing process-would increase or 
decrease the reckoning at will, plaintiffs 
charge. 

While other firms mining the same 
seam of coal had rejects averaging 18 
percent of total tonnage, Wiley Brothers 
averaged 56.29 percent, it is claimed. 

While Wiley Brothers held the permit 
for the mining operation in question, 
Wheelwright Mining themselves mined 
there or permitted other contract 
miners to work the mine without 
authorization, plaintiffs allege. 

Even though " they knew they intend­
ed to bankrupt them," Wheelwright 
Mining officials led Wiley Brothers to in­
vest heavily in additional equipment by 
"misrepresenting the facts," the con­
tract miners claim. 

The suit, filed by Paintsville attorney 
Lowell E. Spencer, seeks $5 million in 
punitive damages, $3 million for loss of 
earnings, $481,832 in unspecified 
damages, and $178,015, given as the 
value of 809,161 tons of coal which could 
have been sold except for Wheelwright 
Mining's rejecting it. 

Besides Reid, Bailey and Tuft are 
named as defendants in the suit, Bailey 
as Wheelwright Mining president and 
Tuft as the firm's manager of contract 
miners. 

The present suit is the second such suit 
to be filed against the company. Wiley 
Dixon, Inc. named the firm as defendant 
in a similar action about a month ago.

The suit, filed by Prestonsburg at­

torney John W. Mann, seeks a trial by 
. iury and $500,000 in actua l and compen­

satory damages.

Howard also queried the planners' 
suggestion that changes in federal or 
state regulations might require addi­
tional treatment of sewage here. Pres­
tonsburg's secondary-treatment facili­
ty is sufficiently sophisticated to remove 
85 percent of contaminants- by con­
trast, Paintsville is still operating only 
a primary-treatment facility- and, 
while an even more advanced tertiary­
treatment process is available, few com­
munities could afford it and regulatory 
agencies give no indication they are 
about to ins:st on it, he said.

Subpoena Two 
ABC Officials 

Unless they turned up evidence of 
which he was unaware, he did not expect 
them to return indictments in connection 
with the awarding of liquor licenses 
here, Circuit Judge Hollie Conley told 
members of the grand jury which con­
vened Monday. 

The judge's remarks were later 
criticized by an attorney who represents 
some of the unsuccessful license ap­
plicants and who was instrumental in 
having the grand jury investigate the 
licensing procedure.

Bevins' Appeal

Judge Grants

Over Property 

Although a price for the property has 
not yet been agreed on, Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley gave Prestonsburg right 
of way Friday across the Sam George 
tract at Cliff. The city filed suit to con­
demn the property in order to build a 
$1.1 million road to serve Cliff residents, 
including tenants of the public housing 
facility recently constructed there, and 
a proposed industrial park. 

The court action followed the city's 
depositing in an escrow account the 
$57,000 that court-appointed commis­
sioners say the condemned property is 
worth. An attorney for members of the 
George family, who do not agree with 
the commissioners ' appraisal, opposed 
the city's motion for right-of-way. 

To be taken for the road is a half-acre 
tract which includes a small house and 
two trailer sites, said the lawyer 
representing the city in the case. 
Negotiations on a selling price are said 
to be continuing between the parties. If 
a price cannot be agreed on, the issue 
will have to be resolved by a circuit 
court jury. 

The George property is one of two to 
be condemned for the new road. A 
hillside tract, containing no house, which 
belonged to Dr. Ballard Wright, was 
reckoned by a jury to be worth $52,000. 
Wright had appealed an earlier, lower 
assessment by court commissioners.

Guidelines Deal With 
Sediment Pond Design 

Guidelines and procedures for design­
ing sediment ponds without computer 
aid have been drawn up by the state 
Department for Surface Mining 
Reclamation and Enforcement and will 
be available to the public in a publica­
tion to be distributed later this month. 

The guidelines, found in the depart­
ment's Sediment Pond Design 
Guidelines-Procedures for Hand 
Calculators, will supplement Sedimont 
II which was previously recommended 
and has now been set aside by the 
department for further study. 

The new guidelines will employ sim­
ple equations and graphical relation­
ships which will enable an engineer to 
design a sediment pond to meet settable 
solids effluent limitations with a hand 
calculator, surface mining officials said. 

Designed by the Division of Reclama­
tion Services, the procedures also in­
clude steps for designing an emergency 
spillway to control storm runoff. 

Worksheets covering the essential 
steps in this design process will be in­
cluded in the publication. Also included 
will be examples of sediment pond 
designs to show the procedure involved. 

The equations have been programm­
ed for a Hewlett-Packard HP-41CU hand 
calculator, but can be quickly pro­
grammed for other hand calculators. 
The new program will provide a signifi­
cant reduction in the time required to 
perform calculations involved in stages 
of sediment pond design, according to 
state personnel. 

"Our new guidelines are the result of 
an intensive effort by this department to 
provide engineers serving the coal­
mining industry with procedures for 
designing sediment ponds without the 
aid of computers," said Surface Mining 
Commissioner Elmore Grim. 

The new guidelines and methodology 
should be appropriate for the majority 
of sediment pond situations, he said.

Finding A Dentist 
Q. I've just moved to a new area and 

need a dentist. How should I go about 
finding one'? 

A. If your former dentist cannot sug­
gest someone, then ask for referrals 
from people whose judgment you 
trust- family doctor, pharmacist, or a 
friend with connections in your new loca­
tion. Other sources of referral are local 
dental association, hospitals or any 
nearby university with a dental school. 

It's advisable to talk to a number of 
dentists before setting on one. Find out 
if they take a. complete medical and den­
tal history, since all of this information 
will affect dental care. Determine 
whether they stress preventive care and 
educate patients accordingly. Question 
whether you can transfer dental X-rays 
from your former dentist (this should be 
welcome!). Ask about fees, of course. 
And be sure you feel comfortable with 
whomever you choose.

Because Ken­
tucky .Power is now asking a $33-million-a-year rate increase 
from tts customers to pay off the $313 million that its share 
in that Indiana plant is costing. 

Mor_eover, we are asked to divvy up more money for our 
electnc power to pay $313 million for a plant that will not burn

that kind of comment to the grand jury," 
said attorney Gary Johnson later. "The 
whole purpose of the grand jury is to 
allow 12 citizens to look at the evidence 
and decide whether a crime has been 
committed." 

The grand jury has investigative 
powers, which means it need not feel 
limited to the state police report and, 
unlike the police, it can put witnesses 
under oath, the lawyer noted. 

Johnson, who has been subpoenaed 
to appear before the grand jury today 
(Wednesday), said he intends to ask the 
panel also to subpoena Distilled Spirits 
Administrator Michael Davidson, ABC 
Commissioner Edward Farris, and the 
county officials who reportedly ap­
proached them in behalf of certain 
applicants. 

A report published in March citing 
state police officials as sources indicated 
Floyd Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, 
Jr. , Sheriff Henry Hale and Sen. Benny 
Ray Bailey sought to influence ABC of­
ficials responsible for awarding the 
licenses. All three denied trying to sway 
the selection process. 

