Sturgill as New Judge 
Faces Deficit Challenge 

A looming half-million-dollar deficit is 
the biggest challenge facing the county, 
the newly-appointed judge-executive 
told members of the fiscal court in a 
special meeting Monday, the first 
meeting of the new administration. 

In a prepared statement which he 
read to the court, Judge-Executive 
Barkley J. Sturgill said he would be a 

frugal, conserva'tive, hardworking 
judge." And he balanced the customary 
promise to build roads with a pledge to 
"balance the budget... and get our fiscal 
affairs in good order as promptly as 
possible." 

" This is a great and good county with 
many opportunities," Sturgill told the 
magistrates. "I believe it is time to come 
together, heal our wounds, join hands, 
and I ask your help and cooperation­
and together we can get this county 
moving again." 

How much cooperation the new judge­
executive could expect was not clear 
Monday. While Gov. John Y. Brown's 
choice of the 54-year-old Prestonsburg 
lawyer was applauded by some as a 
pledge of firm leadership in difficult 
times, Mrs. Stella Lafferty, the late 
judge-executive's widow, reportedly 
was not happy at being passed over for 
the job.

And some members of the Democratic 
executive committee- who are respon­
sible for naming the party candidate for 
judge-executive in the November 
election- were expected to oppose 
Sturgill's candidacy.

The. center itself, with parking space, 
will be built on about 15 acres in the 
hollow, a tributary of Katy Friend, 
at the junction of Highways 23 and 80 
and the Mountain Parkway. Com­
monwealth Development acquired the 
tract, which totals approximately 30 
acres, through an option purchase 
from Floyd Circuit Court Clerk Frank 
DeRossett and Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley. Considerable earth-moving 
work is anticipated since only about 
seven acres of the tract is level land. 

The complex will feature Williams­
burg design, highlighted by the use of 
brick, decorative woodwork, parapet 
walls, distinctive storefronts and 
wrought-iron lamplights throughout, it 
was said.

Police Chief, City Manager 
Differ on 'Politics' Charge 

Political pressure is preventing him 
from doing his job, Prestonsburg Police 
Chief James F. Curtis charged this 
week. 

But it is the chief himself who is play­
ing politics, City Manager David Evans 
said in response to the allegation. 

In a letter intended for council 
members and those planning to run for 
a council seat this year, Curtis offers his 
diagnosis of problems he says have 
dogged the city's 10-member police 
force "for many years" and challenges 
the council to administer the medicine 
he prescribes. 

What the patient is suffering from, ac-

cording to Curtis, is political in­
terference by council members, inade­
quate pay, job insecurity and apathy. 

Political meddling makes it difficult 
to discipline police officers, the chief 
complained. On one recent occas!on, th~ 
city leadership failed to back his deci­
sion to dock the pay of an officer who 
was absent two days without cause, he 
said by way of example. 

Prestonsburg police officers, who 
begin at $10,705, earn $1122less than the 
average for comparable cities across 
the state, he said

The four-count indictment charges 
Delores Calhoun, 44, of Prestonsburg, 
with failing to account for $21,915.64 in 
funds for which she was responsible bet­
ween Dec. 1, 1979 and June 30, 1981. 

Mrs. Calhoun worked for the state Ad­
ministrative Office of the Courts from 
1978 until June 26, 1981 and was respon­
sible for monies paid into the district and 
circuit courts and the driver licensing of­
fice here. On four occasions sums 
received in the circuit clerk's office were

not deposited in the bank, the grand jury 
was told. 

The sums listed as missing are 
$9913.57 received on Nov. 17, 1980; 
$5557.69, Jan. 6, 1981; $4962.70, Jan. 20, 
1981; and $1481.68, June 12, .981. 

Circuit Court Clerk Frank DeRossett 
said Mrs. Calhoun declined to discuss 
with him the accounting discrepancies. 
Blake Meadows, an investigator for the 
state Auditor of Public Accounts, said he 
had once interviewed Mrs. Calhoun but 
"did not get an acceptable explanation" 
of the discrepancies. She was later 
reported ill and in a hospital for 
treatment. 

The alleged diversion of funds is said 
to have been masked by a "rollover" 
process, by which cash diverted on one 
day is covered by funds received on a 
subsequent day. 

While the auditor reportedly will 
recommend stricter internal controls in 
the circuit clerk's office, the allegations 
involving Mrs. Calhoun do not reflect on 
the integrity of the Circuit Court Clerk, 
Meadows said this week. 

James Mullins, of Bryant Branch, 
near Hi Hat, was twice named by the 
grand jury on rape and assault charges 
and also for burglary, kidnapping and 
theft. The charges stem from alleged in­
cidents involving one woman on March

Oak Tree Loss 
Cause Unknown 

Spreading loss of various varieties of 
oak trees in this county is nothing new 
to foresters- they have known of the 
threat, the last five or six years- but the 
cause remains a mystery. 

Bill Phillips, service forester at the 
Prestonsburg office, Division of 
Forestry, said samples of dead branches 
and foliage have been submitted to the 
University of Kentucky for laboratory 
testing and study but without result. 

The tests, he said, did rule out oak wilt 
and the gypsy moth as probable causes. 

The Pineville area of the state has suf­
fered an even heavier forestland loss, 
but studies made there have yielded no 
positive results . 

Phillips said the University of Ken­
tucky has scheduled a study in Floyd 
county this year. 

A call to the Division of Forestry at 
Frankfort elicited no additional 
information-except the fact that no 
tests made to date are designed to see 
if acid rain could be the culprit. 
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The new judge is no stranger to state 
or Floyd politics. The brother of state 
Energy Secretary William B. Sturgill, 
he served on the Public Service Com­
mission, for part of the time as its chair­
man, under the Ford and Carroll ad­
ministrations. He worked for former 
Gov. Bert T. Combs when Combs was a 
state Court of Appeals judge and was 
later associated with Combs in law prac­
tice here. And he was Floyd county at­
torney for three terms. 

In the statement he read to the court 
Monday, Sturgill alluded to his 11 years 
as county attorney as a period in which 
this county " made more progress than 
at any time in its history." 

"We built a new courthouse, built 
more roads, and paid off our bonded in­
debtedness for the first time in history," 
he said. " I want to continue that sort of 
progress and will do my dead level best 
to do so. " 

The biggest single item contributing 
to the county's anticipated deficit, the 
judge-executive said, is the solid waste 
system. 

The county is guarantor of three bank 
loans taken out to keep the system afloat 
over the past 13 months and must also 
replenish the agency's reserve fund 
which has been all but depleted to meet 
scheduled bond payments. In all, the 
county is obligated for about $300,000 in 
solid waste agency debts, Sturgill said. 

A default on the solid waste bonds 
would "seriously impair" the county's 
ability to borrow in the future for 
schools or other facilities, the judge­
executive warned. 

Sturgill, who was sworn in last Friday 
in Frankfort by state Supreme Court 
Chief Justice Robert Stephens, is a son 
of Mrs. Dorothy Maggard Sturgill, of 
Prestonsburg, and the late Troy B. 
Sturgill, who was a Floyd circuit court 
clerk and sheriff here. 

He will serve as judge-executive at 
least until January when the winner of 
a special November election will begin 
serving the last two years of Lafferty's 
term.

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Because members of the police force 
may be arbitrarily dismissed by the ci­
ty council, they grow anxious about their 
jobs, are vulnerable to pressure and 
quickly become apathetic, Curtis 
argues. 

"Some officers feel as though they are 
tottering on the edge of a precipice and 
one false move will cause them to fall 
over the edge into unemployment," he 
wrote. 

Among his prescriptions are the in­
stitution of a civil service-type person­
nel policy which would guarantee city 
employees the right to a hearing if they 
faced dismissal; pay increases up to the 
average for comparable cities and the 
introduction of merit raises based on job 
performance; and council support for 
the chief's authority. 

Police officers should not be held to 
the same salary scale as firefighters 
said Curtis. Not only do members of th~ 
fire department "have a lot of time on 
their hands to sleep, watch TV, play 
basketball, video games and engage in 
BB gunfights" but, unlike police of­
ficers, they are "rarely required to place 
their lives on the line," he contended. 

City Manager Evans flatly denied 
Curtis' charge of political interference. 
The officer accused by the chief of be­
ing absent without cause produced a 
doctor's statement that he was ill Evans 
said. ' 

Council members are not unsym­
pathetic toward the idea of a pay raise 
for the police department but the city is 
unable to afford a salary hike at this 
time, the city manager argued. 

A rough parity between police and fire 
officers-beginning officers in both 
departments are paid the same but 
higher-ranking police officers earn 
slightly more than their fire department 
counterparts-was decided on about two 
years ago to reduce animosity between 
the two departments, he explained. 

Evans conceded that a civil service­
type contract-with its guarantees of 
due process, recognition of seniority, 
and scheduled pay increases-"might 
be good for the men." But "it wouldn't 
be good for management," he said.

VIDEO VIEW - What do 
U.S. viewers think of TV 
sports? 

Three-fourths of the 
American population over 
the age of 14 watches 
sports on TV at least once 
a week. Most are satisfied 
with the amount of TV 
coverage. 

Those are findings of the 
recently published Miller 
Lite Report on Amer1can 
Attitudes Toward Sports. 
The beer firm is known for 
its TV commercials featur­
ing sports figures such as 
John Madden, Boog Powell 
and Tom Heinsohn. 

The 200-page survey 
indicates that 28 percent of 
Americans believe there is 
too much sports coverage 
on televison; and 10 per­
cent believe there is too 
little. But 59 percent feel 
there is just the right 
amount. 

It's no surprise to many 
husbands that women are 
more likely than men to say 
the networks devote too 
much time to sports. Thirty­
five percent of women, 
compared with only 24 per­
cent ot men, feel this way. 

Of course, actual U.S. 
sports tans - as well as 
those who participate -
often say there is too little 
TV coverage. Only rarely 
do they say television 
places too much emphasis 
on sports. 

Halt (52 percent) of the 
American public feels that 
some sports get too much 
TV coverage and others 
not enough. Football is the 
sport most often mentioned 
as receiving too much 
coverage, and baseball is 
second. 

Most Americans rate the 
quality of TV sports com­
mentators as either excel­
lent ( 12 percent) , very 
good (34 percent) or good 
(32 percent) . 

About half (51 percent) 
of all Amercians say sports 
commentators add to their 
enjoyment of the game, but 
36 percent say they have 
no effect on their enjoy­
ment. Despite any jokes or 
grumbling to the contrary, 
only 13 percent say sports 
commentators actually 
detract from their enjoy­
ment. 

The findings show that 
only about half (47 
percent) of viewers usually 
pay c lose attention to the 
sports commentators on 
televison, and 21 percent 
say they rarely or never pay 
attention. 

But two out of every 
three ardent tans (64 
percent) say they usually 
pay close attention, com­
pared with only 21 percent 
of non-tans.

UK Hikes Board 
And Room Rates 

The University of Kentucky's Board 
of Trustees recently approved room and 
board rate increases at UK averaging 5 
percent for 1983-84. 

"The modest increases in the univer­
sity's room and board rates reflect a 
moderation in inflation nationwide and 
UK's continuing attention to budget 
tightening efforts," said Jack Blanton, 
vice chancellor for administration. 

The room and board rates were ap­
proved at a meeting of the UK board 
held on the campus of the Paducah Com­
munity College. 

"UK housing and dining is totally self­
supported by student payments with no 
tax dollars whatsoever going into it," 
Blanton said. 

Room and board rates at UK vary ac­
cording to the number of meals for 
which students sign up. The most 
popular plan is two meals a day, five 
days a week. 