A recent Lexington Herald story 
quoted an unidentified state official as 
saying the state police investigatio'n will 
" put the worst stink on the Alcoholic 
Beverage Control Board in the history 
of the organization." 

The selection process "looks like it 
was all politics," the official is quoted 
as saying. Successful applicants were 
apparently "divided like Gaul, with one 
third going here, another third going 
there and another third over there." 

ABC officials have strongly denied 
any wrongdoing on their part, the agen­
cy's general counsel Catherine Staib 
speculating that such allegations might 
themselves be prompted by political 
considerations. 

Judge Conley likened the distribution 
of liquor licenses to handing out jobs. 
"Scarcely a day passes that some of us 
don't recommend someone for a job," he 
said. 

But Johnson said he would like to see 
the grand jury inquire as to whether any 
official tried to use his position to in­
fluence the distribution of licenses. " I 
would like them to ask Davidson why he 
gave the licenses to these rather than 
those .. . what happened to the lists 
(allegedly submitted by Sheriff Hale and 
Sen. Bailey for special consideration) ... 
and whether he communicated with or 
got direction from any other state 
officials." 

"If they gave licenses to people who 
were recommended, what did they get 
in exchange?" asked Johnson, who sug­
gested that some licenses might have 
been given in return for campaign con­
tributions for a particular gubernatorial 
candidate. 

Since state police are still conducting 
an audit of Floyd financial records, they 
might wait until a later session before 
considering any evidence pertaining to 
the county administration, Judge Con­
ley advised the paneL 

No murder cases are scheduled to 
come before this session of the grand 
jury. 

The panel is not expected to make its 
report before the end of this week. 

Book Deals With Ky. 
Migrants To Missouri 

For Kentuckians trying to reconstruct 
their family trees, Dr. Stuart Sprague, 
professor of history at Morehead State 
University, may be of help in locating 
some Missouri branches. 

A recently-published book by Dr. 
Sprague lists more than 4,000 nineteenth 
century Kentuckians who moved to 
Missouri during the nation's westward 
migration. 

" In 1860, there were about 100,000 
native Kentuckians living in Missouri," 
says Dr. Sprague, adding that most 
came from the Bluegrass region. Their 
migration "had a strong impact on Ken· 
tucky history." 

Dr. Sprague, who teaches genealogy 
and Appalachian history, believes the 
book will be "extremely useful" to Ken­
tucky genealogists. The book's listings 
include the migrant's name, birthdate, 
first county of Missouri residence, 
earliest known date of residence in 
Missouri and, if known, names of 
parents and their birthplaces and birth­
dates. 

The author researched the informa· 
tion from about 60 Missouri county 
histories and mug-books, which were 
Missouri community collections of 
stories about local citizens. 

Kentuckians can use the book to trace 
a ncestors' s iblings who moved to 
Missouri. 

"By going back to the county history 
or mug-book," says Dr. Sprague, " a 
researcher may find more information 
about other ancestors." 

For Dr. Sprague, though, this book is 
just the beginning of some of his own 
research.

Handicapped Students In Pike Co. 
Sue Board For Special Schooling 

State and Pike county officials should 
be ordered to provide a suitable educa­
tion for their children or pay $5 million 
in compensatory damages, parents of 
two handicap~ students argue in a suit 
filed last week in federal court. 

Denver Smith and Lonnie Stewart, 
both 16, are multi-handicapped children 
within the meaning of the federal law 
which guarantees them an "appropriate 
public education"- specifically, they 
need special education and speech 
therapy- the suit claims. 

Neither student has been provided the 
kind of education he needs, it is alleged. 

Defendants in the case, who include 
Kentucky and Pike county school of­
ficials, should be held in violation of the 
law, plaintiffs argue. The county board 

of education should be ordered to pro­
vide Smith and Stewart the schooling 
they need or, failing that, state and coun­
ty officials should be made pay the 
parents $5 million to enable them to pro­
vide private schooling for the 
youngsters, it is claimed. 

Prestonsburg attorney Gary E . 
Johnson, who filed the suit Thursday in 
U.S. District Court in Pikeville, said a 
similar suit filed on behalf of a Floyd 
student about two years ago led to a 
significant improvement in services for 
handicapped children in this county. 

Physically handicapped youngsters 
from all over Kentucky have the time 
of their lives while attending resident 
camp sessions at Camp Green Shores.

Domesticated Deer 
Provides Business 
For New Zealanders 

Name a domestic ammal raised on 
2,000 farms in the Southern hemisphere 
whose meat and soft hair are in great 
demand. 

Sheep'! Llamas? 
Neither. The animals are red deer­

the world's newest domestic stock-and 
raising them is a booming business in 
New Zealand. 

The red deer, originally captured 
from high-country forests, are joining 
sheep in New Zealand pastures, accor­
ding to this month's issue of Interna­
tional Widlife, the bimonthly publication 
of the National Wildlife Federation. 

All domestic animals are descendants 
of wild species. But what's different 
about New Zealand's red deer is that the 
domestication has taken place in a few 
years, rather than millenia. The first red 
deer farm was started in only 1970. To­
day, the country has a herd of more than 
180,000 animals. 

That growth is even more remarkable 
when one considers that the first deer ar­
rived from Europe in 1851. Previously, 
plants and flightless birds had reigned 
unchallenged in New Zealand, and peo­
ple had been the first mammals to ar­
rive in about 950 A.D., according to In­
ternational Wildlife. 

In those New Zealand surroundings, 
the deer found abundant food year­
round-and no competitors. Within a 
year, their breeding had adjusted to suit 
the new seasons of the Southern 
ht!misphere; they survived winter easi­
ly, grew quickly, and bred early in life. 

As its population increased rapidly, 
however, the deer's overgrazing denud­
ed many slopes. After deer trampled out 
vegetation, soil slid into valleys, caus­
ing floods and clogging hydroelectric 
dam reservoirs with silt. 

But what seemed like an ecological 
dis11ster was to become an economic 
boom as farmers realized the profit 
potential in domesticating deer. 

Since the first deer farm was started, 
New Zealand's animal scientists at the 
Invermay Animal Research Station 
have uncovered some interesting facts: 

- Deer produced over 40 percent more 
meat per acre than sheep or cattle. 

- Deer raised in captivity may 
achieve commercial body weight within 
15 months, compared with 30 months in 
the wild. 

- Pasture that supports one dairy cow 
will support four deer 

New Zealand deer farmers hope that 
the venison industry will one day rival 
the country's massive wool trade, accor­
ding to International Wildlife. Venison 
is a highly prized meat, considered a 
luxury item in many restaurants. 

Venison is not the only product of New 
Zealand's deer farms. "Velvet," the soft 
hair that covers a stag's antlers and is 
shed every year is another. One farmer 
claims that "velvet" from one stag is 
worth as much as the wool from 24 
sheep. 

In China, Korea and the Soviet Union, 
velvet is used in treatment of heart 
disorders and anemia. Doctors there say 
it dila tes blood vessels and stimulates 
production of red blood cells. 