The new rates for this plan will in­
crease by $100 a year, from $1,930 this 
school year to $2,030 next year- a 5.18 
percent increase.

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Juvenile Treatment System 
Revamping Ordered by Adams

Adams this week announced a complete 
revamping of the cabinet's juvenile 
treatment system, including a 
reorganization of all youth programs in­
to a single division and the reassignment 
of the Department for Social Services 
commissioner, deputy commissioner, 
and director of residential services. 

Joseph E. Smith, Deputy Secretary of 
the Cabinet for Human Resources, will 
become acting commissioner of the 
Department for Social Services, June 1. 

Along with the management and 
organization changes, Adams outlined 
specific goals he expects the new Divi­
sion for Children's Residential Services 
to achieve: 

# 1 On The Ballot 

Adams said his actions are a first step 
in keeping his promise made four 
months ago after the collapse and death 
of Dominic Owens at Lincoln Village 
Treatment Center in Elizabethtown. 
Owens died following his involvement in 
a questionable treatment activity. 

"Independent investigations by the 
Special Commission on Youth Residen­
tial Facilities and my own internal 
review confirmed bng-standing pro­
blems in the juvenile treatment pro­
gram," Adams said. " I became convinc­
ed that nothing short of a total redirec­
tion of the services could accomplish my 
goal of a new treatment system, an ef­
fective training system, increased voca­
tional opportunities for youth in our 
custody, and a system of monitoring to 
make sure that problems can be 
detected and corrected. I hope Kentucky 
never again waits 10 years to address a 
problem as well documented as this one 
was." 

(1) implement a training system in­
corp~rating the 15 training standards 
adopted from the Juvenile Training 
Schools Commission on Accreditation 
for Corrections. These standards call for 
120 hours training for all existing staff, 
at least 40 hours of training prior to 
beginning work, and annual training for 
all residential program staff; 

(2) establish a monitoring system to 
check programs annually for com­
pliance with standards on quality of 
care ; 

(3) develop a totally new juvenile 
treatment program, assisted by Drs. 
Elery L. Phillips and Dean L. Fixson of 
Nebraska, advisors with whom the 
cabinet is contracting; 

(4) expand the juvenile vocational 
training opportunities. 

Facilities, staff and youth in the 
Health and Social Services will be com­
bined in the new Division of Children's 
Residential Services within the Depart­
ment for Social Services. Dr. Robin 
Welch, director of Residential Services 
for Children in the Department for 
Health Services, will head the new divi­
sion, which includes four health services 
residential programs for emotionally 
disturbed youth, and 13 group homes, 
nine delinquency residential facilities , 
and eight day treatment programs now 
administered by the Department for 
Social Services. 

Another major thrust of the new 
juvenile program will be to increase 
alternatives to residential treatment, ac­
cording to Adams. Specifically, the 
Human Resources Cabinet plans to in­
crease community-based group homes 
to 16 by adding homes in Danville, 
Hazard and Walton; increase state­
supported day treatment programs to 10 
by contracting for new centers in 
Madisonville and Covington; work with 
the state Department of Education on 
day treatment proposals for the 1984 
Kentucky General Assembly; and add 
70 personnel positions in residential ser­
vices and 50 in the field services 
divisions.

Adams stated four reasons for the 
reorganization: (1 ) to achieve better 
coordination of the cabinet's youth 
resources ; (2) to increase professional 
expertise and supervision through a 
unified staff; (3) to bring about greater 
access to a wider array of educational, 
vocational and counseling services for 
youth committed to the state; and ( 4) to 
allow youth to move to the most ap­
propriate level of treatment environ­
ment based on individual need. 

In his charge to Welch, Adams called 
for a continuum of care for youth which 
would allow transition from more 
restrictive to less restrictive programs 
with the ultimate goal of returning each 
person to his or her home community. 
The secretary pledged his full support 
to Welch.

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Gas Firm Owner 
Leads Protest 
Of Gas Prices

(In the Lexington Herald-Leader) 

WEST LIBERTY-A gas company 
owner who says his customers are pay­
ing high bills sent Kentucky con­
gressmen and President Reagan a peti­
tion yesterday protesting the continued 
deregulation of natural gas prices. 

The petition, which bears 624 
signatures, protests the 1978 Natural 
Gas Policy Act, which decontrolled gas 
prices nationwide. 

B.C. Phillips, president of Elam 
Utilities, conceded that his 441 
customers in Morgan county pay one of 
the highest average prices for natural 
gas in Kentucky, but he blamed the 
situation on deregulation. 

"What that act has done in West Liber­
ty," Phillips said, "is force me to get 
about $4 per thousand cubic feet from 
each of my customers and send it to gas 
producers as excessive profits. I'd call 
it a ripoff...nobody's for taking money 
out of their pockets and sending it to so­
meone who's better-heeled than they 
are, and that's what's happening." 

At $8.25 per thousand cubic feet, West 
Liberty residents pay almost twice as 
much for natural gas as Louisville con­
sumers and about $2 more than Lex­
ington residents, according to Public 
Service Commission statistics. 

And nobody in West Liberty, Phillips 
said, is more concerned about the pro­
blem than B.C. Phillips. 

Phillips and another resident, 
Claudine Lynn, began circulating the 
petition after Ms. Lynn complained 
about gas rates while paying her grand­
mother's bill. 

Unlike many gas consumers "who 
have been conditioned to grunt and take 
it," Ms. Lynn was infuriated, Phillips 
said. 

"This town's mostly senior citizens," 
Ms. Lynn said, "and it ( rate increases) 
has been awfully hard on them." 

Phillips said 99 percent of Americans 
are against deregulation, but Congress 
has chosen to listen to the "big voice" 
of the one percent. 

The petition, mailed to both Kentucky 
senators, U.S. Rep Carl D. Perkins, D­
Hindman, and President Reagan, 
pledges, in effect, that unless something 
is done to halt soaring gas prices, "this 
many people are going to vote against 
you," Phillips said. 

Phillips hopes the "grass-roots" con­
sumer protest will spread. 

"Washington has allowed this ripoff to 
happen," he said. "They're the ones who 
can stop it, and they won't until the peo­
ple tell them to." 

A decade ago, Phillips said, he paid 
Columbia Gas 58 cents per unit He is 
now paying $5.43 per unit. 

While that was happening, Phillips 
said, the 10-year inflation rate was about 
11.5 percent. 

"If you apply that inflation rate to gas 
increases, you come up with $1.25 per 
mcf, which is exactly wha~ gas ought to 
be selling for," he said. 

Phillips said gas producers, not 
distributors, are profiting from the 
increases. 

His own sales are dropping 5 to 15 per­
cent every year, he said, as high prices 
cause customers to cut back on usage or 
seek alternative fuels. 

Elam Utilities has had to pass pro­
ducers' rate increases along to 
customers, he said, which has resulted 
in what one PSC spokesman called 
"awfully high" rates. 

Phillips said Elam's rates are high 
because large gas-distributing com­
panies can be operated more efficient­
ly than small companies. He also said 
his rates include a $1 charge per unit to 
repay a loan used to install a new system 
last year.

~ Lost B nze Age 
1 The featured exhibit at Louisville's 
; Museum of History and Science from Ju­
: ly 1 through September 30 will be Ban 
Chiang: Discovery of A Lost Bronze 
Age. The exhibit tells of the discovery 
of a prehistoric civilization that, by most 
previous theories about the beginnings 
of civilization, should never have 
existed! 

Before the discovery of Ban Chiang, 
prehistoric southeast asia was thought 
to have been a cultural backwater where 
the stone age lingered until it was 
replaced with borrowed Chinese 
technology. Bronze age cultures were 
thought to occur only in complex city­
states, which had vast trad.ing networks 
and often used forced labor for mining 
and other labor-intensive aspects of 
metal making. The discovery of Ban 
Chiang overturned all of these theories! 

Excavation of the site proved that 
Thailand had been the home of a bronze 
age culture contemporary to, if not 
earlier then, China's. It was an indepen­
dent bronze age culture which developed 
without the benefit of imported 
technology. Equally important, these 
changes took place on a village level, 
where bronze was used for everyday 
tools and ornamentation rather then for 
weapons and ritual objects as was com­
mon in other bronze age cultures. 

The excavation at Ban Chiang un­
earthed more than just evidence of the 
use of bronze within the framework of 
a peaceful agricultural society. The 
prehistoric inhabitants of the site had 
also mastered the cultivation of rice, 
domesticated animals and developed a 
rich artistic traditon expressed through 
pottery. The site had provided insights 
into a culture which flourished for four 
thousand years, and then vanished .. . not 
to be rediscovered until the 1970's. 

Ban Chiang, the exhibit, is a collection 
of beautiful and scientifically important 
objects from an archeological site which 
has revolutionized our thinking about the 
origins of world civilization. Its national 
tour will visit only eight museums in the 
United States including the National 
Museum of Natural History in 
Washington and the American Museum 
of Natural History in New York. Full 
color poster and exhibit catalog will be 
on sale in the Museum of History and 
Science Gift Shop during the run of the 
exhibit. 

The national tour of Ban Chiang is 
jointly sponsored by the University 
Museum, University of Pennsylvania, 
The Smithsonian Institution Traveling 
Exhibit Service, and the National 
Museums Division, Fine Arts Depart­
ment of Thailand.

Experience makes Sloane 
clear choice for Democrats 

Democrats trying to decide whom 
io vote for in their party's gubernato­
rial primary may not fare well if they 
consider only what the candidates have 
said on the issues. 

Each of the three major candidates 
- Lt. Gov. Martha Layne Collins, 
Louisville Mayor Harvey Sloane, and 
former Human Resources Secretary 
Grady Stumbo - has a platform with 
some appealing ideas. But the three 
are in such broad agreement on most 
things that only voters with narrow in­
terests are likely to be able to separate 
them on that basis. 

But if voters consider a more gen­
eral issue in this race, the choice be­
comes clear. That issue is the state's 
need for leadership, a need that is ex­
emplified in the most ·obvious task 
awaiting the next·governor: improving 
education so that Kentucky and its citi­
zens can compete successfully in the 
new technological marketplace. 

The next governor must not only 
improve the schools; he or she must 
lead the state into a new tradition of ed­
ucation, a tradition that rejects a sad 
acquiescence in mediocrity in favor of 
a new demand for excellence. 

Leading the state into new tradi­
tions in education and other areas will 
require more than a platform plank, or 
technical skill, or innovative ideas. It 
will take seasoned and experienced 
.leadership. 

Harvey Sloane is the only one of the 
Democratic candidates whose record 
indicates he can provide that leader­
ship. 

Sloane is now in his second term as 
mayor of Louisville. During his first 
term (1973-77) Sloane gave the state's 
largest city an administration that was 
by all accounts clean and efficient 

As mayor, Sloane has dealt with dif­
ficult problems. He has faced a crisis 
over court-ordered busing, a series of 
tornadoes that left much of the city 
devastated, and potentially crippling 
labor problems with city workers. 

Those experiences have more than 
qualified Sloane for the tough job of 
being governor. And they have broad­
ened his political understanding. 

Sloane won his first term running as 
a liberal who had great support among 
the city's black voters. That term was 
marked by a poor working relationship 
with the. Louisville business commu­
nity. But over the years he de~eloped 
an understanding of the importance of 
business to the city's health, and many 
of Louisville's business leaders worked 
hard for his election when he won a sec­
ond term. 