Deer farming has also helped address 
New Zealand's erosion problems, accor­
ding to Internatwnal Wildlife. Deer 
populations have diminished and 
domestic populations have increased, 
improving vegetation cover on eroded 
slopes. Some alpine forests are regain­
ing their original splenqor. Bird habitat 
has improved, and spring flowers are 
reappearing. 

Ken Miers, the director of the en­
vironmental division of the New Zealand 
Forest Service, says the deer are now 
"absolutely under control. It's the best 
thing that ever happened, as far as we're 
concerned."

governmental pension before July 1983. 
Under the old law, a pension based on 

work for a Federal, State, or local 
government not covered by Social 
Security would cause a reduction in 
Social Security spouse's pension before 
December 1982. In addition, men had to 
be dependent upon their wives for half 
or more of their support to qualify for 
the exemption. • 

The new law extends the deadline for 
the exemption to July 1983. This means 
that people who become eligible for a 
government pension in the period 
December 1982 through June 1983 may 
receive an exemption from the pension 
offset, but only if they were dependent 
upon their spouse for half or more of 
their support. This half-support require­
ment now applies to both men and 
women. 

Under the government pension offset, 
a person's Social Security benefit as a 
spouse or surviving spouse is reduced 
dollar for dollar by the amount of any 
pension he or she receives based on 
work for a State, Federal, or local 
government now covered by Social 
Security. 

Any Social Security benefit a person 
receives based on his or her own work 
is not affected by the government pen­
sion offset.

Most people would find it difficult talk­
ing with women who must undergo 
surgery to remove a breast. But Garnet 
Fairchild, of Prestonsburg, is not most 
people. She counsels many women every 
year who face this difficult situation. 

She visits patients by physician re­
quest both before and after the opera­
tion. In addition, she gives each patient 
a kit with a prosthesis, exercise equip­
ment and a book, provided by the 
American Cancer Society. 

"I try to help them accept the surgery 
(called a mastectomy) and talk about 
their fears," said Mrs. Fairchild. "I tell 
them they will recover and can look the 
same and do the same things as they did 
before." 

Mrs. Fairchild, a member of the 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
Women's Auxiliary, was herself a 
mastectomy patient eight years ago. On 
a recommendation by her physician, she 
became the Floyd County Coordinator 
of the "Reach to Recovery" program, 
sponsored by the American Cancer 
Society. "Our program's goal is to pro­
vide support and information for breast 
surgery patients," she said. 

"When I say I've lived through it and 
am fine, I guess it makes them a little 
more comfortable. I tell them to call me 
anytime if they feel like talking," Mrs. 
Fairchild explained. "Visiting with 
these ladies is one of the most important 
things I do." 

The "Reach to Recovery" program is 
widely accepted by surgeons, nurses and 
hospitals not only in the United States, 
but in 20 foreign countries as well. It 
began in 1952 after a patient who had 
breast surgery realized that ex-patients 
could help new patients. It was taken 
over by the American Cancer Society in 
1969.

Says Truckers Need 
Not Pay Special Tax 

Wayne T. Rutherford, president of the 
Mountain Truckers Association, an 
association mostly of coal truckers, has 
advised the Association's members that 
coal truckers no longer need to pay the 
weight-distance tax. 

The weight-distance tax, which is 2.85 
cents per mile travelled, loaded or emp­
ty, was enacted by the 1982 Legislature. 
The Legislature also, however, enacted 
a related bill (S.B. 144), which gave 
"natural resource haulers" the option to 
pay a severance tax instead of the 
weight-distance tax. The Department of 
Transportation never implemented S.B. 
144, however, and coal truckers and 
other haulers of natural resources have 
been subjected to the weight-distance 
tax, according to Rutherford. 

Rutherford states " .. the issue was 
clarified by action of Franklin Circuit 
Judge Henry Meigs on April26. Judge 
Meigs put in to force an injunction which 
prevents the Department of Transpor­
tation from ' .. attempting to enforce in 
any manner the weight-distance tax.' " 

Rutherford cautions the truckers, 
however, that Judge Meigs' order could 
later be changed. He states "we are op­
timistic that the Judge will permanent­
ly take the weight-distance tax off the 
coal truckers, as the Legislature intend­
ed, but we have no guarantee of that. All 
we know for sure is that, as of now, the 
tax is not to be enforced. We will con­
tinue to monitor the legal situation, and 
to work with the coal industry, local 
trucking associations, and others who 
are litigating and otherwise involved in 
this issue. We will keep truckers inform­
ed as to future developments."

"Everyone is looking for inflation­

fighting tips. One way to save is to shop 
at stores that offer discounts to cash­
paying customers," says Attorney 
General Steven L. Beshear. 

Cash discounts were authorized in the 
United States in 1975. The Fair Credit 
Billing Act allowed merchants who ac­
cepted credit cards to offer cash dis­
counts if they complied with strict 
posting rules. 

In 1981, Congress removed the ceiling 
or discounts and lessened the posting re­
quirements. Merchants can offer any 
amount of discount to cash customers. 
Customers may be informed of this dis­
count in any manner as long as it's 
displayed "clearly and conspicuously." 

Cash discounts are possible because 
merchants pay a processing fee for each 
credit card sale made. Fees range from 
two to five percent of the sale. The 
amount is based on the size and sales 
volume of the retailer. The larger the 
retailer and the volume, the smaller the 
fee. For example, a small store will 
receive only $47.50 from a $50 credit card 
puchase, while a large store will receive 
$49 from the same purchase. The store 
must wait, usually three months, before 
receiving the funds. 

credit cards. This extra cost is passed 
along to consumers in higher prices for 
everyone, just like all overhead ex­
penses. Supporters of cash discount pro­
grams contend that it's unfair for cash­
paying customers to bear the extra costs 
for services used only by charge account 
customers. 

Although the law permits merchants 
to offer discounts for cash, it does not 
allow them to put a surcharge on credit 
card sales. Retailers may post the credit 
card price, then deduct a discount for a 
cash sale. They may post both a credit 
card price and a cash price. If only a dis­
counted cash price is posted, and credit 
card shoppers are charged a higher 
price, this is illegal. 

"Encourage merchants to give dis­
counts. This process is not. costly or dif­
ficult, and does not require special ap­
proval from any federal agency," says 
Attorney General Beshear. "Cash dis 
counts can save consumers money."

\\hen IRS Says You 
Owe and You Disagree 

The Internal Revenue Service has just 
exa mined your F ederal tax return The 
examiner says you owe , you say you 
don 't. What's your next move? Pay un­
questioningly? Not at all, says IRS. 

If this happens, you have several 
avenues of appeal. First, if the examina­
tion took place in an IRS office, ask to 
speak to the examiner's supervisor. You 
may well be able to resolve your case 
then and there . Should you come to an 
agreement, you'll be asked to sign an 
agreement form , which indicates your 
acceptance of the amount shown on the 
form. 