Nor is Sloane only a big-city candi­
date. His work as a public health physi­
cian in Eastern Kentucky has given 
him an understanding of the problems 
of the mountains. His unsuccessful1979 
campaign for governor also helped give 
.him a perspective on the problems of 
the entire state. 

There are negative aspects to 
Sloane's campaign. He has not showed 
the vigorous attfick on issues that he 
exhibited in 1979. His campaign has at­
tracted an entourage of old-line politi­
cal insiders whom he will have trouble 
controlling should he win the governor­
ship. 

But his experieftce sets him apart in 
this race. Both Martha Layne Collins 
and Grady Stumbo look like novices by 
comparison. 

Martha Layne Collins claims to be 
experienced because of her two tenns 
in elected statewide office. But one of 
those offices - clerk of the Court of 
Appeals - was so unnecessary that no 
one noticed when it was abolished by 
the constitutional amendment that re­
vamped the state's court system. De­
spite her claims to the contrary, she 
has had little opportunity for meaning­
ful experience while lieutenant gover­
nor. 

Perhaps the best that can be said of 
her tenure. as lieutenant governor is 
that she has resisted the temptation to 
take action on the numerous occasions 
that she has been acting governor. Be­
sides that commendable inaction, her 
most notable accomplishment has been 
to preside over the state Senate, a duty 
that gave her an •opportunity to cast 
votes against collective bargaining for 
teachers and statewide banking. 

Those two votes are indicative of 
the lieutenant • governor's whole claim 
to experience: They '!\'ere symbolic but 
meaningless. The measures would 
have been defeated without her casting 
a tie-breaking vote against them. 

Martha Layne Collins' lack of expe­
rience has been evident throughout her 
campaign. She has not answered ques· 
tions well or easily. She seems ill at 
ease in situations in which she must de­
part from a prepared · text or note 
cards. 

Most recently her campaign has un­
veiled ads attacking Sloane's perform­
ance as mayor of Louisville. 

One of those ads confuses increased 
tax receipts with increased taxes. Ei­
ther that ad is intentionally inaccurate, 
unfair and misleading, or the lieutenant 
governor does not understand the dif­
ference between taxes and revenues. 
Neither is a comforting thought about 
someone who wants to be governor. 

As for Grady Stumbo: He is in some 
ways the most attractive candidate. in 
the race. He is energetic and plain-spo­
ken. He is bright and is not afraid of 
new ideas. He rightly wants to continue 
the refc,rms in state government proce­
dure begun in the administration of 
Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. 

Again, though, experience is the key 
issue. Stumbo's only experience in putr 
lie life has been his three years as head 
of the mammoth state Cabinet for 
Human Resources. In that job, Stumbo 
made difficult decisions. He cut the 
number of employees and pruned pro­
grams. He was subject to a lot of politi­
cal heat and he withstood it well. 

Stumbo's abilities· ar~ indisputable. 
But he has never held elected office. 
Only four years ago he was a physician 
in Knott County. He clearly has a fu­
ture in state politics, but he equally 
clearly does not now have the experi­
ence to claim voters' support for the 
state's top elected position. 

. Harvey Sloane does have the expe­
rience to justify that claim. Democrats 
who believe their party has a duty not 
only to win but to lead should vote for 
him in the primary on May 24.

Owners Claim 
State Welshed 

Landowners claim the state welshed 
on a deal, and coal owners accuse a min­
ing company of stealing their coal, in 
suits filed this week in circuit court here. 

In one of the suits, Franklin Salisbury, 
Alma Edwards and Paul G. Salisbury 
claim the state Department of Transpor­
tation condemned part of their Beaver 
Creek property to construct new KY 80. 
As compensation, each of them was to 
receive $6133 and access to their remain­
ing property. 

But trqnsportation officials decided to 
locate the planned access road 
elsewhere, reducing the value of their 
property by $50,000, plaintiffs claim. 
They are seeking either the money or 
the road they say they were promised. 

Suit was filed on their behalf by 
Prestonsburg attorney J. Logan Griffith, 
of the Burchett and Barber law firm.

In a suit filed yesterday (Tuesday) in 
circuit court here, the county solid waste 
agency seeks eviction of seven in­
dividuals and three businesses who, it 
claims, are either failing to have their 
trash picked up or else have refused to 
pay for the service. 

The action comes at a time when the 
financially-troubled garbage system is 
beginning to "turn the corner," said 
agency chief Robert McAninch. 

Collections are up, the operating 
deficit is down, outstanding bills are be­
ing paid, and the solid waste agency was 
able to contribute $12,000 to its May 1 
bond payment, he said. 

The present suit is just the first in a 
series of court actions the agency in­
tends to mount to compel Floyd 
residents to use the garbage service and 
to pay for it, he said. In future, delin­
quent customers will be prosecuted in 
batches of 200, he said. 

Named as defendants in the suit are 
Bob Hall, of Teaberry, Peggy Tackett, 
of Drift, Charles Osborne, of Prestons­
burg, John Tatterson, of Harold, Ronald 
Gregory, of Martin, Jonathon Boyd, of 
Dana, Robert Harris, of Prestonsburg, 
the McKinney Store, at Harold, Harold 
Hydraulics, at Harold, and Brandy Keg 
Marine Sales, Prestonsburg. 

Under a county ordinance enacted in 
July, 1980, residents failing to par­
ticipate in the mandatory garbage col­
lection program are subject to eviction 
or to a $100 fine or a 30-day jail term, or 
both. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr., 
who filed the suit on behalf of Floyd 
County Solid Waste, Inc., said the defen­
dants' names were supplied to him by 
the solid waste agency.

"We realize that seeking eviction is a 
drastic measure," he said. "But if 
you're going to be serious about enforc­
ing the ordinance you need to be serious 
about seeking penalties." 

In the meantime, recent reports on the 
garbage system's financial prospects 
have been unduly gloomy, said 
McAninch. Predicting "it will take us a 
year before we're operating the way we 
should,'' he said the agency has 
nevertheless shown remarkable im­
provement in the few months since he 
was recalled to take charge of it. 

Some $50,000 in outstanding bills has 
been reduced to $35,000, collections have 
been increased by $6000 a month, and 
operating costs have been reduced by 
$9000 a month, he said.

Asbestos Rule 
Hurts Schools, 
Barber Claims 

At a time when President Reagan is 
seeking more reductions in federal aid 
to education, Kentucky schools are fac­
ed with a possible $26 million bill for 
asbestos removal this summer, state 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Raymond Barber said Saturday. 

In a hearing at the University of Ken­
tucky before the U.S. House Subcommit­
tee OP Elementary, Secondary and 
Vocational Education, Barber said most 
local school systems would be forced to 
use money earmarked for educational 
purposes to pay for the asbestos 
removal 

The Environment Protection Agency 
is requiring elementary and secondary 
schools nationwide to make inspections 
and to post warnings by June 28 of the 
possible hazards if asbestos is found. 

But, most schools will also pay for the 
costly removal of asbestos-which is 
believed to cause cancer-because of 
possible health hazards and the poten­
tial for lawsuits . 

Dillard Prater, of the Harlan County 
Board of Education, said the cost for one 
school alone- James A. Cawood High 
School, where preliminary surveys have 
turned up low levels of asebestos-could 
run as high as $1.6 million. 

He predicted serious attendance pro­
blems in the fall and possible strikes if 
the problem wasn't alleviated. 

"It doesn't take a lot to cause a 
walkout in these Eastern Kentucky 
schools," he said. 

The two-hour public hearing was the 
committee's second this week in Ken­
tucky. The first was held Friday in Ash­
land. 

U.S. Rep. Carl Perkins, D-Hindman, 
chairman of the committee, presided 
over the hearings, which were held to 
gather public comment on declining 
resources and other problems in public 
schools. 

School officials also sought increased 
federal support of the Chapter I Pro­
gram, which provides money for 
remedial education of poor children. 
Reagan's 1984 budget proposal calls for 
a cut of $133 million in that program. 

A number of school districts in 
Eastern Kentucky and other areas in the 
state will be losing 15 percent of their 
Chapter I funds next year because of the 
change in 1980 census data used to 
calculate payments, Perkins said.

Retirement Age Going Up 
To help ensure the long-range stabili­

ty of the Social Security system, one pro­
vision of the recent Social Security 
amendments gradually raises the age at 
which unreduced retirement benefits 
are payable from the present level of 65 
to 67 by the year 2027, Jim Kelly, Social 
Security district director for the Big San­
dy area, said recently. 

The retirement age will be increased 
in steps for people reaching 62 in 
2000-2005, reaching 66 for people 
reaching age 62 in the period 2005 
through 2016. Then, starting in 2017, the 
retirement age will again be increased 
in steps for people reaching 62 in 
2017-2022, reaching 67 for people attain­
ing age 62 in 2022 and after. 

When the new law is fully phased in, 
a person could receive benefits at 62, as 
now, but the benefit rate will be lower 
than the rate payable at 62 under present 
law. Now a person retiring at 62 gets 80 
percent of the amount payable at 65. 
When the increase in the retirement age 
becomes fully effective, a worker retir­
ing at age 62 will get a benefit equal to 
70 percent of the age 67 benefit. The in­
creases will affect workers born after 
1937. Medicare will continue to be 
available to workers at 65 as it is now.

Man's best friend has been a friend for 
thousands of years. In fact, one theory 
holds that the first animals to be 
domesticated-the ancestors of Canis 
familiaris, the dog of today-were in­
itially tamed by children as pets, not as 
adjuncts to hunting or warfare as one 
might suspect. 

Archaeology supports the case for a 
close primal relationship between 
humans and canines. When fossil 
skeletons of a man and a young dog were 
unearthed in Israel in 1978, the man's 
hand was resting on the dog-a sign, 
some say, of the bond between them. 
The remains date from 12,000 B.C. 

As far as we know, the companionship 
between man and his second-best friend 
developed later. Ancestors of the small 
furry animal which responds occasional­
ly to " here, kitty" were consorting with 
the Egyptians nearly 35,000 years ago. 

However ancient the relationship bet­
ween man and beast, it flourishes today. 
In the United States, more than half of 
all households include at least one dog 
or cat. Our human population of 230 
million is supplemented by more than 40 
million dogs, over 23 million cats, bet­
ween 8 and 9 million horses and 
numerous but unnumbered other 
creatures, from birds to fish and reptiles 
to rodents. 

The sheer numbers compel attention, 
but what does it mean, this passion af­
flicting more than half of us? Desmond 
Morris, author and animal-behavior ex­
pert, portrays it as a perversion of 
human relationships-a misdirection of 
human sympathy toward animals 
rather than people. Morris is not unique. 
Geoffrey Chaucer, writing in the 14th 
century, indicts one of the religious 
pilgrims }n The Canterbury Tales on this 
account: "She used to weep if she but 
saw a mouse/Caught in a trap ... And she 
had little dogs she would be feed­
ing/With roasted flesh, or milk, or fine 
white bread ... She was all sentiment and 
tender heart." 

The lady was extreme, of course, liv­
ing in an "extreme" age: The trip to 
Canterbury occurred at a time when 
English peasants resorted to can­
nibalism to ward off starvation. But to­
day, are we-Americans whose parents 
rebuked us in the names of all the star­
ving peoples of the Earth for squander­
ing a few peas on our dinner plates-are 
we also guilty ef sqaundering wealth, not 
to mention compassion, on "useless" 
animals? 

Not in Judith White's view. White, 
education officer at the National 
Zoological Park in Washington, D.C., 
points out that "all forms of life have 
value. '' If we need further justification, 
science is beginning to demonstrate that 
the bond between man and beast is good 
for us, mentally and physically. Pets, 
scientists say, may even help their peo­
ple live longer. 