But if you don't agree after talking 
with the supervisor, or if the examina­
tion wa s made in someplace other than 
an IRS office and there was no agree­
ment, you will receive a transmittal let­
ter from IRS, notifying you of your right 
to appeal the proposed adjustment 
within 30 days, as well as a copy of the 
examina tion report, an agreement or 
waiver form, and a copy of IRS Publica­
tion 5, " Appeal Rights and Preparation 
of Protests for Unagreed Cases."

In Reemployment Suit 

WASHINGTON-A disabled Marine 
veteran has been awarded more than 
$37,000 in back pay as a result of a suit 
brought at the request of the U.S. Labor 
Department against the city of 
Philadelphia for failing to reinstate the 
veteran in a job after he returned from 
military service. 

Joseph F . Ryan , Jr ., 33, of 
Philadelphia, sought help from the 
department's Office of Veterans' 
Reemployment Rights <OVRR) when 
the city failed to reinstate him in a job 
with similar seniority, status, and pay 
to his former position as required by 
la.v. Ryan had worked as a corrections 
officer but, for medical reasons, was 
unable to continue in that job. 

Ryan served in the Marine Corps in 
Vietnam in the late 1960s. He worked for 
the city of Philadelphia from 1971 until 
1976, when he took a leave of absence 
from his job to re-enlist. 

After being honorably discharged for 
medical reasons in 1980, Ryan applied 
for reemployment with the city but was 
not rehired. He then sought assistance 
from OVRR. 

As a result of meetings with OVRR, 
the city conceded that Ryan was entitled 
to reemployment but asserted that his 
medical condition prevented him from 
resuming his former job as a corrections 
officer . 

The city subsequently offered Ryan 
three positions but they were not similar 
in pay to his former position. After fail­
ing to work out a voluntary settlement 
with the city, OVRR referred the case to 
the Justice Department which filed suit 
on behalf of Ryan. 

Under the federal veterans' reemploy­
ment rights law, veterans are entitled to 
reinstatement to their preservice job or, 
if they are incapable of performing that 
job because of a service connected 
disability, to a job they can perform with 
comparable seniority, status, and pay. 

Judge Clifford Scott Green of the U.S. 
District Court for the Eastern District 
of Pennsylvania therefore ordered the 
city of Philadelphia to pay Ryan $37,291 
in back pay and interest.

Teacher-Writer 
Killed in Crash 

Dr. Leonard W. Roberts, 71, of Stan­
ville, Pikeville College professor, 
folklorist and author, was almost in­
stantly killed last Friday morning when 
his auto was struck by a dump truck at 
the intersection of the Mare Creek road 
and US 23 at Stanville. 

State Police said the collision occurred 
at 10:25 a.m. when Dr. Roberts pulled 
out of the Mare Creek road onto US 23 
and attempted to make a left turn to 
drive toward Pikeville. He drove into the 
path of an oncoming truck driven by 
Charles H. Lytton, of Blacksburg, Va. 
No charges were filed against Lytton. 

A nalive of the Toler Creek section of 
this county, he was a son of the late 
Louis Jackson Roberts and Rhoda Jane 
Osborn Roberts. He had been a pro­
fessor of English literature at Pikeville 
College the last 15 years. 

Dr. Robert<; was the author of four 
books on folklore and numerous pam­
phlets and was a collector of Ap­
palachian folk tales His most recent 
book, "Handbook of American Folk­
lore," was released only a few days 
prior to his death. Dr. Roberts was a 
regular participant in the Kentucky 
Highlands Folk Festival at Jenny Wiley 
State Park where he conducted the Story 
Hour for children. 

He received his bachelor's degree 
from Berea College, the master's from 
Iowa State University and the Ph.D. 
degree from the University of Kentucky. 
Dr. Roberts saw Army service during 
the 1930s and was a member of the 
Presbyterian Church. He was a past 
president' of the American Folklore 
Society, was a member of the Big San­
dy and Pike County Historical Societies 
and of the Preservation Council of Pike 
County. 

Surviving are his wife, Edith Reynolds 
Roberts, of Stanville; four daughters, 
Mrs. Sue Carolyn Atkins, Jeffersonville, 
Ind., Mrs. Margaret Ann Biller, 
Baltimore, Md., Mrs. Rita Helen Kelly 
and Mrs. Lynneda Jane Denny, both of 
Nashville, Tenn.; six brothers, Vernon, 
Dale and Sam Roberts, all of Toler 
Creek, Virgil Roberts, Williamson, W. 
Va., Elmer Roberts, Taylor, Mich., and 
Carl Roberts, Ashland, Ky.; three 
sisters, Mrs. Mary B. Counts, Xenia, 0., 
Mrs. Arminta Stephenson, Prescott, 
Ariz., and Mrs. Fantina Painter, 
Baltimore, Md., and six grandchildren.

Says Faith Not Kept 
With Vietnam Veterans 

I am writing this letter because I have 
something on my mind that has been 
bothering me for the past two or three 
years. 

The po'int is tha( the state of Kentucky 
and the United States have not kept the 
faith with our Vietnam veterans. 

When I was discharged from the Ar­
my in the late 40's, we were given $300 
in mustering out pay, plus the G. I. Bill 
of Rights which included pay for going 
to school, good V.A. hospitals, a loan of 
up to $10,000 to buy a house. This loan 
was backed by the government. Also, we 
were given $20 a week for 52 weeks or 
until we found a job. 

In my opinion, there is not a bit of dif­
ference between the men who went into 
service in 1941 and the men who went to 
Vietnam in the 60's and 70's, except for 
one thing. In 1941, the United States was 
attacked by Japan, so the President, 
with the blessing of the Senate and the 
Congress declared war on Japan. In the 
case of Vietnam, the House and Senate 
did not declare war on anyone, but 
because we had some kind of treaty with 
these people, this gave the President the 
power to send thousands of troops to 
Vietnam. These countries did not then, 
nor do they now, care one thing about us 
except for what they can get from us. 
France fought these same people for 
about seven years before they gave up 
and pulled out.' I do not believe we were 
thrashed because our troops were not as 
good as in other wars, but because 
government tried to fight and win with 
one hand tied behind their back. 

After this action was over and we were 
forced to pull out, most of the prisoners 
we got back were air force officers. 
Where are all our enlisted men, the 
backbone of any army'? When these men 
came home, they were not given as 
much as a pat on the back by our state 
or our Federal government, nor by very 
many of our citizens. Sir, how would you 
and I feel if we were put in that position'? 

I feel that the state of Kentucky and 
the United States as a whole should give 
these men and/or their survivors a 
bonus, of, let's say $500. I feel it is about 
time this injustice be corrected. It is not 
the amount of money we give them that 
is so important, as it is to show them that 
what they did was just as important, in 
principle, as what the men in World War 
II did. 

We lost 50 to 60 thousand men in Viet­
nam. These men are just as dead, just 
as wounded, just as uncertain about 
their lives, and in more cases have just 
as many mental problems as the men in 
World War II. 