The good news is coming from resear­
chers in this country and elsewhere in 
the western world who began in earnest 
about 10 years ago to study what they 
call the human-animal bond. In the last 
five years, their work has gained signifi­
cant support-that is, money-from the 
Pet Food Institute, a trade association 
representing the manufacturers of dog 
and cat food. Other supporters include 
the Latham Foundation, a non-profit 
organintion "committed to advocate 

.humane treatment of both people and 
animals." Some major universities have 
created centers or committees concern­
ed with this area of research, and new 
interdisciplinary graduate programs 
are developing, such as the one at Ohio 
State University involving psychology, 
psychiatry and veterinary medicine. 

It was at Ohio State in the mid-1970s 
that Drs. Samuel and Elizabeth Corson, 
both psychologists, launched some of the 
first rigorous scientific studies of the ef­
fects of pets, in these cases, dogs in the 
treatment of the mentally ill and on the 
well-being of the elderly in nursing 
homes. The studies showed that the 
animals had direct, positive effects on 
patients' behavior and sense of content­
ment; pets also served as a "social 
lubricant," increasing interactions bet­
we£>n patienls and other people. 

These findings tally with the results of 
another scientific study conducted in 
England, also in the mid-'70s, in which 
ret r£>d individuals living independent-

ly were provided with parakeets or 
plants-or nothing. The three groups 
were monitored over a period of five 
months. Parakeet owners alone showed 
positive improvements in social at­
titudes, including self-esteem, mental 
health and general happiness. The 
feathered friends also helped keep thier 
companions warm. How? Several peo­
ple had let their homes get dangerously 
cold during the winter, thus risking 
hypothermia, a potentially fatal condi­
tion involving a drop in body 
temperature. These individuals read­
justed the heat once they learned their 
pets could not tolerate temperatures 
below 65 degrees Fahrenheit. 

Back in this country, Aaron Katcher, 
a University of Pennsylvania 
psychiatrist, and his colleagues have 
been coming up with data suggesting 
that pets are, in general, good for peo­
ple. For instance, petting and talking to 
animals, the researchers found, can 
lower pulse rate and blood pressure. 
Watching fish can have similar effects. 

Katcher also discovered this: In a 
study of social factors related to survival 
of patients for one year following 
hospitalization for heart disease, pet 
ownership proved to be the single most 
important predictor of survival­
independent of all other factors tested, 
such as whether an individual was mar­
ried or single, socially active or isolated 
and so on. 

K .. tcher writes, "This research fin­
ding suggests that pets may have impor­
tant effects on the lives of adults that are 
independent of and supplementary to 
human contact." In other words, the 
bond between pet and person is authen­
tic and has its own merit, quite apart 
from the relationships between people. 

In another study, Katcher found that 
men, contrary to popular opinion, get as 
mushy over their dogs as women do. The 
researcher says men are as quick as 
women to pet their animals-in public. 
Men do, however, restrict this show of 
affection mainly to the canine kingdom. 
A Canadian study showed that men 
prefer dogs to cats by an overwhelming 
10 to 1 margin, which suggests a cultural 
blas against men owning cats. 

Unfortunately, research results like 
these, from carefully designed and ex­
ecuted scientific experiments, are still 
sparse. Conclusions based on case 
studies and untested hypotheses are far 
more common, and they constitute what 
one researcher has called a well of "pop 
psychiatry'' on the subject of the human­
aniaml bond. The many claimed 
salutary effects of pets on child develop­
ment, for instance, remain virtually 
untested. 

Some of the claims about pets and 
children are misleading, Phyllis Wright, 
vice president for companion animals of 
the Humane Society of the United States, 
points out. Often parents are encourag­
ed to get pets to help their children learn 
responsibility. "Pets can't teach respon­
sibility," Wright says. "Parents do 
that." She maintains that animals suf­
fer when entrusted to the care of 
youngsters who are not carefully guid· 
ed by adults. 

The theme of responsible pet owner· 
ship is echoed by other humane 
organizations and by the American 
Veterinary Medical Association and the 
Pet Food Institute. These organizations 
are well aware that the human-animal 
bond often fails the animal. An 
estimated 25 million pets are abandon­
ed each year. Wright claims that some 
10 million animals end up in shelters or 
pounds. Twenty percent of these are 
returned to their owners or adopted; 80 
percent are euthanized-put to death. 
"For many animals, the gift of a 
humane death is the only kind act they 
ever know," Wright remarks. 

Judy White of the National Zoo says 
that people concerned about such dismal 
statistics can encourage responsible at­
titudes toward pet ownership, especial­
ly in children. "The National Zoo, and 
many local zoos, try to foster responsi­
ble attitudes through pet-care classes 
and other educational activities. We 
hope children will learn to look upon all 
creatures with respect." 

White reminds people that they can 
unintentionally communicate the wrong 
attitudes. Teachers, for instance, will 
sometimes bring a pet, like a guinea pig, 
into the classroom for the students to 
study, enjoy and care for. "With the 
right supervision, children can learn a 
great deal that is positive," White says. 
"But if the teacher gives the animal 
away at the end of the year, the last 
lesson is that it's okay to abandon a pet." 

Of coucse, no one knows what tales 
science may tell in the next few years 
about the relationship between pets and 
people, young or old. But with the good 
news so far, and more to come, it's 
enough to make a pet lover purr.

Chm., Kentucky Task Force on 
Exploited and Missing Children e: "Child molesters should be put in jail 

and kept there." This is the message we 
keep hearing as the Kentucky Task 
Force on Exploited and Missing 
Children holds public hearings around 
the state. 

I sympathize with this growing public 
demand. And in its recent final report, 
President Reagan's Task Force on Vic­
tims on Crime stated in eloquent words 
a very similar sentiment. "Those who 
engage in sex with children do so by e, choice, not as the uncontrollable by-

, product of some disease ... They will con­
tinue to make that choice as long as they 
are free to do so with impunity. Those 
who prey on children must be se­
questered from them. They rna)' be in­
carcoerated in hospitals, in treatment 
centers, or prisons : but wherever they 
are held, they must not be released un­
til they have served a sentence that is 
commensurate with the harm they have 
inflicted." 

An increasing number of experts and 
a growing body of medical evidence 
have concluded that most adults who 
prefer children as sexual objects 
(pedophiles, they are called) have no 
hope of rehabilitation. Since they are not 
treatable, they should be separated from 
society because a molester's perverted 
conduct in all liklihood will continue 
throughout his life and escalate as he 
ages. 

The President's Task Force further 
reported that although child molesters 
represent a continuing threat to 
children, they have a better chance than 
most criminals of escaping detection 
and successful prosecution. "Children 
often fail to report these occurrences to 
their parents because of the attacker's 
threats, because they are embarrassed, 
or because they fear their parents will 
be angry. If their parents are told, they 

· may elect not to inform authorities 
hecause they are embarrassed, confus­
ed, wish to deny the problem, or think 
they should protect their children from

the effects of involvement in the 
criminal justice system." 

Children should be made to feel that 
they can tell their parents about strange 
behavior by other adults or older 
children. What they tell you should be 
taken seriously. Similarly, parents 
should be made to feel that what they 
have to tell the police or prosecutor is 
important. Information one parent may 
be able to give the police about a child 
molester may help save another child 
from a similar or worse fate. 

Additonally, prosecutors and judges 
who are inclined to treat such a sick 
behavior lightly (and I hope there are 
few such prosecutors and judges out 
there) should be educated by the public 
(at the ballot box if necessary) that we 
parents want our children kept safe 
from sexual perverts. One way to ac­
complish that is to insure that child 
molesters are sequestered (permanent­
ly, if necessary) from the public. If 
treatment is tried, it should never be the 
sole remedy.

Less Water Regulation 
Is Demanded of_ Mines 

The U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency has recently changed its inter­
pretation of a federal water regulation 
setting numerical limits on how much 
sediment can be contained in waters 
discharged from coal-mining opera­
tions, officials of the state Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Cabinet announced today. 

The new interpretation is less straight 
than an earlier interpretation, said 
Elmore Grim, Commissioner of the 
state Department for Surface Mining 
Reclamation and Enforcement 

"Our engineers are checking to see 
how much difference this change will 
make out in the field," Grim said. " It 
seems almost certain that this change 
will allow mine operators to build 
smaller sediment ponds than the 
previous interpretation required. We're 
now trying to determine just how much 
smaller the ponds can be and still com­
ply with the new EPA effluent 
limitations."

This is the time of year when a 
camper, hiker or fisherman is most like­
ly to encounter young wild animals in 
the woods. The first impulse, in many in-

• stances, is a desire to "adopt'' the baby 
skunk, raccoon, fawn or whatever. 

But the best course of action, accor­
ding to wildlife experts, is to leave baby 
animals, even those seemingly "orphan­
ed," where they are. 

Although this advice may at first 
glance seem hard hearted, it is actual­
ly kinder in the long run for the animal 
and the humans involved. 

In the first place, the baby animal 
may not be orphaned at all. A fawn, for 

• example, that seems alone in the big 
woods probably has an anxious mother 
waiting nearby, but she will not show 
herself while a human is in the vicinity. 

The care and feeding of a young 
animal is demanding and complicated, 
and most of those taken from the wild 
will die unless they are given the expert 
care that only a knowledgeable person 
can provide. 

And if the animal does survive past in­
fancy, other problems arise. Unlike dogs 

• or cats, which have been domesticated 
for centuries, wild animals seldom lose 
their "wild" nature. An adult deer, par­
ticulary a buck, can be extremely 
dangerous, and a raccoon, even one rais­
ed in the house, starts thinking he can 
whip anybody in the family when he gets 
to weigh about 25 pounds-and he's 
right. 

Wild animals raised in capitivity can 
seldom be successfully returned to the 
wilds, presenting their owners with the 

• problem of what to do with an un­
manageable adult fox, raccoon, skunk 
or deer. Often the animal must be 
destroyed, since it is almost impossible 
to get zoos to accept wild pets. 

Then there's the problem of disease. 
Wild animals can carry and transmit to 
man several diseases, the most serious 
of which is rabies. Often, an animal 
which allows itself to be captured is 
diseased. Any animal which does not 

, • show a normal fear of man or displays 
signs of distress should be left strictly 
alone. 

Air Award-Winning 
Environmental Film 

"The Old Quabbin Valley," to be 
shownonKETTuesday, May 31, at 10:30 
p.m., looks at the history of the Quabr'n 
Reservoir, its effect on displaced 
residents and the present controversy 
surrounding the proposed diversion of 
the Connecticut River. 

The Quabbin Reservoir was built in 
. the 1930's to satisfy metropolitan 
Boston's water needs. At that time, it 
was the largest man-made pure water 
reservoir in the world, requiring the in­
undation of four towns and six villages, 
and the disinterment of over 7,500 
graves . Rare film footage and 
photographs of the dismantling of the 
Quabbin towns and flooding of valley 
are shown, while former residents 
describe how and why the reservoir was 
built. Bun Doubleday, whose former 
home lies at the bottom of the reservoir, 
says, "We had no environmental 
societies or anything like that to help us 
protest the reservoir. So while there was 
just as much feeling against the project 
in those days, there was not the action 
against it that you would probably find 
today." 

"The Old Quabbin Valley" won the top 
environmental film award at the 1982 
American Film Festival. The program 
was produced by Lawrence Hott.

Skunks are particularly dangerous, 
since they can carry the rabies virus for 
six to eight months before symptoms ap­
pear. Even a skunk bought from a pet 
store and certified disease-free could 
develop rabies months after it is 
purchased. 