Governor Brown is ina position to help 
get a bill such as this passed, but to do 
it in his term he would have to call a 
special session of the House. I do not 
think anyone in the state would be 
against it. Let Kentucky be the first state 
in the union to do this and I am sure the 
other states would follow. If the state 
says they do not have the money to do 
this, then lets slap a tax on whiskey and 
smokes until it is paid. 

I would like to see this be an issue in 
the upcoming governor's race. We owe 
these men. 1f we all pull together as one 
party and work for this and it is passed, 
we can give God the honor and the glory.

Kentucky's talented Juggernaut Jug 
Band out of Louisville and the Deep 
South Cloggers, four youngsters from 
Jackson, Ky ., will also perform during 
the day-long festivities . . 

In addition to the musical entertam· 
ment the grounds surrounding the . . 
breakfast tent and the Governor s 
Mansion will sport some 25 Kentucky 
Craft booths with items for sale, and a 
number of Kentucky visual artists with 
displays and sales of their work. 

Also on display, in the Derby 
Breakfast Tent, will be Kentucky's 
largest handmade quilt, the 30 X 30 foot 
"Kentucky Flower Basket" quilt 
designed by Mrs. Melzie Wilson, of 
Louisville, and created by quilters 
from all over the state.

MSHA Chief Cites 
Mine Fatality Drop 

Mining fatalities in the first quarter of 
1983 "strongly continue" last year's 
declining trends in mine deaths and in· 
juries, Assistant Secretary Ford B. Ford 
of the Labor Department's Mine Safety 
and Health Administration <MSHA> 
announced. 

According to preliminary MSHA 
figures, there were 10 coal mining 
fatalities in January-March of 1983, 
compared with 43 during the same 
period in 1982. In metal and nonmetal 
<non-coal> mining, MSHA recorded 14 
fatalities in the first three months of this 
year. Metal and nonmetal mining opera­
tions also reported 14 fatalities in 
January-March of 1982, a period when 
many surface non-coal operations were 
temporarily exempted from reporting 
work-related fatalities to MSHA under 
provisions contained in stopgap funding 
legislation. 

Ford announced the fatality statistics 
Aprill9 at a regional health and safety 
conference of industry, labor an} 
government sponsored by MSHA ; .. 
Dallas, Texas. · 

Ford noted that the decrease in mine 
fatalities continued a trend established 
last year, when coal mining deaths 
declined from 153 to 122, and metal and 
nonmetal mining fatalities decreased 
from 84 to a historical low of 68. The rate 
of total reportable injuries also declin· 
ed in 1982: in coal mining, from 8.92 to 
8.06 per 200,000 employee-hours, and in 
metal and nonmetal mining from 5.75 to 
4.49. 

"The mining community's efforts 
towards greater cooperation, I feel sure, 
deserve much credit for these im­
provements," Ford told approximately 
100 representatives of the South Central 
U.S. mining industry, labor, government 
and other mining-related insitutions, 
who met for two days of discussions on 
current mine safety needs and pro­
blems. "It's my hope that this meeting 
will help strengthen this cooperation 
and, in turn, help bring still greater im­
provements in mine safety and health." 

Since June of 1982, MSHA has held 10 
joint health and safety conferences to 
improve communications on safety and 
health among the various sectors of the 
mining community.

If big, corporate polluters could be 
persuaded by folk singer Pete Seeger to 
clean up New York's Hudson River in 
the late 60s, Michael Johnathon ought to 
be able to persuade eastern Kentuckians 
to clean up the streams and byways 
here. 

At least that's what Michael John­
athon thinks. And if someone will give 
him a little financial backing he can 
prove it, he says. 

A singer and songwriter, Johnathon, 
26, grew up in the Hudson Valley town of 
Wappingers Falls in New York's Dut­
chess county. For the past three years 
he has made his home at Mousie in Knott 
county. 

A year ago, he cut an album called 
The Blast, the title song an eerie projec­
tion of the human wasteland following 
a nuclear explosion. But these days his 
repertoire runs more to songs about 
trash- written, he says, to help 
"reshape kids' attitudes to the 
environment." 

In one song, for example, he takes a 
wry look at the tattered shreds of plastic 
diapers hanging in the branches of trees 
along the Big Sandy and marking to this 
day the apogee of the 1977 flood. 

"I don't want to depress or scold the 
kids," he said this week. "But if they can 
be impressed by their mountain 
heritage, they're not going to want it 
messed up." 

After trying out some of his songs at 
Prestonsburg Elementary this winter 
and then taping another performance at 

'Martin grade school, Johnathon put to 
Phyllis George Brown his idea of a 
series of concerts to be tied in with en­
vironmental education in the schools 
and clean-up projects in the community. 

The First Lady referred him to 
Natural Resources Secretary Jackie 
Swigart who put him in touch with the 
director of the Kentucky Clean Com­
munity System (CCS) Program. Under 
the program, state personnel come into 
the schools for six weeks with a slide and 
movie presentation-which they give 
themselves or train local teachers to 
give-designed to heighten students' 
awareness of the environment. 

At the end of the classroom phase, 
Johnathon enters with banjo and guitar 
as a kind of environmental troubadour, 
putting on a concert for the whole 
school-"the cherry on the ice-cream," 
he describes it- to clinch the lesson. 

The operation costs about 45 cents per 
student. To offer it free to students, 
somebody else has to pick up the tab. 
Chevron, the oil giant, is sponsoring a 
six-week program in Louisville in 
September, during which Johnathon will 
give at least 52 concerts. In Frankfort, 
Covington and the Knott county com­
munity of Carrs Fork, small businesses 
have chipped in to help defray the cost. 

Maybe a national soft drink manufac­
turer or a big coal company will get the 
idea here, he hopes. 

The state-coordinated CCS programs 
are local non-profit organizations aim­
ed at reducing litter and promoting bet­
ter solid waste management by chang­
ing people's attitudes toward littering 
and so changing their behavior. Widely 
used in "Waste in Place," a K-6 cur­
riculum developed by Keep America 
Beautiful, Inc. 

In addition to the classroom presenta­
tions on issues like litter reduction and 
recycling, Frankfort students who 
recently participated in the program

visited the local landfill and wrote and 
recorded public service announcements 
for local radio stations. 

Johnathon, who is billed as the "Ap­
palachian Troubadour," likes to tell of 
returning home last summer and fishing 
in the Hudson, a river that, 15 years ago, 
was dying if not dead. 

"If multi-million dollar companies like 
Consolidated Edison can be persuaded 
to clean up the environment, it can work 
here where people want it done," he 
said.

Ralph Turner has always believed 

that ever;one who can should earn their 
own way. Certainly he and his charm 
ing wife, Virginia, have been doing that 
since they mel and married in jour 
nalism school at the University of 
Missouri more than 50 years ago. Even 
before he attended college, Ralph was 
working as a "cub" reporter. He knew 
exactly what he wanted to do, and so did 
Virginia, and they set about doing it 
together as reporters, feature writers, 
cot>y editors. They even tried free­
lancing in Paris during the height of the 
Depression and found that life in a gar­
ret could, indeed, play like an Italian 
opera. 