Skunks and foxes probably represent 
the most common reservoirs for rabies 
in the wilds, although virtually all mam­
mals are capable of carrying this 
disease and transmitting it to man. The 
danger of rabies, by itself, is reason 
enough to leave wildlife in the woods.

Finally, there's the legal aspect. To 
keep wildlife as pets, a permit rom the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources is required, and a permit will 
be granted only for those animals taken 
during the open season for that par­
ticularly species. 

Without a permit, the animal is sub­
ject to confiscation and the owner can 
be fined. A conservation officer, upon 
application for a permit, will check to 
see if the animal was obtained legally 
and if the facilities for keeping it are 
sanitary and of adequate size. The of­
ficer will also make periodic checks to 
make sure the animal is being well 
cared for. 

So for both animals and people, the 
best course of action is to leave wildlife 
in the wilds. Although the impulse to 
adopt a wild creature can be great, it's 
better to enjoy birds and animals in their 
natural surroundingE instead of subjec­
ting both them and you to unnecessary 
hardships.

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Growing 
Child 

Only a very few people are complete­
ly color blind- that is, seeing everything 
in just black and white. 

The most common color deficiency is 
red-color blindness, according to Grow­
ing Child, the monthly child develop­
ment newsletter. It affects about one out 
of every 20 boys but only about one out 
of every 200 girls. 

In red-green color blindness, a person 
has difficulty telling the difference bet­
ween green and red. Red and orange 
may appear as only slightly different 
shades from green. Sometimes a dif­
ference in brightness will be seen, or 
green and yellow will look very similar 
to red. But blues are usually easy to 
distinguish from each other and from 
reds and greens. 

If a child, especially a boy, tends to 
confuse reds and green with each other 
but not blues and yellows, he may very 
well have a red-green color deficiency, 
particularly if there are cases of color 
blindness on his mother's side of the 
family . 

To test a child's color discrimination, 
gather a number of small objects hav­
ing the colors red, green, ana blue. Then 
ask the child to put objects together in 
the same pile if they have the same 
color. 

You may have to give the child two 
things to begin with and ask him if they 
are the same color. Place them together 
or separately according to his answer, 
then ask if a third object is the same col­
or as one of the piles. Continue this way 
until all the objects have been stored. 

If the child clearly makes three dif­
ferent piles, his color vision is probably 
normal, even if he has difficulty 
remembering the names of colors or us­
ing them correctly. If he makes only two 
piles or has three or more piles of mix­
ed colors, he may have some degree of 
color blindness. An optometrist or opth­
almologist can make a more complete 
diagnosis. 

If a child is color blind, what then? Un­
fortunately, there is no treatment or 
cure for color blindness. It is just 
something that has to be lived with. 

Simply being aware of the fact of 
color-blindness can save some frustra­
tion when a child shows confusion of col­
ors he would normally be expected to 
know. 

If his teacher knows of the color dif­
ficulty she will be able to make 
allowance for him during color ac­
tivities . In adulthood, it will be best for 
a color-blind person to avoid occupations 
involving electricity or electronics, 
where color-coded wires could be con­
fused. Fortunately, occupations that re­
quire good color discrimination are fair­
ly few.

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Good News 
Report

It used to be that when one retired 
from the workplace, the connection bet­
ween the employee and the company 
was retired also. That's not so any more, 
for a growing number of corporations 
and businesses have found ways to con­
tinue the relationship with their former 
employees. 

One of these is the Honeywell Corpora­
tion of Minnesota which was one of 20 
1983 recipients of the President's Volun­
tary Action Award. Several years ago 
Honeywell began to look at voluntarism 
in a new light, as a possible ongoing con­
necting link between itself and its 
retirees. The upshot was that 
Honeywell's personnel management 
department conducted a survey of 2,200 
former employees living in the Min­
neapolis, St. Paul area. The company 
was interested in finding out how many 
wanted to be involved in volunteer ac­
tivities for non-profit agencies. The 
response was immediate and en­
thusiastic, and out of it grew the 
Honeywell Retiree Volunteer Project, 
HRVP. 

Today HRVP is managed entirely by 
the retirees themselves with volunteers 
in endeavors where their skills can be 
best used. 

Milt Edgren, former Honeywell 
Branch Manager, was asked by HRVP 
to analyze a local hospital's energy uses 
with the aim of finding a way to reduce 
costs. He spent a month making a study, 
then offered his recommendations which 
were instrumental in saving the hospital 
more than $140,000. 

Before Mary Huttner retired from 
Honeywell, she worked in plant 
engineering. Now she works at making 
children laugh, giving puppet shows on 
closed circuit TV at Children's Health 
Center. She also teaches arts and crafts 
and offers programs on far-away travel 
fro seniors. Her husband, Warren, 
handles the sound, the light, the props, 
and if the occasion demands, lends his 
acting talent to the proceedings. 

Marv and Marion Borell are a hus­
band and wife team whose HRVP con­
tributions cover a wide range of nature 
studies. Marion is president of the Min­
neapolis Audubon Society. Marv gives 
nature slide shows and conducts field 
trips for a host of organizations, in­
cluding public schools and colleges. 

Jim Bailey, who was an engineer at 
Honeywell before retiring ten years ago, 
now teaches fourth and fifth graders in 
catch-up math. He sits down to it with 
one or two students at a time, and in 
time, they do catch up. He also helps the 
poor readers, partly because he knows 
how to generate confidence in those who 
lack it. 

In all, there are 535 volunteers in the 
Honeywell Retiree Volunteer Program. 
Each is closely involved in an area 
where he or she is helping someone It 
is the kind of help that makes the com­
munity a better place in which to live 
and grow. 

Prostate Surgery Fea~ 
May Prove Ground.l_ess 

There's probably no other ailment 
that causes more anxiety among 
middle-age males than prostate trouble. 

Men with enlarged prostates typical­
ly worry that surgery to correct the pro­
blem will affect their ability to have sex 
or that their condition will be diagnos­
ed as cancerous. Because such fears 
may prove groundless, there's no reason 
to delay a visit to the doctor at the first 
signs of trouble, writes Nathan Dreskin, 
in the May Reader's Digest. 

Neglecting the problem only makes 
matters worse and can lead to such 
serious complications as bladder and 
kidney trouble, he adds. 

Prostate enlargement is one of the 
more common afflictions of middle-age 
men. The prostate, the gland which pro­
duces the cloudy fluid that energizes the 
sperm and neutralizes the acidic vaginal 
canal of the female during sexual inter­
course, performs well between puberty 
and the 40S. 

"Then, for reasons not fully 
understood but believed due to hormonal 
changes, the prostate tends to enlarge 
with age," writes Dreskin. As it swells, 
it squeezes the bladder neck and the 
urethra- the urinary tube leading from 
the bladder to the penis. 

Symptoms of prostate trouble- the 
need to urinate more often, nighttime 
trips to the bathroom, and a weak 
stream and a dribbly finish- creep up 
slowly and get progressively worse un­
. til treated. 

The most common operation remedy 
the problem is known as transurethral 
resection. Using a resectoscope, an in­
strument which is inserted through the 
penis under general anesthesia or spinal 
block, the surgeon cuts away the soft, 
enlarged tissue of the prostate and then 
flushes out the excised tissue with ir­
rigating fluid. 

The procedure takes 45 to 90 minutes, 
and a catheter is left in to facilitate blad­
der drainage for about a day. 

Urologists say if a patient was potent 
before such surgery, in all probability, 
he"ll be potent afterwards. However, in 
the majority of cases, the operation 
results in sterility. "Since most patients 
are well into their 50s and over, this is 
not a major handicap," writes Dreskin. 

As to worries about cancer, Dreskin 
notes that cancer of the prostate is the 
third most-common of all types of 
cancer in men. "However, it is a very 
slow-growing lesion, and twice-yearly 
rectal examinations may help detect it."

Lighting Reduces 
Home Burglaries 

With nearly half of t he 
nation afraid to walk alone 
at night and two-thirds of 
the nation's women, elderly 
and big-city residents living 
in fear, more and more 
communities are developing 
ways to combat crime. 

San Diego is one of t he 
safest cities in America. 
Police attribute this success 
to a program called "Com­
munity Alert" where 
citizens work together in 
neighborhood groups with 
local police to prevent 
crime. 

"Any city in the country 
can achieve the. secure 
feeling our citizens attest 
to," agree San Diego Crime 
Prevention Specialists John 
Slough and Richard Carlson. 
"Our first rule of crime 
prevention is that citizens 
should reduce the oppor· 
tunity for burglars in their 
neighborhood," - says 
Carlson. 

Increased use of lighting is 
one way the San Diego 
Community Alert groups 
have helped remove the 
opportunity and t hus, 
reduce crime, say Slough 
and Carlson. "The impor· 
tance of lighting to neigh­
borhood security is criti· 
cal," Slough says. "Look at 
Detroit, Chicago and Miami. 
These cities all have had 
traditionally high crime 
areas, but where increased 
street lighting has been 
installed, burglaries have 
dropped off." 

The same is true of 
lighting in and around 
homes. "We tell people to 
make their residences look 
like someone is home. We 
feel one of the best and 
most cost-effective ways to 
do this is with lighting," 
says Carlson. 

"Lights that illuminate 
both the exterior and 
interior of the house at 
night can discourage 
attempts at burglarizing. 
Many burglars prefer 
working in darkness. Take 
the darkness away and 
many burglars go away," 
Carlson adds, noting only 
three of 100 burglars are 
"brash enough" to enter an 
occupied home. 

William Rogers, General 
Electric home . security 
lighting specialist, suggests 
one of the best locations for 
outside light is under the 
eaves. This makes ground­
level activity visible to 
residents inside the home. 

In addition, Rogers 
suggests .a light at the front 
and back doors, lights inside 
and outside the garage, a 
post light or other lamps to 
light along the driveway, 
and floodlights for the 
backyard. 

Lighting should also be 
placed along paths and 
walks, and recreational areas 
such as ,outdoor patios. 
"Lighting installed here for 
convenience and accident 
prevention also discourages 
unwanted visitors," Rogers 
explained. ":r'he use of a 
timer or photo-electric cell 
on these lights can auto­
matically turn them on at 
dusk and off at dawn." 

The appropriate source 
for many outdoor lighting 
applications are floodlights 
and spotlights, says Rogers. 
The new GE Miser™ line 
of products provide the 
same useable light as 
ordinary flood and spot 
lights, however, use 13 to 
20 percent less energy. 
Based on the average kilo· 
watt-hour rate, these bulbs 
will save from $1.60 to 
$4.80 in electricity costs 
over the 2,000 average life 
of the bulb. 

GE Miser incandescent 
bulbs are appropriate for 
post and porch lighting as 
well as for lighting inside 
the garage. They provide the 
light of ordinary light bulbs 
and save five to eight 
percent on electricity 
operating costs, depending 
on bulb wattage and varying 
regional electricity rates, 
says Rogers. 

Outdoor lighting should 
always be supplemented 
with leaving lights on 
indoors, Carlson says. "It's a 
dead give-away no one is 
home when the outside 
lights are on but the house 
is dark inside," he says. 
Community Alert neighbor· 
hoods are advised to use 
timers inside their homes, 
especially when occupants 
will be gone for extended 
periods of time. 

San Diego has proven that 
communities can work 
together to combat crime. 
Carlson says, "Better light· 
ing and an active, informed 
citizenry have helped our 
communities feel safer and 
more secure."

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Health Care • . . 

Why Are the 
Bills So High? 

Just like everything else, health care 
has its price. But for many, that price 
is getting much too high. 