In 1935, he joined the ::,taff of the 
Schenectady Gazette in Schenecatady, 
New York, where Ralph had grown up, 
and that's where he did his newspaper 
work for the next 42) ears. Virginia left 
the newsroom to become a full-time 
mother to sons, Paul and Ralph. When 
Ralph Sr. retired in 1977, he was chief 
editorial writer and editor of the 
Gazette's editorial page; Paul was a 
professor of art and architecture at 
Stanford University and young Ralph 
was a law student, today a lawyer. 

A Gazette phctograph of Ralph and 
Virginia merrily riding their tandem 
bike on the first day of Spring sums up 
this wonderful twosome, their activities 
full of the zest of living and giving. 

For more than 30 years Virginia has 
been a volunteer, a Pink Lady at Ellis 
Hospital in Schenectady, serving 
wherever she's been needed, from the 
emergency room to the mail room. Two 
years ago Ralph joined the ranks of the 
volunteers. He put his valuable 
knowledge of the, English language tp 
work and became a literacy teacher 
helping adults-mostly refugees from 
Vietnam, trying to make the difficult ad­
justment from the tragedy of total loss 
to a new beginning while learning a new, 
and for them, difficult language. 

Today, Ralph's student is 28-year-old 
Qui Trinh, who escaped from Saigon 
with her husband and baby son. They 
were Boat People, risking all in their 
flight from Communist rule. They very 
nearly perished as did so many 
thousands of their countrymen. 

In volunteering to teach Qui Trinh 
English, Ralph has learned about Qui 
and her family (her husband and three 
children). They are a couple earning 
their own way-not by handout or 
through welfare, but by hard work­
working at jobs during the day, working 
at jobs together at home during the 
night. The language transition for Qui is 
difficult, but at the Turners' house she's 
in excellent hands, for there is an 
unspoken language they share that 
needs no translation. It's the language 
of determination and grit, of having faith 
in a way of life that makes all things 
possible. Ralph and Virginia have their 
lives as an example. And whether this 
proof is reflected in a photo of them 
riding a bicycle built for two, or their 
volunteer endeavors , the message 
comes through loud and clear: the 
Turners of this country are what 
America is all about.

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Internal Parasites 
Can Harm Your Pets

Internal parasites are creatures which 
live at the expense of other animals. 
Parasites de\'our blood or damage the 
tissues of their hosts but contribute 
nothing in return. 

Dogs and cats are exposed to and often 
become hosts of numerous parasites. 
Those in rural or suburban areas hunt 
and eat objects that could be sources of 
parasitic infections. They are exposed 
to many external parasites, such as 
fleas. ticks or mosquitoes through which 
internal parasites may be transmitted. 

In most cases the location and activi­
ty of parasites in the dog determine the 
signs that the animal shows. Diarrhea 
is a common sign of intestinal 
parasitism. Anemia is a common sign of 
chronic parasitism. Coughing, sneezing 
and nasal discharges are usually observ­
ed in dogs harboring parasites in the 
respiratory tract. Loss of weight, 
dehydration and lack of appetite are the 
hallmarks of many chronic parasitisms. 

The most common internal parasites 
of your pels are hookworms, round­
worms, whipworms, tapeworms and 
heartworms. 

The major signs of hookworm infec­
tion are associated with blood loss and 
gastrointestinal irritation-weakness, 
anemia. diarrhea. bloody stools and loss 
of appetite. Depression and death may 
result. 

The signs associated with round­
worms are related to the migration of 
the parasites through liver and lungs, as 
well as gaslrointestional irritation. 
Cough, nasal discharge and increased 
breathing rate are seen during migra­
tion through the lungs. Migration 
through the stomach produces distention 
and vomiting. 

The whipworm inhabits the large bowl 
and cecum. Signs of whipworms depend 
on the number of parasites present and 
include intermittent diarrhea, loss of 
weight, anemia, abdominal pain, 
flatulence and "flank-sucking." Many 
animals with light infectipns may not 
show any signs. 

As tapeworms require an in­
termediate host to complete their life cy­
cle and, in this country, the vast majori­
ty of dogs and cats eat prepared food, 
tapeworm parasitism is not a major 
problem. 

The females of most tapeworms pro­
duce their eggs in pouches called 
segments. These segments break away 
from the end of the worm's body and 
pass out in the stool from time to time. 
When these segments crawl from the 
anus of an infected animal, they nray 
cause itching and prompt the animal to 
scoot on its hind end for relief. 
Tapeworms do not cause severe damage 
in animals but do cause abdominal pain 
and discomfort and sometimes diarrhea 
or constipation. The worms also rob the 
animal of nutrients . 

Heartworms are from six to 14 inches 
long and 1/8 inch wide. They locate in 
the heart and adjacent blood vessels in 
infected dogs. The infection, which is 
transmitted by mosquitoes, is a serious 
problem in dogs. Severe heartworm in­
fection can cause damage to the dog's 
heart and ather organs before visible 
signs appear. The disease is in its ad­
vanced stages by the time typical symp­
toms-coughing, labored breathing and 
weakness-appear. It may lead to heart 
failure and death . The disease may be 
prevented by medication. 

Diagnosis of internal parasites can be 
done by examination of stool, urine and 
blood. Some may be seen by simply look­
ing at the stool. Tapeworm segments 
look like brownish rice particles; round­
worms look like strings of spaghetti. 
Other worms are visible only under a 
microscope. 

All worming medicines are poisonous. 
While the object is to poison the worm 
but not the dog, incorrect use can poison 
both. New worming medicines are con­
tinuously being developed in which tox­
ic side effects are being reduced. At 
least two wormings are advised. 

The keys to control and prevention of 
internai parasites are sanitation-stools 
should be removed daily; elimination of 
raw fish and meat from the diet; control 
of external parasites, such as fleas, lice, 
ticks and mosquitoes; worming of 
breeding pets before mating; good nutri­
tion; routine examination- all very 
young pets should be checked when they 
are six weeks old or earlier if they show 
signs of infection and adult dogs should 
receive a check once a year; and isola­
tion of an infected dog until worming is 
completed. 

The incidence of human infection by 
parasites is small but there is no reason 
that any should occur when it is 
remembered that pets can be tested 
and, if necessary, treated for worm in­
fections by your veterinarian.

Available On Disc 

:3.7 mtllion American women become 
pregnant each year and fully half of 
them now choose to attend classes in 
prepared childbirth <childbirth 
educators prefer the term "prepared" 
childbtrth, since all childbirth is 
natural l. There was a time, not too long 
ago, when if a husband wanted to be with 
his wife during birth he would literally 
have had to handcuff himself to the labor 
room, because hospitals simply wouldn't 
have allowed it. But times have chang­
ed, thanks to people like Betsy Rothman, 
the outspoken prepared childbirth 
educator who has personally prepared 
over 500 couples for the birth of their 
children. 

According to Rothman, founder of a 
Pennsylvania-based Childbirth Educa­
tion Association chapter and creator of 
The Exercise Record for Pregnant 
Women, though childbirth has become 
more "humanized" in the last ten years, 
there are still many problems. 