Between 1950 and 1980, personal 
health care costs per Kentuckian rose 
nearly 18-fold, from $41 per year to $714. 
Cabinet for Human Resources officials 
project that if costs continue to rise at 
their present rate, the ,average Ken­
tucky resident's medical bills during 
1990 will be $2,100. Unfortunately, in­
comes won't triple to keep up with the 
burgeoning costs. Low-income elderly 
people, already paying as much as 15 
percent of their disposable dollars on 
health care, could need to set aside 20 
percent for that purpose by the 
mid-1990s. 

State health commissioner David 
Allen puts cost at the top of the list of to-

• 
day's health care problems. 

"There's no question about it," he 
said. "Our expectations of health care 
have expanded along with technological 
development, but our expectations have 
not been reconciled against cost. We are 
fast approaching a point at which we 
can't afford what we can deliver." 

Why have health care costs escalated 
at three times the rate of inflation'? The 
answer may be as complex as the health 
care system itself. George Kent, direc-

• 
tor of state health planning, attributes 
the problem in part to a long chain of 
events and decisions going back as far 
as the turn of the century. Links in the 
chain include the changes in hospitals 
rom charitable institutions to for-profit 
businesses; government involvement 
through funding for hospital construc­
tion and Medicare/Medicaid fee-for­
service underwriting of health care costs 
for aged and needy people; and temen­
dous growth in the supply of health care 

• personnel, facilities and technological 
advances. 

• 

"The phenomenal changes and growth 
in the health care systems have occur­
red with almost no concern whether or 
not they have a positive impact on the 
health status of individuals," said Kent. 
"All have taken place under the delusion 
of unlimited funds." Fiscal crises in 
Medicare and Medicaid are forcing an 
end to that delusion, he said. 

High costs also are blamed on what a 
Cabinet for Human Resources report 
calls "market failure." Two-thirds of all 
health costs in the state are paid by in­
surance companies or government. The 
report cites a study showing that people 
who had all care paid by someone else 
had 50 percent higher health costs than 
those who paid for their own care. The 
conclusion is that people in the 
"covered" group buy more medical ser­
vices than they really need. Everyone 
pays for overutilization through higher 
insurance premiums and tax increases 
or through cutbacks in non-medical 
government services. The report points 
to health maintenance organizations as 
one solution to this problem. HMOs are 
paid a flat rate rather than on a fee-for­
service basis. Cabinet officials say 
HMOs have been able to provide quali­
ty health services while reducing un­
necessary hospital stays by 10 to 50 
percent. 

The report also says that unhealthy 
lifestyles account for rising health care 
costs. Health Commissioner Allen 
estimates that 40 percent of those costs 
could be prevented if people were more 
conscientious about diet, exercise, 
stress, smoking, drugs, drinking, use of 
seatbelts in cars, and other so-called 
lifestyle factors. 

Whatever the causes for escalating 
costs, Cabinet for Human Resources of­
ficials say it is time to halt the rate of 
increase and put available health care 
dollars to better use. Without action, 
they say, medical care will continue to 
take larger portions of every household's 
income and demand more and more tax 
dollars. 

"Even now, some people are delaying 
or doing without medical care because 
of the price tag," said one cabinet 
representative. "What will it be like in 
just a few years?"

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A State Record . .. 

Lake Trout Is 
Biggest Catch 

The first addition to the state record 
fish list for 1983 is an unusual one-a 
lake trout. 

The fish was caught in the 
Cumberland tailwaters April4 by John 
E. McDonogh. Jeffersontown. It weigh­
ed five pounds. five ounces not large by 
lake trout standards, but the weight ac­
tually didn't matter. Kentucky has 
never had a lake trout record before and 
very few, 1f any, of these fish have ever 
been caught here. 

What was a lake trout. a species 
generally associated with cold, deep 
Canadian waters or the Great Lakes, do­
mg swimming around below the dam at 
Lake Cumberland? Apparently it was 
heading north. Pete Pfeiffer, the direc­
tor of fisheries for the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources and the 
man who identified the fish, speculates 
that the trout came originally from Dale 
Hollow Lake, where Tennessee has 
stocked this species on an experimental 
basis. 

The trout had to get through the dam 
at Dale Hollow, swim down the Ohio 
River to the Cumberland, then travel 
upstream for well over 100 miles . So 
maybe it was trying to make it back to 
Lake Michigan. 

Kentucky's fisheries biologists have 
stocked brown trout below the dam at 
Cumberland. There's no existing state 
record for this species, so check out any 
unusual trout you catch there and you 
might find your name in the record 
books. 

In fact, with the fishing season about 
to get into high gear, now is a good time 
to remind all anglers not to be anxious 
with that filleting knife when a large fish 
is involved. It 's hard to tell how many 
state or even world line class records 
are cleaned and eaten each year. 

If you suspect you have a potential 
record, keep the fish whole until you can 
check the record lists . Have your catch 
weighed as soon as possible on a scale 
certified legal for trade. Just about any 
grocery store will have such a scale­
look for the Department of Agriculture 
inspection sticker on the scale to be sure. 

In most cases, a fisheries biologist will 
have to examine your fish before it can 
be certified as a record. Sometimes the 
examination of certain internal organs 
is necessary to make a positive iden­
tification, particularly with as many 
hybrids (both naturally occuring ·and 
hatchery produced) as there are swim­
ming around in Kentucky waters these 
days. 

Take a few good clear pictures of the 
fish and get the signatures of three peo­
ple who witnessed the weighing and you 
should be all set. Then get in touch with 
the Division of Public Relations, Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources, 
Frankfort, Ky. 40601 or call (502) 
564-4336 for additional instructions.

Easter Seal Camps 
Set To Open Soon 

The Kentucky Easter Seal Society for 
Crippled Children and Adults which 
operates Camp Kysoc and Camp Green 
Shores, will begin its first summer ses­
sion for handicapped children May 22. 
The camping season will continue 
through July 21. For over thirty years, 
the Easter Seal Society has provided 
summer camping experiences for 
physically handicapped chiidren in Ken­
tucky. The Society's first residential 
camp, Camp Kysoc, is located in 
Carrollton, Kentucky, near Grethel 
Butler State Park. Camp Green Shores, 
the other facility , is located near 
McDaniels, Kentucky, on Rough River 
Lake. 

Each camp is specially designed to ac­
commodate individuals with limited 
mobility. Cabins are wheelchair accessi­
ble, nature trails are level and smooth 
surfaced for ease in ambulation. Camp 
staff is composed of persons with special 
training in special education, physical 
and occupational therapy, and related 
health fields. Available activities include 
boating, fishing, swimming, nature 
studies and other camp crafts. 

The first sessicm of the camping sea­
son will be for multiply handicapped 
children and young adults. It will be 
followed by three sessions for all 
disabilities groups by age; 7-13 years 
old; 24 years and older; and 14-23 years 
old. 

Campers come from all parts of Ken­
tucky. For children who cannot afford 
the camping fee, the Society's camper­
ship fund helps defray expenses. The 
Easter Seal Society also participates in 
the federally funded Food Service Pro­
gram for Children. This program which 
is similar to the public school food ser­
vice programs, helps the Society further 
hold down costs so that families with a 
disabled child can better afford to send 
their children to camp. The food pro­
gram is available to all children 18 years 
of age and younger. All ch1ldren will be 
served the same meal at no separate 
charge regardless of race, color, sex, 
age, handicap, or national origin and 
there will be no discrimination in the 
meal service.

Protectionist 
Binge Ahead?

Economists generally oppose protec­
tionist measures. Liberal economists 
are especially vigorous in their opposi­
tion. Indeed, they are largely responsi­
ble for the post-World War II economic 
system based on free trade. However, in 
one of the most interesting current 
political shifts, liberal congressmen are 
abandoning their traditional advisers 
and attacking the free trade system 
itself. 

Why? 
These words from liberal senator 

Howard Metzenbaum CD., Ohio) are 
about as clear as any on the subject. 
Upon introducing a bill (last year) to 
discourage the use of foreign equipment 
in U.S. industry, he said, "Today 

• unemployment is [at] a post-World War 
II high ... Unfair foreign competition, 
and this country's dismal record in 
responding to it, are in no small part to 
blame ... Hundreds of American workers 
lose their jobs every time cars, steel, or 
manufactured goods are purchased 
abroad." 

Liberal economists disagree. Said one 
international trade specialist, on his way 
to the Brookings Institute, "Most of 
those who are out of work today are out 

• of work because of the recession and 
high interest rates. Even in the area of 
trade, our biggest problem isn't unfair 
competition. It's the strong dollar. And 
why did Metzenbaum mention cars and 
steel? I can't think of any two industries 
that more clearly caused their own 
problems." 

Metzenbaum's bill, and his introduc­
tory remarks, clearly show a sense of 
frustration. But, just as clearly, the idea 
that imports necessarily cause 
unemployment contradicts textbok 
economics. 

According to economics as it is 
generally understood, when the U.S. im­
ports foreign goods, it sends dollars 
overseas. Foreigners can paste them on 
their walls and admire the design of the 
currency. They can burn them in stoves 
to stay warm. But, if they wish to use 
dollars as money, they must send them 
back to the U.S. to buy goods and ser­
vices, or trade them to another foreigner 
who will. 

The connection is not remote. 
Economists frequently point out that, 

while the U.S. runs a whopping mer­
chandise trade difficult, it runs a healthy 
surplus on services, agricultural pro­
ducts, and high technology goods. 

And even when foreign countries do 
conduct trade policies that harm us­
as they frequently do--it is not clear that 
protectionist policies on our part help. 

If the U.S., for instance, works to keep 
out less expensive foreign capital goods, 
business will see the price of moderniz­
ing plant and equipment go up. As the 
price rises, business will modernize 
more slowly, productivity growth will 
slow, and our standard of living will be 
affected adversly. 

At the same time, while the U.S. keeps 
jobs in its capital goods sector, 
foreigners will have fewer dollars to 
spend here in export related industries. 
Jobs gained in one area will be lost in 
another. 

Will Congress embark on a protec­
tionist binge, enacting measures like 
Metzenbaum's bill discouraging the use 
of foreign equipment in U.S. industry? 

If the economy continues in the 
doldrums, perhaps. It is always easy to 
blame someone else for your troubles. 

But according to virtually all 
economists, liberal and conservative, 
the current economic mess we are in has 

• a little stamp on it that reads: Made in 
the U.S.A. 

Taming Tension In 
Public Speaking 

John Wolfe is a communications pro. 
He thinks a certain degree of tension is 
helpful in public speaking. He often tells 
his clients, "We won't remove your but­
terflies entirely. We'll just get them to 
fly in formation!" He shares some of his 

• techniques in the May issue of Reader's 
Digest. 

Pick a subject you know something 
about and direct it to an audience that 
will be interested. If you're talking about 
office efficiency to your board of direc­
tors, you'd emphasize the savings fac­
tor. In addressing office workers you 
would stress the ways in which it would 
make their jobs easier. 

Keep notes to a minimum. It's almost 
impossible to sound spontaneous if 

• you're reading from a prepared text. If 
· you need guidelines, file cards with key 
word should do the trick-and they will 
if you've rehearsed your remarks a cou­
ple of times. 

Public speaking is a two-way street­
an interaction between you and the au­
dience. Make friends with them; use eye 
contact with friendly faces; ignore any 
that are not. Never apologize. If you 
have a cold, don't mention it. If you've 
forgotten a point, don't mention that, 
either. Remember, your listeners won't 
know unless you tell them. 