"Humans need to learn how to give 
birth , " she says. ''Just as an athlete 
prepared for an athletic event, a rreg­
nant woman needs to prepare her mind 
and body for the birth of a baby." Ac­
cording to Rothman, the lingering pro­
blems facing pregnant women today in­
clude fear, the ignorance and insensitivi­
ty of doctors and nurses in the hospital 
towards the benefits of prepared child­
birth, and an over-reliance on drugs. 

The Exercise Record for Pregnant 
Women <CBS> is Rothman's newly­
released, two-record set designed as a 
home study guide to exercise and health 
care for pregnant women taking a 
prepared childbirth class. 

Enclosed in The Exercise Record for 
Pregnant Women is a booklet which in­
cludes a "Birth Plan"-a list of items to 
be discussed with a doctor or midwife 
<who to be allowed in the delivery room; 
whether to be restricted to bed or to get 
mild exercise during labor; whether or 
not tol use high tech devices like a fetal 
monitor; whether to give birth lying 
down, sitting, or in a variety of other un­
conventional but often helpful positions). 

"Your doctor may not inform you of 
the choices available to you," says 
Rothman. "But it 's wise to do a bit of 
reading. You can have your husband 
with you. You can be wide awake and 
watching when the baby first sees this 
world, or you can choose the comfort of 
anesthesia But remember, today the 
only person making these decisions is 
not the doctor. Part of the choice is up 
to you."

pose of supplying electric energy to said 
City and the inhabitants thereof, and 
persons and corporations beyond the 
limits thereof, for light, heat, power and 
any other purpose or purposes for which 
electric energy is now or may hereafter 
be used, and for the transmission of the 
same within, through or across said 
City. 

SECTION 2: Said lines and appurten­
ances shall be constructed so as to in­
terfere as little as possible with the 
traveling public in its use of the streets, 
thoroughfares, alleys, sidewalks, 
bridges, public ways and other public 
places. 

SECTION 3: The franchise, privilege, 
right and authority shall be in full force 
and effect for a period of twenty (20) 
years from the date of passage of this 
Ordinance.

Dr. Harford believes buyers should 
contact their local realtors before shop­
ping for a house. 

"These people are professionals who 
are constantly searching for real estate 
values. Buyers should take advantage of 
their knowledge of the housing market."

Indeed, they 
would not have cared to have been call­
ed "noble" or "prestigious," as they 
were content to have lived a life span in 
the way they wanted to live it, then later 
placed to rest under the good earth of 
Kentucky Bluegrass Down Home. 

The epitaph on this monument reads: 
"Here lays a hermit of several years 

of lone and and solitary life, who was 
once bought as a slave by Raleigh Wat­
son, and his days of flesh trod the path 
that led to a noble life and his remains 
rest on his own soil on the waters of 
Newcombe.'' 

Raleigh Watson at this time was a 
Morgan county resident, and it was 
there that he purchased the young boy, 
Richard. Richard took the last name of 
his master-friend, Raleigh Watson. The 
Morgan section in which they lived is 
now called Elliott county. Dick was 
known to be a hard worker and not real­
ly too much was ever written about him. 

Richard Watson 's name appears on 
the headstone, and well known it was, 
the final resting place of the man loving­
ly called "Nigger Dick." The land that 
Richard Watson owned still carries the 
name of the Dick Branch. Some people 
still living knew Nigger Dick. The story 
is legend in these parts that in the 
mid-1800's Raleigh Watson went to a 
slave market in Virginia where he pur­
chased a young mulatto woman called 
Mary Ann, and her daughter, Lou, along 
with Richard <Nigger Dick J, an eight­
year-old boy. 

Mary Ann was said to have worked 
around the house with the children. 
Later, it was said, she became senile 
and wandered off, never to be found. 
Lou, her daughter , however, remained 
with the Watsons and raised their 
children after the death of Raleigh Wat­
son and his wife. 

Richard was still with the Watsons 
when Lincoln freed the slaves in 1863. It 
was at dinner that Raleigh told "Dick" 
he was a free man. He became so over­
joyed and excited he turned over the 
table. 

" Now, hold on, Dick, you are a free 
man but you are going to have to act like 
one! ' ' exclaimed Raleigh, who was also 
pleased at the news. Dick lived on with 
the Watsons, as he had no place else to 
go. They allowed him a section of ground 
on which to raise watermelons, corn, 
hogs and cattle to sell. This was around 
1869. 

The hogs he drove to Leon, Kentucky, 
to sell. He was a hard worker and sav­
ed his money in an old coffee pot which 
he hid under a rockhouse. Once, while 
he lived with the Watsons, the hogs 
rooted out his pot of money. The Watson 
children found it and took it home with 
them. Raleigh, realizing this was Dick's 
life saving, gave it back to him. Later, 
when he had saved $270, he paid Jessie 
and Jane Eldridge in full for 500 acres 
on the headwaters of Newcombe Creek. 
Here Dick built his log home and lived 

• out his life. In his smokehouse he cured 
meat and from a solid rock he carved a 

· spring which still furnishes drinking 
water. He cooked on an open fire and his 
home-made bed hung from the rafters. 

Being a self-sufficient pioneer, Dick 
also worked in timber, making stoves to 
be used for tubs, casks or s1milar 
vessels. This is practically a lost art. At 
time, the stoves were floated down 
Newcombe Creek which then had 
spillways at intervals.

Mary Goose, no that's not her name, 
Mary, hell, I can't think of it!" He pro­
ceeded to tell them that "no nigger was 
going to take up with him," which let 
them all know he wanted no part of mar­
riage. A lot of people knew he had a con­
siderable sum of money and he was 
robbed at least twice. He was tortured 
once by three men in an attempt to get 
all his money by burning his hands and 
feet with hot poker irons. After forcing 
Dick to tell where his wealth w . hidden, 
they robbed him and were arrested,­
not for stealing his money, but for steal­
ing horses. They were hanged on a big 
walnut tree in the courthcuse yard at 
Martinsburg, which is now called San­
dy Hook. The names of the men hanged 
were Mauk and Kennel. The third man 
turned states evidence and was run out 
of the state and told never to return.

The second time he was robbed resul­
ted in his death. It was just before a big 
snowstorm. Uncle Lonza Fyffe was said 
to have been walking past Dick's house 
and noticed there were no foot prints 
around the house, yet the door was ajar. 
Afraid of finding him dead, he then went 
to the nearest neighbor's house and told 
them to go with him to check on Dick. 
Several men returned and found him 
chilled and near death. By sled he was 
taken to a neighbor's home, Andy 
Adkins, where he died. The doctor who 
examined him said he had swallowed 
carbolic acid and it was thought that the 
persons who had robbed him had forc­
ed him to drink it. There had been a rob­
bery because they found purse "jaws" 
in the fireplace where they had been 
burned.

Cost-Of-Living 
Adjustment Delayed 

The automatic Social Security benefit 
• increase based on the cost of living, 

previously effective each July, will be 
delayed for 6 months, to January 1984 
under a new law qesigned to strengthen 
the Social Security system. 