Throughout your talk, aim at its pur­
pose. Then close with a call to action. In 
cautioning you to stop talking before the 
audience stops listening, Wolfe con­
cludes with George M. Cohan's advice: 
"Always leave them wanting more."

Q. My brother age 60 had a benign 
bladder tumor that has become 
cancerous recently. Isn't that unusual? 
As a male, age 64, am I apt to get it too? 

A. It is very common for benign blad­
der tumors to reappear later in the same 
location or in some other part of the 
bladder. They can also recur in a 
cancerous form. 

Bladder cancer accounts for about 
three percent of all cancers in the United 
States. It is not inherited, nor is it con­
tagious. Four out of five bladder cancer 
patients are men between the ages of 50 
and 70. 

Studies have shown a definite link bet­
ween cigarette smoking and bladder 
cancer. Long-term eitposure to various 
chemicals used in the chemical in­
dustry, oil refineries, the manufacture 
of dyes, heavy machinery, automobiles, 
textiles, and leather goods also may be 
a factor in bladder cancer. 

Some bladder tumors resemble tiny 
mushrooms with their stems attached to 
the inner wall of the bladder. Soft and 
crumbly in appearance, they are known 
as pa,pillary tumors and may be either 
benign or malignant (cancerous). Less 
frequently bladder tumors are non­
papillary but elevated above the adja­
cent bladder lining. This type more often 
invades the muscular wall of the 
bladder. 

The first warning of bladder cancer is 
usually bloody urine, which often ap­
pears suddenly with little or no pain in­
volved. Urine color may range from 
smokey or rusty to a deep red, depen­
ding on the amount of blood. Blood in the 
urine may occur one day and disappear 
the next, but with bladder cancer, it 
always reappears sooner or later. The 
amount of blood present is not related 
to the stage of the cancer. 

It is important to know that blood in 
the urine is not a sure sign of bladder 
cancer. It can also indicate a urinary 
tract infection, a benign tumor, or blad­
der stones. 

Whenever bladder cancer is diagnos­
ed, it is important that the patient be 
seen by a urologist specializing in cancer 
treatment. As with other cancers, deci­
sions about treatment made at the 
beginning are vital to survival let alone 
cure. That treatment is highly in­
dividualized, depending on the patient's 
medical history, health, and the type 
and location of his/her cancer.

Asks For Tougher 
Enforcement Of 
Child Abuse Law

, Weinberg, a Hindman attorney and 

former member of the state House of 
Representatives said he is appalled at 
the statistics on child abuse victims in 
Kentucky and around the nation. 

Weinberg said he will push for a closer 
liaison between the httorney General's 
office and the Bureau of Social Services 
in the Human Resources Cabinet. 

According to current law, social ser­
vices is mandated to investigate alleg­
ed cases of child abuse to determine if 
the situation warrants removing the vic­
tim from the home or if counseling can 
alleviate the problem. 

A toll-free line, 1-800-372-2973, is now 
in operation so that anyone in the state 
suspecting a case of child abuse can 
anonymously call social services.

Grief 
Ministry 
Grows

MARTIN- Grief ministry at Our Lady 
of the Way Hospital, Martin, has added 
another dimension. 

Sister Marie Gangwish, C.D.P., 
chaplain, is meeting with the obster­
trical staff to listen to and discuss tapes 
by Teach' em, Inc. of Chicago. A tape on 
"Obstetrical/Neonatal Deaths" offered 
several suggestions which would enable 
staff to respond compassionately and 
helpfully to parents who lose their child 
through miscarriage, stillbirth, or 
failure to thrive. 

"The tape was effective" said Sister 
Marie, "because after listening to it the 
(nursing) staff wanted to talk about 
their own cases." 

The tape recommended that footprints 
and pictures of the miscarried, stillborn 
or seriously ill child be taken and birth 
and death certificates be issued. These 
mementos authenticate and concretize 
the brief, but important, experience of 
the child's life for the grieving family. 

The recommendations affirmed some 
practices the obstetrical department 
had already adopted. 

For instance, one baby born with an 
open spine had to be transferred by 
helicopter to a Lexington medical 
center. The distraught mother, too sick 
to accompany her child, clung to the 
baby's picture as she lay helpless in her 
hospital bed. The child lived, but faces 
several future surgeries. 

One nurse participating in the group 
instruction said the discussion afforded 
an opportunity to share her grief over 
her own child's death. 

The nursing staff is considering buy­
ing an instant camera for the obstetrical 
ward. 

Sister Marie is encouraging The Big 
Sandy Family and Childbirth Education 
Association to buy rights to copy and 
rewrite a brochure for expectant 
parents that makes them face the 
possibility that their child could be born 
dead. The association has already re­
quested that Sister Marie repeat her pro­
gram for obstetrical nurses in another 
county hospital. 

Within the walls of Our Lady of the 
Way, other aspects of grief ministry con­
tinue. Despite what Sister Marie calls 
"small beginnings," the hospital's 
Disappointed Parents' Group is active. 

Eastern Kentucky Hospital librarian, 
Patty Powell of Morehead, has made 
several articles on death and grieving 
available to the hospital. Staff and griev­
ing families are benefiting from them. 

(The next meeting of the Disappointed 
Parents will be held at 1 p.m. May 27, 
in the hospital conference room. ) 

TOOTH DECAY 
Q. What actually causes tooth decay'! 
A. For teeth to decay, three elements 

must be present in the mouth: certain 
types of food bacteria; a tooth or teeth 
vulnerable to decay; and refined sugars 
and starches. When the sugar and starch 
mix with plaque, the thin layer of 
bacteria constantly forming in the 
mouth, acids form that attack the teeth. 
Within 20 minutes after those fermen­
table carbohydrates are ~a ten, the ma­
jor damaged is done. After enough such 
acid attacks, tooth enamel simply 
breaks down. 

Other factors are also involved: how 
_often a person eats, types of foods eaten, 
and how long those stay in the mouth. 
The more sugars and starches are eaten 
(starch breaks down into sugar), the 
more acid is formed on the teeth. And 
the longer these foods stay in the mouth, 
the heavier the acid attacks. 

Brushing after eating-even 
rinsing-and avoiding refined sugar are 
two simple steps to protect against 
decay.

WHAT'S t\ SLOT? 
"What's a slot?" is a question more 

and more bass fishermen will be asking 
in the future. It's not a hot Jure or a new 
angling technique, but rather a fairly 
new-and certainly different-way of 
determing what is and isn't a keeper 
bass. 

Under the provisions of a slot limit, 
fishermen may keep bass up to a certain 
size and those which measure over 
another specified length, but they must 
release all fish which fall into the pro­
tected ·'slot.'· 

The actual size of the slot may vary 
from lake to lake, but it is generally in 
the range of 12 to 15 or 16 inches. With 
a 12- to 16-inch slot limit for example 
anglers could keep bass ~P to 12 inche~ 
long and those over 16 inches in length 
but would be required by law to throw 
back all bass from 12 through 16 inches. 

Right now, the only lake in Kentucky 
that has a slot limit is Lake Elmer 
Davis, a small state-owned lake in Owen 
county. But the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources is considering a slot 
limit for Kentucky Lake, and that's 
bound to get a lot of attention. 

The slot size under consideration for 
Kentucky Lake would be 12 to 15 inches. 
Biologists believe that going to a slot 
limit would accomplish several things. 

First, it will cause an increase in both 
the number and the pounds of fish 
harvested. Much of this increase will be 
Kentucky and smallmouth bass, which 
now make up around 40 percent of the 
total bass population but (because they 
don' t grow as big as largemouth bass) 
only five to six percent of the total 
harvest. 

Allowing anglers to keep under 12-inch 
bass would utilize a portion of the total 
bass population that is now being 
wasted. Natural morality eliminates 
over 60 percent of the nine to 11 inch bass 
before they make it to 12 inches. Under 
a slot limit, anglers would get to keep a 
portion of these fish that would other­
wise be wasted. 

The bass that aren't caught, because 
there will be less competition for food, 
will grow faster than they do under a 
conventional limit. Once they enter the 
protected slot, they form a pool of 
decent-sized fish which anglers may 
have the fun of catching, even if they 
can't keep them. 

Since 12- to 15-inch bass are also very 
efficient predators, they will help keep 
shad and other rough fish populations in 
check. Because there is abundant forage 
for bass in this size range, these fish 
should grow quickly out of the protected 
slot and once again be available for 
fishermen to keep. 

A public hearing to further consider 
this proposed slot limit for Kentucky 
Lake is scheduled for May 20 at the 
University Center Auditorium\of Mur­
ray State University, beginning at 7:30 
p.m. <CDTl.

Dear Kin and Kindred, 

I, Edward Stumbo, am a product of Floyd County, and I never deny it, because the reason 
is not there. I left my land and my people about 32 years ago, and for a good reason. I need­
ed a better job than coal mining. I had spent five years in the mines and my father spent 
about fifty years under the mountains. The sole reason we did this flas because of the limited 
opportunity in the hill counties of Eastern Kentucky. Our land is a one industry economy and 
it is that way for a reason. It was not until 1918 that railroads came up Left Beaver. When 
I was a young boy, drovers, drove sheep, hogs, and cattle to market at Mt. Sterling or other 
similar distances, the rest of the state was living in style, and they were paying the hill peo­
ple, very low prices for the animals. When someone from Floyd County drove a herd into 
Mt. Sterling the prices were always down. 
The drift mines in our counties could put coal in the tipple at a very low price, yet politicians 
and owners cried, we can't pay more because of the cost of hauling. Today, the same gon­
dolas that are passing my door, are loaded with a much poorer grade of Wyoming coal. So, 
you see, the cost of hauling has nothing to do with wages, safety, coal sale or seasonal pro­
duction. It has to do with PROFIT. In a one-product economy, you produce part-time; keep 
the workers broke; satisfy politicians and you have the poor worker become a slave to everyone. 
From whom does your industrial, economic and political news come. Why are there no diver­
sified factories in the coal mining counties? That part of our economic conditions will never 
be resolved as we elect governors from down state. In the history of Kentucky, Bert Combs 
is the only governor that we ever had. He did well, then we changed horses. I know Bert 
Combs personally and he knows why I, as well, as many others over the years, left Floyd 
County. A man just has to go where the industry is. 

I came back from World War II with Grady Stumbo's father and we had to go into the coal 
mines and were lucky to get a job. Baseba!l got us the jobs. As soon as my family came, 
I made up my mind that I needed to move where my three children would have a chance to 
suceed. I did that and it worked. They have good jobs and each one owns his or her home. 
I am retiring this year after 27 years in education; 25 years here in Illinois; and I and my 
wife, Marcella Horn Stumbo, are pleased with our move 32 years ago, but deep down we 
would rather be with our first friends and relatives. 

The main thing on the present agenda is to try to get Dr. Grady Stumbo elected governor, 
and he will try to make the needed changes. I never really was in politics, but I don't believe 
working for Dr. Grady Stumbo is political. I think it is a move toward survival. You may ask, 
''Why does Edward Stumbo want me to help Dr. Grady Stumbo become governor of Kentucky, 
when he lives in northern Illinois." The answer is, "I can't ever live in Kentucky because 
my children and grandchildren live here in Illinois." I don't want and don't need a job. 

I know Grady Stumbo through his father, lsom Stumbo, whom I played ball with and, more 
important, went to war with. lsom was every inch an American and he proved that on the 
European battlefield. His son, Grady, has the same kind of metal. 
You and I know that pollution, education, transportation, and industrial growth are the things 
that should get attention in Floyd County. 