The purpose of the delay is to save the 
system money and to help it regain its 
financial strength, Kelly said. Largely 
because of economic conditions in recent 
years, Social Security has had an in­
creasingly severe financial problem. 

The new law is designed to meet the 
problem both in the near-term and into 
the years after 2000. Other changes 
made by the new law provide additional 
income to the system. They include: 

- The Social Security tax rate in­
crease scheduled under previous law for 
1985 will go into effect in 1984. The new 
1984 rate will be 7 percent each for 
employees and employers, up from the 
previous rate of 6.7 percent. But, 
employees will receive a tax credit 
against 1984 taxes of .3 percent, which 
will be given when taxes are deducted 
from wages. In effect, 1984 employee 
taxes will remain at the level set under 
previous law. Also, part of the tax rate 
increase scheduled for 1990 will go into 
effect in 1988. 

- Starting in 1984, the Social Security 
self-employment tax rate will be equal 
to the combined employee~mployer tax 
on wages. This will be 14.0 percent for 
1984. Previously the rate for self­
employed people was about 1 Y2 times 
the employee rate. Under the new law, 
self-employed people will receive self­
employment tax credit of 2. 7 percent of 
self-employment income for 1984; 2.3 
percent for 1985, and 2.0 percent for 
1986-89. After 1989, these credits will be 
replaced with deductions designed to 
treat the self-employed in much the 
same manner as employees and 
employers are treated for Social Securi­
ty 'cmd income tax purposes.

sioner Elmore Grim . "This-exemption 
has been granted because of the inciden­
tial nature of the removal and because 
the project has been reviewed and we 
have verified that it will be government 
financed." 

In a letter to officials of the Kentucky 
Housing Corporation, Grim stated that 
"one of our inspectors will be assigned 
to this project with the role of keeping 
us advised as to how it is progressing 
and to call to your attention any possi­
ble problems which might be occurring 
in the coal extraction process." 

Under state regulations the project of­
ficials must maintain information on the 
site, including a description of the con­
struction project, exact locations of the 
construction, right-of-way and boun­
daries of the area affected and financial 
records. 

The project, which will provide lots for 
individual housing units, will be built on 
land deeded by the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Transportation to the Kentucky 
Housing Corporation. 

Mountaintop-removal mining techni­
ques will be used to contour the land for 
the project, state officials explained. 

No Jobs In Alaska 
The Alaska Department of Labor has 

issued a warning urging job seekers not 
to look to Alaska for work this summer 
season. Commissioner of Labor, Jim 
Robison, says, "There are no worker 
shortages in Alaska. Job seekers should 
be very wary of advertisements offering 
high paying jobs or Alaska job informa­
tion for sale." 

" Each year," Robison says, "many 
job seekers have based their decision to 
come north on inaccurate or incomplete 
information and find that no jobs are 
available in Alaska where their limited 
food and housing dollars disappear at an 
accelerated rate because the cost-of­
living is high." 

Alaska has not been immune to the 
economic downturn that has swept the 
nation. The Alaska unemployment rate 
for 1982 was 9.9%, remaining among the 
20 states most severely afflicted by 
unemployment. Alaska annual 
unemployment rates have exceeded the 
national average since the mid-1970's, 
and are expected to stay high during 
1983. Some Alaska communities routine­
ly experience seasonal unemployment 
rates of more than 20%. 

Commissioner Robison says, "We 
welcome you to come and visit, but 
bring enough cash or a return ticket 
home so you do not run the risk of get­
ting stranded." 

The Alaska Natural Gas Pipeline Pro­
ject which has been under discussion for 
the past couple of years is indefinitely 
on "hold" due to the economic climate 
and high cost of construction.

" After the Crash," a " .l'' ronthne" 
documentary hosted by Jessica Savitch, 
will air on KET Friday, May '6, at 9 p.m. 
"After the Crash" reports on the 
frightening aftermath of the second­
worst air disaster in U.S. history- the 
June 9, 1982, crash of a Pan American 
plane in New Orleans· Moisant Field.

Last summer, two East Kentuckians 
needed an intenm environmental per­
mit to run their small mine. The state 
picked an engineering firm to do their 
paper work. 

But the firm mishandled the work, as 
the partners learned months later when 
the government told them to close the 
mine. 

One partner lost his home, family and 
money. "Now the whole county thinks 
he's a damn thief, because he went 
bankrupt," says the other operator. 

The state has a program to help small 
operators with their applications. But 
it's "useless," the operator said. "They 
haven't got anybody to help you with 
these bibles and bibles of regulations." 

His story is complemented by a draft 
study from the Legislative Research 
Commission. It says that even after four 
years, the program is helping only a few 
small-mine operators through the 
labyrinth of permits. 

The LRC staff, which advises 
lawmakers, says officials should 
transfer the Small Mine Operators 
Technical Assistance Program from the 
Energy Cabinet to the Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Cabinet.

MAN, WOMAN AND CHILD, from Paramount Pictures. Direct­
ed by Dick Richards, screenplay by Erich Segal. Starring Martin 
Sheen, Blythe Danner, Craig T. Nelson. Rated 'PG' * *

The Man - he's a professor 
of English Literature (Martin 
Sheen) with a fine family, two 
daughters and a lovely wife 
(Blythe Danner) . But Miss 
Danner is not the Woman. 

The Woman is a seductive 
French doctor who treats 
Sheen for a minor automobile 
accident, but ends up servicing 
his libido as well. As a result of 
the one night of passion, the 
Woman gives birth to the 
Child. 

All of this has taken place in 
France about 10 years ago. 
Sheen has been unaware of 
the blessed event until he gets 
a call from a colleague in 
France who tells him that the 
French doctor has died in an 
automobile accident. Thus the 
Man and the Child must now 
face the new Woman. 

The formula is not terribly 
complicated. Thus the story is 
about as complex as the spar­
tan title indicates. "Man, 
Woman and Child" is soap 
without the suds, but bring a 
handkerchief along with your 
copy of a gothic romance 
novel. When the film works, 
wipe away a tear, when it 
doesn't, read the novel. 

Erich Segal, himself a col-

lege professor, has penned the 
novel and the screenplay. By 
now most people know wt:at 
to expect from Segal. His 
"Love Story" is as simple a 
title as "Man, Woman and 
Child" and equally as lacking 
in plot twists. Segal instead 
concentrates on how the situa­
tion affects the characters 
involved. 

Segal does manage to sides­
tep the cliches inherent in a 
story such as this. Much of the 
credit goes to the players. 
Sheen is "up front" about his 
responsibilities toward the 
child, playing the role of instant 
father with the right amount of 
shock and concern. 

Miss Danner is always 
impressive. As the wife who 
realizes her marriage isn't quite 
as perfect as she thought, Miss 
Danner can make soap opera 
seem like profound family 
drama. 

If you're a fan of such films, 
"Man, Woman and Child" will 
not disappoint. If you're not a 
fan and you happen to see the 
film, it won't make you rush 
out and buy up the entire 
series of Harlequin Romances.