Industry is managed, it just doesn't happen. We need someone in Frankfort to entice, cajole, 
encourage by remedial actions a continuous flow of industrial capital into the hills. 

You owe it to your children to help them get prepared for life but at the same time have 
the jobs available when they hit the job market. 

You can do this by telling a friend or relative in central or western Kentucky, why they should 
vote for Dr. Grady Stumbo. Have small meelings of two or three friends and ask them to 
visit down state and encourage everyone you see to talk to everyone they see. It takes many 
drops of water to make an ocean.

Fishing 
Report 

Frankfort, Ky., May 16- The latest in 
a long series of rainy weekends has rais­
ed lake levels and slowed fishing across 
Kentucky. The lake-by-lake rundown, as 
compiled by the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources : 

KENTUCKY: Crappie slow along 
edge of flooded brush (5-7 feet deep); in 
tailwaters, catfish fair; muddy, rising, 
six feet above summer pool and 65'. 

BARKLEY: Crappie slow along flood­
ed shoreline cover; in tailwaters, little 
activity; murky to muddy, rising, six 
feet above summer pool and 64'. 

BARREN : Crappie slow over 
submerged cover; black bass slow on 
surface lures and plastic worms in flood­
ed bursh ; clear to murky to muddy, ris­
ing, 11 feet above summer pool and 68°. 

ROUGH RIVER: Crappie slow over 
submerged cover; bluegill slow along 
shallow banks ; clear to murky to mud· 
dy, rising, 22 feet above summer pool 
and 64°. 

DALE HOLLOW: Crappie fair over 
submerged cover (around four feet 
deep) ; catfish fair still fishing Jive 
nightcrawlers in heads of creeks; clear 
to murky to muddy, rising, two feet 
above normal pool and 68'. 

LAUREL: Trout good at night still 
fishing worms, cheese or corn off steep 
banks; bluegill fair around stick ups ; 
clear to murky to muddy, rising, one foot 
above power pool and 60'. 

CAVE RUN: Crappie fair over 
submerged cover and around stick ups 
(3-10 feet deep) ; black bass slow casting 
spinner baits and jigging nightcrawlers 
along shoreline cover; musky slow 
casting medium runners along shoreline 
cover ; clear to murky to muddy, falling, 
seven feet above summer pool and 62'. 

BUCKHORN: Little to no activity; 
muddy, rising rapidly, five feet a bove 
summer pool and 63'. 

GRAYSON: Crappie fair a long 
shallow banks; black bass slow on 
plastic worms over drop offs ; murky, 
rising slowly, at summer pool and 62'. 

DEWEY: Little to no activity ; mud­
dy, falling, one foot above summer pool 
and 66'. 

FISHTRAP : Cra ppie s low over 
submerged cover; clear to murky to 
muddy, fa lling., one foot above summer 
pool and 68'.

Hope for Crops, 
Fruit Not Lost 
To Bad Weather 

Weeks of weather that most residents 
describe as the worst they can recall 
have farmers wondering if any hope re­
mains for corn crops, but a UK Exten­
sion Department spokesman said this 
week that everything isn't frozen out or 
washed overboard. 
\ Farmers have hybrid corn to thank, 
said Myron Evans, Johnson county 
agricultural agent, who thinks that if 
planting can be done within the next 
week to 10 days the corn crop should be 
all right- barring future 
" complications." 

" Some hybrid varieties could work if 
planted after June 1, though the yield 
might not be as high as normal," Evans 
said. 

(Because Floyd county's agricultural 
agent, Dwight Leslie, has resigned to 
operate a Pike county feed store, The 
Times in seeking material for this story 
was obliged to contact the Johnson coun­
ty agent. Growing conditions of the two 
counties are considered much the 
same.) 

Despite a mild winter and a period of 
warm weather at the beginning of spring 
which set fruit trees budding, only to run 
into frost and freezing weather later, the 
Johnson county agent said the fruit crop 
" looks fairly good." Early apples were 
wiped out, but prospects for later 
varieties such as Rome l3ea uty, 
Delicious and Winesap are good. 

Frost got the early strawberries but 
later varieties are expected to produce 
a satisfactory crop. 

But for peaches, which had a luxuriant 
bloom and promised so much, there is 
no hope, Evans said.

Food, Shelter Aid 
Funds at $19,534 

Floyd county has been chosen to 
receive $19,534 .21 to supplement 
emergency food and shelter programs 
in the area under provision of the new 
federal Jobs Bill. 

The selection was made by a national 
board composed up of national volun­
tary organizations and chaired by the 
Federal Emergency Management 
Agency ( FFMA). The board was charg­
ed to distribute $50 million appropriated 
by Congress to help expand the capaci­
ty of feeding and shelter programs in 
high-need areas around the country. · 

Floyd County Chapter, American

determine how the funds awarded to 
Floyd county are to be distributed 
among the emergency food and shelter 
programs operated by private voluntary 
organizations in the area.

If unmined coal were taxed at the 
same rate as other property, Floyd 
fiscal court, the county library and the 
health department would together 
receive an additional $826,155 in revenue 
each year and the school system here 
would reap $705,153. 

Those figures which were provided 
by the Kentucky Fair Tax Coalition, a 
citizens' group which has been lobbying 
for the tax-are based on an estimated 
1.6 billion tons in coal reserves here with 
an assessed value of $417,250,000. 

In addition, $41.3 million estimated as 
the state's share of such a tax would also 
be used on Kentucky's schools if he has 
his way, said Democratic gubernatorial 
candidate Dr. Grady Stumbo, who last 
week announced his support for an un­
mined minerals tax. 

Some 85 percent of the state's mineral 
wealth is owned by "large mineral 
speculators" who live in other states, 
reap millions in profits, and pay only a 
fraction of what "regular, working peo­
ple" pay in property taxes, Stumbo said. 

"For example, in Martin county, if 
you hown a $13,000 home or a 1982 four­
wheel-drive pickup truck, you pay $74 a 
year in taxes on that home or that truck. 
The state's largest mineral owner, own­
ing over 80,000 acres of land, paid the 
same $74," he said, in an apparent 
reference to the Pocahontas-Kentucky 
Corporation. 

Mineral reserves are currently taxed 
at a rate of one-tenth of a cent per $100 
valuation, a rate too low to make the tax 
worth collecting, while other property 
here is taxed at a rate of 19.8 cents by 
the county, 16.9 cents by the school 
district. 

Stumbo said the absence of fair taxa­
iion on mineral reserves has made 
many Kentuckians victims of mineral 
speculation. 

"The taxpayers of this state will spend 
$37.5 million this year just trying to pro­
vide the most basic education in those 
counties which are too poor to support 
their schools, and it isn't nearly 
enough," Stumbo said. "Yet some of our 
poorest counties and some of the most 
chronically underfunded schools literal­
ly sit atop billion dollar coalfields." 

In per-pupil expertditure, Floyd county 
ranked I 78th out of the state's 181 school 
districts when figures were gathered for 
the 1979-'80 school year. In that year, 
$722 per pupil was spent here compared 
to an average of $823 in eastern Ken­
tucky and $904 across the state. The 
Floyd Board of Education has so far 
declined to support an unmined 
minerals tax. 

Stumbo said some small, independent 
coal operators cannot gain access to 
mineral leases from absentee corpora­
tions because there is no incentive for 
them to lease coal. 

"These energy conglomerates, which 
own intere~ts in coal, oil and uranium, 
can sit on Kentucky coal until the best 
price comes along," Stumbo said. 
"Because their property goes virtually 
untaxed, they have no incentive to let 
coal leases that can mean jobs, revenue, 
and a better quality of life in Kentucky.' ' 

Estimates of what the new tax would 
bring in are based on an anticipated 50 
percent recovery rate with coal in the 
ground valued at 50 cents a ton, a stan­
dard Department of Energy valuation. 
The tax would be based on Kentucky's 
geological survey, which is now the na­
tion's most complete, on mineral 
owners' maps, and on the sales prices 
of similar tracts of minerals, Stumbo 
said.

Court Members 
In Sour Temper 
At Brief Session 

From the beginning of last Thursday's 
fiscal court meeting some members 
were in a surly mood. Before the day's 
business was done, two of them walked 
out. 

In.the absence of a judge-executive­
Barkley Sturgill would not be named to 
replace the late Jerry Lafferty, Jr. un­
til the following day- the influence of the 
county's state overseers loomed larger 
than ever. And, for some members of 
the court, the watchdogs were clearly 
unwelcome. 

Though neither of them was there in 
person, state Local Finance Officer 
Robert L. Purdom and his field 
representative AI Howell were very 
much present in spirit, their names ap­
pearing under a curt instruction attach­
ed to the day's agenda. "Please conduct 
this meeting exactly as stated," it read. 

For Magistrate Lowell Samons, who 
chaired the meeting, that would be 
easier said than done. A procedural 
qqestion-whether the court should 
await the arrival of a deputy clerk to 
take minutes-set the tone early. 

"Howell said the clerk should be 
here," Samons noted. Gerald DeRossett 
was for doing what the state official 
recommended. "He's going to run 
things, anyway," he reasoned. 

But Ed Caudill and Kenneth Roberts 
dissented. "I say we should go ahead 
(without the clerk)," said Roberts, when 
a deputy clerk arrived, making the issue 
moot. 

A routine resolution authorizing pay­
ment of Debbie Latta, a juvenile court 
worker, and likewise presented by the 
chairman as an instruction from the 
state, passed without dissent. 

The court agreed to borrow $34,670 at 
10 percent interest from the First Com­
monwealth Bank, but not without some 
grumbling. The short loan was 
necessary because pay checks were due 
and, in the absence of a judg~xecutive, 
no one was authorized to draw on coun­
ty funds, it was explained. 

If the governor had appointed a new 
judge promptly the county would have 
been spared the necessity of borrowing 
money and making interest payments, 
Magistrate Roberts noted. "If this coun­
ty was in any other part of the state and 
not in the mountains, we wouldn't be 
treated like this," he theorized. "Him 
and Phyllis have made us the laughing­
stock of the state of Kentucky." 

Magistrate Caudill agreed, noting 
pointedly that Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. 
was the only governor in many years on 
whom he had not called personally. 

What broke the magistrates' patience, 
however, was an instruction by the state 
overseers that the county workers' 
health insurance contract be again 
advertised for bids. 

An eagerly-sought prize in the early 
days of the Lafferty administration, the 
health insurance contract which was 
formerly held by Blue Cross/Blue Shield 
was switched in February, 1982 to Hat­
ton and Allen Insurance. Denzil Allen, 
a partner in the firm , was later named 
alcoholic beverage control 
administrator. 

When the insurance company recent­
ly raised its rates- from an average of 
$113 per employee to a $134 average, it 
was said- the county's state supervisors 
said the contract would have to be bid 
anew. 

"To hell with it," said Caudill, who 
moved that the court "forget about" 
rebidding the insurance contract and 
soon afterward left the meeting, follow­
ed by Roberts. 

In the absence of a quorum, Samons 
and DeRossett were unable to conduct 
business and the meeting broke up. He 
was "disappointed" at his colleagues' 
quitting the session, Samons said later. 
"We need to pull together," he said.

Pike Circuit Judge Reed Anderson has 
delayed sentencing for David "Little 
Britches" Smith, convicted in the 1980 
shooting deaths of three women and a 
baby in Pike county. 

A Pike circuit court jury found Smith 
guilty May 3 and recommended the 
death penalty on each count. 

Sentencing was scheduled for last 
Tuesday, but Anderson said he would 
delay it until the state Supreme Court 
chief justice rules on a motion filed Mon-
day to disqualify him from the case.
